Tax collections equalling 90.8 
per cent of 12-month estimates 
have been reported by Eighth 
District Tax (!!ollector ^ r y

Pointing out that he 
spoke of some 50 years ago, he 
said that it is significant that “ 
both of us are still alive.”

Miss Lull, who has been 
retired since 1954, lives at 32 
Huntington St.

Judge Rubinow briefly  
re c a lle d  the  h is to ry  of 
Manchester’s forms of govern­
ment, from the early landmark 
of incorporation in 1823 and its 
first town meeting, and the 
town meeting - selectmen form 
of government that remained 
without substan tia l basic 
modification until 1946, when 
the present charter and council- 
manager form of goverjunent 
was adopted.

“That charter recopizes that 
municipal corporations are cor­
porations in function as well as 
in name. Hence, the town’s 
government is deliberately set 
up along the same lines as 
private corporations.”

He lis ted  some of the 
^ob lem s in government, from 
a dispute over a boundary with 
East Hartford, the 19 years 
between 1860 when the question 
of a new town hall came up to 
1879 when $700 was authorized 
to purchase a building from the 
Congregational Church; and 
then 16 years later when $1,500 
was appropriate for a building 
having “a fire-proof vault and 
suitable protection for town 
records...” now the Hall of 
Records at Center Park.

Rubinow quoted from Dr. 
William Buckley’s book about 
Manchester and the controver­
sial subjects he reported from 
town government in olden days, 
the “aginners” who opposed 
building the Buckley Bridge, 
opposition to consolidation of 
the town’s school districts, and' 
o th e r  r e f e r e n c e s  to 
Manchester’s volitical history.

The familiar ring of those 
problems “reminds us that in­
deed, the past is prolope.”

Comparing those problems 
with those that will confront the 
board in the next two years,' 
Rubinow said that the problems 
it will face will be more 
technical and complicated, 
“and the administration of the 
affairs of this town can be 
expected to become increasing­
ly technical and complicated.” 
He said an important step 
forward in building a core of 
p ro fe s s io n a l ly  t r a in e d , 
experienced personal in public 
service was approval of the 
charter question pertaining to 
the m erit system of town 
employes.

Non-Farm 
Job Gain 
Reported

HARTFORD (AP) -  More 
than 40,000 new non-farm jobs 
opened up in Connecticut in the 
la s t  y e a r , acco rd in g  to 
preliminary figures from the 
U.S. Labor Department.

The number of jobs in the 
state rose from 1,196,300 in 
September 1972 to 1,236,500 in 
Septem ber 1973, said  th 
department’s Bureau of Labor 
Statistics in Boston.
_ The bureau also said employ­
ment has risen hy 14,300 jobs 
since A ugust, re flec tin g  
seasonal employment changes. 
The bureau reported increases 
in manufacturing jobs, spurred 
by back-to-school sales, and in­
creases in local government 
jobs as schools redpen.

Since last year, the Hartford 
area added 14,000 jobs, while 
W aterbu ry  added 3,700. 
Bridgeport added 3,600, New 
Haven, 2,300, and Stamford 1,- 
800. The New Britain area 
showed a decline of 100 jobs.

The bureau also said Connec­
ticu t w orkers earned  an^ 
average of $12.52 more per 
week in September 1973 than in 
September 1972.

The Stamford area led the 
way in increased earnings, with 
paychecks rising by an average 
$23.42 to $189.47; New Britain 
$15.27 to $185.74; Hartford 
$10.56 to $185.27; Bridgeport 
$11.28 to $178.50; New Haven 
$7.55 to $1M.10; and Waterbury 
$6.09 to $159.94.

But the energy crisis could 
dampen a good thing, he added, 
if it affects industry adversely 
to the degree that hours and 
production are cut back.

B arring  th a t, how ever. 
Daring said the job picture for 
college graduates appeared 
good through the current school 
year, with a leveling off in the 
years to follow.

D u rin g  U C onn 's  p a s t  
academ ic year, 3,500 un­
d e rg ra d u a te s , g ra d u a te  
students and alumni used the 
service of his office. Daring 
said.

That was an inrrease of 70 per 
cent over five years ago, he 
said, adding that of those, 1,700 
were seniors—up 22 per cent 
from the year before.

He said liberal arts students 
h av e  to  b eco m e m ore  
aggressive and get some job- 
related experience, even if it’s 
volunteer work or part time.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  ’The 
Senate passed legislation Mon­
day establishing an Office of. 
Emergency Fuel Allocation.

The bill, introduced by Sen. 
Abrabam Riblcoff, D-Conn., is 
designed to insure that cities 
and towns get enough heating 
oil and gasoline to maintain es­
sential public services.

‘‘No matter what the reasons 
are for the present shortages, 
we sim ply cannot perm it 
schools and hospitals to go 
without heat, and ambulances 
and fire and police vehicles to 
have empty tanks,” Rlbicoff 
said.

In other energy-related ac­
tion, U.S. Rep. William R. 
Cotter, D-Conn., asked Interior 
Secretary Rogers Morton to 
provide a public accounting of 
oil companies’ profits.

“There is a great amount of 
public cynicism that oil com­
panies are' using oil shortages 
as a pretense for outright 
profiteeHng,” Cotter said.

“The record increases in the 
third-quarter earnings, lead by 
Gulf at 90.9 per cent and Exxon 
at 80.7 per cent, feed this 
widely-held suspicion.”

The First District lawmaker 
- said the public should know how

those profits are used and that 
Morton should ask the oil com- 
pahies to provide the data 
voluntarily.

If they fail to respond volun­
tarily, he added, “ the ad­
ministration and the Congress 
should work to make such 
reports mandatory by law.”

In New Haven, Conn., U.S. 
R ep. R obert N. G iaim o 
reiterated his position that the 
Nixon administration has not 
developed an energy policy and 
chargM that none of the steps 
President Nixon has suggested 
will have much, if any, impact 
on this winter’s potential shor­
tages. •

Participants in a  Greater

that an educational program is 
needed to drive home the 
message that energy must be 
conserved to offset, expected 
fuel'shortages this winter.

Chamber President Edward 
Kenney, who is administrator 
of M anchester M em orial 
Hospital, said one of the big 
problems is public apathy. 
“Many people are convinc^ 
the energy crisis  isn ’t a 
problem.”

Hubert Foster of Schertle 
Galleriea, a member of the 
Chamber’s energy task force, 
agreed. “1 talk to so many peo­
ple Who donT believe there’s a 
shortage,” he said.

“People just aren’t believing 
it,” Foster said.

'Ihe communications media 
should play a large role in infor- 

. ming the public about the 
energy crisis, Werner Bloch of 

. b a y id s o n  & L e v a n th a l 
suggested.

Newspapers and broadcast 
outlets have already been 
taking the ball on reporting the 
energy crisis, Richard Clark, 
the Chamber’s executive vice 
president mentioned.

But several participants in 
th is  m orn ing’s Cham ber 
m eeting said government 

'predictions about shortages 
have been conflicting, and peo­
ple need to know just how much 
of a shortage is expected;

Allen Behnke of the Bantly 
Oil Co.; a fuel oil dealer, called 
for a public education program 
about how to save heating fuel, 
but he said fuel oil dealers don’t 
have all the facts and figures at 
this point.

‘‘Most dealers, including 
myself, are thorou'ghly con­
fused,” Behnke said.

Behnke, noting that bis office

has been besieged by telephone 
calls asking about possible fuel 
shortages, offered a few 
suggestions to consumers: 
’Thermlastat temperatures must 
be loWhred substantially, for at 
least eight tp ten hours, to 
effect any savings.

Dr. Stephen Romeo, a local 
physician, said professional 
people could help educate the 
public about the energy crisis 
by informing clients of what 
can be done. He sajd there is a 
widespread misconception that 
high home temperatures are 
necessary if there are small 
children in a family, and that 
doctors could inform people 
that isn’t so.

R e p re se n ta tiv e  of two 
utilities — Frank Uvingston of 
Connecticut Natural Gas and 
Peter Curtin-of the Hartford 
Electric Light Co. — both said 
their firms are already under­
taking informational cam­
paigns.

Livingston said CNG is dis­
tributing pamphlets, detailing 
energy saving measures, to 
homeowners, and pamplets for 
business and industrial users of 
natural gas are being prepared.

Curtin said HELCO has 
phased oqTIts sales office and 
has creaM  an energy conser­
vation department, whose 
representatives have been con­
tacting large business and in­
dustrial electricity consumers.

"We have to go out and 
preach conservation,” Curtin 
emphasized.

TTie Cfiamber of Commerce is 
' considering a program to help 
inform its members of energy 
sa v in g  m e th o d s . C la rk  
suggested an energy crisis 
orientation meeting, with guest 
speakers, to which represen­
tatives of business and industry 
be invited to learn how to set up 
conservation programs in their 
firms.

Clark’s proposal, endorsed by 
the group meeting this mor­
ning, would also include firms

which aren’t members of the 
Chamber. The idea will come 
before the Chamber’s board of 
directors next week, Clark said.

Participants in this mor­
ning’s meeting detailed steps 
their companies have been 
taking to save energy, and most 
speakers mentioned cutbacks in 
lighting and heating.

The over-all rise in living 
costs last month followed a 
three-tenths of a per cent rise in 
September and the near-record 
jump of 1.8 per cent in August 
a f te r  the lif tin g  of the 
government’s price freeze.

Although food price increases 
have moderated, the price 
spurt in nonfood commodities 
and services appears to reflect 
an economy still gripped in in­
flation.

The consumer price index in 
October moved up to 136.6, 
meaning that it cost consumers 
$13.66 to purchase a variety of 
goods that cost $10 in the 1967 
base period.

The Labor Department also 
reported that real spendable 
earnings of American workers, 
which is the take-home pay 
after taxes, fell six-tenths of a 
per cent in October and was 3.3 
per cent below a, year ago.

Tuesday night to re-elect 
Democrat Pascal Prignano its 
acting chairman and deputy 
miayor. Prignano was second- 
high vote-getter in the Nov. 6 
election.

The unanimous action was in 
direct contrast to a stalemate 
Monday night, at the board’s 
organizational meeting. Then, 
the board’s Republican minori­
ty asked for a legal interpreta­
tion of Sec. 3-5 of the town 
charter. The minority claimed 
the" charter provides for the 
election of an acting chairman 
only in each instance when the 
chairman is prevented from 
serving.

David Barry, at the start of 
Tuesday’s meeting and prior to 
stepping down as town counsel, 
ruled it is appropriate for the 
board to olect an acting chair­
man im m ediately and to 
designate him acting chairman 
for all instances when he must 
serve. He said the action is ap­
propriate under the charter and 
under the board’s rules of 
procedure.

Prignano's unanimous elec­
tion followed.

The board conducted public 
hearings Tuesday on its agenda 
items but took no action on 
them. Board discussions and 
possible actions will come at its 
meeting next Tuesday — to be 
at 7 p.m. in the Hearing Room.

