Group Faces
Fund Shortage

~ HARTFORD (AP) — The
“Ralph Nader-founded Connec-
ticut Citizens Action Group has
been largely successful in most
of its endeavors ‘except oné —
raising money to operate —
CCAG Director Toby Moffett
said Sunday. '
“I don't know how to pay our
people Nov. 30,'" Moffett said.
“Right now our base is peo-
ple, making fairly small con-
tributions," said the director of
the public interest group, which
employs about 30 people on a
$100,000 annual budget.
Moffett said the U.S, Internal
Revenue Service has had an
application before it for a year
and a half to allow contributors
tax exemptions. He said the
exemptions’ are a key to
opening up foundation grants
which could keep CCAG run-
ning at its present level,
Speaking on the WTIC televi-

-sion program ‘‘Face the State,"”

Moffett said the IRS “has been
keeping us in limbo, Our
founder, Ralph Nader was on
the IRS enemy list. It's sheer
out and out harassment.

“The IRS has been used to
keeping public interest groups
in their place," Moffett said.

The CCAG was set up in 1870
to act as a public interest
watchdog with the hope of
gaining widespread public
financial support to hire full-
time lawyers and researchers
at minimum salaries,

“It ‘was a national experi-
ment, it's succeeded in
everything except one thing,
it’s not self-sufficient. It's very
hal?‘d to fund raise,’" Moffett
said.

“Ibet I can find a half million
people who will say 'I want to
have a group watching the

public interest,’ but they’re not’

saying ‘this is my respon-
sibllity"," he said.

Moffett said Nader con-
tributed funds last month to
keep the CCAG operational but
now the organization is facing
the possibility of severe staff
cutbacks. ’

“We don't have wealthy peo-
ple on our staff. They are
staying on with a lick and a
p.\‘dmise right now " Moffett
said.

HARTFORD (AP) — The
state Liquor Commission has
banned ‘virtually all outdoor
electrical advertising at
taverns and package stores for
the duration of the energy
crisis.
The commission also ordered
that indoor and outdoor lighting
not used for advertising be

reduced to the minimum

required for public safety.

Establishments will be per-
mitted to have one lighted out-
door sign identifying the place
of business.

In adopting the emergency
regulation that wil take effect
immediately the commission
cited “an imminent peril to
public health, safety and
welfare” due to the energy
crisis.

HARTFORD (AP) — Gov,
Thomas J. Meskill urged
Connecticut’s mayors and first
selectmen Monday to assume a
“wartime"’ sense of urgency in
preparing for the energy crisis

steps to take if they run out of
fuel oil in their homes, Meskill
sald. He mentioned such infor-
-mation as how far to set back a
‘thermogtat to make-a limited
-supply of fuel oil last or how to
-drain water from a home's
‘plumbing system so it wouldn’t
-tlroiae if the supply of oil runs
out.

- It might even be necessary
-for neighbors to take turns
“eating their evening meals
“together so the heat in one of
‘their’ homes could bé cut back
-for a time, Meskill said.
- "These are things you
“wouldn't talk about in a situa-
-tion short of wartime," he said
as he met local officials at the

./"'But we've got to prepare for

“Once the heat goes off the
‘nside of homes ... will be un-
‘livable: The people will have to
go somewhere. We've got to
make sure plans are available

He said his office would be
sending towns advisories for es-
tablishing community shelter
programs for people forced out
of their homes by lack of fuel,
The shelters would be operated
in conjunction with the Red
Cross and, if necessary, the
National Guard, Sjostedt said.

He urged towns to work with
their fuel-oil suppliers to set up
reserve pools if possible to tap
in 'emergencies. He said under
the federal fuel-oil allocation
program the state, through his
office, could control 10 per cent
of a supplier’s allocation each
month for use in emergencies.

Listro said Sunday closings,
because they've already been in
effect, won’t hurt Manchester
service stations too much.
“Most of the stations it will
affect are the highway and 24-
hour-a-day stations,' he said.

Service station operators are
concerned about cuts in their
income, Listro mentioned — not
because of the Sunday closings
but . because of gasoline shor-
tages.

Pumping less gas means less
profits for the station owner,
Listro said. .

