equipped with openings for 
oxygen, water^and bip-sensors.

Aronson explained that once 
inside the sky-lab, or a space 
chamber, the astronauts can 
remove their space suits and 
they just wear suits that resem­
ble coveralls.

Inasm uch  as th ey  a re  
millions of miles away from the 
earth, the astronauts have to 
take the earth’s environment 
with them. Their suits, or un­
dersuits as Aronson described 
them, are wired with tubes for 
water cooling. Their outer sujts 
can resist temperatures of 3()o,- 
000 degrees, said Aronson.

Bio-sensors attached to the 
body send information back to a 
medical team which keeps con­
stant record of an astronaut’s 
blood pressure, respiration, 
temperature, and heart beat.

In fact, Aronson said, the 
machines presently in use in 
hospital intensive care units 
where a central nurse can keep 
track of certain bodily func­
tions of her patients were 
devised by the space center.

He showed the type of plastic 
bag that contains a “space” 
meal. Eve^thing from salmon 
salad to filet mignon can be 
frozen and dehydrated, and 
with water squirted into it from 
a water gun, it becomes a 
gourmet dish after a few 
m inutes of kneading and 
waving around in a centrifugal 
motion.

A white pill in each bag is for 
the purpose of preventing 
bacteria buildup when the bag 
is ready for disposal in a special 
container.

Food trays for use in the sky- 
lab resemble a hot plate with 
miniature deep’ well cookers. 
Small cans containing any of 
about 70 varieties of food and 
drink set in the'wells. Those to 
be heated, like veal Parmesan, 
for instance, are prepared by, 
merely pressing a button on the 
hot plate which heats the con­
tainer. A little shot of water 
makes the dish very delectable, 
said Aronson.

A g ra p e  d r in k , when 
prepared, resembles a blown up 
plastic container. Aronson 
showed how an astronaut could 
either set it “ in the a ir ’’ 
between drinks, or anchor it in 
his hot plate tray.

Astronauts use a commercial 
wet-dry cloth for washing, and 
brush the ir teeth  with a 
“ swallowable” tooth paste. 
Their bodily wastes are put in 
plastic bags with a bacteria 
proof tablet and saved.

For work that has to be done 
such as using a screwdriver 
that would necessitate secure 
footing for leverage, the 
flooring of thesky lab  is 
designed with a diamond 
grooving in which the astronaut 
can fit the sole of his shoe more 
or less locking his foothold.

Plans for the future already 
in progress are the cooperative 
efforts of Russia and the United 
States in an Apollo-Soyuz test 
project which will result in 
astronauts from the two nations 
uniting in space by means of a 
docking module which will 
enable the spacem en to 
transfer from one craft to the 
other. Aronson said there is a 
U.S. astronaut presently in 
Russia working od the special 
docking module. All future 
spacecraft will have common 
docking devices built in, he 
said.

“We have to think of the 
future,” said Aronson,” and the 
need for ̂ pace repairs.”

Aronson rem ind^ his young 
listeners that the spacemen of 
the future might be among the 
school audience. '

CAMBRIDGE, Mass. (A P )-  
The theft of over 5,000 ancient 
Greek coins valued at more 

'  than $1 million from a Harvard 
museum is “a tragic loss for 
scholarship,” according to the 
associate curator of. ancient 
art.

“The coins are a fundamental 
p a r t  of o u r te a c h in g  
resources,” said the curator, 
David G. Mitton. “Their value 
lies in their use for study and 
research, and in this respect, 
they are irreplaceable.”

Thieves stole^the silver and 
bronze coins early Sunday mor­
ning. Three or four armed 
holdup men knocked on the 
museum door, and when the- 
night watchman opened it, they 
tied him up, police said. \

They carried off a foot safe 
containing 2,650 coins and 
scooped up about 3,000 loose 
coins from glass cases, the un­
iversity said. The money dated 
from the 7th Century B.C. to the 
4th Century A.D.

The coins were valued “in 
excess of ?I millicJh” by the 
FBI, but a spokesman said they 
would be hard to dispose of.

“They would be difficult to 
fence because of the uniqueness 
of the collection,” said agent 
Carroll Farmer. “You couldn’t 
go to a regular coin collector 
w ith o u t r a is in g  som e 
eyebrows.”

The university has refused to 
put a monetary value on the 
coins until it had taken a com­
plete inventory.

On April 5, thieves stole eight 
silver Greek coins from the 
museum that were valued at 
$200,000.

Police found those coins 
buried in woods in Waltham on 
April 25. They said they were 
led to the sit by one of three 
men who were later charged 
with larceny in the case.

Marte said there might be a 
“serious risk” that a court 
appeal of any PZC decision on 
the Buckland zone changes 
could be “based in great part on 
Mr. Paris’ pre-determination of 
the matters at hand.”

Paris maintained that he had 
no preconceived ideas about the 
development proposal. “ My 
mind is open and I can make an 
objective decision on this 
thing,” Paris stated.

Paris entered into the record 
copies of his letters of resigna­
tion from the Democratic Club 
vice presidency and political 
action committee. He also 
offered letters from club presi­

John B. B arnini’s zone 
change application for a 64-unit

White said Bamini’s request

unit Connecticut Motel only

representing Barnini, main­
tained in bis presentation to the 
PZC that the zone changes — 
affecting 3.7 acres of Rural 
Residence and 1.5 acres of In­
dustrial Zone land—are the 
logical thing to do and rezoning 
wouldn’t create any traffic 
problems.

