MCC Will Prolong Closing

There’s a “very slim chance” that the 
energy crisis will result in closing of 
Manchester Community College (MCC) 
longer thâ n the scheduled, four-week 
semester break this winter, according to 
Dr. Herbert Bandes, MCC’s director of ad­
ministrative affairs. ,

Bandes said, however, thaTstate of­
ficials for Connecticut’s 12 community 
colleges are continuing to discuss the 
possibility.

MCC is scheduled to  end its fall 
semester Dec. 24, and the school would be 
closed until Jan. 21, when the spring 
semester starts.

Bandes said a longer winter closing 
might create a problem for the 500-to-600 
armed forces veterans who attend the 
college, because federal s ta tu tes 
regulating financial assistance for 
veterans set a maximum 30-day gap 
between college semesters.

Financial aid to veterans would be 
affected if there was a longer closing, 
Bandes explained, noting that MCC 
doesn’t want to do anything that would 
jeopardize the status of students who are 
veterans.

Bandes reported that MCC has taken a 
number of steps — including lowering

thermostat temperatures and reducing 
lighting — because of the energy crisis.

F^irther energy saving measures will be 
taken during the semester break, he said,'" 
and no problems with fuel supplies are 
expected.

Thermostats at both the Hartford Rd. 
and Bidwell St. campuses have been set at 
68 degrees in daytime and at 60 degrees 
when buildings are unoccupied, Bandes 
said. During the winter vacation, most 
thermostats will be down to 60 degrees all 
the tinrie, he said.,

Bandes said no problems with heating^ 
fuel are anticipated, as the Bidwell S t/ 
campus is heated by electricity and the 
Hartford Rd. building is heated by natural 
gas.

Lighting at both campuses is split 
between photocell-controlled devices — 
which can’t be turned off — and switch- 
controlled fixtures, which are being shut 
off nights and weekends, Bandes said.

Gasoline shortages haven’t yet affected 
MCC, Bandes noted, because of the 
minimal usage; About 40 to 50 gallons a 
month. The college has only two passenger 
cars, a truck, and 2 three-wheeled 
vehicles, he said.

PZC Moves To Tighten 
Control of Conservation

A regulation to tighten up the 
conservation aspect of zoning 
law was discussed at Tuesday 
night’s South Windsor Planning 
and Zoning Commission public 
hearing, l l i s  new regulation is 
one of several being considered 
which will give the commission 
more control over development 
of the town.

Last month discussion was 
heard on Planned Residential 
Zoning regulations which would 
also give the commission tight 
control over deyelopers coming 
into South Windsor.

llie new regulations would 
require a conservation plan to 
be submitted with any applica­
tion for a subdivision or a site 
plan of development. The plan 
would detail or outline the 
proposals for soil erosion 
prevention, sediment control 
and any other conservation 
measures that might be taken.

The' plan submitted must tell 
when the topsoil will be 
stripped, where it will be 
stored, for how long and what

method of stabilization will be 
used.

C om m ission C hairm an  
William Grace said that the 
commission considers the 
regulation a welcome addition 
to th e  to w n ’s zoning  
regulations.

The South Windsor Conserva­
tion Commission favors the 
proposal, according to Cynthia 
Wote, its chairman.

An application for a site plan 
of development for Savin 
Brothers, Inc. of South Satellite 
Rd. was discussed. The plan 
calls for construction of an in­
dustrial building in an In­
dustrial Park Zone. The split­
faced rock exterior of the 
building will be in keeping with 
the appearance of surrounding 
buildings.

The building will house a food 
distributor. No preparation of 
food will take place on the 
premises since the East Hart­
ford company deals with pre­
packaged foods.

Kurt Dembeck of South Wind­

sor expressed the only criticism 
heard. He was concerned with 
^ e  preservation of the trees on 
the site. Grace assured him 
that the commission fully in­
tends to prevent the un­
necessary destruction of any 
trees on the site.

Three homeowners on the 
G overnor’s Highway a re  
applying for a zone change from 
Industiral to A-20 for their 
p ro p e r ty .  Two of th e  
applicants, Paul Houle and 
Martin Rulnick, have owned 
their property for more than 10 
years and never knew that what 
they thought was residential 
property had been changed to 
industrial. Now they want to 
return the zone to residential.

The error can be traced to 
.1968 when the property was in­
correctly zoned. Now the com­
mission wants to correct the 
mistake.

The third homeowner, John 
Aliansky, initiated the action 
because he wants to subdivide 
his lot to make another lot.

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Schools Faced 
With Problem 
Of Cutbacks

School s c h e d u le s  and 
curricuiuni will have to un­
dergo a complete overhauling 
as a result of Wednesday’s 
mandate by the state Board of 
Education th a t all public 
schools extend Christm as 
vacations three days and close 
their buildings at 4 p.m. and on 
weekends from Dec. 21 through 
April 15.

The board’s ruling does not 
apply to nonpublic schools.

Former closing proposals 
which drew objections from 
many educators were rejected 
by the state board.

.The problems of ex tra ­
curricular activities pose multi­
ple -problems as to when, if 
possible, or where.

Although the closing order is 
for 4 p.m., the state board made 
a bid for “broad-based” support 
by amending the closing edict 
to permit a 5:30 closing for 
regularly scheduled student ac­
tivities. Where there are double 
sessions, those schools are per- 
m itM  later closing times. 
Public meetings are allowed 
once every two weeks except on 
Friday nights.

Ja m e s  P . K ennedy , 
superintendent of schools, said 
the limited use of school 
buildings and modification of 
the school calendar had raised a 
“host of questions.”

He said the Board of Elduca- 
tion will take any and all ap­
propriate steps to save energy, 
and that town public schools 
will cooperate wherever possi­
ble with the state leadership.

Kennedy said the board is 
awaiting detailed, written in­
structions and recommen­
dations from the state.

“We plan to meet with other 
area school officials, with state 
officials, with major users, of 
the school facilities, and with 
representatives of private and 
parochial schools within the 
next few days,” Kennedy said.

The board also plans to 
request a legal opinion from the 
town counsel as to the state 
board’s authority to modify the 
school calendar and to restrict 
use of the town’s schools.

When a picture of the schools’ 
fuel status for at least the im­
mediate future is obtained, the 
school administration will 
prepare recommendations for 
the Board of Education.

Until a fte r the. board’s 
scheduled meeting Dec. 17, all 
plans and recommendations for 
actions concerning Manchester 
public schools should be con­
sidered tentative, Kennedy 
said.

The Rev. Robert E. Saunders, 
principal at East Catholic High 
School, is awaiting instructions 
from the Hartford Archdiocese 
before taking any action in 
altering the school’s schedule.

S. John Garofalo, director of 
Howell Cheney Regiona^l 
Vocational apd Technical 
School, says he wishes there 
had been more discussion on a 
lower level involving school 
faculties and staff.

“We could have weathered 
this situation,” he said. The 
question of what will happen to 
the classified people — clerks, 
typists, office personnel — is 
uncertain, said Garofalo. He 
doesn’t know whether the state 
will continue their salaries 
during the school shutdown.

M anchester Community 
College has been using the 
facilities of Cheney Tech for 
th e ir  b a sk e tb a ll ' gam es. 
Garofalo said MCC would have 
to either reschedule their 
games or try to find other 
facilities. He also said Cheney 
Tech would have to rearrange 
its own sports schedule to in-

T ruckers Continue 
Road Blockade

Protesting truckers main­
tained blockades today on 
Ohio’s two major east-west 
highways. Police cleared two 
blocked highways in Michigan.

The truckers are protesting 
the high cost of fuel for their 
rigs and lowered s p ^  limits, 
both brought on by the energy ' 
crisis.

Federal and state officials 
tried  alternate ly  without 
success Wednesday to per­
suade, mollify or threaten the 
drivers to clear blockades on 
Interstate 70 and the Ohio ’Turn­
pike. Hundreds of trucks halted 
traffic for 112 miles on the turn-' 
pike and for 10 miles on 1-70.

Ohio Gov. John J. Gilligan 
threatened to take court actiqii 
if the truck blocks remained in 
place today.

State fe^er roads into 1-70 
east of Columbus, which also 
had been blocked by the 
tru c k e rs , w ere  c le a re d  
Wednesday night after state of­
ficials threatened to arrest any 
driver who refused to move his 
truck.

Most drivers left the .15 
blocked access intersections 
voluntarily. Six didn’t, and they 
were arrested by riot-equipped 
Ohio highway patrolmen ac­
companied by National Guard 
crews on tow trucks.

In Michigan, police arrested 
 ̂one driver as they cleared 

* blockades early today from 
Interstate 94 west ol Detroit 
and In terstate 75 north of 
Detroit. '

Elsewhere, Gov. Milton J.. 
Shapp of P e n n sy lv a n ia  
threatened to use the National 
Guard to keep roads clear. New 
Jersey Goy. William T. CahlU 
put the Guard, on a le r t , ;  
declaring deliberate obstruc­
tion would not be tolerated.

In Washington, Transporta­
tion Secretary  Claude S. 
Brinegar urged the truckers to 
l if t  th e ir  blockades and 
promised to investigate their 
charges of price-gouging on 
truck fuel. B rinegar also 
promised a review of the 
allocation of fuel at truck stops.

C lyde T. Lusk of th e  
Transportation Department’s 
energy office told turnpike 
truckers at a meeting in Berlin 
Heights, Ohio, the Cost of 
Living Council would in­
vestigate their claims that they 
are charged as much as $1.16’ 
gallon for fuel. Some protesting 
drivers have demanded a 
ceiling of 35.9 cents per gallon.

The mass protest by truckers 
in Ohio came on the heels of a 
demonstration earlier in the 
day which blocked traffic over 
the Delaware Memorial Bridge 
at Wilmington, on the main 
highway route linking New 
York City and Washington, D.C.

’Truckers blocked access over 
the eight-lane, two-span bridge 
for seven hours early Tuesday. 
The bridge ca rrie s  45,000 
vehicles a day.

Truckers had also staged 
highway blockades in Penn­
sylvania, New York, New 
Jersey, Indiana, Connecticut 
and-Arkansas.

• Renovation of the old 
operating room, recovery 
room, and sterile processing 
area to create a new 20-bed 
rehabilitation unit. Those older 
areas were vacated in 1971 
when the hospital’s new east 
wing opened.

• R e p la c e m e n t of the  
existing roof Watkins Wing, 
which was built in 1959.

• Air conditioning patient 
areas in the Watkins Wing.

• Installation of a 160-ton 
“chiller unit” to furnish chilled 
water for air conditioning.

• Installation of a new 
elevator in a spare elevator 
shaft in the Watkins Wing.

• Installation of a new boiler 
to provide back-up margin for 
the en tire  hosp ita l. The 
hospital’s existing boiler plant 
was built ^ix years ago.

The seven items approved by 
the hospital trustees are sub­
ject to approval of the Commis- 
$ion of Hospitals and Health 
Care, the Connecticut Depart­
ment of Public Health, and the 
Connecticut Hospital Planning 
Commission.

If the 
MMH plans are approved and 
final bids established by Jlfne, 
the project should be completed 
by June 1975, Dittus said.

Oil Lack 
Ups Status 
Of Dollar

LONDON (AP) — And now 
for some good news about oil — 
for Americans anyway.

’The latest supply cuts and 
price increase by Arab oil 
producers have helped put the 
U.S. foliar on the threshold of a 
spectacular recovery overseas.

Many bankers and officials ih 
Europe now expect the dollar to 
be among the strongest curren­
cies in the world in 1974. Tliere 
is talk in London’s financial 
c o m m u n ity  th a t  th e  
twice devalued dollar may have 
to be revalued upward next 
year.

