William E. Simon, head of the
Federal Energy Administra-
tion, promised prompt action
against ‘‘those who are
exploiting the current fuel shor-
tage” after a meeting with IRS
Commissioner Donald
Alexander and a series of con-
ferences between represen-
tatives of truckers, Nixon and
government officials,

President Nixon met Satur-
day with Frank E. Fitzsim-
mons, president of the
Teamsters Union, to hear
truckers' requests for stricter
controls on diesel fuel costs and
a 60 m.p.h. speed limit on in-
. lerstate highways instead of 55
m.p.h. which Nixon proposed.

Fitzsimmons’ asked union
and non-union drivers to dis-
card plans for further road
blockades or stoppages while
Washington tries to solve com-
plaints,

But the Fraternal Association
of Steel Haulers in Pittshurgh
called for a nationwide truck
shutdown Thurgday and Friday
to protest fuel shortages for

their vehicles.

* A group of independent
truckers also planned a- work
stoppage Thursday and Friday
which organizers said could in-
volve 100,000 drivers.

“Neither Frank Fitzsimmons
nor President Nixon has the in-
fluence or the powers or the
respect to stop the shutdown,”
said Mike Parkhurst, editor of
the indusiry publication ‘‘Over-
drive"” at a Saturday news con-
ference.

Alliance Faces
Crucial Tests

BRUSSELS (UPI) — Secretary of State Henry A.
Kissinger, his plans for a “year of Europe” in tatters,

began a major effort today

to repair the North Atlantic

Treaty Organization (NATO) and infuse it with “anew act

of vision."

Kissinger and NATO foreign
ministers gathered at alliance
headquarters in the Belgian
capital today for the start of the
annual, two-day winter
meeling.

He arrived in Brussels Satur-
day on his first visit to Western
Europe as secretary of state
and acknowledged the
""stresses' in NATO over the
Middle East, U.S.-Soviet
detente and other issues,

The secretary of state said,
however, he would tell the
meeting “'a new act of vision'is
necessary so that (NATO) can
remain the cornerstone of our
common endeavors."'

Ambulance Commission
To Consider Changes

The State Ambulance Com-
mission will meet Wednesday
to consider changes in
requirements, effective Jan. 1,
that professional ambulance
personnel complete a federal
transportation department
course for emergency medical
technicians, a c¢ommission
spokesman said today.

There's a good possibility, the
spokesman said, that the com-
mission will recommend exten-
sion of the Jan. 1 deadline for
ambulance attendants, drivers,
and technicians to complete the
81-hour course.

Consideration of a change in
the requirements was
prompted by warnings from the
Connecticut Ambulance
Association that the new
regulation could force curtail-
ment of professional am-
bulance services,

Association president Harvey

Hayter of Milford said last
week it would be '‘virtually im-
possible” to comply with the
regulation, which he considers
“highly arbitrary."

The regulation only affects
personnel employed by private
ambulance _companies;
municipally-operated or
golunteer companies aren’t
affected by the requirements,

The Coanecticut Ambulance
Association represents the 38
private ambulance firms
licensed by the State Am-
bulance Commission to operate
in Connecticut. Hayter said
those 38 companies account for
about 56 per cent of the state’s
ambulance service,

Hayter said privale am-
bulance companies couldn't
comply with the law because
the required 13-week courses
aren't offered often enough, and
ambulance firm employes have
trouble enrolling in the courses,
which are usually run at night.

Joint Committee
To Review Nixon
Tax Statement

WASHINGTON (UPI) — A
congressional committee and a
California tax panel begin
examining President Nixon’s
newly disclosed financial data
this week to decide whether he
owes some §$300,000 in back
taxes,

Rep. Wilbur D. Mills, D-Ark.
agreed to convene Congress
Joint Committee on Internal
Taxation to go over the
President's federal income tax
returns. A committee aide said
the first meeting would be as
early as possible this week,
perhaps Wednesday.

The California Franchise Tax
Board will discuss the question
of Nixon's income taxes in that
state in Sacramento Tuesday.

