Savings Bond Interest Increased

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The
government, in an attempt to
make itself more financially at-
tractive to potential investors,
has raised the interest rate on
U.S. Savings Bonds from 5.5 to 6
per cent,

The higher yleld applies to
the full amount of all bonds
purchased after Dec..1 and to

the remaining life of bonds
bought before that -date,
Citizens who already hold
savings bonds will automatical-
ly receive the higher return and
do not have to contact the
government, the Treasury
Department said.

The main differénce for most
investors is that their govern-

ment bonds will reach full value
sooner than before; There is no
difference in the amount paid to
buy the bond 6r the amount
collected on mhturity,

For example, a $25 Series E
bond still costs $18.75 and a $100
bond costs $75. But the bonds
now reach their full value in
five years, instead of § years

and 10 months. The shorter
maturity. accounts for the

higher yield.

Series H bonds, which pay in-
terest twice a year for 10 years,
will now yield 528 per cent for
the first five years and 6.5 per
cent for the remainder for an
over-all yield of 6 per cent.

Construction of Interstate
291 between Windsor and
Manchester and completion
of an I-84 link near the
Manchester-East Hartford
town line are among the
recommendations.made in a
Connecticut Department of
Transportation (DOT) study
released Wednesday by Gov.
Thomas Meskill.

The DOT study, prepared
by direction of Meskill,
recommends abolishing the
proposed I-86 expressway
from Wethersfield to
Manchester and a con-
troversial section of I1-291
between Farmington and
Windsor. -

Gov. Meskill, announcing the
reorganization of transporta-
tion priorities Wednesday, said
the recommendations mean
Connecticut is reducing its

commitment to highways and
increasing the emphasis on
public transportation,

Among the other. transporta-
tion ideas suggested in the DOT
study are starting six more
commuter express bus lines,
acquisition of railroad rights-
of<way for construction of
busways, elinfination .of
Connecticut River bridge tolls,
and additional rail service,

About $150 million in federal
funds for the scrapped 1-88 and
1-291 highways could be used for
mass transportation programs,
if the affected towns consent,
Meskill said, That figure in-
cludes §115 million for the
Greater Hartford area.

But before a shift in the funds
is made, Meskill said, *‘we
must have input from the com-
munities involved." The DOT
recommendations will be dis-
cussed in a series of meetings
throughout the area, he said.

The DOT study strongly
recommend that the I-84 con-

nector project in East Hartford
and Manchester be built
because the project will permit
greater use of the 7.2-mile I-84
segment between Manchester's
Spencer St. and Bolton Notch.

The proposed project in-
volves widening the Wilbur
Cross Highway from six to ten
lanes and construction of the
connector.

Plans for the 1-84 connector,
however, are being held up
because the project is closely
related to the proposed 1-88
from Wethersfield to
Manchester, which was to have
connected with I-84 in a major
interchange near Laurel Lake.

Withdrawal of the 1-86 plans
will require other highway im-
provements in the Glastonbury
and East Hartford areas, the
study said.

Hospital Awaiting
Rate Increase Decision

Manchester Memorial
Hospital officials must sit back
and wait the final decision of
the Commission on Hospitals
and Health Care as lo whether
they will be granted their rate
increase request.

Al a hearing held yesterday in
the commission’s conference
room in Hartford, George
Nichols, attorney, and George
Roy, controller, flanked
Edward Kenney, MMH hospital
administrator, as theg
presented their facts wit
explanations to the hearing pan-
el at which State Commissioner
Thomas White presided.

In his opening remarks,
Nichols expressed displeasure
because notification of the
hearing had been received only
two days previously. The short
time was hardly sufficient, he
said, to assemble a complete
presentation.

Commissioner White offered
the right to waive the hearing
on the grounds of insufficient
evidence if Nichols so chose,
with the option of scheduling a
later hearing. However, if the
hearing was waived, White said
it would lessen the ce of
scheduling a ﬂnal’ hearing
before the full commission Dec.
18. The final hearing is a last
chance for hospitals to present
their case in the event the
hearing panel agreés with the
staff and decides against the
hospitals.

After a brief consultation
with Kenney, Nichols decided

to continue with the hearing at
that tigne.

Edward Karnasiewicz,
executive director of the
Hospital Cost Commission,
frequently suggested that MMH
could well operate .under its
present budget, At one point, he
asked Kenney, “'If you
tightened your belt, couldn't
you live with it (the budget)
comfortably?"

Kenney's reply was that as he
saw It, “We (the hospital) are
heading for disaster.”

Congidered a- non-profit
hospital, MMH does, however,
operate on a profit.

In what Kenney called his
philosophy of budgeting, he said
about 99 per cent of the
hospital's revenue comes from
patient and out-patient charges.
He said it seems neither feasi-
ble nor prudent to operate on a
zero-to-zero basis.

He bragged that MMH has a
history of operating on a gain.

Asked by the panel how the
profit is used, Kenney replied
that the profit is “returned to
the community in the form of
capital equipment.”

Money would have to have
been borrowed amounting to
$2% million toward the $7
million worth of new construc-
tion recently completed had it
not been for profit, ‘explained
Kenney.

Karnasiewicz said the staff
“‘would not be infamous if there
should be a gain.” He said there
were other non-profit hospitals
who showed a gain. They were
the hospitals which because of

their locations and because of
the level of income in the areas
were unable to rely solely on
contributions to maintain their
budget. He said the staff
doesn't feel a hospital should in-
cur a deficit.

In October, MMH increased
room and board rates 4.7 per
cent. In order to recover the
hospital's cost increases in the
special services areas —
operaling room, laboratory, X-
ray, etc. — It was necessary to
increase prices slightly more
than six per cent to recover the
hospital’s cost increases,

But the over-all price in-
crease was balanced out to 4.8
per cent. The commission has
not accepted this kind of in-
crease.

The stafi questioned income
used from the Rogers' fund.
Kenney explained money from
that fund is used for laboratory
equipment and research only
and would not affect the budget.
Classified ‘“‘other revenue,"
Kenney explained that the fund
is “‘legally restricted," and that
any proposed expenditure is
first reviewed by a committee
of doctors after which it is ap-
proved by the bank which ad-
ministers the fund.

