Gasoline Consumption
Drops 15 Per

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
Newly released figures indicate
Americans are complying with
administration appeals to cut
their use of energy.

Gasollne consumption
dropped 15 pér cent in the three
weeks ending Nov. 30, and the
combined consumption of gas-
oline, heating oil, diesel fuel
and jet fuel was down 29 per
cent, administration officials
reported Thursday.

That involved a 1.1 million
barrel a day decline In the use
of crude oil, out of which gas-
oline and other consumer
petroleum products are made.

"“Americans are respo )
They must be thanked for their
efforts,” the administration’s
energy chief, William E.
Simon, said.

But the picture was not all
rosy. Eastern Airlines an-
nounced Thursday that another
3,760 employes, more than 10
per cent of its work force, will
be laid off early in 1974 because
fuel shortages have cut the
number of flights. The layoffs
will include 440 pilots.

Others Announce Cuts

Three other Airlines—Pied-
mont, Allegheny and United—
announced cuts of some flights
to save fuel.

The Airline Pilots Associa-
tion wired President Nixon that
pilots feel their industry has
been made to bear “an un-
reasonable portion of the
burden of the energy crisis.”
The union scheduled a Dec. 19
executive council strategy
meeting but. made no strike
threat.

In other developments:

—President Nixon summoned
his chief economic policy ad-
visers to a White House
meeting to discuss the impact
of the energy crisis on the U.S.
economy.

—Prime, Minister Edward
Heath put Britain on a 2%-day
industrial work week Dec. 17
through Dec. 31 and a three-day
week in January to cope with an
even more acute fuel crisis. He
said Britons face their ‘‘hardest
Christmas" since World War I1.

—The House voted, 221-192, to
deny fuel allocations for school
busing Intended to achieve
racial desegregation. The
provision was written into
legislation giving the President
broad emergency powers to
deal with the energy crisis. An
attempt was being mounted
today to reverse the decision.

Directors vs. Chamber

Energy Conservation
Debate Continues

When the Manchester Board
of Directors Tuesday night ac-
cused town merchants of
“dragging their feet” on in-
stalling energy-saving
measures, response f[rom
business circles was swift in
coming.

Thursday morning, at a
meeting of The Mayor’s Down-
town Action Committes;.down-
town merchant Philip Harrison,
as spokesman, insisted the
directors “went off the deep
end” in their criticism.

He said the Tuesday night
comments were ‘‘ill-
conceived” and that Director
Hillery Gallagher's dealt the
merchants a “low blow' when
he insinuated they were stalling
energy-saving - measures until
after Christmas.

Today, Richard Clark,
executive vice president, of the
Greater Manchester Chamber
of Commerce, urged all sectors
of town “to be constructive in
their criticism, rather than to
single out and condemn, based
upon what may be incomplete
information."

His statement lists the steps
already initiated by the
Chamber's energy crisis task
force — including a five-point
program.

In a second statement, Clark
notes that the Manchester
Board of Directors is going

ahead with plans to appoint a
citizens’ committee — to
provide guidance to citizens
during . anticipated and unan-
ticipated shortages and to keep
abreast of developments in
Washington and Hartford,

Urging "‘non-duplication of
effort,’” Clark suggests the
town, instead of naming the
commitlee, make use of the
Chamber’s Energy Action
Council.

Also today, Gallagher issued
a statement, reiterating his
remarks of Tuesday night. His
statement, he explains, is to
“clear up some of the mis-
understanding which has arisen
as a result of these remarks."”

In his statement pressing for
constructive criticism, Clark
said;

"Understanding, support and
cooperation will be the key to
Manchester's abllity to survive
the energy crisis. It will only be
through the efforts of the total
community to work together
constructively that results will
be made in energy conserva-
tion. The Greater Manchester
Chamber of Commerce urges
all sectors of the town to be con-
structive in their criticism,
rather than to single out and
condemn, based upon what may
be incomplete information.

“The Chamber commenced
its energy program at its 72nd

annual meeting last May when
Congressman Robert H. Steele
addressed the Manchester
business community, stating
that an energy crisis was upon
us. As a result of the emergence
of the energy crisis,
spearheaded by Steele's
challenge, a five-point program
was developed by the chamber,
A special high level energy
crisis task force was appointed
by Chamber president Edward
M. Kenney. The task force was
challenged to develop a
program which would coor-
dinate the total business and
residential communities to ac-
complish an overall conserva-
tion program.

“Point 1 of the plan was the
development of a list of com-
préhensive recommendations
which apply to each of the
Chamber's business
classifications within its
membership. These recommen-

Simon Opens Fuel
Shortage Seminar

HARTFORD (UPI) — Federal energy chief William E.
Simon said today the fuel crisis is “a blessing in disguise”
because it awakened Americans to their dependency on
petroleum in their daily lives.

Speaking at a regional energy seminar Simon said
America must now develop greater self-sufficiency so ‘‘we
will never again be subject to economic blackmail of any

nation.

