Group Home Lease

Rejected by ZBA

A decision of the Vernon
Zoning Board of Appeals will
prevent State Sen. Thomas
Carruthers of Vernon from
leasing a house he owns to the
state for a residence for
Mansfield Training School to
use as a "‘group home."

The Planning Commission had
turned down the request
because zoning regulations
state a boarding home must be
owner-occupied and the state
would not qualify as "owner”
even under a long-time lease.

The house in question is a
large new home located at Rt
30 and Cold Spring Dr. At a
public hearing held a few weeks
ago, persons spoke both for and
against the appeal.

The zoning regulations do
permit a boarding house in the
neighborhood in question but
with the stipulation that it be
occupied by not more then
seven persons and that it be
owner-occupied,

Funeral Mags Said For AsSa-ssina'ted

MADRID (UPI) — Rightwing
demonstrators marred the
state funeral mass of Prime
Minister Luis Carrero Blanco
today with jeers and shouts of
_'assassin, assassin'' at the
archbishop of Madrid, liberal-
minded Cardinal Enrique
Vicente y Taracon.

Generalissimo Francisco
Franco, afraid of his own
emotions, did not attend.

Police”moved in to protect

. the cardinal when he left the

government building after
saying the first of two masses
over the open casket of
Carrero.

Vicente y Taracon presided

al the mass and praised

Carrero. He said he hoped his
""life and example will serve all
Spaniards to attain fruitful
peace.”

"*His last service was death,"
the cardinal said. *‘Grief and in-
dignation should not stir people
to feelings of hatred," he added
in a plea for calm throughout
‘the nation. .

As the car carrying Vicente y
Taracon pulled away, the
demonstrators jeered him and
police ringed his car and jogged
alongside until it cleared the
band of right wingers,

The demonstrators apparent-
ly believed members of the
anti-government left wing, in-
cluding the militant Basque
separalists supported by some
Roman Catholic clergymen,
were responsible for Carrero's
death Thursday,

Carrero died in a bomb blast
Thursday in the nation's first
major political assassination in
34 years of Franco rule. He, his
bodyguard and chauffeur were
killed a block from the U.S.
Embassy by a bomb so power-
ful it blew their limousine over
the roof of the San Francisco de
Borja church where Carrero
had just attended mass.

A brief official announcement
said the 81-year-old Franco was
suffering from influenza and

Terrorists
Set Off

Two Bombs

LONDON (UPI) -—
Extremists set off two bombs
outside the Hilton Hotel in Lon-
don’s fashionable Mayfair dis-
trict today, the latest attacks in
a five-day terror campaign at-
tributed to the Irish Republican
Army (IRA).

A Scotland Yard spokesman
said there were no injuries in
the twin explosions. He blamed
the IRA for the blast, but said
there was no indication why the
outlawed Roman Catholic
extremist group picked the
American-owned hotel.

"A police spokesman said one
of the bombs was left on the

, hood of a car parked along

Hertford Street beside the
hotel, The other bomb was left
in a cardboard box in front of
the hotel's Pit’'s Head Mews
doorway.

The spokesman said the hotel
was not damaged, but the first
bomb dented .the car and
smashed its windows.

Housewife Carol Simpson, 28,
accidentally kicked the packet
containing the second bomb,
but managed to get away before
the explosion came,

"I picked it up and opened it
and found what appeared to be
a lady's walch and some wires
inside,” she said. ‘I knew right
away something was wrong and

«dropped it and ran into the

Hilton to report what I had
found,"

A hotel spokesman said the
building was not evacuated:
“No one was injured, and if
there was any damage it was
minimal,"” he'said.

Police warned the public
today to watch out for
suspicious packages after a
bomb in a plastic bag was found
hanging on railings outside the
French Embassy. A Hyde Park
employe spotted the bomb and
explosives experts defused it.

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A Lesson From Disaster

Already there have beep many
suggestions imade as to what might be
done to prevent another Big Blackout
of 1973. And many of these have merit
and should be evaluated. Unfortunate-
ly, most of them require time and a
lot of money to implement,

In the meantime, wé face the stark
reality that nature again could deal us
a similar blow. More pertinent is the
prospect that critical shortages of
energy could produce similar results
in the months and years ahead.

