Tuesday Town Manager Allen 
Sandberg was instructed by the 
council to prepare an Emergen­
cy Plan and report to the coun­
cil with it at the end of January.
• At the present time the town 
has 32 cots which could be used 
in an emergency, but the one 
generator that the town owns is 
not in operating condition.

The town has no stored food, 
but in an emergency it would be 
possible to use the food that is 
in the school cafeterias..

The town did establish two 
emergency shelters during the 
power outages, one at the Se­
cond Congregational Church 
Community House and the 
other at St. Mary’s Church 
Hall.

The Community House uspd a 
generator loaned by Mike 
Pesce, superintendent of 
streets, to generate electricity.

The E x p lo re r  S co u ts  
prepared breakfast for those 
using the emergency centers.

The town manager will be 
away from Dec. 24 to Jan. 2 and 
the Council appointed Elizabeth 
Rych-ling as ac ting  town 
manager in his absence.

The council appointed the 
town m anager to handle 
negotiations with the union 
which is representing the town 
hall employes. He was also 
authorized to utilize the ser­
vices of Bogdan and Powers if 
n e c e s s a ry  d u r in g  the 
negotiations. Sandberg in­
formed the council that he is 
being furnished with helpful in­
formation from the Town of 
W in dso r. The m a n a g e r  
expected to receive a proposal 
from the union this week.

In other action, the council 
voted to give the employes at 
the town hall a 5.5 per cent 
raise effective immediately 
and retreactive to July 1. This 
back pay will be made in a lump 
sum. The money for these 
raises was appropriated in last 
year's budget.

The council referred the 
matter of purchase of a 50-foot­
wide and 350-foot-long right of 
way from the Costelle’s for the 
purpose of giving Mr, and Mrs. 
Robbins access to their proper­
ty from Bringham Hill Rd. 
When Robbins built his house he 
was assured by the town that he 
had a legal right of way to his 
land.

The council deferred action 
on the Sewage Facilities Or­
dinance until Jan. 7. This would 
give the council time to review 
the oiilinance at its next work 
session.

The council adopted a resolu­
tion establishing a deferred 
Retirement Plan, This was part 
of the town manager’s employ­
ment agreement. The plan 
would establish $1,800 per year 
in a retirement plan plus the 
manager’s current salary of 
$15,000.

The council authorized 
Sandberg to purchase six sur­
plus 100-watt solid mobile 
radios.

The radios will be used in the 
Police Department and the 
department’s old radios will go 
into the highway department 
trucks and one to the dog 
warden. Some of the radios now 
being used are 16 years old and 
are of different wattage, so that 
the police cruisers when in cer­
tain areas of town can only 
com m unicate through the 
police station.

The 100-watt pull in the radios 
will make it possible for police 
cars to commmunicate car-to- 
car no matter where they are in 
town.

Sandberg also noted that the 
ice storm showed the necessity 
of having the town trucks 
equipped with radios. When 
crews were sanding, they 
spotted down wires and the 
trucks had to go to the station to 
report the downed wires.

The council approved a con­
tra c t with the Computer 
Automated Payroll Service 
from Connecticut Bank and 
Trust Data Services Co. This 
contract would allow for the 
complete automation of the 
payroll for the Town of Coven­
try for approximately $550 per 
year.

This plan would provide 
signed checks, fiscal year to 
date figures on all printings and 
d e d u c tio n s , and would 
eliminate the town employes 
from preparing W-2 forms. The 
plan would also save the town 
the costs of forms which now 
run as high as $375 a year.

The time saved would be use • 
to help prepare monthly budget 
statements which are only 
prepared quarterly now. The 
time could also be used to assist 
the highway department with 
one or two hours a day of 
clerical help which is surely 
needed at the town garage.

The council deferred action 
on the request of the Bi- 
Centennial Commission for $1,- 
000 until the Jan. 7 meeting 
when representatives of the 
commission could be there to 
explain their needs for the 
money.

The council approved the 
recommendations of the town 
manager that Coventry join the 
Connecticut Conferences of 
Mayors and Municipalities for a

Coventry
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trial period begining Jan. 1 and 
ending June 30 at a cost of $450.

Sandberg said that it had been 
his experience in Illinois that 
m u n ic ip a li t ie s  g^rhatly 
benefited from me*mbership in 
such an organization.

The council approved the 
recommendation of Coun­
cilman Richard Breault that 
the lake be lowed to 91 feet 
during the winter months. The 
lakqf is maintained at 93.6 feet 
in the summer to allow for 
boating and recreational needs 
he said, but that it wasn’t 
necessary to keep it this high in 
the w inter. He fe lt tha t 
lowering the lake in the winter,, 
months would minimize the 
danger of flooding in the spring 
from the run off waters.

Audrey Bray reported that 
she had collected $1,341,887 in 
taxes during^ the first five 
months of the' fiscal year 1973- 
74. This represents an increase 
of .56 per cent of the adjusted 
collectible taxes received over 
^ e  same period last year.

The town has agreed to 
accept lots in lieu of taxes from 
the following people.

Rising water level in the 
reservoir — caused by heavy 
rains which started ’Thursday 
night — threatened to overflow 
and burst the earth and con­
crete dam Friday afternoon.

Police and firemen alerted 
area residents of the problem, 
and warned them that they 
might have to leave their 
hom es. C o n su lta tio n  of 
engineers determined that 
sandbagging would save the 
dam, and the evacuation order 
was never issued.

Crews working to sandbag the 
reservoir dam included about 
loo National Guardsm en, 
M a n c h e s te r  W a te r  Co. 
employes, town and state 
highway department men, and 
many volunteers.

At the height of the situation 
(around 3 p.m. Friday), Town 
Manager Robert Weiss con­

sulted with engineers and said 
the Situation was "dangerous 
but not critical.”

As torrential rains let Up 
later Friday afternoon, the rate 
at which the reservoir water 
level was rising slowed, and 
then the water level began to 
drop.

When it  became dark, area 
residents were assured there 
was no further threat of the 
dam bursting an unleashing 
tons of water.

IRA Sets Off 
Bombs In London

LONDON (UPI) — A bomb planted under a^no parking 
sign exploded in the heart of London’s movie district near 
Leicester Square early today in the first of a’’ downtown 
three-bomb blitz on the city.

Police said four persons were 
wounded in the three “medium­
sized” blasts, bringing to 70 the 
number injured in an an- 
Ugovernment bombing cam­
paign by the Irish Republican 
Army (IRA) tha t began 
Tuesday.
\  A second  b la s t  se n t 
passengers at Charing CroSs 
railway station scrambling to 
safety and the third showered 
thq National Liberal Club with 
splintered glass from a blasted 
door.

Police said two women were 
injured in the Leicester Square 
blast, a man was. slightly 
wounded at the railway station 
and thfti Liberal Club’s night 
manager was hit by flying 
glass. None of the four was 
seriously injured, they said.

The three blasts went off 
within 23 minutes of each other, 
spokesmen said.

^otland Yard has blamed the 
militant Provisional wing of the 
IRA for the sei îes of bomb 
blasts that began Tuesday. Nine

IRA members were convicted 
of a bombing campaign last 
March and a British Army 
deserter and his .teen-age girl 
friend, IRA sympathizers, are 
being sought in connection with 
a second last August and 
September. f

Yard sources said the current 
bombing wave apparently,was.

Congress Stalled 
On Energy Bill

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  With 
millions of energy-hungry 
Americans scurrying to find 
modes of travel for Christmas 
vacations, Congresf has put off 
its own weekend getaway and 
apparently postponed until the 
New Year final action on a bill 
g iv ing P re s id e n t Nixon 
emergency powers to handle 
the fuel shortage.
_ The lawmakers, failing to 
pass the energy emergency bill 
in time to adjourn the session 
on the first day of winter as 
they had hoped, scheduled noon 
sessions after the House, early 
this morning rejected a ^n a te  
compromise.

