Monthly gasoline allotments to
Manchester area service stations, set by
the ‘major oil companies, don't reflect
expected business increases, according to
Robert J. Stevenson, co-owner of Steven-
son's Exxon, 405 Main St.

Stevenson, discussing the gasoline shor-
tage today, said the allocation he's
receiving this month is based on'a percen-
tage on last January’s figures and doesn't
take into account the ‘increase in his
business over the year.

“We're getting about 80 per cent of last
year's tolal," Stevenson said, '‘but in-
crease in our business means we're only
getting about half of what we need.”

Because of the shortage the station has
been forced to limit purchases to §2 worth
of gasoline per car, Stevenson said. It's
impossible to get an increased allotment,
he méntioned, pointing to the situation
during last month's ice-storm crisis.

During that crisis (Dec. 17 to 22), there
was a great demand for gasoline, Steven-
son said, and he was unable to fully meet
the demand. -He called the Exxon dis-
tributor, explained that Manchester was
hit very hard in the ice storm, and asked
for more gas. The reply:

“They wouldn't evep™consider it,"
Stevenson said.

Stevenson and his brother own their own
service station, which was founded by
their father in 1945. And that may be part
of the reason why they're not- getting
enough gasoline, some other dealers say.

One service station operator, who didn’t
want his name used, said major oil com-
panies are giving preference to service
stations owned by the company.

He said station operators who lease -

facilities from major oil companies pay
their rent on the basis of the amount of gas
they pump. So,~in order to keep rent
payments coming in regularly, the oil
companies allocate more gasoline to
stations working under that arrangement,
he said.

As local motorists are being limited in
gasoline purchases, the Greater
Manchester Chamber of Commerce and
Manchester's Independent Garage
Owners (IGO) are doing something about
it.

The Chamber has set up an IGO ad-
visory ‘committee, part of the consumer
gasoline assistance program, to explore
possible solutions to the gasoline shortage.

Richard G. Clark, the Chamber's
executive vice president, explained that
the function of the IGO advisory com-
mittee will be to handle consumer con-
cerns and develop consumer purchasing
tips.

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The
nation's largest corporations
are likely to have their inner-
most [inancial secrets made
public because of a federal
court ruling.

At a time in this “Christian
nation” when immorality is
being ignored, even promoted,
by supposedly responsible
groups, it is striking to note an
opposite move in
Mohammedan Libya.

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New Hope For Rails

There is not any dispute that con-
tinued railroad service is essential to
the nation and to the Northeast in par-

ticular,

It is good that the federal govern-
ment has embarked on a program to
salvage and upgrade basic rail service

in our region.

While it is premature to voice op-
timism, there are certain encouraging
signs which may mean that for the
first time the rail system and its role
in our economy will be assessed in the
context of the whole transportation

picture.

While thé details are yet to be
spelled out, it has beeh indicated that
the Interstate Commerce Commission
will be evaluating rail freight rates,
not only on the basis of rail costs, but
in the light of non-rail competition, As
we understand it, this may mean
some of the non-rail carriers which
have enjoyed protection from rail
competition in the past may find they
will either have to raise their rates or
the rails will be able to lower their
rates'in order to compete.

In too many instances in the past,
the railroads have not been allowed to
compete and the result has been

dwindling use of rails as shippers

shifted to trucks and other transporta-
tion modes.
This does not mean that the

railroads will be able to engage in a

freight rate price war, so to speak, but
if the ICC is allowed to follow the ad-
ministration
freight rates hopefully will reflect
sérvice and savings to the customer.

It is high time we abandon the

recommendation;

philosophy of the past which too often

meant providing competition with
strong protection againste rails by
treating rail rates as separate from
other transportation modes.

We think the non-rail transportation
modes are now strong enough
economically to compete without
special government treatment. If the
administration program is adopted we
will have fairer competition and a
whole transportation system that is
heélthy and strong.

Charles Alan Wright, listed by
high White House officials as
the source of President ixon's
inflexible line against
releasing tape recordings, says
he was rebuffed last July when
he suggested exploring a com-
promise solution.

That is not the only diffef@nce
between White House claim3 6
Wright's role as a Nixon
Watergate attorney and his own
description given us in an inter-
view at his University of Texas
law school office, While con-
tinuing to completely support
Mr. Nixon, Wright contradicted
the White House version of his
own advice on key Watergate
matters. ~

Like much about Watergate,
this can be explained in two
possible ways — one-benign and
the other malignant. The benign
explanation: garbled " internal
communications which un-
deniably becloud the Nixon
White House. The malignant
explanation: the White
House was using Wright to hide
behind his massive reputation
as <a constitutional scholar, at-
tributing to him unpopular
decisions actually made by
others.

For example, senior
presidential aides have
assigned Wright major respon-
sibility for Mr. Nixon's intran-
sigence last summer in barring
even limited desclosure of the
According lo these

Wright's constitutional advice
to withhold the tapes -while
rejecting counselor Melvin R,
Laid's political advice to
release them.

