Panel Recommends 
Agnew Disbarment
ANNAPOLIS, Md. (UPI) -  A 

special three judge panel 
recom m ended today that 
former Vice President Spiro T. 
Agnew be disbarred.

The panel, appoipted by the 
M aryland S tate  Court of 
Appeals, recommended the ac­
tion at the request of the 
Maryland Bar Association 
which charged that Agnew’s 
plea of no contest (o a federal 
income tax evasion charge was 
an admission of professional 
misconduct!

The recommendation goes to 
the state appellate court, 
highest in the state, for final ac­
tion.

Agnew served as Baltimore

County executive and Maryland 
governor prior to being elected 
vice president, and his no con­
test plea to an income tax eva­
sion charge related to a period 
when he was governor.

Following a federal investiga­
tion into a Maryland political 
kickback scheme, Agnew 
resigned as vice president and 
pleaded “no contest” to the tax 
charge, (jther allegations 
against him were dropped.

At a hearing by the three- 
judge panel last month, Agnew 
asked the judges not to disbar 
hin^ but instead suspend him 
temVtrarily, pleading that dis­
barment would destroy his 
means of livelihood,'

he was confident the committee 
would go along with his 
recommendation for renewed 
hearings.

As part of its inquiry, and un­
der a special law passed by 
Congress, the committee sub­
poenaed nearly 900 taped con­
versations and other White 
House materials. President 
Nixon Mid the list was so broad 
to impinge on presidential con­
fidentiality and refused to turn 
over the materials.
' I^sh said the committee was 
p r^ a re d  to reach a com­
promise on the issue and 
suggested that if the White 
House showed a willingness, 
the committee would greatly 
re d u c e  the  n u m b er of 
documents and other materials 
sought.

Dash said, however, that the 
committee would not be content 
to accept five tapes as original­
ly requested and drop the 
request for all the other 
materials.

The five tapes Dash referred 
to are of conversations between 
Nixon and his former chief 
counsel, John W. Dean. The 
White House refused to honor 
subpoenas for them and the 
case still is pending in a federal 
court.

Simon said the Federal 
Energy Office has “already in­
stituted a number of hew 
Systems to co llect be t t e r ,  
energy data and to imiirove our 
management capabilities.”

He acknowledged that most 
of the information comes from 
the industry, and much is not 
disclosed at all.

Simon said he felt that  
“specific mandatory reporting 
legislation is required.”

Sen. William Proxmire, Sun­
day asked Attorney General 
William B,'Saxbe to take an­
titrust action against the major 
firms.

In a letter to Saxbe, Proxmire 
said, “There.may .be ample 
evidence...to constitute an il­
legal conspiracy in violation of , 
the Sherman (antitrust) act.”

Saxbe, although not respond, 
ding directly to the senator, 
said in a network interview, the 
answer to the fuel shortage 
may actually lie in easing of the 
antitrust laws to let the big oil 
companies work together.

WASHINGTON (U P I) -  The 
average American family, contrary to 
what the administration says, was 
worse off economically in 1973 than in 
1972. according to a congressional 
study on inflation. ■'

With inflation and higher taxes out­
pacing wage increases during 1973, 
the average family ended the year 

.with 1 per cent less purchasing power 
than U had in 1972, arid the outlook for 
1974 is no better, the report said.

The study, entitled “Iniration and 
the Consumer in 197S,” was prepared 
by the staff of the House-Senate 
Economic Copyuittee.
■ A “middle budget”| family of four 
wfth .$12,6I4- to spend' had to pay an 
extra $1,168 to maintain its 1972 living 
standards in 1973, the study said'.

Food cost that family $502 more 
during the year and Social Security 
taxes rose by $150 over 1972. Food 
price increases* accounted for 61 per 
cent of the year’s rise in the Con­
sumer Price Index.

“There is no indication at this time 
that the rate of inflation  w ill 
moderate in 1974 and consequently the

real purchasing power of consumers 
is likely to continue to decline, " the 
study said,

"In view of the recent slowdown in 
economic activity, and the energy 
crisis, unemployment will certainly 
increase during 1̂ 74. This situation of 
higher prices and fewer jobs will 
further erode consumer income an(i 
confidence, which in turn will add sub­
stantially to recessionary prospects in 
1974."

