In a joint news release, Town 

Council Chairman Rose Fowler 
and Planning and Zoning Chair­
man Steve Loyzim stated that it 
was discovered that the terms 
of office for the Planning and 
Zoning Commission members 
do not conform to state statues, 
because the terrtis of all 
members expire in November 
1975.

According to the s ta te  
statutes, the terms of not more 
than two members can expire 
in any one year.

School
Calendar
Modified

As a result of the seven lost 
days to date in the present 
school year, the school calendar 
was m^ified at Monday night’s 
Board of Education meeting to 
include extra school days.

The revised calendar now 
provides for school to be in ses- 
sion Feb . 12, L in co ln ’s 
birthday, and June 21 as extra 
school days. The board had 
earlier approved a proposal to 
convert four days of the spring 
vacation, April 16-19, to regular 
school days to compensate for 
the days lost during the 
December ice storm.

School Superintendent James 
P. Kennedy said the days lost to 
date were the most he had ever 
experienced by this time in any 
January. He said he was reluc­
tant to touch any of the time 
during February vacation 
because that shutdown of 
schools was planned as part of 
the fuel conservation program.

Dr. Kennedy informed the 
board that the schools’ No. 6 
fuel supplier had promised 80 
per cent of last year’s alloca­
tion. This, Kennedy said, should 
take them through the winter. 
The majority of Manchester 
students are in schools heated 
with No. 6 fuel oil.

two-year terms but makes no 
provisions for staggered terms.

At the next Town Council 
meeting, Jan. 21, the council 
will set a hearing for an or­
dinance that will provide for 
staggered terms and new terms 
of office for members.

At the .same meeting, the 
council will form a Charter 
Revision Commission so that 
the charter can be amended to 
conform to state statutes.

According to Loyzim it 
appears that the town has been 
in violation of the state statutes 
since the formation of the Town 
Charter.

Loyzim blamed the problem 
on the language of the state 
general statutes.

He further noted that the 
town had been assured by two 
town attorneys that two-year 
terms were completely proper.

It wasn’t until Loyzim was 
studying the PZC structure in 
preparation for the impending 
application for a zone change 
from DevCo that he discovered 
the conflict.

Loyzim said he had been 
studying the law to see if there 
was any way that DevCo could 
challenge the commission on 
the grounds that it was illegal.

It was at a Jan. 10 meeting 
between Loyzim, Mrs. Fowler 
council chairman, the town 
manager Allen Sandberg and 
Town A tto rn e y  A bbot 
Schwebel, that it was decided to 
correct the problem by devising 
an ordinance, according to 
Loyzim.

Loyzim sad that the town 
would move swiftly on the or­
dinance and it would definitely 
be enacted before the DevCo 
proposal comes before the com­
mission.

Loyzim also stated that the 
violation of the statutes may 
also apply to the Zoning Board 
of Appeals and possible a few 
other boards and commissions.

He will recommend that the 
council appoint two people for 
two-year terms, two more peo­
ple for three-year terms and 
one person for a four-year

term, and statejJ that as the 
terms expire all appointments 
should be made for four-year 
terms.

At the PZC meeting Monday 
Loyzim was elected chairman 
of the commission and Joe 
Shanahan was elected vice 
chaigman.

Review Welland Law
The c o m m iss io n  a lso  

reviewed the rough draft of the 
.Inland Wetlands Ordinance that 
had been divised by part-time 
planning consultant Samuel 
Spiel vogel.

Loyzim stated that first he 
had m isgivings about the 
proposed regulations because 
they did not seem to coincide 
with the state regulations out­
lined under Public Act 155.

However. Loyzim stated that 
when he learned thet the 
regulations closely followed 
those of the town of Weston, 
which are considered the best 
in the state by the Department 
of Environmental Protection, 
he became convinced that town 
would find the proposed 
regulations workable.

He stated that the town’s 
regulations c o n ta in , clear 
language and are not couched in 
“ legalese.” He said that the 
state regulations have also been 
simplified and administration 
of the regulations will now be 
less difficult.

The towns regulations will go 
before the town for a public 
hearing sometimes in March.

Loyzim said he expects the 
regulations to create problems 
as it will be difficult to define 
inland wetlands boundaries.

He also said that he expects 
the regulations acres the state 
to generate a lot of court cases 
when property owners are 
restricuted from free use of 
their lands.

The commission reviewed the 
street numbering proposal of 
Robert Kellers, and Loyzim said 
the first thing to be done would 
be to establish an official street 
plan. Then a logical street 
numbering svstem could be 
devised.

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HELCO, Under Fire,
Says It Was in Dark

(HELCO) didn’t know Dec. 17 that 
blackouts caused by a severe ice stortn 
would last five or six days, company of­
ficials said Wednesday night, stressing 
there was no intent by HELCO to mis­
lead or deceive it's customers.

The ongoing nature of the storm in 
the third week of December made it 
difficult to release definite informa­
tion, HELCO public relations chief 
Thomas Brennan said. “We did the best 
we could,” he said.

Comments by Brennan and other top 
HELCO officials came during a. public 
hearing conducted by the Manchester 
Board of Directors, in which the power 
company was criticized by several 
townspeople and directors.

Wednesday night’s public hearing — 
conducted at Manchester High School’s 
Bailey Auditorium one month after the 
ice storm -  lasted from 7:30 to almost 
11:30 and drew about 125 townspeople. 
About 20 people spoke  ̂ most of them 
questioning or criticizing HELCO.

The questioning and c ritic ism  
bordered on hostility, and the delega­
tion of HELCO officials was called 
upon constantly to defend the com­

pany’s actions during the week-long 
storm crisis.

Many townspeople complained about 
lack ,of information concerning the 
expected length of the electrical power 
d isru p tio n s, o thers questioned 
HELCO’s work to repair storm 
damages, and a few took swipes at the 
company and town government.

HELCO Vice-President Albert Baer, 
fielding questions throughout the 
hearing, said his company didn’t have 
the manpower and equipment to im­
mediately cope with the disaster, and 
had to rely on “mutual assistance 
agreements” with other utilities in the 
region.

Baer admitted that power company 
resources were spread thin in the first 
few days of the crisis, and it wasn’t un­
til late Wednesday and Thursday of the 
week that extensive manpower and 
e q u ip m en t w ere b ro u g h t into 
Manchester.

“There’s no question the initial phase 
of power restoration was slower that 
anyone would have liked,” Baer said.

Baer, commenting that last month’s 
disaster was probably the worst ice 
storm in 100 years, emphasized that 
HELCO repair crews were spread

throughout 39 towns, which all suffered 
to some degree.

