Freezing Rain Makes
Highways Treacherous

Scores of minor accidents
were reported in the
Manchester area Friday night
and today, as freezing rain
covered roads with a
treacherous icy glaze.

Most of the accidents, area
police departments said, were
“fender benders.” No major
mishaps were reported,

The National Weather Ser-
vice at Windsor Locks,
forecasting clear and cold con-
ditions tonight, continued a
travelers advisory today, war-
ning motorists about hazardous
highway conditions.

The winter storm first
starled to affect roads late
Friday night, and the bad
driving continued through mor-
ning. At midday, there were
some signs that condijtions were
improving: Temperatures were
rising and the sun broke
through clouds briefly.

There were no reports of
electrical or telephone service
disruptions in the Manchester
area. Elsewhere in Connec-

ticut, there were scattered
blackouts in the Colchester and
Middlefield areas.,

Gradual inclines on
Manchester area roads became
steep, -untraveled hills as rain
froze on the pavement. Many
drivers, unable to get up or
down hills, skidded into snow-
banks.,

At about 8:30 this morning,
Manchester Police were called
to 92 Timber Trail to transport
a man to the Manchester
Memorial Hospital emergency
room, but the responding
cruiser couldn’t make it up a
hill and got stuck in snow.

A wrecker towed the cruiser
out of. the snowbank, but
meanwhile an ambulance,
equipped with tire chains, com-
pleted the emergency call.

Manchester's highway
department was swamped with
phone calls this morning about
icy roads, and snowplow
sanders were out working much
of the day. Police said one of
the most slippery roads in town
was E. Middle Tpke., between
Manchester High School and
the police station.

South Vietnam, China
Battle Over Small Atoll

SAIGON (UPI) — South Viet-
nam fought land and sea battles
with China today near an
isolated atoll in the South China
Sea. The Saigon command
reported sinking a Chinese gun-
boat, but said one of its
warships was sunk and another
damaged.

The Saigon command said
two navy commandos were
killed and two wounded in a
land clash with Communist
Chinese troops. The two ships
reported sunk in the two-hour
naval battle each carried crews
of more than 100 men.

The battle was near an island
in the Paranel group, a desolate
archipelago about 200 miles
east of South Vietnam's central
coast. Vietnam and China have

disputed the sovereignty of the
islands for more than 150 years.

Nationalist China also
jumped into the fray today,
issuing an official statement
reasserling its claim to the
Paranels. But official sources
said Taipei would not send
troops to the area ‘'now or in
the foreseeable future,"

What began with the expul-
sion of 18 Communist Chinese
fishermen from the islakds two
days ago threatened to escalate
into a major Asian crisis,

The Saigon command said a
South Vietnamese ship was hit
and sunk, probably by a Chinese
Styx surface-to-surface missile,
A second Vietnamese ship was
damaged, the command said.

It said South Vietnamese
warships ‘probably sank one
Chinese boat and pounded a
Chinese ground force with
naval guns, “likely"” causing
heavy Communist casualties.

Both ships believed sunk
were 640-lon former American
Navy coastal patrol escorts
The Chinese seized the US.
ships when they took over the
mainland in 1949, and the
American Navy turned over
some to South Vietnam durin
its involvement in the In:
dochina war.

The South Vietnamese Navy
"‘disengaged'’ at. noon,
retreating behind islands of the
chain, the command said.

By late afternoon, the two

navies were about six miles
from each other, well within
range of their guns.

A command spokesman said
the twin clashes came after a
major North Vietnamese
ground offensive in the
strategic Central Highlands un.
der cover of the. biggest Com-
munist shelling in more than 18
months.

In neighboring Cambodia, ane
person was killed and at least'13
wounded todgy when rebel
rockets landed in the capital
near government military
headquarters and a monastary.
Government troops and
Communist-led guerrillas
battled in heavy hand-to-hand
combat only seven miles from
the capital.

SiricaSuggests Grand Jury

Investigate Tape Erasures

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
Federal Judge John Sirica, con-
cluding there may have been
“unlawful destruction of
evidence'" onsome of Président
Nixon's Wategate tapes, has
urged the matter be turned over
to a grand jury for possible
criminal indictments.

Sirica's suggestion, issued
Friday in_a stunning finale to
his lengthy investigation into
the mystery shrouding some of

the tapes, won a swift but
cautiously worded response
from Special Prosecutor Leon
Jaworski,

It is our purpose, in conjunc-
tion with the FBI, to conduct an
exhaustive investigation into all
phases of the matter, and any
relevant information will be
referred to the grand jury," he
said.

Heath Struggling
To End Britain’s
Economic Crisis

LONDON (UPI) — Prime Minister Edward Heath
staked his government's future today on talks with union
leaders aimed at ending Britain's crippling economic

erisis.

