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‘Survey Errors

Nullify Case Mit.
Ordinance

After spending about an hour discussing the
ramifications, the pros and cons and the reasons for
restricting an access to Case Mt. from Tonica Springs
Trail, the Manchester Board of Directors learned to its
dismay Thursday night that, because of errors in sur-
veying the Case Mt. parcel, the ordinance it adopted Jan.

15 is not valid.

Consequently, a new ordinance will be drafted and a new
public hearing will be scheduled on the proposed acquisi-

tion.— presumably March 5.

Discrepancies in the map
used for the survey resulted in
an easterly boundary line that
added about 2.3 acres to the
229,56 acres described in the or-
dinance adopted Jan. 15,
explained Thomas Bailey,
counsel for Robert C. Dennison,
Wells C. Dennison and Mrs.
Dorothy Case Beach, prime
owners of the property. He said
a newer and corrected map
shows the legal boundary.

Bailey recommended

" changing portions of the

northeast boundary of the
parcel, in order to maintain the
229.56 acres agreed to in the
purchase price. To do
otherwise, he said, would
require new negotiations and
reviews by HUD (the federal
Department of Housing and Ur-
ban Development), which has
allocated $298,953 toward the
$631,622.50 purchase price.
Those negotiations and
reviews, he said, could take as
long-as nine months.

He recommended also that
the new ordinance include a 50 x
240-foot access road from
Spring St., being deeded to the
town by the sellers. The grant
from the Dennisons would
preclude an entrance from
Tonica Springs Trail, over a
right-of-way to a town-owned
quarter-acre parcel. The right-
of-way is to provide
maintenance access to a town-
owned water tower,

Thursday night's meeting
was called at the request of
board secretary Phyllis
Jackston, who wanted clarifica-
tion of proposals to limit access
from Tonica Springs Trail to
waler-tower maintenance only.

At the start of the meeting,
she criticized Town Manager
Robert’ Weiss for recommen-
ding the restrictions and, in
elfect, favoring the sellers.

Weiss replied, *'I want_to

make it very clear to Mrs.
Jackston and everyone else, I
have never made any secret
agreements with anyone.”

He said it isn't his function to
make secret agreements. His
function, he said, is to negotiate
and that the board then takes
whatever action it deems right,

He said access from Tonica
Springs Trail always was
limited and that he learned of
the request from the Dennisons
and adjacent developers An-
drew Ansaldi and Andrew An-
saldi Jr. (that a restrictive
clause be made part of the
transfer) only days before the
Jan. 8 public hearing on the
acquisition,

He said he thinks Mrs.
Jackston misunderstood the
situation and, from comments
by those directors who spoke, it
appeared to be the consensus
there was nothing improper oc-
curring. They said they un-
derstood all the ramifications
when they approved the or-
dinance unanimously Jan. 15.

All agreed the restrictions
belong in the deed and not in the
ordinance.

Director Carl Zinsser
remarked, with no pun in-
tended, “‘I think we're making a
mountain out of a molehill. I
can't see what the problem is.
We voted unanimously to buy
the property. Let's buy it. We
can work out access and
restrictions as needed."”

The directors instructed
Town Counsel William Broneill
to review the need for a written
easement from the Ansaldis for
the right-of-way from Tonica
Springs Trail, predicated on
restrictions against public
access into the Case Mt. parcel,

The instructions followed a
statement by Broneill that he
has been unable to find anything

Vernon's Grand List of $162,-
131,560, reflects an increase of
$6,673,165 over the Grand List
of 1972, a jump of 4.29 per cent
even though no major increases
showed up in any one category.
With the Board of Tax
Review still to make its correc-
tions, the list, which had a gross
figure of $165,281,370, reflects
$,149.810 in exemptions for
veterans, but unlike the previous
list it does not reflect any
exemptions for the elderly.
Assessor Ben Joy explained
that new legislation has
eliminated the 1973 “elderly
exemplions” but plans are in
the making to provide for the
elderly in some other way.
Joy also noted that the inven-
tory write-off of merchants and
manufacturers has decreased.
This reflects legislation which
allows manufacturers and

Inside
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merchants progressively to
write-off their inventories until
they reach a point where they
will not have to deélare any at
all.

The major portion of the
Grand List increase comes
‘ffom three categories. The
number of dwellings increased
from 5,838 to 5,713 and gained in
value from $67,411,489, accoun-
ting for $1,850,390 of the gain.

The number of motor
vehicles increased from 16,436
to 17,235 and the value in-
creased from $13,502,700 to $14,-
910,460 while the increase in the
number of mobile homes was
only eight it upped the value
from $13,502,700 to $14,910,460.

Also accounting for a major
portion of the increase was
commercial buildings which
gained in number from 559 to
582 and in value from $26,847,-
950 to $29,458,640.

More Inflation,

Unemployment
Anticipated

WASHINGTON (UPI) — Inflation and unemployment
will get worse, not better, in 1974 and the economy will
totter at the threshold of recession for much of the year,
President Nixon's chief economic advisers said today. - .

Ina pessimistic prediction, the Council of Economic Ad-
visers said prices would advance ata 7 per cent rate in the

next 12 months, with food
charge.

If the forecast is correct, it
would make 1974 the worst year
for domestic inflation since
World War IT and would surpass
the inflation rate of 1973, an un-
usually bad year for prices.

The forecast was published in
Nixon's annual economic report
and appeared to conflict with
Nixon’s own goals.

“We cannot accept continua-
tion of the inflation rate of 1973,
and still less can we risk its
acceleration,” Nixon said in.a
brief message to Congress ac-
companying the report. “We
must dedicate ourselves to
carrying on the fight against in-
flation in 1974 and thereafter."

Keyed To Deficit Budget

But the President's strategy,
keyed to a $9.4 billion deficit
budget for the coming fiscal
year, appeared to be aimed at
keeping the economy moving
and unemployment down, even
il it means losing ground in his
anti-inflation campaign.

Council Chairman Herbert
Stein told reporters Thursday,
“We have done the arithmetic.

‘We do not see a path that any
reasonable person would
describe as a recession.'"
‘‘But,"" Nixon said in the report,
"I cannot assure the American
people of an easy time."

Here is the council's 1974 out-
look in other areas:

—Unemployment: Job layoffs
in industries hit hard by the
energy shortage, such as auto
manufacturing and tourism,

and fuel prices leading the

will help push the unemploy-
ment rate to an average 5.5 per
cent during 1974 from last
year's 4.9 per cent level,

That means _about 5 million
Americans out of work com-
pared to 4.3 million last year,

—Economic Growth; Gross
National Product (total value of
all goods and services) will ex-
pand by about 8 per cent to $1,-
390 billion ($1.4 trillion) but
only about 1 per cent of the rise
will be ‘real” or actual gain in
output and production, Inflation
will account for the remaining 7
per cent,

For the first six months, the
growth rate will be flat or may
even decline a bit, .but the
report expects the economy to
snap back ‘‘by somewhat more
than the normal trend rate in
the second half."" The ad-
ministration considers 4
cent the normal and ideal rate
for long term expansion. »

A | per cent growth rate
would be the smallest since
1970's 0.4 per cent decline and
far below the 5.9 per cent in-
crease of 1973,

—Inflation: January through
June will contain the worst of
the price increases as the
higher cost' of energy and
wholesale food is passed to the
consumer. After mid-summer,
prices should “subside to rates

Wetlands Plan
Explained
To Directors

Town Planner Eric Potter
utilized an elaborate chart and
spent--about a half hour
Thursday night explaining to
the Board of Directors why the
Planning and Zoning Commis-
sion is the logical agency to ad-
minister Manchester’s Inland-
Wetland regulations.

