National Children's Dental Health Week
"Kick the sweet snack habit!”
That’s the theme of the 1974 National Children’s 

Dental Health Week, Feb. 3-9, it was announced by Dr. 
Howard Koft of Manchester, chairman of the 
Manchester Dental Society’s Committee for 
Children’s Dental Health Week.”

"Tooth decay and gum disease are the two most 
common dental diseases,” Dr. Koft said. “They are 
directly linked to what you eat and to your dietary 
habits. That’s one of the reasons we are placing such 
stress this year on the importance of nutrition.

“Eating between meals or ‘snacking’ can be fun,” 
Dr. Koft said. "Most of us find snacks relaxin'^ and 
refreshing, and they can supply energy and contribute 
to our basic food needs. But it is important not to be 
careless in the types of foods we choose for snacks so

that good dental health and general nutritional well­
being are not endangered.”

Bacterial plaque is the-sticky, almost colorless film 
that forms continually on teeth. Accumulated plaque 
has been identified as a major factor in the cause of 
tooth decay and gum disease.

Dr. Koft explained that when eating sweet foods, 
certain bacteria in plaque use the sugars to form acids 
which can dissolve the tooth enamel. 'When that 
happens, he said, decay can spread throughout the 
tooth and to adjoining ones.

Not all snacks are as detrimental to good dental 
health as sweet, sugary snacks eaten daily. Dentists 
urge parents ancTchildren to make a list of some of the 
nutritious snack foods. ’They include milk and cheese, 
nuts, hard boiled eggs, fresh fruits and vegetables such

as apples, oranges, bananas, carrots and celery. Pop­
corn and soda crackers, sugarless gums, and sugar- 
free soft drinks may also be included.

The four basic rules for good dentel health as 
recommended by Dr. Koft and his colleagues are:

1 - clean teeth throughly at least once a day using the 
proper toois.

2 -  Choose snack-type foods less harmful to the teeth.
3 -  Make sure your child gets fluoride treatments.
4 -  See your dentist for regular dental check-ups. 
"Your teeth were meant to last a lifetime, if you

take the time to keep them,” Dr. Koft said.

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Truck Driver Protest 
Spreads To 2(3 States

United PresB International
A truck drivers’ strike spread 

to more than 20 states today 
and the governors in three 
states called out the National 
Guard in a move to insure 
supplies.

Reports from around the 
country indicated industrial 
plants closing and food and fuel 
in short supply in some places. 
Some violence also  was 
reported.

Truck traffic was slowed in 
many parts of the country 
Friday when striking indepen­
dent drivers blocked highways. 
Some of the strikers also 
blocked entrances to oil com­
pany refineries, stopping the 
delivery of gasoline.

’The National Guard was ac­
tivated in Pennsylvania, where 
Gov. Milton Shapp called in 
elements of two battalions 
Friday to insure free move­
ment of trucks, and Gov. John

Blockades and scattered acts 
of violence, including shooting 
and rock throwing, also oc­
curred in Georgia, Tennessee, 
North Carolina, West Virginia, 
Texas, Mississippi, Alabama, 
California, Connecticut and 
Illinois.

Spokesmen for the General 
Motors Corp. said all 21 of the 
firm’s plants in Ohio could be 
forced to close by next week. In 
addition to GM, the Ohio plants 
of Container Corp. of America, 
General Electric, Armco Steel

Corp., Chrysler Air Temp and 
National Cash .Register will 
close-Monday or work on a day- 
to-day basis.

Officials said the state’s food 
supply might be dried up within 
seven days.

Open As Long 
As Gasoline Lasts

About half the gasoline ser­
vice stations contacted by ’The 
Herald this morning said they 
were pumping gasoline today, 
but not for long. ’The other half 
were dut of gas, and didn’t 
expect additional deliveries un­
til sometime next week.

The Herald telephoned 20 of 
the 40-odd service stations in 
Manchester listed in the phone 
directory. Dealers pumping 
gasoline said they’d probpbly 
run out today, and those without 
fuel, which were open for 
repairs and other services, 
weren’t certain when they’d 
have more gasoline.

Stations that did have gas­
oline reported long lines at 
their pumps this morning.

‘"rhere’s a line a mile long,” 
an employe df Moriarty Bros., 
315 Center St., said at about 
9:30 a.m. He said Moriarty’s

State Ready To Fight 
For Gasoline Allocation

A state energy official says 

Connecticut’s gasoline alloca­
tion this month wil be 10 million 
gallons less than in January and 
37 million gallons less than in 
November.

A governor’s aide said the 
state will have to fight for 
every gallon it is entitled to.

