Chairm en of Boards of 

Educations from surrounding 
towns have been invited to an 
informal meeting in Coventry 
tonight to discuss the possibility 
of an appeal to the General 
Assembly for a substantial in­
crease in the state’s grants for 
operation of schools.

The invitation was issued by 
Robert Walsh, chairman of the 
Coventry Board of Education.

Walsh invited the board 
chairman of Andover, Ashford, 
Bolton, Columbia, Tolland, and 
Willington to the meeting at the 
high school.

Noting that in smaller towns 
’’tightly controlled, minimal 
budgets cannot accommodate 
unpredictable price increases,” 
Walsh said that ’’skyrocketing 
costs-make it virtually impossi­

ble to either cope with expenses 
or project fiscal needs for next 
year’s budget.”

As an example, Walsh cited 
the fact that despite the Coven­
try school board’s “efforts at 
energy conservation the up­
ward spiraling of fuel costs will 
leave us with a $10,000 deficit in 
our budget even if we cut con­
sumption by one fifth.”

Walsh argued that, “this kind 
of economic pressure cannot 
continue as a burden to local 
taxpayers. The state govern­
ment can and must come to the 
assistance of local Board of 
Education.” he said.

He said that his informed that 
the state planned an increase of 
about $20 per year, per pupil in 
the DM grant.

“I am not appalled that we 
should be offered such a pit­
tance in the face of our finan­
cial woes,” Walsh said.

Other educational consultants 
preparing proposals for the new 
community are'Frank Self, a 
specialist in early childhood 
education, and Dr. Patrick 
Proctor, a specialist in post 
secondary education.

The three consultants are 
working closely with the Coven­
try Citizens Advisory Com­
mittee.

A specialist in educational ad- 
m in is tr a t io n , f a c i l i t i e s ,  
finance, and reorganization. 
Dr. Sheathelm has published 
studies and planned educational 
programs for many Connecticut 
cities and towns.

In the last two years he has 
published recommendations for 
W ethersfield , educational 
specifications for a proposed 
S e n io r  H igh S ch o o l in 
Southbury, and com p lete  
educational plans for Water- 
town and Wallingford.

He is a member of the School 
of the Month selection com­
mittee of Nation’s Schools, and 
has served as a special advisory 
to the Governor’s Task Force 
on Education.

In his consulting capacity for 
the new com m unity . Dr. 
Sheathelm is working on the 
formulation of the “Community 
Schools,” schools serving a full 
range of community interests 
at the neighborhood level.

In this regard, assistance is 
also being provided by the 
Northeast Community Educa­
tion D evelopm ent Center, 
affliated with the University of 
Connecticut.

Frank Self, a faculty member 
of St. Joseph College, is 
developing proposals for a com­
plete early childhood develofn 
ment program for the new com­
munity.

A wide range of pre-school 
facilities is expected to be 
available, including drop-in 
c h ild  c a r e  c e n t e r s  and  
cooperative nursery schools.

Self has served in many 
s p e c ia l iz e d  p r e -s c h o o l  
capacities,. including Project 
Head Start consultant for 
C onnecticut, New York, 
Massachusetts, Rhode Island 
and Tennessee, and as Head 
Start Training Officer 'for 
Rhode Island and Connecticut.

He has also been the director 
of a pilot project in early educa­
tion sponsored by the Connec­
ticut State Library.

Most recently Self has served 
as a committee member of “A 
Time To Learn,” a closed cir-' 
cuit television series providing 
training for adults who care for 
young children in Connecticut.

Patrick Proctor, a program 
associate at the Capital Lear­
ning Center in Hartford, is a 
specialist in urban education 
and higher education.

'BOSTON (UPI) —Gov. Fran­
cis W. Sargent announced 

'Tuesday that a voluntary 
system of gasoline distribution 
w ill go in to  e f f e c t  in 
Massachusetts on Monday.

Adoption of the system , 
m ^eled after a similar dis­
tribution schem e used in 
Oregon,' makes Massachusetts 
the third state in the .nation to 
apply restraints to the purchase 
of gasoline.

The plan calls for:
—Cars with odd-numbered 

license plates to be able to buy 
gasoline on odd-number days. 
Cars with even-numbered  
plates will be able to purcbbse 
gasoline on even-numter days.

—Emergency and commer­
cial vehicles will be allowed to 
purchase gasoline every day.

—No driver will be able to 
purchase gasoline unless the 
vehicle’s tank can receive a 
minimum purchase of $3.

—Stations will be requested to 
display color-coded flags to in­
dicate whether gasoline is 
available for consumers.

In announcing the plan, 
Sargent said, “I act today 
because Massachusetts . can 
wait no longer. A shortage in 
gasoline now threatens to dis­
rupt the m obility of our 
citizens.”

He added, ‘‘Automobiles 
carrying people to and from 
work, trucks, tax is, am ­
b ulances and em ergen cy  
vehicles face a daily uncertain­
ty in their ability to function.

In c o n v e n ie n c e  has d is ­
integrated into chaos with long 
and intolerable lines extending 
hundreds of yards; with waits 
as long as an hour and a half.”

Sargent said that twice as 
many service stations in 
Massachusetts have had to 
reduce their hours of operation 
as in the rest of the country. He 
said in Massachusetts four 
times as many stations have 
closed due to a lack of gasoline.

The governor vowed that 
‘‘M assach usetts w ill not 
become a dumping ground for 
the nation’s shortages. We will 
not accept reducdd supplies so 
that other states can continue 
as if nothing is wrong.

According to Sargent, over­
all inventories of gasoline in the 
statb are more man twice as 
short as inventories in the na­
tion as a whole.

“Massachusetts will do its 
part, but Washington, too, must 
accept its responsibilities,” the 
governor added. “I will leave 
for Washington tonight to make 
this clear to federal officials.” 

In addition to Oregon and 
Massachusetts, a cdntrolled 
gasoline distribution system  
also Is in effect in Hawaii. The 
Hawaii plan, unlike those in
Oregon and Massachusetts, is

“Even the federal govern­
ment admits that shortages 
here are worse than in the rest 
of the nation,” Sargent said. 
“Yet instead of helping with 
more gasoline, the federal 
government tells us to go it 
alone.”

One c o n d itio n  of the  
Massachusetts plan is to have 
automobiles with license plates 
ending in letters — so-called 
“vanity” plates — buy gasoline 
on odd-numbered days.

federal officials and in­
dependent truck drivers was 
reached early today in 
Washington, giving rise to 
hopes that truck deliveries 
might be resumed as early 

''as this weekend.
There were reports of 

scattered violence from at least 
40 states Wednesday, according 
to Pennsylvania Gov. Milton J. 
Shapp, who called the meeting 
in Washington.

A spokesman for the truckers 
said the agreement must be 
presented to the several 
different organizations of in­
dependent owner-operators 
represented at the talks for a 
vote by the rank-and-file 
drivers. It was not known 
exactly how many drivers they 
represented.

•Although details were not 
spelled out, Shapp said an­
nouncements will be made later 
in the day by the Deparment of 
Transportation, the, interstate 
Commerce Commission and the 
Federal Energy Office.

The president of the Frater­
nal A ssocia tion  of S teel 
Haulers, William Hill, who was 
acting as the spokesman for the 
truckers, said, “It will take a 
few days to get this thing 
geared down,” if the agreement 
is accepted. But,, he added, 
“hopefully” it could be done 
before the weekend.

Presidential assistant W.J. 
Usery refused to say whether 
the agreement had been given 
White House approval.

There were widespread  
reports that coitim unities 
would be short of food by 
week’s end because of the lack 
of truck deliveries.

Early Wednesday, dynamite 
placed at the base of the sup­
porting pillars of a Penn­
sylvania Turnpike bridge north 
of Pittsburgh blew off a chunk 
of the span, causing only slight 
damage.' The bridge was not 
closed.

Statens Truckers 
Delay Picketing

l^niled Press Inlernationai 
Striking Connecticut truckers 

delayed plans early today to 
picket freight terminals after 
receiving word of a tentative 
settlem ent in Washington 
between federal officials and 
independent truck drivers.

