Doctors predict it will take
the spacemen about three
weeks to readapt to the rigors
of gravity after spending so
long without it in orbit,

A split in the ranks of the in-

dependent truck drivers over
acceptance of a government
settlement ‘offer today
triggered new violence in the §-
day-old drivers' strike.

Even so0, there were in-
dications that more trucks were
on the road than at any time
this week and that truck stop
business was returning to nor-
mal,

Two truck drivers were shot
and wounded, one critically, in
Ohio early today. In Penn-
sylvania, a truck traveling on
Route 22 near Hollidaysburg
was struck by a bullet fired
from a passing car. The slug
failed to penetrate the cab and
the driver was not injured.

The Mississippi Highway
Patrol reported three trucks
fired on during the night. Two
lumber trucks were hit by
bullets and a third one was fired

on by two white' men armed
with shotguns. No one was in-
jured.

Two drivers have been killed
thus far as a result of violence
connected with the strike by
drivers for lower fuel costs and
higher [reight rates. One driver
was shot to death and the other
was killed when a rock thrown
through the windshield of his
truck caused him to lose control
and crash.

Lawrence Huff, 48, New
Waterford, Ohio, was shot in
the stomach today while
driving on Ohio 11 near East
Liverpool for the Ray Molder
Carrier Corp. Snipers opened
fire on his rig and another that
had been following close
behind, police said.

Another truck driver was shot
in the leg near the Elyria exit
on the Ohio Turnpike. The Ohio

First Phase Plan
Of NewCommunit

Doh Ray, planner for the new
community, Wednesday showed
the latest plans for the first
phase of the new community.
They are_the same plans dis-
played several weeks ago but
the type of housing in the
various areas was laid out.

The plan calls for two gram-
mar schools in the first phase
and a possible middle school.

There is also a manmade lake
proposed which would encom-
puss about eight acres.

The density in the first phase
works out to 20 per cent of the
housing to be three units per
acre, 40 per cent will be eight
units per acre, 33 per cent of the
housing units will be between 12
and 15 per acre, with the
remaining 7 per cent to be 26
units per acre.

The over-all average density
will be 6.6 units.per acre.

The basic layout of the land
would be a loosely organized
pedestrian center around which
a group of buildings will be
placed.

The first phase will include
senior citizen housing, town
houses, condominiums and
single detached houses. There
will also be an employment
center and a social center,

The area would have large
portions of open spaces and
some of the wooded areas
would be left intact.

The first phase would be
about one mile square,

During the. audience of
citizens portion of the meeting
Pat Hughes, a member of the
committee for the Preservation
of Coventry asked Dick North,
DevCo project manager, if

- DevCo was adding more land to

its 1,600 acres already
purchased.

He advised that the 4-H Youth

sonal honesty and concern for
the total community,

“We should examine, with

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The Meskill Budget

Three things can be said about Gov.
Thomas Meskill's 1974-75 budget.

It offers something for everybody —
even though not as much as the
recipients would like.

It hedges against future economic

uncertainties by recommending the
designation of a substantial chunk of
the surplus as an “‘energy emergency
fund.”

And it would appear that within the
confines of a balanced budget, the
proposals are negotiatable with the
General Assembly.

The first aspect of aid to the
schools, the muhicipalities and
special interest areas, will. be
politically popular but will not escape
criticism since there will be those
who think whatever amount
recommended, there should be more,

But the governmor has, by
recommending a sales tax cut to 6 per
cent, implied that any major in-
creases in these programs such as to
the schools and municipalities may

mean foregoing of the tax cut if the
budget is to balance out. The message
seemed quite clear that the governor
will ‘bruck no deficit spending —
energy crisis or not.

The second point, earmarking sur-
plus funds for an energy fund, may
seem o be vulnerable but one need
only look at the havoc being raised
with current school, town and state
budgets because of rapidly-rising fuel
prices to see that the governor has
committed himself and his ad-
ministration to having a reserve so
that his budget will keep its black ink
character after the assembly
adjourns and especially while the
campaign is in full swing.

That such a fund can reap political
benefits for the Republicans is not
questioned. But even with this possi-
ble political implication, we think it is
good economic sense for the state to
have such a reserve if we are to be
able to respond quickly to any
monetary needs that can arise out of
the energy situation in the next 12
months.

We think, in our preliminary assess-
ment of the message, the governor is
willing to do a little horse-trading
because he has definitely shifted from

the austerity era to an expansionist —
however slight it might be to some —
budget.

By keeping certain options open
such as the relatively small direct in-
crease in state school aid, coupled
with a one-shot pass-through of
revenue sharing funds to the schools,
he maintains his commitment to aid
the schools but doesn’t make it a long-
term one.

With this approach, he has kept the
state commitment within the confines
of the tax cut proposal, yet assures
schools more aid this coming year and
implies more aid in future years on a
year to year basis contingent on the
flow of federal funds from revenue
sharing.

This will no doubt be criticized but
the governor used this last year in the
case of the one-shot bonus to state
employes and is doing the same this
year for the employes. For good or
bad, it does give the administration
flexibility which it would not have if it
were to increase state aid entirely
through the state’s ADM system,

All in all, the budget message
represents the first round in the bat-
tle. The assembly can overrule him
but this is not too likely except for
minor details.

