WASHINGTON (UPI) — "Badly burned” by overly op­
timistic figures last year. Department of Agriculture 
economists now predict another rise in -retail food prices 
this year of from 12 to 16 per dent.

This would be on top of a record 16 per cent jump in 
grocery prices last year̂ . <>

Department economists said 
in a report Thursday that super­
market prices in the first 
quarter of this year are likely to 
average 20.7 per cent above a 
year ago and about 5 per cent 
above the last quarter of 1973.

That means if your food bill 
was-$50 a week a'year ago, it 
will go up as much as $10.35 a 
week this year.

The A g r i c u l t u r e
Department’s Outlook and 
Situation Board said prices for 
practically all types of food will 
be up this winter because of 
reduced supplies, higher farm- 
prices and rising prqcessing 
and marketing hosts.

Most proBably, the report 
smd, the p^ice level Tor 1974 will 
a^rage about 12 per cent above 
1973.

But if farm production turns 
out “much ■ below”, present 
expectations and demand 
proves stronger than forecast.

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More ADM Not The Answer
A lot is being said about'Connec­

ticut's low contribution to the costs of 
public education in the grammar and' 
high schools.

The governor’s recommendation for 
only a $5-per-pupil increase in the 
state's Average Daily Membership 
grant is under fire from political op­
ponents, town officials and educators.

These people are quick to point out 
that Connecticut ranks 49th in the na­
tion in state aid to public schools 
despite being among the top ten in per 
capita income.

Now we know the burden on local 
property for education is generally 
too high and there is a disparity 
between taxable property among the 
towns.

The figure that the advocates of 
greater state aid choose to ignore is 
that Connecticut spent, in 19i72-73, $1,- 
141 per pupil in average daily 
membership. This average total per 
pupil outlay puts the state fifth 
highest in the nation, second among 
its six bordering states, and fourth 
f ro m  t h e  h i g h e s t  in th e  10 
northeastern states, according to. a 
Connecticut Education Association 
research bulletin issued late last year.

The point is when you hear someone 
say state aid to public education is 
only 20 or 25 per cent of the total, you 
should know just what is the total.

Now we happen to believe the state 
should assume a basic responsibility 
in controlling the cost of education. 
We think the present flat ADM grant 
is regressive because it does not 
recognize the varying taxing abilitiqg 
of the various towns.

The fact Connecticut’s * over^l 
school expend itures rank high 
regionally-and-nationally is a credit to 
the local  property ta x p a y er’s 
willingness to support sound educa­
tion programs. But as a corollary to 
this willingness is the fact that grant 
aid does not narrow the gap between 
Darien’s budget of $1,570.47 per pupil 
for operating expenses and Lisbon’s 
$699.94.

The legislature has a committee.( 
studying means to achieve equaliza­
tion in public education. It would 
appear the' std te  could be the 
equalizer to reduce and eventually

eliniiriate’ the wide disparity among 
the towns in what is spent on educa­
tion. Of course equalization means 
some of the richer communities stand 
to lose state funds whereas the poorer 
ones stand to gain. *

This is a major issue which con­
fronts public education in the state 
today. The ' effectiveness of public 
education will depend to a large 
degree on provi^ng each pupil with as 
near an equal opportunity for a quali­
ty education as possible.

The mere increase in ADM under 
the present system  e ^ b J es  the 
wealthier towns to free lo c^ u n d s to 
further widen the gap in edu^ ional 
opportunity whereas many o f\th e  
poorer towns, even with ADM grant 
are hard put to finance minimal^ 
programs.

We feel any large increase in the 
, ADM should await the report of the 

legislative committee studying the 
equalization problem.

To expand state aid greatly now will 
make it that much more difficult to 
return to a flexible grant system 
which may be the best solution in the 
long run for the youngsters of Connec­
ticut.

In the light of the comparatively 
high ranking of overall state and local 
expenditures for public schools, we do 
not face as dire an emergency as tfip 
advocates olL.huge ADM increases 
propound. ^ —

As desirable as it is to ease local tax 
burdens, the basic concern we have in 
public education is the equalization of 
the educational opportunity for all 
Connecticut youngsters. We, as a 
state, should determine a minimum 
educational goal and be prepared to 
use state assistance to see that goal is 
achieved in each, school. Every school 
wants more money, the problem is 
that too many of our schools need it 
more than others and the ADM 

 ̂system now in use does not recognize 
this inequi^ but instead, in many 

..^asfis,-£ompounds it.
It is time, we think, to end the an­

nual battle for increased ADM on a 
flat grant basis and get things moving 
toward  ̂ a true educationally sound 
program of equalization throughout 
the state.

Burdens Another

Legacy of Freedom

In these days when some new freedoms are being exalted 
to such extremes that they become in fact blatant licen.se, 
nothing is more deceptive or misleading than the notion en- 
capsuled in this utterance:

“So long as what 1 do doesn't hurt anybody else, what I do 
and how 1 treat my own body is strictly my business."

That sounds marvelously rea.sonable^ but the blunt fact is 
fliat in some aw*as««f^4ife it is the purest bunk. It is also 
gn).ssly short-sighted and narrowly self-serving.

— Let s look at the thing in a couple of places where in­
dividual irritation over government-imposed mandatory 
limitations runs fairly high: state laws compelling motorcy­
cle drivers and riders to wear safety helmets, and the 
teature bf 1974 model automobiles which blocks the starting 
of a car until the front seat belts are fastened.

By sheerVhance of timing, my comment coincides closely 
with anotheV Wa.shington observer’s report taking exactly 
the opposite tack from me. He winds up saying that whether 
he leaves his seat belt unfastened or his helmet in the closet ' 
simply isn t the government’s business.

