Demands
Rationing

WEST HARTFORD
(UPI)—Sen. Lowell P. Weicker
has warned against gambling
with the energy shortage and
called for an immediate man-
datory nationwide gas
rationing.

In an address at the Universi-
ty of Connecticut Law School
Thursday, Weicker said he will
attach a mandatory rationing
pian to the Emergency Energy
Act which comes up for Senate
debate Monday.

"Optimistic predictions of an
early end to the fuel crisis are
another consumer fraud, and
further delays in rationing are
gambles,”" the Connecticut
Republican said.

Weicker did not spell out the
provisions of the rationing plan
he is proposing because he said
he would like to consider
several options, including the
setting of minimum purchase,

Part of the contents of. the
letter are as follows:

"The project, which has a
five-year history, has resulted
from. the combined efforts of
the Manchester Public Schools,
the Manchester Asgociation for
the Help of Retarded Children,
the Manchester Community
College, the Bureau of Pupil
Personnel and Special Educa-
tion Services of the State
Education Department, the
Town of Manchester, and
governmental officials at both
the state and local level,

“The project is intended to
meel the pressing need for oc-
cupational training in areas
which will provide the hand-
icapped with an opportunigy to
become seir-sutficient i the
community, The Regional Oc-
cupational Training Center will
serve the Town of Manchester
and-up to a dozen surrounding
communities,

"“The architects for this
center are Lawrence
Associates. Preliminary plans
have been reviewed and ap-
proved by the Town Building
Committee and the Board of
Education. A ‘sketch con-
ference' has beéh held with the
Bureau: of School Buildings of
the state Education Depart-
ment and the modifications
suggested at this conference
have been incorporated into the
plans,

“Estimated costs of the
project will be $1,268,000. The
site for the project has been ob-
tained by a land transfer from
the State of Connecticut
(Manchester Community

~College) to the Town of

Manchester by special act of
the state legislature. The cost
of building and equipping the
building will be 100 per cent
reimbursable by the State of
Connecticut,

"The direct cost to the Town
of Manchester will come in the
interest payments necessary
for short term borrowing until
the project is completed and
reimbursed by the state. Our
best estimate of this cost is
between $50,000 and $60,000,
depending upon how the project
is financed.

"It is estimated that in the
year the project opens, the
Board of Education budget will
increase by approximately
$125,000. This increase in the
Board of Education's budget
will be offset by additional in-
come to the town of ap-
proximatély $100,000.

"This additional income will
come from state special reim-
bursement and tuition
payments by the participating
towns. Thus, the net cost o the
town for operating expenses is
estimated to be $25,000. This es-
timate is based on current
methods of finding and could be
reduced by considering the
placement of students in the
facility who are presently being
educated and paid for by the
town in day or residential set-
tings. :

"“The immediate question is
when to take this project to the
volers in a referendum. The
cost estimate listed above is

based upon bidding in the fall of

1974, which would necessitate a
late spring referendum. :
"*We have been advised by the
architect that becauge of cost
escalations in the building con-
struction field that the project
could be increased by as much
as $60,000 if bidding were con-
ducted in the spring of 1975.
This increased cost, which will
be borne mainly by the state,
must be considered in light of
the fact that a special referen-
dum will have direct costs to
the taxpayers of Manchester.

' The radio said Prime Minister Tran Thien Khiem sub-
mitted the resignation of all ‘25 ministers and vice-

ministers,

The short communique said
Thieu accepted the mass
resignations but requested
Khiem and the ministers to stay
until a new cabinet is formed.

Thieu also requested Khiem
to form the new cabinet, the
radio said. . '

The communique said the
reason for the mass resignation
was to allow Thieu “'to reshape
the structure and personnel of
the cabinet in order to cope
with the situation and national
requirements."

The U.S. State Department
had no immediate reaction.

The resignation came as a
total surprise to political
observers in Saigon although it
1S a common view in the capital
that the government is now en-
countering difficulties in
economic and military fields.

