More Help
On Roads

Two Manchester Community
College students have proved
females stranded on the
highway with car trouble are
more apt to get help than males
in the same situation,

Cheryl Busy and John
Quaglia, psychology students,
proved the theory during the
Christmas holiday in an experi-
ment. The method was to park
a car at the side of I-84 in
Manchester, raise the hood,
stand beside the apparently dis-
abled car. and try to establish
eye contact with passing
motorists.

The students worked as a
team, holding their posts at
separate points for an hour on
each of two-different days. A
count was made of the total
number of cars that passed in
each hour.

Cheryl attracted more
drivers, a total of 12, or 5 per
cent, of the 251 who passed her
car. Only 10, or. 3 per cent, of
the 351 drivers who passed
John's car stopped to offer aid.
All 22 drivers who stopped were
males. All but one of these were
alone in their cars. Half of the
motorists who stopped to help
Cheryl were driving trucks, All
but one of those who stopped for
John were in passenger cars.

Asked their reasons for stop-
ping, 10 sald they had stopped
out of sympathy, 10 more said
they wanted to “do their good
deed for the day,’”" and two
stopped because they happened
to know the students.

If one wished to draw a parallel
today as we passingly recognize the
birthday of George Washington — not
on his pirthdate but a Monday so some
of us could have a long weekend — it
wouldn't be too difficult.

Immediately, we can see a com-
parison between the indecisive and
wishy-washy actions of the Continen-
tal Congress while Washington and his
troops fought starvation at Valley
Forge, and the Congress of today
which recesses while chaos increases
in the energy crisis. /

We could also perhaps see some
comparison between those Tories who
opposed the revolution and tried to un-
dercut*the men who pledged “‘their
lives, their fortune and sacred
honor,” for freedom and‘those today
who would surrender more and more
of our personal liberties to the state.

But there is’a comparison that is on
the positive side also,

The American Revolution, as it is
embodied in the character of George
Washington, was won more by faith in
the idea that man had a right to be and
ought to be free, than by well-armed

soldiers, powerful allies, and grand
military strategy.

Today we need such’a faith more
than ever before.

We need the faith of Washington

' that enabled him to rally hifhself and

his men even in the darkest hours. We
need his faith renewed in us to look,
not at the immediate problem in
itself, but in the perspective that free
men can and will ultimately triumph.

We can blame others all we want for
(he’problems facing us but until we
conceive of an American as
Washington did, we will continue 'to
have those problems. Washington's
faith was not so much a form of
government, a constitutionalized
leadership, or a divine destiny, but
one of free men having the opportuni-
ty to govern themselves and doing so
‘wisely.

It is for each of us to renew our faith

in ourselves as the foundation for
restoring and maintaining credibility
in our society,
.~ As Washington epitomizes the ideal
of individual responsibility in a free
society, so should each of us strive to
follow his footsteps.

New Rules Needed

The independent truckers *'strike"
which dealt a blow to the nation’s
economy, was not a strike at all in the
previously accepted meaning of the
word but was instead a demonstra-
tion, as other so-called ‘strikes have
been recently.

Historically a strike has taken place-
when a~group of workers refused to
work for their employer in order to
air a grievance, or .gain some goal,
such as more money, conditions of
work, pensions, ele.

The . strike was aimed at the
employer and if the public suffered it
was an indirect and unintended result.

These demonstrations are not

. against an employer. They are rather

against the public, with the hope that

the public will be so injured that its

.outery will persuade government to

grant the wishes of the
demonstrators.

Shortage in groceries, gasoline,
meat, produce and the whole spec-
trum of public supply resulted from
the truckers demonstration.

They were demonstrating against

+« the rising price of diesel fuel for their
big freight rigs. They were not looking
to gain anything from an employer.

Most of them are independept,

businessmen. ;
They gave little thought to the fact

that the same public which would be :

hurt by “their demonstrations were
also being plagued by higher gasoline
prices and higher home heating oil
costs, and all the myriad of other
rising costs traceable 'to the
petroleum shortage.

They we}e demonstratmg against
the public welfare and they have won
a concession in the freeze on diesel oil

price as well as promise of legislative
remedy. X

Shameful violence accompanied the
demonstration as drivers who wanted
to work were pressured to get off the
roads. Deaths, injuries and destgoyed
vehicles resulted.

