station spokesman wasn't sure
which. Nothing is known here
about either organization, if
such exist,

Shortly afterward, Murphy's
wife, Virginia, received a call
from a man who said, “If you
want to know about your hus-
band, call Jim Minter."

Fields said there had been no
contact with the abductors
since then, Murphy’s rambling
brick home, located in an old
section in Northeast Atlanta,
was placed under security.
Fields said Mrs. Murphy was
“holding up very well.”

Mrs. Murphy told UPI this
morning that her husband had
left home at 7:30 p.m. with a
man “and he hasn't returned.

‘“He is missing under,

suspicious circumstances, but I
don’t know anything else," she
said. “I'm waiting for word
from him."

Neither police nor the FBI in
Atlanta would comment on the
case.

A spokesman for the FBI
External Affairs Division in
Washington said he had nothing
so far on the case. Pressed for
comment, he added: *'I'm not
able to talk about it or this
organization, Check back and
we may have something later."

Murphy recently wrote a
column on the dangers of such
kidnapings as that of Patricia
Hearst, daughter of Randolph
A, Hearst, publisher of the San
Francisco Examiner.

Murphy, who succeeded
Pulitzer Prize winning editor
Eugene Patterson on the mor-
ning newspaper, writes a
column that appears daily on
the editorial page. Today's
column dealt with the con-
gressional election in
Michigan's 5th District.

Murphy followed in the
Constitution’s strong stand op-
posing segregation — a pattern
considered liberal for the South
— set by Patterson and the late
publisher Ralph McGill.

In recent years, however,
Murphy and the Constitution
often had been criticized by ac-
tivists in the Atlanta black com-
munity,

Murphy, a native of
Hoschton, Ga., joined the
Constitution in 1961 ‘as a
political editor. He had been the
Atlanta bureau chief for the
Macon Telegraph.

Married to the former
Virginia Rawls, and father of
two daughters, 16 an 12, Murphy
studied history and politics as a
Nieman fellow at Harvard.

Atlanta Mayor Maynard
Jackson Jr., appearing this
morning an CBS Morning News
in New York, said he was not
aware of any such group as a
“'Revolutionary Army" in the
Georgia capital.

“If this is what we believe it
is, it's a very sick business,"
Jackson said. ““If this is a group
like the one that has Miss
(Patricia) Hearst, I don't think
it's a local thing, but a
nationwide organization we're

dealing with."

The easy rider bus team of
the State Emergency Energy
Agency has responded to the

FEO Considering
Retail Gasoline
Price Increase

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The Federal Energy Office
(FEQ) is reportedly considering raising retail gasoline
prices for Americans and easing its recent ban against ser-
vice stations giving preferential treatment to their regular

customers,

Energy chief William E.
Simon met Thursday with a
group of seven governors who
urged that gasoline supplies be
allocated more fairly among
the states.

One of them, Gov. Marvin
Mandel of Maryland, has
already sued Simon, charging
that the federal allocation
system- was unfair and that
Maryland deserved some 205
million more gallons of gas this
month thad Simon's office
allowed

Justice Department lawyers
were scheduled to appear in
U.S. District Court in
Baltimore today to answer
Mandel's charges on Simon's
behalf. Maryland's deputy at-
torney general, Norman E.
Polovoy, Thursday said Simon
should resign. Simon was to
meet with Maryland's con-
gressional delegation today.

Oil Boycott
Gambling

Alleged

HARTFORD (UPI) — Rep.
Robert H. .Steele, R-Conn.,
today said the Nixon ad-
ministration was gambling that
the Arab oil boycott would end
in time to head off nationwide
gas rationing this spring.

Steele told a meeting of the
Smaller Business Association
at the Holiday Inn, the gamble
is an enormous one for the
country.

If the nation has neither gas
supplies nor rationing in eifect
by: mid April, Steele said
current gas lines could double.
He said the resulting economic
damage would push the country
further toward a recession.

Steele said the administration
has been promising a decision
on fuel rationing since the end
of December but has put it off
in the hope that Secretary of
State Henry Kissinger can per-
suade the Arabs to turn on the
oil spigot,

If ‘the Arabs do not lift their
embargo soon, the Republican
said the administration will
have no choice but to initiate
rationing,
® Steele said the nation is
currently short about 33.5
‘million gallons of gasoline each
day. That figure will mount
steadily as the spring driving
season approaches, Steele said,

sidering both higher retail gas-
oline prices and an end to the

present first-come-first-served ¢

rule at stations came Thursday
from Republican Gov. Dan
Evans of Wash., chairman of
the National Governors
Conference, who was at- the
meeting with Simon.

Both steps presumably would
be designed to placate gasoline
dealers, some of whom say they
are going out of business
because they are unable to

make sufficient profit on what

gasoline they have to sell. The
ban against selling only or
mostly to long time customers,
imposed this month, has been
unpopular among many
dealers.

Simon urged the governors to
be patient and told them his of-
fice was revising the allocatjon
formula to make it *‘completely
fair' and to make sure each
state ''gets an-equitable share
of fuel.”

