Moorer Role 
In Spying 
Scrutinized

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  The 
Senate Armed Services Com­
mittee is weighing conflicting 
testim ony about Pentagon 
spying on the White House and 
about the role of the nation’s 
top m ilita ry  m an, Adm. 
Thomas H. Moorer.

By 
doing that, he said, the energy 
situation could be equalized 
statewide.

Beck said extra efforts will 
be made to distribute gas to the 
stations that closed down when 
they ran out last week.

“The oil companies should 
have provided them with ad­
ditional gas under Form 17,” 
Beck said, adding that his office 
will investigate the, major oil 
companies to determine where 
the holdup is. Form 17 is the 
federal application for in­
creased allotments.

WASHINGTON (U P I) -  
President Nixon's personal 
lawyer Herbert W. Kalmbach

Two weeks 
before is “almost too late to do 
any good,” he said. Current law 
requires disclosure after the 
campaign.

GUERNEVILLE, C alif. 
(UPI) — William J ’. Knowland, 
new spaper publisher-atvd 
fo rm e r R ep u b lican  U.S.. 
senator, died of a self-inflicted 
gunshot wound to the head, an- 
autopsy showed Sunday.

"The body was recovered at 
the water’s edge, partially in 
the w a te r ,’’ U ndersheriff 
Robert Hayes said after the 
autopsy.

“The weapon, a .32-caliber 
a u t o m a t i c  pistol-,  was 
recovered by a diver about two 
feet under the water, by the 
body. The evidence found, as 
first stated, indicated a self- 
inflicted gunshot wound.”

"We have definitely ruled out 
foul play.”

Knowland, 65, publisher of 
the Oakland 'Tribune, died 
Saturday as lie stood on the 
muddy dock of his $100,000 
redwood summer home along 
the Russian River 75 miles 
north of San Francisco.

No suicide note was found and 
there were no clues to indicate 
what prompted him to take his 
life.

Knowland had gone to the 
summer retreat Saturday 
morning after taking part in 
we ek- lo ng  c e l e b r a t i o n s  
marking the 100th anniversary 
of his newspaper.

The Sunday edition of the 
Tribune carried the simple 
h e a d l i n e ,  ‘‘W i l l ia m  F. 
Knowland Dead,” accompanied

became theyoungest'senator in 
the nation when, in 1945 at îge 
37, he was appointed by then 
Gov. Earl Warren to?serve out 
the term of the late Sen. Hiram 
W. Johnson.

Knowland had been Califor­
nia’s youngest assemblyman at 
age 24, the youngest state 
senator at age 26, and the 
Republican National Com­
mittee’s youngest executive 
committee chairman af 33.

He. was elected to the U.S. 
Senate in 1946 and re-elected in 
1952. He was named GOP floor 
leader in 1953 and remained as 
minority leader the next year 
when Democrats gained control 
of the Senate.

When Knowland retired from . 
the Senate in 1959, then majori­
ty leader and later President 
Lyndon B. Johnson said, “He is 
a gentleman, a statesman and a 
patriot, and I will always be 
proud — very proud — to claim 
him as a friend.”

The m antle of publicity and sup­

port given to Alexander Solzenhitsyn 
by the press and intellectuals of the 
free world is responsible for the dissi­
dent author being free, aibeit in exile, 
rather than incarcerated in Russia.

Solzhenitsyn had become too hot an 
issue for Russia to take steps to 
silence him which have been meted 
out to many another Russian, who has 
publicly spoken out against the Com­
munist government.

He had become an international 
cause celebre. And harsh punishment 
would have merely verified charges 
which he has. made against the Red 
regime all the way back to Stalinist 
days.

Unlike many other refugees from a 
totalitarian state, Solzhenitsyn is not 
penniless. His flight to Switzerland 
was undoubtedly to gain command of 
the millions of dollars which he is 
rep o rted  to have th e re , ro y a lty  
paym ents for his lite ra ry  works 
published outside of Russia.

If, as it is reported, the details of his

V-

exile had: been worked out in advance 
through, the government of West Ger­
many and the Russian ambassador, 
we can see nothing inherently evil in 
ffuch an arrangem ent.

While the author’s wife and family 
have been detained in Russia, we have 
little doubt that they, too, will be 
released.

He has expressed a hope that he 
may settle in Norway. We had thought' 
he might come here, since he has been 
invited.. Residency in this country 
might have given added strength to 
his efforts to bring his family out of 
Russia.

