‘Not To Veto
Energy Bill

' Rep. Harley O. Staggers, D-W.Va., chairman of the
House Commerce Committee, has appealed to President
Nixon to change his mind about vetoing the emergency

energy bill passed by Congress this week.
Staggers, who managed the energy legislation on the
flor, yrote in a letter to Nixon that “‘the American people

cann

be expected to tolerate the long lines at the gas

pump much longer. I urge you not to deny yourself the
tools needed to respond to the needs of the American peo-
ple simply because you disagree with the terms of some

parts of this bill."”

President Nixon has said he
will veto the measure because
it contains a provision to roll
back certain petroleum prices,
a move Nixon contends would
stifle incentives for the oil in-
dustry to explore for new
supplies, =

He has until March 12 to veto
the measure or it will
autornatically become law.

The emergency energy
legislation won final
Congressional approval
Wednesday on a 258-151 vote in
the House, not enough for the
two-thirds majority needed to
override a veto.

In other
developments:

— Shell Oil reduced gas one-
half cent a gallon and diesel
fuel by 2.5 cents. Gulf boosted
its gasoline price 1.3 cents a
gallon. Exxon announced it
would. lower gasoline prices by
.7 cents a gallon because more
gas supplies will be available
this spring as the demand for
home heating declines.

— United Mine Workers dis-
trict officials predicted a strike
by nearly 19,000 miners in the

energy

West Virginia's coal fields
would fizzle by the first of the
week as new gasoline supplies
began arriving Friday. The
miners say they don’t have
enough gas to get to work,

— Rhode Island became the
15th state to impose an odd-
even gasoline rationing system
and the state's House of
Representatives passed a bill to
impose mandatory loss of
driver's licenses for one year
for persons convicted of
siphoning gasoline from motor
vehicles.

— Middle East sources said
the Arab oil embargo may be
lifted in stages after a meeting
of Arab oil ministers later this
month. The gradual lifting of
the embargo would be linked
with progress of a settlement
with Israel. 2

—California Gov. Ronald
Reagan placed the slates's
seven most populated counties
on an odd-even rationing plan
and Rep. Fortney H. Stark, D-
Calif, said he would hold a
hearing March 9 to determine
the extent of the gas shortage,

‘Easy Rider’ Team

Aids Gas

Several Manchester area gas-
oline retailers took advantage
of an information session con-
ducted in town Friday by the
“Easy Rider" team of the
state's Energy Emergency
Agency,

“We found out a lot of things
we didn'®know,” Pete Listro,
president of the local affiliate
of the Auto Service Council of
America, said after the day’s
session.

Listro said the informational
session — conducted from 10
am. to 4 pm, at the Greater
Manchester Chamber of
Commerce offices — was very

~—successful.

Many local gasoline retailers
learned they were eligible to
complete Federal Energy Of-
fice (FEO) forms requesting
additional gasoline allotments,
Listro said, noting that there
will probably be a movement in
Manchester next week to get all
dealers to request more fuel.

In Friday's session, Kirk
Banks and Charles
Heidelberger of the state
energy agency explained
federal forms required to
request additional gasoline.

Banks said the forms, when
completed by retallers, are
meant-to demonstrate to the
FEQO that more gasoline Is
needed at a particular service
station.

suspicions of some dealers,
Banks emphasized that the
FEO forms are useful, because
regional FEO officials at
Boston don't know the situation
in Manchester,

One misconception of local
dealers destroyed by the infor-
mational session was that
relailers weren't eligible for
additional allotments unless
they could prove a 10 per cent
increase in the gasoline
business from 1972 to 1973.

Instead, the FEO requires
dealers to show that they've
experienced 10 per cent growth
in their entire business opera-
tion, no just in the pumping of
gasoline.

The “Easy Rider" infor-
mational sessions started
several weeks ago as a team of
state officials riding to Connec-
ticut locations on a bus.

The bus service has)ended,
and the state energy agency
team now visits municipalities
on a request basis. Manchester
was the first stop for the team
under the new plan.

Topics discussed during
Friday’s session in Manchester
included problems of gasoline
dealers as well as the FEO
forms.

Listro commented that an op-
timistic attitude by news
media, elected officials, and
the public has contributed to
declining lengths of service sta-
tion lines in the last two weeks.

