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Embargo’s End Will
Two-Family Home 
Variance Request 
Sparks Debate

A zoning variance application which appeared fairly 

routine caused a great deal of concern for nearly everyone 
at Monday night’s meeting of the Manchester Zoning 
Board of Appeals (ZBA).

The ZBA was considering a variance which would allow 
two families to inhabit a Residence A Zone structure at 719 
W. Middle Tpke. The problem was that it appeared the 
house was never meant to be a two-family dwelling, and 
couldn’t be used for that purpose even if the ZBA granted a 
variance.

The property owners, John 
and Margaret Howland, were 
petitioning the ZBA for permis­
sion to continue using the house 
as a tw o-fam ily dwelling. 
Howland said th e ' house was 
converted from single-family to 
two-family in 1969, and he 
bought the property 18 months 
ago, unaware that two-family 
houses w ere prohibited ,(n 
Residence A Zones.

Complicating the issue was a 
report from the town building 
department maintaining that 
the basement apartment in the 
house didn’t meet state and 
l o c a l  b u ild in g  c o d e  
requirements. The building in­
spector reported that ceilings in 
the iower apartment were only 
seven feet high; the building 
codes require 7\4-foot ceilings.

Appealing to the ZBA for a 
variance, Howland maintained 
that the two-family conversion 
was done before he bought the 
house, and the conversion work 
was approved by the issuance of 
a building perm it. Further­
more, Howland said he’s been 
paying taxes for a two-family 
house.

ZBA members agreed that a 
building permit never should 
have bwn issued for two-family 
conversion. H earing Town 
Planner J .  E ric Potter’s opi­
nion that the ZBA cannot alter 
building code regulations, 
board members asked why they 
were considering a variance in 
the first place.

The question remained un- 
answ er^ , and ZBA members 
decided to table the matter un­
til they could get more informa­
tion from the building depart­
ment and legai advice from the 
town counsel.

Monday night’s hearing on the 
Howlands’ request was the 
a p p e a r a n c e  o f s e v e r a l  
neighbors who objected to the 
two-family use.

N eighbors opposing the 
application included Carrol 
Nowatenski of 716 W. Middle

Committee Kills 
Phosphate Ban

HARTFORD (UPI) — ’The legislature’s environment 
committee has killed a ban on household detergents with 
phosphates that was to take effect July 1.

In place of the ban, opposed by detergent company lob­
byists, the committee voted Monday to follow department 
of environmental protections recommendations for in­
creased spending on improved sewage treatment.

The department said im ­
proved sewage treatment is a 
better way of controlling pollu  ̂
tion than a phosphate ban 
because household detergents 
account for only a small portion 
of pollution statewide.

.In a separate vote, the com­
m ittee approved legislation 
banning the use of pull-top 
beverage cans.

The ban would take effect 
July 1, 1975, when the industry 
is expected to have cans that 
create no litter problem.

Consumers Face 
Higher Prices

Americans should have no trouble getting gasoline for 
summer vacations, but the end of the oil embargo by most 
major Arab nations is seen by much of U.S. industry as 
only a short-term answer to the nation’s energy shortage.

The federal government and the American Petroleum 
Institute representing the oil companies reckon it will be 
two or three months before the lifting of the five-month-old 
ban is translated into full tanks for U.S. autos.

John 
L a B e lle ,  re p rese n tin g  the 
automobile dealership, said 
he’d had trouble getting a 
building permit for the sign.

The M arinelli application 
granted by the ZBA allows the 
applicant to build a 50-by-60- 
foot repair garage on iand abut­
ting U s service station. In 
granting the application, ZBA 
members attached conditions 
th a t : R e n ta l v e h ic le s  be 
banned, junk cars be banned, 
junk cars be removed from the 
service station site, the side 
yard by landscaped, and that 
the rear yard be screened from 
public view.

Machine Works Strike Continues

Morale seemed high on the 
p i c k e t  t in e  to d a y  a t 
Manchester’s Carlyle-Johnson 
Machine Co., where 48 produc­
tion employes went out on 
strike Monday morning.

The employes, members of 
the International Union of E lec­
trical, Radio and Machinery 
W orkers ( lU E ) ,  A FL-CIO , 
were taking turns manning the 
lines in freezing temperatures 
and light snowfall this morning.

The employes went out on 
strike at 6 a.m. Monday after 
negotiations for a new contract 
broke down. The union’s con­
tract with the company, which 
m an ufactures a v a rie ty  of 
c lu tc h e s  fo r  m a c h in e ry , 
expired at midnight Saturday.

The dozen workers walking 
lines outside the company’s 52 
Main St. plant this morning said 
nothing new has developed 
since the strike started.

Spirit seemed high despite 
the bad weather today. The 
strikers talked to passersby and 
w ere w av in g  to p a ssin g  
vehicles.

The pickets said truckers 
making deliveries to the com­
pany have observed the picket 
lines, and nothing is going in or 
coming out of the plant.

The employes weren't sure

how long the strike may last, 
but most of them thought the 
walkout would last only a week 
or two.

