Bennet Students Hear
Electrical Safety Talk

By JUNE TOMPKINS

Many needless accidents and
fatalities may be avoided in the
future because of a vivid
demonstration presented four
days this week on electrical
safety and accounts of the
hazards of misuse to the 7th and
8th grade students at Bennet
Junior High School.

“Electricity, respectfully
used, is a safe friend and ser-
vice,” sald Franklin Delaney,
business office supervisor at
Hartford Electric Light Co.
(HELCO) this morning to a
young audience.

Lineman Frank Gasper,
assisted by lineman in training
Ed Mozdziesz, presented the
various types of equipment es-
sential to a lineman's safety In
working with “hot" or live
wires,

An inner rubber glove (which
Gasper called the ‘“‘backbone'
of HELCO) is tested at 10,000

* volts regularly to insure its ef-

ficlency, Gasper said. An outer
glove, called a leather keeper,

is worn over the rubber glove
and protects against culs and
brulses.

The belts, straps and climber
were also shown.

Used to protect the lineman
further from the live Wwires is a
rubber blanket tested at 75,000
volts, said Gasper, and used as
a live wire cover held in place
with a giant clothes pin. A sec-
tion of thick rubber hose, also
tested at 75,000 volts, he said is
often slipped over the live wire.

“I'd be a fool to attempt to
climb a pole without any of that
equipment,”’ sald Gasper as he
warned the youths against
taking dares or wagers to climb
poles or towers.

Demonstrating a “shot gun
stick," Mozdziesz held a pole
six feet six inches long with a
clamp on the end which is used
for handling live wires. The
length, stipulated by the Public
Utilities Commission is as close
as a lineman is permitted to
come to a live wire, '

Gasper stressed the meaning
of the “Danger” and ‘‘Keep

Away"' signs found on HELCO
property.

“If you're near enough to
read the signs, you're near
enough to the area designated,"
said Gasper, “and there's no
need to go any nearer."

Slides were shown il-
lustrating the electric cables
bringing power into
Manchester, fallen wires
during the December ice storm,
and HELCO mobile and perma-
nent sub-stations.

Gasper warned the group
about trying o retrieve a kite
caught in overhead wires.

*Call anyone at HELCO," he
said, '‘and we will be glad to
come and rescue a kite."”

He reminded his listeners
that *'Those who know electrici-
ty best, respect it.”

Booklets on outdoor elec-
trical safety were distributed to
all who attended the program.

Legislative Committee

Favors Higher ADM

HARTFORD (UPI) — A
legislative committee is
bucking Gov. Thomas J. Meskill

The education committee
decision Tuesday would raise
the ADM (average daily
membership) grant to
municipalities to a total of $260
yearly. The ADM is the basic
state grant to Connecticut's 169
cities and towns,

Meskill's 1974 budget
proposal was criticized for
proposing only a $§ ADM in-
crease. The Republican gover-
nor also proposed granting
municipalities a portion of
federal revenue-sharing funds
that would give them an extra
$10. These funds, however,
would not be earmarked
specifically for education,

Education groups criticized
the governor's recommenda-
tion as inadequate. The State
Department of Education asked
the legislature to<4ncrease the

|

over-all ADM grant to $300 per
pupil.

The Education Committee
proposal must be approved by
the Appropriations Committee
before it can be voted on by the
legislature,

In other legisitive news:

¢ The Government and Ad-
ministration Policy Committee
approved a bill requiring lob-
byists to pay the state a $10
registration fee, wear iden-
tification badges while in the
capitol and file accounts of
their expenses with the
secretary of state.

Violators could be fined up to
$1,000 and imprisoned for one
year or be suspended from lob-
bying for 30 days depending on
the offense.

The House last year approved
a tougher lobbying bill, but it
was defeated in the Senate,

"+ * A proposal allowing legal

services insurance won support
from the Connecticut Bar
Association, the United Auto
Workers Union and the Connec-

ticut Citizens' Action group.
The bill would allow policy
holders to have their legal

To ‘Stand and Fight’

HOUSTON (UPI) -—
por e that he will “stand
' to preserve the of-
fice, President Nixon Tuesday
night brushed aside a plea that
he resign from a previously
staunch Republican ally, Sen.
James L. Buckley of New York.
Nixon also refused again to
relinquish 42 tapes the House
Judiciary Committee deems
vital to its impeachment in-
quiry. But he urged the com-
mittee to speed up investigation
on information it now has in
hand on Watergate and resolve
the issue,

"Dragging on Watergate
drags down America," Nixon
declared.

In a npationally televised,
hour-long question-and-answer
session before a generally
friendly audience of broadcast
executives, Nixon said many
Americans might share the sen-
timents Buckley voiced that he

resign and get the country out
of the “Watergate swamp."

Without judging guilt or in-
nocence, - Buckley said, the
President should resign as “an
extraordinary act of
statesmanship and courage.”

He said of his mission as chief
executive that it “would take
courage to stand and fight and
do :e job you've been elected
to do.

And he said he was going to
do just that,

Nixon scheduled a trip to the
nearby Lyndon B. Johnson
Space Center today to decorate
America’s three newest Skylab
astronauts for their longest-
ever mission in space by man
and review plans for a joint

Federal Grant Boon
To Sewer Department.

A $750,400 bonanza for Its
sewer department s being
received by the Town of
Manchester. The sum is part of
about $46 million being released
to Connecticut municipalities
by the federal Environmental
Protection Agency for pollution
projects,

The Manchester allocation is
for its Primary Treatment
Plant, constructed in 1956 at a
cost of about $1.2. It is not to be
confused with the
Treatment Plant, completed in
1971 as part of a townwide $6
million sanitary sewer project.
Almost all of the federal share

From
1934 to 1939 he worked for
stations in Spokane, Portland
and Los Angeles. He joined the
Columbia Broadcasting
System in Los Angeles in 1939
and remained with the network
until 1950 when he shifted to
the American Broadcasting Co.
Five years later he joined NBC
in New York and a year later he

Mrs. Hilda MacKenzie of
Brockton was killed Monday in
the freak accident while she
was about to undergo cobalt
treatment, authorities at the
Tufts-New England Medical
Center said.

No radiation was being
emitted at the time, they said.

