F o r th o se  t r e e s  w orth  
treating, they should be pruned 
back to a main stem or trunk 
and the “wound” should be 
treated with a wound paint or 
w ith o range sh e llac . Dr. 
Schramm said.

Any wound more than, one 
inch in diam eter should be 
treated in this fashion and the 
materials can be purchased at 
any hardware store or garden 
c e n te r .  D r. S c h ra m m  
emphasized the use of orange 
shellac, and no other kind, as 
the orange is not toxic.

Trees or shrubs split in two 
along the long axis of the stem, 
but not completely broken, can 
be healed if treated in the 
spring or summer months. Dr. 
^h ram m  said, adding that if 
the split is not too long it can be 
tied together with a suitable 
twine so the wound is closed all 
along the edges.

After this is done the edges 
along both sides should be 
painted and a suitable brace 
sh o u ld  b e  fu rn is h e d , if 
necessary.

Dr. Schramm said if there is 
any doubt that the wound should 
not be treated or that it might 
not heal, then he suggests that 
the split branch be removed.

In cases where large shrubs 
or trees have had the main 
trunk broken in two a con­
siderable distance down the 
trunk, it may mark the end of it 
but if there is doubt then here, 
too, an expert should ^  con­
sulted.

Minimum Wage Hike 
Called Peril to Jobs

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  The 
nation’s workers may see the 
minimum wage go up to $2 an 
hour by May, but a con­
gressional opponent charges 
the action could backfire on 
them by boosting unemployr 
ment.

TTie House Wednesday voted 
375 to 27 to raise the minimum 
wage for most workers to $2 
this year. It would go to |2.10 in 
1975 and to $2.30 in 1976.

The Senate has passed a 
slightly different bill, but Rep. 
Albert H. ()uie, R-Minn., said 
he believes the final measure 
could reach the President’s 
desk in time to be signed and go 
into effect May 1.

Rep. Robert D. Price, R- 
Tex., who argued against the 
boost, predkted the action 
would mean “more inflation, 
higher prices, more unemploy­
ment, more taxes and very lit-

tie real increase in personal 
spendable income.

“The labor force will pay (for 
the action) through more un­
employment and more taxes,” 
said FTice.

President Nixon, who vetoed 
similar legislation last year, 
supported the measure, but 
asked the House to make the 
minimum less for teen-agers to 
make it easier for them to find 
work. ’The idea was rejected by 
both the House and Senate.

’The federal minimum wage 
does not apply to certain  
seasonal workers, the hotel and 
restaurant businesses and cer­
tain other jobs. It does cover 
about 49 million other workers.

Rep. Ray J. Madden, D-Ind., 
passionately sought approval of 
the measure, sa]^ng the United 
S ta tes is th rea tened  with 
another depression because of 
the low wages paid many - 
workers.

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Kissinger To Meet With Brezhnev
State Budget 
Increased 
$56.3 Million

HARTFORD (UPI) — A public hearing is set for 
Tuesday on a new proposal adding $56.3 million to Gov. 
Thomas J. Meskill’s recommended $1.3 billion budget for 
the coming fiscal year.

The increased spending proposals were approved Friday 
by the appropriations committee. TTiey include cost-of- 
living raises for the state’s 372,0(X) public employes, in­
creased per pupil grants for public schools, more money 
for state and community colleges and increased welfare 
benefits.

Tlie budget proposals got un­
animous support from  the 
Republican-controlled com­
mittee. The proposals assume a 
one half per cent sales tax 
reduction and allocates $28 
million for increased property 
tax relief for the elderly.

M e s k il l  re c o m m e n d e d  
reducing the tax to 5.5 per cent 
with a full one per cent reduc­
tion.

(>)mmittee Co-Chairman Sen. 
Nicholas A. Lenge, R-West 
Hartford, said the proposal is 
g e n e r a l ly  a c c e p ta b le  to 
Republican legislative leaders. 
He predicted it would have 
re la tiv e ly  sm ooth sa iling  
through the entire assembly 
when it com es to a vote 
sometime in April.

