The Hartford Democrats are
expected o throw their support
behind Mrs. Grasso, who has
vowed she would live at her
Windsor Locks home rather
than the Executive Mansion if
elected governor,

Carbone's turn to Mrs.
Grasso is based on a statewide
poll commissioned by the state
Democratic Commiltee which
showed she was the choice over
Killian as a candidate 55 per
cent lo 17 per cent.

Killian, whose hopes for the
gubernatorial nod hinge on his
ability to get the backing of his
home town convention slate of
70 Democrals, has promised a
primary challenge May 23 if
Hartford goes for Mrs. Grasso.

Rep. William A. O'Neilly D-
East Hampton, Mrs. Grasso's
campaign manager, suggested
that the other contenders drop
out of the race and give Mrs,
Grasso a clear shot,

But Mrs. Grasso. in a Connec-
ticut Public Information
Network interview, Sunday,
said she would prefer that the
candidates remain in the race if
they wish.

Major Bills
Face Congress

WASHINGTON (UPI) — Congress this week takes up

campaign financing, federal

school aid and possibly no-

fault auto insurance with two of the bills posing new tests
between Presiclent Nixon and the Democratic-controlled
legislative branch of government.

The House is scheduled to
open debate Tuesday on school
aid while the Senate takes up
campaign spending. "The Senate
hopes to get to no-fault auto in-
surance late this week , possibly
splitting its time between the
two bills.

Nixon went on national radio
Saturday to lobby for the school
bill and its provisions against
busing for racial reasons and
for more local control of
schools. He said he would veto a
rival Senate bill if it ireaches
him, ;

The campaign spendirig bill, a
Watergate-inspired  mieasure,
also promised a test of will
between Nixon and the
Democratic - controlled  Con

The fate of no-fault awlo in-
surance is in doubt. The Sinate
Judiciary Committee approved
the bill last week on a narrow 8-
7 vote. The same committes sat
on a similar bill last year, so
backers saw the vote as a jgood
omen,

The campaign bill,
threatened with a filibuster by
Sen. James B. Allen, D-Ala.,
would allow presidential and
congressional candidates to use
both public and private funds
with most of them expected to
use public money.

Kissinger and Soviet Com-
munist party Secretary Leonid

to pave the way for a Russian
visit by President Nixon.

Horticulturist J. Bon
Harline of Anna, IN., said the
freeze may have wiped out the
entire commercial peach crop
in the Midwest.

An ice storm left hazardous
roads over a broad area of
north, west and central Texas.
At least four highway deaths
were attributed to storm
related accidents. Two of the
victims, Melvin L, and Linda
Moyers died when their trailer
truck hit ice at the Brazos
River Bridge, skidded into
another truck and exploded.

Firebombing

Kills Eight

ALLENTOWN, Pa. (UPI) — “It was horrible,” said
Mrs. Conchita Belasqua, 21, who lives next door to what
was the Caboose Bar. "I could smell the burning flesh."

Randy Fritz, another-neighbor, said the victims
“weren't charred, they were stcamed."” The skin was
falling off the victims as firemen brought them out of the
taproom in this eastern Pennsylvania industrial town.

The horrible spectacle was
the firebombing of the bar at
4:22 p.m. Saturday.

Eight persons died, five are
still in critical condition and
two others are in a serious or
guarded state. Three other
patrons, a fireman and a police
officer were injured but not
hospitalized.

Forty-five minutes after the
firebombing, Ernest J. Burton
Jr., 24, a local man, sur-
rendered lo police.

Burton was arraigned on
eight counts of murder, 10 of
attempted murder, 10 of
aggravated assault and battery
and one count each of risking a
catastrophe, arson, criminal
mischief and recklessly en-
dangering other persons,

Investigators said they were
looking into reports that Burton
was thrown out of the bar for
arguing earlier in the day.

A while later, according to
the reports, he returned with a
five-gallon can of gasoline
which he allegedly threw
through the front door and ig-
nited.

Authorities said the 18
patrons of the 20-by-50-foot bar
were found piled against a
bolted rear.door after firemen
smashed through it with axes.

Researchers Study
Age-Delaying Drug

EAST LANSING, Mich.
(UPI) — Michigan State
University researchers are
stepping up research on a drug
which they say could enable
humans to live as long as 200

years.

The drug might triple man’s
life span by cooling things —
specifically the human body.

Such long life might cause
problems, the scientists
warned. Married couples might
find that much time together in-
tolerable. Marathon marriages
might also lead to a population

But'Dr. Barnett Rosenbetg, a
professor of biophysics at
Michigan State and coleader of
the research team, told UPI,
“It is time the public became
aware of the implications of
such preliminary studies of
aging.

