Chamber Opposes Bill 
On Abusive Dismissal
The G reater Manchester 

Chamber of Commerce has an­
nounced its opposition to a 
proposal to allow non-union 
employes a hearing before state 
mediators if they think they’be 
been fired unjustly.

The proposal, a bill drafted 
by freshman State Rep. Will 
Mahoney of Milford, was 
re je c te d  by the G eneral 
Assembly’s labor committee 
Thursday but wili still come 
before the House of Represen­
tatives.

Burl Lyons, chairman of the 
board of the M anchester 
chamber, said chamber direc­
tors voted to oppose the 
measure because it would place 
an unfair burden on employers.

Provisions of the bill include; 
An employe may only be dis­
missed for "good cause” or for 
“ business rea so n s’’ ; an 
employer has to give written 
notice of dismissal to the 
employe; a dismissed employe 
who feels he was unjustly fired 
may notify his employer he 
wishes to “grieve” his dis­
missal ; the employer must then 
conduct an investigation and 
hearing to review the dis­
missal.

If the employe, after his 
employer’s investigation, still 
thinks he was unjustly dis­
charged, he wouid have tl)e 
right to a hearing before the 
state Board of Mediation and 
Arbitration. The proposed

PA R IS (U P I)  — P re s id e n t  N ixon 
scheduled meetings with five European 
leaders today and will stay overnight arid 
see Soviet President Nikolai V. P ^ g o m y  
on Sunday, White House Press Secretary 
Ronald W. Ziegler said today.

Nixon, who attended a memorial Mass 
for President Georges Pompidou in Notre 
Dame (^ thedra l this morning, will see the 
leaders of France, Britain, Italy, West Ger­
many and Denmark today, Ziegler said.

A spokesman for the Japanese embassy 
in Paris said arrangem ents had been made 
for Japanese P rim e M inister Kakuei 
Tanaka to see Nixon Sunday.

Originally Nixon had planned to leave for 
Washington a t 6.30 p.m. (1:30 p.m. EDT) 
today.

Ziegler said the m eetings had been 
arranged following indications from both 
the European nations and the United States 
that they would like discussions.

Ziegler said Nixon was schedulefjAto 
return to Washington some time Sund^.

Asked if Nixon would raise the controver­
sial question of consultation between the 
United States and its European allies, 
Ziegler said : “ I would not characterize the 
nature of the talks.”

He said he expected the European leaders 
would bring up whatever issues they 
wished.

Ziegler said there was no question of the 
French government feeling the meetings 
were unsuitable. He said the first session 
would he with French interim President 
Alain Poher.

The leaders were simply taking advan­
tage of the fact they were in Paris at the 
same time as the President and were all 
friends of his, Ziegler said.

Chapin Plans 
To Challenge 
Jury Verdicts

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  
Dwight Chapin, President 
Nixon’s former appointements 
s e c re ta ry ,  says he w ill 
"fight...all the-way through” 
his conviction for perjury.

He was found guilty Friday 
on two of three counts of lying 
to the Watergate grand jury 
about "dirty tricks” pulled on 
Democrats in 1972.

The judge, G erhard A. 
Gesell, set sentencing for May 
6. He released Chapin on his 
own recognizance and told him 
to appear before a parole of­
ficer. Before sentencing him, 
the judge said, “I am anxious, 
Mr. Chapin, to know everything 
about you you think I should.”

The maximum sentence is 
five years in jail and a $10,000 
fine. '

Chapin, in a hurried state­
ment read outside the U.S. 
District Ck)urt Building, said, 
"Obviously, I am disappointed 
... I will fight this thing all the 
way through ... I feel we did 
very well. The judge threw out 
one indictment and I was found 
innocent on another.”

Recurrence of another great 

tornado disaster seems unlikely 
for a few years, according to 
the National Weather Services.

“It appears that things are 
going to be p re tty  qu iet 
weatherwise for the next couple 
of days,” Frederick Ostby, 
deputy chief of the severe 
storm forecast center, said in 
Kansas City, “The condition 
that triggereid the severe tor­
nadoes has completely dis­
sipated.”

The condition, caused partly 
by heavy thunderstorms being 
picked up by the jet stream and 
twisted until they achieved tor- 
nadic velocities, brought nearly 
100 tornadoes Wednesday and 
Thursday into the Southeast and 
Midwest. More than 300 died in 
12 states and a Candian border 
city.

Ostby said the last major out­
break of tornadoes was April 
11,. 1965, the n im lS im d ay  
onslaught in which’ 27 p^ple 
were killed in Indiana, Illinois, 
Michigan and Wisconsin. Other 
killer clusters involving more 
than one state were recorded in 
1952, 208 dead; 1947, 169 dead;

1944, 150 dead; 1932, 268 dead 
and 1925, 689 dead.

“What we had Wednesday is 
not likely to be repeated any 
time soon in the next few 
years,” Ostby said.

