The Board of Education 
budget requests for fiscal 1974- 
75 total 11,296,493 as compared 
to the adjusted budget of $1,- 
187,382 for the present year. 
The increase is 8109,111 or 9.2 
per cent.

The installation of four tennis 
courts on the high school site at 
a cost of 838,500 makes up 3.5 
per cent of the requested in­
crease.

Due to estimated increased 
education revenue to the town.

the net in c r e a s e  in the 
requested budget is actually 
873,921 or 6.2 per cent.

The school board reduced the 
original request of principals 
and teachers by 845,651.

The total budget request of 
81,296,493 can be decreased by 
8347,8M for estimated school 
revenues, which could go higher 
if the present leg islativ e  
assembly acts favorably on the 
State ^ a rd  of Education’s 
budget requests in the areas of 
ADM, transportation and 
special grants, leaving a net 
cost to Bolton taxpayers'- of 
8948,625.

Raymond Allen, superinten­
dent of schools, in his budget 
summary said that it must be 
emphasized within the budget 
specific educational program 
improvements.

They include: Initiation of a 
com plete Industrial Arts 
program at the Center School; 
partial introduction of revised 
English and spelling curricular 
in the elem entary  grades 
through purchase of new up-to- 
date textbook series; introduc­
tion of biology lab sessions and 
the portable expansion of 
English and mathematics elec­

tives at the high school; in­
troduction of a strong in­
tramural sports program at the 
Center School; interscholastic 
softball athletic teams for girls 
in Grades 7-8 and 9-12; full-year 
supplemental, supportive, in­
dividualized assistan ce  in 
reading and mathematics to 
students in Grades K-4 through 
the use of federal and state 
funds; development of a new 
p ro g ra m  p la n n in g  and 
budgetary system; summer 
opening of school libraries to 
make books available during 
the summer.

Allen said it was appropriate

to assure all Bolton residents 
that the budget is a realistic ope 
and with its approval a quality 
education for Bolton children 
would be continued.

Sum m ary  o f  B udget 
R equ ests

The administration account 
request is 87,301 more this year 
due to salary adjustments and 
the in fla tio n a ry  co st of 
supplies.

The instruction account is up 
828,000 mostly due to the salary 
adjustments on the basis of 
negotiated contracts.

^ p il  transportation services^ 
has increased nearly 810,000

with the increase due to an ad­
ditional van which had to be 
hired during the present school 
year and the potential need for 
an additional vehicle during the 
next school year.

Operation of plant category 
rose to 8113,178 from 899,41  ̂
with the increase due to con­
tractual changes in the salary 
schedule of the Custodian’s 
Association custodial supplies 
and the rapid increase of 
utilities. ’The amount for fuel 
and electricity has risen 85,000 
and 85,400 respectively.

The fixed charges account 
shows an increase of over 87,-

000. Included in this account are 
in c re a ^  premium rates and 
an unemployment compensa­
tion case which was settled for 
85,200.

The case was recently settled 
in court when the commissioner 
for the second district found 
that the resignation of Michael 
Molinaro (form er physical 
education teacher in ^Iton) 
was due to action initiated by 
his employer and thus the 
Board of Elducation was liable 
for repayment of unemploy­
ment benefits to Molinaro and 
his dependents.

(Capital Outlay shows an in­

crease of 838,000 due to the 
proposed tennis courts at the 
high school and building 
alterations and improvements. 
Outgoing transfer series con­
tains expenses incurred by the 
school board for tu ition  
payments to other school dis­
tricts. Expenditures reflect the 
costs due to the education of 
Bolton’s special education 
students in other school dis­
tricts or private institutions as 
mandated under Section 10-76 of 
the General S tatu tes. All 
expenses incurred in this series 
are two/thirds reimbursable by 
the state over Bolton’s per pupil 
cost.

Action on proposed changes 
to the police pension plan, to 
permit them to retire at age 50 
(after 25 years service) as of 
July 1, 1976, won’t come until 
April 16.

The Board of Directors post­
poned action Tuesday night 
after it heard comments on the 
proposal from Thomas (k)n- 
nors, coordinator of the Law 
E nforcem ent Program  at 
M a n ch e s te r  C om m unity  
College and an asso cia te  
professor th ere . Connors 
retired from the New York City 
Police Force at age 46, after 25 
years service. He had been a 
patrolman, sergeant, lieutenant 
and captain. He teaches law en­
forcement, sociology and ad­
ministrative law at MCC.

Calling the word “produc­
tivity” Uie key to proposals for 
early retirement for policemen, 
Connors said it is advisable and 
should be encouraged. He 
added, luwevieF, it is  equally 
advisable for management to 
have the (^tion of m^dng early 
r e t i r e m e n t  m a n d a to ry . 
Otherwise, management would 
h av e  to  d e te r m in e  th e  
p o l ic e m a n ’ s c a p a b i l i t y  
(physical and mental) to re­
main on the force, he said.

He recom m ended solid  
-evaluation procedures even 
before the retirement age is 
reached, to determine whether

a policeman still is capable of 
performing his duties.

“Unlike police cruisers,” he 
sid, “a policeman is rarely 
traded in until he is a worn out 
workhorse.”

Ctonnors said the number of 
p o licem en  being re tired  
because of heart trouble is 
astronomical and that many 
others become emotionally and 
physically disabled.

He said the concept of retire­
ment at age 50 is a forceful one 
— a way to infuse new blood 
into a department and to keep it 
current. ’The job gets to be 
ow ned by th e  m a n , he 
explained.

He said the expectation is 
there for a policeman to keep 
performing his usual duties, 
yet, many are put on soft jobs 
as they get older. “It’s unfair to 
the others,” he noted.

“ The work is rugged and 
quick  and re q u ire s  good 
judgment,”' he said. “It must be 
re lev an t to the tim e s. It'  ̂
requires a viable, efficient 
■force.”

Q)nnors said policemen are 
highly idealistic when they 
come on the force, become ac­
tive cynics in 5 to 10 years, and 
passive cynics after that. He 
blamed much of the situation on 
the pressures of loyalties and 
allegiances to portions of the 
community.

Because of Connors’ remarks

and because the board’s per­
sonnel subcom m ittee had 
declared it had a “negative 
reaction” to the proposed 
changes, 7 of the 9 directors 
were for postponing action for 
at least a week.

It took a concerted effort to 
convince Republicans Carl 
Zinsser and Hillery Gallagher 
to go along with the tabling 
proposal, ^ s s e r  had moved 
(and Gallagher had seconded) 
that the changes be approved 
immediately. A vote on their 
motion would have precluded 
any further study.

’They withdrew their motion 
on a re q u e s t by V iv ian  
Ferguson, the third Republican 
on the board. Mrs. Ferguson, on 
the personnel subcommittee 
w ith  D e m o c ra ts  P a s c a l  
Prignano and Phyllis Jackston, 
said whatever decision the 
board reaches on the police 
retirem ent proposal could 
effect all other t c ^  uaioos. In 
that event, noted several of the 
directors, the eventni^ costs to 
the town must be considered.

A 855,000 allocation for storm 

drainage improvements in the 
N. Elm-Henry-Tanner Sts. area 
was voted Tuesday night by the 
Manchester Board of Directors.

I t s  a c t io n  fo llo w ed  
assurances by Jay Giles, direc­
tor of public works, that a 
flooding problem on White St. 
can'be be relieved — possibly 
even before the 855,000 project 
is started. ' ^

On April 2, the board was told 
by the White St. property 
owners the town is adding to 
their drainage problems by cor­

recting the upstream problems 
in the N. Elm-Henry-Tanner 
Sts. area. All that was being 
done, they insisted, was to shift 
the upstream problem of White 
Brook downstream to their 
area.

They asked postponement of 
the 856,000 project until a com­
plete study could be made of the 
entire area.

Giles said he and Town 
Engineer Walter Senkow had 
met Tuesday morning with two 
of the four White St. property 
owners who spoke April 2. He 
said the group walked the area

and that all agreed the White 
St. problem could be relieved 
by installing curbs on Green 
Rd.- and, possibly, N. Elm St. 
and by cleaning and dredging 
parts of White Brook.

Giles said the work could be 
done with available town- 
maintenance funds and state- 
aid funds fo r roads. He 
acknowledged that the two 
White St. property owners not 
present at the morning meeting

might challenge his con­
clusions.

The board unanimously 
accepted his recommendation 
for the 855,000 project and in­
structed him to go ahead with 
the proposal for curbing.

The ^ ,0 0 0  allocation is from 
revenue-sharing funds.

TEL AVIV (UPI) -  Prime 
Minister Golda Meir’s cabinet 
crisis worsened today with 
demands for the ouster of 
Defense Minister Moshe Dayan 
spreading beyond her Labor 
party and threatening to topple 
her governm ent, p o litica l 
sources said.

Dayan has come under fire in 
the controversy over who is 
responsibile for Israel’s lack of 
preparedness for the Arab at­
tack in the October war. There 
also have been calls for the 
resignation of Mrs. Meir’s en­
tire government.

