LUBBOCK, Tex. (UPD —

Thermonuclear fusion, which

could fuel industry, cit
power systems and possibly
transportation systems, may

be usable within 20 years, if

the engine ring problems can
be mastered,

Dr. Magne Kristiansen and
Dr. Marion Hagler, electrical
engineering professors at
Texas Tech University, are
heading a $59,300 National
Science Foundation grant for
experimental studies in radio
frequency plasma heating.

“A phrase like ‘RF plasma
heating' may not do much for
small talk, but it could be
vital o the world's long-
range energy supplies,” said
Kirstiansen

Kristiansen and Hagler
agree that there is new confi-
denceincontrolled fu
sion as an economical, safe
source of power.

Will Use Water
. “Most people believe the
physics will work, but we still
have uncertainly in regard to
the engineering of the prob-
lem,” Kirstiansen said.

The prototype of a
thermonuclear fusion power
plant may be in operation by
1995, five years earlier than
was predicted two years ago
and 20 years after the first
breeder reactor —which de-
pends upon [ission for energy
—is expected Lo be operable.

Hagler said fission reactors

there is a limit to the amount
of raw fuel available because
only about .7 per cent of the
world's supply of uranium is
of the right kind and can be
used for this purpose.

“Fusion reactors will use
water as a basic source of
energy,” Hagler said. “As
conceived by the world's
scientists and engineers who
are working on the problem,
a plasma of the hydrogen
component of water would be
heated to 100 million degrees
Fahrenheit and held there
for aboul a second.”

Heating Theory Developed

This would cause fusion
and, as a result, neutrons
would blast out of the plasma
like bullets shot into a sur-
rounding molten slurry,
Hagler said. As the slurry
—possibly of molten lithium
—becomes hot, it would be
used to heat water, to create
sleam, to drive turbines
which create electric power.

The Kristiansen-Hagler
team is concerned with heat-
ing the plasma. They have
developed a theory for coup-
ling radio electromagnetic
waves with 50 to 100 million
oscillations per second into
the plasma,

This would cause a physi-
cal excitation of the particles
in the plasma, and in turn
would create heat.

No one yet has found an er-
ror in the analysis of the
problem by the Texas Tech
researchers. Bul neither has
anyone done the experimen-
tal work to verify the theory.

Fusion Is Safer

"“A part of the problem isin
coupling the waves into the
plasma in the place where
they are wanted,” Kris-
tiansen daid. "By laws of
physics, the particles in the
plasma have a tendency to
form a shield against the out-
side disturbance of the
energy waves. We must find a
way around this problem in
order to get uniform heat
throughoult the entire volume
of plasma."”

Krigtiansen said fusion is
safer than fission because
there is less radioactive
waste material. Either fission
of fusion is cleaner than fossil
fuel energy production, he
said.

Kristiansen said power
developed by fusion would
not work directly in motor
vehicles unless an electric
motor and storage system
could be devised to give vehi-
cles long range capability.

May Have Been Forced to Participate

FBI Seeking Patricia Hearst
As Witness to Bank Robbery

SAN FRANCISCO (UPI) —
The FBI today sought Patricia
Hearst as one of four rifle-
toting women who held up a San
Francisco bank Monday, shot
two bystanders and escaped
with more than $10,000.

Authorities said the 20-year-
old kidnap victim may have
been forced to participate
against her will.

Miss Hearst was identified in
pictures taken by a hidden bank

camera, Kidnaped 10 weeks ago
by the Symbionese Liberation
Army, Miss Hearst, in a tape-
recorded message, renounced
her parents and her former life
13 days ago and said she was
Joining forces with her captors.
She said she was changed her
name to “Tania."”

A warrant was issued for
Miss Hearst, granddaughter of
famed newspaper founder
William Randolph Hearst, as a

material witness in the
robbery.

“She may have been acting
under duress and coercion,”
said FBI special agent in
charge, Charles W. Bates, in
explaining why she was sought
as a material witness instead of
a participant. Three other
women were named as
suspects, and police said five
men apparently also were in-
volved — four of them waiting

Mother ‘Can’t Believe It’

LA PAZ, Mexico (UPI) — The
mother of Patricla Hearst said
today she cannot believe her
daughter took part in the $10,000
holdup of a San Francisco bank.

“I'm 80 upset I can't talk to
you," Mrs. Randolph Hearst
said, ““We just heard it over the
radio.

Community College
Funding Reviewed

By Floyd Larson

The over-all community
college system budget and bon-
ding authorization were
reviewed Monday night at the
meeting of the executive com-
mittee of the Manchester Com-
munity College Regional Coun-
cil Executive Committee.

Highlighting the budget,
which was revised upwards by
the legislature from Gov.
Thomas J. Meskill's original
recommendations, was Dr.
Frederick Lowe Jr., outgoing
president of MCC. '

Although the bonding alloca-
tion to the system was in-
creased to §$15 million from $5
million, Dr. Lowe reported this
may not mean much improve-
ment over what MCC might
expect in capital grants since
the revised figure could be
pared substantially by the
purchase of facilities for
Greater Hartford Community
College and South Central Com-
munity College which were
planning to lease facilitiés when
the governor's budget was
prepared,

Dr. Lowe said these costs
may be as high as $12 million so
that in effect the system may
have less bonding funds at its
disposal under the revised bill
than it had under the original
version.

