Council Will Reviw 
Two Budgets Tonight

Police Report

The Vernon recreation budget 
and the public works depart­
ment budget will be reviewed 
by the Town Council tonight at 8 
in the Circuit Court room of the 
Memorial Building, Park PI., 
Rockville.

Mayor Frank McCoy has also 
called for a special meeting to 
review some timely council 
items.

The rec rea tio n  outdoor 
budget calls for an increase in 
salaries from $5,350 to a 
recommended $14,500. This in 
effect is a recommendation for 
a full-time director of recrea­
tion and municipal agent for the 
elderly.

The salary figure in the 
current budget is $5,350. The 
total recommended recreation 
budget is $50,215 or an increase 
of $8,710 over the current 
figurfe.

A request for $15,000 for a 
music shell was deleted by the 
mayor but could be put back in 
if the council wishes. A figure 
of $20,000 for fees includes 
salaries for summer help in the 
various playground and pool 
programs.

For Valley Falls Park, a 
s a la ry  of $1,210 is 
recommended for a director for 
an 11-week period amd $1,800 
for two assistant directors for 
10 weeks at a salary of $90 per 
week; plus 300 hours of part- 
time help at $2.20 an hour, a 
total of $660.

For the various summer 
playground programs, there is 
a r e q u e s t  fo r  s ix  head  
counselors at $65 a week, a total 
of $3,120; 13. a s s i s ta n t  
counselors at $50 a week, a total 
of $5,200; and a playground 
director for nine weeks, at $85 
per week, a total of $765; plus 
$750 for the program for the 
handicapped.

Also included under fees is 
salaries for referees, umpires, 
and scorers. For 290 softball 
games for men, an amount of 
$2,610 is req u ested ; for 
women’s softball, $540; and for 
basketball, $650.

Left in the budget was a 
request for $800 so the depart­
ment can continue its program 
of replacing wooden bleachers 
with fiberglass ones.

The indoor recreation budget 
reflects an increase of $21,265. 
Accounting for the major part 
of this recommended increase 
is an amount of $15,000 to refur­
bish and equip the former

People’s Bank building for use 
as a senior citizens center.

The d e p a r tm e n t  had 
requested $17,600 and the $15,- 
000 is being recommended to 
the council by the mayor. The 
other major increase is a 
recommended $2,500 to replace 
the bus used to transport senior 
citizens.

In the  r e c r e a t io n  
maintenance budget, there is an 
increase of $4,265 from $22,765 
to $37,020; in the swimming 
pool budget, there is an in­
crease of $1,640 ; for public 
celebrations (July 4 fireworks), 
there is an increase of $3()0 
from $3,300 to $3,600; and for 
Christmas lighting, there is a 
decrease from $1,200 to $1,100.

The various public works 
department budgets total about 
$1 million in a total town budget 
of $4.5 million.

Also at tonight's meeting the 
mayor will present a request of 
the s ta te  D epartm en t of 
Transportation (DOT) to 
purchase some 84 feet of town- 
owned land needed to continue 
its widening project on Rt. 83. 
The council’s action will be to 
refer the matter to the Plan­
ning Commission.

Mayor McCoy said he toured 
the widening project with DOT 
officials and It is moving along 
even faster than expected. ’The 
road is being widened from the 
Vernon Circle area up as far as 
the Windsorville Rd. intersec­
tion.

The state needs the small 
strip of land in the area of the 
old railroad abutment which 
will be tom down and the curve 
In that area will be reduced con­
siderably, the mayor said.

The council will also be asked 
to consider a proposed or­
dinance which would give the 
town’s Conservation Commis­
sion the authority to enforse the 
inland-wetland regulations and, 
if approved, to set May 6 as the 
date for a public hearing.

DAR Hears Nixon
WASHINGTOh( (UPI) — 

President Nixon said today that 
America must regain its sense 
of national destiny and lead the 
world’s search for peace.

In a patriotic-type speech to 
4,500 m e m b e rs  of th e  
Daughters of the American 
Revolution (DAR) at their 
"Continental Congress” in 
c o lo rfu l, flag -b ed eck ed  
Constitution Hall, the President 
recounted the wars of this cen­
tury, and said the nation must 
meet the challenge “to provide 
the leadership so the next 
generation can be the first 
generation in a century that 
does not have a war.”

The President spoke for 25 
minutes, concentrating entirely 
on the nation’s leadership in 
world peace efforts. He did not 
refer to Watergate, the House 
impeachment investigation or 
domestic politics.

QE-2 Steams

NEW YORK (UPI) -  The 
Queen Elizabeth 2 steamed 
across the North Atlantic for 
Great Britain Wednesday, 
canning about 1,600 passengers 
on its first passenger voyage 
since its boilers broke down at 
sea April 1.

Israel Intensifies 
War of Attrition

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  The 
worst inflation in nearly a 
quarter century continued un­
abated in March, with the cost 
of living rising 1.1 per cent, the 
government reported today. 
Higher prices were record^ 
for a wide range of items from 
food to doctors’ fees.

The 1.1 per cent jump in the 
Consumer Price Index (CPI) 
was the third largest monthly 
increase since 1947, exceeded 
only by the 1.3 per cent advance 
in February and a 1.8 per cent 
increase last August.

The statistics were the third 
piece of bad news for the U.S. 
economy in two days. ’The 
C o m m erce  D e p a r tm e n t 
reported Thursday the nation’s 
economic growth rate , as 
judged by the Gross National 
Product, fell by, the biggest 
margin in 16 years between 
January and March and infla­
tion in the same period soared 
at a 10.8 per cent annual rate, a 
23-year high.

Funds Needed 
To Aid Infant
ENFIELD (UPI) — H seven- 

month-old Terry Bouffard can 
hold on to life for another year 
or two, she’ll have a chance to 
grow up.

The little girl has a congenital 
liver defect that prevents 
poisonous waste m aterials 
from being removed from her 
system and makes her blood 
count unbalanced.

Her parents, Alfred and June 
Bouffard, must take her to a 
pediatrician or hospital four 
times a week for treatment and 
checkups, but what she needs is 
a liver transplant.

Right now, however, Terry’s 
liver is the size of a needle and 
such a small graft is outside the

bounds of modern medical 
technology.

By this time in another year 
or so the transplant could be 
possible, although no more than 
10 such operations have ever 
been performed in this country.

The continuous medical 
attention Terry requires, 
however, has already drained 
h e r  p a r e n t s ’ f in a n c ia l  
resources.

A New York specialist has 
volunteered his services for the 
transplant free of charge. And 
the Niantic, Conn., Jaycees 
have begun a campaign to raise 
the $50,000 estim ate coat of 
medical and hospital services 
from now until the operation is 
performed.

the CPI rose in the first three 
months of this year at an annual 
rate of 14.5 per cent, the biggest 
three-month increase since con­
sumer prices went up at an an­
nual rate of 15.2 per cent in the 
first quarter of 1951.

Among other items showing 
price surges last month were 
gasoline, clothing, postage, and 
utility rates.

The higher prices in March 
took another bite out of the 
purchasing power of the 
average worker despite bigger 
pay checks. This power 
declined 0.8 per cent in March 
because price increases out­
stripped a 0.2 per cent increase 
in average weekly earnings.

The purchasing power of 
average weekly earnings thus 
dropped 4.1 per cent below 
March, 1973.

The bad news Thursday on 
GNP and inflation was at­
tributed largely to the energy 
shortage and had been an­
ticipated.

Few economists expect the 
slump to last long, but unless a 
marked upswing occurs in the 
current April-June quarter, the 
country could be faced with six 
months of negative economic 
growth — the technical defini­
tion of a recession.

P r e s id e n t  N ixon has

The latest figures also could 
accelerate calls in CVmgress for 
a tax cut as a means of putting 
more money in the pockets of 
A m erican s  and th u s 
st^ulating the economy.

Quietly, without debate, the 
U n i^  States has assented to a 
Latin American diplomatic 
gambit aimed at brining Cuba 
in from the cold.

Without discussion. Secretary 
of State Henry A. Kissinger 
consented Thursday to a 
M exican  p ro p o sa l th a t  
hemisphere governments be 
polled on whether they want 
Cuba invited to their next 
foreign ministers conference.

If everyone agrees, Fidel 
Castro will send his represen­
tative to a pvley of American 
states — this one in Buenos 
Aires next March—for the first

time since the Organization of 
American States (OAS) im­
posed a d ip lo m atic  and 
economic quarantine against 
his government ih 1964.

This quiet little piece of 
business did not even rate men­
tion in the eight-page com­
munique thst ended the two-day 
W ashington  m e e tin g  of 
hemisphere foreign minbters 
Tuesday. But enthused Latin 
diplomats made clear they 
v iew ed i t  a s  a m a jo r 
breakthrough.

“This is the first step toward 
ending the isolation of Cuba,” 
Mexican Foreign Minister 
Emilio 0. Rabasa said.

Mass Transit Subsidy Bill 
Recommended to Assembly

HARTFORD (UPI) -  State 
subsidy of bus service in 
Connecticut could rise to $15 
million under a mass transit 
bill recommended for passage.

The le g is la t iv e  Ap­
p ro p ria tio n s  C om m ittee  
Thursday recommended the 
measure and set aside a com­
promise plan worked out by 
Sen. Lawrence J. DeNardis, R- 
Hamden, and New Haven 
Mayor Bartholomew A. Guida 
for possible consideration later 
as an amendment.

The committee bill would 
provide for 100 per cent state 
support for purchase of equip­
ment and SO per cent support of 
operating costs, to be shared

L

with local transit districts.
The so-called New Haven 

com prom ise would have 
provided 100 per cent support of 
essential service and 50-50 par­
ticipation for anything beyond.

The Appropriations Com­
mittee recommended restruc­
t u r i n g  th e  C o n n e c t i c u t  
Transportation Authority to 
provide basic levels of service.

