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Dayan Offers Syria
Note of Conciliation

Israeli Defense Minister
Moshe Dayan offered a note of
conciliation to Syria today only
hours after his warning that
continued fighting on the Golan
heights could lead to all out
war.

As Syrian and Israeli artillery
continuéd to bombard each
other on the Golan Heights,
Dayan said today on the
National Radio, Israel still
hoped for a political settlement
with Syria to separate front-line
forces.

‘“We are not looking for an all
out war even if it gives us

military gains because we are
expecting something out of the
second stage of negotiations in
a few days,”" Dayan said.

“I think they (the Syrians)
will not try to open up an all out
war between now and the start
of negotiations unless they
decide to refrain from

ting.” The defense
minister warned '‘our hands
are not bound because of our
wishes for a political settle-
ment, but I would say that it
guides us since we very much
want a political settlement."

Both the Israeli and Syrian
military commands reported

intermittent artillery battles
today along the Golan front.
Dayan warned Friday night
on television the Syrian
assaults on Israeli positions on
strategic Mount Hermon could
upset the upcoming “shuttle
diplomacy"” mission of U.S,
Secretary of State Henry A.
Kissinger. /

The fighting, following the
worst outbreak of aerial com-
bat since the October Middle
East war, coincided with
reports in Cairo that Kissinger
was planning to fly to the Mid-
dle East later this month for a
new round of shuttle diplomacy

'
to save the rapidly eroding Mid-
dle East truce.

Dayan warned on television
Friday night that fullscale war
might break out if Syria con-
tinued attacks on strategic Mt.
Hermon on the Golan Heights.

“If they (the Syrians) insist
on continuing their activity and
trying to take up positions on
the Hermon it is quite possible
that Dr. Kissinger will find a
battlefield here instead of a
negotiating table,"” the defense
minister said.

His warning came after the

worst ground and air fighting
since the October war.

Manchester Hospital
Joining Consortium

Manchester Memorial
Hospital is one of eight area
hospitals entering into a
cooperative agreement to
create a Capitol Area Health
Consortium.

The eight hospitals Thursday
named a committee to pick an
executive director for the con-
sortium. It will also pick an of-
fice location and set up a budget
which is expected to remain
below $100,000 for some time.

Jacob Miller, president of the
Board of Trustees of
Manchester Memorial
Hospital, is a member of the
committee. lis chairman ig
Robert B. Bruner of Mt. Sinai
Hospital.

Manchester Memorial and
five other hospitals have
already approved the plan. The
others are Hartford Hospital,

Mt. Sinal, St. Francis,
Newington Children's and the
University of Connecticut
Health Center.

The Institute of Living and
New Britain General Hospital
are expected to take formal
voles next week to join the con-
sortium.

The area hospitals plan to dis-
cuss ways to avold duplication
of complex and expensive ser-
vices, Dr. Hamilton said one
hospital, for instance, may be
chosen to do all the transplant
surgery and another to do all
open heart surgery.

If a hospital is-full-a patient
would be notified, under the
plan, of space available in
another hospital and his regular
physician would be able to treat
him there.

Also under discussion is the

possibilty of a coordinated
program for nurses and
hospital technologists as well as
coordinated regidency training
for young physicians, bulk
purchasing, and interhospital
public relations programs.
Before the university's health
center can legally participate,
enabling legislation must be
signed by Gov. Thomas Meskill.

Rockvill General Hospital is
among area hospitals which
may join the consortium later.

Under the plan, the eight
hospitals have agreed not to in-
stitute any new treatment ser-
vice without the approval of
other consortium members.
None can be forced to discon-
tinue an existing service,
however,

Each hospital will retain its

own identity, but will allow doc-
tors on the staffs of other
member hospitals concurrent
privileges.

Dr. T. Stewart Hamilton,
chief architect of the consor-
tium, said the most difficult
problem in the months of plan-
ning was to develop a provision
for interhospital privileges for
the 1,500 doctors on the staffs of
the eight hospitals,

Dr. Hamilton is president and
general director of Hartford
Hospital.

The board of directors of the

consortiurh will be composed of °

one staff physician, one ad-
ministrator, and one trustee
from each hospital. The dean of
the UConn medical school will
also be a director.

