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Explosion Damages 
Building Near U.N.

PR IC E : FIFTEEN CENTS

NEW YORK (UPI) -  An 
explosion and fire, apparently 
caused by accumulated gas, 
today ripped through a com­
mercial building and heavily 
damaged an adjacent apart­
ment building just one block 
from the United Nations.

A check of hospitals showed 
M persons were treated for in­
juries, most of them minor. 
Two men working in a garage 
under the apartment building 
were unaccounted for and a 
search for them was underway.

Most of the injured came 
from the Envoy Towers, a 
residential building adjoining 
the structure where the blast 
occurred, and they suffered 
cuts from flying glass. The 250 
families in the building were 
ordered evacuated.

The injured were taken to

five area hospitals. One suf­
fered serious burns, a Bellevue 
Hospital spokesman said.

The blast shortly befbre 7 
a.m. EDT severely damaged 
the two buildings and blew out 
windows in the east midtown 
area between Second and First 
avenues from 42nd Street north 
to 50th Street.

One of the buildings, a 22- 
story block-long office building 
at 305 E. 45th St., suffered the 
ntiost damage. Almost the en­
tire ground floor on the north 
side was blown out.

There were no immediate' 
reports of damage to the huge 
United Nations complex, which 
is located east of Second 
Avenue along the East River 
and runs from 42nd Street to 
48th Street.

Israel Building 
Supply Roads 
To Mt. Hermon

United Pres* International
Israeli and Syrian army 

engineer units worked under ar­
tillery fire today to build supply 
roads up the 9,000-foot slopes of 
sn ow y M t. H erm on , the 
battleground for control of the 
Golan Heights.

The Tel Aviv military com­
mand said Israeli work crews 
struggled under constant Syrian 
artillery fire to widen a road to 
the peak. *,

Israeli planes, mortars and 
field guns bombarded Syrian 
engineering units building their 
own road on the northeast 
slopes, the command said.

Arab newsmen in southern 
Lebanon said Israel beefed up

its positions on Mt. Hermon by 
occupying Tel El Chahar, part 
of the mountain in Lebanese 
territory. Lebanese soldiers 
fired mortars at the Israelis, 
but failed to dislodge them, the 
reports said.

An I s r a e l i  m i l i t a r y  
spokesman, however, said, 
“ We don’ t have any infor­
mation”  aboiit the Lebanese 
news reports.

Syrian military communiques 
said ‘ ‘several”  Israeli soldiers 
were killed and tanks destroyed 
in day and night artille^ duels 
over the mountain. Syria said 
two raiding Israeli flghter- 
boihbers were driven off by 
ground fire.

Two and one half hours after 
the blast, firemen still were 
battling a stubborn fire which 
they contained to the ground 
flo o r  o f  the co m m e r c ia l 
building.

Firemen with heavy axes 
climbed to upper floors of the 
18-story apartment building to 
break through buckled doors to 
reach occu pan ts believed 
trapped inside.

At the time of the blast short­
ly before'7 a.m. EDT, at least 
two custodial eptiployes were in 
the 25 -story  co m m e r c ia l 
building.

Sal Desposlto, a porter, told 
reporters:

“ I was sitting down in the 
back (on the first floor) and the 
whole thing went up. Nothing 
hit me and I ran out.”

John Moglia, another building 
employe, was standing over the 
basement where he believes the 
explosion took place.

‘ "The whole floor came up,”  
he said. “ I was thrown about 30 
feet. I lost my glasses and my 
cap but I wasn’t hit by any 
flying objects.

“ I couldn’t see anything or 
hear anything for what seemed 
like about ten minutes. I groped 
my way out 'but on my own 
power not with the help of 
Bremen.”

’The cause of thie early morn­
ing blast was not immediately 
determined, but fire offficials 
said they suspected a gas leak.

"It must have been leaking 
for a long time,”  one fire off- 
ficer said.

The explosion apparently 
centered in the basement and 
blew out much of the struc­
ture’s brickwork.

It also blew out every window 
in the building, and shattered

Assistaijt fire chief Lester 
Snyder sara, “ We still have a 
fire problem on the ground 
f lo o r . ’ ’ Heavy sm oke and 
flames still poured from the 
floor two hours after the blast.

“ I heard thunder, what I 
thought was thunder,”  said AI 
Armour, president of Projec­
tions Systems,.whose office was 
in the explosion building. “ I 
have half a million dollars 
worth of inventory in that 
building.”

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Cleaner Air Is Aim 
Of Workshop Tonight
Transportation strategies to 

help reduce sm og in the 
Greater Hartford area will be 
the s u b je c t  o f  a p u b lic  
workshop tonight at 7 at 
Manchester’s Highland Park 
School.

The workshop, to be con­
ducted by officials of the state 
Departments of Environmental 
Protection, Finance & Control, 
and Transportation, is one of 
seven sessions schedule in

towns throughout the Capitol 
and Central Planning Regions.

Transportation strategies to 
be developed, which may have 
w ide-ran g in g  s o c ia l and 
economic effects, are aimed at 
achieving air quality standards 
set by the federal government.

Air quality measurements 
taken by the Department of En­
vironmental Protection show 
'that the national air quality 
standards cannot be achieved in 
the metropolitan area without 
some reduction in pollutants 
emitted by automobiles and 
trucks.

To meet the standards by the 
required date, the federal En- 
vionmental Protection Agency 
has ordered Connecticut to 
d e v e lo p  a tran sp orta tion  
strategy to achieve the stan­
dards. 'The Hartford area is one 
of more than 30 metropolitan 
regions across the country 
which must prepare such plans.

The 36 towns in the Capitol 
and Central Planning Regions 
will be affected. ’The affected 
towns include Manchester, An­
dover, Boltpn, Hebron, South 
Windsor, Tolland, and Vernon.

The three state agenices con­
ducting tonight’s workshop 
have agreed that a transporta­
tion strategy can be prepared, 
providing for achievement and 

, maintenance of the air quality 
standards, improved transpor­
tation, beneficial economic 
development, and energy con­
servation.

