Portuguese Premier
Marcelo Caetano,
overthrown today by the ar-
my, handed his job over to
Gen. Antonio de Spinola, the
liberal-minded African hero
whom Caetano fired for
saying Portugal couldn't win
the seemingly endless wars.

LISBON (UPI) — Rebel
army troops protesting Por-
tugal's endless colonial wars
in Africa revolted today

against Premier Marcelo
Caetano and then launched a
tank and machine gun
assault against a building
where Caetano and
members of his government
were reported defying sur-
render demands.

The assault climaxed a 4 a.m.
uprising by large parts of the
nation's armed forces against
the Caetano government. It
reflected unrest over what the
rebels called the inability of the
government to settle Portugal's
13-year-old anti-guerrilla wars

in Africa and the lack of
democratic freedoms.

Rebel units assaulted the
downtown Carmo Convent
where the para-military
National Republican Guards
have their headquarters after
Caetano ignored a 2:30 p.m.
(8:30 a.m. EDT) deadline to
surrender.

Witnesses reported rebel un-
its first fired light cannon and
machineguns at the convent,
then sent in a tank to knock
down the gates. The tank was
turned back. The witnesses said
the rebels then used bullhorns

Nixon Gets Extension
For Subpoena Reply

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
By a 344 vote, the House
Judiciary Committee today
gave President Nixon five
more days to respond to its
subpoena for tapes of 42 of

his Watergate-related con-.

versations.

Chairman Peter W. Rodino
Jr., D-N.J., noting that the pan-
el has been instructed by a 4104
House vote to conduct an im-
peachment inquiry, said he
hoped Nixon would not take the
action as a sign of weakness,

"“"We will not be diverted,”
Rodino said.

The President had asked for
the additional time for the rep-
ly, which had originally been
set for 10 a.m. today,

The 42 tapes cover 1,600
minutes of presidential conver-
sations in the winter and spring
of 1978 with top Nixon aldes
about the time when Nixon gays
he first learned of the involve-
ment of close assoclates in the
Watergate coverup.

Besides the extension of the
subpoena deadline, the com-
mittee was prepared to approve
dropping as many as 30
allegations against Nixon to
focus on charges of criminal
wrongdoing that will lead either
lo his exoneration or his im-
peachment,

By early summer, after
studying evidence and in-
terrogating witnesses, the com-
mittee will vote on each of the

remaining charges as potential
counts in a resolution of im-
peachment, which would then
go to the House,

The new deadline demands
that Nixon surrender the tapes
by April 30—one year to the day
after H.R. Haldeman and John
D. Ehrlichman were "deposed
from their high White House

jobs because of Watergate dis-
closures.

Four liberal Democrats voted
against giving the President
maore time to answer the sub-
poena, contending he had had
plenty of time to prepare the
tapes since Feb. 25, when they
were first requested.

The situation was described
as “very confused" by a senior
diplomat contacted by
telephone.

A government spokesman,
Pedro Eytor Pinto, director of
the Information Service, said
“the legal government is still in
power and we are trying to con-
trol the situation.” He did not
comment on the rebel claim
that Admiral Thomaz had been
detained.

The rebels, who broadcast a
promise of democratic reform
and free elections, let a 2:30
p.m. (8:30 a.m. EDT) deadline
for government troops to sur-
render elapse,

When it passed, they simply
repeated the appeals without
mentioning a deadline, saying
they wanted to avoid bloodshed.

But 40 minutes after the
deadline had passed, the rebel
radio asked the population to
evacuate three small sections
of town, including the one
where the ma
the demonstrators had oc-
curred.

The rebels said ‘‘dangerous’
police and republican guards
elements were holding out in
the Camos, Rossio square and
Largo do Garbo sections. The
announcement appeared to im-
ply that the rebels planned to
take action.

The bloodshed at Largo do
Garbo occured just as three
rebel tanks passed a security
police station, witnesses said. A
group of youths lustily cheered
them on and jeered the
policemen peering at them
from the station.

At this moment, police
opened fire.

It was the second military
rebellion in Portugal since
March 17 when troops
protesting the involvement in
Mozambique, Angola and
Guinea in Africa tried to move
into Lisbon with tanks only to
be halted without bloodshed by
loyal troops. .

There were conflicting
reports on how much of the
capital and the countryside the
rebels controled.

Government sources sald the
rebel claim of “‘domination
from the North to the South"
was not true, v

It was a fact, however, that
the rebels were in control of the
Baixa downtown area where
many government buildings are
situated. Diplomatic sources
also sald many garrisons in the
province had joined the up-
rising.

“I can't see a more opportune
time to propose the site,” said
Joseph G. Wilson, who heads an
engineering consulting firm in
Old Greenwich. He said the
proposed facility. would pump
out some 400,000 barrels of oil a
day, enough to supply the
region with 30 per cent of its
fuel needs.

Wilson said he first p
the idea to the stdte before the
energy shortage last year, but
did not get anywhere,

This time, he said, he has
reasons to be optimistic.

“The experience of the fuels
shortage has emphasized the
need for Connecticut to accept
the responsibility for providing
for its own needs at prices

obtain a $115,000 mortgage. It
has raised $15,000 of its cash
down payment and must raise
$20,000 more. It's plan is to pay
off the mortgage with income
received from renting out the
offices and stores.

From His Wheelchair

NEW YORK (UPI) — There
was the same huskiness in the
voice but the words came out
slower. The crushed felt hat
was tilted to one side as always.

More than 1,000 people sat
listening so silently that the
slightest tinkle of glass seemed
to thunder across the ornate
Grand Ballroom of the Waldorf
Astoria, Tears welled in the
eyes of grown men.

Jimmy Durante came home
to New York Tuesday and cap-
tured the hearts of his
audience, as he has done
countless times in 64 years of
show business, but this time it
was done with great effort and
courage and, as always, a
twinkle in his eyes. .

