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‘Acid Mist’ Leak Forces 
Thousands from  Homes

CHICAGO ( U P D - A  leak in
a huge South Side chemical 
plant sent a cloud of potentially 
^ e ro B H  -acid mirt” over a 
flve-mile long area Friday, 
forcing authorities to order at 
least 16,000 persons removed 
from their homes.
The blue cloud, 12,000 feet 

high, sprang from a leak in a 1.2 
million gallon tank at the Bulk 
Terminal Co. It hung over the 
area for hours, lifting in some 
sections and falling in others.

Early today, however,  
authorities told residents they 
were "free to return to their 
h o m e s , ’’ but they were 
cautioned the police depart­
ment could not guarantee their 
safety. Most went home.

At least 29 persons were 
treated at two local hospitals, 
and scores of others were 
t r e a t e d  a t  e v a c u a t i o n  
headquarters, which were first 
set up at Washington Carver 
High School but later moved to 
Fenger High School when the 
fumes seeped into Carver and 
people began to collapse.

The ga s ,  s i l i c on  
tetrachloride, produced a bur­
ning sensation in the throat and 
eyes and caused nausea and 
headaches.

“It was just horrible,” said 
Mrs. Jesse Hudson, a resident 
of the Altgeld Garden housing 
development, where most of 
the residents were forced to 
leave. “The stuff was real thick 
and you couldn’t breathe out­
side. You couldn’t even see

down the block. People were 
coughing, choking.”

First reports were that it was 
not dangerous, but toxicologist 
Badi Boulos of the University of 
IllinoisMedical School said the 
fumes could be fatal to children 
or persons with respiratory 
ailments.

Gov. Daniel Walker flew over 
the affected area and then 
ordered mobilization of three 
National Guard battalions to

aid evacuation and to prevent 
looting. But later Friday n i^ t, 
at the urging of Chicago Mayor 
Richard J. Daley, he r e le a ^  
two of the battalions but kept a 
military police unit activated 
as a precaution.

A s p o k e s m a n  for  the  
Evironmental Protection Agen­
cy said the gas leak was caused 
by valve malfunctions at the 
bottom of the tank —which con­
tained about 500,000 gallons.

The chem ical first  was 
reported leaking at 100 pounds 
per minute, but engineers later 
reduced the leakage by about 50 
per cent by dropping lead balls 
to the bottom of the tank.

A spokesman said today that 
if Bulk Terminal was not able 
to contain the fumes with a 
sleeve device before the day is 
over, then the remaining 
chemicals would be pumped to 
other tanks.

Face Proceedings

proceedings” for students 
arrested during a library sit in 
protest will begin shortly, it 
was announced Friday by 
University of Connecticut of­
ficials.

LISBON (UPI) — The two-day-old military regime of 

General Antonio de Spinola released political prisoners 
from a Lisbon jail today, replacing them with their captors 
— members of the dreaded security police.

“They had just the time to change the sheets at Caxias 
prison,” a bystander said as the army picked up nearly 200 
captured policemen from the security police headquarters 
to drive them to the suburban penitentiary where the 
release of political prisoners had started.

HARTFORD (UPI) — Five Roman 
Catholic bishops and the Connecticut Coun­
cil of Churches have called upon church 
members to support the United Farm 
Workers and their grape and lettuce 
boycott.

The Catholic bishops and the Council, a 
Protestant organization, cited “the con­
tribution of farm workers to our general 
welfare and their need for justice.”

In a statem ent for Sunday parish 
bulletins, the Catholic bishops said the 
National Conference of Bishops supports 
field workers’ r i^ t  to free, secret - ^ llo t  
elections to decide which union, if any, 
should represent them.

The bishops said the boycott should be 
supported until the elections are held.

The governing board of the National 
Council of Churches decided to observe 
“Farm Worker Sunday” to coincide ap­
proximately with the California grape 
harvest, a spokesman said.

Some growers have recognized the 
Teamsters Union rather than the UFW, 
which is an AFL-aO affiliate. Tlie UFW 
has accused the Teamsters of making 
“sweetheart” contracts with growers 
against the interests of farm workers.

George Sheridan, a Hartford represen­
tative for the union, said St. Joseph’s 
Cathedral and Christ Church Cathedral in 
Hartford and other churches plan to dis­
tribute leaflets supporting the boycott.

