“‘Come saddle your horses, and call up your men," some
lines penned by Sir Walter Scott in 1830, may well be the
call going out to Manchester equestrians - this weekend.

The reported muster of local
horsekeepers began recently
when the town's Planning and
Zoning Commission (PZC) an-
noupced 'its intention to
promulgate zoning regulations
regarding the keeping of
horses, and the town planning
office has been flooded with in-
quiries.about the regulations.

According. to records of the
town assessor, there are only
about 30 horses in Manchester,
but there are probably a lot
more people who love horses.
And it's those people who are
expected to dominate a Monday
night PZC public hearing on the
proposed zoning regulations.

WASHINGTON (UPI) — Con-
sumers can expect a slowdown
in the rate at which most milk
product prices have been rising
and may see some further drop
in butter prices soon, the
Agriculture .Department
predicted today.

Retail dairy prices in March
were about 25 per cent above a
year earlier, economists said in
a report. But for the remainder
of the year increses are likely
to be smaller than those posted
since last fall, and butter—
which has already declined —
may drop again in view of re-
cent downturns in wholesale
markets, the repart added.

Blake said there are in-
dications of considerable op-
position to the new rules,
drafted to update existing
zoning regulations which don't
even mention horses.

Town Planner J. Eric Potter,
who drafted the regulations
after consultation with equine-
oriented agencies and in-
dividuals, says the regulations
are intended to benefit the
public, by protecting neighbors
and solving a thorny question of
whether or not horses are
allowed in Manchestet.

“They’re not intended to be
restrictive,” Potter said of the
propo

The proposed regulations
limit keeping of horses in
residential zones to private use,
but they also allow for commer-
cial uses — riding academies,
livery stables, and breeding —
in certain locations.

Potter's proposed rules would
regulate feed troughs, fodder

storage, manure accumulation, &

and other aspects of good
horsekeeping, but the major
limitations contained in the
regulations are minimum sizes
of lots for horses. Potter says
keeping of horses will be
allowed in any residential zone,
provided the keeper meets the
one-acre minimum lot size for
one or two horses, Lots of that
size would be rare except in
Rural Residence or Residence
AA Zones.

If someone has more than two
horses, his acreage must be a
half-acre larger for each ad-
ditional horse,

For commercial equine uses,
the minimum lot size is three
acres, and each horse must
have its own half-acre.

The most-often-asked question
in the planning office, Potter
reports, is the inquiry about
what will happen to Manchester
residents who already have
horses,

“Nothing,” Potter answers.
He explained that existing
keeping of horses, even if it is
being done on smaller-than-
required lots, would continue to
be perfectly legal as a noncon-
forming use,

ALEXANDRIA, Egypt
(UPI) — A high American
official said today Israel and
Syria are in ‘‘negotiating
range’’ of each other on
troop disengagement in' the
Golan Heights on all except
one issue — how far Israel’
would withdraw. '

On all other issues of the dis-,
engagement except the cease-
fire line there was ‘‘reasonable
progress’’ during ,U.8.
Secretary of State Henry A.
Kissinger’s seven hours of talks
with Syrian President Hafez
Assad, the official said.

The high official spoke to
newsmen during a 80-minute
flight from Damascus to the
Gianaclis air base outside
Alexandria, where Kissinger's
presidential jet arrived late this
morning.

He said he would nofbe sur-
prised if. Syrian and Israeli
troops would exercise
‘‘restraint’’ in the Golan
Heights fighting even without a
ceasefire agreement, and said
he believed there was an un-
derstanding an exchange of war
prisoners would be included in
an eventual troop disengage-
ment agreement.

Kissinger and his party flew
by helicopter from the Ginaclis
air base to the Mamoura
government rest house on
Alexandria’s eastern outskirts
where Egyptian President
Anwar Sadat was staying.
American sources said the
Egyptian president would be
briefed on talks with Syrian and
Israeli leaders.

In an airport statement in
Damascus, Kissinger said his
meetings with Syrian leaders
were “‘constructive’” and he
would return to Damascus ear-
ly next week,

Syrian Deputy Premier and
Foreign Minister Abdel Halim
Khaddam, who saw Kissinger
off at the aifport, said, "“We are
always happy to see you here.”

Kissinger is to meet with
Israeli Prime Minister Golda
Meir tonight prior to a crucial
Israeli cabinet session Sunday,

As the Syrian-Israeli war of
attrition went into its 54th day
today, Israeli Chief of Staff Lt.
Gen. Mordechai Gur warned
that if Kissinger cannot bring
about a political settlement,
"“The Syrians will decide they
have no chance of achieving it
otheérwise and war might
result.”

