Swedish-U.S.
Breach
Healing

With an exchange of am-
bassadors, the United States
and Sweden are about to close a
breach which never should have
occurred in the first place.

It began ih 1968 and if it
proved anything it was that
governments are made up of
human beings.

""Few people are so
proAmerican as the Swedes,"
said Swedish Premier Olaf
Palme, and American travelers
in Sweden can bear witness to
his words.

Yet it was Palme with an
extraordinary lack of
diplomatic tact who con-
tributed most to the chill. And it

was two American ad- .

ministrations under Lyndon B.
Johnson and Richard Nxion,
reacting with extraordinary
harshness against an ordinarily
friendly nation, that sustained
it,

Speuk on World Affairs

It was the more extraor-
dinary since criticism even
more harsh than that leveled
against U.S. policy in Vietnam
by Palme also had been voiced
not only by the Soviet Union and
China, with whom the United
States was seeking friendly
relations, but also by another
supposed ally, France,

In no case was American
retaliation so severe, .

It was the late Harry §;
Truman who warned those who
couldn’t stand the heat to stay
out of the kitchen. Palme not
only never was in the Vietnam
kitchen, he also never had to
take its heat. His position was
that even though neutral,
Sweden still had the right to
speak out on world affairs,

In the case of Vietnam, it led
him:

— On Feb. 21, 1968, while
Swedish education minister, to
march with the North Viet-
namese ambassador to Moscow
in a torchlight protest against
the wat in Vietnam,

— On Dec. 23, 1972, to issue a
statement condemning the U.S.
bombing of North Vietnam as
an ‘“‘outrage” comparable to
Nazi atrocities in World War I1.

Cambodia Bombing

On other occasions, Swedish
spokesman condemned “‘in-
discriminate” U.S. bombing in
Cambodia, and, after the
overthrow of the Marxist

Allende government in Chile, *

attacked the military junta and
criticized American policy.

School books distributed in
Sweden pictured Russians dolls
on the volume dealing with the
Soviet Union. The book on the
United States pictured black
children behind a fence,
suggesting segregation.

Adding to American irritation
was asylum granted by Sweden
to more than 400 Ameriean
deserters and a Swedish an-
nouncement even before the
war bad ended that $40 million
in reconstruction and other
assistance would be made
available to North Vietnam.

After Palme’s march with
the North Vietnamese am-
bassador in 1968, President
Johnson called home the
American ambassador,
William Heath, and for a year
the post was not filled. Palme’s
strongly expressed views in
1972 led Nixon to withhold an
ambassador and to tell Sweden
a Swedish envoy would not be
welcome.

Perhaps a better measure of
U.S.-Swedish relations is the
fact that cultural and business

relationships have continued

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Committee Gets ‘Book 1° ,
Of Impeachment Case

WASHINGTON (UPI) — Only
one day into its impeachment
hearings, the House Judiciary
Committee has been told that
President Nixon may have been
more intimately involved in
Watergate than he ever has
acknowledged,

The inference that Nixon had
at least general knowledge of
the Republicans’ illegal plap to
conduct espionage against the
Democrats came behind closed
doors from John M. Doar, the
committee’s chief impeach-
ment counsel.

Methodically — in a session
characterized later by Rep.
Hamilton Fish Jr., R-N.Y., as
“'sober’ — Doar read from a
thick, black looseleaf notebook
called “Book 1."

He presented evidence for
two and a half hours to the first

congressional hearing in 106
years into the possible im-
peachment of a president.

The event itself was un-
dramatic.

But the hearing became one
more source of pressure on a
besieged Nixon.

On the hustings in Ilinois,
Vice President Gerald R. Ford
no longer claimed he could find
no evidence of presidential
wrongdoing in Nixon's
Watergate transcripts.

And in Congress Republican
leaders did not shy from dis-
cussing the consequences — on
the party and the nation — of a
presidential resignation.

In the high-ceilinged
Judiciary Committee hearing
room, Doar focused attention
on events which occurred in the
Oval Office before the June 17,

1972, Watergate break-in.

On March'30, 1972, Jeb Stuart
Magruder, then running the
Committee to Re-glect the
President, met with John N.
Mitchell at Key Biscayne, Fla.

Magruder testified later that
Mitchell at that meeting ap-
proved a modified version of G.
Gordon Liddy’s '"intelligence
gathering plan."

Magruder then met with H.
R. Haldeman, White House
chief of staff, upon his return to
Washington.

On April 4, Nixon met first
with Haldeman, then with
Mitchell, then again with
Haldeman. z

Three congressmen said Doar
indicated Nixon might have
been told of the Liddy plan —
but not of plans for the actual
Watergate break-in — at that
time.

Nixon always has insisted he
had no prior knowledge of the
break-in,

The committee now may sub-
poena the April 4 tape — one
that it already has requested.
The White House said Tuesday
it would give the committee no
more Watergate evidence,
feeling the panel has “the full
story.”

“'We've got to get that tape,"
said one member after hearing
Doar.

