WASHINGTON (UPI) —
President Nixon temporarily
sets aside his battle against im-
peachment today to focus his
attention on optimistic reporfs

A. Kissinger is on the verge of a
breakthrough in the Syria-Israel
impasse.

White House officials are hint-

ing that an accord on troop
engagementl in the Golan
Heights might come this week.
They said despite the “heat of
emotion' on Watergate, Nixon
spent much of the weekend
studying cables from Kissinger
and would be '‘actively in-
volved” in foreign policy the
early part of this week.

Sirica Slates
Two Meetings
On Tape Matters

WASHINGTON (UPI)— USS,
Distriet Judge John J. Sirica
called two closed meelings
today concerning an 18%
minute gap on one Watergate
tape and a White House petition
to quash Special Prosecutor
Leon Jaworski's subpoena for
more tapes. .

White House lawyers,
Watergate prosecutors and
Charles S. Rhyne, a lawyer for
President Nixon's secreétary,
Rose Mary Woods, went to
Sirica’'s chambers late this
morning to discuss ‘‘the
production ... and disposition”
of the final report of a group of
experts who examined the tape
with the gap.

The tape involved a meeling

between Nixon and H.
Haldeman, then his chief of
staff, on June 20, 1972, three
days after the Watergate break-
in. Miss Woods testified that
she might have caused a gap of
four to five minutes accidental-
ly while transcribing the tapes.

The panel of six tape experts
appointed by the court, in a
prelimary report last
December, said the gap was
caused by at least five and
perhaps as many as nine
separale erasures all dfne
manually. The report strongly
suggested the erasures were
diliberate. A grand jury is in-
vestigating the erasure.

Nixon Concentrating

On Mid-East Reports

Nixon spent a rare Sunday at
the White House with members
of his family, who gathered for
Mother's Day.

On Saturday, his daughter
Julie Eisenhower and her hus-
band David held a news con-
ference at which they said
Nixon told them he would take
his troubles “constitutionally
down to the wire."

Aides said Nixon “felt good"
over the warm reception he
received Saturday at Oklahoma
State University at Stillwater,
where he vowed at an airport
reception that he would ‘‘never
give up'’ in his struggle to stay
in the presidency.

But a reading of the Sunday
public opinion polls spelled bad
news for Nixon. The Louis
Harris poll, taken after the cen-
sored Watergate transcripts
were released, showed 49 per
cent of the American people
want Nixon- “‘impeached and

removed from office."”

The Roper organization poll
showed 53 per cent of the
American people now favor im-
peachment.

Alexander M. Haig, White
House chief of staff, was quoted
in the Washington Post as
saying, ‘‘He’s not going to be
pressured out of office. We just
can't succumb to the firestorms
of public opinion."

Vice President Gerald R.
Ford said (in a local television
interview) Sunday that he
expected the House Judiciary
Committee to vote for an im-
peachment resolution against
Nixon, but he doubted there was
a majority of votes in the House
for impeachment.

Ford said he [igured the
House would oppose an im-
peachment resolution by “'a 4-3
margin'' but added that that
figure could change, depending
on events.

Impeachment Committee
Resumes Work Tuesday

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
While politicans continue to
debate the merits of a presiden-
tial resignation, the House
Judiciary Committee opens its
first full week of impeachment
hearings Tuesday, and (the’
Sénate is quietly preparing to
“clear the decks.”

The House panel, having
begun hearing evidence against
President Nixon last Thursday,
may have another battle over
subpoenas shaping up.

The committee, still demand-
ing more White House tapes
that Nixon has vowed will not

" be released, may back off from
the strategy of subpoenaing a
mass of tapes all at once.
Instead, it may call for specific
individual tape recordings.

Committee Chairman Peter
W. Rodino has indicated the
panel might abandon its
sweeping request, forwarded
April 18, for about 75 presiden-
tial tapes.

Nixon defied an earlier com-
miltee subpoena for 42 tapes,
furnishing instead the edited
transcripts that have provoked

public controversy. The White
House has since said repeatedly
it will provide no more
Watergate materials.

The committee has three
days of closed hearings
scheduled this week. The
hearings may be opened to the’
public next week with a deci-
sion pending on whether they
will be televised.

On the other side of the
Capitol, a random survey by
UPI shows that many senators
have been studying Senate rules
of impeachment, seeking ad-
ditional reading material from
the Library of Congress and
submitting procedural
questions to staff members on
the Rules Commiltee.

