Superintendent of School James 
Kennedy, accompanied by a 
request steps be taken im­
mediately to correct the situa­
tion.

The report and the request 
are from Manchester, Eighth 
District Fire Chief Granville 
Lingard — following an inspec­
tion of the Hollister St. school 
by State Police. Lingard, who 
has pinpointed fire-code 
violations at the school many 
times in the past several years, 
asked for the official inspec­
tion.

Bentley School, then named 
Hollister St. School, was con­

structed in 1923 — with an addi­
tion to it built in the 193()s. 
Lingard said the State Police 
report is based on the state’s 
o ld  f i r e  code (w ith  
modifications) and that it 
d o e s n ’t fo llow  a l l  the  
regulations of the new fire 
code. If it did, said Lingard, 
more violations might have 
been found.

Lingard said the violations of 
greatest concern are the lack of 
segregated (fire-door) areas, 
exposed wiring, open junction 
boxes, qiid vertical openings.

He declined to estimate the 
co st of c o r re c tio n s  but 
acknowledged it could reach 
about $100,000. He said the cost 
for fire doors alone could be 

,$50,000 to $60,000.

8th District Votes 
To Retain $125 Fee

The objection, specifically, 
was to the word “renegotiate.” 

Lingard’s exact statement 
was, “If the $125 fee the district 
has levied is too great or unjust, 
might we suggest a meeting 
between the interested parties 
to reconcile any differences.”

Even with the favorable 
figures on food, the overall con­
sumer price index rose 0.6 per 
cent in April, however, because 
of Increases in prices of gas­
oline, clothing, and other retaii 
goods.

This was the first decline in 
food prices since September 
and the biggest one-month 
fall off since February 1967, the 
Bureau of Labor Statistics said.

Aithough the overail rise was 
the smallest in the closely 
watched Consumer Price Index 
since a 0.3 per cent rise last 
September, prices Americans 
pay for retaii goods stiil were 
10.2 per cent higher than a year 
ago.

That is an unusually steep 
climb by historicai standards, 
and an indication that the na­
tion is stili fighting a severe in­
flationary problem.

The rise in consumer prices 
has been even greater in the 
past three months, 12.1 per 
cent. April’s 0.6 increase, if 
carried over a full year, would 
come out to an annual rise of 7.2 
per cent.

The CPI now stands at 144.0 
compared to a 1967 base of 100. 
This means , that a variety of 
goods and services that cost $10 
in 1967 had increased in price to 
$14.40 in April.

A separate report showed 
tha t  wages of Amer ican 
workers are falling further 
behind the inflation rate. Real 
spendable earnings of the 
q^erage-blue collar worker 
crapped OS per cent in April to 
a level 5.6 per cent below a year 
ago.

The Manchester Community 

College Regional Council con­
cluded its annual meeting Mon­
day night on the MCC campus 
on an optimistic note.

Dr. Frederick Lowe Jr., 
p r e s i d e n t ,  r e v ie w e d  a 
preliminary allocation of the 
community college system 
budget enacted by the General 
Assembly and was able to 
report the college was in better 
shape financially than any of 
the others in the system with 
the exception of Mattatuck 
Community College.

While the figures are not 
expected to be finalized until 
June, Dr. Lowe reported the 
state board of trustees has 
made an allocation of $3.2 
million for MCC which com­
pares with $2.7 million for the 
c u rre n t year. ’This approximate

$500,000 increase is not firm, 
however. Dr. Lowe said, 
because thbre is some question 
as to whether Greater Hartford 
Community College can fully 
restrict its budget to a tentative 
$1.1 million allocation com­
pared with $1.3 million it has 
for the current year.

GHCC’s problem, he said, is 
that it is locked in on several 
contracts which may mean the 
other colleges will have to give 
up some of their allocations this 
year. In MCC’s case, he added, 
this might go as high as $100,- 
000.

Other than this possibility. 
Dr. Lowe said the college was 
in good shape financially and he 
expressed his pleasure with the 
assembly action in increasing 
the bonding allocation to the 
system which he said now 
means it may be possible to go

ahead with some long-range 
planning.

Al though the  bonding  
authorized includes funds for 
purchase of campus facilities 
for GHCC and South Central, he 
is optimistic the trustees will 
now be able to recommend 
planning funds for MCC and 
some of the other colleges.

MCC h as been  g iven 
legislative approval for $75,000 
for permanent campus planning 
and Dr. Lowe is hopeful that 
because this planning has been 
delayed for more than a year 
already, another $75,0()b may be 
added to it later this year so 
t h a t  th i s  work can  be 
accelerated.

The general fund budget in­
crease, he noted, is based on an 
increased student enrollment of

Request Protested

A group of nearly a dozen 

Woodland St. area residents 
came to the Zoning Board of 
Appeals meeting Monday night 
at the Municipal Building to 
protest the petition of E. Steve 
Peart of 152 Hollister St.

He noted the 
narrow street, the iack of 
sidewalks and the already 
heavy traffic from nearby 
apartments.

Caivin C. Taggart of 119 
Woodland St. recalled a “footer 
team” right of way of 18 feet on 
the 40-foot stretch which was 
part of the E.J. Holl estate aiso 
north of the homes fronting

Woodiand St. He suggested the 
old right of way may stili be in 
effect.

John Zapadka  of 168 
Woodland St. and owner of 
Woodland Gardens which lies 
opposite the 40-foot piece also 
spoke against it. His nursery 
now involves a good deal of 
traffic and the proposed exit- 
entrance of Pearl’s complex 
would make traffic far worse, 
he said.

Pearl questioned the existnee 
of the old right of way especial­
ly since his land had been 
fenced in for many years when 
used as a horse riding ring. No 
one ever objected to the fence 
on behalf of the Holl property.

About traffic. Pearl said he 
would be glad to speak to Police 
Chief James Reardon and get 
his opinion on the added traffic 
load.

