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Kissinger Making Final Bid
For Israeli- Syrian Accord

DAMASCUS (UPI) — Secretary of State
Henry A, Kissinger returned to Damascus
today for a make-or-break meeting with
Syrian President Hafez Assad on a military
disengagement agreement for the Golan
Heights where Israeli and Syrian forces
have dueled for 75 days.

A high American official said Kissinger
must complete the key points of the troop
separation pact by tonight or recess the

negotiations and go home without an
agreement. ;

Kissinger arrived in Damascus at 1;58
p.m. (6:58 am. EDT) after a one-hour
flight from Tel Aviv where he was delayed
by a bomb scare.

The crucial meeting was with Assad to
discuss an American plan for the thinning
out of forces along the front — the major
remaining issue.

Another disputed issue is the size of the
United Nations force to patrol a buffer
zone hetween the two sides.

Kissinger left open the possibility he
could return to Damascus to complete the
drafting Sunday, but only if the “'substan-
tive points” can be settled today.

The high official said he was determined
to be home by late Monday — his 51st
birthday.

Vacationers Jam Highways

By United Press International

Vacationers jammed the country’s
highways Friday for the Memorial Day
weekend with expectations of sufficient
gas supplies and a lower traffic death toll.

The National Safety Council, optimistic
of “energy-saving lower speeds and less
travel,”" estimated between 450 and 550
persons would die in traffic accidents
during the 78-hour weekend, the lowest es-
timate the courcil has made for the
holiday in eight years. B

The council said up to 26,000 other per-
sons might suffer disabling injuries during
the holiday period, from 6 p.m. local time
Friday to midnight Monday,

Motorists could cut the dead and injured

rate if they “take the time to buckle their
safety belts," the council said.

Dr. James D. Gregory, head of the
National Highway Traffic Administration,
said a good goal for the nation for the first
long weekend of warm weather would be a
death toll below 400.

Last year, 539 persons died during the
three-day Memorial Day weekend. The
record toll for a three-day Memorial Day
weekend was 587 in 1969 and the all-time
high Memorial Day traffic toll was 628 in
1968 when the nation observed a four-day
outing.

California Highway Patrol Com-
missioner Walter Pudingki said a com-
bination of adequate gasoline supplies and
good weather could push traffic to record
volumes.

Kissinger’'s trip was the 11th and
possibly final shuttle of his month-long,
15,000-mile Middle East peace mission.

Kissinger attempted to repeat his
success of last week when he put forward
a plan that broke the major deadlock over
where the controversial Golan Heights
cease-fire line would be located,

Since then, he has won agreement on
most of the other major issues. They in-
clude the role of a United Nations force in
policing the agreement, an exchange of
prisoners and the form and content of the
agreement itself.

Court Reform Bills
Signed by Governor

HARTFORD (UPI) — Gov. Thomas J.
Meskill Friday signed sweeping court
reform measures despite opposition from
the state bar association and a recent
court decision against the proposed one-

“tier judicial system.

The new law merges circuit courts with
common pleas courts and raises
judges'salaries.

The signing came despite opposition
from the Connecticut Bar Association and
Superior Court Judge Leo Parskey's re-
cent opinion that the legislature had no
right to change the jurisdictions of con-
stitutionally established courts.

Land Records Computerized, Indexed

Town Clerk Edward J. Tomkiel is proud of Manchester's
completely computerized and indexed land-records system
— the first of its kind in the State of Connecticut.
Reindexing was started eight years ago and was com-
pleted recently. The land records date back to 1823 (the
year Manchester broke away from East Hartford and was
incorporated), and contain over 1,750,000 entries in 22
volumes, The records are separated into two periods —
1823 to 1966 and 1967 to 1978. Records for the current year
will be merged with the latter period. Tomkiel said all en-

tries have been verified as to accuracy and have been
filmed and placed on tape. ““Land records,” he explained,
“are the backbone of a town's assessing and taxing struc-
ture. Manchester’s, because they are on tape, can be
replaced in a week's time — indexed alphabetically and
chronologically according to surnames. In the event of any
kind of catastrophe — were the records to be destroyed —
the town would have the assurance it could be back in
business in a short time.”" (Herald photo by Dunn)

The reorganization creates a new
system beginning Dec. 31 that raises pre-
sent circuit court judge salaries by $2,500
to the same salary paid common pleas
judges, $28,500. .