East Coast 
Brownouts 
Forecast

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
Interior Ifecretary Rogers C. B. 
Morton said today the eastern 
part of the nation may be 
heading for electrical power 
brownouts by December or 
January because of the fuel 
crisis.

A deputy assistant secretary 
of Interior, Eric Zausner, said 
an increasing shortage of 
residual oil will leave many 
power plants so short of fuel, 
especially on the East Coast, 
that consumption of electrical 
power must be reduced 10 to 20 
per cent.

Morton said such a reduction 
would be “a very difficult 
thing.”

But, he said, “ We may be in 
the brownout business if we 
don’t do it.”

Morton told newsmen at a 
Briefing that shortages of 
residual oil will begin hurting, 
particularly in power plants, by 
early December.

Shortage of distillate oils —
. primarily home-heating oil and 
' diesel and jet fuel—will hit late 
in January- and gasoline shor­
tages may begin showing up in * 
early or mid-February, Morton 
said. '

While -stating that the past 
school year again reflected a 
continued pattern of steady 
growth in depth and scope, of 
the Vernon school system. Dr, 
R aym ond R a m sd e ll, 
superintendent, in his yearly 
report, expressed concern for 
the dropout rate of high school 
students.

The Vernon schools opened 
showing an enrollment growth 
but 145 pupils dropped out of 
Rockville High School during 
the past, school year. Dr. 
Ramsdell said.

He blamed some of the 
dropout problem on the fact 
that there is a lack of suitable 
programs to meet the needs and 
interests of all of the pupils. He 
expressed hope that the addi­
tion to the school, scheduled to 
start soon, will enable the 
Board of Education to add the 
secondary curriculum to meet 
the academic needs of the 
pupils and thus reduce the 
number who leave school.

R eferring to the double 
sessions the high school went on 
this past .September, the 
superintendent said he feels 
these will remain in effect until 
September 1976, even if plans 
for the high school addition 
idpve forward without any 
problems.

He also cautioned that the 
elementary school needs will 
have to be considered as the 
town grows |n population. He 
suggests that additions to 
existing elementary schools 
would be the most desireable 
and economically feasible way 
to gain more space.

O utlin ing  som e of the 
programs accomplished in the 
school system. Dr. Ramsdell 
said all of the elementary 
schools are now structured in 
the organizational pattern of 
the nongraded or continuous 
progress program. He said the 
program reflects sequential 
levels of learning' in the basic 
skill areas of reading, math and 
language arts.

He added that all subject 
rnatter supervisors are in­
volved in assisting with the 
creation of behavioral objec­
tives for all areas of the 
curriculum.
,̂ ||le said the library and audio­

visual resources continue to ex­
pand and the computer center 
a t'the  high school was in its 
first full year of operation. He 
said interest in career educa­
tion, at the high school, has con­
tinued to grow and exploration 
of pro^am s is continuing.

Within Dr. Ramsdell’s report 
were reports from various 
department heads in the school 
system. One of these areas was 
the continuing education  
department, which during the 
past school year provided com­
pensatory ^ucatidn help for 
about 300 pupils.

These programs are designed 
to bring hbout increased school 
success for pupils whose school 
achievement was restricted by 
economic, social, linguistic, or 
environmental disadvantages. 
They are funded by the State 
A ct fo r  D isa d v a n ta g e d  
Children.

The C oop era tiv e  Work 
Experience Program, now in 
its second year, is a school- 
centered work-experience 
program developed in coopera­
tion with some % employers in 
the community. I t is for 
students who do not plan to con­
tinue their education after high 
school.

’The school system also has an 
adult evening school program 
and a summer school program 
for students in the areas of 
remedial and make-up credit 
courses. This past year, 560 
students, preschool through 
high school lev e l, w ere 
enrolled.

The 1972-73 school year 
marked the final phase of a 
four-year curriculum revision 
program in the English Arts 
department, and revision of the 
math curriculum was continued 
during the year also.

At the elementary level, the 
first steps were taken toward 
the development of a com­
prehensive math curriculum 
guide and during this past 
summer a workshop was held 
for the purpose of completing 
revision of all aspects of the 
elementary math curriculum. 

Also during the year, an ef­

fort waj) made to make the 
science program an active one 
so s t u d e n t s  may ga in  
knowledge of science through 
a c t i v i t i e s  done in the 
classroom.

At the high school, a pilot 
program in honors chemistry, 
which dealt with a more in- 
depth study of theories and ad­
ditional material than regular 
classes, was tried and proved 
successful.

The SMial studies curriculum 
undergMS constant revision to 
give the students an opportunity 
to practice .skills which will 
help maintain an active interest 
in domestic and world affai>s, 
and to participate intelligently 
in jgovemment as well as t o  

assume the duties and respon­
sibilities of citizenship. ' 

’The Student Developmental 
Services is also an active 
d e p a r t m e n t ,  deve loping  
specialized program s for

s t l i de n t s  who r e q u i r e  
educational help.

During the year a handbook 
for teachers was completed by 
the speech and hearing depart­
ment; progress was made in 
the first year of the develop- 
nient of the Research and 
Independent Study Program 
and the work-exper ience 
program for the handicapped.

The town has 17 classes for 
the mentally handicapped; two 
of them were opened this, past

September due to the increased 
enrollment.

There are also programs for 
pre-schoolers with learning 
problems, the perceptually han­
dicapped and emotionally han­
dicapped students.

The basic concern’ of these 
programs is to help children 
reach a healthier self-concept, 
respect authority, interact 
successfully with their peers, 
and provide a model for 
behavior modification with in­

d iv idua l ized ins t ru c t ion  
provided.

In his report. Dr. Ramsdell 
also made note of the fact that 
the school system lost the ser­
vices of 5 valuable employes 
due to their retirement. They 
were Miss Anita Lincoln, Mrs. 
Ruth Barlow, Miss Margaret 
Hart, Miss Eleanor Lewis, and 
Miss Eileen Murphy who’ 
served a combined total of 140 
years to teaching, a total of 131 
years in Vernon.

The Human Relations Chin-" 
mission, wishing to know more 
about those things that separate 
racial groups and seeking to 
discover how it ^11 handle iSiy 
future discrimination problem, 
committed itself last night to 
take race relations tralAing in 
January.

The decision to oi^ganin' 
training sessions was made 
after the commission heard t)r. 
Ivor Echols, a professor of 
social studies at the University 
o f C o n n e c tic u t, d is c u ss  
“Racism.”

Dr. Echols admitted that 4ie 
didn't know the racial problems 
that “concern your community, 
if indeed you have them. But I 
doubt if you can't have aiw.” '

She then discussed the 'Town 
of Windsor, where she lives, 
and told of its increasing pop­
ulation of people that are 
culturally different, primarily 
black people, and the anxiety 
and concern it has created 
about what will happen to the 
town and to the people.

She said there was concern in 
Windsor that the newcomers 
find fulfillment and s'atisfac^n 
in living there, “But back Of the 
all that concern, 1 think, the

concern is that it might change 
the nature of the town and 
make life a Utile bit more un­
comfortable for some of the 
people. ■■

"In  my travels, I  'have dis­
covered that the problems of 
race  and poverty are  not 
e x c lu s iv e ly  A m e r ic a n  
problems. Now, one can take 
comfort from that fact that 
misery is universal,” she told 
the commission. “I find little 
consolation in that. It's very 
false to reason that because 
someone else has the same 
problem, we should lean back 
and rest on our laurels and U y  
‘they have them too.' ” she 

added.
She called the American 

scene a troubled scene and said, 
“The indictment that black peo­
ple make about the American 
scene is power,, privilege and 

■profit. Power, privUege and 
profit are exclusively the do­
main of the dominant group in 
America and are not shared 
across the board 'w ith  my 
people,” she said.

“Somedays I don't feel so 
hopeful, but it isn't always that 
way. From my experiences in 
hearing the plight of the black 
people in other countries, I 
have concluded that America 
belongs, at least in part, to me

The Senate did stay on the job long 
enough to complete action on an 
emergency fuel power bill but the 
House opted to rush home late last 
week and the bill will have to wait un­
til Nov. 26 before the House will begin 
considering it.

With 6 per cent 
of the world’s population, we 
have 40 per cent of its material 
wealth.

Our citizens have won far 
more prizes for altruistic 
research in medicine and 
physics than have those of any 
other nation. The United States 
has regularly carried most of 
the load in international 
Welfare and peace-keeping mis­
sions.

The inventive genius of our 
citizeps has blessed the world 
with such innovations as open- 
heart surgery, the iron lung, a 

. polio vaccine, streptomycin and 
cortisone among many other 
medical advances. We have 
also given the world more new 
devices for the comfort and 
safety of mankind than has any 
other country. Devices ranging 
from the airplane and the 
automobile to the washing 
machine and the X-ray tube.

In a cqntury-and-a-half we 
sucqeeded in doubling the life 
span of our own citizens and, 
through donations of food, 
medicine, and money, vastly in­
creased the life spans of 
countless millions of non- 
Americans.

The secret of America’s 
greatness was discovered and 
eloquently recorded 140 years 
ago by a French statesman, 
Alexis de Tocquevilie, who un­
derstood our society better than 
mapy Americans understand it. 
After traveling 7,000 miles 
throughout the United States, 
de Tocqueviile returned to 
F ra n c e  and w ro te  the  
following;

ORDEAL OF THE UNION. 
By Allan Nevins. Scribner’s. 
SOO Pages. $12.50.

“Ordeal of the Union" by the 
late Allan Nevins is one dl the 

'  most searching studies ever 
made of the awful drama of the 
American Civil War. The final 
two volumes, the seventh and 
eighth, were published two 
years ago only four months 
after Nevins’s death at 80.

It did not matter that this 
history largely reflected the 
Northerii viewpoint, Nevins, 
proud oI coming Grom Lincoln’s 
Dlinois country, nevertheless 
told the story fairty, allowing 
for this framework He was at 
his best in describing the politi- 

, cal and social climate tefore 
and during the great conflict. 
H s treatment of military 
events; while certainly con­
scientious, was less original.

Now E. B. Long, an associate 
professor at the University of 
Wyoming who was Nevins’s re­
search associate for the last 
two volumes, has compiled 
what is in effect a  one-volume 
abridgement. He selected key 
chapters from all the volimes, 
stitching them together when 
he deemed brief connective sec­
tions required While this meth­
od retains many fine passages 
of Nevins’s sweeping narrative, 
it has the drawback of switch­
ing from the very detailed to 
the very general.

The ^oblem can be under­
stood by comparison; the 
abridgements of Douglas South- 
all Freeman’s famous biogra­
phy of Robert E. Lee and Rear 
Aclm. Samuel Eliot Morison’s 

“ The TwoOcean War” which 
told oon;tpactly what he covered 
in the 15 volumes of the “His­
tory of U.S. Naval Operations 
in World War II’’ were of one 
focus. Nevertheless, Long has 
chosen judiciously from Nevins, 
aid the result should bc useful 
to those with insufficient time 
to go ttro u ^  the long, thor­
ough parent work.

BURR. By Gore Vidal. Ran­
dom House. 430 Pages. $8.95.