Because his gas has been in
short supply lately, Listro has
tried to increase the service
part of the business at his sta-
tion. *‘We have to do more ser-
vice work to stay in business,”
he said, “'but with fewer gas
customers it's hard to get new
service customers.,"

Because his station is on
allotment  from his gasoline
supplier, Listro is running out
of gas as the month's end nears.
Listro says he's limiting gas-
oline purchases to $3 per
customer in order to have gas
on hand until his next delivery,
expected next week,

Town To Follow.
Governor’s
Suggestions

Mayor John Thompson said
today he is preparing to appoint
“‘a special person, on a
townwide level, to coordinate
all efforts toward con-
servation in Manchester.”

The coordinator, Thompson
explained, will act as liaison

between town departments, in-

dustry, commercial es-
tablishments; and gasoline, oil
and utility Interests, “‘to make
certain all are pulling in the
same direction — for the good
of the town and its people.”

Thompson's action is a direct’

result of a meeting held-Mon-
day by Gav. Thomas Meskill,
where he warned leaders of
Connecticut municipalities to
“'prepare for the worst.”
Thompson was unable to at-
ténd, but was represented by
Maurice Pass, town coor-
dinator' of energy; and James

by

Fogarty, town Civil Defense
director.

A meeting has been scheduled
for Wednesday morning at 10 in
the: Municipal Building, when
Pass and Fogarty will brief all
interested persons on Gov.
Meskill's remarks.

Thompson said of the gover-
nor's meeting, ''It was a case of
telling all Connecticut citizens,
‘We ‘are warning you of the
possibilities of the energy shor-
tages, but don't panic.” "

Thompson assured
Manchester residents, “'On our
owri Tocal level, I believe we're
a little ahead of most com-
munities in the state. We have
anticipated many of the
suggestions and already have

plans that could require
homeowners who use heating
oil to turn their thermostats
down six degrees from where
they were last year.

Other users of oil heat, in-
cluding commercial and
government buildings, could be
forced to lower temperatures
ten degrees or make equivalent
fuel savings.

The plans are contained in the
administration's proposal for
rationing of heating oil,
published today in the Federal
Register.

A draft of the proposed
regulations was obtained by
The Associated Press and
verified by administration
sources.

The regulations also would
guarantee certain high-priority
users anywhere from 90 per
cent of last year's fuel oil supp-
ly to 100 per cent of their needs
this year,

Barring unforeseen com-
plications, the regulations will
take effect Jan. 1.

Under the plan, dealers would
be legally required to impose
the reductions upon the heating
oil delivered to their
customers. Purchasers would
not need coupons to receive
their rations.

The dealers would be
required to calculate and dis-
tribute the correct amounts ac-
cording to the formula set by
the.regulations.

Oil dealers could be fined up
to $5,000 for each violation of

the regulations, which forbid
them to discriminate in
deliveries or coptract terms
among customers within each
category.

The regulations seem to in-
dicate that homeowners who
last year kept their thermostats
at a below-average level would
have to lower them by six ad-
ditional degrees.

However, the proposed
regulations say that, “When it
(the lower thermostat setting)
results in undue hardships, the
owners or occupants may apply
to the local board for
adjustment."

The priority uses include fuel
production and distribution;
public transportation; farming;
food processing and distribu-
tion, industry; cargo and mail

Voltage Cut Most
'Noticeable On TV

A five per cent voltage reduc-
tion throughout New Engiand
apparently had little effect on
electrical customers in the
Manchester area, according to
the Hartford Electric Light Co,

Charles Hoffman, local
manager of HELCO, said today
he hadn't yet received any com-
plaints from customers about
the voltage reduction, which
was in effect from 4 to 8 p.m.
Monday.

Televigion sets are probably
the only power user in which an
effect could be noticed, Hoff-
man $aid.

Walt Lamoureux, owner of
Modern TV Service at 805 Hart-
ford Rd., said he was swamped
with customer telephone calls
Monday. Customers were com-
plaining, he said, that their TV
set’s circuit breaker cut out,
the picture on the set was
shrinking or distorted, or that
color TV sets were receiving
only black-and-white images.