Podrove emphasized that 
Barnini doesn’t need PZC ap­
proval to build a motel. The 
only thing of concern to the 
commission is the zone change 
request, he said, noting that 
plans for the motel were briefly 
discussed just to keep PZC 
members informed.

The PZC hearing on Bamini’s 
application was conducted at

PZC members didn’t make 
any decision on zone change 
applications Monday night.

Concerns of the local business 
community that part of the 
Buckland plans — a proposed 
one million-square foot regional 
shopping cen ter — would 
adversely affect Manchester’s 
com m ercial clim ate were 
expressed Monday night by 
downtown merchant Burton 
Pearl and Parkade Merchants 
Association president Michael 
Dworkin.

Other Opponents speaking 
Monday night were concerned 
with environmental effects of 
the development — air and 
water pollution, among other 
items — as well as potential 
traffic problems and the large 
shopping center.

The applicants didn’t  speak 
very long Monday night — their 
initial presentation last month 
lasted about two hours — 
although Fischer and a few of 
his experts made some com­
ment.

When the hearing opened at 
Highland Park School at about

8:30 , Atty. Marte challenged 
the objectivity of PZC member 
David Paris and asked Paris to 
disqualify himself. Paris 
declined to disqualify himself, 
maintaining he had an open 
mind. (A related story is 
elsewhere on Page One).

Most of the opposition from 
the Buckland homeowners 
association dealt with potential 
traffic problems in the area. 
Earl H. Flynn, a professional 
traffic engineer hired by the 
association, testified that the 
proposed Buckland develop­
ment would generate a large 
amount of traffic which would 
be an “exessive burden” to 
local streets.

Flynn offered figures on 
expected traffic growth, which 
apparently conflicted with 
projections made in a traffic 
study prepared by Wilbur Smith 
Associates for the developer.

Atty. Diana, reviewing the 
position of the homeowners 
association, said the Buckland ' 
development would create too 
much traffic, too many lights, 
too much commercial use, and 
inadequate buffers to protect 
neighbors.

Dworkin, stating that most 
Parkade merchants are op­
posed to the commercial 
development at Buckland, 
spent most of his time talking 
about adverse environmental 
effects.

Dworkin, a pharmacist, was 
very concerned with potential 
air pollution. He mentioned that 
a study of his prescription files 
showed that 75 per cent of the 
people in Manchester already 
su ffe r from  a lle rg ie s  or 
respiratory problems.

Pearl, owner of B. D. Pearl & 
Son a t 649 Main St., said 
Manchester “can’t stand much 
more retail development.” 
Pearl said he’s tired of town 
authorities encouraging com­
mercial developments which

A new federally-funded low- 
cost meal program for the 
elderly will begin Dec. 17 in 
Manchester. Up to 60 meals a 
day will be served Monday 
through Friday at the Westhill 
and Mayfair Gardens housing 
units for the elderly.

Allan Mason, director of 
human services, reported to the 
Commission on the Aging Mon­
day night that 40 senior citizens 
have signed up for the first 
meal on Dec. 17.

"nie new service, which, is 
being provided to the town 
through the auspices of the 
Community Renewal Team 
t(CRT), will cost each partici­
pant about 40 cents, which is 
considerably lower than the 75 
cents to $1.25 per meal now 
charged at the Senior Citizens 
C e n te r . A cco rd in g  to 
representatives of CRT, who 
spoke at Monday’s night’s com­
mission meeting, the food w ill' 
be prepared in Hartford, bulk 
packed in insulated containers 
at 250 degrees, and delivered to 
Manchester’s housing units. 
They said that the food would. 
keep at temperatures of 180 to 
200 degrees from three to five 
hours. If the program  is 
successful, they believe it will 
be “around for a long time.’’ 

Mason emphasized that the 
program was for all senior 
citizens and not just those living 
in the housing units.

In the event of an ice storm or 
severe snowstorm, meals will 
be delivered to as many of the 
people with reservations for 
that day as possible, the CRT 
representative said.

Tickets for the meals will be 
sold in advance at the meal 
sites. Site managers and a 
VISTA worker will take over 
the handling of the meals in 
Manchester.

According to Mason, very few 
of those who have signed up for 
the new program have been 
using the ^n io r Citizen Center 
meal program.

The goal of the new program 
is  to r a is e  n u tr i t io n a l, 
educational and social levels 
for the elderly. It "will strive to 
integrate leisure tkne and 
make p^ple aware of the other 
supportive services available to 
then^,’’ the CRT representative 
said.

With the new program about 
to start, the present program at 
the ^n io r Citizens Center ap­
parently has financial problems 
caus^ by increasing inflation.

Nonnan Fendell, director of 
the Sheltered Workshop and 
special education for the town, 
who has been involved with the 
meal program at the Senior 
Citizens Center since its incep­
tion about five or six years.ago, 
told the commission that toe 
program had “reached a tur­
ning point. We want to keep toe 
meals at toe same price and 
maintain the same high quality. 
To do this, we will need a sub­
sidy of $200 a month.”