The Arab oil squeeze may be 
designed primarily to pressure 
the United States. But it could 
actually help the American 
economy in two important 
ways, one short term and the 
other long term.

Short-term  benefits are 
already apparent. The floating 
dollar, which had fallen in value 
by more than 15 per cent in 
Europe since last Febriiary’s 
devaluation, has now regained 
most of that ground.

Foreign exchange dealers 
here say one important reason 
behind the recovery is the oil 
squeeze.

He will also propose that pne 
time gifts not l»  included as in­
come. “ There are certain 
situations where a person may 
get a gift in a single year which 
would disqualify him from the

tax relief. Only gifts that are 
repetitive should be counted as 
income,” he said.

Another change would give 
applicants the right to appeal to 
the State Tax (Commission, a 
right they presently do not 
have. Also an applicant’s 
application should be held 
strictly confidential.

The governor also proposed 
that the residency provision, 
which requires one to live in the 
state for the five previous years 
to be eligible for benefits, be 
changed to a total residency in 
the state of five years. “ A per­
son could live in the state all his 
life, move out of the state for 
one year, and then return to 
find himself disqualified,” he 
said.

The age of the surviving 
spouse should be 60 years to be 
consistant with the former act, 
was another of his proposals.

“The easiest way to protect

the people who would lose 
someting under the new system 
is to provide an option so that 
any of you who were satisfied 
with the old system dr would 
fare better under the old 
system, can still apply it. For 
those, particularly the renters, 
who obviously had no benefits 
before, they can apply the new 
system. So you could really 
have the benefits of both 
worlds. Which ever woiH'd work 
better for you, you can take ad­
vantage of that law,he said.

To Kreskin Incident I

The Kreskin incident of a week ago at 
Manchester High School has been called 
an “unfortunate misunderstanding” by 
school officials.

At the same time, officials seek a 
“speedy solution” to disposition of the 
check — Kreskin’s fee — in a letter to ' 
Kreskin’s personal manager.

The contents are in a statefhent released 
by the office of Dr. James Kennedy, 
superintendent of Manchester public 
schools.

The statement is as follows:

‘^Wilson E. Deakin,  a s s i s ta n t  
superintendent for administration of the 
Manchester public schools, has in­
vestigated events surrounding the so- 
called ‘incident’ at the Kreskin perfor­
mance last Wednesday evening at 
Manchester High School. The ‘incident-’ 
comes from Kreskin’s failure to find the 
check which was hidden as part of his act 
and his subsequent charge that he had 
been treated unfairly. Mr. Deakin has 
talked to all of the parties involved from 
Manchester and has lidd telephone conver­
sations with Kreskin’s agents in Hartford 
and in Pennsylvania. Mr. Deakin also has 
followed closely the newspaper accounts 
of this incident both iocally and from a 
wire service.”
’“It is evident that an unfortunate mis­

understanding has arisen. It seems that 
there have been misjudgments made by 
some of our .staff at'Manchester High 
School and by Kreskin. There are also- 
some remarks attributed to Kreskin’s 
agents, which in the judgment of school of­

ficials, were unjustifiably harsh concer­
ning the role of our staff. It seems clear 
that at least the appearance was given 
that two members of the staff were not 
completely cooperative with Kreskin. It 
also seems clear that Kreskin made errors 
in judgment which compounded the 
problem.

“To preclude even the impresion that in"̂  
some way advantage was taken of Kreskin 
and to cover expenses for a promotion 
which did.iose money, the following steps 
wiil be taken: Kreskin or his agents will be 
contacted to request that we jointly name 
a charity which wili be the recipient of the 
disputed check. If Kreskin does not, res­
pond to this request, the check in question 
will be donated to a local charity. Both 
Kreskin and his local agent were offered 
this check at least three times last 
Wednesday evening and on each occasion 
the check was refused. He is quoted as 
saying that he did not even feel the money 
worthy to be donated to what is reported 
to be his favorite charity. The Big 
Brothers. That, in our judgment, is a 
harsh statement and reflects with un­
necessary severity on the integrity of our 
staff. We hope that Kreskin will recon­
sider that statement and join with us in 
bringing resolution to this unfortunate in­
cident which we regret.”

Deakin has sent a letter t« Lou Reda in 
Easton, Pa., Kreskin’s personal manager, 
with the recommendations mentioned in 
the above statement as to the disposition 
of the check for Kreskin’s performance.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
Ignited by record costs for fuel, 
wholesale prices leaped sharply 
in November, the Department 
of Labor said today.

The department said the 
wholesale price index rose 1.8 
per cent last month on a 
seasonally adjusted basis and 
1.6 per cent on an unadjusted 
basis, reversin'! a two-month 
trend in which wholesale prices 
had declined.

Wholesale prices of fuels, and 
other energy products jumped 
19.3 per cent, the highest on 
record for one month. Jt sur­
passed the previous high of 4.1 
per cent in January 1948.

Despite the increase in fuel 
costs, prices for farm products 
and processed foods and feed 
dropped sharply, falling A5 per 
cent below October, the report, 
said.

Prices of consumer foods, 
those bought by suppliers ready 
for the supermarket, were 
down six-tenths of one per cent 
on a seasonally adjusted basis 
and showed a small one-tenth of 
one per cent rise before 
seasonal pricing patterns were 
taken into account.

Leading the explosive in­
crease in energy prices were 
costs of refining petroleum 
products^ including gasoline, up 
a record 34.7 per cent.

Crude oil prices jumped 4.5 
per cent; electric power 1.1 per 
cent, and coal 6.6 per cent.

The leap in fuel prices pushed 
up prices for industrial com­
modities by 3.2 per cent, the 
highest on record on a seasonal­
ly adjusted basis. ^

Troopers Ask Meskill 
To Join Negotiations

• bill restoring the death penalty.,
“I have not yet made up m y’ 

mind what to do,” Sargent told 
them.

S a r g e n t  l a t e r  j o i n e d  
members of his staff in meeting 
with the officers in the Gardner 
Auditorium of the State House.

The officers, had ea r lie r  
attended—as did Sargent — the 
funeral in the Brighton section 
of John Schroder, a Boston 
detective shot to death when he 
interrupted a holdup last wee^. 
Schroeder’s brother Walter was 
s imilarly killed three years 
ago.

The bill the officers urged 
passage for would restore 
capital punishment for nine 
sorts of murder, including that 
of a police officer.

Despi t e p l eas  of the i r  
leaders, the officers staged one 
of the loudest demonstrations in 
the memory of veteran State 
House newsmen.

Some of the shouted im­
precations included “ run- 
runner” — a reference to a 
sporting goods, store Sargent 
owns in Orleans. Shouts also 
rang but of, “You automatical­
ly start out with 100,000 votes 
against you” — apparently a 
reference to the votes of 
policemen and their families — 
and “How many of the 10,000 
went to Schroeder.’s funeral” — 
a reference to the number of 
signatures on an anti-death 
penalty petition presented to 
Sargent last week by Boston 
University President John 
Silber.

Sen. Jack H. Backman, a 
leader of foreps opposed to the 
bill, watched the demonstration 
but ap p a r e n t l y  went un­
recognized.

Chester Broderick, head of 
the Boston Police Patrolmen’s 
Association, said, “The benefit 
we are looking for is . to stop 
being shot at irt the streets.’’

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Blind Writer
A Iso Handyman

NEW YORK ( A P ) - I n  addi­
tion to writing books and teach­
ing English in college, Robert 
Russell likes to think of himSelf 
as a pretty good handyman.

It’s not unusual to see him 
clambering around on the roof 
of hir summer house on Hay 
Islan < 'n the Thousand Islands 
installing n television antenna

or replacing a shingle or work­
ing down by the waterside nail­
ing a broken dock together.

What does make these 
achlfevements remarkable is 
that Russell is blind, and has 
been since the age of 5 when he 
was accidentally struck in the 
face with a croquet mallet. The 
48-year-old writer-teacher, who 
tells of his love for islands in 
his latest book “The Islandf, 
says he taught himself his 
handyman skills primarily be­
cause there was no one else to 
do the jobs on the island where 
he, his wife, and their four chil­
dren spend their summers.

But there is another reason. 
"I have’ taught for many years 
now and I am committed to it,” 
says Russell drawing thought­
fully on a cigar. “1 spend nine 
months of the year teaching 
and the other three at our place 
on Hay Island. After I've fin­
ished teaching I don’jt̂  really 
know if I’ve accomplished any­
thing because what I’ve done, if 
anything, exists in the minds of 
other people.

"But on the island I am-con­
fronted with real problems — a 
leaking roof, a broken dock. 
These are solvable problems, 
not abstract ones. They are not 
like educational problems. They 
are clearly defined and if you 
work hard you know you can 
solve them. The ability to deal 
with problems like that as they 
arise gives me a simple pleas- 
ire .”

Russell, who graduated from 
Yale and then went on to more 
advanced studies at Oxford, be­
gan teaching at Franklin and 
Marshall College in Lancaster, 
Pa., some 18 years ago.

“1 taught at two other col­
leges before that,” hq says with 
a laugh. “ And at both places I 
got-the job because the teach­
ers they originally hired failed 
to show up. They were more or 
less forced into taking me, But 
at F&M even though they knew 
I was blind they considered me 
equally with the other appli- 
caitts and then they gave the 
job to me.”

During his time at the school, 
Russell served as chairman of 
the English Department for 
eight years but resigned the 
post recently "because I’ve had 
enough of administration. I 
want to spend more time in the 
classroom. I have no problems 
teaching because of my blind­
ness. 'The student papers are 
recorded, I listen to them, and 
then I type out my coimnents.”

Russell, who has published a 
novel, a textbook and two auto­
biographical books, also says 
writing his books “ is no 
problem. I have a sense of how 
long a page is and I can tell 
when I’ve typed it full.

“ It's revising that gives me 
pain. After I write something, 
someone has to read it to me, 
and I suggest changes which 
they make for me. Or I’ll make 
inserts which someone has to 
put in for me. Then they read 
the whole thing back to me and 
I retype it all.”

Russell says he hasn’t started 
to work on another book since 
publishing "The Island^” but “I 
do have a book of criticism in 
mind. I've also got a couple of 
ideas for plays.”

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Hurray For The Truckers
Hurray for the truck drivers.
By their protest blocking on some of 

the nation’s m ajor highways, in­
c lu d in g  one in C o n n ec ticu t, to 
dramatize their opposition to new 
lower speed limits and other alleged 
grievances, they may be providing the 
impetus needed to get the Congress’ 
off its duff and really do something to 
restore national railroad freight ser­
vice.

We were more than amused with 
the  dem an d s o u tlin ed  by Ohio 
truckers. Among those demands 
were: A 65 m.p.h. speed limit (which 
means they’ll probably go 70 or 75), a 
ceiling price on d ie s ^  fuel (which 
means only the passenger car user 

, will get socked with energy-shortage 
\ isp ire d  increases), and a commit- 
m W  to earm ark gas taxes for road 
improvements only (which means 
energy conservation inherent in mass 
transit be damned).

Don’t underestimate the clout of the

trucking industry. I t has successfully 
in the past stopped many efforts to 
use gas tax money for mass transit 
and rail freight improvements. The 
use of the In terstate Highway System 
by passenger cars was merely a 
means of broadening the tax base to 
build it so truckers could clobber rail 
competitors.

In pursuing their self-interest in 
these times, the truckers have shown 
that profit and preferred treatm ent 
come ahead of the belt-tightening 
sacrifices being asked of the ordinary 
citizen.

It is our hope the Congress wijl keep 
these actions in mind as it prepares to 
vote soon on legislation to help the 
financially-ailing Northeast railroads.