In his unprecedented dis-
closure Saturday of financial in-
formation going back 5 %
years, Nixon invited con-
gressional scrutiny of his taxes
and said that if the committee
decides he owes back taxes, "I
will abide by the committee's
judgment."”

The White House said the
issues concerning the
President’s federal and state
taxes \involve no possible
wrongdoing .but only the kinds
of questions on which tax ac-
countants and tax lawyers often
have honest differences,

Meanwhile, with its work

" done on Gerald R. Ford's con-

firmation as vice president, the
House Judiciary Committee is
expected to step up its in-
vestigation this week into
whether grounds exist for
Nixon's impeachment.

The 38-member committee is
organizing a staff of 45 for the
inquiry. It has narrowed more

than 100 progpects for the job of
special counsel for the in-
vestigation down to four.
Newly installed as vice presi-
dent, Ford said in a broadcast
interview Sunday (ABC's
“Issues and Answers'') he sees
no grounds for presidential im-
peachment or resignation hut
that, since the impeachment i
quiry is going on, it “ought to be
moved allead very swiftly."”
White House sources said
that if both the California and
Washington hearings go against
thie President on all tax issues,
he might have to pay $296,333 in
federal taxes and between $15,-
000 and $16,000 to California. -
Nixon paid no California state
income taxes from 1969 through
1972, although he voted there,
The White House says Califor-
nia law exempted him from
taxation because his
“domicile’’ was in Washington.

The Distriet of Columbia also -

exempted him from local in-
come taxes, as a federal
elected official.

The charter, aimed at
restating alliance principles for
the last quarter of this century,
was still being written at NATO
and Common Market meetings
with the year nearly over.

The sessions have been
marked mostly by a European
desire to declare independence
from U.S. tutelage. In addition,
the Watergate crisis has
divided the allies, ‘with Presi-
dent Nixon forced to postpone
his scheduled 1973 trip to
Europe.

Diplomats said Kissinger
would express American disap-
pointment over the refusal by
the Europeans — except for
Portugal — to help US, air-
planes carry aid to Israel
during the Middle East war,

The Europeans in turn were
expected to explain to
Kissinger their own pro-Arab
stand on the Middle East ques-
tion, based on their
overwhelming dependence on
the region's oil. Earlier plans
for a spgeial session on oil
between Kissinger and the nine
Common Market foreign
ministers appeared doubtful.

Many analysts have warned
that the oil crisis threatens to
rip NATO apart in a com-
petitive scramble for fuel, The
United States has called the
current meeting a "watershed”’
at which NATO must seek new
unity or slide slowly apart.

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Energy Costs

Without going into the question of
causes of the energy shortages, and
who failed to take steps that were
needed, we think that we know one
place where a lot of blame can be
placed and that's on ourselves,

We look back on it now, the fuels
that we use were relatively cheap,
even though we groused about the
utility bills and price of gasoline per
gallon. If they were not cheap, why
did we follow some of the wasteful
practices of which we have all been
guilty?

How many times on a cool and win-
dy day have you passed by a door and
felt a draft coming in? And you were
filled with good intentions. ‘I must do
something about that, soon.” But,
we’ll bet that nothing has been done
and that good heat which you have
paid for in the form of gas or fuel oil is
still going out that door.

Storm windows, or even plastic
covering is an answer, if you think
fuel is high priced enough to pay for
the slight cost of doing the work or
having it done.

Do you leave electric lights on all
through the house, or in rooms that
are not being used? If you do you don't
think that electricity is high priced.
You're willing to pay for it any way.

How many times have you had accar
pass you at a high rate of speed in city
driving, and then have its brake lights
flash on as it has to slow for a stop
light or sign?

The driver obviously doesn't care
about the price of gasoline, or he
wouldn't waste it so and at the same
time put extra wear on his brakes,

Do you leave your car idling while
you run into a store or the post office,
or your home? If you do you are

When did you last take a look in your
attic to determine the thickness and
proper distribution of the insulation
there? The experts say we ought to
have at least 4 inches for best heat
retention. Do you have that much? Or
haye made the effort to check it out?