More than once, Kenney told
the staff that “had we used a
shotgun approach and
requested a straight 59 per
cent rate increase, we would
not be here today and it would
have generated more revenue.

Blackstone Says Mayors
Responsive to People -

‘““The only difference between
a strong-mayor government
and a council-manager
government,'" said East Hart-
ford Mayor Richard Blackstone
in Manchester Wednesday
night, '‘is-that the strong mayor
must answer to the eleclorate
for his mistakes, while the town
manager is isolated from it."

Blackstone, a Democrat,
spoke before Manchester's
government-study committee,
sometimes called the Blue Rib-
bon Committee. It was created
in "August by the Board of
Directors and charged with the
task of determining whether
Manchester's government cor-
rectly serves the town's best in-
terests,

Blackstone is serving his
third' two-year term as East
Hartford mayor. He is the only
mayor it has had under the
strong-mayor form of govern-
ment, adopted i April 1968,
Prior to then, East Hartford
had a council-commission form
of government — with a nine-

member town counci], a
"'weak’' mayor elected
separately by the electorate
(with ceremonial duties), and
several appointed commissions
to oversee operations. In 1969,
the eleclorate rejected a
proposal for a council-manager
government, -

‘‘Basically,” said Blackstone,
“you have to decide whether
you want a chief executive to be
responsible to the entire com-
munity or to a group of nine
people (the town council or, as
in Manchester, the Board of
Directors).

“A town manager can make
the same mistakes a strong-
mayor makes,'" insisted
Blackstone, “'but it is the
mayor who is quicker to correct
them, because he must answer
to the electorate or his job
depends on it,

“On the other hand, when a
manager’s actions and
decisions are bad, the blame is
placed on your directors. Why
blame them? They've. become
dependent upon him for policy-
' making, even though it's their

function,

o

“Voting them out of office
doesn't alter the manager's ac-
tions nor manner of operation.
They're out and he's in. Are
they really accountable for his
decisions and errors?”"

He said, ''Looking at
Manchester historically, one
sees greal continuity in the
Board of Directors under the
council-manager government.
Check it out and you'll find at
least six of the nine survive
each election. What happens?
They become dependent on the
manager for advise and
counsel. All he has to do is keep
six of them happy." :

Blackstone added, 'In a
council-manager form of

government the council is sup-

posed to make policy. In point
of fact, it doesn't. It's the
manager who does, and he's in
the background. In a strong-
mayor government the mayor
:13 supposed to make policy. He
oes,

“Your charter and ours (East

Merchants are cooperating
by reducing business hours,
dimming lights during store
hours, turning more lights off
earlier at night, and reducing
heating temperatures, Harrison
said.

Harrison said it's unusual for
town directors to say
merchants are “‘dragging their
feet," when politicians are
always dragging their feet,

The directors’ comments
were (oo hasty, Harrison said,
objecting to their discussion of
the matter without having the
facts.

Director Hillery Gallagher's
insinuation that merchants
were stalling energy-saving
measures until after Christmas
was a “low blow,” Harrison
said. o

Admitting that the Christmas
holiday season is profitable for
merchants, Harrison main-
tained that merchants’ energy-
saving cutbacks are hurting
their business.

Reduced holiday store hours
have meant loss of sales and
reduction of employment,
Harrison said. There is less
overtime pay and fewer'part-
timers employed this year, he
said.

“This is more than just an
energy crisis,” Harrison said.
“We have an economic crisis to
consider as well,"” he said.

Tuesday night, the Board of
Directors adopted a motion by
Director Vivian Ferguson that
merchants be requested to
diminish window lighting after
store hours, cut down on
lighting during business hours,
and reduce their heating to
reasonable levels. .

Director Gallagher un-
successfully called for a resolu-
tion condemning the
merchants.

All of the attempts to curtail use of
energy are but bandages on the
wound. Healing will come only when
supply can again be brought close to
demand. However, we certainly ought
to continue to be frugal in our use of

finite supplies.

If the oil and gas companies are to
find new fields, a large expenditure of
funds will be required. And as every
one recognizes oil and gas prospecting
is one of the riskiest financial ven-
tures in which you can engage.

It is so risky, in fact, that the major

how much we spend on
developing other forms of
energy.

So much for still another
helping of bad news. The good
news, which admittedly is no
cause for general dancing in the
streets, is that the U.S. now has
a program — dependent, of
course, on the whims political
and emotional of President
Nixon and Congress. The AEC
has come out of hiding and told
us: This is what we should do,
and,do as soon as possible. As
ol' Mao is fond of saying, a
mile's journey starts with a
step.

The program smacks of
science fiction. But it has been
formulated by experts who
know something about the sub-
ject, and thus can be accepted
as probably practical. The
recommendations talk about
things that cah be done.

For example, the report
urges that spuaglg on nuclear
fusion power beé\increased to
$145-milllon next\ yeaf, $250-
million the following year and
more than $400-million by fiscal
1979,

Nuclear fusion has great
promise, and that promise well
might have been fulfilled by
now if our statesmen had
started spending big money on
it 10 years ago, instead of
wringing their hands and
making scarey speeches.

There is solar research and

there are geothermal
programs. I'm not sure I know
what they mean, but it is
generally agreed that the sun’s
heat can be harnessed if we see
to it, and so can heat stored In
huge pools beneath the earth.
This reserve consists of hot
steam, hot brine and the heat
contained in so-called ‘‘hot dry
rock" in the West, where ''the
earth’s mantle bulges closer to
the surface." I definitely don't
understand the how's of that,
but I'll take the scientists’ word
for it.

The coal program is easier to
grasp. There i3 a great deal of
never-mined coal deep in the
earth and in shale, which Is
called fissile rock. The AEC
says the U.S. should build four
demonstration coal mines to
test new methods of deep-pit
and shale mining. Bituminous
shale yields ol by a process of
distillation.