1 personally believe we can
get through the winter with a
minimum amount of disrup-
tion,” Simon, on his first

regional visit since being ap- -

pointed by President Nixon,
said.

Future efforts to develop
future self-sufficiency are im-
portant because ‘‘we must
make sure government and the
people don't go back to sleep,
because this problem is going to
continue,” he said.

He said the administration
does have '‘a very comprehen-
sive energy policy and is deter-
mined to solve the energy
problem."

The northeast is a special
concern to the Nixon ad-
ministration, he said, because
of its unusually high
dependence on oil ‘to fuel its
economy.

New England must begin
building oil refinereies even
though there will be a three and
a half to four year lag in con-
struction, he said.

Simon, who arrived at the
conference in an economy car,
appeared at the request of Rep.
Robert H, Steele, R-Conn., and
the Connecticut Business and
Industry Association.

Following his opening
remarks, a total of 50 represen-
tatives from the six New
England states were scheduled
to detail for Simon the extent of
the region’s energy problems.

Charles H. Burhardt,
executive vice president of the
New England Fuel Institute,
said that the energy crisis is not
only a problem of supply but
also of the pricing policies of
the Cost of Living Council,

If these continue, he said, 300

of the 2 400 independent heating
oil dealers in New England will
go out of business.

He cited such costs that can-
not be passed on to the con-
sumer as storage, rent, pump
operations, and equipment,

He criticized the *‘chaotic
and contradictory two - tier
pricing system" whereby some
dealers may charge 24 cents a
gallon and others as much as
twice that,

He said that with the help
from state and federal govern-
ment, “‘we will be able to get by
with a8 minimum of problems.
We cannot do it on our own."

He sald the programs of the

general before year's end.

Finch, Younger and their ad-
visers reflect a deepening con-
sensus among melancholy
Republican politicians here: no
Republican stands a chance in
the nation's most populous
state in 1974. The blame is
placed on many factors — bad
economic prospects, the energy
crisis, dried-up Republican
campaign financing, time-for-a-
change sentiment after eight-
years of Republican Ronald
Reagan as Governor.' But
beyond that lies Watergate and
the wreckage of the Nixon
presidency.

Thus, here as elsewhere, -
Republican pessimism is a
long-term menace to President
Nixon. If the despair deepens,
there may yet be damands from
panicky Republican politicians
that Mr, Nixon save their hides
by giving way to Vice President
Gerald Ford.

That is possible, considering
how rapidly Republican morale
has deteriorated. On our last
visit to California for the
Republican state convention in
early September, we found
Republicans cautiously op-
timistic that Watergate scan-
dals would not hurt here. They
particularly felt that front-
running Secretary of State Ed-
mund G. Brown Jr., the boyish
J5-year-old son of the state’s Ist
Democratic Governor, would
prove vulnerable as
Democratic nominee for
Governor against a well-
established figure such as
Younger or Finch.

Now, two months later, the
same party leaders doubt any
Republican can be elected — a
slump colnciding with the
presidential crisis that began
Oct. 20.

Finch attributes his own drop
In enthusiasm to apprehension
over & severe recession, in-
duced by the energy crisis, But
to friends, he cites his role as
former confidant of Mr. Nixon
as heavy political baggage to
carry in California today.

The_principal reason for
Younger's change of heart is
financial, With what little
Republican money still
avallable dried up by Gov.

Indeed, the 1974 Republican
ticket might be the most
narrow-based ever In Califor-
nia. For instance, Reagan's
lieutenants privately vow that
John G. Veneman, brilliant
Under Secretary of Health,
Education and Welfare during
Mr. Nixon's first term, will
never win the lieutenant
governor's nomination he seeks,
The reason: Veneman's quiet
opposition to the Reagan tax
plan. Thus, as prospects of vic-
tory recede, the party here may
suicidally narrow its base.

But one senior Democrat,
contending all this depends on
Mr. Nixon's staying in the
White House, feels that
Democratic prospects will
decline if and when Ford
becomes President — par-
ticularly if it happens soon.

Republican loyalty obviates
an overt Nixon-must-go cam-
paign. But one Republican cam-
paigner who has traveled the

DOT Commissioner Joseph |
Burns, who was directed by
Gov. Thomas Meskill to in-
vestigate electricity-saving
methods, said the Manchester
I-84 segment was darkened
after a study showed that the
unconnected highway link had
*'good geometry and light traf-
fic.”

Burns said DOT engineers
studied the possibility of only
turning off every other light on
expressways, but that method
was discarded because it would .
create a “'stroboscopic effect”
contributing to eye fatigue.

Although the every-other-

" areas, commuter parking lots,

and possibly an urban streets.

. With hands full of rods that
look like fish poles, and cross-
bars that are finger triggered,
Russ Metheney brings to life a¥
mass of yarn, cloth, styrofoam,
and something resembling
papier-mache.