Yes, there is much that can and
should be done in the years ahead to
reduce or eliminate natural causes of
power disruption.

But the most important thing, in the
light of the past few days, is
something which can be done quickly
and without much cost.

We believe there is an obvious need
for improved communications during
a disaster situation. We believe there
should be a central information
clearing house from which news
media, the people, and others in-
volved can obtain information quickly
and reliably.

The flap over whether declaring
Manchester a disaster area or not is
an example of a communication
breakdown. . If town officials for
example, lack the information to
make such a decision until the rumor
mill forces them to take to the air to
pacify residents; obviously the com-
munication channel between the
utilities, the town, the state, and the
people has failed to meet the test of
crisis.

We hope that a procedure of com-
munication can be developed and im-
plemented quickly so the people will
know the facts, will know what to
expect from town and private agen-
cies and, most important of all, know
what is expected of them so that
hardships, if any, can be anticipated
and possibly alleviated before it is too
late.

The citizens of Manchester, we
believe, have proven their mettle in
this crisis and many of therh we are
sure were willing to do more, if they
only knew what and where to do it.

A Thank You

These are days in which all of us
have to come to realize in no uncer-
tain way that our dependence upon
certain services, such as electric
power, is, by and large, taken for
granted. '

Since Monday, Manchester and
many sister Connecticut communities
have suffered not a voltage cutback,
not a brownout, not a brief interrup-
tion of electric power services, but a
complete blackout. ’

Because of the interrelationship of
so many of our services this meant no
heat because the fans and motors in
our heating systems need electricity;
for many it meant no water supply
because pumps are electric; and if
you wanted to get away from the
whole mess, chances are your” gas-
oline station was shut down since it

could not pump gasoline without elec- *

tricty.

But so much for the negative side
which will really take weeks to fully
assess. t

As this is being written, more and
more of Manchester is getting
restored service; the-weather seems
to be falling short of some of the
gloomier forecasts; and more and
more we note a sense of hope
appearing in conversations,

But perhaps more important, peo-
ple are beginning to see the humorous
side of the crisis as well, whether it be
Andover goldfish surviving a slushy
night or the barbs concerning certain
officials who had skiing holidays in-
terrupted, A

But'the biggest thing to come out of
the crisis is something that is not new
but something we often — too often—
take for granted more than electrici-
ty, telephones and other creature
comfgrts. ‘

That is the willingness-of our people

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NEW YORK — The American
Presidency is more written
about than understood. It is
shifting, protean and defies
being pinned down. Even the
best of the books about it —
more recently by Arthur
Schlesinger and Emmett
Hughes, earlier by Clinton
Rossiter; Edward Corwin,
Harold Laski, James Burns,
Sidoey Hyman — give us impor-
tant glimpses of the office, but
none the total picture.

The power vested in the office
is immense. Choosing a Presi-
dent is like picking a king.
Impeaching a President is like
killing a king. Forcing a Presi-
dent to resign under pressure is
a largely untried process, with
a margin of cruelty along with
its sense of necessity, as we are
now learning.

The light that beats on a
President with the intensities of
the media, with the fanfare of
his customary goings and com-
ings, is like the white light that
beats on a throne. Even a
secretive President, who turns
on himself when he is in crisis,
gets tracked down by the light.

David Broder is' impresario
of a lively, cracking exchange
on the Presidency by a half-
dozen political scientists whom
he caught at their New Orleans
convention and dragooned into
some shoptalk. (I take it from
the November issue of Current
magazine. )

Of the six, three have worked
with the character and per-
sonalities of Presidents (Jame
Barber, Alexander George,
Fred Greenstein), and three
broadly with the Presidency
itself (James Burns, Thomas
Cronin, Aaron Wildavsky
They agree that the office needs
limiting, especially after the
excesdes of Watergate — whose
sources they can’t agree on.
They also agree that the office
and its incumbent must be
strong. Well, resolve that con-
tradiction if you can.

They wrestle with another
contradiction. They agree that
the Presidency is, in Alexander
George's phrase, a ‘'‘high-
stress, overloaded office." Any
President’s performance under
this stress flows not only from
his problems, crises and
abilities but primarily (as
James Barber puts it) from his
character. As witness Richard
Nixon. But the question of what
to do about character seems,
understandably, to baffle them.