That tossed the issue back to 
the Senate, and - Democratic 
leader Mike Mansfield said the 

■Senate would not act on any 
legislation until Jan. 21. when 
Congress had planned tô  
reconvene after adjournment.

Rep. Harley 0, Staggejs, 
DW.Va., ted the House fight 
against the Senate version, 
after the upper body was forced 
by a filibuster frOni oil state 
.senators.to delete a “windfall

profits” tax on oil companies.
Staggers is reported to have 

told conferees he would “stay 
here till hell freezes oyer” 
rather than accept the weaker 
Senate version: Staggers also 
insisted on retaining strict con­
gressional control over the 
President’s emergency powers.

Kii|iit Nixon
Sen. Edmupd S. 'Muskie, D- 

Maine, blamed the White House 
for the impasse that prevented 
passage of the legislation.

He said it war the ad­
ministration’s . insistence on 
striking the windfall profits 
section that killed the bill.

“If he'd (Nixon) taken that 
-he'd have his bill,'' Muskie said, 
adding thaj “after the public 
has gone through a month of 
cold, they'll be goddam mad at 
the 0(1 companies.”

NEW YORK (UPI) -  Of all 
those in the theater who have 
been attacked by the nostalgia 
bug in recent years, none has 
been more susceptible than 
producer Harry Rigby, who is 
about to refurbish a third old 
musical.

Rigby, a long, lean chap of 
middle years Who is a sucker 
for song-and-dance-shows, 
dreamed up' the recent vastly 
successful revival of “No, No, 
N a n e t j ie ”  a q d  w as its  
co-producer for a time. The 
female Croesus w.ho supplied 
most of ito bacldng bought 
him  out foT a hefty sum 
b e c a u s e  she w an ted  no 
interference in the way things 
were run.

Next, Rigby came up with 
the idea of reviving 1919’s 
successful “Irene” with Debbie 
Reynolds as the star. He and 
his two partners have watched 
the money roll in at the 
Minskoff 'Ilieater since last 
March. It has been a smash hit, 
and still has long life ahead of 
i t

Now, Rigby is about to 
make his third plunge into the 
past with a revised version of 
that grand old college football 
m usical o f 1 9 2 7 , “Good 
News.”

For stars', he is using the 
same po licy  he d id  for 
“Nanette,” with Ruby Keeler, 
and for “Irene,” with Miss 
Reynolds and Patsy Kelly — he 
is bringing back some old 
Hollywood film favorites.

“Good News” stars Alice 
Faye, John Payne and Eddie 
(Rochester) Anderson.

A be B u rro w s , one of 
Broadway’s best, has revised 
the libretto and will direct the 
show. D onald Oenslager, 
designer of the sets for the 
1927 original, will serve again.

Also, as with.liis two earlier 
shows, Rigby is tinkering with 
t^e original score, subtracting 
twci o r  th ree  songs' and 
substituting songs from other 
shows of the period by the 
same authors. In this case, the 
score has m usic by |Ray 
H enderson  and lyrics by 
Buddy De Sylva and Lew 
Brown, both deceased. 'The 
three formed one of the most 
successful songwriting teams 
of the 1920s.

Rigby plans to open “Good 
News” at the Colonial ’Thedter 
in Boston on Dec. 17 and send 
it on an extensive road tour 
before bringing it tp BToadway 
early next fall.

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Washington Press Corps
Has the press always been “out to 

get” Richard Nixon? Is it guilty of 
“malicious, outrageous, hysterical” 
attacks on the President under the all- 
encompassing theme of Watergate?

Just the opposite is true, contends 
columnist and author Jim Bishop. 
“History,” he says, “will show that in 
1972 the  A m erican  p re ss  was 
browbeaten into submission by 
Nixon.”

There was 143 days, he notes, 
between the June 17th break-in at 
Democratic National Committee 
Headquarters in the Watergate apart­
ment complex and election day. His 
review of the leading publications 
during that time span shows that hun­
dreds of newspapers were so busy 
defending themselves against White 
House attacks on their integrity that 
Watergate was buried as a “caper.”

“ In spite of unremitting White 
House flogging,” 93 per cent of all 
American newspapers, entranced by 
China trips and Soviet wheat deals, 
endorsed Richard Nixon for a second 
term. Watergate was dismissed as a 
minor obscenity which had been un­
covered by two novice reporters of the 
Washington Post. The White House 
press corps “bought” the official line 
tha t it was ju s t a “ th ird -ra te  
burglary.”

Of 433 p o l i t i c a l  w r i t e r s  in 
Washington, only a dozen were 
assigned to uncover “the writing 
slime under the lid of Watergate.” 
The Associated P ress, with 65 
reporters, assigned no one. United 
Press International, with 51, turned 
its back on the story.

This was hardly the demeanor of a 
tigerish press, says Bishop. Rather, it 
tended toward derelection of duty.

“Those of us who regard ourselves 
as reporters of discernment and con-^ 
science helped make Richard Nixon,” 
he concludes. “Those who think the 
p ress destro y ed  Nixon have it 
backwards. He destroyed himself.”

Another deflating assessment of the 
supposed power of the press comes in 
the form of a book, “Reporters and 
Officials: The Organization and 
Politics of Newsm aking,” ju st 
published by Lexington Books.

The news that appears in major dai­
ly newspapers is less a sampling of 
what is happening in the world than a 
selection of what officials think, or 
want the press to report, is happening, 
claims its author Leon V. Sigal, a 
research associate of the 20th Century 
Fund.

For example, officials and agencies 
of the U.S. government accounted for 
nearly half of all news sources for 
page-one stokies in the New York 
Times and Washington Post between. 
1949 and 1969, he says.
■ ‘‘A e th e r  the topic is the military 

balance in Europe or poverty in Ap­
palachia, a skyjacking over Miami or 
Soviet m issile s  launched from  
beneath the sea, it is likely to beak 
into the news when it appears on the 
desks of senior American officials and 
not before then,” says Sigal.

And what the newspapers say about 
it, he adds, “will reflect to a con­
siderable extent what officials say 
about it.”

The 
fact that you, the individual, 
within whom» we trust the 
future of our country, is entitled 
to an education and the fact 
that we, the taxpayers, have 
never denied them any right to 
full earnings, even in times 
more difficult than these, is not 
of consequence. 1 suspect you 
will agree that they deserve a 
full year’s  pay in spite of the 
fact that we have seen fit to 
grant them a little more than

two weeks vacation each calen­
dar year.

You are going .to a great 
school, John (not redundant 
yet). 'This is a school, like most 
others in America, that has 
seen, in the last few years, 30 
per cent of its graduates who 
enter into the most sanc­
timonious of ceremonies have 
these same ordinations end in 
^dissolution under the court 
structure that we, alone, have 
created and do sustain. Don’t 
let this deter you, John. You 
still have a 70 per cent chance 
of success. And, who knows, 
what some of our local teams 
wouldn’t give for odds such as 
this.

You are going to a great 
school, John (starting to get a 
bit redundant now)i”This is the 
school that has presented many 
of our present leaders to the 
community. Leaders, who on a 
local level have emulated 
somewhat those we have seen 
nationally. But, of course, you 
have witnessed the leaders 
chosen by your parents and us 
other adults and have seen the 
kind and gracious way in which 
they lead us. Watergate, the oil 
c r is is  and all the o ther 
manifestations of our society 
are only flu e n ts  of our im­
agination. Certainly no country 
that has come this far (200 
years to nowhere I always say) 
can be guilty of placing in 
positions.of confidence anyone 
who would not be honorable. 
Leave it to us, your wiser 
adultis, to make sure you have 
everything.