Wright's version disputes
this. Althqugh retained by the
President on Watergate
matters last May a previous
commitment took him to
Scotland during July. In Edin-
burgh July 16, Wright learned
from a BBC broadcast that the
existence of surreptitious White
House tapes was revealed that
day. He quickly received a tran-
satlantic call from the White
ouse asking him to rush back.

Arriving the evening of July
19, Wright went straight to the
White House. .He carried with
him an editorial from the
Times. of London ugging some
compromise for disclosing the
tapes. No newspaper in the
world, Wright told the White
House lawyers, had supported
Mr. Nixon so well as the Times.
Therefore, should not itg
suggestions be considered?

The reply from White House
counsel Leonard Garment: the
time to worry about newspaper

editorials had long passed.
Wright was handed a fait ac-
comli. Less than 72 hours after
the existence of the tapes was
revealed, the President had
decided irrevocably .against
their disclosure, Nor, Wright
told us, was he ever consulted
on the priority of this decision.

Moreover, Wright has been
described by White House aides
as reassuring the President he
surely would win the tape case
in the Supreme Court, When we
reported this last October, an
angry Wright telephoned White
House chief of staff Alexander
Haig to protest that Presidential
aldes were misrepresenting
him. Haig later told the press
that Wright had predicted
merely a 50-50 chance — version

confirmed to us here by the

professor.

White House staffers also
have “described Wright as
leading the President to believe
that he could fire Archibald Cox
as special prosecutor without
forcing the disastrous resigna-
tion of Elliot Richardson as At-
torney General. Not so, says
Wright. ‘I thought sure that
Elliot ‘would follow Cox,"” he
told us. But, he added, he was
never asked his opinion.

Thus, Wright's descriptian of
his role is his smaller than the
image drawn by the White
House. He was not consulted
about releasing the tapes. He
was not asked to assess the con-
sequences of {iring Cox. As he
revealed in a Washington Post
interview recently, he
was not informed about the two
missing tapes and was told
about negotiations between Cox
and Richardson at the eleventh
hour.

Wright imputes no sinister
motive, His lack of vital infor-
mation, hé told us, derived
{rom deep White House concern
over security. What's more, he
believes that concern is well
founded in light of pervasive
news leaks. ]

If, however, the malignant
explanation of Wright's
experience is accepted, he was
kept in the dark not because of
clogged communications but -

* because the White House in-

tended to take advantage of his
reputation. Indeed, now that the
White House.lapes policy has
ended so badly for the Presi-
dent, there are signs some
presidential aides see Wright as
the scapegoat.

Wright himself remains
loyal, -supporting the White
House in its dispute with

{

Richardson. ' Nevertheless, the
White House clearly feels his
usefulness is ended.

Is Charley still unhappy?"
asks one presidential adviser,
miffed by Wright's recent
public statements. Another con-
tends Wright is not being con-
sulted now because con-
stitutional questions are not in-
volved and “‘his expertise is
really very limited, you know."

NEW YORK — In the short
run, the Arab oil strategy has
been a crashing success. In the
long run, there are dark
shadows ahead, even for the
Arab-fovers and shakers, The
trouble with brilliant strategy
is that you cannot foresee the
unintended consequences of
your actions.

I start with the Western oil
companies. [ doubt the “'plot”
charges against them, Yel it is
hard to escape the feeling that
the heads of the big companies
had mixed emotions about the
looming crisis, They warned
against it, but they were not
terribly eager lo expand their
refining capacity.

Could some of the big oil
statesmen have dreamt that the
only way for the whole price
range to go up was for a scarci-
ty crisis to capture public atten-
tion? Well, the crisis came, and
the big companies didn’t
stretch themselves to prevent it
— and now the walls have come
tumbling down.

True, they will pass on the
price increases to you and me.
Add the fact that they are also
involved with coal and shale oil
and other alternative energy
sources. Their profits will con-
tinue high. Yet there can be lit-
tle doubt that they didn't en-
visage the outlines of the
scenario that has unfolded.

This is true also of the chiefs
of the Mideast oil-producing
states. Take King Faisal of
Saudi Arabia and Shah Pahleyi
of Iran, who were the moving
figures of the whole operation.
They have proved brilliant
price manipulators, in the
classic tradition of the robber
barons of Western capitalism.
They have [ollowed the man-
date to charge what the traffic
will bear, and the consuming
public be damned.

The shah lacks Faisal's fierce
crusading fervor against Israel.
But this aside, both of them
share the two prime objectives:
to get richer faster, and to
protect their faltering thrones
against revolutionary
nationalisms.

They will suceéed in the first.
In fact, alter spending huge
sums on the trapping of court,
and some (mostly in the shah's
case) on internal development,
there will be vast sums to flood
the world’'s capital markets,
and weaken the pillars of the
monetary system of which they
are, after all, part.