Herbert Stein, chairman of the 
Council of Economic Advisers, 
testified last Aug. 1 that ‘"probably 
the key thing to say is that the real per 
capita incomes of the American peo­
ple, after allowing Tor inflation, rose 
substantially from the fourth quarter 
'of 1972 to the second quarter of 1973.

But statements like those ‘.'are 
based on a selective use of statistics" 
which vary “so as to mask the true im­
pact o f ' i nf l at i on on cohs,ufner 
purchasing power in 1973, " the study 
said. It also accused'.^he administra­
tion of misinterpreting economic data 
to achieve "certain short run political 
benefits."^ . _

One of the time experts the 

government might do well to 
consult is.^Sam Crepuscule, a 
professional night watcher.

Note that I have identified 
Crepuscule as a night watcher, 
not a night watchman. The 
latter is merely a watchman 
who works the night shift. 
Crepuscule, on the other hand, 
watches the night itself.

Years of nocturnal watching 
have made him perhaps the 
world’s foremost authority on 
nighttime.

Crepuscule be lieves the 
problems that have arisen with 
the m idw inter adoption of 
Daylight Saving Time came 
about in part because the 
government relied on the ad­
vice of daytime experts in set­
ting up the new arrangement.

The Solulion
■ The solution, he told me, may 

lie in a dual time system.
” We already have divided the 

day into two time zones — a.m. 
and p.m.,”  he said. “ But there 
is no good reason why they have 
to be on the same schedule.

“ The p.m. zone could be an 
hour ahead of the ajjj.-zone, as 
the Eastern time rone is an 
hour ahead of. Central time.

“ In other words, instead of 
observing Daylight Saving 
Time the clock around, we 
would have Morning Standard 
Time and Evening Daylight 
Time.

“ The effect would be to delay 
the twilight’s last gleaming by 
an hour while holding the 
dawn’s early light in the same 
time slot.”

” By using two clocks,!’ 
Crepuscule explained. ’ ’The 
p.m. clock would have 11 hours 
and the a.m. clock 13.” .

I said, “ Wouldn’t wearing 
two watches be rather cumber­
some?”

“ Maybe so,” he replied, “ but 
it  sure beats m ilk ing  by 
candlelight.”

Is A National Speed 
Limit Constitutional?

We are not an expert on constitution 
law but a letter to The Herald’s Open 
Forum column concerning the federal 
government’s authority to fix a 
national speed lim it deserves an 
answer in these days when it would 
appear the Constitution is under fire.

There is much debate among the 
experts in the area of constitutional 
law representing on one side a conser.- ̂ . ., 
vative view and the other a liberal 
view.

In general the conservative view, 
which was expressed in essence by the 
letter writer, is that whatever the U.S. 
Constitution does not specifically 
spell out as powers of the federal 
government is reserved for the states 
and ultimately the people. And this is 
generally true of many areas such as 
the coining of money, niaintaining the 
national defense, and other specific 
duties of the various federal branches 
of the government as spelled out in 
the Constitution.

However, the liberal view has its 
basis in the m ore g enera l con­
stitutional provisions, which when 
applied are  quite often the subject of 
vigorous debate.

For example, the phrase in the 
preamble, ‘‘to^promote the common 
welfare” has become a catch all for 
m any, m any federa l social and 
economic programs, especially since 
the Great Depression.

T h e  s o - c a l l e d  “ s t r i c t -  
constructionists” generally question a 
Iqt of legislation enacted to ‘‘promote 
the common welfare.” "Ilie “ loose- 
constructionists” are equally vocal in 
defending this phrase^ as evidence of

the foresight of our founding fathers; 
enabling the federal government to 
ac t in areas which specific con­
stitutional law — national or state — 
can not anticipate.

Most of us a re  som ew here in 
between and share to a degree 
Abraham Lincoln’s view that the 
federal government ought to do only 
what the people cannot do, or will not 
do, for themselves. Thus getting back 
the question of the national speed 
limit of 55 miles per hour.