“ It’s difficult to grasp the true 
magnitude of the damage done ’’ he 
said.
. Repair crews took some “shortcuts” 
in trying to restore power to as many 
people as quickly as possible, Baer 
said, noting that permanent repair 
work is still continuing.

Local HELCO Manager Charles Hoff­
man, answering a question by Joseph 
Tyler of 444 W. Middle Tpke., said local 
company officials worked hard and 
spent a lot of time answering 
telephones.

Tyler complained that he couldn’t 
reach HELCO s office by telephone, 
and Hoffman suggested that the 
problem was that the power company 
office itself was without power.

Several townspeople expressed dis­
content with information they received 

 ̂about the expected length of the power 
ojitage. '

“1 was heating my home with steam 
generated by my frustration,” Howard 
Person of 53 Lake St. quipped.

Several town directors, including 
Mayor John»Thompson, said the infor­
mation problem was probably the

biggest failure of HELCO during the 
crisis.

Your sophisticated company should 
have some way of indicating how long 
we’d be without power,” Director John 
Tani said.

Among the persons attacking 
HELCO s work during the week was 
Betty Sadloski of 48 Hollister St., who 
also criticized town government.

Town officials may have worked hard 
during the crisis. Mrs. Sadloski said, 
but they w eren’t providing the 
necessary advice and leadership.

Her comments were followed by a 
statement by Thomas Charette of 56 
Whitney Rd., who said town govern­
ment did an outstanding job.

Defending HELCO’s actions as well 
as the work done by town officials was 
Burton Pqarl of 114 Woodland St. Pearl 
said he couldn’t criticize anyone except 
the average citizen, who wasn’t 
prepared for the crisis.

Among other comments heard 
Wednesday night were suggestions that 
radio station WINF be provided with an 
emergency generator to stay on the-air 
in blackouts, that the elderly be given

M andiester’s response to 

the new Connecticut Child 
Abuse Law (Public Act 216), 
its interpretation and the 
best methods of implemen­
ting it were the subject of an 
a f t e r n o o n  s e m i n a r  
Wednesday at Manchester 
Community College.

The keynote speaker, Mrs. 
Jean e tte  Dille, executive 
director of the Connecticut 
Child Welfare Association 
(CeWA) in her opening 
rem arks em phasized the 
fact that CeWA is a citizens’ 
organization, 55 years old, 
and solely concerned with 
children. It is not, she said, a 
p a r t  of the State Welfare 
Department.

Mrs. Dille cited the respon­
sibilities of schools, hospitals 
and police departments to for- 
m u la te  b e t t e r  w ork ing  
arrangements with the State 
Welfare Department on behalf 
of abused children. “The State 
Welfare Department is nothing 
more or nothing less than an 
expression of the public in the 
State of Connecticut. The 
Welfare programs can only do 
exactly what the public will let 
them do,” she said.

Under the new law, cases of 
suspected child abuse must be 
reported when they become 
known to physicians, surgeons, 
resident  ̂physicians, interns, 
registered nurses,' licensed 
p ra c tic a l nurse, m edical 
exarpiners, den tists, psy­
chologists, school principals, 
teachers, guidance counselors, 
social workers, clergymen and 
police officers.

Mrs. Dille hit on the respon­
sibility of teachers to report 
such suspected cases and cited 
an incident elsewhere In 
Connecticut in which three 
children sought help, one from 
the school nurse, one from his 
teacher, and the other from the 
school psychologist, all to no 
avail.

'Grilioizes Deluy
“In most school systems," 

she said, “ if the teacher is 
aware that child abule is evi­
dent, she reports to the school 
nurse, 'who in turn reports to

the principal, who then checks 
it all out with the psychologist. 
It should be every teacher’s 
moral responsibility to see that 
the report gets to tlie proper 
authorities for'prompt action. 
Delay can mean ano ther 
beating for a child.”

A veteran social worker with 
special emphasis on child 
welfare. Mrs. Dille stressed the 
need for definite policies to be 
set up whereby police officers, 
hospital personnel, and visiting 
nurse organizations are made 
aware of just what is expected 
of them as relates to child 
abuse cases, how to report 
them and to whom, and their 
responsibility'ttf^follow up on 
each to its conclusion.

Vincent Amodeo. program 
supervisor of the State Welfare 
Department, Manchester of­
fice, stated that his office 
serves 19 towns on the east side 
of the river. While he termed 
the territory expansive, he said 
it does^not mean that it is im­
possible to set up structures to 
achieve the goal of protecting 
children.

“ This department, local 
agencies, public and private in-

stiiutions,-all have this job to do 
and working together we can do 
it,■’ he said. Commenting on the 
school system, he reassured 
educators that his department 
has consultative services which 
are available to them. He 
further noted that the SWD 
works closely wi,th the police 
department and cooperates in 
whatever way will be beneficial 
to the child in question.

Explaining the role of the 
visiting nurse, Mrs. Jean Bates, 
director of the Visiting Nurses 
Association, said. “The nurse’s 
function is mostly one of sup­
port and guidance. By visiting 
homes, we do become aware of 
certain deviations from the nor­
mal health problems, a change 
in attitudes, and when we feel 
that help is needed in the area 
of child abuse, we do report to 
our supervisor.”

Says Staff Short
She did feel that additional 

staff to work under the Protec­
tive Services of the SWD were 
needed. She made reference to 
one case involving an alcoholic 
mother and a child who was not 
developing normally* and the

fact that it had been reported to 
the SWD and it had taken 
Protective Services almost two 
months to move on it.

Speaking on behalf of the 
Manchester Memorial Hospital 
and its proposed policies of 
reporting suspected child abuse 
cases was Dr. Robert Butter­
field, emergency department 
physician.

He answered questions posed

Rudolph H, Fierro, a Republican, was 
named Tuesday night by the Board of 
Directors to the Manchester Zonjng Board 
of Appeals, He succeeds Republican 
Alexander Eigner Jr,, who resigned, and 
fills an unexpired term to November 1974,

Fierro had been on the ZBA from 1970 to 
1972 and was its chairman in 1972, In 
November of that year, when his term 
expired, he was replaced by a Democrat, 
He then was named a ZBA alternate by the 
Republicans,

To replace him as an alternate, the 
directors named Faul Willhlde, an un­
successful Republican candidate in 
November for the Board of Directors,

The board named Raymond J, Karpe to 
the Development Commission to an un­
expired term to November 1977, vacated 
when Thomas iToomey, a Democrat and 
the commission's chairman, resigned.

The board tabled the appointment of a 
successor to Democrat Victor Moses on 
the Redevelopment Agency. Moses 
resigned when he was named assistant 
town counsel.

The board tabled till March the appoint­
ment of seven members to the Citizens 
Advisory Committee.