Government officials said Heath was concentrating on
an all-out attempt to reach an accord ending a slowdown
by Britain's 269,000 coal miners as a first step to ending the

economic crisis.

It was the coal slowdown
coupled with the slashing of
Arab oil supplies and a still un-
settled conflict with 28,000
railroad engineers that plunged
Britain into her current
enonomic woés,

Officials said Heath's
scheduled meeting on Monday
with leaders of the Trades
Union Congress (TUC),
Britain's version of the AFL-
CI0, would be his last chance to
avoid dissolving Parliament
and calling elections in an
appeal for a new mandate.

Heath invited the leaders of
the 10 million-member TUC on
Friday to attend the: medting
and they promptly accepted.

A meeting last Monday ended

in deadlock after 5 ' hours.
The TUC refused to give a
watertight guarantee that if the
miners are granted pay in-
creases above the
government's anti-inflation
guidelines, other unions will not
seek similar treatment.

Government officials said the
next round of talks could last
several days and Heath might
invite coal union leaders to join
in his discussions with TUC of-
ficials,

British commentators rated
chances of agreement poor, but
officials said Heath wanted to
exhaust every possibility of a
settlement before plunging into
a bitter and diyisive election.

On Nov. 21, it was further
revealed that 18-% minutes of a
third subpoenaed tape had been
obliterated by a loud buzz.

"It is the court’s considered
opinion that a distinct possibili-
ty of unlawful conduct on the
part of one or more persons
exists here," said Sirica, chief
judge of the U.S. District Court
in- Washington. “'A grand jury
should now determine whether
indictments are appropriate."

He stressed he was nol ac-
cusing any .individual of a
specific crime,

“'Rather, the court has con-

"

cluded from the evidence now
before it that the possibility of
unlawful tampering with or
suppression of evidence is suf-
ficiently strong to merit grand
jury scrutiny....." Sirica said.

Just hours before, the at-
torney for Rose Mary Woods,
Nixons personal secretary,
charged in court that White
House lawyers had tried to pin
the blame on his client for the
18-'2-minute erasure at a
private meeting with Sirica last
Nov. 21.

“These lawyers for Miss
Woods came down here and
pleaded her guilty before these
proceedings even started,"" said
her attorney, Charles S. Rhyne.
White House lawyers did not
respond.

The marred tape is of a
meeting Nixon had June 20, 1972
— just three days after the
Watergate bugging arrests —
with his then top aide, H.R.
Haldeman. Haldeman's notes
of that meeting show the now
obliterated discussion centered
on Watergate,

Audio experts . reported on
Tuesday the,gap was caused by
at least five and maybe nine
separate erasures, strongly
suggesting the acts were
deliberate.

Ship Collision
Kills Two Men

PILOVTOWN, La. (UPI) — A tanker loaded with home
heating oil collided wih a Norweigan ore ship, spewing
flames over a mile of water near the mouth of the
Mississippi River and killing two crewmen Friday.

The Coast Guard said as
many as 16 of the men forced to
jump into the flaming water
were missing.

Spokesman Dave Cipra iden-
tified the ships as the 155-foot
tanker Key Trader and the 657-
foot Norweigan ore ship Baune,

Ten hours after the collision,

- the Baune's superstructure was

gutted, blackened and
smouldering. Flames licked
through the Key Trader_as a
Coast ' Guard culter sprayed
water from high pressure hoses
to break up the burning oil
slick.

Cipra said the fire appeared
to be under control and had not
reached the entire 152,000
galtons of fuel oil,

Sixty-one persons were
rescued by late Friday night,
and Cipra said the number of
missing might shrink as up-
dated crew lists were obtained.

“Regardless of how many
people we believe to be mis-
sing, we will continue to search
until we ca account for
everyone or until all hope is lost
for recovering them™* he said.

Since moving expenses are
considered an "adjustment to
income,” they are far more
valuable in tax savings than
a deduction. After claiming
them, you could still claim
the standard deduction (pro-
viding up to $2,000) for your
normal deductible items.

No Witch Hunt, Please

An audit of the major oil com-
panies, as announced by energy chief
William Simon, is probably a sensible
move in view of the frequently dis-
seminated opinion that the govern-
ment should have its own figures.

Presently it is dependent upon
statistics furnished it by the
American Petroleum Institute. In this
we do not'imply in the least that the
API figures are incorrect. In fact we
suspect that its figures will compare
quite closely with those of the govern-
ment audit which is to be conducted
by a staff of IRS investigators.
i+ Charges that the oil shortage is not
real but has been created by the oil
companies to increase their prices,
and hence their profits, have been

widespread.

The audit could well reveal the un-
truth of this allegation. We have had a
lifelong tendency to think everyone
honest unless proven different and it

continues in this case.