Then he repeated his
previously announced
recommendation — that the
Conservation Commission be
designated the regulatory agen-
cy. Polter was chairman of an
eight-member Advisory Com-
mittee on Environmental Im-
pact which had made the same
recommendation. :

He acknowledged Thursday
that the Planning and Zoning
Commission has the interest,
the staff and the know-how to
bé the regulatory agency. What
it possible might not have, he
said, is the time,

He gave three reasons for
recommending the Conserva-
tion Commission:

... The commission is con-
cerned with conservation, and
s0 is the Inland-Wetlands Act.

... It asked to be designated
the regulatory agency, and that
denotes there is an enthusiasm
there.

... Once the spade work is
completed, it can regulate the
act as well as any other agency
— with the advice of town
departments.

That advice (and help), he
said, could come from the Plan-
ning Commission, the Zoning
Board of Appeals, the building
inspector, health director,
zoning enforcement ocer and

The agency, Potter
explained, wouid have full
powers, would be governed by
state statute and couldn't be in-
terfered with — gven by the
Board of Directors. He said its
authority would be similar to
that of the Planning Commis-
sion: .

Under state statutes, le said,
if the town doesn’'t have a

regulatory agency by July 1 and
if an issue over wetlands
develops, the state Department
of Environmental Protection
would act as the regulatory
agency. He vetoed that
possibility in favor of appoin-

- ting a local agency.

He said the mapping is the
most important function of the
agency and that the preparation
of maps will take a long time.
He estimated it would cost the
town $50,000 to $60,000 if an out-
side consultant were retained to
prepare the maps. The same
work by town forces would cost
half as much, he estimated.

Except for the need to
designate an agency, ‘there's
no hurry,” he said. '‘The
probability is remote that
anyone will. propose develop-
ment of wetland areas in
Manchester in the next year.”

He explained, *'Control of
wellands is pretty well spelled
out now by regulations of the
Planning and Zoning Commis- '
sion. IU's on the -ball — even
where wetlands are concerned.
In a sense, it already exercizes,
to some extent, Inland-
Wetlands Act requirements."

Then, he proceded to recom-
mend the Conservation Com-
mission. be named the
regulatory agency.

The directors who'at;gnded
the Thursday night briefing
appeared to be shaking their
heads when it ended. An agenda
item for their meeting next
Tuesday calls for designating
the regulatory agency.,

Carpooling Off
To Slow Start

HARTFORD (UPI) —The
state Department of Transpor-
taion is still convinced that its
effort tp promote carpools will
work, but so far, it has only one
certified, satisfied custmer.

The agency had oped to have
20,000 to 25,000 applications for
its computerized car pool
matching progran by now, but
so far it has processed only a
tenth of that number,

Even the additional
apilications now on hand won't
begin to dent the daily traffic
jams in artford and New
Haven.

The first lists of potential
maches were sent to 1,400 car-
pool applicants this week,
representing a success rate of
about 65 per cent, transpofta-
tion engineer Raymond W.
Mascetti said.

Those individuals were asked
to send DOT a posteard if es
succeedad in finding a satisfac-
tory pool, Mascetti said.

One Customer

“We have one, a ready," he
said. .

“"We hope to have more
response within two weeks."

Mascetti also said he expects
to have another computer
matching run completed by
then.

"'In the past four or five days,
we've received another 900
applications,” he said.

“Those we didn't match on
the first run will stay in our file,

il and go again on the next.”

But Mascetti said the
applications are coming far
more slowly than anticiiated,

“The department feels that
we need 20,000 nore to make a
dent in Hartford and New
Haven ftraffic congesion," he
said. "“There is this optimistic
feeling that we will achieve
this, but it may be somewhat
delayed."

Richard L. Leete, a planning
and research official for . the
agency suggested people are
slow to move to carpooling
because they believe the gas
shortage will be temporary.

Search for Gas

“They're still willing to run
around and get $3 worth here,
or five gallons there, because
they're unwilling to change
their lifestyle."

In West Hartford, Connec-
ticut Area AAA spokesman
Alex Parley echoed Leete's
assessment.

"A diligent person can get
enough'gas to travel now, but if
rationing were to occur, he
would probably want to save his
gas ‘for recreational use, and
then might join a carpol,’
Parley said.

Parley also blamed the slow
response on failure to promote
the computerized ‘matching
plan sufficiently,

“I think more people are

o
&

¥

willing to join a carpoal, but it
hasn't been made simple to
join,"” he said.

““We decided that to get a per-
son to join, first, he had to be
told the advantages, and then,
while those are fresh in his
mind, it should be made easy
for him to join," Parley said.

Promotion Need

“It needs an intense cam-
paign for a while," Parley said,
"“There hasn't been a continuity
of promotion."

tential matches because they
allow a half hour difference in
reporting times at work, and,
would necessitate drivers
making detour§ of as much as
20 per cent of their ordinary
mileage to arrange the pools,

“A rule of thumb is that a
carpooler will be willing to go®
20 per cent out of the way on a
long run to pickup another car-
pooler to match,"” Mascetti
said.

The time matches may be
less of a problem than distance,
he said, since many applicants
are saying their employers will
attempl make schedule
adjustments to facilitate car-
pooling.

Response Poor

Efforts to establish car-
pooling in Manchester ap-
parently haven't been: very
successful, according to the
results of a free advertising
offer from The Herald.

Only 25 Herald readers took
advantage of the January offer
of free classified advertising
space tp set up carpools, and a
telephone check of the first six
advertisers showed that they
hadn't received any response to
their ads,

One of those six managed lo
sel up a carpoal from South
Windsor to East Hartford, but it
wasn't a result of the advertise-
ment,

Most of the advertisers were
seeking or offering rides from
Manchester to Hartford. Other
destinations listed in the ads
were New London, Middlebury,
Norwich, New Britain, Wind-
sor, Plainville, or the Universi-
ty of Connecticut at Storrs.

The Herald's offer, of free
space for carpooling ads ended
Thursday, but the promotion
may be revived in the future.

Children
Irom 6 to 10 who received the
vitamin were given one-gram
pills,

Significantly more children
taking vitamin C stayed well
throughout the test period, the
14 weeks ending last May,
Coulehan sald.

In the lower grades, the
vilamin C group recorded 29
per cent fewer sick days than
children who were given inert
placebo pills; the older group,
34 per cent, he said.

The Soviet Communist party has
heaped imprecations on the head of
Alexander Solzhenitsyn, whose latest
book, '“The Gulag Archipelago,”
published in Paris, is not only an
expose of Stalinist prison camps but
an indictment of the entire Soviet

Imprecations and damnation, for-
tunately, are all that the novelist, who
won the Nobel Prize for literature in
1970, has had to suffer so far. Ap-
parently the Kremlin dare not take
more Severe measures against him
for fear of worldwide reprecussions.

Solzhenitsyn, in answser to his of-
ficial critics, has inact gone as far to
publicly brand the K.G,B., the Soviet
secret police, as ‘“the chief reac-
tionary force in the world today' and
predict that “the time will soon come
when this book will be, widely and
even freely read in our country.”

From a Western viewpoint, a highly
satisfactory spectacle: the first
stirrings of real freedom in Russia.
With Solzhenitsyn and so many other
prominent Russian dissidents
becoming so  outspoken and
challenging to the system, something
is going to have to give.

guarantees whatsoever of the in-
dependence of Eastern Europe?

“"How could they, for the laughable
toy of a four-zone Berlin, their own
future Achilles heel, give away broad
regions of Saxony and Thuringia?

“And what military or political
sense was there in the surrender by
them, to death at Stalin's hands, of
several hundred thousands of armed
Soviet citizens determined not to sur-
render?"’

Solzhenitsyn asks hard questions,
though the same questions have been
asked by many in the West over the
past generation.

But bad as it was from this side of
the Atlantic to watch half a continent
slip under Communist tyranny after
World War II, how terrible it must
have been for those in Eastern Europe
and Russia who saw freedom come so
close, then recede so far from their
homelands.