Kenneth Wood, a deputy of 
the state Energy Emergency 
Agency, said Friday, the 
federal agency has allocated 
gasoline at 80 per, cent of the 
level of February, 1972.

’The allocation of 70 million 
gallons is 37 million gallons less 
th a n  w hat w as so ld  in 
November, Wood said. Officials 
set the s ta te ’s needs for 
February at 105 million gallons. 

Robert C. Leuba, a key aide 
. Thomas J. Meskill, said

The gov^iTior’s office ddesn’t 
think the federal officials took 
into account tte  closing of one 
out of eight stations in Connec­
ticut during the^ast year, he 
said. \

’The governor is willing to

have Connecticut share the gas­
oline shortfall along with 
everyone else but the state 
shouldn’t have to bear more 
than its fair share.

“We’re getting the short end 
of the stick,” Leuba said. “We 
want to make sure that when 
the gasoline is passed out that 
Connecticut is first in line.”

The governor presented the 
state’s case to federal energy 
chief William E. Simon last 
week, warning about the 
expected shortfall, he said.

M e a n tim e , N o r th e a s t  
Utilities said in its weekly fuel 
report that a federal allocation 
of 6.8 million barrels of in­
dustrial fuel oil should meet 
New England’s power needs in 
Februai^.

The New England Power 
Pool projected an allocation of 
6.5 million barrels for the 
month with any extra being 
used to replenish reserves.

“The additional oil expected 
to be received under the federal 
program is a direct result of 
New England’s exceptional ef­
forts in conserving energy,” a 
spokesman said.

‘"The federal allocation plan 
is based on a conservation rate 
of 5 per cent,” he said.

“According to the most re­
cent New England Power Pool 
figures. New Englanders have

been conserving electric energy 
at a rate of approximately 12 
per cent,” he said.

Another factor, he said, is a 
d e c re a s in g  re l ia n c e  
on petroleum for the generation 
of power and an increasing 
dependance on nuclear power.

The reliance on fuel oil to 
make electricity dropped from 
67 per cent a t the end of 
November to 57 per cent at the 
end of January, the spokesman 
said. But the percentage of 
power generated in nuclear 
plants rose from 17 per cent to-^ Hartford Rd 
23 per cent.

"The Connecticut chapter of 
the American Automobile 
Association said that the prac­
tice of gasoline stations selling 
to their regular customers only 
has aggi’avated the long lines 
and traffic ti^ups.

“Motorists have made it so 
difficult to buy gas outside their 
immediate areas they become 
fearful of traveling more than 
moderate distances without 
trying to fill their tanks, 
causing very long lines and traf­
fic jams,” Alex Parley, an AAA 
spokesman said.

Parley called on state of­
ficials to adopt a plan such as 
Oregon did to require motorists 
with even numbered plates to 
buy gas on certain days and odd 
numbered plates on other days.

Manchester motorists in recent 
weeks as being one of very few 
stations filling tanks, didn’t 
have gasoline today and didn’t 
expect it unUl next week.

E arle ’s Middle Turnpike 
Texaco, at the comer of W. 
Middle Tpke. and Broad St., 
didn’t have any gasoline when 
contacted this morning. But the 
station operators said they 
might get a delivery today, and 
if they did the stetim would 
reopen.

Across the street, at Ray’s 
Gulf (250 W. Middle Tpke.), the 
situation was worse. Ray ran 
out of gas eight days ago, and 
more fuel wasn’t expected until 
Monday or ’Tuesday.

Jim ’s Arco Service at 206 
had a little gas­

oline still left in its storage 
tanks, but it wasn’t being 
pumped. “ It’s only for my 
regular customers,” the dealer 
said.

A spokesman for Lydon Bros. 
Shell Service, 161 Tolland 
Tpke., didn’t have “the faintest 
idea” when the station would 
get u delivery and be able to 
reopen.

Gerich’s Service Station at 
1082 Tolland Tpke. was the only 
station which contacted which 
was closed for services as well 
as for gasoline. TTiere was a 
wedding in the family today.

Gasoline at Dick’s Exxon, 411 
Hartford Rd., “went a long 
time ago, and the Febmary gas­
oline allotment — 20 per cent 
less than January — wasn’t due 
until ’Tuesday or Wednesday.

Mansfield Says Impeachment 
Inquiry Must Run Its Course

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  

Declaring “ a solemn and 
urgent obligation” by Congress 
to clean up campaign financing 
in 1974,' Senate Democratic 
Leader Mike Mansfield said im­
peaching President Nixon could 
come this year.

In a nationally broadcast 
response to Nixon’s State of the 
Union address, on behalf of con- 
g re s s io n a l  D e m o c ra ts , 
Mansfield said Friday night 
“the question* of impeachemnt 
and the  m a tte r s  o{ the 
Watergate hearings create 
onerous responsibilities for the 
Congress.