About 60 truckers voted at a 
boisterous meeting in Branford 
Wednesday night to begin 
peaceful picketing of terminals 
in New Haven and Norwalk.

However, the truckers went 
into reverse after the meeting 
when word was received from 
Washington that a tentative 
agreement was imminent.

The in it ia l reaction  of 
truckers contacted at the Union 
76 Truck Stop in Branford and

Martins Truck Stop in Water- 
town was negative.

Jack Dadonna, one of the 
truckers who met with Gov. 
Thomas J. Meskill Tuesday to 
discuss the truckers’ problems, 
said he is ready to reject the 
proposed settlement.

“As far as I’m concerned, 
nothing was solved,” he said.

Led''Kress, manager of the 
Union 76 truck stop, said many 
of the truckers feel the agree­
ment falls short of an adequate 
solution to their problems.

Both Dadonna and Kress said 
the truckers reluctantly agreed 
to hold off on picketing plans at 
terminals until more word is 
received from Washington 
today.

In Texas, at least a half-dozen 
bullets hit two trucks in the Rio 
Grande Valley and one driver 
was injured.

Nearly 22,000 auto workers 
were idled or put on short shifts 
in the latest layoffs resulting 
from the lack of material due to 
the strike, and thousands more 
faced layoffs.

Some supermarket outlets 
and independent grocers  
reported bare shelves as panic 
buying increased and deliveries 
dwindled.

Three more states — Indiana, 
Illinois and Maryland — called 
up th e  N a tio n a l G uard  
Wednesday to combat violence 
and aid in delivering supplies. 
The guard had already been ac­
tivated in Ohio, Pennsylvania, 
Kentucky, West Virginia and 
Michigan.
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Pledge 
Of Fuel 
Is Weak

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The C o n n e c tic u t
C ongressional d elegation  
Wednesday presented a top 
federal energy official with a 
litany , of the s ta te ’s fuel 
problems, but only got a pledge 
that “you’re going to get better 
in February.”

John W eber, a s s is ta n t  
Federal Energy Office Ad­
m inistrator, met with the 
Connecticut lawmakers for 90 
minutes and promised to con­
tact the delegation again no 
later than tonight.

Weber was not able to offer 
any concrete plans to ease the 
gas crunch, but he assured the 
lawmakers “you’re going to get 
better in February.”

He said the FEO is “hard at 
work m oving gasoline in- 
terregionally, but.it’s terribly 
difficult.”

Weber told the delegation 
Connecticut will receive 82 per 
cent of its gasoline allocation in 
February and that the nation as 
a whole will receive 83.5 per 
c e n t  o f i t s  a l lo c a t io n  
requirements.

Rep. William R. Cotter, D- 
Conn., said the state could lose 
14 million gallons of gas this 
month because the FEO used a 
misleading formula to calculate 
Connecticut’s February allot­
ment.

Gasoline Dealers 
Invited To Talk

The C o n n e c t ic u t  con -  
■gressmen told of shortages so 
severe that cities are unable to 
carry out basic services such as 
garbage collection and fire 
protection for lack of gas. 
Samuel Dworkin, vice presi­
dent of the Connecticut Gas 
R e t a i le r s  A s s o c ia t io n ,  
described fire bombing in­
cidents at one gas station, hour- 
and-a-half long lines, fights, 
threats and anger throughout 
the state and particularly in 
F a ir f ie ld  C ounty and  
Bridgeport.

Meanwhile, Sen. Abraham A. 
Ribicoff, D-Conn., sought an 
emergency plan to speed fuel 
deliveries to Connecticut and 
the New England region.

Concerned over “long lines of waiting motorists at gas­
oline stations, which create many hazard^’ and which are 
potential generators of accidents,” Mayor John Thompson 
and Town Manager Robert Weiss are inviting all 
Manchester gas station operators to a mass meeting — to 
discuss the problem “and, hopefully, arrive at some
solution.”

The meeting will be Monday 
at 7:30 p.m. in the Municipal 
B uild ing H earing Room. 
Letters are going out to all gas 
s ta t io n s ,  in v it in g  th e ir  
representatives to attend.

“The problems caused by the 
gasoline shortage are becoming 
in c r e a s in g ly  c r i t ic a l  in 
Manchester,’ say Thompson and 
Weiss. “The problem has now 
gone beyond the point where it 
is merely an inconvenience to 
the public and to the filling sta­
tion operators.”

S ta tio n  o p era to r s  are  
following a variety of methods 
in Manchester. Some sell out 
their entire allotment and close 
until they get their next ship­

ment, others limit purchases to 
$? or $3, others sell gasoline 
only during designated hours, 
still others sell only to es­
tablished customers. All are 
closed to business on Sunday 
and many on Saturday as well.

Several Connecticut towns 
are instituting the “Oregon 
System” for the sale of gas­
oline. Under the plan, car 
owners with license plates en­
ding in odd numbers would buy 
gas on the odd days of the week 
and those with license plates 
ending in even numbers on the 
even days. An equivalent 
arrangement is made for the 
so-called “ Vanity P la tes,” 
those with letters instead of
numbers.

“The fact that the budget in­
crease is held to 5 or 6 per cent 
is encouraging. My only con­
cern now is to analyze the 
budget more carefully, to con­
vince myself that it’s balanced. 
It seems to me many of the 
expenditures are greater than I 
had anticipated.”

State Sen. Harry Burke, D- 
East Hartford, remarked, “I’m 
quite disappointed by his 
recommendation for state 
employes — by giving them 
peanuts.

“And his recommendation on 
the ADM (average  daily  
membership) grant was, in my 
way of thinking;'too little. He 
should have recommended 
more of an increase than he did.
I anf'^ure the legislature’s 
educatfop com m ittee will 
recommend more than he did.

“Being an elderly person 
myself (Burke is 77), I think he 
should have recommended 
more aid for the elderly than he 
did.”

State Tlep.XDonald Genovesi, 
R-M anchester, called  the 
speech “outstanding.”

“The governor, by his fiscal 
program over the past eight 
years,” said Genovesi, “has 
been able to come back to the 
people with a S(Ubstantial 
program of tax relief and in­
c r e a s e d  aid  to the  
municipalities.

“The additional funds for, 
Manchester alone will be about 
$440,000 — partly in ADM grants 
and partly in block grants, with 
the latter specifically ear­
marked for property tax relief.

“Two items which the gover­
nor mentioned — for which I in­
troduced legislation last year 
and which will be implemented 
this year — are the elimination 
of the sales tax on. utility bills 
and a $200,000 item for bicycle 
paths.

“In conjunction with other 
legislative leaders (Genovesi is 
an assistant House majority 
leader), we hbpe to come up 
with a cost-of-living increase 
for state employes. We think an 
increase is very important.” 

State Rep. Francis Mahoney, 
D-Manchester, labeled it “a 
typical political-year budget.”

tie, if any, regard for the 
public. He is using a surplus of 
monies, with the help of his 
department heads, mainly by 
overappropriating and with no 
intention of spending.

“ I thought h is budget 
received a luke-warm recep­
tion, even from his own party. 
About six months ago, a 
number of us tried to get him to 
call a special session — to try to 
get him to distribute some of 
the surplus, to cut the sales tax, 
remove the tax on utility bills 
and to help the elderly.

“Wednesday, everytime the 
governor said something, he 
said, ‘The time is now.’ Why

wasn’t ‘the time 
months ago?”

State Rep. G. Warren West­
brook, R-South Windsor, said, 
“First of all, I was a little dis­
appointed he didn’t emphasize 
more the fact that the $5 ADM 
grant is for this fiscal year, and 
the same $5 for next year.

“And the governor didn’t 
emphasize strongly enough that 
federal revenue-sharing funds 
would be distributed among the 
towns, to provide school aid in 
addition to the ADM grants. In 
almost all towns the school 
budget is the bulk of the entire 
budget. Revenue-sharing funds, 
by law, can’t be used for educa­
tion. However, by relieving 
towns in other expenditure 
areas, it frees local funds which 
can go for education.