Basically, we think the budget
represents a good philosophy for state
government by being in balance,

Tecognizing many changes in needs

that have occured, and makes some
provisions for future contingencies.

We know the government is not sup-
posed to make a profit (surplus) but
we also know that in the light of the
uncertainties ahead it is wise to
prepare a nest egg to meet these con-
tingencies.

No budget could completely satisfy
everyone. Obviously, the Meskill
budget will be no different. As a basis
for assembly and public discussion in
the next few weeks, we would suggest
all of us keep in mind that whatever
changes are made which increase the
need for public funds, it also means
somieone will have to pay /ﬁ'llore in
taxes if the budget is to bé kept in
balance or a deficit, which no matter

how you rationalize it, is a tax on the
future.

GAINESVILLE, Fla, — What
do you tell students, like mine
here at the University of
Florida, who are trying to grasp
what is happening to the United
States and the world? It is all so
new. There are no lextbooks to
cover it, no trodden paths to
follow. They look at the energy
crisis, the presidential crisis,
the values crisis, and they are
tempted to fall into an un-

- derstandable cynicism.

Yet an itinerant teacher who
has been around a good many
years must envy the students in
the decades ahead in which the
unexpected and incalculable
will' be happening. There are
many firsts in our own time, as
if the world were young, trying
out its surprises and its new-
found skills instead of being the
weary, shellshocked zombie we
see it as.

The space exploits are a first.
So are the breakthroughs in un-
derstanding the nature and
reach of the human brain. So
also, alas, are Watergate and
the presidential situation. So is
the busy Kissinger diplomacy
which other foreign ministers
seek to imitate. So is the com-
ing face-to-face contact of
Israeli and Arab negotiators. A
mad world? Yes, but not a dull
one.

This applies also to the new
power which has emerged with
the Arab ol edicts. Obviously it
is not as important as the
emergence of nuclear power 30
years ago, but it is almost as
shattering, In one sense it is old

— as old as the feudal principle. -

For the Arab potentates are
like the fuedal lords in the Mid-
dle Ages — the barons of the
crag who exacted their toll
because they had the power to
close the passes.

It is a fearsome power they
have ‘initiated — the power to
paralyze the economies of
states, great and small,
developed and developing, foe,
friend'and neutral alike, It is a
new form of imperialism, if
that means the power to push

sequences for the world.

In that sense we are all
colonial to the new im-
perialists. They have brought
Japan to a dependence which
that proud people cannot be
enjoying. They have done the
same to Western Eruope. The
Arab proconsuls: formally dic-
tated a changed policy toward
Israel, and now seek to dictate
policy for the oil-consuming
nations who will be meeting at
the Washington conference.

I don't say this with high-and-
mighty moral condescension. If
the United States didn't have its
own oil, and Venezuelan and
Canadian oil as an import
source, it might well be making
bilateral deals, as the French
have done and the Japanese
probably will. The point about
the Arab oil power is that it is,
quite literally, the power to
paralyze. It is hard to talk back
to such a power,

Foreign Minister Michel
Jobert, who is not adverse to
being called the ‘‘French
Kissinger," has come back
from a Middle East tour with a
bilateral deal for the exchange
of Mirage jets, tanks, an
automobile assembly plant and
petrochemical, cement and
textile factories, against five
and a half billion barrels of
Saudi Arabian crude oil in the
next 20 years. Japan reporis a
similar deal to exchange its
technologies for badly needed
oil.

Under noncoercive cop-
ditions, these agreements
would make considerable sense
in an interdependent world.
When they come as shotgun-
marriage rites, they take on a
different profile,

America strut§ a bit with the
feeling that it is less oil-
dependent than its partners.
But how much is there to strut
about? When Sen. Henry
Jackson® (D-Wash,) revealed
that the consortium of
American oil companies
operating as Aramco had
obeyed King Faisal's order to

keep their oil from the
American defense forces, it
raised a shattering question
about the supranational
loyalties — or lack of loyalty —
of the multinatiomal corpora-
tion. What does this tell us
about the new corporate
patriotism under conditions of
foreign pressure?

We must all wrestle with the
ethics, as well as economics
and politics, of some of these
first-time questions in a world
which is very old but ever
renewed. There is one truth,
however, which is as old as
human history — namely, that
whenever anew power emerges
in the world arena, a counter-
power must in time follow it. If
I were King Faisal, I would be
worrying about the counter-
power.

WASHINGTON — Early in
1960 Presidential campaign,
John F. Kennedy criticized &
poll that showed him trailing
Richard Nixon.: Public opinion
polls, he said, were “'an inexact
science."

Then, suggested this
reporter, did Kennedy pay no
attention to polls? Kennedy
grinned. “No,'"” he said. "I
rather like polls that show me
doing well."" Tt was typical, of
course. Jack Kennedy had that
quality uncommon among
politicians of occaslonally
refusing to take himself
seriously.