Oil yes it is. To begin vyith, “what happens to his own body" 
m case ol a serious'Wehicle accident may. if major personal 
injury or death is the consequence, affect insurance rates 
which make impact upon all citizens and by that fact become 

» a proper concern of government agencies regulating in­
surance. V -

Yet the matter runs much deeper than that. Automobile 
latalitics per year run 50.000 to 55,000. But injuries, many 
permanently disabling, run to tbe millions. In ratio terms,
It s the same with motorcycle.accidc'nts.

Every one ol such injuries which requires hospitalization 
and could have been prevented by use of safety equipment 
can be labeled as unnecessarily, indeed recklessly wasteful 
of valuable hospital bed space in an era of overcrowding.

II bospital and medical costs are privately borne, family 
resources may be drawn down sharply, affecting the well*-- 
being of others, not just “one’s own body.”

F'urthermore, government, especially’at the federal level 
under frequently liberalized provisions of the Social Security 
law, has taken on a heavy burden of care for the disabled 
and, where they_exi^r Iheir-dependents. Thousands upon 
thousands of Americans who felt what they did about their 
per.sonal safety w’as “their own business are now wards of 
Iht* .state, wliose care costs every taxpayer more.

In the 1972 law revisions. Medicare was widened for the 
ir.st time to cover disabled beneficiaries under 65 who had 

been getting Social Security payments for at least two years. 
Coverage, at more cost: .some two million Americans. How 
many are unnece.ssary vehicle accident victim.s? 

h III thei, eai liei law said a wile of a disabled worker could 
• «j‘!,wnelits If, among other conditions, .she was caring for a 
child di.sabled BEfOKE age 18. It was changed to read 
beloie 22. Why. I m advised the change, costly to govern­
ment and taxpayer, was made to cover disability from 
motorcycle mjurie.s, mostly .severe head wounds suffered 
through failure t6 wear helments (home in the closet).

, WASHINGTON -  -Leon 
Volkov, my neighbor and 
friend, is dead at 54. During his 
lifetime, he had narrowly es- 
.caped Hitler's war machine, 
Joseph Stalin, and deportation 
by the U.S, to certain death in 
Russia.

Although many of the details 
of his early years in Russia re­
main a mystery eyen to his 
children, enough is known to 
demonstrate that Leon, who 
died recently after a short 
hospitalization, was an extraor­
dinary Suiman.

Leon, whose name was 
reported to b.ê a psuedonym, is 
believed to have been born 
e ith er in Moscow or the 
Ukraine. He was an<jnfant at 
the time of the Bolshevik 
Revolution, Initially welcomed 
by Leon’s family which had suF 
fered under the tyranrty* of 
Czarist Russia.

However, as Leon reached 
adolescence and it became evi- 
•dent that Czarist oppression 
had merely beeq replaced by 
Communist oppressiorX' he 
began to question the methods 
of Russia’s rulers. He found 
that even his questions were il­
legal. But Leqp bided his time.

Leon entered World War Two 
as a captain in the Soviet Air 
Force, rising to the rank of 
lieutenant colonel. As a Jew, 
Leon was particularly dis­
tressed when Hitler and Stalin 
signed their infamous “noif- 
agressiort pact" in 1939, and 
proceeded to carve up Poland. 
He later flew more than 80 
bombing missions against Ger­
many as a pilot.

Then, in September 1945, 
Leon-who continued to love his 
mother country until his death 
— saw his' chance for escape 
from its brutal dictator. He was 
a -passenger on a plane that 
crashed in Yugoslavia, killing 
all aboard except Leon who 
parachuted to safety. Soviet 
authorities, however, didn’t 
realize that Leon had survived 
the crash, making it possible, 
for him to elude them and even­
tually make his way to New 
York.

But Leon’s odyssey to 
^freedom was not over yet- 
After emerging from the 
refugee community in  New 
York, which had sheltered him, 
he was seized by U.S. Immigra­
tion authorities and sent to Ellis 
Island to a w ^  deportation 
back to Stalip.

Just hours before he was to be 
put aboard a Russia-bopnd ship, 
however, Leon was released by 
Im m ig ra tio n . PreS^ident 
Truman, on July 19,1949, signed 
a special bill permitting him to 
stay in the United States and 
become a citizen.'

With the same tenacity that 
had won him his freedom, Leon 
set about to make his new life 
meaningful; In 1951, he married 
a beautiful actress and singer. 
Galena Svetkov, also of Russian 
parentage.

Two years later, without for­
mal training in English or jour­
nalism, he joined the staff of' 
Newsweek Magazine. As a con­
tributing editor, specializing in 
Soviet and East European af­
fairs, Leon laboriously wrote 
out his columns in longhand and 
edited them on his typewriter.

During the next two decades 
Leon, in th e  w ords ot  

. N ew sw eek’s W ashington 
Bureau Chief, Mel Elfin, 
‘‘came up with an astonishing 
n u m b er of le a d s  and 
exclusives.’’ They included a 

 ̂1958 report of the start of the 
Sino-Soviet feud and the predic­
tion, six months before it 
happened, of K B fu 'scp v T ' 
downfall and replacement by 
Leonid Brezhnev in 1964.

Leon and Galena had three 
children — Nicholas, Michael 
and Marina, now adolescents. 
Leon became an avid tennis 
buff. His short, muscular 
frame, decked out in tennis 
whites and bouncing down the 
steps of the Volkov house, 
racket in hand, was a frequent 
sight on our street. Altogether, 
life was pleasant for the 
Volkovs in their new land.

Then, in 1968, after a cruelly 
■ protracted'illness. Galena died. 

A procession of housekeepers 
was brought in to take care of 
the cooking and-cleaning, but 
from then until his death, Leon 
of both mother and father to his 
children.

In 195(8, shortly after the 
Soviet Union shook the world 
by putting Sputnik m orbit, 
Leon was asked if he had any 
regrets about his choice. His 
an sw er, in a N ew sw eek' 
column, was unflinching. ‘‘I am 
positive I am on the winning 
side,’’ wrote Leon. ‘‘Even if f  
weren’t. I’d rather lose on this 
side than win on the other.’’