The government spokesman
refused Lo give any comment on
the sudden resignation except
to say that "I have no details

for you and the government
communique has said all that
has to be said."

This is 'the second shake-up
Thieu made since he was re-
elected president in 1971, Thieu
discharged five ministers last
October and named his key ad-
viser and press secrelary,
Hoang Duc Nha, to take over
the government propaganda ap-
paratus as minister for
domestic and overseas infor-
mation.

The government Friday an-
nounced that food prices have
soared 20 per cent in the last
year and now cost 53 per cent

more than in June, 1970, when
Heath won power in Britain's
last general election. '

The government said infla-
tion has pushed up living costs
generally at a 13.5 per cent an-
nual rate in the past year.

The Labor party immediately
attacked Heath on this inflam-
matory issue

""Mr. Heath has cheated our
people about prices,” Wilson
said in a speech at Manchester
Friday night. “The increases
are not due to the miners."

Heath, also-campaigning,
denied Wilson's charges and
said the increases '‘are due to
massive increases in prices of
materials, raw commodities
and food from abroad.” He said
while food costs in Britain
jumped 20 per cent they
rocketed 50 per cent in foreign
" markets.

Area Rapid Transit).

“If it (the monorail) proves
out — and we're hopeful it will
— then we can move into down-
town cily areas with this type of
system,” Shugrue commented,

But for now, he said, (he
monorail isn't part of DOT
plans for Greater Hartford.

Egil Krogh must be a frustrated,
embittered, puzzled and shattered
man as he starts serving the six
months sentence for conspiracy which
was was meted for his part in the
break-in of the office of Daniel
Elisberg's psychiatrist,

Krogh, you remember, was the
White House aide, who was named
head of the "'plumbers” unit and told
he might use covert means to protect
the United States from information
leaks and other threats-to our natiowmal
security.

He could have been senéenced to 10
years in jail and a fine up o $10,000 for
the break-in. However, he pleaded
guilty lo the lesser sentence,
presumably to be a government
-Witness in some of the other pending
Watergate cases.

While not high in the ranks in the
White House, he surely thought that
he was on the way to a fine career in»
government. Now as he is separated
[rom his wife and family for a
minimum of five months — one month
off for good behavior — he must
wonder about the strange path that his
life has taken. :

It had been hoped by those eager to
prove the President culpable that
Krogh would be source of in-
criminating information against Mr.,
Nioxn.

He was not. He stated categorically
that he had had neither direct nor in-
direct orders from the President
authorizing or directing the break-in.

Yet, someone.(‘)rdered him to take
the action. Perhafis not in specific
detail, but ig broad terms em-
powering that type of action and
either stating or strongly implying
that it was being done to protect the
welfare of the country. "

Krogh must be puzzled that he is in
jail and the man who authorized his
action is still free and unsentenced.

Certainly he wonders
what he will do to earn acliving and
provide for his family upon his
release. He has been suspended from
the state of Washington Bar.

What must his reaction be when he
thinks of former Vice President Spiro -
Agnew still enjoying protection of the
Secret Service, a-chauffered
limeusine and a clerical staff of six or
seven, after he was found guilty of
accepting bribes,

The judge, .in sentencing Agnew,

. agreed that his career and reputation

had been so badly damaged that this
was punishment enough and nothing
could be gained by imprisonment.

Krogh, too, had a career and good
name, not as highly placed perhaps,
but of Paramount importance to him.

When Egil Krogh considers that
Daniel Ellsberg is walking around a
free man, and even meddling in
governmental affairs, after breaking
security on government information
considered confidential, can he be
other than embittered?

Ellsberg is free because of bungling
on the part of the prosecution. He
never was found innocent of the
charges.

But Krogh must wonder about the
horde of liberals who roundly sup-
ported Ellsberg and came to his
defense. Nothing has been heard from
that quarter for Krogh. But then they
are usually most vocal when anti-
government.