We were very pleased to hear At-
torney General Saxbe speak out
forcefully against vnolence, and other
illegalities. Those guilty should be
punished and Saxbe has promised they
will be.

No one, of course, will be able to
repay the people who saw prices
s(kyrocket and merchandise in short
supply because of the truckers deeds.

Long ago the injurious nature of a
railroad strike to the welfare of the
nation was realized. And legal im-
pediments were set up to make a
railroad strike almost impossible.
And these were real strikes against an
employer, not demonstrations aimed
directly at the people to gain an end.

We think this incident has made it
imperative that the trucking industry
be made subject to a set of rules
similar to those which govern railréad
labor disputes.

Their rash actiondeserves strong
measures. Truckers are in a par-
ticularly vulnerable position. Unlike
railroads they do not run on their own
roadbeds, but upon public highways
built and maintained by the same peo-
pl“e who have been hurt by their incon-
sideraiton.

Without Interstate Commerce Com-
mission licensing a:trucker is out of
business since he cannot use the
nation's highways. The time is here
that ‘truck licenses should be so
regulated that this action against the

“public cannot be repeated.

The Wisdom
of Wash’ington

WASHINGTON — After near-
ly a half century of service to
the country he had led to
freedom, George Washington,
at 64, summoned his creative
resources for a "“Farewell Ad-
dress'' to the nation. The
famous political testament,
never delivered publicly, was
printed in the Philadelphia Dai-
ly American on Sept. 19, 1796,

“In offering to you, my coun-
trymen, these counsels of an old

. and affectionate friend, I dare

not hope they will make the
strong and lasting impression 1
could wish,” Washington wrote
maodestly.

Some of his passages do in-
deed appear strangely
anachronistic in 1974 — such as
Washington's warning to “steer
clear of permanent alliances”
with foreign powers. However,
what he said also contains
nuggets of wisdom that are
relevant to America and its
political climate today.

For all his foreSIghl
Washmgton failed to predict the
rise of the two-party political
system and, in fact, remained
distrustful of parties
throughout his. life~ The com-
man and continual mischiefs of
the spirit of party are sufficient
to make it the interest and duty
of a wise people to discourage
and restrain it," he wrote,

Washington's disdain of
political parties did little to pre-
vent their subsequent forma-
tion. It is interesting to note,
however, that, according to a
recent Louis Harris poll,
membership -in both the
Republican and Democratie
parties-declined steadily during
the past five years, by 7 per
cent and 4 per cent respective-
ly, while voters who classified
themselves as independents in-
creased by 11 per cent. In re-
cent years at least, a fair
number of Americans ap-
parently hiave come to agree
with Washington's view of
political parties.

Washington's closing declara-
tion contains refreshing candor.
“Though in reviewing the in-

cidents of my administration, 1

am unconscious of intentional
error, I am nevertheless too
sensible of my defects to think

friends remains as viable today
as it was two centuries ago,
Washington made yet anothier
contribution o his country that
would serve to strengthen it
through crisis alter crisis. That
contribution was a spiritual
one.
. Although his biographers
generally have been at a loss to
explain the religious aspect of
our first president's character,
there is no doubt that
Washington's faith in God was
genuine and deep. His personal
correspondence as well as his
state papers are studded with
references to diety. Many
prayers written in his hand still
exnsl

Washmgton who prided
himself on his ratignal nature,
nonetheless had good reason to
believe implicitly in a super-
natural protecting power. At
least six times during his life he
escaped death miraculously.
Four of those times came in
quick spceession, beginning. in
1754 when Washington was only
22,

Returning that winter from a
government mission in Ohio, he
was ambushed by Indians who
fired at him from only 50 feet
away. All bullets missed him. A
few days later, while rafting
across the Allegheny River,
Washington was thrown off the
raft and barely escaped
drowning. Still later that
winter, he nearly-froze from
exposure in the mountains of
Virginia.

The following year
Washington, a young Lieute-
nant Colonel in the Virginia in-
fantry, was with a force of
British-American troops am-
bushed by French soldiers and
Indians.