WASHINGTON (UPI) — With
soaring food and fuel prices
providing mast of the push, con-
sumer prices surged nearly 1
per cent in January, even [aster
than the sharp runup of several
previous months, the Labor
Department disclosed today.

The first-of-the-year jump in
the Consumer Price Index
meant . that Americans were
paying 9.4 per cent more for
goods and services at retail
than they were in January, 1973,

That represented the biggest
12-month rise in the cost of
living since 1951.

Board Adopts

Guideline on
Lunch Prices

The Manchester Board of
Education, in its continuing ef-
fort to provide a nutritionally
adequate school lunch to all
students, has recently adopted
the new federal income
guidelines for reduced price
lunches.

Letters have been sent home
by all students with
applications to be filled out by
qualifying parents. The reduced
lunch prices are 20 cents to any
family who qualifies, The in-
come allowance is $3,830 for a
one-member family, $5,040 for
two, etc.

The income level for free
lunches remains the same as
September 1973, Families who
are currently receiving free or
reduced price lunches are
asked not to reapply. \

If there are unusually high
medical bills, and/or shelter
costs in excess of 30 per cent of
the income, or other unusual
circumstances where the in-
come level is above the
stipulated allowance, the fami-
ly may still qualify.

If the application is not ap-
proved, a family has the right
to a fair hearing by calling or
writing to Mrs. Jean Campbell,
chief social worker, 45 School
St.

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Harassment Continues

While the efforts of the Connecticut
Civil Liberties Union have been
successful in getting the Southern
New England Telephone Company to
agree to keep telephone calls in con-
fidence unless specifically ordered to «
reveal them by court order; and it has
agreed to notify its castomers when
such orders have been served on the
company; this is not the case in other
areas,

A group of reporters has giv’en
notice that it will file suit to force
American Telephone and Telegraph to
notify the reporters when their calls
have been supoenaed by an agency of
government,

It has been revealed that The Inter-
nal Revenue Service has subpoenaed
the telephone company for a list of
calls made from the Washington

b Bureau of the New York Times.

The reporters wish to be put on
notice so that they can protest the sub-
poenas when a court is asked fo issue
them.

The ramifications of the government
move are apparent. If they were to go
unchallenged it would mean that
anyone talking to a newspaper
reporter by telephone might be made
known to a governmental agency.

This, of course, would have the
effect of drying up sources of informa-
tion to the news media, since sources
would be afraid of governmental
spying. '

If it were found, through subpoenas,
that a reporter were talking frequent-
ly to some one in tHe office of energy
Czar William Simon, for instance,
steps might be taken to find out who
that person was and to dismiss him.

Likewise, if it were to be followed

The move reeks of harassment both
of the press and of the people in
government who talk to them,

The object, of course, is to dry up
any leaks of information to the news
media, other than formal ‘‘press
releases’, which often times have nos
news content whatsoever, They are
more likely to be publicity pieces
designed to further the image of the
agency issuing them.

Secrecy in government has long
been deplored by the press and many
states have passed open record laws,
so that the news of government may
be available readily to the people.

And there's where the real rub lies.
It is not only the press that govern-
ment attempts to keep in the dark. By
making it more difficult for the press
to get information, government also
makes it easier to keep the people
in the dark as to the doings of their
government.

Several months ago government
made another move to make news
gatherers assistants in the prosecu-

tion of ggvernment cases. They sub-
poenaed the notes and story drafts of
a reporter for information which
might help in the conduct of their
cases.

This, too, of course was repressive
and stifling of the free flow.of infor-
mation- which the people need in a
democratic government in order to be
familiar with what their represen-
tatives are doing.

The attempt to gain telephone call
listing is a startling instance of the
way big government tends to intride
upon the privacy of its people and the
institutions which seek to inform the
people.

In these in-
stances, the flags were merely ripped
to shreds.

Reward offers, in an attempt to ap-
prehend those responsible for the van-
dalism, have repeatedly fallen on deaf
ears.

The Herald isn't the only victim of
vandalism. Some organizations and
businesses tell us they gave up trying
to fly a flag a long time ago because of
thievery., '

The vandalism is typical.of what
goes on in Manchester almost every
night, a lot of which isn’t reported to
‘police. Too many people are of the

opinion, ""“Why bother? If the
offenders were apprehended, the case
would be tossed out of court anyway."

Lop-sided Detente
Favors Russians

President Nixon often likes to
begin an announcement of
policy with the phrase: “'I could
have taken the easy way,
but...” Oddly, the achievements
under ‘‘detente’’ with the Soviet
Union up to now look more like
the easy way than anything
else.

We have had plenty of asser-
tions of intent to ease tensions
from the leaders of both sides,
well publicized high level
meetings with the promise of
more, the SALT I arms limita-
tion agreement and the harder-
phased talks called SALT II.

It would not be fair to demean
our government’s motives in
this vital arena as un-serious.
And, furthermore, one can
argue that there has to be a
start somewhere. But it is not
unreasonable to contend that
there is less to detente than
meets the eye,

SALT I, for instance,
provides only the barest
framework for arms control
and clearly is not halting the
arms race.