Certainly the United States has no 
lack of critics of government, party in 
power, or public personages. So we do 
not need Mr. Solzhenitsyn for that 
particular purpose.

But,.in our traditional role of accep­
ting the oppressed from ail over the 
world — as we have done so long^— it 
would have been fitting and ap­
propriate had he come here, as so 
many of the fugitives from ezrist 
Russia did years ago.

Hebron Plans For ’76
E d ito r ’s N ote; The au th o r of 

today’s guest editorial is John Sibun, 
chairm an of the American Revolution 
Bicentennial Commission of Hebron, 
and is reprinted from The Connecticut 
Bicentennial Gazette.

The editorial reflects on what one 
community, Hebron, is planning to 
take full advantage of our nation’s 
200th anniversary.

Not w ithstanding tha t H ebron’s 
most famous Cplonial ancestor, the 
Rev. Samuel Peters, was a Tory, he 
was also a man of many parts. He 
would not only have approved of the 
community’s planning thus far for the 
Bicentennial, but had he still been 
around would most certainly been on 
the Commission.

So with the spirit'of Sam Peters, a 
study com m ittee was set up a few 
years ago to ascertain what sort of 
project the 4,500 population would 
support and make^some recommen- 

. dations as to format. As a result, a 
tow n-appointed  C om m ission w as 
created, drawing on a cross section of 
the community. Each m ember may 
bring his own project with him and 
th is in itia l in te re s t , of course, 
provides the incentive for the ul--■•Is ‘ .
t im a te  f o l lo w - th r o u g h .  S u b ­
committee chairmen provide their 
own manpower, though the Commis­
sion can help here, if requested, 
drawing from a pool of people who 
have indicated appropriate interest. 
The overall program is arrived at by a 
consensus of the whole Commission.

As a small town, Hebron has some 
. built-in advantages. Most people are 
not strangers to each other, partly due 

^  to the town meeting form of govern-
, ment and there is no remoteness from 

town officials. A large part of the pop­
ulation has an affinity for the town’s 
historical background and support 
such prganizations as the Historical 
Society.; To make ourselves and our 
intentions known to the community as 
a whole, ■we held a one day-gvent in 
1973 (Colonial picnic and gam es), 
scheduled two events for 1974 and

three for 1975, culminating in our 
main effort in ’76.

Our overall celebration program  is 
varied and while it will include a 
parade, this time-honored event will 
not be o u r A lpha and  O m ega. 
Emphasis will be on using our local 
h is to ric  scen es  and re c a p tu rin g  
bygone events, e.g. “Colonial Days’’ 
will include making, for a short time, 
a cluster of our 18th Century houses' 
part of the past. Dressed in the period, 
people will be encouraged to ea t the 
food and live 'the lives of the times. 
There will be house tours and lectures 
on state and local history for public 
and school audiences.

The schools will take an active part 
in the town celebrations as well as 
developing their own programs. Con­
siderable tim e and effort will go into 
completing the restoration of the Old 
Town Hall (originally a church) so 
that it may serve as museum for this 
and future generations and as a forum 
for lectures and exhibits.

Using the talents of local w riters 
and actors we are going to record on 
TV tape an hour-long documentary 
dep ic tin g  sednes from  H ebron ’s 
history, employing \yhere possible the 
actual sites. We hope to get this 
televised, a t least locally, and to 
make the film available to those-who 
do not enjoy a New England heritage. 
There are  also, numerous sm aller 
projects, such as putting m arkers on 
old houses, plantipg trees and en­
couraging foreign visitors to come to 
our town.

Finally, we did not overlook two im ­
portant by-products that a Bicenten­
nial would provide our small town. It 
should help bring closer together the 
families which have been here for 
generations and those who have 
moved here more recently. In addi­
tion, the nature of the project allows 
all m em bers of any one family to 
work together as a unit.

Therefore, we in Hebron are using 
the opportunity to take stock of the 
past, enrich and enjoy the present and 
prepare for the future.

hunting sentiment in America 
has grown rapidly. Hunters 
have been characterized by, 
anti-hunting organizations as 
“miserable cowards’’ with a 
“ lust to kill.’’

To the anti-hunter, hunting is 
an evil, a moral outrage. To the 
hunter, it is a positive good and 
crucial to wildlife conservation. 
And never to do the twain meet 
on any common ground.