Mrs. Grasso Pledges
Dialogue with People

Pledging a continuing
dialogue with the people to give
them her views and obtain their
ideas, U.8. Rep. Ella Grasso, a
candidate for the Democratic
nomination for governor, made
her formal appearance before
the Manchester Democratic
Town Committee Friday night.

Because of her heavy
schedule, Mrs. Grasso spoke
briefly, outlining her political
philosophy, and then engaged in
a "“toss and tell" discussion
with the overflow crowd at the
Municipal Building Hearing
Room.

The Windsor Locks con-
gresswoman, who served as an
assemblywoman and as
secretary of state before being
elected to Congress, expressed
her concern that the state needs
an administration which has
“courage, compassion and con-
cern for the people.” She
referred to Gov. Thomas J.
Meskill's handling of the bus
strike and his absence from the
state during the December ice
storm ‘as examples of the
current administration’s lack of
concern for the people.

“*Connecticut,”” she said,
“‘needs a highly visible govern-
ment which listens to the peo-
ple, works with the people and
uses peoples’ ideas and
resources.'\

Her major concerns are mass
transit, for which she feels
there should be a greater people
input of ideas, and suggested a
citizen task force on transporta--
tion might be a vehicle, to
merge the many existing
studies and data with ideas

from the people; a closer
working relationship between
the state and municipal govern-
ment; more stale assistance to
public schools and higher
education; and tighter
budgetary management so that
tax cuts can be given quicker
whenever it is prudent to do so.

She criticized the impound-

ment of state funds which she
said has affected the quality of
services in the area of welfare,
mental health and special
education programs.
" Mrs. Grasso said she favors
cost-of-living increases for
staté ‘employes and would
stress the qualifications of
political employes as the prime
criteria‘ in her handling of
patronage. -

“A vital and ceatral part of
this campaign,” she said, “'will
be my effort to make the people
a part of our government.
Watergate has reawakened per-
sonal and individual respon-
sibility to government. We (the
Democrats) care for the people
and want the people to be a part
of our government. With
cooperation, common purposes
and objectives, we can achieve
our goals,"" she said.

In the “‘toss and tell"" period,
Mrs. Grasso said:

¢ She favors federal and
state aid to day-care centers
based on ability to pay.

» She feels the Democratic
party is proceding well with its
reform efforts and particularly
is hopeful it will continue the
direction toward more par-
ticipation in party platform for-
mylation through party
hearings. We should have a
strong platform and “‘keep faith
with that platform,"” she said.

¢ Mrs. Grasso is opposed to
pay raises for congressmen but
favors it for other non-
legislative federal employes.

* On abortion .she said she
believes a fetus “is a person
with rights to be respected.” As
to the state doing any more
than it now has through
regulations concerning abor-
tion; she said, the Supreme
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Court ruling is now the law of
the land and any state action
will depend upon federal
legislation now in committee.

» She said that she has not
found her being @ woman to
have any adverse effect on her
candidacy.

» She favors sales tax cuts as
long as economic and popula-
tion growth indicate sufficient
revenue fo meet state needs
specially in the social and
human services areas. She said
each year, the administration
should assess its revenue needs,
and if there is an antlicipated
surplus it should be rebated to
the people.

» In the matter of off-shore
oil development along the New
England coast, she said she
feels there is sufficient exper-
tise in the region’s industry and
educational institutions to
assess the social, economic and
environmental impact of such
development, and that-once the
people know these impacts,
they can make the right deci-
sion. ¢

« In connection with sales tax
cuts and commitment to in-
creased spending for education
and other state services; Mrs.
Grasso expressed her convig
tion that economic and other
growth factors in the state
could achieve this without
deficits.

+ She favors some state
assistance to parochial and
private schools through text-
books, sharing of library and
laboratory facilities and has co-
sponsored a bill in Congress to
give parents tax credits if they
send their children to these
schools. She said parochial
schools are a community asset
and relieve pressures on the
public schools.

¢ In the light of current sur-
pluses, she sees no immediate
enactment of a personal income
tax; but warned that
proponents of such.a tax are
hard at work to “sell it to the

people.”

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Washington Talks Planned

Syria, Israel
till Far Apart

RIYADH, Saudi Arabia
(UPI) — Syria and Israel are as
far apart as ever on military
disengagement but both have
agreed to send delegations to
Washington this month and con-
tinue talks with Secretary of
State Henry A. Kissinger, a
senior U.S. official said today.