M eanw hile — insid e the 
three-story  fa c to ry  — only 
supervisory employes and of­
fice help reported for work 
today, according to Albert R. 
Hutchings, vice president of the 
70-year-old firm.

Hutchings said h e ’s ju s t 
trying to carry on with the of­
f ic e  w ork, and he h a sn ’t 
received anj; message from the 
union.

The embargo that heightened 
energy problems in the United 
States curtailing travel and 
fording low er therm ostats 
throughout winter was ended 
Monday by most of the 10 
nations of the Organization of 
Arab Petroleum  Exporting 
Countries (OAPEC).

Abu Dhabi, Bahrein, Egypt, 
Kuwait, Qatar and Saudi Arabia 
ended the b o yco tt uncon­
ditionally. Algeria said it would 
go along at least until June 1. 
Libya and Syria refused to lift 
the embargo at all. Iraq never 
observed it.

Saudi Arabia, the world’s 
largest petroleum-exporting na­
tion, even went so far as to 
promise the U.S. “all the oil it 
needs.”

The action brought sighs of 
relief from the hard-hit auto in­
dustry and other sections of the 
economy, but caution quickly 
settled in as shown by stock 
prices that briefly rallied on the 
New York Stock Exchange then 
dropped to close lower.

“The degree to which Arab 
oil will help alleviate this coiln- 
try’s short term su[^ly situa­
tion will depend on whether 
Arab production is restored to 
p r e -e m b a r g o  l e v e l s , ”  a 
spokesman for the oil industry’s 
American Petroleum Institute.

“ Once th is  o il b ecom es 
available, it will probably take 
from 60 to 90 days for these 
su p p lies  to  m ak e an a p ­
preciable impact on consumers 
in the United States.”

Shell Oil Co. said lifting of the 
em b arp  “is good news, but it 
is no sign the nation can revert 
to historical energy consump­
tion patterns and uses.”

A spokesman for Exxon 
Corp., the nation’s largest oil 
company, said the U.S. “ will 
remain substantially dependent 
on imported- oil to meet its 
growing energy requirements 
for a number of years. Efficient 
use and conservation of all 
forms of energy will continue to 
be important...”

Detroit welcomed it as a 
much-needed tonic for the 
sagging auto industry which has 
nearly 1.75 million unsold cars 
on its hands. The United Auto 
Workers estimates at least 100,- 
000 workers have been cut from 
auto company payrolls because 
of the sales slump.

Roger Dreyer, executive vice 
p r e s i d e n t  o f  t h e  Ohi o  
P e t r o l e u m  M a r k e t e r s  
Associaton, said the lifting of 
the embargo will not lower 
prices and “ if anything ... 
prices may go higher.”

Interior Secretary Rogers 
C.B. Morton tdd a Texas Cattle 
Raisers Association meeting in 
Dallas that the energy crisis is 
not an isolated phenomenon but 
“symptomatic of underlying 
factors in our economy.”

“We have to begin to think in 
terms of coal again, especially > 
the conversion of coal to oil and 
gas,” Morton said. “I am veiy 
much concerned that we are 
thinking just in terms of gas­
oline and the middle dis­
tillates.”

Energy Officials 
Urge Continued 
Conservation

HARTFORD (UPI) — High fuel prices and the need to 
conserve energy will remain in (Connecticut despite the 
lifting of the Arab oil embargo against the United States.

Arab oil ministers in Vienna Monday announced the em­
bargo was over. It will mean an easing of the gasoline 
shortage in Connecticut, but not an end to high prices or 
the need for voluntary conservation, state energy officials 
said Monday.

“We should be okay as long as 
everybody behaves,” Deputy 
Energy Administrator Kenneth 
A. Wood Jr . said. “This means 
keeping speed at 50 and no un­
necessary side trips.” Energy 
administrator Echardt C. Beck 
said prices would not decline 
merely because the boycott is 
ended.

The reason. Beck said, is 
(Connecticut’s dependence on 
expensive foreign oil. Other 
parts of the nation use cheaper
domestic fuel. ,

s
“ Unless the federal energy 

office takes prompt steps to 
equalize the prices of gasoline

and other petroleum products, 
Connecticut consumers will be 
unfairly- forced to bear dis­
proportionate costs for these 
products.” Beck said.

The energy chief said Gov. 
Thomas J .  Meskill’s petition to 
the federal government for a 
national equalization of gas­
oline and residual oil prices 
should be answered within a 
week.

Additional supplies freed with 
the lifting of the embargo are 
expected to reach Connecticut 
within six weeks. Wood said.

NEW HAVEN (UPI>- Pollu­
tion has turned the clean water 
of Long Island Sound Sen. 
Abraham Ribicoff, D-Conn., 
knew as a boy into an urban sea.

The Long Island Sound 
regional study, in a report 
made public Monday, outlined 
more than 100 measures to 
balance environmental con­
cerns with increased develop­
ment of urbanization.