The woman was lying on a
treatment couch which is usual-
ly raised by machine until the

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patient is in contact with the
overhanging head of the
machine, officials said.

The machine is operated by a
technician by means of a
handheld panel of buttons.
After the patient is in position,
the technician leaves the room,
which is sealed while radiation
is focused on the malignant
areas in an attempt to kill the
cancer cells.

However, in this case the
treatment couch continued to
rise after the technician
stopped pressing the button.
The technician then pushed a
red “fail-safe” button designed
to stop the machine. It didn't
work.

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Lufkin Has Inside Track

The two-week moratorium on can-
didacy announcements for the
Republican nomination for governor
Is nearing an end. The dust-settling
period was imposed by the GOP's
state chairman, Brian Gafney, after
Gov. Thomas Meskill announced his
plans to “‘follow his star' rather than
seek re-election.

While the moratorium has been
effective among the potential can-
didates it has not stiffled any specula-
tion as to who might be throwing their
hats in the ring.

Obviously, Dan Lufkin, former en-
vironmental commissioner, is a pre-
announcement leader since he his a
creditable record in organizing the
DEP, strong ties with Gov. Meskill,
who in turn has party control, and is a
young and personable figure.

U.S. Rep. Robert Steele is also a
leading contender with a con-
gressional background, youth, and un-
like Lufkin, some successful running
experience.

From where we sit, the ffepublicans
probably will be picking either of
these two for their candidate.

Steele, who is available, is also
available to run against Sen. Abe

Ribicoff, should Meskill's “star"
preclude this challenge.

Steele may also be getting some
pressure from the Republican
Congressional Campaign Committee
to seek re-election. While it 't'nay
appear to be a bad year for
Republicans in Congress because of
Watergate, etc., the facts are he is
young, an incumbent, and from a dis-
trict which is more inclined to go
Republican than not. His 85,000 to 45,
000 plurality over Roger Hilsman in
the last election is wide enough to
move him out of the danger zone
which Sen. Barry Goldwater has
pegged at about a 10,000 vote edge, or

less, because of Watergate. With his
youth, a chance of increasing con-
gressional senority and thus his
political clout, Steele may be
pondering re-election as his best opi-
nion in 1974. Youth is certainly on his
side.

Manchester's own Nathan
Agostinelli is mentioned as a prospect
for the nomination also. Again, the
former Manchester mayor appears to
be popular enough to win re-election
as state comptroller which he has
proven can be an excellent base for
building statewide recognition for
higher office. His relative.
youthfulness also gives him the option
of allowing his political career to
mature naturally rather than force it.
His handicap for the gubernatorial °
nomination may be his
“maverickness’" at times when he has
disagreed with the administration.
This is not an insurmountable
obstacle but unless Lufkin, after
analyzing his conversations with par-
ty leaders during the moratorium
decides not to run, Agostinelli may be
better advised to wait. A Lufkin-
Steele battle for the nomination can-
not be ruled out.

We think if there is a contest for the
GOPnomination it is going to be a token
one, It is our feeling that the party
leadership would rather scatter its big
guns — Meskill, Lufkin, Steele and
Agostinelli — throughout the general
election ticket rather than pair them
off in primary battles.

At least this would seem to be the
prudent thing to do in a year when it
will take a strong and balanced ticket
to mount an effective attack against a
Democratic party thirsting for a
return to power and fired up because
the opportunity appears, at this point,
to be the best it has had in recent
years.

Attorneys for the two, accused of
shooting down Oakland Superinten-
dent of Schools Dr. Marcus Foster,
seem to forget that they, also, are of-
ficers of the court and hence have a
duty to do nothing which would im-
pede justice.

We are pleased that the judge to
whom the matter was referred could

see no reason to allow this attempt,
These two, under indictment in one
capital crime, will not be allowed to
interject themselves into another,

That kind of administration of law
would be more at home among
Sicilian brigands than in the courts
and under the laws of the United
States. :

Their appearance could do nothing,
we feel sure, for Miss Hearst. It would
have encouraged future kidnapers
and criminals to believe that the
proper function of law and the courts
can be circumvented by terroristic
acts.

Playing their game, with these
criminals, would have been fruitless.
We would like to see a million dollar
reward established for the arrest,
conviction and sentencing of the kid-
napers.

Town residents will be asked
to approve one segment of a
tw project aimed at con-
trolling heavy flooding in the
Avery Heights area of town.

That referendum will come
March 30 and proposed the
purchase of open space land on
which one of two earthen dams
would be constructed.

If approved, a small dam
termed Site Two will be con-
structed and will, to a degree,
control flooding in the area of
Avery Heights.

Over the years residents have
suffered real and personal
property damage due to the
swelling of the brook, and the
lown's aim is to prevent the
flooding, rather than merely
control it.

It appears Welles is a victim
of progress in that he has lived

in that area since the brook was
small. and unthreatening,

before jconstruction in the

Avery/Heights section took
lace -

As much of the land gave way
to homes and amesite, heavy
rains and melting snow caused
the brook to flood into homes
along its path.

The Soll Conservation Ser-
vice, asked by town officials to
study and find an alternative to
the flood problem, suggested
the two dams, the larger of
which termed Site One, would
require the taking of Welles'
home.

The Town Council, expressing
concern over the plight of the
Welles family, will hire a
hydrologist to try to come up
with an alternate solution
which would allow Welles to re-
main.

Officlals, however, have

pointed out that if another plan

is not feasible the council would
be forced to utilize the right of
eminent domain.

Welles disagreed with the
$45,300 annual flood damage es-
timates given by town officials,

Mayor Robert Smith,
however, confirmed the
damage figure estimate and
repeatedly assured Welles that
the council’s concern rested
both with the Welles family as
well as with the Avery
residents.

If this month’s referendum is
passed, the Site Two dam will
go under construction.

Before Site One, the larger of
the two dams,-could be built, it
must be presented to the voters
in a’second réteréndum.

The rise and f4ll of Hitler's
Third Reich has been docu-
mented in millions of words.
But the combination of words
with pictures adds more than
one dimension in the under-
standing of the particular
horror of that era—only 30
vears gone now.

In “Sieg Heil," one photo-
graph demonstrates the
power of the word-picture
alignment. It shows a
courtroom confrontation bet-
ween Minister Hermann
Goering and an alleged Com-
munist plotter in the
Reichslag fire.