The budget changes are 
a m o n g  th e  c o m m it te e  
recommendations:

— Increase state grant for 
public schools by $35, raising 
total contribution to $250 per 
pupil starting July 1, the begin­
ning of the new fiscal year.

Bank Robbing 
No Joke 
In Virginia

BOYCE, Va. (UPI) -  Two 
Newark, Del., men who joked 
about robbing a bank soon found 
that townspeople and Clarke 
County authorities didn’t share 
their sense of humor.

Clarke County Sheriff Albert 
Nicodemus said Friday that 
Harry Lee CTiristian, 18, and a 
cousin, Kenneth A. Christian, 
33, pulled up with some other 
persons in two cars at the 
Garke County branch of the 
Bank of Boyce about 5:15 p.m. 
The men told about 10 persons 
standing outside the bank they 
were going to rob it, the sheriff 
said.

Tlie men went inside, cashed 
a $5 check, and then came out 
shouting “We made a big haul, 
you go this way and I’ll go that 
way,” Nicodemus said. Both 
men then left in the same car, 
he said.

The two cars were stopped by 
state police and Garke county 
sheriff’s deputies on U.S. route 
340 b e tw e e n  B oyce and 
Berryville a few minutes later. 
They were arrested, charged 
with disturbing the peace and 
placed in the Clarke (}qiinty jail 
under $103 bond.

They were also told that the 
bank has been robbed twice in 
the past year, the sheriff said.

The com m ittee trim m ed 
about $17 million from the 
current budget to help pay for 
its proposed increases.

Further, they anticipate a 
bigger surplus than the $19 
m illion  one p red ic ted  by 
Meskill for the current fiscal 
year.

And they expect to raise an 
additional $3 million in tax 
revenues by beginning the tax 
relief on May 1, instead of April 
as recommended by Meskill,- 
and by reducing the tax only 
one half per cent.

Kissinger flies on another mission to Moscow at midnight 
tonight to prepare the way for what may be a difficult June 
visit by President Nixon.

Kissinger met for 45 minutes with the President in the 
Oval office of the White House Friday to discuss what the 
Secretary will talk about with Soviet Party leader Leonid 
I. Brezhnev and other officials preparatory to Nixon’s 
summit meeting.

Pentagon o ffic ia ls  said 
Moscow is apparently rushing 
ahead with building and testing 
new m issiles nd system s 
despite agreements with the 
United States in the ongoing

Talks (SALT) to maintain a 
balance iq view of the awesome 
destructive capability both 
already possess.

Kissinger said nothing of this I 
after his meeting with Nixon.

He said he expected to confer 
with Brezhnev in a hunting 
lodge about 130 miles north of 
Moscow, which be described as 
not an elaborate residence but 
something like Camp David.

The Secretary leaves at mid­
night (EDT) from Andrews 
AFB outsjde Washington, with 
a refueling stop at Bonn where 
he will meet briefly with West 
Germ an Foreign Secretary 
Walter Scheel.

The other matters of interest 
presum ably included blunt 
criticism by both Kissinger and 
Nixon in the past two weeks of 
A m erica's West European 
allies for relying on a U.S.

military and nuclear defense 
umbrella while refusing to 
co o p e ra te  o r consu lt on 
economic and political matters.

Vest said that afte r the 
Moscow talks, Kissinger would 
stop briefly in London on his 
return trip to Washington next 
Thursday for discussions with 
the new B ritish  F o re ign  
Secretary James Callaghan.

Kissinger will send one of his 
party to Brussels to fill in the 
Council of the North Atlantic 
Treaty Organization on what 
transpired in Moscow.

The matter of consultations 
has become extremely touchy 
with the European allies com­
plaining that Washington doesn’t 
tell them of m ajor policy 
moves. Vest said Anatoly F. 
Dobrynin, Soviet Ambassador 
in Washington, will travel with 
Kissinger on his flight to 
Moscow.

Viet Cong Stop 
MIA Searches

SAIGON (UPI) — The Viet Cong refused today to 
cooperate in any further searches for Americans missing 
in action in South Vietnam until there is an actual cease­
fire in this country and the U.S. “ implements fully the 
Paris peace accords” .