“Longer life spans are in-
evitable. It's coming because
le want to live long."
pﬁe drug seems to work on
such lower forms of life as flies,
Rosenberg said. Next will come

mice, Humans may follow.

“If our theories are correct,
then we could speculate on a
life span of even 200 years,"
Rosenberg said.

The research team is
experimenting with a drug
which cools the body
temperature and, at the same
time, slows the basic aging
process,

Preliminary tests indicate
use of the drug — not a new
drug but never previously used
for this purpose — to reduce the
normal body temperature from
98.6 to about 88 degrees could
increase life expectlancy.

‘*Just small changes in

temperatures can produce
tremendous changes in life
expectancy,’’ Rosenberg said.

“If such temperature-aging
relationships hold true for
humans, it may be possible
lowering the temperature just a
few degrees to prolong life by
some 20 years — and that is
longer than could be ac-
complished by curing the three
major killers, vascular lesions,
cancer and heart digease."”

Scientists plan to use the drug
to “switch off the human ther-
mostat’’ so that body
tgmpegatures may be lowered
to slow the process of growing
old, he said.

Experiments already have
proved that flies live much
longer at a lower body
temperature, he said.

Now, the drugy which
Rosenberg would not name,
will be used to carry the
experiments to mice and rats
which, like humans, are warm-
blooded animals with a
temperature thermostat,

If the experiments prove
successful, tests-<ould begin on
humans within 10 years,
Rosenberg said.

Rosenberg, who directs the
project with Dr. Garbor
Kemeny, said, '‘We know from
thermogdynamics that the aging
and death processes are very
temperature-dependent. By
slowing down the aging rate,
you slow down the onset of age-
related diseases."

"“The relationship of the
raising and lowering of
temperature with the
lengthening and shortening of
life of insects is sufficiently
significant for tests to be done
on much higher animals.”

The Amne:sty Issue

There has been a rising tide of dis-
cussion of granting amnesty to
American men who fled the country
rather than perform military service
in the Vietnam war. Thousands of
such fugitives reside in Canada which
offered a convenient haven,

Like most American expatriates,
who left the country at one time or
another for a diversity of reasons,
they now want to come home. The
question now is can they come back
and under what circumstances.

We tend to accept the premise of
Senate Majority Leader Mkie
Mansfield that consideration of
amnesty is not the prerogative or
function of Congress.

Traditionally and historically it has
been served as a right of the head of
state, In other times this was the king,
today in the United States it is the
President.

- President Nixon has taken a firm
line on amnesty, or forgiveness. It is
his feeling that charity towards these
men might be deep injustice towards
those who served their country, even
though they may have done so with

some misgivings.

There are two classes of persons in-
volved in this problem. There are
deserters from the military and those
who fled to avoid service and never
were inducted.

In our view, deserters from the ser-
vice who return must face the
procedures prescribed for their act. A
deserter's actions affect not only
himself, but also those of his com-
panions.

Hence, desertion may jeopardize a
military action and the safety of all
others involved in that action. In our
view the deserter who chooses to
return must do so with the knowledge

that he could be punished after a
military trial.

Those who Yled to avoid military
service should be allowed to return,
but on condition that they agree to
perform some sort of public service
as reparation for that which they
refused when called upon.

Some of the fugitives adopt a firm
line that they should be allowed to
return unconditionally. We consider
this a great injustice to those who did
serve and returned after giving years
of their life to their country, not to
mention those who did not return and
gave up their lives.

There is no doubt that the Viet-
namese war was not a popular one and
that many viewed service in it as dis-
tasteful and against their conscien-
tious beliefs.

This, however, was not the first war
that Americans fought in with less
than full enthusiasm. As far back as
the Civil War, men on both sides
viewed service with distate and in-
deed many bought their way out of
that conflict,

For national survival it is necessary
that military service arise from
national needs and the acts of the
national government. It would be
chaotic, if everyone made up his own
mind whether he wanted to serve or
not to serve.

We are a forgiving people and our

" tendencies are humanitarian, but

what do you say to those who did their
duty, even though they found it dis-
tasteful?

We still subsribe to the sentiments
of Stephen Decatur's toast at Norfolk,
Va. in 1816. "‘Our country! In her in-
tercourse with foreign nations may
she always be in the right: but our
country, right or wrong."

Death Penalty Debate

Restoration of the death penalty on
a national scale is now being debated
in the Congress. The bill has the
backing of the administration.