A re v is e d  d e a th  to l l ,  
eliminating some double coun­
ting by authorities in Kentucky 
and Indiana, stood at 319.

The breakdown was Alabama 
73, Kentucky 71, Tennessee 58,

tion or make suggestions.

Mo., said, “There is no senti­
ment in the country now for an 
extension of the present law. No 
one tru sts  the Nixon ad­
ministration to administer it 
fairly.”

of the free education type 
schools in Manchester is that 
there is no "n o rm a l’’ or 
“average” child that each child 
is an individual.

A class at Keeney St. School 
caters to the individual young 
children who have a physical 
handicap.

There is no need to confine 
the ph;)sically handicapped 
child to the home. Since 1965, a 
class started by the Cerebral 
Palsy Association of Hartford 

“ has met regularly at the School. 
It has been under the guidance 
of the Manchester Board of 
Education since 1969.

“ The children arrive at the 
school by transportation fur­
nished them. Because of their 
physical handicaps which make 
traveling the short distance 
from the bus to the school 
building difficult, volunteer 
sixth grade students are on 
hand to assist the children in 
going to their classroom . 
Assistance continues with 
removing their outer wraps and 
helping to get them settled 
before some planned activity 
begins.

For 15 or 20 minutes, the sixth

grade volunteers, hovs and 
girls, will play ball, games, lift 
the children from their/chairs 
onto the floor, help the)n with 
toys, or in any way which may 
prepare them for the day.

The friendly rapport and 
exchange of affection [between 
the students is obviops to the 
observer. I

The class operates each mor­
ning on a regular kindergarten 
schedule. In fact, treir room 
joins the regular kindergarten 
class, and there islfree com­
munication and association 
between tHe two grcups. They 
share j l̂ay time aM  discussion 
time, o ften , they share a 
special event, such! as the day 
someone visits from Lutz 
Junior Museum with live birds 
or animals which the children 
may touch.

Sometimes they interchange 
or share class exp< iriences with 
the mentally ret irdates who 
also have a class t it Keeney St. 
School.

A Confused Nature
Sf

WASHINGTON -  Well, I 
thought no'Democrat would 
ever say it.

With prices still on the up­
turn, members of the loyal op­
position in Congress have been 
talking practically nonstop 
about the need for cutting taxes 
to save the country from a 
recession. Reducing taxes, of 
course, would give us working 
stiffs more money to spend, and 
inflation feeds on demand. 
Prices are never high when 
cash is in short supply.

Comes now Sen. William 
Proxmire, D-Wis., who says his 

' Democratic colleagues are put­
ting the cart before the horse, 
campaigning against a bogey 
man instead of a reality.

Proximire also would lower 
taxes, but at the same time he 
would lower government spend­
ing. “Inflation is here,’’ says 
Proxmire. “ It is rampaging. It 
is not going away. Recession is 
not yet here. It may come. But 
lacking further evidence, we 
should emphasize the problem 
we actually face rather than the 
problem we may face."

The Wisconsin legislator was 
dissenting in part from the 
D em ocratic  m a jo r ity  on 
Congress’ Joint Economic 
Committee, which in its annual 
report the other day called for 
an immediate — and whopping 
— $10-billion federal tax cut.

The committee’s Republicans 
replied that there is no reces­
sion ahead, which may or may 
not be true. But, quite sensibly, 
they insisted that the greater 
danger today is the soaring cost 
of living, and that “ fiscal 
stimulus in the form of a tax cut 
would be ill-advised and in­
flationary at this time.”

In an election ydlhr, there is a 
certain appeal to the specifics 
of the Democratic proposal. 
Besides the tax cut, it provides 
for shifting some money from 
the Defense Department and 
putting it into higher unemploy­
ment benefits and a program of 
public-service employment — 
WPA stuff. And to partially 
o ffse t the tax  c u t, the 
Democrats would eliminate the 
jjil depletion allowance and 
some other sections of the tax 
code that favor the oil industry.

Lower-income workers would 
be pleased with the Democrats’ 
proposal to lower the Social 
Security rate in that category, 
and to give taxpayers the option 
of taking $200 tax credits in­
stead of the present $750 
exemptions for themselves and 
their dependents. Credits are 
subtracted directly from taxes 
due; exemptions from the in­
come on which the tax is 
figured.

Moreover, the Democrats 
said a tax reduction might ac­

tually help fight inflation by 
making labor less insistent on 
big wage increases to catch up 
with-rising prices. That’s as 
may be. But at the same time 
the Democrats would abolish 
wage and price controls, while 
giving the President stand-by 
power to reinstitute them.

Proxmire’s reply to that was 
the only possible one. An end to 
c o n tro ls ,  he s a id , 
“will...produce an additional 
rise in prices...a price bubble 
on top of the price bubble.” You 
can bet on that, my friends. 
Retail prices have risen 10 per 
cent in the last 12 months under 
controls. Asking merchants to 
cut uncontrolled prices is 
asking them suddenly to turn 
philanthropists.