The thrM factions within the 
Labor party planned further in­
tensive meetings during the day 
in efforts to heal the rift over 
Dayan that has spread to Mrs. 
M eir’s leftwing alignment 
partner, Mapai. Her Labor par­

ty dominates (he alignment.
The national radio said Mapai 

leaders were demanding that 
Dayan resign.

“The crisis cannot be solved 
so long as Dayan remains 
defense minister,” it quoted 
Mapai leader Ya’akov Hazan as 
saying.

Assembly Takes Up Budget 
In Shadow Of Veto Threats

H A R T FO R D  (U P I )  -  
Legislators prepared today to 
take up Gov. Thom as J .  
Meskill’s 8138 billion budget 
and add to it, while the gover­
nor stiffened his resolve to veto 
bills adding too much.

“Generally there appears to 
be an attempt to take away

from the executive the power to 
exercise any discretion at all in 
administering the budget,” 
Meskill said.

The Republican governor, 
whose control over large 
majorities of his own party in 
both houses has slipped since he 
announced March 11 he would
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not run for re-election, was 
answered by Sen. Nicholas A. 
Lenge, R-West Hartford.

“The chief executive always 
blanches when the legislature 
flexes its biceps, but I ’m sur­
prised he’s prejudged our bills 
before he’s seen them,” said 
Lenge, Senate chairman of the 
jo int Appropriations Com­
mittee.

One bill before the committee 
would make the governor prove 
an impending deficit before 
ordering agencies to put a rein 
on spending, and another would 
limit the governor in differing 
from legislative spending plans.

A third bill would allow the 
leg isla tu re  a m a jo rity  of 
members on the State Bond 
Commission and the Finance 
Advisory Committee. Now con­
trolled by the governor, the 
boards have broad powers over 
spending and bonding when the 
legislature is not in session.

Another b ill, favored by 
Republican State Comptroller

Nathan G. Agostinelli, would 
require monthly reports from 
the e x e cu tiv e  b ranch  on 
Connecticut’s fisca l state. 
Meskill said he would agree to 
quarterly  rep orts , but he 
term ed  m onthly rep o rts  
“silly.”

Meskill said he would veto 
any budget bill which does not 
include a cut from six and a half 
to six per cent in the state sales 
tax. He is opposed by those who 
think the tax should not be cut 
because the state should con­
tribute more toward the cost of 
local education. Two-thirds 
vote |n each  le g is la tiv e  
chamber would be requireil to 
override a Meskill veto.

Meanwhile, with a number of 
elderly citizens at his elbow, 
Meskill Tuesday signed into law 
a- bill providing amounts up to 
8400 a year for homeowners and 
renters who are 65 or older. 
Beneficiaries must receive 86,- 
000 or less a year, not counting 
Social Security.

HOUSTON (U P I)-A  federal 
lawsuit charges 17 of the 
world’s largest oil compnies 
with conspiring to monopolize 
the importation and distribu­
tion of foreign crude and asks 
112 million in damages for 
violation of the Sherman Anti­
trust Act.

Pan-Islamic Trade Corp. of 
Houston also said the oil com­
panies conspired to restrain 
trade and refused to do business 
with Pan-Islamic.

AH three allegations, if 
proven, a re  v io la tions of 
federal antitrust laws.

Defendants in the suit on file 
Tuesday include Exxon Corp., 
Standa^ Oil of New Jersey, 
Atlantic Richfield, Texaco, 
Gulf, Amerada, Hess Corp., 
Shell, Commonwealth, Sun, 
Continental, Mobil, Phillips 
Petroleum, Standard Oil of In­
diana, American, Occidental 
Petroleum, Tenneco Inc., and 
Getty.

Pan-Islamic alleges the com­
panies refused to buy 40-million 
barrels of oil annually which it 
had agreed to purchase from 
the Algerian government to sell 
in the United States.

A c c o rd in g  to  c o u r t  
documents filed in U.S. district 
court, Pan-Islamic entered into 
a contract with Sonatrach, the 
n a tio n a l oil com pany of 
Algeria, in May, 1972, to buy 80- 
million barrels of oil in 1971-72 
with an option to purchase 40- 
million barrels of oil annually 
for the succeediing four years.

P an -Islam ic c la im s the 
defendants conspired not to buy 
oil imported from Algeria, 
which partially nationalized 
ownership and production of its 
oil. Pan-Islamic contends the 
alleged  consp iracy  forced 
cancelation of its contract with 
Sonatrach.

(UPI) — Francis Kirkpatrick 
thinks he has a new one for the 
Guinness Book of Records—a 
cookie he baked that’s 53 inches 
in diameter.

He did it at the Salem, N.H., 
bakery where he works after a 
church in Methuen, Mass., 
ordered a big cookie as a prize 
for the Sunday school pupil who 
brought in the most new pupils.

“Someone called me at the 
bakery, said he was 'Rev. 
Som eM y’ and asked me to 
bake the biggest cookie I could

for a Sunday school prize,” 
Kirkpatrick said.

“Sure, I do it every day of the 
week’ I told him. Then I forgot 
all about it until the minister’s 
secretary came to see me.

“By then, I couldn’t back 
down so I decided if I were 
going to do this, it would be the 
biggest cookie on record.” 

Kirkpatrick called bakers in 
New York, Chicago and Boston 
and found that apparently no 
written record exists.

“ I decided to make a cookie 
large enough to be sure it would

be the biggest,” he said.
Kirkpatrick had a special 

baking sheet made for t te  ef­
fort and admitted be expected it 
would take several tries to keep 
such a large cookie in one piece.

But he made it perfect the 
first tim e-a  75-pounder that’s 1 

inches thick. It took three 
persons four hours to roll the 
dough and decorate the cookie 
with frosting in the shape of an 
open Bible.

the cookie so big.

Oppose Limits

WASHINGTON (U P I) -  
Am erican autom obile im ­
p o rte rs  Tuesday opposed 
organized labor proposals for 
restrictions on foreign cars as 
“counterproductive in terms of 
employment, fuel consumption 
and competitive benefits for the 
American economy.’’

Returns Trash
AMBLER, Pa. (UPI) -  " I t ’s 

his trash. We’re just giving it 
back to him,” explained the 
president of a tenants’ associa­
tion which dumped cans of 
brick and rubble on the lawn of 
th e ir landlord’s suburban 
Philadelphia home during the 
weekend.

Ken Marshali said the protest 
at the home of George Pittman 
resulted from the city’s con­
demnation of the three-story, 
nine-unit apartment building 
owned by Pittman in the Ger­
m antow n s e c t io n  of 
Philadelphia.

Marshall said the buiiding 
twice was declared unfit for 
human fiabitation, but that Pitt­
man had appealed after making 
minor repairs.

Marshali and other tenants 
left the cans of rubble at Pitt­
man’s front door, littered the 
lawn with naii-studded boards 
and dispiayed a banner reading 
“ P it t m a n ’ s S lu m lo rd  
Express.”

Malcolm S. Pray, Jr ., Presi­
dent of the American Imported 
Automobile Dealers Associa­
tion told the Senate Finance 
Corhmittee that it should sup­
port legislation aimed at ex­
panding U.S. world trade and 
oppose a proposal by United 
Auto Workers (UAW) Presi­
dent Leonard Woodcock to 
restrict foreign automobile im­
ports.

Pray said that imported 
automobile dealers in America 
employ 143,275 workers with an 
annual payroll of $1.44 billion. 
Restrictive quotas on imported 
cars, he said, would eliminate 
22,876 jobs over a 2-year period.

Even if one assumed that 
every imported car barred 
from the country resulted in the 
sale of an additional domestic 
car, he said, "there would still 
not be enough additional 
employment to offset the losses 
io jobs among imported car 
dealers.”

Robert M. McElwaine, the 
Association’s vice president, 
said that the UAW quota 
proposal of supplanting 300,000 
imported cars with an equal 
num ber of d o m e stica lly - 
produced automobiles, would 
add $62 million annualiy to the 
nation’s fuel bill and further 
deplete scarce fuel resources.

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Spring of Discontent
We are now well into spring and the 

month of April when nature begins to 
blossom forth in all its verdure, and 
unhappy taxpayers make ready an ac­
counting to a higher authority, the 
Internal Revenue Service. It is a time 
for rejoicing, it is a time for sorrow.

For some, who overpaid their taxes 
all year, it is a season when they look 
forward to a check from the govern­
ment, a refund of their overpayment 
and return of the money that they let 
Uncle Sam hold for them, without in­
terest.

Others, whose income is derived 
frdm s o u r c e s  not  s u b j e c t  to 
withholding, with long faces and 
solemn indignation will be calling on 
their bankers with the annual request 
for a loan to m e e t  the ir  tax  
obligations.

We are indebted to James Davidson 
of the National Taxpayers Union for 
some blood-curdling examples of the 
way in which our tax money is spent 
in grants and appropriations by 
Congress in its wisdom.

Not all goes for national defense, 
nor the eradication of disease, or find­
ing cures for malignant and terrible 
diseases. Our tax money goes for 
some very bizarre and unbelievable 
purposes.