In connection with the capital
outlay plans for the system, he
reported the Bonding Commis-
sion has yet to act on a §75,000
planning appropriation already
approved by the legislature, but
felt the state was holding up ac-

Hig

tion until the GHCC and SCCC
matters are resolved.

In the operations budget for
the system, the legislature
added o the governor's
recommendations: $200,000
more for libraries; $20,000 for
anticipated additional fuel
costs; $261,000 to reclassify and
promote stafi members, and
$725,000 for B84 new staff
positions in the system.

Dr. Lowe said it is an-
ticipated the revised budget
will be signed by the governor;
however, there is the possibility
of line vetoes of certain items,
He said once the budget is
signed, the central office of the
system will break down the
allocations for the various
colleges and Dr. Lowe an-
ticipates MCC figures will be
available early in May.

He reported the state trustees
Monday had favorably acted on
authorizing day care centers at
the community colleges. MCC
has had one in operation since
September bul because of
technicalities the funds of the
self-supporting service have
been held in abeyance by the
commissioner of finance. With
the trustee authorization, these
funds hopefully will be released
s0 the director and employes of
the MCC center at the Center
Congregational Church can be
paid,

In its authorization, the
trustees established rules for
center operations which include
priorities of service to students
first, faculty and staff second,
and the general public third,

authorities speculated she was
forced to take part.

“There's reason to believe
she was not a willing partner in
the kidnaping or the bank
robbery,” said U.S. Attorney

Thé three women named in
bank robbery warrants were
Nancy Ling Perry, Patricia
Michelle Soltysik and Camilla
Catherine Hall, all believed
previously to be members of
the tiny SLA which claimed
responsibility for the Hearst
kidnaping and the slaying last
November of Oakland Schools
Supt, Marcus Foster.

None of the men was iden-
tified.

Mideast Peace in Jeopardy

An Egyptian newspaper
hinted today that Egypt might
open a second front in the Sinai
Desert if the Israel-Syrian
fighting continues. The fighting
in the Golan Heights entered its
36th consecutive day today with
intensive Syrian artillery bom-
bardments of Israeli positions
atop strategic Mount Hermon.

The newspaper Al Akhbar
said Egypt cannot allow Israel
to return to the aggressive

methods it practiced before last
October’s war. "'The time when
Israel was able to practice this
method has passed,” it said.
*Israel cannot remain with one
Arab front to concentrate on."

Al Akhbar also warned that
“continuing Israeli aggressive
policies” constituted a hurdle in
the path of current efforts for a
lasting peace in the Middle
East. Similar fears were
expressed Monday in New York
at a meeting of the U.N. Securi-
ty Council.

A Syrian military delegation,
headed by Brig. Gen. Hikmat
Chehabi, head of military in-
telligence, currently is in the
United States for talks with
Secretary of State Henry A.
Kissinger on a possible Syrian-
Israeli troop disengagement.

The Tel Aviv newspaper
Ma'ariv said Israeli political
legders have not yet discussed a
Syrian proposal for the dis-
engagement of forces.

Investment Group

Millard H. Pryor Jr., president and chief
executive officer of Manchester's Lydall, Inc.,
has formed an investment group to acquire con-
trol of the company, according to a proxy slate-
ment prepared for the company’s annual

meeling today.

Pryor said he entered an agreement March 7
which allows him to gain control of Corcap Inc.,
a New York holding company which has effec-

tive control of Lydall.

In the proxy statement, Pryor said it is an-
ticipated that after the purchase he and David
W. Clark Jr., vice president and treasurer of
Lydall, and their families would own more than

50 per cent of Corcap.

Pryor’s agreement to buy Corcap stock was
made with New Court Securities Corp. of New
York, an investment banking firm which will
continue to be represented on Lydall’s board of

directors,

Another announcement contained in Pryor's
proxy statement is that Robert P. Fuller, chair-
man of Lydall, will relinquish his full-time posi-

tion July 1.

Pryor said Fuller, who joined the company in
1951 as general manager and later became presi-

earnings — today re-established
a policy of paying quarterly
dividends on common stock at
an annual rate of 20 cents.

A dividend of five cents a
share was declared payable
June 15 to shareholders of
record May 31. Dividends of
37%2 cents per share and 20
cents per share were declared
on Lydall's $1.50 and 80 cents
preferred stock, respectively.

The company's board of
directors took the dividend ac-
tion after Lydall's annual
meeting at Hartford this mor-
ning and after company Presi-
dent Millard H. Pryor Jr.
reported “real progress being
made on all fronts.”

Pryor said first quarter ear-
nings increased 71 per cent;
sales of §7,147,000 were up 25
per cenl. The earnings
amounted to 24 cents a share.

Summarizing the company's
1973 results, Pryor said there
was a complete turnaround in
the company's financial status
except in (wo areas:

Results were not as strong as
they could have been, Pryor
said, because of problems with
the Universal Lubricating
Systems Division, which was
later sold, and results of the
Colonial Fiber Division were
not as high as usual due to in-
creasing raw material costs.

Looking to the future, Pryor

said Lydall intends to
significantly increase its
assets, sales, and earnings.

An acquisition program
forecast last year was delayed

Questioned about expected
profits in 1974, Pryor wouldn’t
specify a figure but he indicated
he expects profits of more than
$1 a share,

In the 1978 financial report,
Pryor said Lydall's cash in-
creased Lo more than $1.3
million by December. At the
same lime, long-term debt was
reduced by $1 million and more
than $1.3 million of machinery
and other fixed assets were
purchased

Future projection indicates
strong cash flow, even after
allowing for large capital
expenditures, Pryor said.