Regulation of transportation 
would be transferred from the 
Public Utilities Commission to 
the authority. Sen. Romeo G. 
Petroni, R-Ridgefield, said.

Attorney General Robert K. 
Killian, a Democratic guber­
natorial candidate, said the 
New Haven compromise

fo l lows  a p r o p o s a l  he 
recommended during last 
year’s bus strike which crippled 
service in the state.

E a r l i e r ,  the  G r e a t e r  
Bridgeport Transit District 
said proposed revisions to the 
state’s mass transit program 
would undo the successful and 
profitable system established in 
the state’s largest city.

DeNardis said the level of es­
sential service to be provided 
was being negotiated but could 
be based on the level before or 
after the strike which ramfrom 
November 1972 to March 1973.

The strike left most major 
cities in the state without ser­
vice. Service was resumed by

the Connecticut Co. in Hart­
ford, New Haven and Stamford 
after the strike. But the CR&L 
Co., which served Bridgeport, 
Waterbury and New Britain, 
went out of business.

Under the compromise plan, 
the Connecticut Transportation 
Authority would be restruc­
tured to coordinate transporta­
tion policy between the state 
Transportation Department 
and regional transit districts.

The measure would decrease 
the agency’s membership from 
13 to 9 and bar elected officials 
from serving on it.

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Are You Sleeping Well?
The Connecticut National Guard, if 

we understand the report on the policy 
issued by Maj. Gen. J ( to  F. Freund 
correctly, will be armed only with riot 
batons if called on to deal with civil 
disorders.

H ow ever, if  a guardsm an  is 
wounded by rioters, special sniper 
squads will be called.

We are at a loss to understand why 
the general thinks a guardsman faces 
only the threat of being wounded in a 
civil disorder. He could be killed.

What is the Rationale of pubUcally 
announcing sudi a poUcy other than 
some misguided pubUc relations gim­
mick in the Ught of the tragedy at 
Kent State?

We have no quarrel with the idea of 
limiting firearms within the hands of 
a well-trained speciaUst squad of 
guardsmen during a civil disorder. We 
are aware that there is a need to keep 
lethal weapons in the hands of men 
who are highly trained and weU dis­
ciplined. However, if we understand

the meaning of a new (ikinnecticut 
Guard policy, such specialists would 
not be readily available. Instead of 
detering mob violence, this knowledge 
might well promote excesses, since 
the culprits could be long gone by the 
time armed reinforcements arrive.

So Gen. Freund is to be faulted on 
two couhts. The hew policy does not 
protect unarmed guardsmen from 
wounds or even death at the hands of 
an angry mob, and by publicizing this 
policy, he has undercut the potential 
psychological affect of the guard in 
quelling disturbances.

We now await word on a new 
recruiting policy which attempts to 
convince would-be guardsmen that 
they should serve knowing their heads 
might have to be cracked before their 
armed buddies can protect them.

Whatever happened to the slogan: 
“You can sleep well tonight because 
your National Guard never does?” 
Toss and turn a little tonight on that 
one, will you?

Siberia —  A Tourist Trap?
With little fanfare, the inaugural 

flight of a new weekly service 
between Washington, D.C., and 
Moscow took off the other day from 
Dulles Intemati(mal Airport.

Aboard the IL-62 turbojet, flagship 
of Aeroflot, the Soviet airline, were 
American travel writers, legislators 
and other VIPs invited to sample the 
tourist attractions of the Soviet Union 
and to discover first-hand whether the 
Russians are serious about this 
business of “detente” -  not just on a 
govemment-to-govemment level but 
a people-to-people one.

They apparently are, judging from 
statements by Aeroflot, which up to 
now has been restricted to (g ra tin g  
only from New York. An official 
ex p re ssed  hope th a t  th e  new 
Washington-Moscow service would 
present the opportunity of discovering 
the “unknown” Soviet Union to a 
wider segment of the U.S. travel 
public.

“There is much more to the Soviet 
Union that Ameircan tourists should 
be aware of,” said an Aeroflot 
spokesman in good old American 
pnbUc-relationsese. “In addition to 
the cultural, historic and leisure 
appeal of our large cities sudi as 
Moscow, Leningrad and Kiev, we 
think Americans will be pleasantly 
■onrised by the subtropical climate 
and hub, tranquil beauty (rf our Black 
Sea Coast.”

He went on to describe “ fairylike 
w in ters  with b righ t sunshine, 
sparkling snowflakes and dry frost, 
more bearable than the boneriiUling 
d a m p n e s s  of w in te rs  in  th e  
northeastern U.S.” Still waiting to be 
discovered “ are ' ski and w inter 
resorts, which should have a special 
appeal to  active qw rts enthusiasts.”

If you’re  enthusiastic enou^, you 
can book a  round-trip, firstclass seat

for $1,117. Economy fares will range 
from $836 in the fall and winter to $1,- 
034 during the peak spring and 
summer months.

To m a k e  you e v e n  m o r e  
enthusiastic, Paris, the one stop on 
the flight, is thrown in as a “bonus.”

Tourism, like every other aspect of 
international dealings, is a two-way 
street, of course. After all, restric­
tions on travel by Russians in this 
country have only been in response to 
similar restrictions on Americans in 
Russia.

The Soviets seem to appreciate this 
fact, and it constitutes a — excuse the 
word — revolutionary departure from 
traditional Russian xenophobia.

Said the same Aeroflot official: 
“We hope that the sight of Americans 
strolling beside the Moscow River 
eating blini and Russian visitors 
eating hot dogs along the banks of the 
Potomac will be commonplace rather 
than a rarity.”

Yet one wonders if they realize 
what they could be starting. Russians 
strolling along the Potomac will ab­
sorb a lot more of the American way 
of life than wieners and buns. And 
American rubber-neckers in Moscow 
or Leningrad or elsewhere, with their 
free and easy manners, will leave as 
much an impression on the Russians 
they meet as they will take away with 
them.

All eyes have been on the SALT 
nuclear arms limitations talks in 
Geneva and the peregrinations of 
Secretary of State Kissinger and his 
grave deliberations with Kremlin of­
ficials.

The rMl thing to watch for signs of 
the future shape of U.S.-Soviet 
relations may actually be the success 
of this attempt by the Soviet Union to 
introduce the hot dog lovers to the 
blini eaters.

Open Forum \Capital
The True Facts About 
Shade Tobacco Industry

Gentlemen
I read with interest and con­

cern the article, “Tobacco 
Workers’ Fight for Rights,” 
which appeared in the East 
Catholic H i^  School Echo in 
the April 9 edition of The 
Manchester Herald.

Since aU of your readers, or 
other area residents who may 
be either students or parmts, 
should have a true understand­
ing of the actual conditions 
and background of the subject, I 
would like to take this oppor­
tunity to respond to the article.

Readers and students who 
really want to be well-informed 
should know the true facts and 
then judge the situation accord­
ingly.

First, it must be clearly un­
derstood that shade tobacco, 
like all other agricultural com­
modities, is a highly risky 
enterprise. Weather, potential 
plant diseases, insects and 
many other problems, together 
or individually, can destroy or 
severely damage an entire 
crop. No replacement may be 
obtained on short notice for a 
dead or damaged plant vrtiich 
has taken considerable timp 
and money to bring to the most 
critical period, that of harvest. 
S hade to b a c c o  is  only 
successfully grown in the 
Connecticut R iver Valley 
b ecau se  of i ts  q u a lity , 
recognized as the finest in the 
world. This quality is only 
achieved through the strictest 
methods of cultivation and 
harvest. If it is not harvested at 
the proper time, it will not be 
possible to maintein this quality 
and, therefore, it will be aban­
doned. One or two weeks may 
not seem a long time to Sister 
O’Brien, the members of her 
class and Miss Lukovitz, but 
they should know now that, 
after one or two weeks, there 
will be no return to work 
because there will be no more 
work this year and, most 
probably, for all years to come.

Second, the shade tobacco in- 
dustry annually employs an 
average of 700 Manchester 
students during the harvest. 
This represents, by far, the 
largest block of summer 
employment in the area and 
results in a payroll aggregating 
$500,000 each year for these 
students. Is there any other in­
dustry ready to provide this 
employment? Student par­
ticipation will not help seasonal 
woiters from Puerto Rico. It 
would only end the chance for 
employment in future years for 
the Puerto Rican, as well as 
everyone else.

Third, the ATA is not only not 
representative of the workers, 
it is also not even a trade union 
in the sense that most of your 
readers would think. It is a 
small group, self-proclaimed 
and very vocal, which also is 
admitte^y intem ted in the in- 
dependoice of Puerto Rico. Its 
activities have only upset and 
harrassed the majority of the 
workers who are interested in 
earning their living and abiding 
by their contract, which they 
freely selected in Puerto Rico. 
’They did not have to come here 
to work, were not forced or 
coerced. This past winter, for 
the first time, workers from

Puerto Rico who had worked 
for the shade tobacco industry 
in 1973 participated fully in the 
negotiations for the 1974 con­
t r a c t .  The w o rk e rs , 
dem|)cratically elected by the 
Commonwealth of Puerto Rico 
in October, 1933, while they 
were here in Tobacco Valley, 
sat in six negotiating sessions 
between the association and the 
Commonwealth Government.