State Will ‘Sell’ Main St.
To Town for About $25,000

f‘l‘he Connecticut Department
of Transportgtion (DOT) has
agreed to “‘gell* downtown
Main St. to the Town of
Manchester for an amount
covering the actual cost of
equipment and materials used
in the modern traffic signal in-
stallation last fall, Town
Manager Robert Weiss
reported Friday.

Weiss said the estimated cost
of the equipment and materials
is between $25,000 and $30,000,

The new .cost estimate of
town takeover of the one-mile

section of Main St., from the
Center to the Terminus, came
after negotiations Friday
between Weiss and George S.
Koch, deputy state transporta-
tion commissioner.

The price originally quoted by
DOT officials for return of
Main St. control to the town
was $100,000. Weiss said that
figure represented the entire
cost of the installation project,
not just equipment and
materials.

The agreement reached In
Friday's negotiating session
calls for a town decision on the
street takeovér by May 14,

Weiss said the matter will
come before the town's Board
of Directors early in May.

If the town doesn't decide to
pay for the equipment and
materials, the DOT will
reinstale parallel parking on
part of Main St., causing the
loss of about 39 angle parking
stalls.

Weiss said he is still
developing estimated costs of
town takeover of the street,
which he expects will include
substantial annual maintenance
costs plus anticipated
reconstruction of the road.

Weiss was instructed by town
directors April 2 to negotiate
with the DOT for town takeover
of downtown Main St., and the
DOT's previously set deadline
for paralle! parking (April 10)
was waived pending the
negotiations.

Representing the town in the
negotiations were Weiss, Ac-
ting Assistant Town Manager
Charles McCarthy, Public
Works Director Jay Giles, and
Police Chief James Reardon,
who also serves as the town's
traffic authority.

The Regional District 8 Board
of Education will present its
19741975 proposed budget of
$1,860,176 at a district hearing
Monday evening at 8 in the
Rham High School auditorium,

Although the proposed budget
represents an increase over the
present operating budget of
$179,920, it has been reduced
$250,853 from the original $2,-
111,029 requested by the ad-
ministration,

Major increases in the budget
occur in items covering opera-
tion of plant and in the instrue-
tion series where the increases

are $35,153 and $102,866, respec-
tively.

The board is estimating an in-
crease of $25,000 for heat and
$6,500 for electricity in the
school building.

Some of the $102,866 increase
in the instruction series is ac-
counted for by a $56,838 in-
crease for teachers salaries,
$44%5 for the principal and
assistant principals salaries,
$12,252 for salaries of other in-
structional staff, and $11,518 for
teaching supplies.

Copies of the proposed budget
have been distributed
throughout the district and are
available at the respective town
halls in the three towns.

Presentation

In an attempt to improve its
presentation at the hearing, this
year the board will vary
somewhat from past practice.
Instead of reviewing the budget
item by item, board members
have been assigned specific
areas and will highlight only
significant budgetary changes,
The board hopes that this more
concise presentation will allow
more lime for questions from
those in attendance.

It also believes that by
making copies of the budget
available well in advance of the
budget hearing, the new

“Based on the consideration
of the present public health ser-
vices in Tolland, the health ser-
vices necessary and desired,
alternatives to provide these
services and their costs, the
Tolland Health District Study
Committee recommends that
Tolland join a public health dis-
trict as soon as one can be
formed or selected to meet the
needs of the community."

The committee felt this ap-
proach would provide the town
the best public heaith services
with the minimum cost to the
taxpayer, provide for growth in
needs as the town grows, as
well as enable Tolland to take
advantage of other benefits
available to a health district,

The committee discussed
some of the concerns that the
citizens might have about their
town joining a health district.
One of these anticipated con-
cerns is that a small town in a
district with a larger town
would not receive its “fair
share' of services.

"Most likely, this would not
be the case, as services would
be proportional to the com-
munity's financial input to the
district. Being associated with
a larger community might
provide services that Tolland
normally would not be able to
afford. Each town in a district
receives one vote for each 10,-
000, or part, population, up to a
maximum of five votes. Other
small towns would be in a
similar position with respect to

Time limitations imposed on
the committee- precluded
detailed evaluation of p
and existing health districts
Tolland might join, and it
recommends such an evalua-
tion, Since this could take some
time, the committee discussed
interim means to provide the
town with public health ser-
vices.

Three choices considered by
the committee to fill interim
needs are: Tolland Health
Department with full-time
director of health; Tolland
Health Department with part-
time director of heaith; con-
tracted services with part-time
director of health.