A technical consultant, GCA 
Technology Corp., has drafted a 
list of optional transportation 
strategies, which will be aired 
at tonight’s meeting. GCA’s 
work isn’t a proposed plan, 
state officials emphasize, and is 
only a preliminary analysis of 
what may be done.

The games had everything — 
real uniforms (grey with blue 
letters and an elephant for the 
Republicans, tan with red 
letters and a donkey for the 
D em ocrats), four certified 
re ferees , a team of nine 
professional-type cheerleaders 
for the Democrats and four not- 
so-professional cheerleaders 
for the Republicans, a running 
s c o r e  on the e l e c t r i c a l  
scoreboard, an announcer (Al 
Werbner) who knew the score, 
and even some scoring (if not 
with the ball, certainly with the 
spectators).

The wonder of it all is that the 
players had any endurance left 
after the long, tiring practice 
session. That they had the

desire to play and to win was 
^tested  to by the furious pace 
^  scoring and missing, take 
your choice.

It took" no time at all — only 
3; 18 into the first quarter — for 
th e  f i r s t  s c o r e ,  when 
“ Frenchy”  LaPointe, chalked 
up the first two points for the 
Democrats. The Republicans 
called "foul,”  but didn’t get 
away with it. ’They said later 
they thought LaPointe was pat­
ting his stomach — not shooting 
the ball.

Anyway, it took only two 
m i n u t e s  m o r e  f o r  the 
Republicans to tie the score, 
when Charlie “ Energy”  Oocini 
put one up from almost two feet 
out.

FBI Denies Infiltration 
Of SLA Hideout Vicinity
SAN FRANCISCO (UPI) -  

The FBI man in charge of the 
search for kidnaped Patricia, 
Hearst denied a report that his 
agents donned work clothes and 
infiltrated the neighborhood 
where she and her captors were 
hiding.

“ That is not true,”  special 
agent Charles Bates said Sun­
day night when informed of the 
report in Newsweek magazine.

The magazine said the agents 
posed as “postmen, garbage 
collectors, deliverymen and the 
like.”  The ruse allowed the FBI 
to discover the “ neighborhood, 
if not the house, where the gang

w a s . h i d i n g , “  the news  
magazine said.

“ We haven’t had men dressed 
or posing like that,”  Bates said.

’The FBI “ was busy all 
weekend’ ’ conducting the 
search without success, he said.

It has been 77 days since Miss 
Hearst, 20, was carried away 
screaming from her Berkeley, 
Calif. ,  apartment by the 
terrorist revolutionary group.

Miss  H e a r s t  was 
photographed accompanying 
SLA bank robbers last Monday, 
and FBI and local law enforce­
ment agencies since have im­
posed a gag rule to prevent 
release of informatioh which 
could prove prejudicial in the

eventual prosecutions of SLA 
members.

A debate has ensued over 
whether Miss Hearst, daughter 
of San Francisco Examiner 
Editor Randolph A. Hearst, 
was involved directly in the 
heist of $10,690 from a San 
Francisco bank or whether 
was forced to participate.

In the robbery photographs, 
taken by a bank camera, I^ss 
Hearst was seen carrying an 
automatic carbine. She was 
charged only with being a 
material witness in a federal 
complaint issued nine hours 
after the bank holdup and wound­
ing of two bystanders.

NEW YORK (UPI) -  The 
pvernment pressed to shore up 
its case against former At­
torney General  Jqhn N. 
Mitchell and former Commerce 
Secretary Maurice H. Stans 
with rebuttal testimony today 
in the final week of the first 
t r ia l  o f  f o r m e r  Cabinet  
members since the 1920s.

The first rebuttal witness was 
Richard B. Vine, director of the 
State Department’s Office of 
Western European A ffa i^ .H e 
began his testimony late

Friday, telling how he was at­
tached to the U.S. embassy in 
Bern, Switzerland, on Nov. 30, 
1971, when Mitchell, then at­
torney general, phoned about 
the jailing of Robert L. Vesco.

Vine said he told Mitchell 
that the international financier, 
now  a f u g i t i v e  in the 
Mitchell-Stans case, had been 
jailed on a felony charge, 
“ d i s l oya l  m a n a g e m e n t , ’ ’ 
brought by a shareholder of 
Investors Overseas Services,

Ltd., which Vesco had taken 
over.

Vesco was released on $125,- 
000 bail, and the charge was 
later dropped.

Mitchel l  and Stans are 
charged with trying to impede a 
federal investigation of Vesco’s 
operations i)i exchange for his 
secret $200,000 cash contribu­
tion to the 1972 Nixon re-election 
campaign. TheUrial began its 
10th week todaj). “ ‘

P. Giagliardi told the jury of

nine men and threeT women that 
testimony would be finished 
today even if it was necessary 
to go into a night session. Sum­

WASHINGTON (UPI) 
Economics/extbooks say that 
during peri6ds%f high inflaUon 
people ade supposed to stop 
spending,/but most Americans 
a p p a re n tly  jdo no t read  
economics textliooks.

Despite soaring inflation, 
people are still spending like 
mad — and economists are 
puzzled.

The spending runs counter to 
most theories of traditional 
economic behavior, which say 
people tend to stash away more 
cash in bank accounts or safe 
investments during times of 
economic uncertainity.

The release of the first 
quarter economic statistics last 
week, vriiich showed inflation 
rising steadily and the gross 
national product (GNP) falling, 
should have produced a nation 
of ndsers. But the personal 
savings rate — the percentage 
of income that is deposited into 
financial institutions — actually 
dropped during the first th r^  
months of 1974.

“The consumer is not just sit­
ting in his cave waiting...he is 
out spending,” Sydney Jones, 
chief economist of the Depart­
ment of (Commerce, said.

Inflation itself could be 
feeding the retail surge. “Buy 
now ,’’ the  th e o ry  goes, 
“because things will only get 
more expensive next year.’’

Income tax refunds, a wind­
fall for many families this.time 
of the year, may also prompt 
more spending.