Durante, who celebrated his
8ist birthday last Feb. 10, is
partly paralyzed in his left arm
and left leg, the result of a
siroke in November, 1972, that
has confined him to a
wheelchair.

He was the special guest at
the Banshees luncheon, an an-
nual event at the convention of
the American Newspaper
Publishers Association.

William Randolph Hearst Jr.,
whose Hearst Corporation is
host for the lunch, presented
the one-time Coney Island piano
player with the
Banshees'"'Silver Lady" award
in recognition of his long
career.

Durante, seated in his chair
on the main floor with a group
of [riends, spoke slowly in
thanking the Banshees, where
he had appeared numerous
times in the group's 39-year
history.

And then, in the glare of a
spotlight cutting the smoke-
filled room and with the Meyer
Davis orchestra playing soitly,
he started slowly at first,
faltering on some words,
pausing before others and lhen.
growing stronger.

First there was *‘Inka-Dinka-

trademark all these years,
from Coney Island where he
starled in 1910, on Broadway,
radio and television in
nightelubs and motion pictures.

‘Bud’ Abbott, Comedian, Dies at 75

HOLLYWOOD (UPI) —
William (Bud) Abbott, 75, the
skinny straight man to Lou
Costello in one of the most
famous comedy team of the
1940s, died Wednesday.

- Death was attributed to

cancer, a family spokesman
sald. Abbott's widow Betty was
with him when he died.

Abbott had been in poor
health for more than a decade
after a series of strokes.

He finished his life living on
Social Security after his
savings from the huge sums he
earned as a star were stripped
from him by the government in
a lax action in 1959.

Abbott and Costello spent
much of their professional lives
in obscurity until they achieved

spectacular fame in the 1940s
with routines which established
them as the successors to
Laurel and Hardy,

Castello died in 1959.

Abbott was 38 by the time he
teamed with Costello and in his
40s by the time they became a
nationwide hit in the World War
IT years.

He and Costello made more
than 50 movies and were
logether for 21 years and Ab-
bott once said he made $400,000
a year at the height of his
career in the 1940s.

Their most popular routine,
eventually entering the
language as a catch phrase for
semantic befuddlement, was
“Who's on First," in which Ab-
bot! tried to explain the makeup

of a baseball team whose
players had names like “Who"
and “What."

A gold recording of the
routine was placed in the
Baseball Hall of Fame in
Cooperstown, N.Y.

Abbott was born into show
business in Atlantic City, N.J.,
on Oct. 2, 1898. His mother was
a circus bareback rider and his
father was an advance man for
the show.

At 15 he left home to become
a sailor, shovelling coal on a
ship bound for Norway.

His father got him a job in a
box office and that was his
career for 13 years, working in
assorted burlesque houses. One

. Marilyn Continues
VTo Be Exploited /

HOLLYWOOD (UPI) — The
late Marilyn Monroe was
exploited throughout her life as
sex goddess, glamour girl and
movie queen and now in death
her memory continues to be a
source of income for the
exploiters.

Instead of using Marilyn's
image on screen, still
photographs from her lifetime
and thousands of words of so-
called memoirs and quotes in
book form are disgorged lo the
public.

If she were living, Marilyn
would be 48 years old. She has
been dead almost a dozen
years.

But her memory has been
kept alive by an army of
biographers. Some never met
her in real life. Others claim lo
have original manuscripts
written by Marilyn herself,

Many plead they wrote their
books as a public service and
not to make money.

Complex Girl-Woman
There are quotes which make
Marilyn a wit rivaling Robert
Benchley. Some of the
passages, supposedly her own,
are as literate as George Ber-
nard Shaw's.

0F

Almost all of it is un-
adulterated baloney.

Those who knew and loved
Marilyn—Joe DiMaggio for in-
stance—say little or nothing.
They never traded or profited
on their relationship with the

“complex girl-woman who even-

tually took her own life.

Marilyn, no matter what the
biographers say, was not an in-
tellectual. She wasn't really
very articulate.

Some of the best and funniest
quips attributed to her were the
inventions of a clever 20th
Century-Fox publicist who
traveled with her.

When it comes to writing a
manuscript, Marilyn was
neither typist nor author. It
would be difficult to imagine
her constructing five faultless
English paragraphs. Her
handwriting was childlike.

Second-Hand Gossip

Lurid passages describing
her attitudes about sex and
nudity were largely press agen-
try, or the work of over-zealous
magazine writers, second-hand
gossip passed around by
acquaintances.

Marilyn Monroe was bright in
her own way. Few movie stars
had her knack for accenmatlng

the-feminine. -

She was a specialist in sen-
suality off-screen as well as on.

Biographers are prone to
exaggerate the drama in her
life. But there was also
boredom and long periods of
dullness.

She once told me that she sat
home alone many nights,
dateless, because the single
men about town figured a star
of her magnitude would be
dated up weeks in advance.

Marilyn wasn't an angel;
neither was she altogether an
iron butterfly. She was am-
bitious, determined, self-
centered and at once disarming
and a dedicated flirt.

She was insecure and gave
the impression that she needed
a great amount of affection and
attention at all times.

Actors and directors who
worked with Marilyn aimost un-
iversally disliked her for her
lack of consideration for them.
She was awed by intellectuals
and strove to emulate their
mental gymnastics.

She was a fascinating woman,
but the landslide of books since
her death would have the
reader believe she was a great

Residents will have an oppor-
tunity to express their feelings
at the education public hearing
tonight at 8 at Tolland High
School.

Robert Dean, Board of
Education chairman, said the
board will present its entire $3 -
135 million budget, even mough
the total budget preséhted by

Dean said that a cut of that
size will set the school system
backwards with the elimination
of 7 teachers, 4 aides, existing
programs, and will allow for no
new programs.

Dean said that a telephone
poll of 200 persons was con-
ducted, and only 38.5 per cent
wanted the budget cut as
presented by the town manager
or Board of Education.

The school administrative
staff met shortly after the town
manager's recommended cut
was announced to determine
areas to consider for cuts,
Superintendent of Schools Dr.
Kenneth MacKenzie made the
list known at Wednesday's
Board of Education meeting.