The UFW is also boycotting Gallo wine.

Kissinger Sees New Mission 
As Being More Complex

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  
Secretary of State Henry A. 
Kissinger told a news con­
ference Friday negotiations on 
a troop disengagement between 
Syria and Israel would be more 
complex than those which 
earlier led to a pullback of 
Israeli and Egyptian forces.

Kissinger will s tar t  his 
current peace effort by con­
ferring ̂ n Geneva Monday ith 
Soviet Foreign Minister Andrei 
Gromyko about the Middle East 
and bilateral issues. Including 
Strategic Arms Limitation 
Talks (SALT).

He said the United States 
urgently was seeking agree­
ment with Moscow on limiting 
multiple warhead missiles

before it is too late to impose 
adequate controls.

“I am not sure that we can 
complete the negotiations on 
this trip,” he said. “There are 
many more uncertain factors in 
the negotiations with Syria than 
there were in the Egyptian 
negotiations.”

He denied suggestions the 
Soviets were undermining his 
peace efforts by continuing 
military aid to Syria. He said so 
far the Kremlin has played a 
constructive role in Ihe Middle 
East.

“ The Soviet Union has 
expressed, in view of its history 
of close association with 
several Arab countries, an in­
terest  in participation in

various steps of the (peace 
negotiating) process,” he sai^.

IGssinger sharply criticized 
Sen. Henry M. Jackson,  
D-Wash., for accusing the ad­
ministration of seeking a 
“quick fix” by arranging a 
SALT agreement in time for 
President Nixon to sign a 
nuclear arms pact during his 
Moscow summit in June.

”We are poncemed with the 
evolution of the arms race, with 
peace in the world and with 
security. Our judgment may or 
may not be correct but that is 
what the debate should be and 
not whether it is a ‘quick fix’ 
a g a i n s t  a lo ng - t e rm 
agreement,” Kissinger said.

Watergate Statement 
Anticipated Tuesday

CAMP DAVID, Md. (U P I ) -  
With “the end of Watergate in 
sight,” according to a top aide. 
President Nixon is preparing a 
statement for the public early 
next week coinciding with a 
House Judiciary Committee 
deadline for more tapes.

Nixon worked alone today on 
a statement responding to the 
impeachment panel’s demands 
for evidence.

Nixon must reply to the sub­
poena for 42 taped conver­
sations by ’Tuesday. Aides said 
the President is here to con­
sider  the " P R ” (public 
relat ions)  aspect  of his 
response and is thinking of a 
televised speech Monday night.

In addit ion,  Nixon has 
scheduled three public ouiingg 
next week. ’Tue^ay, he ad-' 
dresses the U.S. Chamber of 
Commerce. On Friday he flies 
to Phoenix for a Republican ral­
ly and Saturday he will be in 
Spokane, Wash., to dedicate 
Expo '74, a world’s fair.

iHesidential counselor Dean 
Burch said Friday that a

“massive body of evidence” 
would be released Tuesday. It 
will exonerate Nixon, Burch 
said.

"1 genuinely believe, begin­
ning early next week the end of 
Watergate is in sight,” Burch 
told the Republican National 
Committee Friday.

He gave no details, but other 
White House aides disclosed 
that work has been completed 
on a voluminous amount of 
edited transcripts of 36 conver­
sations. (Aides said five con­
versations were not properly 
taped and that one never took 
place.)

The transcripts have been 
edited, but aides say the editing 
was done to remove profanity 
and off-color characterizations 
by Nixon.

Nixon aides have strongly in­
dicated that the President 
would not yield the actual 
recordings. Bolstered by the ad­
vice of his aides, Nixon was 
said to be preparing a tough line 
attitude — that he has already 
compromised enough of his

presidential prerogatives in the 
Watergate inquiry.

Committee Chairman Peter 
W. Rodino, D-N.J., has said the 
impeachment panel will accept 
nothing  but  the  ta pes  
themselves. If they are not 
provided, he indicate the com­
mittee might draw an “adverse 
inference” that the evidence 
withheld might contain in­
dications of guilt, on the 
assumption Nixon would have 
provided the tapes if they could 
prove his innocence.

Take about 15 three- and four- 
year olds, and the usual toys 
and games, mix well with a 
generous portion of make- 
believe, and season with a new 
Hebrew vocabulary, crafts, 
parties and science projects, 
and you have the Temple Beth 
Sholom Nursery School.