An American spokesman said
Kissinger and Assad left aside
the main question of where the
cease-fire line should be set —
or how far Israeli armies would
withdraw.

The question befre the Israeli
cabinet presumbably will be
whether Israel agrees to
withdraw from anything beyond
the 325 square-mile salienf it
captured in the October war.

“'We would say some
progress was made,'' the
American spokesman reported,
noting, ‘“No agreement hag
been reached.”

The Syrian description of the
talks, according to the U.S,
spokesman, was that they were
“full and constructive,” but the
word “‘progress'’ was not used.

Tape Gap Report

Was Due

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
U.S. District Court Judge
John J. Sirica receives
another— and probably final
— report today on the
mysterious 18%-minute
erasure on one of President
Nixon's crucial Watergate
tapes.

He was scheduled to meet in
his chambers with two of the
technical experts who have
been studying a batch of the
tapes since last fall and with
lawyers for the White House
and the Watergate special
prosecution force.

Sirica said in advance the
report would not be released
today, but that decisions would
be made about ''further
proceedings'’ concerning it.

The report was expected to
detail the sophisticated scien-
"tific data supporting the con-
clusions the six-man panel of

experts reached last January
about the loud buzz that
obliterates 18% minutes of
Nixon’s June 20, 1972, meeting
with H.R. Haldeman, then his
White House chief of staff and
now under indictment in con-
nection with the Watergate
cover-up,

The experts. reported to
Sirica Jan. 15 that the buzz only
could have been caused by “at
least five, and perhaps as many
as nine" separate erase and
rerecord operations, all done by
hand. Without saying so direct-
ly, their report and subsequent
testimony strongly suggested
the erasure was deliberate,

This contrasted sharply with
the theory advanced by the
White House — that the *'gap"
was caused accidentally
through the tripping of a foot
pedal by Nixon's personal
secretary, Rose Mary Woods,
while she was transcribing the
tape last Oct. 1.

Sidney Lipshires, associate
professor of history at
Manchester "Communitly
College, is the author of a new
book, *‘Herbert Marcuse: From
Marx to Freud and ‘Beyond,”
which has just been published
by Schenkman Publishing Co. of
Cambridge, Mass. The book
will appear shortly in local
bookstores in a paperback edi-
tion. ;

The study of Marcuse, often
regarded as the guru of the
‘New Left" students on college
campuses both in this country
and in Europe, grew out of
Prof. Lipshires' doctoral dis-
sertation completed in 1971
Modified sections of the book
have already appeared as ar-
ticles in "The Psychoanalytic
Review" and in “Sociologia,”
an Italian sociology journal
published in Rome.

Dr. Lipshires argues that
Marcuse has failed to confront
adequately the ideas of Freud,
above all -in regard to the
Oedipus complex. General
Learning Corporation of
Morristown, N.J,, the dis-
tributor of the book, expects
that the paperback edition will
be adopted as supplementary
reading in sociology,
philosophy, and psychology
courses at various schools
throughout the country.

Lipshires’ concern with Euro-
pean intellectual history stems
from his service as an inter-
preter with the US. Army in
Paris during the Second World
War. His research for the book
included two trips to Europe
during whith he conducted in-
terviews with Marcuse and
some of his former associates.

Dr. Lipshires, currently com-
pleting his eighth year at the
college, resides in H?;tford.

To Vacate Site

A temporary injunction
requested against a Vernon
areabuilder-developer hasbeen
granted by Superior /Court
Judge Leo Parsky and will be
removed when the developer
complies with stipulations set
forth by Francis McNulty, the
town’s building inspector and
zoning enforcement officer.

The request for the tem-
porary injunction was [iled
against Eldredge Yost of
Tolland with the 7-11 Food
Stores, Inc., and Garick
Associates, lessees of the
property in question, named as
co-defendants.

MeNulty, in his suit, said
Yost leased space in the
building located at the corner of
Rt. 30 and Vernon Ave.,
without first obtaining a cer-
tificate of occupancy. The suit
said that Yost disregarded a
notice of violation from McNul-
Ly and also moved in the
building himself.

Atty. Harold R. Cummings,

representing McNulty; elaimed
inithe suit that the defendants
were violating state statutes
and town zoning regulations.