"It would determine whether
the President was involved, it
would reflect on presidential
awareness,” said another.

Said a third: “In my opinion,
if Haldeman had conversations
with the people who were put-
ting together the intelligence-
gathering operation, and then
Haldeman goes in to talk to the

Resignation Demands Increase

WASHINGTON (UPI) — Sen.
Richard S. Schweiker of Penn-
sylvania joined a growing
chorus of Republicans and
former supporters of President
Nixon in calling for his resigna-
tion today as a service to “‘your
country and the presidency.”

The White House insisted that
the President intends to stick
out his term and called on
Americans to give him "due
process” like any other citizen.

Schweicker made public a
letter to Nixon in which he said
trancsripts of the President's

Watergate conversations
“reveal a total disregard for
the moral and ethical values
upon which this nation was
built," and provided evidence
of “‘obvious’ moral corrosion
destroying and debasing the
presidency.”

Mideast Settlement
Optimism Reported

TEL AVIV (UPI) —
Secretary of State Henry A.
Kissinger held more than three
hours of talks today with Egyp-
tian President Anwar Sadat,
then flew into Tel Aviv where
there was increasing optimism
for an early agreement with
Syria to end the fighting in the
Golan Heights.

Shortly after Kissinger left
Cairo, . Egyptian officials said
they expected Kissinger to
engage in “very intensified"
talks over the next four days or
so. This implied Kissinger had
hopes of achieving a Syrian-
Israeli disengagementl agree-
ment before returning to
Washington.

Deputy Israeli Prime
Minister Yigal Allon earlier in
the day expressed optimism
that a Kissinger-engineered
agreement was in sight but said
his government will offer no
more concessions to Syria.
American officials with
Kissinger have been less op-

timistic although admitting
SOMme progress.

“I would not be surprised if
we reach a separation of forces
agreement with the Syrians
soon,” Allon said before flying

to London for talks with British
Prime Minister Harold Wilson.
He said Israel had given
Kissinger the line behind which
Israel is ready to deploy and "I
don’t expect any possibility of
changes in that line,"

Schweicker was the second
first-term Republican senator
in two days to suggest Nixon
leave office voluntarily rather
than fight the impeachment
process that the House
Judiciary Committee formally
started Thursday afterncon.
Sen. Marlow W. Cook, R-Ky,,
said late Thursday that the
President should consider step-
ping down.

Nixon's eroding support
among members of his own par-
ty and supporters also made
two top House Republicans,
Leader . John J, Rhodes of
Arizona and third-ranking John
Anderson of Illinois raise the
resignation issue Thursday, and
more large newspapers that
formerly supported the him,
called for him to quit.

HARTFORD (UPI) — If the
state of Connecticut will lease
the land a Massachusetts firm
says it will build a major oil
refinery near the mouth of the
Connecticut River.

PEPCO /International, Inc.,
of North Chelmsfprd, said
Thursday it can begin building
immediately if the state leases
1,200 acres of Lang Island Sound
shoals about three miles off
Cornfield Point in Saybrook.

Wilfred J. Clarke, retired
basketball coach and physical
education director at
Manchester High School for 34
years, died Thursday morning
at Doctors Hospital in
Hollywood, Fla.

He was hospitalized more than
two years ago in Manchester
after having suffered a heart at-
tack.

Mr. Clarke retired in 1953 and
in 1985 the gymnasium at the
high school was named the
Wilfred J. Clarke Arena in his
honor.

He continued to live in
Manchester during the spring
and summer and Wintered in
Florida.

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Public Strike
Alternative Needed

A strong stand is being made in
California against strikes by
governmental workers. Gov. Ronald
Reagan has said that any state
employe who strikes will be replaced
by a strikebreaking :vorker.

Article 19503 of the state govern-
ment code reads, '‘absence with
leave, whether voluntary or involun-
tary, for five consecutive working
days is an automatic resignation from
the state service, on the last day that
the employe worked."

California courts have ruled that
strikes of public employes are illegal,
although there is no specific state
statute.

Gov. Reagan has also refused to
submit state employe grievances to
binding arbitration. His argument is
that he does not have authority since
the responsibility of raising the taxes
to meet such demands is that of the
people’s elected representatives.

-The governor's strong stand has
been made because of threats of a
strike by the California State
Employes Association, principally
brought on by wage demands,

Strikes against the public have been
employed more and more in the past
few years by workers in private in-
dustry seeking to raise a public outcry
which would result in their attaining
demands by pressure on government.

Typical of such strikes was the re-
cent one by long distance truckers
protesting fuel prices and lowered
speed limits. Their strike seriously

affected the public welfare by causing
shortages of vital commodities.

Years ago rules were made affect-
ing the railroads making it almost
impossible to have a railroad strike

because of the dire effect which would
have on the welfare of the whole coun-
try.