In addition, Democratic
leader Mike Mansfield has met
with ®ommittee chairmen and
urged them to speed their
legislative pace so that, in his
words, the “‘decks will be
clear' if a trial is held.

“We'll be prepared to face up
to our duty,"” he said in an inter-
view. Mansfield estimated that
“if and when the issue comes to
the Senate, it would take two

weeks fo get things in order,
Then ‘we'd put all business
aside, except for appropriations
bills and the like. ‘

“If and when it comes over
here,” Mansfield said, "I would
guess the trial could lake as
much as two months.

Given 50-50 Chance

JERUSALEM (UPI) —
Taunted by a chorus of
protesting demonstrators, U.S.
Secretary of State Henry A.
Kissinger held the first of two
meetings with Israeli leaders
today on bridging the
negotiating gap with Syria over
a military disengagement for
the Golan Heights.

U.S. officials with Kissinger
put chances of reaching an
agreement at about 50-50, but in
Washington White House of-

ficials said Kissinger was on
the verge of a Middle East
breakthrough and hinted a
Syrian-Israeli troop separation
accord might come this week.
Israel was less optimistic,

Kissinger emerged from a
one-hour session with Prime
Minister Golda Meir and her
team of key ministers to tell
newsmen he had nothing to say
until the Israeli cabinet met
later in the day.

Supreme Court
Rules Mitchell
Taps Illegal

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The
Supreme Court ruled un-
animously today that the
Justice Department under
former Attorney General John
N. Mitchell consistently
violated the law in its
procedures for obtaining
wiretap evidence.

The 9 to 0 decision probably
kills narcotics and gambling
prosecutions involving hun-
dreds of persons which have
been pending in various courts
awaiting a ruling on whether
the evidence can be used.

The department had argued
that at worst it had committed
only ‘‘harmless error’ which
had not endangered anyone's
privacy.

Justice Byron R. White wrote
opinions in two highly complex
cases on the department's
handling of wiretaps. In one
challenged area he held that the
department was wrong. In the
other the department was up-
held by a 5-4 vote,

The decision hinged on an in-
terpretation of the Omnibus
Crime Control Act of 1968,
which contains very specific
provisions for applying to a
trial judge for a wiretap order.

The statute requires
authorization by the US. at-
torney general himself or a
“specially designated” assis-
tant attorney general, Many of
Mitchell's authorizations were
signed by his executive assis-
tant, Sol Lindenbaum.

A second issue focused on
what have become known as
"“Will Wilson letters' — wiretap
permissions to U.S, attorneys in
the field which former Assis-
tant Attorney General Will
Wilson was obliged under law to
sign. Instead they were signed
by deputies.

The department won on the
second issue.

The challenged practices,
which were carried on in 1969
and 1970, have been discon-
tinued.

Mrs. Meir's office, Kissinger
glanced briefly in the direction
of about 50 persons holding
placards and chanting slogans
150 feet away in a‘parking lot.

Kissinger had shuttled to
Damascus on Sunday for talks
with President Hafez Assad and

returned to Israel Sunday night
for today's meetings — the 16th
day of his current mission He
was expected to fly back to
Damascus with the Israeli
replies after the cabinet
meeting.

The Israeli press was less op-
timistic than the Americans
traveling with Kissinger. The
newspaper Ha'aretz quoted
senior Israeli officials as saying
Syria had rejected the Israeli
proposal for a disengagement
line in the heights and
demanded additional territory
in the Quneitra region plus
more villages along the 1967
cease-fire line,

"“According to this estimate
Kissinger would get an agree-
ment only on a separation line
and leave the rest of the aspects
to continued negotiations in
Geneva," Ha'arelz said.

National Truck Strike
Off to a Slow Start

State police reported there
were few signs that a truckers
strike called for today by Over-
drive magazine had taken hold
in Pennsylvania. Similar
reports came from most other
sections of the country.

Police said that in Penn-
sylvania, key state in Lhe
truckers strike that seriously
disrupted trucking throughout
the nation in February, drivers
appeared lo have assumed a
“'wait and see'’ posture in con-
nection with the strike call.

Editor Michael Parkhurst of
Overdrive, an independent
truckers' publication, issued
the strike call Sunday night and
predicted that more than 90,000
drivers would start a
nationwide walkout at mid-
night.