Vice 
chairman Douglas Hatch told 
the men the commission’s func­
tion is not to advise how to op­
pose use of land.

One of the group’s concerns is 
two new access roads onto 
Goose Lane, already a narrow 
road, and additional traffic 
posing a potential safety 
problem.

The PZC members will con­
duct an on-site inspection June 
10.

Campground
The proposed Howard John­

son Campground off Rt. 74 was 
not acted on by the PZC, pend­
ing further investigation by 
engineers Griswold & Fuss. An 
extension of time 'will be 
requested from applicant 
Kenneth Parsons.

Engineer Everett Gardner 
appeared and protested the 
delay and asked whether it was 
necessary to consult the town’s 
engineer. The DEP and the 
State Department of Health 
have both okayed the septic 
system, he said.

G ardner added that the 
obstacles so far have been 
almost unsurm'ountable and he 
doesn’t see that the owner can 
spend more money for further 
engineer work.

A dditional, te s t  ho les, 
recommended by Griswold & 
Fuss, were done Monday with 
the town sanitarian, and last 
night the PZC recommended 
the dumping station waste be 
removed and dumped in a 
municiple sewer treatment 
plant.

It was again stated that main­
taining Patton Rd. as an access 
would be the owner’s respon­
sibility and that^the road access 
would be granted to back land 
owners. Patton Rd. was discon­
tinued but not legally aban­
doned by the town.

A rumor passed onto the PZC 
by William Osborn that the 
Howard Johnson campground 
in Florida is losing money and 
that the organization is serious­
ly considering dropping the 
camp chain was not taken into 
consideration. Gardner said 
that Parsons would be responsi­
ble for the camp’s financing in 
any event.

^ The world pressures of inflation are 
being shown in the casualties suffered 
by governments in the West in the 
past several weeks.

In England, as the result of the dis­
astrous coal strike which the country ■ 
suffered, Harold Wilson has been 
returned to the post of prime 
minister.

Canada has seen the fall of the 
Trudeau government as the result of a 
no confidence vote. And in Iceland 
Prem ier Olafur Johanesson has 
resigned his post as the result of 
strikes and inflation.

While the resignation of Willy 
Brandt in Germany had been ascribed 
to a spy scandal in his regime, that 
country, too, has been having 
economic rumblings.

France had a run-off election to 
name a successor to the Premier 
Pompidou. And contributing further

to world un rest, a jun ta  has 
overthrown the government of Por­
tugal.

Inflation was named as the prin­
cipal problem of the„ country by 
William E. Simon who was sworn in to 
succeed George Schultz as secretary 
of the treasury.

Simon, whose move to the post was 
somewhat overshadowed, domestical­
ly, by impeachment proceedings, 
pledged the best efforts of the office 
to fighting this economic malady.

One observer has reported that the 
people a re  less in te re s ted  in 
Watergate and impeachment than 
they are in rising prices.

Internationally it has been pointed 
out that the rise of both Hitler and 
Mussolini was traceable to inflation 
and economic distress. A trend 
towards more totalitarian govern­
ment is feared.

water — and which requires the

use of unleaded gasoline in the 
engine.

The Environmental P rotec-' 
tion Agency has decreed that 
about a third of the nation’s 
365,000 service stations must be 
selling unleaded gasoline by 
July 1, apd the oil companies 
are scrambling to meet the 
deadline.

Bicyclists Make A Point | Open Forum

One such instance took place at 
Lake Geneva, Wis., terminus of a 
commuter train run by the Chicago 
and Northwestern Transportation 
Cbmpany.

The distance of the commuter run is 
71 miles. It takes the train two hours 
and 43 minutes to make it. Naturaily 
this is a matter of some vexation to 
those who use the train.

Irate over the train’s siow-snaii 
pace a commuter organized a race in 
which eight bicyclists challenged the 
train over a 21-mile stretch of track. 
On this particular stretch the railroad 
runs its trains only at 15 miles per

hour because of the poor condition of 
the roadbed.

The railroad refuses to fix the track 
saying that not enough commuters use 
the train to make it worth white.

The train took off from Lake Henry, 
111., after the engineer had predicted 
tha t he would beat the eight 
bicyclists.

Well seven of them beat the train 
over the stretch, making it in an hour 
and 25 minutes, 10 minutes better than 
the train could do.

One of the riders claims to have a 
timetable showing that in 1883 with 
wood burning locomotives the 
railroad used to make the run in half 
an hour.

If you are wondering about the one 
bicyclist who did not beat the train, it 
was reported that he got lost in the 
rain. '

Coventry People 
Deserve Answer

House of Cards

Gentlemen:
I am writing as attorney for 

the Concerned C itizens of 
Tolland County and other in­
terested citizens of Coventry.

After Mr. Libassi’s recent 
c o r resp o n d en ce  w ith  the  
secretary of state, the citizens 
of Coventry are left with the 
question: Is Mr. Libassi a lob­
byist or isn’t he?

In his letter to the secretary 
of state, he said he hasn’t lob­
bied, and with the same letter 
he e n c lo se d  a s ta te m e n t  
registering himself as a lob­
byist. This “I am, but I am not” 
position is somewhat confusing, 
until one realizes that although 
Mr. Libassi has admitted that 
he is a lobbyist by registering, 
he must deny that he has lob­
bied because he still faces the 
question of criminal prosecu­
tion for the unregistered lob­
bying he has already done.

Mr. Libassi would like to 
sweep the question of criminal 
prosecution under the rug with

the self-serving protestation 
about how coopera^ve he wants 
to be. The public, however, 
might well be concerned since 
the state’s attorney for Hart­
ford County, who is charged 
with responsibility for that 
prosecution is also employed by 
Mr. Libassi. The citizens of 
Coventry complained to three 
s ta te  o ff ic ia ls  about Mr. 
Libassi's lobbying activities. 
The secretary of state and the 
attorney general responded 
promptly. Only the state’s at­
torney for Hartford County has 
remained silent and taken no 
position.