The measure, an initial step in a plan to
create a single-tier court system, is sup-
posed to create more efficiency and speed
in the handling of cases.

Uneven case loads among the various
courts retards the advance of justice, the
measure's sponsors argued.

Cost of the merger is $226,000 for the
first six months the new court will operate
during the fiscal year beginning July 1.
The bill includes $35,000 for a commission
to draft proposed unification bills for the
1976 legislature as a way of eliminating
the present three-tier court structure,

The merged court of common pleas will
handle jurisdiction over the same matters
now assumed by circuit courts and com-
mon pleas courts.

Criminal charges carrying penalites of
up to five years and civil claims up to $15,-
000 will all be handled in the new merged
system. Summary process actions, pater-
nity proceedings and “‘small claims’ for
damages up to §750 will also be handled in
the new court,

Appeals from the new court will be sent
to the superior court, which will be
restructured to accommodate the change.

Parskey objected to the assigning of cir-
cuit court criminal jurisdiction to the new
court, arguing that the circuit court could
not deal with cases carrying penalties of
more than one-year imprisonment.

His ruling has been sent to the state
Supreme Court for review. If the Parskey
decision is upheld, the disputed aspect of
the reform measure could be killed.

Meantime, Chief State's Attorney
Joseph T. Gormley has told prosecutors to
transfer to superior court any case in
which a penalty of more than one year is
being sought.

Gormley's directlve is temporary while
awaiting the Supreme Court decision on
Parskey's ruling.

State Boosts
Stocks of Gas

HARTFORD (UPI) —
Connecticut will pump some 1
million gallons of gasoline from
its stock into the state's service
stations this Memorial Day
weekend in an effort to

alleviate an expected critical

shortage next week, the state
energy agency announced
Thursday.

The extra infusion, however,
will have only a slight effect on
the gasoline supply picture
which will range from '‘poor”
to “‘good" Friday through Mon-
day, Energy Administrator
Eckardt C. Beck told a news
conference,

The extra gasoline, Beck
said, will insure that service
stations do not run dry next
Tuesday and Wednesday.
"After a weekend of travel,
there will be a lot of thirsty
cars around,”" he said.

Beck said the million gallons
of fuel from the state’s reserve
will "be distributed starting
Friday afternoon.

He said the number of cars
which will hit the state's roads
will be almost the same as last
year.,

“A good portion of the gas-
oline that will be available to
motorists will be non - branded,
high-priced fuel,” the energy
chief said. ““Many brand station
operators with lower-priced gas
to sell have told us they plan to
take the weekend off."”

Beck urged motorists to
observe energy - conserving
measures such as lewering
driving speeds, avoiding un-
necessary travelling, and car-
pooling.

“It looks as if Connecticut
motorists and gasoline station
operators have conflicting
plans for the weekend," Beck
said. “'Traffic volumes are
expected to be almost the same
as last year, but many stations
will be closed."

He said based on a spot
sampling by his office and on a
survey by a Connecticut motor
club, the daily gasoline outlook
for the weekend would be:
Friday: good; Saturday: fair to
good; Sunday: poor; Monday:
poar to fair,

Beck also said the gasoline
shortage is not over and could
hit the state again this summer
if motorists do not take
precautions,

He said with ‘modest conser-
vation efforts,” there should be
no fuel problem in the coming
summer months.

The Games
Politicians Play

The Ella Grasso bandwagon un-
doubtedly got a big boost in this
week's Democratic primary election
in Hartford.