When he wants to, novelist 
Gore Vidal can write beau- 
tifuliy, and in “Burr” he wants
t o . , y

Not only is "Burr” finely 
written, it is also a finely con­
ceived piece of work that draws 
its inspiration from history but 
because it is a novel is not 
shackled by the realities ot his­
tory. Thus, Vidal is able to take 
Aaron Burr, third vice presi­
dent of the United States, and 
transform him from the looked- 
down-upon duelist who killed 
Alexander Hamilton into a thor­
oughly likable man who not 
only helped form this nation 
but later was a participant in 
molding it.

Burr’s story is told on two 
levels. On one the reader' sees 
him through the eyes of 
Charles Schuyler, a clerk in 
Burr’s law office who atoires to 
be a writer. Burr is in his late 
70s at the time, but he still is 
mentally and physically vigor­
ous and a most charming fel­
low. The time is'the mid-1830s, 
and the reader' gets a mar­
velous picture of what life in 
New York City was like at the 
time as he journeys about its 
streets with Charlie and to a 
lesser extent with the aged 
Burr. . ,

To further his writing ambi­
tions, Charlie is writing a biog­
raphy of Burr — which certaSi 
politicians hOflS to use to smear 
Martin Van Buren who is run­
ning for President — and it is 
here that the book moves to its 
second level. For as Burr tells 
the young man of his past life, 
his recollections appear in his 
own words and they are 'tasci-' 
nating. The Burr of the recol­
lections is a young man, in at 
the beginning of the United 
States.

He takes part in the fighting 
preliminary to the American 
Revolution and in the Revolu­
tion itself and his version of 
what .happened is quite differ­
ent from what is found in the 
history books. Burr’s porfraits, 
also, of the stalwarts of the 
emerging nation — Washington, 
Jefferson, Hamilton and Lafa­
yette are unlike those of his­
tory .What he has to say about 
these men isn’t very flattering, 
but it is funny .

Some historians may quibble 
with what Vidal has done here.

but this is, after'all, a novel 
and as such it is a thoroughly 
enjoyable read.

Triglycerides aren’t cholesterol

DEAR DR. LAMB -  

d o c t o r  s a y s  I h a v e ^  
triglycerides in my blood. I 
never heard of ft before. 
What is the difference bet­
w een  t r ig ly c e r id e s  an d  
cholesterol? I try to keep my 
weight down and not use too 
much fats. Please tell me 
what to do. My old doctor 
would have explained and 
told me more, but he left, and 
I had to get another doctor. 
He doesnT tell me anything. 
I’m not afraid to know what is 
wrong.

D E A R  R E A D E R  -  
Triglycerides is a scientific 
name for fats. Most of the fat 
in our bodies, and that we 
eat, is in this form. What your 
doctor is telling you is that 

ou have too much fat in your 
ood.
Cholesterol is. not actually 

a fat, although it is a waxy 
material. It is formed by the 
liver. The liver can make it 
from too many calories of any

ll

type, includidg carbohydr­
a te s  a n d  even proteins. 
Whenever you eat more calo­
ries than your body uses, 
there is a probability that 
your liver will, form excess 
amounts of cholesterol. You 
can also get more cholesterol 
from the food you eat. Egg 
yolks and organ meats are 
the most common foods that 
contain lots of cholesterol.

The cholesterol with the fat 
forms small particles that 
can be deposited in the wall 
o f  a r t e r i e s  c a u s i n g  
atherosclerosis, which leads 
to heart attacks, strokes, and 
other problems.

Some  p e o p l e  r e q u i r e  
special care to help control 
t n e i r  b l o o d  f a t s  a n d  
cholesterol. The m ajority, 
however, can do much better 
by decreasing their body fat. 
This means decreasing the 
number of calories eaten and 
increasing physical activity.

You are wise to limit the 
fat in your diet. You might 
make a point to include more

poultry and fish in your diet 
and less mammal meat if you 
tend to use lots of it. You can 
also use low fat dairy pro­
ducts, such as fortified skim 
milk and uncreamed cottage 
cheese. Prepare your foods 
using corn oil or safflower oil 
a t home. Liinit the fatty salad 
dressings and the fat, high 
calorie desserts.

And a word about your new 
doctor. He would probably 
enjoy talking to you more. 
Most doctors actually did go 
into medicine because they 
enjoy doing things for people. 
The problem often is that 
they simply can’t. The mod­
ern  m edical system  has 

. forced each doctor to see a lot 
of patients just to keep the of­
fice open. I sometimes think 
doctors have to see too many 
patients. But, a busy doctor 
with iots of responsibility 
can’t take the time to expiain 
all about foods and living 
pa t t e r n s .  Tf he did,  he 
wouldn’t be able to see all of 
the patients that need to see

him. This is too bad because 
some of these aspects of 
health care are very impor­
tant factors in how people gbt 
along with their problems. 
This is why I think we must 
try to do more to help people 
help themselves.

I nc r e a s i ng  a d o c t o r ’s 
responsibility to see more 
and more patients, even with 
the aid of computers, new Of­
fice management, and new

explain a lot or spend much 
time with each of his pa­
tients.

Tlmnksgiving in Schools

While men are walking in space miles 
beyond miles away from the earth, 
elementary school children are still obsee 
ving a thoroughly American custom in­
stituted by the Pilgtims and the Indians— 
a custom called Thahksgiving.

More than three hundred years ago, 
when Governor Bradford declared a day of 
thanksgiving in Plymouth Colony io ; 
Massachusetts, the Pilgrims and Indians 
joined together and feasted on wild 
turkey.

And so, the wide brimmed black hat 
with the silver buckle the turkey, and 
feathers have become perm anent 
Thanksgiving symbols.

Every school in Manchester shows some 
evidence of having learned about early 
New England customs surrounding the 
celebration of giving thanks for a 
bounteous harvest and for their blessings. 
Walls and halls are decorated with 
thanksgiving art work. ^

Young voices, loud and clear, recite 
their roles as Indians, Pilgrims and 
narrators of the early.^aditions in school 
plays. Many schools have shared their 
prepared programs with parents, and 
friends. .

Many parents will receive Thanksgiving 
greeting cards from students at Nathan 
Hale School. Turkey designs run h i^  in 
popularity with the young artists, with 
Pilgrim figures a close second. Turkeys 
are created with crayons, paper over-lay, 
and cutouts. The messages on the cards 
are origininal with their creators. A word 
may be misspelled here and there, but the 
though is the same. “Let us give thanks.”

Kindergartners at Buckley School have 
used their knowledge gained about com as 
an early American food staple introduced

by the Indians. They made popcorn balls 
to take home.

Not a ll school a c t iv i t ie s  a re  
Thanksgiving oriented, although there is a 
relationship to Indian lore. The second 
grade class at Buckland School is using 
yards and yards of multicolored yam 
making “G<^’s Eyes,” designs in yam 
similar to the ones u s ^  by the ancient In­
dians to ward off evil spirits.

At the Manchester Green School, 
students broke from seasonal tradition 
and preferred fb put on a variety show for 
their parents called “ The Terrible 
Terrific Twenties.” Grades 4, 5 and 6 in 
unit B, with the help of Mrs. Ena Phipps, 
sang hits of the twenties that still linger in 
th e i r  p a r e n t s ’ m e m o rie s . The 
“Charleston” was danced and girls in 
flapper dresses twirled ropes of ^ads.

Besides preparations for Thanksgiving, 
students are involved in other projects. 
Some students are enjoying a new science 
program referred to as “SCIS” in which 
they leahi by actual experience rather 
than from bmks. One class is keeping 
track of a colony of aphids and daphnia on 
a table full of green plants growing under 
special lights. It’s a study in population 
science.

Colored television is a popular learning 
tool in one school. Black and white televi­
sion has become boring to many children, 
according to Principal Vincent Ramsey at 
Buckley School.

“Most children have colored TV at home 
and this is what stimulates them,” he 
said.

But, aside from all the aphids and songs 
of the twenties and God’s Eyes, Thursday 
will be observed, somehow, in most all 
homes, as a day for giving thanks.

MeskilPAsks Utilities 
To Cut Back Voltage

HARTFORD (AP) -  Gov. 
Thomas J. Meskill has asked 
the state’s electric companies 
today for a five per cent reduc­
tion in voltage during the peak 
hours of 4 p.m. to 8 p.m. to con­
serve energy.

Meskill made his voltage- 
reduction request at a luncheon 
in New Haven with the heads of 
Northeast Utilities, United 
Illuminating, and six small 
municipally owned electric

companies. Northeast operates 
the Connecticut Light and 
Power Co. and the Hartford 
Electric Light Co.

Utility spokesmen noted that 
Connecticut’̂  power plants are 
tied into the New England 
Power Exchange which has 
been considering a 5 per cent 
cutback of its own. Any cutback 
would have to be’* m ade 
throughout the region, they 
said.

Vernon

Council Votes Against Transit District Funds
The Town of Vernon will not 

pay a voluntary contribution to 
the Greater Hartford Transit 
District until it sees if it is 
going to eventually derive some 
benefits from it.

The Town Ckiuncil Monday 
voted against making the volun­
tary contribution of $3,268.44 
requested of it by Arthur L. 
Handman, executive director of 
the transit group. The action 
was taken on recommendation 
of Mayor Frank McCoy.

MqCoy told the council that 
the town is not getting any 
benefits from the district and 
he felt the council should wait 
and see what the district in- 
tonds to do.

After many discussions last 
spring, the council, voted to 
“conditionally” withdraw from 
the district. This would allow 
the town to withdraw from the 
district under certain con­
ditions, if it wishes.

The mayor explained that the 
action taken does not mean that 
the town cannot pay the money 
if the district straightens out 
and that it does not close out 
Vernon’s two representatives 
from  a tte n d in g  d is t r ic t  
meetings.

Vernon’s share of the volun­
tary contribution was based on 
a figure of 12 cents per capita 
using the-1970 census figures, 
and the supplementary budget

for the remainder of this fiscal 
year accounts for four cents per 
capita of the total request.

The district said that ft would 
like the supplementary portion 
of the budget as soon as possi­
ble and the remainder in July.

The money, district officials 
said, would be used for support 
of district activities. InclucM 
in the letter to Vernon was a 
summary of some of these ac-. 
tivities.
\ “The Transit District has 

been very active during this 
period of state supervision and 
financial support of the Connec­
ticut Company. To the extent of 
our resources and manpower, 
the d istrict has monitored 
system operation, suggested^ 
new bus routes and schedules 
for Vernon and other member 
towns, and provided a valuable 
sounding board service for both 
public and governmental in­
terests concerning bus system 
improvements,’’ the letter 
stated. j

Tepee o r  Wigwam?
Wow...look at the teepe! Hey, 

what a great wigwam! Tepee or 
wigwam.’..which is it?