Lamoureux said he avoided

going out on service calls and
told customers to wait until full
voltage was restored at 8 p.m.
to determine whether their sets
needed work. Most customers
called back and said that nor-
mal TV reception resumed
when full power was restored,
he said.

Lamoureux said TV sets
affected the most by the
voltage reduction are color sets
and sefs which are more than
five years old. The newer TVs,
he said, have transformers
which allow them to operate on
somewhat variable voltages.

Electric company officials
say voltage reduction may have
slight effects on other
applicances — motors may run
slower — and electric lights,
which may dim’ slightly. Hoff-
man said he didn’t think the
average electrical customer
would be able to notice the
dimmer lighting, however.

High-Sulfur .
Fuel Oil
Available

HARTFORD (AP) — An at-
torney for the Amerada Hess
Corp today said the company
could supply Northeast Utilities
(NU) with high sulfur fuel oil
for the immediate future but
that the avallability of low-
sulfur fuel would depend on un-
certain worldwide conditions,

Howard Mahany, assoclate
counsel for the New York City
firm, spoke at a state Depart-
ment of environmental Protec-
tion hearing. Northeast has
asked for permission to burn
heavy-polluting high-sulfur
fuels in its power generators
this winter.

Mahany sald Hess was
prepared to meet its contrac-
tual obligations by furnishing
fuel that contained 1.25 per cent
sulfur. State law prohibits fuel
with more than .05 per cent sul-
fur.

Asked how long the high-
sulfur fuel supply would last,
Mahany said, “I wish I had a
crystal ball, I don't know nor do
I think anybody else knows."”

Mahany said the availability
of fuel was subject to change
“as it has been since the last
week of October when certain
embargos were imposed by cer-
tain oil producing countries.”

He said he could. not predict
when low-sulfur fuel would be
available again.

NEW HAVEN (AP) — US.
Sen. Lowell P, Welcker Jr. and
editor William F. Buckley Jr.
faced each other across the
debating table Monday night to
argue the success of the Senate
Watergate inquiry.

“To the extent that it Is a
leglslative inquiry it has been
unproductive,”” Buckley, the
editor of the National Review,
sald before more than 700
members of the Yale Political
Union and news reporters and
photographers.

No one has been convicted on
the basis of evidence unearthed
by the committee, he said.

"“The primary motivation of
the Watergate Committee has
been a genuine desire for
presidential blood,” he added.

Welcker, who like Buckley
was joined by two Yale students

DeSalvo

on his debating team,
responded: ''I am not one who
hates Richard Nixon or am out
to get Richard Nixon."”

The Connecticut Republican,
who sprang to national notice as
a member of the Watergate
panel, argued that he and his
fellow members “bend over
backward" to avoid prejudging
witnesses. The committee is
supported by a large majority
of the public as reflected in
national opinion polls, he said.

The student audience, which
jammed into the Yale Law
School auditorium for the
event, gave a spirited response
to the two-hour exchange,
hissing, cheering and
applauding.

Probe Continues

WALPOLE, Mass. (AP) —
Officials say they have a
suspect in the slaying of Albert

However, Corrections Dom-
missioner Frank Hall denied
any knowledge that DeSalvo
had been involved in any prison
rackets such as drugs.

DeSalvo was serving a life
sentence imposed in 1967 for
sexual assaults on four women.
During his trial. his attorney,

F. Lee' Bailey, told the court
DeSalvo was responsible for the
strangling of 13 women in the
' Boston area between June 1962
and January 1964. .

A psychiatrist also testified
at the trial that DeSalvo had
canfessed to the 13 slayings and
to being the Boston Strangler.
DeSalvo later retracted the
confession.

Neither DeSalvo nor anyone
else has ever been charged with
angegfathose killings,

Ivo, who worked in the
hospital unit at the prison, was
found Monday morning in his
cell in the infirmary, He had
been stabbed 16 times in the
chest, three of them in the
heart.

Burke said ‘‘the assumption
is the murder originated from
whatever his work was in the
medical unit."