Fendell said that without 
such a subsidy it would be 
necessary to raise the prices of 
meals from 10 to 25 cents. He 
said that when the program 
first started, it  just about broke 
even.

“We need money now to keep 
prices and quality at its present 
level. We could offer cheaper 
food, but would rather make 
our soups from scratch rather 
than resort to the canned 
variety,” he said. “Without toe 
subsidy, we could go up a little 
on prices and down on quality,” 
he said.

Fendell said that about 90 
senior citizens participated in 
the complete dinner that is 
served on Thursday and about 
40 on the other four days, when 
soup and sandwiches are 
served.

Mason said that people are 
being encouraged to go to the 
Senior Citizens Center for 
meals and tickets for distribu­
tion to the elderly have been

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Campaign Begins
Homer D. Babbidge Jr., the first an­

nounced candidate for Democratic 
gubernatorial nomination, addressed 
Manchester Democrats last week.

Of special interest was the reported 
flap between he and Democratic party 
leaders over a call for a special ses­
sion of the General Assembly to cut 
the sales tax.

Babbidge stated here he is all for a 
special session but wants the true pic­
ture of the state’s financial condition 
before commiting himself to a sales 
tax cut.

This we think is a responsible posi­
tion for a candidate to take and we 
agree that the impending prospect of 
economic slow downs due to the 
energy crisis and other factors make 
any decision concerning a tax cut a 
serious one.

His thesis however about the pre­
sent administration living off “over­
taxation” early in the administration 
and “gifts” from the federal govern­
ment in the form of revenue-sharing 
bears a little closer examination.

The issue of Whether We were over­
taxed during the first two years of 
Gov. Thomas Meskill’s administra­
tion is being debated along partisan 
lines and has been for several months. 
It is a case of which, viewpoint you 
might personally share. A surplus, 
whether from an over-tax in times of 
prosperity or economies in ad­
ministration, is a tough thing to 
criticize politically.

Babbidge and his fellow Democrats
have taken the tack of over-taxation0
being evil as well as citing alleged 
deterioration „of state human and

social services, faltering school aid, 
etc., in explaining surplus cash in the 
state’s coffers. Whether the ̂ v e m o r 
or his critics are right remains to be 
seen.

In the matter of revenue-sharing, 
we cannot agree with Babbidge that 
these funds are distorting the state’s 
fiscal picture. As we understand the 
concept, these funds were to be used 
to relieve tax pressures within the 
state. To the extent, the federal funda 
have been expended for things 
Connecticut tax dollars would have 
been needed, is justified.

Thus the argument the state’s fiscal 
stature is not on the plus side is 
weakened. We suspect Babbidge is 
fully aware his thesis is not as simple 
as he has presented it and this is the 
reason for his hedging on a sale^ tax 
cut at this time.

We think it is a shrewd move for 
whether he is right or wrong, should a 
special session or the next regular 
session of the Assembly in February 
be given the full and factual picture of 
state finances, he stands to benefit.

While his political future does not 
hinge on this issue alone, it is going to 
be interesting to see what impact his 
stand will have on his candidacy. 
There are those in the Democrat 
minority in the Assembly that want a 
special session and a tax cut now for 
political expediency.

The fact is they stand to gain more 
political mileage if the governor 
refuses than if he accedes since as 
Babbidge implies, when all the fiscal 
facts are .on the table, a tax cut may 
be out of the question.

WASHINGTON -  Surely, one 
of the ancient Greeks’ three 
goddesses of destiny was in a 
m ocking mood. How else 
explain President Nixon’s an­
nouncement of energy restric­
tions even as an administration 
commission released a 364-page 
report charging that corruption 
of public officials is a serious 
impediment to the war against 
crime?

Nixon Wants us all to  con­
serve our dwindling supplies of 
fuel, asking that the people 
“make sacrifices” for the com­
mon good. That’s reasonable, 
given the ruddy mess we’re in. 
No one can dispute his argu­
ment that cutting back the sale 
of gasoline, driving more slow­
ly, and keeping the switch 
closed on Christmas and com­
mercial lighting displays will 
relieve the energy shortage.

G iven  th e  c r im e  co m ­
mission’s report, however, the 
question is w hether there 
remains in America enough 
faith in the integrity and judg­
ment of public officeholders to 
p e r s u a d e  th e  p eo p le  to  
cooperate, th e  commission 
which took two years to com­
pile its report, seems to say no.

Indeed, perusing the report, 
one is tempted to ask petulant­
ly,“ So what else is new?” The 
report seems to be confirming a 
national state of mind ra tte r  
than announcing it. For the 
conrimission cites - various in­

dependent studies which show 
many citizens believe that 
“quite a lot of the people run­
ning the governnient are a little 
crooked.”

That may not be the case. 
Evpn today,’ a blanket indict­
ment of government seems 
patently unfair. But the report 
points out that while it might be 
presumptuous to conclude that 
public officials generally are 
dishonest, “ there is evidence 
that the public at least believes 
this is true.”

Item: A 1970 University of 
Michigan study revealed that 
Nearly 30 per cent of whites and 
50 per cent of blacks believe 
that “quite a lot” of our of­
ficeholders are crooks.