Maybe this will hasten the tim e 
when truckers will have to hustle for 
orders to haul rather than hustle down 
the highway under self-imposed high 
speed limits.

Gas-Less Sunday Crisis
It has long been known that the 

American male is only in the driver’s 
seat when he is a t the wheel of his car.

This is proven by the fact that in 
two-car families, one is inevitably 
designated as “her” car and the only 
time the children are admonished to 
stay quiet is “while daddy is driving.” 
And with judicious window control, a 
good stereo, and noisy tires, backseat 
driving noise can be screened out.

Thus the gasless Sunday presents a 
real crisis for the American male who 
must now be content to stay several 
hours in an alien and hostile environ­
ment called home.

Unless he takes some preventive 
measures, he faces a multitude of dis­
ruptions which virill have him climbing 
the wall if not counteracted.

Remembering there is something 
about a wife that doesn’t  like an able- 
bodied male lying around the house, it 
is necessary to adopFa life-style that 
minimizes opportunities for furniture 
moving, storeroom cleaning, yard 
work, entertaining the children, and 
all those things that prevent studious 
concen tra tion  on the  parade  of 
gladiators on television.

River, Ohio; to Beverly Hills, 
Malibu, Fullerton, Woodland

enough.

The pdople were of all sorts 
and conditions, forming the 
elusive m ystery  we ca ll 
America.

They have been throu^ more 
than their share in the past 
decade, w ith w renching, 
scarring social changes, with 
casualty lists and those fateful 
telgram s, with an eeries, 
almost somnambulist presiden- 
t i a l  e le c t io n ,  w ith  th e  
Watergate headlines and the TV

scenario, with Hanoi bombings 
and'the Mideast crisis, with a

Do you blame them for 
feeling battered and tongue- 
strung?

They don’t like it — but they 
respond. In their own^way. If 
you have any idea of the praple 
as a great ear and maw in­
gesting, swallowing whatever is 
fed them by the President or his 
critics, forget it. They are 
selective — In their wraths, 
th e ir  tolerations, tb e ir  
judgments: They don’t like or 
trust Mr: Nixon but they don’t 
much want him out, whether by 
resignation, impeachment, 
ascension or whatever. TTiey 
are skeptical about his personal 
explanations but they tend to 
accept his decisions on energy 
and gird themselves for the 
ordeal.

I don’t get the sense of 
polarizings I got two or three 
y e a rs  ag o . No g r e a t  
enthusiasms come across as 
they put questions to me, but no 
hatreds either, and fewqr fears. 
They know that America, like 
Europe and Japan, is over a 
barrel — an. oil barrel — and 
will get a good whacking. But 
they will see it through.

They may even enjoy some of 
it, as they did in Uk̂  World 
War II days when they had a 
sense of common purpose. They 
drive slower now, even without 
motorcycle cops after them, 
and they heat their h o u ^  less. 
Tbey are getting out their 
bikes. They know we have been 
running on cheap energy a ^  
that the curves of energy con­
sumption and economic growth 
have been going up together and 
must now go down together. 
They recall the ecologists 
telling them that economic 
growth is not the greatest 
blessing.

Above all, they are losing 
their sense of helplessness 
which was the curse of Water- 
vate and the rest. They feel 
they can do something, and do it 
together which may mean, at 
long last, that energy will be 
replaced by synergy.

WASHINGTON -  “When the 
prisoners of war came home, 
everyone said the war was 
over. Everyone was talking of 
peace with honor. But when you 
abandon 1,300 men there is no 
peace with honor.”
^The event was a recent 
^thering on the Capitol steps 
of relatives of servicemen still 
missing in Southeast Asia. The 
speaker was Catherine Helwig, 
mother of one of the 1,300, a 
Marine missing since 1966.

When the P a ris  P eace  
Conference Agreement was 
signed last Jan. 27, 1,900 
American fam ilies looked 
forward to not spending another 
Christmas without their sons 
and husbands who w ere 
prisoners or were missing in ac­
tion in Southeast Asia. For all 
but about 600'of those families, 
those hope6 have turned to 
ashes.

According to the Pentagon, 
there \11 servicemen from 
Connecticut stilk^officially 
listied as missing m action in 
Southeast Asia.

“ I’m afraid I’m not op­
timistic about the situation get­
ting much better,” Dr. Shields 
continued. “We just don’t have 
much leverage any more.”

Leverage or not, one group 
that continues to exert pressure 
on the White House and on 
Congress to do something to aid 
the MIAs is the National 
L eague of F a m ilie s ,  of 
Am erican P risoners and 
Missing in Southeast Asia.

Families of most of the mis­
sing servicemen have joined 
the League, headquartered in 
Washington, and their financial 
contributions help to keep the 
issue in the public spotlight.

“After the latest Mideast 
war, Israel was able to learn 
more about is Missing in Aqtion 
in six days than we’ve b ^  able 
to learn in six years,” laments 
one of the League’s two full­
time staff workers. “We admit 
that it’s not easy to know just 
what the United States can do, 
but we’re not satisified that 
everything that can be done |ias 
been done. Someone has: to 
accept responsibility for tte.ac- 
counting of these men,” ishe 
added.

While the League seems un­
sure of what steps to take next, 
it is obviously convinced that 
the issue must be kept before 
the public if there is to be any 
hope of laying to rest once and 
for all which of the men are still 
alive and which are dead. Of­
ficials maintain that more than 
50 of the.missing were known to 
have been captured by the 
enemy.

Although many, if qot most, 
of the missing l,3iM) undoubted­
ly are dead, the nagging ques '̂ 
tion of just who is still alive and 
in captivity continues to haunt 
the families of those who didn’t 
return. And for them, it will be 
another lonely CTiristmas.

NOTICE
OF ADOPTION OF ORDINANCE 

In accordance with the provisions of Chapter 3, Section 1 and 9 
of the Town Charter, notice is hereby givenof the adoption by the 
Board of Directors of the Town of Manchester, Connecticut, 
November 27, 1973, of Ordinance as follows:

AN ORDINANCE ESTABUSMNG A COMMISSION ON 
HUMAN RaATIONS

SECTION 1. COMMISSION ON HUMAN RELATIONS 
There shall be a Commission on Human Relations consisting of 

nine members who shall be appointed by the Board of Directors 
and who shall serve without compensation. Of the nine members 
first appoin^, three shall be appointed for a term expiring on 
the first Monday of November, 1965; three shall be appointed for 
a term expiring on the first Monday of November, 1966; and three 
shall be appointed for a term expiring on the first Monday of 
November, 1967. Thereafter, all appointments to the Commission 
shall be for a term of three years. In the event of the death or 
resignation of any member of the Commission, a successor shall 
be appointed by the Board of Directors to serve the unexpired 
portion of the term for which such member had been appointed. 
No more than a bare majority of the Commission shall be 
members of the same political party and, as far as possible, the 
Commission shali represent a cross section of the Town of 
Manchester. The Commission shall elect its own chairman. 

SECTION 2. MEETINGS
The Commission should meet monthly and at such other times 

as the chairman may designate. Any four members of the Com­
mission may, in writing, request the chairman call a special 
meeting for a specific purpose, or purposes, and the chairman 
shali call such meeting fOr such purposes, in accordance with 
such Truest. A quorum will consist of five members and any mo­
tion will pass upon the approval of the majority of those present 
and voting.

SECTION 3. FUNCTIONS
The Commission shall be dedicated to the promotion of equal 

rights and opportunities for all citizens regardless of race, 
national origin, religion, sex, age, or economic status and to a 
better understanding among all groups in the community.

To this end the commission shall concern itself with:
1. assuring the equal protection of the laws and the full rights 

and privileges of all citizens.
2. promoting full equality of opportunity in the total economic, 

educational, political and cultural life of the community.
3. promoting improved communication, understanding and 

cooperation between all racial, ethnic, religions, age, and sex 
groups in the community.

4. ensuring equal employment opportunities in all levels of 
town government and equpl services by the Town of Manchester 
to all citizens.
Problems illustrative of these concerns would include:

1. various forms of discrimination and unequal treatment 
because of race, religion, sex and age.

2. the provision to individuals and families of recreation, in­
come, housing, medical care, education and employment oppor­
tunity to meet minimum requirements for social living as well as 
their^special and diverse needs.

3!^reas of tensions and misunderstanding arising among 
various citizens and groups of citizens particularly revolving 
around racial, age, sex and religious groupings.

SECTION 4. POWERS AND DUTIES:
The Commission shall be charged with the following duties: 

To cooperate with Federal, State, and Town agencies in 
developing an educational program for presentation in public and 
private schools, public libraries and such other suitable places of 
assembly on techniques for achieving harmonious inter-group 
relations within the Town of Manchester.

2. To enlist the cooperation of various racial, religious, and 
ethnic groups, community organizations, labor organizations, 
fraternal and benevolent associations and other groups in 
programs and campaigns devoted to eliminating the causes of the 
problems coming within the scope of the Conunission’s functions.

3. To study the field of human relations generally and to deter­
mine principles and practices which might be applied within the 
Town of Manchester.

4. 'To study Such human relations problems coming within its 
function that may be referred to it by the Board of Directors or 
General Manager or brought to its attention by commission 
members, individual citizens and community organizations.

5. To seek voluntary compliance with State and Federal laws 
relating-to Civil Rights.

6. To receive complaints of unlawful discrimination and un­
equal treatment and to refer such matters to the proper agency

. having jurisdiction in those matters.
7. To recommend to the Board of Directors such ordinances or 

programs as it may deem necessary to deal with these problems 
as they exist or to prevent such problems before they arise in the 
Town of Manchester.

8. To submit to the Board of Directors annually, or more 
fr^uently as the Board of Directors may prescribe or the Com­
mission may deem desirable, reports concerning the activities of 
the Commission, particular human relations problems and such 
recommendations as it may deem necessary or desirable

, SECTION 5. DIRECTOR
Th^Commission shall have the power, sub j^ t to the approval 

by the Board of Directors, to employ a Director of Human 
Relations who is properly qualified in experience and education 
in community relations work. In seeking the approval of the 
Board of Directors it will be necessary for the Commission to 
show the need for such a Director and that the job qualifications 
which they will establish for such position will be such as to in- 
sure the Town of Manchester acquiring a person who will fill the 
n ^ s  of the Town of Manchester. The salary for such Director 
shall be set by the Board of Directors at such time as the request 
for such Director is approved.

SECTION 6. MUNICIPAL AGENCIES 
The Commission on Human Relations shall have available the 

services of all other Town-departments and agencies for the 
assistance of the Commission in the discharge of the Com-

FORT MADISON, Iowa (AP) 
— Bobbie Ferguson wants Gov. 
Robert Ray to give him a life 
term in the lowa'State Peniten­
tiary so he can stay in the piace 
he regards as home.

Ferguson says he’s spent all 
but 16 months of his 39 years in 
various state institutions and he 
wants “a life term because I 
can’t live as a free person.” 

Ray’s office says the gover­
nor doesn’t have the authority 
to grant Ferguson’s request. 

Ferguson was bom in ' the

wom en’s refo rm ato ry  at 
Rockweii City of a convict 
mother he’s never known. Two 
days later he was taken to 
Woodward State Hospital, 
where he spent the next 14 
years as a ward of the court.

Since then he says he’s com­
mitted a succession of crimes 
designed to keep him in in­
stitutions where he feels secure 
and has friends. His record 
shows 18 convictions on charges 
which include robbery with 

ion, auto theft.

jailbreak, larceny and vagran­
cy.