In cold climates most well built
homes have double layers of glass in
the windows. This creates an in-
sulating air space in between and
prevents heat loss.

But in other areas of the country
one pane of glass is the rule. This is in
effect a heating and cooling panel. It
lets precious heat out and it tends to
make the inside temperature the
same as outside. This is great if the
sun is shining and it is a warm day.
But if it is a cool night your costly heat
is helping to raise the outdoor climate

showing people that you can afford
gasoline.

How many times have you seen cars
ahead or passing with a heavy oil
cloud coming from the tailpipe?
Often, we are sure. That's a person
who is burning oil needlessly, getting
poor gas mileage, and polluting the at-
mosphere at the same time.

Is the damper in your fireplace
closed right now? If it isn't you are
doing a lot to heat the out of doors and
to help the income of your gas or oil
supplier.

We hate the Pollyanna attitude that
there is always a brighter side of
everything and that we can learn
something from every adversity. But
it's true in this case. We've all given
evidence that we thought the price of
energy was cheap. Cheap enough for
us to throw it away in many ways.

WASHINGTON — I, personal-
ly, will hold Richard Nixon's
coat if he wishes to deliver a
mouthful of fist to a head
shrinker named Eli 8. Chesen,
who may have written the
smelliest book of the century —
an out-from-under-the-rock job
titled ‘‘Pregident Nixon’s
Psychiatric Profile.”

%" on the part of the people around

the profits that accrue from
such books by "Mac-
bird," the nasty hatchet job
done on Lyndon Johnson,

Chesen then goes on to imply
by innuendo that Richard Nixon
is dangerous. Or, as he puts it,
“There is little question that
the President’s personality
dynamics set the stage for the
Watergate dynamies.” In
English, that means the current
scandals couldn't have
happened if we didn't have
some kind of a nut in the White
House,

But the book has one of those
tricky gimmicks. Because it
was written by a practicing psy-
chiatirst, it suggests that the
reader will find in it a scientific
examination of the ad-
ministrator's problems. Given
the author's lack of background
and his apparent contempt for
the ethics of his profession, one
can only wonder what the hell
happened to the medical people
who are supposed to police their
trade. )

Xgree that there will be no
“mine" or “yours” in money
matters. Only “ours.” Ar-
range for each to have a
monthly allowance, to be
spent as he or she ljkes, with-
out accounting for it. The use
made of all other famil
funds should be joint decl-
sions.

Keep adequate records, so
that you know how mueh you
have, how much youy intend to
spend and how much you've
actuslly spent. There's no
earthly way of keeping fi-
nances under control without
a record of what you're
doing—and the feeling that
“things are out of control” is
a frequent cause of tension
and trouble.

Don't ignore little prob-
lems. Assuming that Il
go away if you re them is
not mature behavior. Good
communication, to prevent
them from becoming big
problems, is.

Activity Program

For several years Bennet
students have, in addition to
their regular program of
studies, had an opportunity to
participate in an activity
program. Students may choose
from any one of some sixty
different activities which are
not a part of the “‘regular
curriculum.”

Teachers also have a choice
in sponsoring an actlvity and
may choose one not in their own
professional area of training.
For example: A math teacher
sponsoring a macrame class,
photography by two home
economics teachers, sailing by
a guidance counselors, Yoga by
another guidance counselor,
and bird study by two English
teachers,

Here's how the activities are
compiled.

Students and teachers
suggest activities through a
questionnaire and a list {s com-
pleted. Students and staff
members sign up for activities
and are scheduled one or two
times a week by the school ad-
ministration.

Usually each session is of an
eight-to-ten-week duration after
which students may select
another activity in which to
participate. This is one way
which allows more students to
take part in very popular ac-
tivities such as ceramics, Man,
Myth and Magic, arts and
crafts, and boys' cooking.