The biggest coal program
recommended Is that to change
coal into a cleaner gas or liquid,
The AEC urges that as much as
$100-million be spent on
commercial-sized plants to
make synthetic fuels from coal.
Private industry would build
the plants at a cost of $500-
million apiece, with Uncle Sam
paying for whatéver
technological changes would be
needed — and, more practical-
ly, guaranteeing industry
a market for the fuels by picking
up the price difference between
synthetic and natural fuels.

But all this says only that the
real good news will be late in
arriving. More, it raises the
question of what all our expen-
sive government agencies and
assorted Presidents were doing
during the past decade when a
start should have heen made on
avoiding the present energy
crisis, ]

Mostly, it seems, they Have
been telling us we are the
greatest and richest country in
the world. Let's have no more
that baloney. If we were the
greatest and richest we
wouldn't be in this pickle, our
foreign policy dependent on the
vagaries of Arab and
politicians. We put men‘on the
moon and in the new sky lab,
but now we're discovering we
can't heat our homes or run our
automobiles with prestige.

Love was to be “senior adviser” to the President on energy
matters. But when he was shown a chart of the new setup,
could quickly see that his name wasn't on it at all.

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Health Care
Bill Would Set .
Up Corporations

WASHINGTON (UPI) — Sen.
Claiborne Pell, D-R.I,, says he
has tintroduced legislation that
would provide a floor of health
care benefits to workers and
their families and would set up
corporations to provie health
services and education.

Pell said his bill, cosponsored
by Sen. Walter F. Mpq_(_iale. D-
Minn., is similar to législation
he submitted two years ago
known as the ‘‘Healith Benefits
and Health Distribution Act."”

His latest measure, he said,
requires employers provide for
their workers and families a
floor of basic health benefits,
largely preventive.

In addition, he said, the bill
calls for the creation of fedéral-
ly chartered area health ser-
vices and health education cor-
porations to unite existing
health services, like hospitals
and doctors, into a coordinated
agency. He said the agency
would provide health care with
efficient planning and reduced
costs.

The third main feature of his
proposal, he said, is establish-
ment of regional health plan-
ning councils “to insure that
adequate plans are being made
for the provision of health ser-
vices to each citizen and that
adequate plans are being made
for the education of needed
health personnel and for con-

struction of needed health/'\"

facilities."”

He said today's problems in
health care revolve around
shortage and impractical dis-
tribution of medical personnel
and an "‘unsound and antiquated
financing of the health care in-
dus'l-y."

"My bill is carefully designéd
to meet these two problems,”
he said, “'and to fundamentally
restructure the financial and
organizational foundations of
this nation's health care
system."

Terming his legislation
“uniquely American and a un-
iquely comprehensive ap-
proach,” Pell said, “It does not

represent a plan for socialized,

medicine. It does not represent
a plan for another large
neverending “federal grant
program.

“It is an altempt to en-
courage the development of a
total system approach to the
health care problem."

« "It is an attempt to create an
integrated system of health
care financing, delivery and
education which will eventually
be capable of operating as a
selfsufficient system within our
economy, and it is an attempt
te utilize some basic principles
of puble resource management
and corporate finance in the
best interests of the health
needs of the nation,” he said.

DR LAWRENCE E. LAMB

Hiatal hernia problem

DEAR DR. LAMB — Re-
cently my husband has been
bothered by chest pains,
numbness in the arm, and
stomach disorders.

He went for a check-ur and
the doctor told him he has a
hiatal hernia. Could you give
us any information you have
about this ailment? His doc-
tor said very little could be
done about it except to raise
his head up while sleeping
and to take medication for
the acid in his stomach, He is
37 years old.

EAR READER - [ have
discussed this problem
before, but since there are
still so many letters asking
about it, I'll hit the highlights.

It is best described as an
enlargement of the normal
hole in the diaphragm where
the esophagus tube passes
through it to the stomatch. As
a resull, a portion of the
stomach literally herniates
through the hole into the
chest cavity. There is nor-

mally a complex closure me- .

chanism at the top of the
stomach. When it Eerniales
through the diaphragm, this
closure mechanism is faulty,
When you lie down, then the
contents in the stomach tend
to leak backward into the
lower esophagus,

The acid stomach contents
in the lower esophagus area
cause “heartburn,” The her-
nia can sometimes cause acl-
ing in the chest and even
pains in the arm. However,
this must be separated from
heart problems. It can also
cause faintness. These
symptoms occur when the
stomach is actually pushing
through the enlarged hole.

So, what can you do about
it? Raising the head of the
bed is important. In fact, any
time the person lies down the
head should be elevated in
such a manner that the chest

is up higher than the abdo-
men. The whole idea is to
make it difficalt for the
stomach, or a portion of it, to
slid?hrough the hole into the
chest. =

Medicine to control the
stomach acid is also helpful.
In that way, if anything leaks
back, it won't burn as much.

Then a person should be
careful to eliminate all mea-
sures that will compress the
abdomen. That means not
wearing tight belts, girdles,
or constricting garments.

Then it is important not to
bend over. Any movement
that compresses the abdomen
or lowers the chest is apt to
cause the hernia to occur and

Lcause ﬁlymptoms.

[t follows that these people
should only eat small meals,
perhaps at more frequent in-
tervals, and the last meal of
the day should be low in fat
and of small volume. That is
sp the stomach will empty
completely before going to
bed. 1t is best not to lie down
until at least two hours after
any meal. If there are any
foods that form gas or disten-
tion, they should be elimi-
nated from the diet.

Finally, any obesity should
be eliminated. And in
selected cases when the prob-
lem warrants it and there are
no other important problems,
surgery is sometimes useful

Now, I can't verify your
husband's diagnosis. An ex-
amination is necessary to es
tablish that as the problem. I
this is his difficulty, these
measures should help him to
get along belter.

Fewer Gas Stations Predicted

DOUG BEVINS
(Herald Reporter)

There's a good chance
motorists will find considerably
fewer gasoline service stations,
due to the gasoline shortage and
other factors, in the next two to
three years, a gasoline dis-
tributor told Manchester's
Independent Garage Owners
Asgsociation (IGO) Tuesday
night.