Metheney, formerly of
Manchester, is a puppeteer
with the Smithsonian Resident
Puppet Theatre in Washington,
D.C. He is presently on tour
with the touring theater and
will appear in a Christmas
Holiday Festival Saturday at
Wadsworth Atheneum in Hart-
ford. *“The Marvelous Land of
0z" will fealyre the rod
puppets in two showings at
11:30 a.m. and 2:30 p.m.

The history of rod puppets
goes back to B.C. when puppets
were used in the Far East as
part of religious and
ceremonial festivals. Metheney
said there were no human ac-
tors then. Because the
dramatizations  concerned
deities and people of high posi-
tion, it was considered
sacrilegious for a human to im-
personate those persons, said
Metheney.

A puppeteer was considered
almost as important as the
priests of the day because he
had to understand the
characters of the individuals he
was impersonating through the
puppets, explained Metheney.

Puppets, like cartoons,
emphasize, exaggerate, or
modif§ human features and
movement, he said.

Unlike marionettes which are
operated with strings from
above the stage, rod pyppets
are operated from below a
shelf-like stage. The puppeteers
sit on low stools with casters
which permit them to move
easily back and forth on the
stage with their puppets.
Metheney said on occasion he
has tangled with other
puppeteers because of his long
legs which seem to be forever
getting in the way.

After learning the script,
which is either spoken live or
taped, the puppeteer develops
the personality of the puppst
through the movements he will
give it. A puppeteer uses his
body as well as his arms in
moving his puppel. Balance is
extremely important,
Metheney said, because the
weight of the puppet changes as
he is tipped from an upright
position to an angular position.

A puppet is conceived on
paper in a rough sketch. From
the drawing board, the puppet
is put together with materials
and shapes that will best repre-
sent the desired character, and
finally costumed. The head,
first molded from clay, is
covered with a fabric im-
pregnated with plastic, then
“cured” for 24 hours. A process
of sanding, modeling, sanding,
painting, sanding, and more

s

painting completes the head
and readies it for the required
head covering. The costumes
are cut directly on the puppet.

Metheney compares
manipulating a puppet to a
dance, "'It's a rhythmic kind of
thing," he says.

He is responsible for most of
the mechanics and the scenery
for the shows,

A graduate of Manchester
High School and the Hartford
Art School, University of Hart-
ford, Metheney joined the
Smithsonian Puppet Theatre
about two years ago as a
challenge. His dream is to
create something architectural-
ly, perhaps the ‘‘perfect"
theater.

He is the son of Mr. and Mrs.
Theodore E. Metheney of 18

Have Role

In Progress

WASHINGTON (UPI) — It
was a long time coming, but it
was good finally to find
someone willing to say
something nice about
bottlenecks.

By “‘nice' I don't mean
patronizing comments like
“'some of my best [riends are
bottlenecks." Supercilious
tolerance does nol conceal the
fact that there is a deeply
rooted anti-bottleneck bias in
this country.

All around us we hear
mutterings about the need to
‘‘get rid of the bottlenecks’ and
other prejudicial expressions.

Hardly anyone appreciates
the contributions that
bottlenecks have made to the
betterment of America, Those
who do recognize the important

role that bottlenecks play are. . - A

hesitant to voice their sen-
timents lest they be branded as "
eccentrics.

Lecture Reprinted

But at long last someone with
impressive credentials of his
own Is willing to stand up and
be counted. The magazine
Intellectual Digest has
reprinted a lecture “On the Im-
portance of Being a
Bottleneck' by W. H. Huggins,
chairman of the Department of
Electrical Engineering at The
Johns Hopkins University.

Huggins attacks as “a false
and most dangerous premise”
the automatic assumption that
bottlenecks are bad. ;

To the contrary, he makes the
“heretical assertion” that an
increase in bottlenecks might
be beneficial.

In places the lecture becomes
a ‘mite arcane, dealing as it

does with "‘the theory of feed- -

back processes in dynamic
* But the main point is com-
prehensible even lo a confused
layman, -

Remove a bottleneck,
Huggins says, '‘and several of
the remaining components,
which had hitherto been. quick
and responsive, now become
bottlenecks.”

Quality May be Inferior

Thus '‘the quality of overall
performance may be inferior to
the original situation.” Hear!
Hear!

As T read him, Huggins is
saying that if it weren't for us
bottlenecks, a lot of dynamos
would, just be spinning their
wheels,

Far from holding them back,
as the dynamos would have you
believe, it is only because we

- glow things down that they are

able to keep up. .
~ It may therefore be said that
in the final analysis it is the
bottlenecks who keep things
moving.

And certainly we are respon-
sible for the squeeze, or cop-
pression effect, that provides
force and-direction. Without us
bottlenecks, dynamos would be
unable to build up any pressure.

So let us not hear any more
snide remarks aboul
bottlenecks from the doers and
achievers of this world. We
made them what they are
today.