“None of us,” notes Fred
Greenstein, "has suggested a
psychiatric screening of can-
didates, although we've all
recognized the importance of
the President's charactler,” He
feels — and'l agree — that the
system of primaries has hurt
rather than helped an elfective
political screening process.
Barber wants ‘‘informed
screening by party leaders,”
but admits they have “‘ab-
dicated that screening role."
George suggests ‘monitoring
them after they get into office
— for severe mental illness or

poor performance under °

stress;"” by doctors with psy-

chiatric training. But no one
joins with him on this.

They don’t agree on the an-
cient puzzle of whether the
Presidency stretches and
enhances or demeans the man,
brings- out his best or worst
character. I think it does both,
as life stresses tend to do to
most of us. But in overall
terms, I agree with James
Burns that we have allowed Mr.
Nixon to “‘triumph over the
Presidency' by distorting its
image in our minds. ‘‘The main
thrust of this institution in the
past century," he says, “has
been egalitarian and liber-
tarian.”” To which I append at
least two cheers, holding back
the third because of swollen
presidential power.

Thomas Cronin asks for "‘a
stronger Presidency...but a
lean and clean one, and an open
one, subject to numerous

checks." I like the phrasing, as 3
I like his plea for the doctrine of R
self-restraint by every branch i
which, he says, “‘is subtle and

implicit in the U.S.

Constitution." But it is not a *

plea the Palace Guard heeded,

Aaron Wildavsky comes up
with something we rarely
remember — that “the tenden-
cy to failure in all institutions
has to be accepted and compen-
sated for." We surround the
Presidency with a plurality of
institutions — Congress, the
courts, the party leaders, the
media. If the others had per-
formed their roles, the
presidential crisis would not be
5o anguished.

This jibes with Burns' plea to
“seize on this crisis-the way
past crisis have been seized up-
on, lo perfect the ideas that
have been coming out of
generations of thought.”
Watergate has given us, adds
Wildavsky, “‘a little more sense
of sin...unless we are willing to
build a plurality of institutions,
including strong political
ones," there will again be
“atomized individuals, without
a sense of loyalty to others than
the leader, who will behave
badly.” Amen,

Having been in office only one
week, Jerry Ford has plenty of
time lo create the impressive
staff his supporters envision.
The disappointment is real,
however, that on the strength of
a pledge to his long-time ad-
ministrative aide, Robert T.
Hartmann, he has now made
Hartmann his chief of staff.

“Bob Hartmann is a bright
guy and a tough guy, but he rubs
almost everyone the wrong way
without even knowing it,"”" one
Ford intimate told us. In sum,
Hartmann falls short of the
dynamism that Ford allies feel
is needed, even though his
toughness will be an asset in
predictable battles between the

Ford and the Nixon staffs.

One bright spot in the new
Ford staff is Kenneth Belieu, a
former Lyndon Johnson aide
who served in high Pentagon
jobs for both President
Kennedy and President Nixon.

_Belieu will run Ford's

legislature affairs office, and
he has high prestige with
Congress.

Ford's staff is just beginning
to grow. Major changes — in-
cluding the all-important spot

« of staff chief — cannot be ruled

out in the future. Far more im-
portant to Ford, as the only
Vice President in history
chosen by Congress on the
recommendation of a Presi-
dent, is his political
relationship with Mr. Nixon and
the Republican party: It is here
that the decision not lo post-
pone his skiing vacation until
February may have cost Ford a
symbolic advantage,

As onie Republican elder told

_us: "“The President is going

South or West, Congress is
going home, but the political
crisis over Nixon's future, the
energy thing and the Middle
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Tasnle.

East will stay right here in
Washington. Ford should stay
here, too, to show that he is
different and to begin to fill that
terrible leadership vacuum."

But Ford chose Christmas as
usual, a hint that he wili not
allow himself to become a foil
for Republicans who want the
President to resign. Moreover;
no sooner had Ford been sworn
in than he began a major defen-
sive sweep for the President,
clearing him of Watergate
blame and praising him release
of personal financial data,

That is precisely what
bothers Ford’s political friends,
and other Republicans well to
Ford's left, who see the party's
only salvation in Ford replacing
Mr. Nixon well before the 1974
general election. For these
Republicans, Ford's first week
was vaguely disquieting.