In closing, and I won’freally 
get redundant with this 
paragraph, may I caution you 
not to worry about the teacher 
who was being henpecked about 
Kreskin. I’m in the enfertain-

WASHINGTON -  If they 
ever come in the night and 
arrest me for shooting off my 
big mouth, I can only hope the 
judge who presides at my trial 
will ignore a decision the 
Supreme Court handed down by 
a 6-3 vote the other day, Just 
give me a fair shake, your 
honor.,

What the highest bench did 
was overturn a ruling of the 9th 
U.S. Court of Appeals and con­
clude that it was perfectly con­
stitutional for a judge in an 
Oregon holdup case to instruct 
the jurors that there was “a 
presumption of truthfulness” 
abou t the te s tim o n y  of 
witnesses.

The judge’s instruction would 
have been detrimental to due 
process in any circumstances. 
But in this one the ,judge 
appeared to be weighing the 
evidence in favor of the state, 
on account of the only witnesses 
at the trial testified for the 
prosecution. And when a 
magistrate eyen suggests “a 
presumption of truthfulness,” 
he is not giving the jury the law 
but- trying to influence its 
deliberations.

Having obviously scanned 
some books on the subject, the 
appeals court declared, that 
such an instruction “is so 
repugnant to the American con­
cept that it is offensive to any 
fair notion of due process of 
law.” In an opinion by Justice 
W illiam  R e h n q u is t, the 
Supreme Court disagreed. 
“Certainly,” it said, “the in­
struction by its language nither 
shifts the burden of proof nor 
negates the presumption of in­
nocence.”

Hogwash. Ther&can be only 
one “presumptionf’ in any trial 
and it is that the defendant is in­
nocent and the prosecution 
must prove otherwise. Nothing 
a judge says from the bench 
should tend to weaken in any 
w ay, ■ by im p lic a tio n  or 
otherwise, that vital dictum. 
Now matter how he puts it, the 
judge is taking sides when he 
remarks on the quality of a 
witness’ testimony — unless, of 
course, there is evidence of 
perjury.

A jury has a right to be a 
touch suspicions if the defense 
puts no witnesses on the stand. 
But that should be enough to 
please the 'prosecution without 
the' judge in effect felling the 
jury that the state’s witnesses 
probably were telling the truth.

Rehnquist declared that "the 
jury here was charged fully and 
explicity aliout the presumption 
of innocence and the state’s 
duty to prove guilty beyond a 
reasonable doubt.” I’m sure 
that was the case. But then 
Rehnquist went further.

He added that “whatever 
tangential undercutting of these

clearly stated propositions 
may, as a theoretical matter, 
have resulted from the giving bf 
the instruction of the presump­
tion of truthfulness is not of 
constitutional dimensions.” 
the contrary, that “undercut­
ting” spoke to the basic con­
stitutional guarantee of a fair 
trial. It is the jury’s duty to 
decide whether a witness is 
telling the tru th , not they 
judge’s. That’s what a trial is 
all about.

Moreover the m ajority’s 
curious view was that, after all, 
the instruction was merely a 
h a rm le ss  e r ro r .  Ju s tic e  
Williaiii Brennan took after 
that bit of sophistory, declaring

that “Rather, suc'^air error so
conflicts with the accused’s 
right to a fair trial that the ‘in­
fraction’ can never be treated” 
as doing no hartrt'to thb at-': 
ciised’s case. At any rate, a 
judicial error is a judicial, 
error, and an appeals court’s 
obligation is to strike down 
errors.

No. TTie Supreme Court blew 
it. Perusing the evidence, the 
majority may have been ab­
solutely convinced that the 
defendant was guilty as hell, 
but that doesn’t happen to be 
the point. ’The argument was 
not his guilt or innocence, but 
whether the trial judge had 
goofed. He had.

' One would imagine, scanning the roster of seaiiiy per­
sonalities turned up by Watergate, that the candidate 
choosers in both parlies would be hard bent to seek out po­
tential public servants of far higher quality and integrity in ' 
the time ahead. Still, we’d better not assume too much too 
soon.

We won’t really have any effective gauge on the conse-' 
quences of Watergate for the U.S. political system until we 
see what kinds of party nominees are chosen and who gets 
elected in 1974, when much of congress and many governor­
ships are on the block.

As I have often sOid to questioners, we may find that 
voters, in their understandable quest for integrity in public 
office, are electing many people whose competence is 
dubious at best, and competence already is in ^ o r t  supply.

There has been endless prediction that next year the 
American voters, in their revulsion against government as 
they know it, may cast incumbents out of omce wholesale. 
Democrats worry over this as much as Republicans.

It is a bit too easy, even smug, to i^ a k  of the good in re­
form moves, in more open financial disclosure, in the in- 
crea%d unveiling of corruption, in wider citizen participa­
tion in the choosing processes.

That’s all healthy; certainly. But the goal of a free system 
of government is not the election of a great assortment of 
honest nincompoops.

The worth of a program is ap­
parently being decided in some cases, not by the soundness 
of its conception and planning, but by the political or bu­
reaucratic clout of those sponsoring the proposal. In this 
dog-eat-dbg fight, some energy-saviiw proposals which 
have bero tested at some length in industry, either in the 
United States or abroad, are oeing thrown out as having 
marginal practical value by bureaucrats with no practical 
experience in the energy field. The fact that a Netherlands, 
West German or U.S. Industry has saved energy with the 
practice is brushed aside as of no consequence.

PITTSBURGH (UPI) -  Steel 

production boomed to a record 
110 million tons in 1973 and an 
industry spokesman believes 
that 1974 should produce not too 
much less-unless the fuel shor­
tage becomes critical.

"While production will dip 
somewhat, mills should qon- 
tinue to operate at full capacity 
next year,” the spokesman 
said.” In 1973, we produced and 
shipped at capacity levels. 
Many mills had high inven­
tories which they sold, adding 
to total shipments. But next 
year there will be no inven­
tories.”

On Nov. 30, three major 
steelmakers said fuel shortages 
may force production and 
employe cutbacks in early 1974.

Next Month
HARTFORD (UPI) -  The 

state Public Utilities Commis­
sion will conduct hearings next 
month on procedures for elec­
tric companies to follow in case 
blackouts become necessary 
this winter. The New England 
Power Exchange has submitted 
plans outlining the steps which 
members will take in deter­
mining when blackouts are 
needed and other fuel conserva­
tion measures.

.No liniiu'diutf Problcius
While there were no im­

mediate energy problems, U.S. 
Steel, Jones & Laughlin Steel 
and Wheeling-Pittsburgh Steel 
Corps, said oil Shortages could 
strike at the heart of the steel 
industry unless sufficient fuel 
allocations are maintained. ,

A U. S. Steel spokesman said 
the No. 1 steel producer did not 
face “any curtailments as of 
this monent except a minor one 
at our ammonia plant at Clair- 
ton (Pa.), and that’s because of 
a curtailment in the natural gas 
we need to drive certain  
equipmentJ’

The No. 6 plant was shut 
down in early November; tlie 
spokesman said, but few 
workers were affected and 
Were . shi f ted to o t he r  
operations.

“As of now, no one can rbaily 
predi c t  wha t ' s  going to 
happen," the spokesman said.

The Wheeling-Pittsburgh 
Steel spokesman said ail energy 
and most raw materials are in 
tight supply.

“What we are getting is like 
pulling teeth.”

IN 1972, the industry shipped 
92 million tons of steel. t,wo 
million under the previous 
record set ftkl969.

Specialty steel, previously hit 

by foreign imports, enjoyed a

boom year. Allegheny Ludlum, 
the world's largest specialty 
steel producer, said stainless 
steel would reach .1.1 million 
mill product tons of production 
in 1973. This is a substantial in­
crease from 855,000 tons in 1972 
and 718,000 tons in 1971.

Noting the relative decline of 
foreign imports and the strong 
U.S. demand for specialty 
steels, Roger S. Ahlbrandt; 
chairman of Allegheny Ludlum. 
Industries, Inc., said:

“These factors combine to 
make 1973 an exceptional year 
for stainless—with prospects 
that 1974 will be another out­
standing year,” .

But the prosperous picture 
for 1974 could be blurred by the 
■energy crisis and pollution con­
trol.