Then there is the second goal
— the political aspect of their
dream. If the West can find
alternative energy sources
during the next decade, it can
achieve economic in-

dependence of Mideast oil, and
therefore political in-
dependence as well. Thus, by
1980 or 1985, the political
blackmail of the oil cutback (I
speak mainly of Faisal and his
allies, not of the shah) will have
its base knocked out. It will
spell the end of Arab oil im-
peralism. -

This will weaken Faisal and
his dynasty, who can no longer
pose as the great champions of
the Arab cause, Faisal is riding
high now in the Mideast world.
But how long will it last?
Unless there is an end to Arab-
Israeli hostilities, the Arab
dependence on Russian arms
will continue. Nothing is
clearer in history than the
proposition that what you do in
military and foreign policy has
consequences inside your coun-
try. Faisal is sowing dragon's
teeth which will rise up in
monstrous future revolutionary
shapes to menace his throne
and dynasty.

In the case of both monarchs,
as indeed of the Arab states in
general, there is another
looming dragon — that -of
dynamism. As long as
traditional societies remain
traditional, the fuedal
monarchs can rule.

As soon as capital is poured
into the economies. and the
societies are modernized, it
"sets in motion a whole train of
consequences which neither
Faisal nor Shah Pahalevi have
calculated on. They are, |
suspect, bound to be buried in
the ruins of their financial
triumph.

For the Third World nations
there is a further ironic twist to
the story of energy politics.
Most of them have sided and
voted with the Arabs in the
U.N. showdowns, and have
helped isolate Israel
diplomatically. Now the news is
that the energy crisis in the
developed nations will mean
higher prices for the equip-
ment, technology and finished
products the developing coun-
tries must buy, and shrunken
markets for their own products.
This is one of the consequences
of an interdependent world
economy.

The men at the levers of
power, wherever they are, turn
out to be not nearly as bright as
they thought. They see the im-
mediate prize, which glitters
there seductively, for them to
grasp. But their long-range vi-
sion is tunnel vision. They don't
reckon with the ruses of
history. In the end, the arrogant
leaders — conservative and
revolutionary alike — are
betrayed by the uninlended con-
sequences of what they covet.

A Tough Year

WASHINGTON — Anyway
you look at it, 1974 is going to be
a tough year for President
Nixon. Most of his aides
privately admit it, adding with
réemarkable candor that Nixon

has no choice but to face up to

the circumstance that he will
be a widely unpopular Presi-

_dent during the remainder of
his term. .

The reason for this sentimen
is that this year will be one long
moment of truth. The House
Judiciary Committee has now
gotten down to the nitty gritty
of considering the drafting of
articles of impeachment. It has
a staff of 38 lawyers, in-
yestigators and clerical help,
headed by the indefatigable and
painstaking John Doar, a civil
rights hero as an assistant At-
torney General in the Sixties,
and a million dollars to spend.

Nixon knows the die is cast.
He'has implicitly acknowledged
his role as defendant by turning
over the Watergate case to
James D, St. Clair, a
prestigious Boston attorney
who helped defend the Army
against Sen. Joe McCarthy in
the Fifties. If the House votes
an impeachment resolution, St.
Clair will be the President’s
defense counsel,

These days, White House peo-
ple have taken the position that
there is no national groundswell
in support of impeachment.
This position is based on a sur-

vey of mare than 20 strategic ,

Congressional districts based
on checks by Congressmen who
went home for the holidays, But
dther, independent pulse-taking
offer the President nothing but
bad news. .
One example is the Roper
Poll, conducted for 51 sub-
scribers, including' the left-
leaning American Civil Libér-
ties Union. That survey, of

~ public reaction to possible im-

peachment, shows that 79 per
cent of those polled believe one
or more df the most serious
charges against Nixon are
justified. )
Nixon’s position is uncomfor-
table, to say the least. What the
slim majority of the 2,020 per-
sons interviewed in early
November told him in effect
was that they were not con-
vinced of his innocence but only
felt a distaste for the idea of im-
peaching any President.
Indeed, despite the thousands of
words written in explanation of
the impeachment is simply the
bringing of charges, not
removal of Nixon from office.
The House can only draw up an
indictment. Only the Senate can

find a President guilty and..

order that he be replaced by the
Vice President.

It is hardly a year for
rejoicing because people are
going to take a beatling.
Democrals in the House have
tended to dilly-dally in moving
toward impeachment. Their
motives may be above suspi-

cion, but the fact is the longer
the process drags on the better
will the Democratic chances in
the fall's Congressjonal elec-
tions, The energetic John Doar
is pushing hard for an early
resolution, but it is the
politicans who will decide how
,long Nixon will be kept
swinging in the breeze before
they vote him up or down.

The Democrats could dawdle

at their peril. The public often -

is slow to comprehend what's
going on in Washington, but if
people get the impression the
progress toward impeachment
is a partisan thing, Richard
Nixon could be the beneficiary
of a surge of public sympathy.
He may not be a popular figure,
but most Americans are still

square enough to demand some _

form of fair play even for
Presidents.

Meanwhile, Nixon's only
chance to avoid eventual im-
peachment and to regain some
measure of public popularity lie
at home. The latest Gallup Poll
shows that a major factor in the

President’s popularity decline
during 1973 was inflation. To °

that problem has now heen
added the energy crisis. If he
can resist the temptation to
flall dut against his enemies
and do something about those
two domestic 4lls, he may yet
hold onto his job. Perfiaps even
to a scattering of applause
across the land.