To our point of view, it is con­
stitutional in that it is intended to con­
se rv e  o u r g aso lin e  su p p lie s  to 
“ promote the common welfare” by 
enabling our oil industry to produce 
more heating fuel for homes and fac­
tories and conserve gasoline for such 
things as food production, essential 
transportation, etc.

And we must not forget that we, the 
people, were asked voluntarily to 

. reduce our highway speed. If all of us 
had done so, then the federal law 
would not have been necessary.

No, Mr. Nixon has not erased, nor 
has the Congress, any parts of the 

- Constitution. We, the people, by not 
doing what we could do, have ab­
dicated our responsibilities. In doing 
so|have fed the fuels that fire and the 
loose-interpretation school of con­
stitutional law.

As Benjamin Franklin responded 
a f te r  the docum ent was finally  
drafted when asked whether America 
was to be a republic or monarchy — 
“Sir, it will be a republic, if you can 
keep it.” ,

A Dangerous Hoard
In two fires last week, one in

Too, late for members of your family.

too late for firemen who might not be 
as lucky a s  th e ir  b re th re n  in 
Newington, and too late to save your 
home from the extensive damage of 
an unnecessary explosion.

No m atter how critical the supply of 
g aso lin e  b eco m es, th e re  is no 
justification for storing large quan 
titles in residential areas. It is a 
hazard  not only to yourselves, 
f i r e f i g h t e r s ,  b u t  t h e  w h o l e  
neighborhood.

This tim e tragedy was averted but 
next time — and there should not be a 
next time — it may not.

And that extra can of gasoline in the 
trunk of your car makes it a potential 
crem atory in the event of an accident 
too.

Why else 
did Nelson Rockefeller want 
the Veep’s job?

What Ford has now is a built- 
in constituency. To Republican 
voters, and many Demdcrats 
^  Independents, he has the 
c^ea l of an incumbent with a 
background of legislative 
experience. By January 1976, he 
also will be presumed to have' 
picked up some tips on how the 
Presidency operates. He’ll be in 
the same position Nixon was in 
back in 1960, only with fewer 
enemies. He will seem a logical 
successor to his boss.

(Of course, if Nixon resigns 
?r is impeached, all bets are 
off. Ford would then get the 
nomination by acclamation , as 
the latest President of the 
United States.)

So Gerry Ford, his modesty 
notwithstanding, is in a good 
spot. All he has to do is stay as 
he is and not talk too much. 
Meanwhile, the Deiriocrats as 
usual are divided. /

The la te s t  H arris  Poll 
suggests the watefront brawl 
the Democrats are in for. 
Keijpedy led the field with 31 
per cent of the votes among 
Democratic and Independent 
citizensJjpterviewed, but there 
was trouble behind him. George 
Wallace came up with 16 per 
cent, Sen. Ed Muskie with 11 
per cent, Jackson with 9 per 
c e n t and Sen. G eorge  
McGovern with 8 per cent. That 
means not only th a t the 
Democratic nomination will be 
up for grabs but that the party 
may find it impossible, again, ' 
to unite behind its nominee.

Especially significant is the 
strength shown by Wallace. The 
Alabama governor is still the 
South's choice and he’s strong 
in the Midwest and in rural 
areas. W allace may take 
himself out of the race, an^ in­
deed may never make the'try. 
But the Democratic party will 
have to do business with him. 
As H qrris points out, a 
Kennedy-Wallace contest could 
alienate the independent, better 
educated blocs — the so-called 
swing vote — to an extent those 
voters would stay home during 
the primaries and then vote 
Republican in the election.

Thus, Gerald Ford. He is not 
liberal suspect like 'Rockfeller 
or a right-wing suspect like 
Ronnie Reagan or “turncoat” 
like John C onnally . To 
Republicans, Ford is tha t̂ 

-reassuring quantity — a middle- 
of-the-road party regular. He 
might also have become a 
household wordjiy ’76.