In other business Tuesday night (all ac­
tions , were by unanimous votes), the 
board:

... Adopted a resolution required for 
designating Manchester residents eligible ■ 
for federal flood insurance. It guarantees ' 
that no building permits will be issued in 
flood-prone areas .without adequate 
protection. The resolution had been 
adopted at a previous meeting but had not 
been read into the record, as required.

... Tabled till February action on 
designating the Conservation Commission 
the town’s Inland-Wetlands Agency.

... Adopted amendments to the or­
dinance governing the town’s lease with 
the Manchester Country Club. It raises 
yearly dues to $400 for a family, $300 for

senior single males, and $200 for senior 
single females. Although not contained in 
the ordinance, club officials- have in­
dicated the fee for juniors will be $55. The 
dues schedule was approved by the direc­
tors in December. However, because their 
action didn’t amend the ordinance, as 
required, they had to repeat the action ■ 
Tuesday night.

... Authorized the manager to execute a 
corporation agreement with the State of 
Connecticut for housing for |4ie elderly un­
its. The agreement states’*tne town, will 
accept payment for water and sewage in 
lieu of taxes. The payment will equal five 
per cent of annual rental receipts for the 
40 apartment units for which the state is 
allocating construction funds. ^

... Approved a $6,500 expenditure for 
printing 300 new copies of the town 
charter, complete with hardcover. 
Because the hardcover charters will take 
18 months to prepare, print and deliver, 
the company printing them will supply 100 
temporary, paperback copies within 90 
days. Most of the 300 hardcover copies will 
be sold, and the town will recover much of 
the cost.

... Accepted the final CDAF (Communi­
ty Development Action Flan) document, 
covering the work of seven citizen task 
forces during the two-and-a-half-year 
period — August 1969 to May 1972.

... Approved an $8,528 appropriation for . 
making permanent to June 30 t\vo part- 
time jobs in the Fark Department.

...Approved a $3,000 appropriation for 
making permanent to June 30 the part- 
time custodian job at the Senior Citizens 
Center.

...Approved a $68,103, appropriatio^or

...Approved a $2,500 appropriation, 
taken from Fire District Fund surplus, for 
equipment to activate the traffic light at 
McKee and Center Sts. from within the 
McKee St. Firehouse.

WASHINGTON (UFI) -  

Congressional hearings got un­
der way this week to determine 
whether the energy crisis really 
exists.

Among some of the prospec­
tive witnesses, I understand, is 
Virgil Kohoutek, chairman of 
the board of the Kohoutek 
Fetroleum Co., who is credited 
with having discovered the 
crisis.

But thus far it has failed to 
materialize in the anticipated 
magnitude, raising doubts that 
the crisis would ever appear at 
all.

Well, Voltaire once said that

the same thing about the energy 
crisis.

(This Voltaire, incidentally, 
is not the Harry Voltaire you 
used to know, but Voltaire the 
pen name of Francois Marie 
Arouet.)

Foet, dramatist, satirist, 
historian and all-around good 
fellow that he was, Voltaire 
would have recognized that the 
energy crisis is fulfilling a 
desperate need in modern life.

I refer to the need to have 
something to blame things on 
vvhen things go badly. Which is 
quite often of late.

Historically, the American 
people have blamed their 
troubles on politicians. But 
politicians have become in­
creasingly unsatisfactory as 
r e c e p ta c le s  for b lam e- 
throwers.

Their .Ifain Disudvuntuge
Their main disadvantage as 

blame-catchers is that no 
matter how blameworthy a 
politician may be, there is 
always someone around who is 
stupid enough to defend him.

Usually, it's the guy on the 
next bar stool.

Thus, blaming things on 
politicians has become counter­
productive. It only leads to 
dreary arguments and, depen­
ding on the number of drinks, 
occasional fist fights.

Worst yet, the blamers and 
the blamees are likely to dis­
play their sentim ents on 
bumper stickers, which are a 
leading cause of rear end auto 
c r a s h e s  and r e s u l ta n t  
whiplashes.

The energy crisis, on the 
, other hand, makes an ideal all 
purpose blame-catcher.

According to Business Week 
magazine, “Don’t you know 
there’s an energy crisis?” 
a lr e a d y  has b ecom e a 
creditable copout in the com­
mercial world.

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Confidentiality Essential
The right qf a news reporter to hold 

in absolute confidence the identity of 
his news sources has long been a tenet 
of the profession and held to be 
derivative from the ls(?Amendment of 
the C onstitution  w hich s ta te s , 
“ C o n g r e s s  s h a l l  m a k e  no 
law...abridging freedom of speech, or 
the press...’” .

A three-judge federal panel is now 
considering the latest round in Los 
Angeles reporter William Farr’s ef­
fort to avoid an indeterminate jail 
sentence imposed because of his ada­
mant adherence to this principle.

Farr broke a court-imposed “gag” 
rule imposed by the judge in the 
notorious Charles Mason murder 
trial. He received information from 
lawyers in the case and used it in his 
news stories. The court had ruled that 
no one connected with the case should 
divulge any pertinent information.

Farr was tried for the so-called 
offense and given an indeterminate 
sentence, serving 46 days of it last 
year. He was released from jail last 
January on order of Supreme Court 
Justice William 0 . Douglas pending a 
study of the case by the 9th Circuit 
Court of Appeal.

Issues raised by the reporter have 
already been carried to state and 
federal courts unsuccessfully. The 
Supreme Court refused to hear the 
case.

To the average reader the case may 
appear to be one between the reporter 
and the local court, without any effect 
upon them. We think, however that 
this is a failure to consider the broad 
application of' confidentiality, as it 
pertains to the public’s right-to-know.

In the continuing relationship of the 
press versus the courts and public of­

fice holders, the public has a great 
and vital interest.

The reporter who covers the ac­
tivities of the branches of govern­
ment, be they judicial, legislative or 
executive is acting for the public in, 
his daily observance of the people’s 
government.

If material is not available to the 
reporter, it is hence not available to 
the public. Government, in that case, 
operates behind a screen of secrecy 
which is the breeding ground of cor­
ruption.

'There is no greater incentive to 
scrupulous honesty government than 
the knowledge that every day a 
reporter, representative of the public, 
is looking over the shoulder of the of­
fice holder.

This was the reason that the 
founders of our country made par­
ticular reference to the press and its 
freedom as a part of the Constitution.

Now we do not pretmd that abuses 
by the press may not occur. The press 
is hot a great monolithic institution, 
but is composed of thousands of peo­
ple with all the fallibilities of humani­
ty.

But in spite of any abuses, the ser­
vice which the press renders day and 
day out to the public warrants its 
protection.