However, there is a great danger
that the audit may develop into a
Statistics can he read
many ways and those unfamiliar with
a business operation can easily make
misjudgments as to the economic
requirements of an unfamiliar opera-

witch-hunt.

tion.

We might point to the Environmen-
tal Protection Agency's final aban-
donment of its plan to tax parking
places, at a ruinous rate, as an exam-
ple of the way bureaucratic thinking
can go very wrong. They thought the
way to stop automobile pollution was
to make parking so expensive that
everyone would be forced off the

road.

The nation’s third largest oil com-
pany, Texaco, apparently beat Simon

last year,

to the punch by releasing its own
figures of oil inventories about the
time that he was announcing the
federal audit,

The Texaco audit appeared to make
sense to us. While it showed an inven-
tory “increase in middle distillates,
home heating oil, jet fuel, etc., gas-
oline on hand was about the same as

However, stocks of crude oil'to be
refined were down from last year's
figures representing a tightening
situation ahead.

Texaco explained that at the time
the Arab boycott was announced that
there were already tankers at sea
bound for United States. Hence the
boycott is only now being felt as an ac-

tual shortening of crude.

The overall picture now would seem
to make the gasoline shortage not as
critical as it was recently felt to be.

We hope that the audit can be con-

ducted solely in the spirit of fact fin-

ding — not trying to bear our
preconceived ideas or conclusions. It
must be judged solely on a husiness
basis without political or environmen-
tal overtones.

The oil companies cannot protest an
honest effort which. will enable the

government to have its own statistics

supplies.

and allay suspicion that API figures
are not sufficiently revealing or do not’
show the overall picture of oil

To our knowledge however, the oil
industry itself depends upon API to
know accurately what is going on in
the business. And oil is a business
where it is vital that the individial
companies know what their com-
petitors are doing and what the. total
industry picture is at any time.

Come Clean

WASHINGTON — Sen. Henry
Jackson's declaration that ** the
public is about to revolt’ over
the fuels shortage isa piece of
forgiveable hyperbole. While
none of us insurgent working
stiffs has been caught
sharpening scythes or
stockpiling flails, there in-
disputably is a desire among
people who have to work for a
living to punch somebody in his
big fat mouth.

Thus, a Congressional look-
see into whether an oil crisis
actually exists was just and
overdue. Indeed, almost
everybody has gotten into the
acl, namely the Senate Perma-
nent Investigations subcom-
mittee, the Senate Foreign
Relations committee, the
House Select Committee on
Small Business and the, Joint
Economic committee.

That's a lot of investigating,
and maybe too much because
Congressional committees have
a tendency to get in each
other’s way. But better loo
many than none, If something i$
fishy in the executive suites of
Big 0il, the public has a right to
know. If Big Oil is innocent. it

should be spared the assaults of
cheap-shot artists,

Accordingly, Congressional
hedtings will extend into next
month in an attempt o force
the $100-billion oil industry to
,prove that the energy crisis is
real. Jackson, whose Senate
Permanent Investigations unit
will open  hearings Jan. 21,
will call in officials of the seven
biggest U.S. oil companies,

The biggest question is how
much privacy government by
the people should permit any in-
dustry whose operations affect
all the people. As of now, there
is no law requiring Big Oil to
make public its fuel holdings
around the world. This laissez-
faire policy may be okay in nor-
mal times, but when an in-
dustry says it’s running short of
its product and therefore its
customers must use less of it
and pay more for what it gets,
the public has a right to say
“"Show me!"

In essence, that's what the
four Congressional in-
vestigations are all about.
Assorted staffers on Capitol
Hill already are drafting
legislation that would be bad
news for Big Oil. The legislat-
tion includes measures
requiring the oil industry to
reveal its fuel holdings and a
tax and a limit on excess
profits. It also could make Big
Oil a public utility or place oil
companies under charters, like
banks,

This is scary stuff for an in-
dustry that always has been
relatively unregulated ‘in the
profits field, and Big Oil has
reacted — kind of. At this
writing, five major oil com-
panies have issued partial
“‘disclosures' of their fuel
supplies, all in standard press
releases. According to the
figures, four of the companies
— Gulf, Mobil Oil, Indiana Stan-
dard and Shell — suprisingly
have more kerosene, diesel fuel
and home heating oil than they

did a year ago. Texaco has
more gasoline and aviation fuel
than in early 1973.

Unfortunately, the public is
asked to take these
“disclosures” on faith, a com-
modity in short supply these
days. Seream if you must, Stan-
dard Oil, but I see no reason
why such disclosures should not
be made under oath, with
suitable penallies for violation
of that oath. If people's homes
are cold, 1 don't care much if
Big Oil goes into a sulk because
I demand a notary's seal on its
press releases.