Today, brave men like Solzhenitsyn,
at the risk of everything, are inspiring
a new surge toward freedom from
within,

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A Bargain

Bolton townspeople raised
some very important and
relative questions about the
proposed library building at the
Jan. 28 town meeting. All.of
those questions could have, and
should have been answered
prior to the request for
preliminary plans,

Recreation interests
questioned the priority of the
library but the earlier town
meeting called to vote for or

against appropriating money

-ﬂ;er; study and preliminary
plans for a new library building,
clearly showed a *‘yea” vote for
spending money on the
preliminary plans. So the issue
now is whether or not to build
the library and that is the issue
which must be confronted at
this time,

First Selectman Richard
Morra pointed out that the town
has spent $20,000 on
preliminary studies and then
rejected the proposals. I was a
little disappointed that the
library board didn't present the
facts before the town was asked
to spend money on preliminary
plans. In fact, 1 remember
seeing only one member of the

“(last year's) nine member

board at the meeting which was
held to vote on spending monies
for the preliminary study.
Several years ago the library
employed (al a reasonable
salary) a librarian with a
Library Science degree. She
made a number of concrete and
practical recommendations,

one of them being to keep the
public informed on library
news. Had this been done
perhaps more support would
have been garnered for the new
library.

I, for one, cannot see why the
town would vote to build a $270,-

000 building and expect to con. %

tinue to run it 25 hours a week
(less in summer).

It follows then that the pitiful
present budget of $14,375.00
should be increased. The low
rate of circulation and
materials and services ought be
up-dated. Knowing that the
board has always been
extremely conservative I would
guess any budget they asked for
would be reasonable,

Practically speaking the
library building and its funding,
as proposed, is a bargain, Not
only do we need a new library
building, our town offices need
the space that the present
library occupies.

But it would be impractical
and even dishonest to assume
that there will not be additional
costs involved in maintaining
a new building. On the other
hand, if we don't use the
revenue funds for the building
we could go on calling town
meetings and spending money
for preliminary- plans and in-
finitum — and that is just
money down the drain.

As Gertrude Vogel so aplly
put it at the town meeting, *‘for
once let's get behind a project
and do something about it.”

Judge Says It All

WASHINGTON — Federal
Judge Gerhard Gesell quoted
the late Supreme Court Justice
Louis Brandeis when he
sentenced Egil (Bud) Krogh to
siX months in the jug for
Krogh's part in the break-in at
the office of Daniel Ellsberg's
psychiatrist.

To wit: “If the government
becomes a lawbreaker, it
breeds contempt for the law; it
inviles every man to become a
law unto himself; it invites
anarchy."

That says it all. Krogh
worked at the White House and
he pleaded "guilty to a con-
spiracy to violate the rights of
Dr. Lewis Fielding in a search
for the ‘medical records of
Ellsberg, who had worked for
the Defense Department and
subsequently was charged with
leaking the secret Pentagon
Papers to assorted giants of the
media.

But the irony is thick. Thanks
to the ham-handed tactics of the

prosecution, Ellsberg went _3

free, although the judge noted
he was not finding Danny Boy
innocent. Indeed, Ellsberg had
admitted he-passed the Pen-
tagon Papers on to practically
every reporter who would
accept them.

Like Krogh, Ellsberg took the
law into his own hands. Krogh
did so out of a lunatic notion
that any action was permissible
in the name of national securi-
ty. Ellsberg did so out of the
elitist notion that certain people
in the United States are more

_qualified intellectually to
decide what government
documents should be labeled
secrel. Krogh stole Ellsberg's
civil rights, Ellsberg stole the
civil rights of the American
people by disclosing informa-

_tion the people's represen-

tatives had ruled should not be
disclosed.

Well, nothing can be done
about that now except to hope
no future President will decide
that Danny Boy is just the guy
to sit in, ex officio, at National
Security Council sessions as an
ombudsman for the people's
right to know. But al least the
Krogh case shows that the
system sometimes works.

Krogh of course made a deal
with the prosecution. He got a
lighter sentence then he might
have because he'll be testifying
before one of the Watergate
grand juries in behalf of the
state. He pleaded guilty to only
one of several charges for
which he was indictéd. But if
Krogh expected to go free,
Judge Gerhard was not buying.
""Any penalty short of jail
would, in the court's view, be
inadequate,” the judge said,
and he was right. Through
Krogh, the government had
become a lawbreaker,

That's another helping of
irony. Ellsberg's act was his
own. Nobody told him to
acquire ‘the Pentagon "Papers
and then reveal their contents,
On the other hand, it is clear
that Krogh was acting under
somebody's orders. He was a
relative flunky in the White
House pecking order. Thus
what he did is perhaps -un-
derstandable, especlally -in a
White House.atmosphere Krogh
sald was characterized by cons-
tant ‘‘invocations of national
security.”” He is not the first

probably will not be the last, to
do something wrong because of
a mistaken belief that doing
wrong would contribute to the
national defense.

Which of course leads to the
question: Who gave Krogh
those orders?

Krogh said in a written state-
ment that he “thought" the
break-in had been authorized by
John D. Ehrlichman, former
White House domestic affairs
adviser. Ehrlichman, said
Krogh, gave the 'plumbers"
authority to “‘engage in covert
activity to obtain information
on Dr. Ellsberg:”" He said he
assumed ‘“‘that a break-in was
within the authority” of the
“plumbers."’

However, Krogh also quoted
Ehrlichman as saying after the
burglary that he (Ehrlichman)

" o AR RN o
considered it ‘‘in excess of what
he thought he had approved."
That poses another question:
Does an order to ‘“‘engage in
cover activity" suggest ap-
proval of burglary? Certainly
breaking into a doctor’s office
cannot be done overtly.

It is still 3 pail of worms.
Krogh has said he personally
received no orders from Presi-
dent Nixon, either directly or
indirectly, to carry out the
breakin. That figures. No Presi-
dent would issue such orders;
Presidents do not thus expose
themselves. But the burglary
was committed by a White
House unit. In considering im-
peachment, the House must
decide whether a President is
personally responsible for the
actions of his appointed
assistants. There was no such
question in the Ellsberg case.

If He’s Guilty,
What’s He Guilty Of?

Depending, obviously, upon the nature of the evidence
brought before it, the Congress could have a great deal of
difficulty in deciding whether or not President Nixon has
been guilty of an impeachable offense in Watergate and re-

lated matters.

The basic problem is that there is no precedent in this
field. It is absurd to contend that decisions affecting removal
from office of lesser federal officials are any real guide.
They are not. The presidency is special and apart.

As everybody knows; the only serious previous iry at im-

peachment of a president came with

resident Andrew

Johnson, Technically, the endeavor was rooted in his de-
fiance of a civil congressional statute forbidding him to dis- .

charge his Secretary of War.

On technical grounds, Johnson could justify his action as
resistance Lo encroachment on his proper executive powers.
But everyone understood that this narrow approach was not
si'gniﬁggnl and that the impeachment enterprise was a move
of political revenge against him for his post-Civil War

policies.

No judicial clarity was gained, then, as to what the con-
stitutional framers had in mind when they said a president
could be impeached for “high crimes and misdemeanors.”

There is a widely held view today that, in the absence of
explicit definition of that phrase, it can include presidential
misconduct which is not criminal nor within the bounds of

the penal code.

Former Altorney General Elliot Richardson, who resigned
last fall after the President'’s firing of Special Watergate
Prosecutor Archibald Cox, is among those who believe im-
peachment can be “laid on" when the President is found
responsible for abuses not covered in the usual definition of a

crime.

Richardson, however, clearly understands the difficulty.
The immediate t‘ollow-uF uestion, he says, is what kind of
a

behavior or what kind o
peachment?

uses is sufficient'to warrant im-

If any evidence exists anywhere — in the possession of the
relevant grand. juries, in the hands of Special Prosecutor
Leon Jaworski, in the Senate Watergate committee or in the
approaching testimony of indictable Nixon aides — that the
President had any definable role in the Watergate cover-up
(or the event itself), then he could be judged guilty of such a
real crime as obstruction of justice. That would make im-

peachment efforts easy,

Yet, as Richardson and others perceive, it could be a
“tough call" if Mr. Nixon's link to the sordid Watergate
transgressions is merely vague and suggestive,

Richardson, indeed, took as example the most rrlexinx
dilemma of all: the assumption that the House might in the

Chronic leakage "still was
accepted in this country as a
normal cost of doing business.