“’They are also inescapable 
responsibilities,’’ he said, 
‘"rhey havq had to be assumed 
in order to cleanse the political 
process of this nation.”

He urged Nixon to support ef­
forts to “clean up the campaign 
financing m e ss .”  Nixon 
Wednesday night told Congress,

“One year of Watergate is 
enough.”

In a question-and-answer ses­
sion with reporters after his 
speech, Mansfield said a House 
impeachment vote could come 
within a few months, but that a 
Senate trial, if Nixon was im­
peached, could extend into next 
year.

He said the question of 
Nixon’s resignation was settled 
by the President’s rejection of 
such action Wednesday, and 
th a t c rim ina l a sp ec ts  of 
Watergate were for the courts 
to decide, “ whether it is 
months or years” he said, 
“there are no judicial shor- 
■cuts.”

The g o v ern m en t m ust 
“excise Watergate” because 
the American, people do not 
want their country run “by the 
whim or the will of the most 
powerful and influential," said 
Mansfield.

“It is incumbent to us to 
foreclose an excessive intrusion 
of great wealth, whether cor­
porate, labor, personal or 
whatever, into the electoral 
p rocess,”  the 70-year-old 
Senate leader said. ‘"That is a 
solemn and urgent obligation.

“ If it was in 1972 that 
Watergate arose, and in 1973 it 
was investigated, may it be siad 
that it was in 1974 that the 
matter was finally ended in a 
new system of open elections, 
openly paid for.’’.

On other subjects, Mansfield 
said:

— Congress will give “full 
and cooperative consideration” 

'rto the  P r e s id e n t ’s 1974 
legislative package. But he 

. predicted the $304.4 billion 
budget would be cut and' 
Congress will concentrate on 
tax reform, national health in­
surance, housing aid, pension 
reform, niinimum wage, educa­

tion, no-fault auto insurance 
and federal campaign finan­
cing.

— Nixon should not hesitate to 
ra tio n  gaso line, and has

Miss Wood’s Attorney Charges 
Tape Erasures Were Prejudged

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  A 
lawyer for President Nixon’s 
personal secretary, Rose Mary 
Woods, has charged that 
Nixon’s Watergate lawyers set 
her up^to take the blame for 
erasure of one of the Watergate 
tapes.

Charles S. Rhyne talked to 
reporters Friday as his client 
gave day-long testimony before 
a federal grand jury  in­
vestigating the erasure—which 
tape experts have said was 
deliberate—of 18 Vi minites of a 
key Watergate tape.

Rhyne also said the experts 
appointed to study the tapes had 
already prejudged the fact that 
they were deliberately erased.

“ They d id n ’t look fo r 
anything else except this 
prejudgment already arrived 
at,” Rhyne said. “They were 
givennhe job to prove it was her 
and they went out to do it...

“Nobody has ever been set up 
any more,” he said. “And then 
they turned the experts loose to 
prove it.”

Miss Woods, a f te r  she 
emerged from testifying, said 
she told the grand jurors “I’d

come back a thousand times if 
they want me to”

“I have only one story to tell 
and I've told it a dozen 
times....I've told only the truth 
all the way through and I will 
repat it to everybody in the 
world,” she said.

In a n o th e r  W a te rg a te  
deve lo p m en t, P re s id e n t 
Nixon’s tax lawyers said the 
original deed transferring to 
the National Archives Nixon’s 
vice president papers — valued 
for income tax purposes at 
$576,000 — has apparently been 
destroyed.

But Frank DeMarco Jr. said 
in a telephone interview from 
his Los Angeles office that he 
believed the transfer — and- 
thus Nixon’s claimed tax deduc­
tion — was legal.

He said in his opinion Nixon’s 
gift qualified for the tax deduc­
tion because “physical delivery 
of the papers with intention to 
make a gift” had taken place 
before the July 25, 1969, date 
which Congress set for ending 
such deductions.

DeMarco said his secretary 
bad “re-executed” the deed

making the transfer on March 
27,1970 — nine months after the 
July 25 cutoff date. The new 
deed was not signed until April 
10, 1970.

“ She d id n ’t have any 
recollection of what happened 
to the original deed,” DeMarco 
said of his secretary. “I guess it 
was destroyed.” He said that 
was a routine matter.

DeMarco’s comments were 
made shortly after White House 
Press Secretary Ronald L. 
Zigler accused California 
Secretary of S tate’Edmund 
Brown with “highly irrespon­
sible” conduct in making public 
some details of his investiga­
tion into Nixon’s taxes.