In his budget message to the
opening session of the 1974 
C on n ecticu t L e g is la tu re  
Wednesday, the Republican 
governor called for a half-cent 
sales reduction of the 6.5 per 
cent sales tax, elimination of 
the utility sales tax, more tax 
relief for the elderly and 
property tax relief. The tax cuts 
totaled $73 million.

The governor’s generous tax 
reductions and spirited delivery 
of the 21-m inute budget 
message fueled speculation he 
will seek a second' four-year 
term. Meskill has not an­
nounced his plans yet, however.

“These people must rely bn 
taxis or ambulance service just 
to get to a doctor’s appoint­

ment. Ambulance service costs 
$25 one way, and even if three 
people go together, each one 
must pay $25,” he noted.

Frank Vacaro, vice chairman 
of OTH and llso  its transporta­
tion chairman, said that many 
of the handicapped people in the 
community, while they may be 
able to d rive , s t i l l  need 
a ss is ta n c e  g ettin g  their  
wheelchairs in and out of their 
cars.

“We have been trying to 
decide whpt kind of a vehicle 
w ould  h ave a l l  the  
requirements needed. Ideally, a 
bus with a lift that could accom-

modate wheelchairs and allow 
easy access to and from the bus 
would be most suitable,” he 
said.

While the acquisition of a van 
or bus is a financial impossibili­
ty now, the OTH is hopeful that 
the day will come when that 
situation will ch^ge.

In the meantime, the primary 
goal is to contact other han­
dicapped people in the area and. 
have them join the group.

“There are over 5,000 han­
d icap ped  p eop le  in the  
Manchester area,” Blette said, 
“and we hope to make contact 
with them and be of whatever

assistance we can.
“We currently are trying to 

involve the handicapped  
between 18 and 65. The town has 
various programs for the young 
people and the senior citizens 
activities are well esthblished, 
but we are in the gray area, and 
it is to this group we hope to 
reach out.”

Kalom and engineer Russel 
Fransen told the members that 
they expected 101 lots in the 
complete parcel.

The large plan shows a 
proposed road from the Old 
Colchester Rd. to Reidy Hill 
Rd.

Answering questions from 
people at the hearing, Kalom 
said that all the lots were at 
least one acre with 150-foot 
frontage. ’Those on Reidy Hill 
Rd. are in the two-acre zone 
and therefore have at least two 
acres and 220-foot frontage.

Like the rest of you, your teeth and gums need a well- 
balanced diet to stay healthy.

T hat’s why, says Dr. Carlton H. W illiam s, the slogan 
“Kick the Sweet Snack Habit” has been chosen for this 
yeai*’s National Children’s Dental Health Week, Feb . 3-9, 
Dr. W illiams is president of the Am erican Dental Associa­
tion which sponsors the annual observance.

"E a tin g  between m eals or ‘snacking’ can be fun,” Dr. 
W illiams said. “ Most of us find^snacks relaxing and 
refreshing, and they can supply energy and contribute to 
our basic food needs. But it is important not to be careless 
in the types of foods we choose for snadks so that good den­
tal health and general nutritional well-being are  not en­
dangered.”

Dr. Williarns did emphasize that like most other things 
that are carried to extrem es, habitual snacking, nibbling 
and drinking between m eals is not beneficial to dental or 
total health. -t
. “ Tooth decay and periodontal disease result from the a c ­

tion of bacterial plaque on the teeth and under the gum s,” 
he said.

B acteria l plaque is the sticky, alm ost colorless film  that 
form s continually on teeth. Accumulated plaque has been 
identified as a m ajor factor in the cause of tooth decay and 
gum disease.
• “ When you eat sweet foods, certain  bacteria in plaque 

use the sugars to form acid s,” Dr. W illiams explained. 
‘ ■These acids can dissolve the tooth enam el. Once decay 
takes hold, it can spread throughout the tooth arid to sur­
rounding teeth.
; “ Periodontal disease, quite sim ilarly , starts when cer­
tain bacteria in plaque use sugars to form  irritants. These 
irritants can cause the gums to becom e swollen and sore. 
Eventually the gums pull away from the teeth and the dis­
ease can reach the supporting bone. Then the teeth loosen 
and are lost,” he said.

Dr. W illiams said that gum disease causes the loss of 
more natural teeth for adults than does tooth decay.

He also suggested that sw eets be limited to m ealtim es, 
and then it is best to clean teeth thoroughly after eating.

“ You should eat a balanced diet of a variety of food 
every day tP-meet your nutritional needs,” he said. “ When 
you eat three balanced m eals every day, you will be less 
likely to crave sugary snacks. Good nutrition is vital to 
your dental health and to your physical well-being.

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The Watergate Committee
Further hearings of the Watergate 

Committee seem unlikely now that 
Chairman Sam Ervin has agreed to 
postpone and possibly suspend two 
more weeks of scheduled sessions.

The postponement came after the 
federal attorney for the Southern 
District of New York State had com­
municated with Ervin telling him that 
the planned sessions might be 
prejudicial to the trials of former At­
torney General John Mitchell and 
Commerce Secretary Maurice Stans.

Ervin has been reliably reported to 
be anxious to conclude the hearings 
and terminate the work of the com­
mittee, even though the body has 
voted unanimously to request an 
extension of its life past the Feb. 28 
deadline which had been set as the end 
of its term in the Senate resolution 
which created it.

The extension would be for the pur­
pose of making recommendations to 
the Senate for legislation designed to 
prevent future election abuses, the 
original purpose of its formation.

During, its life the committee 
seemed to have strayed far from the 
o rig inal in ten t and gave the 
appearance of being politically 
motivated to prove President Nixon’s 
culpability.

Committee counsel Sam Dash, a 
law professor, has given indications" 
that he would like to continue the 
public investigative work of the 
group, but with Chairman Ervin’s 
desire to wind up the work and 
Senator Baker’s seeming disenchant­
ment with the road the committee has 
taken, that seems unlikely.

The New York trial of Stans and 
Mitchell is set fof Feb. 19, only nine 
days before the end of the com­
mittee’s authorized term. It is con­
sidered unlikely however, that the 
trial will take place that soon.

The committee failed to prove 
President Nixon responsible for the 
Watergate break-in or the “cover-up” 
which followed.

The only witness making that claim 
was John Dean, former White House 
Counsel, who was fired from his posi­
tion at the same time that presidential 
aides Erlichman and Haldeman 
resigned.

His testimony was never supported, 
although the committee seemed to 
think that the taped conversations 
would substantiate it. It will probably 
never be knoww if the missing 18 
minute section of the supposed tape od 
Dean’s conversation with the Presi­
dent would have upheld his testimony.

To a great extent Dean’s testimony 
has been vitiated by the statement of 
Emil “ Bud” Krogh that his instruc­
tions never came either directly or in­
directly from the President. Krogh, 
under conviction for the Plumber’s 
activities, also said that Dean had told 
him that things were going on which 
the President knew nothing about.

What has em erged from the 
hearings is a picture of a White House 
p a lace  guard,, which possibly 
motivated by line best of purposes, 
still abando^d moral and ethical 
standards wnich should have con­
trolled their conduct.

The means became to justify the 
end, and methods were employed 
which were unethical and illegal.

The whole sad affair has been 
strewn with shattered careers, jail 
terms, trials and charges which will 
never be erased from the records or 
the minds of the men involved.

If the Ervin committee can make 
recommendations which will make 
such actions and events impossible in 
the future, it will have made a con­
tribution to American government.

To the editor 
For some time now we have 

been told through all the 
publicly media that we are 
facing and entering upon an era 
of a great energy shortage. This 
is said to be due in some part of 
the kind-hearted Arabs or 
Arabia and others who have 
cut off some of our oil supply 
and whose latest offer is to 
start oiling us up again if we 
will sell out our Israeli friends 
on war-won lands. I’d prefer to 
be slightly cool this winter 
myself than to accede to their 
oily pressure.

■The attitude of the electric 
utiluty companies toward the 
energy crisis is quite in­
teresting.