So we have here at the latest
Gallup Poll reporting that
President Nixon's popularity
has hit a new low of 26 per cent
of every three Americans want
Nixon either-to resign or be im-
peached by the House. But on
the same desk are 21 letters
from readers, 17'of which
express absolute faith in Nixon
and applaud a recent column
which cited his ac-
complishments in office,

The profession of trying to
find out what people are
thinking is indeed an inexact
science. Those 17 letters
backing Nixon suggest he would

~pe reelected today by a

, landslide vote. On the other:

hand, Gallup’'s people inter-
viewed 1,592 adulls. and
Roper’s, 1,770, and 1 am not
about to doubt the integrity of
either organization. Public opi-
nion polls are too big a business
for their proprietors to cut any
ideological comers.

But it is permissible to con-
clude that there is a wide
difference of opinion among
Americans — a division perhaps
compounded by confusion and
almost surely influenced by the
average voter's respect for the
office of the Presidency.

A near-majority of the pro-
Nixon letters received during
the past six months complain
that the Democrats are out to
get the President. This may be
true, but much depends on the
reader’'s understanding of the
word "'get."

Except for the professional
Nixon haters, Democrats in
Congress are not all that
enchanted with the idea of 'get-
ting" Nixon by impeachment
and conviction, or by resigna-

tion. In their view, the
Democratic Party would find it
a tremendous advantage if a
“discredited” Nixon remained
in office until 1978, With Nixon
still in the White House,
Democrats see gains in
year’s Congressional elections
and the delectable prospect
of electing one of their own to
the Presidency two years
hence,

On the other hand, the purely
pragmatic nuts-and-holts men
in the Democratic National
Committee — the pure
technicians — don't want Vice
President Gerald Ford to
succeed to the Presidency,
Ford is personally clean. He
survived the most exhaustive
investigation ever made of
public officeholder. He comes
on as a politician with whom
the average voter can relate,
Moreover, as the new Presi-
dent, Ford would enjoy the
traditional honeymoon with
both Congress and the people
and thus could be the strongest
possible Republican candidates
in 1976,

There is also what might be
called an attitude of “let this
cup pass from my lips" on
Capitol Hill. Again except for
the vigilantes, no national
legislator savors the idea of
voling either yes or no on im-
peachment. Members of
Congress do not like votes that
have to be laboriously and un-
ceasingly explained (o their
constituencies. The voter who
today is out for Nixon's scalp
could change his mind once the
awful deed was done. Besides,
many Congressmen rely on
votes from the opposition party
for reelection.

Thus, it would be unwise to
bet the family jewels that
Nixon will resign or be ousted
by impeachment. Many
Republican politicians would
like to wake up some morning
and find that their President
had retired to San Clemente,
but they have their credentials
as good party men to protect.
You don’t get elected without
first being nominated. As for
Nixon, he says he’ll fight, and
as a President concerned about
his place in history, it would be
out of the Nixon character if he
quit merely to give the
Republican Party a lift at the
polls.
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Build The Library

Dear sir:

In the days remaining before
Feb, 11, every Bolton resident
who will vote in the referendum
has to decide whether he or she
wants the fown to build the
proposed library. A lot of pros
and cons are being expressed,
much false information is cir-
culating, and, of course, many
questions are still being asked.
All this was evident at the Jan.
28 town meeting,

I, personally, had very strong
reservations about the wisdom
of building such a structure now
and tended to agree with those
who felt the federal revenue
sharing funds could be more ad-
vantageously spent. However,
after the town meeting, 1 sifted
through what was said there,
checked some figures, and con-
cluded that we can and should
build the library.

The strongest non-library ad-
vocates at the town meeting
were those who argued for
more and varied recreational

facilities, They voiced a need’

for a baseball diamond, a tennis
court, and a swimming pool. By
looking into the costs, I learned
that one can build a diamond
relatively inexpensively, or for
as much as $10,000, depending
on the condition of the land one
starts with. A tennis court can
be built between $10,000 and
$14,000 depending, again, on the
condition of the land and the
quality of the court one wants to
have.

I did not explore the swim-
ming pool costs for several
reasons, Principally, because
the town is almost certain to
acquire the Holl property on
Bolton Lake at a very small
cost. Secondly, in the context of
the energy crisis which has per-
manently altered our lifestyle,
the maintenance of a swimming
pool, combined with the limited
benefits derived from it, makes
it an unjustifiable expensé, as
I've gathered from the
newspapers.

Considering the relatively
small costs of the items men-
tioned above, it seems that with
systematic planning, the
recreational interests could
have them budgeted, without
undue burden on the taxpayer,
over a number of years, and
leave the $300,000 revenue
sharing grant intact for the new
library. Why not plan on a
baseball diamond for 197475
and a tennis court the following
year or year after? Everybody
heard First Selectman Morra
say at the meeting that there is
$100,000 in the capital non-
recurring expenditure budget
and it must be used for
something.

I think, too, it is necessary to
bear in mind that the momen-
tum for a new library has been
building up_for quite a while.
The Brown, Donald, and Donald
plan advised the construction of
it, the Library Study Com-
mittee recommended that this
kind of library be built, the
Republican Town Committee
endorsed it Jan. 16, as well as
the Democratic one Jan, 19, and
funds were authorized at atown
meeting, March 27, for
preliminary plans and cost es-
timates for a new library.