Leon’s death leaves three 
wonderful youngsters wihout 
the benefit of parents. But in 

'Tile he won fof them a legacy 
even more precious: The oppor­
tunity to grow up in a free land.

It has to do with credit in­
vestigations by the Retail 
Credit Co., the nation’s largest 
credit investigating firm. Four 
witnesses, former employes of 
Retail Credit, took the stand on 
Capitol Hill the other day and 
described as "pure and simple 
fraud” the system under the 
which consumers are rated 
when th ey  seek  to buy 
something on so-called easy 
terms.

As they told it, the consumer 
is at the mercy of a way of 
doing business which is in­
terested not so much in collec­
ting accurate information as in 
providing  ̂ its clients with a 
■^quota" of derogatory informa­
tion about potential customers.

A woman was turned down 
for insurance because an in­
vestigator reported she was a 
p ro s titu te . A second in ­
vestigator discovered that this 
infprmation was provided by 
the "neighborhood nut," and 
that the woman was highly 
respected by others who knew 
her.

A credit investigator told an 
insurance company that a man 
was in perfect health. He was, 
in fact, a paraplegic.

A bank president lost his job 
because inaccurate adverse in­
formation was copied repeated­
ly in other reports until the poor 
man was ruled uninsurable.

How com e? The fou r 
witnesses agreed that such 
reports were the product of a 
quota system which encouraged 
and even ordered the fabrica­
tion of so many derogatory 
reports a day. Worse, one false 
report becomes th^ source Of 
the next report becomes the 
source of the next report, thus 
pyramiding falsehoods that can 
ruin reputations, deny credit 
and, make insurance either im­
possible or too expensive to ob­
tain.

According to one former in­
vestigator, William F. Boaz, 
you either fabricated informa­
tion or "starved." Boaz, who 
had been with the company for 
20 years before quitting in 1972, 
said an investigator had to com­
plete 18 to 20 cdses a day in 
order to earn an “adequate” 
living. He claim ed th a t 
“adverse information is en- 

-couraged, if not fully required. 
And this information, from all I 
observed, was as often as not 
based upon hearsay, gossip and 
rumor,"

Well now. There is no inten­
tion here to single out Retail 
Credit Co. for special criticism. 
But that kind of testimony un­
der oath shouldflgive the com- 
pany  ca u se  fo r s e lf-  
examination. The consumer, on 
the other side, can find little 
comfort in the statistic that 
Retail Credit handles more 
than two-thirds of credit in­
vestigations in the United 
States. If John Doe gets the axe 
today, will the bell toll for thee 
and me tomorrow?

When a witness named Mark 
F. Brodie testifies that he was 
pressured to turn out a volume 
of completed investigations 
"which is impossible to achieve 

with any accu racy ,"  one 
wonders about the value of a 
credit rating Are good credit 
risks being turndd down, and 
bad ones accepted simply 
because' the investigator is 
denied time to do his job right?

Sen. William Proxmire, D- 
Wis,, chairman of the subcom­
mittee, has offered the only 
possible solution to a situation 
that casts a sordid shadow on 
the credit rating business. He 
urged that consumers be given 
access to their credit reports, 
should be permitted to sue for 
inaccuracies, and should be told 
in advance when they are to be 
investigated.

I'll buy that. Since our .system 
of due p ro cess  g ives a 
suspected murderer the right to 
confront his accusers, I do not 
find unreasonable a suggestion  ̂
that the citizen buying a new 
car or an insurance policy be 
granted the right to know who 
blackened hiS name on what 
grounds. The legislation could 
be called: “A Law Prohibiting 
People From Shoving People^ 
Around.’’,

expected a strong Watergate 
r e a c t i o n  a g a i n s t  the 
Republican.

Connecticut’s delegation to 
the U.S. House of Represen­
tatives is now divided evenly 
between- both major parties, 
with the GOP holding the se­
cond, fourth and fifth districts 
and Democrats the first, third 
and sixth.

Candidates have not been 
rushing to fill the vacuum left 
as a result of Mrs, Grasso’s 
executive mansion ambitions.

He is delaying his decision on whether to run. 
I for re-election, and no wonder, considering how 

many options he has.
First of all, to take them in reverse order, he 

can decide not to run-and to pursue his profes­
sion — he is an attorney.

Second, he may decide not to run and accept 
appointment as a federal judge.

Third, he, may decide not to run for governor, 
but to run for U.S. senator instead.

And four, he may decide to run for re-election 
(he has indicated he is leaning toward that 
decision).

But, wait. He has long-range, additional op­
tions. also, /

He can run for U.S. senator and lose a n d t^ l  
win, by accepting appointment to the feder^ 
bench.

And he can run for re-election as governor and 
lose and still win, by accepting the same ap­
pointment.

Or he can run for re-election as-governor, win 
the election, then resign to become a federal 
judge — happy in the knowledge another 
Republican, the lieutenant governor, would 
grace the governor's office.

Is it any wopder he is postponing announce­
ment of his plans?

In the meantime. Second District Cong. 
Robert Steele, who is the prime candidate for 
the GOP nomination for U.S. senator and not too 
happy about it, must wait to see what Mekill 
decides to do.

Steele has indicated he would be much happier 
running for governor than for U.S. senator.

Anothgi^who must play the waiting game is 
Veriwn Mayor Frank* McCoy, also a Republican, 
who has not denied he is interested in running for 
Steele s seat — provided Steele vacates it and 
doesn't seek re-election. . ,

So, there it is. Meskill's decision is the key to 
the hopes ̂ ef, many potential GOP candidates. 
Once he makes it, subsequent decisions by many 
others will come thick and fast.

NEW YORK tUPI) -  The 
traditionai ABCs now also stand 
for something else In 'o u r 
c la ss ro o m s — a s s a u lts ,  
burglaries and crimes of almost 
any bther sort. All are driving 
school officials right up the 
blackboard.