Krogh has not cried over his plight.
As a lawyer, he said he thought the
sentence just. v

But in the-lonely days and nights
ahead, with a bright future shadowed,
and his profession perhaps lost, he
will wondér how it all happened and
what went wrong in the White House,

The country owes its existence to
our aid. It is that plain and simple,

Canal, if the United States had not
built it. Previous attempts had failed,

and neither Colombia nor the new
nation of Panama could have done it,
Therefore, there would be no canal

today, if it were not for the United
States. -~

A new canal will have to be built
soon. And the United States will have
to build it. We should build it, We
should keep control of it. The canal is
one of our primary defense resources
in this hemisphere,
" The canal has been the source of
much harassment by the Panamanian
government. The .conditions of our
presence there has been softened over
the years, even to the concession of
flying the Panamanian Flag over the
Canal Zone, which is ours to rule in
perpetuity according to the terms of
the canal treaty.

. Permissivene,ss has become one of
our national faults. We have been ben-
ding over backwards to be “‘fair and
reasonable"" for the last two decades.
It has gained us no friends. We are
considered a-soft-touch, a paper tiger,
if you will. .

This is one matter which we con-
sider not negotiable. The canal is vital
to national defense. Panama and the
Canal Zone are our creations. We
would be fools to let it fall into un-
friendly hands, as we let Cuba fall.

BERMUDA — The Islands That Won’t Grow O

BY BETTY RYDER

A visit toBermuda is not complete
without a day spent Jiegotiating the
narrow, winding roads of the one-time
capital of the island, St. George.

Here the early colonists established
what was to be the seat of the colony's
‘government from 1612 until 1915, This
old-world town is a treasure house of
Bermuda history, its twisted lanes
and narrow alleys bearing names
reminiscent of 17th Century England,
spiced with the humour of those early
settlers: Duke of Clarence St., Duke
of York St., King's Square, and
Featherbed Alley, Old Maid's Lane,

and Shinbone Alley.

These miniature streets house a
wealth of fascinating historical
memorabilia, so that a shopping
expedition becomes an excursion into
the past. Museums and curio shops,
boutiques and apothecaries, pubs and
handicraft shops, will keep any visitor

enthralled,

St. George lies serenely at the
eastern end of the islands of Ber-
« muda, just a short taxi ride from
Hamilton, where it served as the tiny
British colony’s capital for two cen-
turies. Solid colonial buildings with
weathered walls still flank the narrow
lanes and alleys of the 360-year-old

town,

A walk down Old Maid's Lane will
take you past the site of the old
Tucker House which in 1804 was the
home of William Tucker, with whose
wife, Hester, the famous Irish poet
Thomas Moore carried on a notorious
flirtation while living next door during
his short winter sejourn on the island.
Hester is thought to have inspired
Moore's 'Nea" poems, comprised of
13 odes written while he was registrar
of the Court of the Vice-Admiralty in

. St. George.

On Duke of York St.
Peter's Church, reputed to be the
oldest Anglican Church in the western

" hemisphere. The interior woodwork is
fashioned from the aromatic cedar
hative to Bérmuda; its altar has.been
in continuous use since 1624.

he passes,' stated college
coach Fred Barakat, who
cherishes the thought that
Whelton may become a
member of his Fairfield
University Stags.next year.

hardwood even when he was
in grammar school. Playing
against boys two years older
than he spurned his develop-
ment.

Whelton, an East Hartford

¢ native and resident, started

shooting a basketball when
he was six or seven years
old. “I barely reached the
basket," he recalls, He
started making the shots in
fifth grade. “'That's when 1
fell' I might have something
special,"" he theorizes.

The young star has
received more than his
share of publicity over the
past three campaigns, and
rightly so. Some players
would let a% notoriety go
to their hedds, but not
Whelton.

He explains, “‘I remember
some players who were the
best around.

CORVALLIS, Ore. (UPI) — Coach John Wooden has
always admitted that this year’s version of his UCLA
basketball machine had a flaw. It turned out to be a fatal
one,

His nationally top-rated Bruins lost for the second time
this season Friday night, and this was a most costly one as
it came at the hands of Pacific Eight rival Oregon State,
who stunned the defending NCAA champs 6157 here. It
was the first UCLA loss in its last 60 conference games and
it indicates that UCLA might have trouble even getting
into the NCAA tourney to defend the title it has won for
nine of the past 10 years.