WASHINGTON — Privately,
a White House staffer deposes
that President Nixon's attitude
loward talk of pursuing detente
with Fidel Castro’s Cuba is best
described in Nixon's remark to
a meeling of the National
Security Council: *'I don't see
anything in it for us,"”

Admiltedly, revelations by
officials who demand anonymi-
ly are suspect. But the Nixon
remark sounds like Nixon: it
has the Nixon flavor. In foreign
relations, the President is the
compleat progmatist. He seeks
always what pro football
coaches call “‘that edge' for his
side. He may have goofed on
that grain deal with the Soviet
Union, but at least it was con-
sistent with his policy of
seeking openings with countries
that could not hurt us.

In the wake of Leonid
Brezhnev's visit to Havana,
Castro would like to play a little
footsie with Washington. Ob-
viously, Brezhnev did some
arm-twisting, because we have
had Guban Foreign Minister
Raul Roa saying it would be all
right with him if Nixon wanted
to move toward ‘‘relaxation of
tensions,” Cyrus Eaton, -the
multimillionaire industrialist,
also visited Cuba and came
back with news that Castro
\\;ants accommodation with the
s,

A lot of people around here
are demanding that the U.S.

"'recognize realities' by ending
its economic boycott of Cuba,
and then go on to talk about
diplomatic recognition of the
Cubans' reigning clown. After
all, they say, Nixon made over-
tures to the Soviet Union and
Communist China; why split
hairs over doing the same
business with Havana?

Why? Well, because — a big
ybecause. Cuba is not Russia or
Red China. It's an international
runt, and its geographical loca-
tion is merely a pimple on our
body politic, no more of a threat
to our national security than

lawyer Bill Kuntsler's speeches

lo audiences of bedraggled;
leftist nuts.

Russia and Red China are
world powers. Nixon's aim in
pursuing detente with those two
nations is to maintain world
peace. Despite the wheat deal
with Moscow, the Nixon-
Kissinger team does not- see
detente in terms of doing either
Moscow or Peking any favors

Both Red China and ghe
Soviet Union have the power to
launch World War 111, and since
we have to live with that
knowledge we seek accom-
modations with them. On the
other hand; whether or not we
recognize Cuba makes no
difference to world peace.

* Moreover, there is no

evidence that Castro has
changed. Although Eaton said
he returned from Havana with
a "'positive feeling"” that Cuba
wants Lo regularize its relations
with this country, Foreign
Minister Roa continues to insist

wonder Brezhnev would like
Castro to normalize relations
with the U.S. It would be a step
toward getting that bearded
paranoid off Moscow's back.

Some critics have charged
that the U.S_pretends Cuba and
its eight million people don‘t
exist. Baloney. With Castro still
trying to export revolution to
Latin America, the Nixon ad-
ministration is aculely aware of
Cuba's existence. The fact is we
don't need Cuba, so why take
the initiative and bow to the
whims of a Fidel Castro who
has managed to plunge his
country into bankruptey?

Eaton says U.S. policy
toward Cuba still seems to be
based on ‘'fanatical anti-
Communism." He's wrong, It's
based on the hard fact that in-
ternationally Cuba is a dis-
credited nobiody, ruled By idiots
who.still think they can dictate
terms Lo a world power like the
United States which has other,
urgent fish to fry

that Cuba will not. “make the ¥
first move' toward reap-

proachment, that the U.S. first

must lift its embargo ‘‘uncon-
ditionally.”" That gives Eaton a
"positive feeling” that Cuba is
willing to negatiate friendship”

The pro-recognition crowd
talks about the economic
benefits of trading with
Havana. Eaton noted that
Russia sold Cuba 70 diesel
locomotives for §28-million —
"that we' could have sold
them."

Ha! Not unless we made
them a virtual gift. Cuba
doesn’t really buy stuff from
the Russians. Such sales depend
on the Soviet Union's
willingness to extend long-term
credits. In 15 years, such Soviet
support of the Cuban economy
has cost at least $3-billion. No

Club Endorses

Cotter Statement

The Democratic Club of
Manchester is endorsing a
statement made in January by
U.S. Rep. William R. Cotter in
which the First District
Democrat calls for the im-
peachment of President Nixon.