The President's $87 billion
defense expenditure budget for
fiscal 1975, coupled with
Defense Secretary James
Schlesinger’s declarations of
nuclear arms policy changes,
provides a portrait of.a United
States still deeply afflicted with
misgivings over fundamental
Soviet intentions,

Those doubts run deeper than
some Americans imagine. Cer-
tain  officials, who can be
described as tough-minded but
not blind hard-liners, believe
that the Kremlin consistently
conceals arms outlays in
various civilian budget guises.
This could mean that Russian
arms outlays, already known
visibly. to be higher propor-
tionately than ours, may be
even higher,

The expulsion of the
writgr Alekandr
Solzhenitsyn is only a freshly
dramatic illustration of another
hard Soviet reality: that
whatever detente means, it is
not a consequence of a general
softening of a dictatorship,
opening the way to freedom of
thought and other prized liber-
ties. The rigidities of Soviet
statism are as firmly in place
as ever.

What the Soviet Communist
leaders truly want from their
doggedly persistent pursuit of
detente probably is simple
enough. They want to the ad-
vanced industrial products of

. modern Western society, and:*

large elements of the com-
puterized, forward lunging
technology that makes these
things possible.

With Mr. Nixon quickly win-
ning credit for form rather than
substance, he has in effect been
a willing partner in the
Kremlin's masking of ils
elemental economic purpose
behind a facade of seeming
political and military accom-
modation. Detente in fact so far
signals only a new turn in Soviet
practicality.

. Our collaboration, witting or
otherwise, in the Kremlin'g

concealment of purpose enables
it, of course, to mask at least in
part a deeper aspect of the
matter. The Soviet need for
detente lo quest after Western
economic advances is a gross
confession of the failure of its
version of communism, and
probably of rigid statism in any
form,

If Soviet communism was
really working well as an
economic system, it would not
need detente. Its failures,
rather than being concealed,
ought to be advertised for what
they are — proof that statism
has nothing to give the people of
the earth, that it is a system
barren of energizing spirit and
constricting of the best in
human life.

As Russia practices it,
statism is both human repres-
sion and organized economic
depression. In its moves to
“detente,"” it appears only to be
trying to ease its economic
pains, while holding fast to its
repressive rigidities at home
and its paranoid fears and
agressive adventuring abroad.

OCHO RIOS, Jamaica —
These are desperate days for
what Prime Minister Michael
Manley ¢f Jamaica calls a
crisis of survival for this island
with a paradisal landscape but
a fragile economy.

They are desperate days, too,
for the tountry which once
governed Jamaica is now
caught in something of the
same economic agony,
triggered by the energy crisis.

Mr. Manley pointed out that
under the total pressures on the
economy from abroad Jamaica
might have a margin of only a
few weeks of available foreign
reserves.

The govern-
ment has cut back oil imports
by some 20 per cent, doubled

Eugene was shot to death .

when he sfopped on his way
home from school to watch a
fight among téenagers.

You can, of course, say thank
God you don't live in the
nation’s beautiful, spacious,
marble-flecked capital, where
the violent death of ‘a child is
commonplace. There are lots of
fights here for kids to watch,
because — let us call a spade a
ruddy spade — Washington is
mostly” poor black, and poor
people of whatever skin
coloring often turn to violence
because it's the only excite-
ment they can afford.

This is not {o say, with cer-
tain social-worker types, that
poor murderers should get
special treatment at the hands
of the law. It is simply a
reminder that there are poor
everywhere across the land,
and that:therefore the bell may
toll for thee some tomorrow.

Indeed, it tolled the other day
for the extremely wealthy when

Patricia Hearst, daughter of a’

newspaper publishing family,
was kidnapped in crazy
Berkeley, Calif. And two male
students of a school in one of
Washington's most ''respec-
table" neighborhoods were shot

-

O

during an-argument eight days
before the slaying of Eugene
Dandridge.

Lét'us consider Eugene's un-
timely end, as a symptom of a
kind of national lunacy which
holds us all in a virtual state of
siege.

The teenagers had gathered
in the alley to “fight" with a
youth who didn't show up. They
grew restive waiting for their
intended victim "and begane
fighting among themselves. *'It
was a gang fight,"” said a girl
clagsmate of Eugene, 'The six
guys started pulling out crow-
bars. Then someone in the
crowd saw one of them pull a
gun. We heard a shot and we
started running...then I locked
back and saw (Eugene) lying on
the ground. They didn't know
where they were shooting, they
just started shooting."

Don't bother to ask where the
teenagers got those guns, You
can buy a gun in Washington
and practically anywhere else
in the country as easily as a

_pack of cigarettes. And crow-

bars. The gang did come
prepared, and not simply to pry
open a stubborn door or win-
dow. -

The murderer "'did not intend
to shoot'' Eugene, according to
homicide detectives. *'The
bullet was intended for another
boy,” who apparently was in-
volved in the fight, Lucky for
the other boy. Unlucky for
Eugene Dandridge, as it has
proved so often for innocent
bystanders all over the country

who came to watch a gang fight
and left on a stretcher, covered
with a blanket.