A plague of both houses, says 
Jack E. Hope. As a former 
hunter who writes on en­
vironmental concerns, Hope is 
qualified to examine both sides 
of the c o n tro v e rsy  d is ­
passionately, and does so in the 
current issue of Smithsonian 
magazine.

There is little reason, he 
says, to believe that hunters are 
motivated by abnormal cruelty 
or propensity to violence. If 
they were, they would not con­
fine their attention to animals 
designated as legal game but 
would indiscriminately open 
fire on everything.

Hunters are overwhelmingly 
law -abiding, says Hope. 
Pressure from hunters was in­
strum ental in establishing 
game laws and creating a fun­
ding mechanism (though hun­
ting licenses and taxes paid on 
ammunition) to rescue several 
declining species. Until the re­
cent upsurge in environmental 
interest, hunters were formost 
among those people who 
devoted any thought or effort to 
the welfare of wildlife.

In thousands of rural com­
munities in the United States 
and Canada, many families con­
sider the annual moose or elk or 
deer an importnat supplement 
to the food supply. The hunter, 
far more than the nonhunter, is 
also close to the cycle of life 
and death.

This is not to equate shooting 
an elk with buying a side of 
beef. The elk is wild and 
relatively rare. Cattle are 
dom estic and plentiful — 
almost a man . made product.

But our herds of domestic 
livestock compete directly and 
indirectly with wildlife for 
space and food. In addition, 
ranchers and farmers trap and 
shoot predators. Even a total 
vegetarian  cannot escape 
having an effect upon the 
welfare of wild animals.

Human appetite, not only for 
lamb and beef, but for second 
homes, automobiles, paper 
plates, lawn furniture and 
kilowatt hours, has sufficiently 
altered the "complexion of the 
landscape so that many wildlife 
populations have been pushed

th in k  of h im s e lf  a s  an 
“ecological savior,” equally 
participates with non-hunters in 
the frivolous resource con­
sumption that reduces wildlife 
habitat.

“It is neither morally nor 
philosophically consistent,” 
says Hope, “to spend five days 
of each week whittling away at 
wildlife’s living space and then 
to claim that the weekend hunt 
— the harvest of surpluses — is 
an act of environmental mer­
cy...,

“The real immorality of the 
hunting lavem ent is not its 
willingness to kill, per se, but 
its unwillingness to respect the 
biological and esthetic integrity 
of the natural world. In its 
selective, self-serving attitudes 
to w a rd  w i ld l i f e ,  in i ts  
eagerness to manipulate the'en- 
vironment for the sake of its 
sport, the hunting movement, 
displays an ultimate insensitivi­
ty to alHower life forms.”

But, ^concludes, any ethic 
that would condemn sport hun­
ting would, if it were consis­
tent, also condemn such things 
as ski resorts, 300-horsepower 
automobiles, swimming pools, 
overeating, fur coats', targe

Watergate Stages

NEW YORK — The historic 
meaning of the Mitchell-Stans 
trial goes far beyond the im- 
rhe'diate offenses charged. 
Drawing an overall arc around 
Watergate, one can now see its 
chief stages. For the American 
people, as well -as for those 
directly involved, they have 
proved Stations of the Cross.

The first was the spurious 
stage of the trial and conviction 
of the men involved in the 
break-in. itself. The second, 
starting with John Dean’s 
testimony before the Ervin 
copimittee, was the tracking- 
down phase. It involved some 
feats of investigative jou'rr, 
nalism and the political theater 
of the committee hearings. It 
bas now ended with U.S. Dist. 
Judge. Gerhard Gesell’s sharp 
reprimand to the committee’s 
theatrics, and the committee’s 
own decision  to end its  
hearings.

The third stage, overlapping 
the second, was concerned with 
the Nixon tapes and finances. It 
focused in part on U.S. Dist. 
Judge John J. Sirica’s grand 
jury; in part on the ouster of 
former special prosecutor 
Archibald Cox and the resigna­
tion of former Atty. Gen. Elliot 
Richardson; in part on the in­
quiry into the charges about the 
President’s self-enrichment. Its 
inner form was a debate — in 
the media but also in the minds 
of the peopile— about the extent 
and degree of Mr. Nixon’s com­
plicity.

The Mitchell-Stans trial, 
whatever its outcome, begins 
the fourth stage, which will be 
wholly judicial. Once the trial is 
over, there will be a burst of 
other actions on the part of 
specia l p ro secu to r Leon 
Jaworski and the existing granef

juries, which have held back 
from prejudicing it.