The official, speaking as
Kissinger's plane flew from
Damascus to Riyadh, said
Kissinger himself made the
suggestion for the Washington
talks in meetings Friday with
Israeli Prime Minister Golda
Meir and Syrian President
Hafez Assad.

Israel will first send a senior
negotiator sometime before
March 16 and .then a senior
Syrian, probably a military of-
ficial, will follow.

They will talk with Kissinger
rather than with each other in
this first stage.

When Kissinger's talks with
Assad were completed Friday
night, the Syrian leader made
the Arab gesture of kissing the
secretary on both cheeks in
friendship.

On procedure, the United
States believes that the agree-
ment is satisfactory, but as for
the actual military disengage-
ment on the Golan Heights, the
official said the two sides were
as far apart as ever and
described the gap between
them as ''substantial.”

The pofficial said the
Washington stage of the talks
would last at least two or three
weeks: If there appears a
chance of agreement, Syrian
and Israeli representatives will
have to meel face-to-face at a

Authorities identified three of
the four victims of the three
alarm fire as Frederick Fox,
63, Victor Rodriquez, 37, and
Victor Hermitt 50. Afl three
were Chelsea residents.

A fourth viclim, a woman,
was not identified by police.

The Jerusalem government
said Syria let the International
Red Cross see 65 Israeli
prisoners Friday, the first visit
since last October's 17-day war.
Two of the captives weré
reported hospitalized.

Noncommittal

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The presentation of the
Watergate indictments. caught most congressmen out of
town. Those remaining had little to say other than that all
the accused are “‘innocent until proven guilty.”

Before he left Washington for the weekend, Chairman
Peter W. Rodino Jr. of the House Judiciary Committee,
which is investigating possible impeachment of president
Nixon, said it **would not be appropriate’ for him to com-

ment on the indictments.

But he did disclose that
neither he nor his impeachment
inquiry staff had been informed
of the contents of a sealed
report handed to Judge John J.
Sirica along with indictments
against seven former Nixon
aides.

“I don’t know what was in it,
only what I heard was said in
the courtroom,"" John M. Doar,
special counsel to the com-
millee's impeachment inquiry,
told UPI late Friday.

Committee members con-
tacted about the report also dis-
claimed knowledge of it and in-
dicated they would be satisfied
lo wait until next Tuesday,
when Doar gives the committee
a briefing on the impeachment
investigation to date and on the
committee's request for White
House information,

will facilitate the release of
materials from the special
prosecutor's office so we can
round this up."

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' The Impeachment Question

What are the offenses, under the
Constitution, for which charges of im-
peachment may be brought against a
President in the House of the U.S.

Congress?

Article II, Section 4, of the Constitu-
tion says: The President, Vice-
President and all civil officers of the
United States, shall be removed from
office on impeachment for the convic-
tion of treason, bribery, or other high
crimes and misdemeanors.

The staff of the House Judicial Com-
mittee, considering the possibility of
impeachment, has prepared a report
for the members propounding a view
which can hardly be considered
‘‘strict constructionist,"”

The report said the duty of the
President to preserve, protect and de-
fend the Constitution to'the best of his
ability includes the duty not to abuse
his powers or transgress their limits,
not to violate the rights of citizens,
such as those granted by the Bill of
Rights-and not to act in derogation of
power vested elsewhere by the
Constitution.

In saying a President could be im-
peached for acts other than criminal
offenses, the report cited as im-
peachable conduct “‘undermining the
integrity of the office, disregard of
constitutional duties and oath of of-
fice, arrogation of power, abuse of the
government process, adverse impact
on the system of the government.”

"Clearly, these effects can be
brought about in ways not anticipated
by criminal law,” the report-said.

That makes an impeachable offense
just about anything which a person
chooses to think is one. Using that
criterion it is safe to assume that the
country never had a President who
was not thought to merit impeach-
ment by someone.

In the broad interpretation of the
committee staff we are sure that
some might have considered impeach-
ment of Lincoln for freeing the slaves,
of Buchanan for throwing away 8
million dollars on the purchase of that
wasteland, Alaska, and of Roosevelt
for closing the banks.

Chairman Peter Rodino of the com-
mittee, a New Jersey Democrat, has
pointed out to its members that they

"are not bound by the report. It is
merely advisory for them to accept or
reject out of their own convictions.

It would be our naive assumption
that a person elected to the Congress
of the United States, either represen-
tative or senator, would have some
familiarity with the Constitution and
be capable of coming to his.own.con-
clusions of its intent.