“What was once a rich, fluid 
extension of the Atlantic Ocean 
has become an urban sea that in 
some spots has ceased to sus­
tain anything but algae,” 
Ribicoff said.

In Stamford, Ribicoff held a

public session on the report 
which he said provides a focal 
point fo r a t ta c k in g  the 
problems of the sound. Among 
the recom m endations are 
prohibiting the development of 
irreplaceable wetland areas 
and controlling shoreline 
development with an emphasis 
on recreations and environmen­
tal programs.

E x tra o rd in a ry  e f fo r ts  
resulted^n blocking construc­
tion of a bridge between Long 
Island and the New York 
shoreline, Ribicoff said. A 
recommendation for construc­
tion of a jetport in the middle of 
the sound has been shelved by

“When I was a boy you could 
swim anywhere in the sound,” 
he said. “ I remember the 
delight of eating steamed 
clam s, crab , oysters and 
lobster taken from the sound. 
'The wetlands were teaming 
with different varieties of 
water fowl.”

“Few were the days when he 
couldn’t see the Long Island 
shore,” he said. "The view has 
changed since those days — and 
so has the sound itself."

Due to the rapid increase of 
the business it can no longer be 
considered a home occupation 
business.

U n d er th e  p r e s e n t  c i r ­
cumstances he is not entitled to 
a building permit.

Janenda noted that a parcel

^ a rd  can reduce the size of the 
zone change in order to leave 
the frontage zoned residential.

Richard Barry, Bolton resi­
dent and real estate appraiser 
consultant said he investigated 
the parcel of land for the pur­
pose of the zone hearing.

Milton Jen sen , property 
owner immediately south of 
Reed, said he felt the property 
will be devalued if the change is 
granted.

Honest Men Handicapped
We’re a long ways from the scene, 

of course, but we totally fail to un­
derstand the action of the officials in 
the Hearst food give-away program, 
who after the hijack of a truck loaded 
with 134-160,000 of food, said that 
therS would be no police report on the 
incident.

It was later explained that the coali­
tion of activist groups chosen by the 
so-called Symbionese Liberation 
Army to direct the “People In Need” 
program had advised them saying 
that they felt police actich might an­
tagonize the kidnapers.

Now, mind you, the food which was 
stolen had been extorted by the SLA to 
feed poor people, they said. Hence 
whoever hijacked the truck was 
stealing from the poor people and in­
directly from the SLA.

The director of the program is A. 
Ludlow Kramer, on leave from the 
State of Washington because of his 
experience in food distribution. How 
can Mr. Kramer, presumably an 
honest man, swallow this type of deed 
and advice.

In the ordinary and logical course of 
events, it would be presumed that

SLA would be enraged at the hijacker 
who m u s c l e d  in on t h e i r  
pseudophilanthropic crime.

But, no, going to the police with it 
might irritate the SLA, according to 
the very unusual board of advisors.

We have the visceral feeling that 
the SLA, itself, may have done the 
hijacking. It would be mighty hard to 
sit by and watch all that money being 
given out without wanting some of it 
to stick to their fingers.

The impression is inescapable that 
there is a complete breakdown in law 
and order when a theft of that 
magnitude can be committed and no 
police report made.

We understand everyone doing their 
utmost to try to assure the safe return 
of Patricia Hearst to her family, of 
course.

But the SLA silence, since the 
Hearst Corporation offered to meet 
the ransom requirements upon the 
safe return of Miss Hearst, is, unfor­
tunately not surprising.

Honest men dealing with criminals 
of the SLA type are at a great disad­
vantage.

A Regressive Proposal
President Nixon has proposed a new 

federal law giving both candidates for 
office and public officials the right t o . 
reply to slanderous or libelous attacks 
by newspapers.

Right to reply is. interpreted as 
meaning that a rebuttal of equal 
length and prominence would have to 
be printed by the newspaper, upon 
request. While newspapers have been 
singled out in his statement, it is a 
certainty that television and radio 
would also be included in any such 
law.

Two states, Florida and Mississippi, 
have such statutes and Sen. John 

 ̂ McClelland of Arkansas, has been 
urging such a law for his state.

The Florida law, now 61 years old, 
has been challenged by newspapers of 
the state on grounds of constitutionali­
ty as an abridgement of the First 
Amendment.

Newspapers and other media will 
consider such a law as repressive, un­
constitutional and designed more to 
be a deterrent to publication of 
charges than a sincere wish to gain an 
“equal” public forum.

Reputable newspapers have long 
offered candidates and public officials 
the opportunity to reply to criticism, 
both out of a wish to completely in­
form, and as a matter of justice.

And as a matter of practicality the 
great majority of candidates and 
public officials, too, do not wish to 
engage in running debates of charges 
against them. Their attitude, usually, 
is to hope that the less said, the 
better.

The courts have been gradually 
removing the umbrella of libel threats 
from political candidates and office, 
holders.

In the New York Times vs. Sullivan 
and other buttressing opinions, the 
courts have held that only malice 
justifies a libel verdict against 
publication.