Goering, back (o camera,
stands with his hands on his
hips in a bullying posture,
gazing down at the defen-
dant. The pose tells all about
Goering’s disdain for the de-
fendant, the court and the

=German people. The caption
reinforces lhe impression,
naling that his behavior “dis-
closed the impudent ar-
rogance and lawless attitude
of the Nazi leadership."

Again and again, the book
doubles the impact of events
with the careful juxtaposition
of piclures and text. The
faces are dreadfully
memorable.

Beyond the personalities
and events of the Nazi era,
Lorant, sometimes called
“the father of modern photo-
journalism," supplies the
background of modern Ger-
man militarism.

“Hiller Close-up " puts
logether the photographs and
comments of his personal
photographer with obser-
vatiohs by a high Nazi official
who took notes diligently dur-
ing his days in power.

"World War 11" gives excel-
lent picture coverage to the
international scope of the
conflict and, going along with
the current revival of in-
terest in the European end,
expends much of its space on
Europe.

The Swarm, by Arthur
Herzog.

At first there are isolated
incidents, horrifying but
freakish, one-In-a-million
tragedies.

Then a patlern emerges,
the incidents increase in
number and scope and panic
sets in — nor is the panic un-
founded.

The villain of this nifty hor-
ror novel is the honeybee,
that innocuous, virtuously
busy little insect that nor-
mally minds its own business.

The trouble begins in
Africa, where the genus of
native bee is much more ag-
gressive than its American
cousin. These superag-
gressive bees migrate to
Brazil and eventually find
their way into the United
Slales.

In a small town in New
York State they mate with
American bees —and a muta-
tion also takes place.

The result is a giant,
angrily aggressive bee that
also has learned to eat plastic
and excrete it lo insulate its
winter hive. Worse, its sting
can be deadly, and not just to
those few ordinarily allergic
Lo bee toxin.

The scientists work on a
way lo save the country from
these bees—preferably with-
out destroying the uncon-
taminated American bees
because bees are vital to
agriculture as pollen car-
riers.

The climax comes in the
skies over New York City. If
the giant swarm of bees can-
not be stopped there, the
country is doomed.

The Swarm has a nominal
hero, a love interest and all
the usual trappings of a novel
but they are strictly inciden-
tal. The only characters that
really count are the bees and
Herzog imparts a lot of scien-
tific fact along with his fancy
in this very model of a
modern scientific horror tale.

Rock, from Elvis Presley
to the Rolling Stones, by
Mike Jahn. (Quadrangle,
$9.95) The author is one of the
most articulate writers on the
rock scene and he traces the
evolution of this music from
the soft rock ‘n’ roll days of
Presley and Bill Haley
through the hard sounds
which developed in the late
1960s. This is not a hastil
thrown-together, assemble
kaleidoscope but a
meaningful dissertation of
why, and not how, rock music
captured the imagination of
teen-agers everywhere.

He Believes in T apes,
Revolutionary Machines

NEW YORK (UPI) — The
collapse of the home video
cassette boom before it got off
the ground has left at least one
industry leader who still
believes strongly in the
revolutionary machines and
tapes.
He is Harvey L. Schein, 46
year-old president of Sony
Corp. of America. Sony still is
making and selling video
casette recorder-players and is
preparing to bring out a
handheld camera to enable peo-
ple to produce instant home
movies to show by the video
casetle method through their
home television receivers.

The equipment is expensive
by the standard of home
appliances, Sony's U-Matic
color recorder-player costs $1,-
600, and the portable camera is
expected to cost $3,000. Sale of
the devices for educational dhdl
commercial use is only a tiny
part of the Japanese Sony
group’s $1 billion a year global
revenues, but Schein believes it
has a big future.

Holding Business

Sony is sticking to the
business in which Columbia
Broadcasting System, Aved
Corp., Ampex, RCA and other
firms experienced so much dif-
ficulty. Curiously, Schein came

to Sony from CBS, which lost
heavily in Dr. Peter Gold-
mark's EVR system of film
video cassettes and rder-
players. Schein left CBS in 1967
after working his way up from
the legal department to vice
president and general manager
of the international group.

The big need in the consumer
video cassette business is to
create a popular demand,
Schein explained. “That's the
only  way to justify mass
production and get the price
down to a level that people can
pay,”" he said.

Aside from the obvious ad-
vantages in educational, scien-
tific and some commercial use,
video cassetles have tremen-
dous potential in the home,
Schein said. “'Since the cassette
will hold up to an hour's
listening and viewing and the

:be used to record programs
at night or when the family is
away from home. It also can be
used to record one broadcast
program for playback at leisure
while another program is
watched on the same television
set.”

Schein believes some broad-
cast TV programs ultimately
will be designed with home
recording in mind. **Why should
one record an ordinary
newscast when there are so
many o newscasts on
the air?" he asked. “But if a
news program containing a lot
of exclusive material is broad-
cast with home recording in
mind, it could serve the func-
tion of a magazine.”

For the moment Schein is
devoting much more of his
attention to getting Sony's se-
cond American plant going and
planning a third,

Sony was the first Japanese
electronics company to es-
tablish a manufacturing facility
on the U.S. mainland, This
plant at San Diego turns out 25,-
000 color TV sets monthly and
employs 600. Schein hopes to
build the working force up to 1,-
000. A second plant will start
turning out 30,000 picture tubes
this spring and land has been
acquired in the same area for a
third factory.

In the early post-war years,
Schein said, the Japanese
learned a great deal about
American factory methods.
Now, he said, “We have trained
American labor to make Sony
products just as they are made
in Japan.

A Look at the Tax Picture

Not to be envied is Manchester's
Board of Directors. Estimates are —
and we hasten to say the estimates
are ours, based on past figures and not
on leaks, mor reports nor occult
findings — that it will be presented
with a tentative budget by Town
Manager Robert Weiss which could
require as much as a 5-to 6-mill tax in-
crease.

Sympathy, rather than envy, might
be a better word, because this is a
board which held the tax line two
years ago and actually cut 2 mills last
year.

Last year, when the board cut 2
mills, Weiss had proposed a 2-mill in-
crease, The year before, when the
board held the tax line, Weiss had
proposed a 3.34-mill increase. The
year before that, the board raised the
tax rate by 1.19 mills — Weiss had
recommended a 3.95-mill increase.