Brig. Gen. Hoang Anh ’Tuan, a ranking Viet Cong 
general, said at the weekly news conference held in Saigon 
by representatives of the Provisional Revolutionary
Government (PRG):

'"The unfriendly actions of 
the United States and the South 
Vietnamese are the reasons the 
peace accords cannot be im- 
pleme9ited, and until the ac­
cords are fully implemented 
and there is a strict cease-fire, 
there will be no more searches 
for Americans missing in South 
Vietnam.”

T’nan is chief of the Viet Cong 
delegation to the two-party 
Joint Military Commission.

“We want to cooperate in the 
implementatibn of the peace
accords,” Tuan said, “and we 
want to cooperate in the search

for missfng Americans. But the 
United States, because of its 
support of the Saigon Ad­
ministration, does not want to 
cooperate.”

There are approximately 360 
American servicemen still un­
accounted for in South Viet­
nam, most of them presumably 
in Viet Cong-held territory.

Tuan said it was impossible 
to conduct searches for missing 
Americans in land controlled by 
the PRG “because the United 
States supports the Saigon ad­
ministration with money and 
military aid and it is not safe.

HOLLYWOOD (UPI) -  I

Let’s face it — what the com­
mercial networks want is a 
sp ring-sum m er sp o rt th a t 
creates the consistent audience 
excitement that football has es­
tablished in the fall season.

Basketball is a fine spectator 
sport on television, and makes 
for attractive video viewing in 
the w in te r. And good old 
iMseball, leisurely as it may 
seem to some of the home 
screen audience, is pleasant 
teleview ing in spring and 
summer.

Occasions Rare
But baseball’s video ratings 

only soar on a relatively few oc­
casions — for the World Series, 
or the All-Star game, or a 
crucial regular-season contest 
here and there, or when people 
tune in to see Henry Aaron 
overtake Babe Ruth’s home-run 
record.

In effect, the networks have 
consistent audience sports 
excitement for onfy three to 
four months a year — the length 
of the football season. And the 
big hurdle for television sports 
executives is how to juice up 
the ratings for the six months 
or so that make up the middle 
part of the year.

Golf won’t do it, for there is

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so much of it on video that only 
rare matchups or tournaments 
create more than average in­
terest. Tennis, meanwhile, is 
being pushed hard by network 
executives who think it has 
potentially big audience appeal 
on the home screen.

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Dr, Lowe Raises 
A Fundamental Issue

Dr. F red e rick  Lowe J r .  has 
resigned his post as president of 
M anchester Community College, 
effective early next year.

His long tenure with MCC parallels 
is rise to its premier position among 
community colleges in this state and 
region.

On this basis alone, Dr. Lowe 
deserves the thanks and praise of this 
community and the state. However, 

•his resignation has brought into the 
open a long-standing dispute between 
the community college system ad­
m inistration and Finance Com­
missioner Adolf Carlson.

In essence. Dr. Lowe, not only 
speaking for himself as MCC presi­
dent but echoing the sentiments of his 
fellow presidents and the state board 
of community college trustees, 
alleges Carlson with ursurping powers 
that belong to the trustees and the 
school administration.

At issue is Carlson's withholding to 
pay increases approved by college ad­
m in is tra tio n s and the tru s tees  
throughout the system.

Dr. Lowe has expressed his belief 
that such impoundments are illegal 
and was equally firm in reaffirming 
that his decision to resign was to per­
mit MCC to have a new president with 
new vigor and ideas.

We will accept Dr. Lowe's state­
ment that his dispute with Carlson 
was not a major factor in his decision. 
We are aware of the long and difficult 
road he has had to follow in bringing 
MCC to its present state of pre­

eminence. It is not hard to understand 
his desire to return to the less arduous 
task of teaching.

But whatever impact the Carlson 
action may have had on him personal­
ly, we feel Dr. Lowe felt he had to air 
the dispute so that the Legislative 
Assembly, if necessary, could clarify 
the issue. This would be in keeping 
with Dr. Lowe’s devotion to MCC and 
the community college system as an 
educational concept and a vital force 
in Connecticut’s present and future.