The debate follows the Supreme
Court action two years ago which
ruled the death penalty un-
constitutional because of the im-
precise nature of many capital panish-
ment laws.

The new bill specifies crimes which
may draw the death penalty, including
murders which result from hijacking,
and kidnaping.

After the court had ruled hversely
on the death penalty many fates took

steps to implement it on {he state
level. .

With crimes of violence risiﬁg at an
accelerating pace the people want the
death penalty reinstated. Many do not
feel secure in their homes and at-
tribute the lack of law and order to
lenient statutes and even more lenient

application of them in the courts.

Kidnapings such as the Hearst case
and the Reg Murphy one in Atlanta, as
well as a spate of others, are certain
to bring public-thinking around to ap-
proval of a death penalty law.

Public revulsion to crime is
resulting in this stern law.

The True Crisis of Main Street

Dear editor:

Your description of events
concerning angle parking on
Main Street in Manchester as a
crisis is totally inaccurate. The
true crisis is in the lack of
responsiveness of government
to the needs of the people.

The writer appreciates the
admission of the editor that the
control of Main Street should be
in the Town of Manchester
where it has been for a total of
140 of the last 150 years.
However, the experience of the
last 10 years with poor snow
removal on the part of the State
of Connecticut, causing
motorists to be trapped against
plowed snow or pedestrians and
motorists finding high barriers
of snow pushed against the curb
has indicated a need for change
in control. The only time snow
removal was ever properly

done was when the Town of
Manchester did it. Our town has
also always paid for street
lighting, for sweeping, for
painting the white and yellow
lines, as well as for police
protection,

The experiment of state con-
trol of a predominantly local
street has not worked. The

Ford’s Weaknesses

«.Or Strengths?

How badly have we mis-
Judged Vice President Gerald
Ford?

One of the most curious
features of this city is the
manner in which a man gets a
reputation — as a penetrating
constitutional authority, as a
discerning expert on foreign af-
fairs, or as a plodding, un-
imaginative congressional
minority leader,

An anecdote can move with a
man for years — as has Presi-
dent Johnson's story about
Ford's having played football
too often with his helmet off.

Men get a reputation for
brains in this capital city when
they are good with words, to
wil, '‘Ask not what your coun-
try can do for you..."

Ford's literary style, by com-
parison, is more limited, his
voice is a little flat.

Other men become admired
for their wit, charm and
charisma, qualities sometimes
confused with intelligence.

Ford is lacking in these vir-
tues too. A friend says “Gerry's
unadventurous, unimaginative,
even pedestrian in his
thinking."

Presidents, senators and con-
gressmen have gained prestige
and intellectual stature when
they or their speech writers
enunciate innovative concepts
— which may or may not work.

Even Ford's admirers don't
claim originality in his
trademark. As a result, in one
way or another, Ford has been
described as a seat warmer
without visible signs of
leadership. But the qualities
outlined above are not those
most required of a president.

What then about Gerald
Ford?

Says an old college friend,
"He’s slow to embrace new
ideas; but no one has to tell him
anything twice. He doesn't try
to change the system. He sees
his job as lr)ﬁng to make it
work."

A legislator who worked with
Ford on Capitol Hill for a
decade says, “I don't know
about his brightness or his
originality. But as an ad-
ministrator he's tops. You
come to him for a decision. He
asks sharp questions — brings
in other people, asks them
about some gaps in'what you've
sdid, and seeks confirmation or
objections. Then makes his
decision. It's usually the right
one, well-reasoned and to . the
point — not wishy-wadhy. He's
tops in this business."

“Earlier GOP House leaders
ran one-man shows,"” says an
old timer on the Hill, now
retired. “Ford expanded the
leadership to a nine-man team
and never made important
decisions alone. As president, I
think he’d operate with a
cabinet-type administration,
rather than with an elite White
House staff.”

Says another former
colleague, “He doesn't give you
any of that 'I'll see what I can
do’ stuff like so many men here
on the Hill do when they know
they can't, or won't, do
anything, He will tell you right
off, 'l can't buy that, but here's
what I can do.’ And then he does
it."

Other men use their words in
describing Ford: comfortable,
reassuring, honest, sensible,
normal, a feeling of tradition,
not slipshod — and, every so
often, “‘not very bright."”

Another aspect of Gerry
Ford, mentioned by many men
and women in Washington, was
stated succinctly by one:
“When Gerry looks at you out
of those soft eyes, you can't say
Inob-"

There obviously are strengths
as well as weaknesses in the
vice-president.