Proxmire’s dissent to the 
Democratic proposals is a 
reminder that we are a pretty 
confused nation, one that often 
shuns the hard way of solving 
problems. Inflation exists, so 
the Democrats would treat a 
recession which might arrive. 
It’s as if an individual with a - 
bellyacjie today took two 
aspirin against the possibility 
that he might come down with a 
headache tomorrow. Maybe we 
should cancel next November’s 
elections to give our leaders a 
chance to clear their heads and 
do some thinking.

Feudalism Gone But 
Its Effects Linger

The outsider searching for 
the deep roots of Japan’s 
postwar economic triumphs

finds them in an enduring 
stability and an unflagging dis­
cipline bending people toward

work. No surprise, except how 
far these roots reach in the the 
soil of Japanese history.

In a 1974 probe into Japan, 
one would not expect to get into 
feudalism. Yet that’s where you 
are drawn inescapably, for the 
Japanese — uniquely in the 
world — were living under 
feudal rule until just 106 years 
ago. And they had if for six cen­
turies, much longer than the 
Europeans who were the only 
others on earth ever to erect 
such a society.

What this has bequeathed the 
Japanese, and the historians 
and social anthropologists 
verify the tracings, is a firm 
social " fram e" which has 
enabled them to rise from war 
and storm with a resilience 
quite uncommon.

Probably the critical feudal 
span was the two and a half cen­
tury rule of the Tokugawa fami­
ly which directly preceded the 
celebrated westernization of 
Japan starting in 1886 with the 
so-called Meiji Restoration.

In that remarkably stable 
period, the frame was set. In 
the perceptive view of Miss 
Chie Nakane, Tokyo university 
professor presently in Califor­
nia, the “group” became the 
key structural element in 
Ja p a n e se  so c ie ty  — its  
membership ordered by careful 
rankings from top to bottom.

Jump to 1974, and see this ele­
ment spelled out in the 
household, the automobile or 
electronics company, and the 
company labor union, the 
government bureaucratic agen­
cy, the particular university 
faculty, etc.

In Japan, ultimate loyalty is 
to the group. The company or 
bureaucratic ministry pin worn 
in the lapel is the symbol. It is 
no minor thing. While authority

flows from the top down, there 
are variations and much signifi­
cant inter-flow. What counts 
m ost is th a t from these 
groupings the Japanese gain a 
great sense of belonging, a 
feeling that no one is left out, 
generally all escape from 
“alienation.”

With Japan having perhaps 
th e  w o r ld ’s h ig h e s t 
educational levels, entry into 
working groups demands good 
educational background. 
Thereafter, advance is by 
seniority, not ability. Disadvan­
tages here are obvious. But 
there is enormous assurance 
and security in the warm one- 
on-one group linkages.

Japan under this structure is 
truly a classless society, with 
more equality than any western 
nation. But the tight rankings, 
and the limits they impose on 
interchange of ideas, mean 
there is less play for mental 
freedom.

The crucial competition is not 
within but between groups — 
companies, universities, agen­
cies. Challenging, but also 
wasteful at times, and produc­
tive of harmful animosities.

You’ll hear from “resident” 
Western scholars and others 
that the postwar winds of 
changes are tearing Japan into 
old and new worlds, buffeting 
the islands with urban blights, 
m il i ta n c y  in u n io n ism , 
loosening of family and work 
bonds.

Miss Nakane argues per­
suasively for “ social per­
sistence,” marshaling potent 
evidence that vital group struc­
tures endure sturdily beneath 
the surface sweeps of change.

But what drives this ably 
organized people to full effort, 
lifting them far beyond Oriental 
rivals to high rank among the 
advanced nations in economic 
power? What m akes the 
Japanese spirit?

A profound answer eludes the 
most probing visitor. Evident­
ly, ages back, taking on 
mainland Asia’s Zfin Buddhism, 
the Japanese laid aside its 
mystical content and made it a 
pragmatic code for maximum 
daily labor, a doctrine of self- 
restraint yielding high dedica­
tion in the serious pursuits of 
living.

NEW YORK — The marriage 
of Henry and Nancy Kissinger 
was one case where the private- 
life- sector had to wait for the 
public sector to quiet down even 
briefly. The nuptials and honey­
moon had to be squeezed in 
between Moscow’s MIRVs and 
the volcanic Syrians.

K is s in g e r  h as  tu rn e d  
diplomacy, in N ietzsche’s 
phrase, into a “gay science,” 
but his torrential energy has 
also turned his life into a non­
stop blitz of speed and preci­
sion. If you want a symbol, 
think of the secretary and his 
bride zooming around Acapulco 
Bay in a speedboat, while 
several boatloads of security 
men chug frantically after him. 
He would do well to stay alive, 
out of reach of kidnapers and 
terrorists. He is one of the few 
public men who would be mis­
sed in this overcrowded little 
planet.