Would you believe that $35,000 qf 
your money was spent for a year of 
chasing wild boars in Pakistan? Well 
it was. Or perhaps you would like to 
read the report — if one has been 
made—of a $70,000 expenditure made 
to study the smell of the perspiration 
of aborigines in Australia.

For that olfactory project we also 
bought an odor measuring machine

from Turkey at a cost of $28,361. Now 
that the project is completed the 
machine could be used to measure 
smells emanating from various ap­
propriation bills as they are passed by 
the Congress.

Do you know that we have a national 
board of tea tasters? Well we do. And 
last year and every year they cost us 
about $120,000. We also have a board 
of Tea Appeals. Consider that when 
you are going through your checkbook 
carefully looking for items which 
might possibly be considered deduc­
tions.

While you are considering bankrupt­
cy, or moving to Costa Rica, you 
might mull over thq $68,000 which we 
paid the Queen of England for not 
growing cotton on her plantation in 
Mississippi.

Have you had an invitation from 
Marshall Tito of Yugoslavia for a 
cruise on his yacht? It would be fitting 
if you had. The American taxpayer 
paid $2,000,000 for it.

And there are more and more in un­
believable profligacy. •

It has always been our belief that 
the American taxpayer stopped being 
critical about expenditures shortly 
after Beardsley Ruml convinced FDR 
that withholding was the only way to 
go in tax collecting.

Employe pressure soon had wages 
and salaries back up to the same take- 
home pay, and in effect the employer 
paid the tax. We would be a lot more 
critical and intolerant of expenditures 
if all of us had to come up with tax- 
money in cash to pay in April. Instead 
it is done “painlessly” on the install­
ment plan.

A Temporary Setback
The world had grown so used to 

Secretary of State Henry Kissinger’s 
almost miraculous diplomatic coups 
that his failure to reach a basis of un­
derstanding with Russia in his recent 
Moscow visit came as a depressant.

The purpose of his trip was to 
achieve substantial agreement with 
the leaders in the Kremlin of steps 
which might be possible in the next 
session of Strategic Arms Limitations 
Talks or SALT.

It had been proposed that if a broad 
area of agreement were reached that 
it might be somewhat formalized in 
the planned visit of President Nixon 
later this year. The trip seems to be 
indefinitely postponed at this time.

We are not overly dismayed at the 
event. While Dr. Kissinger failed to 
find a common ground with the 
Russians, they too failed to achieve an 
un de rs tand in g .  The fa i lure  is 
therefore on both sides, not on ours 
alone as gloomy prophets imply.

After his great feats in Vietnam, 
China, and Russia, too, and his work 
in the Middle East, the secretary is 
entitled to stub his toe once in a while.

Some of the comments also seemed 
to us to be tinged with an anti-Nixon 
bias, alm ost as if. administration 
'critics welcomed his being less than 
totally successful in this attempt.

Dr. Kissinger has been the brightest 
light in the Nixon hierarchy. He has 
been aloof from Watergate and the 
scandals besetting the administration.

1 We think, therefore, that a bit of 
jeolousy may have existed and that 
there was some rejoicing that he had 
not been able to again walk upon the 
diplomatic water.

This temporary setback in no way 
vitiates the renown which he gained in 
his bringing Egypt and Israel to a 
cease fire and troop disengagement. 
N o r d o e s  i t  l e s s e n  h i s  a c ­
complishments in working towards a 
Syiian-Israeli peace beginning.

SALT talks will be resumed because 
they are as necessary to Russia as 
they are to us. Neither side, of course, 
can agree to arms limitation which 
would g r e a t l y  chan ge  a to m ic  
strength.

And oddly it is in the existence of 
atomic weaponry that hope for a con­
tinuation of detent^ and peace lies.

With both countries fully realizing 
that it is in the capability of either to 
annihilate the other, there is a great 
compulsion to strive for a basic 
peace, even though jockeying and 
bargaining continue to take place.

The awesome power of nuclear 
arms, even though there be some dis­
proportion of relative strength, is 
such that it makes it imperative that 
both nations strive to get along.

A terrible scourge, when used, 
atomic weaponry may be an impelling 
force for the two great world powers 
to reach accord. Anything else could 
lead to a mutual suicide pact.

The Legal Limit

Unpalatable reality is always 
harder to bear than the an­
ticipation of that reality. This 
surely can be said of the find­
ings that President Nixon 
owes the United States govern­
ment somewhere around $470,- 
000 in back taxes.

It will do him no good that he 
has announced he will not fight 
the official judgments but will 
pay. The great political com­
monplace of 1974 is that his 
generally small tax payments 
in his first four-year term 
(twice totaling less than $1,000 
a year) have outraged the 
American public more than 
anything he may have done or 
not done about the great 
Watergate scandal.

Significant in the highest 
degree, of course, is the firm 
word that findings of the Inter­
nal Revenue Service closely 
coincide with the 210-page 
report of the Joint Committee 
on Internal Revenue Taxation 
in Congress. Mr. Nixon had in­
vited the committee’s inquiry 
last year when he made his in­
come tax returns public.

In asserting that the Presi­
dent would pay the huge sums 
owed, the White House was at 
pains to note specifically that 
the IRS finding (not made 
public at this writing) “rebuts 
any suggq^tion of fraud on the 
part of the President...The 
committee’s staff report offers 
no facts which would support 
any such charge.”

, We are on delicate ground 
here. But I have consulted a 
source highly experienced in 
the workings of the federal tax 
laws, and his judgments do not 
back up the utterances from the 
White House.

My expert’s word is that if 
any ordinary citizen employed 
the practices embodied in the 
President’s 1969-72 federal in­
come tax returns, he would in­
deed be wholly open to charges 
of either civil or criminal fraud.

Disputes over taxes which 
stop short of fraud are those 
which involve differing, though 
innocent and thus legitimately 
variable, interpretations of the 
tax laws.

What establishes fraud is 
“intent,” that is, deliberate in­
tent on the part of the taxpayer 
to misinterpret his income, the 
size or c h a ra c te r  of his 
expenses and deductions, or any 
other major aspect of his 
returns.

We must remember, in this 
instance, that the President 
himself — before ascending to 
the White House — was prac­
ticing some tax law in his New 
York firm. We must also 
remember that he had at his 
elbow, high-paid lawyers 
dealing with exceedingly com­
plex tax issues, and that it has

The worst offense, obviously, 
is  th e  now c e l e b r a t e d  
backdating of documents to

While some motels and hotels are finding business a bit 
soft, such is not the case in one area of the Far West.

The Expo ’74 World’s Fair, which opens in Spokane, 
Wash. May 4 and runs through Nov. 3 is expected to draw 
more than 4.8 million visitors through its gates.

Housing reservations are already being made in 
Spokane, a city of 200,000, and with motels and hotels within 
a 100-mile radius of the city.

Theme of Expo is “Celebrating Tomorrow’s Fresh, New 
Environment.” The only World’s Fair in the United States 
during this decade, it has been officially sanctioned by the 
36-nation Bureau of International Expositions in Paris, the 
international body regulating such events.

The U.S. Pavilion, with the theme “Man and Nature, 
One and Indivisble,” will incorporate waterfalls, pools and 
a garden courtyard overlooking the river. Tlie $11.5 million 
structure will be a permanent addition to a riverfront park 
on the 100-acre site.

Planning for Expo ’74 began in 1970. The first domestic 
exhibitor to sign a contract was the Mormon Church.

Spokane lies at the center of some of the most spec­
tacular scenery in the nation. Within a 50-mile radius are 
76 sparkling lakes, and within a day’s drive are 12 major 
national parks and 15 national forests.

Spokane has excellent airline service. From Bradley 
International, it is within easy reach. In fact, one airline 
has a non-stop flight from Chicago to Spokane.

Toy Gun
Grocer Hawkins put up no re­

sistance as the youthful robber 
cleaned out his cash register. To 
Hawkins, the young man's pistol 
was all too real.

But in fact, the pistol was a 
toy. When the robber was later 
caught and brought to trial for 
“armed robbery," he insisted that 
the charge would not stand up.

"The simple truth is," he told 
the court, “that I was not armed 
at all. That gun I had couldn't 
hurt a flea."

Nevertheless, the court decided 

he was guilty as charged. The 
court said what mattered was not 
the actual character of the gun but 
the way it looked to the victim.

Most courts agree. That is, they 
view the holdup weapon “through 
the eyes of the beholder.” They 
reason that the essence of the 
crime is putting the victim in fear, 
which can be done as effectively 
with a gun that only looks deadly 
as with one that really is.

There have even been cases of 
"armed robbery" in which the rob­
ber had no weapon at all. Thus: 
another holdup man terriffed his 
victim merely by showing a men­
acing bulge in his coat pocket.

Yet. a court decided this was 
enough basis for a charge of armed 
robbery. The court said the fear 
that the robber had a gun, plus 
the fear that he might use it, was 
all that the law required by way 
of intimidation.

Still, the fear must be at least
of physical harm—not of a lesser 
form of pressure. Suppose A says 
to B:

“Unless you hand over $500, 
I'll get you in trouble with the In­
ternal Revenue Service."