In the short annual meeting of
stockholders, Lydall Chairman
Robert P. Fuller briefly

recalled the history of the firm °

and noted that the session was
the fifth annual meeting of
Lydall, which was created in
1969 by a merger of the Colonial
Board Co. of Manchester and
the Superior Steel Ball Co. of
New Britain.

Fuller introduced Eleanor
Lydall Quinn, granddaughter of
one of the company's co-
founders.

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Spare the Rod:
It May Become Illegal

There's something about California
which seems to breed the unusual.
The nation's most populous state has a
long history of spawning the exotic
and the bizarre.

This brings us to mention of a most
extraordinary document which has
been presented to the -California
Legislature for its consideration and
action. It is a Bill of Rights for
children, with some remarkable
ideas.

The 377-page report was compiled
by representatives of children's and
youth groups around the state. **They
felt it was time to assert that persons
who occupy the status of children are
people within the meaning of the Bill
of Rights of our Federal
Constitution,” the report said.

Spanking would be done away with,
the document declares. It calls it the
threat or infliction of corporal punish-
ment, which is a fancy way of putting
it.

The report says further: “As peo-
ple, children are entitled to be viewed
by government by the same standards
as all other people. Therefore, if
government applies a separate stan-
dard to persons who happen to be
children, then government goes

_against the Constitution."

“Young people have the right to
free speech, free press, peaceable
“#sembly and to freely exercise their
religious freedom,” it continues.

We can see big trouble right there.
Supposing a six-year-old, who happens
to be a child, decides to use some fan-

cy four-letter words around the house,

which he has picked up from God
knows where? If his parents whack
him on the bottom, are they depriving
him of his constitutional rights?

And what if the editorial staff of a
college paper turns out an edition
which outdoes Deep Throat and the
Exorcist and makes the paper it is
printed on blush pink? Can they be
removed from their positions,
because tax money is paying for their
avante guarde journalistic efforts?
Not according to the report.

Another plank reads, “Young peo-
ple have the right to participate fully
within the educational and
governmental processes in the
absence of university applicable com-
petency standards,"

That may not be as laughable as it
reads. Eighteen year olds have the
vote and in some educational in-
situtions the students have not only
picked out the course they will take,
but have also specified the ethnic
background of the teachers who
should conduct the classes.

It is entirely possible that new
math, reading and writing may be
thrown out the windows in favor of
field trips, now that the weather has
turned nice.

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The Russians

and the Jackson Amendment

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Just
before he went to Moscow to
open an exposition where 76
U.S. firms will offer machine
tools for sale, Commerce
Secretary Frederick Dent was
telling me how the Russians see
the Jackson Amendment. Itisa
measure which denies the
Soviet Union equal trade rights
unless the Kremlin allows un-
limited emigration.

““They just can't un-
derstand,” said Dent, “‘how
Congress fails to grasp the
explanation that Mr. Brezhnev
made when he was in
Washington last summer."

Brezhnev's explanation was
that his government had already
liberalized the emigration
policy to the extent that where
400 Jews were once allowed to
leave Russia, the figure
reached 35,000 in 1973. To Dent
this is remarkable testament to
American influence for the
good. He fears that if Jackson
and his Amendment supporters
persist, the Russians will
return to the ‘“‘closed door
policy."" This, says the
Secretary, will make a
difference in the detente, of
which Solzhehitsyn is a prize
product. It will make a
difference in the American
trade balance which has a $1.7-
billion surplus last year, with a
§1.9-billion surplus coming
from the Soviet bloc and Red
China.

“For the first time in many
years," he went on, ‘‘there
aren't enough ships to carry
American export-import
cargoes. No other major coun-
Lry is doing as well as we are. |
think Congress ought to
evaluate what we've got to gain
and what we've got o lose.”

Not everybody, of course,
finds the detente in such good
working order. George Meany
has thundered that it is merely
a different phase of the Cold
War. On the day I talked with
the Secretary, figures were
produced by Rep. Ben
Blackburn (R-Ga. ) to show that
the American computer in-
dustry is contributing fo the
Russian military build-up in
ICBMs and MIRVs. But Dent
believes that, while trading
nations often fight wars, *‘trade
holds together the threads of
our international relationships”

and contributes to the climate
of peace.

He was saying, in effect, that
there is danger in.a commercial
partnership with the USSR, but
that men and nations can't af-
ford to go through life being
afraid. The boldness of
developing commerce with
enemy nations is on a par with
the boldness of last October's
alerting of the armed forces to
meet a Russian threat, and the
bombing and the harbor-mining
in North Vietnam on the eve of
a Summit meeting. Dent is an
all-out admirer of presidential
audacity, including revaluation
of the dollar in American self-
interest.

He also finds American self-
interest in lowering trade
barriers to stimulate the sale of
exports, As a former head of a
large textile firm, Mayfair
Mills in Arcadia, S.C., Dent
readily admits that cheap
foreign goods can break U.S.
manufacturers. But these
manufacturers move their
plants abroad and resume their
profits, whereas the workers
stay home and become un-
employed. It is jobs — what he
calls “the labor content” —
which he expects to result from
expanded world trade.

Dent sees nation-changing
boldness in the all but forgotten
New Federalism, a program
for pushing responsibility from
the central government to the
states. Psychological results
may be greater than generally
recognized. The Maryland
House of Delegates this month
sel a precedent by repealing the
22 per cent oil depletion as it
applies lo state income Llax
deductions. Many governors
during the gasoline shortage
acted on their own to impose
odd-day buying. Since when has
local initiative shown such vim!
Dent says that thése are signs
of presidential success in dis-
mantling the Federal colossus.