Fourth, the industrialization 
of Puerto Rico began in the late 
1940’s and, although it has had a 
definite im pact upon the
agriculture of'Puerto Rico, the 
agriculture of Puerto Rico has
also been hampered by many of 
the same conditions existing for 
mainland growers, that is, 
small family operations have 
been replacol by larger cor­
porate farming. The overall un­
employment rate has actually 
b e ^  reduced and is not as high 
as 30 per cent, as quoted in the 
article biit, in reality, averages 
between 11 per cent and 30 
per cent, depending upon the 
season of the year. While this, 
of course, is quite high in com­
parison to what we are familiar 
with here in Connecticut, it is a 
significant improvement in con­
ditions in the Commonwealth of 
P uerto  Rico. Some 4,500 
workers from outside of the 
Connecticut and Massachusetts 
areas were employed by the 
shade tobacco farmers in 1973. 
It is most important to know 
that less than 4,000 of these 
workers came from Puerto 
Rico with the balance being 
recruited by the association in 
such areas as Taxas, Alabama, 
Mississippi, New York City and 
several other recruiting areas 
across the country. ’Hiis year 
the wage rate will be ^.15 for 
tobacco workers and ^.25 for 
n u r s e ry  w o rk e rs . The 
guarantee has been changed to 
a guarantee of 80 hours employ­
ment each two weeks, another 
improvement. It is also true 
that free housing is supplied 
and a comment is in order con­
cerning the type of housing 
available for the contract 
workers. This housing meets 
the standards of Connecticut 
and Massachusetts and the 
federal government and is of 
the finest type available for 
agricultural labor anywhere in 
the United States. The medical 
program, whidi includes the 
Agricultural Workers Hoqiital, 
the only licensed hospital for 
migrant workers any place in 
the nation, is among the finest. 
This has been recognized by 
federal and state authorities 
and private individuals, and is a 
matter of documentation and 
record.

Turnover in any industry is 
not unusual. The tobacco in­
dustry, along with many otters, 
experiences turnover and it is 
true that nearly half the 
workers to the industry are new 
each year, but it is also true 
that the average length of stay 
for seasonal woiters is over 
five years and that each year 
one-third of the labor force 
returns to work once again, and 
it is not at all unusual to find 
w o rk ers  who haye  been 
employed for many years, 
some of them dating back to the

beginning of the program in 
1952. Any person truly in­
terested in knowing the facts 
concerning the employment of 
workers would take the time to 
talk to workers who are happy 
and have been here for more 
than one year.

A few words concerning the 
feeding program of the associa­
tion — the menus utilized in the 
association camps have been 
developed over a period of 
m any y e a rs . T here  a re  
recreational programs and the 
men have more than sleeping 
and drinking available to them. 
Recreation includes movies, 
television, softball, baseball, 
basketball, indoor and outdoor 
games and is a continuing 
program of the association and 
its members and has been for 
many years. Workers are not 
indiscriminately arrested. I 
would be very interested in 
documentation of this charge.

I would like to point out the 
association’s position in the 
matters of organization and 
collective bargaining. This may 
be unclear to many in the area 
because of the agitation and un­
rest that has occurred during 
the past two years. It has long 
been the position of the associa­
tion not to oppose organization 
of the workers into collective 
bargaining units as long as it is 
done in a way that recognizes 
the right of the workers to a 
freedom of choice and freedom 
of action and that such choice 
be made secretly by ballot. At 
any-iime a responsible group or 
union 'achieves recognition of 
the workers by this method, the 
association will be most happy 
and ready to speak to them on a 
reasonable basis.

In closing, I would suggest to 
Sister O’Brien, her class and 
Miss Lukovitz, that, before th ^  
take any position to support any 
group about which they have lit­
tle knowledge, they fully inform 
themselves of the facts because 
they may do a great deal of 
irreparable barm, not only to 
the Puerto Rican worker, which 
they profess to support, but, 
also, to all of the o tb^  people, 
workers, students, families, 
employers, in the area that de­
pend upon the shade tobacco in­
dustry.

The National Budget
WASHINGTON -  Has 

anybody around here taken a 
good look at the $304-billi6n 
budget Nixon sent to Congress? 
Those who have know be plans 
to spend, beginning July 1, 
$91.3-billion on military out­
lays, plus another $6.3-billion 
for the remainder of this fiscal
year.

When you add the various 
military programs requested 
by the Atomic Energy Commis­
sion, and military aid in otter 
programs, the total tops $100- 
billion. That’s almost a third of 
the national budget.

According to Sen. Stuart 
Symington, D-Mo., no enemy of 
mUitary, the United States 
already possesses a megaton­
nage of bombs so great that all 
the bombs dropped by the U.S. 
during World War II would be 
less than l/2Stt of 1 per cent of 
the explosive power of the pre­
sent supply, well in excess of 
five billion tons of TNT.

How come?Are we not in an 
era of “detente”? What about 
such recent events as the 
negotiations in the Middle East, 
reopened U.S.-China relations, 
negotiations with the USSR, 
and an end to U.S. military in­
volvement in Indochina? Don’t 
these affect our military expen­
ditures at alt?

E ven  am ong  v e te ra n  
Congressional leaders used to 
defending la rg e  m ilita ry  
budgets, such as John Stennis of 
Mississippi, chairman of the 
Armed Services Committee, 
the reaction is one of shock and 
dismay. “I must say I’m disap­
pointed we couldn’t reduce the 
budget; I didn’t expect any 
jump from last year like this 
one,” says Stennis. House 
M ajority Leader Thomas 
O’Neill, D-Mass., called the 
budget “top-heavy in favor of 
the m ilitary” and said it 
threatens a further short­
coming of vital domestic 
programs.

What Defense Secretary 
Schlesinger (who comes to us 
via the Rand Corporation, AEC 
and CIA, incidentally) is plan­
ning to do, according to his own

testim ony, is “ re ta rg e t” 
nuclear weapons to build 
“hedges” into the strategic 
nuclear forces in case talks 
with the Russians fail. We may 
be in for a whole new round of 
nuclear weapons buildup in­
stead of the beginning of mutual 
disarmament efforts.

President Nixon likes to talk 
about his plans to have 
Republicans run on a platform 
of peace and prosperity. He 
prides himself on having in­
itiated the SALT (strategic 
arms limitation) talks. Yet, he 
sounds as if he wants to con­
tinue the arms race. ’That 
strikes me as a bit ambiguous, 
if not downright dangerous, es­
pecially in an area in which 
both sides are already brim­
ming with overkill capacity. 
Such a race can only sabotage 
the SALT talks and can add 
nothing to our strength.

Schlesinger also admits that 
at least $1.5-billion was put in 
the new Nixon defense budget 
to help cushion the economy 
against rising unemployment. 
House Appropriations Com­
m ittee  Chairm an George 
Mahon, D-Tex., charges that 
the Defense budget has been in­
flated by as much as $^bllllon 
simply for “pump priming” 
projects.

How about putting that $5- 
billion of pure cushion — or 
pork b a rre l lard  — into 
sometting practical like mass 
transit, which in four or five 
years would begin to pay the 
kind of dividends in energy 
savings and better living that 

' military weapons can never 
deliver?

I t ’s ju s t possible tha t 
Congress was trying to tell the 
Administration something 
when the House rejected by 177- 
154 vote any increase in 
military assistance money to 
South V ie tnam  fo r the  
remainder of this fiscal year. 
Apparently, the House is get­
ting Main Street’s message that 
with inflation at home, we need 
to dole out more money to the 
military in Vietnam like we 
need another Watergate.

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John FitzGerald to Represent DevCo Foes

John FitzGerald of Howard, 
Kohn, Sprague and FitzGerald 
of Hartford has been retainM 
as legal council for the groups 
who are in opposition to the 
DevCo proposal to build a new 
town of 20,(M0 in the northwest 
corner of (Coventry.

He is a member of the oldest 
law firm in the United States 
which has been in continuous 
operation since 1785.

FitzGerald is a form er 
p ro secu tin g  a tto rn e y , a 
member of the faculty of the 
University of Connecticut 
School of Law and a trial 
lawyer.

He is a member of the 
American Trial Lawyers’ 
Defense Research Institute, a 
member of the American ^ r  
Association, and a mendber of 
th e  s ta te  co u n ty  and 
Manchester Bar Association.

FitzGerald said he will be 
concerned about what the 
DevCo plan will mean to Coven­

try. He said the plan was not in 
the interest of the people of the 
community, in sheer numbers 
alone the plan would work un­
desirable changes such as over­
population.

He said he wasn’t against 
change as such, just against the 
pace the change would occur 
under this plan.

He asks whether changes in 
the zoning laws should be made 
to fit a social scheme conceived 
elsewhere.

FitzGerald said the plan was 
conceived by the monied in­
terests in Hartford and it was 
not an encumbent upon the peo­
ple of Coventry to change their 
laws to suit them.

He questioned the motives of 
DevCo and said they were ob­
viously social planners with a 
germ of merit in their plan.

FitzGerald said he was very 
. optimistic about the chances of 
the groups to keep DevCk) out 
because the plan was obviously 
so bad for (Coventry.

He said the case would be set­
ting precident in the State of 
Connecticut.

Don Kingsley, co-chairman of 
the Concerned Citizens of 
Tolland County, said titot the 
total amount of money raised to 
date for legal fees was $4,000

Dr. Richard Brooks, attorney, plan­
ning consultant and associate professor 
of law and planning at the University of 
Rhode Island, spoke on the legal im­
plications of new towns at the New 
Town Seminar Wednesday.

Brooks said, “You have chosen to 
education yourself about new towns, in­
dependently of developer assistance. In 
doing so you have demonstrated a 
sophistication far beyond the residents 
in many localities which have relied 
solely upon developer advice, and 
assistance.”

He said, “On the otter hand I know 
the Rouse Company first, and it’s the 
best in the country, and Hartford 
Process second hand, and there is no 
private profit oriented planning and 
development group in this country with 
a higher level of idealism and ac­
complishment than these developers.” 

Brooks said, “What is happening in 
Coventry is of great interest to our 
towns in the United States.”

He said residents have fears about 
new towns, but they also have hopes 
too.

He said that perhaps residents could 
be more understanding if they realized 
that the developer has a similar series 
of hopes and fears.