“For a health department
with a full-time director, a full-
time public health professional
with a master of public health
degree must be secured. Con-
sidering that it might not be a
long term position, efforts to
secure an individual from a
limited number available may
not be successful. Similar con-
cerns existed about part-time
professionals. For this reason
the option of all three ap-
proaches was maintained."

“Two major tasks remain:
selecting and forming a public
health district and providing
public health services in the in-
terim. To carry out these tasks,
the committee recommends
that a Public Health Council be
appointed. The council should
be charged with interviewing

SAVE
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A Far-Reaching Issue

The suit of Mark deFunis versus the
University of Washington Law School,
now under consideration by the
Supreme Court, has been the subject
of many news articles and editorials.

Its outcome may go far beyond the
question of academic admissions and
affect the civil rights movement in
the areas of fair employment and
equal opportunity agencies within the
federal government. It could also be
felt in industrial hiring practices.

The case, you remember, is the one
where deFunis, an undergraduate Phi
Beta Kappa, was denied admission to
the university's law school, even
though it was admitted that 36 less

« qualified applicants from minority

population groups were accepted.

Controversy over the case has been
principally devoted to discussion of a
quota systems, the clvil rights move-
ment, and reparation to minority
groups for past injuries, if that is
possible,

Little thought or consideration
seems to have been given to the effect
which preferential admission to
professional schools may have upon
the profession itself or upon the lives
and future careers of those who are its
supposed beneficiaries.

The legal profession, for instance,
has been the subject of unfavorable
criticism in recent years. Much of this
has stemmed from the involvement of
lawyers in the Watergate scandal.

Last year, however, Chief Justice
Berger criticized the American

"1 system of court practice comparing it

unfavorably with that of England
stating that there were many in-
competents in practice before the
American Bar.. .

If the legal profession, or any other

for that matter, is in need of up-
grading its standards or even preser-
ving present levels, how will that be
achieved by accepting less than
qualified students to promote civil
rights?

Of course it will not. And the results
will be unhappy for the profession and
also for those who enter it under
questionable circumstances, And that
is not a desirable end to result from
otherwise benign motives.

If our schools take in inferior
students to serve affirmative action
ideals, they will necessarily turn out
inferior lawyers, or other profession
members. This degrades the profes-
sion,

But probably the greatest harm
done is to the individual who sup-
posedly has been given a helping hand
but instead will probably come out of
school a mediocrity.

The secondary goal of serving peo-
ple of his minority group thus
becomes a sham. And it is extremely
probable that these people will, when
in need, seek the services of someone
better prepared, almost intuitively
sensing that the person pushed into his
career is ill-prepared.

In this, we do not advocate abandon-
ment of aid to people from minority
groups. Certainly they should be
helped. But quota admission, or quota
hiring, are self-defeating.

Instead we suggest that remedial
measures be established to bring
them to professional school.level with
qualifications equal to other
applicants.

Supplementary education, when
required, would be a more just solu-
tion to the profession, the individual
and those whom they eventually will
serve,

Food Power

Dire predictions of shortages, other
than petroleum, to come in the future,
have been emphasized by the special
U.N. session being held to focus ef-
forts on the attempts of the poorer
nations of the world to get a larger
share of the world's prosperity.

The Third World nations have some
of the largest supplies of scarce
minerals such as copper, bauxite
from which aluminum is processed,
and tungsten, to mention a few.

Heartened by the success of the
Arab nations in hiking the price of
their crude oil threefold in the past
year, and using it as a diplomatic
weapon, cartels are already forming
to squeeze the wealthier nations.

There is little probability of success
coming from their efforts in the im-
mediate or remote future, in our opi-
nion. They do not have the ac-
cumulated wealth which the

sheikdoms had at the beginning of the
petroleum embargo.

They cannot carry on a protracted
period of not exporting to the .coun-
tries in a position to buy. Their often
tenuous economics make it.necessary
for them to do business now or face
even more difficult shortages in
purchasing power abroad.

Too, large stockpiles of some of the
scarce minerals exist and we can get
along for years without great difficul-
ty. And as prices rise, as they surely
would in case of contrived scarcity,
domestic sources might again open up
as they did in the oil shortage.