The buying binge would be 
good news during a normal 
economic slump. ’Those extra 
d o lla rs  flowing into the 
economy would be just the 
thing to get business moving 
again.

But the current decline is un­
usual because it is coupled with 
extraordinarily high Inflation 
and the escalating prices are 
negating the benefits of the con­
sumer spending.

“The problem is that the rate 
of inflation is too intensive for 
the consumer to increase the 
quantity of his acquisitions,” 
Jones.^^said. “You have to get 
improwment on inflation so 
that coiWmers can spend more 
money oh-go^s rather than 
just prices.” \

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Spending Power Play
W^pther the assembly-expanded 

state budget clears Gov. Thomas 
Meskill’s desk unscathed apparently 
hinges on what the assembly ultimate­
ly enacts in its efforts to tighten con­
trol over the purse strings.

At stake is an interpretation of 
where legislative ^ ^ e f S 'e n d  and 
executive powers begin.

Granted, the governor in \  his 
program of the past four years, nrade 
m any  e n e m ie s  a s  he p lace d  
legislatively appropriated funds in es­
crow and pared budgets wherever he 
could. Much of the campaign that is 
upcoming Will be devoted to criticism 
and defense of these actions.

The issue though is not whether 
Gov. Meskill’s austerity decisions 
were the wisest or the best ones but 
whether he or any governor should re­
tain this right.

The assembly has given some 
recognition that the governor should 
iuve some control over appropriation 
disbursement with its so-called com­
promise that he could nudce 2 and 4 
per cent cuts if the economy falters.

This com prom ise recognizes 
another political fact of life. Despite 
unhappiness in certain quarters over 
the governor’s tight-fistedness with 
state money, the fact is he did turn a 
deficit-prone state budget into a sur­
plus one and the result has been some 
tax relief, a fact which must be con­
sidered.

So really what is at stake is not so 
much past actions by Gov. Meskill but 
the nagging fear that even though he 
is a lame duck since he is not seeking 
re-election, he might continue his 
thrifty ways and some of these 
decisions could come at an awkward 
time for those seeking re-election in 
the assembly.

This is particularly true of the ad­
ditions the assembly has written into 
the budget. If the power of the gover­
nor to control expenditures is not 
restricted, he could well s i p  the

enlarged budget and still have the op­
tion of not spending some of the ad­
ditional funds if the economy falters.

A veto has been threatened by the 
governor if the proposed restrictions 
on his power over administering the 
budget is enacted.

But the hazards are many in a veto 
as well as in forcing a veto.

If the assembly imposes budget 
spending requirements on the gover­
nor, he will likely use his veto powers 
to get a budget closer to his liking, 
either by sending the whole package 
back to the assembly or through the 
use of the line veto. .
4 t  may be hard for the assembly to 

make or accept this compromise. 
Should it override the vetoes and cou­
ple these with limitations on the 
governor’s administrative powers 
over budget funds it must accept the 
consequences. In the light of current 
economic news, the future is not as 
bright as the assembly may have 
hoped when budget deliberations were 
made only a lew weeks ago.

We would hope that the issue of 
extending assembly control into the 
budget expenditure process can be 
given a quiet death for the time being.
It is apparent to us the real motiva- 

J  tion behind it is not a sincere and fun­
damental constitutional concern but a 
situation of attempting to exploit a 
lame duck administration for political 
purposes. This fact alone makes it im­
perative that executive control over 
the budget should not be watered 
down at this time.

We are concerned the assembly 
may well have over extended itself in 
the budget it has sent to the governor 
in the light of economic uncertainties 
ahead. It is therefore no time to iock 
the  p re s e n t g o v ern o r, or his 
successor, into a “forced” spending 
program designed in the light of im­
m ediate political considerations 
rather than the state’s long-range 
economic well-being.

Election Dpy Drinking
One of the minor issues before the 

Connecticut General Assembly is 
whether bars should continue to be 
closed for state and national elec­
tions.

One lawmaker has opposed the idea 
of allowing the bars to be open, 
charging there is a danger of vote 
buying.

We can’t agree.
First, if the assembly puts a lid on 

campaign spending, it is doubtful any 
candidate will have enough money left 
by election day to cover the cfBrrent 
cost of booze; let alone hire the staff 
needed to man the waterholes to seek 
out members of the electorate who 
have not voted and, more important, 
will “vote right” in exchange for a 
bottle of suds or, in the case of higher 
office, a cocktail.

Swond, we don’t think there is as 
much danger of “vote buying” at the 
last minute, as toere is in the weeks

before the election. The scandals in 
some of our communities over misuse 
of the absentee voting process is of 
more concern to us.

And, if a candidate or his adherents 
wants to make an effort to influence 
the voters on election day, it can be 
done whether the bars are open or not.

Maybe a compromise is in order. 
Let the bars be open on election day 
but make proof that the would-be 
patron has voted as a condition of ad­
mission. This might be an incentive to 
vote for those who think that politics 
are too dry now without drying up the 
waterholes too.

Seriously though, it seems to be a 
rather sad conunentary on politics as 
a whole when it is implied that bars 
need to be closed because some voters 
are corruptible and, more to the point, 
some political adherents would 
exploit it. No law can really change 
that.

WASHINGTON -  Two con­
secutive bouts with the flu have 
c a u ^  me to come late to what 
surely will be right up there 
when ballo ts a re  cast for 
Denouement of the Year.

You must remember the so- 
called Collinsville Raids. They 
made front pages and television 
screens all o v e r^ e  country last 
year when it appeared that nar­
cotics agents and local police in 
Collinsville, 111., had run amok 
in a scandalous abuse of police 
pow ers. They en te red  six 
homes on the nights of April 19 
and 23,1973. They acted vdthout 
warrants and found no illicit 
drugs in the homes.

Two of the victims, Mr. and 
Mrs. H erbert Giglotto, told 
about their night of terror on 
the Dick Cavett show. The 
Giglottps and another victim, 
Donald Askew, testified before 
a Senate subcommittee piously 
chaired by Sen. Charles Percy, 
D-Ill.