At Parker School $25,331
could be cut by eliminating the
all-day Kkindergarten' program
($9,170); Kindergarten through

Grade 2 music position
($9,170); and the proposed joint
gifted program with Hicks
School (4,524).

At Hicks School 30,328 could

be cut by eliminating the

reading position (11,155); art
position (§$8,000); gifted
program with Parker ($4,523);
part-time health position
($4,250); and an instructional
aide ($2,400).

Cuts to consider for Middle
School total $35,330, derived by
eliminating foreign languages
program ($9,490);
math/science position ($9,047);
music position ($9,000); library
aide ($3,393); instructional aide
($2,400); and equipment rental
(§2,000).

At Tolland High School $57,-
551 could be cut by eliminating
an English position ($9,048);
work experience position
($10,547); industrial arts posi-
tion ($10,167); music position

Systemwide cuts of $40,727
could be considered by
eliminating the interscholastic
program ($18,280); special
education position ($11,547):

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Bay State Obscenity Laws Ruled Invalid

BOSTON (UPI) — For the
first time in more than 200
years, there are no laws or
legal restraints against
obscenity in Massachusetts.

The state Supreme Court this
week struck down the state's
old laws, voting 43 in three
separate cases that the laws
were vague and un-
constitutional.

Justice Herbert P. Wilkins, in
his majority decision, said the
supreme court judges “‘decline
further to engage in the func-
tion of saving judicially a
statute which is of great am-
biguity on its face.

It might be a case of getting the cart
before the horse but there are some
who are beating the drums for
televising impeachment proceedings
in the Senate if the House should vote
a bill of particulars demanding such.

Perhaps it would be better to make
this decision now, prior to the event,
rather than after the act.

While any impeachment proceeding
should be given full press coverage,
the concept of live television coverage
injects an element into the procedure
which may not be in the best interests
of justice.

We must remember that impeach-

“ ment is a trial and the accused is en-

titled to full protection of his rights as
he would be in any other legal
nrocedure.

Yet, impeachment is political
enough to make it doubly difficult to
adapt it to standard court procedure.
The jury, for example, is the Senate
and has already been selected. We
suspect a goodly number have already
made up their minds one way or the
other if the Senate should have to try
President Nixon.

It is not these senators that we are
concerned about however.

The ones who are still undecided
may be influenced more by public
reaction to the proceeding than by fve
evidence submitted by the President's
accusers and defenders.

This is where televising either the
House or Senate portions of the im-
peachment procedure could be
dangerous,

At their worst; the proceedings
could become a circus in which debate
is aimed at the huge unseen audience,
rather than on the issues at hand. If
the House and Senate members could
self-discipline themselves to exercise
restraint and the Ervin Committee
hearings pointed out the difficulty of
this the procedure could well become
a big bore of legalities and counter-
legalities.

It is our thought that the Congress,
with the exception of lapses for
special committee probes has wisely
refrained from televising its day-to-

day activities. To televise impeach-
ment procedings would appear to be
an overt attempt to politically exploit
an historic action which by its very
nature should be as non-partisan and
as judicial in its nature as humanly
possibly.

The trauma of an impeachment
proceeding is not in the proceeding
itself, nor in its outcome but on the
motives behind it, the conduct of the
proceeding and the degree to which it
becomes a political springboard into
issues not germane to it.

We believe televising impeachment
would be a temptation to political
exploitation that House and Senate
members cannot, if past performance
is any criteria, resist.

The federal courts do not allow

" televising of trials including the

current Mitchell-Stans trial. The im-
peachment, should it come, is also a
trial and in fairness to all, the accused
and the accusers, every effort must be
made to keep it in the confines of
traditional judicial practice.

If it is televised, we see no reason
why the jury (the Senate) should not
be sequestered as is now done by the
courts to many juries in order to
protect the defendant from outside in-
fluences. :

The Senate is bound by the Constitu-
tion to sit in judgment based on the
facts presented to it and not by pop-
ular opinion which may be influenced
by the dramatic abilities of par-
ticipants.

Because of this danger, the House
and the Senate should decide now
before the House Judiciary Com-
mittee makes it recommendation to
the full House on impeachment, that
the proceedings will not be televised.

This decision should be made before
any votes are taken because this deci-
sion, in the light of its implications,
should be a matter of record. Then
those faced with the fateful series of
votes that could eventually lead to im-
peachment, will do so knowing the
proceedings will or will not be
televised.

Timely Warning

Secretary of State Kissinger's
speech at the special United Nations
Assembly on economic problems ‘of
the poorer nations was very well
received even though it did not con-
tain promises of any great increase in
American bounty, except in food.

He particularly warned the Third
World nations of the folly of emulating
the oil producers who have
quadrupled crude oil prices in the past
years and accelerated inflation which
is hurting all nations, but particularly
the poorer ones.

Excessive pricing of natural
resources, like inordinately high
protective tariffs, is a double edged
sword which can quickly rebound and
overcome short term profits.

The vast increase in the price of oil
has aggravated greatly the economic
problems of the poorer nations who
have little foreign exchange to use in

oil purchases, or even more impor-
tantly fertilizers to raise food. The
fertilizers are often petroleum
derivatives.

Action of the oil exporters to set up
aid programs for the poorer nations,
with whom they express great
solidarity and sympathy, has not been
met with any great enthusiasm.

The promise of aid for nations suf-
fering from shortages of currency to
purchase oil, even if unanimously sup-
ported, is far from magnanimous.
Saudi Arabia was much more realistic
in suggesting that lower oil prices
might be a better answer,

The overriding message in Dr.
Kissinger’s remarks is that we are all
part of one world and the community
of nations.Short term gains through
excessive prices will injure all nations
in the long run.

ly to Solzhenitsyn’s public letter
which may have led to his
February ouster. His
agreements and disagreements
with Solzhenitsyn are
fascinating. On some themes,
especially on Soviet foreign and
economic policies, the nuclear
scientist goes much further
than the novelist, and he is
harsh on Solzhenitsyn for his
emphasis on nationalism,
isolationism and religion.