The sch o o l, w hich 
emphasizes religious education, 
opened last fall. A few months 
earlier, Mrs. Meyer Cheikin 
and Mrs. Arnold Dashefsky 
were chatting about a nursery 
school for their youngsters and 
wished they could find one 
w hich w ould te a c h  the 
traditions of the Jewish faith.

"Each week the children 
have a m in i-S a b b a th  
celebration,” Mrs, Press said. 
"The room is cleaned up neatly, 
the dolls are dressed in their 
best, and the children often 
wear their special holiday 
clothes. A parent joins us at 
each of these celebrations to 
represent the traditional 'Sab­
bath guest’ and is treated to our 
warmest hospitality with songs, 
stories and ceremonies,” she 
said.

She explained th a t the 
candles are blessed by a student 
"mother” and represent the 
peace, warmth and beauty of 
the occasion.

Each holiday is celebrated by 
some activity at the nursery 
school. For Thanksgiving, the 
children made cranberry relish 
to take home for Thanksgiving 
dinner; in December, they 
made p resen ts  for th e ir  
families, which were presented 
in handmade gift wrap; and for 
Tu Bishvat, the birthday of the 
trees, in February, the children 
planted a variety of vegetable 
and and flowering plants.

They climaxed their celebra­
tion of Tu Bishvat with a 
birthday party for the trees, 
and Mrs. Press suggested that

it would be a fitting birthday 
present if each child donated a 
nominal sum to have a tree 
planted in Israel in his or her 
name.

In December, the children 
started to prepare for their 
Purim celebration on March 8.

Exquisite form and many 
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Party Responsibility
Campaign reforms appear to be hit­

ting various and sundry snags, not 
because there is disagreement as to 
the need for attempting to eliminate 
campaign abuses but the extent to 
which reforms should be carried.

In Connecticut, organized labor is 
reportedly incensed by a bill which 
would virtually eliminate the methods 
of campaign assistance used by labor 
groups in the past.

The commission, which would 
oversee campaign contributions and 
expenditures, may be a paper tiger if 
amendments to curb its powers to in­
vestigate and prosecute are enacted.

It seems that almost every proposal 
has some objector in some form.

Perhaps the time is ripe for us to 
suggest again that it isn’t the money 
nor the source of money that is the 
real evil but the secrecy around it.

We still believe it is worth a try to 
make the political parties solely 
responsible for fund raising and for 
fund-raising efforts conducted on 
behalf of every party candidate. This, 
coupled with full and frequent dis­
closures of funds raised and the 
sources, could eliminate the secrecy 
to a large degree.

We believe that if each party is held 
accountable for the ways and means it 
raises money it will impose its own 
guidelines which will do more to clean 
up the mess than state or federal 
laws.

Candidates come and go but the par­
ties are continuing institutions. Each 
scrutinizes the activities of the other 
closely for any hanky-panky. With 
each party being solely accountable for 
all the campaign actions conducted 
under its banner, it cannot divorce 
itself from such scandals as the 
W atergate affair or the almost 
t r a d i t i o n a l  Chi cago  vote-  
manipqlations.

We believe there should be laws

. fixing penalties for illegal campaign 
practices. But laws alone, as is 
evidenced by the widespread lack of 
enforcement of existing laws, cannot 
be effective until responsibility for 
obeying them is pinpointed.

We operate under a political party 
system and therefore it is logical that 
the party should bear this respon­
sibility of complying with laws gover­
ning elections.

Such action may be more necessary 
as we move closer to public financing 
of campaigns. If we do subsidize 
politics, it only follows there has to be 
someone or some institution fully ac­
countable for the manner in which tax 
dollars are expended.

If private contributions to parties 
have been misappropriated by in­
dividuals skirting the law there is no 
assurance that other individuals 
thinking the same way cannot misap­
propriate public campaigns funds 
also.

We do not know what form the pre­
sent cam{)aign reform measures 
before the assembly will take. We can 
only hope that if and when they 
become law, there will be provision 
for specific party responsibility from 
top to bottom for compliance.

It will be much easier for the state 
to keep an eye on a few political par­
ties who are to be held accountable 
than it would be to oversee the 
operations) of hundreds of special 

^  committees that flourish in every 
election.