MeNulty said Yost was con-
ditionally granted approval of a
site plan to develop an addition
to an existing building at the Rt.
30 site. This was granted by the
Zoning Commission which at-
tached 19 stipulations to be met
before certificates of occupan-
¢y would be granted.

McNulty claims that Yost has
failed to comply with' a number
of the stipulations,

The suit claimed that water
from the Yost property flows
onto the property of William
Kania which is adjacent to the
building.

In his decision, Judge Parsky
ordered Yost to vacate the
premises by 5 p.m. on May 9 or
to pay a penalty of $100 per day
il he stays, unless all of the
stipulations are complied with.

The two other tenants are
given until June 5 at 5 p.m, un-
der the same penalty and
stipulation.

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The Great Monetary Crisis

With the confirmation of William
Simon, former energy czar, as
secretary of the Treasury, it seems
appropriate to pass on the dream we
had when he was nominated.

It seems there is a lot of similarity
between the energy crisis and the
monetary crisis. In our dream, Mr.
Simon acted accordingly.

When it became apparent the
Federal Reserve’s Arthur Burns was
going to continue his tight money
policy, which is similar to Saudi
Arabia restricting the production of
crude oil, Mr. Simon immediately
began allocating the money available
based on the amount of money the
various states used in 1972 before the
money crunch hit,

Banks were required to post in-
terest rates and the IRS began
monitoring to prevent interest
gouging. Some states, which do not
produce money of their own, sent
their gpvernors to Washington to
plead their hardship cases. Mr. Simon
ordered several emergency
allocations and shortened the lines at
the drive-in bank windows. R

He appeared on television' talk
shows morning, noon and night, to en-
courage monetary conservation by
the people so that the country could
keep going despite the shortage.

People were asked to cut back their
credit expenditures by 10 per cent and
cut out Sunday spending except for
churchycontributions. The banks soon
limigéd the hours they were open and

reduced-price crockery, appliances and
other promotional items disappeared.
There were complaints of course that
some of the big banks had created the
crisis to drive up interest rates,

President Nixon urged patience as
Henry Kissinger negotiated an
entente with Federal Reserve, the
Congress and Howard Hughes, who
was alleged to be hoarding most of the
nation’s money, hoping to drive up the
price of the dollar.

Finally, it was announced that Mr.
Nixon, Mr. Simon and Mr. Burns
would appear on television with Dr.
Kissinger, to conduct a press con-
ference following the television show
and announce the end of the monetary
crisis.

Wage-Price

The first experience this country
had with peacetime wage and price
controls ended with the nation under
the worst inflation since World War
II,

The biggest jump in the minimum
wage in the annals of the country, one
the one hand, and response to demand

higher inflation for the immediate
future. But the better economy
‘predicted for the second balf of the
year should bring inflation down and
with it prices.

Inflation is hitting an annual rate of
11 per cent. Neither Congress nor the
Administration has shown an effec-

The President defended his two
previous vetoes of emergency
monetary bills because Congress
wanted to roll-back interest rates
which the President said would dis-
courage rather than encourage
production of new money. He went’on
to urge Congress to pass the several
bills he had presented them to make

\t}he country monetary self-sufficient
y 1980.

Mr. Burns puffed on his pipe a lot,
nodded, and said Federal Reserve's
tight money policy had paid off. The
crisis was over, additional money
would be alloted in time for vacations,
the big money demand season. He
cautioned the people however against
going on a spending binge.

Mr. Simon urged conservation and
asked Congress to push efforts to find
alternatives to money because our
dependence on it alone could mean
another crisis at some future date.

Needless to say this caused concern
among environmentalists who were
alarmed about the pollution aspects of
bartering animals, the threat to en-

, dangered species from a revived hide

trade, and the lack of a 100 per cent
guarantee that the nation’s ultra-high
speed, nuclear power, money printing
press was safe,

Mr. Kissinger's press conference on

the details of negotiations which had
resulted in the Administration
Congressional ' detente; the Ad-
ministration-Congressional  entente
with the Federal Reserve Board, was
interupted by a hurry - up call to
negotiate a disengagement between
Iceland and England in the newly-
erupted Codfish War.,

At plane side, he did say the key to
the agreement was making all the
streets in Washington, D.C., a United
Nations buffer zone to keep the ad-
ministration, the Congress and
Federal Reserve from sniping at
each other.