A strike by public employes does

not fall into the shadowy zone of this
type of labor tactics, however, It is
patently a strike against the public
since the workers are employes of the
public,

Many large cities in the nation
have been hit by strikes of municipal
workers. We all have seen pictures of
trash and garbage piling up until it
was a serious nuisance and a threat to
public health,

Los Angeles County presently is
facing the possibility of such a strike
by about 60,000 employes. Such strikes
affect every facet of public life even
down to hospitals and possibly police
and fire departments.

Large groups of governmental
employes constitute a potent voter
bloc. And they can vote just as
selfishly as the AFL-CIO or the United
Autworkers, Postal unions also are an
example.

Hence politicians are often hesitant
to take the stand which they should,
knowing that they may be the target
of a voting campaign the next time
they come up for election.

As a rule governmental employes
have many benefits not always
enjoyed by the ordinary worker. They
usually have many more holidays,
strong pension plans, sick leave
benefits, etc.

Gov. Reagan may have a hard fight
on his hands. But we think he is
following a sound principle. A strike
against the public is contrary to our
cconcept of government. They should
not be permitted on any governmental
level.

Productivity Drop

Ominous

An ominous trend in the nation's
economic woes has been revealed by
the Department of Labor in a drop in
productivity by American workers.

This is per se a strong contribution to
an inflationary trend.

A drop in productivity by  hourly

Wage earners means that they are
producing less items$. in the same
number of hours. Since hourly wages
are probably the biggest cost factor in.
the manufacture of any product, the
cost of the items produced will
therefore rise,

In short we are getting-less goods
« for the same amount of money.

We will grant that there are times
when a drop in goods produced is not
entirely the fault of the worker, When
sales fall off and there are less orders
to produce, it is often necessary to
keep skilled workers on a payroll,
even though there will be less items to
produce,

However, when all things are equal,
such as demand for a product, and
fewer items are made in an hour or

* other time unit, you have a depressing

economic factor.

Labor leaders, ever pressing for
more wages and fringe benefits,
should give more emphasis to the
productivity of their workers, as
management does in providing the
best machinery and technological in-

* novations,

Too often labor seems to be an oppo-
nent of management, rather than
realizing that the fate of both is in-
extricably bound together by the com-
mon goal of productivity.

/United States Steel, probably
goaded by Japanese_ inroads on their
market, has been trying hard in this
field. George Meany would do well to
take a similar course.

In all the endless hurly-burly

“Watergate, one crucial element

has, -astonishingly, been lost
sight of. Final crucial respon-
sibility for the June, 1972

4 bugging and burglary of the

Democrats’ Watergate
headquarters never has been
fixed. And it now seems evident
that even President Nixon and
some of his former key aides do
not know,

Along the way, the President,
his onetime counsel John Dean
and others had some quite
specific ideas about how the
critical guidance for the break-
in might have been given. But
they were never altogether cer-
tain, and seemed either un-
willing or unable — or both— to
pin down the blame.

We must remember that for
our own guidance we have only
the edited, transcripted ver-
sions of conversations on
Watergate which the President
held with Dean and others over
a period of many months, start-
ing in this instance from Sept,
15, 1972. Obviously, there were
earlier conversations but
analysts and the public have no
access to them,

In summary, from a reading
of pertinent passages in the
released transcripts, it can be
said that Mr. Nixon and others
came to feel — after much
searching discussion — that
White House pressures exerted
by former aide Charles Colson
and/or Gordon Strachan (act-
ing clearly in the name of Mr.
Nixon's top aide, H.R. Halde-
man), may have provided the
decisive impetus for the
Watergate break-in.

Many times the name of Re-
election Committee chairman
John Mitchell is brought in, but
in early conversations it is
largely dismissed. Later on,
however, there is a judgment
that, somewhat weary at
battling (so he has always said)
bizarre intelligence-gathering
plans, he may at long last have
bowed to represented White
House insistence and said “‘go
ahead,” without a clear idea
what that would mean,

On March 21, 1673, the day the
Bresident improperly describes
as the first time he had any
knowledge of real White House
involvement in Watergate and
coverup, Dean told him that in
February, 1972, Colson
telephoned Jeb Magruder, a top
executive at the re-election
committee where intelligence
work was centered for certain
purposes, and said:

“You all' either fish or cut
bait. This is absurd to have

these guys over there and not
using them. If you are not going
to use them, I may use them.”

Later in that chat, the Presi-
dent says Colson “‘may well
have been the trigger man
where he just called up and said
now look here ‘Jeb go out and
get that information. And (G,
Gordon) Liddy and (E.
Howard) Hunt went out and got
it at that time."

At this juncture in the March
21 talks, Dean disclosed for the
first time that Liddy and Hunt
both were in Colson's office
when the call to Magruder was
made. He told Mr. Nixon he
was so informed by Colson
himself.

Liddy, of course, was an in-
telligence gatherer for the com-
mittee and Hunt had a White
House cubbyhole office‘as an
operative hired by Colson for
the so-called “‘plumbers’ unit.