But except in Utah, where
drivers voted to keep their rigs
off the roads after midnight,
there was no evidence that the
truckers were paying any heed
to Parkhurst,

A Pennsylvania State Police
patrol car was struck by rifle
fire on the Pennsylvania Turn-
pike early today about one hour
after the scheduled start of the
walkout. It was not known
whether the incident had any
connection with the trucking
situation,

Air hoses were severed on
about six trucks parked at the
Blue Ridge truck stop on U.S.
119 north of Connellsville, Pa.,
and rocks were thrown at the
windshields of trucks moving
on U.S. 40 and State Route 51,
There were no injuries and no
arrests, police said.

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Anti-Busing Proposal Debate
To Begin On Wednesday

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
Congress will probably mark
the 20th anniversary of the
Sup;eme Court decision out-
lawing racial segregation in the
country’s schools by debating
antibusing legislation,

On May 17, 1654, Chief Justice
Ear[ Warren read the historic
decision that "‘separate
educational facilities are in-
herently unequal."” The United
States has been plagued with
the problem of how {0 make the
law fit the decree‘ever since.

Busing is oné way, a way
which has provoked controver-
Sy wherever it is proposed. This
week the Senate debates a four-
year, $23 billion elementary and
secondary education bill which
already contains antibusing

< provisions approved by the

House.

President Nixon has said he
reluctantly would accept the
House's $18 billion, three-year
package but would veto the
Senate version,

Debate on the antibusing
amendment is scheduled to
begin Wednesday, and liberals
are marshaling their forces

against it. The vote is expected
to be so close that Vice Presi-
dent Gerald R. Ford may have
to cast the deciding ballot.

The amendment, to be
offered by Sen, Edward J.
Gurney, R-Fla., would prohibit
busing a grade school student
past the closest or next closest
school to achieve racial
halance,

There would be no busing
across school district lines, a
provision that would prevent
busing students between mostly
black cities and mostly white
suburbs. Students in the ninth
grade or higher would get

. exceptions, if it can be proved

that the individual would suffer
educational deprivation.

The legislation, says Sen.
Edward W. Brooke, R-Mass.,
“would undo all that has been
accomplished slowly and
sometimes painfully over the
past two decades. It is clearly
unconstitutional and would
create chaos and confusion in
communities."

An opponent of busing, Sen.
Herman Talmadge, D-Ga., said
Sunday in Dalton, Ga., "It is

time to get back to educating
children in the best possible
way and stop assigning them to

schools like ciphers. Schools ,
are for education and not for

adventures in so-called social
reform." '

\Leave GOP Divided

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The
Walergate transcripts have left
Republican leaders deeply
divided over the future of Presi-
dent Nixon and of the party
itself.

There are those who say
Nixon is innocent of any
wrongdoing, those who want
him to resign or be impeached
and those who remain silent.

But, according to a UPI poll,
almost all the GOP leaders are
dismayed by what they read
and many are struggling with
how candidates should deal
with Walergate in this year's
congressional election.

There also was a strong in-
dication that some of the calls
for Nixon's resignation were
prompted by fears that the

Tax Law
Loopholes
Criticized

HARTFORD (UPI) — The
Connecticut Citizen Action
Group today criticized a state
tax law as providing an un-
needed loophole in the name of
environmental preservation.

The group said a study of the
law, which reduces property
taxes on farm, forest and open
space lands, the law is used by
many people who don’'t need the
financial relief it provides.

At the same time, the report
says, the law fails to promote
its stated goal, which is to
preserve such lands from
development. ‘

CCAG director Marc Caplan,
terming the result a “rip-off,"”
said the law is so loosely
writlen that it gives tax relief
to many who don't “‘deserve"
it.

"“For example, the act helps
struggling farmers, but
UniRoyal also uses the law to
gel a tax break on a large
‘experimental farm' and over
1,000 acres of forestland in
Middlebury and Southbury,"
Caplan said.

The report said the tax
breaks awarded are too small
to discourage owners from
selling or developing their land
when prices rise, and so doesn't
function as a deterrent to
development,

At ll?e same time, the report
said, the tax breaks for some

" landowners means that others

must pick up the burden.

The report estimated thét
Redding could reduce its
assessment 5 mills and North
Stonington could reduce its
assessment 2 mills if the law
were not reducing tax
revenues.