We think the citizens of 
Coventry are entitled to an 
answer from the state’s at­
torney’s office, even if the 
state's attorney is employed by 
DevCo. We do not think that 
DevCo officials ought to be im­
mune from prosecution.

It is our belief that the pre­

sent Board of D irectors of 
Manchester Public Health Nur­
sing Association is no longer 
capable of providing the needed 
direction and support of its 
professional and supportive 
staff.

One can already foresee this 
kind of scenario: A motorist 
low on gas 50 m iles from  
nowhere, and the only station 
around has no unleaded gas. To 
heck with the catalytic con­
verter and the environment, he 
says, as he has his tank slowly 
and laboriously filled with the 
forbidden (and cheaper) leaded 
stuff by means of a funnel.

Ah, the environment. That is 
the reason for this latest in a 
long list of regulations that are 
turning America’s love affair 
with the automobife into a 
marriage of inconvenience.

It has long been known that 
3)ur automobiles produce a 
tremendous amount of carbon 
monoxide (CO) through in­
complete combustion, and that 
it is not healthful for children 

 ̂ and other living things. In round 
figures, the automobile popula­
tion pours some 270 million tons 
of CO into the atmosphere an­
nually, equal to about 51 per 
cent of the amount naturally 
present.

Not only that, but it was dis­
covered that Mother Nature 
herself was producing from a 
variety of sources, such as the 
d e c a y  o f  v e g e t a t i o n ,  a 
worldwide total of at least 3.9 
billion tons of CO every year. 
This was a truly alarming situa­
tion.

How eve r ,  a s  s c i e n t i s t s  
refined their observations, they 
not i ced  a cur ious  thing.  
Although man and nature were 
continually creating so much 
carbon monoxide, the absolute 
level carried by the atmosphere 
remained the same — some 530 
m i l l i o n  t o n s .  C l e a r l y ,  
something was happening to the 
excess.

We now know that chemical 
processes in the atmosphere, 
like a natural catalytic con­
verter, break down toxic car­
bon monoxide molecules into 
nontoxic carbon dioxide (C02) 
molecules very rapidly.

But we also know that the 
C02 content of the atmosphere 
has been rising by some 0.2 per 
cent a year for almost two 
decades. Again clearly, the rate 
by which carbon dioxide is 
being created both by human 
and natural sources exceeds the 
rate by which it is absorbed by 
plants and^^dil and the oceans.

What we don’t know yet is 
whether this growing surplus of 
C02 in the atmosphere will 
create a “greenhouse effect” 
which, by blocking the radiation 
of the sun’s rays back into 
s p a c e ,  w i l l  r e s u l t  in a 
worldwide rise in temperatures 
that in the ultimate extreme, 
could melt the ice caps and lead 
to flooding of the world’s port 
cities.

In other words, when we talk 
about converting poisonous car­
bon monoxide from our cars 
into “harmless’ carbon dioxide, 
we had best place quotation 
around the adjective.

This latest attempt by man to 
save the environment from 
himself, or from itself, is also 
another illustration  of the 
human propensity for believing 
that every problem must have a 
solution.

The trouble is that not only do 
our solutions dsually create 
new problems but that we so 
often leap to false conclusions 
b ec a u se  we  m i s re ad  the  
problem in the first place.

Postcard Bill Was A Joke
WASHINGTON -  In recent 

years, and under pressure from 
certain civil liberties groups — 
real and phony — congress has 
shown an appetite for the fad­
dish, the trendy. Thus it may be 
a good omen that the House has 
killed legislation to permit 
voters in Federal elections to 
register by postcard.

There were many reasons to 
knock this one off, including 
support for the bill by the nutty 
Americans for Democratic Ac­
tion. But Minority Leader John 
Rhodes, R-Ariz., said it best 
when he described the legisla­
tion as a “license to steal, a 
clear invitation to vote fraud.”

Heaven knows the Republic is 
already oversupplied with elec­
toral corruption, but the post­
card bit would be an obscene 
joke. It would have invited 
political bosses to register 
lunatics, noncitizdfls, felons and 
individuals under 18 and then 
carry them to the polls to win 
elections. All that would be 
required of the registrant would 
be a simple statement that he 
was eligible to vote.

Another Joke would be the 
Voter Registration Administra­
tion, “with authority to act 
a g a i n s t  f r a u d u l e n t  
registration.” Yuk. It’s already 
illegal to falsify a registration 
s tat ement ,  but no adding  
machine is needed to count the 
number of illicit voters con­
victed nationwide in a given 
year. Postcard registration 
would make meaningful en­
forcement virtually impossibly,..

Besides, the bill would burden 
us with ano ther  P'ederal 
bureaucracy .in a primarily 
state function. The estimated 
cost? Upwards to $l-billion a 
year of the taxpayers’ dough.

I cannot understand the cons­

tant demand to maky voter 
registration “easier.” ^xYou’d 
think citizens had to pay a fee 
or memorize a page of J o y c ^ r  
take a couple of days o f t  
without pay to become eligible 
to vote. Yet all it requires is a 
v i s i t  to yo u r  f r i e n d l y  
neighborhood registration of­
fice, a job seldom consuming 
more than 10 minutes. There’s 
no such thing as a real literacy 
test anymore, and some states 
pr in t  b a l l o t s  in fo re i gn  
l a n g u a g e s  to a id  t h o s e  
“citizens“~wlibsi!cn’t take the 
trouble to leafn a few words of 
the nation’s official tongue, 
namely English.

Proponents of the bill argued 
that registration had declined 
d u e to “ r e s t r i c t i v e ”  
requirements. They should be a 
lot more restrictive. Voting is a 
right, but it is also a privilege, 
and the citizen should be in­
terested enough to put himself 
out for a few minutes if only in 
the interests of an honest elec­
toral system. After all, it’s his 
country and he’s the one who is 
robbed blind by crooked elec­
tions.