However, the relative closeness of
the vote, when pre-election polls had
Mrs. Grasso favored 3-to-1, did not
exactly derail Robert Killian's quest
for the party's gubernatorial nomina-
tion.

It may well be that Killian will
retire from the race if it appears other
towns will fall in line with the Grasso
forces. However, should this happen,
there will still remain some doubt in
the minds of many that town
primaries as they are now conducted,
are anything more than a tactic in the
games politicians play.

Killian petitioned successfully to
get the Hartford primary and he made
a strong bid to get Hartford delegates
committed to him for state conven-
tion balloting. For another game
politicians play is that “you can't go
anywhere without the backing of
your own home town."

The Grasso supporters needed Hart-
ford as a key to influencing other
large blocks of delegates such as
Bridgeport which has been neutral up
to this point.

Also underlying the Hartford vote
was another game politicians play
called party control. Nicholas Car-
bone leaped on the Grasso bandwagon
early and it was his role in the city's
party structure that was as much a
part of the campaign issues as Grasso
vs. Killian because the attorney -
general and Carbone have tangled
before in intra-party squabbles.

Efforts will now be redoubled to
avoid a state-wide primary by party
strategists working behind the scenes
in advance of the convention.

Mrs. Grasso’s victory will be fully
exploited but since it was not as
resounding as many had forecast and
hoped; the avoidance of a state
primary is a key card that Killian now
holds.

Despite reports of a badly-
splintered Republican party and the
unassessed impact of Watergate on
state politics; the Demoerats cannot
risk, if it can be avoided, a state-wide
primary which would give broader
airing to some of the issues raised in
Hartford and which could be exploited
to advantage by Republicans.

How the Democratic party *‘power
brokers,"" as Killian has labeled them,
. fuet themselves may be the key to
a Democ:o'ic governor in 1975.
They will have .- hargain with
Killian. How they approach ..’m and
the terms they offer may decide
whether he continues his fight for the
nomination in what could be a party-

splitting bruiser of a battle or whether

he bows out in that intangible thing
called party loyaity.

Should Killian bow, we may get an
inkling of the price the power brokers
had to pay in what the future holds for
Carbone in the Democratic party.
Which means we reach a full circle of

events for it is highly doubtful at this °

time that Grasso forces could drop

“Carbone in the light of Hartford's

primary results.

So there are more games to play by
the politicians between now and con-
vention time, )

Meanwhile, that lonely outrider, so
long ago written off, Frank Zullo,
former mayor of Norwalk, is waiting
in the wings and is more than
available if a marriage of con-
venience between the Grasso and
Killian factions cannot be arranged.

WASHINGTON — I weep not
for Exxon, Texaco and other
major oil companies. Big Oil
made a good thing out of the so-
called energy crisis, and if
Congress turns vindictive I do
not foresee a revolution by the
working stiffs.

Vindictive is not my word. It
is used by Big Oil's lobbyists on
Capitol Hill to describe what
appears to be a grassroots
movement o repeal the oil
depletion allowance, which
exempts from tax the first 22
per cent of gross income earned
by an oil or gas producer. Most
members of Congress have
been deluged with angry mail
from back home demanding
that the oil industry’s taxes be
increased and this is an election
year.

Earlier, it had appeared
Congress would go along with
the House Ways and Means
Committee’s proposal to phase
out the depletion allowance
over three years, starting in
1975. But amendments to end
the allowance completely,
retroactive to last Jan. 1, are
now being argued in both House
and Senate.

The amendments have great
Main Street appeal. In a letter
to colleagues, Sen. Warren
Magnuson and Henry Jackson,
Democrats from Washington
state, estimated that the
retroactive repeal would yield
$2.6-billion more revenue than
the Ways and Means bill — “‘ap-
proximately half the current
domestic after-tax windfalls.”
And by 1980, say Magnuson and
Jackson, the difference
between immediate and phased
repeal would total a whopping
$80-billion.