The 12-foot structure now sit­
ting in the middle of the 
museum’s Doing Room is 
definitely a type of Indian 

' dwelling. And it’s definitely fun 
’ to crawl (nside and curl up on 

one of the animal skins.
But is it a tepee or wigwam?
That’s the question many are 

asking.
A wigwam, the type of home 

built by Indians of the eastern 
seaboard, is a dome-shaped 
structure made of bark or skin 

 ̂ stretched over pole frames. The 
: frame of a wigwam consists of 

saplings, thin and green, bent 
into half-circles and the ends 
planted in the ground.

More saplings are then bent 
to go around the planted oneS in 
a series of horizontal circles. 
These saplings are lashed 
together at the crossings with 
,grape vines or other suitable 
material.

The covering for the wigwam 
llthTles, depending on whatever 
is available. Indians of New 
England very often used elm or 
birch bark fortified with grass 

rmats and animal skins, while 
-Indians in the South used 
'palmetto leaves and Spanish 
' Moss. A smoke hole was always 
' left at the wigwam’s top.

Most wigwams were large 
enough for a single family of 
perhaps five or six persons, but 
on occasion they could accom- 

,m o d ate  as. m any as ten 
families.

For resting and sleeping, 
there were often crude shelves 
or benches, made of poles and 
covered with fur, around the in­
side wall. In the center of the 

- wigwam, there was a pit lined 
with stones in which the oc- 

I cupants kept a fire burning.
, In contrast to the donle- 
shaped wigwam is the cone- 

; shaped tepee, made^as few as- 
. four or as many as 20. straight

! poles, approximately 18 feet in 
height. The poles are planted in 

,Uhe ground in a circle equidis- 
.tant from one another and are 
drawn together at the top and 

hashed securely. A covering is 
then stretched tautly over this 
pole frame. Two flaps line the 

t opening at the tepee’s top that 
 ̂lets the smoke from inside fires 
out.

The Plains Indians who lived 
almost exclusively in tepees 
used as their covering tanned

buffalo cow skins that had been 
sewn together. Average tepee 
size was about 16 feet in 
diameter and needed 20 skins. 
These Indians took pride in 
decorating their tepees with 
symbols and drawings having 
re lig io u s  and h is to r ic a l  
significance. Tepee furnishings 
consisted of grass beds covered 
with fur- reed back rests and 

. raiirhide cases for storage as 
as.stone-lined fire pit.

Indians, other than Plains, 
also made use of the tepee. 
Some Southwest Indians lived 
in tepees as did a group of 
Maine Indians who covered 
them with birch bark. Indians 
in New England often used 
them as temporary summer 
homes covered with skins.

Wigwam or tepee — which is 
it that is now at the Lutz 
Museum?

It’s a tepee complete with 
cooking stones and animal 
skins. But why not come and 
see for yourself? The museum 
is open the public, free of 
charge, 2 to 5 p.m. daily, 
Tuesday through Sunday.

HARTFORD (AP) -  State 
sates tax receipts for the first 
quarter of the current fiscal 
year totaled ^ .5  million more 
than for the first quarter last 
year, Connecticut Tax Com­
missioner F. George Brown 
reported Tuesday.

Earlier this year, the PZC 
conducted a public hearing on a 
proposal te  dtange a portion of 
Rt. 86 from residential to 
residratlal-retail. The hearing 
was attended by about 75 
residents, many of whom live in 
the area, and most of these peo­
ple expressed the opinion that 
they did not want such a zone on 
Rt. 66.

Chairman Bruce Bradford 
said the group is trying to 
preserve Columbia but it also 
wants to give the people what 
they want and need.

Bradford said the last piece 
of non-conforming property 
available near the center is a 
site a bank is investigating as a 
possible branch site, “and then 
we are through.”

Board member Leo Goldberg 
said he believes the potential 
for business development is 
here with the completion of 184 
and that it would be wise to set 
aside some areas for retail.

The re g io n a l p la n n e rs  
suggested a telephone survey

could be done to get a sampling 
of opinion about establishing a 
retail zone. Volunteers could do 
the phoning and should sample 
about ten per cent of the town, 
they said.

I ^ r d  member Bryant An­
drews said he believes there 
are two questions that need to 
be answered. “Is the town large 
enough to support business? 
and “does the town want It?”

The WRPA has  
recommended that the center 
of town be turned into an 
historical district.

It was a scene fit for the 
movies. Old Mr. Watkins lay 
dying. His will was rushed to his 

.hospital room, ready for sign­
ing.

A  friend stepi^d to the bed­
side, held the dying man’s hand, 
hnd helped him complete the 
signature.

Was the will valid? A court

The court said there could be no 
doubt, under the circumstance, 
that the signature was his oWn 
voluntary affirmation of the will.

Sooner or later, death' over­
takes us all. Yet, people persist 
in waiting until their final mo- 

\ ments to make a will.
Obviously, this heightens the 

chance of a slip-up. Consider an- 
*  other deathbed case;

An elderly widow also felt her 
strength ebbing while she was 
part way through her signature. 
But instead of asking for assist­
ance, slje merely lay back and 
said:

“I just can’t sign it now.”
She never did finish. In due 

course, her heirs tried to estab­
lish the validity of the wUI on 
the basis of the partial signature. 
But this time, their efforts were 
in vain. 'The court said the wid­
ow’s own words indicated that

she did not consider the docu­
ment complete. ' ’

In a third case, a man had al­
ready lapsed into unconscious­
ness by the time the will was 
brought to his bedside. Here loo 
a friend held his hand and guided 
his signature.

Afterward, everyone agreed 
that the will had been drawn up 
in accordance with his instruc­
tions. Nevertheless, a court found 
the man’s will null and void. ’Thcf 
signature didn’t become Ms, said 
the court, merely because bis

hand was in physical contact with 
the pen while his name was be­
ing written. . .

"There was no magic In his 
touch,” said the court. “Both 
its power and the in te lli^ ce  
necessary to direct it were in a 
state of suspension.”

Plans To Abandon 
Prison Reversed

SAN QUENTIN, Calif. (AP, 
— Hopes of closing grim old San 
(^entin  Prison have been aban­
doned, and its apple-greeh gas 
cham ber is being kept in 
working order.

Less than two years ago, Gov. 
Rpnaid Reagan announc^ the 
in fa m o u s  p e n i t e n t i a r y  
overlooking San Francisco Bay 
would be shut by the end 6 1974. 
In subsequent months, inmate 
population feii from 2,200 to 1,- 
400.

But now the birds that found 
nests in the deserted five-story

south cell block have been 
chased by a neW wave of in­
mates. The population is ap­
proaching 3,000 and rising by 100 
a week.

“Other places were getting 
overcrowded and here was a 
prison with a lot of empty 
beds,” prison information of­
ficer Robert Nyberg said in an 
interview.

Nyberg said the number of in­
mates in California prisons is 
growing because the s ta te , 
parole board has adopted “a 
m ore rig o ro u s po licy”  in

refusing paroles and the courts 
a re  imppsing m ore prison 
s e n te n c e s  on c o n v ic te d  
criminals.

“’There might be a few old- 
timers here who are glad we’re 
staying open,” Nyberg said. 
“But most people — prisoners 
and guards — would like to see 
the place closed.” ’'

He said the 122-year-old 
prison has very small cells, 
many of which will have to be ° 
shared by two inmates when the 
prison reaches its expected
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3,800-man capacity early next 
year. ,

He saip the two-seat oc­
tagonal gas chamber has been 
kept in working condition. It 
has been idle since 196’i’ while 
courts pondered the death 
p e n a l ty .  T he C a lifo rn ia  
S u p r e m e ’ C o u r t  ru le d  
executions unconstitutional last 
year, but a new state law will 
reinstate them as of Jan. 1 for 
11 crimes.

Almost everyone thinks of 
cranberry when he thinks of 
turkey. You can buy the-]ellied 
type, take cookie cutters in the 
shape of turkeys or other ap­
propriate figures and cut the 
slices accoi^ingly. I have a 
r e c ip e  t h a t -  u se s  raw  
cranberries and it is very, very 
easy. It is even better after 
aging in the refrigerator, 
though it can be eaten after 
only several hours.

I first made this recipe last 
year, kept it In the refrigerator 
u n til la te  th e  fo llow ing 
summer. I threw it away 
because I though I should 
although it looked and tasted 
fine. It is my adaptation of an 
old recipe.

Cranberry Compote 
2 lbs. raw cranberries 
2 oranges (peel one and leave 
one unpeeled) 
sugar to taste 
apricot preserves to taste 
Grand Marnier, Curacao or 
brandy to taste

Put the cranberries through a 
meat grinder along with the 
oranges. (You want some of the 
peel for flavor). Addvtte sugar 
and liqueur to taste. Mix well 
and refrigerate. Before using 
first time, taste and correct if 
necessary by adding more 
sugar, liqueur or orange juice. 
You may eliminate the oranges 
completely substituting orange 
juice. The mixture should be 
thick, not runny.

Q. I’m covered by both parts 
of Medicare, hospital insurance 
and Medical Insurance. Recent­
ly my doctor told me I must 
wear orthopedic shoes. Can I 
subm it th is  shoe bill to 
Medicare for payment?

A. No. Orthopi^ic shoes and 
other support devices for the 
fee t a re  not covered by 
Medicare unless the shoes are 
an intergral part of a leg brace.

Q. I'm enrolled in the medical 
insurance part of Medicare and 
I heard the annual deductible is 
going to increase again. Is this 
true?

•A. All increases in the annual 
deductible will depend on raises 
in Social Security benefits. The 
present law provides that in­
creases in premiums cannot 
exceed the percent of the in­
crease of Social Security 
benefits.

Q. I’ll be 65 next March and 
I’m trying to keep up with all 
the la te s t inform ation on 
Medicare. I read that the law 
has changed the way I’ll enroll 
in the M ^ical insurance part of 
Medicare. Is this true?

A. Yes. People who become 
65 in July ’73 or later and are 
eligible for Medicare hospital 
insurance will automatically be 
enrolled ih the medical in­
surance part of Medicare. 
However, you will still have the 
opportunity to decline enroll-, 
ment if you decide you don’t 
w ant M edical in su ran ce  
coverage.

Q. My wife and I get monthly 
Social Security retirem ent 
payments, and have Medicare 
coverage. We’re planning a 
three-week trip to Europe later 
this year. If either of us needs 
medical treatment while we’re 
bn our trip, will Medicare cover 
It?

A. Medicare cannot help 
pay forknyl^alth services you 
need while^frsucg^in Europe.

Q. I heard that Medicare now 
covers kidney transplants. Do I 
have to b^'jgetting monthly 
Social Security d isability  
checks in order to qualify for 
this Medicare coverage?

A. No. If you’ve worked long 
enou^ under Social Security to 
be inured, you, your wife, and 
any dependent children whd 
require dialysis or a kidney 
transplant are eligible for 
Medicare coverage. Eligibility 
begins the Uilrd month after the 
month in which dialysis is 
begun.

Cease-Fire 
Lines To Be - 
Discussed

By The Associated Press 
The Israeli and .Egyptian 

governments prepared today 
for th e ir  next moves in 
deadlocked negotiations over 
the establishment of a mutually 
agreeable cease-fire line along 
the Suez Canal.