Bailey said’that when
DeSalvo was transferred from
Bridgewater to Walpole, he was
kept in isolation for about six
months because of fears that he
would be harmed or killed by
other inmates,

Besides working as a hospital
orderly, DeSalvo made jewelry,
and his tie pins, cuff links and
necklaces were a popular item
in the prison store, selling for $3
and $5.

It is beginning to appear to us that
the real crisis in our nation today is
not one of energy but rather of
leadership.

President Nixon's Sunday night ad-
dress clearly indicates the
President's continued reluctance to
grab the bull by the horns. The Sunday
gas station closings and allocation of
home fuel heating oils by distributors
to consumers, by his own admission,
will only take care of part of the an-
ticipated shortage.

The leaders in Congress, while
prolific in news releases which
allegedly fix the blame for the shor-
tage, offer little in concrete solutions.
In fact, despite many speeches urging
rationing, the Senate bill sent to the
House leaves rationing up to the dis-
cretion of the President who is known
to oppose it, except as a last resort.

State leaders, particularly in New
England, are understandably
frustrated because Washington seems
to waver and federal actions are at
best uncertain. The allowing of long
distance buses and trucks to travel 55
miles per hour contradicts the
national administration’s inspired 50
miles per hour limit on all traffic.

Many states, including Connecticut,
imposed this limit in good faith, an-
ticipating this would comply with
federal limits. The mixed speed limits
are very questionable from a safety
standpoint.

While the Sunday closing of gas
stations will cut fuel use, it is a fact it
will have some effect on the ability of
independent stations to stay in
business. Yet, reports indicate gas-

oline producers are posting record
profits.

The reason we are concerned is that
however harsh the experience might
prove to be, we think it is time for our
national leadership in the Administra-
tion and the Congress to put up or shut
up.

If we have a serious energy shor-
tage, let's act promptly and effective-
ly to meet it Fixing the blame, half-
hearted “‘voluntary’ regulations and
prolonged debate, are luxuries which
can be eliminated.

We believe the American people are
ready to make the necessary
sacrifices to meet the situation if they
are honestly told the situation. The
sacrifices, however, must be

uitable, from the well-head to'the

nsumer. '

It is nice to read that lights are
being turned down or off in the White
House and federal buildings. But
maybe it is a bit premature, Perhaps,
the time has come to burn a little mid-
night oil and come up with a workable
plan to meet the situation head-on, in- .
stead 'of token examples which may
have merit but only scratch the sur-
face.

Hard decisions need to be made and
must be made.Prolonging the agony
might well be more painful than the
cure.

Remember, no matter how bright
the outlook might be for 1980, most of
us still have to drive home tonight to
cooler homes and the prospects of
colder weather in the immediate days
and months ahead. '

So let’s quite politicking and get
down to business.

It is reported that President Nixon’s
pastor, the Rev. T, Eugene Coffin, is
under some pressure to drop Nixon's
membership in the East Whittier,
Calif., Friends Church because of the
President’s handling of the Watergate
Affair and the war in Southeast Asia.

To the good pastor's credit, he has
no intention of doing so.

We only make. this mention as
evidence of the extremes to which a
small, small minority will go to “get
Nixon,”

Even if the President were proven
guilty, which he has not, of
wrongdoing in Watergate and even
though his conduct of the war was
anything but. pacifistic; the fact
remains, churches, Christian or
otherwise, are for sinners more than
for saints. If every church dropped
from membership those who have not
fulfilled the Ten Commandments,
there wouldn't be a church that could
open its doors.

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'The Missing 18 Minutes

WASHINGTON — Before in-
forming U.S. District Chief
Judge John J. Sirica that
another key 18-minute segment
of the presidential tape recor-
dings’ is gone forever, White
House' lawyers pleaded with
special prosecutor Leon
Jaworskl — unsuccessfully — to
delay breaking the news.

That Jaworski flatly turned
down the appeal powerfully
reinforces his status as in-
dependent prosecutor. But far
more important, the fact that
the White House actually asked
for a delay shows how ominous-
ly this latest fiasco looms in the
wary eyes of President Nixon's
lawyers.