Item: A 1971 Louis Harris 
Poll showed that 80 per cent of 
A m e r ic a n s  b e l ie v e  th a t  
“ organized crim e has cor­
rupted and controls mdhy 
politicians in the country.”

O u td a ted ?  H ard ly . The 
Watergate scandal had to add 
fuel to the people’s suspicions. 
Spiro Agiiew’s resignation was 
not the stuff upon which public 
confidence could be bujlt. The 
investigatioh of big political 
contrilptions to Nixon’s 1972 
campaign said that certain fat 
cats were trying to buy a piece 
of his adminirtration.

There is, too, a wide disap- 
pptttm ent in the country’s 
leadership for which. Richard 
Nixon cannot be asked to

shoulder full blame. We had 
racial troubles and rioting 
before Nixon, and rising prices. 
A Democrat named Kennedy 
was in the White House when 
the first step toward launching 
an unpopular war was taken. 
Lyndon Johnson bequeathed in­
flation to his successor by 
refusing to fund the Vietnam 
conflict. Neither Kennedy nor 
Johnson did anything about the 
dope problem in the Sixties.

For years now, the housewife 
has been scrimping on other 
things to get up the money for a 
pound of hamburger. The com­
mission report says one of the 
reasons hamburger costs so 
much is corruption in public 
places. It quotes an unnamed 
Justice Department official: 
"When we finally stop payoffs 
to public officials at all levels in 
this country, we will have found 
the cure to Inflation.” After all, 
a bribe is just as much a cost 
item as the checkout clerk’s 
wages.

Sure we should all cooperate 
in the campaign to lick the 
growing fuel shortage, for the 
simple, pragmatic reason that 
if we don’t the campaign will 
become a sick joke. But If 
would be a lot easier to inakp 
the sacrifices our leaders have 
asked of us if we were per­
suaded that their conduct of the 
people’s affairs gave them the 
right to ask them.

' The fact that an isolated Mr. 
Nixon relies on Ziegler as one of 
his two confidants is particular­
ly unnerving to lieutenants, who 
have minimum high regard for 
Z iegler’s political, acumen. 
Ziegler is not one to rescue the 
P re s id e n t from  His own 
prejudice, so his insfryctiods 
to Warten for the daily briefing 
undoubtedly reflect Mr. Nixon’s 
own views fqr too accurately.

A case in point is the in­
temperate White House reac­
tion to the controversial repor­
ting of the presidential “ slap­
ping” incident a t Disney World. 
Cooler heads on > the White 
House staff would have insisted 
that Mr. Nixon let the bizarre 
m atter die a quiet, uiimourned 
death. But Ziegler p a b ^  the 
full measure of the President’s 
fury to the outer worl^— to no 
advantage. ’

Those same cooler heads 
would have urged the President 
to instruct Warren to express 
presidential regret over the 
missing 18 minutes and the ac­
tions of his secretary. Rose 
Mary Woods, since he certainly 
will have to take a stand sooner 
or later. They also would have 
advised against an attack on 
Jaworski, unfair in essence 
anyw ay, th a t p red ic tab ly  
angered the special prosecutor 
but gained nothing for the White 
House. Unlike Ziegler, these 
cooler heads had no presiden­
tial access.

Haig is vastly more admired 
than Ziegler by his White House 
colleagues fol intelligence, 
experience and integrity. But 
he also is seen as politically un­
tutored — and hence politically 
inept. “The trouble is,” one 
Nixon lieutenant said, “ A1 
doesn’t know it.”

C e r t a in l y ,  H a ig  m u s t  
shoulder much of the blame for 
the debasing White House at­
tacks on former Atty. Gen. 
Elliot Richardson and his role' 
in the firing of Archibald Cox. 
Other aides believe Haig, over­
burdened by Mr. N ixon’s 
reliance on him, has unwisely 
allocated far too much time 
defending himself in the Cox- 
Richardson dram a when he 
would have done ^better to 
forget the entire business.

Space Scientist 
Plans Workshops

Dr. Isidoce Adler, space 
scientist, will be in Manchester 
Thursday to meet with high 
school students and to conduct 
w orkshops w ith sc ience  
teachers from the high schools 
and Manchester Community 
College..

His visit is part of a week- 
long schedule of appearances 
by a team of educators from 
NASA headquarters at Goddard 
Space Flight Center who are 
appearing at M anchester 
schools this week presenting 
lecture-demonstrations on the 
space program.

Dr. Adler is a senior scientist 
in’ the Laboratory for Space 
P h y s ic s  a t  G oddard  in 
Greenbelt, Md. His work, most­
ly in the area of X-ray spec­
troscopy, has included studies 
of the composition of Apollo 
lunar samples. He has acted as 
principal investigator for the X- 
ray flourescence experiment 
for both Apollo 15 and Apollo 16.

Dr. Adler came to NASA in 
1964 from the U.S. Geological 
Survey where he was a project 
leader in X-ray spectroscopy. 
Before this, he was a chemist 
and spectrographer for the U.S. 
Customs Laboratory in New 
York. From 1943 to 1945 he 
served as a lieutenant in the 
U.S. Air Corps specializing in 
meteorology.