“Bobbie is serving a life term 
on the installment plan,” says 
Nolan Ellandson, director of 
Iowa’s Bureau of Adult Correc- 
tionl

Ferguson’s current 10-year 
robbery sentence in the peniten- 
tiai7  here wilt be completed in 
12 months, but he says the 
specter of freedom haunts him.

“I don’t know how to live out­
side,” Ferguson said. “ My 
home is inside, and I want to

stay here for the rest of mv 
life.”

“It would be a joke if I am let 
out. Why go out and prove I 
don’t want out by rcibbing 
someone and hurting them?”

Ellandson said Ferguson’s 
latest prison sentence stems 
from a-1965 incident in which he 
robbed a Fort' Dodge service 
station of $10, then walked 
across the street and waited to 
be arrested.

Ray’s office said the gover­
nor can 'o n ly  commute a

sentence or pardon a prisoner 
but that he can’t extend a 
sentence.

Ferpson’s reply is that in 
that case he’d like to be 
transferred to the mental 
health institute at Mount Plea­
sant where he could live in a 
structured environment before 
re-entering society under* 
supervision.

" I  don’t want to hurt 
anybody,” Ferpson said. “I 
just want them to give me some 
help.”

Hiker Ends 
4,000-Mile 
Journey

NEWPORT, R.I. (AP) -  
Bruce Anderson Plasse began 
thinking about a 4,000-mile 
cross-country hike nearly two 
years ago while staring at a 
crack in the ceiling.

“That reminded me of a river 
on a map and my imagination 
sort of let go,” he Said as he 
completed a 21-month trek 
from Newport Beach, Calif., to 
the Atlantic Ocean here.

Wearing the same pair of 
hiking boots he set out in, 
Plasse showed no sign of 
fatigue as he marched across 
the Newport Bridge carrying a 
50-pound pack on his back and 
headed for a coastline spot a 
few miles away.

The end of the journey also 
marked his 27th birthday and 
his first reunion with his , 
parents in six months.

P la s s e ,  a n a tiv e  of 
Providence, R.I., who moved to 
Whittier, Calif., when he was 
four years old, said he had no 
regrets about making the trip, 
but added, “There’s no way I’m 
going to walk back to Califor­
nia.”

The former disc jockey and 
newsman for several southern 
California stations initially put 
aside thinking about the 
journey, but set out March 4, 
1972 after deciding “ I can 
always work later, but I can’t 
do this later.” He made several 
advance trips to the Mojava 
desert by car to bury stocks of 
food and water for the hottest 
part of the journey. After 
walking by night 2V4 weeks 
across the 300-mile desert, 
“I’ve virtually played every 
day by ear.”

He estimated he spent half of 
the 21-m onths w alk ing , 
averaging about 17 miles a day, 
and the other half staying with 
newly met friends or touring 
the countryside. He stopped for 
six months in Hutchinson, Kan., 
and became manager of a radio 
station after he was warned the 
state was in for a severe 
winter.

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From Your

Neighbor’s Kitchen
By Vivian F. Ferguson
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‘‘Black or w hite?”  the 
stewardess askeld. We were 
flying aboard BOAC to visit the 
Lord Mayor of Manchester, 
England. She had two serving 
pots in her bands. ‘‘Black or 
white?” she repeated.

I was to hear this phrase 
repeatedly while in England. 
When coffee Is offered, there is 
always a secdhd pot of hot milk. 
Often, the coffee will have a 
handle for the leff hand so the 
coffee and milk can be poured 
simultaneously into the cup. 
Hie same system is used when 
serving tea.

Coffee came into popularity 
in EngUnd'after World War II 
though' after^linner demitasse 
was served prior to that time. 
Servicemen returning from the 
continent and from North Africa 
brought it back with them. 
Today, it is common for many 
B ritishers to take tea at 
breakfast and at tea time, 
preferring coffee at lunch and 
the evening meal.

Each morning, we . would be 
awakened at the Town Hall in 
Manchester by a light tap on the 
door. In would come Rose, the 
quiet and efficient housekeeper 
carrying a small silver tray 
with two cups and a pot of hot 
tea. A nice way to start the day, 
as you would go on to breakfast 
later.

While in his year of office, the 
Lord Mayor and the Lady 
Mayoress are required to live in 
the Town Hall. They have a 
lovely 16-yeai'6ld daughter who 
is there with them. An older 
daughter is married, and is in­
cluded in all the many social 
functions required of the office.

The Town Hall of Manchester 
was built in 1877 and is a fine 
example of Gothic revival 
architecture. The Lord Mayor 
has his office there and the 
council chambers are in the 
building.

Throughout the building are 
beautiful arrangements of 
roses, chrysanthemums and 
other fresh flowers. These are 
changed, about every third day. 
There is always one on your 
dressing table and certainly one 
on the breakfast table.

Toast is served dry, crusts 
removed, in a toast rack, a 
common English practice. You

butter it yourself and add the' 
traditional E nglish 'jam  or 
preserves. Bacon is delicious. 
Cut in strips like ours, it is 
somewhat thicker and very lean 
containing almost no fat. It is 
referred to as Danish ham.
There are two kinds of sugar 

on the table; small white sugar 
cubes and a brown sugar called 
“coffee sugar.” This appears in 
goo d -sized  g ra n u le s  or 
pulverized.

As near as I could see in two 
weeks — one in Manchester, 
one in London, white pepper is 
the only one used. I did not see 
black pepper once during my 
visit.

Along with the eggs and 
Danish ham, there might be 
grilled slices of tomatoes or 
mushrooms. Again, there would 
be a platter of the Danish ham 
and sausages served without 
eggs.

At dinner parties, there is no 
smoking until the host (in this 
case, the Lord Mayor) makes 
the loyal toast to the (jueen. 
This takes place at the end of 
the meal or, if the host is in a 
generous mood, before the 
dessert.

At official functions aiid in all 
fine restaurants, menus and 
food are very much in French 
fashion which the English 
adopted fully by 1850.

At cocktail time, highballs 
are served in stem glasses. In a 
res^uraht, the serving will be 
sfhaller and almost no soda or 
water added. If ice is used, the 
cubs are about half the size we 
know. Sherry is a popular drink 
as is port after dinner. The 
English like champagne as 
much as we do. In fact, the 
French developed dry cham­
pagne for the British taste 
since they drank a sweeter 
type.

Appetizers, whether hot or 
cold, are called savories. I 
found to my surprise that this is 
very often served following 
dessert. At our first formal 
function, we were served Crab 
aux Oeufs a la Diable, hot 
deviled crab with eggs on toast. 
This is not a whole piece of 
toast, rather a good-sized 
canape. The idea is that one is 
cleaning the palate following the

“sweet” in preparation for the 
port to follow.

Often, two kinds of potatoes 
were served with the meat. 
There m ight be roasted  
potatoes as well as mashed, 
plus Yorkshire pudding and two 
kinds of bread or rolls. Potatoes 
were introduced during the 18th 
century. At first, the English 
were highly prejudiced as the 
plant looked like another 
poisonous plant. It took several 
years before they would even 
accept the potato as proper 
winter feed for cqttle.

A highlight of the trip was a 
visit to Chatsv7orth House 
where we were invited to tea by 
the Duke and Duchess of 
Devonshire. His Grace is the 
11th Duke of Devonshire. His 
b ro th er was m arried  to 
Kathleen Kennedy, both of 
whom lost their lives in World 
War II.

Chatsworth House is world 
renowned fpr its great priceless 
collections of art, furniture and 
books. There are 34,000 leather- 
bound volumes in the library. 
The gardens and plantings are 
extensive abounding with 
statua^ and fountains.

Tea is not now taken daily by 
most people. Rather,, it is 
reserved for guests though it is 
a nice carryover if one is going 
to the theater and wishes a late 
supper, the Duchess served both 
Java and Chinese tea. Two 
round tables were covered with 
a deep rose-colored Irish linen. 
P l a t e s  of p a p e r - t h i n  
sandwiches, scones, cookies, a 
chocolate geteau, a selection of 
homqfpreserved jam s anil 
jellies.

Tea time is the time for 
relaxing, for less serious con­
versation and for getting 
acquainted. It is a very nice 
custom indeed.

To -make a neat^ job of 
stitching a bias piece to a 
straight piece of material, 
pplace the bias piece on top 
and be careful not to stretcn 
the fabric. Carefully ease in 
any slight fullness in the bias 
piece as you go along the length 
of cloth you are sewing.

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Mayor Defends 
Selection Of 
Forum People

The way Manchester ap­
pointed two representatives to 
the Regionai Fori)m of the 
Capifol Region Councii of 
Governments (CRCOG) is 
“cause for aiarm’’ because 
they don’t adequateiy represent 
the citizens, the Rev. George 
Welles J r . ,  chairm an of 
Regional Citizens Unlimited, 
charged in a recent letter to 
East Hartford Mayor Richard 
Blackstone, CRCOG chairman.

But Manchester Mhyor John 
Thompson — who as the town’s 
chief elected official is a 
member of the CRCOG policy 
board and was responsible for 
selection of tbe Regional 
Forum appointees -- said the 
two Manchester represen­
tatives have "outstanding 
credentials” and “they will 
serve our community and the 
region very well.”

The two local representatives 
to the Regional Forum , 
selected by Mayor Thompson 
and ap p ro v ed  by the 
Manchester Board of Directors, 
are Dr. Frederick Lowe Jr., 
president of Manchester Com­
munity College, and Beldon 
Schaffer, d irector of the 
University of Connecticut 
Institute of Public Service.

The Rev. Mr. Welles of 
Regional Citizens Unlimited — 
"an  open-ended group of 
citizens from all areas of the 
region and with a wide range of 
backgrounds and interests” — 
says the Manchester represen­
tatives, as well as appointees 
from other region towns, are 
discriminatory because they 
don’t adequately represent 
women, the elderly, youth, or 
ethnic minority groups.

A resolution adopted by 
Regional Citizens Unlimited 
and the related Interim Citizens 
Assembly, the Rev. Mr. Welles 
said, charges that the selection 
process is in “direct violalibn” 
of the 1964 federal civil rights 
act and regulations of the U.S. 
Department of Housing and Ur­
ban Development, which funds 
CRCOG’s planning division.

S e lec tio n  of m uncipal 
representatives to the Regional 
Forum continue the “injustices 
created, maintained, ane con­
doned” by the Capitol Region 
P lanning Agency, which ' 
merged with the CRCOG in Ju­
ly, the resolution states. The 
Rev. Mr. Welles said many of 
the appointees to the CRCOG 
Regional Forum were formerly 
members of the planning agen­
cy citizens’ group.

Dr. Lowe was a member of 
the defunct citizras group, 
although Schaffer 'is a new­
comer to the regional organiza­
tion.

Mayor Thompson said he ac­
tively solicited throughout 
Manchester for. representatives 
to the Regional Forum — a 
p ro ced u re  su g g ested  by 
Regional Citizens Unlimited — 
and selected Dr. Lowe, who 
expressed an interest to serve 
on the Regional Forum, “on the 
basis of his past experience.” 

Thompson noted that the 
other former representative to 
the Capitol Region Planning 
Agency committee — Victor 
Moses — declined appointment 
to the new Regional Forum.

The Rev. Mr. Welles, main­
taining that Manchester’s ap­
pointees are unsatisfactory 
because they are both males 
and one of them (Dr. Lowe) 
belonged to the old citizens’ 
group, said that capable women 
and a bilingual youth were 
recommended for appointment.

Thompson said he received a 
total of 14 recommendations 

. from a variety of sources, and 
he. mentioned that the four 
names suggested by Regional 
Citizens Unlimited weren’t sub­
mitted until “very late in the 
game.”