The activity period is 1:20 to
2:15 p.m. on Tuesday and
Thursday. It is scheduled at this

time since several activities ex- °

tend well beyond the normal
dismissal time. Some of these
are bowling, Natufe Center
aides, golf, drama, sailing and
gymnastics,

Some other activities
available for students are fur-
niture refinishing, arts and
crafts, ceramics, chess, crewel

work, drama, ecology, first aid, -

fly tying, metal crafts, model
building, photography,
Smarteens, weight lifting and
yoga — this is only a partial
listing of the activities
available.

Since the first activity ses-
sion was completed recently,
we have included student
descriptions and reactions to
several types of activities.

Home Economic Aides:
"Ninth grade girls have the op-
portunity to help seventh and
eighth grade girls with their
cooking. We came to the food
lab every other week during
study halls to assist the girls."
(Ellen Uzanas, Debhie
DeSimone)

Military History: “In this
club we studied famous land
and sea brattles. Mr, Steinmeyer
brought in slides, books and
other interesting material
which helped us in understan-
ding these battles." (Neal Mon-
tany, Jelf Slater, Colin
Campbell)

Crewel work and
Needlepoint: “‘This activity
consists of all forms of
needlework. Mrs. Waggoner,
our sponsor, instructs the class
on many of the finer points of
this craft. Some girls have
made pillow and pictures as
well as other forms of
needlework, We feel it Is a
worthwhile activity." (Sharon
Guzik, Pat Burke)

Games People Play: (“Mr, J.
Warren supervises this activi-
ty. Many new games were
purchased this year for the
club. Some games were Inword,
Scrabble, Checkers, Chess and
Yahtzee." (Linda Embser)

Fly Tying Club: Ini this activi-
ty the members learn how to tie
artificial fishing flies using
such materials as rabbit and
squirrel fur, feathers, tinsel
4nd floss. Although most of the
malerial is purchased at local
sporting goods stores, some of
the feathers and fur was
supplied by the members from
hunting trips.

The boys attempt to tie four
basic types of flies: Streamer,
bucktail, wet and dry. The
members had an opportunity to
try- their skill on.the Salmon

River but had to fall back on the
ever reliable worm in order to
land any fish. Regan Clancy and
Glenn Johnson were voted the
best fly tyers in the club.

Advanced Chess Club: A
large double elimination tour-
nament with 40 players was
'featured in this  activity. The
results were as follows: First,
Lance Tatro; second, Garry
Leonowicz and Richard Jen-
nings; third, Richard Cotton;

Members of the Rockville Area
Chamber of Commerce have
responded favorably to
proposals made to reduce
energy use, Howard Wolfanger,
chairman of the chamber's
energy committee, and R. Ber-
nard Crowl, executive director
of the chamber, said today.

Memos were sent to chamber
members asking them how they
planned to cooperate with
proposals to reduce energy con-
sumption, and in most in-
stances members disclosed
plans which they have already

"This by no means indicates
that we can be complacent. To
the contrary, complacency
could call a halt to the
cooperative attitude displayed
lo date," they said.

The energy committee plans

to release specific suggestions
for reducing energy consump-
tion and will keep members
posted as to how plans are
working.

The two are urging all
members, who are voluntarily
complying with restrictions, to
go a little further in areas
where they feel they can make
greater sacrifices. They noted
that the ways will vary from in-
dividual to individual.

The energy coommittee

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
has cleared up the
constitutional problem that
threatened to blocK the nomina-
tion of Sen. William B. Saxbe,
R-Ohlo, as attorney general and
the Senate Judiclary Com-
mittee has indicated it will act
E::rmptly on confirmation
ings. '

The House voted to.lower the
attorney general's salary to
$35,000, a cut of $25,000,
allowing Saxbe to take office if
confirmed despite a con-
Stitutional provision prohibiting
him from acceding to an office
for which he voted a salary in-
crease while a member of the

« Senate. }

The White House has in-
dicated Nixon would sign the
salary bill promptly and send
Saxbe's nomination to the
Senate shortly thereafter.

An aide to the Senate
Judiciary Committee said the
committee would attempt . to
act ‘'on the nomination quickly
80 Saxbe could be approved and
sworn in before Congress
adjourns for Christmas, about
Dec. 21.