The unidentified spokesman
for a major oil company dis-
tributor said he feels major oil
companies will reduce the
number of gasoline cutlets and
will attempt to run the stations
themselves. There will also be
a decline in the number of “‘un-
branded" gasoline stations, he
said, y

The local station operators
were '‘flabbergasted" by those
off-the-record predictions, ac-
cording to Pete Listro of
Manchester, operator of Pete's
Citgo Service at 555 W. Middle
Tpke. and president of the 1GO.

Listro, himself ‘‘astounded"
by the distributor's comments,
admitted there have been in-
dications in recent months that
major oil companies were for-
mulating plans for complete
take-over of locally owned
stations.

Want Control

“They (the major oil com-
panies) want to control stations
selling their products,” Listro
said. He said at least two major

oil firms have plans to '‘take
over" stations when operators’
leases run out.

‘It hasn’t happened in
Manchester yet,"” Listro noted,
but he said he knows of one case
in a nearby town where a long-
time station operator has been
ousted by his distributor.

Listro said he suspects gas-
oline and oil shortages are only
part of the reason why the
major oil companies want to
control the stations. A recently

enacted state law requiring

gasoline station franchise

leases to run at least three

years is also to blame, he said.
Can't Cancel Leases

The major companies are
reluctant to sign leases of that
long duration, Listro said,
because they can't “get out” of
the lease if a station operator
‘‘goes bad."

Reducing the number of
stations, as well as company
control, would mean more
profits for the major oil firms,
Listro said. “It cuts overhead
costs and allows them to con-
trol the industry,” he said.

The spokesman who talked to
the local station operators
Tuesday night said he expects
his company will attempt to
completely*control 80 or 80 per
cent of its outlets, Listro
reported.

Listro said the oil companies
will apparently try to maintain
the same amount of business
with fewer stations.

Further Cutbacks

Commenting on the present
gasoline shortage, Listro said
there's only one thing certain
about the situation — "'It's get-
ting worse.” He said many
Manchester stations are cutting
back business hours beyond the
Sunday closings, and about
three-quarters of the IGO
members indicated they'll be
closed Dec, 23 through Dec. 25
(Christmas Day).

The IGO didn’t formulate any
policy on the anticipated three-
day closing, Listro said, but
decided to leave the question to
the individual station operator.

The operators who said
they'll be closed those three
days cited gasoline allotments
by their distributors as the
reason, '‘Their allotments just
won't allow them to stay open,”’
Listro said. '

Closing Doesn't Help
President Nixon’s
recommended Sunday closing
of gasoline stations, being done
by most Manchester stations,
hasn't helped relieve shortages,
Listro said.

""People fill their tanks Satur-
day night," he said, '‘and
they're consuming just as much
gasoline."

Station operators' self-
imposed rationing — limiting of
gasoline purchases — hasn’t
helped either, Listro said.

NEW YORK (UPI) — George
Metesky, 70, the ‘‘mad
bomber" who planted aboul 22
homemade bombs arcund New

. York for 16 years, will become
a free man today.

Metesky, originally from
Waterbury, Conn., says he is
anxious to return there to take
care of his crippled sister, Mae,
the only surviving member of
his family.

Metesky was held at
Matteawan State Hospital for
the Criminally Insane for a lit-
tle, more than 17 years and at
Creedmoor State Hospital in
Queens for the past seven
months. -

“In all the years | spent at
Matteawan I received no care
or attention for the simple
reason that I never required
any,"” Metesky said in an inter-
view at Creedmoor this week.
“When I was sent to Mattewan
my life expectancy was only
two weeks— [ was actually sent
there for the purpose of health
— on account of my lung
trouble.”

Wanton Abuse

He said he thought it was
“very unfair for them to keep
me 30 long. I've tried since 1960
to get to a court of law. But
every conceivable obstacle was
placed in my path — forged
documents, forged minutes and
the abuse of discretion on the
part of judges — wanton abuse.

“In a way I am very dis-
satisfied with the treatment I
received [rom the courts and I
think the public should know
about it. That way it might put
a brake on some of the
shenanigans that are going on."

While at Matteawan he was
considered a security risk, but
Metesky said authorities there
had no reason to consider him
dangerous: ‘‘None whatsoever,
I have never caused the
slightest bit of trouble.

“I went to federal court and
received 280 pages of my
Matteawan records and there
isn't a black mark in those
records against me. I've been
able to look through my ward
notes and I am highly
recommended for everything,”
Metesky said.

He said he didn’t think he
would start another bomb at-
tack once he became a free
man because “I haven't time
for that..'m 70 years old and I
haven't got time to be fooling
around like that.

Very Sorry

“I'm sorry that people got
hurt. I'm very sorry about that.
I tried to do everything in my
power to prevent injuries.

“I'm very, very sorry that I
ever went into it (the bom-
bings). I certainly would have
been better off — financially
and otherwise — if I hadn’t
started anything."

Metesky will collaborate with
film-maker Thomas Reichman
in publishing a book about his
life which will be made into a
movie. Metesky said his pur-
pose in exposing his life was “to
present the facts and show a lot

of people who've been pointing
their finger at me that in reality
they should be pointing it at
themselves.

Bay State Budget Axed

BOSTON (UPI) — Gov. Fran-
cis W. Sargent Wednesday
chopped $66 million from two
state budgets passed by the
legislature during the closing
hours of the 1973 session.

Two of the largest reductions
were made in a $77.4 million
capital outlay budget. They
were elimination of four items
totaling $8.5 million for the
Springfield Community
College, and striking a $4.5
million item to renovate Lowell
Tech.

The cuts were made by
Sargent through a rarely used
article in the state Constitution.
The legality of the cuts is likely

to be questioned by state law-
makers when they come back
into session.

The four Springfield items
vetoed by Sargent were: $8
million for a new biology
center; $125,000 for plans to
build three new buildings;
$225,000 to design a new
physical education building,
and $275,000 to plan a new stu-
dent center,

Other building items vetoed
by Sargent included $2.5 million
to acquire the Cardinal Cushing
property in Brookline for a
mental health center, and $3.7
million to renovate the Fernald
School for the Mentally
Retarded.

In addition to vetoing and
reducing items in the capital
outlay budget, Sargent also
made reductions in a $125
million supplemental spending
budget for 1974.