Wilcox distinguished between
two types of energy— solar and
thermal polluting. He said ther-
mal pollution energy comes
from fossil fuel, nuclear and
geothermal sources —
processes by which man adds to
the earth's temperature,
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But he said that solar energy
need not become thérmal pollu-
tion. This is because when
sunshine is captured by vegefa-
tion, cooling results. The

* cooling is equal to the heat
produced when man later eats
or burns the vegetation.

As a result of Board of
Education action Thursday
night, Hebron olemenury
schools will operate on the pre-
sent school calendar and will
not curtall any afterschool
programs. However, &
moratorium has been placed on
field, trips until March 14 and
school bus stops have been con-
solidated.
Oil

Because '‘we can handle it”
and the oil crigis does not
appear to be “as critical now,"
according to Dr. David Cat-
tanach, superintendent of
schools, the board endorsed a
recommendation, made by the
central office committee, not
to extend the Christmas vaca-
tion.

One of the major respon-
sibilities of the central office
tommittee, which consists of
elected representatives of the
four boards of education in the
district, is to establish the
school calendar.

Continued use of the schools
for after-school activities, which
the board considered to be
extremely important to the
community, was unanimously
approved by the board, con-
sidering the fact that
temperatures will remain at
the same degree setting
regardless of the activity and
keeping with the present energy
crisis policies,

However, both decisions are
subject- to review monthly by
the board and could be
rescinded if the crisis worsens.
In this respect, William
Henaghan, board chairman, by
vote of the board, was
delegated the power in cases of
emergencies and after con-
sultation with the
dent of schools and' board
members, to close the schools.

Gas

In view of what appears to be
more of a critical shortage at
this time, the board voted to
discontinue the two late run
buses (3:15 p.m.) from Rham
High School, place a
moratorium on field trips and
consolidate bus stops.

Discontinuance of the late
buses will effect considerable
g4s savings and the students
(who averaged between4 to 10 -
per bus) will be permitted to
ride the 7th Grade buses home
at #:35 p.m. This change Is
effective immedlately

With respect to field trips the
board placed a moratorium on
all trips until March 14, at
which time trips will be
reviewed by the board and ap-
proval given pending fuel
allocations.

In consolidating bus routes,
which will become effective
after the Christmas break, the
board directed Paul A. White,
principal at the Hebron
Elementary School who Is in
charge of transportation, to
make necessary changes in
order to conserve as much fuel
ay possible.

The board was specific in its
direction that in no way should
a child’s safety be jeopardized
and that any elementary stu-
dent should not be required to
walk more than four-tenths of a
mile nor high School students
more than six-tenths of a mile.

Dr. Richard Zaninl, assistant
superintendent of séhools,
pointed out that state guldelines
call for no more than five-
tenths of a mile for
kindergarten students, one mile
for elementary students and
two miles for high school
students.

The Board of Education at its
meeting Thursday night deleted
its no smoking policy which left
the way clear for establishment
of a smoking area at the high
school on a temporary basis,

Smoking privileges would be
limited to students in Grade lo
11 and 12,

Inalelt,erreadtou:eboard
from Dr. Robert Bowen, direc-
tor of health, Bowen said that
that for the board ‘'to ignore ot
discount the weight of evidence
that Indicls cigarette smoking
in relationship to carcinoma of
the lung, emphysema chronic
pulmonary insufficiency,
bronchitis, other respiratory
diseases and cardiac disease
would be a callous decislon by
persons presumably concerned
withall aspects of the learning
process.”

He weht on to say that “To
embark on a course of en-
couragement of smoking, and
that is basically what you will

¢ be doing regardless of how you

rationalize, would at best be
classified as non-feasance.”

In another letter Mrs. Fran-
cis Funk wrote that she couldn’t
understand “How any group
that professes to be actlng on
behalf of the townspeople, and
more importantly, in behalf of
the interests of young people of
our community, can actually
give their approval to
smoking."

The board members voting In
favor of changing the no
smoking policy, Joan Lewis,
Robert Walsh, Fran Morrone,
Tony Fellce and Dick
Ashley, stated that they were
not approving of smoking, but
that it was being done and
causing a hardship on the non-
smokers in the school.

Chevron Lone Bidder
To Supply Town’s Gas

Only one bid for ifs 1974 gas-
oline needs was received today
by the Town of Manchester, It
is from the Chevron Oil Co. of
Fairfield, the town's present
supplier. %

Chevron, bidding on about
220,000 gallons of regular gas-
oline, with the 12-month con-
tract to start Feb. 1, 1974, said
the cost to the town will be
whatever posted, consumer
tank-wagon price is in effect on
the date and place of delivery
(the Hartford area).

At present, the town buys
regular gasoline from Chevron
at 23.8 cents a gallon
(municipalities do not pay state
and federal tax).