Yet, Ford himself is well
aware of the risks of becoming
a White House patsy. For
example, Mr. Nixon at first in-
sisted that the Ford swearing-in
be a Nixon operation, held in
the White House, Ford, backed
by the entire congressional
leadership of both parties, said
no.
What helped finally persuade
the President was Ford's
private word, spoken with can-
dor, that a walk down the House
aisle with Ford might enhance
the beleaguered President.

Perhaps more significant,
despite his reputation for
following the letter of any
presidential command, Ford at
least once in the recent past
flatly refused to do the White
House bidding in a matter in-
volving high and confidential
national politics. The reason:
Ford thought it would be per-
sonally dishonorable.»

In short, despite Ford's
seemingly lack of guile, he has
shown he can sharply cir-
cumscribe his obligations to
Mr. Nixon.

I am not one to stockpile food.

If |
am having a dinner party, 1
often do not plan the meny until
two or three days prior to the
event,

The usual staples are in the
cupboards. Nothing out of the
ordinary — peanut butter, tuna

fish, canned soups, some rice,
some pasta. Since I rent a
freezer locker where the owner
has a generator, I have a
limited quantity of frozen foods
at home,

The one thing I have that
comes in handy during
emergencies I3 Sterno, I own

“three chafing dishes since I use
them a great deal when serving
hot»hors d'oeuvres or buffet
suppers, It is best to have the
large cans of Sterno as they
burn longer then the small size.

Most chafing dishes come
with two pans, with one fitting
inside the other. The lower one
is used for water so that the up-
per pan can be placed over it
when keeping foods hot. The up-
per pan is used directly over the
heat when frying or sauteeing.

Here is how I made
breakfast.

I heated water in the bottom
pan of one chafing dish for. ins-
tant coffee, Upon removing
that, I placed bread, for
loasting. It is best to cul the
slices in half as they fit better
in the pan.

Governor’s Absence Creates Big Stir

By HOWARD DRESCHER

HARTFORD (UPI) — Gov.
Thomas J. Meskill removed a
dozen chain saws from his car
Thursday and prepared to cut
through Conneclicut's storm
problems as well as his own.

Meskill, left Connecticut
Wednesday for a skiing holiday
al his Vermont .retreat as a
mounting power and wealher
crisis crippled the state.

He returned Thursday and
found few people cheering.

Meskill’s car pulled up at the
Hartford National Guard Ar-
mory al 1:30 p.m. He stepped
out of the car, unloaded the
saws and piled them on an
Army truck loaded with wood
gathered on the armory
grounds.

Gen, John F. Freund, adju-
tant of the Connecticut National
Guard, explained before
Meskill's arrival that the truck
had been loaded at the armory
as a symbol of the guard’s el-
forts to provide firewood for
cold homes.

Meskill was surrounded by
newsmen and photographers as
he put the borrowed chain saws
on the truck.

When a newsman asked
Meskill if he thought it ap-
propriate to be skiing in Ver-
mont while thousands of state
residents were still without
heat and light, the governor
replied, “I'm doing everything
I possibly can.”'

Pull the Plug

Even before Meskill arrived
in Hartford, a number of
Democratic legislators issued
statements blasting him for
leaving the state before the
situation was resolved. ]

Rep. J. Martin Hennessey, D-
Wethersfield, wrote to the Cen-
tral Vermont Public Service
Co., a utility, asking it to "'pull
the plug” on Meskill's con-
dominium near the Bromley ski
area.

“Meskill went to Bromley
this week at a time when
thousands of Connecticut
homes — many of them in my
hometown of Wethersfield —
were still without light or heat
because of an ice storm which
disrupted electrical ~service
throughout the state,’
Hennessey said.

“The governor is in the state
of Vermont while we're in a
state of emergency," he said.

“Thousands are Ssuffering,"
said Edward T. “Ned'" Coll of
the Revitalization Corps, “and
Meskill’s departure for Ver-
mont says more about his con-
cern for the people of Connec-
ticut than anything his public
relations men have said for
months."

Stop Criticizing

Meskill said the critics should
stop criticizing and join the ef-
fort to bring things back to nor-
mal.