A s p o k e s m a n  for  
WheelingPittsburgh Steel, the 
nation's ninth largest producer, 
said pollution control affects 
production to the extent of ob­
taining the right type of coal.

The industry spokesman said ; 
the energy crunch will affect 
transportation..

“Limited supply of fuel may 
hamper truck movement. " he 
said. “There already is a shor­
tage of box cars and railroads 
whic|i afu, financially pressed 
may not be able to furnish 
more. Will the trains have more 
runs? Will their be enough fuel

for- diesel-operated trucks? 
Right now we don’t know.”

Pollution control has been a 

nagging problem. In-November 
tlie Environmental Protection 
Agency (EPA) slapped U.S.

Bethlehem Steel Corp., No. 2 
producer, said the cost of 
meeting air-pollution control 
standards forced the -eventual 
cu.tback a t i ts  p lan t in 
Johnstown, Pa.

Last June, Bethlehem an­
nounced it would eliminate 4,- 
700 Johnstown jobs over the 
next four years. This would 
reduce the work force from the 
present 11,800 to 7,100 by 1977. 
The payroll will dip more than 
30 per cent, from $130 million 
annually to about $90 million.

A spokesman for Bethlehem 
said the energy crisjs has 
clouded the economic outlook 
for 1974.

“But, barring any unforeseen 
dislocations caused by energy 
shortages, it does not now 
appear to us that there will be a 
recession next year, although 
the economy may slow down,” 
he said.

U.S. Steel’s income for the 
first nine months of 1973 was 
$221.3 million, or $4.09 per 
share on sales of $5.1 billion. 
This compared with the WTO 
nine-month income of $102.3 
million or $1.89 per share on 
sales of $3 billion.

The Cost -of Living Council 
granted U.S. Steel a sheet price 
increase of 2.4 per cent in. Oc­
tober, too late to be counted in 
the nine-month report. "The firm 
has asked for a 6.5 per cent 
price boost on a wide range of 
steel products effective Jan. 1. 
These would include rods, wire, 
bars, semifinished plate, struc- ‘ 
tu ra l,. tubular and railroad 
products. The products make 
up about'50 per cent of industry 
shipments

Jones & Laughlin Steel Corp., 
the fifth largest producer, said 
it expects to earn about $48 
million this yeai^ its best since 
its record year in'l966.

There was a major change in 
J&L’s management. Chairman 
William R. Roesch, leader in 
the firm’s turnabout from a $21 
million dollar loss in 1970 to the 
current substantial profits, 
leaves the firm Jan, 1 to be 
president and chief executive 
officer of Kaiser Industries in 
California.

The Week in  Business

NEW YORK (UPI) -  After 

weeks of gloomy developments 
the nation got a Christmas 
package Of good business news 
this week. „

Most important, it was dis­
closed that the United States 
had a thumping $2̂ 24 billion 
balance of payments surplus in 
the third quarter. Combined 
with the steady improvement in 
the payments balance in the 
current quarter, this is enough 
to wipe out the deficit of the 
first half of the year and insure 
a favorable balance for the 
whole year in sharp contrast 
with last year’s $9.8 billion 
deficit.

Tlie great significance of this 
is that It forecasts both a strong 
dollar and probably a con­
tinuing good deinand for 
Anierican goods abroad.

More Layoffs
And the in te rn a tio n a l 

Organization for Economic 
Cooperation and Development 
said in Paris that, in its con­
sidered opinion, the Arab oil 
embargo could not seriously 
harm the economy of the 
United States. The OECD said 
the Unjted Slates could readily 
absorb a 15 per cent reduction 
in total consumption of energy.

But the fuel crisis continued 
to bring much hardship.

Many more layoffs were an­
nounce in the airline, industry. 
Jhe airline pilots considered, 
then abandoned a proposal to 
call a Christmas strike to 
protest what they believed was 

„ discriminatory treatment of the 
airlines in fuel allocations. The 
pilots said they may strike after 
Feb. 1.

Truckers participated  in 
more highway blockages and 
stoppages to protest the high 
price of diesel fuel, and there

were scattered acts of violence 
against truckers who refused to 
Join the, stoppages. The huge 
Teamsters’ Union announced it 
would demand renegotiation of 
its current nationwide contract. 
The union said many of its 
members are “going broke” 
under the contract’s existing 
terms because of price infla­
tion.

Ten Gallons a Week 
Energy czar William Simon 

asked Americans to limit 
themselves voluntarily to 10 
gallons of gasoline a week and 
asked gas station proprietors to 
limit sales to 10 gallons.

A new auction of oil explora­
tion leases in the Gulf of Mexico 
brought the Interior Depart­
ment $1.49 billion in bonuses 
and many major oil companies 
announced vastly expanded 
exploration and exploratory 
drilling budgets for 1974.

The gas station proprietors 
and retail heating oil dealers 
who have been squeezed so far 
by the energy crisis were 
promised some relief when the 
government announced price 
rises of 2.3 per cent in both fuels 
in February.'primarily to help 
the retailers.

The Gallup Poll said it found 
ordinary Americans are taking 
the fuel shortages in stride and 
many people favor even stricter 
controls. ' ,

A government official warned 
the electric utility industry that 
it'must convert totally to coal 
or quelear power; it cannot 
hope to use oil or gas as a fuel in 
the future.

L eroy B a iley , g en era l 
m anager the Princess 
Properties Ltd., which owns the 
ho tll, refused to confirm 
whether Hughes and his aides 
were staying there.

Hughes left the Bahamas in 
February, 1972, upset because 
several of his aides were 
deported for being here without 
proper imim^ation papers.

Maine (UPI) During the long 
winter months. The Nathaniel 
Bowditch, an 80-foot schooner 
with a glatporous past as a 
racer and a submarine spotter, 
sits shrouded in plastic in a tiny 
cove in this Maine coastal 
hamlet.

While the bitter winds off the 
Atlantic rattle the material 
covering the two towering 
masts and the hull, there is con­
siderable activity below. The 
Nathaniel Bowditch, b^ause of 
the dedication of a handful of 
young people, sailed last 
summer and will flaunt her 
billowing white dgain at the 
first signs of spring.

Chase, skippers of the boat

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which sailed in a Ben^uda race 
before being pressed into ser­
vice in World War II, believe 
that young people — both male 
and female — still have the urge 
to "go down to the sea In 
ships.”

Under the corporation name 
“ A m erican  P r a c t ic a l  
Navigators Inc.,” they have 
turned the boal dhto a floating 
classroom.

The tiny com pany has 
adopted the following lines 
from a Vera Andrus poem as its 
motto:

“This ship has slipped onto 
ihe harbor of your mind, and 
quietly dropped anchor. May 
I Unload her cargo before 
your gales?"
! Brainerd and Chase, with 
d iv e rs e  -ed u ca tio n a l

backgrounds and a singular 
love for sailing, operate the 
boat along the Maine coast 
from May until October and 
venture down the eastern coast. 
With Coast Guard approval, 
they hope in the future to make 
longer voyages.

’l^ey basically provide the 
fa c ilitie s  for a floating  
classroom for schools and 
educational groups. Their 
clients plan the course of study 
for the field trips and seminars 
that usually ^ s t  one or two 
weeks.

"We offer the facility for get­
ting away from the classroom,”  ̂
said Brainerd, a 27-year-old 
Massachusetts native who 
studied anthropology at Ohio’s 
Oberlin College. His partner 
studied Music at Harvard.

‘"The students have a direct 
relationship with the wind and 
the sea,” said Brainerd, who 
lives, with his wife in an apart- 
m en t above th e  South 
Brooksville post office. “They 
get an alternate prespeqtive.” 
■'f Brainerd and Chase met at 
hfaine’s famous Outward 
Bound School on Hurricane 
Island. That program lets per­
sons who think they are getting 
soft spend several weeks in sur­
vival training while they learn 
to row and sa|l. With the help of 
a Small Business Administra­
tion loan, they bought The 
Nathaniel Bowditch in 1971 and 
overhauled her from the keel 
up.