NEW YORK, N.Y. -  The 
Watergate news from now on 
will be less investigative than 
judicial: It will be lawyer and 
court stuff, since this will be 
the decade of the primacy of 
the law. Special prosecutor 
Leon Jaworski has empaneled a 
third W^ergate grand jury. 
The House Judiciary Com­
mittee now has its two lawyers
— John Doar for the majority, 
Albert Jenner for the minority
— to push ahead with impeach­
ment proceedings. Mr. Nixon 
has a new court lawyer, James 
St. Clair, once an assistant to 
Joseph Welch, who was the 
hero of the historic encounter 
with Joe McCarthy the first 
Eisenhower term, and my hero, 
too.

Memories .come flooding 
back, including the time I in­
vited, Welch to ta lk ' to my 
Brandeis University students, 
and he told them how he had 
held back his mounting anger at 
McCarthy until the exactly 
right moment came for the 
memorable outburst.

I had an early love affair with 
the law. In my grOwing-up 
years, I haunted the courtroom 
in New Haven where the 
criminal cases were tried, 
listening to the speeches to the 
jury and dreaming long dreams 
of standing som eday, as 
lawyers have stood from Lin­
coln to Darrow, and saving my 
client’s life by a magic feat of 
jury eloquence.

It didn’t work out. I got to law 
school, yes, but tarried there 
yerf'briefly — only long enough 
to discover that legal practice 
and I were not meant for each 
other. I went off seeking other 
dreams to pursue, but I had 
learned at least how to take a 
case and a judicial opinion 
apart, which came in handy in 
the New Deal days of Supreme 
Court crisis.

I made my choice in ternqs of 
social conscience: Economic 
ancl political thought seemed a 
better road to change than legal 
practice. But today’s young 
people, after a spell of aliena­
tion from the law, are crowding 

■ the law schools — women and 
men alike. They see it not just a" 
chance for corporate finance 
but for minority advocacy.

The irony for me was that, 
after being a law school 
dropout, I came back to con­
stitutional law in the '30s and 
early ’40s, and wrote a vast 
number of unintelligible ar­
ticles for the law journals. 
There have been two great con­
stitutional crises in the cehtui7  
— the Supreme Court crisis uh^^ 
der F.D.R. and the presidential

crisis under Nixon. I think the 
firs t yielded b e tte r  con­
stitutional theory than the se­
cond has.

Washington in those days vvas 
full of young lawyers, flocking 
to the capital to draft new laws 
on every conceivable subject in 
order to revive the economy 
and remake the society. They 
were people like Ben Cohen, 
Tom Corcoran, Jerry Frank, 
Jim I^ndis, Bob Jackson, Sam 
Roseriman. Don’t forget how 
many lawyers have sat in the 
White House, from Adams and 
Jefferson to Roosevelt and 
Nixon. T h ere  m u st be 
something about the law which 
makes it the musculature of the 
power and reality principl,e in 
America. But F.D.R. was the 
first President around whom 
law y ers  g a th e re d  as a 
crusading» Brains Trust. Mr. 
Nixon’s was a Palace Guard, 
and it was made up not of 
lawyers but of advertising’ and 
public relations men, who did 
things the lawyers have had to 
come in to undo.

In the postwar years, for a 
time, I haunted the criminal 
trial courts again, this time in 
New York, to write about the 
spy and treason cases of the 
cold war — the two Alger Hiss 
trails, the Judith Coplon case, 
the Remington case and others.
I had the searing experience of 
being part of the reporters’ 
wake, at Ossining, waiting for 
word of the execution of Julius 
and Ethel Rosenberg.

We talk now of the primacy of 
the law. We mean it not in the 
terms of law being a prime 
mover in the society — it rarely 
is — but of the law’s supremacy 
over every private, partisan 
and arbitrary cause.

Actually, there are two 
phases of law. It defends the 
existing power structure but it 
also legitimizes revolutionary 
changes. It can be the shield of 
the tax evader and the rich 
wrongdoer, but it can also be 
the protector of the im- 
proverished and helpless, es­
pecially after the Warren Court 
decisions. It can be a sword 
wielded by the powerful, but it,, 
can also — as we have learned 
already and may learn again — 
strike down even m e n ^  high 
places.