We mi^ht point out that if it were 
not for the aggresive digging and 
reporting of the Washington Post that 
the Watergate affair might never 
have come to anything except cursory 
public attention.

Many, many news sources would go 
dry, were it not for the trust that the 
reporter will not reveal, nor be forced 
to reveal, To rule otherwise will 
seriously vitiate the efforts of a lot of 
honest, conscientious reporters.

NEW YORK— No sooner had 
I made my New Year’s resolu­
tion to give up manic dancing, 
than I broke it. Daphne Shih of 
harpist fame, threw a big dan­
cing party at the Village Gate. 
That was when my fall from 
grace happened. There was a 
good rock band, a crowded 
dance floor and what the 
moralists of the early 19th cen­
tury used to call “Terp 
sichorean temptations.” How 
could I resist?

I would have been put down in 
Increase Mather’s black book, 
could he have risen from his 
grave and seen us on that floor. 
He didn’t mind, wrote the 
Puritan divine, “a sober and 
grave dancing of men with 
M en, and  Womeq, w ith  
Women.” What threw him was 
the “Gynecandrical Dancing, 
commonly called Mixt.” Things 
have changed since then. Our 
dancing the other night was 
strictly and happily gynecan­
drical, in these days commonly 
called “straight.”

I was clumsy about dancing 
in my salad days, and proved a 
late bloomer, breaking out with 
the dancing fever in middle 
age. I was pretty disdainful in 
those days about the young. The 
crew-cup young men and their 
g in s seemed immobilized, 
while the middlS-aged were 
sweeping through the Cole 
Porter and Rodgers-Hart tunes.
I recall writing that dancing 
was wasted on the young.

C am e th e  1960s and 
everything changed. The young 
s t a r t e d  m ov ing  w ith  a 
vengeance until you couldn’t 
tell them from the dervishes. I 
once watched my son, Steve, 
and his college friends dancing 
at our home and I 'got a new

respect tor the contorted grace 
the human body was capable of.

The frenzied dancing made 
many of the parents recoil at 
first. But then they stopped 
their retreat, regrouped their 
forces and joined the young. 
The other night we were not 
fazed by the young among us. 
We made up in energy and high 
sprits for what we lacked in 
natural convulsive force. For us 
it was a dance of renewal and 
rebirth.

In the early ’60S, Gay Talese 
wrote an Esquire review of the 
opening of the Electric Circus, 
in which he had a good time 
describing Dwight MacDonald 
and myself trying to keep up 
with the young. Gay has gone on 
to higher things, including his 
Mafia chronicles and his 
explorations of ero tic  in­
novations in America. Dwight 
was there the other night but he 
forsook the dance, being wiser 
than I.

Perhaps the psychologists 
and historians will explain 
someday why, in an era ot 
sexual permissiveness, we still' 
choose to dance in isolation. My 
guess is that it is part of the 
liberation climate. Each dancer 
is “doing his thing,” expressing 
bodily  rh y th m s and im-« 
provisations without having 
either to lead or follow the 
partner.

I confess I am old-fashioned 
enough to prefer contact dan­
cing, where the partners em­
brace and collaborate, with a 
rhythm ic harmony which 
makes them feel they are 
floating along the same starry 
path in the same celestial 
cosmos. There were moments 
when I lapsed into the old style, 
out of sheer nostalgia. But the 
rest of the time I, too, was

sw ept up in the gen era l 
madness.

Any sane, detached observer 
watching us would come to 
believe in possession. There 
was nothing the American In­
dians had on us in their later 
tribal dances —' their Drum 
Dance or their millennial Sun 
Dance of the 1870s, or their 
Ghost Dance for collective 
redemption in the 1880s. Even 
the African tribal dancers 
would have approved of us.

The rock dancing of the 1960s, 
with its carry-over today, had 
two basic sources: the libera­
tion moveiTjlent of the American 
blacks, breaking away from the 
white-doriiinated ballroom dan­
cing with sheer pride of identi­
ty; and the liberation move­
ment of women, in revolt 
against having to follow the 
male lead in dancing. In both 
cases they were asserting 
themselves against the domi- ... 
nant group. g

Of the two, it is the Women’s 
Movement which is still going 
s tro n g  tow ard  the mid-w-^: 
Seventies. There is an Amazo- 
nian tone about a dance floor :|:i 
now.

WASHINGTON -  The report 
that the United States and 
Panama have agreed “ in prin­
c ip le ” to end Am erican 
jurisdiction of the Panama 
Canal is not quite a signal for 
un iv ersa l dancing in the 
streets. Indeed, if only for ef­
ficiency’s sake, it might be 
wiser to sell the Big Ditch to 
the Mafia.

Fortunately, the agreement 
concluded by U.S. roving am­
bassador Ellsworth Bunker and 
Panamanian Foreign Minister 
Juan  Antonio Tack is a 
preliminary thing. But, “ in 
principle,” it calls for Panama­
nian sovereignty over both the 
canal and the Canal Zone, 
American payments to Panama 
in future years, defense of the 
canal and maybe construction 
of a second wider ditch to ac­
commodate giant tankers.

This is a big responsibility to 
hand a Panamanian govern­
ment which has never been 
known as a collection of 
Anglican archbishops. Even in 
Latin America, where folks 
take a casual attitude toward. 
official corruption, Panama has 
raised eyebrows — sometimes 
admiringly — for a venality that 
comes close to being total. 
American intelligence and 
police types charge privately 
that government of “ strong 
man” General Omar Torrijos is 
sole ow ner of P an am a’s 
thriving rackets.

Most lucra tive  of these

dred pounds, and five of the 
seizures — or one-sixth of the 
total — came from or passed 
through Panama. An earlier es­
timate was that as much as one- 
twelfth of the heroin used by 
American addicts passed 
through Panama. But even if 
that estimate was closer to ac­
tuality, about 20,000 U.S. ad­
dicts were getting their daily 
dosage through this route.

The briefing team 
also revealed that Richard got 
his diplomatic passport from 
Moises Torrijos, and “ Juan 
Tack had signed the diplomatic 
passport.”

Subsequently, the subcom­

Simple proposals which would cut much of the sting out of 
the energy crisis in 1974 have been lying on a desk at the 
White.House for more than two months with no action, for or 
against.

Yet the recommendations, if adopted, would obviate the 
need for rationing and wojuld entail no important sacrifices 
in comfort. They would cost nothing; that is, savings would 
be greater than costs.

This reporter has secured a copy of this report, written on 
White House stationary, which was prepared by a highly 
respected, technically knowledgeable official on President 
Nixon’s staff.