There are too many rumors
making the rounds, most of
them nasty, about sharp prac-
tices by Big Oil and collusion
between the industry and the
national administration. x For
example, a top Navy Officer
resigned the other day because
he feels the energy crisis was
one of a series of ploys by the
Nixon government to open the
Navy's huge oil reserve fields
for commercial exploitation.

In this era of Watergate, we
need more rumors — like we
need a hole in the head. What
we do need is [or everybody
cancerned in this energy crjsis
— real or contrived — to come
clean. A pgovernment that
forces the working stiff to
swear his income Lax is honest,
and prescribes jail terms for
cheaters, is strictly from
hunger when it asks him to turn
down his thermostat and wait in
line for gasoline on the unsworn
word that there's not enough
energy lo go around.

Uncle Sam Hands
Over The Checkbook

Roy Ash, director of the Office of Management and
Budget, suggests the new U.S. budget will show the federal
government is becoming more and more a “transfer agen-
cy," collecting money and then handing it out — in a way
that fosters the President's “new federalism.”

Translated for recipients of federal henefits, this means
that a higher proportion of the expenditures which don't in-
volve the direct running of the government (like defense)
will go to people or to lesser governing units without strings
altached.

The forecast, therefore, is [or proportionately more
Tevenue-sharing, with a big share “passed through™ to the
cities and all these local governmental levels of course given
{reedom of decision as to how this money shall be spent.

Also in prospect are more income benefits for American
citizens in the form of cash payments (welfare, higher Social
Security), with a smaller percentage of funds bearing labels
which restrict individual spending decisions (food stamps,
housing, elc.),

Outside budget experts like those at Brookings Institution.
arguing through the various methods of benefit pavment,
can make a strong case for the non-labeled benefil, in the
name of [ree spending choices.

Ash takes full cognizance of the most persistent eriticism
of this larger freedom as it applies to spending by states,
counties and localities.

“Some of them are going to make errors, and spend the
money badly. Byt they've got to be left free to make mis-
takes. That's the only way they can learn. Some need train-
ing, and they can gel that help more and more,” Ash says

He notes that Stanford University has a school specializing
in business management as applied to the governing of cit-
ies. He and others are encouraging Harvard Lo develop simi-
lar studies affecting other governmental units,

Ideally. Ash said in an interview, the federal government
should take no direct hand in such training efforts. That is
seen as in contravention of the spirit and purpose of the new
federalism.. At best, he adds, Washington should go no
farther than to put lesser units in touch with helpful sources
which can increase state-local spending expertise

The objective, again, both in personal social benefits and
in governmental outlays, is to broaden the spending options
at the citizen-local-state level.

Ash, at least, seems to view the ipescapable waste in this
process (as expressed in bad spending choices) as an aceept-
able, necessary trade-off; for the freedom gained

And it is prelty clear that not only he, speaking for the
President, but a fot of US. lawmakers would like to see the
“new federalism” or something like it succeed

They not only consider federally directed programs as in-
creasingly ineffective at “targeting” their objectives, but
they are weary of the “shopping experts” who have eome to
Washingtlon year alter year — making a living off telling
lesser units of government how ta find the maximum
amounts of money that can be pried loose from the United
States Treasury.

Agreement Signed
For Giants’ Home

NEWARK, N.J. (UPI) — A
formal agreement has been
signed to finance the $302
million sports complex in the
Hackensack Meadowlands,
which will be the nw home of
the New York Giants football
team,

David A. “Sonny” Werblin,
chairman of the New Jersey
Sports and Exposition Authori-
ty, which plans to build the
complex, sdid Friday he
received a $3.02 million “'good
faith’' check from Merrill
Lynch, Pierce, Fenner &
Smith, one of eight New York
firms underwriting the com-
plex.

Merrill Lynch announced
Thursday that enough orders to
sell the bonds had been ob-
tained, primarily from the
Prudential Insurance Co.,
Mutual Benefit Life Insurance,
and four New Jersey banks.
Authority spokesmen said more
than 100 firms were
represented in the underwriters
group.

Friday's signing session took
place after the seven-man

Y

authority met behind closed
doors for one hour.

“We believe in the feasibility
and viability of this program,”
said Werblin, commentling on
the scheme to construct a
76,000-seat football stadium and
race track. Asked if the cost of
the project, which originally
was projected at $268 million,
might exceed the present $302
million level because of infla-
tion, he said, "In this day and
age how can anyone give
assurances?"’

“But to the best advice and
projections, we won't have to,"
he said.

The Giants expect o move
into the football stadium in
time for the 1976 season and are
committed to play in the Yale
Bowl in New Haven, Conn., un-
til then.

In recent months, construc-
tion of the project was stalled
because of various law suits,
pofential competition from a
proposed sports complex in

New York and investor

résistance to the nature of the
bonds. :