A Short Circuit

But within the past three
years,- Myers said, everybody
has become concerned. This is
partly because of. fear of pollu-
tion but more because of oil
shortages and rapid rise in
price.

The heart of the Leak X
system, which Myers said has
been replacing older
monitoring systems in Europe,
iIs a two-conductor electric
cable whose indulation is quick-
ly dissolved by oil or gas.

When we tear off the January
calendar and realize that
February-is here, we know the
new gardening season has
begun. Seed racks have put up
in garden centers and the new
seed catalogues have come in
the mail. .

. It will be a big year, say the
people in the seed trade.
Because of high food costs, they
expect increased demand from
home gardeners for vegetable
seeds. They believe the sfeady
increase in growing flowers in
home gardens will continue, if
only because there are more
homes each year,

The price of seeds$ is higher
than we remember it only a few
years back, but compared to
the 1973 season, there is really
little change. There are a few
varieties, mpstly the older
kinds that have gone out of
fashion, priced at 25 cents a
packet, but there are more at 35
cents. Hybrid seeds, for which
better quality of vegetables and
more abundant flowers are
promised, are priced at 50 cents
a packet up to a dollar and oc-
casionally more. .

Energy Crisis Again

We can't escape the energy’
crisis even in the backyard gar-
den. Growers will raise the
price of plants to make up for
the increased cost of fuel oil
used to heat their greenhouses.
Plastic garden supplies, made
from petroleum products, are
higher in price and in short
supply.

One garden center operator
told me I'could give my readers
a friendly tip to buy their fer-
tilizer early while retail slocks
purchased at last year's prices
are still available, He said
there will be a jump in fetilizer
prices later?

The price of grass seed has
already gone up and again we
can look to national and inter-
- national events for an explana-
tion. The American sale of
wheat to Russia, which brought
a jump in the price of wheat in
this country, has been followed
by a shift in crops on some
farms from grass seed lo
wheat.

We can also expect, looking
ahead to 1975, that prices of all
kinds of seeds will go up again.

But if this all sounds like bad
news, it is still true that the
price of a packet of seeds is a
small investment for the return
when these seeds are planted in
favorable location and the gar-
den is well cared for.

Pollinating zinnias is a job for a steady hand. Miss
Jeannette Lowe, formerly of Connecticut, works as a
professional plant breeder on a California seed farm of the

W. Atlee Burpee Co.

recently heard a fascinating ac-
count of hybrid seed production
by a former Connecticut
woman, Miss Jeannette Lowe,
who has made a professional
career of plant breeding for the
W. Atlee Burpee Co,

Miss Lowe grew up in West
Hartford, studied horticulture
at Wellesley College, and
worked for the Connecticut
Agricultural Experiment Sta-
tion in New Haven before
moving to the Burpee Co. She
lives now in Philadelphia, near
the company's headquarters,
but ‘does most of her plant
breeding work at the large
Burpee seed farms in Califor-
nia.

Seed production, once an im-
portant business in the
Northeast, has shifted almost
entirely to the West Coast. Miss
Lowe told us that in one area
south of San Francisco, there
are a thousand acres of seed
farms, operated by several
companies.

Seed growers, 'nevertheless,
are always on guard against a
sudden shower at harvest time,
Mature seed pods cut from the
plants by machine are spread
on tarpualins to dry, If rain
ttireatens, the tarpaulins can be
quickly rolled up like so many
rugs until the shower passes.

With - marigolds, which
produce several successive sets
of blossoms, a machine like a
giant vacuum cleaner moves
down the field, covering four
rows al a time, and whisks the
dry seeds into a large container.
The flowers that have not
ripened resist the suction and
stay on the plants until the field
is harvested another time,

Until somebody thought of
the vacuum cleaner rig,
harvesting was done by hand
and workers went through the
field perhaps many times to
pick up the dry seed pods as
they matured.

To develop a new variety of
flowers or vegetables, said
Miss Lowe, takes about 10
years and 90 per cent of the
seedlings produced in the
search for something that is
both new and superior to older
varieties are discarded along
the way.

No longer will your income
tax return have to show a
specifie figure .representing
your contributions to your
church, another amount for
Bour contribution to March of

imes, United Torch or a
long list of other recognized
charities,

This year you will be asked
to provide only a single lump-
sum figure for gll your con-
tributions for which you have
canceled checks or receipts,
Although proof is not re-
quired with your return, and
‘you report only the total
amount of your cash contrib-
utions, be sure to preserve
your records.

It is the only way you can
support your deduction if
your return is audited.

Remember that you. are
permitted to claim as a
deduction only gifts to recog-
nized charities. Gifts or con-
tributions to individuals are
never deductible, no matter
how deserving the cause.

Keep these points in mind:

A donation of used
clothing, furniture or ap-
pliances to Goodwill Indus-
tries, Salvation Army, or any
other recognized charity is
claimed at its fair market

value. This means what you'

could have received for it in
a sale:

Purchase of bingo, raffle,
or lottery tickets are not
charitable contributions.
They represent wagering
losses if you do not win. If you
win the prize, the value of the
prize is taxable income.

Checks made payable to a
church to cover tuition pay-
ments (generally in the case
of parochial schools) are not
deductible.

If you serve as a volunteer
worker for a charitable
organization — such as a Red
Cross volunteer or a United

Torch collector — you may
claim transportation ex-
penses for such activity at the
rate of six cents a mile, plus
parking fees and tolls and the
cost of necessary meals.

Dr. Robert Butterfield after
being asked by Mrs. Breslow if
it was harmful for children to
use proper lterminology at an
early age responded by saying
he felt children should be given
what they could handle.

He hates to see terminology
categorized because what is
proper in one situation mijght
not be in another, he said. In
other words, what's acceptable
at a medical meeting might not
be acceptable in talking to a
layman, he explained.

Jeff Heintz, guidance
counsélor, in response to a
parent saying she felt she was
up against a brick wall, said
that anything said at any
meeting would be of tremen-
dous importance to the final
product.

“We still need to hear more
from the community,”" he said.

No agreements were reached
on the vocabulary and after dis-
cussing the curriculum minus
the vocabulary (discussion
saved for a later date) some
progress seemed to be made for
the first time between eom-
miltee members and concerned
parents.

The Kindergarten, Grade 1
and 2 curriculum appeared to
be accepted by those present
when they learned it was not in
relation to human reproduction
but rather plant reproduction.

Mrs. Breslow said the com-
miltee understood that and
thought everyone else did too.

Mrs. Sonia MecCurray
requested that a detailed for-
mat of what would be taught be
sent home to each parent,

In agreement Mrs. Breslow
said every effort should be
made to encompass and teach
parents, keeping them in-
formed of what the .students
may be learning so they could
discuss it with their children.

Discussion of the proposed
Grade 4 curriculum resulted in
part of it being acceptable if
implemented the latter part of
the school year and part accep-
table if moved to Grade'5.

Dr. Butterfield said he felt if
the.program was implemented
as proposed the kids would be
given "'too much to swallow."

Woman’s-View

NEW YORK (UPI) —. Any
average taxpayer faced with
the increaging bite from his in-
come must think at one time or
another about establishing
himself as a foundation: and
receiving increased tax
benefits.

The extremely wealthy do set
up foundations, do reap tax
benefits, and they do also serve
society through the foundations
they finance,

But how well and what are
the relative costs as well as the
benefits of their activities?