Ziegler accused Brown, a 
Democrat, of exploiting the in­
v estiga tion  for p a rtisan  
political purposes.

Ziegler also said White House 
attorneys working on Nixon’s 
tax matters with a joint con­
gressional com m ittee in­
vestiga ting  some of the 
President’s income tax returns 
were “getting pretty close” to 
the point where further public 
explanations would be made.

Nixon, who has been widely 
criticized for some of his tax 
claim s, received support 
Friday from a California state 
income tax board.

But Martin Huff, executive 
officer of the board, said non­
res id en ts  a re  sub jec t to 
“California source” income 
taxes and that decision will be 
made at a la te r  tim e on 
whether or not Nixon might 
owe any back income taxes for 
the period between 1969-73.

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Brazilian Fire 
At Least 

174 Persons
SAG PAULO, Brazil (UPI) — Authorities said today a t 

least 174 persons died in a fire that roared through the up­
per floors of a modern 22-story skyscraper, trapping hun­
dreds of panicked workers in an inferno.

Fire officials blamed a short circuit in an air con­
ditioning unit for touching off Friday’s devastating blaze, 
which also left hundreds of persons seriously injured. 

Witnesses said at least 25 per- to save the office workers.
Firemen daubed paint on 

bedsheets, appealing to the 
Hrapped workers, “Be Calm 
People” and “Firemen Here.” 

One frantic woman, totally 
blackened by the smoke, leaped 
from the 15th floor clutching 
her year-old baby in her arms. 
The woman died instantly in the 
fall, but the infant was pried 
from her grasp still alive.

One survivor told how he saw 
dozens of people  try in g  
hysterically to squeeze their 
way out of the building.

“People were ripping their 
clothes off and many of them 
who Jell to the floor burned to 
death,” he said.

Edivaldo Almeida, a building 
janitor, said he was on the 12th 
floor when he heard an explo­
sion and people started to 
scream "fire.”

“ I g ra b b e d  a f i r e  
extinguisher,” but it was too 
late,” he said. "I ran down the 
stairs and I saw a desperate 
crowd running frantically  
trying to get out.

“ M any p eo p le  w ere  
trampled. I remember seeing a 
small girl being stomped on. I 
yelled for them to keep cblm, 
but no one seemed to be able to 
control themsejves, including 
myself. ^

“ The entire building had 
become a raging inferno and 
some people with their eyes full 
of fear simply could nqt move.”

sons plunged to their deaths, 
leaping from the roof in a fran­
tic attempt to escape the in­
tense heat. Flames from the 
fire shot 150 feet in the air.

“Most of the victims were 
cooked,’’ said Fire Chief Jonas 
Flores Ribeiro Jr. “At least 80 
per cent of the deaths were 
caused by pdnic.”

Ribeiro said the building, the 
Joelma office complex, had in­
adequate sprinkler systems and 
the fire stairs “were only 11 in­
ches wide.”
, Sao Paulo Mayor Miguel 

Colasuonno called the disaster 
“horrible.” He said the flames 
shot rapidly through the office

to make the upper floors.
The fire lasted three and a 

half hours and sent ,,smoke 
billowing through downtown 
Sao Paulo, Latin America’s 
largest city.

F irefighters and rescue 
teams used fleets of helicopters 
to try to save an estimated 100 
person trapped on the roof. But 
dense smoke, flames and the 
heat forced the choppers to 
veer away during most of the 
blaze.

Two ^ t s  of rules apply for 
those eligible for the sick pay 
eKclusion.

waiting period. Your_ exclu­
sion begins on the fi>st' day of 
absence from work.

The amount to be excluded 
is the lesser of your actual 
pay received dr $75 a week.

If you did not spend at least 
9ne day in the .hospital there 
is a,seven-day waiting period 
before the exclusion becomes 
effective. Start counting with 
the first work day absent and 
Count seven consecutive 
days.

A fter counting off the 
seven days, start taking your 
exclusion at the rate of $75 a 
week. If pay received is less 
than that, the actual pay 
received is excluded.

Sick pay does not always 
come in full weekly periocls. 
You could have two full 
weeks and three days credit.' 
What then?

For periods less than a full 
week, apply the daily rate of 
exclusion. For example, with 
a $75 weekly maximum, that 
would be $15 a day if you nor­
mally work a five-day week.

In this c a ^ , you would take 
either the $15 a day figure or 
the actual pay received for a 
week divided by five, if that 
w ould  p ro d u c e  a low er 
figure.

Follow the same procedure 
dividing by six if you work a 
six-day week, or by seven if 
you work a seven-day week. 

”  After 30 calendar days 
have elapsed from the onset 
of the aosence from work,’ 
your exclusion is stepped up 
to the weekly pay received or 
$100 a week, it that is a lesser 
figure.