Up to a short time ago their 
efforts have been directed 
toward increasing the consump­
tion of electric energy by their 
customers in all kinds of in­
dustrial, business, ^ d  home 
uses. The more the merrier, 
and the bigger profits for them.

All this has been changed by 
the threatened shortage of fuel 
oil and now the electric utility 
companies are imploring their 
customers to be very careful in 
the dse of their product.

An attractive brochure put 
out by Northeast Utilities, a 
cooperative combination of 
Connecticut and Massachusetts 
producers of electricity, ad­
vises all its customers to 
‘Conserve Energy” by using it 

wisely and sparingly in electric 
ranges, refrigerators, oil 
burners, air conditioners, 
washing machines and dryers, 
water heaters, and especially 
lighting. “Turn off . un­
n e c e s s a r y  l i g h t s ”  is  
emphasized in all their publici­
ty.

One evening last fall I was 
returning from a affair in East 
Hartford and decided to take 
■Tolland Turnpike instead of I- 
86. AH seemed to be as usual un­
til I reached the Manchester 
town line and then it was hard to 
believe my eyes.

On practically every utility 
pole on Tolland Turnpike from 
East Hartford to Oakland, 133 
of them, there has been in­
stalled not too long ago a 
brilliant blue mercury vapor 
lamp. New York City may have 
its Great White Way, which I 
have read has been dimmed 
somewhat lately due to the 
energy crunch, but Manchester 
now has its Big Blue Boulevard, 
Tolland Turnpike, and ap­
parently it isn’t going to be 
dimmed. right away.

It looks to me as if HELCO is 
still trying to promote sales of 
electricity in some directions, 
while the ordinary domestic 
user is being urged, to assume 
the big part in energy saving.

I am informed that certain 
street lighting standards are 

 ̂ suggested in a code made up by 
Northeast Utilities and en­
dorsed by our state PUC. These 
specs are guidelines and 
r e c o m m e n d a t io n s  and 
municipalities are not required 
to fol|p^ them exactly. They 
are oplionSl. Evldehtly one of 
the specs points to an ideal 
situation where one beautiful 
225-watt mercury lamp is hung 
on every utility pole and our 
town department in charge of 
street lighting has gone right 
along with the notion.

Investigation reveals further 
that this new syle of street light 
is rated at 225 watts and 3500 
lumens. It is said to yield 75 per 
cent more light per unit than 
the 225-watt incandescents 
which it replaces. The town is 
charged $36.48 per unit annually 
for the new lamps, about $1

m ore than fo r  the in ­
candescents now in use. It is 
planned to replace gradually 
the older ones with the new 
mercury vapor lights, the 
smallest of which is 225-watt, 
3500-lumen unit.

I was so intrigued by the 
brilliant display of street 
lighting on Tolland Turnpike ■ 
that I took a copy of the Herald!  ̂
over there, stood on the op­
posite side of the street 
between two of the lights, and 
was able to read the fine print 
with litt le  d ifficu lty . I t ’s 
marvelous, but also I think it is 
a big mistake, especially since 
our energy shortage has 
appeared. I am glad to see the 
improvements in the mercury 
lights now being used, but in my 
opinion, a light on every pole-is 
being a bit too extravagant. The 
same number of mercury lights 
on Tolland Turnpike as there 
was before of old ones would 
have increased illumination by 
75 per cent and why wouldn’t 
that be enough?

Incidentally, one of the utility 
poles on Tolland Turnpike at 
the corner of Deming Street, 
SNET #1920, has not only one 
big blue street light on it, but 
also another one on the opposite 
side bringing extra illumination 
and cheer to the yard of the 
package store located there. I 
wonder who is paying for that 
one.

Sheldon Road, the new in­
dustrial highway from Oakland 
Street to Parker Street, has 
also received the one-light-on-a- 
pole treatment. The wooden 
poles there; 28 in number, are 
rather small in size, but they 
have all been painted gray in 
color, and unless you inspect 
them closely, they look like 
aluminum. A real neat job.

My conclusion about the 
matter is that I think HELCO 
ought to stop talking out of both 
sides of its mouth. If the 
smaller domestic users of elec­
tricity are going to be urged to 
turn their thermostats down 
and wear sweaters and save 
energy in every other way 
possible, then the big commer­
cial and industrial customers 
like^ the town ought to be 
expected to do the same. There 
should be no more of this one- 
light-on-everypole policy. And 
when new street lights are to be 
installed in other places, I 
suggest that at least half of 
those on Tolland Turnpike and 
Sheldon Road be removed and 
used for that purpose. When I 
look across Deming Street at I- 
86 and see the extravagant dis­
play of street lights on Tolland 
Turnpike, I just wonder why I 
should be called on to save 
energy when neither the town 
nor.ilELCO really seem to be 
interested.

How Long Is Enough?

NEW YORK -  The Nixon 
battle cry, launched in his State 
of the Union speech,- is now 
“One Year of Watergate Is 
E n o u g h .”  It r isk s  a 
counterstatement from the 
anti-Nixon forces: “ Three 
More Years of Nixon Are Too 
Much.”

How long is enough? And how 
long is too much? Each side, I 
suspect, will have to put up with 
some disappointments. Nixon 
will have to stand at least 
another ye^r of Watergate: It 
will take almost that long 
before the House and its com­
mittee have disposed of the im­
peachment question, and at 
least that long again for the 
Senate to act. Mr. Nixon’s foes 
in turn will have to stand at 
least another year of him, 
perhaps more. Either side will 
be lucky to get off that easy.

There are a number of things 
that make the current state of 
th e  p r e s id e n t ia l  c r i s i s  
phenomenal. It is phenomenal, 
after all the revelations of com­
plicity, that the President was 
still around to deliver his 
message to Congress. It was 
phenomenal that he got the 
reception he did: True, it was 
no strewing of roses, but 
neither was it a lynching bee. 
There have been Presidents 
who got more lukewarm recep­
tions, and who didn’t get im­
peached. And it is,phenomenal 
that with so intolerable a crisis 
there is no certain resolution of 
it in sight.

The business of government 
somehow continues. The crises 
go on — Watergate, energy, 
M ideast. If anything, the 
Mideast and energy crises even 
did the President sojie good, 
bailing him out by focusing on 
other things than Watergate.

I’m going to go out on a limb 
and make an unpopular predic­
tion. Watergate, energy — the 
whole kit of problems — will 
still be around in 1975. They.will 
still be around in 1976. I don’t 
think that President Nixon will 
get the Watergate shadow off 
his back even if he escapes an

impeachment. Neither do I 
think his opponents will get Mr. 
Nixon off their backs even if 
they get an impeachment 

Kiresolution through the Hffuse 
Judiciary Committee.

We have all seen couples who 
couldn’t live with each other 
and went on to the end. It is 
even harder to make the break 
and get a divorce in collective 
living than in the individual life.

I shall probably be proved 
wrong by some shattering sur­
prise in the next few weeks, and 
my prediction will lay an egg. 
The great political theater of 
1974 may be the spectacle of 
President Nixon walking the 
tightrope, teetering always on 
the edge of d isaster, yet 
managing each time to escape 
the abyss — each time until the 
last. After the revelation of the 
erasures of the tapes you would 
think it would take a Himalayan 
courage of cheek — or both — 
for the President to appear 
before Congress with a proposal 
for the protection of the right of 
privacy. Yet he did it, and there 
was no visible laughter in 
heaven.

Mr. Nixon’s opponents are 
convinced he is making a 
hopeless last^itch stand like 
A g n ew ’s b e fo r e  the  
executioner's tumbrel came. 
Maybe so, but it strikes me as 
in good part wishful, and the 
signs are against it. Congress 
will not pass a political death 
sentence on the President un­
less and until the people ap­
prove, and the people’s verdict 
isn't in. Sen. Sam Ervin (D- 
N .C .) sa t through  the  
President’s speech, unsmiling 
and disdainful, like an old 
Roman senator suffering the 
rhetoric of an upstart dictator 
amid the ruins of the republic. 
How the interruptions of 
applause must have galled him.