The need for additional public
building space is real and
urgent. It has been pointed out
that the old library could be
converted into sorely needed
town office space. The new
library facilities would offer,
besides the essential reading
materialg, rooms for meetings,
exhibits arfd similar functions.
The library could be the facility
for a variety of programs for
young and old alike which, un-
der the present circumstances,
are Impossible to pursue.
Having been recently appointed
to set up appropriate bi-
centennial observances In our
town, and thinking ahead to that
occasion, the vital mslsct:at the
library could play at an oc-
cagion (and any similar oc-
casions, actually) Impresses
me greatly.

Although the exterior desi
of the building is ummpreu‘:ﬂ
and unimaginative and I think
the interior goals could have
been achieved equally by incor-
porating those qualities, and,
although I am afraid that. the
structure will squat like a
square mushroom on that low
piece of land on which it is to be
built, I still think we, as a com-
munity, should support and
butid it. A good library provides
the means toward intellectual
development of community
members, just as good
recreational facilities make
physical development for the
same members possible. Both
are essential for a well-
developed individual and this
holds true also for the collec-
tive body of which we are
members.

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Of course large lakes are
affected some by moon tides
but the greatest difference
between high and-low water is
caused by wind, A westerly of
long duration can drain hun-
dreds — yes, probably
thousands — of acres of
marshes around Saginaw Bay,
But a nor'easter piles in the
water 50 anything that isn't
perched high above normal
water level is submerged.

Our friend Bill Belore's cabin
was high enough to clear the
highest water that had been
known there. It was tight
enough to be snug and warm on
the coldest and most blustering
nights. We could feel some of
the hardest gusts of wind when
they hit, but nothing ever had
any signs of giving away. A cast
iron cook stove with a coal fire
kept a comfortable
temperature,

The one big room was

¥kitchen, living room, dining

room and workshop. Bill
always kept a neat, clean and
orderly domicile, and he was a
good cook. A smaller room had
a built-in bunk and a double bed.

A boardwalk
led from the small porch to the
outhouse about a hundred or
more feet away at the edge of
the canal. On one side was a
hand line to feel with your hand
to avoid walking off in the dark.
About halfway out was a little
platform and bench where we
dressed fish and ducks.

The canal was dredged to per-
mit the commercial fish boats
to dock at the fish pond. This
fish pond was circular. The
material dredged out was piled
to make a dike all around. A
large net that covered the
whole bottom was hoisted by
cables over sheaves on poles
surrounding on the dike, The
cables were pulled by a little
donkey-engine. A railroad spur
on trestle came across the
marsh to the pond. The raised
netl poured fish into tank cars.

When the fish boats came in
the buyer at the pond sorted out
what he wanted and the others
were thrown. back into the
canal. Most.of them were

desirable kinds, but a little too
* small to suit the trade.

Jperched on poles -

When a boat came ‘in we
would take a market basket and
row over. We could have any of
the small fish we wanted and
usually took back a basket of
yellow perch. Bill had them so
they shed the meat free of
bones and so tasty that a big
platter with at least a peck of
fried fish was reduced' to
cleaned bones by the time wa,_

had run out of stories and lies -

(which were expected) and
were ready for a good nights
sleep. Early to bed, early to
rise.

Besides the ducks that had
nested in the local marshes
there were huge flocks moving
south from Canada. During the
day there would be great con-
centrations of ducks resting out
in the bay. They looked like
islands. When a fish boat or
other power craft put them up
they looked like a big cloud drif-
ting away. They spend the
nights feeding in the marshes.
From late afternoon until after
dark there was a big flight in to
the feeding grounds. From first
signs-of-daylight until about 9
a.m,, the flight was outbound.

A person who was not
familiar with getting around
after dark in the big outdoors
could get lost in the marsh
more easily than in the woods
where he has the lay of the land
as a guide. While standing up to
pole a duckboat, all is on the
level and the vegetation often
higher than your head cuts off
view in all directions.

It was interesting to get out
there and sit in the boat to
listen. The late comers came
sailing low over the grass so
you could feel the wind from
their wings, Then the constant
quacking conversation they
carried on constantly indicated
they were getting plenty of
what makes ducks happy.

Saturdays we got there in
time to sel decoys before the
evening flight, Early Sunday
morning we would have a set
out on a favorite point to greet
the sun -before .the morning
flight. You never hadto worry
about too many ducks to go to
waste, Neighbors appreciated
them.

Children’s Dental Health

Losing your childhood sweet tooth does not mean that
your teeth are now relatively safe from dental problems.
In fact, eating habits which encourage switching from
hot to cold foods throughout a meal are quite bad for your
teeth, says University of Wisconsin-Madison engineer Bela

I. Sandor.

“‘Washing down hot steak with cold beer, for example,
Sandor said, “could cause the formations of microscopic
cracks in the surfaces of the teeth.”

An even worse habit, dentists note, is the practice many
people have of crunching ice with their teeth,

Microcracks increase the possibility that the enamel can
break or chip. In older people, the problem is more severe;
cracks have enlarged over the years, and the teeth have
become more brittle with age.

The tendency of older teeth to crumble makes it hard to
do dental work that requires anchoring anything to them,

This is one reason that older people need crowns put on

their teeth instead of fillings.