Now. to help eliminate what 
it calls a nationwide problem of 
safety for teachers and pupils, 
New York's United Federation 
of Teachers (UFT) has com­
piled a booklet, “Security in the 
Schools." distributed to its 80,- 
000 members and available on 
request to any administrators, 
teachers and parent groups.

The waves of crimes "are 
more “intense" in urban areas, 
but they also are recorded in 
suburban and even rural 
schools, said Edward Muir. 
Muir is UFT representative and 
chairman of the school stability 
team. The other member is a 
police officer who provides 
liaison with the Board of 
Education ]

Muir cited one study, a span 
from 1957 to 1967, that showed 
assault on teachers had risen 7,- 
000 per cent.

Similar Proliif-ms
In New York alone, the Board 

of Education received 496 
reports on assault on teachers 
during the 1972-73 school year. 
" A  b e tte r  idea of the 

problem's rtiagnitude may 
come from Police Department 
figures showing th a f officers 
were called to schools on 5,530 
occasions in the first seven 
months of 1973," he said in the 
publication. .

In an interview, Muir said he 
had reviewed reports from 
Chicago, Cincinnati, Dayton, 
Detroit and Los Angeles, and 
found they were having similar 
problem s -  "This is not 
something peculiar to New 
York."

Students as well as teachers, 
secretaries, para-professionals 
and other employes can be the 
victims, or in many cases it is

the student who assaults. Then 
there is the intruder who rapes, 
robs, burglarizes of, as Muir 
puts it, “commits almost every 
type of crime. Assaults though 
are the number one in cases 
reported."

The violence affects not only 
the victims but the tax-paying 
public as well. School boards 
are spending millions each year 
to make the classrooms safe.

ImIRiilual Precuulions
The UFT publication concen­

trates on individual precautions 
for employes and the children 
but it goes also into such 
procedures as visitor control, 
school design and how to go 
about getting legal action.

Among the points on student 
safety:

• Children should not be sent 
out of a clas^oom alone. Even 
when they leave in pairs, 
teachers should give them a 
time limit and get help if they 
don't return.

• Youngsters should not be 
used to run e rran d s for 
teachers. The fewer children in 
the hallways the ̂ better.

• Students should be en­
couraged to report assaults and 
robberies e ither to their 
teachers or the administration. 
(“Give me a dime or I’ll stomp 
you” is a robbery).

• Middle and high school 
students can organize safety 
co m m ittee s ; peer group 
dynamics can be used to turn 
th e  ta b le s  on the  
troublemakers.

Muir said there is one car­
dinal rule for teacher safety:

r Never be alone for any 
extended period of time, 
anywhere in the school. Many 
teachers like to spend their 
lunch and preparation periods 
in the classroom, alone. It’s 
restful and quiet — and unsafe.

Even locking the doors isn’t 
safe: they can be picked easily. 
More than that, experience and 
assault records show that when 
someone knocks, teachers 
usually, open the doors.

It m ust be one of the 
sjtrangest plants in the world, 
pushing up a strong bare stalk 
from a huge brown bulb, 
without soil or water, then 
opening into one huge blossom, 
mottlea dark red and green, 
with, a great chocoiate-colored 
tongue stre tch ing  up for 
another two feet or so.

It cannot be called beautiful, 
but it surely is different. Even 
the smell is bad. One book 
describes it as “putrid." A 
magazine piece says it is 
“horribly like carrion.” You 
can see and smell it for yourself 
in the greenhouse at the East 
Hartford Nursery on Silver 
Lane. “Skip” Guillemette, toe 
nurseryman, is keeping it there 
for the owner, “Vic” Seidel of 
East Hartford.

Mr. Seidel, who works as a 
steel engraver in Hartford, got 
the plant from his aunt in New 
Jersey , who called i t  an 
“African lily.” An article he 

’ found m Flower and Garden 
magazine calls it the voodoo li- 

, ly, or devil’s tongue, or sacred 
IHp'of India. Donald Wyman of 

/n e  Arnold Arboretum says it 
came from China. Take your 
choice.

At any rate it is a tropical 
plant that grew originally in a 
jungle and can become very 
large indeed. Mr. Seidel says 
that his aunt’s plant, in New 
Jersey has a bulb as big as a 
bushel basket. Each year the 
bulb sends out side shoots, each 
of which can grow to form a 
new bulb.

There is well-developed side 
shoot on the bulb at the nursery.- 
Mr. Seidel has several others at 
home, some not old enough to 
blossom. (

Grew .Six InrhcH 
in Day

I heard about the voodoo lily 
from Mr. Seidel’s friend, Dick 
Karpinski of Faulkner Dr., 
Manchester, who thought I real­
ly must see it. The stalk, in the 
favorable c lim ate  of the 

greenhouse, was growing at the 
rate of six inches in a day. Mr. 
Guillemette said he would let 
me know when the bloom 
appeared.

It is amazing that so great a 
stalk and so huge a blossom can 

■grow only from the moisture 
and the nutrients stored in the 
bulb. The blossom will last now 
for a few weeks and then will 
start to dry and shrivel as the 
moisture returns to the bulb.

When we are sure of frost- 
free weather, the bulb will be 
set in the ground to gain new 
strength. It will then put up 
another stalk, not as tall, and an 
umbrella of green leaves. It 
makes an attractive foliage 
plant for the summer months, 
Mr. Seidel, said.

Before frost, the bulb is dug 
and stored in the cellar, where 
it needs no attention . In 
January, it will start to grow 
another flower stalk.

Mr. Seidel kept the plant at 
•home until Feb. 6, when it was 
30.inches tall and then took it, 
with a second one that is slight 
ly smaller, to the greenhous 
The smaller one has aljo 
bloomed.