Robert Walsh, chairman of the Board of
Education, read the following statement
at the Board of Education meeting
Thursday night.

The statement is in response to citizen's
questions and reactions to the DevCo an-
nouncement that it had hired educational
consultants to plan programs for the
proposed new community in the northern
part of town.

“Over the past year the Coventry Board
of Education and its authorized represen-

tatives have -received several requests

from the perpetrators of the proposed new
city in our midst (Process-DevCo).,

“'In each instance the board of its agents
have responded to accommodate these
requests regardless of how insidious we
may personally view the plan to be.

"“The board's reactiops to Process-
DevCo extend themselvEs well beyond the

realm of what most developers might -

expect.

+The supplying of information by our
superintendent, the placing of Process-
DevCoreports in our high school library,
and the upcoming tour of our facilities by
the DevCo advisory group are all
examples of this kind of inclination on the
board's part.

“Furthermore, aside from responding
to the Town Council's request for our posi-
tion as it related to the new city proposal,
we have officially refrained from com-
ment upon Process-DevCols efforts.

“Recent announcements appearing in
last week's newspapers however, con-
vince me that we have an obligation both
to the residents of Coventry and those who
are watching development-in our town, to
speak out.

+ "It is true that. we have a history of
citizen involvement in all_aspects and
stages of educational development in
Coventry,

“This has been characterized by our
audience of citizen's at board meétings, by
our holding of special public meetings to
discuss programming, and by the appoint-
ment of special broadly ‘represented
citizen committees to report and recom-
mend specific action to the board.

maximum citizen participation, it must be
kept in mind that ultimate decision
making authority for educational direction
in Coventry is vesfed solely with the Board

_of Education.

““This is as it should be, for we are duly
elected by ‘the townspeople of Coventry
and therefore their representatives,

“Arlicles appearing in last week's
newspapers indicated the Process-Deveo
has engaged several educational con-
sultants to *‘develop proposals for elemen-
tary and secondary education including
the staging and utilization of school
buildings for the community.

“Since then I have been contacted by a
number of our residents who expressed
concern over this recent development.

“The board's position, -insofar as it
relates to this action by Process-DevCo,
must be made decidely clear.

"“First, the Board of Education, and not
a private developer, shall determine
when, how, and why new directions in our
elementary and secondary educational
system shall be undertaken.

“Second, no one can do more than
suggest how our physical facilities can be
used.

"“Third, if and when there is a need for
new schools, that determination shall be
the prerogative of the board.

“Fourth, whether we move toward an
educational park system on neighborhood
schools (or for that matter — year round
schools) shall be solely the board’s deter-
mination.

“Fifth, and finally, the kind of expert
advice the board shall seek or engage is
entirely within the purview of the hoard
and no outside agent or developer shall in-
fluence the board's judgment in this area.

“In my judgment, Process-Devco’s an-
nouncement of last week was clear indica-
tion of their disregard for our democratic
institutions,

“It represented the misconception that

the authority citizens place with their -

elected officials can be usurped and
rogated by those who merely own large
antities of land.
""And most importantly, it implied that
democratic decision-making can somehow
be abrogated by those with ample funds.”

The kitchens at Mount Vernon, and many other

southern homes, were in separate buildings because
of the great heat from the fireplaces in the summer
and the danger of fires. Kitchens would often go up
in flames.

The Washingtons usually had breakfast around
seven o’clock. Lunch was at three o’clock.and tea was
at six.. Sometimes there were big suppers at nine
o’clock. They had a lot of company.

Mrs. Washington had two cooks, two waiters
and a housekeeper to help her. But she didn’t have
a dishwasher, a washing machine or many other
appliances that your mom has today!

The children of the poor would wear clothes of
coarse linen or muslin cloth that their mother made.