The club's action was taken
last Wednesday and was by the
unanimous vote of those pre-
sent and voting. It was on a mo-
tion by Irene LaMay, seconded
by John Sullivan.

Cotter's statement read in
part: I am not making a judg-'
ment on Nixon's guilt or in-
nocence. That is up to the
Senate, where charges-of im-
peachment are tried if the
House supports that course of
action, ;

“To let the case against
President Nixon fester, with no
action one way or the other,
would be both unfair and.
dangerous. For the sake of the
Nation, this matter must be
faced squarely — and now.

‘“Having reached that conclu-
sion, I would be derelict in my
power if I did not do all in my
power to see that the President
is impeached.”

Copies of the Democratic
Club's resolution were sent to
Congressman  Cotter and the
state's five other House
members,

Cotter, home this week
during a Congressional recess,

said today, “I'm delighted the®

club has seen fit to endorse my
position. I am hopeful the
Congress' can take up this
matter in the very near future.
This cloud which has been
hanging over our heads so many
months must be cleared up, so
we may get back to the business
of government."” :
The Democratic Town Com-
mittee in late January tabled a
proposal calling for President
Nixon to resign or the House to
impeach him. .
In a second resolution
adopted last Wednesday, this
one by a voice vote of those pre-
sent and voting, the
Démocratic Club endorsed the
proposal of the Connecticut
Conference of Mayors for in-
creased ADM (average daily

membership) grants to
municipalities.

The conference is proposing

"Phase 11 A of the Sequential
Learniag Program has been in
operation since the opening of
school in September and
response from the teachers and
parents as well as the children
indicate that this phase, as well
as Phase I is an overwhelming
5UCCess.

Phase II A includes all of the
first grade students in both
grammar schools.

Robertson Grammar School
has 77 children’in the program
with four teachers and five full-
time teachers aides. Coventry
Grammar School has 127
children in the phase with six
teachers and seven full-time
aides.

Robertson School has the
walls between the four grades
removed to provide one large
traffic flow area. To allow ‘for
different teaching stations and
for the many interest centers
small sections have been

marked off with screens and'

baook cases.

The children have two struc-
tured - blocks in the morning.
One of these is reading and the
other is math.

The afternoon is devoted to
science, social Studies and
language arts,

Each pupil has one formal
period of art, music, library
and gym each week.

There are no.play centers in
this phase as there are in Phase
I but there are many activity
centers where the children go
to work in various activities
that have been chosen to rein-
force their knowledge of the
children in their many subjects,

When the children come to
school in the morning they
report to one area in the open
room which is called their
homeroom.. There . they meet
with one teacher who is con-
sidered their homeroom
teacher.

This way it is posplble for the
children to develop a strong
relationship with one particular
teacher while enjoying the
possibility of working with
many people.

With this type of team
teaching the children have the
chance to work with adults of
different talents and con-
sequently are better able to
develop to their full capacities.

Each day a pupil is given a
color-coded tag which shows
what interest center that pupil
may work in that day. The in-
terest centers are art, music,
social studies, science, math
" and language arts.

An effort is made to see that a
,child gets to work in each of
these centers at least once a
week,

The teathers at Robertson
School have made an effort to
bring into the school residents
from the community with
special skills to demonstrate
these skills {o the children.

Then the teachers make an
effort to tie these skills in to the
classroom instruction.

In this phase the Sequential
Learning Program has
different structure, with
organized studies, The pupil hag
no choice when it comes to
reading, math social studies,
science a&rlhealth. He must
participate In these classes.

His choice will be in the rein-
forcement activities which"he
will have various time during
the day to work with.

This way the slow learner is not
subject to peer pressure.

The additional personnel
allows the classes to be sub-
groupéd to a much greater
degreée and provides in-
dividualized teaching.

The schools have been able to
provide a large group of
teaching materials for childres
who all have different abilities.

In one day at Robertson
School the children were
working on many different ac-
tivities s

Sonte of them were playing
on the floor while teachers
were given individual instruc-
tion to pupils needing it.

Several students were busily
engaged in finger painting in
the art activity center.

Other students were being in-

structed in addition and sub-
traction with the use of
teaching aides.
. In science the children are
using scales to learn the
theories of balance and
weights,

Both the gchools have weekly
meedngs with the principal to
plan the activities for the com-
ing week and to iron out
organizational problems.