There is a national paranoia
loose in the streets. When the
intended victim didn't show up
in that Washington alley, it was
almost inevitable that the
teenagers should ‘'grow
restive." They had come (o
brutalize and perhaps kill, and
they were being cheated. Ac-
cordingly, they fought among
themselves. They weren'l going
to waste their time..Somebody
HAD to get hurt, and if it just
happened to be Eugene Dan-
dridge — tough. He wag there.

Well, we are all there, ladies
and gentlemen and others, and
don’t kid yourselves. We are all
there in a country infected —
and perhaps dying — of the,,
virus called violence. Sudden
death by homicide is around
almost every corner of every
street everywhere. Sen. John
Stennis of Mississippl lived in a
“'safe’" neighborhood, but they
got him. They got Patricia -
Hearst.

We talk about Arab terrorists
and Latin American terrorists.
as though only crazy, un-
developed and ignorant
foreigners endangered the
world’'s system of law and
order. Yet our own free-lance
terrorists kill more human
beings in'a month, ﬁr kicks,
than foreign révolutionaries kill
in a year, for politics. I hope
Eugene Dandridge can rest .in
peace. As for us law-abiding
citizens, we should all toss in
our beds at night.

politics squeeze to get the
higher wages they should have
had long ago. Heath, in turn,
chose to stand adamantly on a
hold-the-line position and cut
down Lthe workweek
dramatically to three days. In
effect, he dared the union to
fight him in the political theater
of the election on the issue of
paralyzing the nation. The folly
of a Communist union leader in
talking darkly of an army
mutiny (as if it were the Soviet
Union and he was Leon
Trotsky) gave Heath a heaven-
sent curtain line for. the elec-
tion: Is the government ta,run
the country, he asks, or the un-
ions?

To which the answer is that
the union can't and the govern-
ment hasn't, whether under
Heath or Harold Wilson. But
Heath has been handed the
issue he wanted, and it may see
him through.

It won't see England through.
The British have had two sur-
vival crises in our time. One
was the General Strike of 1928,
which seemed a survival
matter then but has dimmed ag
it has receded in history.

The other was the year of
genuine crisis, from June, 1940,
to June, 1941, when Britain's
whole future was balanced

perilously on the line of the

RAF squadrons repelling
Hitler's blitz attack. Herbert
Agar's recent book on this sur-
vival ;test — "'The Darkest
Year: Britain Alone"’
(Doubleday) — is a moving ac-
count of how a people’s spirit
and leadership carried it
through.

But, alas, it doesn't follow
that a nation can rescue itself
from a desperate situation
where the enemy is not as clear
as it was in 1940 for the British.
Heath has (ried to name the
enemy as the rigidity and
power of the trade unions. That
is certainly a'factor. But the
deeper roots lie ini*Britain's

' worsening economic position in

local terms, its technological
decline, its class bitterness, its
gentlemanly tradition in educa-
tion.

It is a remarkable experience
to read again an account of the
1926 General Strike, such as one
getsin A.J.P. Taylor’s brilliant-
ly written suryey, ‘‘English

History: 1914-1945'* (Oxford):

Almost 50 years ago the
economic cdhdition of England
was perilous. The unions and
the coal owners fought their
fruitless, cruel battle; the Tory
government (under Stanley

Baldwin) was complacent and

do-nothing; there was a Royal
Commission report, headed by
Viscount Herbert Samuel, but
little came of it.

Every people has its great
Time of Troubles, when its

political and moral foundations-

are called in question. America
is passing through such a time
now, although its economic sur-
vival is not as perilous as
Jamaica's or Britain's. The one
thing none of us can afford is to
be complacent and do-nothing,
and to forget that the roots of
every Time of Troubleshgo
deeper than most of us know.

Members of an advanced
greenhouse course at Rockville
High School's vocational
agriculture department are

‘learning about various styles of

greenhouses by building small
models. They are only table-top
size but they are meant to
work.

Starting with a wooden
frame, built in the school’s
shop, the students have' made
walls and roof of plastic, filled
the bottom of the greenhouse
with a starting medium and
planted seeds. Now, in schoal
vacation week, each has taken
his greenhouse home and will
keep it watered and lighted
there until school begins again.

The learning experience,
however, is in greenhouse con-
struction.

New Green Grass

When the Highway Bureau of
the State Transportation
Department widened a section
of E. Middle Tpke. last fall,
from Manchester Green toward
the Boltofi line, the newly
graded banks along the road-
sides were sprayed with a sub-
stance that gave them' a
grayish-green appearance.
When the spray truck had just
gone by and before there had
been a rain to wash away any of
the color, we had green curbs,
fire hydrants and utility poles
as well as green earth.

Examined closely, the sub-
stance on the ground seemed to
resemble paper pulp, and a'call
to the Highway Bureau brought
the information that the road
builder was using a slurry of

water with finely minced wood

fiber, prepared for the purpose,
and both fertilizer and grass
seed. A green dye gave it, an
appearance slightly resembling
green grass.