The final stage, starting with 
the re p o rt of the House 
Judiciary Committee, will zero 
in on th e  im p each m en t 
proceedings against the Presi­
dent himself, at once political 
and quasi-jfidicial. What 
happens in the current judicial 
phase will of course influence 
the impeachment phase. Much 
history has been packed into the 
year of Watergate just ended, 
with its first three stages. Much 
history will be packed into the 
second year of W atergate 
ahead.

, There is another historic 
aspect of the Mitchell-Stans 
trial —. the first of ex-Cabingj. 
officials since the Teapot Dome 
scandal. It marks the end qf the 
Nixon effort to build up, in his 
Administration, a counter-elite 
to the p rev a ilin g  lib e ra l 
Dolitical elite.

One of the remarkable facts 
of American political history, 
in the 40 yeaf,s betw een 
F ra n k lin  R o o sev e lt a n d t 
Richard Nixon, has been the 
basically liberal coloration of 
the men around the Presidents 
— advising them , making 
policies under them. Even 
Dwight Eisenhower failed to 
start a countermovement, par­
ty because John Foster Dulles 
pUiyed a lone game, partly 
because Ike didn’t work to 
b reak  w ith  the  E a s te rn  
R epublicans. Sen. B arry  
G oldw ater, had he been 
elected, might have. Mr. Nixon 
did.

T ^e, he rnade use of Daniel 
P. moynihan, Henry Kissinger 
and Elliot Richardson. But he 
kept them apart from what he 
-jealously guarded as his cnicial

political operation. It had a dou­
ble thrust. One was to keep the 
administrative machinery on 
all domestic issues in the hands 
of a small, trusted group. The 
second was to shift the party 
structure and party base, and 
create for the first time a con­
tinuing majority base for the 
Republicans.

His aid was for the glory of 
the Republican party, the 
United States and Richard 
Nixon — in an ascending order 
of motivation. In the end, he 
hurt all three grievously. The 
Democratic victory in Vice 
P re s id e n t G erald  F o rd ’s 
former congressional district is 
another bit of evidence of how 
deeply the party itself has been 
wounded.

He. e n t r u s te d  th e  a d ­
ministrative task to H.R. (Bob) 
H a ld em an  and John  
Ehrlichman, and. the political 
task to former Atty. Gen. John 
M itchell, keeping overall 
charge in his own hands. Just 
how far the Palace Guard went 
beyond his instructions is a 
question not yet fully answered. 
Its outlines remain to be filled 
out by the two last stages of the 
judicial and impeachment 
process. Certainly his subor­
dinates felt they were acting 
within his larger design and 
purposes, however much they 
might "go beyond the brief ” in 
the means they used.

It will be a long time before 
another Republican President 
makes another attempt to build 
a conservative counter-elite to 
balancp the prevailingly liberal 
one. As one who believes in the 
two-party system, I am con­
vinced the attempt will have to 
be made — but with cleaned 
hands.

French troops from ATO, while 
somehow managing to keep a 
French voice among .NATO’s 
policymakers. That voice is the 
shrillest when any American 
official suggests that perhaps 
the time has come to reduce 
U.S. troop strength in Europe. 
France wants us to protect her 
against the Russians, but in 
other matters to mind our own 
business.

Watch out, Jobert. The high 
cost of living in America 
already had created a mood of 
isolation, based on the rational 
feeling that if Americans can't 
afford to suppor\ themselves 
without frequent visits to the 
small loan department we 
should reduce  our com ­
mitments abroad. And now the 
energy crisis, which Jobert 
would solve by a policy of every 
man for himself, has made it 
worse. Indeed, any day now 
some cad like me will suggest 
that France come up with a 
token installment on its World 
War I and World War II .debts.

One physician, along with a 
dedicated staff, has tried to 
offer a solution to such a 
problem by examination of 
allegedly well and healthy 
persons who may be harboring 
early signs of the disease.

T h e  d e p a r t m e n t  o f  
Preventive Medicine and Public 
Health at Creighlon University 
School of Medicine, Omaha, 
under the direction of Dr. 
Henry Lynch, developed a 
mobile cancer detection unit 
aimed a t such multiphasic 
cancer screening.