Committee members of this and
other committees of both House and
Senate are busy men. They have many
other duties in addition to their com-
mittee assignments. It is understand-
able that a staff is required.

But sometimes it seems that staffs
are carried away with their impor-
tance and forget their function. We
consider it presumptious of them to tell
Congressmen of the United States
what an impeachable offense is. It is~
spelled out.

In the conduct of the Ervin com-
mrittee, as it came to be known, it was
difficult at times to know if Senator
Sam Ervin was running the com-
mittee; or if it was counsel Sam Dash.

Judiciary committee counsel Doar
is placing himself in the same posi-
tion.

If a Congressman of the United
States cannot read the Constitution
and make up his own mind as to what
it means he is in the wrong job.

Pension Protection

We have criticized Congress for
spending too much time on non-
productive activity and in order to be
fair, we feel members, should be
praised for taking the first major step
to protect the pension rights of
American workers.

Before a House-Senate Conference
Committee is a bill, which seems
almost certain to become law, which
sets standards for pension plans,

While it does not require a company
' to have a pension plan, or dictate the
amount of the pension, it does require
‘those compéanies having or starting
plans to provide such for full-time
workers after they work three years
or reach age 35; join a federal pension
insurance fund to protect the pension
against fraud or bankruptey; and sets
out three minimum standards for
vested pension rights. e

)

These latter three are: Full vesting
after 10 years of employment; vesting
of 25 per cent after five years, in-
creasing year by year, until after the
sum of an employe's age and years of
service reach 45, with 100 per cent
vesling five years later.

The bill also would allow workers,
nol covered by a pension plan, to set
aside up to $1,500 per year tax-free for
a personal retirement fund.

While the bill may be short of the
goals desired by some, it is an impor-
tant first step toward pension protec-

~tion for workers who may either lose
their jobs just prior to retirement or
lose benefits because .a company
suffers business failure.

Enactment of ‘the measure will be a
major legislative achievement of the
current session. y

As trees were felled
and roads paved lo accom-
modate this influx of people,
water which had theretofore
been taken into the trunks of
trees or ahsorbed in the soil;

Flooding
of Avery Brook became a
serious matter,

Today, all the the properties

bordering the brook on Manor -

Lane and on a large section of
Pine Tree Lane have suffered
erosion of their yards and loss
?vr trees during heavy storms.
hen the banks could no longer
contain the brook, untold water
damage has been done to floors,
rugs, furniture and walls in the
living quarters of many of these
homes. This has continued year
by year, time and time again
and with ever increasing
severity as builders continued
to build.

This we have watched. With
only 45 per cent of the land in
the Avery Walershed
developed, it is not difficult to
predict the future if the town
does not take deliberate
measures to control the flow of
these waters. This worry
belongs not only to us along the
brook. Wherever in South Wind-
sor there is presently a problem

" with water — and the possibility '

of futuire development (and
development there will be),
people need only to look at the
changes we have encountered
as a model of what to expect.

It is obvious that planning and
controls for the future of South
Windsor are imperative. Our
elected representatives on the
Town Council have considered
plans and alternate plans for
the technological control of the
flow of water in the Avery
Watershed and are urging us to
vote '‘yes" for.sile 2 in the
March 30 referendum.

Let us.support their initial ef-
forts along these lines. Let's in-
sure the protection of our
homes, our health and our safe-
ty. We don’t want to be lost in
the flood of future growth and
progress.

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The
American Bakers Association
“predicts the United States will
have a bread shortage this
summer unless the government
curtails wheat exports,

This warning must be placed
in the same category with last
summer's warnings that
America was headed for a gas-
oline shortage this winter.

Which is to say, we con-
sumers have nothing to worry
about.

As we now know from
experience with the gas shor-
tage, the government is geared
lo cope with any scarcity that
might arise,

Al this very moment, you
may be sure, there is a prospec-
tive dough czar waiting in the
wings ready to do for
breaditarians what energy czar
William Simon is doing for
molorists.

Odd-Even Bread?

Bakers, “‘bread, hamburger
buns, birthday cakes and even
pizza” could disappear from
the shelves before the new
wheat crop is harvested.

“'People may have to stand in 3

line for a loaf of bread, at much
higher prices, the way they now
wait in line to buy gasoline,"
their spokesman says,

If and when that happens, we
can count on the government to
work out some sort of alloca-
tion plan that will insure
equitable distribution of our
daily bread.