It has been the courts opinion that 
the right to publish stories about 
public officials was so basic that 
newspapers should not operate under 
the threat of carping libel suits any 
time that a public official or can­
didate, or public figure, was charged.

Election to public office has long 
meant renunciation of many of the 
rights of privacy held by a private 
citizen. And even attainment of 
“public stature” has been equally 
operative as in the case of General 
Walker vs. The New York Times.

There is a bit of irony in that the 
legislative branch is being asked to 
pass a restrictive law against the 
press, while the judicial arm  of 
government has been strengthening 
the right to publication without fear of 
retribution by suit.

Congressmen are granted a special 
immunity in the Constitution. Article 
I, Section 6 reads in part: “They shall 
in ail cases except treason, felony and 
breach of the peace, be privileged 
from arrest during their attendance at 
the session of their respective Houses 
and in going to an^ returning from the 
same. And for any speech or debate in 
either house they shall not be 
questioned in any other place.”

The founding fathers thought that 
enough protection for congressmen. 
They did not feel they should be im­
mune from other criticism or charges.

The so-called “Right to Reply” 
theory is designed as a deterrent. If 
passed, it would operate to impede the 
flow of information to the pjublic. As 
such it should not become law.

CARACAS — A new president 
has taken office in Venezuela in 
a strikingly peaceful succession 
of power. But it is clear from 
everything he says that he in­
tends to use his prestige and 
Venezuela’s importance as an 
o il  p r o d u c e r  to  ta k e  a 
leadership role in the larger 
arena of Latin America.

When I last saw Carlos An­
dres Perez it was at breakfast 
at his home, during his election 
campaign. The image he had 
been projecting around the na­
tion came through — crisp, 
energetic, with a no-nonsense, 
down-to-earth sense of com­
mand. It saw him surprisingly 
through the election. I had 
expected  him to squeeze 
through a victory, but not by the 
wide margin of a half-million 
votes by which he won. The in­
augural day was one of triumph 
for himseU and his party, a 
Social-Democratic one called 
Accion Deiriocratica, founded 
by his mentor, Romulo Betan­
court. The handing on of the 
presidential sash and chain of 
office by the outgoing President 
Rafael Caldera to the incoming 
one was a moving affair.

Its meaning went beyond 
Venezuela itself to all of Latin 
America. What it said was that 
despite poverty and bitterness 
and demagogueries, despite the 
rash of new military takeovers 
of political power, it is possible 
in Latin America to rule by 
freedom and consensus; and it 
is possible to keep a democracy 
going from party to party, from 
regime to regime.

The people inside the senate, 
where the inaugural was held, 
and the throng outside agreed. 
President Perez was all but 
mobbed when he walked to the 
pantheon after his speech, with 
a delightful crowd surging 
around him. A trium phant 
Latin politician doesn’t just 
shake hands. His ordeal is the 
Latin abrazo. 1 have never seen 
so much flesh-pressing at a 
political event as I saw at the 
swearing in of the cabinet at the 
presidential palace, not even in 
the days of Lyndon Johnson, 
who was Washington’s greatest 
p ra c titio n e r  of the flesh ­
pressing arts.

President Perez, to the mild 
surprise even of his strongest 
s u p p o r te r s ,  h a s  beco m e 
something of a charism atic 
figure. He has something that 
few heads of government seem 
to have today: He has a per­
sonal authority, as well as the 
power of office. As I watched 
Mrs. Nixon, who headed the 
American delegation here with 
grace and charm, I thought in­
evitably of how her husband had 
lost his authority.

need everything, including the 
big new oil revenues that have 
b ee n  f lo w in g  in to  th e  
government’s-coffers with the 
steep oil price increases.

So, too, is the Perez oil 
policy, which is the command­
ing mystery, only dimly 
revealed as yet. (I shall be 
returning to it in another 
report.)

As for Latin America, there 
h a s  b een  a v a c u u m  of 
leadership in it.

To paraphrase 
Pirandello, there is a historic 
role here looking for an actor. 
He had better have what it 
takes.

WASHINGTON -  Because 
Americans are basically a 
forgiving people, there un­
doubtedly will be some kind of 
amnesty for draft dodgers tied 
to some form of national ser­
vice for at least two years. 
Deserters from military ser­
vice in wartime will, or should, 
be treated more harshly.

But there are problems, as 
recent hearings before a House 
J u d ic ia ry  su b c o m m itte e  
revealed. 'They range from con­
stitutional questions to the 
danger of adding still another 
divisive forc^to the Republic’s 
growing collection — the 1.8 
million men who served during 
the Vietnam War.

There are nine amnesty bills 
pending in the House and not 
one of them deals with the 
current enforcement of the 
Selective Service Act. ’That act 
stiil requires 18-year-olds to 
register for possible service, 
even though the d raft has 
ended. The youth who takes 
note that the government 
awarded amnesty to those who 
broke the law in wartime would 
be sorely tempted to forget to 
reg is te r in a peacetim e, 
knowing that he could cry dis­
crimination if prosecuted.