The year before that,” Weiss
recommended a 3.1-mills tax rise —
the board increased it 1.95 mills. The
year before that it was 3.9 mills by
Weiss, but the board settled for a 2.9-
mill rise. And the year before that,
when the board increased the tax rate
by 4.1 mills, Weiss had recommended
it go up 6 mills.

The budget and tax rate Weiss will
recommend later this month could
give the board all kinds of headaches
— if it is considering holding the tax
line.

What it won't have May 8, when it
adopts a budget and sets a tax rate, is
something it had in abundance last
year — a previous year's surplus and
bountiful federal revenue-sharing
funds.

Last year it had almost $500,000 in
surplus funds to play with. This year it
will have $35,000 or less. Last year it
had revenue-sharing funds covering
an 18-month period to offset part of
the General Fund budget. This year,
the available and anticipated revenue-
sharing funds will be for a 12-month

period.

The question then is: In these days
of high prices, unemployment, short-
ages and inflation, how would you
like being a town director facing a
record-high budget and tax rate?

Neither would we.

A reader asks, and we hesitate to be
trapped into a reply, “If Congressper-
son Ella Grasso is elected Connecticut
governor would she be called
“Governess?”

A huge turnout of over 300 persons
at’a reception Tuesday afternoon by
State Comptroller Nathan Agostinelli
attests to his popularity among
Republicans and Democrats alike.

Lufkin of Newtown, former state
commissioner of environmental
protection and a leading candidate for
the GOP nomination for governor.

Agostinelli, a dark-horse for the
nomination, is almost a sure bet to
appear somewhere on the state ticket,
possibly for lieutenant governor, if not
for governor.

Lufkin volunteered the information
Tuesday that Agostinelli is a very pop-
ular political figure statewide.

Problem Expected
With Gypsy Moth

John B. Harkins, town
manager, has been informed by
the office of the state en-
teromologist that Tolland will
once agaln experience a gypsy
moth problem.

Last year the town was
classified as heavily infested.
The degree of infestation this
year is somewhat lighter,
however, will retain a
moderate classification
townwide. .

Maps have been placed in the
town clerk’s office showing the
number of acres and the degree
of gypsy moth eggs found on a
recent survey conducted by
departmental personnel.

Property owners are advised
to scrape the eggs into a con-
tainer of oil and burn them, or
paint the eggs with a mixture of
creosol and lamp black.
Another method, according to
Harkins, is to place lar paper
and a greasy based substance
around the tree to prevent
caterpillars from climbing the
tree.

Harkins says commercial
spraying plans must be cleared
from adjoining property owners
within three hundred feet of the
area to be sprayed. Aerial
spraying applications must be
made through the Department
of Environmental Protection.

Buggestions
Albert Ruops of the Conser-

vation Commission also has tips
on how to combat the gypsy
moth problem.

Ruops says to look for egg
clusters, covered with tan or
buff colored hair, about the size
of a quarter. Each cluster con-
tains about 400 eggs and are
found on bark of trees, fence
rails, fallen logs, under loose
bark, and on stones.

Ruops suggests using a com-
mercially prepared substance
called ‘“‘Tanglefoot,”” banded
around a tree, or tying a plece
of burlap about a foot wide onto
the tree trunk at chest level.
Caterplllars migrating up and
down the tree may hide under
the burlap and may be shaken
onto a piece of paper and
destroyed.

Other tree band suggestions
are celophane wrap and double-
faced carpet tape. Egg clusters

and destroyed or can be painted
with a creosote base shingle
stain on the site, according to
Ruops. .

Rupos says May 20 is the bes
tlime to spray for caterpillars as
they become more difficult to
kill as they increase in size.
Repeat treatments will be
required after rainy weather.
Recommended materials and
rates for sprays are: carbaryl
(sevin) 50 per cent WP two
level tablespoons per gallon of
water; or methoxychlor 50 per
cent WP, three level
tablespoonsful per gallon of
water.

“With each egg cluster
destroyed, there will be 400 less
of munching fuzzy caterpillars
to contend with. So, people of
Tolland, get out and do your
thing as soon as possible, Ruops
urges.

Mariner 10 Venus

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
Venus' spinning atmosphere
has a bright polar cloud ring
and spiraling cloud bands, with
a darker, slower moving cloud
region that one scientist called
the ‘‘great Venusian eye.”

Other results from the
Mariner 10 spacecraft that
passed Venus last month
showed the planet’s midsection
appears to be surrounded by a
broad dise of carbon monoxide.

Helium and -garbon atoms
also were discovered in the up-

per regions of the planet's
dense, carbon dioxide-rich at-
mosphere and the presence of
hydrogen aloms was con-
firmed.

These 'were some of the
results reported at NASA news
conference Tuesday by a team
of scientists responsible for the
scientific instruments aboard
the space probe.

Mariner 10 was launched
from Cape Canaveral, Fla.,
Nov. 3 and is approaching Mer-
cury, the planet nearesl the
sun. The television probe flew
within 3,600 miles of Venus on
Feb. 5 and is to cruise about 415

spacecraft closer to Jupiter on
a’ change of course before
sending it on to Saturn,

The space probe, fired from
earth nearly a year ago, flew
through the asteroid belt
without incident, the Space
Agency said. The belt is an area
between Mars and Jupiter that
18 150-million miles wide, con-
taining many asteroids. Most
are less than a mile in diameter
but some are larger than Texas.

Pioneer 11 has now com-
pleted 70 per cent of its journey
to Jupiter and is 424 million
miles from earth, traveling at a
speed of 31,000 miles per hour.
It will reach within 26,000 miles
of Jupiter on Dec. 5.

Pioneer 10 made the first
pass of Jupiter last December
from a distance of 81,000 miles.

The course change announced
by NASA will send Pioneer 11
on a five-year trip across the
solar system after it makes the
Jupiter flyby, and will also
provide investigators with
much better data than a repeti-
tion of Pioneer 10's flight would
have.

On the new course, besides its
closer approach, Pioneer 11 will
pass the giant planet closer to
the polar region, crossing a
wider range of latitudes. The
actual change of course will
take place late this month or in
mid-April.