Carlson’s brusk dismissal of Dr. 
Lowe’s allegations is an affront to all 
of us. Equally offensive is the com­
missioner’s unwillingness to extend to 
the trustees the courtesy of an 
explanation for his actions.

We sincerely hope Dr. Lowe’s airing 
of this dispute will bring it to a head. 
We think it is essential that this 
matter be resolved.

That Dr. Lowe found it intolerable 
enough to be a factor, even though not 
a major one in his decision to resign, 
give us warning of the difficulty which 
may lie ahead when it comes to 
recruiting new faculty members and, 
perhaps most important, hiring a 
successor to Dr. Lowe.

We think Manchester Community 
College has become a strong institu­
tion under Dr. Lowe. If it is to con­
tinue to be strong, it will require 
strong leadership in the years ahead.

Can MCC or any community college 
attract “new vigor and ideas” if day- 
to-day decision making can vetoed by 
a politically-appointed bookkeeper?

Saving Oner’s Skin
We find the current rash of “plea 

copping” , and immunity tactics being, 
used, about as low as you can get 
ethically, other than stealing from 
widows and orphans.

The tactic, of course, is that in 
which prosecutors, seeking to get a 
conviction of a prominent public per­
sonage, start winnowing through the 
chaff in the bottom of the barrel and 
come up with evidence of wrong­
doings against comparatively minor 
figures.

When they have built a strong case 
against the minor figure they then 
offer him either a reduced plea or im­
munity from prosecution in retui’n for 
which he is to become a star witness 
against the "big fish” whom they are 
trying to catch.

The latest, despicable example of

this is the witness Harry Sears, who is 
becoming the government’s chief 
prosecution witness in the case 
against former Attorney General 
John M itchell and C om m erce 
Secretary Maurice Stans.

'This was the tactic used also against 
former Vice President Spiro Agnew. 
Minor Maryland politicians caught 
red-handed, entered into a bargain to 
get the bigger public figure.

We have a lot more respect for G. 
E. Liddy, and E. Howard Hunt, and a 
few more, who are sitting out their 
jail sentences with closed mouths 
rather than step out over the body of 
someone else.

No, we do not countenance wrong 
doing in high places. But we have lit­
tle use for those who would sell out 
anybody to save their own skin.

Start Packing?
WASHINGTON -  Two facts 

must be kept in mind about 
Rep. Wilbur Mills, D-Ark., who 
is trying to kick President 
Nixon out of the White House. 
First, Mills is a conservative. 
Second, he is no dope.

Accordingly, when Mills 
predicted on “Face the Nation” 
that Nixon will be out of office 
by November, he was not 
speaking with his glands but as 
one of the shrewdest politicians 
in the country. He was invoking 
the first commendment of his 
trade, which says don’t take a 
position too far ahead of the 
folks back home.

Obviously, Mills had heard 
from the folks. Obviously, 
because Arkansas- is hardly a 
Hate-Nixon state in the image 
of, say Massachusetts, and 
Mills has been around too long 
to suggest anything that would 
be anathema to his generally 
conservative constituents. He 
has to run for reelection, too.

Consequently, Mills’ almost 
contemptuous attitude toward 
Richard Nixon is a remarkable 
d e v e lo p m e n t  in  th e  
maneuverings over the im­
peachment issue. This is no 
wild-eyed — or wide-eyed — 
super liberal offering to spon­
sor legislation to grant the 
P re s id en t im m unity  from  
“persecution or prosecution” if 
he resigns, but a hard-nosed and 
cool-thinking professional who 
in the p ast has found it 
expedient to support much of 
Nixon’s official thinking.

Consider Wilbur Mills’ com­
ments on Nixon’s income tax 
troubles. After saying the Joint 
C o m m itte e  on I n t e r n a l  
Revenue Taxation has turned 
up no evidence of fraud by the 
President, Mills had this to say:

“ I don’t care how he did it, 
why he did it, or anything else. 
The American public — the ones 
I’ve talked to — think he hasn’t 
paid as much taxes as he 
should, and I doubt th a t 
anything we could say in behalf 
of him in our report could 
change that opinion among the 
Amerkjan people.”