WASHINGTON — My reply to
Graham A. Martin, our am-
bassador to South Vietnam, on
the question of aid to that
wrelched country is that I've
got enough self-respect already
without reducing myself to
penury so South Vietnam can
retain its independence from
Communism.

Martin was growling to
reporters the other day to punc-
tuate his demand for $850-
million in economic aid to
Saigon next year — a hefty in-
crease over the $648-million
requested by the Nixon ad-
ministration. He declared, in
part:

“To walk away from (Viet-
nam) just at this moment in
time would be just something
else again...The United States
would pay an enormous cost, a
cost in its own self-respect, a
cost in a turning inwagd In a
new kind of isolationism which
would provide enormous
dangers for the people of the
United States and the people of
the world."

Baloney and baloney and
baloney. This year we are
pouring $320-million in
economic aid into Saigon, and
God knows how much is finding
its way into the pockets of
President Thieu's sleazy collec-
tion of second-story men. In ad-
dition, Saigon is getting $1.6-
billion in military aid, a largess
that has not bought any disceri-
ble capacity to repel Com-
munist incursions.

“Enormous dangers for the
people of the United States' in-
deed! If we face enormous
danger of any kind, it is that we
will go stong broke trying to
finance every tinpot director
whose only claim to our
generosity is that he's anti-
Communist. When the White
House asked Congress for a
supplemental appropriation of
$54-million in economic dough
for Saigon, some Nixon aide
explained it was made
necessary ‘‘by the recent sharp
rise in commodity prices."”

He's telling us, God save the
dollar! No expert in a button-
down collar is needed to explain
to the American housewife that
commodity prices have risen
sharply over the rast five years,
For her, merely entering a

experience that leaves her
shaken the rest of the day.

Come in the night and haul
me off to some dark cell, but I
will state under oath that by
now I don't really give a hoot
whether South Vietnam is taken
over by the Commies. Enough
is enough. We have had
debauched Saigon regimes on
our backs ever since
Eisenhower's days in the White
House and in all that time no
Vietnamese leaders have
emerged with either the will or
the guts to save their own coun-
try.

I wish Communist North
Vietnam would get lost, of
course, but whether we like it
or not those blasted Reds have
shown time and again that they
could and would help
themselves. Compared with the
dough we've shipped to Saigon,
not to mention the hundreds of
thousands of American troops,
the financial aid Hanoi has
received from Red China and
the Soviet Union is a ruddy pit-
tance. Moreover, the North
Vietnamese government has
contrived a commendable, if
somewhat final, method of
dealing with its political
crooks. They are swiftly shot
quite dead.

It is not, after all, our fault if
our South Vietnames allies ap-
parently can't punch their way
out of a paper bag. The reason
may be lousy and corrupt
leadership, which seems’ to
figure, but it could be that the
South Vietnamese just don't
want to fight for their country
and never did. They are not by
nature warlike, but happy-go-
lucky folks with an almost
anarchic desire to be left alone.

Inany case, the United States
has done its bit — and a great
deal more — to save South Viet-
nam from Communism. To
paraphrase Graham Martin, it
surely is ‘'very clear thal we
did everything reasonably we
could have done" for a rather
difficult ally. Let the message
go out to Saigon that we are
running out of cash money and
that Thien and his pals will
have to make do with a measly
few hundred million clams a
year [rom here in.

Since 1671,
NASA has authorized its use for
the Pacific experiment 10 hours

per week, at the initiative of
Prof. John W. Bystrom of the
University of Hawaii.

Another much larger experi-
ment using - satellite com-
munications for education, has
been envisaged in India in
cooperation with NASA. It is to
provide some 5,000 Indian
villages with instructional
television next year. Its objec-

tives are contribution to favnily
planning and improvement of
teacher training, agriculture
and other occupational skills,
and health and hygiene,

The long-range goal is to in-
-stall at least one television set
in each of the country's 550,000
villages over the next 10 years
in a vast scheme for closer
national integration.

Between Town, Employes

Charges of “not bargaining in
good faith’ have been made by
Coventry Town Manager Allen
Sandberg and Gerald Daniels,
union bargaining agent for town
hall employes, with Daniels
threatening to file charges
against the town.

Sandberg claims negotiations
have reached an impasse. The
meetings have been going on
since last December. And
Sandberg claims an impasse
was reached on Friday when
the bargaining agent insisted
that an agreement had been
previously reached and should
have been signed by the town
manager.