Alas for all those feature 
stories about the myriad 
starlets with whom Kissinger 
has had more or less authentic 
swinging dates. 'They are now 
archaic. The former Benedict 
has had his wings clipped. The 
present phase of the epic is 
called Kissinger Bound, and as 
the photographers shoot it they 
will add the halo of single- 
minded wedded bliss.

things in Hollywood whom 
Simone de Beauvoir once called 
America’s “hetaerae,” while 
the one he married was (glory 
be to Uie quality of the sexes!) a 
w o rk ing  w om an w ith  a 
Rockefeller job and an intellec­
tual in her own right.

Before history closes its 
books on the earlier Kissinger, 
it will note the splash he made 
in a ll the m edia by his 
freewheeling encounters with 
pretty women, at least in the 
pho to  sh o ts . H is p s y ­
chobiographers will doubtless 
say they were ego trips for him. 
Perhaps the immigrant boy 
who had turned into a global 
mover and shaker needed 
reassurance in the blistering, 
playful half-world of th ^ e d ia  
elites, as well as in the^em er 
half-world of political power. 
Doubtless he found what 
Dreiser noted in his novels 
about the business titans; that 
power attracts women, and that 
a flair for power often goes with 
restless energies in every direc­
tion.

The striking fact is how far 
we have moved as a nation 
from the days when men of 
power had to censor their 
private lives and could have 
their pictures taken only with 
other men of power — grim 
even when smiling — as they 
met in endless conferences. All 
that is over now. Kissinger has 
broken many stereotypes in 
diplomacy, but he has also 
given more psychological 
elbowroom to the fu ture 
secretaries whose portraits will 
hang in the State Department.

For the new Kissinger, too, 
the days of excitement will con­
tinue. Even with mounting trou-
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ble over Europe, and with his 
setback in his Brezhnev nuclear 
talks, he is near the height of 
his prestige and authority. He 
com bines the two prim e 

Qualities that people want to 
see in a shaper of global policy 
— a tough-minded, imaginative 
approach to the power realities 
and an impressive skill at 
peacemaking.

One must take him at his 
word that he wants to play out 
his partnership with President 
Nixon, but the decision will be 
made by others, not him. If Mr. 
Nixon goes and Kissinger is 
asked to stay on by Gerald 
Ford, it will be an odder couple, 
with less of the by now intuitive 
team work he had developed 
with Mr. Nixon. If Ford also 
keeps S e c re ta ry  Jam es 
S h le s ln g e r  in D e fen se , 
however, there is a good chance 
for continuity in foreign policy, 
even after Mr. Nixon’s erratic 
but unmistakable flair for it is 
gone.

Of the rest of the current 
array of Republican candidates 
for 1976, Kissinger would be 
certain to continue in State if 
Nelson Rockefeller won, but not 
any of the others. As for the 
leading Democrats, it would be 
hard to envisage him with Sen. 
Henry Jackson, even harder 
with Sen. Edward Kennedy and 
next to impossible with Gov. 
George Wallace. Which means 
that the chances are strong that 
after 1976, still only 53, he will 
be out of his job.

The papers — and life — will 
look different. For he has 
become not only a secretary of 
state but a national habit and, 
tike Marilyn Monroe at her 
height, a national resource.

State Hadassah Leader 
Talks About Israel Trip

The Hadassah National Board 
Midwinter Conference, which 
normally takes place in New 
York every January , was 
moved this year to Jerusalem 
as a mark of solidarity with 
Israel.

As a resu lt, 150 of the 
organization’s top leaders from 
all parts of the United States 
gathered in Jerusalem during 
the momentous week when Dr. 
Henry Kissinger brought about 
the sep ara tio n  of forces 
between Israel and Egypt.

The American Ambassador to 
Israel, former Sen. Kenneth 
Keating, used the Hadassah 
platform to tell the delegates 
and the Israelis: ‘‘In the 
expanse of Middle East history, 
the step taken at Kilometre 101 
was ip o n u m e n ta l. I ts  
significance should not be 
overestimated; peace is not 
just around the corner. But for 
the first time in recent history, 
there  is also  h o p e .’’ He 
reassured anxious Israelis that 
America would never let Israel 
down.

Ambassador Najar, who is 
legal counsel to Abba Eban, 
said that instinct for survival 
must be taken seriously,” and 
he recommended a positive at­
titude toward the creation of a 
“dynamic of peace.” It was his 
observation that a Suez Canal 
opened to world shipping and 
the re-establishment of cities 
on the West Bank of the Canal 
would encourage concentration 
on the pursuit of peaceful 
living.

During the conference, 
Hadassah presented its highest 
honor, the Henrietta Szold 
Award, to the Dutch people and

th e  g o v e rn m e n t of th e  
Netherlands for “showing the 
world the true meaning of 
national integrity,” both during 
the Nazi occupation and in 1973, 
“for their courageous stand 
against the Arab blackmail, 
which caused them to suffer a 
cutting-off of their oil supply.”