If B pays off. A may be guilty 
of some offense—but not robbery. 
As one court put it;

"There can be no robbery with­
out violence. The menace must be 
of a sort to excite reasonable ap­
prehension of danger. Threat of 
prosecution for a crime is regarded 
as insufficient (because) a man in 
the hands of the law is not legally 
presumed to be in danger of bodily 
harm.

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  The 
names of some places folks call 
their home town is causing 
some bureaucratic embarrass­
ment.

Donald J. Orth, head of the 
U.S. Geological Survey’s 
Geographic Names Section, 
said even though society is 
more tolerant than ever toward 
suggestive names, “there is 
hesitation in using names on 
maps  and o ther  federa l  
publications which may be con­
sidered offensive.”

The problem is many place 
and feature names, now con­
sidered offensive, were not

always intended as such, “but 
used as a form of pleasantry or 
humorous reference to other 
races or nationalities,” he said.

A “cleaning up process” is 
now going on, the Interior 
Department  said,  adding 
“sometimes involves replace­
ment by less graphic names.

“A place in Arizona, for 
example, named for a woman’s 
distinctive upper torso, was 
changed to College Peak, and a 
place in Oregon, defining a 
house of ill repute, now appears 
on the map as Naughty Girl 
Meadow.

The clean-up men are all in­
volved in toponymy, the study 
of place names.

“The day may come, "Orth 
said, “when our estimaed 3.5 
million geographic names will 
be completely standardized 
with respect to form, spelling, 
and application.

“Meanwhile, however. Bum­
ble Bee, Bridal Veil, Charlie 
Hope, Hinkey Dinkey, Evening 
Shade, Rough and Ready, 
Goose Pimple Junction, Hope 
Bottom, Sleepy Eye. Blond 
Brunette, and Red Head, are 
still with us.

National Health Insurance 
Bill Not Out of the Woods

By George J. M arder
WASHINGTON (UPI) -  

National Health Insurance is 
not yet out of the wpods.

The Kennedy-Mllls com­
promise bill, Announced last 
week, represents movement. 
Nothing more.

It is now caught between the 
administration, which wants 
more concessions, and some 
labor supporters of the former 
Kennedy Health Security Bill, 
who insist it gives away too 
much.

There is labor sentiment to 
put the issue over until next 
year in hopes the new Congress 
elected in November will be 
more sympathetic to its views.

The Kennedy-Mills bill gives 
on several important fronts. 
The sponsors— Sen. Edward M. 
Kennedy, D-Mass., and Rep. 
Wilbur Mills, D-Ark. — have 
still to get any hint of conces­
sion from the administration.

The big compromise was on 
money. Mills, who heads the 
House Ways and Means Com­
mittee, rejected any health 
measure carrying a bigger 
price tag than the administra­
tion proposal.

That meant benefits had to be 
revamped, with the major con­
cessions coming on what is 
known as deductibles and co- 
insurance. Philosophy as well 
as cost is involved in these 
areas. To explain:

Senator Drops 
Libel Proposal

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  Sen. 
Herman Talmadge, D-Ga., has 
withdrawn legislation that 
would have made it a federal 
crime to intentionally make 
f a ls e  and d e fa m a to ry  
statements about political can­
didates.
. Critics of the measure had 
contended it could have been 
applied to newspapers and 
would have become the nation’s 
first federal criminal libel 
statute since the 18th century.

In withdrawing the measure, 
Talmadge told the Senate that 
he had intended it to apply only 
to persons "affiliated with a 
political election campaign” 
and not to the news media.

first $150 of covered health care 
costs and 25 per cent of the 
remainder up to a cut-off point 
of $15 hundred a year.

The administration’s hope 
was to discourage overuse of 
health services. It reasoned 
that if the services were free, 
people would be running to the 
doctor at every sniffle and get­
ting admitted to hospitals 
without real cause.

The original Kennedy bill had 
no deductibles. It was pitched 
to a belief people were going 
without needed medical care 
because ordinary medical costs 
w ere too h igh, th e reb y  
aggravating illnesses which 
eventually become serious.

Kennedy said that under the 
adm inistration’s system of 
deductibles, three out of four 
persons covered by the plan 
would not be entitled to 
benefits.

Under the Kennedy-Mills 
compromise, deductibles would 
not apply to families with in­
comes of under $48 hundred a 
year. They would apply on a 
graduated basis to families 
with incomes between $48 hun­

dred and $8 thousand dollars, 
and would be paid in full by 
families with incomes above 
that level.

The compromise also sets the 
cut-off point for family spend­
ing for covered health care 
costs at $1 thousand dollars a 
year instead of the $15 hundred 
set by the administration bill. 
And it provides that only two, 
instead of three, members of a 
family have to meet the deduc­
tible before all are covered.

Kennedy also compromised 
on the issue of letting insurance 
firms act as agents in paying 
health care benefits pretty 
much as they do not under 
medicare.

The Kennedy-Mills com­
promise preserves one impor­
tant principle: costs of the 
program would be paid for 
through payroll taxes rather 
than premiums to private in­
surance companies. The ad­
m in is tra t io n  seem s im ­
moveable on that issue. Health 
Secretary Caspar Weinberger 
insists that private insurance 
firms be allowed to compete for 
the health care business.

You can get 
blades for cross-cutting (cut­
ting across wood grain), ripping 
(cutting with wood grain), and 
even metal cutting, and you 
save the cost of sharpening 
because the blades are dis­
posable ̂ Prices for saber saws 
start at reasonable rates.

Drills
For boring tools, a good hand 

brace which is not expensive 
can be used. You can also buy a 
‘A-inch electric drill. With a 
proper assortment of bits, you 
can drill holes up to 1-inch in 
diameter — about as large as 
any home craftsman ever has 
to negotiate.

If you are going to work only 
with wood, you can use carbon 
steel bits, which are quite in­
expensive. If you plan to drill 
metal, get high-speed bits 
which are a little more expen­
sive, but will last longer and 
can be used for wood as well.

All of the tools mentioned can 
be purchased at your local 
hardware or discount store.

With the safe and successful 
completion of one or two jobs, 
you may be inspired to try your 
hand at more complicated 
chores which will require 
different tools. However, those 
described above are enough to 
get you started as a home 
repair artisan.

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FBI Says Lid Is 
In Hearst Case

SAN FRANCISCO (UPI) -  
The FBI agent in charge of the 
Patricia Hearst kidnaping says 
' something could happen any 
time" in the case and that he is 
convinced "people will be 
arrested and people will be 
brought to court."

The remarks by special agent 
Charles Bates came after U.S. 
Attorney General^ William 
Saxbe said in Wa'shington: 
"Now the lid is off, 1 think we 
are going to see some results."

The FBI has restricted its in­
vestigation somewhat because 
of fears for Miss Hearst’s life. 
But Saxbe in d ica ted  to 
newsmen Tuesday that he feels 
the FBI has an implied go- 
ahead from the Hearst family 
to go all out to find the woman’s 
kidnapers.

Miss Hearst's father, Ran­
dolph A. Hearst. editor of the 
San Francisco Examiner, and 
his wife are in Mexico for a rest 
following two m onths of 
attem pts to arrange their 
daughter s release by the Sym- 
bionese Liberation Army which 
kidnaped her Feb. 4.

Hearst denounced the kid­
napers for the first time 
Tuesday in a news conference 
at a small resort near La Paz.

"They are just terrorists," 
H earst said . "T hey are  
counterrevolutionaries and are 
hurting  th e ir  own cause 
because people will not go along 
with this sort of thing."

Saxbe was quoted by the 
Washington Star-News as 
saying the "bt eau has done 
everything to cooperate with 
the family,"

"Now that the family is not 
thinking she is going to be 
returned day by day and doesn’t 
think the ransom will be 
adequate, this will give the FBI 
more freedom to operate.”

However, Bates said Hearst 
“has had nolhmg to do with 
directing it (the investigation) 
in any way."
. "I don't know what'the lid is 
off means," he added.

Bates said he is “convinced 
the FBI will solve this case and 
people will be arrested and peo­
ple will be brought to court. 
There is no question in my mind 
about that.”

"I don't have any information 
that would indicate anything 
specific as of right at the mo­
ment but I know that with the 
type of investigation we’re con­
ducting, something could 
happen at any time.”

Rather Suggests 
Leave of Absence 
For the President

HOUSTON (UPI) -  Presi­
dent Nixon should take an 
extended leave of absence un­
der provisions in the 25th 
Amendment and let Vice Presi­
dent Gerald Ford run the coun­
try, CBS White House cor­
respondent Dan Rather said 
Tuesday.

He said that would be better 
for the country than for Nixon 
to face impeachment or to 
resign.

Rather told the final meeting 
of the National School Boards 
Association he is unsure if 
enough evidence exists to 
remove Nixon from office, but 
said the U.S. House will give 
the Senate the chance to try 
him.

“The House will lil^ly vote 
impeachment and we will have 
a Senate trial before the end of 
the year,” Rather told the 6,000 
school board mernbers. “But I 
doubt the Senate will vote for 
Impeachment.

“It is not of his nature to quit. 
It is not of his nature to resign.”

Rather said each individual 
will have to make up his or her 
mind whether the President 
will stay in office.