Dent believes he's working
for a President who takes big
chances to gain big results and
that history will vindicate him
The Secretary was fresh from a
conference with Mr. Nixon
when | interviewed him, and
marvelling at the President's
resilience and grasp of
governmental details.

Some recent but as yet un-
completed studies on the state
of Congress have come up with
some disturbing findings.

As one indicator, it seemes
most lobbyists these days don't
bother much with most con-
gressmen, because they don't
think their votes are worth
cultivating. They believe that 70
to 90 per cent of the legislators
on Capitol Hill have so little in-
fluence on legislation it is not
profitable to buy them lunches,
offer free transportation on
company planes, cut-rate
automobile leases or otherwise
attempt to legally or illegally
influence what they do.

This feeling of unimportance
is felt by a growing number of
representatives and senators
themselves,

Congressmen who now say
they will not run for reelection
has grown to an unprecedented
number.

Some members of the "I
won't run again’' group have
most assuredly been influenced
by the conviction that
Watergate has measurably
decreased their likelihood of
reelection. But when con-
gressmen talk privately, the in-
vestigators find a considerable
number of those quitting — and
some who are staying — are
simply fed up. One long-time
legislator who has decided not
to run again, told one student of
Congress that he was in no
danger of losing this fall.

A myriad
other bills are put into the
hopper. Now most of these
never see the floor, but no
senator or representative has
the staff to adequately research
the bills that must be con-
sidered. The Library of
Congress has an excellent
research staff, but it is dread-
fully small. So is the staff of the
General Aceounting Office upon
which congressmen can call,

As a resull of these dif-
ficulties, numbers of men on
the Hill feel like blind men In a
china shop. They are not cer-
tain whether they are doing
more harm than good.
Representatives don't have
much time to think about the
problem because there's an
election coming up every other
year and their constituents are
clamoring for personal service.
Senators have more years
between elections but more
people to serve,

And of course, there is no job
security for most of these men
and women.

The worrisome question |s
will there be a steady decline in
the number of first-rate persons
willing to run for Congress and
stand for re-election once they
experience how the system
operates”?

Did you know that canned
goods had spme:mc shelf lives
according to the temperature at
which are stored? The
Research Lab of the National
Canners Association has done
extensive work on this subject
and has come up with a table of
shelf life for most products.

Canned applesauce, for in-
stance, can be kept for six
years at 40 degrees Fahrenheit,
but for only three years at 70
degrees, and two years at 90
degrees.

Acidie fruits, such as berries,
react to the metal containers
and cannot be kept as long.
Blueberries, for instance, can
be kept for only nine months at
90 degrees and for a year and a
half at 70.

When canned goods are
stored for a length of time, they
should not be stacked hjgh. The
weight could cause bursting or
crushing at the bottom layers,

Periods of storage depend en-
tirely on temperarure, humidi-
ty, care in handling, protection
from the weather, quality of the
food when received and the
packing.

Remember to check your
canned goods regularly and use
up the older cans first.

Students
Shout Down
Shockley

NEW HAVEN (UPI) —
Boisterous Yale University
students shouted down the con-
troversial Dr., William B.
Shockley Monday night when he
tried to speak on his belief that
whites are genetically brainier
than blacks.

About a third of the 300
students gathered for the
debate between Shockley and
conservative publisher William
Rusher began heckling and cat-
calling as soon as the pair
appeared on stage.

The students chanted "Go
Home Racist"" and held up
signs, one reading: “Is there a
Nobel Prize for Genocide."

Shockley is a Nobel prize -
winning physicist whose hobby
is genetics. His assertions that
blacks are inferior have gotten
him shouted off several other
campuses,

Al one point during the
shouting, Shockley walked to
the podium, but when the
heckling rose, he went instead
to a large blackboard where he
wrote, “Pity on Yale."

Shockley later used the same
medium to ask if there was a
spokesman for the protesters in
the audience,

One youth, who identified
himself as a Vietnam veteran,
stood up and told the crowd: 1
have as much disrespect for
you as I have for him, ™
referring to Shockley.

Shockley and Rusher finally
left the stage after enduring
about one hour of the shouting.

During the heckling, Yale
Secretary Henry Chauncey told
the students they would be
suspended if they continued to
shout.

For Shockley, it was the last
chapter in his on - again, off -
again affair with Yale. He had
been invited to speak at the un-
iversity by three groups in the
past three months, but all
rescinded their invitations un-
der pressure from Shockley

critics.

Slim Irishman
Cops Marathon

BOSTON (UPI) — Mastery of the Boston Marathon has
returned to Europe with a machine-like performance by a
young Irish runner who could figure prominently in inter=
national track.

Neil Cusack, a slim, brownhaired Limerick native who
attends East Tennessee State College, took a commanding
lead Monday early in the 26-mile 385-yard race, and main-
tained it with the aid of a slight tail wind and despite a
brutal stretch of pavement known as Heartbreak Hill to
win in the near-record time of 2:13:39.

It was the third-fastest time ever recorded in the 87-year
history of the international event, three minutes and nine
seconds off the record set by England’s Ron Hill in 1970.
The only other runner to better Cusack's time was Eamon
O'Reilly, an American, who finished second to Hill in 1970.