He said he wanted to stimulate the 
residents to ask one cmtral question, 
“How can we in Coventry design a local 
government to make it an a[q>ropriate 
“guidance mechanism” to assist in the 
realization of a good community 
whether or not a new town is per­
mitted? What is a good government for 
(Coventry?”

He said, “I believe that only by 
attempting to answer this very difficult 
quesiton about what you want your 
government to be can you assess 
whether the governmental and legal 
reforms resulting from the new town 
will help or harm your community.”

vehicle for bigotry.” He said 
that the state could lose federal 
aid because the law would give 
more zoning power to the 
towns.

Stale Investments 
Raise Eyebrows

By ROBERT LAMBERT
HAR’TFORD (UPI) -  George 

R. Neisloss, 28, Connecticut’s 
official stock trader, is in­
vesting retirement funds in a 
p rm a m  that is trampling on 
traditional concepts of govern­
ment finance.

The unorthodox investing 
p r o g r a m , w h ich  r a is e d  
eyebrows on Wall Street, is 
^ in g  reviewed by the state 
auditors’ office.

To keep one of the program’s 
features intact, the state has 
had to appeal to the U.S. 
Suprem e C ourt to a llow  
Nutaeg Securities Inc., the 
nation’s first brokerage firm 
owned by a governmental body, 
to keep a seat on a stock 
exchange.

Neisloss, a West Hartford 
native and Harvard University 
Business School graduate, buys 
and sells securities for teacher 
and state worker pensions. He 
gets advice from a special 
group of stock advisors.

' The pension funds, comprised 
of bonds and common stock, are 
worth $670 million.

Boost Yield
The program was started 

nearly two years ago by former 
state ’Treasurer Robert 1. Ber- 
don, now a superior court 
judge, who wanted to boost the ' 
y ie ld  o f pension fund in­
vestments as a hedge against 
inflation.

Unfortunately for the perfor­
mance of the stock program, 
the market plummeted shortly 
after the program was started 
and losses as of the end of 1973
were pegged at $48 million.

But Neisloss, who maintains/'
daily contact with a group of 15 
brokers, believes that the losses 
will be made up when the stock 
market recovers as interest 
rates fall and investors return.

Neisloss, who has a video dis­
play terminal oh. his desk 
showing the latest prices on the 
major markets, is buying stock 
at an average rate of $8 million 
a month.

The goal of the program is to 
achieve a SO-50 mix of conser­
vative bond holdings and poten- 
t i a l l y '  m o r e  p r o f i t a b le  
securities.

Oil Exploration
The state portfolio ranges 

from safe government bonds to 
more ^ o t k  gambles like oil

! pension fund plan as well 
as the entire operation of the 
state Treasurer’s office is un­
der rev iew  by the sta te  
auditors’ office, watchdogs of 
the state purse.

Chief concern to auditor Leo 
Donohue is Nutmeg’s move 
away from  the safety and

“ I find there is not the con­

servative care there was in the 
past,”  Donohue, a Democrat, 
said.

The change in philosophy 
came with the election of Ber- 
don, a Republican as the state’s 
fiscal custodian in the 1970 elec­
tions.

Berdon sought to expand the 
state’s stake in the money 
m a r k e t s ,  in c lu d in g  th e  
purchase of common stock and 
the refunding bonds — money 
borrowed at low government, 
tax-exempt interest rates, to be 
reinvested at a higher rate of 
interest elsewhere.

Status Denied
In one case, Berdon was 

denied tax exempt status for 
the purchase of government 
bonds because of objections by 
the U.S. treasury Department, 
Donohue said.

" I  feel that Berdon’s ap­
proach to the o f f ic e  was 
different and not what I think it 
should be,”  Donohue said. "I  
think the treasurer should be 
the custodian of state funds. He 
is not there to turn profits for 
the state.”

“ The treasurer of Connec­
ticut has always enjoyed a 
reputation as a careful handler 

■ of its money,”  he said.
Nutmeg P u rit ie s , set up to 

buy stock  for  the funds, 
purchased a seat on the PBW 
Stock Exchange in Philadelphia 
to cut down on brokerage fees 
charged in stock trades.

But the U.S. Securities and 
Exchange Commission ruled 
that in order to retain its in­
stitutional standing on the 
exchange, it must do 80 per cent 
of its business with the public.

Save Money
Nutmeg is appealing the case 

on grounds thiat the operation 
set up to save m oney — 
taxpayer’s money — and it 
should enjoy its status in the 
public interest.

When the state treasurer’s of­
fice released its semi-annual 
report on its investm ent 
program  last m onth, two 
Democratic gubernatorial can­
didates accused the state of 
taking needless risks with pen­
sions.

Attacking the program were 
Attorney General Robert K. 
Killian, who had ruled that the 
state could not set.pp the stock 
purchase program Berdon had 
in mind, and Homer D. Bab- 
bidge. Babbidge has since 
dropped out of the race.

And the state had to fight 
from the start against the 
objections of the financial com­
munity which didn’t like the 
s t a t e  u n d e r c u t t in g  it$  
trad itional brokerage fee  
system  by owning its own 
exchange seat.

Was Sunken Sub 
AiY Oil Slick?

MEDFORD, Ore. (UPI) -  A 
World War U B25 bomber crew 
decorated for the sinking of a 
Japanese submarine off the 
Oregon coast probably sank an 
oil slick instrad, a research 
journalist has concluded.

’The "sinking”  off toe mouth 
of the Columbia River Christ­
mas morning, 1941, has been 
toe subject of a debate for three 
decades.

’Three Army Air Corps of­
ficers were credited with toe 
alleged feat. ’Their aircraft 
later flew in the Tokyo raid led 
by Gen. James Doolittle.

Journalist Bert Webber of 
M edford, O re., concluded 
Wednesday, after a research 
project, that the supposed 
"sunken”  submarine returned 
in early 1942 to sink several 
more ships. It also shelled Ft. 
Stevens near Astoria, Ore., he 
reported.

“ The B2$ surely did bomb 
something but it was not any 
Japanese submarine, ”  Webber 
said. “ ’The target of toe B25’s 
bombs early that Christmas 
morning probably was an oil 
slick."

Webber explained that toe 
former executive officer of toe

“ 1-25”  Japanese submarine 
wrote him that toe vessel’s 
bilge had been pumped before 
its departure from the Colum­
bia River area five days before 
the alleged bombing.

Oregon State University com­
missioned the research, which 
Webber is making into a book. 
He received personal mail from 
nearly all survivors of the sub­
marine, which finally was sunk 
in toe South Seas in 1943.

Webber said the sub found a 
notch in military history, 
however, with its launching of 
a ircraft in two raids over 
southern Oregon. One such sub­
borne plane dropped bombs and 
started a forest fire.

T he b o o k  is t i t l e d ,  
"Retaliation; ’The Japanese At­
tacks Against the P acific  
Northwest in World War If."  It 
is scheduled for publication 
later this year.

Parishioners of St. George’s 
Episcopal Church in Bolton who 
attend^ services on Easter 
S u n day  fo u n d  a w e l l -  
constructed model, complete 
with living plants, of the scenes 
described in the story of the 
c r u c i f i x i o n ,  b u r ia l  and 
resurrection of Jesus.

It was mainly the work of 
young people of the church, 
from first and second grade 
Sunday school children who 
brought in plants to 16-year-old 
Jonathan Little of Andover, 

. who did most of the construc­
tion.

With his fa th e r ’ s h elp , 
Jonathan built a fram e of 
boards, eight feet four feet 
as a framework. The contours 
of the ground were then formed 
of peat moss, low in the center 
for the Garden of Gethsemene, 
rising steeply to a sand-covered 
hill at the left where three emp­
ty crosses stood, and rising 
slightly on the right to a granite 
ledge where Jonathan had 
hollowed out a tomb.

Before Easter Sunday, a 
stone slab covered the entrance 
to the tomb. On Blaster Sunday 
morning, the stone had been 
rolled away and the tomb, 
lighted inside by a small con­
cealed electric lamp, was emp­
ty.

Moss gathered around the 
church and around the Little 
home provided greenery in the 
garden, between sandy paths 
made by strewing fine “ bird 
gravel’ ’ meant for parakeet 
cages.

Used in E ngland
The idea of building the gar­

den came from the Rev. John 
Flora, vicar of St. George’s, 
who had seen one in a parish 
where he served in Illinois. The 
project was encouraged by the 
Rev. Dr. Allan Brradhead, a

psychiatrist at the Institute of 
Living and a priest of the 
Church of England, who helps 
with the work of St. George’s 
parish. He said that such gar­
dens are built in many English 
churches at the Easter season.

Finding flowers and other 
plants that were small enough 
to fit into the scale of the model 
was a task and finding plants 
that might be expected to grow 
in the Holy Land was still more 
difficult. There had to be some 
compromises, but there was a 
real palm tree. There w^s 
m y ^ ,  onions, tiny iris. Star bl 
Bethlehem, marjoram and hen­
bane. Thbre was heather, which 
grows in sandy places general­
ly.

Mountain laurel branches, un­
mistakably American, was a 
c o n v e n ie n t  f i l l e r  in  the 
background, and for color there 
were some single blossoms 
snipped from geranium plants, 
a little blossoming myrtle, 
some white hyacinth blooms 
which had been picked apart to 
appear as separate sm all 
blossoms. There was one pansy 
blossom and a small forest of 
johnny-jump-ups. Miss Milli- 
cent Jones of Bolton had charge 
of finding and arranging the 
plants.

The first and second grade 
children had each p la n ^  a 
single annual flower seed in a 
small pot. ’These seedlings were 
displayed together at one side 
of the garden. They will go 
h o m e  p r e s e n t ly  to  be 
transplanted, each as a gift to a 
child’s mother.