Our greatest ace in the hole though
is our agricultural ability to raise
more food than we can use at home.
Even today India is looking to us for
food in spite of it's flirtation with
Russia. They may have scarce metals
but they need our food to live. There is
great protection in that,

While official findings of "'no
in President Nixon's
1969-72 federal income tax
returns may keep this issue out
of a possible House impeach-
ment decision, he will not
thereby avoid new public
damage. Treatment of his case
makes him out to be a strong
gainer from high privilege.

He is being saved from
charges of fraud by the
generous grace accorded him
as President. Moreover, he has
won unwarranted compliments
from top lawmakers Rep.
Wilbur Mills and Sen. Russell
Long for making belated
payments on his 1969 returns.

Let’s start with a couple of
basics, Where the Internal
Revenue Service suspects fraud
(intent to misrepresent) in tax
returns, no stature of
limitations applies at all. The
IRS can go back as far as it
wishes,

Secondly, the law specifies
that when a citizen fails to
report items of gross income
adding to 25 per cent or more
beyond the gross income he
does cite on a given return, the
statute of limitations does not
run a mere three years ( the
figure commonly cited in near-
ly all comment on the
President's case), but extends a
full 8ix years beyond final filing
time.

On its face, a key document
prepared by the joint con-
gressional committee which
examined Mr. Nixon's returns
at his invitation would seem to
involve this 1969 returns in this
provision of the law. Yet a twist
in the regulations seems to
salvage him in this instance.

For 1869, the committee
found the President had added
gross income amounting to
$142,367, more than a third
above the $328,162 he formally
reported as gross income.

The twister comes into play
in the way the President for
1969 handed the sale of his New
York apartment. He did not
conceal the sale or its
proceeds, but declared on his
return that he was deferring
payment of a capital gains tax
on the transaction because he
was investing the monies in the
purchase of San Clemeénte as
his “principal residence.”

Such practice is both
legitimate and very common.
Except that in this instance the
committee decided San
Clemente was not Mr. Nioxn's
chief residence. It found that
the Nixons spent just 49 days
there in the 12 months after sale
of the New York apartment.

Furthermore, as is now well
known, he did not at any time
pay California state income
taxes as would a normal resi-
dent. One would think that, for
consistency's sake, he would
have done so to underscore his
claims about San Clemente.

But here's the hooker: In an
obscure IRS regulation,
believed by one tax analyst to
have been added after U.S. Tax
Court ruling in such cases, his
New York apartment sale in-
come can be considered exempt
from calculations about “added
gross income”' for 1969.

The regulation says that, if a
taxpayer supplies on his return
“information sufficient to ap-
prise the District Director (of
Internal Revenue) of the nature
and amount' of monies gained

Big-
time free-wheelers from San-
dusky to Singapore have turned
up ‘their nefarious talents,
hoping to make billions out of
the problem.

A guy named Bill Simon
made television history trying
to convince the public that the
administration knew what it
was doing about the shortage.
Probably the only efficient
process in the whole melee was
the smooth manner in which
thousands of professional con-
servationists converted over-
night into energy experts,

Unfortunately there are
tragic aspects to the situation:
What the soaring cost of gas-
oline does to everybody’s
budget; the thousands of small
businesses which have failed
because of the panic creafed by
the shortages; the hundr
thousands of jobs lost.

If it is possible to boil it all
down, the answer is yes, there
is some kind of an energy shor-
tage. But then that leads into
the hotly debated question of
when an honest energy shortage
will peak and how to handle
that, if and when it happens.
The taxpayer is being asked to
ante up about §20-billion to find
a solution.

A prestigious and honestly
productive government agency,
the National Science Founda-
tion, is doing crash work
costing close to $1-million to
determine the feasibility of
plain, old-fashioned windmills
eventually solving the country’s
energy problems. They might
work.

You wade through all of that
mess and you then come up
with Catch 22, according to the
inside insiders.

The energy shortage, they
say, is only the first to come
along. There's scant evidence
that the administration is any
more prepared for new shor-
tages than it was for the energy
crisis. As a matter of fact there
is strong resistance in the ad-
ministration to doing anything
about threatened other shor-
lages, even though the facts are
pretty well documented in
various government file
cabinets,

Top of the list as the next
possible shortage is food. You
might walk to where you want
to go and get there eventually.
But you're not going to get very
far on an empty stomach. A
relatively small fraction of less
rainfall in crucial areas this
summer could make the fuel
shortage look insignificant,

Another shortage possibility

is bauxite, used to make
aluminum. The U.S. imports
more than half of the bauxite it
needs and a shortage could
cause another panic.