Their stories were that the 
lawmen had forced their way

into their homes, and generally 
abused them. The Giglottos 
were held a^ n in p o in t and 
Giglotto was iHndcuffed. One 
John Meiners of Edwaids^ille, 
111., told reporters agents woke 
him up, put a gun" to his head 
and held him in a St. Louis jail 
for 77 hours without filing any 
charges against him.

Well, sirs and madames, they 
finally got around to trying the 
seven Federal agents and three 
d e tec tiv es  on charges of 
violating the constitutional 
rights of the persons whose 
homes they had entered. No, 
they were not convicted. It took 
a Federal jury only three hours 
to find them innocent of all the 
12 charges against them.

What happened in this curious 
exercise that had civil liber­
tarians from Boston to Los 
Angeles writhing in delighted 
^g u ish ?  Very simple. The 
prosecution didn't have a case.

Defense counsel admitted the 
cops bungled the job. But they

Do The Bureaucrats 
Call All The Shots?

Much has been written on the 
growth of presidential power. 
What may have actually oc­
curred is a major decline in 
that power, especially as it 
applies to domestic problems.

T hat power has not gone to 
Congress. But Congress has 
been re sp o n s ib le  fo r the  
w h i t t l in g  a w a y  of th e  
president’s prerequisites, a 
whittling that has been keenly 

j  felt by Presidents Kennedy, 
’ Johnson and Nixon, and by 

earlier occupants of the White 
House.

This whittling began almost 
immediately after President 
George Washington’s term s 
ended. Washington, according 
to re p o rts , had com plete 
authority over all federal of­
ficials and their duties. But 
Congress, in 1799, began a prac­
tice, enlarged in the years 
since, of vesting sta tu to ry  
powers in agencies or in their 
heads, rather than in the presi­
dent. Two Supreme Court 
decisions, one as late as 1935, 
have confirmed this right of 
Congress to vest powers in 
agencies to be exercised on 
the ir own responsibility  — 
except for some military and 
foreign affairs and domestic 
ipatters of high policy.

Additionally, so much of the 
budget is fixed these days the 
changes any president can 
make are minimal, even with 
Congressional consent.

I t  is  no w o n d e r  t h a t  
presidents spend much of their 
t im e  in  fo re ig n  a f f a i r s ,  
sometimes to the neglect of 
e c o n o m ic  an d  d o m e s tic  
problems. For iU is only in 
foreign and related military 
matters that presidents have 
held to their power and perhaps 
increased It. This tendency may

account for the poor record of 
m ost recen t p residen ts in 
dealing with the economy.

There has, over the years, 
been a parallel strengthening of 
the power of the civil service 
and the positions of senior civil 
service employes. The objec­
tive has been to prevent the cor­
ruption, inefficiencies and in­
equities of the spoils system. 
The result has been, in essence, 
to create a fourth branch of 
government, almost partly in­
dependent of the president and 
Congress.

Department heads are, in 
c o n s id e r a b l e  m e a s u r e ,  
prisoners of their permanent 
staffs. The man at the top or­
dinarily must work with what 
the permanent officials’ give 
him. Proposals they disagree 
with can take endless months to 
carry out, and in the process, 
can be so changed that, the 
o rig in a l pu rposes m ay be 
smothered. We thus have in es­
sence a  multitude of-built-in 
“ c o u r t s ”  th ro u g h o u t the  
executive, presided over by 
h ig h - le v e l  c iv i l  s e rv ic e  
employes who act as jiMges, ap­
proving or censoring programs 
pushed by the president 1^  his 
cabinet and voted by Congress.

E v e n  so  a b le  an  a d ­
m i n i s t r a t o r  a s  D e p u ty  
Secretary of Defense David 
Packard quit because he came 
to the conclusion he couldn’t get 
a handle on the bureaucracy.

D ep a rtm en t and agency 
chiefs, and the politically- 
appoin ted  a s s is ta n ts  they 
bring in, frequmtly don’t  begin 
to understand the ropes until 
their short tenures have ended. 
(One l e a n ^  study, as a correc­
tive measure, recorpmends tto t

By contrast, many civil ser­
vice employes are on the job 20 
to 30 years and more. The able 
ones, during that period, gain 
an encyclopedic kwwledge of 
their areas and build loyalties 
and a priceless understanding 
of who can do what and who 
c a n ’t .  T h is  m a k e s  th e  
difference between failure and 
success in many operations.

Not surprisingly, these men 
come to believe that no one un­
derstands their job and its 
objectives as they do and t ^ t  
outside interference only mud­
dies the waters.

Some of these permanent 
s ta ffe rs  have built strong 
alliances with powerful groups 
in Congress. These legislators, 
by working directly with the 
civil servants, have been able to 
circum vent m ore than one 
President.

We are hot talking about the 
crafty empire builders or inef­
f ic ien t men p erp e tu a tin g  
themselves, though both exist 
in  n u m b e rs  in  so m e

already had broken a St. Louis 
cocaine ring when one of them 
bought 26 ounces of the drug 
from Eldward Staffire, Meiners’ 
roommate. So they started a 
roundup of drug dealers. No 
search warrants were required, 
said the defense, because the 
purpose was to arrest suspects, 
not discover dope.

The cops’ attorneys also 
p ro d u c e d  e v id e n c e  an d  
^ tim o n y  showing that persons 
in four of the six homes entered 
were convicted on drug charges 
as a result of the investigation. 
Pamela Jitto, one of the oc­
cupants in the dealers’ homes, 
testified Ber common-law hus­
band was a cocaine dealer con­
fined to a Federal prison.

Herbert Giglotto didn’t take 
the stand. The prosecution ad­
mitted that something in his 
past might hurt his c r^ b ill ty ; 
informed speculation was that 
he had a police record. Mrs. 
Giglotto gave a frightening ac­
co u n t^  the raid, testifying the 
cops spent 15 to 20 minutes ran­
sacking her house. But a 
neighbor testified she visited 
the G iglotto  home a few 
minutes after the raid and 
found it “ nea ter than my 
house.” Askew told the court 
the officers were in his home 
only a few minutes and treated 
him with politeness.