The Soviet leaders wilT,
welcome the infighting among
their critics, but it is cold
cheer, for both agree in their
opposition to the basic elements
of the Communist system.
Their rivalry is about the
choice of weapons in a joint
assault on the system. It is a
rivalry very much like what
Karl Jaspers called a “loving
combat."”

I have a hunch about the
Soviet masters which will be
tested by their response to
Sakharov in the next few
months, My hunch is that if an
opponent is a world figure — as
Solzhenitsyn was, as Sakharov
may become — the Soviet
leaders will crack down on him
when he starts cutting close to
the bone.

I feel that Solzhenitsyn came
closer to the bone than
Sakharov has yet done. The es-
sence of the Soviet system is
not its ideology or its foreign
relations or its nationalized in-
dustry but is police and prison
system. It is a system of ar-
bitrary law, built on the fear it
inspires. Solzhenitsyn cut sharp
and deep with his ''Gulag
Archipelago™ and exposed the
bone. He was too pivotal a
world figure to kill or imprison,
50 he had to be ousted.

The differences between the
two men are sharp. The former
army officer and
mathematician-turned novelist
and political symbol has been
throughout a moralist. The
nuclear physicist turned
democratic liberal is essential-

e e

ly a politicial thinker and a
technocrat.

By any convention measure
of liberalism and conservatism,
Solzhenitsyn would clearly
emerge as the more conser-
vative. Solzhenitsyn's counts
against him are two— that he is
attached to the Russian church
and Russian nationalism, and
that he isn't bent (as Sakharov
is) on pushing Russia into the
21st century by opening its
Siberian resources to world
technology.

What it comes to is that
Sakharov is a modernist,
Solzhenitsyn more of a
traditionalist. Yet, strange as it
may seem to many, Solzhenit-
syn is the more likely to reach
the young Russian intellectuals
who are starved for true belief
in a society drowned in
cynicism, He may even reach
the peasants, who have never
wholly given up their belief in
religion and nation.

The Western commentators
will be quick to put Solzhenitsyn
in the Slavophile tradition, im-
plying that compared with
Sakharov's crusading moder-
nism he is a somewhat
benighted reformer. Yet that
isn't the real point, which Is:
Who can pierce the Soviet wall
of steel, fear and dungeons, and
reach the minds of those young
who are reachable?

I think it is more likely to be
the man whom the people will
trust because he fights for a
just legal system but still
speaks the pre-Soviet language
of God, soil and country, rather
than the enlightened Western
language of commerce, com-
puters, democracy and inter-
national understanding.

In speaking to a people who
have had their roots torn up and
their traditions wrenched away
from them, the traditionalist
may prove the best
revolutionary at this early
stage. The Sakharovs are im-
portant now, but their real time
may come later.

WASHINGTON — Here in
this mecca of politicians and
planners, experts ponder the
plight of our cities and make
mewling noises pleading that
something be done to revitalize
urban life. They'd better hurry
up with some psychiatric gim-
micks because every survey
shows that our cities are dying
because the people who live in
them don't care.

What is happening to New
York City could be an ill omen
because New York is the
epitome of the city, and
something has gone wrong with
its people's character during
the last decade. New Yorkers
don't act like New Yorkers
anymore. They'll take
anything, but they seem to have
forgotten how to dish it out.

Those eight million New
Yorkers used to be the most
aggressive in the world, not
likely to suffer the slightest in-
dignity without at least talking
back to traffic cops, city coun-
cilmen and even (occasionally)
cab drivers. Now, the best they
can do is to sit back and suffer
ill-meaning politicians and civil
servants.

Consider the recent
threatened subway and bus
strike. Literally millions of
New Yorkers, battle-weary
from the gasoline crisis, girded
themselves to cope with the
worst. Then, just in time for the
10 o’clock news, the dispute was
settled.

Well, New Yorkers breathed
a sign of relief and seemed to
feel that the transit workers ac-
tually had done them a favor by
staying on the job. Of course,
the honeymoon didn't last
forever. The sheep-like com-
muters who were so grateful to
the transit men during the morn-
ing's rush hour were already
cursing and grumbling by 5
p.m., once they realized that
subway service would be as
dreadful as ever.

An example of the decline of
the New York character was
last November’s mayoral race.

The city's four major political
parties (Democrats,
Republicans, Liberals ‘and
Conservatives) put up four men
who couldn't have been elected
fence viewer in the world's
largest city 10 years ago.

The Democrats put up Abe
Beame, a nice enough fellow
whose chief political asset was
that he wasn't controversial.
The GOP had State Sen. John
Marchi, a professional type and
a perfect gentleman who can
talk sense to everybody but the
electorate. The Liberals ran Al
Blumenthal,” a Marchi of the
Left. And the Conservatives
chese Mario Biaggi, a Bronx
Congressman and former hero
cop with a big mouth and an
embarassing tendency to take
the Fifth before grand juries.

Needless to say, the people
elected Beame, a former
bookkeeper who's more com-
fortable with a sharp pencil and
a column of figures than he is in
Gracie Mansion shouldering the
ultimate responsibility for a
city like New York. Yet, it was
Beame — the man who
promised no new taxes — who
capitulated to the transit
workers in their wage dispute
to the tune of a load of new
taxes.

Basically, the people chose
Beame because he had no ideas,
because he was as dopey and as
sheeplike as the rest of them,
because he wouldn't call on
New Yorkers to work together
to keep New York alive. All
Beame promised was peace and
quiet.

Maybe that's what New York
needs— a rest. Life was getting
crushingly confusing under
Mayor John Lindsay, who was
forever planning new projects
that never seemed to get off the
ground. Perhaps New York is
already in extremis, perhaps all
the efforts of a gaggle of idea
men can never resuscitate this
rolting corpse. Perhaps New
Yorkers are just waiting quiet-
ly — for the end.