What we n^ed more than limits on 
spending and limits on contributions 
is ^ clear definition of who is going to 
be ultimately responsible for cam­
paign conduct.

Until this is done, we fear there will 
continue to be temptations to evade 
the spirit and intent, as well as the 
letter of the law.

Later Than You Think
Enjoy yourself, it’s later than you 

think.

It may be fitting today as most of us 

have forgotten how things were last 
winter when the lines were long at the 
gasoline stations and there was 
debate about whether to shutdown 
schools, restrict store hours, etc., to 
save energy.

Our highways are becoming more 
clogged each day and many aren’t 
heeding the 55 miles per hour limit. It 
would appear the crisis is over from 
the way most of us are acting.

But is it?
Reports indicate that despite the lif­

ting of the embargo we still are not 
importing enough crude oil to meet 
our needs and even more disturbing is 
the fact that if imports do reach our 
needs, we still do not have refinery 
capacity to handle it.

The crisis is not over. Come 
summer and the air conditioners start 
working; the vacation you almost

postponed becomes a reality; and 
joyriding becomes more prevalent, 
we may find there just isn’t enough 
energy to go around again.

Experts feel that unless we, in­
dividually and collectively, conserve 
our energy supplies we could well 
have electrical brownouts and spot 
shortages of gasoline before the 
summer is out.

Coast To Coast 
Coal Mines No Boon I

I —

One of the most intense 
legislative battles currently 
being waged in Congress is 
centered on an amendfment to 
an omnibus land reclamation 
bill sponsored by Democratic 
Rep. John F. Seiberling of Ohio.

The basic intent of the 
amendment, whidh is now 
before the House Interior Com­
mittee, it to equalize the costs 
of deep coal mining and strip 
mining. This would be achieved 
by levying a fee of $2.50 on each 
ton of coal mined by either 
method. The fund would be set 
aside for reclamation.

Companies could earn a 
credit of up to 90 per cent 
against the fee for costs in­
curred by their own reclama­
tion efforts but by the nature of 
their operations, strip-miners 
would be harder hit than deep- 
miners.

Without some equalization, 
however, Seiberling contends, 
there will be a massive shift of 
the industry from the east, 
where most deep mines are 
located, to the West, where 
cheaply recoverable coal lies 
close to the surface.

Not only would this further 
disrupt the aiready hard-hit 
coal economies of Appalachia, 
but it would lead to the 
ravaging of vast areas of the 
West. It would mean, quick, 
huge profits for the western 
miners, says Seiberling, but at 
the cost of the collapse of the 
deep-mining industry. Deep 
mines will be needed again as 
early as the end of the century 
after the western resources are 
depleted, he predicts.

“The difficuities of rebuiiding 
the industry from scratch, in 
order to continue our reliance 
on coal, will be enormous."

Seiberling’s opponents, who 
include major electric utility, 
oil and railroad companies con- 
troliing western coal reserves, 
warn that his amendment 
would cripple efforts to make 
the nation self-sufficient in 
e n e rg y . The Nixon a d ­
ministration agrees with them.

Former Federai Energy Of­
fice chief William E. Simon, 
now Treasury Secretary, has 
expressed “greatalarm" at the 
amendment. It would, he 
charges, result in a 50 per cent 
increase in price of clean­
burning, low-sulfur western 
coal that is desperately needed 
to replace the high-sulfur 
eastern coal, would have severe 
impact in the economy and 
would undermine efforts to 
offset oil shortages by greater 
use of coal.

"This is unthinkable," says 
Simon, “given our present 
energy crisis.”

Oddly, the near 100 per cent 
in crease  in the p rice  of 
petroleum that Americans have 
experienced in recent months 
has not only been thinkable to 
Simon but in his view'has been 
eminently beneficial.

Countering Simon and sup­
porting the amendment is Nor­
man R. Wiiliams, a consultant 
to the interior Committee. 
There is still plenty of low- 
sulfur coal in the East, he says. 
Also, eastern coal bums much 
hotter than western coal, thus 
“substantially more western 
coal will have to be mined, 
shipped and burned to produce 
the same amount of heat value 
as similar amount of eastern 
coal.”

Not only would we be in the 
anomalous situation of impor­
ting coal into one of the richest 
coal regions on earth but we 
would be wasting expensive 
diesel fuel to do it, says 
Williams. Moreover, when 
transportation costs are con­
sidered, western coal might in 
some cases actually cost more 
than eastern coal.