Americans are so used fo
being criticized, or to
criticizing themselves, for their
affluence that they have come
to take it almost for granted
that they alone of all the
world's peoples are guilty of
reckless exploitation of the
world's resources,

Rather than being a credit to
our technology, ingenuity and
energy, our high standard of
living has lately become
something to reproach
ourselves for, a sign of national
selfishness — or so some critics
would have it,

Yet if affluence is now to be
equated with waste, America
may actually be among the
least *‘affluent’ of nations. For

while we may consume a dis-

proportionate share of the
world’s resources, our con-
sumption on the whole, is ef-
ficient, is conducive to even
great efficiency, and is a con-
tribution lo the progress of the
world.

Paradoxically, a nation like
India, surely the world's

. poorest for its size, becomes in

these terms truly “affluent.”

In that country, millions of
sacred cows roam the cities and
countryside, consuming
resources nol adequate to feed
the human population, to which
13 million are added each year.
There, too, the inefficiencies of
a government committed to
thorough-going control of every
aspect of the economy have
barely enabled India to hold its
own in the face of population
growth.

The spectre of mass famine
looms again in the subconti-
nent, and once again it is the
“wasteful” United States,
which sent $10 billion in aid
between 1950 and 1971, that In-
dia is again calling on for help.

Chile, once one of the most
stable countries in' South
America, was brought to the

brink of economic collapse by.

the wasteful socialistic
experiments of the late Presp-
dent Allende,

Those countries which prac-
tice slash-and-burn agriculture,
turning forestland into desert
after a few years, or which pour
money into prestige items like
steel mills ‘or armies while
having to import the basic
necessities, are guilty of far
greater waste than Americans,
with all their air-conditioners
and high-powered cars.

Even the Soviet Union, after

a half-century of supposedly
rational state control of the

"~ means of production, has still

not begun to approach the abili
ty of the American farmer to
utilize the land efficiently, and

" despite its vaunted gy

is still unable to provide its peo-
ple with the kinds of consumer

goods available even to the
poorest American.

Rather than being a mark of
virtue, as those American
youths who like to play at being
poor seem to believe, national
backwardness is in many cases
really a mark of national folly.

It is no doubt true that the
world will simply be unable to
support an expected population
of six billion by the end of the
century on a scale presently
enjoyed by Americans.

It is also true that Americans
have wasted much, especially
of nonrenewable hydrocarbon
sources of energy. But we have

begun to realize this, and (o
take steps to utilize resources
more efficiently, and to develop
substitute ones.

Democratic Nonsense

WASHINGTON — Heaven
knows the Nixon administration
had completely fouled up the
battle against inflation, but
Democrats in Congress should
be thankful there's no law
against talking rot, nonsense
and balderdash.

Democratic' demands for a
tax cut to treat a recession that
may or may not occur can only
be described as an exercise in
political expendiency aimed at
winning votes in the November
Congressional elections. With
the cost of living soaring out of
sight, they would add fuel to in-
flation' by giving consumers
more money to spend, although
as William E. Simon reminded
them, "‘Our problem is shor-
tage of supply, not deficient
demand.”

Simon, our new Secretary of
the Treasury, put the tax cut
campaign in proper perspective
before the Senate Finance Com-
mittee studying his nomination.
Cutting taxes “might be good
politics temporarily, but it's
lousy economics,” Simon said
bluntly. “A tax cut would come
Jjust at the wrong time, it would
exacerbate inflationary
pressures.''

On a day when it was an-
nounced that the annual cost of

. a typical basket of foods

produced on US. farms rose
another $15 to $17.47 in
February, you'd think the op-
position party would be aware
of the grim facts of life in the
marketplace. But Democratic
Sens. Teddy Kennedy and
Walter Mondale are pushing a
tax-cut plan that would release
anether $.9-billion a year into
the economy.

Sadly, this plan has been en-
dorsed even by Majority Leader
Mike Mansfield, horse-sense
type, Rep. Wilbur D. Mills, D-
Ark., now says hé no longer is
firmly against quick action to
legislate a tax cut. The only
significant Democratic opposi-
tion comes from Sen. William
Proxmire, who says a tax cut
would be “stupid."

Meanwhile, having killed
stand-by wage-price controls,
the Democratic Conference in_
the Senate voted unanimously

Simon, who 'is not afraid to
describe himself as a “financial
conservative,' 'has admitted he
has' no “‘magic cure'' for infla-
tion. But he said his job would
be to try to increase supplies of
food, fuel and other scarce
commodities, and to keep
federal spending under control.
Unlike a tax cut, this policy is
not spectacular politics, but it
confronts a present problem,
not the danger of a recession
which is still only a small cloud
on the horizon.