Liddy sometimes is por-
trayed as feeling unused and, in
Nixon aide H.R. Haldeman's
words ‘‘pushing to get
something done’’ — and as
saying on other occasions that
he was pressed ‘‘without mer-
cy" by Magruder to dredge up

far more intelligence about the &
Democrats than the White

House was getting,

Here enters the added
pressure on. Magruder from
Haldeman's top helper and tie
to the committee, Gordon
Strachan. In the discussions,
Mr. Nixon and others try to
weigh its effect along with
Colson’s.

Haldeman, earlier portayed
as dissatisfied with committee
intelligence and urging
Strachan to so advise

top men seems sure who
besides Liddy and Hunt knew or
approved the specific plan — if
anyone did,

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“I'think I'm in love with the third baseman!"

WASHINGTON — Members
of the liberal community here
have been snapping ‘at one
another for two weeks and by
now the innocent bystander
thinks twice before mentioning
thie Supreme Court's nonruling
in the case of a law student
named Marco DeFunis Jr.

This would be THE DeFunis,
who sued the University of
Washington because he was
refused admission while 36
minority students with lower
grade averagas and test scores
were admitted. The Court
evaded the constitutional issue
by ruling the case was moot
because DeFunis was allowed
to enroll in the law school
pending final adjudication and
will graduate next month,

This set the career liberals at
each other's throats, one side
arguing that each individual
must be judged on his own
merits and the other that long-
standing racial discrimination
demands some form of compen-
satory help for blacks and other
minorities. There was even a
rumor that Sens. Teddy
Kennedy and Jack Javits were
no longer on speaking terms,

Actually, there is only one
possible opinion and that was
rendered by Justice Willlam
Douglas, one of the four dis-
senters. Douglas twitted the
majority for sidestepping the
issue, declaring that any policy
that is not administered in a
“racially neutral way” is in
violation of the Constitution's
equal protection clause, no
matter how well intentioned.
He pointed out that the Univer-
sity of Washington's policy ““did
reduce the -total number of
places for which DeFunis could
compete— solely because of his
race.”

A liberal form ‘way back
whose opinions ordinarily are
nol given favorable notice in
this space, Douglas summed up
the controversy in plain English
that made the majority verdict
look foolish. Said Douglas:

“The equal protection clause
commands elimination of racial

barriers, not their creation in
order to satisfy our theory as to
how society ought to be
organized....If discrimination
based on race is constitutional-
ly permissible when those who

" hold the reins can come up with

‘compelling' reasons to justify
it, the constitutional guarantees
acquire an accordion-like
quality.”

The university’s policy not
only was — and is — racially
discriminatory, it favors cer-
tain minorities by giving
special consideration only to
black, chicano, American In-
dian and Filipino applicants.
What about the poor white stu-
dent from Appalachia who
shows promise of becoming a
good lawyer? What about the
poor Chinese and the poor
Bulgars? After all, blacks com-
pose only a little more than 10
per cent of the country’s pop-
ulation.

But of course, the blacks are
better organized and — quite
properly — louder and more ar-
ticulate in proffering their
demands. Anybody who thinks
the University of Washington's
admissions policy was nol in-
fluenced by this lobby will buy
the proposition that J. Paul
Getty is a hardship case.
Helping blacks, which should be
a community duty, instead has
become an '‘in"' cause,
politically and socially chic,

At any rate, the Supreme
Court’s weaseling out of this
one seems almost incredible.
As Justice William Brenna,
another liberal, noted in his dis-
sent: ‘“‘Few constitutional
questions in recent history have
stirred as much debate, and
they will not disappear. They
must inevitably return to the
Federal courts and ultimately
again to this Court."

Of course one could say, as
David Brinkley did on TV, that
the Court refused to hand down
a meaningful decision because
of “'racial tensions." One could
say that, but I won't. I prefer to
believe the Court's decisions
are based on the law, not on
fear.

A sanitary landfill method

P

of operation involving
spreading, compacting and
covering of all solid waste
must be .carried on daily,
There will be no open/ burn-
ing at the disposal area. A
minimum of five feet of
clean fill must be main-
tained between the bottom
of the refuse disposed of at
the site and the high ground

level of ledge rek.
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No septic tank waste or
other liquid, or sludge in-
dustrial waste may be
deposited unless specific
disposal methods are ap-
proved by the DEP.
Disposal operations shall be
carried on by a competent
operator in a'manner to con-
serve, improve and protect
the state’s natural resources
and environment.

Heinz and Rosemarie Saur
grew up in Germany and were
married there. The house they
found in Vernon, after several
years in the Hartford area, has
a specious sunroom with wide,
high windows on opposite sides
and it is an excellent place for
the plants that Mrs. Saur loves,

The windows are filled with
greenery and flowers, and three
of the plants are reminders of
her home in Augsburg, near
Munich, in Bavaria. She had
tucked three slips into her hand-
bag at the last minute before
she left home to cross the ocean
and all took root, when given a
chance, and are doing very
well.