The law was passed by the
1963 legislature. Land classified
under the act is appraised at its
value in terms of its actual use
and not for its market value or
development potential.

The 1972 legislature passed a
conveyance tax o supplement
the law designed to penalize
quick sale of land coming under
the measure. The purpose is to
deter speculators from getting
a big tax break while waiting
for their property value to go

up.
The CCAG recommended six
steps for the legislature to im-
prove the law, Public Act 490,
but urged that the state adopt
broad land use legislation that
would replace the current
attempt to preserve land
through taxation policy.

GOP would lose badly. One
Pennsylvania party leader who
declined to be identified said,
“I'd give anything to have
someone else in the White
House by then, Jerry Ford is
looking better all the time."

Gov. Otis Bowen of Indiana
summed up the quandary,
saying that after reading the
transcripts, ‘it is pretty hard to
decide which side to get on."
Senate Republican Leader
Hugh Scott said they reflected a
“deplorable, shabby, disgusting
and immoral" performance.
The word that prevailed among
state leadery was “disappoint-
ing."” )

Probably Inevitable

The calls for Nixon'’s resigna-
tion centered primarily in
Washington. Five GOP
senators suggested the Presi-
dent should step down and two
House Republican leaders said.
they thought it might be a good*
idea. Many more congressmen
added that impeachment
probably was inevitable.

In Tennessee, GOP chairman
S.L. Kopald said Nixon should
not resign, but face impeach-
ment.

“I don't know whether he is
guilty, but the process should be
carried through without asking
the man to resign," Kopald
said. “‘And I don't think it will
‘tear the country up’ to have an
impeachment process. We sur-
vived it before."”

Maine Republican House
Speaker Richard Hewes said,
“I would vote to go ahead with

impeachment, because I've
seen enough to discredit the
man...things that are revealed
later might change that one
way or the other but it has to be
resolved."”

Strictly Partisan

A vast number of GOP
leaders said they found nothing
in the transcripts to support im-
peachment. They include
California Gov. Ronald Reagan,
Alabama national com-
mitteeman Perry Hooper,
Oklahoma. chairman Clarence
Warner, Oregon national com-
mitteewoman Collis Moore,
Florida chairman L.E. “Tom-
my"" Thomas, Pennsgylvania
Senate minority whip Stanley
Stroup and former Nixon
cabinet member Winton M.
Blount.

Mississippi party chairman
Clarke Reed went one step
further, saying that impeach-
ment would
tisan,

“It (the transcript) is not
going to satlisfy the Nixon
haters, the conservative hater
and the impeachment lobby,
but I certainly think it is a
clarion call to the silent majori-
Ly to stand up and be counted,"
Reed said,

A number citicized Nixon's
use of profanity, most of it cen-
sored with “expletive deleted."”
But Mrs. Moore of Oregon said
she has heard that kind of
language in many political and
business meetings and, ‘I don't
know why they were deleted."

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Resignation
No Answer

Should . President Richard Nixon
resign?

In recent days the suggestion has
been coming from many sources and,
of particular significance, is that it is
coming from several newspapers who
haye generally supported the Presi-
dent in the past. Prominent
Republican party leaders have aiso
joined in the chorus.

Obviously, a resignation would
preclude the need for continuing the
impeachment proceedings now under
way. by the House Judiciary Com-
mittee,

Obviously, a resignation would *‘put
Watergate behind us,” ’

The President has indicated he will
not resign until “hell freezes over."
However, he has changed his mind
and reversed course many times on
many issues during' his administra-
tion, ranging from China and Soviet
relations, to the release of Watergate-
related materials.

No doubt resignation would be a
solution acceptable to many
Republicans who fear the effect of the
scandal on the party’s future. It would
be acceptable to Democrats and
others who do not relish the potential
political impact of a full-scale im-
peachment.

And of course it would satisfy those
few die-hards, known as Nixon-haters,
who have never relented in their ef-
fort to keep him from office and now
want him ousted.

But would resignation be good for
the country?

As we have stated, the merits of it
boil down to personal and party con-
siderations mainly.

We cannot accept the thesis that the
attitude and political moral climate
which produced Watergate, and are
intimated in the Milk Fund and ITT

allegations, is limited to any one -

political party or a faction of it. Nor
did this alleged immoral climate
spring into being in 1972.