The postcard bill was shelved 
by a coalition of Republicans 
and Southern Democrats, but I 
find more significant the op­
position of the American Civil 
Liberties Union, hardly a 
fascist outfit. When the ACLU 
rejects a piece of “liberal” 
legislation you can be sure it 
contains an untidy gimmick. 
Among other things, the ACLU 
is squarely against larceny.

Also, the House’s Democratic 
leadership dragged its feet on 
the bill, despite its party label. 
When that happens, you can be 
sure Speaker Carl Albert & Co. 
smell something not to be com­
pared with Chanel No. 5.

I  Independent Justice 
I  A Change For The Worse?

In our c o n c e r n  o v e r  
Watergate, we are in danger of 
emasculating the presidency, 
setting up independent political 
power bases with little respon­
sibility either to the president 
or to Congres s  and thus  
creating political chaos or in­
terminable whipsawing.

This reporter has spent some 
months now looking into 
proposals by senators and con­
gressmen, by the staff of the 
Senate Watergate Committee 
and  by p r o m i n e n t  
academicians.

Some proposals would lessen 
the president’s control over his 
cabinet officers and agency 
h e a d s ,  s o m e  o v e r  the  
bureaucracy,  leaving the  
career civil service in greater 
control over actions taken by 
the executive branch. Others 
propose the m onitoring of 
presidential appointees before 
they’re allowed to take office.

N ow  m o s t  o f  t h e s e  
propositions will undoubtedly 
die in some congressional com­
mittee or other. But there is 
one, a proposal,by Sen. Sam Er­
vin Jr., h ead ‘of Hie, .Senate 
S e l e c t  C o m m i t t e e . '  on  
Watergate, that seems destined 
for serious consideration by the 
Senate.

Ervin’s bill, S-2803, would 
make the Department of 
Justice an independent e s­
tablishm ent of the United  
States.

The department, in essence, 
would become a fourth branch 
of the government, somewhat 
similar in independent status to 
the Supreme Court — though of 
course quite different in func­
tion.

Under present provisions of 
the bill, the attorney general, 
the deputy attorney general and 
the solicitor general would be 
appointed by a president, with 
Senate consent, for a term of 
six years. This, practice, would 
mean thep, that an incoming 
president would have for the 
first two to four years of his 
term, a chief law officer and 
the two top deputies appointed 
by the opposite political party.

This new czar of the Justice 
Department would have th^  
power to appoint nine to 10. 
assistant attorneys general, ap­
parently without regard to the 
views or wishes of the presi­
dent.

He would appoint the director 
of the F ederal Bureau of 
Investigation and would deter­
mine the order of succession if 
he and his two major assistants.  
were incapacitate, or the of­
fices vacant. «

The present Ervin bill also

provides that the independent 
attorney general appoint and 
removed all U.S. attorneys and 
marshals. This would have 
given to the attorney general a 
very large patronage system  
and would have enabled him to 
wield, aside from his legal func­
tions, a great deal of indepen- 
d e n t  p o l i t i c a l  p o w e r  
nationwide. Extensive hearings 
on the bill have brought 
proposals that the attorneys 
and marshals be appointed 
through some sort of a career 
civil service system. It is not 
clear whether this suggested 
change will be incorporated 
into a revised bill.

But in any even t ,  and 
regardless of how these district 
attorneys and marshals are 
chosen, the attorney general 
under the provisions of the bill 
as it now stands, would be most 
difficult to remove. He would 
not serve under the president’s 
orders and could be ousted by 
the president only for “neglect 
of duty” or “malfeasance in of­
fice.” The Ervin bill, in fact, 
states most precisely that a 
major purpose of the proposed 
law is to insure the Department 
of Justice would “be insulated 
from the direct political control 
of the executive branch of 
government.”

All of this means that the at­
torney general could, quite 
legally, harass whatever presi­
dent and administration might 
be in power by nuisance in­
vestigations. He would thus 
have the power, were he so in­
clined, to disrupt the govern­
ment.

It is hoped that in the end, 
this bill will be rew ritten  
thoroughly so as to remove 
these dangers.

Robert K. Killian carries the 
party banner against a divided 
GOP in the year of Watergate. 
The hard-fought campaign is 
being waged amid under­
currents of ethnic rivalry and 
quite jockeying for the oppor­
tunity to eventually succe^ the 
legendary John M. Bailey as 
state party chairman.

HARTFORD (UPI) -  Ella 

Tambussi Grasso is a winning 
name in Hartford, but Robert 
K. Killian is a native son of the 
capitol city fighting for his 
political life.

The two leading Democratic 
figures, who served under 
former Gov. John N. Dempsey, 
enter a crucial preconvention 
primary election Thursday that 
could make one of them the 
next governor of Connecticut.

Mrs. Grasso, who is sup­
ported by the locai party 
organization, is expected to win 
handsomely, even though Hart­
ford is Killian’s hometown and 
supposed stronghold.

There is more riding on the 
primary than the control of 
H a rtfo rd ’s 70 convention 
delegates — the largest single 
bloc — or the party nomination 
to oppose a divided Republican 
party in the year of Watergate. 
The present Republican gover­
nor, Thomas J. Meskili, has 
decided not to seek a second 
term.

The outcome Thursday could 
s t r e n g th e n  H a r tfo rd  
Democratic Chairman Nicholas 
Carbone’s position as possible 
successor to the legendary John 
M. Bailey, the aging and ailing 
state Democratic chairman.

And a loss for Killian could 
erode the influence of the Irish 
on^ state government while 
strengthening tha t of the 
Italians.

The campaign between the 
Irish Killian, Connecticut’s at­
torney general, and Mrs. 
Grasso, a Democratic con­
gresswoman of Italian extrac­
tion, has brought ethnic 
rivalries to the fore.