Big Oil's lobbyists are
roaring like a pride of lions,
calling repeal a body blow to
the industry and warning of new
energy crises ahead if Congress
takes the “‘vindictive' path.
And, of course, the oil industry
has always been generous with
campaign contributions. But
Congress doesn't have to be told
that working-stiff voters out-
number oil company
executives.

Still, there is a chance Big Oil
will beat the retroactive rap.
That chance rests in the Senate,
where Magnuson, Jackson and
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ears For Big Oil

Sen. Abe Ribicoff, D-Conn., will
try to lack their amendment
onto a teriff bill okayed by the
Finance Committee. First,
however, Sens. Walter Mon-
dale, D-Minn., and Teddy
Kennedy, D-Mass., will move to
add a tax cul proposal to the
bill, and will have the powerful
support oFSen. Russell Long, D-
La

It is not news that most Rep-
publicans follow the Nixon line
in opposing a tax cul now, So do
some Democrats, headed by
Sen. William Proxmire of
Wisconsin, chairman of the
Joint Economic Committee, If
the cut is okayed, some
senators in favor of repealing
the depletion allowance might
say nuts and vote against the
whole package. Magnuson and
Jackson argue that the in-
creased revenues produced by
depletion repeal would balance

everything out, but they can’t
prove it.

In the House, the issue is cne
of party discipline. The
Democratic caucus voted by a
comfortable margin to instruct
the Rules Commitlee to clear
the retroactive amendment for
floor action and this could have
a powerful influence on party
members. The word could be
used advised]y. There are
enough oil-state congressmen
who might defy the caucus, and
their voters probably would be
enough to kill the amendment.

Al any rate, the chips will be
down, with everybody on the
Hill forced to stand up and be
counted. It is one of those issues
Congress could do without, a
mere six months before the elec-
torate voles for an entire House
and one-third of the Senate.

A*Rosy Prediction
Among the Thorns

What_ with pollution, energy
shortages and worries aboul the
depletion of nafural resources,
"progress’” is a suspect word
these days. Rosy predictions
about the future, once a staple
of the Sunday supplements,
have been supplanted by essays
discussing just how bad things
will be the end of the century.

Thus it has to be something of
an event when a magazine
bucks the current pessimistic
trend to take a confident look at
what life will be like in these
United States in and around the
year 2000,

Engineering News-Record,
McGraw-Hill's construction in-
dustry newsweekly, did . just
that recently in “Probing the
Future,” a mammoth, 538-page
issue marking the publication’s
100th anniversary.

Not that there won't be
problems and challenges aplen-
ty. For instance, by 2000, 85 per
cent of America's expected
population of 250 million .will
live in cities. This will mean
that 60 million more people will
have to be accommodated in ur-
ban centers in less than three
decades. To meet this need,
almost 100 cities the size of San
Francisco will have to be con-
structed.

But according to the skilled
observers and’ reporters who
contributed to “Probing the
Future," the job can and will be
done. Some of their predic-
tions:

Cities will become more high-
rise, with numerous 100-story
and even 150 to 200-story
buildings dotting the horizon.
Some structures will be built on
stilts hundreds of feet above
plazas, and.huge “A-frames”
400 to 500 feet high will span
highways, railroad yards and
parks. Plazas, some at low
levels, some 100 stories up, will
connect structures and provide
open, parkline space as well as
stability. Y

On the ground, vehicular and
pedestrian traffic will have
their own levels, with theaters,
shops and restaurants, High-
rise buildings will be self-

contained communities housing
populations of 25,000 (the size of
Philadelphia in 1776) and incor-
porating all services and con-
veniences as well as employ-
ment.