Negotiators for the two coun­
tries will meet again Thursday 
on the Cairo-Suez road in an ef­
fort to resolve what has been 
described as the last stumbling 
block in implementation of the 
six-point Middle East cease-fire 
agreement.

Egypt has demanded that 
Israeli forces return to. where 
they were on Oct. 22 when the 
first U.N. cease-fire went into 
effect. During fighting for two 
days after that, Israeli forces 
expanded their positions on the 
western bank of the canal, com­
pleted the cutoff of the Egyp­
tian 3rd Army and entered the 
city of Suez.

Although Egypt has sub­
mitted a map purporting to 
show Israeli positions on Oct. 
22, the Israeli government has 
daimed that the Oct. 22 lines 
are impossible to determine. 
Instead, Israel has suggested 
that both sides return to their 
respective banks of the canal 
and allow for a six-m ile 
demilitarized zone on each side.

Nationalized
Railroads
Advocated

NEW YORK (A P) -  
Biologist Barry Commoner ad­
vocates the nationalization of 
American railroads, especially 
in this time of environmental 
and energy crisis.

In the December issue of 
Harper’s magazine, the chair­
man of the Scientists’ Institute 
for Public Information, said 
railroads use less fuel than 
trucks, are four times more ef­
ficient in fuel use per passenger 
mile than automobiles and five 
to 10 times more efficient than 
airplanes.

Dr. Com m oner blam ed 
private ownership’s greed for 
profit for the decline of the 
nation’s rail service and wrote;

“If we give up the demand for 
profitable operation, which 
means that the railroads 
become publicly owned, then 
they can be rebuilt to provide 
the country with environmen­
tally clean, energetically thrif­
ty transpoi^tion. The choice is 
between social and private 
profit.’’

HARTFORD (AP) — Nursing 
homes have changed since the 
dajis when the old and unwanted 
were placed in homes to "get 
them out of the way,’’ a state 
Health Department official 
says.
But families still must use 

care in choosing a home to 
avoid leaving "the family with 
feelings of guilt and the patient 
with feelings of neglect and 
ab an d o n m en t,”  Louis J . 
H a lp ry n  w r i te s  in th e  
November issue of the Connec­
ticut Health Bulletin. • 

Halpryn, director of the 
departm ent’s Hospital and 
M ^ ca l Care Division, uses the 
publication as a forum to set 
some guidelines for families 
facing the question of a nursing 
home for one of their members.

“Selecting a nursing home for 
a loved one is an emotional 
experience which can cause a 
great deal of psychological 
trauma if careful' preparation is 
not made in advance,’’ he says.

T h ere  a re  th re e  b a s ic  
categories of nursing home 
placement, he says: post­
hospital, when an individual 
needs a brief (leriod of con­
tinued nursing and medical 
supervision; rehabilitation for 
a longer period of time; and 
when a person reaches the point 
where daily ne<9ds cannot be 
cared for without the assistance

and supervision of a skilled 
professional team.

Because of nursing home ad­
vancements and their programs 
of wide ranging health care ser­
vices, Halpryn explains, Uiey 
should not be viewed as aban­
donment or a threipt to the in- 
divudal but rather "as part of, 
the  in d iv id u a l’s or th e ir ' 
family’s overall planning for 
best meeting the health care 
needs of a person within the 
framework of the health ser­
vices available to them within 
the community.’’

Because homes differ as to 
extent and type of care, it’s best 
to consult doctors, nurses and 
social woikers In making a 
choice, he says.

His article also lists some key 
check points, among them;

\  —Does the home have a 
current license from the state?

—Does the adm inistrator 
have a current state license?

—If you need and are eligible 
for financial assistance, is the 
home certified to participate in 
government or other programs 

. that provide it?
—Does the home provide 

special services such as a 
specific diet or therapy which 
the patient needs?

Halpryn says, "a realistic ap­
proach to evaluating the 
patient’s needs and matching 
the needs with die types of care 
offered in various Connecticut 
nursing homes can do much to 
minimize the pain of a difficult 
readjustment.’’

It is believed that by in­
creasing awareness of the 
situation, savings can be 
effected at a minimum of in­
convenience and at no loss in 
the practicing of safe and effec­
tive energy use.

T h e rm o s ta ts  in a ll 
classrooms, administrative of­
fices, cafeterias, gymnasiums 
and corridors will be set at no 
more than 68 degrees when in 
use. 'At night, all areas will be 
maintained at 65 degrees.

E lectric ity  use will be 
minimized by lighting areas 
only as they are occupied. 
Nighttime lighting! will be used 
sparingly. Building flood lights, 
which are used for security or 
vandal protection, will remain 
on and be turned off by the 
custodian upon his arrival in the 
morning.

Staff members responsible 
for the use of water, such as 
physical education and art 
teachers, will make every ef­
fort to see that it is used proper­
ly and sparingly. All plumbing 
and heating fixtures will be 
examined for leaks or excessive 
water use.

The holiday season is here 
and along with all the trim­
mings comes shopping for gifts. 
Most people will probably use 
credit more this time of year. 
To help better understand 
credit, we have as guest colum­
nist this week, State Banking 
Commissioner Jam es. E. 
Hagen. If you have questions 
about credit, write the Com­
missioner, Banking Depart­
ment, State Office Building, 
Hartford 06115.

According to the Connecticut 
Truth In Lending Law, before 
you sign any credit agreement 
you must be given a completely 
fijled in statem ent which 
explains all of the terms of your 
transaction. Some of these 
terms which you may come 
across and should be familiar 
with are as follows;

Amount Financed — This is 
the amount of credit of real 
money you will actually have 
the use of. It may include the 
cost of optional credit in­
surance, such as credit life in­
surance.

Finance Charge — This is the 
total extra amount it will cost 
you for the credit you want.

Annual Percentage Rate — 
Stated as simply as possible, 
the annual percentage rate is 
given in percentage terms. This 
is the item that is most easily 
compared from creditor to 
creditor when shopping for the 
lowest cost of credit.

Total of Payments — This is 
the total you will repay over the 
scheduled length of the con­
tract. It is the sum of all the 
monthly payments.

In the purchase of major 
items such as appliances, fuf'- 
niture and automobiles, an im­
portant point to remember is 
that you are not required to 
finance the item where you buy 
it. The cost Of credit does vary. 
Shop around and get the best 
price possible on your sale 
item. Then, ask the seller to 
describe to you fully his credit 
terms. Be sure to write down 
the figures in order that you 
may check out other stores and 
m^ke comparisons of prices 
and credit terms available. 
Quite often it’s well worth the 
effort.

In addition, after the initial 
purcjuse of an item, carefully 
review your periodic state­
ment. Remember the number 
of days within which payment 
must be received to avoid any 
further finance charges. Be 
aware of the actual billing date 
in order that you may in­
telligently  schedule other 
purchases and payments to 
your best advantage. It takes a 
few seconds but can sure make 
meeting those payment dates a 
bit easier.

Musicians 
To Sponsor 
GI Calls

NEW YORK (AP) -  The 
A m erican F edera tion  of 
Musicians says it will again pay 
for servicemen calling home 
from overseas during the 
Christmas season through a 
special radio and telephone 
system.

Plans for a sixth consecutive 
holiday season were announced 
by Hal C. Davis, president of 
the 315,000-member AFL-CIO 
affiliate.

He noted that servicemen can 
only make the calls after 
arranging in advance with the 
Milita^ Affiliate Radio Service 
(MARS) for a specific time on 
Dec. 24, Dec. 25 or Dec. 26.

The MARS operator must 
then give the call letters of the 
overseas station to Robert 
Altomonte, of Mansfield, Ohio, 
a former MARS operator who 
runs a ham radio station 
through which the call is 
relayed by long-distance 
telephone to the serviceman’s 
home.

The time of the call must be 
worked out between the MARS 
operator and Altomonte in ac­
cordance with other scheduled 
traffic, atmospheric conditions 
and in te r n a t io n a l  t im e  
differences. Also the ser­
viceman’s family must know 
when to be on hand for the call.

’The musicians’ union says it 
cannot pay for overseas calls by 
servicemen made entirely 
through telephone circuits.

Most of the GI calls handled 
by Altomonte in past years 
have come from Korea or 
Southeast Asia. But calls also 
have come from servicemen in 
spots as widely spread as 
Ethiopia, Vieques Island — 
lying off Puerto Rico and 
lacking any telephone link — 
and Antarctica.

HARTFORD (AP) — Connecticut residents can cut 
firewood in several state forests Uiis winter after getting a 
permit from a regional forester.

The forests have been open in past years but state 
Forester Edmund J. Vandermillen said demand is way up.

“With all the phone calls today, we wouldn’̂  ̂have enough 
marked to satisfy the needs,” he said.

The state Department of E nv ironp^tal Protection is 
working on a marking system to permitmore people to get 
dead or diseased wom̂  from parts of the 150,000 acres of 
forest. Not all 30 state forests will be open, Vandermillen 
said.

Permits are issued by forest offices in Voluntown,

Barkhamsted, Marlborough and Mlddlebury. Cutting 
without a permit is criminal trespassing.
• “Not only will this help during the energy crisis but it 
will be part of a forest management program," Vander­
millen said. “There are certain wooded areas that have to 
be thinned out in order to allow healthy trees to grow."

The price of the wood and the areas have not been 
decided, he said« but regional forest stations will have 
details.

Maine, Vermont and the U.S. Forest Service have an­
nounced similar plans to open public forests for firewood 
during the energy crunch.

JHydrogen Tests Under Way
LOS ALAMOS, N.M. (AP) -  

Increasingly aware that world 
petroleum supplies are not 
limitless, scientists working at 
sev e ra l lab o ra to rie s  are  
experimenting with vehicles 
powered by hydrogen.

Some of them believe that in 
several decades, when fossil 
fuel su p p lie s  a re  badly  
depleted, the nation will run 
a lm o s t e x c lu s iv e ly  on 
hydrogen, a virtually  in­
exhaustible source of energy.

They see hydrogen not just as 
the fuel that will keep vehicles 
moving but as the power source 
for generators, heating cells

and everything else that keeps a 
modern society mobile and 
comfortable.

Automobiles are receiving 
the most attention from the 
researchers, who say they can 
run almost any type of engine 
on. hydrogen.

Scientists a t Los Alamos 
Scientific Laboratory are 
working on a slightly modified 
pickup truck powered by 
hydrogen gas. ’They hope to 
switch next year from bulky, 
low-mileage gas cylinders to a 
more feasible 50-gallon tank 
that would run the truck on 
liquid hydrogen.

Descendants 
Downplay Past

PLYMOUTH, Mass. (AP) -  
On Thanksgiving Day, the 
great-great-great-great-great- 
great grandson of Pilgrim elder 
William Brewster will sit down 
to a plate of turkey with his 
wife, the great-great-great- 
great-great-great-great-great 
granddaughter of Mayflower 
barrelmaker John Aldeh.