Indeed, the obliterated 18
minutes of conversation
between the President and his
then chief of staff, H.R.
Haldeman, on June 20, 1972, the
first working day after the
Watergate burglary, may prove
Mr. Nixon's most severe
problem of all. Both prosecu-
tion lawyers and Republican
politicians believe his presiden-
¢y may hang by a thread.

Last Wednesday, less than 48
hours after Mr. Nixon had
assured Republican governors
meeting in Memphis he is not
aware of '‘any more bombs,"
Jaworski's office recelved a
telephone call from the White
House. Fred Buzhardt, Mr.

Nixon's lawyer handling the
Watergate case, requested and
received an appointment with
Jaworski at his office.

Not once in all the weeks
since the special prosecution
force opened shop under the
deposed Archibald Cox last
spring had Mr. Nixon's at-
torneys entered its office (in a
downtown commercial office
building). Jaworski's lawyers
guessed Buzhardl was ahout to
bring them presidential
documents, long sought by the
prosecutors and long denied by
the White House. They' were
soon proved spectacularly
wrong.

Buzhardt, accompanied by
White House counsel Leona
Garment, dropped his bomb: 1
minutes were obliterated from
the June 20 tape subpeonaed by
Cox. He had no explanation for
it. But he had a request: would
Jaworski please give him a lit-
tle time — & few days—to get.
his ducks in a row before
shocking the nation once again?

This was the moment of truth
for Leon Jaworski, senior
member of the Houston es-
tablishment as one of the
Southwest's richest corporation
lawyers. Moderate LBJ

Democrat Cox. Now, on
Thanksgiving eve, the Nixon
men were bidding hard for sym-

pathy.

Had Jaworski granted the
delay, he would have com-
mitted a heinous offense, par-
ticularly in the eyes of zealous
deputy prosecutors inherited
from Cox — would, indeed, have
endangered his relationship
with them. Instead, without
hesitation, Jaworski said no.

The news was immediately
carried to Sirica’s chambers,
and the stunned judge promptly
scheduled hearings on the mis-
sing 18 minutes. Those hearings
may become the most severe
test yet for President Nixon. -

Unlike the non-existent tapes
controversy two weeks ago, the
White House had no ready
explanation for the missing 18
minutes, The six technical
experts now operating under
the court’s auspices will
examine the tape, and each per-
son believed to have handled it
— in particular Rose Mary
Woods, the President’s long-
time personal secretary — will
testify under oath.

That testimony may pose a
new challenge for Jaworski.

A disagreement that started at the
organizational meeting of the Vernon
Town Council last week has been extended
by Democrat Thomas Wolff and
Republican Donald Eden,

The disagreement involved a change in
rules of procedure concerning council
meetings, The Republican-ruled council
voted to eliminate a rule which called for
a two-thirds plus one vote before debate
could be cut off on any subject.

Last Monday the council approved
Roberts Rules as those to be followed for
all future meetings and the four
Democrats on the elght-member council,
strongly objected.

Councilman Wolff termed this a “‘gag"
rule. and another Democrat, Peter
Humphry sald it denied the minority
members the privilege of speaking,

In a weekend statement Wolff said the
council action was irresponsible and
predicted that it will cause abuses of
power to the detriment of the people of
Vernon. "It makes a mockery of the state
stalutes on minority representation,”
Wolff said.

In answer to Wolff's charges, Coun-
cilman Eden said Wolff has chosen to
predict and presuppose the actions of all
other council members, “‘who, whether
Mr, Wolif agrees or not, are capable of
making their own judgments."

Refering to Wolff’s comment concer-
ning abuse of power, Eden said, “He
predicts an abuse of power to the detri-
ment of the voters and follows this up with
a prediction that he and his self-
proclaimed minority council members

will be gaggéd by the big bad bullies on the
Republican side of the alsle.”

Inviting an examination of the tapes of
past council meetings, Eden said they will *
show that the “‘air time" of Wolff and his
colleagues exceeded that of the
Republican members in most cases.

He added that In no case were the
Democrats ‘‘gagged" from an adequate or
legitimate discussion. Commenting on the
strucure of the council, Eden said ‘‘Wolf{
and the Democratic party had equal op-
portunity at the last election to restruc-
ture the balance of power on the council
and the subsequent vote control of various
motions.