Born in Brooklyn, N.Y., Dr. 
Adler graduated from Brooklyn 
College in 1942 with a B.A. in

chemistry. He received a B.S. 
in meteorology in 1944 from 
New York University. He 
received an M.S. in chemistry 
in 1947 and a Ph.D. in chemistry 
in 1952 from the New York 
Polytechnic Institute.

Dr. Adler is a member of the 
American Geophysical Union, 
the Society of Applied Spec­
troscopy and Sigma Xi, His pe^r 
sonal interests include a variety 
of athletics and scuba diving.

He lives with his wife and two 
children in Chevy Chase, Md.

HOUSTON (AP) — ’They’re  pitching 

and wooing a t the winter baseball 
meetings.

The Philadelphia Phillies and Atlanta 
Braves scored first, triggering a cluster of 
trades in the very first inning Monday, and 
promised more swinging this week.

“We will still try to make another trade 
or two,” said Philadelphia Manager Dan­
ny Ozark after obtaining pitcher Ron 
Schueler from Atlanta for shortstop Craig 
Robinson and pitcher Barry Lersch.

The first trade was announced a half- 
hour before the annual winter draft which 
signaled the official start of the December 
extravaganza.

And the explosive deals that followed 
the Phillies-Braves announcement 
reflected a climate similar to last year’s 
affair at Honolulu, when a record 67 
players were traded in 20 deals.

In all, io major league players were 
swapped in four trades Monday, after the 
Phillies and Braves completed their an­
nouncement, these deals were revealed;

—The Oakland A’s sent Horacio Pina to 
the Chicago Cubs for Bob Locker in a 
trade of right-handed relief pitchers.

—The Houston Astros dealt reliever Jim 
Ray and utility infielder Gary Sutherland 
to the Detroit Tigers for right-handed 
pitcher Fred Scherman.

—The Chicago White Sox received 
Mexican League righthanders Francisco 
Barrios and Manuel Lugo from the Jalisco 
club for infielder Rudy Hernandez, who 
moved from Iowa in the American 
Association to Mexico.

—The Astros traded Cecil Upshaw to the 
Cleveland Indians for Jerry Johnson in an 
exchange of relievers.

Pitching, which is theoretically the 
dominating'factor in baseball, was the 
dominating commodity Monday. Every 
trade involved a pitcher—and the Phillies 
naturally thought they got a pretty good 
one.

Schueler, who became a starter for 
Atlanta halfway through the 1973 season, 
had an 8-7 won-lost record and a 3.87 
earned run average.

Scherman was the No. 1 relief pitcher in 
Detroit before John Hiller took over last 
year. Scherman had a 2-2 record with a 
4.23 ERA and one save in 1973. Ray was 6-4 
w ith six saves in Houston while 
Sutherland, a suberb defensive second 
baseman, batted .294 at Denver of the 
American Association.

Upshaw split last year with Atlanta and 
Houston, posting a 2-4 record 4.93 ERA 
and one save.

2. All have .667 percentages.

Four interceptions by Miami safety Dick Anderson proved 
decisive in the nationally televised game. He returned two of 
them 27 and 38 yards, respectively, for touchdowns. He also took 
a third 31 yards to the S ta ler three to set up a twoyard scoring 
pass from quarterback Bob Griese to tight end Jim Mandich.

The only other scores by the Dolphins were on field goals of 28, 
46 and 14 yards by Garo Yepremian, the first after an intercep­
tion by Curtis Johnson. Pittsburgh held Miami’s offense to eight 
first downs, only one of them in the second half.

Anderson’s four steals tied the league single-game record but 
he said he rkted his 1972 interception and 62-yard touchdown 
return against Baltimore in the 19712 AFC title game as a greater 
thrill.

The Steelers’ last hope for victory died after Miami coach Don 
Shula ordered Griese to run into the end zone for a twopoint safe­
ty rather than punt with 1:04 left to play. Larry Seiple followed 
with an 80-yard free kick which put Pittsburgh on its own seven 
and safety Jake Scott followed with Miami’s sixth interception.

The Steelers were held to a 37-yard field goal by Roy Gerela in 
the first half.

Camp Newhoca on Bolton 

L ake  in Vernon w il l  be 
purchased by the town, but on 
slightly different terms than 
originally proposed.

The Town Council, following„ 
a public hearing and a special 
town m ating  Monday night, 
passed a resolution authorizing 
M ayo r F ran k  McCoy to 
purchase the camp property at 
a cost not to exce^  $145,000. 
The special town meeting ap­
proved an amount not to exceed 
$160,000.

The cam p is  owned by 
Newington ciiildren’s Hospital 
and the trustees of the hospital 
originally asked a price of $175,- 
000 for the site which contains 

• 29 b u i ld in g s .  T h rough  
negotiating, the price was 
brought down to $160,000.

The tru stee s  said  th e ir 
auditors recommended that the 

' amount be paid in installmenis 
rather than one lump sum. The 
town will pay for the purchase 
from revenue sharing funds.

The agreement was that one- 
fifth would be paid when the 
deed was signed and the other 
in four installments on the an­
niversary of the signing.

Following the town meeting, 
the mayor told the council that 
he had more recent information 
from the trustees that the 
auditors changed their minds 
and would now like the payment 
in a lump sum.