’Three of those four names 
were immediately recognizable 
as local citizens who would be 
considered anyway, ’Thompson 
said, but the fourth was un­
known to him. He said Regional 
Citizens Unlimited suggested 
only the names and din’t in­
clude any background informa­
tion'iibout the people. ^

Mayor ’Thompson said selec­
tion of the two Manchester 
r e p r e s e n ta t iv e s  w a sn ’t 
political, which was another 
charge by the Rev. Mr. Welles.  ̂

Dr. Lowe and Schaffer are 
both Democrats — the same 
party as Thompson — but' 
Thompson said their names 
came from sources other than 
political parties.

’The Rev. Mr. Welles, an of­
ficial of the Greater Hartford 
Council of Churches, also 
criticized Regional Forum ap­
pointments made by othefr 
tow ns in b is  l e t t e r  to 
Blackstone and in the resolution 

^^^opted by Regional Citizens 
ynlimited.

Four of the most populous

suburban communities — West 
H artford, E ast H artford ,' 
Manchester and Wethersfield— 
have named only one. female 
and no minority persons in their 
appointments, the Rev. Mr. 
Welles said. He said only two 
municipalities — Bloomfield 
and Hartford — have "opened 
up the appointment proems to 
allow citizen participation.”

CRCOG Executive Director 
Dana Hanson said the- charges 
made by Regional Citizens 
Unlimited are prem ature 
b e c a u se  m u n ic ip a l a p ­
pointments to tbe Regional 
Forum haven’t been finished.

“It’s unfair; We haven’t been 
given a chance,” Hanson said.

Hanson explained that 27 of 
the 29 towns in the Capitol 
Region have joined CRCOG 
(Somers and Hebron are the 
two which haven’t joined), and 
only 15 of those 27 towns are 
now re p re se n te d  in the 
Regional Forum.

Towns with populations up to 
25,000 get one representative on 

' the Regional Forum, seven 
towns with population over 25,- 
000 get two representatives, 
and the City of Hartford gets 
four representatives, according 
to CRC(XJ bylaws, 'hie bylaws 
also provide for appointment of 
19 at-large representatives.

The other major citizens 
committee in the CRCOG is its 
planning commission, which 
consists of one representative 
from each town. Represen­
tatives to the planning commis­
sion must be members of their 
towns’ planning commissions, 
the CRCOG bylaws specify.

M an ch este r’s rep resen- 
tativeto the CRCOG planning 
commission is John Hutchin­
son, who has been named in­
terim chairman of that group.

The ex ch an g e , w hich 
represents 44 utilities), that 
cover most of New England, 
reports reserve oil supplies for 
power companies dropped by 5 
per cent over the past month.

Blackouts would be the final, 
most desperate step to save 
fuel, the exchange said, and 
they would probably not come 
until February, if at all.

Before that happens, utilities 
would as|( customers with their 
own generators to use them. 
And it would step up a cam­
paign to get customers to volun­
tarily cut back their power use 
by 10 per cent.

The utilities have aiready 
begun to switch from oil to coal. 
But John Eichom, vice presi­
dent of the power pool, said 
domestic supplies of coal are 
also limited.

Among other New England 
energy developments:

—Union Oil Co. of Boston said 
it is raising its price of home 
heating oil 13.1 cents a gallon. 
The company sells to retailers 
and industrial custom ers 
throughout New England.

— An o f f ic ia l  of the 
Massachusetts Consumer Coun­
cil said homeowners should be 
on the lookout for oil dealers 
who illegally pump fuel through 
their truck meter and then back 
into their own tanks while 
making deliveries, forcing con­
sumers to pay for oil they don’t 
get. And industry spokesman 
said the charge was unfounded.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Sen. 
Edward W. Brooke, R-Mass., 
saying he loved his party but 
was “an American first and a 
Republican second,’’ rejected 
W ednesday a back-hom e 
request tha t he consider 
resigning.

The request came last week 
from the Waltham, Mass., 
Republican City Committee. 
The committee resolution ac­
cused Brooke, of being disloyal 
to President Nixon.

“ Your City C om m ittee 
resolution strongly articulates 

. and argues the proposition that 
President Richard Nixon is in­
deed the Republican party,” 
Brooke wrote the committee 
chairman, Paul F.B. Powers.

That, Brooke said, amounted 
to “presupposing presidential 
in fa ll ib il i ty ’’ and would 
“ decim ate the system  of 
checks and balances that the 
Constitution of the United

States mandates. It would also 
repudiate traditional conser­
vative Republican party doc­
trine of being wary of and op­
posing the centralization of 
power in the executive branch 
of government. Above all, it 
would totally ignore the role of 
conscience and dissent in the in­
ternal affairs of the Republican 
party, which qualities are the 
warp and woof which hold our 
two-party system of govern­
ment together.”

Brooke said he suggested that 
Nixon resign because of the 
“continuing loss of confidence 
in the P resident and the 
resulting injury to the nation 
and the Republican party. My 
decision was one which was 
painful and which was offered 
in the most solemn and sorrow­
ful tone and terms.”

Brooke said, “Richard Nixon 
is a patriot and loves our coun­

try and it is because I know how 
deep this love is that I made my 
suggestion... It is because of 
my deep concern for the vitality 
of a tw o-party system  of 
government and precisely 
because I live my party ^ t  I 
reluctantly made the sug|es- 
tihii in the first instance.

“Our nation needs loyal, 
hardworking Republicans who 
should be rewarded for their 
ideas, efforts, energies and not 
condemned because of their 
party affiliation, which is un­
r e la te d  to  th e  s in s  of 
Watergate,” Brooke said.

As regnlartory agent of the 
tow n fo r  p ro m u lg a tin g  
regulations to protect the 
wetlands and water coursea of 
the town, the Planning and 
Zoning Commission’s respon­
sibility will be multi-fold.

Under the new ordiance 
adopts at Monday evening’s 
town meeting, the PZC will 
have to draw up replations to 
protect the citizens of Hebron 
by making provisions for the 
p ro tec tion , p reservation ,

' maintenance and use of the in­
land wetlands and water 
courses by minimizing their 
disturbance and pollution.

In this respect, the PZC will 
have to consider maintaining 
and improving water quality in 
accordance with the highest 
standards set by federal, state 
or local authority;, preventing 
damage from erosion, turbidity 
or siltation; preventing loss of 
fish and . other beneficial 
aquatic organisms.

Also, wildlife auS vegetation 
and the destruction of the 
n a tu ra l hab ita ts thereof; 
deterring and inhibiting the 
danger of flood and pollution; 
protecting the quality of 
wetlands and water courses for 
their conservation, economic, 
aeatetic, recreational and other 
public and private uses and 
values; and protecting the 
town’s potable fresh water 
suppliea from the dangers of 
drought, overdraft, pollution 
misuse and mismanagement.

Adoption
' Before the adoption of any 

regulations, the PZC must file 
in the town clerk’s office a copy 
of its proposed regulations, 
to g e th er with any maps 
representing areas affected.

It must also hold at least one 
public hearing no earlier than 
35 days a fte r the filing, 
publishing notification in the 
media.

Upon adoption, the PZC must 
forward the regulations to the 
Commissioner of Environmen­
tal Protection for approval. 
Once approved, the regulations 
will be filed in the town clerk’s 
office whereupon they will 
become e ffec tiv e  unless 
otherwise indicated.

Authority
In exercising its authority 

granted by the ordinance, once 
the regulations are adopted, the 
PZC must develop comprehen­
sive programs in furtherance of 
the purposes of the ordinance; 
advise, consult and cooperate 
with the Conservation Commis­
sion and other agencies of the 
town, region, state and federal 
government; encourage, par­
ticipate in or conduct studies, 
investigations, research and 
demonstrations, and collect and 
d issem inate  inform ation 
relating to the purposes of the 
ordinance.

In addition, it must retain and 
em ploy c o ns ul ta n t s  and 
assistants on a contract or 
other basis for the purpose of 
rendering legal, financial,

. technical or other assitance and

advice in furtherance of any of 
its purposes.

Finally, the commission must 
inventory or Index the inland 
wetlands and ^ater ^u rsa s in  
such form, includihg pictorial 
representations, as it deems 
best suited to effectuate the 
purposes of the ordinance.

The PZC is also authorized to 
exercise all incidental powers 
n e c e s s a r y  to e n f o r c e  
regulations and to carrt out the 
purposes of the ordinance.

Violations
Any person Violating the or­

d in a n c e  or  r e g u l a t i o n s  
promulgated thereunder will be 
subject to the remedies and 
penalties provided by Public 
Act 155.

On the other hand, any person 
aggrieved by a final decision of 
the town, acting through the 
PZC, will have the right to 
appeal also provided by the 
samp public act.

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Group to Harness Elements 
To Power Office Building

PROVIDENCE, R.I. (AP) -  
A group of de3igners plans to 
use the sun, wind and water to 
provide power for a 19th cen­
tury foundry that is being 
ren ovated  in to an o f f ic e  
building.

When the conversion is coiii- 
pleted by the middle of next 
year, energy will be produced, 
by solar panels op the roof, 
water turbines in an adjacent 
river and a wind propeller 
towering over the Uu-ee-story 
brick building.

Then an experiment begins; 
Will office workers be more 
conservative in consuming 
power if they watch it being 
collected and know the supply is 
limited?

"You tend to husband your 
battery in your car, but we

don’t have that energy, con­
sciousness in our buildings,”  
said Ronald Beckman, director 
of the Research and Design 
Institute of Providence.

Institute a rch itects  and 
design planners are seardhing 
for the most sophisticated in­
sulation, alternate energy 
sources anjl solar hating 
systems available for the foun­
dry, which will become the 
headquarters%r the institute’s 
25-member staff.

In terms of research of new 
products, the institute’s  effort 
is not radical, Beckman said. 
What is unique is the attempt to 

^synthesize a wide variety of 
natural energy sources into a 
single system and then study 
the environmental effects on 
long-term tenants, he added.

As part of the experiments, 
th’6 staff will be subjected to 
different heat hnd lighting

Block Island
BLOCK ISLAND, R.I. (AP) 

— The president of the Block 
Island Power Co. has told the 
island’s Chamber of Commerce 
he has ordered a small windmill 
to test the possibility of using 
such structures to furnish the 
majority of the island’s elec­
tricity.

H en ry  G . H u tch in so n  
W ednesday reiterated  his 
theory that windmills could 
provide between “ 50 to 70 per 
cent”  of the island’s power 
needs, and said he’s ready to 
spend $250,000 to test it.

The windmill generators 
would be supplimented by the 
is lan d ’ s d iesel generating 
system which now supilies all 
the island’s electricity, he said.
. The small windmill should 
arrive on the island in January, 
Hutchinson said. "A  number of 
1 0 0 -k ilo w a tt  w in d n iill  
generators”  will be ordered for 
delivery in 1975, he said.

"We on Block Island have a 
natural resource”  — wind, 
Hutchinson said. When the cost 
of purchasing oil used for the 
island’s generating plant gets 
too high, “ we’ll start using our 
natural resource,”  he said.

As the price of deisel fuel 
reaches 30 cents a gallon. It 
should be less expensive to 
purchase the windmills to supp­
ly the major amount of the 
island’s electricity, he said. ’The 
island currently pays around 15 
cents a gallon for deisel fuel, he 
said, but that price is expected 
to rise sharply.

The small windmill due to 
arrive next month won’t supply 
any electricity this winter, 
Hutchinson said, but it will give 
an idea of how much can be 
generated this way. TTie wind­
mill will be a propeller-type 
pinwheel mounted 20 to 60 feet 
off the ground, he said.