But the ‘nomination could be
delayed until after the Christ-
mas break by opponents who
argue that despite the ‘salary
bill Saxbe cannot hold the office
legally.

They say that only a con-
stitutional amendment could
allow Saxbe to take the job.

In addition to lowering the

salary, the legislation, ap-

proved without objection by the
House, would provide for a
quick court test of the con-
stitutionality of the action,

Saxbe was in his first year of
his current Senate term in 1969
when Congress voted to raise
the salary for cabinet officers
from $35,000 to $60,000.

Acting Attorney General
Robert Bork, whom Saxbe
would replace when confirmed,
has testified before Senate
committees that Nixon would
not submit the nomination until
the salary bill was passed
because the nomination might
be considered illegal if it were
made before Saxbe b;c’nme
eligible.

HARTFORD (UPI) — The
state chapter of the National
Assoclation for the Advance-
ment of Colored People says
thousands of minority workers
could lose their jobs because of
economic cutbacks.

Ben Andrews, -the chapter's
executive director, asked the
Connecticut Commission on
Human Rights and Oppor-
tunities to take immediate
steps to offset the possible
layoffs.

They would come, Andrews
suggested, if some employers
use the so - called ““last hired,
first fired'' concept which
would “ignore all of the steps
made through affirmative ac-
tion programs (o give black and
Spanish speaking people ad-
vancement."

General layoffs of between
10,000 and 20,000 workers have
been predicted by public of-
ficlals, Andrews said.

Virginia Diehl, chairman of
the Covent'y Welfare Board,
has released the following In-
formation to clarify the board's
function in case of an emergen-
cy due to the energy shortage.

White House Gives
Jaworski More
Tapes, Documents

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The
White House has turned over a
“significant number” of tape
recordings and a ‘‘substantial
number"" of documents beyond
those subpoenaed in the
Watergate case, special
prosecutor Leon Jaworski sajd
today. ‘

In a brief statement,
Jaworski said the additional
tapes and papers were
delivered to his office during
the weekend, The statement did
not identify the materials and a
spokesman for Jaworski
declined to elaborate.

The statement said, “"Respon-
sive to requests of recent
weeks, White House counsel on
Saturday delivered to the
special prosecutor a significant
number of tape recordings, the
contents of which will be
carefully analyzed.

““Such of these as contain in-
formation material to the
special prosecutor’s in-
vestigations will be presented
to the (Watergate) grand jury
without delay.”

The statement added, ‘' A sub-
stantial number of the
documents requested by the
special prosecutor were also
delivered and assurances have
been given by White House
counsel that searches are now
in progress for certain
documents for which requests
are outstanding."

Jaworski is known to have
been seeking White House tapes
and documents pertaining to
the Watergate break-in and its
cover-up, in addition to
materials that the White House
provided two weeks ago under
subpoend’

He also is known to be
seeking materials pertihent to

related cases such as dairy in-
dustry contributions to the 1972
Nixon election campaign and an
settlement in 1971 of an an-
titrust suit involving Inter-
national Telephone and
Telegraph Corp.

Federal court documents dis-
closed last week that Jaworski
on Nov. 14 requested a number
of tape recordings and
memoranda involving White
House meeting in early January
of this year.

John W. Dean III, former
White House counsel, testified
at Sepate Watergate hearings
last summer that, discfissions
took place during that period
relative to granting executive
clemency to one of the
Watergate conspirators, E.
Howard Hunt.

Federal Judge John J. Sirica
listened last week to one of the
other White House tapes — one
containing an 18-minute hum
that blocked out a presidential
conversation on Watergate
three days after the burglary
occurred.

Electronic experts are
expected to give Sirica a report
this week on whether they
might be able to restore the
original conversation, and
possibly also what caused the
erasure,

R e s A,
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We're all for the one-day-a-w
sessions announced for the 1974 General
Assembly by its leaders, but not for the
same reason they gave— to conserve fuel.