His complaint was that he
had developed tuberculosis and
pneumonia by inhaling gas
while working at the Hell Gate
Power Station of the United
Electric and Power Co.,
between 1929 and 1931. United
Electric was absorbed in the
merger that led to the forma-
tion of Con Ed in 1935.

Metesky claimed he tried to
get workman's compensation
from Con Ed but his attempts
were always denied. The
bombs, he said, were his way of
getling "my due."”

I rode all night in a 47,000
pound cargo truck carrying
hollow-shell pipe from Bear,
Del., to Hamilton, Ohio. The
distance was a chilly 536 miles. .
It snowed the last 150 miles of
the trip covering five states,
but this was nothing compared
to the snow-job truck drivers I
met believe the government is
handing them.

They may be right; they may
be wrong. I made the trip
because I wanted a first-hand
account from the truckers, who
say they carry 50 per cent of all
the goods shipped within the
United States. They make a
case worth listening to.

Along the way, 1 talked to
more than 300 drivers, most of
them self-employed
“independents,” as the mam-
moth truck I was riding in
stopped for fuel at five stations
during the 15-hour trip. At a
major fuel and rest stop along
Route I-70 at the Shiloh truck
stop in Ohio, I talked to a spon-
taneaus meeting of 200 drivers.
They're both angry and
frustrated, as is Spencer
Malcom of Bear, the indepen-
dent whose "‘rig” 1 rode in.

The trip was also a
fascinating glimpse at an
aspect of life-on-the-road little
known to most Americans, in-
cluding myself until I made the
trip.

At the Shiloh stop, I found the

Each table holds a large bowl of
water, community finger bowl.
There are small wooden dishes
holding ground spices and sall.
Larger bowls hold loaves of
crusty light brown bread.

The Jacobean period is that of
James 1. He lived about 1625,
was the son of Mary, Queen of
Scots and succeeded Elizabeth I
to the throne of England.
Elizabeth added a great deal to
the culture of her country and

James was to add to it.

The court musicians play.
Bibs, typifying the napkins of
the period, are tied about our
necks as was the custom. Since
we have no forks, they are quite
necessary. Our goblets are
filled with mead. In the early
days, it was made of fermented
honey with malt and yeast.
Today's product is about 25 per
cent proof, is made of honey,
fermented white grape juice,
natural water and vatted with
spirits.

Interest Families

The” popular image of the
“martint before dinner to un-
wind"' apparently doesn't hold
true among white, middle-class
American families in Southern
New England, says a Universi-
ty of Connecticut family life
expert.

In fact, says Dr. Albert S.
Dreyer, most families eat their
main meal within five minutes
after the bread-winner arrives
home from work — from about
5:30 to 6:30 p.m,

Dr. Dreyer, acting head of
the Department of Child

. Development and Family

Relations, makes these obser-
vations in an article he co-
authored with his wife and
research associate, Cecily, for
“Family Process" magazine,

The Dreyers reported on a 40-
family investigation in three
suburban communities in
Northeastern Connecticut. The
families consisted of a
kindergarten-age child, his
siblings and parents. Fifty-
eight per cent of the families
consisted of five members and
the remainder were four-person
families.

The article indicated that
only two of the families used
alcohol before the evening
meal.

Dinner in these middleclass
families is a "highly socializing
situation,”" say the authors.
“The parents are constantly
teaching the young child, ad-
monishing him about his
behavior at the table.”

The investigators found that
though eating is supposed to be
a pleasurable experience, dis-
cipline was carried out at the
table in many of the families.

‘“Thus, middle-class parents
are faced with various com-
peting beliefs: Eating is
pleasurable, togetherness is

good, it is our duty to teach our!
children in the way of culture,"
they write.

They conclude that these fac-
tors may account for the
growing popularity of the
“"burger-doodle’ kind. of ham-
burger drive-ins, where
manners are relaxed and the
food can be eaten without uten-
sils.

Dr. Dreyer contents that
dinnertime in the American
family seems to be “‘ripe for
plucking'” by social scientists.

‘Dr. Dreyer's dinnertime
research project was a spin-off
from a earlier study on the im-
pact of parental rearing
techniques on learning
patterns. The latter was sup-
ported by a $150,000 research
grant from the National
Institute of Child Health and
Human Development.

The researchers found more
similarities than differences in
the 40 families they examined
and that the dinnertime ritual
reveals a pattern of behavior.

“"Embodied in the dinnertime
ritual are the values that the
society places on its individual
members. Men and women,
children and adults sit at the
same table, at the same level
and eat at the same time,"

To carry out their research
project, the Dreyers were pre-
sent al the main meal as
observers at one time or
another in each of the families.
Despite their presence and
their tape-recorders, the
families generally appeared un-
aware or concerned about
them. In fact, one father leaned
over to his wife and said, ‘‘Now,
I want you to keep this strictly
confidential, but ‘so-and-so’ at
work is heing transferred.”

Change a few words here and
there and they're the same.”

Blackstone spoke in the
Municipal Bullding Hearing
Room, with 12 of the com-
mittee's 15 members present.

He pointed out, "'If one
believes so strongly in the
“expert' concept, then one
must insist that' state govern-
ment be of the same type —
with the legislature hiring a
number of professionals to
make policy, instead of electing
a governor,

“If you want a strong-mayor
government, you needn't fear

about the availibility of good
men — they are plentiful in both
parties, What makes a good
politician a good mayor, and
vice versa, is that he has to
keep nine people (the council)
happy all thé time.

““And, what the people expect
of a strong mayor is that he
maintain constant interest in
their welfare. If he does his job
well every day, that job well-
done is his campaign for re-
election. I'm confident any
town over 30,000 has capable
men — ready, willing and able
to do the job.”

Ifis' expected this
recommendation will be given to the
Board of Education's Energy Crisis Com-
mittee for consideration.

Prior to the ruling made by Atty.
General Robert Killlan that each school
district make its own decisions about
meeting,the energy crisis, Kozuch termed
the policy statement of the state Board of
Education, ‘“the most detrimental deci-
slon ever to be made._in the field of
education."