The  contract to -he .
with Chevron will honor the
provision that, due to uncertain-
ties in the supply situation, the
company may reduce deliveries
as it seems equitable,

The town received three bids
for its motor oil, grease and
lubricant needs for the 12-
month period commencing Feb.
1, 1974.

The apparent low bidder is
the Sun Oil Co. of Providence,
R.I., the town's present
supplier. The other bidders
were G. H. Berlin Oil Co. of
Hartford, for Kendell
Products; and Teneco-Laurel,
also of Hartford, for Quaker
State Products.

cretionary use of interlor dis-
play lighting; in the case of
television and radio ‘displays,
recommendation that one black
and white and one color TV be
left on and all others turned on
only for ‘individual cusfomer
assistance, and discrétionary
use of display of lighting
fixtures in the same manner,

“Polot 2 of the program was
the development of an energy
management program for the
total business community. This
program is in existence with
the larger companies, through
the efforts of the public
sutilitjes. The Chamber felt it
should be expanded to include
all companies. The Chamber
plan offered a vehicle to ac-
complish this purpose. Each
company's chief executive of-
ficer has been asked to appoint
an energy management
program chairman to serve asa
delegate to the Chamber's
management program. This
person would attend a special
management program in his
business. Additionally, the
delegate would serve as an
energy crisis contact should an
emergency develop.

“Point 3 of the program wss
that the Chamber commenced
active correspondence with
Rep. Steele and Rep. William
Cotter to assist in their efforts
to divert some of the nation's
energies to the northeast.

“Point 4 was the formation of

. a Citizens Energy Action Coun-

cil. The council, made up of
representatives from various
civic and citizens groups, is
charged with the responsibility
for developing an overall
citizens plan for energy conser-
vation. Walter S. Kuczek, chair-
man of the Chamber’s goal of
the ‘Commitment to the
Challenge of Tomorrow,’ has
commended the activities of
this group.

""Point 5: The Chamber has
created an energy impact
center. Its purpose is to provide
a resource pool of conservation
ideas and management
programs. In that way, the
Chamber is able to act as a
catalyst in the dissemination of
new conservation measures,

“The business community
has overwhelmingly responded
to the Chamber's recommen-
dations. For those business who
have nol responded, procedures
have been developed to insure
their cooperation. According to
Mrs. Gail Burch, Chamber
director of retail affairs, cer-
tain technical problems have
presented great difficulty in the
elimination of some exterior
store lighting without, at the
same time, eliminating the
store’s security lighting.
Measures are being taken to
alter the electrical wiring
systems to enable their
separation.”

Gallagher’s statement
follows:

“l wish to reinterate the
remarks [/made at Tuesday's
Board of Directors' meeting,
and in doing so, clear up some

of the misunderstanding which
has arisen as a result of those
remarks !

"I first related that I had
Visited a few of.the large stores
in the Parkade area on Satur-
day and found the temperature
in those stores unnecessarily
warm, and that there had been
no cut-back in overhead
lighting. I went on to point out
that in the meetings Director
Zinsser and 1 had had with com-
nlunity officlals on the
crisis, the Chamber of
Commerce reported that it was
doing a great deal of planning
and corresponding but had
selected Jan. 1 to begin most of
its energy saving programs.

"I recognized that the Christ-
mas season Is an extremely im-
portant period economically to
the retail merchant and that he
has many things on his mind
other than the fuel shortage. I
do not advocate shorter store
hours during the Christmas
season, however, I believe that
it is imperative that
businessmen cut back on heat
and light during store hours,
and eliminate any un
lighting after store hours. This
is no more than has been asked
of everyone else, The response
from business has been in-
adequate thus far,

‘“‘Finally, the only resolution I
offered on Tuesday night was to
commend three individuals for
their work on the “Save Case
Mountain" effort.. This resolu-
tion was tabled by the majority.
I did, however, ask that an item
be included on the Jan, 8 agenda
to consider controlling energy
consumption by business
through an ordinance if the
voluntary response continues to
be inadequate. This request was
granted."”

Clark's statement on
“duplication of effort” follows:

"Together we can do the job.
It will be only through the abili-
ty of the Town of Manchester,
its business community and its
residents’ single effort that -
progress will be made in facing
the energy crisis.

“The Chamber has offered
the town in a letter addressed to
Rober B. Weiss, town general
manager, to make use of its
Citizens Energy Action Council

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I am the only tree farmer in
Manchester, probably the
smallest one in the state, and
the most enthusiastic,” said

. Leslie’ Buckland.

We were looking around his
40-acre farm on Hillstown Rd.,

- where a green-and-white Tree

Farm sign was recently put up
at the entrance to the driveway.
"“This isn't something you can
just apply for,"” said Mr.
Buckland. “You have to be
recommended for it.”

The Tree Farm System
operates nationally through
private funding to encourate
good forestry practices.

Tobacco was grown on this
farm during the years when it
was operated by Leslie's father
and, befdre that, by his grand-
father. There were cows. There
were horses for the farm work.
On parts of the farm too steep
and rough for cultivation there
were Ltrees.