He said he was to have left
for Vermont a day earlier but
stayed the extra lime until he
was certain everything was un-
der control.

“You can handle a crisis in
several ways. You can talk
about it, and you could do
something about it,” he said.

Meskill said his critics were
blaming him unfairly “‘but they
have not lifted one finger fo do
anything about it.

However, Simon said he was
“tremendously impressed"’
with public opinion polls
showing Americans'
willingness, and energy con-
sumption statistics
demonstrating their actions, to
cut down aon consumption of
energy including gasoline to

case shortages.

“Everybody is attempting to
do their thing and responding in
a patriotje fashion,'" Simon said
on the €
program.

On rationing, Simon. said:

" “'We would not hesitate to put

easoline: rationing Into effect.
Hut it is whal we consider a last
resort.” - - .

He said it would be a burden

to ‘impose rationing on

Americans, "'with all the atten-
dant inequities involved in a
very complex society."”

Like Simon, the president of
Atlantic Richfield Corp., Thorn-
ton Bradshaw, said the public
had “'responded magnificently”
so far in curbing gasoline usage
and sald he was hopeful
rationing could be averted.

Appearing on the NBC-TV
Today -Show, Bradshaw said

- that overall, some areas of the

country likely would be pinched
hard this winter by energy shor-
tages — particularly citing New
England.

Bradshaw said New England
may be *‘very short' of oil at
times, and that there may be a
“‘severe impact” on the area’s
économy.

Simon said a black market
system undoubtedly would im-
mediately spring up if gasoline
rationing were instituted.
Another major negative factor
he cited was a huge
bureaucracy—{rom the local to

Proposes

Bike Walk Plan

South Windsor Councilman
Leonard Sorosiak has proposed
the establishment of a bicyeling
and walking program which
could provide by May 15, 1974, a
25-mile system of specially
marked town roads. They would
denote to motorists and
bicyclists alike that they can
expect each other to be
frequenting these roads,

Among recent ¢'Council-
Citizen Assignments'' made by
Mayor Robert Smith isa “Bicy-
cle Trails/Foot Paths"” com-
mittee, headed .by Deputy
Mayor Sandra Bender. The
Park and Recreation Commis-
sion has been studying federal
money sources and will be
reporting Lo the council on their
findings. .

The council has also
scheduled money in its five-
year plan for sidewalks and
bicycle paths which can be used
in this program.

The proposed program would
provide safe intra and inter-
town rightsofway to the citizens
for observing and sharing the
historic and natural character
of the town, and at the_same
time encourage physical exer-
cise.

The creation’ of the South
Windsor Bicycling and Walking
Program (SWBWP) would in-
volve many groups invarious
capacities.

The Town Council, as
legislative body, must study the
full impact of the program.
The committees of the council
will be directly involved such as
the capital improvements com-
mittee and the public health
and safety committee,

The Board of Education
would probably have to support
education courses for adults
and children on bicycle safety
and maintenance. They, in turn,
will seek support and aid from’
the various PTA and PTO
groups. ;

A major role would be played
by the Recreation Department
and the Park and Recreation
Commission, whose duty it is to
determine and fulfill te recrea-
tion needs of the community,
They could organize such things
as bicycle trips with special
auto traffic restrictions,
summier playground aclivities
which would include bicycle
safety and annual bicycle
races, ¢ &

The alternates to engine-
powered lransportation. are
bieycling and walking. The
energy crisis makes such
transportation more likely and
welcomed. The Mass Transit
Commission would play an im-

portant role in the program
since they will specifically
locate the rights-of-way for
-ransportation purpuses,

Street markings and special
sign installation would be the
responsibility of the Depart-
ment of Public Works, as well
as the proper and continual in-
stallation and maintenance of
the facilities required. ,

The historical and natural
beauty of the town will be

realized through the efforts of

the Historjeal District Commis-

sion and Cdnservation Commis-
sion.

Recognizing that rights-of-
way are more readily available
before land development, the
Planning and Zoning Commis-
sion would have o consider
rewriting existing regulation
and including in new
regulations the requirements
that developers must provide
bicycling and walking areas
consistent with proposed town
facilities,, | ek

Bicycling and walking have
become an important part of
everyday life. In a memoran-
dum to the town council
Sorosiak has said, “'It is
extremely important that a
program be instituted because
of the need for safe recreational
and transportation facilities
here in South Windsor. Good
health and the energy crisis
demand it.”