“We learned a lot our first 
sum m er,” said B rainerd, 
“Some of it good and some of it

bad. We found the kids were 
very adaptable while most 
faculty rriembers were not quite 
so flexible.”

During the first summer, the 
c l ie n ts  in c lu d e d  the  
Stoneybrook School of Long

Island, The Greenwich (Conn.) 
County Day School, an ecology 
sem inar from Springfield 
College, and a class of children 
with learning disabilities from 
Prides Crossing, Mass. Most of 
the clients have signed on for 
the coming season.

In addition to learning about 
tides, winds abd the particular 
subject imtter their teachers 
have outlined, students aboard 
The Nathaniel Bowditch are 
taught to steer and haul lines. 
They also work in the, galley

I
and are responsible. for their 
own quarters.

It costs an individual student 
about $150 for a week aboard 
the boat. It has facilities for 24 
students and a crew of four.

Railroad 
Aid Bill 
Enacted

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  
Congress passed and sent to 
President Nixon Friday legisla­
tion to start the slow, expensive 
process of rebuldiing seven 
bankrupt railroads of the 
Northeast and Midwest into a 
single healthy railroad.

The Senate gave final con­
gressional approval to a $2 
bil l ion au th or iza t ion  as 
Congress rushed toward 
adjournment for the year. The 
House passed the bill Thursday, 
284 to 59.

Chances were considered 
better than even that Nixon 
would sign the legislation so 
that organization and planning 
for the new system could begin 
soon after.

The initial money for the 
project was provided in an 
amendment added to a foreign 
aid appropriation bill approved 
earlier. Further appropriations 
will be required next year to 
provide permanent planning 
and organization money, as 
well as funds for employe 
protection and branch line sub­
sidies.

The new railroad would be 
drawn up over a 20-month plan­
ning period, and those lines not 
included — redundant lines or 
low-density branch lines — 
would be abandoned unless 
states and local communities 
agreed to pay 30 per cent of the 
losses.

AltTiough the bill is primarily 
intended to beef up freight ser­
vice between New England and 
the Mississippi .River, it also 
ma nd a te s  a speedup of 
passenger trains in the densely 
travelled Northeast Corridor 
between Boston, New York and 
Washington.

The bill stops short of out­
right government ownership of 
the railroads.

Herbert Stein, chairman of 
;.the President’s Council of 
Economic Advisers, said that 

•consumers probably would 
have to put up with rising prices 
for fuel, food and other 
products dependent on energy 
supplies for several more 
months.
.■ “The energy shortage and the 
heed to in crease  energy 
•si^plies means that energy- 
related prices will rise further 
in the months ahead,’’ Stein 
■said. “ Prospects for food 
supplies suggest that it may be 
several more months before 
food prices level out.’’

The November index showed 
that home heating oil prices 
shot up 10 per cent and retail 
gasoline prices climbed 4 per 
cent.

Prices also rose, sharply for . 
natural gas, coal and electrici­
ty.

AFL-CIO President George 
Meany said the higher prices 
and lower purchasing ppwer in 
N ovem ber p ro v ed  w hat 
workers and consumers already 
knew “ but which the ad­
ministration has sought to 
camouflage: These are hard 
times for America.”

"So in 1974 we will most like­
ly find prices going up aiid un­
employment going up,” Meany 
said. “Going down will be the 
standard of living for American 
workers and the buying power 
of their dollars.”

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Military Court * V 
Upholds Conviction 
Of Lt  ̂Colley

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  The 
conviction of 1st Lt. Willfam L. 
Calley for the slaying of at least 
22 Vietnamese civilians at My 
Lai was upheld Friday by the 
U.S. Court of Military Appeals.

The nation’s highest court of 
military law also upheld a 
20^year sentence given Calley.

the slayings took place in the 
South Vietnamese village of My 
Lai in March, 1968 during a 
sweep by an Army unit led by 
Calley.

The military court composed 
of three civilian judges, heard 
the case 11 weeks ago and spent 
the intervening time reviewing 
thousands of pages of testimony 
and legal briefs that have been 
filed since Calley was charged 
four years ago.

Capt. J.° Houston Gordon, 
Calley’s attorney, said in Oc­
tober that if he lost before the 
military court, he would try to 
go into the civilian courts.

The defense also has recourse

to the White House. President 
Nixon has said he would ul­
timately review the case. Nixon 
could free Calley if he so chose.

Calley, now 30, was first 
' senteno^ to life imprisonment 
after his court-martial trial. 
That was later reduced to 20 
years.

Calley has been confined to 
his quarters at Ft. Henning, Ga.

In arguing for reversal of 
Calley’s conviction before the 
Military Appeals Court, the 
defense put most of its stress on 
the deluge of publicity before 
the trial, arguing that it made a 
fair trial impossible.

"This case is a predecessor of 
Watergate,’ ’ said George W. 
Latim er, Calley ’s civilian  
lawyer .who at one time was a 
judge on the court. In both 
cases, he told the court, those 
involved were “ victims of un­
due publicity before the case.’ ’

Anyone who has ever made a 
patient persenlering attempt to 
tame a wild thing knows that 
the first requirement is to over­
come its fear.

When you realize that the 
fear and caution has been bred 
in to  c r e a tu r e s  o v e r  the 
thousands of years, that their 
species has bwn evolving, you 
don’t expect to dispell it quick­
ly-

It has been a course of much 
pleasure and understanding to 
have been acquainted with 
animals, birds, reptiles and 
fishes that have bmn tamed. 
It’s a quite common experience 
with the former two, but not so 
with the latter.

We have known a snake that 
would lie to be stroked. We 
have had a big green frog that 
would come to our call to eat 
from our fingers. A blue-gill in 
a sm all pond would com e 
racing from somewhere out of 
sight to take angleworms from 
our fingers if  we made a 
splashing with our hand.

The secret is patience. And 
never give a fright! One scare 
can undo a month’s efforts. 
Start their acquaintance from 
whatever distance is necessary 
and reduce it a little each day 
and then retreat.

Don’t force your presence on 
them. Toss their favorite food 
as far from yourself as they can 
see it. After they will taJie it 
there, throw it a little nearer to 
you.

Don’t try to gain too much in 
one lesson or you may lose what 
you have gained. Avoid fast mo­
tion as much as possible.

O.C. believes anythiqg can be 
tamed if it lives long enough. 
One objection to taming many 
wild creatures is that they then 
allow themselves to be easy 
victims of their enemies.

A friend came to show us the 
fine big blue-gill he had caught. 
We never saw i( again.

A would-be hunter shot a par­
tridge that was getting tame 
enough to walk near us when we 
were working. There’s, no doubt 
he shot it on the ground without 
a chance of escape. A wild par­
tridge has a good chance of es­
caping unless a hunter is a 
better shot than O.C.

When a s tron g  w ind is 
blowing most wild creatures 
seek shelter. A big blow from 
the east swept across the 
grounds o f the H arkness 
Memorial. Many fine old trees 
were uprooted. An elm at least 
two feet in diameter was wind 
thrown. When cutting it tip we 
found a blue jay crushed flat un­
der Uie lee side of the base 
where it had sought shelter 
from the wind.
■ One rainy day*we were hun­
ting with our backs to the wind 
when it started to rain real 
hard. Pal headed around the 
trunk of an old veteran white 
oak tree, but found a fox 
already there. His gun muzzle 
was almost touching the fox’s 
head so he pulled the trigger 
and blew off half the head. 
There used to be a bounty on 

'foxes, but not now.
One time O.C. came to the top 

of a high ledge with the wind to 
his back. A partridge flushed 
from her shelter at the foot of 
the ledge and flew across a 
brook and started up the lUll 
beyond.

O.C. dropped it and watched 
it quite a while with another 
shot ready if it moved. Con­
vinced it was stone dead, he 
marked well the location and 
went along the ledge to a place 
it was easy to descend, then 
back to where the bird had 
been. ’There was no bird but 
many feathers. Finding nothing 
under which it could hide, he 
circled about a hundred feet out 
and worked around in a spiral to 
the center.