That is why the young no 
longer scorn the law, but are 
going to the law schools to learn 
how to use it. For its true 
meaning goes beyond the con­
servative and the radical to the 
core of equal justice, without 
which we are not a society but a 
lethal jungle of survivors, 
scrambling for power and 
place.

Thoughts Prompted 
By Kohoutek

The only trouble with the “coipet of the century” was that '  
they forgot to specify which century.

The sad news for alt of us who had hoped to get a look at 
our very first real, live, naked-eye comet is that seldom in 
the annals of astronomy have so mapy become so excited for 
so little reason. - -

At a time when Kohoutek was supposed to be at its most 
spectacular, even astronomers with high-powered tele­
scopes are having trouble locating it as it begins receding 
into the vast outer reaches of the solar system where comets 
dwell. They say it began its journey 75,000 years ago. One 
might well ask, ‘‘Was this trip necessary?”

A book now on the newsstands proclaims on its cover that 
“The world’s most spectacular new comet has arrivedl Is it 
"B messenger of doom from outer space or a scientific clue to 
the birth of our universe?”

You don’t have to read the book to know that Kohoutek is 
both of these things. The only, (rouble with the mes.senger 
part is that, as noted above, the element is a little hazy. 
Those members of the Children ofGpd who carried signs in 
front of the United Nations announcing the end of the world 
coincident with Kohoutek’s arrival weren't wrong, just pre­
mature.

For the cometologists, Kohoutek was indeed a notable 
event. It was probably the best-studied comet of all time, 
and certainly the first one to be directIv observed and
E'SI

holographed in space itself, by the astronauts aboard 
kylab 3.
As far as fheVest of us are concerned, however, we will 

have to wait until 1986 for a comet worth getting up from the 
television set and stepping outside' to see. This is when 
Halley’s comet is due to return, and it has been a faithful 
crowd-pleaser since al least a  couple centuries B.C. (al­
though back then they didn’t know it belonged to Mr 
Halley).

But speaking of modern and ancient forms of enleriain- 
ment, this business about Kohoutek reminds us how very, 
very distant we are psychologically from our early ances­
tors. " ■

For those^who have never seen a comet and probably 
never will, it i  ̂ hard to believe that kings once trertibled 
when one was Sighted. Those whose knowledge of the stars, 
is limited to picking out the Big Dipper find it difficult to 
understand how the ancients could nave people the firma­
ment with the figures of gods and animals.

Ancient man was much closer to the sky than we. who 
have made it just another highway for our machines.

If the Christmas Star were to appear agin, how manv of us 
would be “abiding in the fields” and see it? Even if we saw 
it, how many of us would have the wisdom to follow it’L

On Frozen Car 
4>oor«, Locks

NEWTON, Mass. (UPI) -  
The American Automobile 
Association says a change from 
rain to dry cold weather means 
New England motorists may 
have trouble with frozen brakes 
and door locks.

The AAA offers some tips to 
solve the problems:

—Put your car in the garage 
or under cover if possible.

— When you park don’t set the 
hand brake; it might freeze up. 
Instead leave the car in park or 
in gear. If you do set the brake 
and it freezes, attempt to free it 
by backing up.

—■To prevent frozen door 
locks put adhesive strip or 
plastic tape over the keyhole. 
To open a frozen lock heat the 
key with a match or lighter and ' 
push it into the lock.

—If your car door is frozen 
shut, pound around the edges 
with your fist.

—Slush and snow accumulate 
in the fenderwells while driving 
and before you leave the car, 
knock this out by pounding or 
kicking. Otherwise it may 
freeze and prevent proper 
steering or hinder wheel move­
ment.

►HOUSTON (UPI) -  If the Miami Dolphins aren’t the 

greatest team ever to put on a set of shoulder pads, 
thenthey’d like to know who, is.

The Dolphins flashedtheir “greatest ever” credentials 
Sunday by overpowering a strong Minnesota Viking team, 
24-7, in Super BowKVIII to record their second straight 
world title.

Only one other team—the Green Bay Packers of 1966-67, 
ever won back-to-back Super Bowls and their coanh, the 
late Vince Lombardi, was honored by having the World 
Championship Trophy named after him. Now the Dolphins 
have registered their claim.