The beauty of the suggestions, according to energy offi­
cials who have studied the memorandum, is that each of the 
22 proposals outlined is simple, proven, well-known and ob­
vious, requiring no research. All are down-to-earth practical 
ordinary ideas such as combustion controls on steel heat­
ing-treating furnaces, fuel recovery in basic oxygen fur­
naces, production controls in steel reheat and heat treating 
operations, stack gas recuperators on industrial furnaces, 
preheaters in cement kiln operations, better ventilation con­
trol in industrial plants, computers to control temperature 
and ventilation in commercial structures, doubfe-glazed 
windows in major buildings, the conversion of large central 
air-conditioning systems to heat pumps, automatic flue dam­
pers, increared insulation, weather stripping and storm win­
dows in private homes and better maintenance of water 
heater, air conditioning and heating equipment.

Seldom has this writer seen a report privately so highly 
praised in these Washington jungles by men in rival agen­
cies.

Yet nothing has been done.
■ If this White House study is correct, its recommendations 

would, if adopted, bring first-year savings equivalent to 3.7 
million barrels of petroleum per day, considerably more 

“than current shortages.
The total potential longer-run savings are estimated at 

nine million barrels a day, which would carry this country 
through an extended, somewhat leaky boycott until major 
new sources of energy come into operation.

Now anyone who knows Washington understands that re­
gardless of how well thought out a plan may be, there will be ■ 
some considerable slippage id time tables and most proba­
bly an inability to reach anywhere close to optimum results. 
The possibilities of this program ai'e so great, nevertheless, 
that even after discounting the inevitable, political, econom- 
iq and engineering delays, it is difficult to understand why 
no action has been taken.

Perhaps the answer lies in the top-heavy bureaucracy, 
which has been building up in Washington over the past 
several decades — a bureaucracy too cumbersome to swing 
into emergency action except when pressured by all-out 
war. For while the program assumes only the use of existing 
technology, and while the cost estimates are said to be con­
servative, the urgency of the fuel shortages requires that the ’ 
federal government begin a bold and aggressive crash pro­
gram to assure the installation of these energy saving 
devices within the necessary time limits.

The program most certainly would require direct govern­
ment involvement in incentives and writeoffs, in insured 
loans, subsidies, demonstration projects alid, most probably, 
would require that the government actively promote a 
market for approved types of energy-saving devices;

Office in Your Home 
Demand Your Rights
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Book. On Money Makes It
By RAY DE CRANE

Reversed in numerous Tax 
, Court decisions, In te rn a l 

Revenue Service is being 
forced to back off from its op- 

" position to deductions for 
maintaining an office in the 
home.

In disallowing such deduc­
tions in the paSt, IRS has 
maintained that the office 
space must be “required for 
the  p e rfo rm a n c e  of his 
duties.” The Tax Court has 
taken the far more liberal 
view that the claimed deduc­
tion must be allow ed if 
merely^ “ ap p ro p ria te  and 
helpful” in the performance 
of the employee’s duties.

In short, #your boss no 
longer must insist that you 
have such space. If you 
merely find it helpful in your 
work to employ an office in 
your home, you meet the new 
requirements.

This must be a bonafide of­
fice. A desk placed in a cor­
ner of the bedroom and used 
occasionally to complete re­
ports will not entitle you to 
claim the deduction.

But if you have one room 
se t as id e  and  used e x ­
clusively for business pur­
poses, you have one of two 
ways of claiming the deduc­
tion. Obviously, claim  the 
method w^ich gives you the 
greater deduction.

Assume, for example, that 
one room in an eight-room 
home is used as an office. 
Then one-eighth of the an­
nual depreciation on the 
home, one-eighth of the cost 
of all utilities and one-eighth 
of the total home mainte­
nance bill could be charged 
hie to this room. If you rent 
instead of owning, you would

claim one-eighth of the an­
nual rent.

The other method is the 
square-foot basis. Measure 
the total square footage in the 
home or apartm ent. Now 
measure the squdre footage 
in the office. If the office 
space should be one-fifth of 
the total, take one-fifth of the 
total annual expenses as the 
deduction.

Keep careful records of the 
expenses involved; be pre­
pared to verify its usage as 
an office and not a playroom, 
sewing room or a television 
room.

But if you are entitled to 
the deduction, claim it and be 
prepared to fight for it, if 
necessary. The Tax Courts 
are on your side.

In an effort to cite the plight 
of the handicapped and find 
ways to alleviate some of their 
hardships, the Organization of 
the Handicapped in Manchester 
has composed an open letter to 
all politicians. The letter has 
been sent to all national, state 
and local political ‘ leaders, 
Joseph Blette, vice chairman of 
the organization, said.

Writing on behalf of the 
membership comprised of ap­
proxim ately 60 members, 
Blette reminds the political 
leaders that a\l adult physically 
handicapped people are entitled 
to vote and “it is commonly 
known to all people of this na­
tion that to a politician only a 
voter counts.”

He cited the inconvenience of 
polling places due to stairs and 
inadequate lighting and noted 
“ we endure these things 
knowing full well we will 
receive no consideration or help 
from the people manning these 
polls.

“The.se handicapped people

who cannot possibly get to the 
polls vote by absentee ballot. 
Yes, we are indeed votersf the 
letter continues.

E xplain ing fu rth e r  the 
problem s facing the han­
dicapped, B lette asks for 
answers to such questions as 
“Where is our equal employ­
ment act?” “Why do you allow 
big business to exploit us?" 
“Where are our employment 
commissioners?” “ Why are 
there no blind or partially 
sighted people working as 
counselors to the blind and the 
same in other state agencies?”

The letter signed by Blette 
continues "If we are wrong, we 
will welcome proof positive or 
any facts you have to offer. If 
we are not wrong, we are 5,000 
strong in the Manchester area 
alone, we c e rta in ly  will 
remember when elections 
come.”

The le t te r ,  which was 
presented to the membership at 
a recent organization meeting, 
received it.s unanimous ap­
proval.

Karbo, author of a papaer- 
back called “The Lazy Man’s 
Way to Riches,” says he sold 
173,000 copies last year at $10 
per. That adds up to almost 
$1.75 million, he notes.

“ I t’s easy to figure,” he 
laughs, presumably on his way 
to the bank. “That's why I 

, made the price $10.”
All his sales are by-^direct 

mail in response to newspaper 
and magazine ads. He took a 
fullpage ad in Time magazine 
to lure buyers with his soft sell.

He tells how he has a $100,000 
beachfront home, • a $30,000 
mountain cabin, two boats and 
a Cadillac—all acquired by his 
; ‘Lazy Man's Way.”

Pa r t  of his pi tch is a 
moneyback guarantee. Karbo

says he doesn't even cash 
checks or money orders for at 
least 31 days.