One new critique of the big
foundations says one of their
chief functions now appears to
be transfer of funds to sustain
reputable nonprofit
organizations. While of value,
this function alone cannot
justify the cost to society in
terms, for example, of ad-
ministrative costs and the cost
of government supervision.

The most important social
cost, however, is indirect—"'the
destructive effect on the
public's confidence in the
national tax system because of
continued tax privileges to the
very rich,” says the critique.

““There are costs as well as
benefits in the operation of any
institution and there are alter-
natives to philanthropy," it con-
tinues. ““One alter-
native...would be to broaden the
base of private giving by gran-
ting additional incentives to the
average taxpayer, such as
limited direct deduction from
his tax bill, not merely from his
taxable income.

*“This might greatly increase
the flow of charitable funds to
nonprofit organizations."” .

These are some of the con- ™

clusions reached by Maxwell S.
Stewart, secretary of the
Public Affairs Committee, a
nonprofit educational organiza-
tion headquartered in New
York,

Stewart is author of “'The Big
Foundations," - a commitiee
publication. “His summary in
turn is based ‘'on a Twentieth
Century FundStudy by
Waldemar A. Nielsen, which
focused on 33 grant-making
foundations, each with asseéts of
$100 million or more,

The committee publication
finds that on the whole, despite
cerlain valuable contributions,
most foundations are
“‘overwhelmingly passive, con-
servative, and anchored in the
status quo,"" with a strong
preference for making their
gifts to established institutions
that are certified tax-exempt
and. to other conventional
charitable projects.

Stewart does not find this sur-
prising. He says that since most
of the governing boards of
trustees of foundations consist
of members of the business
elite with close ties to cor-
porale interests, they are often
“ridden with conflicts of in-
terest incompatible
with...devotion to philanthropic

,purposes and public interest."

Certain foundations certainly
measure up, however. Stewart
mentions the Ford Foundation
in particular in the area of race
relations. The foundation, he
says, ‘‘over 4 period of about 20
years has committed sume $250
million to projects directly
related to the rights and needs
of black peopled

named Walter Oullette, a very
good friend of 0.C.'s except for

one thing — he stole away and .

married the best forelady we
everﬂor a department of
girl blers.

(We mean girls who
assembled components, not
people who assemble girls.)

Walt's home was in Bay City.
His father was a small-boat
builder with a shop on the river
side. We had a friend named
Bill Belore (?) who had a
cabin on piles about three feet
above the highest water. It was
located in the marshes beside a
dredged canal off the north side
of Saginaw Bay between the
thumb and fingers of the
Michigan mitten,

At the waterfront were big
lumber yards and mills that
produced ready-cut houses. One
was the maker of the Aladdin
houses. The saw-logs came

-from Canada towed by tugboats

in greal booms that looked like
floating islands.

The log buyers selected theirs
in Canada and stamped their
company's name or trademark
into the end with a heavy
hammer having the design on
its face. Thus a company could
reclaim any of its logs that es-
caped while afloat.

Any that became waterlogged
and sank belonged to the
retriever who could sell them
back to the company-or anyone
else who needed them enough to
pay more,

Bill's vocation for about six
months of each year was fin-
ding and raising the sunken
"dead heads' which he sold
back to their former owners. It
was said that when a log was so
soaked it was all but out of sight

.at the surface it would stay
. dowmn if pushed hard against the

Those who told about that
always said they had heard that
could be done but of course they
“had never tied it."”

Saturday noons Walt and O.C.
took -the electric interurban
from Flint to Bay City. Went
direct to the senior Oullette
home for a hearty and delicious
dinner. Then down to the
boatshop where Mr. O. senior
had the power launch ready to
go with boots and foul-weather

v gear aboard and two duck boats

in tow with a good supply of
decoys in each.

As we were going down the
river we always stopped at a
coal dock where a break in a
huge bin allowed many chunks
of coal to spill down to the
water's edge._ After filling a
couple bags we headed out into
the bay for Bill's cabin. He was
always expecting us with a
hearty welcome,

At the south shore of the bay
outside the river mouth was a
long jetty or breakwater and at
the extreme end a windowed
cubicle. A game warden was
stationed there to sell hunting
licenses and to check to see if
strangers had them. With his
glasses he checked on the
passengers on all outgoing
boats,

If a stranger failed to put in to
be checked when halled by
trumpet the warden went in
pursuit with his speed boat.

HARTFORD (UPI) —
Democratic lawmakers have
unveiled their 1974 legislative
program with bills for dealing
with the energy crisis, granting
tax relief and providing greater
consumer protection, !

The program was approved at
a joint caucus of Democratic
lawmakers Thursday, and will’
be formalized during the 1974
session of the legislature which
opens Wednesday with a budget
message by Republican Gov,
Thomas J. Meskill.

‘The proposals include
reducing the sales tax from the-
present 6.5 per cent to 5.5 per
cent; repealing the sales tax on
utility bills, hearing aids, eye
glasses and other prosthetic
devices; lifting of the ad-
missions and cabarettaxes, and
providing greater property tax
relief for the elderly.

Democrats, the minority par-
ty, estimated their proposed
tax cuts would total $100
million, and thus ‘‘head off an

anticipated $100 million (state
budget) surplus in the next
fiscal year," ;

Other Democratic proposals
include:

—Mandatory monthly reports
by the state comptroller on
Connecticut’s fiscal condition.
(The comptroller *'has been un-
able to issue reports because he
has been denied vital fiscal
data ‘‘by Finance Com-
missioner~ Adolf Carlson, the
Democrats said.

—An Investigations Commis-
sion “invulnerable to political
influence and empowered to
focus the spotlight on corrup-
tion at every level.”

—A code of ethics for lob-
byists, supervised by the
Legislative Management Com-
mittee, requiring lobbyists to
file fee reports; expenses and
salaries. Employers of lob-
byists would also be required to
file reports of their expen-
ditures.

—Limits on campaign spen-
ding and mandatory pre-
election reporting of campaign
contributions and expenditures.

The Democrats said that
many of their proposals, except
for budgetary matters, would
have to be offered as
amendments to proposed
legislation since this session of

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‘the legilature is supposed to
deal only with fiscal and
budgetary matters.

The Democrats proposal for
dealing with the energy crisis
would allow for greater
legislative involvement in the
Emergency Energy Agency
created by Meskill.

541 Fuel Price Violations

HARTFORD (UPI) — The
Internal Revenue Service has
reported it found 541 companies
in violation of fuel price
regulations and forced them to
refund a total of $267,000,

Joseph J. Conley Jr., IRS dis-
trict director said Thursday
that of the 541 violations un-
covered since last November,
381 involved gasoline, 141 were
for heating fuel and 119 were
for diesel fuel,

In the week of Jan. 21 alone
he said, enforced refunds
because of overcharges totaled
$44,000.

He said fines totaling $4,-
566.25 have been collected to
date,

Most of the gasoline retailers
found in violation of the price
regulations were in New Haven
and Hartford counties.

Woman’s View

NEW YORK (UPI) — Any
average taxpayer faced with
the increasing bite from his in-
come must think at one time or
another about establishing
himself as a foundation and
receiving increased tax
benefits.

The extremely wealthy do set
up foundations, do reap tax
benefits, and they do also serve
society through the foundations
they finance.

But how well and what are
the relative costs as well as the
benefits of their activities?

One new critique of the big
foundations says one of their
chief functions now appears to
be transfer of funds to sustain
reputable nonprofit
organizations, While of value,
this function alone cannot
justify the coslt to society in
lerms,” for example, of ad-
ministrative costs and the cost
of government supervision,

The "most important social
cost, however, is indirect—"the
destructive effect on the
public's confidence in the
national tax system because of

. continued tax privileges to the
very rich,"” says the critique.

“There gre costs as well as
benefits in the operation of any
institution and there are alter-
natives to philanthropy,” it.con-
tinues. *‘One alter-
native...would be to broaden the
base of private giving by gran-
ting additional ihcentives to the
average laxpayer, such as
limited direct deduction from
his tax bill, not merely from his
taxable income.