Under the new, 1974 formula, 
delegates are allocated on the 
basis of a minimum number of 
seats for each town, plus a 
bonus number of seats based on 
the number of Democrats 
voting in the last presidential 
election, Cummings said.

M anchester’s Democratic 
Town Committee will endorse 
delegates in April for the June 
state convention, Cummings 
said. .

The F irs t Congressional 
D is tr ic t, which includes 
Manchester as well as most of 
Greater Hartford towns, will 
have a total of 247 delegates, 
the largest of any congressional 
district in the state.

Atty. Gen. Robert K. Killian 
of Hartford, a candidate for 
governor, lives in the First 
District.

The Sixth District (northwest

Connecticut) will have 230 
/delegates. U.S. Rep. Ella T. 
iGrasso of Windsor Locks, 
another gubernatorial can­
didate, represents the Sixth 
District.

Other delegate counts: Third 
District (Greater New Haven), 
177; Fourth District (lower 
Fairfield County), 168); Fifth 
District (Waterbury-Meriden 
area), 191; and Second District 
(eastern Connecticut), 200.

Gubernaorial hopefuls Homer 
D. Babbidge Jr. and Frank N.

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The Methanol Cure
Existing supplies o f  gasoline could 

be extended by at least 15 per cent — 
approximately the amount refinery 
production has been cut — simply by 
mixing in a synthetic fuel called  
m ethanol, say  two m em b ers of 
M a s s a c h u s e t t s  I n s t i t u t e  o f  
Technology’s Lincoln Laboratory.

Not only would this help solve the 
energy problem, but adding 5 to 15 per 
cent of methanol to gasoline “could 
p ro d u c e  d is p r o p o r t io n a te  im ­
provements in fuel economy, pollution 
levels and performance,” write T.B. 
Reed and R.M. Lerner in Science 
Magazine.

They tested a number of unmodified 
private cars (model years 1966 to 
1972) with varying concentrations of 
methanol. It was found that fuel 
economy increased by 5 to 13 per cent, 
c a r b o n  m o n o x id e  e m i s s i o n s  
decreased by 14 to 72 per cent and 
acceleration increased up to 7 per 
cent.

Even better results, they say, could 
be obtained from cars designed to run 
on 100 per cent methanol. Exteting 
engines could be converted for about 
$100. One such converted municipal 
vehicle has been operating for a year 
in Santa Clara, Calif.

Well, what is this wonder fuel, and 
where was it when the bright boys in 
Detroit were designing gas-guzzling, 
performance-ruining em ission control 
devices at the behest of Congress and

the environmentalists?
Actually, methanol is nothing new. 

It has long been familiar as the 
alcohol used for heating food at the 
table or as the alcohol in Sterno. Anti­
ice gasoline additives generally con­
tain methanol.

About 1 billion gallons of methanol 
(1 per cent of gasoline production) 
were manufactured and sold in the 
United States in 1972 at an average 
price of 18 cents a gallon.

Most methanol is presently made 
from natural gas, which is hardly a 
recommendation for it from a conser­
vation standpoint. But the beauty part 
is that it can.be made from almost 
any organic substance, including farm  
and lumbering wastes and municipal 
garbage.

Since methanol is compatible with 
gasoline and existing automobiles, the 
a u th o rs  reco m m en d  th a t it  be 
gradually introduced as supplies in­
crease. But it should be considered an 
enviroqmentally beneficial gasoline 
additive rather than another fuel to be 
taxed. This, they say, would make 
methanol-blend gasoline cheaper than 
gasoline and encourage production all 
over the world.

If nothing else, it would seem  to be 
easier to build facilities for conver­
ting waste into methanol rather than 
to go prospecting for new petrolelum  
supplies that may or may not exist.

Toward Restoring a Balance
So many private colleges and un­

iversities are in a precarious financial 
condition, because of their inability to 
com pete with low-cost public educa­
tion, that a growing number of states 
have stepped in where the federal 
government still fears to tread. Five 
years ago, only two states offered 
financial aid that could be applied to 
independent schools, but today some 
35 states have various loan and grant 
programs that apply "to both public 
and private college within the states.

The reason for the turnabout was 
summarized recently by New York 
Assemblyman Peter Costigan, spon­
sor of a New York proposal for an am­
bitious aid program. He says the need 
is “ to restore som e com petitive  
equilibrium  betw een  public and® 
p r iv a te  in s t i t u t io n s . . .” U n less  
something is done to balance the com­
petitive advantage held by the public 
institutions, he explained, more and 
more students wilt have to attend 
public schools, thereby increasing the 
financial drain on state treasuries.