The cameras focused several 
times on the three top Cabinet 
o f f ic e r s  — S e c r e t a r ie s  
K is s in g e r , S h u ltz  and 

• Schlesinger. They were sym­
bols that the Administration 

' has not shut up shop. This may.

more than anything else, weigh 
with many people. As long as 
the government functions, they 
win be loath to break it up. Mr. 
Nixon tried hard to play up that 
sentiment. It may turnout to be 
what will save him.

Even with his 10 proposed 
lines of action, there was little 
real content in his. message. 
There were few innovations, no 
fresh starts. The agreement 
that we must get on with 
America’s urgent problems is 
true enough, but it is scarcely 
an answer to the Watergate 
allegations, if they are true. 
Get on with the business of 
g o v e r n m e n t, y e s ,  but 
Watergate is part of the 
business of government. Get 
the charges over with, the 
Nixon people say, and they 
seem to be daring the opposi­
tion to put impeachment to a 
congressional vote. But “the 
wheels of the judicial process 
must go on grinding.

Due process cannot be 
hurried for political reasons. It 
has its own rhythms, its own 
timing. We shall have to let it 
take its course.

C arruthers R-Vernon, in 
keeping with a practice started 
during the last session of the 
legislature, is sending out 
newsletters to keep the people 
in his district (the 25th) in­
formed on com m ittee a c­
tivities.

Carruthers said with the gas 
shortage restricting driving 
habits, the expansion of mass 
transportation is one of the 
chief items on the legislative 
agenda. ^

He said the Transportation 
Committee will hold hearings 
on a bill which would establish 
a new Connecticut Transporta­
tion Authority empowered to 
improve rail and bus transpor­
tation and develop and imple­
ment a mass transit system in 
the state.

He explained the bill would 
take authority away from the 
Department of Transportation 
(DOT) and grant it to CTA. 
Debate, he said, has centered 
on which department would 
best provide for Connecticut’s 
transportation needs.

Referring to work of the Ap­
propriations Committee, Sen. 
Carruthers, in his newsletter, 
said it has received a.request 
for a $6 million mass transit in­
crease from DOT, $2.5 million 
of which will be needed to con­
tinue subsidizing Connecticut 
Company buses.

The Transportation Com­
mittee is considering a bill to 
provide some $2.5 million for 
developing commuter parking 
lots at convenient locations 
along Rts. 95 and 84 and the 
Merritt Parkway. One of these 
would be to serve Vernon which 
is temporarily using the Middle 
School lot for .commuter 
parking.

He said the question of 
whether to finance local transit 
districts for mass transit opera­
tion, or establish a statewide 
transit district instead, may 
also be considered during this 
session.

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  
E v a n g e l ic a ls ,  u su a lly

Ireland 
Faces New 
Hazards

By DONAL OHIGGINS
DUBLIN (UPI) — The nerve- 

tingling task of charting a path 
to peace in violence-ridden 
Northern Ireland faces new 
political hazards.

For Premier Liam Cosgrave 
of the Irish Republic, a political 
solution means satisfying two 
d ia m e t r ic a l ly  o p p o s ite  
demands.

For Brian Faulkner, chifef 
minister of Northern Ireland’s 
new power-sharing executive, it 
means the preservation of 
B ritish  links w ithin the 
framework of a joint, cross- 
border Council of Ireland.

For both men it means a bat­
tle  for su rv ival ag a in st 
extremists north and south of 
the Irish border.

The key to the difficulties of 
both leaders lies in the con­
stitutional position of Northern 
Ireland. Since the Northern 
state was set up by Britain 
more than 50 years ago it has 
been treated as an integral part 
of the United Kingdom. Reten­
tion of this status has been the 
bedrock of Northern Ireland 
Protestantism.

Clear-Cut Recognition 
The Irish Republic has given 

de facto but not de jure recogni­
tion to this status. In fact. Ar­
ticles 2 and 3 of the Republic’s 
Constitution claim sovereignty 
over the whole island.

At talks last December in 
Sunningdale, England, between 
government delegates from 
Dublin, Belfast and London, 
Faulkner demanded a clear-cut 
recognition  of N orthern 
Ireland’s status as part of the 
United Kingdom.

He got It from the British 
government. From the Irish 
R epub lic  he got only a 
guaraatee that the “present 
status" of Northern Ireland 
could not be changed except by 
majority-consent.

Now the pressure is on, both 
in Belfast and in Dublin, to find 
out precisely what the govern­
ment of the Republic means by 
the “present status."

Is it “ United Kingdom 
status,” as Faulkner demands?
Or is it the status given it in the 
R epub lic’s constitiltion? / 

.Sharing Power 
On Cosgrave’s ability to 

provide an answer the whole 
concept of sharing power 
between the two communities 
of Northern Ireland may de­
pend.

Former Premier Jack Lynch, 
a consistent advocate of a 
peaceful solution in the North, 
has been spurred by his Fianna 
Fai party  to demand an 
assurance that the Sunningdale 
agreement does not interfere 
with the Republic’s con­
stitutional claim to jurisdiction 
over the north.

Faulkner, goaded by cries of 
“ se llo u t” from  m ilitan t 
Protestants’has demanded that 
Cosgrave give a clear-cut 
assurance that the northern 
status is within the United 
Kingdom.

With the Sunningdale agree­
ment due for formal ratifica­
tion soon, time Is running out 
for Cosgrave fo put forward a 
formula acceptable to both 
viewpoints:

Last year Calvin College 
hosted a similar workshop and 
at Thanksgiving time, a group

cluding Cal F.H. Henry, former 
editor of the publication 
Christianity Today and one of 
the most influential of Biblical­
ly orthorox churchmen, issued 
a ’’declaration of evangelical 
social concern."

In addition, thee declaration 

struck at what many liberals 
believe to ■ the evangelicals

worst failing, a tendency to 
com bine p a tr io t is m  and 
religiosity into a form of civil 
religion.

“We must resist the tempta­
tion to make the nation and its 
institutions objects of near- 
religious loyalty,” it said. At 
this year’s Calvin conference, 
the evangelicals will focus on 
the question of political power 
and the highly charged question

of the dynamics of church lob­
bying.

Both issues raise a problem 
the evangelical intellectuals 
have yet. to face, a problem 
more liberal churchmen have 
yet to solve: how to translate 
conferences and statements 
into political power and actions.

Liberals will be watching as 
closely as the evangelicals for 
the answer to that.

Quiet Banker 
Resolves

LIMA (UPI) — No State 

Department professional ever 
showed more passion for 
anonymity than James H. 
Greene, a banker who may turn 
out to be the most influential 
diplomat in the recent history 
of relations between the United 
States and Peru.

Thanks to the ceaseless, 
shadowy work of Greene, an 
executive vice-president of the 
Manufacturers Trust Co., New 
Y ork, the  long -aw aited  
expropriation of the Cerro de 
Pasco Corp. came in a friendly, 
cooperative atmosphere.

Presidept Nixon appointed 
Greene in July to reach an ac­
commodation with Peru over 
its nationalization plans vyhich 
put the interests of the United 
States, Peru and nearly a dozen 
American corporations into 
conflict.

A Package Deal 
Since then, Greene has 

traveled repeatedly and quietly 
— even  th e  A m erican  
diplomatic community is large­
ly unaware of his mission — 
from New York, to Washington, 
to Lima, working out-«a package 
deal that contains something 
for everybody.

According to the' agreement, 
whose final details may not be 
worked out for many months, 
the United States will extend to 
Peru a series of credits out of 
which Peru will pay compensa­
tion to a nurhber of American 
companies. The rough outlines 
of the deal have been confirmed 
by diplomatic and government 
sources.

Cerro de Pasco, largest 
mining enterprise in Peru with 
its huge stores of copper, lead, 
bismuth, gold and silver, is the 
most important of the com­
panies involved. The corpora­
tion, now Cetrom in-Peru, 
valued its assets at $175 million.