Temperature is a problem for teeth because cold makes
them contragt or shrink and heat makes them expand, but
the entire tooth does not expand or contract at the same
time. The outer surface of the tooth, the enamel, responds
to temperature changes first while the inner portion of the

tooth reacts more slowly,

When heated, the enamel is prevented from expanding
because the inner layers of the tooth are not expanding at
the same rate. This generates a'compressing stress in the

enamel,

At present, it abpears that little can be done to correct

tooth-temperature problems.

While scientists look for a

solution,'it is best to avoid chewing ice and the switching
back and forth from extremely hot to extremely cold foods

during a meal.

But now both President
Nixon, who appointed him, and
the Democratic Congress that
confirmed his nomination are
beginning to realize they may
have made a ghastly mistake.

Within a short time after his
swearing-in, public opinion
polls gave Ford a national pop-
ularity rating equal to or sur-
passing that of any Democrat
lusting after the 1976 presiden-
tial nomination.

Thomas, chairman of the
Manchester Board of Educa-
tion; and Dr, James P.
Kennedy, superintendent of
Manchester public schools,

* have tried to clarify the

superintendent’s recommended
budget for 1974-75.

On Jan, 14, the superinten-
dent recommended to the

! Board of Education a budget for

1974-75 that would increase
school spending by 6.3 per cent,
or almost $700,000.

Kennedy attempted to be
clear in explaining this budget
proposal did not include:salary
raises for teachers, ad-
ministrators,
paraprofessionals, or nurses.
Subsequently, Kennedy further
reported to the board that the
cost for fuel and utilities were
badly under-budgeted in his in-

itial recommendation. He
recommended to the board that
an additioal $133,600 be added to
the budget, making the total ap-
proximately $834,000.

Both Thomas and Kennedy
said they want to be sure the
community understands that
salary raises for a large

number of employes were not ,

included in the initial
recommendation because they
have not yet been negotiated.

If, for example, a 4 per cent
raise beyond ‘'‘step’ in-~’
crements were given to all of
the employes' groups, this
would add approximately $300,-
000 to the recommended
budget, making a total increase
over last year's budget ap-
proximately $1,134,000.

The board is presently
studying the superintendent's
recommended budget.

cussion because a petition con-
taining the necessary
signatures had been presented
to the lown clerk requesting the
referendum

When the polls close and the
vote is counted, the adjourned

town meeling will continue. If
the vote favors construction of
the library townspeople will
decide a method of financing it.

The selectmen are proposing
that library building funds be
used first and then revenue
sharing funds be applied to the
cost. The library building fund
‘totals about $10,000 and revenue
sharing funds about $108,000.

Within three years at the end
of the revenue sharing fund en-
titlement period ‘the town
expects to have received about
$300,000,

The selectmen urge all
townspeople, whetherin favor of
or against the library. to get out
and vote on Monday.

Rev-Share Not Endangered

The present five year revenue sharing
program will not be affected by a bill now
being reported to the Senate floor by the
Senate Rules Committee, according to a
spokesman in the Washington, D.C. office
of Senator Abraham Ribicoff.

Recent information had led Bolton
selectmen to wonder if pans to finance a
proposed library partially with the
expected revenue sharing funds would be

endangered.

At their last meeting, the selectmen
received notification from the Connecticut
Conference of Mayors (CCM) that further

legislation was pending

revenue sharing program.
CCM said the bill as presently drafted
would seriously impair the revenue sharing

program.

The bill, S.1541, proposes changing the
program to three-year periods instead of
five and give the Appropriations Com-
rnittee jurisdiction over all new budget
authority. In other words, revenue sharing
after 1976 could not bé reenacted without

mittee.

the approval of the Appropriations Com-

Thke Government Operations Com-
mittee, of which Sen. Ribicoff is a
member, is attempting to iron out
differences between it and the Senate
Rules Committee.

In 1972 Congress made a commitment
pledging $30 bilion dollars over a five-year
period with the understanding that the

future course of revenue sharing would be

to exend the

* decided in 1976.

In 1978 Congress deliberately chose to
exempt the révenue sharing bill from the
control of the Appropriations Committee
as it felt multi-year funding could only be
attained if the revenue sharing bill
bypassed the committee.

Following the termination of the present -
program, Ribicoff sapports continuation
of revenue sharing programs on a five-
year basis and further is against the provi-
sion in 8.1541 which puts future revenue
sharing decisions in the hands of the Ap-
propriations Committee.

Cost Governed By Gross Square Feet

A pamphlet published by the

The plan recommended
building the new library on the
parcel of land directly north of
the present building. Although
the buildable land map in-
dicates relatively wet soil it
was felt .the centrality and
accesibility of the location
would justify and added costs.

The plan quoted the library
study group as recommending a
new library containing 4,500 sq.
ft. with adequate provisions for
‘future expansion.

The new town library was one

of the top priority items
receiving support of townspeo-
ple at a public hearing early in
1973 called to solicit public opi-
nion as to how revenue sharing
funds shouild be used,

The proposal for the library
originated with the library
board and « library study com-
mittee forimed several years
ago. :

Following its- recommenda-
tion for a new facility the
library board was dissolved and
it appeared finances would not

permit construction of a new
building in the immediate
future.

The subsequent notice that

The plan also listed capital
expenditures that should be un-
dertaken by the town by 1976 as
a high school cafeterium, three
parcels of land in relation to
conservation and open space,
street improvements and
acquiring land’ behind com-
munity hall if it becomes
available.