She 
was christened toe “Virginia.” 
Later her name was changed to 
“New Hampshire.” In I892'her 
name was changed again to 
“Granite State,” and she was 
used only as a training ship.

O.C. put in some time aboard 
the “Granite State.” She was 
one of the last of the old wooden 
ships.

They were being replaced by 
the battleships which in turn 
have now all been scrapped or 
“put into mothballs.”

She was 
pushed up alongside a dock off 
West Ninety-Seventh St. on the 
Hudson. There she was stripped 
of all her “poles” and rigging, 
had her spar'-deck housed over 
and served as the armory for 
the 1st Division New York 
Naval Milittia.

In 1921 blazing oil in the har­
bor set her afire and she burned 

^ t o  the water’s edge. She could 
not sink because she was so 
silted in then that she was 
resting on bottom. A lot of old 
cannon that had been dis­
mounted to get them out of the 
way were "stored. along the 
keelson, and replaced the 
original rock ballast that had 
been there.

What great changes" have 
come over our navy in the short 
tim e of one human life! 
Remember reading about the 
battle of the Monitor and 
Merrimack in the Civil War? 
Called “a cheese box on a raft,” 
the monitors became a very im­
portant part of our navy then.

O.C. saw the last one, the 
“Tallahassee,” before she was 
decommissioned. Retyrning 
from range firing the five-inch 
broad-siders on the battleship 
Iowa, we anchored in Tangier 
Sound to give a watch an over­
night liberty to “gel limbered” 
on the,town.

The watch still aboard invited 
the crew of the Tallahassee, 
which was lying near, to come 
over for a “smoker” in the 
evening, and bring their best 
fighters. Maybe it would sound, 
better to say “boxers,” but that 
really couldn’t chaqge the toet.

HARTFORD (UPI) -  The 
leg is la tu re 's  Environm ent 
Committee voted Thursday to 
adopt the recommendations of 
the D e p a rtm e n t of E n­
vironmental Protection to 
repeal a state law which would 
ban phosphates in detergents 
starting June 30.

The vote was taken after 
Robert B. Taylor, director of 
water compliance for the 
department, said a ban would 
not result in savings of money

for additional waste treatment 
facilities.

“The cost would be precisely ' 
the same,” said Taylor.

Taylor said treatment of 
phosphorus in human excre­
ment alone wguld require the! 
sqme amounT of Chemicals as 
treatment of waste containing 
a d d i t i o n a l  d e t e r g e n t  
phosphates.

He said elimination of 80 to 95 
per cent of the phosphorus in 
waste is necessary to eliminate 
eutriphication, the stimulatioiv

ea.
of excess plant growth which 
stifles other life in slow moving 
waters.

Taylor said phosphate control 
in problem areas without sewer 
systems could be implemented 
through a education program 
which would rkiuire no ad- 
ditionaUitioney for toe depart­
ment.

He said residents in un­
sewered problem areas, would- 
find it in their best.interests not 
to/hse phosphate detergents.

A Combined H ospitals Alcoholism  
P rogram  (C H A P) w ith  an 80-bed  
detoxifioatioh unit for alcoholic persons has 
opened at 2 Holcomb St., Hartford.

Hospitals In the Hartford area are acting 
as guiding “sponsors” of the program.

Paul Somoza, assistant director of 
Manchester Memorial Hospital, said the 
program definitely fills a need. He said the 
alcoholic presents a unique problem in that 
he can turn up at a hospital emergency 
room at any time, or need a doctor’s atten­
tion on a doctor’s day off, not to mention oc­
cupying hospital bed space that might 
otherwise be used. Area hospitals have 
donated some of CHAP’s equipment.

In organizing CHAP, a provision has been 
made for the alcoholic to be admitted on a 
24-hour, 7-day-week basis. A physician’s 
reference is not required for admission to' 
the unit.

Arthur Jarvis, executive vice president of 
CHAP, said anyone who would like help in 
solving his or her drinking problem, or who 
is in the throes of drinking, is eligible for. 
admission.

He also said an alcoholic may be ad­
mitted by the police, social service per­
sonnel', or family members.

Essentially, Jarvis calls CHAP an acute 
care crisis center.

Jarvis explained the patient receives a 
com plete. physical examination upon ad­
mission. After a two-day detoxification 
period, the patient spends five days with 
special counseling. After the first week, the 
patient is matched to a corresponding care 
setting with strong recommendations for 
Alcoholics Anonymous supervision, Jarvis 
said.

About March 1, Jarvis said CHAP expects 
to receive complete Blue Cross assistance.

Connecticut legislators may 
become the first in the nation to 
consider a resolution urging 
Congress to step up impeach­
ment proceedings against 
President Nixon.

Rep. Irving J. Stolberg, D- 
New Haven, planned to submit 
the controversial resolution 
today along with another urging 
Washington to protest the 
harassment and expulsion of 
Nobel Prize-winning author 
Alexander Solzhenitsyn from 
his native Russia.

Stolberg, a college professor, 
wants legislators to consider 
the impeachment resolution in 
“a nonpartisan manner... 
(because) the massive erosion 
of confidence in government 
and the prevailing cynicism are 
today challenging the very 
foundations of our participatory 
democracy.”

In a l e t t e r  to  fe llo w  
leg isla tors, Stolberg said 
“attempts by Democrats to 
prolong, this period of national 
anguish for political gain can 
only bring the contempt of the 
American people.”

The le tte r  fu rther said, 
"attempts by Republicans to 
minimize this sordid chapter in

our political history or to sweep 
it under the rug can only com­
promise the integrity and 
p o l i t ic a l  f u tu re  of th e  
Republican party.”

Stolberg was the author of a 
resolution approved by the 
legislature last year commend­
ing former Air Force Capt. 
Donald Dawson of Danbury for 
refusing to fly bombing mis­
sions over Cambodia.