And there are monthly coor-
dinational meetings between
the staffs of the two schools.

At Coventry Grammar School
there are adjoining rooms but
they are not as open as the set-
up in Robertson School.

Coventry Grammar has six
classrooms that have been
opened into each other but they
have been divided into sub-
moduals.” Each modual has
three basic classrooms and the
children take advantage of the *
activity centers in their own
modual. The activity centers
had been duplicated in the two
sub-moduals.

For math the children move
through all six of the
classrooms but remain in their
own moduals for all other sub-
jects,

The differences in the
number of students in the two
schools have made for a
different type of team teaching
al Covenlry Grammar.

Besides the total modular
staff members:each week the
sub-modual staffs also meet
together. For the first nine
weeks of the year the staff of
Phase II A at Coventry Gram-
mar chose to teach science and
social studies on a sub-modual
level. The next nine weeks
these classes will be taught on a
total modular basis with all
the teachers deciding on the
various activities to be taught.

Each teacher will be respon-
sible for teaching her own
group a basic unit in these sub-
jects but the interest centers
will be shared jointly,

Alter reviewing both

As in the Robertson School
the children at Coventry Gram-
mar have math and reading
blocked for the morning. All
other subjects are taught in the
afternoon. ;

Art, music, gym, and library
are specials and each pupil is
given one period of these a
week:

The teachers at Coventry,

Grammar have preparéd the
majority of games and
materials for the math and
reading activity centers. In this
way they have been able to gear
these activities to meet the
needs of the children.

The children are divided into
achievement groups in math
and reading. These are flexible
groups and the children may be
maed from one group to the
other according to their test
results and the observation of
the teachers. With so many
children in Coventry Grammar
it was necessary to divide the
children into 18 reading groups.

There is no question that this
type of learning program is a
lot more work for the teachers,
but they have expressed great
praise for the program and feel
that the children become much
more independent and have a
better chance to progress at
their own rate of speed.

Both the teachers and the
leachers' aides show a preat
deal of warmth and interest in
the children and their ac-
tivities.

When parents who have had
the children in school before the
Sequential Learning Program
was implemented and have
other children now in the
program compare the progress
of both they invariable state
that the children in this
program are not only learning
faster but retain more of what
they learn and, most important,
they like to go to school.

In Coventry Grammar the
students are sludymg the water
cycle in their »science class,
while the language students
are using earphones to improve
their reading skills.

There are students who have
progressed past their phase
level in certain subjects. ’?’h
children are allowed to
progress to the next phase, This
is called interphasing,

At both the schools the
parents are currently visiting
the first two phases. Several
parents received a personal in-
vitation to come in one day a
week Lo observe and participate
in their child's school day.

Al one period during the day
the parents meet with the

teachers and principal to make!
suggestions. Parents don't feel
that they are barred from the
schools and their childrens
school life.

Andrews, who left his job late
last year, is jolning  the
National Christian Youth
Organization in Denver, His
parting shots in interviews and
articles have shaken some

White House aides, while others.

at a high level dismiss his
criticism with a few words of
profanity.

Andrews says there is a
sévere morale problem in the
White House, and said in an in-
terview: ‘I hope many others:
will come forward and tell their
fragments of the story so that
the people and the Congress can
know the whole truth and take
appropriate actiop."

Andréws’ -gentle, direct
exboss, Dave Gergen, views his
actions more with sorrow than
anger. '

“l1 think he's broken some
confidences,’
think the writer and principal
have a relationship like a
lawyer and client. A writer has
to probe the mind of the
speaker to get his ideas on a
fairly free-wheeling basis.” It's
important to protect that."

Andrews said in a statement
that~'‘making private conver-
sations public is an unpleasant
step to take" and said he
realized his actions might cause
some unhappiness.

He also said he presumed thé
innocence of the President and
all involved in Watergate, until
proved otherwise. He added:

" Gergen said. "I

“For too long, however, the
American. people have been
asked to swallow their concern
about the President’s integrity
while Mr. Nixon and his aides
worked out the Watergate
matter in their ownﬁvay behind
closed doors.