Rain and snow removed the
green color of the roadsides but
now they are green again and,
this time, it is really grass. The
spot where I stopped at the
roadside to look closely was in
front. of the Calvary Church,
Assembly of God, at 847 E. Mid-
dle Tpke. There is a rather high
bank at this point and tiny
seedlings of grass are growing
there, There should be a good
crop when spring arrives.

For many years in
Manchester, as in
municipalities throughout the
state and the nation, the peren-
nial *‘Town Versus Gown'
debate has been taking place.

School officials, teachers' un-
ions, PTA's and other ad-
vocates of more funds for
schools-continually charge that
the schools are being short-
changed — that those town of-
ficials responsible for adopting

.budgets and setting tax rates

aren't giving the school ad-
ministration anywhere near the
funds requested.

Others — those on fixed in-
comes or Social Security, those
out of waork or worrying they
may be out of work, those
worrying aboul meeting their
bills, including taxes — they

" claim too much money is going

to the schools,

We're not attempting to judge /
the debate — only the figures.
What we did was to check back
over the past five years and
compare the funds the school
administrators received
against what they did.

Since the 1968-69 fiscal year,
when the school budget was §7 -
048,850, to the fiscal year we're

in, when it is $11,100,000, the
budget has risen $4,051,150. It
comes to just under 57.5 per
cent, for the five-year span, or
about 11.5 per cent per year,

Also since the 1968-69 fiscal
year, when the school request
was §7,147,850, Lo the fiscal.year
we're in, when the request was
§11,370,481, the aggregate
requests were $4,222,641. They
came lo 59 per cent, or an
average of 11.8 per cent a year.

Analyzing the results, one
finds that the school system, for
the past five years, received an-
nual funds only three-tenths of
one per cent below what it
requested.

We can only draw the conclu-
sion — they were hardly
shortchanged. The five-year
aggregate requests exceeded
the five-year aggregate budgets
by $171,491, or $34,300 per year.

The school authorities scored
a first this year in submitting
its budget request for the 1974-
75 fiscal year — an open-end
budget, pending settlement of
contract negotiations with the
teachers’ union.

The open-end action may
require a ruling by the town
counsel — to determine whether
it meets charter requirements.

Siebold Seeks to Find

More Recreation Funds

By EARL W. YOST

/ Asking for an additional $50,-
7000 increase in the Recreation
Department budget for next
year, Mel Siebold, director, told
members of the Advisory Park
and Recreation Commission
Thursday night that Town
Manager Robert Weiss said it
must be cut $25,000 over the
requested figure.

Last year's Rec budget was
$177,300. Siebold, in conjunction
with Carl Silver, program
director, submitted a budget
for $227500 to carry out the
planned 12-month schedule.

Siebold said that membership
fees may be adjusted to secure
some additional revenue.

He has proposed that the
adult membership be raised
from $3 (o $5 annually, which
would give his department an
additional $2,000, and a dollar
charge for youths in the
program. This would also bring
in approximately $2,000. This
money would go into the town's
general fund.

The director also said he
would like to assess each team
in the softball program $50
which would net an additional
$3.200; and the same fee for
basketball entries in the adult
leagues. Income from the latler
would be $900, Summer basket.
ball teams would also be
assessed $50 for another $800 in
revenue which would help meet
operating expenses.

Also, swimming lessons may
be increased to $2 per lesson,
Last year $1,280 was realized
from this project, Siebold said.

There may be a new format
for tennis courts at Charter Oak
Park and Memorial Field.
Siebold said that a monitor was
necessary at each area because
many players were playing
several hours instead of
limiting play to one hour on
each court.

Siebold said he would like to
see a 75 cenls per hour, per
court fee charged at both areas
during daylight hours; from 9 to
dark. After dark, players would

have to be on the honor system
and feed the light meters with
quarters.

If the plan goes through,
money collected would be just
enough to pay the monitor at
each area, Siebold said. Tennis
courts not affected ,by the
daylight fee would be the West
Side Oval and Robertson Park.

Candy and game machines,
installed in the Rec Center
buildings, would be another
way to realize some extra
revenue, Siebold said, between
$150 and $500 annually.

All told, ¢harging teams en-
try fees in all leagues would
bring in $11,350.

" We would do this only if we
have to,” Siebold told the com-
mission.

FDA Says Cosmetics
Can Be Serious Threat

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
Cosmetics ‘‘can pose a serious
threat to the public' and
legislation should be enacted to
assure their safety, Com-
missioner Alexander M.
Schmidt of the Food and Drug
Administration said.

He testified on proposed
legislatidn which would require
pre-market testing for safety
and provide the FDA with the

" findings. Adverse reactions to a
cosmetic would also have to be
filed.

Schmidt told a Senate Health
subcommittee that the FDA is

not now able to get accurate
figureson the incidence of in-
juries from cosmetics. “‘We are
certain that both serious in-
juries and lemporary reactipns
are grossly under-reported.”
Schmidt said some cosmetics
“‘can pose a significant threat
to the public, particularly if the
duty to test is neglected by the

manufacturerand if the govern-

ment lacks adequate informa-
tion and enforcement tools to
take remedial action when it is
calledsTor by a problem
produet.”