But Dr. Lynch and his 
colleagues were halted in their 
efforts, and the first mobile 
un it of multiphasic cancer 
screening had to close its doors 
last year. Lack of funds.

The pi^cticing physician in 
the small community,” Dr. 
Lynch said, “puts in 18-to 
20-hours a day and is on call at 
all times. Overworked.

“By virtue of this, he has 
Hjlittle time available to do the 

ty p e  o f  rou tine cancer 
screening which we think are 
mandatory if we’re going to 
make a dent in the overall 
mortality.”

The unit is designed in such 
a way that patients can be 
evaluated and examined at- 
their convenience. ’The unit 
can be taken into a small town 
and  pu t in an area of 
proximity to' most of the 
people.

The initial cost of the unit 
was $35,000 and the operating 
budget for a year, which 
included salaries, equipment, 
living expenses in the field,

Dr. Lynch said when the 
o p e r a t io n  in itia lly  got 
underw ay, fewer than 50 
patients were examined a day, 
during the first few trips out. 
But, with increasing efficiency, 
his staff was finally able to see 
about 16 patients an hour, or 
125 per day.

But this requires a 
healthy .person seeing a 
physician.”

'The thrust of the program. 
Dr. Lynch said, was the 
detection of cancer. But allied 
to this thrust, “with our own 
ideas and the ingenuity of our 
n u rses , we developed a

nurses to become more closely 
involved in cancer 'toreening, 
and indeed, to the point of 
actually  conducting and 
p e r f o r m i n g  p h y s ic a l  
examinations.”

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Auto Workers 
To Get COL 
Pay tfoost

DETROIT (UPD—  The 
nation 3 600,000 auto workers 

^  . will get an eight cents per hour 
•  pay boost in March to offset 

partially the inflation eating 
away at their weekly paycheck.

Before the energy crisis 
created massive layoffs in the 
industry, more than 700,000 
.workers were employed by 
General Motors, Ford and 
Chrysler. The United Auto 
Workers (UAW) Friday said 
those still on the job would get 
the pay boost during the first 
week in March.

The latest cost-of-living raise 
will bring the average straight 
time pay for “ big th ree” 
workers to about $5.64 an hour.

The union said GM workers 
hired before May 29, 1948, and 
still on the job have gained a 
total of $69,691 in annual ihir’ 
provement factor and cost-of- 
living (AIF-COLA) pay hikes.

"Many of our members do 
not realize how important the 
combination AIF-COLA for­
mula has been in advancing 
their standard of living and 
protecting their wage increases 
against erosion by inflation,” 
Irving Bluestone, UAW vice 
president and head of the GM 
department, said.

B luestone said the GM 
v e te r a n  w o rk e r is now 
receiving $3.71 an h9 ur more 
than he would have made 
before May 29, 1948.

The latest eight cents per 
hour increase will be paid Ford 
and GM workers in the first 
week of March. Chrysler 
employes will get the boost as a 
quarterly check of about $130 in 
June.

In addition to the "big three,” 
about 21,000 American Motors 
w o rk e rs , 130,000 in the 
agricultural implement com­
panies and another 50,000 in 
auto industry parts supplier 
plaqts, also will receive cost-of- 
living increases in March.

An additional cost-of-living 
,  ̂ adjustment of one cent per hour 

is being diverted to help pay for 
the UAW-negotiated dental 
care program, which begins in 
O c to b er fo r w o rk ers  a t 
Chrysler, Ford and -GM, and 
other costly fringe benefits.

DEAR DR. LAMB -  You 
must be wrong about eggs 
and cholesterol. 1 bought a 
carton of eggs the other day 
and- inside the carton it 
stated, “Research indicates 
eating eggs will not increase 
serum cholesterol in the av­
erage person if they are not 
gaining weight," and “Re­
search indicates high levels 
of serum cholesterol is not 
correlated with high risk of 
heart attack in most people.” 
Also, the carton was ap­
proved by the Department of 
Agriculture. Now, what do 
you have to say about that in 
view of all your comments 
about eggs and cholesterol? ■

DEAR READER -  I sent 
the egg carton top to the Food 
and Drug Administration, 
and they sent it to the Depart­
ment of A griculture, and, 
from the letter it sounds like 
there has been some hanky- 
panky. You can judge for 
yourself. Here, in part, is 
what the letter said.