One possibility is_the odd-
even system, X

On even-numbered days,
bakers would only sell products
with-an even number of letters
(bagels, biscuits, croutons,
zweiback, pretzels, Melba
loast, ete.).

On odd-numbered days, sales
would be limited to baked goods
with an odd number of letters
(doughnuts, hard rolls, etc.).

Allocation Prolilems v
The dough czar must then”
decide whether bakers will be
allowed lo  give preferential
service to regular customers,

.

Suppose, for example, Mrs.
Krust has a standing order for a
dozen prune Danish once a
week.

Will the neighborhood
delicatessen be permitted to
hold them' under the pastry
counter until .she arrives? Or
must the clerk dispense them
on a first-come, first-serve
basis, forcing Mrs. Krust to set-
tle for some day-old crumpets?

Either way, the dough czar's
job will be made easier by the

- fact that the bakers are
referring to the threatened:

shortage as a ‘'‘bread
blackout.”

That apparently means that
only white bread will be un-
available. For if the shortage
included brown bread, it would
be called a ‘‘dimout.”

Dark bread, presumably, will
remain plentiful, And that more
or less assures the dough czar
of a prominent place in history.

When informed that the peo-
ple have no bread to eat, he can
blithely reply: ““Then let them
eal pumpernickel."’

Medich New Star

After One Season

FORT LAUDERDALE, Fla. (UPI) — There's at least
one way in which the seemingly disparate careers of
medicine and baseball have a lot in common for George
Medich.

He knows how to tell when the patient is sick.

And that's the reason Medich, though young in terms of
baseball experience, could understand why everything
around him, everything the Yankees did last year, went
flooey — except for his own pitching,

Medich’s rookie record was superb — a 14-9 won-lost
record including three shutouts, a 2.95 earned run average,
the league’s fifth best, and runner-up in rookie-of-the-year
voting. In fact, Medich was the only bright spot for the
Yankees, in first place as late as July 31 before losing 20 of
their next 29 games. :

Open-End School Budget

Assistant Town Counsel Vic-
tor 1. Moses has squelched
Manchester Board of Education
hopes that it might submit a
budget to the Board of Direc-
tors without figures for salary
increases currently under
negotiation,

In a letter to General
Manager Robert B, Weiss,
Moses referred to Town
Charter requirements that all
town agencies, including the
Board of Education, submit a
detailed requests for ap-
propriations. Teacher’s
salaries must be included in the
budget request as they form
part of the cost of maintaining
schools.

Board of Education Chair-
man Allan Thomas said

by the General Manager and
shall furnish the General
Manager with such further in-

formation as to the receipts and .

expenditures as he shall
required. A provision of this
kind is generally found in town
charters making it the duty of
every municipal officer, the
conduct of whose office
requires the expenditure of
money, ;and every board of
commission having the
management and control of any
department of the government
of the city prepare and file a
detailed estimate of the amount
of expenditure required for
" their office or department in-
cluding a statement of the
salaries of their subordinates.
The purpose of this Section is to
ascertain the amount of money

that since current salary Which must be raised to con-

negoliations are not very far
along, quoting a figure might
Jeopardize them. He agreed,
however, to comply with
Moses' opinion.

After 'submitting a detailed
budget, the Board of Education
does have an avenue for
acquiring more funds for in-
creased teachers' salaries if
needed.

You have inquired of this of-
fice as to whether or not it
would be appropriate for
monies to be in the Budget of
the General Manager to accom-
modate the Board of
Education's requirements
which are a part of the normal
operating costs of the schools
and whether they could be so
transferred before-the Budget
is adopted without a Public
Hearing of some kind#In addi-
tion, you have inquired as to the
Town’s obligation to furnish
extra funds to the Board of
Education after the Town's
Budget has been adopted.

Under Section-5-2 (a) of the
Town Charter, it states that the
Board of Education and each of-
fice, department and agency of
the Town which requires ap ag-
propriation shall, not later than
February 21st of each year,
submit to the General Manager
a request for an appropriation
for the ensuing year in accor-
dance with a form prescribed

duet the affairs of the
municipality for the ensuring
fiscal year so that the business
ofthe municipality may be con-
ducted on a_balanced budget
and on sound business prin-
ciples.

A [urther purpose is not only
to control all expenditures for
the year under budget ap-
propriations, but also to give
members of the public a better
understanding of the financial
condition and affairs of the
municipalities.