Put another way, why should 
a young man offer himself for a 
hitch in the armed forces when 
others who committed worse 
crimes than falling to register 
for the draft got away with it?

Lobbyists for amnesty on 
Capitol Hill take the position 
that Congress has the authority 
to legislate forgiveness. That is 
not quite the case. Congress has 
never taken upon itself to grant 
amnesty, and thus the Supreme 
Court has never ^ le d  on the 
constitutionality of the issue. 
On the other hand, the courts 
have specifically held that 
Congress has no power to in­
terfere with the President’s 
right to grant pardons or 
amnesty—or to refuse to do so.

To me, this seems to say that 
any law passed by Congress

granting amnesty would be un­
constitutional on the grounds it 
interferes with the FTesident’s 
constitutional powers. Clearly, 
what is needed is a proposal 
from the White House which 
would grant amnesty to some 
violators only on certain con­
ditions. The President then 
would be taking the position 
that Congress could share his 
power, but only on a one-sbot 
basis. '

There is also the rather im­
portant question of semantics, 
which is closely scrutinized by 
the courts. Leon Ulman, deputy 
assistant Attorney General, 
emphasized this before the sub­
committee when he said "It 
seems to me what you are doing 
is granting a pardon. You are 
putting the individual in the 
position of never having com- 
m it t^  an offense.” President 
Nixon is not about to buy that 
kind of a bill, although he has 
said he would consider one that 
required national service by 
those granted amnesty.

Rep. Paul McCloskey, R- 
Calif., has written a bill that 
would release individual serv­
ing draft-evasion sentences if 
they accepted national service 
jobs. This w ouldn’t work 
without the cooperation of both 
the President and the courts. 
'The bill is both a usurpaiion of 
the P residen t’s pardoning 
power and an interference with 
the courts’ power to sentence 
and grant probation.

I’m afraid the amnesty lob­
b y is ts  have b o u g h t the  
peacenicks’ argum ent that 
draft dodgers and deserters 
should be forgiven in order to 
vindicate their position that 
they were right and the U.S. 
government was wrong. The 
issue is not who was right and 
who was wrong, however, it is 
w hether the law m ay be 
violated with impunity. I think 
I’m right in hating the income 
tax, but I don’t believe Uncle 
Sam would understand if I 
refused to get it up every April 
15.

CouncilVoteBlocks
Benoit Complaint

A motion to put an item on 

the agenda of Monday night’s 
meeting of the Vernon Town 
Council was defeated in a 6-5 
vote, thus preventing Coun­
cilman Thomas Benoit from 
presenting information on an 
appointm ent m ade at the 
March 4 meeting of the council.

On the agenda was an item, 
“ Reopening of appointment of 
P eter Dureiko as deputy 
building inspector.”  Benoit, a 
Dem ocrat and a minority 
member of the 12-man council, 

' had requested that the item be 
included.

Benoit said it was not his in­
tent to have Dureiko's appoint­
ment reconsidered but rather 
that he wanted to discuss the 
manner in which the appoint­
ment was made.

The recommendation to ap- 
pointv Dureiko was made by 
Mayor Frank McCoy. The 
nnayor was unable to be present 
at the March meeting but the 
appointment was approved by 
tte Republican majority and 
opposed by the four Eiemocrats.

R epu b lican  C ouncilm an  
Donald Eden who was also out 
of town at the time of the 
March 4 meeting, said, “ I think 
if the appointment was ap­
proved then there is no reason 
to beat it to death.”

Benoit said he brought 
something up at the March 4 
meeting'and it was denied. He 
said meanwhile he researched 
the matter and had proof that 
he was right.

The mayor said, "I f that’s the 
case we would have to vote to 
reconsider.”  >

Benoit replied, “ You’ve got 
the votes Frank, there’s nothing 
we can do.”

Councilman Benoit explained 
there was no way he could 
prove he was correct in his 
statement, made at the March 4

meeting, which concerned the 
date of the filing of Dureiko’s 
application for the deputy 
building inspector’s job.

He said he had to research 
the matter and “ If you don’t 
want to let me bring it up I’ll 
c a ll  a press c o n fe r e n c e  
tomorrow and get it out to the 
public.”

At the same time Dureiko 
was recommended for the in­
spector’s position, his name 
was also submitted to fill the 
position of deputy fire marshal. 
Because the mayor was not pre­
sent to answer questions, action 
was tabled to last night’s 
meeting.

It was voted to remove the 
matter from the table and 
Benoit then questioned who is 
eligible to be certified as a 
deputy m arshal and what 
procedure is followed.

T ow n  a tto r n e y  A b b o tt 
Schwebel explained that the 
deputy is certified by the state 
fire marshal. He said any in­
terested person may apply and 
a date is set for the exam. If the 
exam is passed then the appli­
cant is certified.

To another question by Benoit 
Atty. Schwebel said the appli­
cant does not necessarily have 
to attend a school before taking 
the exam. He said the exam 
concerned a basic study of the 
explosive, electrical, and fire 
codes a n d A i f  a person had 
enough knowledge to pass the 
exam he was certified.