The revised course will take
Pioneer 11 past Saturn in

Mercury never has been
explored by a spacecraft, and

“The exciting possibility
exists that it might be different
from any of our previous
experiences,’’ said Dr. Bruce C.

Murray explained that
Mariner observed Venus in ul-
traviolet light to see the
strikingly dark and white
features of its atmosphere.
These markings cannot be seen
in visible wave lengths,

Dr. Michael J.S. Belton, of
the Kitt Peak, Ariz., National
Observatory, confirmed earlier
reports that Venus' clouds are

rotating about 50 times faster
than the planet itself except for
the darker, 1,200-mile wide
cloud region he called the great
Venusian eye because of its
shape.

He said this feature in Venus’
clouds appears always lo face
the sun and be caused by
pressure differences from in-
tense solar heating. The
rotating cloud belts, swirls and
bands appear diverted around
the eye-shaped region.

School Procedures

A report from the PTO high
school committee shows the
following suggestions that have
been accepted since a review at
its October meeting of the
luncheon procedure. '

On Mondays tdna fish
grinders are made by Bolton
Elementary School cafeteria
personnel and delivered
wrapped to the high school. The
grinders were formerly made
by seniors during study hall,

Hot dogs cooked by the junior
class and sold on Tuesdays now
are accompanied by napkins,
and the students are able to
purchase relishes through the
cafeteria.

The honor society has pizza
delivered by a Manchester
bakery for sale on Wednesdays.

The Latin club sells ham and
cheese on rye sandwiches made
the the Bolton Elementary
School cafeteria for sale on
Thursdays. The club also sells a
variety of potato chips and
pretzels for 10 cents which are
purchased through the
cafeteria. They nq_longer ask
anyone to drive to Manchester
to pick up doughnuts to sell.

Meat grindérs are made at
the cafeleria on Fridays and
sold by the French Club, The
club usually plans to have
homemade desserts available,
supply dependent on many fac-
tors.

Sometime during the week
the variety club sells potato
chips. A big complaint had been
the 15 cents charged, which now
been reduced to 10 cents.

A cooler has been delivered to
the high school and is stocked
with chocolate milk and orange
juice to provide a change from
white milk. The drinks are
presently being sold by the stu-
dent council for 10 cents but
with ever-increasing costs
some adjustments may be
necessary.

Bake sales are held by home
economics students and the
freshmen class. Two ice cream
madchines provide dessert when
everything else is gone.

The committee is recommen-
ding that serious consideration
be given to the addition of a
soup machine, Interst has been
expressed by the Bolton Junior
Woman's Club in financing the
machine,

Bolton High School students
presently eat in room 37 and 38
where it appears storage space
is available in cabinets for a
variety of items. Locks will be
furnished by the committee if
desired.

The committee is looking into

the procedure that must be
followed in order to purchase
such a machine. The committee
will then check with the high
school staff for a student group
to take charge of the soup. .

Anne Manning, chairman of -

the high school committee, is
contacting both the class and
club advisors involved in
luncheon sales to check the
possibility of having one or two
trial days on which the prices of
grinders could be lowered to 50
cents and sandwiches to 35
cents in the hope that by in-
creasing the volume of sales a
similar profit could be retained.
The same grinders being sold
for 60 cents at the high school
are furnished in the elementary
hot lunch program for 55 cents
including juice, dessert and
milk.

The committee of parents
feels the profits should be com-
mensurale with the ap-
proximate one hour of -sales
time involved, three 20-minute
lunch waves, usually six stu-
dent clerks needed.

The committee was also in-
strumental in obtaining
programs that were distributed
at each home basketball game.
A sample was given to all in
attendance and it is hoped this
will be continued next year as
one small way in which’ the
committee can advertise its
price in its students and school.

Mrs. Manning will write the
head of the physical education
department to see if regulations
allow the advance sale of
season tickets, both family and

individual, at reduced rates.
The committee feels that would
encourage a larger attendance
at basketball games; although it
noted that spectator spirit was
high this year. -

A. general meeting on
smoking on school premises
was not held. It had been
brought to the committee's
attention that the "'no smoking"'
rule at the high school is not
being enforced. For the present
the committee will leave it up
to the administration to see that

rules are not broken, but if the -

administration fails, parents
will take further action.

For more than a year the
committee has been reviewing
awards given in Grades 1
through 12 to insure a balanced
distribution. The revisions for
awards given at the Elemen-
tary School are almost com-
plete.

Norman Shaw, high school
principal, is being requested to
sel up a meeting with staff
members, Mrs, Manning and
other interested parents, stu-
dent council representatives
from each grade to initiate a
revision of the awards program
in Grades 9 through 12. The
committee does not feel the dis-
tribution is balanced at this
time.

The committee has been un-
able to do anything on studying
graduation costs as the record
books are evidently closed to
them. The item, brought up
after a lengthy meeting, was
tabled as it was time to close
the school building.

Researchers Develop
New Artificial Tooth

BOSTON (UPI) — Damaged
or diseased teeth would be
replaced with long-lasting, in-
expensive substitutes under a
Boston University dental
research program.

The experimental, artificial
teeth are made of a glass-like
carbon root, stainless steel post
and plastic crown molding.
Implantation would cost $150 to
$200 per tooth.

The program, reported by BU
dental researchers Richard E.
Stallard and Henry J. Skerman,
has generated both optimism
and controversy within the den-
tal profession. It will be
presented this week to the
International Association for
Dental Research.

Dr. Stallard described the
research as a "“major dental
breakthrough" sought for 25
years. He said the approach
could be used to replace one or

several teeth, including com-
plete dentures.

The research, flinanced by the
federal government, stems
fromy increasing concern over
the cost of replacing teeth. Dr.
Stallard said more than 50
million adult teeth are lost an-
nually in the United States, and
one out of every five Americans
completely lack teeth due to
disease, accident or congenital
defects.

Stressing caution over the
research were the American

Dental Association and the Har- .

vard School of Dental Medicine.
They said the process is too new
and uncertain to extend it to
private practice.

“It's a little too soon to give
patients a fairly definitive
prognosis,” said Dr. Leonard
B.Shulman, director of the Har-
vard Dental. Implant-

NEW YORK (UPI) — What
this country needs Is more
‘'social space', says Ellen
Peck. She's | a move-
ment that would help provide it
through a “none is fun" ap-
proach to parenthood.