For what else but the sight of 
naked bodies could bring forth 
so many hordes of students at 2 
o’clock in the morning or, for 
that matter, at any other time 
of night or day? Certainly not 
the knowledge that tuition will 
be hiked by |200, or that 
professors a re  being fired 
because they haven’t published, 
or that collegiate athletes are 
receiving a four year free ride 
at other student’s expense.

At 2 o’clock in the morning, 
when students gathered to 
watch the display of bodies 
which more or less resemble 
their own, were they thinking of 
the possible impeachment of 
Richard Nixon? Were they 
thinking of exorbitant food 
prices? Were they thinking of 
gasoline (or lack of it)? Were

they thinking of crime on cam­
pus or in c itie s , w elfare  
mothers, Vietnam veterans, job 
discrimination?

Were they thinking?
‘And if they were, would they 

take action  ag a in st these 
a tro c itie s  affec tin g  them  
directly or indirectly?

Students needn’t take over an 
adm inistration building or 
destroy ROTC headquarters to 
voice their displeasures at the 
state of the nation.

On the other hand, cavorting 
nude around the campus proves 
nothing, creates nothing, ac­
complishes nothing.

I cannot blame my peers for 
indulging in such displays. I 
cannot force them to rechannel 
their energies into something 
more productive.

welcome. But the income tax 
costs practically everybody 
money, and people want the in­
come tax to cost the President 
money, too. Or, as Mills put it: 
“Now I know people know more 
about taxes and the filing of in­
come tax than they do about 
Watergate...they do want the 
President to pay more taxes.”

It figures. Nixon’s returns for 
1969 through 1972 show that he 
paid about |78,(XI0 on an adjus­
ted gross income of ll.l-milUon, 
and that he paid no income 
taxes in the District of Colum­
bia or California. In those four 
years, he tripled his net worth. 
Fraud or no fraud, that has to 
be a bone in the throat of the 
Middle American struggling 
with his blasted IRS form.

Mills has even spoken.for the 
Republicans on the issue, but 
this is not as presumptuous as it 
height seem. Mills has as many 
pals in the GOP as in his own 
party, and of all Congressional 
leaders he has the best lines of 
communication with the opposi­
tion. So when he predicts 
Republican politicians will 
pressure Nixon to quit and that 
if Nixon refuses to do so there 
will be enough GOP votes to im­
peach him in the House, he’s 
speaking from his friendship 
with and knowledge of those on 
the other side of the aisle.

Indeed, on the very day Mills 
spoke up on television. Rep. 
John Anderson, R-Ill., chair­
man of the House Republican 
Conference and a respected 
conservative, called the Presi­
d e n t  a “ l i a b i l i t y ”  to 
Republicans in many areas of 
the country. Anderson also 
defended the House Judiciary 
Committee in its impeachment 
inquiry, and warned the White 
House not to adopt a strategy of 
“ going over the heads of 
Congress to the country.”

Candid, brutal statem ents 
such as those uttered by Mills 
and Anderson must be crushing 
to an embattled Richard Nixon, 
who needs more bad news like 
he needs another head. They 
are the worst kind of news 
because the President’s hope of 
avoiding impeachment rests on 
the conservative bloc on Capitol 
Hill. If what Nixon used to call 
“my own kind” desert him, he 
may as well start packing his 
bags.

State Of The Student

GAINESVILLE, FLA. -  I 
have wound up my teaching for 
the winter quarter, and my 
students and I have said our 
farewells — at least until next 
year, when I hope to see some 
of them again here. The college 
year has been changing recent­
ly, to keep up with changes in 
the so c ie ty . All my own 
memories are of the semester 
system. Then some colleges 
tried the trimester, but now 
there is a trend toward the 
quarter system.

I like it best, partly because 
as an itinerant teacher it fits in 
with my life plan of perchings 
and flights and perchings again. 
But, even more, it gives a stu­
dent a chance — taking three 
quarters a year over a four- 
year college span — to get 
oriented to more areas of study 
and  in tro d u c e d  to m o re  
teachers and thus to discover 
before too late where his true 
interest and allegiance lie.