Wirite there has been
meaningful discussion over the
terms of the agreement, the
town has reserved decision on a
total contract until all proposed
items are thoroughly analyzed,
Sandberg said. .

Sandberg said the town
offered to the union an agree-
ment which it felt would be

" acceptable and responsive to

the needs of local taxpayers. He
sald the union representative
refused to discuss the proposal.

Sandberg said the town
believes that the union has not
bargained in good faith, and as
a result it may decide to carry
its case to the State Labor
Relations Board.

Daniels said he intends to file
charges against the town for
not bargaining in good faith. He
said. lans to do this under
the Municipal Employes Labor
Acts ‘

Daniels said that a tentative
contract had been agreed upon
on Feb. 13 and that the town

SYNA.CLEAR AT
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manager was to submit a draft
of.the proposals, to the negotia-
tion committee, on Friday, He
claims that, instead, Donald
Powers, a consultant hired by
the town in the interim,
presented a whole new drafted
contraet.

Daniels expressed concern
that a third party (Powers)
gave advise to the town
manager, ‘‘that was in fact
reneging on the tentative
agreement,”’ '

He cited as one example of a
change the fact that the ten-
tative agreement called for
overtime pay after 37% hours
but the new proposal calls for
overtime pay after 40 hours.

Claiming that the hiring of a

¥ by the two parties, Daniels said
under the new draft insurance
coverage was not mentioned
whereas in the tentative agree-
ment the town was to cover 100
per cent of the insurance.

In the two hundred years
between 1700-1900, man's total
knowledge doubled. Between
thef years 1900-1050, this

owledge was again doubled.

This knowledge has become
history and has been recorded,
It is from this vast Store of
historical knowledge the social
studies curriculum is for-
mulated.

A Basic Knowledge of History

We want our students at
Bennet to have a basic
knowledg of this history. It is
also our responsibility, as
teachers, to develop the
student’s ability to understand
himself and others so he may
respect the way the many peo-
ple live in today’s constantly
changing world. His aptitude in
interpreting, analyzing and
evaluating problems with which
he will be faced depends upon
much training.

Attitudes as well as basic
historical knowledge, are of
supreme importance.

More Than One Texthook

In 1965, Edwin R, Carr a
noted method's author, said,
“In the majority of social

.studies classrooms, the text-

book determines the
requirements of the course and
determines its limits as well.”

In 1969, Jack Allen, another
noted author, stated, '*No
modern social studies teacher
is comfortable trying to operate
with only a textbook. It now
remains the basic instructional
tool — one resource among
many."

In 1974, at Bennet Junior
High, the teachers in the social
studies department are in en-
tire agreement with the last
quotation.

Grade Seven Social Studies
Using the team approach, the
seventh grade centers its atten-
tion on the course,

Cultural Geography of
Asin and Afriea

Basically, the course encom-
passes a study of the Middle
East, Africa, the Communist
World, the Far East (Japan and
Korea), India, South East Asia
and the United Nations, Major
concentration, in all these
areas, is given to the culture of
the peoplé involved and the con-
temporary scene. Many skills
such as interpreting maps and
gloves problem-solving,
locating, organizing and
evaluating information, out-
lining, note-taking and making
tentative conclusion are an im-

portant teaching phase of the
program,

Many more opportunities for
the correlation of subject
material are possible with the
team approach. In some in-
stances, films at local theaters
afe appropriate to the subject
being studled, i.e. “Fiddler on
the Roof” in conjunction with a
unit study on Russia; a perfor-
mance by the Hartford State
Company — "In a Japanese Tea
Garden'' to supplement a study
of Japan. Much of the textbook
material used is found in paper-
backs and brochures. Guest
speakers, films, and field trips
supplement the program.

United States History
in Grade 8

In Grade 8, Bennet students
embark on a “Study of the
United States,” historically,
politically and culturally.

The phenomenal growth of
our country from the small, in-
significant thirteen colonies to
a world power of today is a
slory in itsell. The course
covers the American Revolu-
tion and other war periods
(even current event material on
Vietnam), our cultural con-
tributions, minority groups, and
problems of today— all areas of
intensive study. Library
research, reporting by means
of panels, play-acting, simula-
tion games are all a part of a
modern approach to study of
American history.

The team teaching situation
has led to a less traditional
method of teachipg the subject.
However, all students have an
opportunity to achieve success
in thier ability level and within
their own capabilities.

Government processes
(local, state and national) are
tudied in Grade 8. A number of
local candidates speak to the
teams when town elections are
in the offing. As in Grade 7
speakers, field trips, stage
company productions, etc. are
used in correlation with the
program.