Previous recipients of the 
Henrietta Szold Award include 
H arry  T rum an , E lean o r 
Roosevelt and the House of 
Rothschild.

Unusual Weather
Throughout the most unusual 
inclement weather Jerusalem 
has ever seen, the conference 
deliberated at the Diplomat 
Hotel. Among the leaders who 
came to address the conference 
were Teddy Kollek, mayor of 
Jerusalem.

He assured us that the un­
ification of Jerusalem is per­
manent; he paid tribute to 
Hadassah’s influence through 
its medical, educational and 
social guidance programs. ’The 
most important problem, he 
stated, is closing the gap not 
only between the Jews and the 
Arabs, but also between the 
Jews and the Jews.

He maintained that they have 
found a way for religious Jews 
and non-observant Jews to live 
in the same city. He said it 
might take 100 years for* 
Christians and Moslems to 
r e a l iz e  th a t  Je w s  ru le  
Jerusalem.

He was proud of the fact that 
there were no clashes between 
Jews and Arabs during the war. 
There is no reason, he said, for 
Jews to love Arabs. Some of 
them are related to the Jews 
who were hung in Damascus.

P eace , he sa id , was not 
achieved because we love each 
other. Peace was achieved 
because we can live with each 
other.

We visited the great Hebrew 
University Hadassah Medical 
Center at Ein Karem. It was 
here that the most seriously 
wounded soldiers were treated 
and are being healed. We were 
addressed by the heads of 
various hospital departments.

Whereas the 1967 war was 
fought in the hills of Judaea sur­
rounding the hospital and the 
wounded were brought directly 
to the hospital from the 
battlefront, the Yom Kippur 
war wounded were treated first 
in field hospitals and the most 
seriously wounded then flown 
by helicopter to Ein Karem.

As the casualties began to 
arrive, the physical facilities 
were created  for highly- 
specialized treatm ent; the 
emergency room was extended 
from 80 to 100 stretchers; 
operating theaters were in­
creased from 10 to 20; the ward 
population increased from 800 
to 1200.

Careful Planning
It was arranged that a patient 

be treated without moving him. 
Careful planning had’provided a 
3-months’ supply of medicine, 
food and fuel. 'There were 750 
personnel, 500 nurses, 150 
physicians, 2000 volunteers 
(among them 50 American 
pysicians, including Dr. Neil 
Josephson, anesthesiologist 
from Vernon.

Between Oct. 6 and 13, 600 
operations were performed, 
mostly in orthopedics. Next in 
order of frequency was plastic 
surgery, general surgery, 
neurological surgery and eye 
surgery. At the time of our 
visit, many repeat operations 
were being performed and we 
were advis^ that rehabilita­
tion would soon start and, for 
many, would be a long-time 
process.

Out of the g rea t need 
emerged some great inven­
tions. Some of the impliments 
and techniques devised on the 
spot at Hadassah Hospital will 
serve mankind for many years 
to come. As an example, a new 
anesthetic was developed so 
that patients requiring multiple 
operations could withstand the 
effects.

As Dr. Davidson, head of the 
Anesthesiooogy Department, 
said, “All who came with the 
slightest spark of life did not 
die.”

Within the first few days of 
the war, 40,000 Israelis donated 
blood, and a method was 
developed for freezing blood 
fragments for periods up to 10 
years. An important develop­
ment was the establishment of 
a rare blood file, because of the 
frequency of donations.

The head of the Orthopedics 
Department cited the fact that 
although Hadassah is not the 
only hospital perform ing 
orthopedic surgery, it has set 
the standards which result in 
successful orthopedic practice 
in the country.

Only One Died
The head of the Burns 

Department, described a new 
method of treating the severe 
burns suffered by the tank cor­
ps. More than half the severely- 
burned soldiers came with 
burns over 75% of the body sur­
face. Of these, only one died.

This high degree of success 
was attributed to a new method 
introduced into the department 
six months before the war. 
using irradiated pigskin from a 
southern kibbutz.

Also credited with saving 
many lives was a skin mesher 
which increased the size of 
grafted skin from two to eight 
times its normal size. He also 
told us about the value of
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Mrs. Sidney (Ruth) Ckihen at the Hadassah Leaders’ 
Diplomat Hotel in Jerusalem.

Midwinter Conference at the

lypholized skin obtained from 
Phoenix, Ariz., where he had 
seen it used. His remembering 
the name and telephone number 
of the doctor in Phoenix was the 
miracle that saved numerous 
lives.

The head of Opthalmology, 
explained complicated eye sur­
gery and demonstrated a new 
instrument he had developed to 
withdraw fragments from the 
cornea. Most impressive was 
the social service available to 
the soldiers and their families, 
many of whom came and stayed 
at the hospital.