Seattle Man Elected
HOUSTON (U P I)-A  Seattle 

school board official Tuesday 
was elected president of the 
N ational School Board 
Association at its 34th annual 
convention.

Philip B, Swain, first vice 
president of the association last 
year, replaces Mrs. Barbara 
Reimers of Branford, Conn.

“If you say to yourself he told 
the truth, he probably will sur­
vive,” Rather said. “If you say 
to yourself that he has l i^ ,  then 
he probably will not survive.”

The news correspondent said 
Nixon’s two terms actually can 
be broken down into three 
terms. Rather said Nixon main­
tained a low profile in 1968 after 
his first election, correcting 
what he considered to be the 
ch ao s of the  p re v io u s  
Democratic presidential terms.

Another goal of the first term 
was to establish a record on 
which he could win re-election 
by a landslide margin and over­
come the handicap of being a 
minority President.

“The second term after his 
re-election was to put the 
counterrevolution into full 
swing and get rid of the rem­
nants of the ‘New Deal’ and the 
‘Fair Deal”  the Houston native 
said.

Then the developments of 
Watergate began appearing 
and, according to Rather, 
Nixon once again became a 
minority President and his in­
fluence was cut back drastical­
ly-

“What he was trying to do 
was to stop the erosion of his in­
fluence,” Rather said. “Nixon 
decided to face reality to 
reestablish public trust and 
hold on.

“From the period of the last 
year, he has been in the third 
term in which he doesn’t have 
an election mandate but is 
trying to hang on to what he 
has.”

HARTFORD (UPI) -  With 
the help of federal wiretaps, a 
grand jury has issued in­
dictments linking 14 Connec­
ticut men and two others with 
gambling operations, according 
to Special Federal Prosecutor 
Paul E. Coffey.

The IRS levied a $435.77 tax 
deficiency on the clothing, 
which Ford paid. Ford also 
reimbursed his political ac­
count for the family trip, 
Anderson said.

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The Community Spirit of *76
John Sibun

(Editor’s note: This is the 
first of a monthly series on 
M anchester area activ ities 
directed to the 1976 celebration 
of the U.S. Bicentennial.

To really get planning under 
way, perhaps what is needed 
for the American Revolution 
Bicentennial Celebration of 
1976 is some of that original 
spirit of 1776.

Notwithstanding 1976 is two 
years off, a start has to be 
made in many communities 
before it is too late to do 
an y th in g  m ean in g fu l and 
lasting. A few hours in the state 
do have constructive plans in 
hand, but even they would be 
the first to admit that time is 
still of the essence.

The question has been raised 
of why the seeming lack of 
general interest during the past 
few years. Nebulous answers of 
national preoccupation with 
Watergate, inflation and the 
pursuit of gasoline have been 
offered.

But I don’t believe it is 
“ why” a celebration as so 
much to what extent does one 
want to become involved. This 
spirit and leadership must 
come from within each com­
munity and where better should 
an example originate than New 
England?

Yet right now, those parts of 
the country which do not 
experience a colonial heritage 
are well to the fore in planning 
and ideas for the necessary 
financial support.

When I talked to people oi5 the 
Bicentennial in London last 
week they had at least heard of 
what California was doing. 
(California?)

Some area of the news media 
have not helped. The efforts to 
date l\ave been discounted and 
the final outcome has been 
prejudged and labeled as “dull” 
among other negative verdicts.

Therefore, the purpose of this 
column is a positive action of 
this newspaper to serve as a 
forum on Bicentennial ac­
tivities for its area towns. Each 
month, perhaps more frequent­
ly  if the need arises, the column 
will be a pot-pourri of in­
d iv idua l town a c tiv i t ie s .

We can also explore local 
history which in turn may 
produce original ideas for inclu­
sion in your planning and, by no 
means least, an awareness of 
w hat is happening in the 
general area can lessen the 
chance of conflicts of dates.

Also, to ensure success of tiw 
p rog ram  each  co m m ittee  
member must be prepared to 
actively head up some aspect of

It i i  about this time that 
many questions arise:

Does a town do its own thing, 
without regard to others?

Are there general guidelines 
to the followed and pitfalls to be 
avoided?

Is there state or other funding 
available?

What is a federal Bicenten­
nial Community and how does 
one become so designated?

The answers to these and 
m any other questions a re  
frequently interlocking. We 
shall touch on these in future 
columns.

However, to get you off to a 
good start I would suggest con­
tact be made with Brian Dow, 
coordinator, American Revolu­
tion Bicentennial Commission 
of C o n n e c tic u t, 59 South 
Prospect St., Hartford.

College Credits
At the request of School 

Superintendent Robert Gold­
man, William A. Spohn, prin­
cipal of the ^u th  Windsor High 
School, has begun steps which 
may allow students to acquire 
college credits while still in 
high school.

Goldman explained that there 
are two ways for students to 
gain college credit. The first, 
“advance placement,” would 
require students to take course: 
developed within a specific 
curriculum. The studentjTould 
then take an exam costing ap­
proximately $15-$20 at the end 
of the course, and be given “ad­
vance placement” Omit if his 
grade was satisf^tory. All 
colleges, bo^^evei^ do not 
accept this type^aL.cmit.

Dr. Goldman prefers to try to 
establish some sort of working 
relationship with colleges to 
have credit courses taught 
within the system.

Manchester. High School’s 
program, in cooperation with 
the University of Connecticut, 
was cited as a possibility.

Any college which would 
accept UConn credits would 
accept credits earned in this 
manner. Students have the op­
portunity to gain as much as a 
year’s college credit while still 
in high school.

B oard  m em b er Joan  
Cushman commented that 
while the emphasis seems now 
to be on “vocational studies” 
which has long been neglected, 
the college credit program is 
good in that “we shouldn’t turn 
away from other areas.”

'The concept of early gradua-. 
tion from high school was dis­
cussed and will appear on the 
next Board of Education agen­
da in the form of a motion.

The program would allow 
graduation in three to three- 
and-ono4ialf years when the 
following criteria have been 
completed:

— A student must have 11 
credits gained before an early 
graduation program can be 
planned for the next school 
year.

— All g r a d u a t io n  
requirements must be com­
pleted before graduation.

— When a student makes an 
initial request for early gradua­
tion, careful counwling is dom 
w hi^ will involve the student,

parent and counselor.
— A post-graduation career 

plan will be developed and 
sta ted  in the contractual 
arrangement.

— A planned program of 
stud ies is m ade for the 
following school year, or half 
year as indicated.

— A contractual arrangement 
is written and signed by the stu­
dent, parents, counselors and 
principal.

— All arrangements must be 
c o m p le te d  and th e  
arrangem ents made in the 
school year preceding the year 
of graduation.

Optimistic
State Rep. G. Warren West­

brook is optimistic that South

“Because it 
gives me a wonderful chance to 
learn of a culture different than 
my own, and yet a part of the 
country in which I live,” she 
said.

"And it will give me a chance 
to work with Eskimo children, 
to know of their ways, their 
education and the way they 
worship and the influence it has 
on their lives,” she added.

Faith is going well-versed in 
the ways of the land she will be 
living in for almost two months. 
She has been reading just about 
every book on Alaska that she 
could get her hands on.

, She doesn’t think shff will 
crave an ice cream cone while 
there since she has learned the 
recipe for Eskimo ice cream 
(Agutuk.) I t ’s made from 
salmon berries, seal oil, 
vegetable oil and sugar.

She expressed excitement 
about the fact she will arrive 
there in time for just about the 
biggest event of the Alaskan 
year. That is "T he Big 
Breakup,” when the ice on the 
Tanana River breaks up after 
the long, long winter.

She said it’s so exciting that 
they have a lottery and the per­
son guessing the exact second 
that the ice breaks wins a large 
amount of money. She said she 
has had a couple of tips on this 
from local people who have 
lived there.

This spectacular event oc­
curs, usually, the early part of 
May, and who know .̂ Faith 
may return a millionaire.

While here we are just 
experiencing the joys of spring 
Faith was packing parkas and 
ski clothes but she won’t miss 
the flowers, as the spring 
flowers in Alaska are notably 
beautiful and the temperatures 
might even go soaring up to 40. 
R ig h t now, she  s a id , 
temperatures range from 10 
below zero to about 25 above.

Faith said she just loves 
salmon so she is planning to eat 
a lot of that while in Alaska but 
most of the Eskimo food she 
plans to leave to the Eskimos 
and she definitely doesn’t think 
she will be buying many 
mooseburgers which are pop­
ular in that state.

One of the main pieces of 
equipment is a brand new 
camera she purchased especial­
ly for her trip, as her final 
objective is to share what she 
has learned.

When she returns she plans to 
present a media program of 
slides and tape recordings on 
the life in an Eskimo communi­
ty, from the children's perspec­
tive.

She plans to keep a daily jour­
nal of her experiences and she 
will submit this to her advisor 
at school. She also plans to sub-

Fresh Vegetable 
Supplies Down
WASHINGTON (U PI)-C on­

sum er supplies of fresh  
vegetables from April through 
June will be about 5 per cent 
smaller than in the same period 
last year, an Agriculture 
Department report showed

production for 14 vetetable 
crops raised for the “fresh 
market” is currently estimated 
at 37.2 million hundredweight 
compared with 39 million hun­
dredweight in the spring 
quarter of 1973.