Heartbreak Hill, a stretch of terror to hundreds of good
runners, was too much for Cusack’s only serious rival,
Tom Fleming of the New York Athletic Club, who finished
second in 2:14:25.

“I never even thought of time, strategy or anything like
that. All I wanted to do was win the race,” Cusack sald
after he crossed the finish line at the Prudential Building
in the city’s Back Bay section.

Motorcycle policemen bracketed the young runner most
of the way to clear a path through one of the largest
crowds ever to view the contest. Bicycle riders closely
trailed Cusack until he entered the city proper, when they
were waved off the course by policemen.

Cusack said prior to the race he wanted only to run well
enough to qualify for the European championships later
this summer.

“I've had a lot of indoor races, but I didn't know if I had
enough training," he said. He added that Heartbreak Hill
was the turning point of the race.

"That was the toughest part of the course. Other than
that, it wasn't too bad. But it was bad enough. The only
thing I thought of when I reached the Hill was to get the
hell over it and go on with the race. I wasn't aware of who
was second and I never even thought I had it until I got
over Heartbreak Hill. Then I figured I had it won."

Fleming, who was among the early leaders, began
closing the gap as the two runpers entered the portion of
the course which rises 180 feet in three and three-quarters
miles in a series of four hills. By the time the two reached
the top of the hills, Fleming had cut Cusack’s lead from
about 220 to 150 yards. But the effort proved too much for
Fleming, who also finished second a year ago.

Jerome Drayton, Canada's best marathoner, finished
third with a time of 2:15:33.

The woman's division winner was Miki Gorman, a tiny,
38-year-old housewife from Los Angeles, who finished in
2:47:11, 279th overall. The 86-pound world's woman
marathon champ knocked 17:56 off the previous record set
by Sara Mae Berman of Newton, Mass., in 1970.

Four other women broke the women's mark of 3;05:07 —
Kathy Switzer of New York City, Christina Kofferschlager
and Manuela Pruess of West Germany and Nina Kuscsik of
the Suffolk Track Club.

The victory by Cusack gave the title back to the
Europeans, who have dominated the race in past years.
Last year's event was won by Jon Anderson of the Oregon
Track Club —the only American to win the event since

Thankful

BOSTON (UPI) — Neil
Cusack can be thankful for a lot
of things.

He was aided by a strong
tailwind (25 miles per hour),
the famed Heartbreak Hill and
his own endurance.

But he's just thankful that the
78th Boston Marathon is over
and that he won it.

Cusack, a 22-year-old senior
from East Tennessee State,
finished the marathon Monday
in 2:13:39, the second-best win-
ning time and third-best overall
time in the race's history.

And with the win, Cusack
boosted himself into the Euro-
pean National Championships,
an event which required a good
showing in Monday's race. As a
matter of fact, the Limerick,
Ireland, native would have run
in the marathon last year but he
received an achilles injury that
turned into a seiatic condition.
As a result, he was out of action
for all of last track season.

“I've had a lot of indoor races
(in the last year)," he said,
“but I didn't know if I had
enough training." '

The turning point of this, and
many other marathons was
Heartbreak Hill, a series of
four hills along Commonwealth
Avenue in Newton. Here, Tom
Fleming, who eventually
finished second for the second
year in a row, tired and
developed muscle spasms,
causing him to pause several
times.

“I didn't even notice," said
Cusack, oblivious to everything
except his own race. "'l never
looked back, and I wasn't aware
of who was second. I never even
thought I had the race won until
I went over the hill.”

Last year, Fleming was run-
ning close to the leader, Jon
Anderson of Evugene Ore., when
he cramped on the hill and fell
to second.

Cusack, while admitting that
the hill was a tough stretch,
looked strong as he passed the
most torturous portion of the
route. In fact, when the race
was over, he was able to face
hordes of reporters and
cameramen in a relatively
calm manner,

“Don't let my appearance
fool you,” he said. "I'm more
tired than I've ever been in my
entire life. I'm probably so
tired that I don’t even act like
I'm tired. Thank God it's over.”

Issel, who had a season-
low nine points, hit only 4-of-
14 shots and Gilmore 5-0f-17,
As a team, the Colonels hit
29 per cent in the first half,
37 per cent overall.

““We compensated for
their offensive rebounding in
the first game by having
Issel crash the boards more
this time," said McCarthy.
"'But we still lost. We've got
to shoot better from the out-
side and the funny thing is,
we're a good outstide
shooting club.

NEW YORK (UPI) — The Boston Celtics are afraid
history will repeat itself tonight. The New York Knicks
hope they're right.

Last year, Boston romped over the Knicks in the opening
game of their NBA Eastern Conference playoff finals and
the know-it-alls predicted a Celtic sweep in four. New
York came back to win the second encounter by as big a
margin and went on to win the series in seven.

of 16 in a 16-point game. Earl Monroe, who gave the
Bullets [its with his weaving one-on-one bouts and outside
shooting, contributed only six points.

“When you're not hitting, it makes you feel real tired,"
Frazier said, “'but what can you do when we hit only 34 of
103 shots. Our defense wasn't that bad.

When asked if the old truck
would be traded in* on the
purchase of the new truck, Reid
said that the old one would be
kept for use hauling stumps and
rocks. He said, however, that it
is not a first-line piece of equip-
ment and could not be relied
upon for snow removal during
another winter,

Reid stated that to do an
adequate job of caring for the
roads the town should purchase
several pieces of expensive
equipment. However, he had
only included the truck, a jet
sander and a plow in the budget
because he did not want to over-
burden the taxpayers. He called
these three items absolute
necessities.