Father Flora, who says his of­
ficial duty is to see that the gar­
den is kept watered, said it wili 
stay in place until the eve of St. 
George’s Day next Monday 
when there will be a special 
evening se rv ice  at which

Blame Put on Driver 
In Rand Fatal Crash

Evelyn Putnam, 67, of East 
Hartford, has been blamed for a 
t h r e e -c a r  a c c id e n t  in 
Manchester last fall which 
resulted in the death of Clara J. 
Rand, 79, also of East Hartford.

Mrs. Rapd, a passenger in a 
ear driven by Mrs. Putnam, 
died last Oct, 19 shortly after 
the crash at Church and Center 
Sts.

Hartford County Coroner Ir­
ving Aronson, after conducting 
an investigation of the incident, 
ruled that the accident oc­
curred as a result of Mrs. Put­
nam’s criminal action, “ in that 
she made an improper left 
turn" and because “ she failed 
to keep a proper watch for 
other vehicles on the highway 
or to grant the right of way to 
those vdiicles.”

Manchester Police, who con­

The Putnam car, westbound 
on Center St., prepared to make 
a left turn onto Church St. in 
front o f  an eastbound vehicle 
operated by John Fox, 66, of 
Vernon.

Mrs. Rand was rushed to 
Manchester Memorial Hospital 
and then was transferred to 
Hartford Hospital, where she 
died.

Following approval by the 
selectmen requests are sent to 
finance board members.

On Tennis Courts

A request for 640,000 for four 
tennis courts with metered 
lighting at Bolton High School 
will be presented to townspeo­
ple at a future town meeting.

The appropria tion  was 
originally requested in the 
proposed Board of Education 
budget for 1974-75.

At the recent school board 
budget hearing several persons 
voiced their support for the 
courts. Only one negative com­
ment was heard.

Richard Morrp, first select­
man, suggested that funds for 
the courts if approved by taken 
from the capital and non­
recurring budget instead of the 
school board budget.

The Board of Education made 
a formal request for such funds 
to the selectman which, after 
approval by the selectmen, 
went to the Board of Finance 
where it received unanimous 
approval.

The Board of Finance will ask 
from townspeople approval of 
620,000 from the capital and 
non-recurring budget and 620,- 
000 from cash surplus. If the ap­
propriation is approved in the 
suggested manner the coming

year’s mill rate will not be 
affected'.

If the courts are approved by 
townspeople the cost is 50% 
reimbursable by the . State 
Departm ent o f  Education 
within three months of their 
completion.

The 640,000 also includes 
landscaping. ’The proposal is 
being recommended by school 
board members as they feel the 
courts will provide an ad­
ditional in -school athletic 
program for both boys and girls 
and a much needed recreational 
facility for use by all interested 
townspeople.

‘Deep Throat’
Found Obscene

EAST HARTFORD (UPI) -  
Its first referral to “ contem­
porary community-standards”  
in Connecticut has resulted in 
the finding that the sex film 
“ Deep ’Throat”  is obscene— at 
least for folks in Rockville.

A jury of four men and two 
women Thursday deliberated 
for 55 minutes in passing the 
first Connecticut obscenity 
judgment on the controversial 
but popular movie.

The decision is not binding on 
other Connecticut communities 
except Rockville where it was 
shown. Alvin Pudlin, lawyer for 
the defense, moved immediate­
ly for an appeal before Judge 
Francis Quinn.

He asked the judge to set 
aside the verdict in the three- 
day trial on the grounds it was 
aga in st the law  and the 
evidence.

Deep Throat is the story of a 
young woman with an im ­
probable physical displace­
m ent. The film  has been 
playing to packed movie houses 
across the country the past 
several years.

A jury in B urlin^n, Vt., has 
ruled the m ovie  was not 
obscene by prevailing stan­
dards in that area.

A prospective juror in the 
Connecticut trial was rejected 
after he said he saw the movie 
but fell asleep during the per­
formance.

A hearing on the defense mo­
tion to set aside the verdict will 
be held on or before May 1.

The verdict in the civil 
proceeding serves as an injunc­
tion against any future showing 
of the X-rated movie by the 
operators of the Rockville 
Cinema in Vernon, a branch of

Pudlin said the verdict came 
much faster than he thought it 
would. “ I’m disappointed in the 
result. It certainly is not a vic­
tory for free s p e ^ , ”  he said.

He referred to the fairness of 
Judge Quinn during the trial 
and expressed the hope the 
decision  would not set a 
dangerous precedent in Connec­
ticut.

“ Each piece o f material 
charged with obscenity should 
be individually judged,”  Pudlin 
said.

In his charge to the jury 
Thursday, Judge Quinn gave 
the usual requirements for a 
finding of obscenity. The first:

— If the average person using 
contemporary community stan­
dards finds the dom inant 
theme, on the whole, is an 
appeal to the prurient interest;

— If the film as a whole goes 
su b sta n tia lly  beyond the 
customary limits of candor to 
the point of offensiveness to the 
common conscience of the com­
munity;

— And if the film is utterly 
without redeeming social value.

The judge told the jury the 
determining community is the 
state of Connecticut, and the 
important words were "utterly 
w ithout redeem ing soc ia l 
value,”  and “ substantially,”  
beyond customary limits.

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Continued Welfare Decline Seen

WASHINGTON -  One good, 

bit o f , April news greeting 
taxpayers this year was the an­
nouncement by President Nixon 
that, (or the first time in 20 
years,'the roles of the nation's 
largest welfare program — Aid 
to Families with Dependent 
Children (AFDC) — declined In 
1973.. The decline will save the 
Treasury an estimated 6800 
million.

Still receiving funds under 
AFDC as of December were 
10.8 million persons, all but 3 
million of them children: The 
total was 200,055, or 2.3 per cent 
fewer than in December of 1972.

An official at the Social & 
Rehabilitatidn Service, which 
administers welfare programs

tor its parent agency, the Dept, 
o f  H ea lth , E d u ca tio n  & 
Welfare, said, “ We have felt 
thdt we would be making one 
heck of a change if we could 
reduce AFDC by 3 per cent. 
We’re not quite there yet, but 
we’re close.”  He predicted the 
downward trend will continue.

State governments have a 
special interest in the trend, 
since AFDC is jointly funded by 
the federal government and by 
the states. The ratio varies, 
however, ranging from the 13 
per c e n t  sh are  pa id  by 
Mississippi to the 50 per cent 
paid by New York.

The Secretary o f HEW, 
Caspar W. Weinberger, said, 
“ we not only have stopped the 
rate of welfare growth. W.e are 
starting, at last, to turn back

the ever increasing welfare 
roles which have become a 
tragic way of life for far too 
many Americans — the tragic 
way of life that threatened to 
envelop in alarming numbers 
the ch ild re n  o f the new 
generation.”

The secretary continued, 
“ One big factor in the welfare 
role d e c lin e ' has been our 
program of quality control, 
which revealed that 41 per cent 
of welfare payments were in 
error — being made to ineligi­
ble ptrsons, or being over 
payments and under payments 
to people who were qualified. Ini 
the past year, the states have 
made substantial progress in 
correcting that error rate, by 
instituting tighter management 
practices permitted by more

realistic HEW regulations, and 
that has been a big factor in the 
reduction.”  '

Secretary Weinberger said 
the reform has permitted 25 
states to " in c re a se  their 
welfare payments to the truly 
needy and fu lly  e lig ib le , 
utilizing the money saved by 
weeding out the ineligible, cor­
recting the payments, and 
adopting practices preventing 
further ineligibles from getting 
onto the welfare roles in the 
first place.”

In Connecticut, the number of 
welfare recipients under the 
AFDC program increased by 
2.2 per cent during 1973. Total 
recip ien ts, in Connecticut 
numbered 117,487 in December.

FDA Says Vitamin E 
Is Not ^Miraculous^

Navy Constmetionman Ret. 
Robert T. Bergman, son of Mr.

at the Naval ’Training Center, 
San Diego, Calif. He will now 
report to a formal school for 
speciality training or to a ship 
to shore station for on-the-job 
training.

Vitamin E is being sold in un- 
precendented amounts in the 
United States today, and if you 
believe the claims made by 
some people, vitamin E can 
cure just about anything.

The Food and Drug Ad­
ministration (FDA) has just 
published a report on vitamin E 
which reviews the scientific 
evidence and conclude:

"Vitamin E has not been 
proved scientifically to have 
any of the ‘miraculous’ effects 
being claimed for it. And FDA 
sees no reason for persons in 
good health and eating a well- 
balanced diet to use a dietary 
supplement.”

The article is contained in 
F D A ’ s o ff ic ia l m agazine, 
“ FDA Consumer" (available 
for 15.30 for -4 0 -issues from 
Superintendent of Documents, 
Government Printing Office, 
Washington, D. C. 20402).

FDA pointed out in the article 
that an extensive examination 
of the medical literature and 
evaluation of studies on humans 
shows the intake of vitamin E a 
person gets from  a w ell- 
balanced diet is adequate to 
maintain health.

FDA found no evidence that 
normal or even excessive 
amounts of vitamin E are 
harmful. Vitamin E Is present 
in large quantities in leafy 
vegetables, whole grain foods, 
and vegetable oils.

The article cites one study 
that found great success with 
vitamin E in treating patients 
with angina pectoris, a form of 
heart disease, but added that 
subsequent studies at several 
institutions led to the conclu­
sion that such patients were not 
benefited.

Under new regulations issued 
by the FDA, vitamin E can be

sold as a dietary supplement in 
capsules up to 45 International 
Units. Capsules with h i^ er  
doses must be labeled and sold 
as non-prescription drags.

trained volun teers. The 
women’s programs are the only 
day classra available to women 
th r o u g h  th e  T o w n  o f  
Manchester. Besides the many 
free classes, all participants 
are given the opportunity to 
place their children in the pre- 
school- recreation  program 
during their classes.