Alse on the list are
manganese and molybdenum,
critical ingredients of certain
steels, a shortage of which
could paralyze whole industries
in a short time.

Privale enterprise, howevyer,
is becoming increasingly shor-
tage conscious. Louis Allen,
president of Louis A. Allen
Associates, a leading inter-
national management con-
sulting firm, believes that
professional managers at all
levels of business must master
a new skill — that of managing
shortages. ‘‘We face a period of
widespread shortages in both

‘commodities and fabricated

products,” Allen says, "‘and the
companies that best manage
these shortages will have a
definite competitive advantage
as we move further into the
70s."

There may also be a govern-
ment voice, now crying in the
wilderness. It belongs to John
T. Dunlop, head of the Cost of
Living Council. In his quiet way
he is doing his best to get the
administration started on some
real planning for what could be
a “Shortage Society."” Dunlop
knows the facts. He wants the
administration to face those
facts. We should wish him luck,
and look for more John
Dunlops.

The mayors' lobbying group
has maintained that the legisla-
tion would allow unions to “‘set
the tax rate."

The House also approved and
sent to Gov. Thomas J. Meskill
a bill providing legislative
review over the issuance of
license plates issued in fictious
names.

The bill orders the Motor
Vehicles Department to get ap-
proval for guidelines from the
Regulations and Review Com-
mittee of the General
Assembly.

State auditors recently dis-
closed that the Motor Vehicles
Department had issued the
phony plates to persons other
than law enforcement officers
who have legitimate use for
such identity-concealing aides.

Cats Meow For
Purrmanent Homes

It once was a garage, Then Diane
and Edmund Parent decided
something had to be done about the
growing number of homeless and un-
wanted cats and small animas that so
often came to sad and tragic ends.

So, about a year and a half ago the
Parents and Roger Gustonguay, Mrs.
Parent's father, converted the
Gustonguay garage on Rt. 83 in Ver-
non to the Society for Cats, a clearing-
house for kittens and cats of every
description and an occasional guinea
pig, skunk, gerbil, hamster or
parakeet.

Since the society came into opera-
tion, the Parents and Mr. Gustonguay
have placed over 3,000 cats. On an
average, 10 to 15 cats are placed daily
and though no charge is made for the
adoption, most people leave a dona-
tion,

Not all the animals at the society
are strays, however. Often people will
leave cats if they are moving and
can't take their pets with them, or if a
mother cat is about to have kittens
ztaind the owner can’t handle the situa-

on, :

The cats remain at the society from
as little as five minutes to as long as
four months, and no cat is ever “‘put to
sleep" unless it has an incurable dis-
ease or isn't eating properly and is
wasting away.

The accommodations at the society
rival any pet store. The cages are
spacious and the interior is im-
maculate. Disinfectant is used liberal-
ly and the general cleanliness of the
society is noteworthy,

But placing cats and providing a
haven for unwanted animals isn't
enough for the Parents. They hope to
acquire a van to be used as an am-
bulance for injured animals. In this,
as in their other ventures, they will
depend entirely on donations.

Bengals Start
Legal Grid War

CINCINNATI (UPI) — The Cincinnati Bengals have
opened their 1974 season early — by taking on all 12 teams
of the new World Football League in a legal battle.

And the Bengals have put the first points on the court-
room scoreboard.

Becoming the first National Football League team to
take the ambitious WFL into court over “player raiding,"’
the Bengals Friday won a temporary restraining’ order
from a federal judge which prevents the rival league from
signing any players under contract to Cincinnati,

The Bengals are seeking more.

They want the temporary order made permanent and
hope to have the WFL contract already signed by their star
linebacker Bill Bergey rescinded.

After issuing the temporary restraining order Friday,
U.S. District Court Judge David S. Porter set an April 29
hearing date for a preliminary injunction request by the
Bengals.

The court proceedings, which could provide a precedent,
will be watched closely by officials of all NFL and WFL
teams.

Bengals Attorney John A. Lloyd, Jr. outlined exactly
what the Bengals are seeking:

‘“We don’t want the WFL to sign any players already un-
der contract to the Bengals; we want Bergey's contract
rescinded; we want Bergey prohibited from doing any
promotional work for the WFL and we want him to receive
no money from a WFL team until his contract with the

Bengals expires May 1, 1976,",
FUN!