The law also seemed to be on 
the defendants’ side. A law of­
ficer may enter a home without 
a wmrant if he has probable 
cause to believe that a Crime is 
about to be committed, or that 
a felon is inside. Another sec­
tion of the U.S. Code makes it a 
misdemeanor for a policeman 
to search a private dwelling 
without a warrant — but there 
are th ree exceptions. The 
defense emphasized just one, 
which exists when an officer is 
arresting a person suspected on 
reasonable grounds of having ^ l o .  
committed a felony. r

In short, the Collinsville 
Raids were a national scandal 
only until the case reached a 
courtroom. The raiders did 
blunder Into the Giglotto and 
Askew homes, and they now are 
liable to damage judgments 
against them. They went to 
Meiners’ home seeking 
roommate; we should hear 
more about Meiners’ charge of 
being detained illegally.

But the raids were hardly 
what come of my ultra-liberal 
colleagues at the time called an 
example of the vicious and un­
constitutional operations of a 
police sta te . Instead, they 
showed that there are some 
dumb cops in the country wh&- 
should be kept after school until 
they learn how to cross the

Our 
children are taught to obey laws 
of the road, the same as if they 
were driving a car, and then the 
cars force them from the road.

I hope these careless drivers 
stop and think before one of 
these children get killed.

economic serfs on the land 
which once was theirs.

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Snap Decisions 
No Longer Mark 
Of Businessman

Business Bodies

NEW YORK (UPI) -  Not so 
many years ago the executive 
who made rapid-fire decisions 
was greatly admired.

Today such a boss is likely to 
give his associates a bad case of 
the jitters. He not only may 
harm his company but may 
pose at least some threat to the 
nation’s economy or its en­
vironment, says Prof. Howard 
Raiffa of Harvard.

Raiffa teaches a course 
called “Analysis of Decision 
Making.” J t  has been reduced 
to a home study format com­
posed of 10 loose leaf books and 
some 'audio cassettes and is 
being  m a rk e te d  by En- 
cyc lop .aed ia  B r i ta n n ic a  
EducaUohal Corp. Either as 
taught at Harvard or in the 
home study version, it has been 
used  and e n d o rse d  by 
executives at General Electric, 
Pillsbury, DuPont, Ford Motor 
Co., Arthur D. Little, Inc., 
General Motors, Polaroid, 
Procter i t  Gamble and others.

Reduce Risk
It can reduce or eliminate 

risk in many kinds of decisions 
says Raiffa. “A personal one, 
for example; an executive of 
one big company who was 
transferred to a new location 
fbr a fixed period of three years 
used the principles of the 
course to decide whether he 
would come out better by rent­
ing or buying a house at the 
new location.”

Survey Shows 
Work Pattern 
Of Students

A survey of the part-time 
work experiences of students at 
Manchester High School was 
conducted recently by the high 
school guidance department. 
Approximately 79 per cent of 
the student body participated. 
The results are as follows;

Of the students surveyed, 56 
per cent have a part-time job 
o u ts id e  of sch o o l. The 
breakdown by classes shows: 
Seniors, 72 per cent; juniors, 62 
per cent; and sophomores, 40 
per cent.

Other questions revealed the 
following about the work 
sc h e d i^  of those students sur­
veyed:

21 per cent work 10 hours or 
less per week.

59 per cait work between 11 
and hours per week.

20 per cent work more than 25 
hours per week.

As would be expected, juniors 
and seniors had longer working 
hours than sophomores, accord­
ing to the department’s 
report.

While in some instances 
students go to their jobs during 
unscheduled periods at the end 
of the school day, approximate­
ly three quarters of the students 
work either afternoons and 
evenings, or afternoons and 
weekends, or evenings and 
weekends.

(Questions about student earn­
ings revealed that about one 
quarter of the students earn 820 
or less per week. Of the seniors, 
54 per cent earn more than $30 
per week, with 25 per cent ear­
ning more than $40.

When asked whether they 
planned to enter the same 
career area as their job, 16 per 
cent indicated they do have 
such plans.

Police Note 
Decrease In 
Complaints

Complaints recorded by the 
Manchester Police Department 
last month totaled 1,663, com­
pared to 1,686 in March 1973, 
according to the monthly report 
of Police Chief James Reardon.

Arrests in March 1974 were 
120 (61 misdemeanors and 59 
felonies), compared to 130 
arrests (78 misdemeanors and 
52 felonies) one year ago.

Traffic accidents last month 
totaled 183, compared to 159 in 
March 1973. Accidents in­
volving pedestrians last month 
totaled two (seven last year) 
and involving bicycles totaled 
three (one last year).

In the t r a f f ic  con tro l 
category, police made 506 
motor vehicle arrests in March 
1974, compared to 697 arrests in 
March 1^3. Warnings issued 
totaled 18, compared to 30 a 
year ago.

The total mileage recorded 
on police cruisers last month 
was 51,052, compared to 46,506 
for the same period last year.

Property reports! stolen in 
March 1974 was valued at $58,- 
335, compared to $21,830 in 
stolen goods in March 1973.

Reardon’s animal control 
repwt listed 148 complaints last 
month (190 a year ago).

Most examples given were 
weightier. “Pillsbu^ used the 
method to decide to shift from a 
box to a bag container for a pop­
ular grocery product,” Raif­
fa said, “The bag proved 
successful and the cost of an 
expensive test m arketing 
program was averted.” 

General Electric had to 
decide whether to raise prices 
on a mature product whose 
sales were declining or to ex­
pand manufacturing capacity 
and cut the price in the hope of 
expanding u les. The Raiffa 
method showed it would be 
wiser to raise the price. - 

An Agonizing Process 
Raiffa said the need for his 

course developed because 
modern business conditions 
have made effective decision 
making a poigiuuit, even an 
agonizing process.

“Bad decisions not only can 
be costly, they can help deplete 
our growing list of en^ngered 
resources,” he said.

Professor Raiffa said the 
decision making process is now 
so complicated “there is no 
longer any element or factor 
which may not at some time 
become relevant to a decision.” 
Naturally, he said, realization 
of that makes many executives 
who must make decisions feel 
personally overwhelmed.