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A [riend quietly left the other
day for Teheran with State
Departrgent and Pentagon ap-
proval to arrange for supplying
Iran with new, high-technology
weapons systems.

What Secretary of State
Henry Kissinger is doing to end
the Middle East war has been
highly publicized. But even
more important in the long run
are the behind-the-scenes mis-
sions, now being carried out
whereby the United States
hopes to build up islands of
strength in the Moslem world.

The objectives are:

— To insure that no Russian-
backed armies or guerrillas are
able to overthrow friendly
governments and replace them
with Moscow-oriented client
regimes.

— To build closer
relationships with traditional
allies and thus insure regular
deliveries of petroleum. In
part, this requires providing
our friends with the strength
they need to keep vital sea
lanes open for the shipment of
oil.

The dollars earned from this
considerable American
assistance and cooperation will
make it possible in part to pay
for the increasingly expensive
oil.

To date, the closest
relationships have been huilt,
or are in the process of being
built, with Iran, Suadi Arabia
and Jordan. Equally quiet, per-
sistent but unpublicized talks
have been going on with Egypt,
As” with the Saudis and the
Iranians, the approaches to
Egypt's President Sadat have
frequently been made through
unofficial channels.

The wide extent of these
American relationships with
Iran and Saudi Arabia have not
been publicized.

An estimated 3,500 American
military and ‘cilivian advisers
are in Saudi Arabia, The U.S.
Air Force is understood to be.
actively advising the Saudis on
air defenses, We have more
than 1,500 advisers in Iran. Ira-

nian, British and US. joint
naval exercises have been
carried out in the Gulf of Oman.
It is estimated 11,000 Iranian of-
ficers and men have had
training in the United States.
And it is believed military and
civillan missions in both Saudi
Arabia and Iran will be in-
creased in the near future.

The extent of this American
cooperation is little known. But
there are revealing examples
explored by Dale Tahtinen for
the American Enterprise
Institute for Public Policy
Research in Washington.

A company jointly owned by
Iran and Northrop Corporation
is building a plant to train-
Iranians to handle advanced
aerospace technologies. A con-
tract with Hughes Aircraft
provides for joint U.S.-Iranian
parlicipation in missile
development, It is understood
two American companies and
Iran are to jointly develop a
plant for maintaining TOW mis-
siles, Teheran is now working
on plans for a factory to main-
tain anti-tank missiles and
other sophisticated air-to-
ground weapons. American
firms are building a $600
million coastal military base
for the Iranian air force, army
and navy.

All in all, Iran, with heavy
amounts of US. technical ad-
vice and equipment, is rapidly
building a formidable defense
industry, says Tahtinen, able to
supply the spare parts and
maintenance for an important
chunk of its advanced pons
systems, By 1980 Iran should be
able to build small warships.

Equipment already in Iranian
hands — air, land and sea —
make it the strongest power in
the Persian Gulf area, outstrip-
ping Iraq and Saudi Arabia.
Teheran has on order numbers
of advanced aircraft,
helicopters, tanks and other
weapons, Iranian officers and
enlisted men are rated well
above average for the area, and
its air force pilots and ground

crew are said to be approaching
the efficiency of the Israeli
forces.

Dr. Fowles Co-Authors
Article on Ed-TV

The unique qualities of
educational television are
explained in an article co-
authored by Dr. Barbara
Fowles and Dr. Gilbert Voyat,
presented in the current issue
of “The Urban Review."

Dr. Fowles is the daughter of
Mr. and Mrs. John Richmond of
Snipsic Lake Rd., Ellington.
She is associate director of
research for the Children's
Television Workshop, New
York City, producers of Sesame
Street and The Electric Com-
pany. N

She is also adjunct assistant
professor of psychology and
education at Yeshiva Univer-
sity's Ferkauf Graduate School
of Humanities and Social
Sciences, New York City.

The article, “Piaget Meels
Big Bird: Is TV a passive
Teacher,”" focuses on the
programs produced by the
Workshop and Dr. Fowles calls
for greater development of
educational TV's potential.”

Referring to characters on
the Sesame Street Program,
she said, "While Big Bird and
friends get top grades for their
Sesame Street performance,
there is much more to be done
that can improve their role as
teachers.”

"It is slowly dawning on
educators and psychologists,”
Dr. Fowles said, “that televi-
sion, that fearsome force, can
serve real educational ends.”

She added, '*Many remain
skeptical of television's poten-
tial for real educational impact
on young children. To be more
specific, television can be an in-
strumeat for conceptual learn-
ing and cognitive growth."

Dr. Fowles noted that school
success is determined, in great
measure, by a child's progress
in symbolic representation at-
tainment of formal concepts,
those unrelated to concrete
objects.

She said she feels Sesame
Street and The Electric Com-
pany have done well in
teaching, through repetition,
alliteration, rhythm, rhyme and
music, the simple associative
links between arbitrary sym-
bols such as letters and
numbers.

Sesame Street is geared to
teaching the pre-school
children whereas The Electric
Company is designed to teach
reading lo a target audience of
children in Grades 24.

Dr, Fowles and a leam of
researchers started about four
years ago to develop a
curriculum for the reading
program, consulting individual-
ly and in seminar groups, with
more than 100 specialists in
fields relating to reading.

Citing the unique capabilities
of television, Dr. Fowles said,
“For instance, television can
easily show the reversibility of
many processes and

* relationships by showing a film

forwards and backward."

She added. "It can objectify
mental manipulations through
animation, can animate the in-
animate, can juxtapose
exemplars of the same concept
normally so widely separated in
time and space, and it can
create magical experiences
which compel the viewer to
examine his assumptions.

She termed the challenge for
educational television as being
"‘designing sequences, using the
wide range of visual and audio-
visual tricks which can elicit
active responses from the
children and contribute to
major changes in the cognition
structure.”

Noting that Sesame Street
has led a number of educators
to concede that lelevision can
serve real educational ends, Dr.
Fowles said, however, 'More
significant shifts in our thinking
may still'be In order."