These are some of the major 
argum ents on both sides. 
Whatever the resolution of the 
great coal controversy, there is 
no argument that it will have 
significant impact on the lives 
and life-styles of the ordinary 
American consumer, who ul­
timately pays all the bills.

For The Third Century
LOS ANGELES -  Was it 

written on the scrolls of fate 
that the impeachment trial of 
the American President should 
be played out on the eve of the 
third century of American 
freedom and nationhood? 
Anyway, that is how it is likely 
to happen. And whoever is 
chosen for the White House in 
the 1976 election will preside 
over the start of that third cen­
tury.

The one specter at the feast of 
the Democratic governors in 
Chicago was that they might 
fall victims of oversuccess and 
that a big victory in 1974 might 
make them vulnerable to 
whatever sorrows will befall 
the nation by 1976.

Yet all the constellations are 
in the ascendant for the 
D em ocrats in 1976. Sen. 
Edward Kennedy is cleariy 
their leading candidate. He stiii 
has much qf the family glamor, 
and he has a strong nationwide 
constituency. He had the luck

not to be the candidate in 1972.1 
have never doubted since that 
he wants the 1976 nomination 
badly.

Kennedy’s problem is that, in 
a post-Watergate era, many 
voters will doubt his maturity 
of judgment where vast issues 
of world power and survival are 
involved. The uproar he evoked 
at the Moscow State University 
probably won’t clear away their 
doubts.

His appeal to the students in 
his audience to stage a vote 
over Russian defense spending 
was doubtless a courageous ef­
fort to establish a dialoguewith 
them. But it was scarcely 
realistic. The Russians were 
bound to  see it  as a 
“provocation’̂  and a grand­
stand play. At some point, 
someone will have to speak 
over the heads of Soviet 
bureaucrats and reach the 
young Russians. But I doubt 
whether it can be Kennedy or 
any other foreigner who can be 
accused of meddling. It has to 
be Russians like Alexander 
Solzhenitsyn and Andrei 
Sakharov.

Upholds Rule Federal Workers May Be Fired
WASHINGTON -  Some of 

my best friends are govern­
ment employes, but I hope they 
will not take it ill if I agree wiUi 
a Supreme Court ruling that 
Federal Civil Service workers 
may be fired for beating their 
gums in a manner that “im­
pairs the reputation and ef­
ficiency of the employe’s agen­
cy.”

The case involved was that of 
an Office of Economic Oppor­
tunity worker in Chicago who 
charged publicly that his boss 
had taken  a b rib e , but 
presented no proof. He was 
given the sack "for cause under 
that section of the Lloyd- 
LaFolletto Act permitting dis­
charge of a federai employe if it 
“will promote the efficiency of 
the service.”

It seems to me the court’s 6 to 
3 decision spells out the special 
status of a federal government 
worker. As Scott Fitzgerald 
might have said, he is not like 
the rest of us, but is bound by 
certain rules of conduct which 
in effect say he should be more 
circumspect than, say, a gas 
s ta t io n  a t te n d a n t  or a 
new spaper R eporter. In 
exchange, he gets certain 
privileges and perquisites such 
as paid sick leave, hospitaliza­
tion insurance, a guaranteed

pension and plenty of holidays.
Every individual who takes a 

government job knows his 
behavior concerning the opera­
tion of his agency is restricted. 
He is not forced at gunpoint to 
take the job; indeed, he has to 
scramble with others to win it. 
Thus, if he can read and write— 
a little — he is instantly aware 
of his special status.

The Chicago OEO employe 
claimed his firing vioiated his 
constitutional guarantees of 
free speech and due process. 
Well, free speech is many 
things, but as Oliver Wendell 
Holmes once deposed, it does 
not include yelling “fire” in a 
crowded theater just for kicks. 
Nor does it award the right to 
call your government bras a 
crook w ithout providing 
evidence to support the charge.

True,’ the Lloyd-LaFoIlette 
Act was enacted to give federal 
workers job protection. But the 
court’s majority cited another 
aspect of the law designed to 
safeguard the rights of govern­
ment, which is all of us.