And Simon had better get on
his horse, Cost of Living Coun-
cil director John T. Dunlop,
who deals in facts rather than
fantasies, says inflation in the
second half of 1974 will be
worse than either private
economists or the Nixon ad-
ministration had predicted, In
Dunlop's expert, insider's view,
the inflation level in the second
quarter will be about the same
as the 10.8 per cent rate for the
first quarter. After that, he
says, inflationary pressures
might abate, but will not drop
lo the 5 or 6 per cent level
forecast by Nixon's tame
economists.

The administration's problem
is that it has lost credibility in
this field. As Sen. Abe Ribicoff,
D-Conn., told Simon: *We have
been hearing economic predic-
tions from men in the Treasury
of high integrity — like yourself
— for a dozen years, and they
have nearly all turned out to be
wrong, whether they were
Democrats or Republicans,"

Lyndon Johnson, of course,
did absolutely nothing about in-
flation — even while fighting a
major war in Vietnam. And
Richard Nixon's on-again, off-
again controls have kept the
economy off balance, and
business and labor alike in a
state of utter confusion. Even a
bad policy sometimes works if
it is pursued relentlessly.

A Democratically controlled
Congress, which so far has con-
tributed little more to the fight
against inflation than hot air,

~now has an opportunity to go

statesmanlike and knock off
talk about cutting taxes. But
don't hang by your thumbs
waiting for such an eventuality.
Everybody's too busy running
for something, from the
Presidency to cemetery com-
missioner.

NEW ORLEANS (UPI) — National Basketball Associa-
tion superstar '‘Pistol" Pete Maravich will return to
Louisiana next season as the top drawing card of the
NBA's New Orleans franchise.

Maravich and Pete Rosenfeld, president of the New
Orleans franchise, announced Friday that the former
Louisiana’ State University All-America would leave the
Atlanta Hawks to join the new team. He was the first
player signed by the still-unnamed New Orleans club.

Neither ‘Maravich, 25, nor Rosenfeld would discuss
terms of the contract negotiated, but it was reported to be
a multi-year agreement in excess of $300,000 per year.

The new team is still without a coach, but Rosenfeld
promised a decision on that matter within a week. Specula-
tion was that Scotty Robinson, head coach at Louisiana
Tech in Ruston, La., would get the job. .

In. exchange for Maravich, the New Orleans franchise
gave up their first-round draft choice in 1974, their first-
and second-round picks- in 1975 and agreed to swap selec-
tions with Atlanta in 1976 .and 1977 if the Hawks ranked

* ahead of New Orleans in the drafts those years,

"“We will have all the elements of a playoff caliber team,
if not a championship team, by 1975," said Rosenfeld, ad-
ding that the high price paid for Maravich was justified by
his talents and his popularity in Louisiana.

Maravich was the second-highest scorer in the NBA last
vear. While playing for LSU, he scored 3,667 points — an
average of 44 per game — and was named to the All-
American team three times.

“It's good to be back home, to be back in Louigiana,” he
said, “Some of my happiest days were spent just 80 miles
up the road at LSU. I look forward to the opportunity of
playing for a fine organization in the finest facility in
America, the Superdome. :

“I do believe the ingredients are here for this
franchise,” said Maravich. 'If the people do support it and
give it patience. I think we can bring exciting professional
basketball to this state and to this community.”

He said he felt the American Basketball Association’s
New Orleans Buccaneers folded a ew years ago because it
did not have the right ingredients.

Rosenfeld said the negotiations with Atlanta began about
a month ago.

“It was easier than we expected," he said: “There was
an immediate understanding of one another’s needs.

Steele Urges Participation
As Cure to Government Ills

Admitting that the national
mood is not a very cheerful one,
Republican Congressman
Robert Steele of Vernon,
gpeaking to the Greater Vernon
Board of Realtors Friday out-
lined what is going on in
Washington and the rest of the
country and what he feels
should be done to improve
things.

tinuing problems, such as pollu-
tion, crime, drugs, poverty,
racial injustice...we have the
Watergate scandal, a pending
vote on the impeachment of the -
President, a serious energy
problem,...record breaking
food prices, shortages of
everything from wheat to
plastics, and a sputtering
economy,’’ he said.