One plant, resembling a
Christmas cactus as the long,
notched leaves droop over the
sides of the pot, was a wedding
present 20 years ago. After
seven years in Germany for the
original plant and 13 years in
the United States for the
daughter plant that she grew
from a slip, it is blossoming this
year. Mrs. Saur has been
calling it a cactus, but the Plant
Science Department at the
University of Connecticut,
where I took a leaf for iden-
tification. thinks it is an
Epiphyllum. The pot has to be
set on a raised base so that the
leaves may hang naturally over
the side. It has pink flowers
along the edges of the leaves.

Another plant of Bavarian
origin is a crown of thorns,
which blossoms “‘all the time."
Another is a vine which grows
outdoors in Germany and is
known to the Saurs as
“wilderwein." The University
calls it Rhoicissus antarctica
and says il has the common
name of kangaroo vine. Why it
is named for the kangaroo is not
explained.

May Visit Germany

My garden encyclopedia says
it is a *‘vigorous climbing
vine,'"" a quality which it
demonstrates at the Saur home.
It fills the upper half of a large,
wide window. Mrs. Saur pointed
out some clusters of tiny buds,
which she said will blossom and
then set very small berries.

*You could use them to make
wine if you wanted to take the
trouble,” she says.

A pot set on the floor contains
an asparagus fern, bought in
Manchester, from a
nurseryman who said it would
grow to the side, but would not
climb. Mrs. Saur noticed a cou-
ple of branches reaching up-
ward and decided to give it a
chance to climb. She strung up
supports of stout cord, and the
fern is up to the ceiling.’ It
forms a lacy green divider
between the plant room and the
dining room.

The Saurs visited Germany
last summer and are thinking of
another Irip there this year.
Their daughter Ingrid, 16, is a
junior at Rockville High School,
and their son, Ernst, is eight.
They like to have the children
keep contacts with their Ger-
man relatives and hope they
will keep their knowledge of the
German language.

Mr. Saur learned English
first and is now a partner in the
Lark Manufacturing Co. of East
Hartford, doing subcontract
work on aircraft jet engines.
The Saurs lived, at first, in an
apartment in Hartford, Mr.
Saur taught his wife a few

. English words every day, but
when she first tried to ask for
something'in English at a store
and the clerk answered her with
a surly "what?" she became
completely discouraged.

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Today's automobiles are
quite different from those 0.C,
first remembers in
Manchester. Called ‘horseless
carriages,” they were just that
except there were no shafts or
thrills for hitching up a horse.

The high wheels were solid
rubber tired. A lever was used
for steering instead of a hand
wheel,

A Mr. Couch on the west wide
of town had the first one we
saw. For many years another
one was owned by one of the
Cheney ladies (0.C. thinks Miss
Mary). That one was driven by
electric batteries, It was
necessary to have apparatus in
the garage for recharging
them.

Some were driven by little
steam engines. Even after the
design of cars was like the
modern ones there were Stane-
ly Steamers and White
Steamers, They were great hill
climbers and quiet compared
with the first gasoline buggies.

Bob Treat had one of the ear-
ly gasoline powered cars in
town with his little red
roadster.

Walter Cheney also had a lit-
tle red "roadster” without any
top. Quite sporty. He gave 0.C.
a ride home from Hartford one
night and we got stuck in the
sand on Silver Lane. He carried
a shovel under the seat so we
got out O.K.

When O.C. told of that ride
next day all the other kids were
attacked by the green eyed
monster. That was a hair
raising exploit. We may have
made a top speed of almost 20
miles an hour. The wealthiest
men's cars had to be hand-
cranked to start.

The first *‘self-starters’
came out on the 1911 Cadillacs
but we still cranked most of our
cars by hand. O.C. started
driving in Michigan in 1915 with
a model T Ford. And it was
several years after that when
he tried the first starter.

Barney Oldfield was racing in
those days and one of 0.C.'s
friends bought one of Barney’s
old track cars. It had plenty of
oomph on a track but too much
for the crooked dirt roads. It
was a lot of fun riding with that
fellow, but looking back to it
now O.C. realizes it was no
place for a man with a family of
dependents.

Drivers were not required to
be licensed in Michigan or Ohio.
Only your car was licensed.
After driving several years in
both states, O.C. returned to
Connecticut and had to take
tests to get a driver's license.
That’s as it should be.

0.C. is not so sure about
something else being 0.K. He
left Connecticut just before age

“.. 21. When of age in New Eork
«state he was allowed to vote in

apresidential election. Later he
voted in another presidential
election in Michigan, And then
another 'in Ohio, But when he
returned fo_his native state,
Connecticut, ‘he was not per-
mitted to vote in the next
presidential election because he
had not been here long enough.

What To See And Do In

NASSAU, Bahamas — Vacationers to the Bahamas will
find a diversity of things to do and see.