The impeachment proceeding may
or may not find the President guilty of
wrongdoing. However, in doing so, it
could focus the spotlight on wrong-

doing throughout our federal govern-
ment,

It is our thought that damage to the
President, the Republican party, and
the credibility of national politics in
general, has already been done, To
continue through with the impeach-
ment process and other in-
vestigations, which could well reach
across party lines and into other
branches of government as well,
should prove to be ultimately in the
best interests of the nation.

The goal, as we see it, in the light of
the many Yevelations to date, is aneed
for a complete and thorough exposure
regardless of the President’s guilt or
innocence.

Watergate, as horrifying as it is to
many people in itself, is not the only
corruption in government,

It is this thought that nags us about
the resignation talk. As we see it, the
President would gain nothing. Then
who really gains and why is it so im-
portant to cut-off the impeachment
proceedings?

Could it be that in forcing the Presi-
dent to prove his innocence there is a
fear in both parties that impeachment
will bring further revelations that
cannot be “‘contained” to the Com-
mittee to Re-Elect the President or
the Oval Office of the White House?

Yes, resignation’ might get the
President off the hook, might “‘con-
tain” the inquiries now in progress,
and put Watergate behind us.

The question then is it in the best in-
terests of the nation to leave
Watergate and possible other scan-
dals in the limbo of unfinished

. business? We think not,

The President's resignation if it
comes, and if it is accepted as the
final chapter, would be the ultimate
cover-up of Watergate and the amoral
climate that pervades the national
political scene,

We are not going ‘to eliminate
Watergate by changing the manage-
ment alone but by continually seeking
out and punishing wrong doing at all
levels of government.

More Unleaded Gas

The last several months, any gas
would do. We took regular, super or
whatever we could get. Mostly,
recently, it was the higher price
super. That's all many pumps seemed
to have, Maybe that's all the
refineries had to send them: unless
you were cynical and doubted. their
stories, rather than pay the extra £Yp.

Now something is going to be done
about it. The Environmental Protec-
tion Agency has joined the act. It has

ordered the 111,000 gasoline statidns

across the country to begin selling at
least one grade of unleaded gasoline
by July 1. At the same time, the
Federal Energy Office said that gas-
oline would be more plentiful by June

1, that enough Arabian oil is reaching
our shores to allow increaség
allocations of almost all oil product'\
after this month.

Don’t let all this fool you. We know
a station that has had the well for un-
leaded gas prepared for years but its
supplier never got around to filling it.
It was one of the majors, too. E.P.A.
said that 60 to 85 per cent of the 1975
models coming out this fall would be
equipped with catalytic converters
which clean engine exhausts but can
be damaged by leaded gasoline. For
new car owners, unleaded gas is going
to be a must. The rest of us will need
it to help keep the air clean.

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No-Fault A’qto

WASHINGTON —. No-fault
automobile insurance is an idea
whose time has come, and it is
good news that the Senate has
passed legislation requiring
every state to establish no-fault
systems meeting federal stan-
dards within four years of the
bill’s enactment by both houses
of Congress.

‘However, I hope the House
will make one important
change in the Senate's version,
which goes overboard in
restricting the policy-holder's
right to sue for damages.

In every other respect, the
Senate bill is a good one, Under
its provisions, every car owner
would be required to buy a
policy insuring that if he is in-
jured in an auto accident, his
OWn insurance company —
regardless of who is at fault —
will pay all his medical and
hospital expenses and up to
$15,000 compensation for loss of
wages, plus funeral expenses
and death benefits to his family
if he's killed.

The idea is to eliminate law-
suits in petty accident cases
and thus reduce costs to both
the insurance companies and
the insured. No-fault would
save up to $1.4 billion annually
in premiums, which is a nice bit
of change. At the same time, as
Sen. Frank Moss, D-Utah, put
it, the bill would end the ‘shod-
dy treatment” given auto acci-
dent victims under the current
“fault system,” which forces
them to sue in court to recover
medical costs and lost pay.

Naturally, the American
Lawyers Association (ATLA)
opposes the bill. It would cost
the profession a lot of dough.
But it*would be a blessing to
those hundreds of thousands of
accident victims who can't af-
ford to sue, or can't prove fault
and therefore recover nothing.
According to researchers on the
staff of the Senate Commerce
Committee, current fault type
insurance depending on lawsuits
for recovery returns only 44
cents on each premium dollar,
with the remainder going for
legal fees and ofher expenses.