It is an element of the cam­
paign the two candidates shun, 
but is evident among some of 
their supporters.

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'Last Hurrah’
For The Irish?

“The old-time Irish have 
made it like that,” said Rep. 
Paul A. LaRosa, a Grasso sup­
porter. “ They’re trying to 
appeal on the ethnic basis.

“For me it’s kind of like a 
‘Last Hurrah’ for the persons in 
the old Irish machine.

“For the last 20 years we’ve 
had more Irish commissiopers 
in this state. They feel like they 
own it, and they don’t want to 
let go,” LaRosa said.

Assuming Grasso wins the 
primary and then gets the party 
nomination, any ethnic con­
siderations could be obscured in 
the general election by her 
being the first woman to seek 
the Connecticut governorship. 
About a third of Connecticut — 
or one million people — have an 
Italian heritage.

But if Killian won the party 
nomination it could present a 
proven Democratic success for­
mula for the Connecticut gover­
norship — an ethnically- 
balanc^ ticket headed by an 
Irish surnamed candidate.

Killian took Hartford by a 20,- 
000 vote margin in 1970 as at­
to rn e y  g e n e r a l ,  w h ile  
Republican Thomas J. Meskili 
defeated former Rep. Emilio Q. 
Daddario of Hartford for the 
governorship. Daddario carried 
his hometown by 16,000 votes 
that year.

A recent state party organiza­
tion poll showed Grasso, 
former secretary of the state 
and Windsor Locks native, 
defeating Kiliian by a two-to- 
one margin among a cross- 
section of 792 voters, with Hart­
ford d e lib e ra te ly  “ o v er­
sampled” in apparent anticipa­
tion of Thursday’s primary.

But Killian, 54, grew up in the 
city and made a lot of contacts 
along the way.

On a recen t cam paign 
walking tour drivers stopped

their vehicles in busy city traf­
fic to say, “Hello, Bob.” Cops, 
sanitationmen, Main Street 
pedestrians — even some school 
children in one of the city’s 
worst public housing projects 
knew Killian.

“My roots are deep enough 
here — my mother and father 
were bom here — and that 
benefits me now.

“I don’t think the people of 
Hartford are going to turn their 
backs on a native son,” he said 
at a recent campaign rally.

Does Manchester have a drug 
problem? What are some of the 
effective ways of dealing with 
situations created by persons 
abusing drugs?

How can parents better equip 
themselves to handle that 
critical moment when they dis­
cover one of their children are 
using drugs illegally?

the drugs on the street.

“ Crossroads” is a local 
program supported and staffed 
by local people. Appropriations 
from the town in combination 
with contributions from civic 
groups and private citizens are 
the backbone of our financial 
support.

Thus it is from this base as a 
Dtonchester program working 
with Manchester residents that 
we offer this series of articles.

diarrhea, or all three. Do you, like most of us accept it as 
one of those things that can’t be helped and say, “It’s 
probably a bug going around?”

In a way, you’re right. Upset stomachs, cramps and 
diarrhea can be caused by any number of “bugs,” or 
bacteria. So can many symptoms. What you may not know 
is that many illnesses are caused by harmful bacteria in 
foods, and that you can do something to prevent them.

With warm weather approaching and the first long 
weekend of the season soon upon us, thoughts turn to pic­
nics and the fun of preparing foods for outdoor consump­
tion.

But the event can turn into a real dilemma if you haven’t 
planned for keeping food safe.

According to the University of Connecticut’s extension 
editor, Arland Meade, the danger of food spoilage in­
creases with the length of time food is kept at 
temperatures between 40 and 140 degrees F. This includes 
all time spent during preparation, storage and serving of 
food.

A rule of thumb suggested is keep cold food cold, under 
40 degrees F. and keep hot foods hot, over 140 degrees F.

Additional tips are: Store all perishable foods in the 
refrigerator until just before leaving for a picnic or just 
before serving, if you’re eating close to home.

Chill hamburgers, hot dogs, and other meats in the 
freezer section of the refrigerator. They will thaw during 
travel time.

Place food in plastic bags or other liquid-tight containers 
if ice is used to keep food cold. This will keep the melting 
ice water out of your food.

Use special care with creamed dishes, sauces, gravies, 
meat, fish salads and sandwich fillings, mayonnaise, etc. 
If you cannot arrange to keep such foods cold — don’t bring 
them.

Dispose of all trash. Store any reusable foods promptly 
after eating and discard any questionable leftovers. The 
little bit you could save in leftovers would not be worth the 
price of food poisoning.

Out Of The Mouths Of Babes
A simple test for left-handedness has been devised by'the 

7-year-old son of a Springfield, Mass., physician.
The test consists of stretching the parallel fingers of 

each hand to form one large V, with two fingers on each 
side of the V. The V will be larger on the left hand of a 
naturally right-handed person and larger on the right hand 
of a left-handed person. If there is no difference between 
the two Vs, the person is probably right-handed, according 
to Dr. I.B. Syed, who found his son’s theory correct in 22 of 
25 persons tested.

The Proper Attire
A sign in an area restaurant which reads “Jackets and 

Ties Required After 6 p.m.”- brought to mind an incident of 
some years ago.

An elderly gentleman and his party of three stopped for 
dinner one Sunday at a fashionable restaurant. As he 
prepared to enter, the hostess informed him that although 
he was attired in sports jacket, matching trousers and 
shirt, he was barred from entering because he lacked a tie.

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Race Legal Minds 
Out to Stop 500

INDIANAPOLIS,in(i. (UPI) — The legal minds pressed 
today for a possible injunction blocking the running of the 
Inclianapolis “ 500’’ in a dispute which an attorney said was 
a "deviation from the standard of fair play” normally dis­
played by Speedway officials.