Private housing will look
pretty much the way it does
now, but the single family
house on its own plot will give
away lo row houses built about
a commonly held open space.
Factory-produced utility ser-
vice cores will incorporate
kitchen, laundry and heating
and cooling plants in prefab un.
its. Iy

Near-future public transpor-
tation will be an elaboration of
the best that exists today, with
high-speed intercity trains the
most likely development. Per-
sonal rapid traisit systems will
be in use before 2000, but the in-
tercontinental rocket, the per-
sonal helicopter, the automated
highway and gravity vacuum
tube travel won't be,

Lumber will be extremely
scarce in 21st century, and ef-
forts will be made to increase
forest productivity through fer-
tilization to bring trees to
malturity in months rather than
years. Concrete will be im-
proved so that it will be
temperature- and chemical-
resistant, high in lensile
strength, self-curing and flexi-
ble. Glass will be 10 times
stronger and plastics will find
new structural applications,

Robots will replace men in
dangerous jobs, and today's
computers will be replaced by
thinking units that will “talk™
with designers and make
suggestions. Building

tradesmen could be making as

much as $60 an hour, while
enjoying greatly increased
benefits and reduced working
hours. - _
All'in all, the year 2000 sounds
like a great place to visit,
though many ofd-timers who
don't expect to make it may be
just as glad they won't have to
live there, Still, it's refreshing
to read some hopeful predic-
tions for a change instead of the
usual gloom and doom,

the committee sel up guidelines
for a systemwide Individually
Guided Education (IGE)
program and report back to the
board for approval before im-
plementing it.

Dr. Daniel Woolwich, chair-
man of the committee, said the
IGE program is closely related
to the Continuous Progress
program now in effect in
srades 1-5.

The basic philosophy of the
program is to permit each child
'to move at his own pace. There
are no grades, as such, but in-
stead a child moves from level
to level in’ terms of his own
growth and ability.

In such a program the group
placement is flexible as
children of the same age can
vary greatly in ability and
growth. Woolwich said the
program eliminates a child
having to repeat a grade.

Woolwich said his commiltee
has had favorable reports from
the elementary school prin-
cipals and supervisors involved
in the program and the ad-

ministrators endorse its con-
tinuance.

In asking that the board con-
sider going systemwide with
the closely related IGE
Program, Woolwich also said
the program should no loger be
considered a pilot one but
rather part of the continuous
progress approach to educa-
tion,

If the program is approved
the only additional cost, other
than those already approved in
the 1974-75 budget, would be the
consideration of additional
aides.

Already included in the
budget is 15 hours of teacher-
aide time per school week.
These aides would mostly be in-
volved in clerical work.

The systemwide guidelines,
Woolwich explained, should in-
clude development of other IGE
approaches:such as study skills
and training new elementary
schools 2t thezate of one or two
per year with each receiving a
year’s lead time and 10, hali-
days to accomplish the transi-
tion.

Sitting far back from the
main street frame by a wide
lawn and a variety of aged
trees, the dignified dwelling is a
cluster of high-ceilinged rooms
that relate to each other by
being completely livable,

There have been no physical
changes since the time Thomas
Green, a descendent of Com-
modore Green, lived there,
(Thomas Green was the
founder of The Courant in 1764.
The Mahrs bought the home
from Miss Eleanor Tudor
Green, greal-great-
granddaughter of the founder.)

The 15-room house was built
originally as a summer home
for the Green family who lived
on Sigourney St. in Hartford.‘
The 19-step Philippine
mahogany stairway suggests
the height of the rooms.

“I have just put antiques
around wherever I thought I'd
like them,” says Mrs. Mahr in
commenting on her interior
decorating. However, unlike an
interior decorator's ‘‘night-
mare,” as she calls it, the
selected combination of style,
color, and arrangement has
resulted in a personalized,
tasteful home.

The kitchen is large and open
with a fireplace, a round oak
table and matching chairs, and
an old hand carved ‘'settle"
with a cheery red velvet
cushion. A modern stainless
steelsink with a concealed dish-
washer belie the antiquity of
the room.