But i t ’s rea lly  nothing 
s p e c ia l ,  th ey  say , ju s t -  
happenstance that they are who 
thef are — two of the handful of 
direct descendants of the 
original Mayflower passengers 
who still live in Plymouth, the 
second English-speaking settle­
ment in the New World.

In the town where Pilgrims 
and Indians threw a three-day 
feast to celebrate a good 
harvest 352 years ago, the day 
is almost like anywhere else.

“We happen to be descen­
dants of the people who had the 
firs( Thanksgiving,” said Ellis 
Brewster, a , ninth generation 
offspring of the famous 
Puritan. “But it’s just pure 
happenstance.”

Lots of Pilgrim progeny in 
Plymouth feel the same way.

“ We’re all pleased to be 
descendants, but we don’t make 
too much of it,” said Rose 
Briggs, d Plymouth ’ woman 
knowledgeable about Pilgrim 
lore.

The Society of Mayflower 
Descendants claim 92 members 
in Plymouth, but “there are 
loads of others who just don’t 
bother to join,” said one of­
ficial.

In a town dominated by 
newly arrived Italians and Por­
tuguese, the old Yankees seem 
to feel it’s more tasteful to play 
down their ancestry.

Plymouth is a shop-worn 
community of about 19,()00 per- 

' sons nestled around a shallow 
harbor 36 miles south of Boston. 
Abandoned'  factories, houses 
built for immigrant laborers 
and other remains of the in­
dustrial revolution have left

more impact on the town than 
its Pilgrim beginnings.

Even though the commercial 
value of history has not been 
overlooked — there’s a John 
Alden Rubbish Removal and 
Pilgrim’s Progress apartment 
complex — little remains of the; 
town’s Puritan foundation 
except Plymouth Rock and a 
few old buildings.

“People here are” so steeped 
in this that they’re really not 
too interested,” said Mrs. 
L ester A. Hall, h istorian 
general of the descendants 
society. - x

She said she was descended 
fro m  fiv e  M ay flo w er 
passengers, and her husband 
was related to four. “But if you 
ask ed  him  who he w as 
descended from he’d say, ‘I 
don’t know.’ He’s no more in­
terested than the Rock.”

, The Brewsters plan to spend 
Thanksgiving Day with the 
Withingtons, the Plymouth 
family that three of their five 
children have married into.

“It’s a movable feast for us 
now,” Brewster says. “When 
the kids were younger, we used 
to have it at home. Now 
sometimes the kids have it.’’

The fare is trad itional: 
“Turkey, dressing, Indian pud­
ding, the usual vegetables — 
plenty of them — usually ice 
cream for desert.’’ „

Brewster, 81 is a former 
p resid en t of the defunct 
Plymouth Cordage Co., a 
ropemaker that was once the 
biggest employer in town. His 
father was treasurer of the 
Plymouth Five Cents Savings 
Bank and his grandfather an 
enterprising shipper.

Beyond that, Brewster has 
traced his linage through a 
su ccessio n  of P lym outh  
merchants and farm ers to 
William Brewster, elder and 
spiritual leader of the 102 
original Pilgrims.

But for him, the heritage 
prompts “ a sense of respon­
s ib i l i ty  r a th e r  th an  
braggadocio.”

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Abortion Rules 
Sent Back To 
Health Council
HARTFORD (AP) -  Connec-, 

ticut Atty. Gen. Robert K. 
Killian has disapproved three 
sections of Connecticut’s new 
abortion regulations, sending 
the entire regulations back to 
the state’s Public Health Coun­
cil to be rewritten.

The regulations were adopted 
last month in compliance with 
the latest U.S. Supreme Court 
ruling on abortion.

The court said states could 
regulate abortions only during 
the last six months of pregnancy 
and could prohibit them only 
during the final three months 
except when a mother’s life or 
heal^ was in danger.

The council is expected to 
review the regulations at its 
next meeting Dec. 5.

One of the disapproved sec­
tions permitted hospitals, by a 
vote of their trustees, to elect 
not to permit abortions except 
to preserve the life or health of 
a mother.

In a letter to state Health 
Commissioner Douglas S. 
Lloyd, Killian said the provision 
conceivably could require a 
hospital to perform abortions 
for mental health reasons. 
Since this wasn’t covered by the 
Supreme Court decision, Killian 
said, legislation would appear 
to be needed in order for the 
regulation to stand.

Another section said that if an 
aborted infant showed signs of 
life, “only those measures 
usually u s^  to support life in a 
premature infant shall be 
employed.” The section was in­
cluded to prevent possible 
“ experimentation” on live 
aborted infants.

Killian'said the words “only” 
and “usually” made the provi­
sion susceptible to overly 
restrictive interpretation.

The final secUon required a 
fetal death certificate or a live 
birth certificate followed by a 
death certificate to be filed for 
every fetus that resulted from 
more than 20 weeks gestation.

Killian said a live, birth cer­
tificate followed by a death cer­
tificate should be filed on any 
live birth regardless of the 
gestation period.

The re g u la t io n s  a re

scheduled to be approved or 
re jec ted  Tuesday by the 
le g is la tu re ’s R egulations 
Review Committee, usually the 
next-to-last step before a 
regulation becomes final.

Under Connecticut’s Ad­
ministrative Procedures Act 
the committee must determine 
whether regulations meet the 
intentions of state law. The at­
torney general then reviews 
them for proper legal form.

Last month, at the urging of 
State Sen. George L. Gunther, 
R-Stratford, the committee 
asked Killian for an opinion on 
the regulation.

Gunther said Tuesday that 
Killian still hadn’t ruled on 
whether the health council had 
the right to prpmulgate ^ e  
regulations in the first place 
since Connecticut had no abor­
tion statute.

Attempts to pass an abortion 
bill during the 1973 session 
failed when House and Senate 
members of the Public Health 
and Safety Committee could not 
agree on a draft.

’The Senate members wanted 
a bill that conformed closely to 
the Supreme Court guidelines 
but several House members 
said they wanted a tougher law, 
even after they were advised 
that such a law might be un­
constitutional.

Gunther said that because 
Connecticut now lacks any law 
or regulations on the subject, 
anyone licensed to practice 
m^icine in the state could per­
form an abortion anywhere at 
any time during a pregnancy as 
long as p ro p e r su rg ic a l 
procedures were observed.

’Die fire commissioners have

’The comissioners, with the 
help of Dan Rattazzi, assistant 
fire chief, listed the following 
reasons for the request:

The town is growing. Space is 
needed for drying and cleaning 
hose and equipment, especially 
in inclement weather. Major 
repairs are needed on the 
firehouse and addition of two 
toys would offset some of the 
repairs.

H igher and w ider dOor 
clearances will be needed for 
future apparatus. (In .the past 
the' town has been forcto to buy

low cab equipment which is 
more expensive that standard 
equipment.)

Members of the Bolton 
Volunteer Fire Department and 
the d ep a rtm en t’s L'adiqs 
Auxiliary have given much of 
their time to fund raising 
p ro jec ts  fo r a new fire  
emergency vehicle. As they are 
close to having enough money 
to purchase the vehicle, con­
sideration should be given to
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f  wo-Bay Addition
where it will be parked.

The past commissioners 
chose a large enough capacity 
boiler to handle the proposed 
expansion needs.

The m a jo r i t y  of co m ­
missioners felt that over the 
long run it would be cheaper 
and better to upgrade the 
existing station and add two 
toys than to construct*either a 
satellite station or a completely 
new station.

’The cost. estimates for the 
discussed projects were 130,000 
for the proposal, $85,000 for a 
satellite station and $175,000 to

Town Council Will Set 
Energy Crisis Example
By way of a resolution proposed by 

Councilman Thomas Wolff, the Vernon 
Town Council Monday night committed 
itself to set an example in the conserva­
tion of energy during the current energy 
crisis.

th e  resolution asked that council 
members keep their home temperatures 
to 68 and drive their cars no faster than 50 
miles per hour. Included was a promise to 
eliminate exterior Christmas lights.

The council also asks all residents and 
commerciai interests to conserve power 
in this manner. Mayor Frank McCoy 
cautioned that the energy shortage is a 
serious matter. He said the Capitol Region 
Council of Governments, of which he is 
chairman, feels the conservation program 
will be a five-year one unless there is 
some drastic change.

In this same vein, the mayor told the 
council he had taken steps to regulate the 
thermostats in all town buildings and ap­
pointed Rockville Fire Chief Donald 
Maguda as energy conservation Coor­
dinator.

In this capacity, Maguda will not only 
keep a watchful eye on the town’s conser­
vation program but will also act as go-

between to process claim with the state, 
for new people who move into town and 
are unable to get delivery of fuel oil.

In keeping with this effort, George G. 
May, supervisor of buildings and ground 
for the Vernon school system, has 
recommended that lights at the Center 
Road and Middle schools be curbed after 
all extra-curricular activities are over. He 
said outside lights will remain on for 
protective measures. •

May also cautioned that more money 
will have to be allocated to keep the school 
heating systems up to 100 per cent perfor­
mance to conserve fuel oil. He added that 
the school temperatures are being kept at 
a low, but reasonable, level and he 
recommends that all unnecessary lights 
be turned off during the day.

A request has been issued to Donald 
Berger, director of recreation, to curb use 
of the schools by his department as much 
as possible as most of these programs are 
held after schools are closed for the day.

Students are asked to wear sweaters or 
other warm clothing and may call for a 
meeting of all town department heads to 
assess how each can help the other during 
this crisis.

Vernon

Funds Set Aside fo r  Cam psite
A resolution to appropriate a 

sum of not more than |160,000 
for the purchase of Camp 
Newhoca on Bolton' Lake in 
Vernon was approved by the 
Town Council Monday night, 
and Dec. 3 was set as a date for 
a public hearing on the resolu­
tion.

Mayor Frank McCoy and 
Town A t t o r n e y  Abbot t  
Schwebel met with the real es­
tate committee of Newington 
Children’s Hospital, present 
owners of the property, and the 
offer to allow the town to 
purchase the camp for the 
$160,000 was made.

Originally the trustees of the 
hospital had asked $175,000 for 
the s|te which the hospital had

used as a summer camp for dis­
abled children. ’The site has on 
it about 29 buildings, among 
them dormitories, a dining hall, 
a main building with a kitchen 
and dining hail, and various 
smaller buildings.

’The mayor previously had the 
buildings and the rest of the 
area checked and the fire 
marshal said the camp would 
probably not be suitable as a 
permanent camp but would be 
suitable for most uses the town 
would put it to.

Rather than take the matter 
to a special referendum which 
wouid cost the town about $2,- 
000, the council agreed to go the 
route of a special town meeting. 
This meeting will be held im­
mediately after the public

hearing. Both meetings will be 
at the Vernon Center Middle 
School and will start at 7:30 
p.m.

The h o s p i t a l  t r u s t e e s  
requested previously that if the 
town purchase the camp, it not 
make payment in one lump 
sum.

Plans are to have‘the town 
pay one-fifth of the amount at 
the time of closing and . the 
remainder in four equal in­
stallments on the anniversaries 
of the first payment.