“The current council make-up is the
result of the voters’ wishes, nothing more
and nothing less," Eden said,

“'It's about time the Democrats stopped
hiding behind a pity mantle of the minority
and started representing the cross section
of voters who elected them,” Eden said.

“We suggest that Councilman Wolff
would be well-advised to consider his own
flagrant abuse of power and public trust in
establishing, during the last councll term,
the worst attendance record and highest
abstention record of any member of the
council,” Eden said.

“Let Mr. Wolff put his own house in
order by explaining his sorry record of
attendance. Let him justify his continued
absence to those who elected him to repre-
sent them. Let him do this before he
assumes the right to act as council,
counsel, and prophet for others,”” Eden
urged.

HARTFORD (AP) —
Complete state financing of
Connecticut courts and clearer
authority for the chief justice of
the state Supreme Court are
anong recommendations to be
acted on by the state Commis-
sion on Court Reorganization at
its next meeting Dec. 10.

Another recommendation,
judging from the concensus at
Monday's commission meeting,
will be for the legislature not to
act to limit plea bargaining,
which are pre-trial agreements
between the court and parties
in a legal proceding.

Under a total financing plan
the state would compensate
towns which currently provide
Circuit Court facilities.

The commission will consider

_ two bills that clearly establish

the chief justice as head of the
state court system. The chief
justice holds that distinction
now under the state constitution
but the legislature also is

to designate a chief
court administrator from
among the other Supreme Court
justices.

Chief Justice Charles S.
House is one of several judges
who have the con-
stitutionality of the latter
requirement. . He has said

repeatedly ttat he should ap-
point the chief administrator

could be poisoning your
children. Older buildings often
have layer upon layer of
poigonous’ lead paint on
cellings, walls and woodwork.

Young. children, especially
those from one to three years
old, are often attracted by the
taste of the lead paint chips and
have a knack for finding them
anywhere...on peeling walls,
floors and windowsills.

Children  who eat large

amounts of lead paint could suf-
fer from brain damage, mental
retardation and even death, ac-
cording to the U.S. Department
of Health, Education and
Welfare. If your children have
been eating paint chips, take
them to a doctor, clinic or
hospital for a lead test, even if
they don't appear to be sick.

. Some citles and towms around

the state have free lead testing
clinics. Call your local health
officer for information.

In the initial stages of lead
poisoning, children may not
look or act as though they are
ill. The lead test is quick and
simple and the only way to
determine polsoning.

Since you may nol see your
children eating paint chips or
chewing on painted woodwork,
watch for these symptoms:

— crankiness, temper tan-
trums. X

— stomach aches and
throwing up.

— headaches.

— poor appetites,

— drowsiness, too tired to
play.

Children may have these
symptoms because of other il-
Inesses. However, if the
problems persist for more than
a week and no other reason can
be found for them, lead
poisoning testing Is available,

The best protection against
accidental poisoning is the
removal of all lead paint. Get a
wire brush and paint and
remove all loose paint from
walls, ceilings, woodwork and
anywhere elge paint is peeling.
Sweep up the-paint chips, put
them in a:paper bag or trash
bag and put-the bag in.an out-
side trash can, Do this as close
to trash pickup as possible to
prevent the paint chips from
being accessible. o

Do the same thing for porch
railings and outside porch
woodwork. Outdoor paint usual-
ly contains more lead than in-
door paint. Sweep every day to
keep children's play areas clear
of loose bits of paint and
plaster.

has cut daily gasoline sales in
half, Listro said.

Reduced gasoline sales —
which obviously cut profits on
the actual sales — also hurt
financially because Listro’s
service slation rent is based on
the gasoline sales. ‘‘The more
gas I pump, the cheaper the
rent,"” he said.

Listro’s gasoline allotment
this month — set by his
supplier, the Automatic Com-
fort Corp. of East Hartford— is
about 40 per cent lower than
what his monthly sales used to
be.

Listro says a four-month
average of gasoline sales at his
station last summer worked out
to be about 28,000 gallons a
month, and for November he
only received 18,000 gallons.