The town had planned to pay 
the fir3t installment and then 
invest the remainder of the 
federal money to have it draw 
interest. I

Town A tto rn ey  Abbott 
Schwebel explained when the 
town planned to pay the $160,(XI0 
in five payments, it was figured 
it would make about $15,000 on 
the interest of the reserve in the 
revenue sharing fund.

This would be true if the town 
invested the ittoney at a five per 
cent interest rate. If the in­
terest rate were six per cent, 
the town would gain $19,200 in 
interest.

If paid in one lump sum, the 
hospital will draw interest if 
the lYioney is invested. So 
figuring this, the _ real estate 
committee approved a sale 
price of $145,000 with the nota­
tion that negotiations were still 
open.

Atty. Schwebel said the only 
problem is figuring the possible 
interest rate and he suggested 
that they will probably agree to 
settling on a rate of 5.5 per cent 
for negotiation purposes.

At the public hearing several 
persons spoke in feuor of the 
purchase of the camp and no' 

"“'tJne opposed. Daniel .Wright, of 
Greer Rd., president of the 
Middle Bolton Lake Associa­
tion, read a letter from 90 
members of th^t group noting 
th ey  fu lly  >^upported the 
purchase of ̂ the camp.

Wright suld the members feel 
the. camp .Would be a valuable 
asset to/the town and invited 
the towii to become a member 
of the Jake association. Several 
other ^sidents of that area on 
the lAke also spoke in favor of 
the) purchase as did some 
representatives of the town 
Conservation (tommission. 
/PauT Margelony, who also 

.said he was in favor of the 
purchase, questioned what the 

- approximate cost of main;^ 
taining the camp would be.

The mayor said he could not 
detail the . costs because: the 
uses may be so broad and 

^  n u m e ro u s . He d id  s a y ,  
however, that one-time initial 

.J ifnprovements which would be

to upgrade and repair elec­
trical, plumbing and masonry 
work, would cost about $700.

Fire Chief William Johnson 
has suggested th at a dry 
hydrant be installed to the lake. 
He said it is not essential but it 
would enhance fire protection. 
'This would cost about $1,500.

At some time the town would 
like to improve^ the parking 
facilities for the camp. This 
would run about $4,000, but the 
mayor said several alternatives 
can be considered.

Annual operating costs and 
maintenance costs are expected 
to total about $1,465. These 
were itemized as follows: in­
surance, $125; electricity, $240; 
miscellaneous repairs, ground 
maintenance, mowing, refuse 
and such, $600; and recreation 
program costs, $500.

The recreation costs, it was 
explained, a re  tentatively 
planned to cover costs of bus 
transportation, supervision, 
picnic tables, fireplaces and 
sim ilar facilities for senior 
citizen day trips and outings.

In add itio n , re c re a t io n  
commission-sponsored youth 
a c t iv it ie s  such as  h iking, 
fishing an swimming are an­
ticipated. It was also noted that 
private groups such as Boy 
Scouts, Girl Scouts, YMCA and 
Little League, might involve 
only supervision and that other 
groups may develop activities 
on a self-sustaining fee basis.

Also discussed was the ques­
tion of whether, because the 
camp is being paid for with 
federal money, the camp can be 
restricted to use of Vernon 
residents only. /

Mayor McCoy said this was 
discusBed at the Conference of 
Mayo^’ meeting and it was the 
general feeling that once a town 
gets the federal^ money it 
becomes town qtoney and its 
use does not have to be within 
federal guidelines. No prece­
dent has been set on this, as yet.

Manchester’s purchasing 
agent declines to predifct what 
the response will be to in­
vitations he has sent out for 
bids on the town’s gasoline, 
motor oil, grease and lubricant 
needs for the coming year.

“ I know the situation is very 
serious,” said Maurice Pass. 
“However, we’re making every 
reasonable effort to locate a 
source for next year’s needs. 
Gasoline and motor oils may be 
in short supply, when compared 
to previous years, but they still 
exist, and the suppliers are still 
in business.”

The bids received will be 
opened Dec. 14 in the Municipal 
Building. '

Pass said he has sent bid 
forms to seven suppliers of gas­
oline, including Chevron Oil Co. 
of Fairfield, the town’s present 
supplier, and to 10 suppliers of 
m o to r o il, g re a s e  and 
lubricants.

The present contracts for the 
automotive supplies expire Jan. 
31, and the contracts being 
sought are for the year com­
mencing Feb. 1.

Bids are being sought on ap­
proximately 295,000 gallons of 
regular-grade gasoline, with
90.000 gallons ,of it for .'the 
Police Department, 15,000 for 
the Park Department, 20,000 for 
the Water Department, and
170.000 for the Highway Depart­
ment. The storage capacity for 
the four departments is 27,000 
gallons.

The motor oil, grease and 
lubricant needs are for a varie­
ty of grades. An estimated 2,000 
gallons of motor oil is being 
sought.

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Truckers Protest Energy Restrictions
Sewer Project 
Draws Fire 
At Hearing Vff

B^ause of the considerable 
and, at times heated and 
emotional, opposition Tuesday 
night to a proposed $500,000 
sanitary sewer installation in 
the Keeney St. area, the 
Manchester Board of Directors 
will schedule public hearing on 
the proposal at a future date.