The average velocity 20 feet 
above the island’s airport is 17 
miles ah hour. Hutchinson said 
during the winter the island 
often experiences a number of 
days with winds over 50 miles 
an hour.

The Narragansett Electric 
Co. already has donated $25,000 
for the project and several 
energy-related industries have 
indicated a serious interest, 
Beckman said.

Beckman said the utilities 
will want to be among the first 
to know of the success or 
failure o f the institute’s experi­
ment with natural energy 
sources.

However, the institute is not 
trying to put electric companies 
out of business. In fact, it plans 
to purchase standard power 
from Narragansett to charge 
its own power-storage batteries 
when the wind is calm and the 
sun is not shining.

The success of the institute’s . 
project, he forecast, "can have 
a profound effect on stretching 
our more conventional energy 
sources. This is a method to 
augment conventional power 
and le v e l the peaks and 
valleys”  of energy demand.

Beckman predicted the in­
stitute will be able to generate 
at least 60 per cent of its power 
and may be able to become 
nearly self-sufficient by in­
stalling new energy systems as 
they are develop^.

Pioneer 10 
Leaving 
Solar System

MOUNTAIN VIEW, Calif. 
(AP) — Pioneer 10 pushed into 
the outer region of Jupiter’s 
magnetic field Wednesday with 
its instruments continuing to 
transmit data back to earth.

The 570-pound unmanned 
space probe was more than 1.1 
million miles from Jupiter, 
traveling at 33,000 miles per 
hour. ■’

The space craft swept pround 
one side of the giant planet 
Monday night, providing man 
with his first closeup look at 
Jupiter and its colorful clouds. 
It sent back pictures and scien­
tific measurements, including 
data on severe radiation belts 
that alm ost destroyed the 
spacecraft.

Scientists expected Pioneer 
10 to leave Jupiter’s magnetic 
in flu e n c e  and e n te r  in ­
terplanetary space sometime 
toflay.

P ioneer’s' speed steadily 
declined because of Jupiter’s 
gravitational tug. But the extra 
boost the Jovian gravity gave 
the spacecraft Monday night 
during approach within 81,000 
miles of the planet assured that 
the probe will travel on into the 
solar system.

Scientists say Pioneer will 
cross the orbit of Pluto, the out­
e r m o s t  p la n e t , in 1987, 
becoming the first manmade 
object to escape the solar 
system.7.

LOWELL, Mass. (AP) -  The 
Merrimack River drops 30 feet 
in three miles here, and this 
geographical fact spawned the 
American industrial revolution.

Now the City Council is 
studying whether the same fact 
can ease the energy crisis.

At first, the power to run the 
gloomy factories came off 
water wheeis connected by 
gears to shafts that ran 
throughout the buildings. In the 
last quarter of the 19th Century, 
electric generators were in­
stalled.

Hie city has changed a great 
deal, but four wheel-driven 
generators are still in opdra- 
tion, running at about two-° 
thirds capacity. Eleven others 
sit unused.

Water is brought to the 
wheels through canals owned 
by Locks & Canals Inc., a com­
pany incorporated in 1792.

A kilwatt is a measure of how 
fast energy is being produced or 
u ^ .  'The measure of energy 
itself is the kilowatt-hour, of 
which the average home in the 
area uses about 350 per month.

Engineers Now 
Back In Demand
^NEJW YORK (AP) -  Shor­
tages of energy and other basic 
products mean good news for 
some of those physicists and 
.engineers who found their 
talents in decreasing demand 
during the past few years.

A personnel search firm 
reports a big increase since last 
spring lb demand for workers 
with talents in the nuclear area, 
and more recently for those 
capable of dealing with the use 
of coal in power generation.

Bill Breitmayer, president of 
'  Executive Register, which 

charges industry $500 for a 
computerized search of its 15,- 
000 up-to-date resumes of 
executive and professional 
workers, claims that salaries 
also  ̂are soaring. ‘

A ‘ nuclear engineer or 
physicist with capabilities in 
basic design and applications is 
now commanding a salary of 
above $30,000, Breitmayer 
states, compared with $22,000 
to $25,000 at the beginning of 
last year.

For highly talented and ac­
complished individuals with 
doctorates and the ability to 
manage industrial physics or 
engineering departments the 
salaries might be as high as 
$80,000 to $100,000, Breit- 
tn ^ e r’s records show.

For some physicists and 
engineers the renewed demand 
for their services is in sharp 
contrast to the gloom that per­
vaded their fields just three 
yearp ago, when manjr of them 
were forced to seek employ­
ment outside their specialities.

As a result, the search for 
qualified personnel today is 
somewhat more difficult than 
in previous years, when search 
firms and talent-hungry com­
panies knew where to look.

Some talent-rich companies 
became known in the 1960s as 
universities, for example, 
because they trained and 
“ g r a d u a te d ”  so m any 
specialists. Search firm s 
regularly raided such staffs.

Bceitmayer now finds that 
sea rch ers  m ust be m ore 
creative. In some instances 
they have to induce specialists 
tojreturn to industrial jobs from 
teaching or other pursuits.

Among job titles now in de­
mand, Breitmayer says, are 
project managers, contract ad­
ministrators, desl^  engineers, 
safety specialists, pressure 
vessel designers and computer > 
systems analysts.

“Anyone who has design or 
project experience in power 
generation'is valuable,” he 
s^ys, “whether it’s for nuclear, 
fossil fuel or electrical.”

Another area of demand, this 
one resulting from the vast 
number of product shortages, is 
for purcbasing agents with in­
ternational experience in 
buying foodstuffs, basic metals, 
cotton and other raw materials 
of manufacture.

Wheat
Windfall
Revealed

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
Wheat farmers reaped a legal 
windfall of nearly half a billion 
dollars in government subsidies 
last summer because the 
A g ricu ltu re  D ep artm en t 
uderestimated by 60 per cent^- 
how much the price of bread 
grain would go up.

The subsidies, totaling $475.7 
million, included "preliminary 
paym ents’’ authorized by 
Congress in a 1970 farm law. 
’The payments were based on 
what the department expected 
wheat market prices to average 
between July 1 and Dec. 1.

Five months ago it appeared 
to department experts that the 
farm price of wheat would 
average about $2.49 per bushel 
nationally. Instead, the five- 
month price soared to $3.99 per 
bushel.

The higher prices, according 
to a complex formula in the 
law, meant that lio subsidies 
needed to have been paid if the 
boost had been foreseen. But 
the law also stipulates that 
farmers do not have to return\ 
overpayments to the govern- 

- ment.
The e r r o r ,  te rm e d  a 

“misjudgment” by USDA of­
ficials, was disclosed in .a 
routine announcement that 
wheat farmers would get no 
further subsidy payments for 
their 1973 crop.

purchasing man is going up and 
up and up,” Breitmayer says, 
adding that a knowledge of 
currencies, rates of exchange 
and dealings with foreign 
experts is prized.

Pulp and paper companies in 
particular have a great need for 
production engineers, he finds, 
especially for those who can 
handle waste, temperature and 
other ecological matters.

Study Shows Day Care Does Not
Change Children
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. Horses ‘Quarter-Milers’
Richmond, Va. — The Amer- 

,ican qviarter horse, was. the first 
breed developed in the Amer­
icas. I t originated during the 
colotlial era in Virginia and the 
Carolina^, where match racing 
was the leading outdoor sport.

LI^XINGTON, Ky. (AP) -  A 
,pilot study by a-team of Univer­
sity of Kentucky psychologists 
shows that children who attend. 
day care centers do not differ, 
mentally or socially from' 
children who stay at home with 
their mothers.

The study shows family 
relationships are apt to change 
as a result of participation in 
day care centers.

Dr. Richard Wiiiett, who 
headed .the research team, said 
the study sheds some light on 
one controversial issue of the 
feminist movement: Whether 
working mothers who leava 
their children in day , c a r ^

centers are depriving them.
The project is unique in that 

psychologists studied parents 
and children in different types 
of existing day care situations. 
Winett said previous studies 
ha ve  d e a l t  only wi th  
demonstration-type centers.

“The difference is that those 
are not typical of what goes on 
in the community,” he said. 
“They use'highly trained people 
and there’s a small child- 
teacher ratio. There was a need 
to evaluate fairly typical 
situations.”

Winett said the most impor­
tant findings of the study ‘*are 
that apparently children are not

harmed by day care and baby­
sitting arrangements and.that 
the family structure seems 
flexible enough to both accom­
modate and allow for these 
arrangements.”

He said the results give 
“some support to proponents of. 
day care and those ^oups ad-^ 
vdcating women’s involvement 
in work outside the home and 
men’s closer involvement in 
child care and household 
tasks.*’

Fathers whose children spend 
time in a day care center are 
more likely to devote time to 
their children in the evening 
and tend to help more with

household tasks and child care, 
Winet t  said.  He adde^,  
however, that increased par­
ticipation of tlje father did not 
appear to either enhance or 
hinder the child’s development.

H e ' n o t e d  s i g n i f i c a n t  
differences exist between 
families whose children were in 
d i f f e r e n t  ch i ld  r e a r i n g  
situations.

He stressed that his findings 
should be considered applicable 
only to children and families 
with characteristics of those 
participating in the study.

Sandberg is from Highland 
Park, ni., and when asked why 
he came so far to taek this job 
he said that he found the (^por- 
tunity to come to a new area 
exciting, and that he wanted to 
return to the field of public ad­
ministration.

He also said that he was tired 
of working nights for four years 
in a row. He said this even 
though he is often found in his 
office late at night.

When asked how long he in- 
tended to stay in Coventry,

'  Sandberg said he would stay as 
• long as he was useful to the 
i. community. He went on to say 
;  that local government is a slow 
*' and arduous process and that 

problems couldn’t be solved 
overnight.

“ People frequently become 
impatient because it is slow,’ ’ 
he said. “ When I was young I 
also wanted things done quick- 
ly ,  but b e c a u s e  o f  the 
legislative process this isn’t 
always possible.

“ Government is so different 
because what makes some peo­
ple happy will always make 
others angry. And people who 
see only their own problems are 
t h o s e  that  m a k e  m o r e  
governmental problems.’ ’

He went on to say that he 
hoped that he didn’t upset any 
councilman, but be has found in 
the past that a councilman 
would say “ I want this problem 
solved once and for all." Not 
many problems could be placed 
in this category, Sandberg said, 
otherwise we Wouldn’ t need to 
amend laws pr change charters.

you discover over the years,

Retired GE ; 
Chairman 
Dies At 73

STAMFORD (AP) -  Ralph J. 
Cordiner, a former president 
and board chairman of the 
General Electric Co., died 
Tuesday at his home in Belle 
Air, Fla. He was 73.

Cordiner, a former Stamford 
resident and chairman of the 
board of Schick Inc. was the 
father of the Cordiner Military 
Pay Bill which he wrote in 1957 
after heading the Defense Ad­
v iso ry  C o m m ittee  on 
Professional and Technical 
Compensation.

The measure recommended 
both civilian and military pay 
hikes in the Department of. 
Defense so the federal govern­
ment could retain engineers, 
scientists and other highly 
trained personnel.

The bill produced , the first 
major change in military pay 
structure in several decades.

Cordiner joined GE in 1922 
and 10 years.later became 
manager of the company’s 
heating device division in 
Bridgeport after holding other 
offices on the West Coast.

He resigned in 1939 to become 
president of Schick, then left 
that post in 1942 when he 
entered government service 
during World War II as director 
general of war production 
scheduling and" vice chairman 
of the war production board.

He rejoined General Electric 
in 1943 as assistant to the presi­
dent and seven years later was 
elected president and chief 
executive officer of the com­
pany.