We're for the mini sessions because we
think that’s all they need to accomplish
their business. °

We didn't go along with the push for an-
nual sessions — not in 1969, when it was
recommended; not in 1970, when it was ap-
proved in referendum by the voters; not in
1871, when it went into effect; and not
now. '

We thought; and we still do, that the
General Assembly can complete all its
business by meeting, as it did prior to 1971,
for five months every two years, It can
adopt a two-year budget in that time, it
can attend to all important matters in that
time, it can cut down the cost of govern-
ment in that time and, if the emergency
ever arises, it can call itself back into
special session at any time.

Prior to 1971, the legislature met for five
months in the odd-numbered years (from
the Wednesday following the first Monday
in January to the Wednesday following the
first Monday in June).

Now, in addition to the five-month ses-
sion in odd-numbered years, it meets for
three months in even-numbered years
(from the Wednesday following the first
Monday in January to the .Wednesday
following the first Monday in May).

The operating budget for the 1969-70
legislature was $2.7 million, with $2.1

million of it spent when it was in session in -

1969 and $600,000 when it wasn't in session
in 1870.

The budget for 1973-74 is an estimated $8
million — $4 million for each year.

Up until 1971-72, state senators and
representatives , received $5,500 for their
two years in office. When the 1973-74
legislature took office, the salaries went

}g ) |

to $13,000 for the two-year stint — a raise
of over 135 per cent. It was voted by the
1071-73 legislature,

Certainly, the Cost of Living Council
would object if some of us were to get
raises of 135 per cent. And certainly our
employers would object, and even dock
our pay, were we to report to work one day
a week for only three months in the year.

And wé're not speaking of $25,000 to $50,-
000 a year executives. We're speaking of
those countless people who still are ear-
ning $13,000 or less every two years — or,
as we compute it, $6,500 a year.

Let's not forget that, with very, very
few exceptions if any, the 36 state senators
and the 151 state representatives derive a
full-time income from other sources.

And it takes lots of energy to do that.

Fourth District Congressman ‘Stewart
B. McKinney, R, of Fairfield is co-
sponsoring a bill that could spell an end to
the manufacture of what he terms ‘'gas-
guzzlings automobiles,” produced in and
after 1975.

He wants to place a graduated excise
tax on the cars, based on their gasoline
consumption — with the levy, for example,
0 in 1984 for cars getting over 22 miles to
the gallon, and 640 per cent for cars get-
ting six or less miles to the gallon.

In 1975, the first year for the bill, were it
to pass, and that is extremely doubtful, the
tax would be 0 for cars getting over 18
miles to the gallon, and 40 per cent for
those getting six or under,

McKinney's bill is but one of many such
extreme ideas being introduced in the
Congress. Multiply that by the 50 state
legislatures in the United States and one
becomes overwhelmed by the number and
variety of suggestions to be made — all in
the interest of the energy crisis..

The Cowboys, who had to beat Washington by at least eight
points Sunday to take over first place in the National Conference
East, did it with ease, completely dominating the Redskins en
route to a 27-7 romp.

There were five playoff berths open at the start of the weekend
and five still remain, but the picture is considerably clearer.

PHILADELPHIA (UPI) — When a guy like Harold Car-
michael of the Philadelphia Eagles is leading the National
Football League in pass receptions, it takes something
extra to put the fun back into catching a football.

Watching Carmichael cross the goal line, Gabriel squeézed his
fist shut and thrust his arm above his head in a triumphant salute,
and then he ran 62 yards down the middle of the field to grab Car-
michael around the waist in a bear hug.

The touchdown made it 17-14, and the Eagles went ahead later
in the third period on a 45-yard interception return by John
Outlaw.

Afterward, Carmichael was ready for skeptics who might ac-
cuse him of showboating on his touchdown play.

"I 'don’t worry about being called a hot dog,"" he said. ““The only
ones who say you're a hot dog are the ones who don't want to see
you score.

""Everybody does his own thing, I've always wanted to score
like that."

The Jets were able to gain a 17-0 lead on the first of three field
goals by Bobby Howfield, a nine-yard run by Emerson Boozer and
an 11-yard pass to Boozer from quarterback Al Woodall.