The state board called for the closing of
school buildings by 5:30 p.m. which would
mean the adult evening school classes
would have to be canceled for several

Kozuch said the state board's policy
relegated education to the lowest of
priorities. ‘It completely neglected the
plight of more than 800,000 undereducated
adults in our state,"” he said.

Kozuch said he understands the crisis
and will do his part in keeping heat at a
lower temperature and cutting down on
unnecessary lighting.

Vernon

He said most of the evening school
students seek to better their lot and that of
their families by seeking educational op-
portunities in adult evening schools, He is
especlally concerned for those working to
get their high school diplomas and the
students in, the adult basic education
classes, some learning to read and write.

‘“How do we in adult education tell these
taxpaying citizens that their educational

. heeds must be postponed ‘Kozuch

questioned?" He also questioned how the
many veterans who answered the call to
meet their nation's needs can be told that
their educational needs cannot be met
because a state body maintained that they
are among those who have low priority.
In asking the local board not to close
schools for an extended period during the
winter, Kozuch said it should be the deci-

sion of the evening school students -

whether or not they wish to continue their
education In a school bullding which might
be several degrees lower than it was last
semester,

Kozuch, as president of the state group,
is making his plea to all Boards of Educa-
tion to keep adult education in mind when
they make their decision about the energy
crisis.

“If we are to turn our backs-on
taxpayers who want to learn in order to
better their place in life, then we must ad-
mit that education is only important for
the young, and that the dictum that one is
never (oo old to learn is just so much soun-
ding brass in the lexicons of the
educational philosophers,” Kozuch said.

The Capitol Rggion Council of
Governmenfs (CRCOG)
Wednesday balked at giving its
chairman the authority to sign
a "‘memorandum of understan-
“ding” selling procedures for a
multi-agency Capitol Region
Land Use/Transportation
Program.

CRCOG members instead un-
animously passed a resolution
giving chairman Richard
Blackstone, mayor of East
Hartford, authority to negotiate
an agreement. He must then
report to the CRCOG
membership before the federal-
ly required “memorandum of
understanding"’ is signed.

The original resolution
presented to the members,
prepared by CRCOG's staff,
would have allowed Blackstone
to enter into, on behalf of the
council, agreements and/or
contracts'' for the land
use/transportation program.

But before the resolution
came to a vote, it was amended
by Hartford City Councilmen
George Levine and Richard
Suisman only to allow negotia-
tion of an agreement. The
amended resolution, in which
Blackstone '‘is directed to

Vernon

report back to the council” on
any agreements, was opposed
by Blackstone.
Later He Agreed

"The amendment makes the
resolution worthless,"'
Blackstone said. He later
agreed with the amendment
when if was pointed.ont that the

original resolution would have
confradicted CRCOG bylaws,
which state that any
agreements signed by the
CRCOG "‘shall take effect only
after their adoption by a
majority of the council.”

A first draft of the
“memorandum of understan-
ding,"" now being reviewed by a
variety of regional, state, and
federal agencies, defines par-
ticipants, procedures, and
respongibilities of the planning
program,

Makeup of the program's
policy board, apparently
becoming a controversial issue,
was the topic of some discus-
sion at Wednesday's CRCOG
meeting.

Board Makesup

The policy board, as defined
in the existing ‘‘memorandum
of understanding,” consists of
the comissioners of the Connec-
ticut Departments of Finance
& Control, Transportation, En-

Mills Sa
Nixon Unwise

In Tax Cut

WASHINGTON (UPI)— Rep,
Wilbur D Mills, D-Ark., chair-
man of the House-Senate com-
mittee which will examine
President Nixon's tax returns,
says he thinks Nixon was un-
wise to Beduct $578,000 for the
gift of his vice presidential
papers to the nation.

“I think that any public of-
ficidf who files a tax return has
to be holier than thou,” Mills
sald. “*Very frankly, had I been
the President's attorney I
would have advised him not to
take the deduction,"

Mills talked to reporters after
the Joint Committee on Inter-
nal Revenue Taxation — com-
posed of the senior five
members of the Senate Finance
Commitlee and the senior five
members of Mills' Ways and

Means Committee — decided to-

go beyond Nixon's request and
conduct an unlimited inquiry
into Nixon's federal tax
payments of 1969-72. The Presi-
dent had asked in a Dec. 8 letter
for a ruling only on two tax
procedures which saved him
about $300,000.

In other developments:

— A spokesman said Sen.
Hubert H. Humphrey, D-Minn.,
had been giving his papers to
the Minnesota Historical Socie
ty ever since he was mayor of
Minneapolis and had taken tax
deductions for their appraised
value. The spokesman said a
detailed statement on
Humphrey's tax treatment of
the papers would be
forthcoming in a day or two.

Tax Records Delivered

—S8pecial Watergate
Prosecutor Leon Jawroski said
Nixon's tax records had been
delivered to him “for the pur-
pose of our going into it — and
of course we will."

— Members of Congress' two
tax-writing committees said no
pressures had been exerted by
either Nixon or former Presi-
dept Lyndon B. Johnson in
deciding when to make effec-
tive the tax law change which
denied public figures the right
to deduct the value of their
papers. The Senate voted on a
Jan. 1, 1969, cutoff but the date
was changed to July 25, 1969— a
change that benefited Nixon
and presumably helped Johnson

- Mllls said the disclosure
that Nixon paid taxes on more
than $1.1 million income at the
rate of less than 7 per cent did
not convince him that tax
reform is necessary. 1f
anything, he said, he felt
Congress may have gone too far
in reforming taxes in 1969,

But Sen. Edward M.
Kennedy, D-Mass., said Nixon's
disclosure provided ‘‘a spark to
ignite the fire of tax reform.”
Said Kennedy: ‘‘The picture
that emerges from the
voluminous disclosures is not a
pretty one, because it
demonstrates the extraor-
di ease with which wealthy
individuals maneuver their
financial affairs to avoid their
fair share of taxes...”

Paradoxieal Statements

— The Washington Star-News
reported Nixon avolded paying
capital gains tax on the profit
from the sale of his New York
City apartment by swearing he
never used any rooms in it or at
his San. Clemente home for
“business purposes." At the
same time, Nixon claimed a
$32,167 depreciation tax deduc-
tion over four years by
declaring the San Clemente
home was used for business

purposes.