A brook runs through the
farm, emptying into a pleasant
pond in front of the house, in
plain sight from Hillstown Rd.,
and the pond is the best known
feature of the farm because of
the pond lillies that once
blossomed profusely there in
June, There still are lilies in the
pond but not as many now.

Mr. Buckland had turned his
altention to the woodlot some
years before he retired, in
June, 1973, from the Aetna In-
surance Co, where he worked 27
years, He had worked on the,
land when he came home from
the office and on weekends.
Now with more time to be out-
doors he is making faster
progress.

Constant Flow

In the woods and upstreams
from the lily pond, Mr,
Buckland has had a bulldozer
brought in to . construct an
earthen dam across the gully -
through which the brook flows.
It replaces an old dam made of
stone which had fallen apart.
The dam is fitted with a 12-inch
gate valve which Is regulated to
allow the brook to flow through
it at normal volume, The gate
will hold back:
when there are storms,

Thereisa 00! of water
above the dam now, and one
wild mallard duck is using it as
a temporary home. A few pther
mallards and several black
ducks are staying at the lily
pond until they decide it is time
to fly farther south.

Around the pond and along
the brook are a number of wood
duck nesting boxes, several of
which have been used, not only
by wood ducks but by screech
owls, sparrow hawks and
squirr‘els.

to be harvestéd and Mr. p
Buckland marked each of them
with a splash of paint.

A logger has been engaged to
do the cutting and Mr. Buckland
will cut the limbs into fireplace
wood with his own chain saw.
Smaller oaks will be left to con-
tinue growing.

Stopping his small car along
the woods road, Mr. Buckland
pointed ahead to a chestnut
tree, more than 20 feet tall,
which bore three burrs this fall.
He had picked one of them and
showed it to me back at the
house, with three apparently
healthy nuts inside. There arg
still two burrs clinging to high
branches. .

At several places in the
woods he pointed out some
smaller chestnuts, with their

long notched leaves clinging to -

the twigs. We agreed that they
had all probably grown from
the roots of old trees long since
killed by the blight that
eliminated the American chest-
nut more than 50 years ago.

Mr. Buckland hopes that he
has found a chestnut that is im-
mune to the disease, but he
knows that many others have
nursed the same hope when
they found a young tree that

_ lived long enough to bear nuts,

‘Mr. and Mrs. Buckland are
eonservatlonists and no hunting
is permitted on their property.
They cherish, also, the wild
flowers that blossom in the
woods.

Growing as part of the under-
brush are many wild dogwoods,
and although Leslie was born
and grew up on this farm he
says he pever saw dogwoods
there until recent years. He
became aware of them one
spring when, moving along one
of his woodland paths, he came
upon a dogwood in full bloom,

and realized that few of the
dogwoods could thrive natural-
ly because they were heavily
shaded by tall trees.

Part of his program now,
recommended by Forester
H.R. Hurlock of the state
Department of Environmental
Protection, is to cut large,
mature trees in his woods,
which will give the dogwoods
the light they need. Many of the
large trees are red oak and Mr.
Buckland has been admiring
them for years. It was a shock
to hear from Forester Hurlock
that they should be cut.

Selective Cutting

The forester counted 351
trees, some of species; other
than red oak, which hé said
should be cut. The large oaks,
he said, would make valuable
saw logs now, whereas if they
were left to grow only a few
more years they would start to
deteriorate. He chose the trees

only to see the tree succumb
eventually to blight. The
Connecticut Agricultural
Experiment Station, which has
searched for a blight-resistant
American chestnut for many
years, has not yet found one.

Trees Replace Tobaeco

The open areas of the farm,
formerly used for growing
tobacco, are being planted now
to evergreens, including white
pine, spruce, balsam and
hemlock. In addition, some
native cedars have come up and
have been kept in one area,
where Mr. Buckland intends to
plant additional seedling trees
of this species,

He has planted, he estimates
now, a total of 3,000 small trees,
all obtained from the State
Forest Nursery in Voluntown.
When one small tree, for some
reason, fails to survive, he
replaces it so that he will have
woodlots without any “'skips.”

Mr. Buckland has had help
from his son, Robert, who lives
in Coventry, and his son-in-law,
James Nelson of Manchester,
This week, while the weather
continued warm enough for this
work, he was transplanting
some small evergreens.

Delivery of seedling trees
from the nursery is scheduled
one a year, in the spring, and
application  forms for 1974
deliveries are being prepared
now in Hartford. Anyone in-
terested in acquiring trees next
spring should request an
application form, by mail or
telephone, at the Forestry Unit,
Department of Environmental
Protection, State Office
Building, Hartford.

Energy Crisis

Along with the Energy Crisis
have come many suggestions as
to how the school can help out.
One of the most important ones
is turning down the heat in
rooms to 65 degrees or less. As
far as I can remember the first
time I was told that ‘They're
going to turn down the heat in
the building' was almost two
months ago — I'm still hearing
it, but I haven't felt it yet.
What's the problem?