A three-year bid from Clark
Transportation Co. was the only
one received for school bus
transportation. Clark also sub-
mitted a five-year bid alter-
nate

There were three bids for
buses without service. These
came from Clarke's, Joe
Bousa's Garage and Herbert
Englert Jr. Clark's three-year
bid was for six 66 passenger
buses for 64.000 base miles or
less, at $43,200 per year.

Additional cost per mile in
excess of 64.000 miles or less
will cost 50 cents per mile. Ad-
ditional charge for education
and or athletic trips is 50 cents
per mile with a minimum
charge of 25 cents or $2.50 per
hour. .

Three 36 passenger minimum
buses for 76,000 base miles or
less will be 40 cents per mile.

One travel-all for a minimum
number of base miles will cost
50 cents per mile. Additional

cost per mile with the three-
year bid: Four 1969 Inter-
nationals. one 1972 Inter-
national, one 1973 International,
all 66-passenger buses; one 1969
International travel-all and
three 36-passenger buses. .

The five-year bid from
Clark’s includes six 1974 Inter-
nationals, 66-passenger buses;
36-passenger mini-buses.

For 64,000 base miles or less,
for six buses the bid was $42,120
per year. Additional cost per
mile jn excess of 64,000 base
miles is 50 cents pef mile.

" Clark’s bid on buses without

service was six 1974 Inter-
national chassis with Wayne
bodies, 66-passenger serviced
and delivered to Columbia for
$6.600 each; one International
Travel-All, and a nine-
passenger travel wagon.

Joe Bousa's Garage bid for
total delivered price was $53,-
334, for six buses.

The present five-year bus
contract with Clark expires
June 1974.

From Tremaines

Are Different

MADISON (UPI) — If you're
a friend of Burton dnd Emily
Tremaine, expect to receive an
Andy Warhol, a Joan Miro, a
Mondrian, or a Lichtenstein
this christmas — in the form of
a Christmas Card.

It's part of the couple's way
of sharing their large collection
of modern art with their
friends, including most of the
artists themselves. The pain-
Lings are housed in the
Tremaine's Madison home and
in their New York apartment.

Mr. and Mrs. Tremaine are
known in the art world as the
owners of Piet Mondrian's
“Victory Boggie-Woogie,"”
Jasper Jones' ‘‘De Vice
Circle,” and Robert Delaney's
"‘Simultaneous Dise,"”
reproduced in many an art book
and as posters, 7

Come Christmas, tHe
Tremaines pick some paintings,
““those that would reproduce in-
terestingly,” and have them
made into Christmas cards.
Some of these and those the
couple have received from
name artists are now on exhibit
at the Wadsworth Art Museum
in Hartford,

‘I just thought I'd do
something different with our
big collection of these cards by
displaying them like paintings.
Perhaps they can also provide
Christmas card designers with
inspiration,”” Mrs. Tremaine, a
former graphic artist, says.

As far as the Tremaines'
cards are concerned, the
medium is the message. They
are partial to op, pop and
kinetic art ‘'because they
express so much freedom and
imagination, not found in other
forms of art,”

In reproducing the paintings,
the art buffs themselves exer-
cise a great deal of freedom.
They don't have ta contend with
roydity fees or copyrights. «

“They're all our friends,”
says Mrs. Tremaine of the ar-
tists. "Of course, I ask them
first if I can reproduce their
work; I'll never do it without
their permission.” .

Mrs. Tremaine has even
added her own design on the
reverse side of a Miro
reproduction.

The only inscriptions are the
words: ‘“‘Merry Christmas,
Happy New Year,” and the
couple’s name,

The Tremaine's interest in
modern art dates-back about 35
years. Then, Mrs. Tremaine
received a Christmas Card
from an artist friend, Jean Arp.

“It was a round cardboard
frame. When 1 opened the
envelope bits of white paper fell
on the floor like snowflakes. I
couldn’t think of a more sym-
bolic greeting card," Mrs.
Tremaine said.