’The only explanation he can 
think of is that some predator 
(maybe hawk) stole the bird in 
the short time he was out of 
sight of it.

The bill also increases 
payment to 3 million aged, 
blind arid disabled adults on 
welfare who receive special 
benefits under the supplemen­
tal security income (SSI) 
program.

Beneath window shelves of colored glass antiques, bright 
painted lead figures skate on ttijrrored glass and ski and 
slide on cotton snow.

In a home well seasoned with early 
American antiques, many of them almost 
primitive, the setting is a natural one to 
take on the flavor of an old fashioned 
Christmas with the addition of greens and 
candles.

Roberta and Lyndon.Wilmot have been 
furnishing their home with antiques since 
they were married, — antiques that are 
practical and sometimes, unusual.

No modern baubles trim the freshly cut 
tree  in th is  hom e, but s tr in g s  of 
cranberries and popcorn strung by their 
eight-year-old daughter. Winter. Or­
naments fSshioned in crochet and knit 
trimmed with ribbon and bright yam 
adorn the tree which sets in a two-wheel 
farmer’s hand cart.

Now it is decorated with a 
few greens and holiday-candles.

The hearth, trimmed with an antique 
red knitted sock on each side, a wreath 
above it, and a mantle edged in greenery 
is the focal point of the living room. Here 
the children dream of Santa’s visit down 
the chimney as th e jis it on the small 
child’s wodden sled with steam bent 
runners. There’s a three-legged black iron 
skillet nearby filled with chestquts for 
roasting on the open fire.

A country store cracker barrel, painted

and stenciled, holds copies of The Herald. 
An old pine jelly cupbbard has a bin on the 
bottom used ta^store fire'wood.

A rare find is an old roasting oven for 
use in a fireplace. Not yet used by the 
Wilmote, Roberta says one day she intends 
to try it out. She likes to use everything 
she can.

A braided rug, dried herbs and tin and 
basket ware hanging from the rafters and 
pine chests set the mood for a colonial 
“ keeping roonq.” A shaded lamp is 
suspended over a black antiqued table 
with matching Pennsylvania Dutch sten­
ciled chairs.

A row of ginger beer bottles which the 
Wilmots dug up in Coventry is displayed 
on the divider between the kitchen and 
“Keeping room.”

An old school clock pn the wall ticks 
away the time as accurately as i t  did in 
yesteryear.

Winter’s room is bright and gay with 
calico window curtains. Her spool bed is 
covered with a Pennsylvania Dutch 
patchwork quilt, aa are the other beds in 
the house.

London has an old cherry school desk 
and chair in his room for “studying,” and 
a pine chest on chest, is for his clothes and 
whatever else little boys like to stash 

' away.
The master bedroom features an old 

grain bin under the windows. The bin ishff 
limits to London and Winter a t this time of 
year,, for it is the hiding place for somq o f . 
those "special” Christmas presents.

They 
toured wards after a onp-hour 
show.

He later told an audience of 
300 patients, mostly military 
dependents but including two 
Vietnam ex-POWs, “ the Presi­
dent has had a. rough time. 
W hen he w a s  s ic k ,  th e  
Penux:rats said it was just a 
tapeworm. I happen to know it 
was'a staff infection.”

He a lso  qu ip p ed  ab o u t 
women’s liberation, the energy 
crisis and ^he high cost of food.

“Women want to be equal 
with men,” he said, “and I 
think it’s nice of them to want 
to give up all that power.”

“T handed a dollar to a gas

Chairman Peter Rodino, 
DN.j., of the House Judiciary 
Committee who named Doar 
Thursday to head the com­
mittee’s inquiry into possible 
impeachment proceedings, said 
he hoped for a preliminary 
re p o r t  from  D oar when 
Congress reconvenes Jan. 21. 
Rodino set a target date of late 
March or early April to com­
plete committee hearings. -

Doar, appearing with Rodino 
on the b©C-TV Today Show, 
said he had not made up his 
mind whether it would be 
necessary to show Nixon had 
committed criminal acts, but

"a cpnsiderabie body of (legal) 
authority says It does not have 
to be a crimjiul offense” to 
Justify Impeachment.

An impeachment proceeding, 
he said, is not a criminal trial 
a lthough “ m any of the 
elements of fairness” of a trial 
have to have a place in im­
peachment "and the judiciary 
committee will see that they do 
have a place.”

The appointmrat of Doar ad­
vanced the pace of the House 
impeachment procedure. House 
Republican Leader John 
Rhodes, R-Ariz., said that if the 
House voted for impeachment, 
Nixon should consider resigning 
rather than face trial by the 4  
Senate.

Rhodes told a group of 
reporters ’Thursday he felt it 
was likely the Judiciary Com­
mittee, with its Democratic 
majority, would call for im­
peachment.

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Television In Revieivy^

HOLLYWOOD (UPI) -  On 
Christmas Eve, ABC-TY-offers 
a twthhour presentation that, in 
its owffway, is a milestone for 
television, for It is a test film 
for a possible serie^bout the 
everyday lives of a blatk fami­
ly-
. NBC-TV ha.s a periodic series 

called“ Tenafly,” which deals 
with a black private eye who is 
a family man, but that is 
primarily a detective program, 
and, anyway, the show Is being 
phased out; which is a polite 
term for canceled.

The milestone attempt that 
ABC-TV will make on the eve of 
the Yule holiday is entitled "A 
Dream for Christmas,” and it 
is about a black minister who, 
in 1950, moves from Arkansas 
to Los Angeles with his wife, 
mother and four children to 
take over a pastorate.

And, for televiewers, one of 
the most notable facts about the 
drama is that it was produced 
by the same compatiy that turns 
out the gentle, lowkeyed and 
enormqpsly successful CBS-TV 
series "The Waltons,” which 
concerns a mountain family in 
the 1930s depression. The 
characters in “A Dream for 
Christmas” were created by 
the same writer responsible for 
first putting "The Waltons” on 
paper, Earl Hamner Jr.

With all these factors going 
for the upcoming ABC-TV 
presentation, and the added 
p lu s  th a t  i t  is a m ost 
worthwhile attempt at a new 
series, the one mystifying thing 
concerning the airing is why the 
network is putting on the drama 
on Christmas Eve — usually a 
poor viewing night.

Well, tune in anyway if you 
can. Despite a few minor flaws 
that can easily be worked out if 
the show does progress to a

series, there are some qualities 
that are lovely and admirable. 
And no'one does more to add 
substance to these qualities 
than the great veteran actress 
Beah Richards, who portrays 
the m in is te r’s mother — 
“Grandma.”

This utterly remarkable per­
former has been admired by 
other actors and actresses •— 
and producers and directors 
and writers — for years. And 
when you see her at work in "A 
Dream for Christmas,” getting 
the most out of every line she 
has, and adding personal bits of 
magic, you will understand 
what has prompted the.admira- 
tion for her.

The minister is portrayed by 
Hari Rhodes, and his wife by 
Lynn Harriilton, and they have 
good potential for a series. And

the youngsters who play their 
children are well cast, par­
ticularly • George Spell as the 
older son. As for the plot of the 
Christmas Eve tale, it is sum­
marized succinctly by ABC-TV 
as follows:

“ A fter a rriv in g  in Los 
Angeles...(the minister) learns 
that the church deacons had 
written — too late — to cancel 
their offer. The church is soon 
to be lorn down to make way for 
a .shopping center, and the 
dwindling congregation cannot 
afford tOjpay...a salary.’’

Things work out in the end, of 
course, after the family has 
taken various jobs to make ends 
meet and the minister builds up 
the congregation, thereby win­
ning out over the plans to 
demolish the church.

much the plot as it is the values 
of the show, and the attempt to 
bring viewers a program of 
gentle but strong quality.