They did it Sunday with Lar/yrdssnk^blasting for two 
touchdowns and a game recordYto-yard'wshing total and 
close friend Jim Kiick squirming across for another TD, 
his first of the season. And they did it with a defense that 
held Fran Tarkenton and the Vikings in check most of the 
afternoon and bottled up Minnesota in its own half of the 
field.

And when it Was all over, Csonka, zone-weary and 
bearing an ugly gash across his right eyebrow and another 
across the bridge of his nose, from “a honest cheap shot,” 
registered the claim.

“ I consider we can compare ourselves to any teaih that’s 
ever played this game,” said the crunching fullback, voted 
overwhelmingly the game’s Most Valuable Player. “ I say 
we’re comparable to the Pack.”

The Dolphin^set a record last season with a 17-0 mark, 
the first time it was ever done, and this yehr became the 
first team ever to appear in three Super Bowls.

Dolphin Coach Don Shula had tears welling in his eyes as 
he accepted the Lombardi Trophy, named after the man 
who beat him so often as a  young coach, from Com­
missioner Pete Rozelle.

Viking Coach Bud Grant of the Dolphins said; ‘They just 
blocked and tackled very well and ran well. There is no 
secret to this game, just blocking and tackling. If you don’t 
do either one, you are in trouble.

“ What happened was they took the ball, went down the 
field and got 14 points ahead. It’s pretty hard to over.come 
a lead like that against a good.team in 9  game like this. We 
still had a chance but those penalties killed us.”

The Dolphins scored on their first possession, just as 
they had done agaipst Cincinnati and Oakland, as Csonka 
climaxed a 62-yard drive with a five-yard scoring burst. 
Kiick squeezed over from the two to end a 58-yard drive 
and the Vikings were in deep trouble. Garo Yepremian. 
made it 17-0 with a 28-yard field goal and Csonka bulled 
across from two yards out on a play in which the entire 
backfield forgot the starting signal to make it 24-0.

Tarkenton’s four-yard run in the final period gave the 
Vikings their on ly^chdow n, saving them from the first 
shutout in Super Bowl history,and Miami comerback Cur­
tis Johnson end^d Mother Viking drive with an intercep­
tion in the end zofe.

Shula -confirmed that chief defensive assistant Bill

Amsparger will become head coach of the New York 
Giants next season and ,said that receiver Paul Warfield 
was playing Sunday about 50 per cent his normal efficien­
cy.

“The Giants are getting themselves one helluva coach,” 
Shula said. “ Thevplayers voted Larry Csonka one game 
ball and gave Bill ^nsparger the other. There have been a 
tot of rumors aMUt Bill’s going and this will put them to 
rest.”

HOUSTON (UPI) — Not even a “cheap shot” that 

opened a nasty gash over his right eye and across the 
bridge of his nose was going to get Larry Csonka riled up 
Sunday.

And while he was singled out as the individual star, 
Csonka made sure everyone knew the Dolphins are a team, 
not a collection of individual stars.

“ j cannot say enough about our offensive line and about 
Bob Griese at quarterback,” he said. “ It’s true I gained a 
lot on second effort but you have to have that first shot 
from the offensive line to get going. I t’s amazing how well 
they can adjust to what they’re doing. They seem to think 
together apd they think with the running backs. We seem 
to know just what they’re doing and they seem to know 
what we’re doing.

HOUSTON (UPI) — Mercury Morris has a list of the 
things he believes makes the Miami Dolphins great, and at 
the top of th t,list ar-c two words —Don Shula.

To a man,(,the rest of the Dolphins believe the same 
thing.

“ I’m not blowing smoke at Coach Shula,” said Larry 
Csonka, “but I believe he is the greatest.”

And so it went, theiDolphins praising the man who has 
guided them to 32 victories in 34 games, two straight Super 
Bowl titles and a growing reputation as one of pro foot­
ball’s greatest clubs ever.

Shula’s. Dolphins so dominated the Minnesota Vikings in 
Super Bowl VIII Sunday that the head coach felt justified 
in calling his second NFL title team even better than his 
first — even though the first one did not lose a game.