The book combines positive 
thinking p r i nc i p l e s  and 
autosuggestion plus sound and' 
p a i n s t a k i n g l y  d e t a i l e d  
suggestions on operating a mail 
order business. He calls it 
"direct response business.”

About 10’ per cent of those 
who order the book request and 
get their money back, Karbo 
says, and this does not create a 
large dent in his profits.

He acts as his own publisher 
and contracts the printing. Ac­

tual production of the book 
costs him 50 cents a copy, he 
says, but th.'il does not include 
the thousands of dollars spent, 
on advertising.

This is not hjs first big seller, 
he says. He sold more than 100,- 
000 copies of a book on horse 
race handicapping and about 
the same number on a book

called “The Power of Money 
Management” at $3.95 a copy.

He is making plans to dis­
tribute the “Lazy Man's Way” 
in England and says, “ We 
should sell three or foug' hun­
dred thousand over thp4^.”

Basically, he say^ is an 
advertising man arid his results 
indicate he knoi^ the field.

The council chambers may

Pizzelle -y
(Sicilian Cookies)

12 eggs beaten
3 cups of sugar 
2 cups oil
7 or 8 cups flour
6 tsps. baking powder 
anise seeds (to taste) 
pinch of salt
Put eggs in blender or high­

speed mixer. Mix well, add 
sugac, baking powder, salt and 
oil; mix thouroughly. Pour 
mixture into large bowl; 
gradually add flour (from 3-5 
cups); mix well. Then add 
remaining flour and anise 
seeds. Mixture should be sticky 
and soft. Drop one teaspoon 
onto center of pizzelle iron. 
Cook until light brown.

Helene made her batch in 
November. They are still crisp 
and fresh having been kept in a 
plastic container. Her nut rolls 
are excellent for parties. The 
dough is extremely easy to roll 
out.

Nut Roll Dough 
6 eggs
1 pkg. dry yeast
4 tbsps. sugar
1 Ib. butter or margarine, at 

room temperature
2 tsp. salt
8 cjjps flour
2 cups m i l k- he a te d  to 

lukewarm.
Step One — In cup warm  ̂

milk, put one tablespoon sugar 
and one package yeast. Set 
mixture aside until it bubbles.

Step Two — Put 8 cups flour 
in large bowl. Make well in 
center. Into well, put six eggs, 1 
lb. butter, 3 tbsp. sugar and 
salt. Now add yeast mixture 
and the remaining milk. Dough 
should come away from sides of 
bowl. Take out and knead well. 
Cover and refrigerate 6-12 
hours. Take out one hour before 
making rolls.

Filling for Nut Roll 
V4 lb. melted butter
1 lb. walnuts, chopped fine 
3-4 cups sugar
2 eggs, well beaten 
1 tbsp. vanilla
Mix all ingredients well. Add 

enough scalding' hot milk to 
make a thin paste and spread on 
the dough. Roll dough out on 
board, that has sprinkled with 
granulated sugar and flour, to 
approximately '/*” thickness. 
Spread with filling.

Line cookie shee t  with 
aluminuiA foil. Put rolls on foil 
seam side down. Bake at 300 for

Sirilian Raster Rolls 
■ (Sweet Bread)

2 cups scalded milk 
1 tsp. salt
2/3 cup butter ■ ^
1 cup plus 4 tbsps. sugar 
4 packages yeast 
1 cup lukewarm water 
10 cups sifted flour 
4 eggs beaten
Scald milk. Add sugar, salt 

and butter  -- let cool to 
lukewarm. Soften yeast in 
lukewarm water and pour im­
mediately into milk. Add half of 
the flour to the milk mixture in 
large bowl. Add beaten eggs; 
then remaining flour to mixture 
to make a soft dough. Turn out 
on floured board and knead for 
10 minutes until smooth. Put 
into warmed, greased pan and 
let rise, covered, two hours or 
overnight. On a floured board, 
roll into balls for rolls, or form 
into baskets. (See note below).

Put into greased pan or 
baking sheets (muffin pans can 
hold baskets). Allow to rise 
again. Brush with egg and milk 
mixed together. Bake at 375 for 
15-20 minutes.

Note: Individual baskets are 
nice for Easter. A colored egg 
is pushed into a little pocket in 
the top of the dough. Braid 
more dough to form a handle. 
This recipe could readily be 
adapted for other party fare.

Campaign Reform Topic 
Of Three-Member Panel

An upper limit on campaign 

expenditures, full disclosure on 
a ll p o li t ic a l  a c t iv i t ie s ,  
questioning of conflict of in­
terest, open government — 
these are many of the things 
that have to be looked at with 
an ^ e  toward fairer political 
campaigns in the future.

A three-member panel made 
up of .‘’♦ate Rep. Audrey Beck, 
D-Mansfield; Russ Evans, ad- 
m in is tra ti ' e a ss is tan t for 
C o n n ec tii t A ffa irs  for 
Congressma ■ Robert Steele, R- 
Vernon; a id  Atty. Bruce 
Lewellyn of New Haven, coor­
dinator of the Connecticut Com­
mon Cause, spoke to these 
reforms at a meeung of the 
Vernon League of Women 
Voters Wednesday night.

E vans, noting th a t the 
revelations of Watergate con­
firmed the suspicions of the 
cynics and created some new 
cynics, said any kind of 
proposed reform should not 
build an advantage for the in­
cumbents of either party.

He said that on a national 
level many types of reform are 
being considered. One of these 
is total government subsidy 
through takhtion.

He said he sees problems in 
this method. He explained that 
it might encourage frivolous 
candidates and aiso it would not 
give the taxpayer; a choice of 
whom he can support.

He said Congressman Steele 
supports a bill (Anderson- 
Udall-Steele) for public and 
private financing. He said it 
melds the best features of 
private and public funding and 
limits the amount any one per­
son can contribute. It would en­
courage small contributions 
back into politics, he said.

The Anderson-Udall Clean 
Elections Act demands that all 
persons ave a right to broad­
cast tirr. in proportion to the 
size of their party. He said this 
would f ove difficult in a 
national .ampaign.

“ Campaign reform must 
come and ii, must begin with 
campaign contributions and 
finances, ’ he said.

It was on the initiative of 
Mrs. Beck that the newly 
formed national Committee on 
Legislative" Ethics and Cam­
paign Financing was instituted.

It was fortned “as a con­
sequence of Watergate events 
so that unethical campaigning 
will not occur at the state 
leveL”

Mrs. Beck emphasized that 
the legislators are faced With a 
very critical problem, and that 
is the feelings of the voters. She 
said it is a matter of total 
problem , of ethics in govern­
ment, and all persons in public 
life have a tremendous respon­
sibility  to cope ^with this 
problem.