“This might greatly increase
the flow of charitable funds to
nonprofit organizations."

These are some of the con- "

clusions reached by Maxwell S.
Stewart, secretary of the
Public Affairs Committee, a
nonprofit educational organiza-
tion headquartered in New
York.

Stewart is author of '"The Big
Foundations,”" a committee
publication. His summary in
turn is based on a Twentieth
Century Fund Study by
Waldemar A. Nielsen, which
focused on 33 grant-making
foundations, each with assets of
$100 million or more.

» .The committee publication
finds that on the whole, despite
certain valuable contributions,
most foundations are
“overwhelmingly passive, con-
servative, and anchored in the
status quo,” with a strong
preference for making their
gifts to established institutions
that are certified tax-exempt
and to other conventional
charitable projects.

Stewart does not find this sur-
prising. He says thal since most
of the governing boards of
trustees of foundations consist
of members of the business
elite with close ties to cor-
porate interests, they are often
“ridden with conflicts of in.
terest incompatible
with...devotion to philanthropic
purposes and public interest."

Certain foundations certainly
measure up, however. Stewart
mentions the Ford Foundation
in particular in the area of race
relations. The foundation, he
says, "‘over a period of about 20
years has committed some $250
million to projects directly
related to the rights and needs
of black people."

opens Wednesday with a budget/

message by Republican Gav.
Thomas J. Meskill. 7
The proposals inglude
reducing the sales tax from the
present 6.5 per cent to 5.5 per
cent; repealing the gales tax on
utility bills, hearing aids, eye
glasses and other prosthetic
devices; lifting of the ad-
missions and cabarettaxes, and
providing/greater property tax

-relief for the elderly.

Democrats, the minority par-
ty, ‘estimated their proposed
tax cuts would total $100
million, and thus '‘head off an

anticipated $100 million (state
budget) surplus in the next
fiscal ‘year."

Other Democratic proposals
include: :

—Mandatory monthly reports
by the state comptroller on
Connecticut's fiscal condition.
(The comptroller **has been un-
able to issue reports because he
has been denied vital fiscal
data ‘‘by Finance Com-
missioner Adolf Carlson, the
Democrats said.

ORDINANCE RE INLAND

WHEREAS the State of
Connecticut in enacting legisla-
tion known as ‘‘The Inland
Wetlands and Water Courses
Act," has declared that the
preservation and protection of
the inland wetlands and water
courses In the State is in the

Lloyd was concerned enough about the Pistons’ pourous
defense so that he kept after them about it all the time, He even
brought in Bill Russell, the defensive granddaddy of them all,
specifically to work with Lanier last season and it was Russell
who first maee Lanier aware there was such a thing as a center
performing well on defense,

““I remember how he greeted me,”" laughs Lanier, a great ad-
mirer of Russell. “He said ‘you big overweight ox, I'm gonna run
that baby fat off you.’ He wasn't kidding either. Run, run, run, all
the time. He had no mercy. I lost 15 pounds, going from 280 to
%5‘!'

That was Lanier's first real inlroductio{to the little nuances of
playing defense, like clogging the middle, blocking shots and
playing a man strictly the way he comes to the hoop.

Scott Calls Him In

Ray Scott continued Lanier's education this past summer at the
Pistons' Easter Michigan University training camp in Ypsilanti,
Mich. Scott picked up the phone one day after practice and called
Lanier to his room. ’

"Have a seat," said the Pistons’ coach when Lanier arrived.
"You wanna Coke or something?"

“No, I just ate,” said Lanier.

“'Okay then,"" Scott continued, “I just want to say that in order "

for us to'go anywhere at all, we're going to have to play strong
defense and that defense is going to have to be initiated by you.
You have a good head on your shoulders and you're going to have
to lead us."

“That's cool,” said Lanier.

And that's what he's been doing, leading Detroit on defense as
well as offense.

The Pistons have won 22 of their last 30 games. They're'only a
game-and-a-half behind second place Chicago in the western divi-
sion and 14% up on fourth-place Kansas City-Omaha so they have
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a good shot at making the playof{s— all because Ray Scott got his ¥

message through about playing défense.

“I'm enjoying it,” says Bob Lanier. “There’s a lot to this thing §
about concentrating on defense. Boston, I guess you'd say, ¥

started it and then New York picked it up. You know how you

NEW YORK (UPI) — The 1973 pro football season might
well be remembered as the autumn of discontent in pro
football. ; i

The season produced many notable moments— including 0. J.
Simpson’s record smashing rushing performance — but to the dis-
may of many National Football League officials, there was
almost as much attention to the happenings off the field as on the
field. p : )

The season started on an ominous note when the U. S. Congress
lifted the local television blackout for games sold out 72 hours
before kickoff. Since it was‘done on the eve of the 1973 season, it's
difficult to judge what i will mean to 1974 season ticket sales.

But the number of“noshows' — fans who bought 4f¥éts but
failed lo show up at the games — zoomed 83 per cent to*1,016,565

" for 182 regular season games. For a sport that has been booming

for 15 years, this wasn't a pleasant trend.

Other problems that gontinued to worry officials were the
trend for low-scoring, delense-oriented games, the possibility of
a player’s strike next year and the formation of the World Foot-
ball League that could lead to another ‘‘war” and seven-figure

‘player salaries,

Although officials were hoping that the Miami-Minnesota Super

\
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Bow! clash might produce a dramatic matchup,- there was a
general feeling that pro football had become duller than it was in
the late '50s when it first achieved wide popularity as a wide-
open, pass oriented game. v

Certainly, the pro football season had failed to produce a con-
Lest as exciting and pulsating as the Notre Dame-Alabama Sugar
Bow! matchup.

There was a consensus that there are 10 many field goals in
the game and many remedies have been suggested. Pete Rozelle,
the commissioner, thinks it's more a matter of not enough
touchdowns, He'd like to stop the defensive backs from
clobbering the receivers on pass plays.

But it takes approval of 20 of the 26 league owners to make any
rule changes and with the TV ratings still strong, the owners-are
reluctant lo make major changes.

And even rules changes couldn't stop the trend’to conservative
football. For example, the Miami Dolphins — with a Bob Griese
to Paul Warfield passing combination — threw just six passes
against the Oakland Raiders in the playoffs. You can't criticize

A Plea fo

I believe that a major change must be made if the pre-
sent day school system is to allow and encourage students
to have a more active part in forming their educations.
Students need to know how to get things for themselves —
how to question, to criticize, to make decisions, to
evaluate. Too often in school classes today, the process of
education is little more than a system of mimicking and
regurgitation. Teachers ‘pour’ information into their
students. The students are expected to accept it, memorize
it, and then ‘spit’ it back — on signal, of course,

Too often students are led to believe that there is only
one way to go about doing everything, that there is only
one right answer in every case, that everything is ‘cut and
dry,’ that only certain things are worth knowing — that
which their teachers tell them. Jn the process they lose
track of what learning is. This whole concept is
frightening, appalling to me. What is happening to people?

Before I started thinking about this, it got to the point
where whenever I read a book on my own, I found that I
had trouble analyzing it and understanding its purpose.
I've been so used to having a teacher tell me what the
theme of a story or poem is, what to look for, what is worth
knowing, I've never had to evaluate for myself. The
teachers always have the ‘right' answers,

Frequently I find that I do not really learn certain infor-
mation, and so don't retain much. I can recognize the
‘right’ (expected) answer on a test, but if someone asks

me to explain or discuss the information, many times I «

have trouble or just can't do it. It’s so easy to fall into this
situation when teachers lecture, throwing information at
you, expecting you to accept it. To learn about a subject,
you need to study it, working with and observing its con-
cepts for yourself. It must make an impression on you in

“  We MUST stop and examine what is happening in our
schools. Something is drastically WRONG. Rarely are
students encouraged to really think or to do any intellec-
tual activities. More often they are told merely to throw
back the information that their teachers tell them. Too
many teachers seem to spend more time testing you (oral-
ly or written) on tiny details of a book to see Wwhether you
read it or not, instead of getting to the actual point of the
story. (Perhaps they're just trying to take up time).