The larger considerations involve 
questions not only of finance but of 
fairness and public purpose. Simply 
put, how can independent schools be 
e x p e c te d  to c o m p e te  for  th e  
educational dollar with schools that 
are heavily subsidized out of tax 

I funds? Private schools have been 
losing ground steadily to heavily- 
subsidized state universities: fS'it in 
our interest to watch all but a handful 
of them disappear? Are we better off 
without the diversity and innovation

that independent schools provide?
The fe d e r a l g o v er n m e n t has  

hesitated  to aid private schools 
because many are church-related. Un­
til recently this has also been the at­
titude of sta te leg isla tures. The 
church-state questions are not without 
m erit, althopgh we find it hard in 
1970’s America to view it as the dire 
threat som e apparently feel it to be.

Many legislatures are coming to 
agree. Several have amended their 
constitutions to get around existing 
obstacles. The m ost common ap- 
prt)ach, though, is to give aid directly 
to students, in the form of grants or 
loans, to be spent at institutions of 
their choice. Obviously this approach 
not only in d irectly  a ids private  
sch oo ls , but not unim portantly, 
broadens the freedom of choice for 
the students.

The Christian Science Monitor 
noted that where students have a 
choice of using their grants at either 
private or public schools, the in­
dependents appear to do well. In 
Florida, for example, 53 per cent of 
funds issued in the first year of the 
program, 1972, went to students on 
private campuses.

In any event, the need is not to cut 
back on public higher education, 
which has performed a valuable ser­
vice to American society and will no 
doubt continue to do so. The need is to 
narrow the advantage public schools 
enjoy over private competitors, and to 
preserve a healthy elem ent of diversi­
ty. ~  Wall Street Journal

Lifestyles in the Life Cycle

This is the fourth in a series 
of five articles on emerging 
values and lifestyles entitled: A 

„ NEW BIRTH OF VALUES.)

NEW YORK, N .Y . - There is 
a new climate surrounding us, 
and it turns on changes in our 
lifestyles all the way from birth 
to death in the life cycle. There 
are fewer children being born 
because the parents are making 
a choice between unlimited 
parenthood and freer life op­
tions for themselves. The child 
is more likely to come by- 
natural childbirth, to let the 
mother savor the experience 
and go along with it.

He (or she— but I’ll use “he” 
for short) won’t be separated 
much from bis parents in the 
earliest years. I like the cons­
tant interplay I see between in­
fant and parents, of hugging 
and stroking and laughing, to 
keep the child from getting in- 
t e l le c tu a lly  slu g g ish  or 
emotionally frozen. I like to see 
the mothers, even in the com­
fortab le incom e groups, 
dressed simply, as if America 
were repeating the- frontier 
experience.

There is a different story 
about the im proverished  
w elfare ch ild ren , whose 
lifestyles is likely to be pathos. 
Changes in attitudes usually 
come in the groups where there 
is hope, not hopelessness. I 
watched a tribute to Martin 
Luther King on TV and was im­
pressed by the ljuoyant self- 
confidence of the black com­
munity taking part. As leaders 
themselves they were har­
bingers of possibility for their 
fellows.

In school the child is having 
difficulty with reading and 
writing. But the teachers in the 
luckier schools, who are not 
w restling with discipline  
problems, are bringing in new 
special skills to teach decision­
making and instill values even 
among the very young.

The short-lived rebellions of 
the 1960s in high school and 
junior high have given way to a 
b lu e je a n e d , lo n g h a ired  
fumbling for a way out of the 
trad itional confusions of 
adolescence. The drug scourge.

still serious in big-city slum 
a r e a s , is  ea s in g  a lm o st  
everywhere else. On college 
campuses the profile is a cross 
between the carelessly simple 
and (especially among girls) 
th e c a r e f u l ly  c a s u a l..  
Students are studying again. On 
the University of Florida cam­
pus, where I am teaching this 
quarter, the students who most­
ly drove cars five years ago are 
now riding bikes, with their 
books in a knapsack on their 
backs. Partly it is the energy 
crisis; mostly it is an effort to 
move away from the frenetic 
activisms to the rediscovery of 
self.

Some of the young still opt out 
of college and career, but most 
are combining career with a 
new self-reliance. 'They have a 
distaste for hypocrisy, and their 
insistence on the authentic is 
the best heritage from the 
values revolution which began 
in the ’60s. They are closer to 
their families than their older 
brothers and sisters were. But 
their lifestyle is what still 
differentiates them from the 
older generation.