Others include W.R. Grace & 
Co. (sugar plants, plantations, 
paper fac to ries, chemical 
plants, Sjandard Oil of Califor­
nia, (a small refinery), a con­
struction company, and six 
fishmeal companies. Most of 
the properties already have 
been nationalized.

Speculative estimates by well 

in fo rm e d  b u s in e s s  and 
diplomatic sources put the total 
package—figure at about $140 
million. About half the amount 
would go to Cerro de Pasco.

Not included in the arrange­
ment is the In ternational 
Petroleum Co., a subsidiary of 
the old Standard Oil (New 
J e r s e y ) ,  w hich  P eru  
nationalized in October 1968, six 
days after the military govern­
ment came to power.

That expropriation without 
compensation caused the 
United States to apply strictly 
the Hickenlooper Amendment. 
Foreign aid was cut off and 
American efforts blocked loans 
by international banking agen- ■ 
cies.

The state average total is $1,- 
054.70 and the median per pupil 
cost is $968.69.

Of the total education budget 
of a little more than $7 million, 
$5,010,963 or 67.9 per cent came 
from local taxes; $2,238,344 or 
30.3 per cent from state funds; 
and $126,534 or 1.7 per cent 
from federal funds.

In its report the CPEC noted 
that d o lla rs  a re  not the

.tity of education. “Many fac­
tors, not m easureable by 
dollars alone, directly affect 
the yield on money invested in 
education,” the report stated.

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  A 

year ago, no one would have 
guessed that the House ever 
would vote to consider whether 
President Nixon should be im­
peached. Only firebrands 
suggested so drastic a course.

But Wednesday, after what 
Nixon has called "a year of 
Watergate,” the House calmly, 
after an hour’s unimpassioned 
d e b a te , vo ted  by an 
o v e rw h e lm in g  410-4 to 
authorize an impeachment in­
quiry.

It gave the House Judiciary 
Committee such broad sub­
poena power the committee 
could demand that Nixon 
himself appear to testify — or 
treat his refusal as an im­
peachable offense.

By its vote the House directed 
the committee “to investigate 
fully and completely whether 
sufficient grounds exist for the 
House of Representatives to 
exercise its constitutional 
power to impeach Richard M. 
Nixon, President of the United 
States of America.” •

Defeated, 342-70, was an 
attempt by some Republicans' 
to require the committee to 
finish by April 30. Judiciary 
Chairman Peter W. Rodino Jr., 
D-N.J., promised to shoot for 
that date.

The turnaround in House sen­
timent on whether to even con­
sider impeachment evolved 
from Oct. 20, when Archibald 
Cox was fired as special 
Watergate prosecutor.

But polls of the House make 
clear that members are far

trom ready to vote to impeach 
Nixon.

The first clash in the House 
inquiry may come from Cox’s 
successor, Leon Jaworski, who 
is reluctant to share informa­
tion he has gathered.

Ja.worski says he cannot 
provide grand jury evidence 
except on a judge’s orders.

John M. Doar, special counsel 
for the impeachment inquiry, 
says he still hopes for an ac­
commodation.

The committee is reluctant to 
seek  a co u rt o rd er fbr 
Jaworski’s evidence.

By Feb. 20, the committee is 
to receive a legal brief from 
Doar on what constitutes an im­
peachable offense. It then will 
refine and adopt its own defini­
tion. The Constitution is vague 
on that point.

By March 1, the committee 
will receive a summation of all 
available evidence, ranging 
from Nixon’s role in the 
Watergate cover-up to his tax 
returns.

Rep. Jerome R. Waldie, D- 
Calif., a member of the com­
mittee and author of one of the 
14 impeachment resolutions 
before i t ,  sa id  N ixon 's 
appearance is “essential.”

Rodino, chairman for only a 
year, said events have given 
Congress no course other than 
to investigate impeachment.

Added Rodino; “For almost 
200 years, Americans have un­
dergone the stress of preser-1 
ving their freedom and thej 
Constituion that protects it. It is |

Deadlocked Toda^

A deadlock developed today 

among Japan, Kuwait and 
Singapore in the round-the- 
world drama of two bands of 
pro-Arab terrorists, and the 
fate of 15 hostages held under 
death threats hung in the 
balance. Kuwaiti officials 
expressed optimism the im­
passe might settled by night­
fall.

Hijackers who seized the 
Japanese Embassy in the Per­
sian Gulf state of Kuwait on 
Wednesday released four of 
their 16 hostages today but 
th rea ten ed  to shoot the 
remaining 12 captives unlbss a 
Japan Air Lines plane is 
allowed to fly to Kuwait from 
Singapore with four other 
te r ro r is ts  holding three 
hostages.

Japanese Foreign Minister 
Masayoshi Ohira said in Tokyo 
Japan had asked the guerrillas 
to extend their 5 a.m. Friday 
(10 p.m. EDT) deadline for 
e>;ecuting the hostages but had 
no respons'e from  the 
guerrillas. A woman hostage 
released today said the others 
were still all right.

In Singapore, Prime Minister 
Lee Kuan Yew said “foolproof

• / ,

arrangem ents” are  being 
worked out to let four hijackers 
and their three hostages to a 
w aitin g  JAL p lane. The 
hijackers seized a ferry boat 
and three crew m en la s t  
Thursday and have drifted in 
the h a rb o r e v e r  s in c e , 
threatening to kill the hostages 
if Japan did not provide a plane 
to fly them to Kuwait. A 
number of police boats and a 
tug headed for the ferryboat.

The major deadlock deveoped 
when Kuwait denied permission 
for Japan to fly the Singapore 
group to Kuwait.

Neighbor’s Kitchen
By Vivian F. Ferguson

Rhea Talley Stewart^as been 
in love with the Afghan people 
and their country since her first 
visit in 1966. ‘T really didn’t 
want to go there at all. Persia 
was my interest then. I selected 
to tour which included Iran with 
a side trip to Afghanistan. I 
started to read about it and 
became interested."

Her fascination would bring 
her many friends, would plunge 
her deeply into research, would 
take her back to Afghanistan 
five times in all. She would 
write one of the finest books 
ever written on the country, 
"F ire in Afghanistan 1914- 
1929” , published last year. 
Acclaimed by critics, it is en­
tirely factual though highly 
readable, almost in story form.

Rhea told me th a t the 
Afghans are extremely poor 
people. Their country is rugged 
and they have few resources. 
So-called Persian lamb is one of 
their products. ’The skin, which 
is sold for fur coats, etc. comes 
from the Karakul sheep. The 
Afghans, of course, feel it 
should be called Afghan lamb.

Despite their poverty and 
often the isolation of the rugged 
mountainside, the people are 
exceedingly friendly. Rhea sees 
this in direct contrast to our 
own mountain people of Ap­
palachia who, in their isolation, 
have become apprehensive of 
outsiders.

The beautiful azure blue 
serni-precious stone, lapis 
lazuli, is another of their few 
assets. “They raise wonderful 
fruits which they dry and ship 
all over the world,” Rhea said. 
“The grape crop for raisins was 
very poor last year over most of 

-the world. This was a boon for 
the Afghans who had a good 
crop.”

The Afghan does no baking at 
home. CMking is done over 
charcoal braziers. A meal must 
be made and eaten immediate­
ly. Bread, called “nan” , is 
tought. The dough is pasted to 
the side of an extremely hot 
oven which is a pit in the 
ground.

Lamb is the basic meat. The 
Afghans, being of the Moslem 
religion, do not eat pork. TTiey 
will make kababs which are 
sold on the streets. You buy a 
skewer of meat, then go to the 
seller of “nan” or bread and 
make yourself a little sandwich 
by folding that flat bread 
around the meat. Rhea calls 
th is  “ th e  ho t dog of 
Afghanistan. ”

Yogurt is an important food 
item. I have been told by many 
tra v e le rs  th a t yogurt is 
“different” in other countries. 
Rhea tells me that yogurt is 
drained, thereby thicker and 
more adaptable in cooking. 
"You see little white bags 
suspended on stick tripods. This 
is the yogurt dripping. Rhea 
puts hers into a cheesecloth- 
lined colander. For the Aushak, 
which we had for lunch, she 
allowed the yogurt to drain for 
about an hour.