The BD&D plan reported the
Connecticut State Library
Association recommended the
following standards for towns
of less than 10,000 population:
library floor space, one square

_foot per person; and volumes,

four per person.

Bolton's present population is

School Board Holds Firm™
On Cuts_ in Bus Schedule

The Board of Education
decided in execufive session
Thursday night to make no
changes in the school bus
schedule despite objections
raised by parents in a public
meeting earlier in the evening.

A large group of parents,
some of them angry, attended
the special transportation
meeting under provisions of
State Republic Act 10-186 at the
request of several fanilies who
were dissatisfied with recent
cuts made in the bus scheduled
to save gasoline.

At the start of hearing, Board
Chairman Bill Henaghan read a
statement setting forth the
board’s position. (The text of
the statement is printed in and
adjacent column.)

The parents thén stated their
objections and special
problems. Some complained
that the new bus schedules
made their children late to
school. Others expressed con-
cern about the safety of their
children at certain stops.

One bus driver, Sylvia Craig,
was present and stated that the
buses were not being used for
the personal errands of the
drivers. Those buses reported
to be at the center of town at a
local diner were driven there to
be refueled at the town pump.

Principal Paul White, who is
in charge of transportation for
all of Hebron including Rham
High School, dealt with each
individual complaint. He had
pictures and drawings to il-
lustrate his position that each
stop was safe for the children.

He said that the state
guidelines on walking to bus
stops allow two miles for high
school students and one mile for
élementary students. No
Hebron students are being
asked to walk this far, he said.

White also said that he had
reviewed all of the comiplaints
with William Adint, state

Hebron

. executive safely commissioner.

Adint agreed with him that the
present biis stop plan is a safe
one, White said.

Board members expressedl
the very real concern that the
gas shortage might become s
critieal that the buses would not

run at all. Hebron has a special
problem since gas allocations
are based on last year's figures
and Rham‘now is running dou-
ble sessions. The double session
adds about 20,000 extra miles to
last year's route.

Heneghan’s Statement

""As you may recall the
provisions of the law obligates
the Board to render a decision
on the matters before it within
10 days and we will so comply:,
This is a hearing and neither a
debate nor a trial. Each of you
will have an opportunity to pre-
sent your complaints. To
expedite this procedure I would
like to hear first from the peo-
ple who initiated the request f'or
this meeting and then any
others later. Since we have had
as many as three hearinps

It was much too early for
spring flowgrs to blossom. The
snowdrops at the home of Mr.
and Mrs. Matthew M. Moriarty
had never bloomed before until
some time in February. But
there they were, on Jan. 24,
poking green leaves and white
nodding blossoms through a
carpet of oak leaves that had
blown in under the forsythia
bushes during the winter.

Mrs. Moriarty called her
husband’s attention to them and
they were kind enough to
remember that The Herald's
gardening editor would certain-
ly be interested. The flowers
were in sheltered spots, on the
south and east sides of the
house and most of them tucked
under the still-bare branches of
forsythia. 3

The snowdrops have been
there for years, planted orginal-
ly when this was the Chapman
estate and Miss Mary Chapman
supervised the gardens. They
may very well have been
planted by the late George
Clark, who was Miss Chap-
man's gardener for many
years. All that the Moriartys
can be sure of is that the snow-
drops were there when they
bought the property 14 years
ago.

They grow in scattered
clumps, not in one big mass,
and occasionally there is a
single snowdrop standing alone
a little distance from its
neighbors. They should stay in
bloom for several weeks,
regardless of the snow, which
has covered some of them tem-
porarily, and the colder
weather that followed our
extraordinary thaw.

Old-Fashioned Flower

Reference lo the book, ‘“The
Garden Bulbs of Spring," by
Mark Reynolds and William L.
Meacham, describes a number
of varietiess and hybrids of
snowdrop, all known by the
Latin name of Galanthus. From
the listing, I will guess that
these are the original
Galanthus nivalis, pure white

on both the outside and inside of
the petals that form a bell-
shaped flower,

Some of the newer kinds have
double flowers. Some have
markings of green, and some
have larger flowers. Snowdrops
grow from bulbs, and the
clumps increase as the bulbs
divide. They can also be spread
by seed, which accounts for
new growth appearing at a dis-
tance from the parent plants.

Miss.Chapman and Mr. Clark
found an ideal spot for snow-
drops, which need summer
shade and, at blooming time,
respond to the warmth which is
reflected as sun strikes the wall
of the house nearby.

Native to Europe, the small
bulbs are imported now from
Holland for planting in the fall,
Once set in a favorable area,
they should be left undisturbed.

Perhaps the extremely early
bloom is due partly to the fact
thal the ground under our snow
cover was not frozen in early
January. Roots could continue
functioning under the snow,
Then came warm weather from
Jan. 22 through Jan, 31, a period
of 10 days when the Travelers
Weather Service recorded
temperatures from 11 degrees
to 26 degrees above normal.

The snow melted and the
snowdrops acted as if spring
had come. When I went back
home after looking at the
Moriartys’ snowdrops on
Forest St. I was surprised to
find my own small clump of
. snowdrops in bloom.