The reso lu tion  slipped 
through the R epublican- 
controlled House with few 
legislators actually knowing 
what they were voting on 
because it appeared on the con- 
sent calendar” that albws one 
vote for a block of normal! 
ro u tin e , u n co n tro v ersia l 
resolutions.

The impeachment resolution 
may be fconsidered “substan­
tive” and thus require discus­
sion by a committee before it 
can be considered by the House.

Other resolutions introduced 
this year were uncontroversial, 
commending individuals for 
achievements or expressing 
sympathy for deaths.

Next Wednesday’s session of 
the legislature is the earliest 
Stolberg’s resolution could be 
voted on.'

HARTFORD (UPI) -  -nie 
legislature’s environment com­
mittee Thursday voted against 
a bill bantU^g disposable 
beverage containers, but em­
braced a tough anti-litter 
proposal for Connecticut.

The committee voted to 
direct the Department of En­
vironmental Protection to 
study bans on throwaways now 
in effect in Vermont and 
Oregon.

It also embraced a litter- 
control concept promoted as 
being successful in reducing 
l i t t e r  in th e  s t a te  of 
Washington.

In another action, the com­
mittee adopted a department 
recommendation to repeal a 
state law which would ban 
phosphates in detergents star­
ting June 30.

The Washington anti-litter 
approach would: *

• C ^d inate  state and local
agencies in litter control and •, 
promote anti-litter ^'ucation 
programs. '

• Fund with public ^ d  
private money research and 
development in litter reduction, 
removal and disposal.

• Organize voluntary citizen 
and industry anti-litter cam­
paigns.
, The Washington law requires 

state litter receptacles, bearing 
symbols designed to attract 
attention, to be placet} at public 
and private gathering places.

It also req u ires  stateV  
provided litter bags to be\ 
carried in motor vehicles and 
boats, with a fine of $10 or less 
for each violation.

State and local agencies arq 
responsible for removal of 
refuse from the receptacles.

Rep. William L. Churchill,R- 
Durham, said the laws in Ver­
m ont and O regon  have^ 
su c c e e d e d  b e c a u se  of 
enthusiastic support by the 
governors of those states.

"I do not detect any such sup­
port in Connecticut,” he said.
.  Churchill and the four other 
legislators, who last summer 
accompanied .him to Oregon 
and Washington to observe the 
two iavvs in effect, all endorsed 
the Washington law but urged 
caution in adopting an Oregon- 
type, ban.

There was no such legislative 
visit to Vermont, the other 
s t a t e  w h ere  a ba,n on 
throwaways is law. 
XRer^HsFolff HaVTdwrR:'^ 
Litchfield, who went on the. 
W est C oast t r ip ,  ca lled  
enthusiasm in Oregon for the 
ban there “a lot of hoopla, and 
most of that is on the surface.”

Despite dramatic incti^ses in 
passengers train travel, Am­
trak's losses were greater in 
1973 than the year before.

The 1973 Amtrak annual 
report projected large losses 
will continue through fispal 
year 1975, with revenues in­
creasing rapidly yet with costs 
maintaining the same upward 
spiral.

Amtrak’s 1973 loss was put at 
. $158.6 million, which was 11.1 

million higher than in 1972. The 
increased loss came despite an 
increase in revenues of $39.5 
million.

The annual report was op- 
, timistic about Amtrak’s future 

ridership potential, predicting 
growth because of the energy 
crisis and other factors pushing 
the public toward trains.
' To handle the increased traf­

fic, Amtrak said it would soon 
order a substantial number of 
new passenger cars.

Several new trains will be 
added shortly, the report said, 
including two th a t w ere 
previously unannounced — se­
cond train betwee Chicago and 
New York and Washington, and 
a second train between Chicago 
and Los Angeles.

The report noted advance 
bookings for Amtrak trains 
were running two and a half 
tipies the volume of the peak 
summer months and demand 
for train travel is increasing 
much faster than-expected.

“U appears that the travel 
demands that we had an­
ticipated by 1977 as a result of 
normal growth are with, us 
now,” the feport said. .

This increased traffic is 
expected to increase Amtrak 
revenue to $224.8 million during 
the current fiscal year and $260 
million in fiscal 1975. However, 
with expenses increasing,’ the 
deficit for these years is now 
projected at $155 million for 
fiscal 74 and $143 miliion for 
fiscal 1975.

Town Manager John Harkins wrote to 
the Department of Community Affairs 
Thursday, clearing the way for the 
Housing Authority to receive a $480,000 
grant>for senior citizen housing.

wwhis letter to Commissioner Reuben 
Figueroa, Harkins said he would ask the 
Board of Selectmen for $22,000 at its next 
meeting for preliminary expenses for a 30- 
unit housing project. f

The Rev. Donald Miller, Housing 
Authority chairman, told the selectmen 
this week that the $22,000 would be used 
for architectural and engineering costs, 
and would be reimbursed by the state.

The need for the housing was deter­
mined by a questionnaire sent to over 300 
senior citizens in 1972. An application for 
20 units was sent to the state over a year 
ago and was revised to 30 units earlier this 
year.

The state grant, subject to the approval 
of the Connecticut State Bond Commis­
sion, \yould provide a per unit cost of $16,- 
000. Harkins told the selectmen at the 
meeting Tuesday that unless the land to be 
used is free, the grant in reality would be 
85 to 92 per cent, due to inflated construc­
tion and land costs.

The Rev. Mr. Miller told the board he 
hoped the town could donate land for the 
project so that the money could be used 
for better housing. The site would ideally 
be close enough to the green for residents 
to walk to the library, stores and 
churches.

If the,grant is approved, the state will 
have 16‘ approve the site and building 
plans.

Proposed sign regulations for 
the town were amended and ap­
proved by the Planning and 
Zoning Commission this week. 
’They go into effect at noon 
March 1.

Two changes in the proposed 
regulations, (1.) an amendment 
to a llow  c e r ta in  non- 
conforming signs, and (2.) an 
‘Extension of the time alloted for 
compliance with regulations, 
resulted from comments at the 
hearing.