“'The damage which this ap-
proach is doing to the institu-
tion of the presidency must be
stopped. 1 have reluctantly
spoken out because I believe as
a great jurist once put it—that
sunlight is the best disinfec-
tant.”

Andrews said Nixon had not
dealt “frankly and fully” with
Watergate, *'A great many péo-
ple have left the White House
and a great many others may
be leaving,” he said.

“\ Painful Experience”

“‘The President has not been
leveling, he owes hls accoun-
tability to the American people,
He plans to fight like hell to
keep from being accountable."

Gergen said of Andrew's
remarks: "I don’t think he's
helping to solve the siluation,
Watergate has been a very
painful experience.

“John is a difficult case for
me to discuss. He has been a
personal friend. John has
sirong feelings—a keen sense of
marality—very religious. He's
been troubled. I have very little
bitterness- for him. He's
speaklng from a singular point
of view.

"I believe morale is good
here. John has been troubled,
He did make an honest effoft to
tell them what he thinks," he
added.

Ben Crenshaw,
a 23-year-old phenom from Texas, went to pieces and
struggled in with a 79, including an eight on a par four on
the first nine.

Stockton, the 1970 PGA champion, who has had two $100,-
000 seasons, revealed he reconstructed his golf swing last
winter.

“‘All the great players swing from the .waist up, hardly
moving their legs,” he said. "My legs were always
moving. I knew I had to change my pivot or else."”

Stockton's 72-hole total of 276 — worth $30,000 — was
eight under par for the tournament over one of America’s.
great courses, It equalled the score shot by Rod Funseth
last year and was one stroke over Ben Hogan's record at
Riviera, shot in the 1948 LA Open.

His last round included six birdies and four bogeys. For
the tournament, he made 22 birdies, 12 bogeys and one dou-
ble bogey, shooting 68-68-71-69.

Stockton may have let the moment of triumph (his
eighth tour victory) carry him away. He called a three-
wood onto the green on the 18th hole — the 72nd of the tour-
nament — “the greatest of my life.”

"I was going to hit a four-wood but when my caddy told
me how far it was (245 yards to the pin), I changed to a
three-wood,”" he explained. ‘I just swung and prayed.”

Stockton then calmly sank a 12-foot putt for a-birdie.

he 61-year-old Snead and Mahaffey, who started the
ddy tied with Stockton and Weiskopf for first place, had
even-par 71s to finish at 278. Each won $13,875.

The tour now moves to the East Coast after seven tour-
naments in the West but Stockton is staying home. he will
miss this week's $260,000 Jackie Gleason Inverrary Classic
at Lauderhill, Fla,, and the following week’s Florida
Citrus Open.

HARTFORD (UPI) — Connecticut will be able to-
purchase eight million gallons of foreign petroleum on a
one-time basis under an emergency agreement.

Connecticut Energy Administrator Eckardt C. Beck said
Monday the Connecticut Energy Emergency Agency
worked with the independent Connecticut Petroleum
Association to arrange for importation of the petroleum. It
would be available for distribution in March, Beck said.

“Conngcticut will become the
first state to arrange such a
spot-market purchase for in-
dependent dealers,” Beck said,

“This gasoline is not being
purchased on either the grey or
black markets," Beck said, "It
was processed by a European
refinery and is a non-
embargoed product.”

It will be a one-time ship-
ment, but the CEEA is working
on other deals for future
cargoes. Beck said the gas will
be sold by independent stations
in the hardest pressed areas in
the state,

The energy chief added that a
price per gallon has not yet
been established for the spot-
market gas.

“Governor Thomas Meskill
has petitioned the federal
energy office for a redistribu-
tion of the prices of gasoline
sold by independents,” he said.
"If the petition is successful,
the price at the pump of this
gasoline will be competitive
with prices at the pumps of
major oil company service
stations.”

The future of the state's com-
munity college system was
very much on the minds of the
executive board of the
Manchester Community
College Regional Council at a
meeting Monday night.

Two resolutions were adopted
urging the State Board of
Trustees to make every effort
to obtain its requested budgets
for the coming term.

The trustees had requested
$22.4 million for operation of
the 12 colleges; but Gov,
Thomas Meskill’s budget
presented to the legislature

‘calls for $20.5 million.