Alcoholics Face
Reality of Problem

By HOWARD DRESCHER

HARTFORD (UPI) —
Instead of a night in jail
followed by a humiliating court
appearance, the next morning
persons arrested here for public
drunkeness are getting im-
mediate attention in-a special
hospital.

The Combined Hospitals
Alcoholism Program (CHAP),
with heavy state financial sup-
port, has virtually eliminated
the jailing and criminal treat-
ment of chronic drinkers
arrested on the streels.

Instead, if they,choose,
arrested drunks are immediate-
ly sent to the CHAP facility in
north Hartford, an 86-bed
hospital geared for an intensive
seven - day detoxification
program.

Arthur - Jarvis, director of
CHAP, said most patients are
brought in by police from Hart-
ford and a dozen towns around
the capital city.

But, Jarvis said, the facility
is open for referrals from
Alcoholics Anonymous, the
Welfare Department,
clergymen, employers, or even
individuals who “decide they've
had enough."

CHAP Thursday received a
second $100,000 federal grant
through the Connecticut Plan-
ning Committee on Criminal
Administration.

Jarvis said the hospital
receives similar support from
the state Mental Health
Department's alcohol and drug
dependency division and the
Welfare/Department.

Increased State support for
such programs.could be
expecteéd in the near future
because Gov. Thomas J.
Meskill wants alcoholism
decriminalized and treated as a
menlal health problem.

The facility is located in a
building that was formerly a
city nursing home, closed down
three years ago. The transition

was a natural one, requiring
some renovation of the 15-
year-old structure.

Jarvis said the hospital
opened Ocl. 2, 1973, with 36 beds
and went into round-the-clock
operation at full capacity Feb.
7

"“The first 38 to 48 houfs are
for handling withdrawl from
alcohol,” Jarvis said. "Patients
have a thorough physical
examination to detect acute and
subacute symptoms."'

Once the patiept is sobered
up, Jarvis said, he enters the
counseling pdrtion of the
program — five days of “‘con-
frontation™ with his problem.

The confrontation phase is
designed to create a commit-
ment by the patient to sobriety,
and is ?xsually followed up by
referra
or treatment,

““We have no legal hold on a
patient," Jarvis said. '‘Like any

_ hospital patient, he can sign out
against medical advice."

As a result, Jarvis said, a
number of patients don't make
it through the full seven days.

Still others go through the full
program, but apparently for the
sake of having a bed, food and a
place to stay for a week.

“I’s hard to tell yet to what

- extent we're running a hotel,”
Jarvis said.

William Callahan, director of
counseling and referral at the
hospital, said one man was
returned drunk by police about
an hour after leaving from a
seven day stay.

A number of patients are sent
from CHAP to an advanced
treatment facility at Blue Hills
or to the state hospital at
Norwich.

Patients meet with a group
counselor and for individual
psychological attention, Jarvis
said, ' an effort to look at their
situation squarely and resolve
to try to stay sober.

Return of adult baseball to Manchester was one step
closer today following action taken by the Advisory Park
and Recreation Commission at its meeting last night at
Municipal Building.

By a vote of 4 to I, the commission went on record as
favoring the return of the Twilight League. Voting for
were Chairman Ron Gates, Joe Sylvester, Dorothy Brin-
damour‘and Fred Ramey. Joel Janenda cast the lone op-
position vote,

The motion, by Ramey, was to support the public’s
request for the return of adult baseball after a lapse of
nearly two decades to the town manager to find a sum of
money to support the league.

Carl Silver, program director for the Rec Department,
who indicated he was against reviving the league this
summer, said it would cost approximately $1,600 for four
teams to play. A nine-week schedule, starting in early
June, would be played .

If Manager Bob Weiss gives his support, the Board of
Directors will then be asked to approve or reject the move,
Silver, and "Mel Siebold, Rec Department supervisor,
both went on record as not favoring the return of baseball.

Silver, speaking last night, reiterated his sentiments of
two weeks ago following a meeting with baseball interests.

“‘After reviewing the three rosters that I received, two
of which arrived by the Feb.l deadline, and one at the
Feb.7 meeting, 1 gave a lot of thought to the matter and
felt that there was not sufficient interest or a demand for
the town to initiate an adult baseball program.”

A fourth roster was later submitted and five local teams
have now made application to play.

Due to a shortage of baseball diamonds, only a four-team
league could be accommodated, Silver said. He also added
that there ‘‘was no question about the three rosters turned
in” that they could measure up to one another.

:After Horton’s Death

BUFFALO, N.Y. (UPI) —
The Buffalo Sabres' locker
room emptlied quickly and
silently Thursday night. A pile
of black mourners' armbands
sal on a table in the center of
the room.