“The carton you submitted 
did bear the shield (USDA) 
and was approved. However, 
our records show the labeling 
submitted for approval did 
not contain any statements 
about cholesterol. This infor­
mation was added to the 
label subsequent to approval. 
Accordingly,, we have disap­
proved the further use of this 
carton until the statements in 
question are removed or 
changed in such a manner as 
not to be misleading.”

“In approving labels of car­
tons bearing the official grade 
designation, we use as our 
criteria for approval the reg­
ulations of the Federal Food 
and Drug Administration as 
authorized under the Federal

Food, Drug and Cosmetic Act 
and the Fair Packaging and 
Labeling Act. We have dis­
cussed the statements about 
cholesterol with appropriate 
officials in the food and Drug 
Administration, and it is 
their opinion that the state­
ments contained on this car­
ton should not be approved.”

“We appreciate your bring­
ing this to our attention so w e, 
could take corrective ac­
tion.”

There you have it. The 
m isleading statem ents on 
cholesterol were added by 
the egg distributor after get­
ting  U.S. D ep artm en t of 
Agriculture approval. I’ll let 
you guess why the statements 
were added after the label 
was reviewed by the depart­
ment and not before.

Examples like this one lead 
me to think the consumers 
really do need a watch dog in 
terms of food and health.

So, “what do I have to say 
about that” in regards to the 
label. Just thank you for 
sending it along so I could un­
mask the real truth and help 
to protect my readers from 
such practices. As a doctor I 
am always dismayed to find 
products being promoted in 
this fashion when we spend so 
much time trying to help in­
form people on what is good 
for their health. I sincerely 
hope that no patients with 
heart disease -Or others who 
should be taking measures to 
c o n t r o l  t h e i r  b l o o d  
cholesterol levels have been 
misled by such labels and 
resorted to dietary habits not 
good for their health.

I think it is safe to assume 
that the concept that ele­
v ated  serum  cholestero l 
levels increase the risk of 
heart attacks is on fairly 
solid ground. It represents 
the thinking of most of the 
leading scientists working on 
this problem. It remains true 
that the egg yolk is one of the

ridnest sources of cholesterol 
in the average diet.

Responds
A1 Ahearn, Board of Finance 

chairman, says that the request 
by tĥ e Selectm en for the 
purchase of a wood chipper was 
turned down because it was 
“impractical, unnecessary and 
a waste of taxpayer’s money.”

Ahearn said although the 
board had previously approved 
renting the machine for one 
month at a cost of $1,000 it 
voted 4 to 1 not to purchase the 
chipper.

At the time the board ap­
proved rental of the machine it 
jvas under the impression the 
debris from the December ice 
storm could be cleared imone 
month with time to spare, he 
said.

Ahearn said a t its last 
meeting the board discovered 
the chipper had been idle more 
days that it hacLbeen used and 
that only a few streets had been 
cleared.

The first .selectman made a 
w rong assu m p tio n  if he 
expected the board to go along 
with his request and a wrong 
assumption if he thought he 
could take his time clearing the 
streets, the chairman said.

Ahearn said the argument 
that the town could purchase 
the chipper through state aid 
road funds is fallacious.

He said the argument that the 
town could rent it to townspeo­
ple at a profit is ridiculous. 
Ahearn noted that if the town 
were to rent the shredder to a 
layman and he were tocatch his 
arm in the whirring blades, the 
town would face a damage suit 
that woul^ prove highly em- 
barassing and extremely costly 
to taxpayers.

Ahearn said the majority of 
the Board of Finance members 
felt that Andover should 
logically purchase and main­
tain such equipment. Andover 
has a town dump to which 
Bolton pays rental fees of $16,- 
000 per year.

Ahearn quoted Andover’s 
first selectman as saying An­
dover intends to purchase a 
chipper in the near future and 
that it would be willing to rent 
it to Bolton for $50 per day. 
David Yeomans, Andover’s 
first selectman, also said 
because thq town has a dump it 
could receive 50 per cent reim:. 
bursement from the state under

the environmental protection
"act. • ...

Ahearn sajd since Richard 
M orra’S public appeal to 
townspeople to protest the deci­
sion of the finance board he has 
not received one call in favor of 
the chipper. Neither has 
Democratic Town Chairman 
John Mahon.

Ahearn said he did receive a 
number of calls expressing con­
fidence in the good sense of the 
Board of Finance for not 
responding hastily or rashly.

Ahear said he can see no good 
reason for reversing the deci­
sion made recently by board 
members.