The power of any municipali-
ty to control the Budget of the
Board of Education is derived
from the General Statutes Sec¢.
10-222.

This Statute requires the
Board of Education to prepare
an itemized estimate of the cost
of maintaining the public
schools for the ensuring year
and to submit its estimate to
the Board of Finance (our
Board of Directors) within the
limit prescribed therein. This
estimate must be itemized so
that the Board of Directors can
determine whether a proposed
expenditure is for a purpose
which it is We duly of Uie Board
of Education to effectuate or
which the Board of Education
can determine in its own in-
dependent discretion. (Board of
Education of Stamford vs.
Board of Finance, 127 Conn.
345)

The clear intent of Sec. 10-222 of
the General Statutes and Sec. 5-
2(a) of the Charter is to require
the Board of Education to sub-
mit to the General Manager, at
his request, all information per-
taining to the possible expen-
ditures and estimates of the
costs of maintaining schools for
the ensuing fiscal year.
Teachers' salaries and possible
increases of the same are part
of the costs of maintaining
schools which the Board of
Education is required to submit
to the General Manager as part
of its proposed Budget.

The recommendation of the
Board of Education that funds
for school purposes (i.e., possi-
ble salary increases) be placed
in the Budget of the General
Manager to accommodate the
Board of Education’s required
expenditures to be subsequently
transferred to the Budget of the
Board of Education cir-
cumvents the provisions of the
General Statutes Sec. 10-222 and
would constitute an illegal
restriction on an appropriation
for strictly educational pur-
poses. The placing of such funds
in the Budget of the General
Manager would tend to place
said funds beyond the power of
the Board of Education to
transfer or extend at its discre-
tion in violation of the General
Statutes Sec. 10222 (see Board
of Education of the Town of
Ellington vs. Town of Ellington,
et al, 151 Conn. 1). Such a
procedure, even at the
recommendation of the Board
of Education, would establish a
dangerous precedent.

As to the Town’s obligation to
furnish extra funds to the Board
of Education after the budget
has been adopted, there is a
specific provision in the
Charter, Sec. 58, where the
Board of Directors may, by
majority vote, make additional
appropriations to the Board of
Education If the Board of
Directors deems it necessary
because of conditions unfore-
seen at the time of the prepara-
tion of the annual Budget, and if
it is in the best interest of the
Town to do so. This, of course,
only after a Public Hearing, in
accordance with Sec. 3-8 of the
Town Charter. Whenever any
such additional or new ap-
propriation increases the total
of the expenditure side of the
Budget, additional means of
financing in a like amount ghall
be provided in such manner as
may be determined by the
Board of Directors.

A proposed budget of $2,49},-
700 was presented to the Board
of Education Friday night by
Superintendent of Schools Dr.-
Donald Hardy. This figure
represents a 13.9 percent in-
crease over last year's budget

¥ of $2,187,580.

Areas most affected by the
proposed increase include
teachers’ salaries, transporta-
tion, heat, supplies, additional
aides and new teaching
positions. Ten aides will be
required for the Phase II B and
Phase 11 C of the Sequential
Learning Program, and a
teacher will be hired for
Spanish and English. A part-
time physical education
teacher will also be hired.

This year the cost of two
teachers and two aides
previously paid for under the
Federal Emergency Employ-

ment Act must be borne by the °

town.

Coventry's per pupil cost is
estimated at $1,041 Dr. Hardy’s
proposed budget as compared
with the estimated per pupil
cost for education in the state of
$1,194; a gap of $153. This figure
reflects a decrease in the
difference between Coventry’s
per pupil cost and the state's
over the last two years. This
year’s gap is estimated at $189,
hile the difference for the
school year 1972-73 was $208.
Since Dr. Hardy became
superintendent the cost gap has
narrowed steadily. The
Sequential Learning Program
per pupil cost, after implemen-
tation of all five phases, is es-
timated at between $95 and $100
by-Dr. Hardy.

How the Eye Works

The black center of your eye is really an
opening. It looks like a window in a dark
house. It’s called a pupil. Behind the pupil is
a lens, something like the lens in a camera.

The rays of light from the object (above,
it is the candle) come to the eye through the
pupil and lens. An upside-down picture of the
object is formed on the inside back part of

the eye.

When the picture gets to the baclgpart of
the eye, it goes through a small opening and
along the optic nerve (something like a tele-
phone wire) to the brain. When the brain gets
the picture, it turns it right side up again!