Benoit objected to the same 
person being named to both 
positions because “ there would 
not be a good system of checks 
and balances.”

Mayor McCoy said the town 
would be gaining efficiency by 
having the same person do the 
two jobs. He added that he in­
tends to make the appointment 
but action was again tabled in a 
7-4 vote.

The Town Council at its 
meeting last n i^ t appointed 
members of the Planning and 
Zoning Commission to new 
terms of office to bring their 
terms into compliance with 
state statutes.

Steve Loyzim and Joseph 
Shanahan were appointed for 
two-year terms with their 
terms to expire Nov. 2, 1976. 
Paul Goodin and Roger Barrett 
to three-year terms to expire 
Nov. 4, 1977. Sondra Stave to 
serve a four-year term to 
expire Nov. 8, 1978.

The council approved the 
application by the Board of 
Education for a state grant to 
pay half the cost of an eight- 
lane rock dust soccer-track 
field with curving. Total cost to 
be not more than $76,327. This 
t r ^ k  would be minus the 
bldachers. Total cost to the 
town after the state grant 
would be $8,100.

The council has requested the 
Board of Education to include 
the $8,100 in next year’s capital 
improvement costs as there is 
no money in this year’s budget 
for capital improvements. A 
total of $28,000 has been spent to 
date on the project for site im­
provement.

The council received a report 
from Griswold and Fuss, town 
engineers, showing that an 
opening as small as four tenths 
of an inch in the dam gate at 
Coventry Lane will produce the 
necessary 750 gallons per 
minute flow required by Mr. L. 
Smith’s deed. Upon inspection 
of Smith’s dam. Fuss reported 
that Smith has a 18 or 24 inch 
pipe located at the bottom of 
the pond which permits water 
at great volumns to pass 
through the dam thereby 
making it appear that he is not 
g e t t in g  en ou g h  w a te r  
downstream. Therefore the 
council will keep the dam gate 
at a setting of one-half to one 
inch until the lake elevation is 
93 to 94 feet.

T ow n  M a n a g er  A lle n  
Sandberg reported on Hinkle 
Mae Dr. and found the road to 
be passable for emergency 
vehicles. The people living on 
this road were informed that

gravel or crushed stone may be 
placed on the ruts and the road 
c o u ld  be g ra d e d  w hen 
necessary. The approximate 
cost to those living on the road 
would be $200 for maintenance. 
Sandberg recommended that no 
work be done on the road, as it 
was a private road owned by 
Mrs. Hinkle and that there are 
25 miles of other private roads 
in town that would require the 
same type of maintenance.

"Take this medicine, it tastes Don’t save old medication for
just like candy,” the mother en 
couraged her three-year-old.

The son obliged. His mother 
was relieved. Then, two hours 
later, with his mother working 
in another part of the house, the 
young boy decided to eat more 
candy....

When his mother found him, 
hcTwas lying unconscious on the 
floor, the empty container 
beside him.

Thousands of accidents like 
this one occur each year here in 
Connecticut. Most could be 
easily avoided by following a 
few  s im p le  ru le s  a b o u t 
medicines in the home.

First, as the young mother 
sadly learned , don’t ca ll 
m e d ic in e  c a n d y . S to re  
medicines in a place that is safe 
and readily available to you, 
but well out of the reach of 
children. A locked medicine 
cabinet is best. It will do double 
duty by keeping medications 
dry, .cool and well-preserved 
while keeping your children 
safe and, incidentally, it’s a 
good way to be certain you are 
not inadvertently contributing 
to the collections of the “pill- 
poppers.”

Every time you take 
medicne or give m ^icine to a 
member of your family, check 
the instructions. I t’s a good idea 
to read the label three times: 
First, before you remove the 
medicine from the container; 
second, when you take it from 
the container; and third, just 
before administering it. Be sure 
to note if it should be taken 
before or after meals.

Make sure that you take 
medication in a well-lighted 
area. Groping in the dark for a 
bottle in a crowded medicine 
cabinet is asking for trouble.

Most important, follow your 
physician’s advice. Don’t in­
crease the amount you take just ... 
because you think you need ij;. 
more. C h ^  with your doctor ii-ij 
first. And, if you decide to take :$| 
anotheii product at the same 
time, ask your pharmacist to 
double check that the two com­
pounds are compatible. Certain' 
c o m b in a tio n s  can  c a u se  
dangerous interactions.

Use only your own prescrip­
tion; never borrow or give 

medication to your friends. 
P re sc rip tio n  dosages a re  
precisely adjusted for a per­
son’s weight, age and physical 
condition. Children and older 
persons are miore sensitive to 
drugs than healthy adults and 
usually take sm aller doses. 
Pregnant women should not use 
any^drug not approved by their 
doctor.

Keep all drug products in 
their original containers. ’The 
label will help you remember 
the age of the product and who 
to call if you need more infor­
mation. It will also eliminate 
dangerous confusion among 
look-alike products.