**Social space is a combina-
tion of physical space and
emotional freedom ... not being
crowded into molds, into
masses,”’ said the lovely
Baltimore homemaker, writer
and co-founder with her hus-
band, William, of the National
Organization for Non-Parents
(NON).

The blonde Mrs. Peck knows
that NON is bucking deep tradi-
tion in a country where having
children Is expected of couples,
where the family is revered,
where Mother’s and Father's
Day were established.

"Inevitably all young people
hear is the fulfillment of
parenthood,'' she said.
"‘Motherhood is given such
adoration. I belleve it should be
respected, and that's not the
same as adulation."

Met Some Opposition

Mrs. Peck said that NON, in
its second year, had met some
opposition, but not any formal
group protests. "“The opposition
comes at a personal level," ghe
said. .

"‘But there are not very many
people who, when you get right
down to it, will tell you to have
children.

"Our system of universal
parenthood simply won’t work.
We're¢ too crowded in our
modes of living ... a nightmare
of masses.

"“True, the government
statistics show the fertillty rate
has dropped below the ‘replace-
ment' level. But the truth is, the
real numbers in our population

grow about 2 million more a
year-li

NON is one of several
organizations concerned with
the hazards of over-population,
One of the oldest, Planned
Parenthood, has its roots- in
Margaret Sanger’'s work in
birth control in the early part of
this century. Fairly new to the
scene, lilke NON, is Zero
Population Growth (ZPG).” -

“Quality of Parents"

Mrs. Peck, in an interview,
explained that all overlsp to an
extent in their goals)\ ZPG
‘*emphasizes the dangers th our
environment of too many
ple.

‘“NON emphasizes the
benefits of child-free life styles.
But we are concerned about
children. That is why we're con-
cerned about the quality of

parents,

“Notice 1 emphasize child-
free, not child-less, We reject
the suggestion that one without
children is less.”

The National Organization
for Non-Parents grew from
Mrs, Peck's research on a book
that started out to be about
“fun marriages" and ended up
titled “The Baby Trap' in
which she exhorted that
marriages frequently soured
after children came along,

Then the letters started,
mostly from young wives who
supported her expose of the
“‘baby sell” in this country.
NON's membership now
numbers 2,000 around the na-
tion, she said. They're singles
and marrieds and about 30 per
cent already have children.
Support is .by $10 individual
membership plus *‘several
large donations," she said,

Mrs, Peck and her group have
marshaled a lot of research to
support NON's stand that
raising children is not what a
marriage is all about. They cite
a survey by the University of
Michigan Institute for Social

. Slipcovers Stretch Home Budget

Does your living room need
a new outfit, while your
budget is still strapped into
the same old strait-jacket?
You can redecorate and save
money if you make the new
slipcovers.

his may sound like an
overwhelming project — but
it’s not nearly as hard as you
think. The filting is
easier than on a pair of
slacks, The finishing details
are easier than those on a
dress or jacket. A helpful
leaflet is available ex-
clusively to readers of this
newspaper and here are a
few general hints to get you
started:

Don’'t begin ever
upholstered piece in a whole
room. Start with a simple
chair, preferably a club type
rather than a wing chair.

Choose a goed, firm fabric,
48 to 54 inches wide, washa-
ble and &reshrunk.
Crompton's ribless corduroy
is an ideal solid-color choice.
It sews easily, wears well
and washes beautifully.

For your first efforts,
avoid stripes, plaids and

esigns which must be

A club chair will require
about 8 yards of plain 48-inch
material and about 18 yards
of cording for welting. A
three-cushion sofa will re-
quire about 14 to 15 yards of
material and as much as 35
vards of cording. A 45-inch
square of fabric will make 29
yards of 2-inch bias for your
cording so buy extra material
if you plan to make your own
welting,

Be sure your equipment is
in good shape before you
starl. Have your scissors
sharpened, clean and oil your
sewing machine and buy a
new pack of size 16 needies.

Be sure your fabric is pre-
shrunk. If it isn't, you'll have
to preshrink it yourself.
Preshrink all trims and zip-
per tapes.

The general procedure for
slipcovering is to cut, pin and
fit the sections right on the
chair, using big ’l‘-ﬁins. Work
with the fabric right side out.
Remember that the grain
must be perpendicular to the
floor. An off-grain slipcover
won't hang any better than
an off-grain dress, !

A pattern should be cen-

tered on the inside back, the
outside back, both sides of the
cushion and the center front
of the skirt. The inside arm
section should match but the
outside arm sections need not
match because you never see
both outside arms at the
same time,

You will find a narrow
cording easier to handle than
a heavy one.

He turns 70 today, and by law
Sirica must relinquish the post
he has held through the most
torrid days of the Watergate
scandal,

He will be replaced by Judge
George L. Hart Jr., 68, But
Sirica will remain a judge and
has served notice that he will
continue as the overseer of the
court actions boiling out of
America's worst political scan-
dal.

Around the courthouse Sirica
is called a “‘tough little judge"
by admirers, and ‘‘Maximum
John' by those who know how
he shuns minimum sentences.

Son of an Italian immigrant,
Sirica earned his way through
school greasing cars, selling
newspapers, and boxing. He
was quite handy with his fists,
and former world heavyweight
champ Jack Dempsey was best
man at his wedding in 1952,

A muscular 5-feet-8, Sirica's
thick, wavy hair is only lightly
streaked with gray. Sharp eyes
peer out from behind bushy
brows.

Sirica has an enormous
respect for the U.S. system of
justice, but frequently is im-
patient with its strict rules and
technicplities. On at least one

Sirica's unusual tactics from
the bench during the Watergate
trial last year brought him
some criticism. Always extra
tough when dealing with so-
called white collar criminals,
Sirica told one Watergate
defendant, 1 don't believe
you," and threatened all seven
with maximum prison sentnces
unless they decided to
cooperate ‘with the investiga-
tion,

When Washingtonian
Magazine asgsessed District of
Columbia judges in 1972, Sirica
was ranked in the bottom
quarter. Even after Watergate,
Washingtonian did not change
its judgment when it reassessed
the judges last fall,

Civil libertarians have argued
that Sirica's tactics deprive a
defendant of full legal rights. A
past president of the American
Bar Association, Chesterfield
Smith, has said "*We must be
concerned about a federal judge
— no matter how worthy his
motives or how much we may
applaud his results — using the
criminal sentencing process as
a means and tool for further
criminal investigation of
others.”