Kingman Brewster, Yale’s 
lively president, spoke rueful­
ly the other day about how the 
image of the university presi­
dent has been changing from 
the earlier one of a glorified cop 
to that of a chancellor of the 
exchequer in the current money 
squeeze of the campuses.

From the student’s stand­
point one might add a different 
sequence: from the hectic cam­
pus ac tiv ism  of the ’60s, 
through a sudden and surprising 
quietism in the early ’70s, to the 
present state of the student, 
which I should myself call 
career-orien ted  and inner- 
oriented.

This doesn’t mean that the

students are apathetic about 
the society, as was true in most 
of the '50s. They are not ready 
to go out and tear up the cam­
pus pavement for barricades. 
But they do care about what is 
happening.

If the classroom dialogues I 
have heard and student essays I 
have read mean anything, their 
mood is still unfocused. But 
judging from their comments 
on Watergate, energy, ecology, 
the concentration of power and 
the chance for careers, I should 
sum it up as a deep concern 
about whether life in the United 
States is a rigged game.

Remember that a college 
freshman was 6 or 7 years old 
when Lyndon Johnson became 
President, and 11 or 12 when 
Mr. Nixon was elected. He 
doesn’t recall Kennedy, and 
certainly not Eisenhower. 
Truman and Roosevelt are an­
cient history to him. For a 
generation that has known only 
Johpson and Nixon, is it any 
wonder that its first demand is 
for an unrigged game,?

Even more important, on 
every possible occasion their 
interest zeros in on lifestyles. 
How do people live — all kinds 
of people: politicians, jour­
nalists, teachers, media people, 
labor leaders? This isn't just a 
return to David Riesman’s “ In­
side Dopester” of the early 
'50s, although some of it may 
be. It is the student’s effort to 
find out what people in various 
careers do with their time, how 
they got there, what their 
values are, in order to have 
some notion of alternative

lifestyles and life values for 
oneself.

This carries with it a greater 
purposefulness, not so much 
about society as about self and 
selfhood. Some commentators 
on education a re  worried 
because this may mean a 
departure from the great tradi­
tion of liberal education. They 
forget that much of it has been 
miseducation, leading to a kind 
of learned helplessness or — in 
Thorsten Veblen’s term — a 
trained incapacity.

I found, after my own college 
years, that I had to unlearn 
much of what I thought I had 
learned. By all means, hold on 
to the ideal of a liberal educa­
tion, but also recognize that- 
students want to know how life 
is actually lived and how — 
potentially and alternatively — 
it can be lived. In that direction, 
in the classroom dialogue on 
lifestyles and life values, may 
lie the educational theory and 
practice of the rest of the '70s 
and the '80s.

In a seminar I gave at the 
school of education, when a stu­
dent had noted that the Greek 
view that the unexamined life is 
not worth living, another shot 
back with, “Yes, and the un­
liv ed  life  is not w orth  
examining."

Put them together and you 
come closer to the truth: 
Examine the life you lead, by 
the criteria of values — the 
questions you put to life; but 
also make sure that you do live 
a life, that it doesn't pass you 
by. And for this you need a 
society that is an uhrigged 
game.

Stones—-big stones, little 

stones, round stones and 
flat stones. Stones have 
been used for centuries 

in fences, or walls, to outline 
pastureland, meadows, gar­
dens, and as property boun­
daries.

Stone walls provide places 
to sit for respite during a walk 
in the woods or along a coun­
try road. A stone wall is 
irresistable for little children to 
walk on top of — especially if 
the stones are flat and broad.

There are the hollow sounds of 
unbalanced stones as they 
rock under footsteps.

Stone Walls provide havens 
for small living creatures, a 
honeycomb of tunnels and 
nests for chipmunks, mice, 
rabbits — and snakes.

Wi t h  b e n t  b a c k s  and  
sweating brow, the round gray 
granite stones and the flatter 
reddish brown shale type 
stones have been hauled from 
the ground to clear the land, 
and laid in orderly rows.

The art of laying a stone wall 
was an art of necessity. Few 
persons recall or have learned 
the art today.