Seleetion Programs
in Grade 9

In Grade 9, a selective
program has been used for the
past several years. Students
have chosen to take such
semester courses as Canada,
Australia and New Zealand,
African Studies, Comparative
Government and Economics or
a full year's course in “World
History" and one entitled *You
in Today's World."

The school year 1974-75 will
usher in team teaching at this
grade level. A number of
semester courses will be incor-
porated into an offering called
“World Geography' which will
be a cultural approach to such
areas as Canada, Australia and
New Zealand, Latin America,
Africa and Europe. ‘‘World
History" and “You in Today's

Solar Heating
Test Underway

TIMONIUM, Md. (UPI) —
The sun is heating one wing of
an elementary school in a test
to see if solar energy can
supplement oil hea!. Initial
reports indicate the experimen-
tal system is working well,

The National Science Founda-
tion is financing the $427,000
pilot project at Timonium
Elementary School. It is one of
four such experiments to test
the use of sunpower for heating
schools.

The roof of one of three wings
of the single story school
building has been equipped with
solar energy collectors which
heat water that is used in turn
to warm classrooms. The other
two wings of the 650-pupil
school are heated by conven-
tional oil-fired systems.

“What we've got is a huge
experimental project from
which we can study the
feasibility of using solar energy

to heat a school efficiently and.

our study and pass it on to
architects and businessmen
who will hopefully use it in
designing factories, schools,
shopping centers and eventual-
ly homes,"" he said.

“The system put out more
heat than the engineers
expected It to," said Principal

Vance A. Criswell. But he said
because of unseasonably warm
weather, the system might not
get a real test until next winter.

The solar system is capable
of storing enough heated water
for up to four days in a 15,000-
gallon tank. If more than four
straight cloudy days are
experienced, a conventional
backup oil-fired unit will be
used

AAI Corp., of Cockeysville,
Md., a private engineering
firm, designed and built the
system, putting $73,000 of the
firm's money into it. The com-
pany has patented much of its
work and eventually plans to
market a solar heating system,

“It's certainly living up to
expectations,”” a company of-
ficial said.

Walter Friend, an AAI
marketing manager, was un-
able to estimate what the cost
of such a system would be for a
private industry, but said future
systems similar in size to the
Timonium - school unit could
cost less since much of the

FLORIDA — For too many years
the Boston Red Sox were short of top-
grade pitching. No longer is this true.

to.some off-season trades,
and the purchase of Juan Marichal,
the prides of Fenway Park boast the
best potential staff of starting
pitchers in the American League
Eastern Division and just a shade un-
der the Oakland A's (:E:the AL West,

Darrell Johnson, after two outstan-
ding seasons as the skipper of Red Sox
Triple A farms clubs, moves up to the
big top and he’s determined to make
the most of the opportunity.

The 30th manager in Rd Sox history
also knows that he's taken a post that
doesn’t usually mean he can expect
any long tenure period.

Under a broiling Florida sun — the
weather claimed by the Chamber of
Commerce in cities that feature
major league ball clubs in the
Grapefruit League — Johnson took
time out to explain his outlook after
the first month's workouts.

“Thanks to the trades we have
made, we are surrounded by class

pitchers. I don't think the Red Sox
have had such class pitchers since the
end of World War II,” he noted.

Remember those flingers of the mid
and late ‘40s, like Tex Hughson, Dave
Ferriss, Joe Dobson and Mickey
Harris? That had to be part of the best
balanced staff the club had before Jim
Lonborg and Jose BSantiago came
along in 1967 to help land a pennant for
owner Tom Yawkey. -

“Right now,” Johnson continued,
‘‘we will carry nine pitchers back to
Boston. The ones who show they can
win down here will be the ones that we
take to Milwaukee for our opening
series (April 5, 6, 7).

“I feel that we have some really
class pitchers and some pretty good
pitchers won't make the ball club. I
would put 13 to 14 fellows in that class
as class pitchers,

“I don't have any rotation plan
yet,” he added before lighting a
cigarette as we sat in the Boston
dugout.

Tiant and Lee Set

I know from past experiences that
(Luis) Tiant and (Bill) Lee will be
starting pitchers on what they showed
last year.”

For the record, Tiant won 20 games
and Lee 17 in 1873.

It's the newcomers who have given
the Red Sox faithful new hope, es-
pecially on the mound,

This group includes Marichal,
acquired from San Francisco, an All-
Star selection seven times, and a 20-
game winner seven times while in the
National League and the winningest
pitcher among active performers and
with the fifth best earned run average
in baseball history. The 35-year-old
high-stepping righthander trails only
Walter Johnson, Grover Cleveland
Alexander, Whitey Ford and Bob Gib-
son in the latter category.