Nea»ing completion is the 
Ulman Cancer Institute, whose 
assistant architect is Arthur 
Spector, son of the National 
Hadassah wills and bequests 
chairman, Mrs. Carl Spector of 
Boston. He explained some of 
the innovations necessitated by 
the installation of the betatron 
unit, a complicated machine, 
which  wil l  come  f rom 
Switzerland. He noted that 
sometimes such a complicated 
piece of machinery becomes 
old and obsolete by the time it 
can be installed.

Costs Go Up
Mrs. Charlotte Jacobson, 

national chairman of building 
and development, explained 
that the Ulman Institute will 
cost over $10 million without 
the equipment. Every month 
costs go up because everything 
is tied to the cost of living. To 
Hadassah's advantage is the 
fact that  many building 
projects have been stopped or 
eliminated throughout the coun­
try; consequently, contractors 
and engineers will be glad to 
give their time to Hadassah, 
which has a reputation for 
paying bills and which does not 
ask the go ve rnm ent  for 
matching funds.

We visited an army installa­
tion high on a mountain above 
the Dead Sea. It is manned by 
young people between 18 and 22, 
young men and women who 
volunteer for six months of 
their three-year compulsory 
service. Small cottages, con­
taining dining hall and recrea­
tion hall, are gayly decorated. 
A garden of flowers and 
s t a t u a r y  . b r i g h t e n s  the  
landscape and here, at sea 
level, 1200 feet above the Dead 
Sea, is an outpost guarding the 
borders. The commander of 
this installation is 22 years old.

A special plea was made to us 
by Moshe Kol, formerly direc- 

Jor of Youth Aliyah and now 
minister of tourism for the 
State of Israel. Interestingly 
enough, he told us that w’hereas 
tourism from Europe and the 
American Christian community 
had gone up, tourism from the 
American Jewish community 
had decreased. He pleaded with 
us to encourage tourism and toi 
bring back to the United States 
the message that Israel awaits 
with open arms.

Education is a most serious 
problem in Israeli society 
today. Elad Peled, director 
general of the Ministry of 
Education and Culture, spoke to 
us about education in general. 
The problems, he said, the both 
quantative and qualitative. The 
war took over 50,000 teachers

from the schools.
The distribution, of course, 

was unequal because generally 
there are more women in 
primary grades. Secondary 
education was seriously hurt; 
but in religious schools, where 
there are more males teaching, 
primary education was also 
seriously affected. Vocational 
schools were hurt to the extent 
of danger.

Great Inequality
Qualitatively, there is great 

inequality in the school system 
with many of the children 
damaged by their surroundings 
and socio-economic environ­
ment. There are 25 per cent 
damage irrevocably; 50 per 
cent, who are normal, are 
damaged by their family, their 
street, their physical environ­
ment. This has been and will be 
a major problem in Irael, he 
said, for the next three or four 
generations.

The war did not put aside 
those social problems. The peo­
ple are equal in the front lines 
and in the cemetery. But those 
who come home and see in­
equality become frustrated and 
demand ’more of the national 
pie.

Since the end of World War I, 
he said, we have been living in 
an emergency-crisis situation. 
Therefore, he said, education 
has to be above and beyond the

usual. We have to deepen our 
Jewish national and religious 
roots. It leaves us, he said, with 
many challenges and many dif­
ficulties.

On a more practical level. 
Dr. Helen Kittner, director of 
Hadassah Israel Education Ser­
vices, described to us the im­
pact of the war on the com­
munity college and the high 
school. She told how the 
students reacted immediately 
upon the outbreak of the war, 
especially in the high school.

The students felt they had to 
be doing something. They had 
no patience to wait; they looked 
for voluntary service. There 
was a hectic search for activi­
ty. Her explanation was that 
young people were seeking 
relief from anxiety.

On the one hand, the older 
students grew up, an on the 
other hand, the younger ones 
grew ^ ou ng e r  and more 
helpless. Some of the students 
in the college who came back 
with wounds became very 
religious, she said.

No Stereotypes
Of particular interest to me 

was her comment about the 
curriculum. She said we will 
jus t  have to change the 
curriculum as it affects the 
women as the war showed us 
the weakness of the present

system. Women were really not 
properly trained.

On the home front, she said,  ̂
there was an inability of women * 
to replace men. Even in the 
home, many were unable tc 
cope with household chores 
because of the traditional im­
age of women. Now, in this 
technological era, many jobs 
can and should be done by 
women. In order to do this, we 
are going to have to begin with 
the earliest years to stress no 
stereotypes, especially in the 
field of vocational education.

We can do this at the college 
level, she said, because the 
college is a new institution. 
There is a new conunittee now 
being formed with representa­
tion from the army and the 
Ministry of Education, to look 
into this field. It is interesting, 
Dr. Kittner observed, that 30 
years ago Henrietta Szold 
proposed women’s subjects to 
bring women back to feminine 
professions, after working as 
chalutzim in the fields. We have 
now come full circle.