The report indicated April- 
June production of tomatoes 
would be 3.986 million hun­
dredweight compared with 
4.567 million hundredweight 
last year. Sweet corn produc­
tion was expected to drop from 
4.143 million hundredweight 
last spring to 3.137 million hun­
dredweight this year.

Energy Bill 
Advances 
In Senate

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  A 
S e n a te  b il l  l ay in g  the  
groundwork for energy in­
dependence and nuclear safety 
over the next decade was given 
s u b c o m m i t t e e  approva l  
Tuesday.

Introduced by Sien. Abraham 
A. Ribcoff, D-Conn., the 
Federal Energy Reorganization 
Act of 1974 c rea t es  two 
separate agencies to search for 
alternate sources of energy — 
an Energy Research and 
Development Administration 
(ERDA) and a Nuclear Energy 
Commission (NEC).

The bill separates the Atomic 
E n e r g y  C o m m i s s i o n ' s  
regulatory function from its 
nuclear development and 
promotion, a goal long sought 
by those concerned with safe 
development of nuclear power.

“This is the single most im­
portant piece of legislation now 
before Congress for dealing 
with the nation’s long - term 
energy needs,” said Ribicoff, 
chairman of the government 
operations subcommittee put­
ting the final touches on the bill.

“If we are ever to cut the 
lines of dependence on foreign 
energy sources, we must create 
a scientific and technological 
operation greater than the 
Apollo Project,” Ribicoff said. 
“The natural resources are 
already within reach. What we 
lack today are the means to 
convert them into enough 
energy to power our country ef­
ficiently, cleanly and safely 
into the 21st Century.”

Nixon Paris Talks 
Regarded ‘Untactful' 
By French Politicos

PARIS (UPI) — The conser­
vative newspaper Le Figaro 
said Tuesday French politicians 
regarded as untactful President 
Nixon's t alks  during the 
weekend with world leaders 
who came for a memorial ser­
vice for the late President 
Georges Pompidou.

relations with the United

States, can only be dealt with 
seriously when there is once 
again an elected French leader 
in the Elysee Palace. '

supreme lack of tact, in any 
^ase they will have no major 
OTnsequences,” Le Figaro said.

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Dent Optimistic 
About MFN Status 
For Soviet Union

MOSCOW (UPI) -  U.S. 
C o m m e r c e  S e c r e t a r y  
Frederick B. Dent said Tuesday 
he is optimistic that Congress 
will grant most-favored-nation 
(MFN) trading status to the 
Soviet Union despite strong 
position to such legislation.

“I generally think one has to 
be opt imist ic ,”  Dent, in 
Moscow on a three-day visit, 
told newsmen.

The House has approved an 
am endm ent to the Nixon 
Administration’s trade reform 
bill that would bar trade con­
cessions and credits to the 
Soviet Union until it allows its 
citiKns to emigrate freely. The 
bill is scheduled to come before 
the Senate soon.

Dent said he discussed with 
Soviet trade offcials steps to

“normalize our relations and 
achieve nondiscriminatory 
trade status for the Soviet 
Union” but did not talk about 
Jewish emigration.

“Generally speaTiing, there 
are obstacles to progress in any 
field,” he said. " I  think 
progress will be achieved and 
the sooner the better.”

Dent said be had not talked 
with Secretary of State Henry 
A. Kissinger about the trade 
issue since Kissinger’s return 
from three days of talks with 
Soviet leaders in Moscow last 
month.

He said there  were no 
“underlying threats” by the 
Soviets if Congress did not 
p an t MFN status. “They said 
if they could not trade with us 
on a nondiscriminatory basis, 
other opportunities existed.”

Steve Loyzim, chairman of the Plan­

ning and Zoning Commission, said Mon­
day that an opinion by Town Attorney 
Schwebel and Hall that the commission 
could not make a decision on the track 
soccer complex on the basis of cost was 
wrong.

Loyzim said that he disagreed with 
the attorneys and felt that because they 
are only human, the attorneys are 
capable of making a mistake.

Loyzim based his decision on Chapter 
5 of Coventry’s Master Plan which says 
the commission can rule on capital im­
provement programs on the basis of the 
town’s ability to pay for them.

He also said that he had been advised 
by Tom Burns, director of the Connec­
ticut T'ederation of Planning and 
Zoning Commissions, that a commis­
sion could consider a project on its 
financial basis.

The commission unanimously voted 
down the latest referral by the Town 
Council on the track-soccer complex 
which would cost $112,117 dollars.

Half of this cost would be funded by a 
state grant, and $30,000 of the money 
had already been alloted under last 
year’s budget.

If the council wishes to take this 
proposal to the town meeting it will 
have to overrule the commission vote 
by a two-thirds vote.

The council will take action on the 
track-soccer complex Monday.

Discuss Runoff
Atty. Richard Cromie appeared 

before the commission in behalf of 
Frank Hastings who wishes to connect 
two buildings on the corner of Lake St. 
and Rt. 31.

Hastings had gotten approval from 
the Department of Environmental 
Protection and the Zoning Board of 
Appeals for this construction.

The zoning agent brought the matter 
before the commission because of the 
problem of water run off which may be 
caused by the paving of a parking lot in 
the area.

Cromie said that his client would be 
willing to post bond for the possible in­
stallation of storm drains in the area

when the town is ready to drain Lake
St.

Cromie said that Hastings had been 
trying to get a building permit for 
several months.

"There is more land in the back of the 
building that could be used for a 
parking area and if this was paved the 
water wouldn’t run into the street. But 
to put the parking area in the back 
would necessitate the removal of a 
dozen large trees.

A motion was made that a zoning per­
mit will be issued toJIastings when he 
posts bond to cover the storm drainage 
and the question of a road right-of-way 
is settled.

The commission discussed the con­
struction of a house on Hemlock Point 
which would be built on 15,000 square 
feet of land. The present zoning 
regulations make this a RU-40 zone 
which requires 40,000 square feet of 
land but this lot is a lot of prior record.

The tests done on the property for in- 
ground sewage disposal the State 
Department passed requirements for 
subsurface Septic Deisposal.

Loyzim has referred his matter to 
the Department of Environmental 
Protection to be reveiwed under the 
State Inland Wetlands regulations 
because the property in question is 
very close to the beach at Hemlock 
Point.

loyzim said he is also interested in 
seeing if this land could be brought un­
der present zoning regulations because 
there is another 15 acres there that 
could be built upon.

The commission reviewed the DevCo 
Sewer District Proposal and Loyzim 
said that most of the people who had 
signed the petition requesting the for­
mation of the district were people who 
had sold land to DevCo and are still 
living on the land and those who are 
renting DevCo property.

Loyzim said that only those persons 
residing in the district can approve or 
disapprove the formation of the dis­
trict.

He also said that the signers of the 
petition would be liable for any and all 
debts incurred by the district.

The commission will hold a special 
meeting of April 18 to complete the 
agenda of Monday’s meeting.

John Harkins, town manager, 
p r e se n te d  th e  B oa rd  o f 
S e le c t m e n  w ith  a 
recommended 1974-75 budget of 
$4,087,628, an increase of $329,- 
710 over the present budget.

The general budget, reflec­
ting 16 per cent, is $672,822; the 
school budget, representing 72 
per cent is $2,941,559, and the 
debt se rv ice  re fle cts  the 
remaining $473,247.

In his presentation Harkins 
said that “ While the budget is 
based on improving services 
and operation s , su ffic ien t 
reven u e d o lla r s  to fund 
desirable personnel, capital 
expenditures and expanded 
programs are not evident. Few 
recommendations relative to 
these considerations have been 
made. Sharply rising costs, lack 
of additional revenue and the 
pressure to maintain pace with 
e x is t in g  s e r v i c e s  h a v e  
necessitated the proposed in­
crease.”

Harkins said the present

budget reflected shortages in 
.revenue sharing funds, over­
expenditures resulting from 
ca rry over  o f  prior  y e a r ’ s 
expenditures and, in a few 
years underbudgeting fixed cost 
items.

Review of Changes 
A budget format with ap­

propriation controls is now 
employed by Harkins, to in­
crease efficiency and service 
while reducing costs wherever 
possible.

Harkins recommends hiring 
of two persons in streets and 
roads account to replace those 
assigned to the dump, plus a 
new position of laborer. He also 
strongly recommends hiring of 
a planning technician.

The equipment rental account 
reflects considerable reduction 
while additional equipment 
purchase is recom m ended. 
Harkins said this should 
provide for jobs to be done 
more extensively and inexpen­
sively. Particular emphasis has 
been placed on storm drainage 
and road maintenance.

Despite Reputation 
Rabbits Population 
Is On decline

CHICAGO (UPI) -  In this 

season of the Easter Bunny, of­
ficial notice has been taken of a 
decline of rabbits.

But sHucks, you say, if there 
is a rabbit shortage all we have 
to do is wait awhile, such is 
their reproductive ability.