Constables

The budget item for police
protection is increased from
$1,000 in 1973-74 to $4,000 in the
1974-75 budget. The increase is
shown because the constables
prapose to work more hours and
also because a $100 per man un-
iform allowance is proposed.

In the section of the budget

for reserve funds is a $1,500
item for the purchase of a
secondhand police vehicle,

It was suggested al the
hearing that the town not in-
crease the budget of the con-
stables or buy the police car un-
til a study committee had com-
pletely investigated the need
for increased protection.

Board of Education

It was almost 11 o'clock by
the time the hearing progressed
to the budgét of the Board of
Education and many people had
left. Of those who remained the
sentiment was divided sharply
on many items.

Some people felt that the
whole budget was too high and
drastic cuts should be imposed
by the Board of Finance, Others
found fault with the budget
because of the things it did not
provide.

Some of the strongest
negative feeling was expressed
about the salaries of the
superintendent and the assis-
tant superintendent. These
figures are set at $29,000 and

$22,700 respectively,

Those who felt that the
requests were too low mainly
centered their criticism on the
account for maintenance. They
spoke in favor of spending more
to take care of the two elemen-
tary schools and suggested that
this be done by cutting out some
educational programs if
necessary.

Board of Education member
David Allbee said that the
board strives to have a
reasonable program. It is im-
portant for the Board of Educa-
tion to weigh priorities because
“We can't have evrything we
want and need.”

Town Council Adopts
Sidewalk Ordinance

BARBARA RICHMOND

An amendment to Vernon's
sidewalk ordinance, which
deletes reference to the repair
of existing walks, was approved
by the Town Council Monday
night. The action followed a
public hearing where mixed
emotions were expressed by
several townspeople who on one
hand liked the ordinance
because it allows repairs
without assessment.

But on the other hand, some
didn't like it because it doesn't
guarantee how the repairs will
be accomplished and won't
allow the abutters to decide
whether the walks will be ce-
ment or hardtop.

Kenneth Bellinger of
Ellington Ave. commented that
he felt it was time the town
started repairing concrete
walks with concrete. He strong-
ly objected to repairing them
with blacktop.

He expressed concern that
people speaking in favor of the
ordinance did not understand
its meaning.

He asked if the existing con-
crele walks will be repaired
with concrete and questioned if
this would cost the abutting
properly owners money.

Mayor Frank McCoy
explained that the council, at.its
meeling two weeks ago, agreed
that in areas where walks were
predominately concrete, they
would be repaired with con-
crete, '

Town Attorney Abbott
Schwebel said the amended or-
dinance will leave it up to the
Public Works Department to
decide how the repairs will be

abutting property owners to pay
for one-half of the cost of the
repairs. He said Andrew
Tricarico, head of the Public
Works Department found this
to be an unworkable method.

With the amended ordinance
the town can now assess for
new sidewalks only. The excep-
tion to this being sidewalks in-
stalled on the recommendation
of the Traffic Authority for the
safety of children walking to
school.

Bellinger then interjected,
"What you are saying is if the
Public Works Department
recommends it you could put
blacktop all around my house.”
He was told “yes,” and he
replied, 'Over my dead body."

Abner Brooks of Center St., a
former councilman, said he

doesn't have walks on his street
but he spoke in favor of the or-
dinance noting he had pushed
for this when he was on the

council.

He said the people in the

Rockville section of town paid
for the walks originally and up
to now, had to also pay part of
the cost of repairs.

Brooks added, “'1 hope you
will repair the walks the way
these people want and
(referring to Bellinger) 1 hope
you won't have to do it over my
friend's dead body."

In the council’s discussion,
following the hearing, Coun-
cilman Peter Humphry asked if
the ordinance could be
amended further to state the
method of repair,

Alty. Schwebel said the only
way this could be done would be
to reject the ordinance as
presented and start all over
again going through the whole
procedure of advertising and

Morgan Campbell, chairman

Study Committee, appointed by

the Board of Selectmen in
January, presented its final
report to that board after ten
weeks of meetings.

Richard Lander, chairman;
Lorraine Manning, secretary;
and members Corinne Bock,
Philip Nangle, Kenneth Smith,
Stuart Tinkham and Helen
Want were complimented by
the selectmen on the quality of
the detailed study submitted.

In order to do justice to the
amount of research and the im-
portance of the subject, the con-
tents will be reported in a five-
part series this week.

Summary

Public health services made
available to the residents of a
communily are important and

District Health Study Report

essential. With continued pop-
ulation increases, Tolland's
public health needs continue to
grow.

Improved technology,
restructuring of local . health
departments, and significant
strides in public health
knowledge have increased a
town's capability to provide the
public with health services it
desires and to which it is en-
titled. These services can be
provided for in a number of
ways and to various extents, at
varying costs to the taxpayers.

In light of the changes that
have and will take place in
town, as well as recent legisla-
tion passed by the state
legislature, a committee was
formed to study the possible
benefits to Tolland in joining a
health district with neighboring

towns,
Goals
The committee's primary

goal was to study the public
health needs of Tolland, the
town's resources, and the
available state and federal
assistance, Upon completion of
this goal, it was to recommend
to the Board of Selectmen
whether the town should
become a8 member of a health
district.

A secondary goal was to cite
those characteristics of a
Health District deemed
necessary should Tolland join
such a district, Finally, if a
health district were not
recommended, it was the intent
of the committee to recom-
mend other alternatives to
fulfill the public health needs of
the community.