Dressed in traditional Indian 
apparei, Princess Redwing, an 
Indian from  Rhode Island, 
came to visit Manchester H i^  
April 5. Princess Redwing 
cam e to lecture Am erican 
folklore students on the local 
Indian customs and legends.

When the Princess isn’ t on 
tour lecturing, or taking p ^  
in Indian celebrations, she 
resides at Dovecrest. Located 
in Arcadia, Rhode Island, 
D ovecrest is a h istorica l 
village. Originally set up by 
C h ie f R o a r in g  B u ll and 
Princess Pretty Flower (®fr. 
and Mrs. Ferris Dove), it has 
expanded to include a museum 
( t h e  t o m a q n a g  In d ia n  
M em orial, Mnseuih, where 
Princess Redwing is curator), a 
restaurant, a trading post and 
numerous other pohiU of in­
terest.  ̂-

At the Dovecrest Trading 
P p st, on e can  v iew  and 
purchase crafts of almost all In­
dian tribes. Many Indians who 
live at Dovecrest (or others

who send in their goods) con­
tribute to the trading post. 
Princess Redwing makes much 
of beadwork. Other salable 
items are moccasins, wood 
carvings, woven baskets, pain­
tings and pottery.

Manchester studoits found 
the presentation by the princess 
fascinating. She explained 
many legends and made several 
demonstrations. Among them 
were the use of a turtle as the 
calendar, and demonstrations 
on her drum. She also discussed 
her ancestry, whidi goes back 
to before the Pilgrims landing.

bnmediately following her 
p r e s e n t a t io n .  P r in c e s s  
Redwing left to go back to 
Boston, where she was involved 
in an Indian Week celebration.

Here’s an interesting little 
n o te ;  M r. M onahan the 
American Folklore teacher, 
grew up on the same street as 
Princess Redwing, and wasn’t 
even aware o f it until she 
visited MHS. Small world, huh?

Chain Letter Fans Beware

Circulating Chain Chilling

Schools 
To Hear 
Musical

This com ing week. Miss 
Martha White and students of 
the m u sic . department will 
resurrect “ The Unsinkable 
Molly Brown”  and bring it back 
to tte stage for the town’s 12 
major elementary schools.

Martin School will site the 
group’s first performance Mon­
day morning. From there the 
traveling stagers will literally 
“ go to town.”

There will be a few noticeable 
changes in the musical. First, it 
must be shortened ffxxn two 
hours to 50 minutes in o ^ r  to 
inake it fit into each school’s 
schedule.

“ Trust in the Lord with all 
your heart...”  TUs is the begiii- 
ning of one of the most out­
rageous, chain letters to cir­
culate throu^ Manchester in 
years. It is od y  after tearing to 
shreds the third letter of this 
sort received in two weeks that 
I  have become enraged suf­
ficiently to try to nail those 
responsible for its circulation 
and warn those udio have not 
yet been plagued by such gar­
bage of its intent.

This “ chain”  letter to which I 
refer carries with it a prayer 
from the Netherlands. ’This is 
supposedly a ‘ good lu ck ’ 
prayer, sent to bring  its 
recipient fame and fortune (or 
the like) within four days of 
receiving the letter. As the 
chain says, this luck will “ come 
in the maU.”

So far, okay. Maybe the chain 
le t te r  m akes som e rash  
promises — after all, who can 
guarantee luck? But whether 
you do believe in the power of 
luck and fate or not it’s nice to 
know that a friend is thinking 
about yon and will be fun to see 
whether or not the chain really 
does accomplish anything.

But that is where the ‘fun’ of 
it ends.vThis particular ctota 
letter threatens its tnlders with

tragedy and death if they hold 
onto the letter for more than 96 
hours.

It doesn’t come right out and 
say “ Mail this or d ie!”  Sudi 
tactics are a littte too brutal. 
Each copy of this diain does 
contain the alleged names of 
people who didn’t complete the 
chain. “ General— Vietnam lost 
his life within six days of 
receiving this letter. He failed 
to  c ir c u la t e  the ch a in . 
However, before he died be got 
1775,000 which he had won.”  
Numerous other cases of those 
unfortunate few who broke the 
chain are also listed. Of course, 
these names are vague jm d  
would be impossible to follow 
up for proof of existence.

It sickens me to think of the 
perverted minds that condone 
the circulation of such care tac­
tic. Four years ago I was stupid 
and scared enou^ to rush to 
my mail box and man 20 copies 
of this same chain required to 
get my good luck. But I carried 
out the chain not so much to get 
the good luck as much as to 
avoid death.

Twenty copies of a letter is 
too much to make any pm on  
send. Besides spending |2 in 
s ta m p s and s ta t io n e r y , 
countless more time and effort

and frustration is spent in 
meeting the deadline.

Anybody that delights in 
frightening people is sick. 
Death is something to be 
avoided by all costs by most 
people. It entors into the un­
known avoiues of existence, 
one which veiy few care to 
face. The u n k n m  is insecure 
and generally terrifying to 
human beings. This lettef per­
sists in striking'on the most 
horrifying incidents possible to 
FORCE people to circulate the 
diata.

Such a letter can do nothing 
but harm to those who receive 
it and I am vehementty opposed 
to the propaganda used in it. 
Those who circulate it are 
either totally malicious or 
totally naive, neither of which 
is an admirable quality. I ques­
tion whether to pity them or 
detest them. Perhaps if a little 
judgment were executed before 
cooplying with the tenn of sHcfa
letters, the frazzled nerves and 
quivering limbs of other inno­
cent individuals could be 
spared. To those of you who 
haven’t yet gotten the letter, be 
thankful. To those who have -  
destroy it before it can cir­
culate any further. It’s sick. — 
Diane Kellsey

After studyi^ the services 
that the Tolland Health District 
Study Comnlitlee felt the tovm 
should have to adequately 
provide for the public health of 
its  residents, d iscussions 
centered on the methods of 
providing those services.

Five major alternatives were 
formulated subsequent to the 
consideration of thi»e four fac­
to r s :  c o s t ,  p o s it iv e  and 
negative aspects of alter­
natives; compliance with state 
requirements; alternatives of 
safety a major portion of the 
recommended public health 
services; alternatives compati­
ble with the town in respect to 
population, financial situation, 
g e o g r a p h ic  lo c a t io n ,  
relationship with surrounding 
towns, and desire of residents.

The alternatives formulated 
and discussed were: Alternate 
A, Public Health D istrict; 
Alternate B, Health Depart­
ment with full-time director; 
Alternate C, Health D e ^ -  
ment with part-time director; 
Alternate D, contracted ser­
vices with part-Ume director; 
Alternate E, contracted ser­
vices through a hospital.

is

Alternate A
The Public Heiilth District, 

sometimes referred to as a 
District Health Department, is 
an approach that has been 
recommended by the (tommis- 
sion of Regional and Local 
Health Planning, Connecticut 
Advisory Council for Com­
prehensive Health Planning.

A public health district is 
basically the combination of 
towns to form  a common 
organization to provide for the 
De«is of the respective con­
stituents. State legislation 
allows townq, by vote of their 
legislative bodies, to unite 
fo r m in g  d is t r i c t  h ea lth  
dqxirtments.

A board of health is formed 
by the appointment of one 
member for each 10,000 popula­
tion, or part thereof, with no 
municipality having more than 
five representatives. Each 
member has a three-year term. 
No compensation, except for 
necessary expenses in perfor  ̂
mance of official duties, ‘ 
allowed.

This board appoints a direc­
tor of health for the district, 
upon iqiproval of the Public

a  Council ot the State 
tttieht o f  Healtti: ‘The 
director can be a  doctw  of 
medicine, who holds an ad- 

ditidnal degree in public health 
or such quuiflcation as to meet 
the approval o f the Publi6 
Health Council. A person 
holds a masters degree in 
public health can also be ap- 
p o i i ^  director.

If a non-medical d irects  of 
health is iqipointed, the medical 
aqiects of this position must be 
planned and organised under 
the supervision of a physician 
trained in public healtti.

The director of health acts as 
the executive officer of the dis­
trict and appoints the necessary 
staff subject to the approval of 
the district board of h ^ th . The 
board of health meets annuiuiy 
to elect a chairmAn, define its 
functions, and meets at least 
quarterly thereafter.

The board holds a public 
meeting on its budjget and the 
expenses are to be paid on a per 
capita basis. The population is 

, estimated by the State Depart­
ment of Health and will provide 
funds to the district on a one-to- 
one basis.

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exist in the state; Aspetuck 
Valley with an estimated pop­
u lation  o f 35,800; L ow er 
Naugatuck Valley with an es­
timated population of 76,100; 
and Torrtagton Area with an es­
timated population of 46,700. A 
district has been organtaed in 
eastern Connecticut in the Put­
nam area. In addition, the 
towns of Enfield, Windsor 
Locks, Suffield, Ellington, and 
Elast Windsor are formulatoig a 
district.

It is the opinion of the com­
m itte e  that th is type  o f 
organization can very effective­
ly provide the public health ser­
vices that are essential to 
Tolland. In addition, a public 
health district can provide 
broader scope of ideas and 
experience through involve­
ment with other towns sharing 
s im ila r  back grou n ds and 
problems.

For the most part, the staff of 
a public health district would be 
full-time personnel, committed 
to the public needs of a district, 
rather than part-time perwmnel 
who must share professional ef­
forts with other interests or 
positions.

Securing federal assistance 
through tealth grants is possi­
ble under the alternative of the 
public health district. Under a 
district, the town would be 
obligated to pay one dollar per 
capita annually as well as 
paying for the public health 
nursing se rv ice s  that are 
presently received ($13,880 an­
ticipated for 1975). Tolland’s 
to ta l c o s t  w ould  be ap ­
proximately $22,880 annually. 
‘The state would matdi the one 
d o lla r  per cap ita , adding 
another $9,000 to the district. It 
might be possible for the dis­
trict as a whole to contract nur­
sing servicM, thus minimixing 
the total cost to the town.