In an apparent paradox, Raif­
fa said many executives are too 
frightened by the unavailability 
of some data they feel they 
ought to have in order to make 
a correct decision. Actually, he 
said, the manager must realize 
he never will be able to have all 
the necessary facts. He quoted 
a noted management consul­
tant, Peter Drucker, who 
wrote; “To make a sound deci­
sion it is not necessary to have 
all the facts, but it is necessary 
to know what information is 
lacking in order to judge how 
much of a risk the decision in­
volves as well as the degree of 
precision and rigidity the 
proposed course of action can 
afford.

R a i f f a  a d m i t s  many  
executives are hesitant about 
trying to learn from examples 
of decision making in business 
fields that seem alien to their 
own. Therefore, he has drawn 
examples usdd, in his course 
from a wide business and 
professional spectrum—in­
surance, the law, medicine, oil 
drilling, general engineering, 
commercial fishing, research 
and deveiopment and various 
other businesses.

A grocery survey recently 
completed by Manchester Com­
m unity College sociology 
students reveals good news and 
bad news for the consumer.

The survey, the fourth done 
over a two-year period, reveals 
that food prices have increased 
11 per cent from-tast April 1 to 
April 1, 1974.

According to the survey, 
seven per cent of the price in-, 
crease occurred during the first 
six months of the year, leaving 
a four per cent inflation rate for 
the last six months of the year.

The prices were determined 
by a market basket including 39 
grocery items, nine meats, four 
produce, four frozen foods and 
five dairy products. Prices 
ranged from $45.23 to $49.73 for 
the same order, a difference of 
$4.50 a week. This difference 
over a period of a year amounts 
to $234, an amount of money 
that most consumers would be 
able to use for a variety of pur­
poses. Ten local ktores were in­
cluded in the survey.

Stephen Cassano, instructor 
of sociology and director of the 
study group, reports that he is 
encouraged by the drop in meat- 
prices from a year ago. Ground 
beef is six cents a pound 
cheaper, and center cut pork 
chops are down 18 cents a 
pound. Whole chickens are up 
six cents a pound, sirloin steak

difference in prices from store 
to store. For example, one per­
son buying a quart of mayon­
naise at one store ean pay $1.05 
for it, while someone else at 
another store pays 81 cents for 
it. Among the 39 grocery items 
included, 20 had a range of 10 
cen ts  or m ore d iffe ren ce  
between the cheapest and most 
expensive; All the nine meat 
items varied by 11 cents or 
more, and one varied by 60 
cents a pound. Oth^r^grocery 
items showing large variations 
included: maple syrup, 20 cents 
a bottle; packaged dog food, 42 
cents; flour, 26 cents; aerosol 
spray, 30 cents a can; and 
shaving lotion, 40 cents a bottle.

These differences point out 
the importance of planned shop- 
p ing . The co n su m er can  
carefully check the frequent 
display ads that appear weekly 
and look fo r a d v e r t is e d  
specials. According to Cassano, 
these specials can provide 
great savings if you live near 
the store having the sale, but 
your savings can be eliminated 
if you drive 30 miles to^save 30 
cents a pound on chicken.

The survey involved name 
brand items but all stores have 
their own store brands or other 
packer’s label brands that are 
cheaper to buy than the name 
items. Cassano reports that the 
consumer who goes to the store

Elder, upset to the past because no black has had such an 
imitation, earned one Sunday when he won the Monsanto 
Opeii with a sudden-death playoff victory over Peter 
Oosterhuis of England.

Giff Roberts, chairman of the Masters, didn’t waste My 
time.

We are pleased that Mr. Elder won at Pensacola and 
we are looking forward to seeing him to Augusta next 
spring,” said Roberts who, has insisted that the Masters 
would welENime its first black "as soon as he earns a place 
in our tournament.”

But Elder, “to ninth heaven” after gaining his first vicr 
tory to seven years on the PGA tour, wasn’t so quick to 
accept.

“I’ll have to weigh that somewhat,” said Elder. “ I’ll be 
happy to play the Masters, but I want to wait and see. 
p e r e  are a lot more tournaments to between. Right now, 
I m happier about the Tournament of Champions than the 
Masters.”

Elder’s victory Sunday was worth $30,045, more than 
double what he had won previously this year, and a berth in 
the T of C which begins ’Thursday at La Costa, Calif.

Since he’s the first black to win a “ major” PGA event 
since Charles Sifford won the Los Angeles open in 1969 he 
also will be the first black to play to that tournament to 
five years.

The 39-year-old EUder, a Texas native who now lives to 
Washington, D. C., was two strokes behind Oosterhuis with 
two holes to play Sunday but came through with two last 
ditch birdies for a 10-under-par 274 that forced the playoff 
l« e  had a 5-under-par 67 for the regulation 18 holes Sunday 
while the Englishman had a 69.

Elder admitted that he was getting tired and his play

Heahrt, the kidnaped daughter 
of the San Francisco newspaper 
executive, as one of nine per­
sons who took part in a bank 
robbery last week.

Ford said publicly what many 
pros have long been muttering 
about campaign committees 
that operate outside the control 
of e s t a b l i s h e d  p a r t y  
organizations.

CREEP, the derisive tag 
given President Nixon’s reelec­
tion committee by its critics 
and adopted by Ford in his 
Chicago attack on it, may be 
the last such one-shot campaign 

 ̂ operation for some time.
The campaign reform bill 

passed this spring by the Senate 
Would require that a 11 
presidential campaign expen­
ditures of 61,000 or more be ap­
p ro v e  by the chairman of the 
candidate’s national party com­
mittee.

One Comittee 
It would require all can­

didates for federal offices to 
designate one central campaign 
committee to collect and dis­
burse funds and to report on 
their finances.

Those provisiens were part of 
a larger campaigii reform bill 
whose prospects in  Congress 
are not bright. But the restric­
tions on campaign committees, 
g e n e r a l l y  s u p p o r t e d  by 
politicians of all persuasions, 
may find life in other legisla­
tion if the Senate bill goes 
down.