Dr. Fowles attended elemen-
tary school in Manchester and
Ellington: is a 1963 graduate of
Oakwood School, Poughkeep-
sie, N.Y., a 1967 graduate of
Barnard College, N.Y.:
received her master's degree
from Ferkauf in 1972; and her
Phd from Ferkauf Graduate
School in 1973. Her dissertation
was on "'A Pilot Study of Verbal
Report in Formative Research
in Television.

She and her husband, Dr.

. economic status of women as a

'~ “There can be no dispute that
. the financial difficulties con-
fronting the lone woman in
Florida or in any other state
exceed those facing the man,"
Douglas said.

“Whether from overt dis-
crimination or from the
socialization process of a male-
dominated culture, the job
market is inhospitable to the

woman seeking any bul the .

lowest paid jobs."

Douglas said the Florida tax
law was “‘reasonably designed
to further the state poicy of
cushioning the financial impact
of spousal loss upon the sex for
whom that loss is a dispropor-
tionate or heavy burden.”

‘State Changes

Town’s System

Of Food Checks

A planned statewide food ser-
vice certification program
going into effect next January
will result in several changes in
Manchester's system for in-
specting restaurants, according
to Ronald Kraatz, the town's
environmental services officer
who has been conducting many
of the inspections.

The planned program, man-
dated by an amendment to the
state Public Health Code, calls
for all municipal inspectors to
use a standard 58-item inspec-
tion form. Inspectors
throughout the state must be
certified by the state Depart-
ment of Health by the Jan. 22,
1975, implementation date.

The new inspection procedure
will be very different than the
system now wused in
Manchester, Kraatz said, and
will be a lot more objective.

Under the new system, which
covers all aspects of food ser-
vice inspections, restaurants
will be graded on a point score
of 100. A scare of 80 is required
to pass, and failing food service
establishments with a lower
grade must correct violations
within two weeks.

The inspection system now
used in Manchester leaves
much of the “grading’” to the
individual judgment of the in-
spector, Kraatz said. There's
been no particular rating
system, he said.

“There'll be a little more
‘teeth’ in the new regulations,
too,” Kraatz said.

He explained that with the
coming uniform inspection
program restaurants with a
score of less than B0 face
closure or license revocation if
they don't correct deficiencies
in two weeks.

Under the existing inspection
system, it's been much more
difficult to force a closing of a
restaurant in violation of the
health code, Kraatz said.

The Public Health Code
amendment calls for man-
datory restaurant inspections
every three months, and as
many follow-up inspections as
necessary to insure correction
of any violations.

Manchester’s present system
doesn’t require quarterly
restaurant inspections, but
Kraatz said the town has
already been following that
procedure, with manpower
being the only limitation.

Kraatz said there are about 80
food service establishments in-
spected regularly in
Manchester. Most of them are
restaurants, and that figure
doesn't include schools,
churches, convalescent homes,
or private clubs, he said.

Convalescent homes are
regulated by state officials and
Kraatz said he sees no need for
town inspection of such
facilities. However, he said the
town may be involved with in-
spection of schools, churches,
and clubs in the future.

The new inspection program
going into effect next year also
requires certification of the in-
spectors, and the state has
launched a large-scale training
program for municipal inspec-
tors.

Kraatz is one of three
Manchester town employes who
have already begun work
toward certification. The
others are James Fogarty and
Larry Jean, who also conduct
sanitary inspections throughout

town.

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Skylab
Still
Orbits

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The
Skylab space station that was
abandoned in January remains
stable in orbit with earth's
gravity keeping it from
tumbling as it circles earth 18
times a day, the space agency
said Wednesday.

If the big orbiting laboratory
remains steady, NASA said
astronauts on some future
space mission. might be able to
rendezvous and dock with it to
examine the station's interior
and retrieve a ‘‘time capsule”
of several items left aboard.

Skylab supported three crews
in space from last June to
January and was de-aclivated
shortly after Skylab 3
astronauts Gerald P. Carr,
Edward G. Gibson and William
R. Pogue left it in January.

Shartly after the last pilots
left the lab, ground controllers
positioned it by radio command
so that it was vertical with
respect to earth's surface. In
this manner, the slightly
different pull of gravity
between the lowest portion of
the lab and the top part keeps
the station stable,

NASA has estimated that
Skylab will remain in orbit until
1982,

Note: This makes a firm pud-
ding, with a texture thicker
than that of pumpkin pie. Serve
with rich heavy cream, either
poured over or whipped.

Combine shortening, salt and
flour. Add baking powder and
egg. Then gradually add water
until mixture becomes like pie
dough. Roll out dough and cut

into 2" squares. Keep broth at -

rolling boil and drop dumplings
in. Cook anywhere from 10-20
minutes depending on desired
doneness.

Broth: Chicken broth gives
dumplings the best flavor as op-
posed to water, but chicken
broth plus a chicken bouillion
cube or two is by far the most
flavorful. Parsleg.and a liltle
dry mustard can alse be-added
to the boiling broth.

House Approves
Reform Package

HARTFORD (UPI) — The
state House of Representatives
has passed a key legislative
amendment that bans cam-

-paign contributions from

business, labor and other
organizations,

The amendment was part of a
sweeping election reform
package approved in the House
on a 122-15 vote Wi .

Democrats, the minority par-
ty, have interpreted the con-
tributions amendment, first in-
troduced by Republican Senate
{:g:rem. as aimed at organized

Minority Leader Carl Ajello,
D-Ansonia, said the provision
would “‘emasculate labor" by
requiring union political com-
mittees to list individuals who
contributed to the campaign
fund.

The controversial provision
limits legitimate contributions
to “natural persons,” which

seems to ban contributions

from any association, including
labor organizations, public in-
terest groups or Parent
Teacher Associations.

Republicans argued,
however, that the groups would
still be allowed to contribute
providing individual members
approved of use of specific con-
tributions to specific can-
didates or causes.