As Ju s tic e  W illiam H. 
Rehnquist put it, “ the act 
prbscribes oniy that public 
speech which improperly 
damages and im pairs the 
reputation and efficiency of the 
employing agency, and thus it

imposes no greater controls on 
the behav io r of fe d e ra l 
employes than are necessary 
for the protection of the govern­
ment as an employer.” Ob­
viously, the Republic would be 
plung^ into chaos if every dis­
gruntled federal employe were 
permitted to go about publicly 
bad-mouthing his bosses.

Justice lliurgood Marshail 
probably believed he was 
making a cogent point in his dis­
sent. He wrote: “The impor­
tance of government employes 
being assured of their right to 
freely comment on the conduct 
of government, to inform the 
public of abuses of power and of 
the m isconduct of the ir 
superiors, must be self-evident 
in these items.”

I suppose M arshall was 
talking about Watergate and 
connected scandals. But if 
Watergate has shown anything, 
it is that there is a way for a 
federal employe to bring scan­
dal out into the open. All he has 
to do is establish a confidential 
contact with a newspaper, radio 
or TV re p o rte r , and the 
reporter will diligently do the 

•orest. The employe need not 
"freely comment on the con­
duct of government” in order to 
"inform the public of abuses of 
power.”

But rig h t now 
Kennedy’s real opposition is 
Sen. Henry Jackson. Kennedy is 
far ahead in the Democratic 
Party polls, but Jackson might 
draw more independents and 
more ticket-splitters from 
Republican ranks.

If it were not for the impeach- 
ment  pr ob ab i l i t i e s ,  the 
Republican prospect would be 
gloomy indeed. If they can keep 
Uie Watergate smell alive until 
1976, the Democrats will have 
their runaway. But the chances 
are at least even, perhaps 
better, that Mr. Nixon wiU be 
out by 1975 and Gerald For^ in. 
That will give Ford a chanra to 
entrench himself in the VUte 
House for two years, then ially 
out to do battle with Kennedy or 
Jackson.

In any event ,  for  the 
Republicans it will be Ford 
against the field. He is acting 
like a man who has seen the 
wind rising, the waters flowing 
and the pastures of heaven 
spread out before him. If he had 
any doubts, some of the senior 
Republicans must have con­
vinced him that the party needs 
him desperately.

Of course, Sen. Charles Percy 
is more liberal, (jlov. Ronald 
Reagan would be a far better 
c am p a ig n e r  and Nelson 
Rockefeller knows more, has 
more abil i ty and bet te r 
perspectives and is closer to the 
prestigious figure of Secretary 
of State Henry Kissinger. But 
none of these arguments is like­
ly to prevail against the fact 
that Ford is the incumbent Vice 
President and may soon be in­
cumbent President.

Incident
Severed
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NEW YORK (UPI) — The last link to the New York 
Yankees’ famed wife-swapping incident a year ago has 
been neatly severed.

Ft Uz Peterson, the principle figure in that episode, was 
traded to the Cleveland Indians Friday night as part of a 
seven-player deal that involved six pitchers and a potential 
All-Star first baseman.

The Yankees, obviously not subscribers to the theory 
that pitching is 90 per cent of baseball, unloaded 40 per 
cent of their pitching staff by sending starters Peterson 
and Steve Kline along with relievers Fred Beene and Tom 
Buskey to Cleveland for starting pitcher Dick Tidrow, 
reliever Cecil Upshaw and first baseman Chris Chambliss.

The deal, which began unfolding months ago, was con­
summated in the seventh inning of Friday night’s game 
between the Yankees and the Texas Rangers and Yankee 
General Manager Gabe Paul indicated the club might have 
a few more deals in the works during the next few days.

ITie immediate reaction among the Yankee players was 
one of shock, but Peterson, a 32-year-old left-hander who 
had fallen out of favor with Manager Bill Virdon, was 
looking forward to a change of scenery.

“I had asked the Yankees to trade me this spring,” 
Petersen said, “and Gabe said he would try and make a 
deal for me. The trade rumors I heard involved Minnesota, 
Texas and Atlanta and I never even gave Cleveland a 
thought.

“ I’m happy about it because I wasn’t going to be used 
here. I had a slow start this spring and they passed over 
me.

Peterson, a 20-game winner in 1970 and a 17-game 
winner two seasons ago, slumped badly to 8-15 last year.

NEW YORK (U P I)  -  T he 
“Cadillac” of baseball records fast 
becoming ancient history. Hank 
Aaron apparently has decid^  to zero 
in on some of the gam e’s less 
glamorous feats.