He blamed th Wat:}‘ergate af-
fair for depressing the national
spirit and creating the dis-
illusionment with the political
gystem. He cited some of the
recent headlines appearing in
newspapers., They concerned
impeachment, high prices,
crime, business slumps, and
kidnapings.

He said all of these problems
together have created a degree
of frustration and discontent
with government *"‘that we
probably have not seen in
America since the 1930's.”

“There is an unmistakable
feeling abroad in the land that
government is losing control;
that there is a lack of effective
leadership at all levels of
government; and that govern-
ment just can't seem to get
things together any more,"
Steel commented.

He cited the need to take at
look a ways that the nation’s
spirit and the public attitude
toward government can he im-
proved. :

“We must begin by putting
today’s problems in perspec-
tive," he said noting that this is
not the only year the country
has faced a flood of problems
which the government or the
society has seemed unable to
solve.

He listed problems that made

the headlines the past two
years....skyjackings, the oil
embargo, POW’s, war in the
Mideast, and the deflation of
the dollar. .

"What all of these problems

have in common is that they
have been solved or dealt with
in a reasonably effective way,"”
Steele explained.

He said there was not one
case of skyjacking in the United
States in 1973; '‘we have
extricated ourselves from Viet-
nam; we obtained the release of
our prisoners of war; the
strength of the U. 8. dollar has
increased greatly; U, S.
dipolmacy succeeded in ob-
taining a cease-fire in the
Mideast; and an end to the oil
boycott has been obtained.”

Citing other ac-
complishments such as ending
the draft, work to conquer
cancer and many others, Steele
said it was by no means a com-
prehensive list of what govern-
ment has accomplished in the
past ‘couple of years. He said
rather it is meant to provide
some perspective to today's
problems by illustrating the
nation's ability to deal with
them.

“But problems do not solve
themselves, people solve them.
And if we are to meet the
problems that lie ahead, we
must have greater citizen par-
ticipation in the affairs of
government,”” he said.

Urging the public to become
more involved in the
governmental process, Steele
said, ‘‘Nothing gives one a

better apprciation of the
strengths and weaknesses and
the successes and failures of
government than participation
in government.”

He expressed concern that
many Americans are, because
of Watergate, jumping to the
conclusion that all politics is a
dirty game and that most
politicians are corrupt.

“If this beliel continues to
spread, our two-parly system
and our democratic form of
government will be deeply in
trouble,” he cautioned.

Steele, -who is seeking the
Republican nomination for
Governor of Connecticut, in his
announcement speech called
for reforming campaign prac-
tices and said he would not
accept more than $100 from any
individual or oranization, will
have no dummy [ront
organizations, and will report
on his finances once a month.

“If we are to prevent future
Watergates we must begin by
reforming the campaign prac-
tices which made Watergate
possible and that means
purging our electoral system of
the corrupting influenc of too
much money and too little
regulation,” he said.

Steele has introducd, in
Congress, The Clean Elections
Act which would establish a
new and independent Federal
Election Commission with full

authority to investigale and
prosecute financial misconduct
in federal election campaigns.

To a question asked following
his speech, Steele said at least
two oil refineries are needed in
New England. He said he is
very much against the proposed
Long Island Sound refinery as
he thinks it would cause great
environmental problems,

He suggested that the place
for such refineries is the deep
waters of the Atlantic. He said
an arrangement could be made
in which the federal govern-
ment would help develop the
refinery, which he said should
be “white glove," and would
assure New England residents
an adequate supply of gas and
fuel oil at the best possible
price.

He also gave the realtors the
bad news thal he sees no end in
sight to the high interest rates
charged for home loans but
added he sees no reason why
there should be any major rises
in the cost of food or fuel this
summer, "A lot will depend on
continuation of conservation
practices," he said.

For Lobby Probe

The attorney for the Com-
mittee for the Preservation,of

Gloria Schaffer, secrelary of
state, requesting she take “‘ap-
propriate sanctions should you
determine that an unregistered
person has engaged in lobbying
activities."

He also wrote to John D.
LaBelle, state's attorney ' for
Hartford County, requesting
his office look into the matter
“to determine whether any
criminal violations have oc-
curred,”

LaBelle is the DevCo at-
torney in the new town matter:

In FitzGerald's foufth letter,
he requests the Internal
Revenue Service “‘investigate
the tax status of both Greater
Hartford Process and DevCo in
.view of these reports in the
public press concerning ap-
parently illegal lobbying ac-
tivities ‘by nonprofit and tax
exempt organizations."