In Nassau, a favorite of visitors is a colorful surrey ride
from Rawson Square, This midtown meeting place is just a
step or two off bustling Bay Street, the Fifth Avenue of
Nassau, and queues of horse-drawn surreys with the fringe
on top line the square. A one hour ride costs $5 and if
you're lucky, you'll be regaled with Nassau anecdotes by a
voluble driver as you clip-clop along the narrow, tree-
canopied streets of this old colonial town.

A main destination for surreys is The Queen’s Staircase,
sixty-five steps carved out of a massive limestone wall and
rising alongside a waterfall. It's a ‘‘must”’ for sightseers.

At the top of the Staircase, in silent majesty is one of
Nassau's three old forts, Fort Fincastle. Built in 1793, its
structure resembles a ship's bow. From its ramparts,
colonial defenders of yesteryear kept watchful eyes on the
surrounding waters for approaching enemy ships.

Worth special trips are Fort Charlotte, on a gentle slope
above West Bay Street, and the Seafloor Aquarium, near-
by. Fort Chalotte is the largest of the city's forts and offers
a spectacular view of beautiful Nassau Harbour. Local
guides conduct tours at frequent intervals. Seafloor
Aquarium has a turtle pond, there’s live dolphin shows dai-
ly in a giant open-air tank and other water pens display
practically every kind of marine life found in the warm,
clear waters of The Bahamas. Admission is $2.50 for adults
and half that for children.

Other Nassau highlights include the Ardastra Gardens,
where a fascinating show featuring trained flamingos is
given twice daily at 11 a.m. and 4 p.m. Hedley Edwards is
the drillmaster and, upon oral commands, his troop of pink
birds parades, executes turns, reverses and double-time
steps to incredulous audiences. At the end of the show
visitors can mingle with the birds and take pictures. Ticket
prices are $1.50 for adults, 75 cents for children.

There's also an extravagant Las Vegas-style floor show
at Le Cabaret Theater on Paradise Island and a host of
night clubs offering flame-eaters, limbo dancers, goombay
and calypso musicians and even rock 'n roll, Bahamian
style. A daytime diversion that's popular is a glass-
bottomed bhoat ride over Nassau's scenic underwater
world. Boats leave Prince George wharf throughout the
day. :
Ultra-modern Freeport, on Grand Bahama Island, is a
totally different Bahamas from the Old World charm of
Nassau.

Topping Freeport's attractions is the International
Bazaar, a 10-acre, $3 million shopping and dining complex
with sections representative of different countries in
Europe, Asia and the Near East. Designed by a Hollywood
scenic effects expert, the bazaar is the most-photographed
spot in Freeport.

Newest sight in Freeport is the Garden of Groves, This
manmade floral and plantlife wonderland is a 15-minute
taxi ride from the bazaar and has no entrance fee. Wander
among a countless number of exotic blooms, overhanging
vines and waist-high shrubs, massive century plants, four
manmade waterfalls that are lighted by color lamps at
night, and rest alongside a lagoon in the center of this
jewel-like setting.

Golf is one of the island's main selling points: six cham-
pionship courses dot the Grand Bahama Island landscape.
Seventy-two tennis courts, most of them all-weather
layouts and many of them illuminated for night play,
further enhance Freeport's claim as the sports center of
the Bahamas.

Boating and fishing facilities both in Nassau and
Freeport, are numerous. Boats can be chartered on a half-
day or daily basis and the captains and crews provide
everything that's needed for an angling expedition. Costs
for a day's charter boat rental generally range from $100
to $180.

The Out Islands make no claims for anything but sun,
sand, serenity and gorgeous, unspoiled scenery. The choice
is broad — there are 700 islands and cays to select from,
but popular resort islands are Exuma, Andros, Eleuthera,
Abaco and Harbour Island. The Biminis and the Berry
Islands are the most acclaimed of all the islands in this
archipelago nation for allround fishing.

Accommaodations in the Out Islands are much fewer than
in Nassau or Freeport. But the creature comforts are
there in abundance, particularly at such places as the Out
Island Inn (George Town, Exuma), Coral Sands Hotel on
pink-sanded Harbour Island, The Current Club (North
Eleuthera), and a host of others on the aforementioned
islands. Frequent flights for the Out Islands leave from
Nassau and Freeport.

Bermuda has gained an en-
viable reputation among the
outstanding angling centers of
the world.

This reputation has largely
been established through the
use of light tackle, a source of
considerable satisfaction since
there is growing emphasis
today on this sporting method
of fishing,

Bermuda's fishing season is
during the seven months May
through November. Throughout
this period, anglers enjoy some
of the best light-tackle fishing
to be found anywhere in the
world.

Few fisherman doubt that the
bonefish is one of the outstand-
ing small game fish. Earlyin
May, these wary fish com-
mence o move into shore
water, and from then until mid-
July bait will be the best means
for taking them. From mid-July
until the end of October, and
frequently well into November,
prize battlers will tear up the
bottom to get at well- presented
and skillfully manipulated
lures. Best locations are
Whitney Bay in the payish of
Southampton; Long)| Bay,
Somerset; Shelly Bay,
Hamilton Parish; the
Causeway, St. George's; Castle
Point, St. George’s. (The latter
is accessible by boat only)

Reef fishing is also popular.
Bermuda, surrounded by 200
square miles of reefs, offers a
challenge to the light-tackle
fisherman. Fish most sought
over the reefs are: Yellowtail;
Gray Snapper; False Albacore;
Amerjack; Horse-eye Bonito;
and Bermuda Chub.