But the bill’s weakness is in

the provision which states that
a driver or his family could sue
for further damages only in'the
event of death, serious or per-
manent injury or disfigure-
ment, or if the victim is dis-
abled for at least 90 days. The
House should amend that provi-
sion.

As Leonard Ring, president of
the ATLA, pointed out, “Some
severe, long-term injuries don’t
meet those criteria or the 90-
day requirement."” A severe in-
jury caused by reckless or
drunken driving is still severe
even if the victim is disabled
for, say, only 59 days — or 31
days, Besides, drivers who
cause accidents by driving
criminally should be penalized,
That's what law-and-order is all
about,

Otherwise, I go along with
Moss and Sen. Warren
Magnuson, who co-managed the
Senate bill, in calling it a vic-
tory for the consumer. A
respectable total of 21 states
have varying forms of no-fault
auto insurance, and in all such
states there have been cor-
responding reductions in in-
surance premiums. (Lawyers
don't work for insurance com-
panies for nothing.)

The Senate bill also carries
an important amendment
offered by Sen. Walter Mon-
dale, D-Minn. Its provisions
allow accident victims who
have group health insurance to
recover their medical and
hospital costs from the health
organizations lo which they
subseribe. This eliminates
duplicate premiums such con-
sumers would have to pay to be
covered under a no-fault policy,

Capitol Hill insiders say the
fate of the bill in the House is
uncertain, possibly because
House members are more
susceplible to the wiles of lob-
byists for special interest
groups, A House member, after
all, must run every two years.
But the House also will hear
from lobbyists for the bill, in-
cluding Aetna and State Farm
insurance companies, and the
AFL-CIO. From here, no-fault
seems to have a fighting
chance.

NEW YORK (UPI) — The
protocol and the precision
schedule outlined for the U.S.
visit of Princess Margaret and
Lord Snowdon boggle the im-
agination.

When I received a copy of the
minute-by-minute schedule for
the British couple during their
eight-day stay, an invitation to
a reception, and finally the
ground rules for behavior in the
presence of royalty, I felt
rather like a child admonished
by an old-fashioned parent —
“Children should speak only
when spoken to."”

So what happened? The
British princess and her
once commoner husband of 14
years skipped all the protocol
Jazz, at least at the reception in
the Waldorf Astoria hotel,
where they stayed during the
New York phase of the trip.
They became simply guests of
honor, chatting and sipping
cocktails with the rest of us.

No Receiving Line

No receivng line, as is usual
with a royal reception. No
courtsies. Just the couple
mingling and making sure they
met everyone. Small talk.

But this is the way the British
Information Services told us 50
to 60 guests how to act:

“Normal protocol with the
Royal Family demands that
those present speak to the
Royal couple only when they
have been addressed by them
first.

“Princess Margaret is nor-
mally addressed as ‘Your Royal
Highness'; Lord Snowdon simp-
ly as ‘Sir'.

“It is Princess Margaret and
Lord Snowdon’s wish that they
will move [rofii"group to group
... and will try to speak to all
those present. They hope to
keep the whole proceedings on
an informal and social basis,"”

And that the couple did.
Except for the battery of U.S.
and British security men, it
could have been any small
reception anywhere,

spoken first lasted about two
minutes after their arrival. 1
think the only rule most of us
remembered was to call
Margaret "‘Your Royal
Highness."

Talking about the new shoe
styles, Dr. Harvey Lederman,
president of the Hartford Coun-
ty Podiatry Association, said
that potential foot problems, in
the form of inherited
weaknesses or past injuries,
can easily be aggravated by
platform shoes ‘and eventually
bring on a painful condition.

“Whether a person should
wear the new shows or not has
to be considered individually,”
e -&aidy - Bub- aside- from-any-
damaging effect platforms may
haye on the feet, the risk of ac~+
cidents is higher' for anyone
wearing them.”

Poor posture, aching feet and
legs, and corns and calluses can
be brought on by platforms,
and, D. Lederman reported,
fractures and torn ligaments
are other platform-related
problems.