Don A. Tabbert, the attorney who is expected to file suit in 
either federal or state court here, said the action centered around 
failure of the Indianapolis race officialdom to hear fairly com­
plaints about a right to qualification by about a dozen attrants.

“I think the 500-mile race and people who run it have a 
history of basic fairness,” said Tabbert as he and a staff of 
lawyers worked on the briefs he would file today. “But in this dis­
pute, it is the first time I’ve seen a deviation from the standard of 
fair play.” /

He said that if the Speedway officials didn’t want to continueto ‘ 
be fair in all aspects of their operation, then it now shouuFrest 
with legal methods to make them to return to fairness/^

First word of a possible suit came Monday about noon when at­
torney WrighL Hugus Jr., spokesman for car owners whose 
machines were left standing at the starting line when time trials 
ended late Saturday, told a news gathering he had exhausted all 
possible means to reach compromise in the controversy.

Hugus said he attemped to reach an “amicable settlement” 
with race officials and the United States Auto Club, but those trys 
failed. Hugus is associated with the Roy Woods racing team.

He explained he met twice with Speedway and USAC officials 
and submitted proposals, each to give non-qualified entrants at 
least one shot at making the field.

He said one of the proposals he offered was to add three cars to 
the field, giving two of the spots to alternates and have the third 
spot contested by the remaining drivers.

Another proposal was an extension of qualifying to have the 
remaining machines attempt to attain spe^s faster than present 
entries and thus “bump” them from the lineup.

Hugus said USAC and Speedway officials rejected the 
proposals without counter offers.

Therefore, he said his clients decided on the law suit.
He said the owners had offered not to seek any delay or block to 

the Sunday race, but had withdrawn that provision wjth the 
flatout rejectionsWithout counter offers by track officialdom.

USAC officials \  originally offered to reconsider opening 
qualifications if theyrotesting owners could get all other owners 
of qualified entrants (o sign a waiver of the rules. But by the noon 
deadline Monday, only 24 qualified owners had sign^. One of 
those refusing was Richard Hoffman of Loveland, Ohio, whose 
racer was the slowest in the field and driven by Larry Cannon, 
Danville, 111. \

USAC said since the group failed to meet the deadline, the 
extension and qualifying would be up to the Speedway.

With the passage of ta $10,123,- 
400 (1974-75) budget. South 
Windsor taxpayers will receive 
a break as of July 1, when the 
mill rate declines by one-half, 
paying a new rate of 54.5 mills.

The Town Council last night 
unanimously voted to approve 
the new budget and for the se­
cond consecutive year has 
lowered taxes. Last year’s rate 
declined by 3V4 mills.

The new budget gives the 
Board of Education $6,439,063

and the general government, 
$3,344,337, p lus R evenue 
Sharing Funds, for a gross 
general government budget of 
$3,684,337.

Combined, the budgets total 
$10,123,400.

The Board of Education is 
scheduled to receive $1,653,170 
in estimated revenues while the 
general administration is slated 
for $1,200,063 in indirect and 
Revenue Sharing Funds.

This means taxpayers will 
not have to foot $2,853,233 of the 
tax burden.

Instead, taxpayers will con­
tribute $4,785,893 to the Board 
of Education and $2,484,274 to 
the general government for a 
total of $6,920,167.

One mill equals $1 for every 
$1,000 in assessed property ' 
value, thus, on the basis of a 
54.5 mill rate a property owner 
would pay $54.50 for every $1,- 
000 of assessed property value.

The council’s action follows 
weeks of deliberation and 
workshop sessions on the new 
fiscal tax period.

Authority of Zoning Commission 
Challenged By Power Company

The Vernon Zoning Commis­
sion is involved in a unique 
situation with Connecticut 
Light & Power Co. (CL&P) and 
th e  p o w er co m p an y  is  
challenging a decision of the 
commission. A hearing on the 
matter has been scheduled by 
the Public Utilities Commission 
for May 31 at 10 a.m. in the 
State Office Building, Hartford.

The , power com pany is 
challenging a decision of the 
zoning commission which im­
poses stipulations that the 
power company must comply 
with zoning regulations concern­
ing installation of an electrical 
substation on Maple S t., 
Rockville.

Atty. Walter Torrance Jr., 
acting for CL&P said Vernon is 
the first town in the state to 
attempt to impose stipulations

which the u tility  company 
m aintains m ay not be im­
posed on it.

As r e q u ir e d  of o th e r  
developers, the zoning commis­
sion imposed the following 
regu la tio n s on the CL&P 
j*quest: That a perfomance 
bond of $5,000 be provided along 
with a maintenance bond for 
the same amount; a sanitary 
system be approved by the town 
engineer; the building inspector 
be furnished with a ll fees, 
agreements and bonds required 
in the stipulations before a 
building permit is issued; and 
that the power company be sub­
ject to all applicable zoning 
regulations.

According to Atty. Torrence, 
the utility company’s main 
objection is having to post the

two bonds and having to comply 
with zoning regulations. He 
contends that the application 
was filed under a section of the 
state statutes under which the 
zoning commission acted as 
special agent of-the state. He 
said this involved ruling on the 
location of the electrical sub­
station and not in its normal 
capacity as a zoning commis­
sion.

He further contends that the 
zoning commission exceeded its 
limits in attempting to subject 
th e  s u b s t a t io n  to i t s  
regulations. He said the power 
company’s position has been so 
unanimously accepted that he 
can recall no instance in which 
a town’s zoning commission

The Manchester Planning and 

Zoning Commission (PZG) 
Monday night adopted six pages 
of amendments to the town’s 
business zone regulations, 
stiffening the requirements and 
giving the PZC more control 
over commercial development.

Monday night’s unanimous 
PZC v o te  to ad o p t th e  
amendments followed two 
public hearings (Feb. 4 and 
May 3) and an advisory report 
from the Capitol Region Coun­
cil of Governments, which 
stated that the new rules had no 
regional significance.