Group Seeking
New Approach
To Evangelism

By David E. Anderson

For the past several years, a
small but growing band of con-
servative evangelical
Protestants has been attemp-
ting to end the assumed connec-
tion between theological. and
political conservatism.

These evangelicals are trying
to make it clear their involve-
ment in politics, while liberal
and sometimes even radical,
will not follow the same line as

uthat of the more theologically

liberal mainline Protestant
denominations.
The classic view of the con-

ives has been that con-
i:v%@rary religious social ac-
15m, founded on the Social

Gospel movément of the early
20th century, has abandoned the
question of an individual's
relationship with God in its
attempt to fashion social
change.

Conservative Defenders

In the past, conservative
Christians have been seen —
sometimes inaccurately — as
little more than conservative
defenders of the political status
quo,

Now, however, as theologican
Richard Mouw pointed out at
the second ‘‘Conference on
Christianity and Politics'' held
recently on the campus of
Calvin College, Grand Rapids,
Mich., ‘there are other crucial
matters on the unfinished agen-
da of the North American
evangelical community."

Mouw, professor of
philosophy at Calvin, lauded his
evangelicg| forebearers for
their role~in leading
evangelicals out of the
bitterness of the
fundamentalist-modernist
debate (symbolized by the clash
over evolution) earlier in the
century toward more responsi-
ble social involvement,

""We haye devoted much
energy to the discussion of the
so-called 'Genesis question,’'
which has to do with the
relationship between creation
and evolution," he said.

“Apply Our Beliefs”

“But now we must find ways
in which we can apply our
orthodox beliefs concerning the
creation of our first parents in
God's image and their sub-
sequent rebellion against the
Creator to an understanding of

-

the heresies that lie at the roots
of racism, sexism, militarism
and the exploitation of the
natural order."

Evangelicals, Mouw said,
"have rightly talked much
about the virgin birth of Christ,
his deity and his future return."

But now, he said, conser-
vative Christians must address
such problems as “the political
and economic lifestyles and
strategies that might be ap-
propriate responses to (Jesus')
unique Lordship and kingship."

At the same time, Mouw
stressed that new involvement
must be with “‘a sense of our
continuity with evangelical con-
cerns and programs of the
past” aimed at avoiding '‘the
pitfalls of Protestant
liberalism."

“The Legitimate Heirs"

"We will differ from Protes-
tant liberalism in its approach
Lo social-political matters," he
said, '‘to the degree that we
view ourselves as the
legitimate heirs of those
evangelical Christians who
refused to side with theological
latitudinarianism in this coun-
try during the early decades of
the 20th Century,"" .

In the conservative Chris-
tian approach to finding new
forms of social-political
engagement, “we must not be
thought of as siding with
Protestant liberalism, but
rather as expanding the
evangelicalism that nurtured us
and brought us to a saving
knowledge of the Lordship of
Jesus Christ,” he said.

Mouw and his evangelical in-
tellectual colleagues are
attempting to define a biblical
“view of reality" that has as its
consequence a radical impact
on the social-political sphere
while at the same time making
sure it is not a matter of
expressing '‘Marxism within
the household of evangelical
faith."

Al this point, they have been
largely successful in laying the
theological - and intellectual
groundwork for a renewed
evangelical presence in
politics. Whether this can be
transformed from theorizing to
action — political action that
will include the grassroots of
the evangelical movement-—
remains to be seen.

Humor Brittle
In Simon Play

Good talent and a good set-
ting are wasted on the Little
Theatre of Manchester’s latest
offering, ““The Gingerbread
which opened Friday
night,

Neil Simon's play at East
Catholic High School
Auditorium cuts a sordid slice
out of life again tonight and
next Friday and Saturday, a
portion loo big to digest easily.

Being accustomed to a subtle,
zany type of humor from Simon
which is refreshing, the humor
one tries to identify in “Ginger-
bread Lay'" is not a funny
humor, and the audience
laughter soon diminishes as the
lines of the actors take on a
character of brittle humor that
shatters over the underlying
human tragedies.