With this method the town 
can use some of its revenue­
sharing money and, rather than 
paying interest, the remainder 
of the money will be accruing 
interest as it is invested.

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Clues Sought 
in Murder Case

"Right now we don’t have any 
answers,” Manchester Police 
Detective Capt. Joseph Sartor 
said this morning, commenting 
in the invesUgation of the Mon­
day aftemobn knife-kiiling of 
33-year-old Carolyn J . Clayton 
of 107 Oakland St.

Mrs. Clayton was stabbed to 
death, police said, and a large 
kitchen knife was found im­
bedded in her back when police 
discovered the body at about 3 
p.m. Monday after receiving a 
ca ll from an unidentified 
neighbor.

Sartor said this morning the 
investigation hasn’t yet turned 
iip anything, but the entire 
Manchester Police detective-, 
bureau is working on the case, 
talking to people in several 
towns and s till  gathering 
material evidence at the scene.

"We’re poking around with 
different people who we kilow 
had some connection with this 
family,” Sartor said. He said . 
detectives are interviewing 
people throughout the area, and 
he mentioned thfit the in­
vestigation might eventually 
reach across state lines.

"As things develop, different 
questions come up,” Sartor 
said, noting that investigators 
are still probing the Clayton 
home where the victim’s body 
was found in a second-floor 
bedroom.

Sartor said some materiel 
evidence has been taken to 
State Police laboratories for 
testing and analysis, but he 
wouldn’t explain what has been 
found.

Seven Manchester detectives 
are working on the case. Sartor 
said. Police Chief James Rear­
don added that the Hartford 
County State’s Attorney’s office 
is also involved in the investiga­
tion. „

Mrs. Qayton, a mother of 
four children, was pronounced 
dead Monday afternoon at the 
scene by Dr. Robert Keeney, 
assistant medical examiner.

An autopsy performed at 
Manchester Memorial Hospital 
showed that Mrs. Clayton died 
of multiple stab wounds and 
that any One of the wounds 
could have killed her, police 
said.

Mrs. Clayton and her hus­
band, who hasn’t been iden­
t i f i e d  by p o l ic e ,  w e re  
separated, authorities said. Her 
four children were staying with 
an unidentified relative, police 
noted.

Private funeral services for 
Mrs. Clayton will be Friday at 
the Holmes Funeral Home, 400 
Main St. Burial will be private.

’There are no calling hours.
Mrs. Clayton was bom Aug. 

17, 1940 in M a n c h e s te r , 
daughter of Calvin and Grace 
Hills Wesson of Glastonbury, 
and had lived in Glastonbury 
most of her live bebre moving 
to the Manchester and Hartford 
area two years ago.

Other survivors are three 
sons, Donald Clayton, Glenn 
Gayton and Deane Gayton, all 
at home; a daughter, Kathryn 
Clayton, at home; and three 
brothers, Roger Wesson of 
Manchester, Russdl Wesson of 
Glastonbury .and Earl Wesson 
of Lebanon.

The family suggests that any 
memorial contributions may be 
made to the Gayton Children’s 
Fund in care of Roger or Earl 
Wesson, 472 Tolland Tpke., 
Manchester.

HARTFORD (AP) -  Local 
officials, fearing encroachment 
by the state, turned out in 
number at the Capitol Tuesday 
to oppose a bill that would make 
sweeping changes in municipal 
financing proc^ures.

Most objected to a proposal to 
require voter approval of any 
town budget in which the 
property tax rate increased by 
more than two mills or 3 per 
cent from one year to the next.

" ’This requirement is not only 
an intrusion of home riil^ for 
local government but it is com­
pletely Impractical,” said First 
Selectoan John J .  Sullivan of 
Fairfield , president of the 
Connecticut Conference of 
Mayors.

Arnold Furlong, budget direc­
tor for Waterbury, said the 
requ irem ent could hurt a 
town’s  credit rating.

New Haven Development Ad­
ministrator LeRoy Jones said it 
would force towns to hold 
expensive referenda. He said 
the bill could "cripple” the 
ability.of local governments to 
provide basic services.

The bill, distributed in draft 
form, will be taken up by the 
1974 General Assembly but 
could be altered substantially, 
based on testimony from many 
of the ^50-200 people at the 
hearing.

Arthur S. Colley, president of 
the Connecticut Education 
Association, blasted a section 
of th e  b il l  g iv in g  lo c a l 
governm ents control over 
school budgets.

If that section passes, he said, 
"you might as well abolish 
boards of education and turn 
the schools over to the boards of 
finance.”

Colley asked the Finance 
Committee, which conducted 
the hearing, to make boards of 
education “fiscal entities able 
to receive and disburse funds 
from various sources oir their 
own.”

“Unbelievable Confusidh and 
complexity is presently created 
in all our communities by the 
fact that funds cannot go direct­
ly to a local board of education 
but must be channeled through 
the town general fund,” he said.

Sullivan said local boards 
“should not have the power to 
deviate from the purposes for 
which money is appropriated by 
a city or town” by transferring 
funds within a budget.

Colley said it was impossible 
at the time school budgets are

Burfoot, Vitale, Duggan 
Tops Among 692 Entries

Fuzzy-cheeked youngsters, bald- 

pated and pot-bellied veterans, wafer- 
* thin outstanding scholastic, collegiate 

and club members, national and inter­
national figures, ranging in age from 
14 to 75, will help make up a record 
field tomorrow.

The occasion will be the 37th edition of 
the Thanksgiving morning Five Mile Road 
Race. Sponsored by Nutmeg Forest, Tall 
Cedars of Lebanon, for the 23rd con­
secutive year, the starter’s gun is due to 
be fired at 10:30.

The pre-race entry reached a record 692 
total. The previous high was 560 last year 
of which 429 started and 428 finished.

The starting and finishing line will be at 
Main and School Streets.

All proceeds will enter the Muscular 
Dystrophy Fund which is the national 
objective of the Tall Cedars.

The starting field looks like a Who’s Who 
in Eastern United States racing circles. 
Runners from at least 15 states will com­
pete.

All eyes will be on national and inter­
national figures, defending champion- 
Amby Burfoot and John Vitale. Both for a 
number of years have ranked with the 
leading distance runners in the United 
States. Burfoot holds the course record of 
22:21 set last year. The'one-time Wesleyan 
collegian has copped four of the last five 
Five Milers. ’The only man to break this 
string was Vitale in a near-blizzard in 
1970. Vitale was second the past two years.

The top 10 finishers of a year ago have 
all entered. They are (1) Burfoot, (2) 
Vitale, (3) Dan Moynihan, (4) Charlie 
Duggan (5) Steve Flanagan, (6) Pete Bor- 
tolotti, (7) Ray Crothers, (8) Eamon 
Downey, (9) Chris Chambers, (10) Mike 
McCusker.

Of this group, besides the aforemen­
tioned Burfoot and Vitale, Duggan and 
Moynihan rate the first shots to enter the 
winner’s c irc le . Duggan, standout 
Springfield College harrier, is coming off

a great cross-country season. Moynihan, a 
Tufts grad, has Olympic possibilities.

Two of the brighest youngsters who will 
bear a second look are Bruce Clark, a 
freshman at UConn, who was the varsity’s 
No. 1 cross-countiy runner and Bruce 
Fiori of Farmington, now at the Universi-  ̂
ty of Pennsylvania. Clark and Fiori were 
the one-two schoolboys to finish a year 
ago.

Veteran Ray Crothers, a one-time 
winner, as well as Jimmy Keefe, a peren­
nial second-place finisher (he’s had four to 
date) and little Johnny Kelley will all be 
back. Kelley is a winner now in the 
twilight of a great career. Don Rowe of 
the New York A.C. is another top-flight en­
trant.

Old favorites, besides Kelley, will be 
Charlie Robbins, in his 28th Five Miler and 
Paul Phinney in his 20th. Robbins is a two- 
time winner, back in 1945-46, while Charlie 
Dyson rounds out the list of ex-champs.
' The race has been sanctioned by the 
Amateur Athletic Union and is for male 
entrants only. No post-entries will be 
accepted.

Larry Woykovsky, No. 1 cross-country 
runner at M anchester Community 
College, Steve Gates of Eastern Connec­
ticut State College, 67-year-old Fred 
Brown, a veteran of more than 1,200 races, 
and Superior Court Judge Jay Rubinow 
and 75-year-old Marty Cavanaugh will all 
bear watching.

Given a break from the weatherman, a 
crowd of 10,000 is expected to line the well- 
policed course. The race has never been 
postponed. Headquarters will be set up at 
the East Side Rec.

Mayor John Thompson will award the 
prizes to the top 25 finishers, plus the first 
three schoolboys and three seniors (50 and 
over) at the Rec.

General chairman for the Cedars is Will 
Hadden with Pete Wigren the race direc­
tor and Bob Kennedy, UConn coach, his 
assistant.

Eight Runners in Field 
For Revived 4̂5 Race
Tomorrow’s the day for 

Manchester’s biggest annual 
sports presentation and with a 
boost from the weatherman a 
crowd of 10,000 is expected to 
watch the 37th running of the 
Five Mile Road Race.

College runners have posted 
the best overall winning record 
in the past 28 races, winning 19. 
Club runners copp^ the other 
nine. The list of champs in­
cludes eight who performed 
with United States teams in 
Olympic Games competition 
while 15, including the eight 
Olympians, also won national 
long distance champions(ups. 
Joe McCluskey, Manchester’s, 
native son and a four-time 
winner, and little Johnny Kelley 
each competed with two Olym­
pic teams. The Olympians were 
McCluskey, Kelley, Ted Vogel, 
Fred Schoeffler, Nick Costes, 
Dick Hart, Pete Close (another 
home town product) and Vic 
Zwolak. Clbse is now director of

Cease-Fire Line Talks 
Continue In Desert Tent

By The Associated Press 
Israeli and Egyptian envoys 

met for two hours today at a 
desert highway checkpoint to 
discuss troop withdrawals from 
the Suez war front. They agreed, 
to meet again Saturday.

U.N. sources in Cairo said the 
Saturday meeting would deal 
once again with the crucial 
issue of a cease-fire boundary 
acceptable to both sides. 
Negotiators had dealt with the 

' same problem at a session 
Thanksgiving Day.

Radio Israel said Maj, Gen. 
Aharon Yariv/and Egypt’s Lt. 
Gen. M ohamed G am asy 
resumed talks for the sixth 
time in a U.N. conference tent 
on the Cairo-Suez road, the tip 
of the Israeli front 60 miles 
from the Egyptian capital.

Israeli Defense Minister 
Moshe Dayan warned that the

Middle East war had not ended 
but was just beginning. In a 
speech before the Israeli Bar 
Association he urged fellow 
Israelis to have steady nerves 

„in the event of new hostilities.
He said the Soviet Union had 

resupplied Syria and Egypt 
with weapons since the October 
fighting. “We are facing not the 
end of the war, but the begin­
ning with the Syrians and the 
Egyptians, and I don’t know 
about ,the other fronts,” he 
declared.