Pregident Nixon's intention to
order a 15 per cent reduction in
gasoline production will reduce
allotments even more, Listro
said.

Not all service stations are on
the same allotment system
with their suppligrs, Listro
noted. Some dealers, he said,
have been able to “borrow” on
future allotments — thereby
avoiding self-imposed rationing
— and some multi-station
dealers have been able to
transfer gasoline from one sta-
tion to another where demand
is higher.

Moriarty Bros. of 3156 Center
St., one of the few 24-hour-a-day
service stations in Manchester,
was closed Thanksgiving Day
and Sunday because of gasoline
shortages, but Dan'Carey of the
firm said today he's got “‘plenty
of gas'' and hasn’t been limiting
purchases. The station will re-

main closed on future Sundays,
he said.

A 45-day extension for com-
pletion of Manchester’s 1972-78
town audit was granted
Tuesday night by the Board of
Directors.

Ban May End
SACRAMENTO, Calif. (AP)
— Spurred by the energy crisis,
California 18 expected to lift a
ban on offshore oil drilling im-
posed following the Santa Bar-
bara oil spill of 1969, The three-
member State Lands Commis-
sion is expected to vote Dec. 11
to approve a staff recommenda-
tion that the moratorium
against drilling on state leases
be lifted. The leases hold un-
dersea reserves of 200 millon-
300 million barrels, state
experts said. The Santa Bar-
bara disaster stemmed from a
well being drilled on a federal
lease outside the state’s three-
mile jurisdiction, but the state
suspended all offshore drilling
as a precautionary measure.

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Interior Secretary Rogers C. B.
Morton today announced plans
to lease federal lands in three
Western states for commercial
production of ol from shale.

Morton said leases on six
federal oil. shale tracts in
Colorado, Utah and Wyoming
will be offered at competitive
bidding, one at a time between
Jan, 8 and Juné 4.

Morton's long-expected an-
nouncement could lead to the
opening of a vast new oll
resource much larger than the
nation's known reserves of con-
ventional oil.

At the same time, Morton an-
nounced he is ready to issue a
permit for construction of the
Trans-Alaska oil pipeline,
delayed by an environmental
lawsuit since 1970,

He asked the Justice Depart-
ment to take'the remaining
steps to clear the way for of-
ficial issuance of the permit, in-
cluding a court-imposed
requirement to give the en-
vironment groups who brought
suit 14 days official notice of the
action. < S

‘Morton also ‘ordered the ac-
tivation of 250 petroleum in-
dustry executives in a reserve
pool to join the Emergency
Petrolenm and Gas Ad-
ministration and help ad-
minister federal energy
emergency programs.

Major Layoffs

May Be

Ahead

“{ASHINGTON (AP) — The fuel shortage has begun
taklpg its toll on jobs, putting thousands out of work before
Christmas in the first of an expected series of major

layoffs that may push unemp

loyment up sharply.

Layoffs are reported in the auto, chemical, construction

and textile industries.

Frontier Airlines is
furloughing 150 workers.
Meanwhile, the nation’s largest
carrier, United Air Lines, an-
nounced it would begin layoffs
for at least 950 employes Jan. 7.

Economists and labor leaders
say it is still too early to deter-
mine the full impact of the
energy crisis on jobs.

The nation's jobless rate had
been anticipated to rise next
year as the nation's economic
growth slowed, and the fuel
shortage now is expected to add
to it.

Some private economists
have forecast an unemploy-
ment rate nexlt year of
anywhere from 5 to 8 per cent,
compared to the current rate of
4.5 per cent,

A rale of 6 per ceidt would
throw an additional 1.3 million
Americans out of work on top of
the 4.1 million now without
jobs.

But President Nixon's Coun-
cil of Economic Advisers has
challenged the higher forecasts
and has scheduled a news con-
ference Thursday to declare
that the energy crisis will have

no massive impact on the
economy and unemployment, it
was learned.

Sources said that the council
will say they expect the un-
employment rate will not reach
6 per cent next year.

Labor leaders, mindful of the
administration's optimistic
forecasts earlier this year on
bringing inflation under con-
trol, remain unconvinced.