Last night’s public hearing 
was at Keeney St. School, with 
about 125 persons in attendance 
and with about 20 of them 
speaking — a few in favor of the 
installation, most opposed. If 
the applause that greeted talks 
by opponents is any indicator, 
most of those present were op­
posed.

Mayor John Thompson asked 
Town Manager Robert Weiss to 
prepare more information and 
to submit a detailed report to 
the directors. ’That information, 
said Thompson, will be sent to 
the 150 property owners in­
volved, prior to scheduling the 
follow-up public hearing.

Because last night’s hearing 
took more than two hours, and 
because the board adjourn^ its 
meeting at the pre-determined 
II o’clock, no actions were 
taken on any agenda items. 
They were deferred to next 
’Tuesday, Dec. 11.

Weiss explained that the 
sewer proposal stenns from a 
petition for their instillation 
signed by five property owners.
A '^ c o m p re h e n s iv e  and 
m axim um  p lan ”  for the 
sewering was explained by 
Weiss and Town Engineer 
Walter Senkow.

The proposed system, an 8- 
inch shallow line and not, as 
Weiss explained, a trunk line, 
would be placed in Keeney St., 
beginning at Hackmatack St., 
would run south, tying in to 
Leland Dr., Linwood Dr., 
Garden Grove Rd. and Erie St., 
then would run through two 
private properties, and would 
tie into ffie Folly Brook 12-inch 
trunk-line sewage system.

The latter was constructed as 
part of the townwide sewage 
system, when the Secondary 
^wage-Treatment Plant was 
built. Its cost was financed with 
85 percent federal funds and 15 
per cent sewer department 
funds (the latter to be repaid by 
sewage fees).

Weiss said the estimated cost 
of the new system to property 
owners would be about $20 per 
front foot, plus $350 to bring the 
sewer line from the middle of 
the street to the edge of. the 
property line, plus whatever it 
costs to bring the line into the 
dwelling and connect it to the 
house system.

Weiss read a report from the 
State Health Department, 
which orders the town to cor­
rect sanitary sewage violations 
in the area. The report claimed 
that soil conditions there make( 
septic tanks inoperable.

Health Director Alice Turek 
explained that four substandard 
violations exist on Kenney St., 
where effluent is being dis­
charged into open streams, 
against regulations.

She said the Condition can be 
corrected only with sanitary 
sewers. She said “cease and 
desist” orders sent to the 
violators can be deferred until 
such time as sewers are con­
structed and the homeowners 
tie into them.

Weiss, replying to the ques­
tion, “What if the sewers aren’t 
put in? said, “If no solution is 
made, the properties can be 
declared unfit ,for human oc­
cupancy.”

Weiss said assessm ents 
against the 150 property  
owners o)uld be paid when 
billed or could be deferred over 
a 15-year periocf — the latter at 
9 per cent Interest per year.

Almost all the objections to 
the sewers is because of the 
cost involved — ranging from 
$4,000 or $5,000 per home to as 
high as $20,000.

Board Secretary Phyllis 
Jackston said she has the 
original petition, signed by the 
five persons requesting the 
sewers; another in opposition.

signed by a considerable 
number of people; and another, 
also signed by a considerable 
number of persons, asking that 
revenue-sharing funds be used 
to finance the cost.

Thuenis Werkoven, one of 
three men who led the opposi­
tion (the others were William 
Hooker and form er Town 
Director Frank Stamler), said 
he, too, was circulating a peti­
tion. He said it already was 
signed by 90 to 95 per cent of the 
residents, opposed to the plan 
because of its high cost.

He said the signators aren’t 
opposed to the sewers, but only 
to the cost. He said they’d 
accept them if the town can 
come up with some other way 
of financing them.

Stamler, who was on the 
Board of Directors in 1965-when 
it took no action on a proposal

Lydall, Inc., a Manchester- 
based manufacturing. complex 
with eight plants in IlvW'states, 
is  taking steps to cu t its  
$lMimillion annual energy 
usage by 10 per cent, and It is 
working on an emergency 20 
per cent curtailment plan just 
in case the energy crisis gets 
worse.

The goal of an immediate 10 
per cent cutback won’t have 
any effect on employment, 
Lydall chairman Robert Fulier 
said, and there are no plans to 
reduce the 24-hour-a-day, 6-day 
work week.

“We’ve already done the ob­
vious things,” Fuller said, poin­
ting out elimination of un­
necessary lighting, lowering of 
therm ostat tem peratures, 
reduction of heated water 
temperatures, and restrictions 
concerning use of company 
vehicles.

“The important things, which 
can mean big savings, are being 
implemented as we study 
them,” Fuller said.

Each of Lydall’s six division 
managers is charged with 
developing an energy manage­
ment program for his plants. 
Fuller explained, as Lydall 
operations vary considerably. 
“ We make everything from 
steel balls to filter paper,” he 
said.

erm Iseveral of the firm’s plants in­

clude checking buildings and 
Equipment for heat losses, 
better maintenance ot tioilers 
and' steam pipes, and “serious 
engineering study” of manufac­
turing processes.

“We’re bearing down and 
studying” operation of heavy 
equipment used in the plants, 
Fuller said, noting that Lydall 
uses “thousands and thousands 
of horsepower” drying paper 
and fiberboard and making 
steel balls.