He was chairman of the board 
from 1958 until his retirement 
in December 1963.

Cordiner was national finance 
chairman for the Republican 
Party in 1964.

F u n e ra l  s e rv ic e s  a re  
scheduled for 11 a.m. Friday at 
the Pirst Presbyterian Church, 
Stamford, with a private burial 
in Long Ridge Union Cemetery, 
Stamford.

" Xerpx Buys 
Acreage In 
Stamford

STAAl^RD (AP) -  Xerox 
CoM^hM announce plans to 
buy land in Stamford and 
Greenwich. One site is intended 
for at least temporary use as its 
new corporate headquarters.

Xerox, which rents office 
space here, was denied permis­
sion on Nov. 23 to build 
headquarters on a 104-acre site 
in a niral corner of Greenwich.

A I^erbx ^okesman said the 
corpdi'ation had not yet decided 
which site would house the 
headquarters. The relocation is 
planneid as a temporary move, 
he added, and there are no 
plans ; now to make It 
pennanent.

The Stamford site is a 25-acre 
location near the current leased 
quarters of Xerox’s corporate 
h e a d q u a r te rs  and i ts  
Educational Group on Long 
Ridge Road. It would cost 82.85 
million.

The Gteenwich site is in tlie 
downtown area on land where 
the Pickwick Arms Hotel was 
located.

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Westledge School Faces Financial Crisis

' WEST SIMSBURY (AP) -  
Westledge, the 1960s dream of 
liberal ^ucators and idealistic 
students, is scrimpirig for sur­
vival in the shortages of the 
70s.

The private country school, 
carved out of a New England 
hill in 1967, was shaped by the 
philosophy that a racially in­
tegrated, diversified student

body would produce iretter 
students.

One third of the 120 students 
is’ black or Spanish-speaking 
and depend on $100,000 a year in 
school scholarships to meet the 
yearly $2,700 tuition and fee 
bill.

This fall the school’s board 
voted to end the scholarships to 
save the school.

“We’ve been swallowed by 
economic reality,” said the 
president and founder, Louis A. 
Friedman in an interview.

This year only $40,000 has 
been raised for tuition.

One 17-year-old black senior, 
Charles E. Williamson Jr. of 
Hartford, won’t be affected by 
the board’s decision, but he is 
bitter. As one of the students in

the first class, and a member of 
the board of trustees, Williams 
said he had become d is­
enchanted.

"T hey’re  no longer im ­
plementing the goals the school 
was founded on,” he said. “It is 
no longer marketable. Now, 
they tell you pay your own 
freight.” The change had left 
him “filled with hate toward

the white economic system,” 
Williamson said.

-Friedman believes that the 
enthusiasm once 'fd t  by -con­
trib u to rs  for W estledge’s 
liberal handling of the race 
question has now been drained 
by tight monqy and a subtle 
power struggle.

When the school was founded, 
F r ie d m a n  sa id , th e  a d ­

ministrators faced a major 
question: "Shall we, the 
m ajority , white, affluent, 
experienced, advantaged, carry 
on oppressively with our 
cultural eccentricities, o s^ a ll  
we try  to re a lly  honor 
differences. We chose the 
latter.”

At the school however, asser­
tions by the large minority seg­

ment led to black studies 
attended almost solely by 
minority students and a number 
of other divisive situations, 
Friedman said. Soon outsiders, 
including contributors, were 
aware of the divisions,.

Despite the withdrawal of 
financial and moral support, 
Friedman said he’d Ulu to see 
the school continue. •

“ The question is not whether 
Westledge will open in 1974-75... 
The question is, how important 
is it to our Westledge parents, 
friends and alum ni that 
Westledge remain a place of 
diversity,” Friedman told a 
parents’ group in the early fall.

PROVIDENCE, R.I. (AP)-^ 
A federal agency has put a ^20 
million value on property being 
abandoned in Rhode Island by 
the Navy as part of widespread 
military cutbacks in the state.

The estimate, the first firm 
indication of the property's 
worth, was contained in a 
report released by the Defense 
D e p a rtm e n t's  O ffice of 
Economic Adjustment. The 99-

page document said the state 
and local governments have 
done a good job in coping with 
the cutbacks, but it-called for 
e,ven stronger local coordina­
tion and involvement with state 
and federal authorities.

In addition, the report listed 
82 recommendations for con­
version of the Quohset- 
Davisville complex and the 
Newport Naval Base.

The agency’s report included 
a breakdown of 4,693 acres 
worth $177.1 ftiillidn that 
already have been scheduled 
for disposal. The properties 
were: .

Newport — Naval Station, 
667.7 acres, $26.5 million; 
Public Works CenUr, 127.7 
acres, $10.5 million; Supply 
Center, M7.1 acres, $20 million.

Quonset Point Naval Air Sta­

tion — 2,595.1 acres, $105.4 
million.

Davisville Seabee Center — 
651.7 acres, $14.5 million.

In addition, the report iden­
tified 2,629.5 arres, wdrth $84.9 
million, that are being retained, 
at least temporarily, at the five 
installations.

When released by the Defense 
Department, the property will 
be taken over by the General

Services A dm inistration 
(GSA), from which the state 
must obtain the land.

Meanwhile, a team of federal 
officials headed by William J. 
Sheehan, executive director of 
the Economic Adjustment Of­
fice, planned to tour the New­
port installation and surroun­
ding area and meet with com- 
tqunity officials. The team 
arrived at Quonset Point 
^e sd ay  and planned to remain

in the state through Friday.
The report released by the 

team listed 82 conversion 
recommendations in the arbas 
of economic ad justm en t, 
tourism  and rec rea tio n , 
business and industry and 
public-vwrks and capital im­
provements.

Diabetes questions
By Lawrence E. Lanlb, M.D.

DEAR DR. LAMB -  I read 
in a new book that diabetes 
and low blood sugar co-exist 
in an individual. Is this possi­
ble? If so please explain.

DEAR READER -  Yes, I 
am familiar with the state­
ment in the book you cited. 
Like many other statements 
in th is book, it is very 
misleading. It is a l^  a half 
truth.

The problem begins when 
the mechanism to release in­
sulin becomes faulty. This 
mav occur in earlier stages of 
diabetes. When a person eats 
a lot of sweets normally the 
body releases a lot of insulin 
to help ^process the sweets 
and keep the blood glucose 
sugar from rising too high. 
The insulin helps move the 
glucose sugar into the cells 
where it is processed to 
either energy or converted to 
fat. ,

The diabetic has a problem 
in hot forming enough in­
sulin. That is why the blood 
glucose level rises too high. 
The first stage of this may be 
when the pancreas still man­
ufactures insulin but has 
tro u b le  fo rm ing  it fas t 
enough to meet the load of 
glucose entering the blood. 
The result is that the glucose 
is absorbed, and the body 
uses other mechanisms to 
s ta r t  low ering^the blood 
glucose level. Then, when the 
expected insulin is released, 
the blood glucose level is 
already lowered. The insulin 
is no longer needed in such 
large quantities. The excess 
insulin  causes the blood 
glucose levet to fall too much 
and causes the symptoms of 
low blood glucose sugar.

This problem is not at all 
on the same basis as most of 
the functional low blood 
glucose sugar problems. It is 
actually a manifestation of a 
disease of the insulin forming

mechanism. Basically, it is 
not asisociated with an excess 
formation of insulin, just a 
faulty timing mechanism.

I believe it is wrong to im­
ply that the two disorders are 
the same thing, which they 
are not.

DEAR DR. LAMB -  About 
15 years ago my father had 
part of his stomach removed 
because of an ulcer. Should 
he watch the amount of 
cholesterol intake even with 
only part of his stomach? He 
says he doesn’t have to, and 
he eats a lot of eggs, beef, 
pork, etc. which contain 
cholesterol. He is also over­
weight. Could he be in any 
danger fro^n this?

DEAR READER -  Yes, we 
could be in danger. 'The 
stomach has very little to do 
w ith fa t or ch o les te ro l. 
Nothing is absorbed from the 
stomach-anyway. It mixes the 
food, liquifies it and breaks 
down protein with that acid 
pepsin juice that is related to 
ulcers. It is a storage reser­
voir.

Obviously your father has 
adjusted to his operation, and 
his food, as in other people, 
enters his small intestine and 
is absorbed normally. That 
means the calories, excess 
fat, excess saturated fat and 
cholesterol are  processed 
just as in other people. He has 
exactly the same risk that 
any other overweight Ameri­
can male has who eats too 
much of everything and too 
much of the wrong things, in 
particular, to the point of 
being overweight.

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Quaker Group Asks 
For Impeachment 
Of President

NEW YORK (AP) -  A com­
mittee of Quakers, the religious 
group to which President Nixon 
formally belongs, has called for 
his impeachment.

The action was described as 
the first of its kind by a Quaker 
agency. It was taken by the 
legislative committee of the 
New York Yearly Meeting of 
the R eligious Society of 
Friends.

‘‘R i c h a r d  Nixon and 
members of his administration 
have indulged in acts which 
render them suspect of betrayal 
of our democracy,” the resolu­
tion says.

It asks that  the House 
proceed with his impeachment 
to fulfill “its obligation to the 
democratic process as em­
bodied in the Constitution” and 
to the American people.

Walter Ludwig, Yonkers, 
N.Y., chairman of the 12- 
member committee, said it was 
the first such action by an of­
ficial Friends agency, and was 
taken without dissent in con­
junction with the two-day an­
nual session here last weekend 
of the New York society.

The mee t i ng  included 
representatives of the 80 local 
meetings in the region, which 
embraces about 6,600 Quakers 
in New York and parts of New 
Jersey and Connecticut.

President Nixon is a member 
of his hometown Quaker con­
gregation in California, the 
East Whittier meeting, which 
has resisted pressure from 
some other Quakers to ask him 
to resign membership.

Other than the New York 
Quaker group, the only other 
church organizations to call , 
directly for his impeachment 
have been two agencies of the 
United Methodist Church — its 
women’s division of a national 
missions board — and its social 
action agency.

Most of our athletic program is 
based on gate receipts from football and basketball and the 
amount the Board of Education gives us. Right now, I can’t 
see the decision not affecting us.

“ If we go to afternoon contests,”  Wiggin stated, “ we’ll 
probably lose about 100 per cent of the adult audience and 
those students who have to work. I estimate we’ll lose 80 
per cent of our revenue.”

In dollars and cents figures, James Kennedy, 
Manchester-suflerintendent of schools said, “ Early in­
dications show that we’d run at least $2,500 to $3,000 behind 
last year. This means the whole student activity fund will 
be in an unbalanced state. We’ll probably have to look for 
other areas of revenue.”

The loss of gate receipts will not only hurt the programs 
themselves, biit others which depend on basketball for 
their existanra. Club activities and sports such as 
wrestling which are non-money makers may be drastically 
affected by the state ruling. » -

Manchester High business manager, Ted Martin, said 
that the school’s commitments up until Dec. 21 will be 
kept. That means the home games against Conard on Dec. 
14, Bristol Eastern on Dec. 18, and against Bristol Central 
on Dec. 21, will be held at their scheduled times of 8. 
“ After that, one never knows,”  Martin declared.

With the 5:30 deadline, and the inability of getting the 
gym arranged for a basketball game not until 3 according 
to Martin, Uie JV basketball sch^ule will either have to be 
curtailed, or played in an abbreviated amount.

Wiggin, like his colleague. Dale Harper of West Hart­
ford, questioned why they put restrictions on Uie hours a 
school is open rather Uian at what temperature a school is 
i^ tdd .
' “ In the afternoon, we have to have the lights on anyway. 