Bills’ Linemen

Cleared Way

For O.J. to Gain 219 Yards -

ORCHARD PARK, N.Y. (UPI) — “We'll get it if we
have to run ‘Juice' 64 times,"

Reggie McKenzie, Buffalo Bills’ offensive guard,
summed up the thoughts of Buffalo’s offensive line in going
all out to help running back O.J. Simpson set a new all-
time rushing record next Sunday. The Bills ran up an easy
37-13 victory over the New England Patriots Sunday and
pushed Simpson’s National Football League leading
rushing total to 1,803 yards, just 61 yards short of breaking
Jim Brown's 1963 record of 1,863 yards.

The game was played on a snow-covered Rich Stadium field -

before 72 470 loyal fans and some of the Bills were worried that
the slippery field conditions would hurt the Bills' running game.

‘“We were a little worried with the weather and all," said guard
Joe De La Mielleure. ““As it turned out the weather gave us an ad-
vantage." ’

The Bills took advantage early in the game just 15 seconds
after Jeff White's 14-yard field goal in the first quarter. On the
following kickoff, Wallace Francis went 90 yards to put Buffalo
on top for good. ~

Simpson scored from six yards dut early in the second quarter
and John Levpoldt added a 34-yard field goal for Buffalo to boost
the Bills' lead to 17-3 before White added a 12-yard field goal for
the Patriots to cut the lead to 17-6-at the half.

Best Effort of Season

Buffalo quarterback Joe Ferguson hit Bob Chandler with a 37-
yard scoring pass early in the third quarter and Levpoldt added a
-yard field goal to give the Bills a 27-6 lead. The Patroits’ only
touchdown came on a five-yard run by quarterback Jim Plunkett
at 9:53 of the third quarter.

After a 70-yard run by Simpson from the Buffalo 20 to the New
England 10, Ferguson again found Chandler with a six-yard
scoring pass late in the third period.

Simpson ran for 28 and 25 yards on successive plays to set up a
2-yard field goal by Levpoldt in the fourth quarter to close out
the scoring.

It was an eventful game for the Bills. The victory guaranteed
them their first winning season since 1966 when they. compiled a
9-5-1 record. Simpson, who finished the game with 219 yards
rushing, set an NFL record.with 10 games of rushing for 100 yards
or more.

All the records aside, however, Bills coach Lou Saban said his
prime concern was winning the football game,

“The first priority is to get the win," the happy Saban com-
mented. **And after that he (Simpson) can set the record. But the

-first priority is to win. It's wonderful.”

The Bills have one game left next week against the New York
Jets in which to get Simpson the record, but Saban feels that it
has already been a very good season for the former Helsman
trophy winner.

of his teammates being bounced to the ice by a rival ruf-
fian. ;

I phoned my sister in Nova Scotia today and she told me 1 was
going to get my 100th goal tonight,” the beaming Martin said Sun-
day night after potting a pair of goals that lifted his NHL career

total to 100 and helped the Buffalo Sabres beat the Toronto Maple

Leafs, 5-2.

"I guess I'll have to phone her a lot more often.”

Hadfield, like Martin a left wing, also had two goals Sunday
night as the New York Rangers defeated the California Golden
Seals, 6-3. Both of Hadlfield's goals came on power plays, and of
the 10 goals he has scored this season, eight have come while New
York held a man advantage.

“When we have it set up right, you can’t defend against it,"
Hadfield said of the Rangers' power play attack. "You get two
guys like Bobby (Rousseau) and Brad (Park) on the points and
then you have Jean (Ratelle) and Rod (Gilbert) working inside.
Those guys can really throw it around.

“All T have to do is just stay far enough away from the net so
that the second defenseman can't cover me. If the defenseman
comes over to me, then the front of the net is left open.”

Hadlield, who positions himself on an angle to the left of the
cage, scored 23 power play goals two years ago and the Rangers
now have scored at least one goal in the last 12 games while they
had a man advantage. ‘

In other National Hockey League games Sunday night, the
Chicago Black Hawks stretched their winning streak to seven
games by beating the Minnesota North Stars, 5-3, and the Boston
Bruins rallied for two goals in the final minute and a half to gain a
3-3 tie against the Philadelphia Flyers.