Mills said the joint com-
mittee’ would not investigate
whether Nixon should have paid
California state income taxes.
That is up to state officials to

« Investigate, he said.

A White House spokesman
expressed no dismay over the
committee decision to expand
its investigation.

Nixon had asked the com-

. mittee to examine the legality

of the deduction for his papers
in light of allegations the gift
was made in an illegal manner
or was made after the July 25,
1669 cutoff. Nixon also asked
for a judgment on the savings
he realized by not paying
capital gains taxes on the

. profits from the sale of some of

his San Clemente property.

In both instances, Nixon said
he would abide by the com-
mittee judgments and pay back
taxes, if he owes them. They.
could amount to $300,000, in-
cluding interest at 6 per cent.

Wahted: True Origin of Yule Tre_e

BONN (UPI) — The origins
of the Christmas tree seem to
be shrouded in the mist of a
great historical snowstorm.

In some lands the custom of
rallying round a fir tree just
seemed to pop up from
nowhere, as it did in
Swntzerland complele with its
own local legend

Authorities in many
European countries point to
Germany and say it came from
there, although; oddly, sonte
German sources say it did not,

“Contrary to popular belief,
The use of Christmas trees did
not originate in Germany,”

says one German brochure on -

National Christmas traditions.

Traces of this custom have
been found in Rome and
Greece, where trees and twigs
were decorated at festivals
oceurring about the same time
of year as Christmas."”

But many other
authoritative sources say “it is
generally believed the first
Christmas tree was of German
origin dating from Boniface,
English missionary Lo
Germany in the eighth
century, wh mplaced the
sacrifices to Odin’s sacred oak
by a fir tree adorned in tribute
to the Christ Child.”

Il Boniface was an English
missionary, how come the
custom is said to be of German
origin? The implication is
Boniface found the [irs
adorning Germany’s landscape
and liked the look of them.
They would also be easier to
manage than an ocak, but that
is editorial speculation offered
by this writer.

The encyclopedia Brilannica

says: “IL i5 known that the
German Prince Albert, soon
alter his marriage to Queen
Victoria, introduced it into
England and that German
immigrants brought Lhe
custom to America,”

Historians and reference
works consulted in Sweden
and Austria generally ‘agreed
the christmas tree custom was
imported from Germany in the
late 18th century,

A country that has its own
birth of-the-tree legend is
Switzerland.

The Swiss legend says that
long ago in the Alpine village
of Reckingen, a woodcarver
sald he could hear a
magnificent fir tree singing.

After much haggling with
:g;czl authorities, the legend

es, he got permission to
chop the tree down and carve
a statue of the Virgin Mary
from it. He did so and when
everyone gathered to view his
work; Mary opened her mouth
and sang . . . just that once,

Since lhcn the legend
concludes, the Swiss chop
down fir trees for Christmas.

Judge Orders
Release
Of Funds

WASHINGTON (UP1)— U.S.
District Judge Aubrey E.
Robinson ordered the Depart-
ment of Health, Education and
Welfare (HEW) Wednesday to
release impounded funds of $20
million for state educational
programs.

In a 20-page memorandum
outlining a summary judgment,
Robinson ruled that HEW must
apportion to the states all funds
Congress appropriated for
those purposes for fiscal 1973,

The suit had been brought by
Pennsylvania, Washington,
Nevada, Illinois and Texas. It
was one of several suits across
the nation that sought to force
the administration to release
funds it had frozen.

Robinson said in his ruling
that HEW had “interposed
what has now become a stan-
dard litany of defenses."

He said he had fully reviewed
all the arguments and con-
cluded that “they are without
merit and do not warrant
further discussion."

In taking note of Congress’
appropriation, Raobinson said:
“Statutory language that an of-
ficial 'shall’ perform an act has
been repeatedly held to be man-
datory in nature. It deprives the
official of discussion and makes
the commanded act a duty, a
ministerial act .., Thus, the
commissioner of education was
required by statute to apportion
to the state the full amounts of
appropriated funds for Parts'A

Although NFL officials say they haven't broken the figures
down between televised and non-televised games, it's clear
teleyision is largely responsible for the inroads on attendance.
Slightly more than 61 per cent of this season’s games have been
on local television.

In the first 13 weeks last season, NFL officials said there were
3‘24.871 no-shows— people who bought tickets and then did not use

em.

For the first 13 weeks this season the no-shows totaled 826,182,
the NFL said Wednesday. The last three weeks, when the
weather has been gelting colder, have produced the largest
totals, topped by 110,322 last weekend — but NFL officials expect
even more no-shows this weekend Lo push the season's total near
a million.

Seven of this weekend's 13 games already are sold out. The no-
show figure is expected to be big since the schedule includes such
meaningless games as New England at Baltimore, San Diego at
Kansas City and Green Bay at Chicago. The Atlanta Falcons, who
had more than 10,000 no-shows last week, expect even more this
week because many of their ticket-holders must drive long dis-
tances from throughout the South and aren’t going to make the
trip because of the gasaline shortage.

Gasoline Consumption
Drops 15 Per

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
Newly released figures indicate
Americans are complying with
administration appeals to cut
their use of energy.

Gasollne consumption
dropped 15 pér cent in the three
weeks ending Nov. 30, and the
combined consumption of gas-
oline, heating oil, diesel fuel
and jet fuel was down 29 per
cent, administration officials
reported Thursday.

That involved a 1.1 million
barrel a day decline In the use
of crude oil, out of which gas-
oline and other consumer
petroleum products are made.

"“Americans are respo )
They must be thanked for their
efforts,” the administration’s
energy chief, William E.
Simon, said.

But the picture was not all
rosy. Eastern Airlines an-
nounced Thursday that another
3,760 employes, more than 10
per cent of its work force, will
be laid off early in 1974 because
fuel shortages have cut the
number of flights. The layoffs
will include 440 pilots.

Others Announce Cuts

Three other Airlines—Pied-
mont, Allegheny and United—
announced cuts of some flights
to save fuel.