Just out of curiosity I made a
survey of the temperatures of
26 rooms and came up with a
range from 68-81 degrees! The
average temperature was 73.7.
The setting for the thermostats
were sometimes higher than
the actual temperature,
sometimes lower, but mostly
they were pretty close to 65
degrees

I was told recently at the of-
fice that they've been trying to
stabilize and lower
temperatures in the building
since 1959! It seems that the
janitors have the keys which
control the thermostats, but
there is something wrong with
mechanisms which must be
fixed by an expert who ''should
be coming soon."

I just wanted to make people
aware of the situation so that
they might help pressure the of-
fice into getting the job done! If
we turn down the temperature,
turn off half the lights in the
clasgrooms and leave the blinds
open, and turn off the rest while
the room is unoccupied, there
will be less chance of our
summer's being disrupted by

three or four extra weeks of
school.

The fluorescent lights in our
classrooms do take a stronger
charge to start than to continue
glowing, but if they are left off
for more than five minutes, the
power saved will be greater
than the power used to start
them; so -don't worry about
what some people may be
telling you to the contrary. *

This conservation of power
might also help solve the con-
troversy as to whether or not to
close down the pool for the
winter. It's true that the
heating of the pool takes more
than 5 per cent of the fuel
burned in the whole school; but
more people will be Ipft in the
lurch than in our "physical
education classes if it is shut
down.

We must also consider I,0.H,
which could not function if the
pool were shut down. This total-
ly worthwhile organization
serves the handicapped for four
hours each Sunday. We must
also think about the MHS Swim
Team (yay!), the Rec Team,
Scuba Classes, WEI and Senior
Lifesaving.

Sure we must save power, but
can't we do it wisely and with
consideration for those most
deeply involved? Why not turn
down the heat in the classrooms
(the heat in the pool, by the
way, has already been turned
down!) turn off lights, save

paper, and close down the
school. more quickly and ef-
ficiently at night? PLEASE,
think about it! — J.C.S. .

Meskill Speaks
On Energy Issue

Representatives from every
junior and senior high school in
Connecticut assembled at the
State Capitol for an energy con-
ference with Gov. Thomas
Meskill this week.

As election day 1974 ap-
proaches, appearances before
students increase, each can-
didate hoping to capture the
youth vote,

After a brief introductory
statement, the governor took
questions from the floor. The
question immediately fose
about the State Board of
Education's decision to limit all
after-school activities. Meskill
replied that it was not his deci-
sion; if he had had it his way, he
would have left the decision up
to the local boards.

He later stated that if it was a
choice between keeping in-
dustries or school open; the in-
dustries must remain in opera-

tion. Gov. Meskill pointed out.

that one man's entertainment is
another man's occupation, He
went on to say thathe would not
limit the use of snowmobiles,

airplanes and boats because of
people being put out of work
because of this.

This aroused many of the
delegates. They felt that the use
of these gas-eating machines
was defeating the purpose of
conserving energy. Amerijcans
must give up these pleasures if
they are going to weather the
crisis,

Many more questions were
raised on the type of fuel used.
Coal, the governor said, can't
be used by many industries who
converted to oil years ago.
Nuclear energy is a good source
of power, but is not being used
to its full capacity. Gov.
Meskill emphasized that en-
vironmental standards will be
dropped only in an emergency
and only where the air quality is
relatively good.

The governor repeatedly
stated that the solution must
begin with the individual; each
person must do what he can to
conserve so that the total
saving in Connecticut will be a
model for the rest of the nation.

Another change for the better
at Manchester High School.
After a year of planning, the
Physical Education elective
system will come into existence
during the second semester of
the 73-74 school year.

Last September the Physical
Assembly, the administration,
and the superintendent of
schools sent a recommendation
to the Board of Education con-
cerning the implementation of
an elective gym system at the
high school. The recommenda-
tion was approved with the
stipulation that juniors and
seniors would be involved in the
new system, while sophomores
would continue with the
existing program,

The department felt that the
younger students should first be
exposed to the entire scope of
physical education activities.

NASA Scientist
Speaks At MHS

Sixty interested science
students from East Catholic
and Manchester High School
gathered in Room 225 Dec. 5 to
attend a special seminar on
NASA space research by Dr.
Isodore Adler.

Dr. Adler, a space scientist
for the Goddard Space Flight
Center in Greenbelt, Md,, was
one several promient NASA
scientists scheduled for
appearances in Manchester.
Earlier in the week two full-
length assemblies were con-
ducted for all students at
Manchester High, also dealing
with NASA research., The
students attending Dr. Adler's
lecture session were given a
chance to become better
acquainted with the specialized
areas of NASA and to question
an expert.

. Dr. Adler was well qualified
to answer any questions, having
taken part in the groundwork of
Apollo 15 and Apollo 16. His
prime interest is x-ray spec-
troscopy.