How different this quality is, 
for instance, from the values of 
a periodic new 90-minute series 
entitled '“’The Snoop Sisters," 
which NBC-TV introduced 
Wednesday night. ’The stars of 
"The Snoop Sisters” 'a re  two 
actresses with a world of dis­
tinguished credits, Helen Hayes 
and Mildred Natwick, and they 
protray a couple of. elderly 
women who get involved in 
mystery tales. Not a bad idea 
basically. But the cuteness that

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Diabetics: shed fat
By Lawrence E. Lamb, M.D.

DEAR DR. LAMB -  My 
husband, age 61, has been 
diagnosed as having a mild 
case of diabetes on the basis 
of a routine blood test sent 
through the hospital. There 
was no sptll into the urine. He 
has omitted sugar from his 
diet for seven months and lost 

.15 pounds (down from 213 to 
198 pounds). The doctor had 
p r e sc r ib e d  tw o O rinase  
tablets a day, but he had such 
side effects of weakness and 
blurred vision that the doctor 
changed it to one tablet of 
DBITD w ith som e slight  
effects similar to Orinase.

For three weeks he went 
without m edicine, but the 
blood test then showed a level 
of 140, and the doctor asked 
him  to go back  to h is  
medicine. We would like to 
know the following:

1. Is it possible ta  have 
diabetes without sugar in the 
urine?

2. How can we distinguish 
between too much sugar in 
the blood and too little?

3. What is normal blood
sugar? ,

4. Is exercise helpful in the 
control of diabetes;

He would like to control his 
disease without the use of 
medicine, but he has heard it 
predisposed to heart attacks. 
1 b e l ie v e  y o u r  co lu m n  
verified this.

DEAR READER -  One of 
th e b est tr e a tm e n ts  for 
dia'betics who are overweight 
is getting rid of any excess fat 
they have. That will also help 
in preventing heart disease, 
high blood pressure, and 
other problems. A number of 
p e o p le  w ho h a v e  m ild  
diabetes do fine after they 
have eliminated their excess 
pounds. And, Lmight add that 
the American Diabetic Assn, 
and other organizations have 
adopted the view that you 
can achieve as much in mari-

ag in g  d iab etes with d iet 
alone as you can with the 
pills. BUT*, that means you 
must follow the doctor’s diet 
advice, which should include 
weight reduction when that is 
a problem.

It is true that diabetes is as- 
vsociated with a higher inci­

dence of heart disease. But, 
there have been some not so 
good reports about the use of 
oral medicine, too. That is 
one reason why many doctors 
now prefer to either use diet 
or, if that isn’t enough, to use 
injectable insulin.

Normal blood sugar varies. 
A . fasting level should be 
below 125. Occasional higher 
levels are seen with excite­
m ent and other problems. 
A fter ea tin g  or drinking  
sugar water it should not rise 
more than around 170 and 
should return to near the 
fasting level or not over 120 
within about two hours. Many 
doctors are willing to let 
their patients live with a mild 
elevation of blood sugar if 
they follow diet programs.

Yes, you can nave a high 
blood sugar without having 
sugar in . the urine. Usually 
the blood sugar must be over 
160 or 170 to spill into urine. 
And you cannot tell what the 
blood su^ar level is. Your 
doctor will have to take a 
blood test to find out.

Exercise helps to use calo­
ries and will lower blood 
sugar. For mild diabetics it is 
helpful in controlling the 
situation. In those taking in­
sulin, it may require them to 
adjust their dose if they in­
crease their exercise level.

The laconic Grant seemed unconcerned 
about the announcement of the name of 
the Redskins’ starting quarterback.

“If he’s good enough for George, he’s 
good enough for us,” Grant said. “They’re 
fortunate in having two good quarter­
backs. Their effectiveness is about equal 
and it doesn’t change any of our plans 
regardless of who starts.”

Grant didn’t even seem to think it would 
make much difference if the Redskins 
used third-string quarterback Sam Wyche, 
who is healthy but unlikely to be activated.

“They’d still call the same plays,” 
Grant said.

It’s the Raskins’ defense that concerns 
Grant. When askM what NFL team he 
W()uld̂  compare Washington to, he said, 
“I’d compare them to ourselves although 
they lean a little heavier on defense than 
we do. They have a big play defense and 
they really play offense with their 
defense. They'make things happen. You 
won’t see any great strategy out there, 
we’re just going to lineup and go at each

NEW YORK (UPI) — Just how im portant is the home 
field advantage in pro football?

That could be the key question this weekend when the 
National Football League starts its “second season” with 
four nationj|lly televised playoff games.

George Allen’s bid for his first playoff win ever on the road and 
a replay of one of the most celebrated games in NFL history will

on tap Saturday when Minnesota hoste Washington at 1 p.m. 
EST a^d Oakland entertains Pittsburgh at 4 p.m. EST.

The weekend of playoff action concludes Sunday when Cincin­
nati is at Miami and Los Angeles is at Dallas.

All four, home teams are favored this weekend but the home 
field edge could be'particularly crucial in the Minnesota- 

j Washington and Oakland-Pittsburgh games.
Minnesota is favored by a, touchdown and Oakland is a four- 

point choice. On Sunday, Miami is favored by nine and Dallas by 
two.

Allqn, the coach of thei Washington Redskins, who is aware of 
every possible advantage, has a 2-4 record in playoff competition 
with all four losses coming on the road. |

Both of the victories came at home last season^when the 
Redskins beat Green Bay and Dallas at RFK St^ium  in Los 
Angeles before losing to Miami in the Super Bowl at Los Angeles. 
Allen said the boost from the home fans help^ the Redskins 
chalk up those two* victories.

When Allen was coaching the Los Angeles Rams, his team lost 
in the playoffs in Green Bay in 1967 and in Minnesota in 1969. 
After he moved to Washington, the Redskins were beaten in San 
Francfsco in 1972 before making it to the Super Bowl with the two 
home field wins last year.

Minnesota is always supposed to have quite an advantage at 
home.iq late December where stem coach Bud Grant refuses to 
let the players use such things as heaters and gloves on the 
sidelines. . * •

'"Cold is,a state of mind,” insists Grant. '
But in the Vikings’ last two playoff gaihes in 1971 and 1972, 

they’ve been beaten at home by San Francisco 17-14 and Diallas 
29-12. Neither of those teams was supposed to be a good cold 
weather team and those too losses punctured some of the aura of 
invincibility the Vikings had built up at home.

'Of course, the home field advantage in the Oakland-Pittsburgh 
game could be cmcial. ■ . ,

The Raiders still claim they lost last year’s celebrated 
deflected-pass game because the officials were intimidated by 
the partisan Pittsburgh crowd and refused to rule Franco Harris’ 
late touchdown illegal.

Aerosol Asthma 
Spray Recalled

WASHINGTON (U P I) -  
Thousands of aerosol asthma 
sprays are being recalled by 
their manufacturer because of 
a defect which could cause 
heart problem s and other 
adverW reactions, according to 
the Food and Drug Administra­
tion (FDA).

No deaths or injuries have 
been associated with the spray 
the FDA said, but the drug is 
the same as one linked to 
several deaths in Britain a few 
years ago .'

The p ro b le m  w ith  th e  
product, the FDA said, is a leak 
which could cause up to five 
times the normal amount of the 
drug to be released when an 
asthmatic sprays it into his 
throat to^relax his lungs.

The product, sold only by 
prescrip tion , consists of a 
silver-metal aerosol cannister, 
about two inches high, and a 
plastic mouthpiece. It carried a 
blue-and-white label but no 
brand name. The produce name 
appears only on a leaflet sold

Two of the boys had been 
giving the responsibility of wet­
ting the sand until it was at the 
right degree of dampness to be 
formed into moulds. It ought be 
just as wet as it is on the beach 
when it can be made into sand 
castles, Steve said.

L ocal Sand U nsuited
Sand from any good Connec­

ticut beach would do as well, 
Steve thought, but Rocky Neck 
State Park in East Lyme is the 
easiest for him to reach from 
Manchester. The sand is fine 
and light in color.