“ I don’t think there is any question we were better this 
year,” said Shula, who next season will try to become the 
first coach in history to win three Super Bowl titles.

“ I thought from the first of the season we would be 
better this year because our defense had played another 
year together and because we would have (quarterback) 
Bob Griese for the entire year. And I think this club has 
shown that if can get things done.”

“But it’s not my job to say we are the best, although I 
feel that way.”

“This year makes me proudest of all. To win it back to 
back is something only onq other team ever did — and that 
was the Packers.

No. 2 is Attitude. Then comes a great quarterback in Bob 
Griese. Fourth is that we have 40 good players. And next 
we all have a positive attitude.” ’

Grant, as calm as ever, said the Dolphins did nothing un­
expected. Miami, he said, simply executed to near perfec­
tion.

X announcing his resignation

Weiss said he ripped the

letter and threw it away.
“ I told him,” says Weiss, “As 

far as I’m concerned, I don’t 
have your letter, I  haven’t seen 
it and I ho(>e you’ll reconsider.” 

Pietrantonio, who hasn’t 
atiended a board meeting since 
that day, said today he has been 
reconsidering his move and that 

^ t  still stands-'— that he is
resigning.

“'There’s no way I can back 
out from this confrontation, ” he 
said. 'T m  not about to throw 
any stones. It’s the culmination 
of many frustrations.”

As Pietrantonio explains the 
events of ice storm week, he 
and his wife received many 
calls from elderly people living 
in the densely populated area 
off the downtown section of

Manchester. He said he asked 
Weiss to contact HELCO, for 
some priority service to the 
area.

Pietrantonio said Weiss told 
him a half dozen times, from 
Tuesday of that week on, the 
area would get priorty and the 
power would go jn.

•“ If he (W eiss) hadn’t 
promised^ half dozen times I 
would have dropped it. If he had 
L.nly told me he couldn’t 
promise anything, I would have 
dropped it. It was the promises 
which brought it to a head. It 
was the crowning blow, after 
many frustrations. The hot 
words and the first letter of 
resignation followed. When a 
man tells me something face to 
face, I expect it to be the 
truth.”

, towns in the forthcoming fiscal 
year from the present $215 per 
pupil to $300 per pupil.

Yavis said under the present 
circumstances it would seem 
necessary” to either raise the 
property tax or reduce the 
quality of education.”

Further commentitig on stu­
dent aid, Philip Susag said the 
boards of education throughout 
the. state must take a strong 
voice. He 9aid the situation is 
“not something to play politics 
with.” He said it might become 
“the boards of education versus 
the legislature.” .

Dr. Kennedy reported on the 
transportation bid for schools. 
He said the Manchester Bus Co. 
was the only .bidder on the bus 
contract. It has been the con­
tractor for the past 16 years.

The bid indicates an es­
timated increase of 18 per cent 
on a regular bus per mile basis 

. and an increase of 29 per cent 
for special education buses. Dr. " 
Kennedy requested the board to. 
review the three-year $1 million 
dollar contract.

There will be four budget 
workshop sessions on Jan. 17, 
21, 24 and Feb. 4 prior to its^ 
presentation to the town' 
manager on Feb. 21.

State Speed Limit 
Set At 55 M.P.H,

HARTFORD (UPI) -  The 
state 'Traffic Commission today 
raised the speed limit on 
federal highways in Connec­
ticut to 55 miles an hour.

The increase' of the speed 
limit by five miles was in com­
pliance with federal guidelines 
established by the Federal 
Energy Office.

The traffic commission, at 
the urging of Gov. Thomas J. 
Meskill, had lowered the speed 
limit to 50 m.p.h. late last year 
as part of the state’s effort to 
conserve fuel and energy.

The 50 m.p.h. limit was_ 
g re e te d  by independent  
truckers and some trucking 
firms with protests saying it 
wasted gasoline instead of 
saving it.

The federal government es­
tablished the 55 m.p.h. speed 
limit and states are requir^ to 
comply to continue receiving- 
federal highway funds.

The traffic commission said

the higher speed limit signs will 
'be posted in three to four 
weeks, but the 55 m.p.h. speed 
limit is effective immediately.
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