She called for dealing with 
the problem of finances in such 
a way as to allow any citizen of 
modest means to seek public of­
fice, noting that campaign 
financing is at the hub of a 
successful campaign.

She also called for a provision 
for financing that would not 
allow any one citizen’s con­
tribution to give him influence 
over another person.

Mrs. Beck recently attended 
a meeting of the newly formed 
committee in Arizona. The 
committee is in the process of 
developing legislation for use in 
all states and will investigate 
how effective state legislation, 
now on the books, is in dealing 
with legislative ethics and cam­
paign financing.

Mrs. Beck outlined some of 
the guidelines her committee is 
drawing up for the states. One 
would be to set an “upper” 
limit on campaign expenditures 
for candidates at every level of 
government, based on a per 
capita formula for general elec­
tions, primaries, and cam­
paigns seeking party nomina­
tion to office.

Another would require ’ full 
disclosure of expenditures on 
all political activities, all can­
didates and political com­
mittees on behalf of candidates, 
both expenditures and loans; 
disclosure at least a month 
before elections; and appoint­
ment of a non-partisan elec­
tions commission to enforce the 
disclosures.

Also being considered is the 
question of conflict of interest. 
The committee suggests a full 
disclosure by candidates, of 
employers and sources of in­
come; that no public official 
carry on private business with 
the -state; legislators list 
anyone with whom they do 
business, who has business with 
the state; and that no lawyer 
who. is a legislator practice 
before any state agency.

And finally that meetings of 
all standing committees of the 
legislature be open meetings 
with all votes and decisions 
open and recorded, and all 
records made public

Workman Hurt in Fall 
At Construction Site

John Rolando, 23, of Highland 
Ave., Rockville,-was reported 
in fair condition at Hartford 
Hospital today.

The two men fell into a hole 
at the construction site. Vernon 
Police, firem en, and am­
bulance personnel assisted in 
removing the men from the site 
and to the hospitals.

“ In other words, we are 
seeking complete glass pockets, 
so the^public will know what’s 
happening,” Mrs. Beck said. 
She also believes that the 
Independent Elections Com­
mission should be a full-time 
one to deal with the whole 
business of ethics in govern­
ment.

Atty. Lewellyn, noting that 
the other two speakers had 
already “Beat the drums for 
the common cause,” detailed 
some of the objectives of his 
committee.

He said its aim is to create a 
system  which will create 
access to office holding for any 
citizen. He said there is in the 
present system access to office 
for people of little means,' ad­
ding, “Whoever donates a sum 
to a campaign has some hold on 
the one elected to office; he 
doesn’t always use it, but it’s 
there.”

In Connecticut campaigns, 
financial reports have to be 
filed, but, he said, “Disclosure 
alone does not assure you the 
information will be disclosed in 
time to do anything about it.” 

He termed the suggestion of 
the per capita formula a viable 
one. He said the base of the con­
tributed support should be 
spread as broadly as possible, 
and also agreed that a ceiling 
should be set on contributions.

Speaking of the suggested 
Independent Elections Com­
mission, Lewellyn said it must 
be strictly independent to be 
forceful. He also said he did not 
think the suggestion of public 
and private finance would be 
bad either. People would sign 
their name and pay.

“It would require a certain 
number of people to put their 
money where their mouth is,” 
he said.

He added, however, he would 
not want to see a candidate be 
told how to spend the money 
allotted.

“The biggest evil we have to 
get rid of is the elected can­
didate who feels beholden,” he 
said.

Also touched on was the sub­
ject of shortening the campaign 
period and the concern that the 
incumbents would have the ad­
vantage wh,ile the newcomers 
would suffer by not having suf­
ficient time to develop public 
recognition.

Some of the league members 
questioned how it would be 
possible to keep campaign 
f in a n c in g  from  going  
“ underground,” if the new 
system is instituted.
, Lewellyn said that’s the im­

portance of an independent 
committee, and the candidates 
wiil blow the whistle on each 
other if they don’t comply.

Evans said even though can­
didates are required to file 
financial reports in Connec­
ticut, he knows there is lots of 
money spent that hasn’t been 
reported. He said you can pret­
ty much tell how much money a 
candidate spends by the type of 
campaign he runs.

Mrs. Beck said she didn’t 
know how “all” of the things 
that shouldn’t be done could be 
included in the statutes. She 
said it comes back to, “While 
you tighten up the laws, in the 
end the decision has to be one of 
conscience.”

the payment of claims and 
w h e th e r th e re  w as any 
liability,” he said.

“He also did all the trial work 
in claims against the city in­
volving sidewalk falls and 
alleged highway defects.

“At no time did I ever issue a 
legal opinion or counsel the 
mayor about any policy or the 
advisability of bringing a suit,” 
he said.

The city council was split 
along party lines at that time, 
Meskill said, leading- to his ap­
pointment as assistant corpora­
tion coungcl.

' He said Democrat Paul 
McQuillan was named corpora­
tion counsel and it was agreed 
that he would advise Kremski. 
Meskill said he was assigned 
the trial work for the city.

After Killian refused to 
resign, Meskill said he would 
view all the attorney general’s 
opinions and advice “with a 
certain amount of skepticism.”

Killian said he considers the 
dispute to be a dead issue.

“As far as I’m concerned the 
whole resignation situation has 
been resolved. I have refused to 
resign and the governor’s 
criticism was shown to be es­
sentially a sham.”

“Sometimes we 
find it difficult to place a 16- 
year-old, and with the proper 
lists available to us, we would 
know who to call for such 
assistance,” Lannon said.

He also thought a complete 
follow through should be made 
available to the one reporting 
the case in question, so that he 
would know the results of his ef­
forts in the child’s behalf.

Dr. Turek invited him to at­
tend the Human Relations Com­
mission meetings and express 
some of his ideas to that group.

Giant Coach Greeted 
With Power Failure

Bill Arnsparger Takes Giants^Ball
Andy Robustelli Bids New Head Coach Success

NEW YORK (UPI) -  Certainly, it 
could be no more than coincidence, 
b u t j u s t  m o m e n ts  a f t e r  B ill 
Arnsparger was introduced as the new 
head, coach of the New York Giants 
the lights went out because of a power 
failure.

It was power failure of another kind, 
along with an inability to defuse the op- 
position s attack, that made the signing of 
/^rnsparger necessary. On Wednesday, to 
the surprise of no one, Arnsparger"* 
accepted a three-year contract to reshape 
and revive the faltering Giants, who won 
only two games all last year after turning 
in a perfect exhibition record.

After the light service had been restored 
to the midtown restaurant where the news 
conference was held, Arnsparger easily 
handl^ a battery of loaded questions and 
explained why he was giving up his 
relative security as defensive coordinator 
for the two-time Super Bowl champion 
Miami Dolphins to take on the headaches 
and uncertainty of a head coach.