In a typical class discussion of a bddk the teacher wants
his students to cover certain points. Generally his"
questions do not require thinking. All the students have to
do is retell details-from the book. Somehow I fail to be
stimulated or challenged enough to play this game of fin-
ding the answer that the teacher wants. This type of game
is insulting, downgrading,' ridiculous. It makes no
demands, it doesn't arouse thought or questions.

It has always been said that schools are supposed to be
preparing people for the world. It seems to me that they
are sheltering people from the world — feeding them
everything and letting them believe that everything is ‘cut
and dry." Too many students when they leave school are
unknowingly thrust into a world that has been hidden from
them. All of a sudden they find that they must fend for
themselves, making their own judgments and their own
decisions. We have to spend so much of our lives in schools
being ‘schooled.” Shouldn’t we be getting an education,

too?

That's the ‘theme of the 1974 National Children's
Dentai Health Week, Feb. 3-9, it was announced by Dr,
Howard Koft of Manchester, chairman of the
Manchester Dental  Society’s Committee for
Children's Dental Health Week."

"“Tooth decay and gum disease are the lwo most
common”dental diseases,” Dr. Koft said. ‘“‘They are
directly linked to what you eat and to your dietary
habits: That's one of the reasons we are placing such
stress this year on the importance of nutrition.

Dr. Koft said. "*Most of us find snacks relaxing and
refreshing, and they can supply energy and contribute
to our basic food needs. But it is important not to be
careless in the types of foods we choose for snacks so

that good dental health and general nutritional well-
being are not endangered.”

Bacterial plaque is the-sticky, almost colorless film
that forms continually on teeth. Accumulated plaque
has been identified as a major factor in the cause of
tooth decay and gum disease.

Dr. Koft explained that when eating sweet foods,
certain bacteria in plaque use the sugars to form acids
which can dissolve the tooth enamel. "When that
happens, he said,-decay can spread throughout the
tooth and to adjoining ones.

Not all snacks are as detrimental to good dental
health as sweel, sugary snacks eaten daily. Dentists
urge parents and'chlidren to make a list of some of the
nutritious snack foods. They include milk and cheese,
nuts, hard boiled eggs, fresh fruits and vegetables such

as applés. oranges, bananas, carrots and celery. Pop-

corn-and soda crackers, sugarless gums, and sugar-
free soft drinks may also be included,

The four basic rules for good dental health as
recommended by Dr. Koft and his colleagues are:.
I—clean teeth throughly at least once a day using the
proper tools. Es
2—Choose snack-type foods less harmful to the teeth.
3—Make sure your child gets fluoride treatments.
4—See your dentist for regular dental check-ups.
“Your teeth were meant to last a lifetime, if you
take the time to keep them," Dr. Koft said, ;

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Truck Driver Protest

Spreads To 20 States

United Press International

A truck drivers’ strike spread
to more than 20 states today
and the governors in three
states called out the National
Guard in a move to insure
supplies. -

Reports from around ‘the
country indicated industrial
plants closing and food and fuel
in short supply in some places.
Some violence also was
reported.

Truck traffic was slowed in
many parts of the country
Friday when striking indepen-
dent drivers blocked highways.
Some of the strikers also
blocked entrances to oil com-
pany refineries, stopping the

_ delivery of gasoline.

The National Guard was ac-
tivated in Pennsylvania, where
Gov. Milton Shapp called in
elements of two battalions
Friday to insure free move-
ment of trucks, and Gov. John

Winter storm warnings in
effect for today and tonight in
the Greater Hartford area.
Snow with possible change to
sleet tonight. Chance of
precipitation 70 per cent today,
90 per cent tonight, 60 per cent
Sunday. Low 20 tonight, highs
Sunday in upper 20s or low 30s.

J. Gilligan authorized the Ohio
National Guard to uge
helicopters in a search for
snipers and rock-throwers
attempting to disrupt highway
truck traffic,

. In Florida, Gov. Reubin
Askew offered National Guard
trucks to haul fuel to police, fire
and ambulance units in cities
and counties along the fuel-
starved southwest Florida
coast..

At least one driver in Florida
was shot at as hundreds of
truckers joined in a protest
strike that cut off fuel
shipments to several parts of
the state and threatened to dry
up vegetable supplies to the
North.

Some trouble was also
reported in Indiana, but
authorities said there were no
injuries.

Truck traffic in Missouri and
parts of Kansas was slowed
drastically as drivers blocked
truck stop driveways with rigs,

Blockades and scattered acts
of violence, including shooting
and rock throwing, also oc-
curred in Georgia, Tennessee,
North Carolina, West Virginia,
Texas, Mississippi, Alabama,
California, Connecticut and
Illinois.

Spokesmen for the General
Motors Corp. said all 21 of the
firm's plants in Ohio could be
forced to close by next week. In
addition to GM, the Ohio plants
of Container Corp. of America,
General Electric, Armco Steel

3

Corp., Chrysler Air Temp and
National Cash Register will
close-Monday or work on a day-
to-day basis.

Officials said the state’s food
supply might be dried up within
seven days.

“Our grocery stores have

enough food for the next six or
seven days and that's it," C.
William Swank, executive
director of the Ohio Farm
Bureau Federation, said. He

said no dairy products, produce

or livestock were moving by
truck in Ohio.

State Ready To Fight

For Gasoline Allocation

United Press International

A state energy official says
Connecticut's gasoline alloca-
tion this month wil be 10 million
gallons less than in January and
37 million gallons less. than in
November.

A governor's aide said the
state will have to fight for
every gallon it is entitled to.

Kenneth Wood, a deputy of
the state Energy Emergency
Agency, said Friday, the
federal agency has allocated
gasoline at 80 per cent of the
level of February, 1972.

The allocation of 70 million
gallons is 37 million gallons less
than what was sold in
November, Wood said. Officials
set the state's needs for
February at 105 million gallons.

Robert C. Leuba, a key aide
te Gov. Thomas J. Meskill, said

the'state is trying to determine

‘whether,_the federal allocation
hias takertinto account the large
number of gas station closings
in the state, °

“Welre going to fight for
every gallon we're entitled to,"
Leuba said.

The governor's office doesn't
think' the federal officials took
into account the closing of one
out of eight statjons in Connec-
ticut during the'past year, he
said. )

The governor is willing to

have Connecticut share the gas-
oline shortfall along with
everyone else but the state
shouldn't have to bear more
than its fair share. R

“We're getting the short end
of the stick,”” Leuba said. “We
want o make sure that when
the gasoline is passed out that
Connecticut is first in line,”

The governor presented the
state's case to federal energy
chief William E. Simon last
week, warning about the
expected shortfall, he said.

Meantime, Northeast
Utilities said in its weekly fuel
report that a federal allocation
of 6.8 million barrels of in-
dustrial fuel oil should meet
New England's power needs in
February.

The New England Power
Pool projected an allocation of
6.5 million barrels for the
month with any extra being
used to replenish reserves.

“The additional oil expected
to be received under the federal
program is a direct result of
New England's exceptional ef-
forts in conserving energy,” a
spokesman said.

“The federal allocation plan
is based on a conservation rate
of § per cent,"” he said.

“According to the most re-
cent New England Power Pool
figures, New Englanders have

been conserving electric energy
at a rate of approximately 12
per cent," he said.

Another factor, he said, is a
decreasing reliance
on petroleum for the generation
of power and an increasing
dependance on nuclear power.

The reliance on fuel oil to

make electricity dropped from
67 per cent at the end of
November to 57 per cent at the
end of January, the spokesman
said. But the percentage of
power generated in nuclear
plants rose from 17 per cent to
23 per cent.