Among postcollege “sym­
bols,” male and female, and 
also among the young married 
couples, the change from their 
parents is very marked. They 
want more fre^om and mobili­
ty, more “sensuousness” (as 
the paperbacks call it), more 
sexual exploration. The un­
married also want to wait 
b e fo r e  th e y  co m m it  
themselves. Despite the pair 
bonds without marriage which 
are so frequent,. most young 
people on the whole are retur­
ning to marriage, although 
later and more warily, with the 
vow that they won’t mess up 
their marriages and their 
children’s lives as their parents 
did. What counts for them is 
that they have not abdicated 
from love or wholly abandoned 
the idea of the romantic.

Perhaps the greatest change 
is among the divdi'ced and the 
middle aged. It is here that the 
theme of life renewed is 
strongest.' They are discovering 
not only who they are but who 
and what they can be. They are 
part of what I call renewal

crises in our time, with inter­
mingled hope and pathos.

This is true of the aging and 
elderly as well. They don’t have 
to be told any longer, by the 
geriatrics doctors or the sex 
experts, that life doesn’t end for 
them in their 60s or even in 
their 70s. They are not the last 
leaves on the tree. The biblical 
age is the end only of the old 
beginnings. There are new 
beginnings in friendship, travel, 
recreation,' even in creative 
work. In terms of the society it 
is absurd to have so much 
human experience, perhaps 
even wisdom, cut short. And the 
aging don’t mean to let it 
happen.

We Can't Afford It

WASHINGTON -  What the 
House did the other day, in 
rejecting a bill for a four-year, 
$1.5-billion American contribu­
tion to assist th e . world’s 
poorest countries, mpy be 
wrong in the long run. Pdrhaps 
the future issue of war and 
peace hinges on our continue 
acceptance of the role of o u r ’ 
foreign brother’s keeper.

Yet I do not think the House 
failed its constituents, who 
after all are the people of this 
country. I think instead that its 
248 to 155 defeat of a proposal to 
contribute that $1,5-billion to 
the World Bank reflected the 
people’s mood.

Some of my colleagues are 
kicking around phrases like 
neo-isolationism. Nonsense. 
Americans aire not trying to 
divorce themselves from the 
world. The mail shows their 
awareness of our stake in, say. 
Middle Eastern developments. 
They may wish the rest of the 
world would go away, but they 
know it won’t. What the House 
vote showed was that in one 
area, at least, its members 
were reacting to the feeling 
back home that this is not the 
time for new commitments 
abroad.

We can’t afford it. Foreign 
aid was fine when pork chops 
were selling for 49 cents a 
pound and we seemed to have 
more of everything than we 
could ever use. New foreign aid 
programs are wrong today 
because it is time to look to our 
own domestic problems.

A look at the vote suggests 
that it was Main Street casting 
the ballots, for it was a nonpar­
tisan action. Both Democrats 
and Republicans voted nay — 
118 on the Democratic side of 
the a isle  and 130 on the 
Republican side.

Besides, to the factory  
worker burdened with high 
prices and high taxes, the 
proposal was cockeyed. The 
total involved was only $4.5- 
billion, which meant that the 
United States wouid contribute 
o n e4 h ird  and the other  
“richer” countries the rest.

“ Why us?” that factory 
worker hiight well ask. For the 
past year or two he has been 
reading about how well other 
“richer” countries are doing.

He has heard about the ganging- 
up on the American dollar 
abroad, and about Washington’s 
struggle to whip the balance of 
payments deficit. He has seen 
foreign traders invade the 
American market. According­
ly, he can hardly be blamed if 
he concludes tfiat other coun- 

Nfries should share a greater 
harden in any effort to help the 
have^ots.

S e c ta r y  of State Henry 
K issingpr and T reasury  
Secretary George P. Shultz are 
exasperated V  the House vote. 
They have saimttey will lobby 
strenuously on Chpitol Hill to 
get it reversed. \ .

Don’t waste your;̂  tim e, 
gentlemen. You have'-t^eard 
from the country. Rep. George 
H. Mahon, chairman of tne 
House Appropriations C o m \  
mittee, made this clear when 
he warned his colleagues 
against casting a “politically 
unpopular” vote in favor of the 
biil. He also added ominously 
that even if the $1.5-billion were 
voted, he would not support the 
appropriation of funds for the 
new contribution. Mahon had 
heard from the folks, too.

There are two other kickers 
that make the bill unpopular on 
Main Street. One is thaLmany 
of the 41 poorer countries, es­
pecially those in Africa, have 
adopted a pro-Arab, anti- 
American attitude in the Mid­
dle East. The other is the 
energy squeeze, which will im­
pose on the poorer countries an 
additional oil import bill this 
year exceeding the entire 
amount of foreign aid they 
would receive. In short, the 
money would flow out of the 
United States to the poorer 
countries and wind up in the 
coffers of the oil-producing 
Arab states.