"Why it looks like an Italian 
dish,” I commented. ’The odor 
was marvelous. It was lasagna, 
covered with chaka (yogurt 
seasoned with garlic and salt), 
topped with lamb flavored wiU 
leeks, mint and tomato sauce.

Rhea explained that the 
original dish was made much 
like ravioli. Pockets of un­
leavened dough were filled with 
leeks, then the chaka and meat 
poured over. The Afghans who 
came to this country, as well as 
the Embassy people, soon dis­
covered that pasta was ideal. 
"At the Embassy, I was served 
this dish with shells,” she said.

The Baghdadi Kebab, patties 
made of ground lamb are 
relatively easy to make es­
pecially If you have the butcher 
grind the meat. Why not make 
these into little balls and serve 
as hors d ’o eu v res?  The 
elephant ears are very much 
like Italian angel wings ^hough 
the flavor is different.

Rhea Tally Stewart wanted to 
be a journalist from childhood. 
She was an easy candidate for 
membership in Phi Beta Kappa 
while attending the University 
of Richmond in her home town. 
Her journalistic career began 
with the Richmond Times 
Dispatch. Later, she became 
w o m e n ’s e d i t p r  of the  
Louisville Courier-Journal. As 
a free-lance writer New York 
became her headquarters. She 
was New York correspondent 
for a multitude of newspapers, 
also writing for magazines and r 
TV. Manchester, became her 
home when she married Arthur 
Stewart, now retired from 
United Aircraft Corp. They 
rraide at 179 Boulder Rd.

Rhea’s book is the story of 
Amanullah, king of Afghanistan

in the 1920’s, who was thrown 
out of office b^ause he ad­
vocated too-rapid progress for 
his country. ’The last paragraph 
of “ Fire in Afghanistan’’
reads” .....among the ashes of
all dreams like Amanullah’s 
there lies a phoenix. A fire that 
has died down often leaves 
behind a spark that can be 
fanned into another flame.”

Rhea, herself helped fan a 
flame in that the book was par­
tially responsible for a govern­
ment coup which took place in 
July 17, 1973. Her story helped 
bring attention to many things 
the Afghans did not know about 
themselves.

Cr i t i c  John B a rkh am ,  
formerly with the Saturday 
Review, would like to see Rhea 
write another book on this coun­
try in which the people live 
much as they did in the Middle 
Ages.

She may do so someday. At 
the moment she is writing a 
mystery story.

“This isn’t any job for me at 
my age, I want to be able to 
enjoy life,” said Jim Skinner, 
tabbed as the acting GM by 
owner Bruce A. Norris after 
Harkness let an Albany, N.Y., 
newsman release the news of 
his resignation. He then went 
into seclusion in Toronto, where 
the Red Wings played the 
Maple Leafs.

“I'm still trying to make it as 
a coach so I hope they’re not 
considering me for the GM 
job,” Coach Alex Delvecchio

said prior to Detroit’s game. 
Delvecchio ended 22 years as a 
player earlier this season to 
become coach when Ted Garvin 
floundered.

So that leaves Lindsay^ a 
fiery link to Detroit’s glory 
years when it and Montreal 
ruled the NHL.

The tough-talking, hard- 
playing left wing was called out 
of retirement and led the Red 
Wings to first place in the 1964- 
65 season when he was 37. He is 
Detroit’s fourth-place all-time 
scorer.

But Lindsay, in Kalamazoo, 
Mich., for a speaking engage­
ment and not reachable. for 
comment, has let it be known in 
the past he would take the GM 
job-^n his terms. Those terms 

■include plenty of money and an 
awful lot of power. He is 
currently serving as color man 
for the national “NHL Game of 
the Week” te lecasts  and 
breaking his ties there ndight be 
an added problem.

The next general manager in­
herits a team thaf has been in 
the Stanley Cup playoffs just 
once since that first-place team 
Lindsay left nose-dived to fourth 
the following year.

Harkness had gone through 
four coaches in the less than 
four years he was on the job, in- 
cluding h im self, but did 
restructure the farm system 
and scouting in the organization 
stripped of its young talent by 
Sid Abel.

“He really ’worked at it,” 
Dell^ecchio said, “and was a 
dedicated hockey man but 
success just eluded him here. 
We had our differences but I 
guess they were only about shop 
talk.”

NEW YORK (UPI) — In only his second season in the 
National Hockey League, Steve Vickers is beginning to get 
an idea of the s ta r syndrome.

The p art that puzzles him m ost is how other people set 
their standards.

“I was supposed to be having a bad year, but I’ve.got 20 goals 
with a third of the season to go,” he said Wednesday night after 
his hat trick powered the New York Rangers to a 6-0 rout of the 
New York Islanders. “Other players get 20 goals in two-thirds of 
a season and people say they’re having a great year.”

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  The 

government keeps yapping at 
us commuters about organizing 
car pools, yet it provides no in­
structions on how to put them 
together.

This is no job for an amateur. 
Compared to putting together a 
car pool, putting together a 
child’s Christmas toy (Fold Tab 
(B into Slot X and fuse with Side 
Y) is mere childs play.

What you need, of course, is a 
Car Pool Kit with an illustrated 
instruction  sheet showing 
where all the pieces fit.

You can buy five-member car 
pool kits at some hobby shops, 
but unfortunately the only ones 
currently on the market were 

\m ade in Japan.
This is not to suggest there is 

anything wrong with Japanese 
car pools. To the contrary, they 
work beautifully, once you get 
them assembled.

Un.u§ually Long Period
Some even carry a four-week 

warranty, which is an unusually 
long operating period for a car 
pool. The average car pool falls 
apart in 10 days or less.

What happens, as a rule, is 
that one member becomes 
miffed about something and 
d ro p s  o u t. C ar pool

replacements are extremely 
hard to find.

Sometimes you can keep a 
fiye-member car pool running 
with only th ree  or four 
members, but the timing is 
thrown out of synch, making it 
hard to start in the mornings.

To repeat, Japanese car pool 
kits are both durable and func­
tional. The trouble is that the 
in s tru c tio n  sh e e ts  w ere 
originally written in Japanese 
and were transla ted  into 
English by someone who is 
strictly monolingual.

Instruction sheet translators 
work from an English-Japanese 
dictionary, which lists up to 
three different meanings for 
the same word.

'They can only guess as to 
which meaning is appropriate 
for their purposes. And instruc­
tion sheet authors frequently 
have long losing streaks.

Only Five Moving Parts
On paper, it looks simple. The 

car pool has only five moving 
parts -  Bob and Carol and Ted 
and Alice and you, Sylvester.

All ■you need do is match each 
driver witKone day of the week 
(Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, 
etp.) and your car pool is ready 
to operate.

This is where it gets com­
plicated.

Vermont Ruling Narrows Court 
Right To Know News Sources

MONTPELIER, Vt. (UPI) -  
The Vermdnt Supreme Court 
has ruled that newsmen may be 
forced to divulge confidential 
sources and information only if 
it can be shown that the infor- 
m ation  is not a v a ila b le  
elsewhere and is relevant to the 
guilt or innocence of the ac­
cused.

The decision, written by 
A ssociate Ju s tic e  A lbert 
Barney, came in a case in­
volving John Gladding, a televi­
sion newsnjan for WCAX-TV in

Gladding had been ordered by 

Vermont District CourT to 
reveal at the request of a defen­
dant, the source of a confiden­
tial tip about a Rutland drug 
raid fist' year. He refused and 
forced tfie issue before the high 
court.

B a rn e y 'w ro ^ , ‘‘When a 
newsgatherer, legitimately en­
titled to First Amendment 
protection, objects to inquiries 
put to hTm in a deposition 
proceeding conducted in a 
criminal case, on the grounds of 
a First Amendment privilege, 
he is entitled to refuse to 
answer unless the interrogator 
can demonstrate to the judicial 
officer appealed to that there is 
no other adequately available 
source for the information and 
that it is relevant and material 
to the issue of guilt or in­
nocence.”