Note from
Stafford Springs

Mrs. Norbert Millix writes
froni Statford Springs that shd
and her husband, who moved
from Vernon and had their
Herald subscription follow
them there, have had forced
blooms of forsythia since the
middle of January, making
“such a bright spot compared
to the winter weather."” Now
they have found wild pussy
willows with buds opening and
ready to come into the house.

Food Deliveries Uncertain

A tentative agreement
reached- in the -nationwide
truckers' strike Thursday got
food moving again on some of
the country's highways,
although it was not certain just
how much food or for how long
the deliveries would continue.

With facticms in the strike by
independent drivers deter-
mined to remain out of work,
communities that had
experienced shortges of meat,

poultry and produce gratefully
accepted whatever came in,

Richard Lyng, president of
the Americaft Meat Institute,
warned the nation would
experience scattered shortages
of beef and pork next week as a
result of the strike. He said
production figures for the meat
packing and processing in-
dustry  were ‘‘very sharply
down” for the first four days of
this week.

the Texas Cattle :‘féders
Association, said there*Was no
immediate danger of a meat
shortage on the West or East
Coasts if the truck are moving.

Harold Ford, executive direc-
tor-of the Southeastern Produce
and Egg Association, said it
would take a week to 10 days to
“fill the distribution pipeline."

Ford said the truckers' strike
had closed 100" poultry
processing plants in 14 states,
and placed an estimated 18,000
to 20,000 persons out of work,
The plants had produced 85 per
cent of the country’s poultry
products, he said,

In Pittsburgh, the U.S.
Agriculture Department’s of-
fice said produce deliveries
were 20 per cent of normal
Thursday.

Connellsville, Pa., a
southwestern Pennsylvania
community where only one
shipment of food had been
delivered since the strike began
Jan. 31, received two
truckloads of foodstuffs
Thursday. ‘

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Crude Oil Shifts
May Hurt State

HARTFORD. (UPI) — The
president of Gulf Oil says
Connecticut retailers’ gasoline
allocation will be cut by 15 to 20
per cent under the Federal
Energy Office's crude oil
allocation program.

Z.D. Bonner told the retailers
Thursday the reduction is to
take place between March 1 and
May 30. He said the cutback is
caused by the government’s
forcing Gulf to sell to other
refiners 15 per cent of its crude
supply, some of them com-
petitors.

Bonner said the government,

has determined that the
average refinery in the United
States has dvailable 76 per cent
of the crude necessary to run at
capacity.

"“Gulf, as an individual com-
pany, has available crude to
enable it to run at 91 per cent of
capacity,” he said.

Bring Rate Down

But the government says Gulf
must sell off enough crude to
bring its operation down to 76
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per cent so as to bring up the
others to 76 per cent, Bonner
said.

"“This means less gasoline for
you,'" Bonner toldithe dealers in
a Western Union “‘Mailgram”’
which was made available to a
UPI by a Hartford dealer.

The theory behind the alloca-
tion program, Bonner said,
suggests that all. refineries are
equally efficient at refining a
barrel of crude into its com-
ponents. He said this was not
the case.

Vatican
Revises
Penance

VATICAN CITY (UPI)— The
Vatican has revised the rites
for the Roman Caholic sacra-
ment of penance to make it
more communal and more of a
reconciliation than a
“'¢onfession.”

A new "Ordo Paenitentiae’
(Rules for Penance) issued
with the approval of Pope Paul
VI by the Sacred Congregation

for Divine Worship does not *

eliminate the traditional
private confession and absolu-
tion

But it does permit individual
confession and absolution to be
“inserted intoe a communal
celebration in which the faithful
listep together to the word of
God, admit their sinfulness and
invoke the mercy of the Lord.”

It also says that “in very
special circumstances
general absolution may be
given at the discretion of the
bishops with the individual con-
fession of sins being postponed
to a future time."

Vatican sources said many
bishops were expected to inter-
pret this new authority liberal-
ly.
The new rites said the term
"confession'’ places too much
emphasis on the accusation of
sins and ‘‘does not convey all
the richness of meaning which'
this Sacrament has in the life of
the Church."

The form of private confes-
sion remains the same but is
enriched by a possible reading
of a text of Sacred Scripture.

Spurs Split Even
In Court Battles

NEW YORK (UPI) — The ABA San
Antonio Spurs won the first battle in a
court of law but dropped a later one on
a basketball court Thursday.

A few hours before San Antonio’s
home game against Utah, the Spurs
persuaded District Judge Adrian
Spears to grant a restraining order
prohibiting star forward George Ger-
vin from playing for any team other
than the Spurs for 10 days.

Lhecks totaling $225,000 to Virginia
owner Earl Foreman and argued they
had paid for but had not received Ger-
vin since the teams agreed to the deal
January 13.

ABA Commissioner Mike Storen,
who attempted to block the sale and
work out a compromise between the
two clubs at the All-Star meetings last
week because he felt it would be
“detrimental to the league,” sent
lawyers to argue that the league by-
laws granted him the power of veto in
such cases. Spears disagreed but
Storen will present further arguments
Feb. 15, two days after the league
holds a special meeting in Chicago.