A section of the proposed 
regulations which had started 

. th a t  a ll  e x is t in g  non- 
conforming signs must be made 
to conform or be removed was 
criticized by Frank Zanotti, 
Pine St.

“ This will cause hard 
feelings,” Zanotti said, and he 
suggested this clause be 
elim inated because signs 
already in existence “are doing 
no harm and were here before 
you moved to town.” The PZC 
ainended the regulation. A 12- 
square-foot free standing sign 
will be allowed under the 
revised regulations as well as 
wall signs measuring one half 
of each foot of the building’s 
frontage,

In response to comments by 
Georgiana Pescatello, the PZC 
changed the time in which the 
signs must conform from three 
to five years. According to the 
newly approved regulations, 
when the ownership of property 
or business is transferi'ed or in- 
terrifpted for more than six 
months, all signs must come 
down.

No free standing signs shall 
exceed 25 feet in height and the 
distance from the edge of h 
paved thoroughfare must 
exceed the sign’s height. In un­
usual cases, exceptions may be 
requested by special permit.

The regulations p^h ib it 
mechanical sign^ or those with 
flashing or changing lights.

However, this stipulation 
does not apply to holiday 
decorations that are temporary, 
and are not a safety hazard.

All signs with any type of ar­
tif ic ia l lighting  m ust be 
shielded so that no light will 
shine on any person external to 
the premises.

Signs -other than public in­
terest, public warnings and 
directional signs must be con­
sidered accessory use and as 
such they must be within the 
property lines of the business 
and in close proximity to activi­
ty being advertised.

Sign illumination, which in 
the opinion of the PZC can be 
mistaken for traffic lights, 
autom otive headlights or 
emergency warning lights, is 
prohibited.

All billboards are prohibited. 
Roof signs are only allowed in 
unusual cases and then only by 
special permit.

The construction and erection 
of all signs, must conform to 
requirements of appropriSte 
sections of the building code.

It is suggested that roof signs 
will be allowed only after the 
issuance of a special permit by 
the commission and will be per- 
tnitted only if other type signs 
are unsuitable.

“The project, which has a 
five-year history, has resulted 
from, the combined efforts of 
the Manchester Public Schools, 
the Manchester Association for 
the Help of Retarded'Children, 
the Manchester Community 
College, the Bureau of Pupil 
Personnel and Special Educa­
tion Services of the State 
Education Department, the 
Town of M anchester, and 
governmental officials at both 
the state and local level.

“The project is intended to 
meet the pressing need for oc­
cupational training in areas 
which will provide the hand­
icapped with an opportunity to 
become seii-sutlicient in the 
community. The Regional Oc­
cupational Training Center will 
serve the Town of Manchester 
and-up to a dozen surrounding 
communities.

‘‘The architects for this 
c e n te r  a re  L a w re n c e  
Associates. Preliminary plans 
have been reviewed and ap­
proved by the Town Building 
Committee and the Board of 
Education. A ‘sketch con­
ference’ has bedh held with the 
oBureau of School Buildings of 
the state Education Depart­
ment and the modifications 
suggested at this conference 
have been incorporated into the 
plans.

‘‘Estifnated costs, of the 
project will be $1,268,000. The 
site for the project has been ob­
tained by a land transfer from 
the S ta te  of C onnecticu t 

.(M an ch es te r  Com m unity 
' College) to the Town of

Manchester by special act of 
the state legislature. The cost 
of building and equipping the 
building will be 100 per cent 
reimbursable by the State of 
Connecticut.

“The direct cost to the Town 
of Manchester will come in the 
interest payments necessary 
for short term borrowing until 

> the project is completed and 
reimbursed by the state. Our 
best estimate of this cost is 
between $50,000 and $60,000, 
depending upon how the project 
is financed.
.“ It is estimated that in the 

year the project opens, the 
Board of Education budget will 
increase t y  approximately 
$125,000. This increase in the 
Board of Education’s budget 
will be offset by additional in­
come to the town of ap­
proximately $100,000.

“This additional income will 
come from state special reim- 
b u rs e m e n t ahd tu i t io n  
payments by the participating 
towns. Thus, the netcOst to the 
town for operating expertses is 
estimated to be $25,000. Thi^ es­
timate is based on curreiit 
methods of funding and could be 
reduced by considering the 
placement of students in the 
facility who are presently being 
educated and paid for by the 
town in day or residential set­
tings.

“The immediate question is 
when to take this project to the 
voters in a referendum. The 
cost estimate listed above is 
based upon bidding in the fall o f, 
1974, which would necessitate a 
late spring referendum.

“We have been advised by the 
architect that because of cost 
escalations in the building con­
struction field that the project 
could be increased by as much 
as $60,(KX) if bidding were con­
ducted in the spring of 1975. 
This increased cost, which will , 
be borne mainly by the state, 
must be considered in light of 
the fact that a special referen­
dum will have direct costs to 
the taxpayers of Manchester.

“A major consideration to us 
(Board of Education) is that a 
period of time will be needed to 
inform the public of the issues 
involved in voting on this

proposition. It is the feeling of 
the school administration and 
the chairman of the Board of 
Education’s building and sites 
committee that a more com­
p le te  public in form ation  
program can.be completed with 
a referendum in November that 
coincides with the regular 
general election.

Thomas J. Meskill on Jan. 13 to 
investigate possible illegal 
hoarding but has seen no 
response from the Republic^ 
governor’s office.