In reviewing the over-all
community college budget
request, James Nakos, chair-
man, of East Hartford, noted
the governor had also
re¢ommended only $5 million in
capital funding for the system
as compared to $19.6 million
requested.

The operations budget, Nakos
reported, compares with $17.7
million estimated expenditures
for 1973-74; but “these figures
are not all' that they seem’
since the governor's increase of
$2.5 million is largely com-

mitted  to additional leasing
costs of $1.1 million, required an
nual increments and longevity
payments of $412,886, and a
carryover of $101,162 for finan-
cing of current positions not
possible to fill until next year. "
The net gain for the system
under the administration
budget for-expansion and im-
provements is $891 055, Nakos
reported. Of this, $200,000 is
designated for much-needed
library services, which leaves
$691,055 to expand for an an-
ticipated additional 1,000
students in the system, .

This means, after eliminating
lease costs, ‘the colleges will
have a projected student sup-
port level of $1,070 which is $33
more than the current level or
about 3 per cent which, Nakos
said, is not sufficient to cover
both, annual increment costs_
and inflationary effects.

However, he reportedif the
Board of Trustees sbudget of
$224 million was adopted by
the legislature, the student
level would be $1,244 and this
additional $106 per full-time
student would provide;

— $90,000 for new oc-

needs of the system in the next
decade.

The consensus was that the $5
million capital fund is a no-
growth approach to the
development - of the system, It
was expressed that while there

is no question the University of
Connecticut at Storrs needs a
new library facility, it is ironic
that. the community college
system’s needs are not given
the same priority.

The council agreed to get as
many council members as
possible to attend the
legislative hearings on both
budget requests to give moral
support to the Board of
Trustees.

“Good News’ Hinted
On Mideast Peace
And Oil Embargo

WASHINGTON (UPI)'— Two high-ranking Arab
diplomats called on President Nixon today to bring him a

"'good news' message from
summit meeting.

last week's Big Four Arab

The President met in the Oval Office with Egyptian
Foreign Minister Ismail Fahmy and Saudi Arabian
Foreign Minister Omar Sakkaf. Sitting in on the session
were Secretary of State Henry A. Kissinger and Maj. Gen.
Brent Scroweroft, duty assistant for international security

affairs at-the White House.

Some observers said that
they expected the President to
be told that there might be a

*partial, gradual Iifting of the

Middle East oil embargo
against the United States.

Informed sources said that
the two diplomats were
delivering a verbal message to
Nixon from the Big Four —
Egypt, Syria, Algeria and Saudi
Arabia — on decisions reached
at the summit conference in
Algiers Feb. 13-14.

There was speculation that
the Arab leaders were ready to
discuss disengagement of,
Israeli-Syrian military forces in
the Golan Heights,

Fahmy and Sakkaf met Mon-
day with Kissinger and Fahmy
was asked afterward if he
would have ‘‘good news' for
Nixon at today's meeting.
“Yes," he replied.

There was some speculation
that the "'good news’’ could also
concern prospects for lifting of
the Arab oil embargo against
the United States. There have
been persistent reports that an
end to the oil embargo is tied
directly to disengagement of
Israeli-Syrian forces.

Fahmy was asked if that was
true. He answered, '‘Not

necessarily — the way you
think." - :

There have been numerous
clashes.along the Golan Heights
area between Israeli and Syrian
Lroops- since Kissinger helped
arrange Israeli-Egyptian dis-
engagement. Syria has made
clear it wants to keep Israel off
balance by the the military in-
cidents.

A new clash was reported
today, with Damascus claiming
to have inflicted casualties on
an Israeli patrol.

The Arab Big Four dis-
engagement proposal was said
to have been agreed to at a
meeling in Algiers last week.
Withoul specifying details,
Fahmy told reporters, “It was
a unanimous decision...We
believe it was a very positive
decisian."

He added that “‘everything is
moving in the right direction ...
(with) progress on every
front.”

Fahmy said it was ‘“‘most
probable’ that Kissinger would
play a role in possible Israeli-
Syrian disengagement talks,
and an Israeli newspaper
speculated that -the secretary
would be flying to the Mideast
again in a few days.

Arthur McGinley,