Over in one corner, Don Luce
sat in his. cubbyhole, crying
silently into a towel. And
despité'the fact that the Buffalo
Sabres took a 4-4 tie with the
Atlanta Flames, the few
players who remained had little
to say. '

:“This is the toughest day ['ve
ever had in my life," said Sabre
Coach Joe Crozier almost in-
audibly.

Tim Horton, his veteran
defenseman and one of the
oldest active players in the
National Hockey League, had
been killed earlier in the day in
a high-speed crash as he drove
back alone from a game in
Toronto, some 85 miles away.

“Timmy came in to me after
last night's game and told me ‘1
didn't play very well tonight. 1
wanted to win this game very
badly,”* Crozier said.

“This is my last year in
hockey,” he quoted the 44-year-
old defenseman as saying, ‘‘and
I want to make the playoffs."

Horton — his~real name was
Miles Gilbest Horton — had a
career spanning four decades in
the NHL — from the late 1940's
to the ‘70s — and four NHL
clubs. His death brought an out-
pouring of sympathy from the
people connected with the game
“He*was just one remarkable
guy. He was a gentleman, a
friend — and he always helped
other people,'" said Keith
McCreary, captain of the
Flames. “Not enough can be
said for him."

McCreary, who played at
Pittsburgh with Horton, said

many of the Flames had been

Towns Receive Gypsy Moth Report

The towns of Vernon, Tolland
and Mansfield will have
moderate to heavy infestations
of gypsy moths this year. The
Connecticut Agricultural
Experminent Station said this
prediction is based on
preliminary data.

The three towns requested
that the experiment station do
the sSuryey concerning the
moths which each year have in-
fested the trees in the area,

When the experiment station
sirveys are completed,
residents of the three towns can
go to their local town officials
and find out from maps what
the gypsy moth infestation will
be near their homes.

This will enable the residents
to take measures, if necessary,
Ao prevent the heavy defoliation
and nuisance that the gypsy
moth caterpillars-have caused
in the past two years, officials
of the Tolland County
Agricultural Center said.

The center also reminds
residents of other towns that it
1s not too late to request a gypsy

moth survey, This can be done .

by having the town's chief
executive officer write to John
Anderson, Connecticut
Agricultural Experiment Sta-
tion, Box 1106, New Haven,
Conn. 06504, '

Connecticut lowns east of the
river and north to the
Massachusetts border may
have gypsy moth problems this
year, George Schuessler, depu-
ty state entomologist said.

He said gypsy moth in-
festations that are moderate to
heavy usually require some
type of control and many towns
in Tolland County areas have

had moderate to heavy in-

festations for the last two,
years, Schuessler said.

“On the bright side of the
picture this means this will
probably be the last year the
gypsy moth will be a major pest
in the area," Schuessler said.

He explained that after three
years, natural predators and
disease, usually bring the pest
under confrol until the

ecological balance is changed
by natural means and the cycle
begins again.

Schuessler said the degree of
the gypsy math infestation is
estimaled by counting the egg
masses. A heavy infestation has
500 or more egg masses per
acre, a moderate infestation,
150 to 500 per acre.

To distinguish between old
egg masses and new ones,
Schuessler explained the old
onés are soft and fluffy and the
new ones will pop when they are.
squeezed.

SAN FRANCISCO (UPI)— A
food handout with stocks
enough for 20,000 persons was
geared to go today, but the kid-
napers of Patricia Hearst said
it was not enough — the girl's
millionaire family must feel the
pinch.

A new ultimatum gave
publisher Randolph A. Hearst a
save-her-life order to put up $6
million or see his daughter held
hostage indefinitely for two
members of the terrorist sect
charged with murder.

The FBI said it was up to the
father to decide whether to try
to appease the Symbionese
Liberation Army or give it the
nod to try to rescue the 20-year-
old girl.

At their suburban home in
Hillsborough, the Hearsts were
trying to find a way out of the
dilemma brought on by the
latest demands of the SLA.

In a 20-minute tape recor-
ding ‘‘communique’’ by
‘‘General Field Marshal
Cinque" delivered to Hearst
Thursday, the SLA said the
family's $2 million offer was
“crumbs’ and that negotiations
would not even begin until the
ante was upped by $4 million.

The long-winded diatribe
about the hundreds, and hun-
dreds of millions of the Hearst
empire fortune brushed aside
the fact that the "‘People in
Need"” program would through
donations far exceed the
original demand.

HARTFORD (UPI) — Retail
druggists say they oppose a bill
that would allow unrestricted
advertising of prices on
prescription drugs:

The bill was up for hearing
before the legislative Judiciary
Committee Thursday. Current
state law prohibits any
newspaper, broadcast or mail
advertising of prescription
drugs, which can be dispensed
only by a licensed pharmacist
by order of a doctor or dentist.

Purpose of the bill, sponsored
by the committee, is to
“eliminate a restriction which
inflates the price of preserip-
tions for no reasons related to
the public health or welfare."

The statement of purpose in
‘the bill also says similar
restrictions have been struck
down by courts in three other
States and that repeal of the
restriction is urged by the U.S.
Department of Justice.