Andrew Grinvalsky, director of Connecticut’s Pharmacy 
Information Council, reminds parents that “ the same child 
who won’t drink his fruit juice may cheerfully gulp such 
unappetizing things as detergents, rat poison, insect 
sprays or kerosene.” Parents are urged to "poison-proof” 
their home, and to this end your local pharmacists can 
supply you with the necessary information to prevent ac­
cidents, and the procedure to take if an accident should 
happen.

The Connecticut Poison Emergency Centers in this area 
are St. Francis Hospital, 548-4001 and the Poison Informa­
tion Center, 566-3456. Jot down these telephone numbers. 
We hope you will never have occasion to call them, but 
having them handy may save a life.

Pressure Victory
St. John’s University was the tournament-tested outfit. 

But, when the pressure was on Sunday afternoon in an 
opening round National Invitational Tournament tilt, it 
was the one which succumbed.

The leading culprit for UConn was senior Captain Jimmy 
Foster. Unheralded going into the tourney, save for some 
knowledgeable pro scouts, Foster made his presence 
known by leading the Huskies to their thrilling victory.

When Foster and A1 Weston decided to go back to the 
playgrounds (one-on-one basketball) it was all over. 
Foster and Weston took their opponents apart with some 
moves that Racquel Welch would appreciate.

The importance of Foster was never more exhibited 
when he had to make his exit with three personal fouls with 
7:22 left in the first half. From that juncture until half­
time, the Redmen outscored Connecticut, 15-10, to grab a 
five point margin. He’s known as an offensive player, but 
Foster also is a huge asset on defense.

When he returned for second half action, and decided to 
do his thing, St. John’s was in trouble. Redmen Coach Lou 
Carnesecca, forewarned about Foster, said he put four 
different men on he UConn star without fruition.

This was Foster’s first playing time at the Garden. He 
didn’t disappoint over 6,000 screaming Husky fans one bit.
Like at the Field House

The atmosphere at the Garden, which is unbelievable to 
a first-time visitor, was like being at the Field House in 
Storrs. Of the 18,157 fans in attendance, over 6,000, more 
than double the Rugers and St. John’s total combined, 
were delirious Connecticut followers.

“Connecticut has a great basketball tradition. And it’s 
UConn’s, not mine,” Husky mentor Dee Rowe said, “ It 
was started by Hugh Greer and Fred Shabel. And our fans 
are hungry for a winner.”

UConn is a winner, in more than one way. They opened 
the eyes of “Big City” skeptics, who wondered which part 
of the country Connecticut is in.

One New York City sportswriter broke up the post-game 
interview session by asking Rowe, “How does it feel to be 
the first local team to win in the NIT?” Local? When Rowe 
went for last Monday’s coaches’ gathering, the hat check 
girl told him what to do. Now, they’re ready to give him 
the key to the city. And they’re tabbing UConn the “ local” 
favorite.

Why? Because, Rutgers, St. John’s Manhattan, 
Massachusetts, Fairfield and Seton Hall, all the locals, 
have been eliminated. Just like city slickers. You lend 
them something and now they want to take it away. No 
chance !.
Maybe Different

It will never be known, but a healthy Ed Searcy could 
have made a difference for St. John’s. Searcy, a 6-6 pro 
prospect, severly damaged an ankle in a practice session 
and was virtually useless Sunday afternoon. He gave it a 
valiant effort, the spirit was willing but the body wasn’t. 
Noticeably limping, Searcy would launch himself for a 
rebound, but each time ignition failure set in. A grounded 
Searcy hurt the Redmen beyond repair.
Could Fill the Joint

UConn Ticket Manager Dave Sykes had trouble ob­
taining ducats before Sunday’s clash. Some weird excuse 
like you couldn’t sell them all was the explanation. Give 
UConn 19,500 tickets (capacity) and Connecticut would fill 
the joint. They won’t have every seat in the house, but 
'Thursday night in the quarterfinals against Boston 
College, UConn should have fans spilling out of the rafters.
ShouldnH Be Overlooked

Connecticut should not look past its quarterfinal round 
tilt with Boston College. The Huskies handled the Eagles in 
Storrs during the regular season, 77-69, but Coach Bob 
Zuffelato has a lot of talent and they’re going to be looking 
for revenge.

Connecticut has some incentive of its own. If the Huskies 
win Thursday night, it will be the first 20-game winner at 
Storrs since the 1964-65 quintet compiled a 23-3 ledger. 
That’s a goalHo shoot for.

UConn has already bettered its last NIT appearance. Its 
last visit to the NIT was in 1955, bowing out in the first 
round to St. Louis. Already surpassed that achievement, 
the Rowe-led Huskies have the opportunity to go all the 
way.

NEW YORK (UPI) — If there was any doubt about it before, the fir^t 
player draft staged by the World Football League erased it today — the 
fledgling WFL means all-out war against the dominance of the National 
Football League.