But the public reaction to
Sirica's conduct of the case has
been overwhelmingly
favorable, and Nixon himself in
May ciled a “brave Federal
Judge'' as one of the [actors in
bringing out the full story.
Sirica has received thousands
of letters and telegrams.

On Jan. 1, Sirica was named
Time magazine's Man of the
Year “‘as a symbol of the
American judiciary's in-
sistence on the priority of law
throughout the sordid
Watergate saga of 1973,

In Class Action

LOS ANGELES (UPI) - A
$125 million damage suit, has
been filed against McDonnell
Douglas Corp., makers of the
DCI0 jetliner in which 346 per-
sons were killed near Paris
March 3.

The wrongful death class ac-
tion suit was brought by law
firms in Los Angeles, New York
City and Washington, D.C.

The sult was filed on behalf of
Edith Mary Hope, and her late
husband, Francis Michael
Hope, Paris correspondent of
the London Observer, who was
killed when the Turkish Airlines
Paris-to-Londoa flight crashed
shortly after takeoff.

The suit filed in U.S. District
Court here also sought to repre-
sent 34 other persons killed.

‘A class action will be
superior o any other avallable
method for the fair and ef-
ficient adjudication of the con-
troversy as to liability of the
defendant,” said the suit, which
demands a jury trial.

“There will be one concen-
trated investigation, prepara-
tion and course of disclosure —
discovery by  highly
experienced aviation
negligence litigation counsel."”

The suit cited a cargo door
fallure of DC10 aircraft
operated by American Airlines
Inc., over Windsor, Ont., on
June 12, 1972, causing an
emergency gnd loss of control
due to loss of pressurization
which nearly resulted in a
crash, as fitting the same
pattern as the cause of the
French crash.

In the brief, the plaintiffs ask
for $1 milllon in general
damages, plus funeral and
burial

expenses.
“Also,” the suit sald, “‘under
the damages law of France,

plaintiffs have suffered
pecuniary loss...and moral
damages, including damages
resulting from grief."

The suit estimated damages
""to the class will be in excess of
$125 million..."”

Housing Starts
Show Increase
WASHINGTON (UPI) —

Housing starts rose in February °

for "the second consecutive
month, according to the
Commerce Department, and
fedéral housing officlals said
today they now belleve the
worst of the bullding slump is
over.

The department said starts
Increased by. 22 per cent in
February to an annual rate of
1.8 million units. Construction
of single family homes rose by
an even more impressive 30 per
cent.

Officials said this indicated
the housing decline had ‘‘bot-
tomed out.”” That would be good
news for the administration,
which contends the current
business decline will be mild
and relatively brief.

Despite optimisim, however,
the February housing starts
figure was 28 per cent below a
year earlier, when the starts
ran at an annual rate of 2.4
million units,

The department said housing
construction picked up in all
reglons of the country last
month with the largest gains
being recorded In the South and
West.

It also said building permits
stood at an annual rate of 1.3
million in Fbruary compared
with 1.3 million In January.
This was far below the
February, 1973, rate of 2.3
million permits,

First, let's take our outfield of Averill, Wilson and Klein.
Of the 38 outfielders currently listed in the Hall of Fame
(not including Monte Irvin and Cool Papa Bell, whose
Negro League statistics are incomplete), Klein's .320
lifetime batting average and Averill's .318 are better than
13 of them,

Further, only nine of those 36 Hall o;;‘:rlrllera hit tfnore
than 200 homers — a figure surpassed three of our
outfielders (Averill 238, Wilson 244, and Klein 300)! The
fact that Wilson still holds the National League season
home run (58) and RBI (190) records only bolsters his ig-
nored credentials.

So isn’t it odd that the Veteran's Committee has seen fit

to overlook Averill, Wilson and Klein and instead choose to
% honor such outfield candidates as (1) Harry Hooper, whose

lifetime figures show: 281, 75 homers and 813 RBI; (2)
Ross Youngs, who hit .322 in 10 seasons, but combined that
with only 42 career homers; and (3) Chick Hafey, who
batted a lifetime .319, but failed to match any of our three
in either home runs or RBIs?

Perhaps there's something to be said for the critics who
claim the Veterans Committee has been honoring many of
their old cronies. But the Baseball Writers, who vote on a
player for 15 years before he goes on to the Veterans’
Jjurisdiction, aren't perfect either.

Take our first baseman, Johnny Mize, who was ignored &
by the writers despite the fact that only eight men in the
entire Hall of Fame have hit more than his lifetime total of
359 homers. And, compared with the 10 first basemen
enshrined at Cooperstown, Mize’s 312 lifetime average
betters three of them, his 1,337 RBIs surpasses seven and
his home run total eclipses six!

Our shortstop, Arkie Vaughan, is also a puzzling over-
sight. A career .318 hitter (including one batting title) over
14 seasons, Vaughan's lifetime average is higher than all %
but one Hall of Fame shortstop (Honus Wagner), and his
926 RBIs surpasses half of them. And among the nine Hall
of Fame catchers, Ernie Lombardi's lifetime .306 average
tops five of them as does his 190 career home runs.

The Baseball Writers still have a chance to recognize &

Forecasters See
More: Inflation

WASHINGTON (UPI) — Six-
ty-two economists, including
some of the nation's leading
professional forecasters,
believe inflation will ‘‘get
worse rather than better, es-
pecially in the very near
future,'’ two economic
research groups reported
today.

The economists also believed
the nation's output of goods and
services (GNP) would decline
slightly in the first half of 1974
in terms of constant dollars and
then rise in the second half for a
small overall gain for the year.

The survey results were an-
nounced by the American
Stalistical Association with
headquarters in Washington
and the National Bureau of
Economic Research, based in
New York.

"““The anticipated
sluggishness would be about
half that experienced in the
very mild recession of 1969-70,"
the groups said.

In contrast to the 1978 growth,
rate of 5.2 per cent, they said
the GNP is expected to decline
by six tenths of 1 per cent and
one tenth of 1 per cent respec-

tively in the first and sedond
quarters and then rise by six
tenths of 1 per cent and nine
tenths of 1 per cent in the third
and fourth quarters. That would
mean an overall rise for the
year of six tenths of 1 per cent.