T h e  s t o n e  w a l l s  of  
y e s t e r y e a r  — w h e t h e r  
crumbling or intact — are a 
memorial to the plans of this 
country’s settlers.

New stone walls are built by 
professional  masons to 
enhance a home. But the 
enhancement from the old 
walls has only come from 
Time.

Bordering a new residence in 
Bolton, a well-stacked, almost 
symmetrical arrangement of flat 
stones topped by measured flag 
stones attests to professional con­
struction.

Small stones find their places in 
the chinks of a stone wall.

McCoy Recommends 
$4.5 General Budget

Goodbye ^Fighting V

BARBARA RICHMOND
Vernon Mayor Frank McCoy is recommending 

a general government budget totaling $4,564,292 
for action of the Town Council. The figure ,• 
reflects an increase of $499,030 over the current 
budget, and coupled with the proi>osed education^ 
budget totals $12,571,344. r

In his budget message Mayor McCoy explained 
there was an increase of some $6.9 million in the 
town’s Grand List of Oct. 1,1973 or about 4.5 per­
cent on the 1972 list.

He said the increase will generate about $690,- 
000 in additional tax revenues or the equivalent 
of 4.3 mills in tax dollars.

Although this increase in tax revenue will not 
be sufficient to balance the proposed increases 
in expenditures in the general government and 
education budgets, ‘"nie allotment of Federal 
Revenue Sharing Funds, to eligible areas, and 
other increases in operating revenues should 
place us in a favorable position in setting the tax 
rate,” McCoy said.

Much of the increase in the proposed general 
budget is due to rising costs and necessary wage 
adjustments, the mayor noted.

’The interest payments on ongoing Capitol Im­
provements, including sewer installations, a 
new fire house, and the Rockville High School 
addition, increased some $160,000 over interest 
payments in the current budget. This figure in 
the proposed budget totals $534,600.

However, a substantial portion of this interest 
will be recovered by the town when assessments 
are levied on the sewer projects.

The annual town meeting last year approved 
the budget in less than 15 minutes and at the 
council meeting immediately following, the coun­
cil set the mill rate at 49.5 which was 1.5 mills 
lower than the current rate. Richard Borden 
who was director of administration at that time, 
advised against such a move.

Borden advised that the mill rate should be set 
at 50.5 mills based on a 98 per cent tax collec­
tion. However the council based the rate on a 100

Hebron

per cent tax collection and went with the lower 
rate.

’The budget filed Friday afternoon, was in con­
formance with the town charter. It contains es­
tim ates of expenditures and estimates of 
revenues for all departments of the town. 
Complete department budgets will be presented 
to the Town Council for its deliberations.

The proposed budget cails for an amount of 
$8,280,192 to be rais,ed  by ta x a t io n .  
Miscellaneous revenues (estimated) total $4,- 
291,152. No figure has been estimated as to sur­
plus from either budget. This figure is usually 
held up until the last possible minute.

A great portion of the revenue funds are 
received in connection with special education or 
education in general. The estimated amount the 
town will receive in ADM Grants from the state 
is $1,597,583. This is an increase of $57,546 over 
the current amount.

Aid to special education totals $269,220, $24,145 
over the current figure.

The budget figures do not show any significant 
rise in any one department and show decreases 
in some. 'The police budget increased from $628,- 
888 to a proposed $680,561. '

The public works budget is divided into seven 
separate sections. ’The largest increase shows in 
cuiverts and storm sewers with an increase of 
$40,000 to bring the amount to $59,000. ’The 
sidewalks and curbs budget also went up by $35,- 
000 to $61,000.

The Board of Education’s budget committee 
has chopped $130,872 from the budget of $8,138,- 
924 recommended by Dr. Raymond Ram ^ell, 
superintendent of schools. It will go to the full 
Board of Education Monday night for its action.

Dr. Ramsdell said he reduced the requests of 
principals and department heads, presented to 
him, by some $250,000.

’The council also has to act on the education 
budget before it is presented to the annual town 
meeting which will be held in May. Prior to that 
meeting the council will conduct one or more 
public hearings.