Reggle Cleveland, acquired in the
Reggie Smith deal, won 17 games for
St. Louis and is only 25. Dick Drago,
copped a dozen decisions with Kansas
City and Rick Wise was good enough
to capture 16 triumphs with the Car-
dinals in the National League. The
latter and Drago are both 28 and
should be far from being in the
washed up category. Diego Segui, also
from St. Louis in the Smith trade, is
counted on to be the bellow of the
bullpen corps.

"I feel pretty sure that what I have
seen of Marichal, he'll be one of my
starters. He tells me that he works
best with four days rest. I hope to
have four starters only for the first
few weeks of the season and then use
five. Tiant says he is strongest when
he pitches every fifth day. Once we
get into the heavy part of the
schedule, we'll go with five starters
and four in the bullpen.

“The fellows who show they are
capable of starting, but will not be one

of the four starters, will wind up as
long relievers,”” Johnson added. The
latter will be moundsmen capable of
working four or more innings,

““I like our pitching and from what I
hear and read, the other clubs in our
league think it's pretty good too,”
Johnson said,

To date, in the Grapefruit circuit,
the Red Sox have been getting both
pitching and hitting and boast the best
won-l1ost record of any of the 17 clubs
in the Sunshine State.

One has to come away from the Red
Sox camp with new enthusiasm.

Enrollment
Rate Increase

HARTFOR (UPI) — Earoll-
ment ir institutions of higher
education in Connecticut plclked
up at a higher rate in 1978 than
in the previous year, a Comrais-
sion for higher Education study
shows.

The report, disclosed Sunclay,
showed the rate of increase was
the highest since 1971 when
gnrollmen!. began to wane both
on the national and state level,

Total enrollment last fall in-.
creased by 3.7 per cent to 136,
956 at both public and private
institutions.

Women Climb
Old Tree
To Save It

BRANFORD (UPI) — Two
pretly housewives clambered
into a 200-year-old copper beech
tree today, hoping to save it
from a developer's chain saw.

“My wife is a non-political
sorl, but incensed about the in-
sensitivity of cutting down the

tree,”” said Theodore Stebbins,

a professor of art history at
Yale University in nearby New
Haven,

The tree is on property owned
by a local couple who plan to
build a house and were not
available for comment at mid-
morning.

The women 30 feet in the tree
— Alice Stebbins and Audrey
Glassman, the wife of a physi-
cian, plan to stay there so
nobody sneaks up and cuts it
down.

The tree is one of a pair and
known to neighborhood kids as
"the elephant tree," because
they climb on and swing from
it.

The women were boosted into
the tree today because it was
limbed out or shorn of its limbs
Sunday, the customary first
step in toppling any tree.

The trees are situated in the
Pine Orchard section of Bran-
ford, 100 yards from Long
Island Sound on one of the last
open pleces of local land,

Approval of minutes of the
Manchester Planning and
Zoning Commission (PZC) —
usually a routine task taking
only a few minutes a month —
became a controversial issue
Monday night when PZC
member David Paris tried to
include a written opinion in the
minutes.

Assoclates, told other PZC
members March 4 he wanted
minutes to include his reasons
for voting ‘‘no” on the rezoning
applications.

Paris said he wasn't prepared
to enumerate all his reasons
that night, and he later sub-
mitted a written dissenting opi-
nion which was the subject of

‘debate Monday night.

Paris was overruled Monday
night when he moved to amend
the minutes by including his
statement. The PZC majority
agreed that the minutes had no
room for minority opinions, and

Paris' motion failed due to lack
of a second. The PZC then ap-
proved the minutes on a 41
vote.

Paris’ written opinion
appeared to be an answer to
reasons listed by PZC member
John Hutchinson March 4 when
he moved to™approve the
rezoning from Rural Residence
to Business 3, Industrial, and
CUD (Comprehensive Urban
Development) Zones.

In his statement, Paris cited
inadequate roads, possible
dangers to public safety, and
lack of control over business
development as his reasons for
voting against zone changes for
80 acres of Business 3 Zone.

Opposing the change to 138 -

acres of CUD Zone, Paris men-
tioned inadequate roads and
said CUD at the Buckland site
wouldn't be desirable or
reasonable because of the in-
tense residential density
allowed.