Vital Service
D r. Zeev Sard! of the 

Hadassah Vocational Guidance 
Institute described the testing 
which the institute performs. 
All new immigrants are tested 
in our Hadassah Institute. Last 
October, the 100,000th client 
was an immigrant  from 
Russia. The service is vital 
one to the country because of its 
placement recommendations, 
its rehabilitation counselling 
and its assistance to the college 
and the Ministry of Labor.
Our national president, Mrs. 
Rose Matzkin, summed up the 
purpose of our visit with;

“We did not come to discuss 
borders, because no matter 
where p^ical.borders are, the 
spiritual borders reach out to 
every Jew. We came to set an 
example; we pledge no change 
in our commitment and dedica­
tion in our determination to 
heal, to blaze a trail in educa­
tion and social service.”

foster a feeling of security and 
adequacy among the children.

T h e  g rou p  e x p e r ie n c e  
benefits the children with han­
dicaps in several ways. It helps 
them to handle and express 
their emotions. It encourages 
independence in the area of 
self-help. It increases their 
g e n e r a l  k n o w le d g e  and 
readiness for some type of 
education.

Other than the child itself, the 
plan also provides an emotional 
and physical relief for the 
m other and other fam ily  
members.

These children who are 
separated from other classes at 
Keeney St. School only because 
of their physical handicap are 
included in any activities which 
are held for all classes at the 
school. Field trips are taken 
about twice a year.

B e s id e s  M rs . N a n cy  
McCurry, who is the class's 
regular teacher, Mrs. Harriet 
< ^ ce , a registered nurse, is in

HARTFORD (UPI) -  The 
legislature’s Finance Com- 
mitee has recommended in­
crea sin g  G ov. Thom as J. 
M esk ill’ s capital bonding 
program by about one half.

Among the major increases is 
more than doubling the amount 
to be spent for a campus for 
Western Connecticut State 
College.

The Finance Com m ittee 
called for boosting Meskill’s 
$135 million bonding program 
outlined in his Feb. 6 budget 
message by $60 million to $194.7 
million.

Sen. Lawrence J. DeNardis, 
R-Hamden, co-chairman of the 
committee, said Friday the 
extra borrowing is necessary to 
m eet " r e a l ly  le g it im a te  
needs.”

He said he believed the 
proposed extra spending would 
aid the flagging construction in­
dustry.

“ The construction industry in 
Connecticut is off by 25 per 
cent, and unemployment is high 
in the construction trades and 
among professionals involved n 
building.

“ This will give a real shot in 
the arm to the Connecticut 
economy,”  he said.

DeNardis said a good deal of 
the r e co m m e n d e d  ex tra  
borrowing will be used to con­

struct educational facilitie  
around the state.

The biggest single proposal 
would add $18.5 million to the 
governor's request of $8 million 
for a new campus for Western 
Connecticut State College in 
Danbury.

An extra $12.6 million was 
ta c k e d  o n to  M e s k i l l ’ s 
recommended $9.6 million for 
the Central Naugatuck Valley 
Regional Higher Education 
center.

About $3 million more was 
recom mended for regional 
community colleges, boosting 
the total state committment for 
them to about $15 million.

These were among other 
recom m en d ed  b o fro w in g  
extras:

—$4 million for a bridge over 
the Niantic River.

—$8 m illion  fo r  in itia l 
restoration of the State Capitol.

—$1 million for flood control

Utility Bill 
Formulas 
Being Studied

HARTFORD (U P I) -  A 
legislative committee Friday 
explored ways of reducing 
residential electric bills as a 
response to mounting public 
protests over soaring utility 
costs.

But a member says no change 
in the fuel adjustment clause is 
likely unless the present system 
is shown to be unfair.

One proposal under con­
s id era tion  w ould perm it 
customers to get 200 kilowatt 
hours of electricity a month 
without the present surcharge 
k n ow n  as a " f u e l  c o s t  
adjustment.”

Utilities, whose fuel costs 
have soared from about $2 a 
barrel to $12 and $14 because of 
the energy crisis, have been 
passing the extra cost onto con­
sumers as a fuel cost adjust­
ment.

The 200-kilotatt proposal 
would change the present for­
mula so that utilities could 
recoup all their added fuel costs 
from large volume users.

Sen. Joseph T. Gormley, R- 
Fairfield, said the Banks and 
Regulated Activities Com­
mittee would not change the 
present fuel adjustment for­
mula unless they decide the 
existing system is unfair.

The committee will seek to 
determine whether residential 
users are bearing a dispropor­
tionate share of the added fuel 
costs, the chairman said.

Another proposal would 
require public hearings before 
the state Public Utilities Com­
mission before a utility could 
bill customers for added fuel 
costs.

A decision on the possible 
legislation was postponed until 
next week sometime.

Six clubs is a poor contract, 
six notrump a good one and 
six hearts even better.

It takes bad bidding to get 
to six clubs; good bidding gets 
to one of the better slams; 
while poor bidding leaves 
you at game.

South failed to make the 
club slam. He led a club to 
dummy’s king; let the nine 
ride to West’s queen and tried 
unsucce.ssfully to drop the 
jack.