T h is  b i o lo g i c a l  tru th , 
h ow ever, is sw iftly  being 
reduced to a theory. Your 
typical cottontail doe can 
produce six to nine bunnies 
every few weeks — the gesta­
tion period is 30 days — but she 
is downright particular about 
where she produces them.

According to the Illinois 
Natural History Survey, which 
this week brought the rabbit 
decline to public attention, cot­
tontails require "favorable 
habitat”  to multiply in their ac­
customed style. And in Hlinois, 
as e v ery w h ere  e ls e , the 
bulldozers have been closing in 
on the rabbit warrens.

In Illinois alone, according to 
the survey experts, there was a 
decline of almost 5 million 
acres of “ favorable habitat”  in 
one recent four-year period.

During this period , the 
experts said, the rabbit popula­

tion dropp^ 69 per cent. And 
the trend line in all parts of the 
country indicate continued rise 
in bulldozing, a steady depletion 
of .rabbits.

Surely, you say, some group 
will discover the plight of the 
cottontail and rush to protect 
these creatures. Don’t bet on it.

The ordinary rabbit has lew 
real friends. And practically 
everyth in g  is his enem y. 
Among pr^ators, rabbit is a 
favorite food. Coyotes, accord­
ing to a Nebraska study a few 
years ago, prefer them to 
chicken. And whatever his 
reputation for speed, dogs and 
cats seem to have no trouble 
outflanking the average cotton­
tail.

It turns out that of all his 
e n e m ie s ,  th e  on e  m o s t  
dangerous to the rabbit way of 
life is the farmer. Nowadays 
farmers put every square inch 
into cultivation. This means no 
patches of brush for the rabbits.

The only people who have 
expressed much interest in 
preventing a complete rabbit 
wipeout are the hunters. They 
want to keep a few around so 
they can kill them.

Simon Defends 
Energy Policies

WASHINGTON (U P I) — 
Federal Energy Chief William 
Sim on d e fe n d e d  the a d ­
ministration’s energy policies 
Tuesday and said the Arab oil 
embargo may have been a 
blessing in disguise.

Simon, in testimony before 
the House legal and monetary 
affairs subcommittee, said the 
administration’s actions during 
the energy crisis “ were the 
right ones—and they resulted in 
the least total impact on the 
American public.”

S im o n , c h a f f in g  fr o m  
criticism of his handling of the 
fuel shortages, said that over 
the last few months it seemed 
that more people were con­
cerned with laying blame than 
with solving the problem.

“ We must be watchful that 
this preoccupation with blame 
does not become a substitute 
for finding solutions.”  he said. 
“ All of us, particularly past 
govern m en t p o lic ie s  and 
programs, are responsible for 
our growing dependence on 
foreign petroleum —while our 
m ost abundant d om estic  
resource, coal, dwindled in im­
portance.”

One of the results of the ad­
ministration’s policies, he said, 
was to negate the effect of the 
fuel shortage on the economy.

“ Only a small percentage of 
our total work force —one half 
of one per cent —lost their jobs 
because of the energy crsis,”  
Simon said.

“ Unemployment held steady 
at 5.2 per cent in January and 
February, and declined to 5.1 
per cent in March. And there

are more Americans on the job 
today than there were last 
November.”

Simon admitted that the gas­
oline and fuel oil allocation 
programs did not “ function 
sm ooth ly  o v e rn ig h t”  but 
adjustments were made and 
emergency supplies allocated 
to areas in critical need.

Simon also told the subcom­
mittee the Arab oil embargo, 
which touched off the energy 
crisis, "was a blessing in dis­
guise. It crystallized a concern 
for energy problems which was 
desperately needed.”

He said the embargo came at 
the right time —a few years 
earlier and it would hav been 
dismissed as an unimportant in­
convenience, a few years later 
and its impact would have been 
too large to cope with.

“ We now have, I am certain, 
the national com m itm ent 
needed to move towards energy 
selfsufficiency,”  Simon said.

“ The embargo has given us 
the realization, determination, 
and commitment to achieve the 
g o a ls  o f  P r o je c t  
Independence.”

DEAR DR. LAMB -  My 

husband vomits all the time. 
He’s got so he can’t even hold 
water, besides food, in his 
stom ach. He’s quick tem ­
pered, very nervous and 
upset. He’s a heavy drinker, 
b e e r  by the quarts and 
whiskey and vodka all in one 
evening. Could this be why 
he’s upset all the time, be­
cause he has too much in his 
system? He won’t go to a doc­
tor. But, he needs help. He 
yells for no reason. How can 
one help this person?

DEAR READER -  Regu­
lar overuse o f alcohol can 
cause inflammation o f the 
stomach, a condition called 
alcoholic gastritis. This will 
lead to pain in the upper ab­
dom en  and nausea and 
vomiting. Of course, he could 
have an ulcer which can also 
occur. He would need an ex­
amination of his stomach to 
see what the problem really 
is.

Because o f the obvious 
medical problems you men­
tion, he does need to see a 
doctor. If you have a family 
doctor you should talk to him 
about this. Another source of 
help is for you to contact the 
A l c o h o l i c s  A n o n y m o u s  
organization and see if they 
can talk to your husband, 
and perhaps he will listen to 
them. I would expect, though, 
that they too would want him 
to receive proper medical at­
tention. My hunch is, from 
your letter, that he needs 
medical treatment for his 
stomach and possibly other 
m e d ic a l  p ro b le m s ; p s y ­
chiatric counseling for un­
derlying problems related to 
his overuse o f alcohol, and 
all the support he can get 
from you and such sources as 
Alcoholics Anonymous.

DEAR DR. LAMB -  Con­
c e r n in g  m y s e l f .  1 h ad  
suspected that 1 had high 
blood pressure for about a 
year. I recently had a physi­
cal and found my blood pres­
sure at 158 over 108. I am a 
36-year-old male.

The doctor put me on a low 
fat, 1,500 calorie diet. I am

fiv e  feet and w eigh 204 
clothed, or about 40 pounds 
overweight. My cholesterol 
was 246 and trig lycerides 
w ere 846. What do these 
terms mean?

DEAR READER -  Your 
doctor did exactly right in 
starting you on a weight 
reducing, low fat diet. Many 
people with moderately high 
blood pressure readings can 
be treated by simply getting 
rid o f the excess fat. Anyone 
with even moderately high 
blood pressure should try to 
get riel o f every pound o f fat 
they can.

The cholesterol is a subs­
tance made by the liver. It is 
not strictly a fat, but it is the 
waxy substance that sticks in 
the arteries and leads to fat­
ty deposits in the arteries. 
This leads to heart attacks, 
strok es and many other 
problems.

The triglycerides are the 
fat. Your reading is really 
high, if you have quoted it 
correctly. I suspect that a 
loss of at least 40 pounds, 
probably more, will do you a 
lot of good. You may need to 
do it gradually. You didn’t 
gain it ail at once. 1 think you 
should help yourself along 
with starting a regular walk­
ing program. The more you 
can walk daily, the faster you 
will get results. You will feel 
better if you exercise while 
you are dieting, too.

“Tony” Boyle emphatically 
denied before an intent jury 
’Tuesday that he ordered the 
murder of his UMW archrival 
and “close friend” Joseph A. 
“Jock” Yablonski.

“Did you have anything to do 
with the killing of Joseph, 
M a r g a r e t  and C h a r lo tte  
Yablonski?” asked defense at­
torney Charles F. Moses.

“ Absolutely not,” replied 
B o y le , 72, ch arged  w ith  
originating a schem e that 
resulted in the 1969 Yablonski 
murders three weeks after he 
defeated the union reformer in 
a bitter presidential election.

B o y le  w a s a c c u s e d  of 
suggesting to UMW District 19 
o ff ic ia ls  A lbert P a ss and 
William J. Turnblazer that 
Yablonski “ought to be killed or 
done away with.” An indict­
ment also charged that Boyle 
arranged for the transfer of 
$20,(K)0 in union money to the 
District 19 treasury to pay for 
the contract killing.

“Did you ever talk to Pass 
about the Yablonski killings?”

Flu, Chicken Pox

(SEC) investigation of finan­
cier Robert L. Vesco in return 
for a secret $200,000 cash cam­
paign contribution. Mitchell 
and Stans headed Nixon’s re- 
election effort.

Stone, a short, dapper, 71- 
year old (Chicago insurance ty­
coon , w as not a llow ed  to 
answer questions about his for­
tune, his reasons for con­
tributing to Nixon, or even the 
size of his contribution — which 
was more than $2 million in 1972 
according to GOP campaign 
disclosures.

The only specific information 
he was allowed to give was that 
he made his contribution before 
the April 7 cutoff date for 
secret donations.

“I made my contribution by 
check to various committees 
prior to April 7,” Stone said. “I 
got in early, volunteered.”

Ed­
mund S. Muskie, D-Maine, as a 
defense witness to show the 
Democrats followed the same 
a n o n y m ity  p r a c t ic e s  as  
Republicans. But Gagliardi 
excluded the witness on the 
grounds of irrelevancy.