The committee also set a goal
to recommend interim means
for providing public health care
if a health district was
recommended, but could not be

accomplished in the immediate
future.

During the committee's
existance it considered the
public health needs of the town
and came up with recommen-
dations for an approach which
the town should follow to best
provide the necessary and
desired services. Con-
siderations were given to ad-
ministrative services, en-
vironmental services, and nur-
sing services.

To fulfill desired public
health meeds, the approaches
studies were: A public health
district; a Tolland Department
of Health with a full-time direc-
tor of health; a Tolland Health
Department with a part-time
director of health; contracting
services, including a health
director, from another town;
contracting services, including
a health director, from a near-
by hospital.

Based on these discussions
and interviews with se§ral
public health professionals), as
well as anticipated costs of
each approach when possible,
the committee formulated its
recommendations.

Recommendations

It is the recommendation of
the Tolland Health District
Study Committee that the town
participate in a Public Health
District to satisfy the necessary
and desired health services of
Tolland, and that the Board of
Selectmen take the.necessary
action to join an existing or
proposed public health district,
or participate in the formation
of a new public health district.

In the interim period before
Tolland can become part of a
district, it is recommended that
the town provide for its public
health care through one of the
following, in order of the com-
mittee’s preference: Tolland

Health Department with' full-
time director; Tolland Health
Department with a part-time
director; or contracted ser-
vices of a part-time director.

Public Health Council

It is the committee's
recommendation that the town
form a public health council to
investigate fully the three
recommended interim alter-
natives and recommend a
detailed choice to the
selectmen; begin detailed in-
vestigation into joining a public
health district; and become a
permanent, advisory body for
the town in the area of public
heath.

The next part of this series
taken from the report of the
District Health Study Com-
mittee will look into public
health services presently
available to the town.

Storm-Drainage Project

Tabled for More Study

The status of proposed storm-
drainage improvements in the

proved a $55,000 allocation for
the work and had instructed
Town Manager Robert Weiss
and Public Works Director Jay
Giles to award the contract and
proceed with the project.

Democrat Wins Michigan Election

SAGINAW, Mich. (UPI)—J.
Bob Traxler, who Tuesday
night scored a solid victory ina
congressional district that has
not gone Democratic since the
depression, said President
Nixon was an ‘‘albatross"
around the neck of the
Republican party.

Traxler, a sltate represen-
tative for 13 years, defeated
Republican opponent James M.
Sparling Jr., a one-time Nixon
aide in the Eighth
Congressional District in
Michigan's thumb area, by 58,-
153 votes to 55,118 for Sparling
;with 292 of 301 precincts report-

ng.

“Nixon," Traxler said, “'is a
Republican problem and not a
Democratic one."”

The 42-year-old Traxler, who
has represented the area since
1962 at the state level, said it

was a ''mistake' for Nixon to
campaign last week on behalf of
Sparling.

“If T was a Republican, I
would not want the Nixon
albatross around my neck in
November," he sald in a vic-
tory statement after Sparling
conceded the race. ""They (the
GOP) are going to have
problems this November."

The special election was
called after Rep. James Harvey
resigned earlier to take a
federal judgeship.

The Democratic victory was
the fourth in five special
Congressional elections this
year and was the last major
election before November.

Nixon personally intervened
in the election last week when
he toured along a 57-mile route
in the mostly rural seven-
county area.

It was the first time since the
President won re-election in
1972 that he campaigned on
behalf of a Republican can-
didate.

Sparling, 45, making his first
political race, said Nixon's visit
did not have an impact on the
outcome of the election.

“I don't think he (Nixon)
helped or hurt me,"” Sparling
said in a news conference. “If
this campaign was lost, it was
lost by, Jim Sparling," he said.

Sparling also told Traxler
“You'd better be a working con-
gressman and you'd ~better

" serve the district,"”

Traxler scored heavily in his
own home Bay County and in in-
dustrialized Saginaw but he
also ran unexpectedly strong in
the rural areas of the countles
near Lake Huron on Michigan's
Eastern Shore.

Traxler had hit Watergate
hard during his campaign and
as the vote count proceeded,
Democratic party workers
attending a celebration
chanted, “Impeach, Impeach,
Impeach.”

Traxler said his victory came
from a ‘‘new populist
movement” in the country.

The Arab press said today the
Soviet Union was prepared to
intervene directly to halt
Israeli military activity on the
Syrian front, where an all-night
battle raged for control of
strategic Mount Hermon and
spread to the surrounding area.

The warning, reported in the
influential Beirut newspaper Al
Anwar, followed the return of
Syrian President Hafez Assad
to Damascus Tuesday from a
five-day official visit to the
Soviet Union and talks with
Kremlin leaders.

Al Anwar, quoting diplomatic
sources, said the Soviets con-
sidered Israel's current
military operations on the
Syrian front a part of the
Jewish state’s expansionist
policy.

“The Soviet Union is ready to
g0 as far as to interfere directly
to deter Israel," the newspaper
quoted the sources as saying.

On the northern cease-fire
lines, Syria and Israel reported
an all-night battle for control of
the snow-capped slopes of Mt.
Hermon, the 37th consecutive
day of fighting on the heights.

Israel reported one of its
soldiers wounded and its forces
fought off a Syrian helicopter
and a patrol, a military source
said, One Israeli soldier was
reporied killed Tuesday.