“ With increasing population 
and the requirement for ad­
ditional and improved services, 
a health district provides for 
this growth by the hiring of ad­
ditional personnel more rapidly 
than the other alternatives crai- 
sidered. It might also provide 
for improved coordination with 
surrounding towns to provide 
for emergency medical plans in 
the event of a large scale dis­
aster.

Disadvantages
Some disadvantages to a 

health district were also con­
sidered. The most immediate 
problem is the grouping of 
towns to form a district. Since 
this approach appears to be the 
most effective method at the 
least cost, the committee feels 
that other towns, with similar 
c h a r a c t e r i s t i c s  and 
requirements, might come to 
the same conclusion.

It should be noted that a 
health district does not have to 
be a contiguous group of towns. 
Althou^ preferable, it was felt 
not to be a requirement in the 
formation of a district. Satellite 
offices and means of providing 
health services to towns more 
geographically displaced could 
be u se d  e f f e c t i v e l y .  
Intermediate towns in a non­
contiguous group might also be 
influenced to join the district.

Alternate B
A Tolland Health Department 

would employ a full-time direc­
tor of health, who must meet 
the same qualifications as un­
der the discussion of a health 
district.

The committee concluded 
that the cost for a full-time PhD 
would be significantly higher 
than a person with training in 
public health holding an Mp H, 
including the cost of an ad­
visory physician. In addition a 
full-time, non-medical person 
trained in public health would 
be qualifi^ to serve as the 
sanitarian.

The state has suggested as a 
gu ide  that one fu ll-t im e  
sanitarian is necessary for a 
population o f 15,000. With 
Tolland’s population, a public 
health director would have 
about 40 per cent of tas time 
available for the other public 
health needs.

The nursing services would 
co n t in u e  as at p r e se n t . 
Although this alternative might 
not provide the broad base and 
cooi^ination with other towns.

ttie committee felt it would per­
mit the director to concentrate 
his efforts on one town.

One of the biggest concerns 
with this alternative is the dif­
ficulty in obtaining a qualified 
M PH , in ad d ition  to^the 
qualifications in the area of 
sanitation. In addition, when 
population increases cause a 
n e ^  for increase in services, a 
large jump in taxpayer costs 
would be necessary as an ad­
ditional person would be hired.

Providing an increase in ser­
vices by hiring one individual 
and spreading efforts over a 
number of small towiu permits 
small, fractional increase in 
cost to each town is a health 
district advantage.

Full-time health departments 
is a requirement with over 40,- 
000 population. All cities over 
that population have health 
d e p a r t m e n t s .  In c lu d in g  
Manchester.

The cost with a full-time 
director is estimated to be $38,- 
580.

The public health director of 
such an arrangement would be 
a resident of the town from 
which serv ices  were con ­
tracted. It was felt that the 
sanitarian must have a good 
working relationship with the 
director and both should be 
from the same town.

Although no formal estimate 
of costs were obtained by the 
study committee, it felt that the 
cost might exceed other alter­
natives for the same services 
rendered. The quality and quan­
tity of services would be depen­
dent upon the arrangements 
negotiated with another town. 
Additional staffing  would 
probably be necessary to 
provide for the town’s public 
health needs.

Alternate E
The committee considered 

contracting services from a 
nearby hospital. This type of 
service is rare in the state with 
only Danbury and New Britain 
having one.

It, is  a n t i c ip a t e d  the

sanitarian could still be hired 
by the town on a part-time basis 
and nursing services would be ' 
continued as at present.

The committee felt finding a 
hospital and developing such an 
agreement might be difficult 
because of hospital manpower 
required. It felt that sharing of 
a physician with a hospital in­
volves time limitations and 
restrictions making adequate 
se rv ic e s  di f f i cul t .  L ocal 
medical professionals beljeve 
this approach not feasible at 
this time.

Because of the inherent dif­
ficulties of this alternative the 
committee did not discuss it in 
det ai l  wi th any ne a r b y  
hospitals.

There was a distinct Manchester flavor to Babe’s 
farewell, which was covered by tWs writer at the old 
Franklin Avenue Class A Eastern League park.

When Ruth accepted Savitt’s offer to appear, he con­
sented to give a pre-game hitting show and then appear in 
a pinch-hitting role during the game.

The stadium was nearly Jammed on a bright, clear sunny 
fall Sunday afternoon. Ruth satisfied all when he tied into 
several pitches by first Sam Hyman and then Pete Kapura 
and deposited the balls over the rightfield fence.

Ruth w a i’oijoying good health at the time and the big 
tomato-faced all-time baseball idol was up to 250 pounds 
and admitted to being 50 years of age. Less than three 
years later, on Aug.16, 1948, Ruth died of throat cancer.

Pinch-Hitter for Keeney
Late in the exhibition. Cliff Keeney of Manchester, a 

standout second baseman with the Gems, picked up his 
favorite bat and started to take his place in the batter’s 
box when Manager Jigger Farrell of the Gems decided to 
bring in Ruth.

Even before the public address announcement could be 
made of the lineup change, the fans were standing and 
cheering. The Babe had picked up two of his famous 
LouisviUe Sluggers and on spindly legs was w a lk in g  up 
toward the plate. He was attired in a special baseball un­
iform with the game sponsor’s name emblazoned across 
the fitmt of die shirt.

Out of organized baseball since 1935, udien he finished up 
with the Boston Braves in the National League, Ruth did 
not have that extra magic still working in his bat.

With a runner on first, Ruth dribbled a fat pitch back to 
the box and was an easy out at first but few really cared, 
except the Babe.

“ I was sure I could hit one over the fence, I let a lot of 
people down,” he told me in the small business office un­
der the first base stands.

Keeney is still a local milkman, serving as president of 
the Dari-Maid Milk Co. on Keeney St.

That memorable occasion, the last time Ruth’s name 
ever appeared in a box score, is still fresh in my mind after 
nearly 30 years.

There was only one Babe Ruth.
I’m just glad I had a chance to see him play once, even if 

it was after he had long passed his peak.
Babe Ruth’s last official baseball appearance was on 

Sunday, Sept. 30, 1945 in Hartford, Conn.

It is unlikely that season ticket sales will be adversely 

mfected by the law because there seems to be an excess 
demand for tickets,” the report said. “ In fact, 1973 was the 
best season ever for the NFL, and early reports on ticket 
sales for the 1974 season indicate a strong demand for 
available tickets.”

Congress, just before the 1973 season began, ordered that 
for a three-year trial period pro footbali allow the 
televising of home games in the iocal area whenever the 
contest was sold out 72 hours in advance.

Rozelle, responding to the report wWch challenged 
almost all of his contentimis in opposing enactment of the 
legislation, issued a statement saying: “We testified con­
cerning this experimental legislation that no serious 
effects would be felt in 1973 because 90 per cent of all 
tickets had been sold (when the bill was enacted).

“Our basic fear ... concerns the long-range effects of 
televising home games in the home area,” The NFL chief 
Mid. “Several clubs, including Super Bowl champion 
Miami, have noted such season ticket sale erosion for the 
1974 season.”

The FCC conceded ratings of radio stations carrying pro 
football “were badly hurt by the law and radio could lose.

The FCC said the survey showed that while 109 NFL 
games were televised locaUy in 1973 “ there was only a 
mmor difference in no-shows at blacked-out games and 
nonblacked out games in the 1973 season.”

It reported the average number of no-shpws for nine 
teams that allowed all home games to be shown was 5,665 
While for five clubs where all seven at home games were 
blacked out the average noshow count was 5,218.

The FCC striingly took the league and its member clubs 
to task for failing to come up with the information it 
requested.

“There have been difficulties in gathering the ap­
propriate data needed to measure the impact of the law on 
professional football,” the commission said. “The 
National Football League refused to furnish most of the 
financial data requested.”

Dallas and San Diego failed to provide no-show figures 
for 1972, thus distorting the statistical picture, the asenev 
reported. > e j

In response to another Rozelle claim, the report com­
mented: “ ... there is no indication that professional foot­
ball is about to become a 'studio sport,’ especially in view 
of the fact that actual attendance fell by only 57,570 or less 
than half a per cent.”

F ezler was an e a rly  s ta r te r  
Thursday and he posted his 5-under- 
par 66 before half of the field even 
teed off.

’There were numerous challengers 
during the sunny, almost windless 
day. But each fired and fell back and 
at the end of the first round of this 
$150,000 tournament, Chris Blocker, 
Lee Elder and Chuck (Courtney were 
tied for second a stroke off Fezler’s 
pace.

Actually, the field is pretty well 
bunched up going into today’s second 
round. There are seven golfers at 3- 
under 68, including defending cham­
pion Homero Blancas, and eight more 
at 69. A total of 27 bested par in the 
first round over the flat, relatively 
short Pensacola Country (jlub course.

“Don’t underrate this course,” in­
sisted Fezler. “It plays short, but the 
peens are tricky. The p a s s  around 
the peens is pretty high and if you 
make a mistake with your approach 
shot, you’re asking for trouble.”

The golfers feel that the early

starters have an advantage here 
because the greens dried out by 
midafternoon and are fast and bumpy. 
For this reason, it is believed that 
people like Elder and Courtney, who 
got late stars Thursday, have a good 
chance to catch Fezler today.

Fezler has one thing going for him 
this week in his bid for his first pro 
victory. Only three of this year’s top 
21 money winners are playing in this 
tournament. Most of the big names 
played in last week’s Masters and are 
resting up for next week’s Tourna­
ment of Champions. The exception is 
Masters champ Gary Player who is 
playing in the Spanish Open.