In addition, it would be a 
brave candidate who would set 
up a CREEP-type independent 
campaign committee in the 
near future.

It seems very likely that 
, political candidates of both p a r-, 

ties, while pYobably using per-“ 
sonal committees, will make 
sure that party organizations 
are fully plugged into their 
campaigns, unlike the virtually 
complete  separat ion that  
existed between the Committee 
to Re-elect the President and 
the Republican National Com­
mittee.

Citizens For Eisenhower 
The independent presidential 

campaign committee became a 
fixture in American politics 
four presidents ago, when 
Citizens for Eisenhower was es­
tablished to spearhead the first 
successful Republican cam­
paign for the White House since 
1928.

Citizens for Eisenhower was 
created for several reasons.

First, the candidate was es­
sentially nonpolitical, and 
separating his campaign from 
th e  p a r t i s a n s h i p  of the 
Republican National Com­
m i t t e e  emphas ized  that .  
M o r e o v e r ,  R e p u b l i c a n  
strategists knew they had to 
lure non-GOP voters and con­
tributors, both Democrats and 
independents, for their can­
didate to win.

In addition, Eisenhower won 
the RejAiblican nomination in a 
battle that deeply offended 
many party regulars, who felt it 
had been unfairly denied “Mr. 
Republican,” Sen. Robert A. 
Taft, R-Ohio. The independent 
campaign operation could by­
pass the regulars, who had con­
trol of much of the party ap­
paratus.

Same Campaign Device 
Both John F. Kennedy and 

Lyndon B. Johnson used the 
same campaign device in their 
presidential races. But these 
organizations got farther away 
from the party structure in 
each presidential campaign, 
and by 1972 CRE EP  was 
operating with practically no 
links to the regular GOP 
organizations.

When Watergate blew up, 
professionals of both parties 
chorused that the whole thing 
was the product of permitting 
political amateurs — whose 
prime qualification was loyalty 
to the candidate, rather than to 
the party or the process—to 
lead a major campaign.

In the Senate campaign 
reform bill, the professionals 
took their revenge. And even if 
that measure never becomes 
law, the men and women who 
engage in politics as more than 
a seasonal occupation are not 
likely to let another CREEP be 
bom without protest.

PZC Commission Told

Sewer Plant Capacity 
May Limit Town Growth

By DOUG BEVINS
Manchester Planning and 

Zoning Commission (PZC) 
members were confronted 
Monday night with what 
they termed “startling in­
formation” about the town’s 
sanitary sewer system, and 
they agreed they’ll have to 
study the matter with an eye 
to r e s t r i c t i n g  f u t u r e  
development.

The "startling information” 
was a report that the town’s 
th ree-y ear-o ld  Secondary 
Sewage Treatment Plant has 
been operating near capacity 
and couldn’t handle effluent 
from future development unless 
the town’s sewer system is 
repaired.

Town Planner J .  Eric Potter, 
explaining the problem to the 
P^,,suggested that the com­
mission may have to consider 
rezoning sections of town to 
limit development and insure 
that the treatment plant can 
meet the demand.

If present town zoning per­
mits development which would 
overtax the sewer system, the 
PZC must consider updating the 
C o m p reh en siv e  P la n  of 
Development and rezoning cer­

tain areas to hold the line on 
development. Potter said.

Potter said the treatment 
plant difficulties apparently 
stem from substantial subsur­
face water infiltration into the 
sewer system. He said the 
excess w ater is probably 
seeping into older sewer lines 
which may have faulty pipe 
joints.

PZC member Clarence Welti, 
a civil oigineer, said the treat­
ment plant operates very well 
except when heavy rainfall 
causes large water infiltration 
into the system. When that 
happens, Welti said, the large 
amounts of water upset the 
balance in the treatment plant, 
causing improper processing of 
sewage.

The report that the plant is 
operating near capacity may 
also be affected by incorrect 
measurements of the sewage 
flow , W elti sa id . “ The 
m o n ito r in g  has been  
questionable,” he said.

Whatever the cause of the 
sewer system problems, the 
PZC must concern itself with 
maximum sewer capacity when 
considering zone changes, 
Potter said.

PZC member John Hutchin­

son called for a comprehensive 
study of the sewer system to 
d eterm in e  the m axim um  
development which could be 
allowed in town.

Potter said he is working on a 
soil survey which will show 
what areas of Manchester are 
suitable for development in 
light of water availability and 
sewer capacity. The survey 
results will be turned into 
terms of possible land uses, he 
said.

Town Manager Robert Weiss, 
commenting today on the sewer 
system problem, confirmed 
Potter’s report that Rie Secon­
dary Sewage Treatment Plant 
is operating near capacity and 
sometimes is overloaded, when 
large amounts of water seep 
into the system.

Weiss said town officials are 
working to discover where the 
major points of water entry 
are, whether they be faulty pipe 
joints or breaks in older sewer 
lines.

Weiss emphasized that the 
sewer problems don’t stem 
from deficiencies in the treat­
m ent plant — which was 
d e se e d  to handle sewer needs

The arrests came after the 

students refused an order 
issued by school president 
Glenn W. Ferguson to vacate 
the building. The students had 
stated they would not leave the 
building until they met with 
Ferguson and other school of­
ficials.

The students, complaining of 
inadequate fa c ili t ie s  and 
demanding more black studies, 
refused to leave the first floor 
reading room they occupied 
after several warnings that 
they faced disciplinary action 
and arrest.

A school spokesman said warn­
ings were issued at 3 a.m. and 
4 a.m. that disciplinary action, 
in addition to possible arrest, 
would be taken if they refused 
to leave.

Ferguson finally requested 
assistance from the state police 
who arrived in the area at ap­
proximately 6:15 a.m ., the 
spokesman said.

He said the protestors were 
orderly and none of the doors or 
entrances to the library were 
locked or barricaded.

The students issued a state­
ment released by the university 
which declared their intention 
to remain in the library until 
Ferguson and other school of­
ficials a^eed to meet them in 
the building.