DeBusschere's frontcourt
mate, Bill Bradley, probably
will play next season but it
should be his last since he is
planning a career in politics and
center Willis Reed's knees may
never permit him to play
regularly again.

“I don't know yet when I of-
ficially join the Nets'
organization,” said a weary
DeBusschere in the Knicks'
lockerroom. "It'll be a big
adjustment but I've been
preparing myself to retire for
some time. I realize now that
it’s difficult to accept when it
does finally come though.”

Despite the hometown frenzy
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bar, loomed over the
lockerroom like a spectre.

To Be Cheaper
This Spring

WASHINGTON (UPI) — An
Agriculture Department report

“‘today said broiler chickens,

eggs and turkeys will be
cheaper this spring than in 1973.

Department economists said
poultry and egg production will
rise this spring, although the
margin over year-ago levels
will dwindle for poultry meat.
They predicted chicken and egg
prices “‘will run weaker than a
year ago, while turkey prices
will be down sharply."

Looking into the summer,
economists predicted broiler
prices would rise to keep pace
with beef and pork.

But, the specialists added,
the broiler increase will
probably be smaller than the
normal seasonal gain which
comes when summer weather
spurs demand for chicken on
backyard barbecues. As a
result, summer prices should
average “well below" a year
earlier,

For the second half of 1974,
specialists writing in a
“Pyultry and Egg Situation"
summary said poultry and egg

production will depend heavily
on whether farmers harvest big
corn and soybean crops.”

If the crops are as big as
expected and feed costs
decline, poultry and egg
production would remain large
and consumers can expect con-
tinued favorable prices, the
report indicated,

The current outlook for eggs
points to continuing production
gains that would push output
above 1973 rates by late spring
and keep it above year-ago
levels for the rest of 1974, the
report said. It said egg prices
will rise seasonally in the
summer and fall, but will con-
tinue to average above a year
earlier.

The report said turkey prices,
which have dropped sharply in
recent weeks under the impact
of supplies unusually big for
this time of year, may have
gone as far down as they're
going lo.

Experts said prices may
strengthen seasonally later in
the year, but will stay well
below year-ago levels.

NEW YORK (UPI) — The
stock market is suffering from
inflation, interest rates, im-
peachment and indifference,
according to E. F. Hutton. “But
while it breaks the alliterate
sequence,” the firm says, “it
should also be noted that the
market looks more and more
sold out, or to put it another
way, most potential sellers
appear to have been already
satisfied.” The market is in a
good position to respond to
positive news, the firm adds,
and the next major move should
be upward.

Despite discouraging
‘economic news —a decline in
the Gross National Product,
rising interest rates and a sharp
fall in production —the U.S.
economy will convalesce slow-
ly, says Argus Research Corp.

“Over the next four quarters,
the inflation rate will
decelerate," it predicts, in the
absence of dollar devaluations,
the oil embargo and agriculture
shortages. By the final quarter
of this year, “real output will
be in the vicinity of its long-
term growth trend, the firm
adds.

Sharply higher inlerest rates
have depressed bond prices and
scared capital away from needy
firms, says the Dines Lelter.
“Wall Street houses that aren't
making much money in stocks
these days have now discovered
a new way lo compound their
losses with bonds,”" the letter
continues. In the wake of
plunging bond prices, the letter
says a major bank or brokerage
failure on Wall Street would not
be surprising.

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EPA Order Halts Sales
Of Pesticide Sprays

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The
Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) Wednesday
issued a rare emergency order
to hait the sale of thousands of
cans of pesticide sprays con-
taining vinyl chloride — a
chemical linked to a rare form
of liver cancer.

The order, which takes effect
immediately, covers 28 aerosol
products intended for use in the
home, hospitals, where food is
handled or other enclosed
areas. Outdoor sprays are not
affected but the EPA said
manufacturers are recalling
them 4nyway.

An estimated 19,000 cans are
covered by the ban are believed
to be on the market, and an un-
known number of others are
likely to be in the hands of con-
sumers.

The industry was already in

the process of recalling the
sprays but EPA administrator
Russell E. Train said the
process was nol moving fast
enough. ;

""While the publie’health im-
plications of exposure to vinyl
chloride from short pesticide
bursts are undetermined, the
link between the gas and the
cancer is suspected strongly
enough lo. make it prudent
public policy to ban further use
of these products,”" Train said.

Vinyl chloride is used as a
propellant in the aerosol
sprays. Twelve cases of a rare
liver cancer have been found
among workers at factories
where the chemical was in use.

Train's action was believed to
be the first of its kind taken un-
der the 1972 Federal Pesticide
Law which gives the agency
power lo issue an emergency

Earnings
Decrease

BERLIN (UPI) — Inflation
and fuel shortages have been
blamed for reduced earnings
for Northeast Utilities for the
year ending March 31.

The company's earnings for
the year amounted lo $49.9
million or $1.09 per share, com-
pared to §70.2 million and $1.60
for the year that ended March
31, 1973, Sillin said.

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Hatch Act Alters Political Plans
For Two Leading GOP Aspirants

By EDWARD BUTLER

HARTFORD (UPI) — Two of
Republican Gov. Thomas J.
Meskill's political appointees
have stumbled over the federal
Hatch Act on the road to bigger
and better things in Connecticut
politics.

The latest casually is Motor
Vehicle Commissioner Edward
J. Kozlowski, the Milford
Republican who once wanted
his own full-dress uniform com-
plete with epaulets to wear
around the office.

Rather than lose his big
money job, Kozlowski decided
Tuesday against challenging

LISBON (UPI) — Gen. An-
tonio de Spinola, head of the
seven-man military junta that
seized power in an almost
bloodless coup Thursday
promised today to free political
prisoners, end press censorship
and call elections '‘in the
shortest possible time."