Aaron, who surpassed Babe Ruth’s 
record 714 homers 19 days ago, earned 
another niche for himself Friday night 
by belting a grand slam home run that 
lifted the Atlanta Braves to a 9-3 vic­
tory over the Chicago Cubs.

In addition to being his 719th homer 
and second game-winner in as many 
nights, the grand slam was the 15th of 
Aaron’s career, moving him ahead of 
Willie McCovey and the late Gil 
Hodges for the National League 
record. The major league grand slam 
mark of 23 is held by Lou Gehrig.

“I was just trying to protect the 
plate,” insisted Aaron, who clubbed a 
Ray Burris fastball 400 feet into the 
left-centerfield bleachers to highlight 
an eight-run seventh inning rally. 
“With all that uproar about hitting 
715, I’d kind of forgotten about 
needing that 15th grand slam.”

Although he has never hit 50 homers 
in a season, at his current pace Aaron 
might yet even make a run on Hack 
Wilson’s National League season 
record of 58. In addition, the four 
runs-batted-in boosted his lifetime 
total to 2,147—just 62 behind Ruth’s 
major league mark.

With the Cubs clinging to a 31 lead, 
the Braves sent 13 batters to the plate

in the seventh. Ralph Garr doubled 
home a pair of runs to tie the score 
and after Craig Robinson singled and 
Darrell Evans walked to load the 
bases, Aaron put the game away with 
one swing.

In other National League games, 
San Diego clubbed Philadelphia, 6-2; 
Cincinnati edged St. Louis, 4-3; Los 
Angeles drubbed M ontreal, 7-1; 
Pittsburgh squeezed past Houston, 4- 
3, and  th e  New Y o rk  M ets  
whitewashed San Francisco, 6-0.

“It was an objective analysis of my pitching form,” 
Seaver said, “and I’m the happiest guy in the world that I 
hit on the problem. Sure, I had some doubts but I tried to 
be as objective as I could be.”

Friday night, in the cold and chill at Candlestick Park, 
the 1973 Cy Young Award winner made it all pay off in a 
neat four-hit shutout while pitching the New York Mets to 
a 6-0 victory over the San Francisco Giants. It was his first 
victory of the year and it came in his fifth start.

“What I saw in the films,” explained Seaver; “was that I 
wasn’t driving off my legs. I wasn’t being aggressive and • 
when I don’t use my legs, my fastball doesn’t pop. In this 
game, though, I took my time. I didn’t rush any of my 
pitches and I tried to concentrate on driving off my legs. 
As a result, I popped some pretty good fastballs.”

Seaver struck out seven and he didn’t come close to 
walking a single batter. Three of the four hits he gave up 
were early games singles, then he retired 16 in a row 
before Gary Matthews doubled with one out in the ninth for 
the final San Francisco hit.

Seaver went into Friday night’s game with a 6.12 earned 
run average and came out of it with a 4.50 ERA. That’s 
considerably higher than his career average of 2.38 but he 
feels he can go on from here and pitch the way he has in the 
past.

“This is a start,” he said, “and I’m happy I was able to 
do as well as I did. I was still popping my fastball in the 
eighth and ninth and that only served to convince me that 
my original analysis was correct.

Seaver helped himself with a pair of run-scoring singles 
but this time, at least, he was content to forget about his 
hitting.

“Usually, when I get some hits, I like to talk about it,” 
he said. ’’But my hitting was unimportant this time. I’m 
happy because I think I finally got myself straightened out 
on the mound. That’s where I have to produce.’!

The Giants committed four errors and two of them in the 
first—by third baseman Steve Ontiveros and second 
baseman Bruce Miller—helped the Mets to a pair of un­
earned runs. That was all the help Seaver needed but he 
chipped in with a run-scoring single in the third and 
another in the eighth.

Ron Bryant, who won 24 games last year to Seaver’s l8 
and lost out to the Mets ace in the Cy Young voting, made 
his first start of the year after a March 15 accident in a 
Palm Springs swimming pool. The San Francisco defense 
b e tray ^  him and he was taken out in the middle of the 
third after making 63 pitches.

“ If the defense had been better,” moaned Giants’ 
Manager Charlie Fox. “Bryant easily could have pitched 
five innings. That’s what I had been hoping for. Still, he did 
pretty good considering everything.”