Just offshore, the large game
fish are just waiting for a
chance to test the ability of the
many sportsmen who prefer
heavyweight fish that can real-
ly put up a fight.

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Mel Hein One of Greatest

Old timers will recall the days of Mel Hein as the center
with several championship New York Giant football teams
under the coaching of Steve Owen.

Hein's name was in print recently when he announced he
was, stepping down as supervisor of officials for the
American Conference of the National Football League.
Hein spent 15 years with the Giants and eight times was
named All-Pro. The All-American at Washington State
won a chance to play in 1931 and lasted through 1945 while
never missing a game. This was during the era when a
man played on both offense and defense.

There was an interesting item from Harold Rosenthal,
chief tub thumper for the AFC, about Hein, one of five
centers in the Pro Football Hall of Fame.

Hein recalled how he became a Giant and not a member
of the Providence Steamrollers.

*Jimmy Conzelman was running Providence and he sent
me a contract for $125 a game, which I signed and sent
back regular mail. The next day the Giants sent me a con-

tract for $150 a game.

““The postmaster in Pullman, Wash., told me if I wired
the postmaster in Providence and asked him he might send
the letter back to me, but that it was against regulations.

"I did-and he did, luckily, and I tore up the Steamroller
contract. No one might ever heard of me if I hadn't played
with the Giants,” Hein recalled.

Most Valuable Once

Hein played in seven championship games with the
Giants, his team winning two. He was named the Most
Valuable Player in 1938, a year in which he was paid $175 a

game.

In seven post-season championship starts, Hein received
just over $3,000, which is one-fifth the amount gained by
each member of the Miami Dolphins in Super Bowl VIII.

After gaining the MVP award, Hein was able to lend his
name to two endorsements, one for doughnuts and the
other for a beverage, which brough him $250 plus a com-
plimentary set of smoking pipes.

Ball players today ‘don't even leave their homes to make

personal appearances for $250.

The toughest back to bring down, Hein asserted, was
Bronco Nagurski of thie Chicago Bears with Green Bay
guard Mike Michalske the toughest opposing lineman.
Sammy Baugh of the Washington Redskins won Hein's
vote as the greatest all-around player he ever saw.

The Giant great will be 65 this summer and plans to
relax at his State of Washington ranch. He was a great one

during his time.

HOUSTON (UPI) — Likeable Houston Open co-leader
Wally Armstrong is the first to admit he needs a paycheck,
but you have to think he would survive without one.

"I always credit my rounds to my faith in the Lord," the
28-year-old first year pro from Indianapolis said Thursday:
“That's where I get my strength.” :

Armstrong had just fired a five-under-par 67, and he and
young Texan Tom Kite led an undistinguished PGA field
into the second round of the tournament today.

The young leaders had plenty of company under par as 29
players whipped the par-72 Quail Valley Golf Club course
on opening day. ;

A few who didn’t—Bob Charles, Leonard Thompson and
Lanny Wadkins—were some of the brightest stars entered
in a tournament and all three withdrew,

But problems are something Armstrong does not seem
to let bother him.

It took the 5-foot-9 golfer five one-putts in the first nine
holes to keep his game together. Four of those putts were
for pars. On the second nine he closed with four straight
birdies,

"I don't know what the deal was," he said. “I just was
out there chugging away."”

The students would
much rather get an ‘A’ than
gain the knowledge that goes
behind it. It is quite possible to
get good grades and nevér learn
anything, and many students do
it. It seems a bit ridiculous to
have some person other than
yourself judge what you have
gained from a course. Perhaps
the only logical solution to this
problem is to have student-
teacher-parent conferences, to

_ evaluate the amount of actual

learning gained from the
course

Another factor in the modern
school system that needs revi-
sion is the amount of busy work.
+The original idea of homework
(in excessive amounts) began
in the industrial revolution. In
that time it was to keep
children from working out-
rageous amounts of time in the
factories and at the same time
provide some sort of general

education. In concept it was a
good policy, but it seems that in
récent years the idea has in-
flated to incredible proportions,
Depending on the courses the
student elects, they must work
between 48-72 hours a week.
That is longer than the vast
majority of adults work at their
jobs. This isn't particularly
good for maintaining the desire
to learn. Often the student
becomes so bogged down with
work that they give up in
despair. Many very bright
students can't live up to their
potential in this situation.