For those who want to remain
in style regardless of the risks,
Dr. Lederman suggests that
people remain aware that such
shoes decrease mobility,
balance and speed, and these
should be compensated for.
“Walk one foot at a time,"” he
said, “and judge each move-
ment with your heels in mind
and allow for the thicker toe at
each step and curb."

He also advises that platform
wearers keep an extra pair of
driving shoes in their cars. “It's
dangerous to. drive in plat-
forms,” he said. “Your heel
may gel caught under the
accelerator pedal and cause
you to lose control of the car."”

As Best Player in World

DALLAS (UPI) — John Newcombe, hot and sweaty after
two hours of running around the tennis court, sat with his
9-year-old son Clint on his lap Sunday and happily accepted
recognition as the best tennis player in the world.

He also accepted $50,000 and a bright diamond ring —
symbolic of the winner of the World Championship of Ten-
nis. .

Next to him sat 17-year-old Bjorn Borg, who looked on
with a certain degree of envy. b

“Bjorn,” said WCT Executive Director Mike Davis as he
presented Newcombe with the championship ring, “I
guess you will have to wait to get one of these.”

But it’s quite possible Bjorn Borg will not have to wait
long.

The young Swede, a surprise finalist in the world's
richest tennis tournament, gave the experienced
Australian a first class scare in the opening set of their ti-
tle match Sunday before Newcombe's savvy and serve
came through, 4-6, 6-3, 6-3, 6-2.

And having vanquished the youngster, Newcombe paid
Borg the highest of compliments.

“My son was sitting in the crowd today,” Newcombe
told the standing room only throng of 9,238 that watched
the fourth WCT finals, ‘‘and all I can say is that I hope he
will grow up to be the gentleman, good sport and champion
that Bjorn is."

The climax to the $100,000 tournament was a showcase of
today’s top professional tennis player and the player who

soon might replace him as No. 1.

"I said nine months ago that I wanted to become the No.
1 player on this circuit (a 13 tournament affair),” said
Newcombe. “It is gratifying. A person has to have some
ambition. And now I want to go to Wimbledon and win
there." :

Newcombe, one of the original eight members of the
first WCT tour in 1970, found himself down 4-0 in the first
set before he began playing like the crowd expected him
to.

WATERBURY (UPI) —
Conneclicut truckers said they
were reluctantly declining to
join a proposed national strike
of independent truckers called
for today.

A group of state truckers met
at Martin’s Truck Stop Sunday
and unanimously agreed to stay
out of the latest protest over the'
high cost of diesel fuel.

John Pinchot, Naugatuck,
president of Connecticut
Independent Truckers, said,
“The feeling is we definitely
should shut down but we can’t
afford it."

Many truckers planned to re-
main off the highways for a cou-
ple of days to see how the
planned strike developed in
other states in order to avoid
possible violence.

While independent truckes
are unhappy with the rise of
fuel prices, Pinchot said, they
also believe that officials in
Washington are trying to do
something about the situation.

But support for the strike is
low mainly because it costs an
independent trucker $300 per
day to stay off the road, they
said.

Ethnic Slurs
On Tapes Denied
By Buzhardt

WASHINGTON 4UPI) — A
White House official who has
heard most “of the original
Watergate tape recordings says
President Nixon did not use
ethnic slurs in his. conver-
sations, and that news reports
saying he did are an “attempt
to poison the public mind
against the President.

"“There have been
fabrications, there have been
attempts to portray remarks
that are on the tapes as racial
slurs and they are not," J. Fred
Buzhardt, Nixon's special
counsel, said Sunday. '

Appearing on CBS' Face the
Nation, Buzhardt was asked
about a New York Times report
Sunday that Nixon referred to
“wops' and ‘“‘Jewboys" in
places where the term
‘‘expletive deleted' or
“‘characterization deleted"
appeared in the transcripts.

Buzhardt said he had listened
to most of the tapes of Nixon's
conversations from which the
transcripts were taken and I
have heard nothing that I would
consider ethnic slurs."

“And let me say this,"' he
added. “For a number of days
now, we have been literally
beseiged by rumors that there
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were ethnic slurs in the tapes.
Some language which 1
wouldn't think of repeating here
or in private has been suggested
as being on the tapes, and I find
it just totally unbelievable.

“And I wonder, you know. It's
clear that a concerted cam-
paign has been made to cause
these to be publicized. And that
is one of the problems that
bothers many of us.