The amendments adopted, 
which introduce a new general 
section for business uses, were 
s lig h tly  a lte re d  from the 
original Proposal considered at 
the February public hearing. 
The PZC and Town Planner J. 
Eric Potter, who drafted the 
rules, made several changes to 
meet objections of persons 
speaking at that hearing.

The new regulations impose 
requirements for public , inv 
provements (sidewalks ^nd 
roads), yard size requirements, 
residential zone screening, and 
access to the premises.

Restrictions in the new rules 
include control over noise, 
lighting, parking, and the 
change of several types of com- 
m e r c ia l  d e v e lo p m en t to 
“special exception” uses, in 
which the PZC or the Zoning 
Board of Appeals may impose 
other restrictions.

Among the special exceptions 
uses are automobile s a iu  or 
repair firms, gasoline sm ic e  
stations, oil storage plants, car 
wash firms, restaurants with 
outdoor food consumption, and 
all commercial, uses which in­
clude development of more 
than four a c r e s  or h ave 
automobile parking for more 
than 60 cars.

Under the new regulations, 
all special exception uses must 
have public sanitary sewer and 
water facilities. The sewer and 
water requirement also extends 
to any development of a shop­
ping center, hotel, or motel.

W ith  a d o p tio n  of 
amendments, a long-time mer­
cantile custom — Sidewalk 
Sales — becomes legal for the 
first time. The rules permit the 
annual Sidewalk Sales “at in­
tervals for not more than a total 
of 24 days in each year,” but 
any other use of yards or public 
walkways requires PZC ap­
proval.

• PZC members reviewed 
proposed ameidments to the 
town’s ComprMhensive Urban 
D eve lo p m en k  (C U D ) 
regulations, authorized Potter 
to seek an advisory report from 
the regional planner, and in­
dicated that the proposed 
amendments will be scheduled 
for public hearing July 1.

Tolland

The proposed amendments, 
orginally suggested by PZC 
member David Paris and then 
revised by Potter and the other 
m em b ers , would im pose 
restrictions on housing density 
and high-rise construction.

• Approved a minor change 
in Green Manor Construction 
Co.’s Manchester Industrial 
P ark  at Colonial Rd. and 
Progress Dr.

• Reviewed plans for the se­
cond section of the Autumn 
H e ig h ts  su b d iv is io n , E . 
Eldridge and Grandview Sts., 
proposed by T. J . Crockett and 
Raymond Dzen.

• Approved plans for Robert 
Melendy’s four-lot subdivision 
on land between Vernon and W. 
Vernon Sts. The approval is 
subject to modifications of the 
subdivision map, which will 
probably be presented to the 
PZC for signatures next month.

• Approved a subdivision 
application for Bert and Frank 
S^ lacek , slicing one building 
lot out of a large parcel on 
Hillstown Rd. The PZC declined 
to give approval to two noncon­
forming lots in the same parcel 
which were apparently created 
illegally in 1965.

Administration 
Health Plan 
Draws Fire
WASHINGTON (UPI) -  

Three Senate Democrats have 
accused the administration of 
using deceptive and misleading 
tactics to promote its national 
health insurance proposal.

The charges Tuesday at the 
opening of a new round of con­
gressional hearings on health 
insurance came from Sens. 
Russell B. Long, D-La., and 
Abraham Ribicoff, D-Conn., 
cosponsors of a rival bill, and 
from Sen. Walter F. Mondale, 
D-Minn.

But they were not alone in 
objecting both to provisions in 
the proposed and the selling of 
it.

Mondale said Nixon’s Com­
prehensive Health Insurance 
Plan (CHIP) would provide 
benefits for only one in four 
Americans, to which Health, 
E d u c a tio n  and W elfa re  
S e c re ta ry  C asp a r W.

Weinberger was the first 

witness at the hearings, which 
continue today with testimony 
from the U.S. Chamber of 
Commerce, Sen. Vance Hartke, 
D-Ind., several professional 
health organizations and a labor 
group supporting  a fully 
federalized health insurance 
system.

Weinberger vigorously at­
tacked the Long-Ribicoff plan 
to protect families against the 
catastrophic costs of major il­
lnesses as falling far short of 
necessary reform.

“A program that provides 
better protection for the poor 
and the small percentage of the 
p o p u la tio n  who in c u r  
catastrophic expenses in a year 
would do little to assist the 
many families in the $5,000 to 
$15,()00 income range who face 
growing problems in their 
attempts to finance needed 
medical care,” Weinberger 
testified.

Long, citing areas of agree­
m ent in his and the ad ­
ministration’s p l a n s ,  said the 
administration would have to 
explain the cost of CHIP more 
carefully.

“Without prejudice to your 
plan, I don’t see any free lunch 
in any of this,” Long told 
Weinberger. “The whole thing 
has to be paid for.

(than othqr plans) doesn’t tell

Although design professionals 
involved in state construction 
projects say political con­
tributions do not necessarily 
lead to contract awards, they 
resist any restriction on their 
righ t to donate to th e ir  
preferred candidate or party.

Interviews with architects 
and engineers at a seminar on 
state construction policies and 
procedures Tuesday revealed 
political donations remain the 
only  way d e s ig n
professionals to b^counted in.

“Architects cannot advertise 
or bid, and the only way to get a 
chance at a state project is with 
a rifle,” said David N. La Bau, 
president of the Connecticut 
Society of Architecture.

L aB au sa id  fo r m ost 
architecs buying tickets for a 
political party’s fund-raising 
dinner could be the only way to 
make it to the list of design 
professionals jockeying for 
state contracts.

What also emerged from the 
interviews were indications of 
soul-searching among Connec­
ticut designers in an effort to 
forestall a Maryland type of 
scandal that led to the resigna­
tion of Vice President Spiro T. 
Agnew.

LaBau, however, balked at 
suggestions that applicants for 
state contracts be barred from 
making political contributions.