The story deals with a fading
blues singer who returns to her
home in the New York West
Seventies after a bout with a
“dying out" sanitarium and a
rigid diet of losing many
pounds. Her disillusions are
many. And her lovers have been
many as have been her heart-
breaks.

She tries to grasp at a straw
of security in her daughter, but
finds It difficult to hang on.

Her closest friend has her
own problems trying lo main-
tain her “‘beautiful” face which
— if she ever removed her
makeup — would look *'like my
mother."”

The daughter's devotion to
her mother, and faith in her,
seems to win out in the end, but
you're not quite sure how long,
or if it will last.

Bette Scott plays Evy Meara,
the almost reformed alcoholic.
She is new to LTM. Although
she brings a rich backgroung.of
experience with the Masqiters,
Oval-inThe-Grove, and Triangle
Playhouse, and although she
executed her role flawlessly,
she was not convincing as the
type one would imagine as an
ex-nightclub blues singer.

Patricia Kellia was a
gorgeous Toby Landau who
worried constantly ‘about her
youthful. image and gave a
stellar performance ina scen

where she tried to rejuvenate
her lost youth on her 40th
birthday through her romantic
reminiscences which had
become things of phe past.

As the enduring
daughter, Polly, Deborah Boily
created a kind of sterilized
character in contrast to the
polluted individuals struggling
for identity in the rest of the
cast.

Maz Von Lein as Jimmy
Perry, also a first timer with
LTM, has a relationship “‘of
sorts’ with Evy, but can't quite
make it as an‘actor and suffers
the frustrations of his in-
adequacies.

One cast member who comes
on strong during his short
appearance on stage is Robert
Bletchman as Lou Tanner,
another of Evy's lovers.
Bletchman is a convincing ac-
tor and stabilizes any scene he
is in.

Peter Hutchinson does a light
bit as Manuel, the grocery
delivery boy.

The playy ably directed by
Robert Donnelly, does not do
justice to Neil Simon who
excels in his own brand of
sophisticated humor. An
attempt at dramatizing one of
life's less pleasant and not un-
common situations is wasted on
a thin story. It is not a play for
which one will remember Neil
Simon.

The Painting

When Whistler first
tried to exhibit this picture
in 1872, a group of painters
in London said it was not
good enough and turned it
down. However, one of the
members threatened to re-
sign, +and - they changed
their minds. Once, Whistler
tried to sell it for $500 but
no one was interested. He
finally sold it to a museum
in France for $700.

The Artist James McNeill Whistler and His Mama

Whistler called this painting “Arrangement in Gray and Black: Portrait of the Painter’s Mother.”
He never dreamed that it would become one of the most famous paintings in the world. It now hangs in

the Louvre Museum in Paris, France. It has become the symbol of motherhood.

The Artist

James MeNeill -‘Whistler was born in Lowell,
Massachusetts in 1834. His father was a railroad
engineer. The family spent several years in Russia
when he was growing up.

Whistler was sent to West Point but was ex-
pelled because he spent so much time drawing and
so little time studying. When he was 21, he left the
United States to study art in Paris. He never
ret;Jrned.

Whistler was a famous character of his day. He
was known for his witty remarks and flashy way
of dressing. During his lifetime, he was often in
need of money. He gained fame and fortune during
the last 10 years of his life. He died in 1903.

His Mama
Anna Whistler was a religious woman. When
her children were growing up, they had to say a
Bible verse each morning. One friend\called her a
“saint.” She was also described as “calm, peaceful

and dignified.”
At age 56, she crossed the Atlantic Ocean

to be with her artist son whenever possible. “No
one could have been a better son,” a friend said.

Little is known about the actual painting of this
portrait, when it was begun or finished. It is con-
sidered a masterpiece because of the use of color
and line. It’s a gentle painting of a lonely woman.
You can tell a lot about her just by looking at the
painting.