Foreign Minister Abba Eban 
returned from a visit to the 
United States and told newsmen 
the Israeli government had not 
yet decided whether it could at­
tend a Mideast peace con­
ference in December.

Eban said he had pointed out 
to U.S. Secretary of State 
Henry A. Kissinger and other 
officials that the government 
could not make significant com­
mitments for the future until 
after the Israeli elections set 
for Dec.31.

Wall Street 
Mood Cloomy

NEW YORK (AP) — To many Americans it may seem
only a dark cloud on the horizon. But to those who make
their living on Wall Street, the energy crisis already has
brought a deluge of trouble. , , ^  .clerk said as he hurried across

the littered trading flbor. "The 
energy crisis will overcome it.” 

Out on the street, Jesus An­
dros, a hot dog vendor, was 
glum.

“Nobody has time to buy,” he 
said. "When the market goes 
down, nobody comes out to 
walk and eat. Yeah, the energy 
thing is killing me already.”

A few steps away from the 
exchange stands T rin ity  
Episcopal Church, a quiet con­
trast to the high-rise buildings 
packed around it. ^

’The Rev. Robert Ray Parks, 
rector of the hjstoric church, 
oldest in New York, said some 
top bankers had told him “the 
energy crislp gnd the crisis of 
confidence may disturb the 
m arket for the next three 
years.” <

He added; “.This old church 
has weathered many a crisis 
down here."

Since Oct. 26, the stock 
market has suffered one of its 
sharpest declines ever,, inflic- 
tihg pape r̂ losses estlihated ab̂  
more than flOO billion.

Market experts agree the 
slide is a result of investors’ 
fears that scarcities of energy 
will derail economic growth 
across the country in the 
months and years ahead.

The gloom along the narrow, 
crowded streets of the nation’s 
financial capital lifted a little 
Wednesday as stock prices 
staged a moderate rally.

“’This is an indication this 
country can survive,” said 
Peter W. Haas, a specialist who 
works on the New York Stock 
Exchange trading floor. “A lit- 

. tie energy crisis isn’t  going to 
slow this country down.”

But his optimism was far 
from universal. ~

’’This rally can’t last,” a

Egyptian authorities have 
kept newsmen away from the 
landing sites as their prisoners 
returned. In all 8,301 Egyptian 
prisoners were exchange for 241 
Israeli prisoners, an Israeli 
spokesman said.

The figures did not coincide 
with previously’ announced 
figures of prisoners held by 
both sides.

Defense Minister Dayan, 
citing the discrepancies, ac­
cused the Egyptians of killing 
some Israeli soldiers either in 
prison, during interrogation or 
on the way to prison camps.

Freighter 
Sinks; 21 
Missing

ASHDOD, Israel (AP) -  A 
small Cypriot freighter broke 
up and sank in Ashdod harbor 
M ay after it slammed into a 
b re a k w a te r  in a rag in g  
Mediterranean storm. ’Twenty- 
one persons were missing and 
feared drowned, harbor police 
said.

T here w ere only th ree  
reported survivors of the mul­
tinational crew abqprd the 
4,000-ton A nnette out of 
Famagusta.

An Israeli navy search and 
rescue officer said the Annette 
had sent up flares shortly after 
midnight when it ran into trou- 
blie.

“We saw people on the ship 
but could not get to them 
because of the storm,” he said.

Winds up to 50 knots were 
rolling giant waves across the 
breakwater and into the harbor, 
he reported.

“We waited for the crew to 
jump so we could rescue them, 
but they did not. We saw the 
waves washing over the boat 
and people disappearing,” he 
said.

He said it was “sure death” 
to approach the stricken 
Annette in rescue craft, and 
“we were helpless... We did pot 
think the boat would sink so 
fast.”

Chief Dan Inbari of the 
Ashdod harbor police reported 
that only seven bodies had been 
recovered, and raid; "I want to 

. be realistic. I think we have no 
chance of finding any more sur­
vivors.”

He said the crew included 
nine Greeks, five ’Turks, two 
Somalis and two Pakistanis.

Also oh board were a Greek 
inspector representing the ship­
ping company and five Israeli 
workers repairing the ship.

The ship arrived from Gaza 
where it unloaded a cargo from 
Romanig.

Ashdod is 18 miles south of 
Tel Aviv.

170 Mark

The nation’s Thanksgiving

Rain, snow or fog slowed 
highway trp,vel fn wide areas of 
the West and in pprts of the 
midcontinent. South and East.

The count of traffic'deaths 
began at 6 p.m. local time 
Wednesday and will end at mid­
night Sunday.

"There is no doubt that some 
of the prisoners were healthy 
when they were taken captive 
yet didn’t come back to us,” 
Dayan said in an interview with 
the Israeli state, radio. Israel 
said the ' bodies of several 
Israeli POWs who died in prison 
camps would be returned 
through the U.N. checkpoint at 
Kilometer 101 on the Cairo-Suez 
road.

Meanwhile, Syria said today 
that an early exchange of war 
prisoners with Israel is “out of 
the question.” Israel claims 
Uiat Syria has 121 Israelis while 

.it holds 368 Syrians and 16 
Iraqis and Moroccans.

A Syrian communique issued 
in Damascus said any exchange 
of war prisoners would have to 
be m ade ' “ w ith in  th e  
framework of a total Israeli 
withdrawal from occupied Arab 
lands.”

Syria has refused to negotiate 
with the Israelis. An official of 
the International Red Cross 
said ’Thursday in Geneva that 
Syria has not supplied any 
names of Israeli prisoners and 
has not permitted Red Cross of­
ficials in Damascus to see 
them.

”We hope, and the Red Cross 
hopes, that the successful com­
pletion of the (Israel-Egypt) 
exchange will speed up a 
prisoner release with Syria,” 
Dayan said Thursdays'And. 
Foreign Minister Ebqn 
said at the United Nations that 
Israel would not negotiate with 
Syria until the prisoner issue is 
settled.

Elsewhere, King Hussein of 
Jordan said his country would 
be willing to accept inter­
n a tio n a l c o n tro l of the 
Israelioccupied West Bank of 
the Jordan River if Israel 
withdraws from the area.

Israel captured the West 
Bank, including Jerusalem, in 
1967. A U.N. resolution calls for 
Israeli withdrawl to pre-1967 
boundaries.

Hussein, speaking only four 
days before the start of an Arab 
summit conference in Algeria, 
said Palestinians must be given 
the right of self-determination 
“without'  interference from 
anybody.”

One highly qualified source 
said Hussein’s reference to in­
terference was notice that Jor­
dan would be willing to abandon 
its claim to portions of the West 
Bank should Israel withdraw.

Rain, Show, Fog 
Blanket Nation

Rain and snow fell on much of the West today, and fog 

and rain crept over large areas in the nation’s midsection 
and the E ast.

Heavy rain washed Southern California, and a few 
showers and snow touched areas from Washington to Mon­
tana.

A heavy-snow warning was 
issued for the mountains of cen­
tral Arizona, and travel ad­
visories w ere posted for 
southern Utah and the moun­
tains of central and southern 
Colorado.

Los Angeles was hit by 
almost an inch of rain during a 
two-hour period Thursday 
night. The rain caused power 
outages in many parts of the 
city and sent mud and rocks 
sliding across roads iii the 
Topanga Canyon,, about 20 miles 
northeast of Los Angeles.

Thunderstorms rumbled over 
Arkansas and Oklahoma and 
the lower Mississippi Valley 
before dawn.

Fog became dense from east 
Texas to the southeast Atlantic 
Coast and over most of New 
England. Fog also drifted over 
areas from eastern South 
Dakota to the northern Great 
Lakes.

Travel advisories were in 
effect for northeastern Maine,' 
and lowering temperatures 
posed a threat of freezing driz-^ 
zle. ,

E lsew here ea s t of the 
Rockies, skies were clear or 
partly cloudy.

Temeratures before dawn 
ranged from -2 at Williston, 
N.D., to 78 at Key West, Fla.

Train, Bus Holiday 
Business Booms

The fear of running out of gas 

prompted  many holiday 
travelers to ride trains or buses 
rather than drive cars for 
Thanksgiving Day trips. And 
they probably didn’t regret it.

Some cars coughed and 
sputtered to a standstill on 
freeways around the country as 
the fuel shortage became a 
reality for many drivers.

“ We were getting two or 
three calls a minute this after­
noon from motorists stranded 
without gas,” spokesman Alex 
Parley of the Connecticut 
Automobile Association said 
Thursday night.

Many gas stations were 
reported closed, but whether 
for lack of fuel or because of the 
holiday could not be deter­
mined.

A s p o k e s m a n ,  for  ^the 
American Automobile Associa­
tion office in Columbus, Ohio, 
said 50 per cent of Thursday’s 
calls were emergency appeals 
for gas. He said at 8 p.m. only 
one gas station in the area was 
open.

Some of those able to find gas 
had to pay dearly for it.

Station owner Harry Simmer- 
mon of Monroe Township, N.J., 
found no lack of business 
despite prices described as 
‘"Thanksgiving blackmail” by 
one local official.

Simmeron charged 82 cents a 
gallon for regular and 86 cents a 
gallon for premium gasoline at

his Shell station on Black Horse 
Pike. Normally he sells regular 
gas for 38.9 cents a gallon and 
premium for 45.9 cents.

Those who decided on public 
transportation didn’t  have to 
worry about gas, but they had 
to hassle with crowds.

A m t r a k ,  the  n a t i o n ’s 
passenger rail service, got 
“every available coach they 
had out of mothbolls” to handle 
the load, one regional super­
visor said.

A spokesman said Amtrak’s 
system -w ide rese rva tions 
center received 27,000 calls for 
information on ’Thanksgiving 
Day, about 15,000 more than 
expected.

Standing room only was the 
case on many of Amtrak’s 
t r a i n s ,  e s p e c i a l l y  the 
Washington-Philadelphia-New 
York route.

Gen. Robert H. Bork is holding his job'il­
legally and wants President Nixon to take ‘‘appropriate 
action” to comply with the law.

A federal judge ruled in June 
that the acting head of the Of­
fice of Economic Opportunity, 
Howard J. Phillips, could not 
continue in office past the 30- 
day Ifinit because Nixon did not 
submit his name for Senate con­
firmation.

In the Phillips' case, U.S. 
District Judge William Jones 
ruled that the president’s power 
concern ing in te r im  ap­
pointments, “ if it exists at all, 
exists only in einefgency 
situations.”

The administration has taken 
the position that, since Bork 
became acting attorney general 
by being the highest remaining 
Justice Department official 
rather than through appoint­
ment, the 30-day limit does not 
apply to Bork.

President Nixon has an: 
nounced the choice of Sen. 
William B. Saxbe, R-Ohio, as 
the new attorney general but 
has delayed sending the 
nomination to the Senate pen­
ding action on a measure to 
lower the attorney general’s 
pay lb its pre-1969 level of J35,- 
000.
"This action is necessary 

because the Constitution for­
bids the appointment of a 
member of Congress to a 
federal office whose salary was 
raised during his term in 
Congress.