“We're worried about it and
are watching the situation,”
said an official of the OIil,
Chemical and Atomic Workers
union in Denver. ““We're con-
vinced there's going to be shor-
tages of petrochemicals," and
this will affect jobs in, among
others, the fertilizer, chemical,
cosmetic and pharmaceutical
industries, he said.

AFL-CIO President George
Meany urged Congress lo in-
sure that workers are compen-
sated for their losses. The

Labor Federation successfully
lobbied for inclusion fin the
emergency: energy bill ap-
proved by the Senate provisions
that would protect workers who
are Jaid off.

In addition to the 950 layoffs
announced Tuesday, United
Airlines also said it may have to
reduce working hours and pay if
the fuel shortage worsens.

A spokesman for the airline
said the hijackers had been
offered a safe passage from
Dubai, the tiny Persian Gulf
sheikdom where they put down
during the night for the second
time.

The KLM spokesman in
Amsterdam, the Dutch capital,
said the three hijackers and the -
10 crewmen of the Boeing 747
were taken to a VIP lounge at
the airport.

Manchester Chamber

The board of directors of the
Greater Manchester Chamber
of Commerce Tuesday ap-
proved plans to develop an
energy management briefing
session, create a citizens'
energy crisis task force, and to
distribute lists of suggested
energy conservation measures
to its members.

The briefing session and
suggestion conservation
measures stem from the
recently created Energy Crisis
Task Force of the chamber, and
the proposed citizens task force
idea is based on a chamber goal
to “‘develop cooperative and
responsible communications
between citizens groups."

The proposed energy
management briefing session,
suggested by chamber
Executive Vice President
Richard Clark last week, would
be developed as part of an “all-
out effort to encourage the'
development within each com-
pany ... of an energy manage-
ment program outlined by the
various public utilities ,and
special energy crisis com-
missions,” according to a for-

‘mal recommendation by

chamber President” Edward.
Kenney. -

The chamber would ask each
of its members to delegate one
person to be an ‘“‘energy
management program chair-
man'' for that company.

The designated chalrman for
each firm would then be invited

-?.

to attend a briefing session
“designed to assist that com-
pany in developing its own
energy management
program,” according to the
plan approved by the chamber
directors Tuesday.

The special citizens’ task
force, suggested by Walter
Kuczek of the chamber’s Urban
Affairs Division, would be es-
tablished to work in conjunction
with the existing task force for
the business community.

Invitations to participate in
the citizens' unit would be sent
to existing groups such as
senior citizens, service clubs,
the Manchester Proparty
Owners Association, "'and other
appropriate existing groups,”
according to the approved
recommendation.

The citizens' task force would
be charged with designing and
managing an energy manage-
ment plan for the residential
community. After the plan is
developed, it will be presented
to the chamber directors for
review and ratification,

The outline of energy saving
measures approved by chamber
directors Tuesday — which will
probably be put into effect as
goon as possible — are divided
into specific suggestions for
each of 12 business
classifications,

The suggestions,
clagsifications, include:

¢ Automotive — reduction of
business hours, cutbacks in out-
side sign lighting, and a promo-
tion of engine tune-ups.

» Contractors — establishing
car pools for employes, to and
from work and to job locations.

* Financial — lowering ther-
mostat settings and reduction
of both indoor and outdoor
lighting.

¢ Fuel — public education
through customer mailing,
lowering home healing
temperatures, checking and
correcting all installation
problems.

» Real estate/insurance —
elimination of outside secon-
dary display lighting, reduction
in office temperatures, and
communication (as landlords)
to apartment dwellers of
energy saving measures.

» Manufacturing — car pools
for employes and development
of an energy management
program.

» Printers/publishers —
Reduction of inside lighting and
elimination of outdoor lighting.

« Professional — public
education,

« Public utilities — massive
public education and, public
relations programs.

« Restaurants— Lowering on

“inside lighting levels, lowering -

of thermostat settings, and
reduction of outside lighting.

« Radio— Promotion of ideas
about fuel and energy conservar
tion.

+ « Retail — Elimination of
holiday decoration lighting, en-
couragement of car pools for
employes and for shoppers,
lowering store temperatures,
cutbacks in inside display