One specific example cited by 
Fuller was in paper making, 
where a large part of the 
process is the removal of 
water. “ A huge amount of 
water has to be removed during 
the process,” F’uller said, “and 
about two-thirds of it is taken 
out by air and heat, with the 
o th e r th ird  rem oved by 
pressing and squeezing.”

Because removal of water by 
heat requires so much energy, 
plant officials are working to 
increase the amount of water 
removed by pressing, which 
consumes less energy.

Cutbacks in -energy  use 
already being worked on should 
reach the overall goal of a 10 
per cent reduction. Fuller said, 
but a fear that the energy situa­
tion might get worse — depen- 
d ing on w o rld w id e  
developments — is prompting

r '
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further planning for a 20 per 
cent emergency reduction.

“We have to be prepared,” 
Fuller said, emphasising that 
L,ydaV\ co u ld  m a in ta in  
operations even with a 20 per 
cent energy cutback. But he’s 
not sure what the results would 
be, and a f te r  a p lan  is 
developed a “dry run” of the 
em ergency procedures is 
planned.

“This year we’ll purchase 
about $lV3million worth of 
energy in different forms,” 
Fuller explained. The firm’s 
usage is divided into one-half 
electricity and one-half natural 
gas, fuel oil, diesel fuel, and 
gasoline.

Fuller said he’s received 
assurances of adequate natural 
gas and fuel oil supplies — un­
less federal regulations or in­
ternational events change the 

, situation — but the outlook for 
diesel fuel and gasoline isn’t so 
good.

An energy conservation 
program is a “healthy exercise 
in good management,” Fuller 
said, adding that “ nothing 
breeds innovation and creativi­
ty more than a crisis.”

Fuller said it’s “most un­
usual” to see an energy crisis in 
peacetime, and he commented 
that response to energy conser­
vation has be^n ’ outstanding. 
‘‘There is co n cern ,” he 
emphasized.

The concern reaches into 
Lydall’s home office at 615 
Parker St., where hallway 
lights are all turned off and hot 
water tem peratures in the 
executive washrooms have 
been cut way down.

Fuller has even removed the 
fluorescent light bulbs from one 
of the two fixtures in his own of­
fice. “Every kilowatt counts,” 
he said.

Bridge police said an es­
timated 200 trucks blocked the 
accesses to the two-span, eight- 
lane bridge which normally 
carries 45,000 vehicles a day 
across the Delaware River.

“All approaches to the bridge 
are blocked,” said Sgt. John 
Tidewell of the bridge police. 
“ A few cars are trickling 
through, but no trucks are 
moving.”

No attempt was made to 
remove the truckers and of­
ficials said the drivers per­
mitted emergency vehicles to 
cross.

The heavily traveled New 
Jersey Turnpike begins at 
Deepwater, on the New Jersey 
side of the bridge, and state 
police diverted traffic off the 
turnpike because of the tie-up.

Other demonstrations tied up 
traffic in Ohio and Penn­
sylvania early today as drivers 
com plained  re s tr ic t io n s  
resulting from the energy crisis 
are interfering with their way 
of earning a living.

Traffic began moving on the 
Ohio Turnpike a t dawn, 
following blockades that closed 
the toll road for several hours. 
State police said 300 to  400 
trucks v?ere Involved a t one 
point.

Drivers threatened new stop­
pages this morning. Walter 
Barclay of Omaha, Neb., said 
truckers who have teen staging 
periodic blockades as they 
moved across Ohio since 
Tuesday morning would shut 
down the in terchange of 
Interstate 70 and 270 at the east 
edge of Columbus. He es­
timated 200 to 300 truckers 
were involved.

DETROIT (AP) -  Auto in­

dustry layoffs mean pay losses 
for hundreds of auto workers, 
perhaps the loss of their jobs. 
But to thousands of their fellow 
workers, the layoffs are a 
welcome holiday season respite 
since they will still get the bulk 
of their pay through unemploy­
m ent com pensation  and 
supplemental unemployment 
benefits guaranteed in the union 
contracts. The Big Three 
American auto makers have an­
nounced layoffs for more than 
200,000 of their 720,000 workers, 
with most of the layoffs set for 
a week or less.

James Cox, public informa­
tion officer for the Penn­
sylvania State Police, said 
truckers locked their cabs and 
left the trucks in gear, making 
it impossible to tow them. He 
said police had little choice 
other than to break windshields 
of vehicles that had to be 
moved.

There was no indication of a 
concerted nationwide effort by 
truckers to tie up traffic, but 
sqme drivers and a West (ioast 
trade magazine have called for 
such a move.

The American Trucking 
Association, a trucking industry 
o rg a n iz a tio n , and the  
T eam sters Union, which 
represents 400,000 drivers, both 
disclaimed involvement in the 
protest.

The truckers want an in­
crease in the 55-mile-per-hour 
speed limit imposed in many 
areas, and they also want a 
price ceiling placed on tile 
diesel fuel most trucks use.

In Chicago, Teamsters Union 
President Frank E. Fitzsim­
mons said Teamster contracts 
may have to be reopened if the 
55 m.p.h. speed limits are kept 
in force and wages fall. Many 
drivers are paid on a mileage 
basis, and slower speeds mean,