Even if the building was shut at 4:30, we could still play at 
night because there stUl would be enough heat and hot 
water left. I sUn feel we could play at night,”  Wiggin 
voiced.

Another factor which comes into play is what takes 
precedent. “ Let’s say the girls have an afternoon game 
scheduled and the boys are scheduled at night. Who takes 
precedent,”  Wiggin asked. “ All it is now is one big mess.” 

Of the schools in the Manchester school system, many 
are used at night for community activities. One thing 
which krould have to be cut out under the ruling is the night

swim sessions at Manchester High. Also, Rec Department 
activities like its basketball schedule, will be gr'eatlly hurt. 
Rec Department head Mpl Siebold was unavailable for 
comment, but the Rec uses Illing Junior High for part of 
its schedule at present, something which will be cut out 
after the Dec. 21 deadline.

A spokesman for the (Connecticut Association of Boards 
of Education (CABE) said the closing orders are “ unen­
forceable.”

Wiggin concurred stating, “ I’m not sure the local boards 
are mandated to follow the ruling. I’m not sure the states 
board has the authority, but I think they do.

State Statute 104, Duties of the state Board of Educa­
tion, outlines its powers but doesn’t state in its body that 
schedules are to be controlled.

Kennedy said, “ In my mind, there is a question of legal 
authority, something which has to be definitely 
answered.”  What bothers Kennedy mostly, however, is, 
“ How do you intelligently react to something when you 
don’t know the dimensions of the crisis.”  This was said in 
relation to how does the state Board of Education know 
how severe the energy crisis is when no one else does.

All that is known is that the Wednesday ruling will great­
ly hurt athletic programs in Manchester and elsewhere. 
The CIAC depends on the receipts from its basketball tour­
nament held annually in March. According to Martin, 
‘Without it, the CIAC will be wrecked. That tournament is 
its life blood.”

One thing is sure. “ We’re going to have to sit down a lot 
of hours and straighten everything out. You just don’t sit 
down and cut without some planning,”  Wiggin concluded.

TUSCALOOSA, Ala. (A P ) — H e’s a businessman, 
hunter, television star, lecturer, father and grandfather, 
and the m ost successful coach  in co llege  football today.

He needs success, he says, so he won’t have to go back to 
picking cotton in Fordyce, Ark., but he’s had his cotton pickin’ 
hands on more titles, honors and money than he ever dreamed of 
when he left the Arkansas bottomlands to play ball at Alabama in 
the 1930s.

Paul W. “ Bear”  Bryant’s Alabama football team has just 
wrapped up an unprecedented third straight Southeastern 
Conference title, is headed for its 15th consecutive bowl and has a 
good shot at its fourth national title.

Now that the first quarter has 
passed the Illing staff has had 
an opportunity to at least par­
tially evaluate its efforts in the 
realm of tqam teaching.

Team teaching is the term 
used at Illing and across the na­
tion to describe a consolidated 
teaching effort. Basically it 
consists of four or five teachers 
who work together in es­
tablishing and implementing a 
program for a specific group of 
students.

At Illing the teams are made 
up of groups of 110-120 students 
and four or five academic 
teachers. These academic 
teachers follow the objectives 
of the townwide curriculum but 
coordinate their efforts so there 
is a relationship between at 
least two or the academic 
areas. Many times throughout 
the year special team units are 
created which allow for 100 per 
cent interdisciplinary team 
teaching.

One point that must be 
stressed is that the basic 
reading, mathematics and 
English skills are the primary 
o b jec tiv e s  of the Illin g  
program. Experience has shown, 
however, that if one discipline 
relates to another in a practical 
and functional way, then 
students are motivated to learn 
more.

Students often ask, “Why do I 
need to know how to 
do...?” Interdisciplinary team 
teaching attempts to show and 
prove, on a daily basis, that 
education is a total experience 
and not just a series of 40-or 
50- minutes classes that have 
no meaning beyond the walls of 
the classrooms where they are 
taught.

NASA Week
The first week of December 

hes been designated as NASA 
week at Illing Junior High. 
Thanks to the efforts of the 
assistant school superinten­
dent, Dr. Alfred Tychsen, and 
Illing’s science staff, two very 
special assemblies have been 
held to help celebrate National 
Aeronautics and Space week in 
Manchester.

Illing students were treated 
to an unusual elective assembly 
on Monday. About 360 students 
who were interested in NASA 
activities or amateur radio 
operations attended a lecture- 
demonstration by the amateur 
satellite speaker Bruce Mar­
cus. Marcus made voice con­
tact during the assembly with a 
communications satellite which 
is currently in orbit around the 
earth . This sa te llite  was 
designed and built by amateur 
radio operators all, over the 
world. The AMSAT satellite 
was then placed in orbit by a 
NASA rocket.

Marcus, a local businessman, 
explained the workings of the 
satellite and its role in amateur 
radio operations. During a live 
demonstration, students talked 
to the satellite and had their 
voices reflected back, to earth 
in micro-seconds.

This program was in prepara­
tion for the school assembly 
held Wednesday, which was 
conducted by NASA. The Space 
Science Education project 
presented was a lecture- 
demonstration designed to 
acquaint the community with 
the purposes and goals of the 
National Aeronautics and Space 
Administration’s explanation of 
air and space.

The program included discus­
sion of the history, current 
projects, rocket technology and 
practical civilian applicatidh of 
the NASA space program.

Tbe program also served as 
an interdisciplinary valve since 
it dealt in part with science, 
mathematics, history and com­
munication. \

A major part of the program 
showed possibilities of future 
space travel in which students 
might someday take part.

School Buses 
Haul Commuters

HARTFORD (UPI) -  State 
transportation officials would 
add school buses to the existing 
commuter bus fleet if the fuel 
shortage results in forced gas­
oline rationing.

“We would have to use stand­
by vehicles if gasoline rationing 
occurs because more persons 
would leave their cars at 
home,” state Transportation 
Commissioner Joseph Burns 
said.

“School buses could be used 
although they are not equipped 
for the normal type of bus 
operations. But if a drastic need 
occurrs, we will use school 
buses,” he said.

The plan is predicated upon 
the availability of gasoline for 
the commuter lines.

Cominunter Ridership Up 
Burns said commuter bus 

ridership “seems to be going up 
regularly’’ in the metropolitan 
areas served by various private 
bus companies participating in 
the state-subsidised mass tran­
sit program.

Commuter buses have been 
used for about 18 months in the 
areas of New Haven, Hartford, 
Bridgeport, Stamford, New 
London and M anchester- 
Vernon.

The fleet, which varies in size 
according to need, will be 
enlarged next June with the 
promised delivery of 100 new 
General Motor Co. bu^es 
costing about $4 million total. 
Burns said.

They will be operated by 
Connecticut Co. and eventually 
to be paid for by the state.

Other efforts to cope with the 
energy crisis, Burns said, in­
clude the promotion of car 
pooling with the ccioperation of 
automobile clubs and radio 
stations.

“I am a Ford not a Lincoln,'’’ 

he said. “My addresses will 
never be as eloquent as Lin­
coln’s. But I will do my best to 
equal his brevity and plain 
speaking.”

Ford pledged “my support 
and loyalty” to the President in 
his “ crushing and lonely 
burdens.” To the assembled 
Supreme Ceurt and others he 
pledged “my dedicaUon to the 
rule of law and equal justice for 
all Americans.”

His voice cracked with emo­
tion referring to his children 

^and wife — “standing by my

side as she always has, there 
are no words to tell you ... how 
much their being here means to 
me. ”

The eyes of Mrs. Ford, who 
was striking in a brilliant 
orange two-piece dress, never 
left her husband’s face as he 
spoke.

Ford’s Voice cracked and 
stumbled during the oath of of­
fice but his performance was 
otherwise flawless.

Nixon said nothing during the 
ceremony.

Applause Evoked 
Ford evoked applause when 

he said that the s p ^ y  process 
by which the nation’s second 
highest office was filled 
“demonstrated to the world 
that our great republic stands 
solid and strong upon the 
bedrock of the Constitution.” 

The ceremony, televised live 
on all three major networks, 
came barely an hour after the 
House Republican leader won 
overwhelming confirmation 
from his colleagues by a vote of 
387 to 35.

Opposition' came entirely 
from Democrats. Of 16 blacks 
in the House, only Rep. Andrew 
Young, D-Ga., voted for Ford.

Ford earlier had won ^nate  
approval 92 to 3, with opposition 
coming only from Democrats—

Buckland Project Contains 
Site Of Dinosaur Remains

(Herald Reporter) 

Remains of a red sandstone 
quarry near the intersection of 
Buckland Rd. and Burnham St. 
in M anchester should be 
preserved, scientists agree, 
because the quarry is the only 
known site in eastern North 
American where bones of three 
different dinosaurs have been 
found.
, The dinosaur specimens were 
found during the 1880s when the 
site — known as the Charles 0. 
Wolcott Quarry or Jambstone 
Quarry — was in operation, ac­
cording to Dr. John Ostrom of

Yale U niversity . P a rtia l 
skeletons of' the dinosaurs, 
which lived some 225 million 
years ago, are now in the 
Peabody Museum at Yale 
University.

Dr. Ostrom, professor of 
geology at Peabody’s division 
of vertebrate paleOfttology, said 
the Wolcott Quarry is signifi­
cant because it is "the only site 
in eastern North American 
which has produced multiple 
skeletal remains.” He said that 
the discoveries, made in the 
1880s when the quarry was still 
in operation, produced “more 
than just a bone or fragment.”

“Chances are pretty good 
that there’s more material in 
there,” Dr. Ostrom said, "but it 
would be hard to get out.”

Dr. Ostrom said he hopes the 
site will be preserved, although 
there isn’t much chance of 
e:lcavatioil being done at the 
quarry in the near future, 
because of the expense.

’The question of preserving 
the Wolcott Quarry came to a 
head earlier this week, when it 
was learned that the quarry is 
within boundaries of a proposed 
$100 million, 561-acre develop­
ment in Manchester and South 
Windsor.

AIL For $1
In some cases the commuter

Theresa Parla, Conservation 
Commission chairman, wrote a 
letter to the Manchester Plan­
ning and Zoning Commissjon — 
which is considering zone 
changes to allow the massive 
development in the area —' 
asking them„to do.“everything 
in their power” to protect the 
quarry.
“The Wolcott Quarry, which, 

produced red sandstone for con- ’ 
stnictipn for much of Connec­
ticut in the late 1800s, is just 
east of the Buckland Rd.- 
Burnham St. intersection. A 
historical marker, installed 
dur ing  M a n c h e s t e r ' s  
sesquicentennial celebration in 
June, marks the site.

Sidney Quarr ie r of the 
geology d e p a r t m e n t  a t  
Wfs leyan  U n iv e r s i ty , ^  
Middletown, was the man Who 
supplied information to the 
Forest and Park Association 
for its list of historic sites 
which should be presented.

Quarrier, who helped create 
Dinosaur State Park at Rocky 
Hill, said the Wolcott Quarry is 
“one of few sites which are 
totally unique or irreplaceable.

”Our job for the moment,” 
Quarrier said, “is to see that 
the area is protected from total 
loss or destruction.”

Maps prepared for Arthur M. 
Fischer, the New York City 
developer planning to build a 
commercial -industrial -resi­
dential project in the area over 
the next 10 to 15 years, don’t 
pinpoint the location of the 
Wolcott ()uarry, which over the 
years has been filled in and 
overgrown.

But one of F i s c h e r ’s 
assistants, John Finguerra, . 
says the quarry will be 
preserved “if it is where we 
think it is.’’ Finguerra said he 
has asked consultants for more 
information about the quarry. °