Gerry Meehan also had two goals for Buffalo and Don Luce
notched the other as the Sabres climbed to within two points of
fourth-place Toronto in the East Division.

Stan Mikita, who became the 30th player to take part in hid
1,000th NHL game, celebrated the milestone with two assists as
Chicago overcame a 2-1 first-period deficit with three goals in the
second period against Minnesota. Dennis Hull had two goals for
the Black Hawks.

Bobby Orr scored with only 1:22 left to play and Phil Esposito
scored his second goal of the game and 28th of the season just 50
seconds later to give Boston its tie at Philadelphia.

Energy Legislation
Moves In Congress

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
Congress is headed toward final
approval of a bill to return most
of ‘the country to Daylight
Saving Time, probably by Jan.
6, in a nationwide effort to con-
serve energy.

The Senate, in a vote against
what Sen. George S. McGovern,
DS.D., called “gas guzzling
monsters,” passed Monday a
sweeping energy conservation
measure that would require car
makers to boost automobile gas
mileage to at least 20 miles per
gallon by 1984.

The measures are among
more than a dozen pieces of
energy legislation now working
their way through Congress.

Transportation Secretary
Claude S. Brinegar said he
would meet today with truck
stop operators in an attempt to
work out a solution to truckers’
complaints that have over the
past days resulted in blockades
of interstate highways in about
a dozen different states.

Egypt and Israel raised the possibility today of progress
toward troop pullbacks along the Suez Canal, but officials
in Tel Aviv refused even to talk peace with Syria without a
list of war prisoners held by Damascus,

Authorities in Cairo said
today Egypt hopes an initial
Israeli troop pullback may
come before the end of the
year. They said the issue
probably would be one of the
first discussed at the scheduled
Dec. 18 Middle East peace con-
ference in Geneva.

The Egyptian view was
expressed following word from
Israeli Defense Minister Moshe
Dayan in Jerusalem Monday
that Israel was ready to make
some concessions at'the talks,
including partial withdrawal
from occupied Arab lands, He
added, however, lsrael would
not agree to give up all land
captured in the 1967 Middle
East war.

The Israeli and Egyptian
stands on troop pullbacks
appeared to be gelting closer
despite a new exchange of
atrocity charges by the two
sides during the 17-day war and
reports of more fighting along
the cease-fire lines,

The military command in Tel
Aviv today termed as
"‘altogether groundiess” Cairo
charges leveled Monday that
the Israelis tortured Egyptian
prisoners of war,

The Israeli denial was aimed
at Egyptian military
spokesman Maj. Gen. Ezzeddin
Mukhtar, who told a news con-
ference in Cairo the Israelis
tortured soldiers and civilians
before and after the war.

Earlier Monday, Israel issued
a similar charge, claiming
Egypt murdered 28 Israeli
prisoners and tortured several
others,

The military command in Tel
Aviv reported 10 skirmishes
with Egyptian and Syrian
troops Monday, It said one
Israeli soldier was wounded in
the fighting, raising Tel Aviv's
total wounded to 33 in almost
daily clashes since the Oct. 24
cease-fire.

Bill Passes 75.15

The energy conservation bill,
passed, 75-15, by the Senate,
was the first comprehensive ef-
fort by Congress to control
America's growing appetite for
energy and would put into
effect a government-wide plan
to curtail energy use in both the
public and private sector.

A key provision would require
the Transportation Department
to impose minimum gas
mileage standards on the auto
industry by 1978,

The provision sets as a goal a
50 per cent increase in average
fuel economy for new cars over
the next 10 years.

With . the present mileage
average of 13.5 miles per

gallon, that could mean a
minimum mileage average of
aotsleast 20 miles per gallon by
1084, -

The rules would go into effect
for the 1978 model year and new
cars not meeting the standards
could not be bought or sold.

The bill also sets general
energy goals, calls for fuel
saving within the government,
orders energy conservation
research, and would require
appliance manufacturers to tell

purchasers the estimated an-
nual opérating costs of their
products,