The Airline Pilots Associa-
tion wired President Nixon that
pilots feel their industry has
been made to bear “an un-
reasonable portion of the
burden of the energy crisis.”
The union scheduled a Dec. 19
executive council strategy
meeting but. made no strike
threat.

In other developments:

—President Nixon summoned
his chief economic policy ad-
visers to a White House
meeting to discuss the impact
of the energy crisis on the U.S.
economy.

—Prime, Minister Edward
Heath put Britain on a 2%-day
industrial work week Dec. 17
through Dec. 31 and a three-day
week in January to cope with an
even more acute fuel crisis. He
said Britons face their ‘‘hardest
Christmas" since World War I1.

—The House voted, 221-192, to
deny fuel allocations for school
busing Intended to achieve
racial desegregation. The
provision was written into
legislation giving the President
broad emergency powers to
deal with the energy crisis. An
attempt was being mounted
today to reverse the decision.

Debate Continues

When the Manchester Board
of Directors Tuesday night ac-
cused town merchants of
“dragging their feet” on in-
stalling energy-saving
measures, response f[rom
business circles was swift in
coming.

He said the Tuesday night
comments were ‘‘ill-
conceived” and that Director
Hillery Gallagher's dealt the
merchants a “low blow' when
he insinuated they were stalling
energy-saving - measures until
after Christmas.

Today, Richard Clark,
executive vice president, of the
Greater Manchester Chamber
of Commerce, urged all sectors
of town “to be constructive in
their criticism, rather than to
single out and condemn, based
upon what may be incomplete
information."

His statement lists the steps
already initiated by the
Chamber's energy crisis task
force — including a five-point
program.

In a second statement, Clark
notes that the Manchester
Board of Directors is going

ahead with plans to appoint a
citizens’ committee — to
provide guidance to citizens
during . anticipated and unan-

Urging "‘non-duplication of
effort,’” Clark suggests the
town, instead of naming the
commitlee, make use of the
Chamber’s Energy Action
Council.

Also today, Gallagher issued
a statement, reiterating his
remarks of Tuesday night. His
statement, he explains, is to
“clear up some of the mis-
understanding which has arisen
as a result of these remarks."”

In his statement pressing for
constructive criticism, Clark
said;

"Understanding, support and
cooperation will be the key to
Manchester's abllity to survive
the energy crisis. It will only be
through the efforts of the total
community to work together
constructively that results will
be made in energy conserva-
tion. The Greater Manchester
Chamber of Commerce urges
all sectors of the town to be con-
structive in their criticism,
rather than to single out and
condemn, based upon what may
be incomplete information.

“The Chamber commenced
its energy program at its 72nd

annual meeting last May when
Congressman Robert H. Steele
addressed the Manchester
business community, stating
that an energy crisis was upon
us. As a result of the emergence
of the energy crisis,
spearheaded by Steele's
challenge, a five-point program
was developed by the chamber,
A special high level energy
crisis task force was appointed
by Chamber president Edward
M. Kenney. The task force was
challenged to develop a
program which would coor-
dinate the total business and
residential communities to ac-
complish an overall conserva-
tion program.

“Point 1 of the plan was the
development of a list of com-
préhensive recommendations
which apply to each of the
Chamber's business
classifications within its
membership.

Simon Opens Fuel
Shortage Seminar

America must now develop greater self-sufficiency so ‘‘we

pointed by President Nixon,
said.

Future efforts to develop
future self-sufficiency are im-
portant because ‘‘we must
make sure government and the
people don't go back to sleep,
because this problem is going to
continue,” he said.

He said the administration
does have '‘a very comprehen-
sive energy policy and is deter-
mined to solve the energy
problem."

The northeast is a special
concern to the Nixon ad-
ministration, he said, because
of its unusually high
dependence on oil ‘to fuel its
economy.

New England must begin
building oil refinereies even
though there will be a three and
a half to four year lag in con-
struction, he said.

Simon, who arrived at the
conference in an economy car,
appeared at the request of Rep.
Robert H, Steele, R-Conn., and
the Connecticut Business and
Industry Association.

Following his opening
remarks, a total of 50 represen-
tatives from the six New
England states were scheduled
to detail for Simon the extent of
the region’s energy problems.

Charles H. Burhardt,
executive vice president of the
New England Fuel Institute,
said that the energy crisis is not
only a problem of supply but
also of the pricing policies of
the Cost of Living Council,

If these continue, he said, 300

of the 2 400 independent heating
oil dealers in New England will
go out of business.

He cited such costs that can-
not be passed on to the con-
sumer as storage, rent, pump
operations, and equipment,

He criticized the *‘chaotic
and contradictory two - tier
pricing system" whereby some
dealers may charge 24 cents a
gallon and others as much as
twice that,

He said that with the help
from state and federal govern-
ment, “‘we will be able to get by
with a8 minimum of problems.
We cannot do it on our own."

He sald the programs of the

Cairo Talks

CAIRO (UPI) — Secretary of
State Henry A. Kissinger com-
pleted talks with Egyptian
President Anwar Sadat today
and Tlew to the Saudi Arabian
capital of Rivadh to meet King
Faisal.

The Presidential jet taking
Kissinger on a tour of six Arab
capittals and Tel Aviv left Cair
airport at 4:05 p.m. (9;05 a.m.
EST).

In Riyadh, Kissinger was
expected to ask King Falsal to
lift the Arab embargo on oil
supplies to the United States if
the Geneva conference opens on
schedule Tuesday, Egyptian
press reports said.

Court Nolles Counts’
In Halloween Cases

Circuit Court 12 Prosecutor
William Collins Thursday
nolled (didn't prosecute)
charges against ten Manchester
youths who were arrested in
connection with Halloween
night (Oct. 31) incidents at Case
Mountain.

The youths, who were facing
a variety of criminal charges,
weren't prosecuted because
authorities couldn’t place
blame for the Halloween distur-
bance on any particular in-
dividuals, court officials said.

Six of the ten youlhs were
arrested Halloween night on
charges of assaulting a polite
officer, interfering with
firemen, and third-degree
criminal trespass. The other
four, arrested on warrants Nov.