After discussing some of the
more technical aspects of space
research, Dr. Adler turned his
attentions to the acquisitions of
lunar rocks.

According to Dr. Adler, there
are three main 'reasons. for
going to the moon. The first is
merely a version of daredevil's
"why not try it?"" The second
reason is a country's desire to
keep competing in the space
race. The third, and he feels
most important reason, is pure-

ly scientific in nature. Man
hopes that by going to the moon
and extracting samples from it,
he will be able to squeeze
enough information from it to
tell the moon's history,

Recent examination of the
moon’s rocks and stones have
revealed that the moon was
created 4.6 billion years ago. -
Evidence shows that for 0.6
billion years the moon was
molten, and then crystallized.
Dr. Adler and associates are
still researching fot' bits of rock
that are more than 4 billion
years old.

Analysis of the composition
of lunar samples has uncovered
many bisalts and molten rocks.
A few orthacidic rocks were
also fourid. These rocks are
very ancient and only small
fragments of them have been
uncovered, suggesting that they
do not belong to the moon. No
rocks found contained any type
of animal life and none of them
were found to be radioactive.

Dr. Adler kept his audience
interested by noting several
humorous experiences
throughout his talk. The last
five minutes were lelt open for
questions from students. After
he concluded the seminar ten to
fifteen students remained .to
query of him further. All
questioned felt that his was a
worthwhile experience and
very educational. Many pam-
phlets  explaining NASA's
programs and objectives can be
found in the MHS library. —

Special Permit Okayed
For Convalescent Home

The Vernon Plmning Com-
mission, in approving a special
permit filed by Dr. Duard Bok
of Vernon, has paved the way
for construction of a 120-bed
convalescent home on a 10-acre
site on Regan Rd,, Vernon,

Expressing concern for com-
plications that might arise from
existing drainage and traffic
problems, residents of the area
appeared at a public hearing
and presented a petition
bearing more than 100
signatures citing reasons why
they felt the application of Dr.
Bok should be rejected.

Some also expressed fear that
the home would house patients
with psychiatric problems. Dr.
Bok said his plans are to
provide skilled care for patients
whose problems are not psy-
chiatric.

Leonard Szczesny, town
engineer, who was asked to
review the matter.prior to the
commission’s decision, advised
the.commission that there were
no grounds for rejection of the
request.

Szczesny said most of the

Vernon

objections voiced at the public
hearing were not relevant to
~existing problems. He said that
if a retention pond is properly
installed for storm water
runoff, the proposed facility
should have no effect on either
downstream or upstream
existing drainage problems,

Referring to the fear
expressed by nearby residents
that the convalescent home
would generate a lot of traffic,
William Satryb, chairman of
the Planning Commission, said
he had visited a larger nursing
home than the proposed one and
had been told by neighbors in
the area that traffic from it was
minimal. y

Francis McNulty, town
building inspector, sald restric-
tions on the clientele of the nur-
sing home would be governed
by its license.

The next step, before con-
struction can start, will be to
have the Planning Commission
and Szczesny, approve a com-
prehensive plan of development
for the site and the.structure.

Bank Site Studied

For Seniors’ Use

In a letter to the Vernon
Recreation Commission,
Donald Berger, director of
recreation, citel what he
termed four basic reasons for
moving the senior citizen ac-
tivities from the Lottie Fisk
le's Bank
building located in the center of
Rockville and recently
purchased by the town,

He said the former bank
building is in the center of a
heavily populated residential
area which includes two
housing projects for the elder-
ly; it is on bus routes regularly
traveled by the Connecticut
Company buses and the Post
Road Stages; the first floor con-
tains more square footage than
the area used in the Lottie Fisk
Building; and adequate parking

' space can be made available.

Berger noted, however, that
before the building can be oc-
cupied. certain improvements
must be made. He suggested
that a subcommittee of the
commission; -along with the

town engineer, should in--

vestigate certain areas.
Areas recommended for
study were: The roof on the

‘building, to see if it leaks; the .

heating system, to see if it is
adequate to heat the area to be
used; the rest room facilities,
to see if they can be expanded;
lighting facilities, to see if they
need updating; and the wiring
and plumbing, to see if they are
adequate for installation of a
restaurant-type kitchen.
Berger said his reasons for
asking for this study is to see if
it can be determined how much
money will have to go into
making improvements in the
building to make it useable, and
If the move from the Lottie
Fisk Building would be worth it.
Consideration is being given
to renovating only the first floor
of the building which was
originally the home of the
Rockville Methodist Church
before being used by the bank.
The Recreation Commission
and the Town Council feel it
wm,ild be too costly, at the pre-
sent time, to do any work on the
upper floors of the building.
The commission will recom-
mend to the Town Council Mon-
day night, that it inquire into
the costs versus the merits of
renovating the building for use
by the senior c@tize{ls.