The boys and girls, from 
fourth to sixth grades, made 
mounds of sand with their 
hands and then each of them 
scooped out a hollow in the 
center, forming a mould for 
wax. Steve had them, make the 
sides as close to vertical as they 
could and leave a little sand'^n 
the bottom.

Meanwhile, Steve was melting 
the wax in two metal Containers 
with handles for pouring and 
then heating the melted wax to 
a very hot ^50 degrees. He 
offered a choice of two colors— 
red and blue — and shook some 
powdered dye into each of the 
hot pots. The dye appeared to 
dissolve immediately in the 
wax.

The candles were poured 
without \jicks and, Steve told 
the boys and girls that, after the 
candles had cooled, he would 
show them how to make a hole 
in the center of the wax with a 
hot ice pick to insert the wjck. 
The wax melted by the hot ice 
pick would cool again, he told 
them, to hold a wick firmly in 
place; These Were special wicks 
of cotton with a fine wire in­
side, more easily inserted into 
the wax block than a wick made 
simply of cotton twine.

Steve- pointed 'but that some 
of the hot wax was sinking into 
the sand before it cooled and 
hardened. This mixed wax and 
sand would form an outer shell 
for the candle which would have 
to be set in a dish of some kind 

. to be used, because some of the 
sand would rattle off.

Sand found locally is not good 
for making candle moulds 
because it contains clay, Steve 
said. . .

Crisis Bill
Put Over To 1974

WASHINGTON (UPI)  -  
Congress -adjourned for the 
year Saturday in a mood of 
weary acriinony, with the 
House and Senate blaming each 
other Emd the White House for 
President Nixon’s failure to win 
broad* emergency powers to 
cope with the energy cHsis.

The energy bill, which Senate 
D em ocra tic  Leader Mike 
Mansfield once declared must 
be passed before Congress 
could go home for Christmas, 
sank in a legislative quagmire 
during a marathon session that 
ended at 1:30 a.m. EST Satur­
day.

'The House, rejecting a pared- 
down Senate compromise on 
the energy bill, refused even to 
adopt an adjournment resolu­
tion during the postmidnight 
session. ■

But it rielented in early after-' 
noon, when Mansfield gave up 
the fight for passage as futile, 
and the Senate swiftly agreed 
with the House to.quit until the 
second session of the 93rd 
Congress convenes Jan. 21.

When they return nexkpionth, 
the legislators will be faced 
once again with the emergency 
energy bill that ran aground 
Friday over a proposal to curb 
windfall oil corporation profits 
stemming from the fuel shor­
tages.

The President issued a con- 
^cihatory statement expressing 

regre t  that “ during this 
critical period just ahead,”
Congress had fa ll^  to give him

House Democratic Leader 
Thomas P. O’Neill said “ the 
White House has ..fo rk e d  
against us ever since vto went 
to conference with he Senate' 
and even in the Senate yester­
day,”

In an effort to overcome a 
filibusterjed by members from 

' oil-producing states, the Senate 
eliminated the windfall profits 
section and sent a bare-bones, 
short-term bill to the House.
^. But the House refused to 
accept it, along with several 
alternatives.  Rep. H arley 
Staggers, D-W. Va., the House 
floor manager of the bill, com­
plained that the Senate was 
“ using us as doormats and I, for 
one, am tired of it.”

Senate Republican Lekder 
Hugh Scott blamed the House 
for not accepting his chamber’s 
w a t e r e d - d o w n  v e r s i o n ,  
claiming “ we’ve legislated, 
we’ve passed a bill.”

‘ "The House is acting out of 
pique more than anything 
else,”  Scott said. “ It has let its 
personal feelings interfere.”  

Looking ahead. Sen. Howard 
Baker,  R -Tenn., told his 
colleagues that "we must not 
harden into po lari zat ion 
between the House and the 

*-Senate, between Congress and 
the White House.

“ When we'*come back, I urge 
that all of us put aside the.

For 
many the cupboards are bare,’ and some will 
begin their first Christmas shopping today.

Town Manager Robert Weiss, Mayor Jack 
Thompson, Chief of Police James Reardon and 
N om en toured the tSwn Saturday afternoon for 
a first-hand look at the line crews in operation 
and prior to a press conference at the Town Hall.

•*" Donald Genovesi and Directors Vivian Ferguson 

and Hillery Gallagher.
Prior to the session, Genovesi commented 

that most homeowners policies do not provide 
coverage of frozen pipes and other damage to a 
home which may have been caused by a power 
failure. However, he said a chedc with Connec­
ticut companies reveals that they will provide 
the coverage', due to the hardship brought on - 
residents, as long as attempts were made to 
safeguard the home as much as possible.

Normen said he agreed with Genovesi that a 
better method of communication in dealing with 
a power outage is needed.

“ We didn’t anticipate that we would slip back' 
in our restoration of service due to the weather 
change during the week. Our earlier estimates 
as to when-we would have service restored were 
honest ones, based on the best information 
available at the time,”  said Normen.

He recapped the week’s activity fpr HELCO, 
dating back to last Monday morning when 10 of 
the 12 circuits serving Manchester and East 
Hartford were out. ^

“ We immediately dispatched crews but lines 
came doWn as fast as we could put them up,”  
said Normen.

“ Tuesday, there were 20 to 25 crews in the 
area and we got some of the major circuits in 
operation.

“ Wednesday,-we had circuits tp varioilTSub- 
stations; however additional storms jJrought 
rain and icing and we lost some of what we had 
gained Tuesday.

“ Thursday, we had our distribution system In, 
we split off East Harttord and set up a tem­
porary service center.

Friday and Saturday, crews were working on 
feeder lines and we also brought in tree trim­
ming crews,”  said Normen.

In answer to a question, he said that in the 
beginning and at certain periods of time, 90 to 
100 per cent of Manchester could have been 
without power, or the figure could have been 
lighter. “ There is just no way of knowing,”  he 
added.

Weiss said the town suffered in the early days 
of the storm because the local riews media was 
without power. “ Without them there is a total 
communication breakdown,”  said Weiss.

In answer to a question, Normen said 
Manchester’s failure to declare an emergency 
situatjpn wasn.’I  a factor in the prolonged situa­
tion.

“ We requested ail the crews we could get,”  
said Normen.

Weiss said 'h e  has asked for a complete 
breakdown from HELCO on the number of 
crews working each Connecticut town for each 
day.

Mayor Thompson praised the directors and 
others who labored around the dlock answering 
telephones in the Civil Defense center. He said 
that Manchester would take a hard look at its 
emergency program so as to avoid the hardships 
that many citizens suffered.

The mayor, himself, received el^trical power 
at 3 p.m. Saturday.

Worst Tree Damage 
Since 3̂8 Hurricane

Last week’s ice storm caused more damage to trees in 
Connecticut than any storm since the 1938 hurricane, ac-* 
cording to the Connecticut’ ’Tree Protective Association, 
Inc., a statewide organization of 250 tree service firms, 
tree wardens, and others. ' ^
f ’Tree service men have been working around the clock’ 
since last Monday to help clear utility lines and remove 
fallen trees and limbs from roads, sidewalks, andliouses, 
the association said. Tops of many valuable trees were 
badly damaged and will require corrective pruning after 
new growth opcurs next year, the experts said.

The formation of ice, varying from one inch to as much 
as an inch-and-a-half on many trees, was so heavy that. 
repeated collapses occurred. Removal of one wei^ted 
branch to clear wires was followed by the lall of higher 
branches, breaking wires again.

In. the 1938 hurricane, the damage was done in one 
“ blow” lasting only a few hours, the association said, and 
a single cutting operation was enough to clear the lines.

The association said previous ice storms have affected 
smaller areas of the state. A1K7 storm knocked out power 
in West Hartford, Farmington, and Simsbury areas for 
more than a week. Another storm in the early 1950s 
affected only ah area around New Haven.