“I was happy in Miami and I enjoyed

working with Don (Dolphin Head Coach 
Don Shula),” Arnsparger explained. "But 
I felt this was something I wanted to do 
under the circumstances involved.”

The "c ircu m stan ces,” although 
Arnsparger wouldn’t spell them out fully, 
include having a full say in all pertinent 
matters involving the club. Arnsparger 
implied this was the reason he took the job 
as Giant coach after passing up a chance 
as head coach of the Baltimore Colts last 
year.

“This is a great opportunity for me from 
the standpoint of being involved in all 
phases of football,” the soft-spoken 
bespectacled Arnsparger said. ‘That’s 
what appeals to me -  that I’ll be totally 
involved in the whole program. That was 
the thing that was most important in my 
decision to come here.”

Although the 47-year-old Arnsparger, an 
assistant to Shula for the tost 10 years, is 
regarded as a defensive genius, he said he 
will concern himself just as deeply with 
offense. He reserved comment on Giant 
playing personnel until he has a chance to 
study the roster^and game films.

State After Tax for Fight Showing 
From Promoter of Frazier-Ali Bout

HARTFORD (U P I)-T h e  
State of Connecticut may 
wind up with a punch in the 
pocketbook when Muham­
m ad Ali ta k e s  on Joe 
Frazier later this month in 
Madison Square Garden.

At issue is at least $20,000 in 
amusement taxes, the amount a 
promoter would pay based on 
expected attendance at closed 
circuit showings scheduled for 
Conecticut.

But the promoter, Dyke 
Spear, a Hartford lawyer, has 
agreem ents with six high 
schools or their booster clubs, 
which give the groups a .10 per 
cent cut of the gate.

Spear claims their non-profit 
status precludes tax payments 
of 10 per cent because such 
groups are sponsoring the 
showings. .

’There are no taxes,” says 
Spear.

But the state Tax Depart­
ment, made aware of Spear’s 
position, is answering the bell 
for round two. .

The departm ent’s Philip 
Driscoll says sporting events 
are subject to the tax “except 
when all the proceeds go to a 
non-profit organization.”

Spear, who owns the copany 
which has distribution rights 
for the fight in Connecticut, 
says the school organizations 
are “getting all the profits.”

Exactly hpw buch Spear is 
realizing from the venture is 
not known. He says he is en­
c o u n t e r i n g  ‘‘e n o r mo u s  
expenses,” and he would not 
say how much the expenses 
totaled.

‘‘I think this is what we would 
call proprietary information,” 
he said.

Of the agreements with the 
schools, Spear says: “ It’s a 
good relationship. It lets the 
money go for worthwhile 
causes, which I’m interested in-

When you play the Jacoby 
transfer you use Stayman 
along with it. The form of 
Stavman we use is what we 
call very non-forcing, in that 
the two-club response re ­
quires the opener to rebid two 
diamonds unless he has a 
■four-card major. If he holds 
two four-card majors he bids 
the better one.

South has a bad hand with 
four hearts and five spades. 
He, doesn’t like to leave his 
partner in one notrump and 
playing the Jacoby form of 
Stayman he can afford to bid 
two clubs. He intends to pass 
if North'bids either major but 
North bids two diamonds 
whereupon South goes to two 
spades and plays the hand 
there. .

Why does he use Stayman 
and not a transfer to two 
sp ad es?  B ecause  if his 
partner doqs hold four hearts 
he wants to have the hand 
play in that suit instead of 
spades.

The play at two spades is 
simple and successful. South 
wins the diamond lead in 
dummy and plays a trump. 
West wins and can hold South 
to his contract if he shifts Jo 
his doubleton heart and East 
ducks. Otherwise, South will 
score an overtrick by losing 
just one club, one heart and 
two trumps.

Western Allies 
Hail Agreement

United Press International
The United States and its Western allies heralded 

today’s signing of an Israeli-Egyptian accord on dis­
engagement of troops as an important first step toward 
lasting peace in the Middle East.

President Nixon, in announ­
cing the agreem ent in a 
nationwide broadcast from 
Washington Thursday, said the 
accord was a step “that paves 
the way to other steps” toward 
a permanent peace.

“I personally shall see that 
all negotiations, any efforts 
that can lead to that permanent 
peace...will have the full and 
complete support of the govern­
ment of the United States,” he 
said.

Vice President Gerald R.
Ford predicted the agreement 
would end the Arab oil embargo 
and said accord between Israel 
and Egypt “will go down in 
history as one of the greatest 
diplomatic steps forward in the 
history of the world.”

In Ottawa, Canadian Exter­
nal Affairs Minister Mitchell 
Sharp called the agreement 
“very good news” and con­
gratulated Secretary of State 
Henry A. Kissinger for his role 
in arranging the accord.

Norwegian Foreign Minister 
Knut Frydenlund said, “It is a 
first step, but an important one.
We hope this will be a basis for

dark about what all this really

Deputy Transportation Com-,

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  
Government figures show the 
economy stumbling toward 
possib le  reces,sion w ith 
economic growth at a three- 
year low and inflation soaring 
at the highest rate since the 
Korean War. ,

That gloomy picture, which 
experts say will gft worse when 
the full effects of the energy 
shortage hit home, occurred in 
he final three months of 1973.

According to the Commerce 
D epartm ent’s prelim inary 
Gross National Product (GNP) 
report for the fourth quarter 
released Thursday, economic 
growth slowed to just 1.3 per 
cent in October-Decembfe'r, 
compared to the hyperactive 8 
per cent pace at the start of the 
year and the 4 per cent annual 
rate the administration con­
siders ideal for long-term, non- 
inflationary growth.

Sidney L. Jones, assistant 
com m erce se c re ta ry  for 
economic affairs, said the 
economy has probably slowed 
even more since then. The 
growth rate in the current 
January-March quarter will be 
“flat at best and very possibly 
n e g a t iv e ,"  Jo n e s  to ld  
reporters.

Two consecutive quarters of 
negative growth would mpet 
the generally accepted defini­
tion of a recession.

The last recession in the 
United States was in 1970 when 
the economy stagnated in the 
wake of the auto workes strike 
against General Motors Corp.

There was equally depressing 
news' on the price side. Infla­
tion, which was rampant all 
year long, hit a,new high of 7.9 
per cent in October-December, 
the fastest three-month rises 
since the first quarter of 1951.

“Inflation is not a promising 
sector,” Jones noted, echoing 
o th e r .  a d m in is t r a t io n  
economists who have warned 
consumers to brace for big 
price jumps in the next several 
months.