The Connecticut chapter of
the American Automobile
Association said that the prac-
tice of gasoline stations selling
to their regular customers only
has aggravated the long lines
and traffic tie-ups.

“Motorists have made it so
difficult to buy gas outside their
immediate areas they become
fearful of traveling more than
moderate distances without
trying to fill their tanks,
causing very long lines and traf-
fic jams," Alex Parley, an AAA
spokesman said.

Parley called on state of-
ficials to adopt a plan such as
Oregon'did to require motorists
with' even numbered plates to
buy gas on certain days and odd
numbered plates on other days.

Mansfield Says Impeachment
Inquiry Must Run Its Course

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
Declaring '‘a solemn and
urgent obligation' by Congress
to clean up campaign financing
in 1974, Senate Democratic
Leader Mike Mansfield said im-
peaching President Nixon could
come this year.

In a nationally broadcast
response to Nixon's State of the
Union address, on behalf of con-
gressional Democrats,
Mansfield said Friday night
‘“the question®of impeachemnt
and the matters of the
Watergate hearings create
gﬂm responsibilities for the

ngress.

“They are also inescapable
responsibilities,” he said.
“They have had to be assumed
in order to cleanse the political
process of this nation,”

He urged Nixon to support ef-
forts to ““clean up the campaign
financing mess.'"" Nixon
Wednesday night told Congress,

"“One year of Watergate is
enough.”

In a question-and-answer ses-
sion with reporters after -his
speech, Mansfield said a House
impeachment vote could come
within a few months, but that a
Senate trial, if Nixon was im-
peached, could extend into next
year.

He said the question of
Nixon's resignation was settled
by the President’s rejection of
such action Wednesday, and
that criminal aspects of
Watergate were for the courts
to decide. "‘whether it is
months or years'" he said,
“there are no judicial shor-
cuts."

The government must
‘“excise Watergate’' because
the American, people do not
want their country run ‘by the
whim or the will of the most
powerful and influential,” said
Mansfield. :

“It is. incumbent to us to
foreclose an excessive intrusion
of great wealth, whether cor-
porate, labor, personal or
whatever, into the electoral
process,'" the 70-year-old
Senate leader said. “That is a
solemn and urgent obligation.

“If it was in 1972 that
Watergate arose, and in 1973 it
was investigated, may it be siad
that it was in 1974 that the
matter was finally ended in a
new system of open elections,
openly paid for." A

On other subjects, Mansfield
said:

— Congress . will give “full
"and cooperative consideration’

To the President’s 1974

legislative package. But he
predicted the $304.4 billion

budget would be cut and

Congress will concentrate on
tax reform, national health in-
surance, housing aid, pension
reform, minimum wage, educa-

tion, no-fault auto insurance
and federal campaign finan-
cing.

— Nixon should not hesitate to
ration gasoline, and has
authority under a 1950 law to do
S0 now,

— He favors televising both
the House Judiciary Committee
hearings and any Senate trial.

— There should be some kind
of committee composed of
members of the executive and
legislative branches and
businessmen to deal .with
problems created by the energy
shortage.

— Congress can best help heal
the crisis of confidence in
government by acting and
moving decisively on the major
qﬂoblems. He said he does not
blame the public ‘for feeling
“cynicism, pessimism and
questioning™ over the perfor-
mance of government.

WASHINGTON (UPI) — A
lawyer for President Nixon's
personal secretary, Rose Mary
Woods, has charged that
Nixon's Watergate lawyers set
her up,to take the blame for
erasure of one of the Watergate
Lapes.

Charles S. Rhyne talked to
reporters Friday as his client
gave day-long testimony before
a federal grand jury in-
vestigating the erasure—which
tape experts have said was
deliberate—of 18Vz minites of a
key Watergate tape.

Rhyne also said the experts
appointed to study the tapes had
already prejudged the fact that
they were deliberately erased.

""They didn't look for
anything else except this
prejudgment - already arrived
at,” Rhyne said. “They were
given'the job to prove it was her
and they went out to do it...

“Nobody has ever been set up
any more,”" he said. “And then
they turned the experts loose to
prove it.”

Miss Woods, after she
emerged from testifying, said
she told the grand jurors “I'd

come back a thousand times if
they want me to."

“I have only one story to tell
and I've told it a dozen
times....I've told only the truth
all the way through and I will
repat it to everyhody in the
world,”" she said.

In another Watergate
development, President
Nixon's tax lawyers said the
original deed transferring to
the National Archives Nixon's
vice president papers — valued
for income tax purposes at
$576,000 — has apparently been
destroyed.

But Frank DeMarco Jr. said
in a telephone interview from
his Los Angeles office that he
believed the transfer — and-
thus Nixon's claimed tax deduc-
tion — was legal.

He said in his opinion Nixon's
gift qualified for the tax deduc-
tion because “'physical delivery
of the papers with intention to
make a gift"" had taken place
before the July 25, 1969, date
which Congress set for ending
such deductions.

PUNXSUTAWNEY, Pa. (UPI)

predict the weather.

Tradition has it that if the
groundhog sees his shadow,
prepare for six more weeks of
winter.

But Phil’s shadow was wan at
8:28 a.m. Sam Light, president
of the Punxsutawney Ground
Club, interpreted this as
meaning ‘‘there will be six
weeks of mild winter weather."

Brazilian Fire

Kills At

Least

174 Persons

SAO PAULO, Brazil (UPI) — Authorities said today at
least 174 persons died in a fire that roared through the up-
per floors of a modern 22-story skyscraper, trapping hun-
dreds of panicked workers in an inferno.

Fire officials blamed a short circuit in an air con-
ditioning unit for touching off Friday’s devastating blaze,
which also left hundreds of persons seriously injured.

Witnesses said at least 25 per-
sons plunged to their deaths,
leaping from the roof in a fran-
tic attempt to escape the in-
tense heat. Flames from the
fire shot 150 feet in the air,

""Most of the viclims were
cooked,’" said"Fire Chief Jonas
Flores Ribeiro Jr. “At least 80
per cent of the deaths were
caused by panic.”’

Ribeiro said the building, the
Joelma office complex, had in-
adequate sprinkler systems and
the fire stairs ""were only 11 in-
ches wide."

Sac Paulo Mayor Miguel
Colasuonno called the disaster
“horrible.” He said the flames
shot rapidly through the office
tower because the builder had
used “inflammable material”
to make the upper floors.

The fire lasted three and a
half hours and sent smoke
billowing through downtown
Sao Paulo, Latin America's
largest city.

Firefighters and rescue
teams used fleets of helicopters
to try to save an estimated 100
person trapped on the roof. But
dense .smoke, flames and the
heat forced the choppers to
yeer away during most of the
blaze.

A crowd of 10,000 persons
gathered in the streets below,

watching stunned as the grim .

spectacle unfolded above them,
Many wept and several. said

% prayers begging for a miracle

to save the office workers.

Firemen daubed paint on
bedsheets, appealing to the
strapped workers, “Be Calm
People’ and "Firemen Here."

One frantic woman,. totally
blackened by the smoke, leaped
from the 15th floor clutching
her year-old baby in her arms:
The woman died instantly in the
fall, but the infant was pried
from her grasp still alive,

One survivor told how he saw
dozens of people trying
hysterically to squeeze their
way out of the building.

“People were ripping their
clothes off and many of them
who fell to the floor burned to
death,” he said.

Edivaldo Almeida, a building
janitor, said he was on the 12th
floor when he heard an explo-
sion and people started to
scream ‘‘fire.”

‘T grabbed a fire
extinguisher,” but it was too
late,” he said. “‘I ran down the
stairs and I saw a desperate
crowd running frantically
trying to get out,

‘‘Many people were
trampled. I remember seeing a
small girl being stomped on. I
yelled for them to keep calm,
but no one seemed to be able to
control themsejves, including
mysell.

“The entire building had
become ‘a raging inferno and
some people with their eyes full
of fear simply could not move,"