Nuts to that. The average 
American does ifot always 
expect his foreign aid to benefit 
only his country’s friends, but 
he is riot interested in paying 
taxes to support unfriendly 
governments and help swell the 
bank accounts of Arab sheiks 
who slapped an oil embargo on « 
the U.S. That’s not neo­
isolationism. It’s the kind of 
horse sense that tells him not to 
be a complete fall guy for the 
do-gooders.

Oil Depletion 
Allowance
Dear sir:

I respectfuily take minor 
exception to your Jan. 29th 
ed itoria l en titled , “ The 
Impeachment Problem.” I 
refer more specifically to your 
comments about the oil deple­
tion allowance.

Your editorial stated that the 
reduction of this allowance^ 
“has caused the closing of 
marginal oil operations — 
whose continuance is not 
justified by the economics.”

My study and knowledge of 
income tax laws iliidicates that 
the oil depletion allowance was 
intended to promote the dis­
covery o f-o il but that the 
amount is a percentage of the 
income from the sale of oil. 
Thus, the marginal operator 
who drills a dry well when 
seeking oil gets no benefit from 
the oil depletion allowance.

I-prefer to consider the oil 
depletion allowance as an 
adjustment to gross income 
available only to the owners of 
producing oil wells and to the 
owners of the land upon which 
the wells are located.

If you feel that the reduction 
of the oil depletion allowance 
has caused our impending fuel 
shortage, I graciously bow to 
your learned opinion but I 
respectfuily submit my opinion 
for your consideration.

Vulnerable Defense 
Budget Seeks Allies

The President’s top budget-makers, in face-tb-face 
meetings with the appropriate congressional committee 
chairmen, have already laid groundwork for selling the 
new defense budget which will rise some $7 billion to $8 
billion in fiscal 1975 expenditures.

But the elements of that sizable advance from present 
pending levels are complex. That probably will make the 
defense package vulnerable to critics at more points than 
usual, and compel both the President himself and Defense 
Secretary James Schlesinger to do very heavy missionary 
work.

The proposed fiscal 1975 spending increases cover higher 
defense manpower pay (mandated by Congress), mod­
ernization delayed by the" Vietnam war, funds to improve 
the military’s “state of readiness,”̂ aid to Israel and higher 
sums for new strategic weaponry -  most particularly for 
the Trident missile -  bearing submarine fleet designed 
ultimately to replace the existing Polaris-Poseidon  
seaborne nuclear shield.

In an interview. Deputy Director Fred Malek of the Office 
of Management and Budget said Director Roy Ash and he ' 
had made personal rounds on Capitol Hill to discuss with the 
concerned committee chairmen all aspects of the newly 
shaped annqal budget.

Inevitably, however, this tactic, innovative as it is, did not 
reach the Defense Department’s most vigorous critics on 
the spending issue. They will be heard from in force, with 
possibly more backup support than customary.

Malek makes what seems an incontestable point -  that 
defense outlays for fiscal 1975 must go up at least $5.5 billion 
simply to cover the mandated pay increases (and the linked 
boosts in military retired pay.) “Outside” analysts at the 
Brookings Institution, the research organization, are on 
rtc^ d  as saying annual defense spending would climb at 
roughly this pace (if not more) for the remainder of this 
decade.

Since Congress itself tied defense pay to levels prevailing 
in other fields, to the cost of living, and also sought to pro­
vide incentives for a volunteer army, it can’t grumble much 
on this score, unless further sharp manpower reductions are 
to be argued for.

Nor is there likely to be serious resistance to a couple of 
billion dollars or so in military aid to Israel.

Where the fight will go on is with funds for modernization,: 
“readiness,” and n̂ ‘w weaponry.

Here the critics will contend that, with Vietnam over and 
detente blooming, force cutbacks should be possible and 
new weapons development can either be slowed or in some 
cases halted altogether.

Schlesinger, whose footwork for a procurement bill in 
1973 took him personally to see 70 senators, won’t, shrink 
from the challenge.

Detente notwithstanding, he has noted, U.S. defense 
spending for the 1968-73 span fell 40 per cent in constant dol­
lars, while Russia’s went qp 16 per cent. He’ll be making 
that point again.

Moreover, he’ll say our study of captured Soviet equip­
ment in the 1973 Mideast war, shows that Moscow’s ad­
vances in technology have been impressive enough to 
underscore our need for modernization, for a fuller state of 
readiness, and for steady progress in new weaponry -  a 
field where the “lead time on development often runs 5 to 
10 years.

At root, the key 1975 spending proposals are an argument 
that not to speed ahead is to begin to face real dangep.