Nixon Outlines 
Health Plan 
To The Congressr

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  

President Nixon Wednesday 
asked Congress for speedy ap­
proval of a new Comprehensive 
Health Insurance Plan (CHIP) 
that he said would ensure that 
no American would have to pay 
more than $1,500 a year in 
medical costs.

Spelling out details for the 
first time of his major domestic 
initiative, Nixon said in a 
message to Congress that his 
three-part national health in­
surance plan, to take effect in 
1976, would plug the gaps in 
health protection and make in­
su rance  av a ilab le  to all 
Americans at a price they can
pay-

“I urge its enactment as soon 
as possible,” he said. “Coni- 
prehensive health insurance is 
an idea whose time has come in 
America.”

When fully effective, the total 
new cost of CHIP to federal and 
state governments would be , 
about $6.9 billion with an ad- -  ^ny elderly person
ditional small amount for tran­
sitional assistance for small 
and low-wflge employes, Nixon 
said. State governments would 
pay about $1 billion of the total 
cost.

The three major components 
of the plan — seen as the ad­
ministration’s counterproposal 
to a broader scheme advocated 
by Sen. Edward M. Kennedy 
were:

• E m ploye H ea lth  In ­
surance: Every employer 
would be required to offer full­
time workers a minimum level 
of coverage on a cost-sharing 
basis with employers paying 65 
per cent of the premium for the 
first three years and 75 per cent 
thereafter. The workers would 
pay the remainder.

Workers and their families, 
in addition to the premium cost, 
would pay the first $150 in an­
nual medical expenses and the 
first $50 for prescription drugs 
outside ,a hospital.

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School Board To Discuss 
Gifted Students Program

The Board of Education will 
discuss options concerning a 
program for gifted students at a
special meeting to be heid Feb. 
25.

Supt. Clarence Edmondson 
will prepare a proposal.

A nita  R am m , G rade 5 
teacher, and Barbara Heinz, 
Grade 4,, appeared before the 
board this week to discuss work 
they have been doing on the 
gifted student program since 
last fall;

After going over 450 student 
records in Grades 2 through 7, 
Mrs. Ramm and Mrs. Heinz 
found 20 students who would 
qualify for the program as far 
as state criteria go. With some 
borderline cases, the figure 
might climb to 25.

Criteria set by the state is 
the student must have an IQ of 
130 and be two years above 
grace placement on a national 
achievement test, plus teacher 
recommendations. Mrs. Ramm 
pointed out that it is too dif­
ficult to identify the gifted 
children below Grade 2.

According to Mrs. Ramm, 
state funding is two-thirds 

, reimbursement or a maximum 
of five per cent of the school 
population.

Now that the students have 
been identified, the next step is 
to write a program, she said.

There would be possible 
further testing and final iden­
tification of students to qualify, 
if the program were instituted, 
Mrs. ^ m m  said.

She added there will be 
decisions about facilities and a 
consultant as well as prepration 
of a budget and a decision on 
who would write the program 
and who would teach it.

Both teachers visited a facili­
ty in Ellington which had 70 
students in the program. ’There 
the child goes to a resource 
room w here the te ach e r 
teaches the gifted child two out 
of five days a week minimum. 
’The program is open ended — it 
starts where the children are 
and takes them as far as they 
can go, she said.

Another type of program in­
volves counseling and is done on 
the junior high level.

Board m em bers are  in­
terested and told Edmondson to 
prepare a budget or proposal on 
what, the program would cost. 
The school has provided for the 
disadvantaged, which is man­
datory. The program for the 
gifted is optional. Edmondson 
said the biggest cost would be 
for the teacher, probably aboi 
1100 a day for a consultant.

In other business, several 
complaints concerning /School 
bus drivers’ actions w ^  heard 
by the board, s o m e ^ a  parent 
in a letter and puiers by a 
parent present.

Mrs. Jo-An Armstrong of Er- 
doni Rd. questioned the right of 
any driver of a travel-all to 
drive "in excess of 70 miles an 
hour on 1-84." She also said on 
two occasions hitchhikers were 
picked up by school buses.

Mrs. Armstrong also said 
that on a number of .occasions 
the travel-all failed to show up 
to pick up children for school or 
was very late in doing so.

She also said that on two half­
days of school, children were 

t  left off at New England Tire, 
Rt. 6, where they are usually 
met by the travel-all, but it 
never showed up and the

children had to get to their 
homes on their own.

She said she was not at the 
rneeting to single out any in­
dividuals but wanted some 
answers to her questions.

Mrs. Harriet Rosen, board 
member, said “The buck must 
stop with Clarke (transpor­
tation).’’

, She asked that the office of 
the school keep track of com­
plaints so drivers can be 
charted. In this way, she said, 
the board would be fully aware 
of a situation before it is out of 
proportion.

Supt. Edmondson said the in­
cident of speeding on 1-84 was 
the case of a husband taking 
over his wife. At the time he 
was not approved by the board 
but has since been approved.

Edmondson was authorized to 
establish a committee to study 
the contract between this town 
and Windham High School ’The 
contract, currently in its fourth 
year, is up for modification 
from January to September of 
1975.

The board has been notified of 
a .1007 cents per gallon increase 
because of the suppliers’ in­
crease. ’The cost is now 31.79 
cents per gallon.

Jo h n  S u ll iv a n , b o ard  
member, said two 4,000 gas­
oline tanks have been given to 
the town.

Skylab 3 Grew 
End Record Trek

A split in the ranks of the in­

dependent truck drivers over 
acceptance of a government 
s e t t l e m e n t  o f fe r  to d a y  
triggered new violence in the 9- 
day-old drivers’ strike.

Even so, there were in­
dications that more trucks were 
on the road than at any time 
this week and that truck stop 
business was returning to nor­
mal.

Two truck drivers were shot 
and wounded, one critically, in 
Ohio early today. In Penn­
sylvania, a truck traveling on 
Route 22 near Hollidaysburg 
was struck by a bullet fired 
from a passing car. The slug 
failed to penetrate the cab and 
the driver was not injured.

The Mississippi Highway 
Patrol reported three trucks 
fired on during the night. Two 
lumber trucks were hit by 
bullets and a third one was fired

on by two white men armed 
with shotguns. No one was in­
jured.

Two drivers have been killed 
thus far as a result of violence 
connected with the strike by 
drivers for lower fuel costs and 
higher freight rates. One driver 
was shot to death and the other 
was killed when a rock thrown 
through the windshield of his 
truck.caused him to lose control 
and crash.

Lawrence Huff, 48, New 
Waterford, Ohio, was shot in 
the stom ach today while 
driving on Ohio 11 near East 
Liverpool for the Ray Molder 
Carrier Corp. Snipers opened 
fire on his rig and another that 
had been following close 
behind, police said.

Another truck driver was shot 
in the leg near the Elyria exit 
on the Ohio Turnpike. The Ohio 
Highway Patrol said he was 
standing beside his truck when

he was fired on by someone in a 
passing car.

Today’s violence came only 
hours a fte r many drivers 
across the country shouted 
against a compromise proposal 
re a c h e d  T h u rsd a y  in 
Washington that did not meet

all of their demands. There 
were threats to continue the 
walkout.

• retrieval by visiting spacemen 
in the future.

Tbe astronauts returned to 
earth on their 1,213th orbit and, 
like the beginning of the $2.6 
billion project nine months ago, 
a technical problem had to be 
overcome. Just before reentry, 
the pilots discovered one of two 
redundant control rocket 
systems was leaking. The 
astronauts used the other 
system without difficulty.

The recovery, ship New 
Orleans is expect^ to dock in 
San Diego Saturday and the 
Skylab 3 spacemen are due 
back home in Houston Sunday 
night for a long awaited reunion 
with their wives. They must re­
main away from their children, 
however, for another week to 
give them time to adjust, again 
to earth’s germs.

Doctors predict it will take 
the spacemen about three 
weeks to readapt to the rigors 
of- gravity ,afta- spending so 
long without it in orbit.