Ramsdell Budget
At $8.1 Million

BARBARA RICHMOND

A budget totaling $8,138,924
has been presented to the
budget committee of the Board
of Education by Dr. Raymond
Ramsdell, superintendent of
schools. It is up about 7.8 per
cent over the current budget of
$7,547,286.

William Houle, chairman of
the budget committee, was
meeting this morning with Dr.
Ramsdell and Business
Manager Charles Brisson lo go
over the budget for presenta-
tion to his committee,
¢ The amount requested from
the various department heads
has been pared by the
superintendent. The budget
committee will now go through
each portion and it usually cuts
further before it presents it to
the entire board.

One of the largest increases
is in the plant maintenance
category which -is up $148,000
from $688,111 to $574,000. Dr.
Ramsdell said he has used
round figures in giving out his
budget proposals.

He said the increase in plant
maintenance i primarily due
to the increased costs of fuel
and utilities.

With more and more pupils
being screened and put into
special education classes, this
budget has increased by $45,983
from $651,456,

The instructional supplies
category went up by $116,000
from $92935. Dr. Ramsdell
said in the health and drug
education program alone there
was an increase of $8,900. A
major portion of the instruc-
tional supplies budget included
an increase in fringe benefits.
This accounted for $62,000.

In the area of coordination of
programs, which includes the
business office, the continuing
education office, and data
processing, the increase was
some $60,000 from $547,50 in the
current budget.

In other services, which in-
cludes food, transportation and
such,-the increase was some
$85,000, with $84,000 of it for
transportation; this budget was
$347,156 this year.

Dr. Ramsdell sald the budget
includes salaries for several
new positions, including
another assistant principal in
anticipation of the addition to
the high school. Although the
addition won't be ready for next
September, Dr. Ramsdell is
proposing that the new assis-
tant be hired to start in
February to familiarife the
person with the high school
program.

Other new positions figured
in the budget include additional
teacher aides, some special
education teachers and a
change of library staff from
part time to full time in two
schools. '

The board voted last year to
add two schools each year in a
proposed plan to eventually
have all of the elementary
schools have full-time library
programs,

The figure on teacher salaries
will remain firm as a two-year
contract was agreed on last
year.

Other members on the budget
committee, besides Houle, are
James Boettcher and Robert
Fenn.

After the entire board has ap-
proved the budget it will go to
the Town Council for its ap-
proval and finally to a public
hearing and the annual town
meeting.

Sen. Abraham A. Ribicoff, D-
Conn,, says a federal fuel
allocation official was to visit
Bridgeport today and then meef
with oil company officials in
Hartford Saturday.

Ribicoff said Thursday John
Webber, assistant ad-
ministrator of the Federal
Energy Offivc: will make the
trip to assess the state's gas-
oline shortages.

Earlier, it was announced
that Webber would visit
Connecticut ‘on Mondy to
assess the situation.

The Federal Energy Office
wants lo determine whether
there is a need for mandatory
round-the-clock fuel deliveries
in the state:

Webber's deputy, Don,Hess,
told Ribicoff that he wants to
meet with local and state of-
ficials in Connecticut and the
managers of major oil suppliers
to review their data.

“Webber is going to review
the situation in Connecticut and
make decision# on the scene to
make sure the state is getting
its fair share,'' Hess said.

"“He is not just going up to
gather facts,” he said. "‘He is
going up to take action.”

A spokesman for Gov.
Thomas J. Meskill said state
energy chief Eckardt Beck will
arrange the meeting with
Webber.

Meskill, who was'in Boston
for a New England Governor's
. Conference, is happy. Webber
is arriving three days earlier
than planned, the spokesman
said.

The spokesman said Beck
will arrange for Webher to
meet with Bridgeport Mayor
Nicholas Panuzio and
Bridgeport gasoline retailers.

The Fairfield County area has
been described as one of the
worst hit areas of the state,in
the gasoline shortage.

Meantime, state officials
predicted Connecticut will fall
at least 24 per cent short of its
gasoline needs for the month of
February.

Beck said the state is basing
its estimates on the federal
figures showing Connecticut
will receive 82 per cent of its
1972 gas allocation.

Beck says the 24 per cent
shortfall means Connecticut
will be 25 million gallons short
of its needs for this month.

The amount of gas being
supplied Connecticut may not
reach the 82 per cent figure,
Beck sald because the state
may never receive the gas
which would have gone to some
500 stations which are now
closed.

In addition, he said, some in-
dependent stations may be
operating at well below average
allocation because of the dif-
ficulty of obtaining gas from
foreign port markets. '

Included in the 82 per cent
allocation is gas that should be
pumped by Tenneco, Philips
and Gasland which have ctr-
tailed operations and are only
slowly resuming them.

Beck said even if the state
gets 76 per cent of its expected
gas allocation, situations al the
corner service station will not
improve.

“Agriculture emergency ser-
vices, public transportation,
municipal vehicles and other
vital services are receiving
federa] priorities,"” Beck said.

In another development,
Meskill said he would meet
with the legislature next
Wednesday to discuss state ac-
tion to resolve the fuel shor-
tages. el

Among the items to be dis-
cussed will be the so-called
Oregon plan for gasoline
rationing -under which gas is

. sold according to whether

drivers have even or odd-
numbered license plates,
Meskill has said he is opposed