The attorney general said he 
” ’'fl3?TlSr’autHoFriy to act on the 

alleged violations, but urged 
the governor to begin a 
statewide investigation im- 

/rtiediately.
Killian’s office identified the 

closed down stations illegally 
hoarding gasoline as:

McNall’s Station off exit 94 
from Rte. 86, an unbranded sta­
tion; a ‘‘defunct Sunoco station 
in Watertown; Gasland on Rte.
7 in Norwalk; a Chevron station 
on old Rte. 8 in Torrington; Al’s 
Mobile station. Maple Avenue, 
Hartford; a Texaco station at
Q u in ip p ia c  A venue antT'^^iSgci'supplies, 
M iddletown Road, North 
Haven; Gasland at 110 Enfield 
Ave., Enfield; “several major 
stations on Rte. 7 between 
Brookfield and Norwalk” ; a 
Citco station at “Rte. 9 in 
Hamden; Hill Service Station 
at the corner of Rte. 66 and 
Birch Drive, Cheshire and an 
Exxon station. Main Street 
Rocky Hill.

Meskill, who is vacationing at 
his Vermont ski retreat, was 
not available for comment.

Meanwhile, the” Federal 
Energy Office announced 
Friday it has approved in­
creased allocations for a 
number of gasoline and diesel 
fuel dealers in the state.

C o n n e c tic u t E n erg y  
Emergency Agency officials 
said the FEO has given Texaco

permission to ship extra fuel to 
some dealers.

A spokesman for the state 
energy agency said the Texaco 
station at Branford on the 
Connecticut Turnpike is one of 
those approved for an increase 
under federal rules.

Station owners have been 
filing so-called Form 17’s with 
the FEO for permission to get 
more gas because of high 
growth of sales volume during 
the past year.

“We finally have been able to 
turn paper into gasoline,” state 
Energy Administrator Eckardt 
Beck said. The new allocation 
amounts to an additional 152,000 
gallons of gasoline to be^aeflt to 
14 Texaco stations this month.

An additional 95,000 gallons 
will be distributed to the 
stations during the rest of the 
year.

State officials said they don’t 
know whether more gasoline 
will be allocated to .the stations 
during the year.

Hartford diesel distributor 
will receive 5,000 gallons more 
fuel this month and a dealer on 
Interstate Rte. 86 in Vernon 
will get another 120,000 gallons 
for the rest of the year.

Julie Making
Satisfactory
Progress

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind. (UPI) 
— Indiana University Hospital 
officials said today Julie Nixon 
E isenhow er continued to 
progress “very satisfactorily” 
from her emergency surgery, 
but there was no word whether 
President Nixon would be 
visiting his youngest daughter.

While Mrs. Elsenhower, 25, 
was recuperating for removal 
of a bleeding ovarian cyst on 
the plush s ix th  floor of 
Krannert Pavilion at. the In­
diana U niversity  Medical 
C e n t e r ,  o f f i c i a l s  ma d e  
preparations to clear other 
patients from her floor in case 
the President dropped in for a 
visit.

Nixon has a speaking engage­
ment Monday in Huntsville, 
Ala., and there was speculation 
he might come to Indianapolis 
from there.

The short communique said 
Thieu accepted the mass 
resignations but requested 
Khiem and the ministers to stay 
until a new cabinet is formed.

Thieu also requested Khierri 
to form the new cabinet, the 
radio said.

The communique said the 
reason for the mass resignation 
was to allow Thieu “to reshape 
the structure and personnel of 
the cabinet in order to cope 
with the situation and national 
requirements.”

"rhe U.S. State Department 
had no immediate reaction.

The resignation came as a 
total surprise to political 
observers in Saigon although it 
is a common view‘d in the capital. 
that the government is now en­
countering difficulties in 
economic and military fields.

The government spokesman 
refused to give any comment on 
the sudden resignation except 
to say that “ I have no details

for you and the government 
communique has said all that 
has to be said.”
, This is the second shake-up 
Thieu made since he was re­
elected president in 1971. Thieu 
discharged five ministers last 
October and named his key ad­
viser and press secretary, 
Hoang Due Nha, to take over 
the government propaganda ap­
paratus  as mi ni s t e r  for 
domestic and overseas infor­
mation.

In another development. 
South Vietnam has agreed in 
principle,^ negotiate with the 
Philippin^o settle the dispute 
over the Spratly islands in the 
South China sea, a foreign 
ministry spokesman said today.

In Cambodia, rebels harassed 
government garrisons and 
troops all along the southern 
front Friday night as the in­
surgent offensive passed the 
two-month mark, the Phnom 
Penh command reported today.

British Gamp;aign 
Becomes Intense

LONDON (UPI) — Soaring food prices and living costs 
today erupted as the most explosive issue in Britain’s 
general election campaign, giving the Labor party am­
munition against Prim e Minister Edward Heath’s Conser­
vative party government.

Labor party leader Harold 
Wilson said, the situation was 
“ a p p a l l i n g . ”  Campai gn 
violence was reported in Lon­
don.

Meanwhile, the indefinite 
nat ionwide st r ike by the 
nation’s 269,000 coal miners 
was pqshOd, temporarily, at 
least, into second place as it 
moved /nto its sixth day.

Heath has called a general 
election Feb. 28 to sec t a new 
mandate following his failure to 
avert the coal strike, which 
coupled with the Arab oil 
boycott, has plunged Britain 
into the worst economic cirisis 
since World War II.

The government.Friday an­
nounced that food prices have 
soared 20 per cent in the last 
year and now cost 53 per cent

more than in June, 1970, when 
Heath won power in Britain’s 
last general election.

The government said Jhfla- 
tibn has pushed up living costs 
generally at a 13.5 per cent an­
nual rate in the past year.

The Labor party immediately 
attacked Heath bn this inflam­
matory issue

“Mr. Heath has cheated our 
people about prices,” Wilson 
said in a speech at Manchester 
.Friday night. “The increases 
are not due to the miners.”

Heath, also -campaigning, 
denied .Wilson’s charges and 
said the increases “are due to 
massive increases in prices of 
materials, raw commodities 
and food from abroad.” He said 
while food costs in Britain 
jumped 20 per cent they 
rocketed 50 per cent in foreign 
markets.