Dr. Henry Palmer, represen-
ting the Connecticut Phar-
maceutical Association, said
the group agrees with the aims
of the bill, but opposes the con-
tent,

Palmer said small retail
druggists prefer a proposal that
would by state regulation per-
mit them to post prices in their
stores.

Palmer uaid, *“‘but will not en-
courage unfair or deceptive
competitive practices and will
not serve to create artificial
public demand for dangerous
medicines."

Palmer said many local phar-
macies with few employes are
economically threatened and
that advertising would lead only
to stiff price competition that
would serve to drlve small
businesses out.

State Adopling
Regulations
On Abortion

HARTFORD (UPI) — The
legislative Regulations and
Reyiew Committee is allowing
liberalized abortion regulations
that comply with U.S. Supreme
Court standards to go into
effect.

When the regulations become
official through publication in
the Connecticut Law Journal,
the state will have legal control

“over abortion for the first time

since the high court struck
down its old law.

Under the rules, a physician
can perform an abortion at the
request of the pregnant woman
with no restriction during the
first three months of pregnan-
cy, the so-called first trimester.

During the second trimester,
the operation will.have to be

‘performed in a hospital in com-
‘pliance with standard

procedures for major surgery.

During the final three
months, the operation can be
performed only to save the life
or health of the expectant
mother.

The rules” allow doctors,
nurses or medical workers to
refuse to participate in any

.phase of the operation that

may violate medical judgment
or religious or moral beliefs,

to back their demand for more

ay.

The Pay Board said both the

Storm Hits
Midwest Hard

United Press International
A wild snow storm with winds gusting to 60 miles per
hour swept through Chicago Friday, shattering windows in
Loop skyscrapers, showering debris on pedestrians and

killing one person.

A woman was killed in the
LaSalle Street financial district
when she was struck by a 500-
pound steel A-frame apparently
ripped off the 15th floor of a
building under construction. An
elderly man also died from an
apparent heart attack while
shoveling snow. Five other per-
sons were injured in accidents
caused by strong winds.

The storm raged at blizzard
interisity and halted air traffic
at O’'Hare International Air-
port, brought expressway traf-
fic to a standstill, closed
schools and left an estimated
180,000 homes without power.

Commonwealth Edison Co.
kept crews busy Friday night
restoring power to 50,000
customers in northern Illinois
still suffering the effects of the
storm. However, the company
said most of the service was
restored by midnight.

Gusting winds knocked
pedestrians off their feet, and
offshore in Lake Michigan, the
winds tore an empty, 290-foot
tanker barge from its towing
bridle. The barge drifted about
10 miles in 25-foot waves before
a two-man rescue crew flew in
by helicopter and secured the
vessel by drapping anchor,

Other parts of the Midwest
also received similar wintry
blasts. Heavy, wet snow fell
from the Missouri River Valley
to the lower Great Lakes. Parts
of Michigan and Wisconsin
received more than a foot of
snow.

Ten to 14 inches of snow
bogged western Michigan and
12 inches fell in south and
eastern Wisconsin. Parts of
northern Illinois and Iowa got
up to eight inches.

Second, it is an extremely
dangerous thing. if he is trying
to make a political point.”

Friday after two
days of captivity by kidnapers
he said identified themselves as
a unit of the ‘'American
Revolutionary Armies.”” His
release came about two hours
after the Constitution,
Georgia's largest morning
newspaper, had paid $700,000 in
ransom,

Murphy, who was blind-
folded, said he was told his ab-
ductors consisted of four men
and a woman.

"“They played another one of
those silly revolutionary
games, but that's not the way
you go about turning this coun-
try around," said Murphy, after
a teary-eyed reunion with his
wife and two teen-age
daughters.

Murphy saw only one of his
abductors — a *‘colonel” in the
“American Revolutionary Ar-
mies'' who lured the editor
from his home Wednesday night
on the pretext of donating
heating oil for the needy.

“I thought at first they were
going to kili me," Murphy said.
"One of them said they'd kill
me, either chloroform me and
leave me to die in the trunk of
the car or shoot me."

Instead, the kidnapers, using
the code word '‘Susan,” for
Murphy's youngest daughter,
negotialed for his release by
calling telephone numbers at
random with messages for
relay to Constitution
executives. The replies were
given over television and radio.

Jim Minter, the
Constitution's managing editor,
driving a jeep in shirt-sleeves in
40-degree weather, on instruc-
tions from the kidnapers,
dropped the ransom money in
two suitcases at a highway sign
on a deadend road about 30
miles north_of-Atlanta. Two
hours later, Murphy was freed
in the parking lot of a motel in
north Atlanta.

“Thank God. It was the most
trying thing a man can go
through,” said Murphy. He said
his abductors, who claimed
they kidnaped him in a cam-
paign against the ‘‘leftist,
liberal’’ news media, should un-
derstand “that they didn't win
any great victory" ... aithough
“they [rightened my [amily
very badly, they [rightened me
very badly.

I think people who do things
like this are going to have-to
learn some other tactics,
because this is not going to win
them the kind of friends they
think they're going to win"', he
said.