Blithely and boldly, the 12 teams of the new league read off the names of 
established stars of the NFL as they went through the first 40 rounds of 
their draft Monday — names like Joe Namath, Jim Plunkett, Calvin Hill, 
and the three biggest stars of the NFL champions: Larry Csonka Jim 
Kiick. and Paul Warfield.

While they were at it, the WFL upstarts didn’t forget the Canadian 
Football League, either. They sprinkled their selection list with the 
names of many of the best north-of-theborder players, too.

And they even tossed out ominous little hints like pointing out they 
didn’t mention in the draft the names of players they’ve already signed— 
players who have played out the option in their NFL contracts and 
therefore are free as birds. The New York entry of the WFL, for instance, 
claims to have lines on 50 players — not by any means all NFLers, of 
course.

However, the New York team, the Stars, did take the occasion to an­
nounce the signing of one option-free player — tackle John Elliott, for 
seven years the “Big Bad John” of the New York Jets’ defense. Elliott 
had made no secret of his dissatisfaction with the Jets.

The WFL didn’t pretend that it expects to swipe all of the NFLers it 
'named. League officials pointed out that naming these players establishes 
the lines of communication for any of the players who feel like jumping in 
the future — they know whom they can dicker with, and it prevents 
squabbles between WFL clubs.

A number of the NFL players named early were players like Elliott who 
may be nearing the end of the trail, or are opening dissatisified with the 
money they’re getting or the chance they have of moving up on their NFL 
team.

For example, there was quarterback Craig Morton of the Dallas Cow­
boys, who has had to take a back seat in Texas to Roger Staubach —the 
Birmingham WFL team picked him in the second robnd. Quarterback 
Pete Beathard of Kansas City, something of a similar c ^ e , was named on 
the first round by Houston. Another quarterback, Randy Johnson of the 
New York Giants who even went home for a time during the 19973 season 
when he thought he was being overlooked, was a sixth-round choice by 
Hawaii.

Csonka, Kiick, and Warfieid all were chosen by the same team —Toron­
to, which had announced before that it intended to do exactly that.

Namath of the Jets was named on the first round by the New York 
Stars. Other first-round choices were Csonka by Toronto, running back 
Charlie Evans of the New York Giants by Washington-Baltimore, 
Jim Plunkett of the Boston Patriots by Portland, Ore., running back 
Virgil Robinson of the New Orleans Saints by Florida, linebacker Mike 
Taylor of the Jets by Detroit, running back Johnny Musso of the british 
Columbia Lions by Birmingham, guard Tom Mack of the Los Angeles 
Rams by Southern California, running back John Brockington of Green 
Bay by Chicago; Beathard by Houston, and tight end Ted Kwalick of the 
San Francisco 49ers by Hawaii. 'The WFL plans to open its first season on 
July 10 and wind up regular season play about Thanksgiving Day/

Knight Wins Event 
Despite Reluctance

ST. LOUIS, Mo. (UPI) — Bobby Knight, the volatile 
coach of Indiana University, won the tournament he didn’t 
want to play and left the fans booing at the St. Louis Arena 
Monday night.

Indiana finished as co-champion of the Big Ten with Michigan, 
but lost a playoff game that sent Michigan to the NCAA regional’, 
where the Wolverines lost to Marquette.

The Hoosiers were selected to play in the first comm- 
missioner s basketball tournament, which drew seven second- 
place teams from seven other conferences, plus the co-champion 
Hoosiers.

Knight resented what he considered an insult and persisted in 
calling the CCA a “ runnerup tournament” while the other seven 
coaches told how happy they were to be here.

Knight’s opinion gained greater forum when Indiana won the 
tournament wuth a smashing 85-60 win over Southern California.

At the end of the game Knight stepped forward to accept the 
championship trophy and said into the microphone, “ I’d rather be 
playing in the NCAA tournament in Tuscaloosa or the NIT in New 
York . . . ” The St. Louis arena was filled with boos that drowned 
out Knight’s next words. Knight shouted “ I’m happy to win this 
tournament anyway,” and stalked away.

Knight told reporters after the game, “We came here because 
this was the only tournament we had a ticket to. I would hope that 
from now on teams would have the right to choose which post 
season tournament they want to play.”

Knight saw his players win the tournament from a seat in the 
stands. He was ejected from the game with 8:29 left in the first 
half when he drew three rapid technical fouls for complaining too 
loudly that USC’s Mike Westra had palmed the ball.

Manchester tax receipts at 
the three-quarters point in its 
fiscal year (Feb. 28) equal 97.4 
per cent of 12-month estimates, 
reports Laurier Tardiff, acting 
collector of revenue.

General Fund tax revenue 
totaled 111,953,344, against 12- 
month estimates (for the year 
ending June 30) of $12,268,727.

Although the report shows 
favorable receipts for the 
current tax levy, it paints a 
much less favorable picture for 
tax receipts due from prior 
years.

When the Board of Directors 
adopted the 1973-74 budget (in 
May 1973), it estimated revenue 
totaiing $240,000 from prior 
years’ taxes.