“These estimates imply that
the forecasters have grown
somewhal more pessimistic
since the previous survey (in
December, 1973) when their
median predictions included...a
rise in 1974 of 1.1 per cent,” the
report said.

The economists expected the
rate of inflation to increase by 7
per cent this year whereas
three months ago they an-
ticipated a rise of 5.9 per cent.

""Greater price level in-
creases are expected in each
quarter,'” the survey said,

“‘but the prevalent view s still
that inflation will be somewhat
lower after midyear than
before."

The projections assumed an
end to the Arab oil boycott and
a belief that monetary policy
will become more expan-
sionary.

AAA Says Gasoline
Now in Good Supply

The AAA sald its survey
showed fewer stations are
limiting amounts customers
may purchase in a single stop at
the pump; that more stations
are open after 7 p.m. on
weekdays; and fewer stations
are closing before noon on
weekdays than in its last week's
spot check. -

AAA said the scene nationally
looked like this:

+7 per cent of the stations are

ciosing pumps by noon on
weekdays, compared with 9 per
cent last week,

—29 per cenl are pumping
fuel after 7 p.m. on weekdays,
up 1 per cent.

—20 per cent are limiting
purchases, mainly by restrict-
ing sales from §2 to $5 worth or
to 10 gallons, 2 per cent fewer
than last week.

Although the availability is
greater this week, there were
indications that motorists will
continue to encounter higher
prices. The AAA said Hawaii
reported the highest average
price for regular gas — 56 cents
per gallon — followed by
Oregon, Washington, Illinols,
Mississippi and New York at 55
cents per gallon.

Oregon, Washington, Nlinois,
New York and Hawalj share the
highest average price per
gallon for premium — 59 cents,

HOUSTON (UPI) — A subur-
ban city council last month
gave Max Ladin two weeks to

He Talks with People

Ladin said he has talked with
people all over the country
about his one-man stand.

Ladin has had the orange cap-
sule — used as a trainer for the
Gemini space flights — on dis-
play in his front yard for about
four years.

‘‘All I wanted to do in the first
place was get as much publicity
for NASA and stir up some in-
terest in the space program,”
he said. “I didn't care about
getting anything for me."

Ladin bought the scrap cap-
sule, used in a hard landing
development program for
astronauts, made a stand for it
and set out in front of his home,
Neighbors petitioned the City
Council to stop the constant
flow of traffic and kids looking
at it, and finally City Attorney
Marlo Preston ordered it
removed.

It Will Be Moved

“I'm gonna bring in a crane, -

load it on a trailer and haul it
off to my steel company,”
Ladin said. “I'm willing to
move it, but if they keep
pushing me I'll have to fight.

Mao Heading Off Election

HONG KONG (UPI)— One of
the aims of Chairman Mao Tse-
tung's current political cam-
paign in China is to offset

.2 pressures for reestablishing the
country's long-dormant
legislature and electing a new
head of state.

This was the assessment
today of many China analysts
here and in Peking.

The last legislature, the 3rd
National People's Congress
(NPC), was elected more than
nine years ago— for a four-year
term. It held only one full ses-
sion in January, 1965, and has
been little more than a name
since.

The convening of the

successor 4th NPC is more than
five years overdue and the
country has been without a new
chairman (president) since Liu
Shao-chi was deposed in 1967 as
the major vietim of the Cultural
Revolution.

There is an acting head of
state, Tung Pi-wu,.one of two
vice chairmen under Liu, But
he is 88 years old and ailing. His
only duty is receiving creden-
tials of new diplomats, and
often he cannot do that. The
other vice chairman is Soong
Ching-ling, better known as
Madame Sun Yat-sen. She, too,
is old (84) and ailing.

Since the Cultural Revolution
died down in 1969 there has been
growing pressure for the con-
vening of the 4th NPC and elec-

tion of a new head of state.

The Communist party
leadership has promised many
times during the past few years
that a new NPC would be con-
vened. The latest such pledge
came from Premier Chou En-
lai last August in his political
report to the party's 10th
National Congress.

*“We will soon convene the 4th
National People's Congress,"
he said then.

According to Communist
sources in Peking, the session
was set for early last October,
But it had to be called off
because of factional fighting
that was developing in.the
political campaign now
sweeping the country.

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The
government plans to spend
$865,000 over two years to build
a space-age windmill to see if
the wind can be harnessed
economically to generate elec-
tricity, it was announced
Tuesday.

The windmill will be built at
the space agency's Lewis
Research Center, Cleveland,
Ohio, in a project sponsored by
the National Science Founda-
tion (NSF).

The experimental generator
will use a 125-foot rotor
mounted atop a tower 125 feet
tall to generate up to 100
kilowatts of power. It will be
erected at the Plum Brook test
area at Sandusky, Ohio.

The NSF said the windmill is
a step toward future wind
generators capable of
producing 1,000 to 2,000
kilowatts. It will be the first

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The
measurement of lead in the
baby teeth shed by children is a
reliable marker of a child's con-
sumption of potentially
dangerous amounts of lead
during his early years of
development, a team of
researchers g

The concmm of lead in
blood is generally accepted as
an index of lead exposure, but
blood tests are not always
reliable for measuring low
levels. And since blood lead
levels decline once exposure
stops, blood tests cannot in-
dicate the magnitude of earlier
exposure to lead.

Drs. Herbert L. Needleman,
of the Children's Hospital in
Boston, and Irving M. Shapiro,
of the University of Penn-
sylvania’s Center for Oral
Health Research, sald the
effects of low amounts of lead
on the development of children
have not been studied in detail
because of a lack of an effective
way to measure a child's past
exposure to lead.

They said in a report in a re-
cent issue of the New England
Journal of Medicine that use of
teeth as a retrospective marker
of lead intake should help scien-
tists determine how relatively
low amounts of lead affect a
child’s behavior, learning
abilities and his nervous

system. s
Severe lead poisoning, usual-

ly resulting when young
children eat chips of peeling
lead-based paint found in many
old houses, causes central ner-
vous system damage and even
death

Needleman and Shapiro,
working with Isobel Davidson
and Dr. Edward M. Sewell,
studied the concentrations of
lead in the teeth of children
from two Philadelphia school
districts, one considered high
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