LOS ANGELES (UPI) -  
F ederal sources who have 
heard the tape recording of the 
Watergate “hush money” con­
versation between President 
Nixon and John Dean say it is 
“explosive” and clearly proves 
Dean told the truth about the 
conversation and the President 
did not, the Los Angeles Times 
reported today.

The White House, informed of 
the report, stands by its posi­
tion that the tape is “ am- 
■biguons” and open to conflic­
ting interpretations, the Times 
said.

The newspaper also reported 
that Nixon is ready to surrender 
42 more tapes to the House 
Jud ic iary  Com m ittee next 
week, following an ultimatum 
from  the top R epublican 
leadership in Congress that 
Nixon would be impeached if he 
continues defiance of the com­
mittee’s demands.

Senate Minority Leader Hugh 
Scott of ' Pennsyivania con­
firmed that he delivered the 
warning to presidential counsel 
James D. St. Clair, the Times 
reported.

Scott said he told St. Clair the 
P re s id en t "w ould  be im ­
peached in the House” for 
defiance unless he turns over 
the tapes. “ I gave a clear 
m e ssa g e ,’’ the new spaper 
quoted him as saying.

The Times said “a source in 
Congress and another in the 
executive branch” who have 
heard the tape of the talk 
between former White House 
Counsel Dean and Nixon on 
March 21, 1973 — center of a 
vital conflict in the Watergate 
controversy — said that “there 
could be only one logical inter­
pretation, and it was explosive 
for the President — that is, the 
President did not disapprove of 
hush money payments.”.

Nixon has maintained that 
those who hear the conversa­
tion may misunderstand it, but 
that what he meant was that 
payment of hush money wouid 
be “wrong.”

Dean testified to the Senate 
W atergate Com m ittee that 
when he told Nixon it would 

Take $1 million to keep the 
Watergate burglars, then in 
jail, from revealing their links 
to the President’s re-election 
campaign, Nixon replied that 
wouid be “no probiem.”

The Times quoted one of the 
sources as saying:

“When you hear the tape, you 
have a lot more respect for 
Dean’s integrity'and what he 
told the Senate Watergate Com­
mittee. It is that explosive. It is 
not ambiguous.

Nixon Villa Controversy 
Erupts With New Report
WASHINGTON (UPI) -  The 

White House is feuding again 
with reporters, this time over a 
secret Congressional report 
that is said to charge that $17 
million in federal funds was 
spent on President Nixon’s 
villas in California and Florida.

“ It’s just not tm e,” White 
House Press Secretary Ronald 
Ziegler declared Friday. “The 
entire thing is irresponsible and 
unjust and it’s time that this 
erroneous, false and misleading 
information about the Presi­
dent of the United States was 
stopped.”

Ziegler re ferred  to news 
reports on a supposedly secret 
c o n g re ss io n a l s tu d y  th a t  
showed more than $17 million 
has been spent over the past 
five years on improvements, o  
communications, salaries and 
support facilities and for main­
taining security a t Nixon’s 
homes in San Clemente, Calif., 
and Key Biscayne, Fla. This is 
about $7 million more than 
previous estimates.

The report, issued by the

House Government Affairs sub­
committee after a months-long 
study, is said to be bluntly 
critical of the spending, calling 
much of it “gold plating.”

The contents of the study, 
which were supposed to have 
been kept secret, were leaked 
to The Washington Post and 
stories on it were carried by the 
networks and wire services.

Rep. Jack Brooks, D-Tex., 
chairman of the subcommittee, 
termed the report “fair and 
objective.” He declined to say 
if it contained information that 
might be used agaiqst the 
President if he is impeached.

An angry Ziegler told White 
House reporters:

"A  p a r t is a n  D em o cra t 
(Brooks) released a figure of 
$17 million and the media ab­
sorbs it like a sponge and 
reports it as being spent on the 
President’s homes.

“These are not expenditures

on the P residen t’s private 
homes. They are five-year costs 
for communications, office 
equipment, salaries and sup­
port costs.”

Ziegler, recalling an audit 
conducted last year by the 
General Accounting Office, 
said no more than $200,000, “or 
something close to that,” in 
federal funds had been spent on 
Nixon’s homes.