Town Planner J. Eric Potter,
who serves as adviser to the
PZC, said Monday night that
Paris' -statement was
"outrageously exaggerated”
and including it in the minutes
would be improper.

PZC member Clarence Welti,
who also opposed the CUD Zone
changes March 4, said the
minutes shouldn't include a
minority statement submitted

* after the business meeting.

Paris maintained he should
be allowed to submit his
reasons because he didn’t have
time to write them at the
March 4 meeting. "1 didn't
know.we were going to vote that
night,” he sald.

Overruling Paris Monday
night by approving the minutes
were Welti, Hutchinson, Joseph
Swennson, and alternate
Ronald Gates. Hutchinson filled

Schools’ Spring Break
Falls Victim to Winter

There won't be any school
spring vacation this year,

The one remaining day of the
scheduled vacation week of
April 15 was wiped out by the
Board of Education Monday
night when School Superinten-
dent James P. Kennedy
recommended that Monday,
April 15, be a makeup day for a
day lost to inclement winter
weather.

Law requires a total of 180
school calendar days.

Dr. Kennedy recommended
the April day in preference to a
day at the end of the year
because, as he sald, students
would be less inclined for
studying in the warm weather.

He said he realizes loss of
spring vacation makes a
““terribly long period without a
break.” Easter weekend in-
cluding Good Friday will be the
schools’ only vacation break.

The regular school calendar
was affected by seven days lost
this year, five in December due
to the ice storm and two in
January - because of

Dr. Kennedy told the board
that its goal of conserving 15
per cent on fuel oil would be at-
tained, but that there would be
a possible deficit of $22,000 to
$28,000.

Beer Permit Bid

Students at Manchester Com-
munity College (MCC) are
reportedly becoming frustrated
by piles of red tape in their ef-
forts to obtain approval for sale
of beer at special college func-
tions.

Tired of waiting for the state
Liquor Control Commission to
issue guidelines for liquor sale
on college campuses, the
students have started thinking
about permits required from
local authorities — and they've
run into an unusual problem.

The problem is the town's
zoning regulations, which
prohibit liquor sales within 200
feet of a college. And the MCC
students are planning to sell
suds in MCC's student center.
.No matter how the
regulations are interpreted,
there's no way around the
provision which prohibits liquor
sales within 200 feet of a school,
church, charitable institution,
hospital, or library, as well as a
college.

And the Manchester Planning
and Zoning Commission, con-
tacted by MCC officials about
the problem, agreed Monday
night that they couldn’t change
the language in the regulations.

However, the commission
and Town Planper J. Eric
Potter said MCC could get
relief. from the regulations if
the Zoning Board of Appeals
grants a variance allowing beer
sales at the college.

So the commission referred
the question back to the college,

which probably will apply for
the zoning variance.

Zoning isn't the only thing
standing in the way of beer
sales at the student center.
Students have been waiting for
a year for the state Liquor Con-
trol Commission to issue
guidelines on liquor sales at
college campuses, according to
Andrew Paterna, coordinator of
MCC's student center.

Paterna explained that the
General Assembly, in granting
approval for a “rathskeller’ at
the University of Connecticut,
included a provision that any
college regulated by the state’s
Commission on Higher Educa-
tion could be afforded the same
opportunity.

But the General Assembly
also required the Liquor Con-
trol Commission to issue
guidelines for such permits,
and Paterna said the Liquor
Control Commission has been
“‘dragging its feet" on that
matter.

“We've been sitting and
waiting for a year,"” he said.

Paterna said MCC students
don't plan to start full-time
beer sales because there are no
facilities at the college, but in-
stead they want a permit to sell
beer at special events.

In recent years, MCC has
acquired one-day permits for
beer sales on special occasions,
but Paterna said those tem-
porary permits involve a lot of
red tape and almost aren't
worth the trouble.

The transfer process began at
9:30 am. EDT, when John
Doar, chief counsel for the
House Judiciary Committee;
Albert Jenner, minority
counsel; and Peter Kreindler,
executive assistant to Special
Prosecutor Leon Jaworski,
entered the chambers of U.S.
District Judge John J. Sirica.

Sirica said he and the com-
mittee attorneys would com-
pare the material in a "‘bulging
briefcase’ with the index of the
material "“to make sure that
everything is there."

Sirica, who ordered the:

material sent to the House
Judiciary Committee which is
studying whether grounds exist
for Nixon's impeachment, has
kept the grand jury report in his
office safe since March 1.

Sirica said reporters would
not be permitted to sit in on the
meeting between him and the
attorneys, and would not be
allowed to see the report.