The experts at the table 
and a writer who analyzed 
the hand later, went to a lot of 
trouble to^how that after let- 
ling the nine lose to the 
queen, South could have 
made the hand by a trump 
coup following a finesse of 
dummy’s jack of diamonds to 
give an extra entry.

.None of these less talented 
experts pointed out that the 
corre.ct play with the actual 
holding would have brought 
the club slam right home.

The correct play is to lead 
a club toward dummy and 
play the nine if West follows 
low. This line of play works 
against all 3-3 breaks and 
any time West holds Q-J-x-x, 
Q-x, J-2, or XXX.

The actual chance of suc­
cess is61'^ which is far better 
than the chance offered by 
any other play.

An Israeli war plane went 

down in flames over the Golail 
Heights today in the first 
Israeli air loss since the Oc­
tober war.

Israel announced it has cap­
tured its first Syrian prisoner in 
the daily tank and artillery 
battles with the Syrians on the 
Heights.

A Syrian communique said 
Syrian defenses shot down the 
Israeli plane over the Mt. Her- 
mon region where fighting has 
been going on for two days. The 
Israeli military command said 
the crew bailed out because of a 
fire aboard and “were seen to 
have parachuted into Lebanese 
territory.”

The on ly  o p e ra t io n a l  
warplane used by Israel with 
more than one crew member 
is the two-seater American- 
made Phantom jet.

’The Israeli announcement 
said the craft “was flying in the 
vicinity of Mt. Hermon when it 
was abandoned by its crew as 
the result of a fire which broke 
out, apparently resulting from 
a technical mishap.”

Damascus radio interrupted 
a news broadcast at 1:15 p.m. 
(7:15 a.m. EDT) to broadcast a 
new m ilitary communique 
saying that a formation of 
Israeli warplanes tried to 
penetrate Syrian airspace in the 
Mount Hermon region.

“Our air defense system in­
tercepted the enemy formation 
and shot down one of its planes 
which was seen crashing in fire 
in south Lebanon,” the S}rrian 
communique said.

The com m unique said  
fighting between Syrian and 
Israeli forces in the same 
region entered its second con­
secutive day.

The Isaraeli command said it 
used air power Saturday to 
drive Syrian infiltration units 
out of Israeli-held territory on 
the slopes of the craggy, basalt 
peak, which forms part of the 
border with Lebanon and Syria. 
But it denied Damascus asser­
tions of further air strikes Sun­
day.

Israel last acknowledged 
losing a plane on Nov. 9, when 
the command said an uniden­
tified aircraft was downed by 
an Egyptian ground-to-air mis­
sile over the Suez canal front.

Since then, two unmanned 
reconnaissance drones "fell” 
or were shot down by missiles 
over the canal, the army said.

Earlier, Israel said its troops 
captured a Syrian army com- 
noando belonging to an infiltra­
tion unit attempting to gain 
higher ground on the mountain.

Each side accused the other 
of escalating the fighting on its 
28th consecutive day in the 
Golan Heights.

Israel’s announcement on the 
Syrian prisoner ^ id  he was 
captured a day ago by troops 
who were sweeping the sloped 
of Mt. Hermon in search of in­
filtrators who had crossed the 
cease-fire line during the 
weekend. Another Syrian 
s o ld ie r  w as sp o tte d , a

spokesman said, but managed 
to escape.

The two nations have yet to 
exchange prisoners taken in the 
October war. Israel has said 
there must be an exchange 
before it will agree to dis­
engaging along the cease-fire 
line.

Even as the front line 
exploded with gunfire. Prime 
Minister Golda Meir’s cabinet 
was reported considering 
resigning and then forming a 
reshuffled government in order 
to collectively accept respon­
sibility for the nation’s military 
unpreparedness for the war.

The sources said the Syrian 
delegation will be led by Brig.

Government sources said 
Saturday Kissinger will visit 
Syria before the end of April for 
talks with Syrian officials, but 
no specific date has been set.

The battle to succeed the late 
President Georges Pompidou, 
who died last week, thus began 
in earnest today. The opposition 
Socialist party was meeting 
today to choose its nominee to 
oppose the Gaullists.

Party officials said it was a 
foregone conclusion th a t 
Socialist leader Francois 
M itterrand would get an 
overwhelming endorsement 
from the congress to become

the only candidate for the 
Communist-backed Left.

TTie Communist and leftwing 
radical Socialist parties, who 
concluded a voting alliance 
with the Socialist party in 1972, 
have a lre a d y  c a lle d  on 
Mitterrand to be the common 
candidate for the Left.

Warnings that the Left may 
come to power for the first time 
since the 1936 Popular Front 
alliance, have failed to end the 
power struggle in the ranks of 
the Gaullists, whose leaders 
have been quarreling since the 
death of President Georges 
Pompidou last Tuesday.

M ost chicks a re  raised in hatcheries or 
on b ig  chicken farm s in incubators.