He also said he would rule as 
irrelevant the testimony of such 
millionaire Nixon supporters as 
John Mulcahy of New York, 
R ichard M ellon S ca ife  of 
Pittsburgh and Max Fisher of 
Detroit, if defense persisted in 
plans to put them on the witness 
stand.

“They will testify they never 
asked for or received  any 
r e w a r d  fo r  th e ir  c o n ­
tributions,” Bonner said.

“What went through their 
minds is not relevant to what 
went through Stans’ mind as far 
as crim inal intent is con­
cerned.”

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UAC Reports Increased 
Sales and Earnings

United Aircraft Corp. of East 
Hartford Tuesday reported 
strong gains in sales and ear­
nings for the first quarter of 
1974 and boosted the quarterly 
common stock divdend from 45 
to 50 cents a share.

In a s ta te m e n t  g iven 
stockholders at the firm’s an­
nual meeting Harry J. Gray, 
UAC chairman and president, 
said sales for the first three 
months totaled 5821 million, an 
11 per cent increase over the 
5742 million recorded in the 
first quarter of 1973.

The 1974 first quarter net in­
come amounted to 527.2 million 
(earnings of 51.68 per share of 
common stock), compared to 
525.5 million (51.43 per share) 
in the same period last year.

The sales and earnings 
figures included the results of 
Essex International Inc., an In­
diana electrical products firm 
recently acquired by UAC.

Commenting on the acquisi­
tion of Essex, Gray said there 
are no plans to make UAC a

conglomerate, and manage­
ment has no Interest in expan­
ding into areas beyond in­
dustrial business.

UAC’s 1974 first quarter 
results, without the operations 
of Essex, were 5538 million in 
sales and 514.5 million in net in­
come, Gray said.

The earnings gain, be said, 
reflects increased deliveries of 
products as well as the con­
tinuing cost reduction and im­
proved efficiency programs 
throughout the corporation.

Gray said UAC is actively 
pursuing programs to increase 
its non-government business, 
thereby providing "still greater 
stability and profitability."

As a result of that effort, 
UAC’s c o m m e rc ia l and 
ndustrial sales for the first 
quarter of 1974 increased to 
about 68 per cent of total sales, 
he said. In the first quarter of 
1973, such business accounted 
for only 50 per cent of total 
sales.

’The first quarter financial

statement broke the total sales 
figure into four product areas; 
Power, 5457 tnillion; Industrial, 
5135 million; Systems, 5187 
million; and Space, 513 million.

The80-cent quarterly com­
mon stock dividend — along 
with a quarterly dividend of ̂  a 
share on the firm’s 58 preferred 
stock — will be paid June 10 to 
stockholders of record May 24.

The 841 stockholders atten­
ding Tuesday’s annual UAC 
meeting ie-elected 15 corpora­
tion directors to one-year 
terms.

A move to elect a new direc­
tor — Atlanta baseball player 
Hank Aaron who set a home-run 
record Monday night — failed 
when Aaron received votes of 
only 316 shares of the more- 
than-13 million shares voted.

Aaron, whose 715th homer 
Monday beat Babe Ruth's 
career total of 714, received 
loud applause at the UAC 
m e e tin g  w hen he w as 
nominated for the corporation 
post.

Boston Specialist Discusses 
Hypertension with MMH Staff

Police Report

“Hypertension, or high blood 
pressure, is present in seven 
per cent of tte  country’s peo­
ple. In cities alone, 35 per cent 
of the  p o p u la tio n  have 
hypertension.”

So said Dr. Dcmald Oken of 
Peter Bent Brigham Hospital in 
Boston as he spoke to staff doc­
tors Tuesday at a noon meeting 
a t M anchester M em orial 
Hospital.

In a growing malady, which 
seems to be easy enough to 

.diagnose. Dr. Oken said the 
main thing is not the diagnosis, 
but the therapy.

If there is no therapy, he said, 
the doctors have not done the 
vast majority of patients any 
good.

Of importance also, he said, 
was not what kind of hyperten­
sion a patient had, but how long 
it would continue.

He advised the doctors pre­
sent to be discriminating in 
doing patient workups on 
hypertension, to consider all 
the symptoms.

He suggested the need for 
thorough pulsation observation

Connally
Probe
Reported

WASHINGTON (U PI) -  
Columnist Jack Anderson said 
today Watergate prosecutors 
were investigating the possibili­
ty milk producers gave former 
Treasury Secretary John B. 
Connally a 510,000 bribe.

Anderson, in his nationally 
syndicated column, said FBI in­
vestigators have evidence Con­
nally pocketed the money from 
the Associated Milk Producers 
Inc. (AMPI) but returned it 
when contributions from the 
dairym en came under in­
vestigation.

The Washington Post quoted 
government investigators as 
saying the bribery allegations 
were speculative and “iffy."

Connally was quoted by the 
Post as describing the material 
in the Anderson column as 
“preposterous.”

Anderson said an AMPI of­
ficial, Robert Lilly, passed the 
510,000 to Jake Jacobsen, a 
lawyer for the milk group and a 
friend of Connally’s, as a cam­
paign contribution to be used 
for Republican candidates.

Connally received the money, 
according to Anderson, but 
later tried to return it when 
W atergate prosecutors and 
others began investigating 
campaign contributions from 
the milk producers.

Anderson said Connally 
returned the money in 5100 bills 
but later changed it to smaller 
bills when he thought the larger 
ones could be traced.

Connally has acknowledged 
he was offered the money by 
Jacobsen for distribution to 
congressional candidates of his 
choosing but said he turned it 
down.

Jacobsen has pleaded inno­
cent to charges he lied to a 
grand jury a|)wt handling of the 
money.

Watergate prosecutors have 
been in v e s t ig a t in g  the 
relationship between ^,0(X I 
con tribu ted  to P resid en t 
Nixon’s reelection campaign by 
the milk producers and an ad­
ministration decision to order 
higher milk supports. Nixon has 
denied the two matters were 
connected. ,

Splitting 
Of Texas 
Proposed

AUSTIN, Tex, (UPI) -  A 
state legislator wants Texas cut 
into five states. It can be done 
w ithou t the a p p ro v a l of 
Congress — or anyone else.

R ep . D an K u b ia k , a 
Democrat from Rockdale, said 
such a move would quickly in­
crease the state’s political clout 
in Washington and solve some 
of its problems at home.

When Texas joined the Union 
in 1845, it retained the right to 
divide into four additional 
states on its own initiative.

Kubiak and Sen. Bob Gam- 
mage, D-Houston, think the 
idea may now be worth con­
sidering 130 years after it was 
originally brought up.

More Poliliral Clout
’’The best reason I know of to 

do it is to get more political 
clout in Washington. D.C., for 
the State of Texas.” Kubiak 
said, noting that the current 
geographical area of Texas 
could be re p re se n te d  in 
Congress by 10 senators rather • 
than two.

Kubiak said 70 per cent of the 
natural gas produced in the 
United States comes from 
Texas, "yet we don’t have the 
clout to get laws passed to 
protect our gas.

“ It’s not right for a little old 
bitty state like New Jersey to 
have the same clout that Texas 
does,” he said.

The late Sen. V.E. “Red” 
Berry, D-San Antonio, proposed 
cutting Texas into two states in 
1969 so South Texas could 
legalize liquor by the drink and 
p a rim u o u e l b e ttin g . His 
proposal cleared a committee 
as a joke, but never came to a 
vote befor^the full Senate.

Both Houses passed a bill in 
1921 splitting the state into Blast 
and West Texas, but Gov. Pat 
Neff vetoed that idea.

AcrompliHhed by Law
Kubiak said the division could 

be done by law, and wouldn’t 
even require an amendment to 
the state constitution.

"I think it certainly needs to 
be explored, to find out the ad­
vantages and disadvantages,” 
he said. And jf the advantages 
outweigh the disdvantages, 
Kubiak said he may introduce 
legislation next year that would 
split up Texas.

The most difficult part of the 
idea would be getting residents 
to agree on where the dividing 
lines should be drawn, he said.

Asked if he seriously thought 
his suggestion stands a chance 
in the legislature, Kubiak 
smiled and replied, "I don’t 
know, we’ll just have to find 

, out.
"The odds are about one in 

100, I guess, but it needs to be 
looked a t.”

A m a n  w i t h  a l i t t l e  
knowledge would know that 
suits break 3-2 68 per cent of 
the time. He would also note 
that if East should hold either 
the king or queen of hearts or 
both of those cards that two 
heart finesses would lead to 
12 tricks without having to 
try the clubs and that the 
chance of that play succeed­

He would say to himself a 
76 per cent chance is better 
than a 68 per cent chance and 
try two heart finesses.

tions, I herewith tender my 
resignation from the post of 
prime minister.”

Mrs. Meir’s formal resigna­
tion followed by one day her 
bombshell announcement that 
she was stepping down. It will 
open a battle for her succession 
at a crucial time in the moves 
for Middle East peace between 
Israel and the Arabs.

Before sending her letter to 
Katzir, Mrs. Meir met with her 
cabinet to inform it officially. It 
met an hour late, some 90 
minutes after a band of Arab