A military communigue
broadcast by Damascus radio
at 9:20 a.m. said "'Clashes on
Mt., Hermon continued
throughout the night and this
morning spread to other sectors
of the front."”

Meanwhile, Egypt and Syria
adopted tough Middle East
negotiating positions today, and
Israel accused the Arabs of
complicating diplomatic efforts
to end the increasingly
explosive war of attrition along
the Golan Heights.

Egyptian President Anwar

Sadat insisted on Israel giving
up “every inch” of occupied
Arab lands under an over-all
Middle East peace plan.
Syrian President Hafez Assad
said any agreement Lo separate
the opposing armies along the
tense Golan Heights must be “a
step on the road to a radical and
universal general settlement.”
In Tel Aviv, Israeli sources
said Syria has rejected a Sinai-
style U.N. buffer zone on the
Golan Heights, complicating
negoliations for troop dis-
engagement with Israel,

Nixon Nominates Simon
As Treasury Secretary

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
President Nixon today
nominated William E. Simon to
succeed George P. Shultz as
Treasury secretary.

Simon, 46, a former Wall
Street investment banker who
now is federal energy chief, will
be replaced as head of the
Federal Energy Office by his
deputy, John C. Sawhill.

Shultz, who announced March
14 that he would resign in May,
is the last remaining member
of the original 1969 Nixon
cabinet. He originally was labor
secretary. He became the first

director of the Office of
Management and Budget
(OMB) in 1970 and moved to the
Treasury post in 1972.

Simon hurried back to
Washington from an
appearance this morning in
Atlanta where he spoke at a
meeting of the American Socie-
ty of Newspaper Editors.

In the speech, he reiterated
his frequent warning to
Americans that unless they
practice energy conservation,
there will be future shortages—
and long lines al gasoline
stations.

Simon was Shultz's personal
choice to replace him as head of
the Treasury. While concen-
trating on the nation's energy
crisis, Simon retained the job of
Treasury undersecretary.

It was at Shultz's insistence
that Simon gave up a
partnership in the prestigious
Wall Street firm of Salomon
Brothers in 1973 to join the
Treasury as No. 2 man.

Sawhill, 37, is a former
college professor and associate
director of the Office of
Management and Budget
(OMB).

Prescription Drug Advertising

Bill Nears Assembly Showdown

HARTFORD (UPI) —
Whether or not the legislature
passes a bill to end the state ban
on advertising prescription
drug prices, proponents of the
bill are sure of one thing.

If their battle is not won
sooner in the General
Assembly, it will be won later
in court.

House action was expected on
the bill Tuesday, but debate on
other matters shunted it aside
to ‘'passed-retained’” status for
consideration today. If it passes
in the House, the Senate may
debate the bill Thursday.

Rep. Albert R. Webber, D-
New Haven, the bill's author,
said Tuesday night he was
‘“‘overwhelmingly"” confident he
could shepherd it safely out of
the House. He did last year,
only to see il defeated in the up-
per chamber.

Webber, who has led a four-
year campaign to repeal the
ban, is afraid the same thing
will happen this year in the
Senate, where Sen. Stanley H.
Page R-Guilford, has vowed to
kill it if possible. Page, co-
chairman of the General Law
Committee, was unsuccessful
last month, when his com-
mittee voted 8-4 to give the bill
its favorable recommendation.

The committee’s vole came
two days after a three-judge
federal panel declared un-
constitutional a similar ban in
Virginia. The panel reiterated
some of the arguments of the
Maryland Supreme Court last
October in rejecting a
Maryland prohibition of drug
price advertising. ¢

Gov. Thomas J. Meskill, in a
warm letter to Webber, said

March 18 he did ‘still support
legislation of this lype as a
general concepl in that it is
clearly beneficial to the con-
sumer.” He added, however, “'1
do not feel it would be ap-
propriate for me to take a hard
and fast position prior to seeing
the final bill as drafted.”
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The final bill has been
drafted, but the governor has
not taken a public position.

While Meskill supports the
bill c¢autiously, Gov, Malcolm
Wilson of New York made a
similar bill one of the three con-
sumer items he boosted in an
address to legislators in Albany
earlier this year.

Webber said the concept is
backed also by the federal Cost
of Living Council; Virginia H.
Knauer, President Nixon's
special assistant_for consumer
affairs, and Barbara B. Dunn,
Connecticut consumer protec-
tion commissioner.

Undaunted by court prece-
dent and consumer
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professionals, Page continues
his opposition to the measure,
calling it “a discount store
bill."" His allusion refers to the
predictions of small druggists
that it will foster the decline of
the neighborhood drug store
and promote a market in which
only large discount drug outlets
can survive.

The lobbyists who represent
newspaper interests also spoke
in favor of repeal of the adver-
tising ban, emphasizing First
Amendment rights and
downplaying the revenue which
would result for. their clients.

Connecticut Citizen Action
Group, which has been support-
ing the concept since the

group's founding, also testified
in favor of the bill.

In his testimony before the
General Law Committee, At-
torney Marc M. Caplan, CCAG
executive director, cited large
price discrepancies from one
pharmacy to another. A mild
brand of sleeping pill, Miltown,
ranged from $1.49 to $4 a bottle
in a New Haven study, he said.
In the same study, Caplan said,
equal amounts of ampicillin
sold for $3.75 under its generic
name and for $12 under a brand
name, he said.

“We're giving serious
thought to suing the state if the
bill doesn't pass,” Caplan said
last week.