Bruce Crampton, No. 2 money 
winner last year, is in contention at 
70, but Hubert Green, this year’s No. 2 
winner, is pretty far back at 75 and 
appears in danger of missing this 
evening’s 36-hole cut.

Fezler, off to a slow start this year 
with earnings of barely $20,000 and no 
better finish than a seventh at Los 
Angeles, was 6-under Thursday until 
bogeying a late hole. He ran off four 
birdies in a five-hole span with putts 
ranging from 12 to 25 feet.

“It was just a putting game,” said 
Fezler. “ I was afraid to go for the 
pins, even with short irons, because of 
that long grass around the greens.

“My trouble so far this year has 
been mainly that I’ve been having bad 
last rounds,” said Fezler. “But I 
made a good check two weeks ago at 
Greensboro and then I took last week 
off. It seemed to relax me and make 
me more eager to play.

“I played more tournaments last 
year (38) than anyone else who 
finished in the top 69. That was too 
many. I realize now that I need the 
rest.”

But, Forrest Fezler quickly pointed 
out that he needs his first win even 
more.

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Dayan Offers Syria 
Note of Conciliation

United Press international

Israeli Defense Minister 
Moshe Dayan offered a note of 
conciliation to Syria today only 
hours after his warning that 
continued fighting on the Golan 
heights could lead to all out 
war.

As Syrian and Israeli artillery 
continudd to bombard each 
other on the Golan Heights, 
Dayan said today on the 
National Radio, Israel still 
hoped for a political settlement 
with Syria to separate front-line 
forces.

"We are not looking for an all 
out war even if it gives us

military gains because we are 
expecting something out of the 
second stage of negotiations in 
a few days,”  Dayan said.

“ I think they (the Syrians) 
will not try to open up an all out 
war between now anid the start 
of negotiations unless they 
d e c id e  to  r e fr a in  fr o m  
negotiating.”  The defense 
minister warned “ our hands 
are not bound because of our 
wishes for a political settle­
ment, but I would say that it 
guides us since we very much 
want a political settlement.”

Both the Israeli and Syrian 
military commands reported

intermittent artiliery battles 
today along the Golan front.

Dayan warned Friday night 
on te le v is io n  the Syrian 
assaults on Israeli positions on 
strategic Mount Hermon could 
upset the upcoming “ shuttle 
diplomacy”  mission of U.S. 
Swretary of State Henry A. 
Kissinger.

The fighting, following the 
worst outbreak of aerial com­
bat since the October Middie 
E ast w ar, co in cided  with 
reports in Cairo that Kissinger 
was planning to fly to the Mid­
dle East later this month for a 
new round of shuttle diplomacy

to save the rapidly eroding Mid­
dle East truce.

Dayan warned on television 
Friday night that fuUscale war 
might break out if Syria con­
tinued attacks on strategic Mt. 
Hermon on the Golan H eists.

“ If they (the Syrians) insist 
on continuing their activity and 
trying to take up positions on 
the Hermon it is quite possible 
that Dr. Kissinger will find a 
battlefield here instead of a 
negotiating table,”  the defense 
minister said.

His warning came after the 
worst ground and air fighting 
since the October war.

Mailchester Hospital 
Joining Consortium

M a n c h e s te r  M e m o r ia l 
Hospital is one of eight area 
hospitals entering into a 
coop era tiv e  agreem ent to 
create a Capitol Area Health 
Consortium.

The eight hospitals Thursday 
named a committee to pick an 
executive director for the con­
sortium. It will also pick an of­
fice location and set up a budget 
which is expected to remain 
below 8100,000 for some time.

Jacob Miller, president of the 
B o a rd  o f  'T ru ste e s  ,of 
M a n c h e s te r  M e m o r ia l 
Hospital, is a member of the 
committee. Us chairman is 
Robert B. Bruner of Mt. Sinai 
Hospital.

Manchester Memorial and 
five  other hospitals have 
already approved the plan. ’The 
others are Hartford Hospital,

M t. S in a i, St. F r a n c is , 
Newington Children’s and the 
U niversity of C onnecticut 
Health Center.

The Institute of Living and 
New Britain General Hospital 
are expected to take formal 
votes next week to join the con­
sortium.

The area hospitals plan to dis­
cuss ways to avoid duplication 
of complex and expensive ser- 
vices. Dr. Hamiltm said one 
hospital, for instance, may be 
chosen to do all the tran^lant 
surgery and another to do all 
open heart surgery.

If a hospital is M l-a  patient 
would be notified, under the 
plan, o f space available in 
another hospital and his regular 
physician would be able to treat 
him there.

Also under discussion is the

possibilty of a coordinated 
p rogram  fo r  nurses and 
hospital technologists as well as 
coordinated residency training 
for young physicians, bulk 
purchasing, and interhospital 
public relations programs.

Before the university’s health 
center can legally participate, 
enabling legislation must be 
signed by Gov. Thomas Meskill.

Rockvill General Hospital is 
among area hospitals which 
may join the consortium later.

Under the plan, the eight 
hospitals have agreed not to in­
stitute any new treatment ser­
vice without the approval of 
other consortium members. 
None can be forced to discon­
tinue an existing service, 
however.

Each hospital will retain its

own identity, but will allow doc­
tors on the staffs of other 
member hospitals concurrent 
privileges.

Dr. T. Stewart Hamilton, 
chief architect of the consor­
tium, said the most difficult 
problem in the months of plan­
ning was to develop a provision 
for interhospital privileges for 
the 1,500 doctors on the staffs of 
the eight hospitals.

Dr. Hamilton is president and 
general director of Hartford 
Hospital.

The board of directors of the 
consortium wiil be composed of 
one staff physician, one ad­
ministrator, and one trustee 
from each hospital. The dean of 
the UConn medical school will 
also be a director.

State Will ‘Sell’ Main St.
To Town for About $25,000

The Connecticut Department 

of Transportgtioo (DOT) has 
agreed to “ ejSlYf.. downtown 
Main St. to |^e Town of 
Manchester for an amount 
covering the actual cost of 
equipment and materials used 
in the modem traffic signal in­
stallation  last fa ll. Town 
M a n a g e r  R o b e r t  W eiss  
reported Friday.

Weiss said the estimated cost 
of the equipment and materials 
is between 825,000 and 8W,000.

The new cost estimate of 
town takeover of the one-mile

section of Main St., from the 
Center to the Terminus, came 
after  negotiations Friday 
between Weiss and George S. 
Koch, deputy state transporta­
tion commissioner.

The price originaliy quoted by 
DOT officials for return of 
Main St. control to the town 
was 8100,000. Weiss said that 
figure represented the entire 
cost of the installation project, 
not ju s t  eq u ip m en t and 
materials.

’The agreement reached in 
Friday’s negotiating session 
calls for a town decision on the 
street takeovj^r by May 14.

Weiss said the matter will 
come before the town’s Board 
of Directors early in May.

If the town doesn’t decide to 
pay for the equipment and 
m a te r ia ls , the DOT w ill 
reinstate parailel parking on 
part of Main St., causing the 
loss of about 39 angle parking 
stalls.

W eiss  sa id  he is  s t i l l  
developing estimated costs of 
town takeover of the street, 
which he expects will include 
substantial annual maintenance 
c o s t s  p lu s  a n t ic ip a t e d  
reconstruction of the road.

Weiss was instructed by town 
directors Aprii 2 to negotiate 
with the DOT for town takeover 
of downtown Main St., and the 
DOT’S previously set deadline 
for paraliel parking (Aprii 10) 
was w aived  pen d in g  the 
negotiations.

Representing the town in the 
negotiations were Weiss, Ac­
ting Assistant Town Manager 
Charles McCarthy, Public 
Works Director Jay Giles, and 
Police Chief James Reardon, 
who aiso serves as the town’s 
traffic authority.

Nixon Critics Occupy Statue
NEW YORK (Ut»I) -  About 

20 persons who sat in at the 
Statue of Liberty calling for the 
ouster of President Nixon and 
protesting social injustice left 
the statue early today as about 
20 federal officers prepared to 
evict them.

The demonstrators, members 
o f  the A ttica Brigade, a 
national students’ organization, 
left the statue as federal park 
police and rangers, carrying 
two ladders to use as battering 
rams, walked towards the 
barricaded doors.

No one was arrested and no 
one was injured.

As they left the statue, the 
demonstrators raised their fists 
and c h a n t e d ;  “ On to 
Washington, on with the fight,” 
a reference to a rally next 
Saturday calling for Nixon’s 
ouster.

A s p o k e s m a n  fo r  the 
demonstrators told UPI, “ We 
came out not because we were 
afraid of the law or going to 
jail. We were ready to do ^ t .  
Many of us had been to jail, but 
we fe lt  it was a ta ctica l 
maneuver to organize the cam-

puses fo r  the m arch  on 
Washington.”

The government had had 
promised the demonstrators 
immunity from prosecution if 
they left the national monu­
ment in compliance with a 
federal court order.

The dem onstrators then 
boarded a boat that took them 
to Battery Park on Lower 
Manhattan.

Park Police Inspector H.A.

Groves had told the group “ If 
you leave this statue now or as 
soon as possible, I guarantee 
you there will be no prosecution 
and you w ill be provided 
transportation to M a ^ tta n .”  

The protestors, who took over 
the statue on Liberty Island 
Friday evening to make known 
their objections to “ the entire 
system,”  had vowed to stay 
“ for as long as it takes to get 
our message across.”

T h ey  sa id  th e y  w ere  
members of a group called the 
“ Attica Brigade,”  a radical 
group with chapters at various 
college campuses in the New 
York area.

G roves said earlier  the 
protestors were “ damaging 
nothing, doing nothing radical, 
but it appears this will go on all 
night. 'They told us they would 
stay forever, if necessary.”