The number of troopers sen# 
to the university was not dis­
closed but a delegation of state 
police o fficials reportedly 
entered the library to talk to the 
students.

Ferguson earlier issued a 
statement to the students that if 
they refused to leave they 
would be considered “to be in 
v io la t io n  o f u n iv e r s ity  
regulations and state statutes 
prohibiting interference, dis­
ruption and trespass.”

He said failure to vacate the 
building “will render all per­
sons still present subject to un­
iversity disciplinary process 
and penalty and subject to 
arrest.”

The student statement said; 
“ F aced  with inadequate 
facilities, the black students of 
the University of Connecticut 
come to occupy this library, not 
only to get a more definitive 
and specified response to our 
demands but also to dramatize 
our urgent need for a cultural 
center wherein we may study 
together and come together as 
a group unified in our ethnicity 
culture.”

Black students last week 
presented letters of protest to 
Ferguston after they marched 
on the executive offices to 
criticize his reply to their 
earlier demands.

Grievance Hearing Airs

Richard Williams, a sixth 
grade teacher at Keeney 
School, questioned the delay in 
action since the original formal 
request for help Feb. 2, and con- 
su lta tio n  w ith an MEA 
representative Feb. 11.

After some discussion concern­
ing an aide, comments were 
made by other teachers attend­

ing the grievance session that 
it takes too long to program an 
aide and work out her respon­
sibilities to make hiring an aide 
feasible at this time. As the 
need is immediate, according 
to tbe teachers, a certified 
teacher could come right in and 
assume proper responsibility 
immediately.

In reply to the grievance. 
Assistant Superintendent of 
Schools Wilson Deakin Jr . said 
simply there were no funds 
available at this time.

He said the board did not 
deny an additional fifth grade 
teacher would be an asset.

Court Rejects White Student^s 
Claim Of Racial Discrimination

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  ’The 
Supreme Court today rejected 
the claim of a white law student 
that he was discriminated 
against by the University of 
Washington’s program for ad­
mitting minorities on the 
grounds the claim  was no 
longer a live issue.

In a seven-page unsigned opi­
nion, with four justices dissent­
ing, the court said the student, 
Marco DeFunis, would have 
com pleted his law school 
studies regardless “of any deci­
sion this court might reach on 
the merit of this litigation.”

DeFunis’ lawsuit attracted 
wide attention in legal circles 
because of its impact on many 
recently developed programs to 
provide a legal education to 
blacks who cannot qualify un­
d er n o rm a l e n tr a n c e  
requirements. He won a state 
court ruling admitting hinyto 
the law  sch o o l but the 
Washington State Supreme 
Court overturned the decision 
on March 8, 1973.

Today’s decision vacated the 
State Supreme Court judgment 
and sent the case back there 
“(or such proceedings as by 
that court may be deemed ap­
propriate.”

Farm Home 
Threatened 
By Mole

WINNIPEG, MAN. (UPI) -  
A mole, slightly larger than a 
fie ld  m ouse, is  cau sin g  
sleepless nights for Fred 
Orchard, whose farm is seven 
miles west of flood-ravaged 
Carman, Man.

His home and his yard are 
dry, protected by a dike holding 
back up to five feet of water.

But a stubborn mole con­
sistently burrows into the dike, 
causing a leak which quickly 
erupts into a jet of water.

“Four times during the night 
my men and I had to plug the 
leaks caused by the mole,” said 
Orchard. “I have set traps for 
it, but so far I ’ve been unable to 
catch it.

“As long as it is free, it could 
put my home and property un­
der water.”

Dissenters in the DeFunis 
case were Justices William 0 .

They said the case is not 
moot, since “any number of un­
expected events — illness, 
econom ic n ecessity , even 
academic failure” might pre­
vent DeFunis from graduating.

Under any such misfortune, 
they said, he would have to 
register for another term and 
face “the hurdle of the ad­
missions policy.”

Speaking for the four, Bren­
nan said the court “clearly dis­
serves the public interests” in 
disposing of the case in the way 
it did. He said the issues 
avoided today concern vast 
n u m be rs  of pe op le ,  
organizations and colleges and 
universities, noting the filing of 
26 friend-of-the-court briefs.

“ F e w  c o n s t i t u t i o n a l  
questions in recent history have 
stirred as much debate, and 
they will not disappear,” he 
said. “They must inevitably 
return to the federal courts and 
ultimately to this court.”

Air Crash Kills 107
DENPASAR, Bali (UPI) -  

Airborne rescue teams found no 
signs of life today in the 
scattered wreckage of a Pan 
American World Airways 
jetliner that crashed into jungle 
mountainside on the island of 
Bali viwith with 107 persons 
aboard.

Search and rescue coordina­
tion headquarters on the resort 
island said by nightfal l  
helicopters and other rescue 
aircraft had not sighted sur­
vivors when they overflew the 
crash site on a 4,783-foot moun­
tain slope.

Among the 96 passengers 
were 26 Americans, one of them

Hilton Hotel executive Maurice 
Reymond of New York City.

A Pan American spokesman 
in New York said that by night­
fall rescue teams got only 
within three miles of the crash 
site after 15 hours of struggling 
through heavy undergrowth 
over rugged terrain.

The jetliner, flying from 
Hong Kong to Los Angeles with 
several Pacific stops, carried 
96 passengers and a crew of 11.

Bali airport officials said 
they could detect nothing un­
usual before radio contact with 
the plane was lost.

A helicopter flew over the 
area late in the afternoon, but

the pilot reported he was 
hampered by low clouds and did 
not land, rescue headquarters 
said.

Police said the jetliner ap­
parently struck Mt. Mesehe 
about 339 feet below the sum­
mit. The plane would have had 
to pass between Mt. Mesehe 
and the nearby Mt. Tingatinga 
before approaching the airport 
at Denpasar, Bali’s main city.

Rescue teams which flew 
over the area reported seeing 
smoke rising from the pieces of /  
debris. An Indonesian army 

. spokesman said military rescue 
teams were among the parties 
trying to reach the wreckage.