Deposed President Americo
Thomaz and Premier Marcelo
Caetano were flown today by
military plane to exile in the
Ritz Hotel on the Atlantic
holiday island of Madeira,
leaving behind 40 years of right-

wing dictatorship. Two other
ministers were exiled to the
equally luxurious Palace Hotel
on the island,

Portugal was returning to
near normal, but in Lisbon an
angry crowd shouting
“murderers! murderers!"
pressed forward trying to get at
the policemen who were sur-
rendering to the army at the
downtown headquarters of
security police (DGS).
Members of the opposition un-
der the Thomaz-Caetano
regime. repeatedly accused the

dreaded DGS of using torture
on political prisoners.

The headquarters sur-
rendered only this morning
after the army threatened that
the 1st Infantry regiment which
had surrounded the building
would storm it.

An estimated 500 policemen
inside the building were dis-
armed by the army and hauled
off in trucks. Military personnel
on the scene said they would be
taken to prisons, and that the
junta had given orders to round
up 1,300 police agents and in-

It may require the wisdom of
a Solomon for Manchester of-
ficials to determine whom to
award a garbage and refuse
pickup contract for the period
starting July 1.

Bids were submitted today on
many alternate methods of
collection by Trash-Away Inc.
of East Hartford, the present
contractor; Sanitary Refuse of
Manchester, a previous con-
tract holder; Nutmeg Sanitary
Service of New Britain; and
Albreada of Torrington.

Today was the second time
the town sought bids on the
many alternates—for either
one-year or four-year con-
tracts, with each broken down
again into once-a-week or
twice-a-week pickup, and
broken down still further to
with or without the curbside

collection of newspaper.

Bids had been opened
previously on Jan. 29, when only
Trash-Away and Sanitary
Refuse submitted bids—with
Trash-Away the apparent low
bidder then for a one-year con-
tract and Sanitary Refuse the
apparent low bidder for a four-
year contract.

Because of the apparent
failure to meet bid specs by one
of the Jan. 29 bidders, Town
Manager Robert Weiss rejected
all bids and new ones were
sought.

The apparent low bids today
on all alternates (whether for a
one-year contract or four-year)
all were lower than those sub-
mitted Jan. 29,

Nutmeg Sanitary is the ap-
parent low bidder for a one-
year contract on all alternates
(once-a-week or twice-a-week
pickup).

Trash-Away is the apparent
low bidder for a four-year con-
tract for once-a-week pickup
and Trash-Away and Sanitary
Refuse are apparently tied for
the low bids on four-year con-
tracts for twice-a-week pickup
(including the alternates of
newspaper pickup at the curb).
A fifth alternate for a four-year
contract (twice-a-week pickup
of garbage afid refuse and only
once-a-week pickup of
newspapers (both at the curb)
was not included in the Jan. 29
specs. The apparent low bidder
today for that alternate is
Sanitary Refuse.

The Board of Directors in-
dicated in March it looks

favorably on a four-year con-
tract for twice-a-week pickup of
garbage and refuse at the
curb—the alternate which finds
Trash-Away and Sanitary
Refuse tied in their bids. The
board indicated also it favors a
one-year experimental
program for curbside pickup of
newspaper.

Trash-Away and Sanitary
Refuse submitted identical §1,-
460,000 prices for a four-year
contract for twice-a-week curb-
side pickup of garbage and
refuse; and identical $1,500,000
prices for a four-year contract
for twice-a-week curbside
pickup of garbage, refuse and
newspaper. They are the two
alternates which interested the
directors the most, In its low
bid for a four-year contract for
twice-a-week curbside pickup
of garbage and refuse and once-
a-week pickup of newspaper,
Sanitary Refuse's price was
$1,480,000—compared to Trash-
Away's $1,500,000.

Nutmeg Sanitary's prices for
a one-year contract ranged
from $300,000 for once-a-week
pickup of garbage and refuse to

Anti-Income Tax Proposal
Voted Down by House

HARTFORD (UPI) — The
House has defeated a resolution
to amend the state constitution
to prohibit the legislature from
ever imposing an income tax.

House members Thursday
killed the proposal by a vote of
85-53, following more than an
hour of debate on whether the
income tax issue should be left
up to the legislature or placed
before the voters in the form of
a constitutional amendment.

Connecticut is one of only
eight states in the country
which does not levy taxes on
personal income.

Opponents of the measure,
predominantly Democrats,
argued they were not ad-
voeating an income tax for the
state, but were questioning the
propriety of amending the state
Constitution to ban such a tax.

"“The state's tax system does
not belong in a Constitution,
because it changes from time to
time," said Rep. Irving J.
Stolberg, D-New Haven. "It
would tie the hands of the
legislature and the governor on
the issue."”

Rep. David J. Sullivan, KR-
Bridgeport, urged House
members ‘‘to leave the power
of taxation where it belongs—to
the General Assembly."”

Stolberg said the legislature
could be faced with the task of
studying real tax reform, and

the proposed amendment could
hamper the legislature in that
task.

Rep. William R. Ratchford,
D-Danbury said the proposal
would ‘‘have cluttered” the
state's constitution, which he
said had been a model for other
state constitutions. i

Rep. Joseph M. Pugliese, R-
Plainville, chairman of the
legislative Government Ad-
ministration and Policy said the
resolution, would have
eliminated any “fear' among
residents “‘of waking up one day
to find a tax levied on their in-
comes."

He said the state sales tax has
been criticized as regressive
and could be eliminated, raising
the possibility of an income tax.

If adopted by both houses on a
majority vote, the resolution

would have been placed on the
1976 referendum,

The proposal was supporied
by the Connecticut Taxpayers
Association which said a state
income tax, if enacted "‘would
have a devastating effect on the
economic and personal lives of
state citizens.”

Grover J. Rees III, executive
director of the association, said
a stale income tax will not have
the effect of reducing other
state or local taxes.

'On the contrary most states
which enacted income taxes to
achieve tax reform soon saw
other taxes increase as well,”
he said.

Rees called the House action
“irresponsible.” He said it is
likely the next legislature *‘will
have to choose between tax in-
creases and severe spending
cuts."”
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