I see no reason for having a
structured system like the pre-
sent one, I a student finds that
he needs the structure, then
certainly it should be available
for him. Yet due to differing
personalities, what one person
needs another doesn't, so why
put people into molds where
they don't fit? This can not only
apply to high schools, but all
phases of education. Each per-
son must learn what is relevant
to him, and not what someone
decides is relevant to him. Ob-
viously there are exceptions,
such as basic reading skills,
There is also no reason why
people should ever stop
educating themselves. The
facilities should always be
available to everyone.

Something needs to be done,
but unfortunately very few peo-
ple care enough to do anything.
But perhaps this too is a factor
of the education they have
received. — Debi Robsky

SAN FRANCISCO (UPI) —
The leader of the Symbionese
Liberation Army, which kid-
naped newspaper heiress
Patricia Hearst, was a paid in-
former for the.Llos Angeles
Polie Department, it was
reported today,

Los Angeles: Police Chief
Edward Davis denied the
report but said Donald
DeFreeze, an escaped convict
identified as the SLA's
“Cinque,"” once turned in a
crime partner.

Davis added DeFreeze
“proved himself to be a cheap,
undependable, turn-over punk"
and his department "‘never con-
sidered using him as an In-
former.""

The San Francisco Chronicle
said DeFreeze became an in-
former in 1967 and served in
that capacity until 1969, when

he was committed to state
prison.

Miss Hearst, daughter of San
Francisce Examiner President
and Editor Randolph A. Hearst,
was kidnaped from her
Berkeley apartment Feb. 4. She
was with eight others who
robbed a8 San Francisco bank
April 15 of about $10,000.

The Citizens Research and
Investigation Committee, a
Southern California-based
group of private investigators,
told a news conference here
Friday that DeFreeze served as
a '‘highly valued and
protected” informer for the
criminal conspiracy section of
the Los Angeles Police
Department’s intelligence unit.

And, the committee said, he
continued to be a ‘‘snitch”
while in prison, '

Committee investigator Lake
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Headley said he confirmed
DeFreeze's role in a conversa-
tion with Los Angeles Police
Sgt. R.G. Farwell. He quoted
Farwell as saying he “cut”
DeF'reeze “loose’ in 1969 when
"I knew he was dead as far as
his psychological state was con-
cerned... 1 just couldn’t deal
with him."”

Ford Says Nixon
Administration

Not About to Sink

COLLEGE STATION, Tex.
(UPI) — Vice President Gerald
Ford said today that the ad-
ministration “isn't about to
sink” and that this was the
message he gave President
Nixon in an hour-long meeting
Friday.

Ford, in remarks prepared
for an address to the graduating
class of Texas A and M Univer-
sity, brushed aside news ac-
counts of a Thursday speech
that reported he had made his
sharpest attack yet on Nixon's
handling of the Watergate af-
fair.

In the Thursday speech, Ford
alluded to news reports of his
criticism of the way the
Watergate transcripts had been
edited by the White House
before they were made public.

“The next day the news
stories said 1 was making my
sharpest attac to date on the
President and trying to line
myself up with those who are
trying to jump off his Ship of
State without exactly saying
$0,"" said Ford.

“Well, T had a long talk with
President Nixon yesterday
(Friday) morning,"" Ford
added.

“I told him that I've been
telling as many members of the
class of 1974 as I can reach that
the government in Washington
isn't about to sink and that it is
and will continue to be about as
good as concerned and con-
scientious citizens make it, that
the constitutional processes are
working as the founding fathers
intended, without riot-or
repression, without as yet
seriously weakening our
strength-at home and abroad,"
he said.

This was his only mention of
Watergate in the prepared
remarks. Some passages con-
cerning his observations after a
trip to Peking two years ago as
House Republican leader were
identical to those a speech he
made a week ago at the Univer-
sity of Michigan.

Ford told newsmen in Buf-

falo, N.Y., Friday-that he sup-
ports President Nixon as much
now as he did when he became
vice president last fall.

He said the subject of the
President’s possible resigna-
tion wasn't even mentioned
during his meeting with Nixon.

Senator Suggests
Ford Become
Acting President

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
President Nixon could, if he
wanted to, relinquish the
powers and duties of his office
without resigning,

Such a move was suggested
Friday by Sen. Milton Young,
R-N.D., and is possible under
the .25th amendment to the
Constitution.

Young proposed that Nixon
slep aside and let Vice Presi-
dent Gerald Ford become ac-
ting president until Congress
reaches a decision on impeach-
ment.

Under Section 3 of the 25th
amendment, Nixon would have
to send to Speaker Carl Albert
and the President Pro Tem of
the Senate, James 0. Eastland,
D-Miss., a wrilten declaration

“‘that he is unable to discharge
the powers and duties of his of-
fice."

Nixon could regain office
simply with a written declara-
tion that he could not fulfill his
duties.

The authors of the amend-
ment, ratified in 1967, never'en-
visioned its use in the present
situation,

It was spurred partly by
President Eisenhower’s severe
heart attack while in office and
memories of a gravely ill
Woodrow Wilson,

The amendment was
designed as a mechanism by
which a physically or mentally
incapacitated President could
turn-over his duties until he
recovered.