Of School Budget

The proposed Manchester
school budget is up for review
by School Superintendent
James P. Kennedy and his
staff.

This was the decision reached
at the Board of Education
meeting Monday night when
Kennedy told the board he sees
no way of presenting a 1974-75
budget “‘without curtailments’
with reference to the amiount
allocated by the Board of Direc-
tors last week. /

The town board allocated
$12.1 million for the Board of
Education for next year.

"“This is a.cut of $243,000 from
the amount requested,”
Kennedysaid.

As he'has said before, "It was
a tight budget to begin with."”
He referred to the largest item
inthe budget which was un-
known — teachers' salaries.

Kennedy thanked the board
for supporting the proposed
budget, but he said there would
have to be cutbacks in activities
already engaged in.

The personnel and finance
commitiees of the board hope
to be able to present a revised
budget for board adoption at the
June 10 board meeting.

The board approved a
recommendation to request the
Board of Directors to establish
a washout account of $1,500 for
the language arts program at
the Keeney St. School. It will be
financed from a ““Mini Grant.”

The board also approved the
superintendent’s recommenda-
tion and adopted the school
calendar for 1974-75. Schools
will open Sept. 4 and close June
19, 1975, Kennedy designated
June 14 for the Senior Prom,
June 17 for the Senior picnic,
and June 20 for graduation.

wan Given Extension
On Main St. Decision

Manchester a 16-day extension
to decide whether it wants to
accept the terms under which it
can “buy back” Downtown
Main St.

Today was to have been the
deadline date. The extension,
given the town Monday at a
meeting in state Department of
Transportation offices, is to
May 30. At 7:30 p.m. that same
day, the Board of Directors has
a ‘'shirt-sleeve session'’
scheduled with the Mayor's
Downtown Action Committee —
in an attempt o arrive at a
decision regarding the one-mile
strip.

Attending Monday's meeling
for the state were Joseph Burns,
commissioner of transporta-
tion; and James Shugrue and
George” Koch, deputy com-
missioners.

Representing the town were
Mayor John Thompson, Town
Manager Robert Weiss, Police
Chief James Reardon and

Public Works Director Jay
Giles.

Also attending were William
Sleith, chairfnan of the Mayor's
Downtown Action. Committee;
and Richard Clark, president of
the 'Manchester Chamber of
Commerce.

The discussion Monday con-
cerned only the town's request
for an extension of the deadline,
There was no discussion of the
terms originally laid down by
the state — a payment to the
state of about $25,000 (part of
its cost for the new traffic
system installed last fall), and
realignment of the traffic
signals.

The DOT officials said they
would consider a further short-

- term exténsion (to work out the

details of town control of Down-
town Main St.) if the town “in-
dicates a bonafide interest' by
the newest deadline date— May
30

They said also that, should
the town indicate that

“'bonafide interest'” by May 30,
it would bé required in good
faith and at its own expense, to
realign some of the traffic-
control signals.

When installed last fall by the
state, some of the signa]s were
under the plan for removing
about 40 angle-parking - stalls
and replacing them with
parallel parking (the plan
which gave impetus to the
proposal for town control of the
street),

Because the town want to re-
tain the angle-parking stalls,
the signals would have to be
maved about our feet — in some
instances.

Should the town fail to in-’

dicate a “'bonafide interest' by
May 30, the state would proceed
with its plan for changing some
of the parking stalls,

Most of the changes would be
on the west side of Maln St.,
south of Locust St., with a few
on the east side of Main St.,
between the Center and Ford
St.

front foot and would be for a

smaller area (Garden Grove

Rd., Erie St. and that portion of

Keeney St. from Nutmeg Dr. to

No. 406). Any change in the

proposal (as adding other

streets) would require a new
public hearing.
Among other items aired last

Tuesday is a proposed or-

All had been members of the

Capitol Area Health Consor-

tium Steering Committee, the
group charged with the respon-
sibility of organizing the eight-
member alliance.

In a brief address, Gov,
Thomas J: Meskill lauded the
participating institutions for
their sincere efforts at the con-
trol of health care costs, and
reiterated his active support for
the goals of the organization.

Upon accepting the charter of
the consortium, Gloria Shaffer,
secretary of the state, indicated
she had watched the organiza-
tion of the group with great in-
terest, having long been an ad-
vocate of such measures to en-
sure the most effective health
care delivery at optimum cost,