“ It would not be fair to 
restrict this rule to architects. 
We feel we have a right to con­
tribute to political parties and 
candidates just like anybody 
else in the other professions,” 
he said.

"It’s not a kickback, it’s not a 
despicable act and we have 
never been required to con­
tribute a percentage on any 
project,” LaBau said!

R ich a rd  J . Y edzin iak , 
executive d irec to r of the 
Connecticut Engineers in 
Private Practice, said actually 
“there’s nothing illegal in the 
relationship between political

relationship and selection for 
state contracts.”

Yedziniak said although some 
political contributors have been 
selected by the state, there are 
also engineers and architects 
who have never paid a penny 
but obtained contracts.

“And there are also designers 
who have made huge con­
tributions, yet were never 
chosen for a state project,” he 
said.

“What we need is a more 
defined procedure that would 
give more designers greater op­
portunity to be selected,” Yed­
ziniak said.

Like LaBau, Y edziniak 
rejected any more to prohibit 
design professionals from 
making political donations 
“unless people in the other 
professions are also barred 
from such contributions.”

“We would resist any effort 
to prevent engineers from 
making contributions. If there’s 
such a policy, it should be con­
sistent and should apply to per­
sons supplying furniture, paper 
or other services to the state. 
We would not be made a 
scapegoat,” he said.

Both professional groups, 
hoVrever, said they would like to 
see Mme reform in the state’s 
building contract procedures.

“We would like to see a situa­
tion where we architects can 
compete in a fair way,” said 
LaBau.

Under present procedures for 
se le c tin g  e n g in e e rs  and 
a rch itec ts , designers are 
selected by the state Public 
Works Department, currently 
headed by Paul Manafort, a 
friend and New Britain political 
associate of Gov. Thomas J. 
Meskill.

LaBau proposed a selection 
committee composed of private 
c it iz e n s , a r c h i te c ts  and 
engineers not involved with 
state construction projects.

“The commission’s job would 
be to match architects with the 
work required, and make it dif­
ficult for politics to be in­
volved,” LaBau said.

Yedziniak said there have 
been proposals for the state to 
adopt a system of rotation of 
engineers for state projects. 
“But there has been resistance 
to this,” he said.

He said one of the bases for

Despite the White House 
sta tem ent, K issinger had 
asserted he would be going 
home at the end of the week 
with or without an agreement. 
Aides said he might leave 
behind deputies to clean up 
technical details if there was no 
pact.

However, in Damascus the 
official Syrian news agency 
quoted an American official as 
saying Kissinger may cut short 
his Middle East peace mission 
and leave without achieving an 
agreement because of what the 
agency called Israeli stalling. 
The agency quoted the official 
as justifying the pessimism by 
saying there are “numerous 
complicated matters which 
were not solved "yet.”

Kissinger told newsmen upon 
emerging from a 2'/z hour 
meeting with Prime Minister 
Golda Meir and her disengage­
ment negotiating team: “As 
you know, substantial agree­

ment has been reached on the 
demarcation line but there are 
a whole range of other issues 
that are linked to it.”

U.S. officials have imposed a 
virtual news blackout on the 
final negotiations, but the 
p a r lia m e n t sess io n  was 
scheduled for the day Kissinger 
expected to wrap up a Syrian- 
Israeli disengagement accord.

A high official traveling with 
K iss in g e r conceded the 
possibility of last-m inute 
hitches, but said Kissinger 
expected to sew up the agree­
ment by Friday'before ending 
his 15,000-mile trip.

Troops Seek End 
To Irish Strike

B ELFA ST (U P I) -  
Thousands of British army 
troops, their faces blackened in 
commando style, moved in at 2 
a.m. today and tore down 
barricades blocking Belfast 
streets to enforce a week-old 
general strike. When daylight 
came defiant Protestants put 
them up again.

The army operation, the 
biggest in nearly two years, 
was achieved without a major 
confrontation with Protestant 
loyalists who have paralyzed 
Northern Iceland with a strike. 
The strike was in protest 
against any political moves that 
might give Catholic Ireland a 
say in Ulster politics.

By daybreak virtually all 
Belfast streets were clear. But 
.it was a shortlived peace and 
more than 100 roadblocks went 
up again during the morning. 
Men in combat jackets and the 
uniforms of extreme right-wing

P ro te s ta n t o rganizations 
manned them, clubs in hand.

“It’s worse today than yester­
day,” one police source said.

Sporadic violence broke out.
In Dundonald, on the out­

skirts of East Belfast, police 
trying to remove a barricade 
were stoned by several hundred 
Protestants. A small-scale riot 
ensued and army troops moved 
in to rescue the police, 
spokesmen said.

In the Newtownards Road 
area in East Belfast, a civilian 
riding a motorcycle was shot 
and injured and a bystander 
slightly wounded by shots from 
an unknown source, police said.

The British government had 
warned it would not yield to the 
demands of the self-appointed 
Ulster Workers Council (UWC), 
which called the strike to over­
turn the current power-sharing 
government and prevent what it 
called a sellout of the Protes­
tant cause.

Fritz To Head Vernon Police

He served in the United 
State Air Force from 1951 to 
1955 and was honorably dis­

charged with the rank of air­
man 1/c.

He is a graduate of Rockville 
High School and he attended 
Hartford Institute of Account­
ing; Tri-State College in 
Angola, Indiana; the University 
of (Connect i cut ;  and 
Northeastern University.

He was toh man in his class at 
the Chief of Police Academy. 
His other law enforcement 
training included attending the; 
Northwestern Traffic Seminar; 
FBI Fingerprinting Course; 
Capital Region Drug Seminar; 
Manchester Regional Training 
Academy; and Penal Code 
Police Training Project.

Fritz joined the department 
in 1963, was later appointed 
sergeant and in January 1971 
was raised to lieutenant.
