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Israel and Syria

JERUSALEM (UPI) — Israel and Syria
announced today they had reached agree-
ment on troop disengagement in the Golan
Heights. It was a major diplomatic
triumph for Secretary of State Henry A.
Kissinger who shuttled between
Damascus and Jerusalem for 32 days.
Kissinger's mission had appeared en-

ding in failure Tuesday when he made his
13th and last trip to Damascus, a spur-of-
the-moment decision that saved his
longest and most difficult mission. He had
won a similar agreement between Israel
and Egypt early in the year.

Final agreement came at an Israel
cabinet meeting after a day of last minute

State Funds Sought
For Bentley Work

The Board of Education has agreed to
ask the Board of Directors for (¢ permis-
sion to apply for a state grant of up to $30,-
000 to correct fire safety deficiencies at
Bentley School.

The Board Tuesday night accepted a
recommendation from School Superinten-
dent James P. Kennedy that the grant be
sought, The move stems from an inspec-
tion of the school by the state fire
marshal's office March 3 and by report
from Chief Granville Lingard of the
Manchester, 8th District Fire Depart-
ment,

The $30,000, which was considered a
realistic figure, is 50 per cent reimbur-
sable.

The board also approved a further
request to the Board of Directors to return
the reimbursement to the Board of Educa-
Lion,

Originally, the board had $6,500 iden-
tified in the 1974 budget intended for resur-
facing the school playground area.
Because of the high priority of the fire cor-
rections, the money will be redirected
towards the accomplishment of some of
the items noted in the inspection report.

On the high priority list of ac-
complishments this summer are the
placement of smoke barriers in the cor-
ridors in the basement and on the first
floor at Bentley. There are also wooden
partitions In the area leading to the
cafeteria which must be removed.

Also, there is a wooden hatchway In the
boiler room which is to be rebuilt and
replaced.

The agreement ends the 79-
day-old war of attrition that broke out on
on the Golan Heights soon after the Oc-
tober Yom Kippur War ended.

It was the first formal agreement Syria
had reached with Israel since 1948 when
Israel four what it called its war of in-
dependence. It is to be signed formally in
Geneva, site of the Middle East peace
talks thus far boycotted by Syria.

Although the agreement ends the
fighting much negotiation lies ahead
before here is permanent peace. The
Soviet Union and Syria said tonight the
disengagement agreement must be
followed immediately by steps to get an
Israeli withdrawal from all occupied Arab
territory.

At the White House, President Nixon
said the agreement would be signed
Friday by the two sides. The President
called it a ‘‘major 'diplomatic
achievement” and praised Kissinger for
his tenacity in pressing for the agreement.

The Israeli sources said the
breakthrough came Tuesday when Israel
dropped its insistence on a Syrian
guarantee against Arab guerrilla infiltra-
tion from across the frontier and accepted
instead a U.S. offer of political support in
the event of Israeli retaliation.

In another indication of impending
agreement, the Israel radio quoted an
International Red Cross official as saying
that a plane has arrived ready to go to
Damascus for the exchange of prisoners of
war — a major point of the accord,

The official was quoted as saying that a
second plane was standing by in Basel,
Switzerland with a medical staff aboard.

Figueroa Sees Hartford

As Key to GOP Victory

Why would a 43-year-old man with a
wife and four daughters and a new home
under construction in a new town quit a
$28,500-a-year job to run for Congress as a
Republican in a “safe’ Democratic dis-
trict?

In the case of Ruben Figueroa, who
resigned last month as state com-
missioner of community affairs, it's
because he's convinced, as he told the
Manchester GOP Town Committee
Tuesday night, he can win the nomination
and election in the First Congressional
District.

‘New South’ Turns

Back On Old Faces

The *“New South” turned away from old
faces — J. William Fulbright and Orval
Faubus — in primary elections Tuesday.
But Oregon voters gave new life to the
maverick political career of Wayne
Morse.

The rejection of Fulbright after 30 years
in the Senate and of six-time former Gov.
Faubus by Arkansas Democrats, along
with the defeat of veteran Democratic
Rep. Frank Stubblefield in Kentucky, gave
mounting credence to the belief that es-
tablished political figures regardless of
party are in grave jeopardy after
Watergate,

Though Morse is 73 and served 24 years
in the Senate, his campaign was tailored
lo capitalize on the potent issue of integri-
ty in government and on his own long
record as a fiery dissenter against es-
tablishment politics.

Push For Change

The victory of Gov. Dale Bympers in
Arkansas was not a surprise because he
had been leading in the polls from the
start,

But Bumpers' majority of well over 60
per cent was a crushing rebuff to the 69-
year-old Fulbright, who left a university
presidency in 1944 o serve one term in the
House and five in the Senate, He had
gained global prominence as the
independent-minded chairman of the
Senate Foreign Relations Committee and
a leader of opposition to U.S. involvement
in the Indochina war.

Bumpers, 48, serving his second term as
governor, is regarded as a sure winner in
November, although he does have
Republican opposition from John H.
Jones, a banker,

Bumpers is a Southern Democrat who
turned away from the racial politics that
dominated the party in that region for
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nearly a century after the Civil War. While
relatively unknown nationally, he made a
splash in' 1970 by whipping Faubus for the
Democratic nomination and unseating
Republican Gov. Winthrop Rockefeller.

Former Rep. David Pryor, another
relative newcomer in Arkansas politics,
won the Democratic gubernatorial
nomination by outpolling Faubus, who
became the symbol of Southern resistance
to racial change when he tried to block
school integration in Little Rock in 1958.

Pryor ran well ahead of Faubus and Lt.
Gov. Bob Riley in the primary, but his
total was barely over the 50 per cent
plurality needed o avoid a runoff with the
former governor June il.

In Kentucky, Republican Sen. Marlow
Cook won renomination with ease, as did
Gov. Wendell Ford, who will be his oppo-
nent in a big Senate battle this fall.

Hartford City Councilwoman Margaret
Tedone also was scheduled to appear
Tuesday night but had to cancel, because
of meeting of the City Council. She is a
candidate for the Republican nomination
for secretary of the state.

Figueroa said he's seeking the nomina-
lion because he's “'a little tired of having a
‘yesman' to John Bailey (Democratic
state chairman) in the seat,” and “a little
tired of no Republican representation in
the First District in 16 years."

The present congressman in the First
District is William Cotter of Hartford,
who has announced he .will seek re-
election. The last Republican to represent
the district was Edwin May of
Wethersfield (1957-58).

Using charts with election figures for
1970 and 1972, Figueroa showed that 14 or
15 of the 17 towns In the district voted
Republican — only to lose the elections
because of the high Democratic pluralities
in Hartford and kast Hartiord.

He conceded East Hartford would stay
predominately Democratic but insisted he
could do better in Hartford than Ann
Uccello (former Hartford mayor) did in
1970. That year, he explained, she had a
lead of 12,000 over Cotter in the other 18
towns of the district, lost Hartford by 13-
000, and the election by 1,000

He insisted if each town that went
Republican in 1970 would hold that edge
and add just a little to it, he could do the
rest — by getting Hartford ethnic groups
(Italian, blacks and Spanish-speking) to
switch from Democratic to Republican in
enough numbers to insure his election.

He labeled Watergate '‘a beutiful
smoke-screen, to block out all other
issues,"" and insisted, '“This is the year for
the Republicans in Connecticut,' because
of "the tremendous internal fights within
the Democratic party."

Acknowledging that Ann Uccello was

very popular when she ran against Cotter,
he said she lost her own city by such a
large margin because her hard law-
enforcement program, during the race
riots worked against fier in the black
areas. He said, also, her name on the same
ticket with the unpopular Emilio Daddario
(then candidate for governor), worked
against her in the Italian neighborhoods.
And, he said his (Figueroa's) identifica-
Lion with the Spanish-speaking community
would be of great help there,

Figueroa said he spoke to Gov. Thomas
Meskill and GOP State Chairman J. Brian
Gaffney about his plans to seek the
nomination and that both encouraged him
to run. He said he quit his state job
because the federal Hatch Act dictated the
action. At present, he is devoting full time
Lo his candidacy.

He said he is convinced the minority
groups in the Hartford area know they are
being helped by a Republican administra-
tion, because of the impact his Depart-
ment of Community Affairs made— by the
many programs it instituted and the finan-
cial help it has given,

Figueroa is a swarthyy, muscular man
— very articulate, sincere and politically
knowlegable.

He was born in New York City, moved to
Cromwell, then to Middletown, where he
resides now while awaiting completion of
a new home in Cromwell,

He classifies himself an administrator.
He has had been in the U.S, Navy for many
years — stationed in all parts of the world
in intelligence work — and has spent some
time in consular work. His four daughters
were born in different parts of the world—
one in Connecticut, one in England, one in
Italy and one in China.

What he resents most is being asked
whether he is a “'serious' candidate.

He says he's not only a serious can-
didate, he expects to be nominated and
elected.

State of Emergency Lifted
By New Britain Officials

NEW BRITAIN (UPI) — A state of
emergency was lifted today alter the
source of a pgasoline leak that drove
thousands of residents from their homes
was traced to a tank at a gasoline station,

Acting fire chiel Raymond Galati said
the emergency was lifted at 10:20 a.m. and
electric power was ordered turned back on
about noontime,

Mayor Stanley Pac said the emergency
order was lifted after the source of the
leak was tracked down to an Exxon ser-
vice station at the corner of East Street
and Dix Avenue,

Investigators were ''%9 per cent sure”
the leak started at the station, he said,

Firemen helped flush out sewer pipes
with chemicals to eliminate the danger of
explosive fumes.

Danger of explosion from the gasoline
forced Pac to declare a state of emergen-
cy in an area of two to three square miles
Tuesday. Gasoline was first noticed in the
sewer system last Friday, but it was not
considered a serious threat at that time.

Pac said “the state Department of En-
vironmental Potction took samples out of
the sewer and confirmed the gasoline was
90 per cent Exxon."

Pac said tanks at three Exxon gas
stations in that part of the city were
drained Tuesday night and the sewer lines
purged with a chemical to neutralize the
gasoline and prevent explosive fumes
from escaping into the atmosphere. Pac
said the gasoline apparently came from an
old storage tank. :

"“This can happen when they get to he
about 15 years old," Pac said. “It
happened in Norwich once, and as faras |
know, there are no laws in the book to
protect against aging gas tanks."” -

Just when it seemed as if the crisis had

subsided and about two-thirds of those
evacuated returned home, a thousand per-
sons were re-evacuated from their homes
Tuesday night. Gasoline fumes leaking
from the sewer system returned to high
levels in a six-block area, said police Lt.
Mike Chigers.

The second evacuation began about 9: 30

.m.
g About 75 cily and state workers
attempted to determine the source of the
leaking gasoline, which forced evacuation
of an area in the vicinity of Allyn Street
near Central Connecticut State College.

Most of those forced out apparently
sought shelter with friends or relatives,
with some taking advantage of overnight
facilities set up at the state armory, of-
ficials said.

About five families remained in the ar-
mory early today.

Bob Barnet, one of five National Guard
officials at the scene, said people came in
and out of the armory throughout the day.

“They'd come in and stay for a while,
leave to see il they could go back to their
homes, and be told to come back,'* he said.

“We were burning candles when we

were evacualed,' said Mrs. Donna
Lewkowicz,who was ordered from her
three-family Allyn Street dwelling with
her two children and sister-in-law. “'We
had no electricity."”

“I was under the impression the leak
was confined to a manhole up the street,”
she said. “'Then the polce said everybody
on the left side had to evacuate. We were
on the right side so [ wasn't worried. Then
the police came in with flashlights and
politely told us that we were the last fami-
ly left on the street."

Dan Kiernan, a 25-year-old computer
operater for Trayelers Insurance Co., said
he was up very early working two jobs this
week. “'I had no knowledge of the leak un-
til about 12:15 this mrning when my car
was stopped at my street and I was told
the whole area was in the process of being
evacuated,” he said. "I just moved in last
week and didn't know anybody on the
street.”

The Connecticut Light and Power Co.
said at one point it cut off electricity to 4,
700 customers. By Tuesday afternoon,
power was returned to more than half, a
spokesman said.

Gov. Thomas J. Meskill flew over the
site in a helicopter. A Public Utilities
Commission engineer was sent to in-
-vestigate the leak

Pac sald traces of gasoline were dis-
covered Friday night. “It was extremely
minor,"" he said, “"and we thought we had
it licked."

Early Sunday morning, a Department of
Public Works employe, Joseph Diloreto
was burned in a flash explosion as he tried
to light a cigar near a manhole cover.

SOUTH WINDSOR

Steps Taken Toward
Family Life Program

The South Windsor Board of
Education last night took jts
first step toward implementing
the controversial family life
and human development

program.

In a vote that included two
members opposing — William
Neal and Fred DeGiacomo —
the hoard approved four
recommendations by School
Superjntendent Robert Gold-
man (o set up an advisory com-
mittee that would eventually
present the board with a new
family life program.

For the most part, the
previously approved program
“‘has been scraped” according
to Dr. Goldman. The new
program which would also in-
clude sex education, will utilize

some ‘segments of the former "

curricalum,

In his proposal to the school
board, which was followed by
lengthy citizen-board discus-
sion, Dr. Goldman suggested
the following:

Hiring a capable coordinator
who has the ability to train
staff, write programs and to
explain the program carefully
to parental groups,*

A curriculum that has been
carefully drawn, that addresses
itselfl to the needs of children at
the proper place in their
development, that does not in-

trodace prematurely items that
children are not prepared to
deal with and a curriculum that
understands and respects in-
dividual and family differences
which exist in our community.

A program that allows
parents to exercise options for
materials that they feel are not
best handled by the school for
their child. ’

The immediate formation of
an advisory committee.

Dr. Goldman also felt that the
advisory committee would
recommend those areas of the
curriculum which would be op-
tional for parents and children.

“By respecting the honest
concerns of the citizens of South
Windsor — both those who wish
to exercise that option and
those who wish to have their
children receive the informa-
tion that the program will
provide — we will be serving a
purpose that is valuable to all
the citizens of South Windsor,"
said Goldman. \

A concerned mother, Mrs.
Sally Leonard, an opponent of
the program, heavily
questioned the merits of the
proposed course. In an attempt
to stress her position that many
children are not mature enough
to handle sex education in
schools, Mrs, Leonard cited a
recent high school film on
delecting breast cancer.

The film, shown only to
female students, created a

situation where some male
students were alleged to have
made remarks embarassing to
the girls.

“If the film keeps one girl
from serious illness then the
remarks aren't important,”
said Goldman.

Those opposed to the
curriculum were reminded that
criticism would be kept to facts
and not centered around gossip
and stories that are either not
true or isolated cases.

Mrs. Marge Hutensky, a
board member who in the past
had ‘fought for implementation
of the previous family life
program  felt after reviewing
the situation Dr. Goldman's
recommendation to form an ad-
visory committee is, "a very
capable way to handle a very
delicate situation."

The program will not begin
formal instruction until the
curriculum has been redrawn,
endorsed by the advisory com-
mittee, areas selected for
parental approval, teacher and
training compleled and
materials selected.

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Something Went Wro’ng

The Los Angeles Police Depart-
ment, F'BI and other law enforcement
agencies involved in the SLA affair
are to be congratulated for the ef-
ficiency which they have shown in
combatting the revolutionary-
criminal band so soon after it had
entered the city.

The final raging holocaust in which
they perished was the result of their
refusing to come out of hiding, and
immediately mounting a barrage of
gunfire against the officers.

Whether the fire in their hideout
was set by them or by tear gas shells
is of little moment. They had chosen
to make an armed stand there. It was
their choice. They were prepared for
violent resistance.

There is relief no doubt in the minds
of many that a large part of this
criminal band no longer exists. It is
alarming that so small a group could
have become such a menace to socie-

" ty in so very short a’'time.

There is great personal tragedy in
it, however, both for the families of
those who have died and the young
members of the SLA themselves.

While great publicity has attended
the kidnapping and possible involve-
ment of Patricia Hearst, there were
others, also, with families.

Some of them had given previous
promise of successful careers and of
being assets to themselves and their
communities.

Yet somewhere along the line their
mental processes had become {wisted
and distorted. They did not hope to
better. the. world through peaceful
means. Instead, they chose violence,
terrorism and crime,

Murder to achieve goals of warped
minds was done without quibble. It is
hard to understand how so many well
educated, young people could fall un-

der the sway of such a confirmed
criminal as De Freeze, the self-styled
“field marshal."

Violence of the sixties, the drug
culture, hippies and pseudo-poverty in
dress were, in our opinion, all symp-
toms of their rebellion against so
called middle-class virtues and
America’s work ethie,

There was a lot of hypocrisy in this,
however. Many dressed in a manner
which would have shamed a poor day
laborer. They shunned possessions
and materialism, yet they were being
supported and their way paid by the
system which they derided.

The young members of the SLA
carried their thinking to a weird
logical end. The system could only be
changed, they concluded through
violence, even murder,

With the exception of DeFreeze who
had a long criminal record, most of it
petty, these were not ‘'disadvan-
taged” young people to use a voguish,
apologetic, sociological phrase.

They had parents who cared about
them, gave them good homes, paid for
their education, and surely tried to inq
still moral values.

Something went wrong somewhere.
Perhaps they were given too much.
Shakespeare was wise when he wrote,
“Sweet are the uses of adversity.”

Certainly there are many parents
who have thought, ““Could this have
happened to our children,"

Parents of today's kindergarten and
elementary school youngsters must
wonder what went wrong. Can they
avoid raising their children so they
do not come to the tragic end of a
Nancy Ling Perry or William Wolfe,
who only a few short years back were
the beloved youngsters of parents who
tried to do what they thought was
right?

Ford Running —
For What?

In seven months, Gerald Ford has
traveled more than 75,000 miles,
visited 28 states and made 350 public
appearances, averaging 50 each
month, President Nixon told him,
“Jerry, I think you're working too
hard at this job. Maybe you'd better
slow down a little,"

Vice President Ford has no inten-
sion of following the President’s ad-
vice. He's enjoying it too much. He'd
be bored if he sat around. He enjoys
meeting people. In ‘the days and
months ahead, he has an even more
crowded schedule ahead.

People in Washington-and all over
the country are asking, what is Ford
running for? Why is he doing it? Is he
understudying the President in order
to take over the job if Mr. Nixon
resigns or is removed from office? Is
he running for Republican presiden-
tial nomination in 19767

"President Nixon is not going to
resign;"" Ford has said repeatedly at
every stop. “And I'm convinced he
will not be impeached, either,"

As for the 1976 nomination, Ford

says he i1s not a candidate, he has no
intention of being a candidate, and he
is not sure he would agree to run even
il he is drafted, a development he does
not expect.

One cogent answer Ford gives to the
travels and speaking is that he wants
to do everything he can to rescue the
Republican party from the tragedy of
Watergate. “I think somebody has to
get out and communicate and develop

a rapport, not only politically but also .

with other groups,” is the way he
explains it.

There is also something else. Ford
was leader of the House Republicans
for years. He finds it difficult to say
no, especially to old friends who are
seeking re-election in this troubled
year. Asked if he was the only one in
the administration to do the traveling
and speaking, he said, *‘I should be the
last one to say it, but the President is
pretty busy with foreign affairs and
other matters, so, well, I think this is
part of the responsibility I have taken
over."

Ford is a plain spoken and honest
man. He doesn't duck tough questions.

Disagree With The Rev. Hall

WASHINGTON — It seems
harsh lo disagree with the Rev.
Gearge F. Hall, pastor of St.
John’s Church in the Chicago
suburb of Lincolnwood. He is a
man who deserves our compas-
sion because he lost his
daughter Camilla in that police
firefight with members of the
wretched Symbionese Libera-
tion Army in Los Angeles the
other day.

And yet critical comment of
Mr. Hall is mandatory. One
can, and does, share his grief,
He is, after all, first a father.
Unfortunately, however, he is
also wrong.

Al a press conference in his
church, Mr. Hall essayed the
irrational. He tried to
rationalize his daughter’s in-
volvement in a brutal guerrilla
band that peddles terror and
violence,

Camilla Hall and her friend
Patricla Soltysik, also killed in
the gun battle, were "very
dedicated persons,” Mr. Hall
said, While he was careful to
point out that he didn't agree
“with their methods," he
declared “'They loved America
a great deal, I think what they
were doing was trying to say,
‘America, wake up, Look at
what is happening to this coun-
try,- ”n

Poor Mr. Hall, That kind of
talk just won't wash. Indeed, it
is the kind of talk that other
Camilla Halls might well inter-
pret as an encouragement of
their violent activities and thus
lead them into other shootouts
with the authorities. Reading
Mr. Hall's words, other Camilla
Halls understandably could con-
clude that decent people un-
derstood their resort to terror.

Camilla and Patricia
Soltyzik, said Mr. Hall, had
wide concerns ranging from
ecology to the women’s libera-
tion movement to peace on
earth, Those of course are
proper concerns. But I will not
understand — with Mr. Hall —
that after having tried “all
sorts of peaceful ways'' to right
what they saw as wrongs, “'it
probably had come to the point
where they felt something
dramatic had to be done.”

Something dramatic? The
kidnapping of Patricia Hearst,
for instance? No, Mr. Hall.
What the SLA committed was
not drama but the vicious acts
of spoiled, stubborn children,
Violence means hurting other
people. There is nothing
dramalic or noble about
shooting innocent bystanders or
extortion. Both are still crimes
against the people.

America should indeed wake
up. It's in lousy shape. But we
can “'look at what is happening
to this country' without
deciding that the cure he ad-
ministered from Lhe barrel of a
tommygun. Even our police are
daily ordered by their superiors
to use deadly weapons against
common criminals only as a
last resort, and our administra-
tion of justice has finally
reached a point where
offenders are dealt with stern-

ly.

Mr. Hall spoke of the early
Christian martyrs. He said
thaty while his daughter is not a
martyr in a religious sense, she
is @ martyr for having stood
and said what she thought. But
Camilla did not merely stand up
and say what she thought. She
joined an outlaw band and
adopted their criminal
theology. She died as a
criminal, not as a Christian
thrown to the lions,

As a parent, I grieve for Mr.
Hall and his wife and hold out to
them the hand of compassion.
But the SLA ‘cannot be
rationalized, despite its
hypocritical concern for the
poar. It can only be destroyed
before it destroys another
Camilla Hall. E
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Ever so often a national magazine or the electronic media
comes out with a report that newspapers are dying. On the
contrary, though, newspapers are very much alive.

In 1945, there were 1,749 daily newspapers with a circula-
tion of 48,384,188, At the end of 1973, therz were 1,774
dailies with a circulation of 63,147,280. That's 25 more daily
newspapers with an additional 15 million more circulation.

Last year, there was more money invested in newspaper
advertising than in television and radio combined. Adver-
tisers buy newspaper space to make money for themselves
so it proves that business results to them are profitable.

A recent survey of Herald readers revealed that 71 per
cent of our subscribers read and then buy. The survey also
revealed that 79 per cent read all six issues in the last six
days and the average reading time was 29.9 minutes per
issue,

Newspapers are very much alive. They are better
equipped, and are being distributed faster and more
thoroughly than ever before.

A businessman asks: If angle parking on Main St. is
dangerous, then aren't trucks double parked in front of
stores for unloading freight also dangerous?

He goes on to wonder why truckers can't use the rear en-
trances of stores, where available, for unloading freight so
they don't have to create a traffic snarl on Main Street.

He certainly has a point.

A reader, commenting on a recent editorial on mass
transit, says:

“Would a public transportation lottery be possible?
Numbered tickets could be issued to users and a percen-
tage of the income used as a lottery.”

Our thinking is that mass transit is so vital to Connec-
ticut that all avenues of financing ought to be explored.

The students needing extra
help in reading are presently
enrolled in Grades 1 to 5.

The younger students who
participate will attend school
from 8:30 to 10 a.m. The older
students will attend from 10;30
a.m. to noon.

Students were selected on the
basis of their reading record
cards, reading achievement on

" the Towa Test of Basic Skills
and teacher recommendations.

The reading clinic staff will
consist of three teachers and
one para-professional aide,

Mrs. Mary Ann Pazda will be
one of the teachers as well as
the program's team leader,

Parents must provide their
children's transportation to and
from the school.

A wrilten prescription will be
developed to meel each
student’s reading needs,
Specific reading strengths and
weaknesses will be diagnosed
for all participants.

Hospital Rates Rise

Room rates at Manchester
Memorial Hospital will in-
crease $1.75 per day for a semi-
private medical-surgical
patient room.

Permission for the rate hike
was granted Tuesday afternoon
by the state Commission on
Hospitals to offset an an-
ticipated $83,000 deficit due to
increased energy costs for 1974,
Certain special services rates
will also be affected.

The rate hike will be
significantly less for such areas
as the self-service unit, and
somewhat more for intensive
care services such as the cor-
onary care unit,

Certain special services rates
were also increased, but only by
three quarters of one per cent
on an annual basis,

At the same hearing, two
other hospitals also applied for
increases to offset rising
energy costs. Middlesex
Memorial Hospital in
Middgetown applied for a total
of $118,000 in rate hikes, while

Bridgeport Hospital pegged its
increase energy costs at $388.-
000.

The three rate requests heard
Tuesday were the first received
by the commission, which has
agreed lo review energy cost
adjustments in a special
accelerated hearing procedure.

Edward M. Kenney,
Manchester Memorial Hospital
administrator, said, “The in-
creases in room rates granted
at yesterday’'s public hearing
are, unfortunately, necessary
for the fiscal well-being of the
hospital.

“While every effort has been
made by the hospital staff to
maintain a close check on rising
energy costs, the increases
have outstripped even our.
liberal energy cost estimates
for the year. We are, therefore,
unable to absorb them com-
pletely and were forced to go to
the Commission on Hospitals
and Health Care with our
request for rate adjustments,"”
Kenney said.

On Pension Benefits

After spending about an hour
discussing requests for im-
proved benefits by 40 town pen-
sioners, the Manchester Pen-
sion Board Tuesday afternoon
tabled action on the requests to
its June meeting. The tabling
action was to get more informa-
tion on a formula and exact
figures on the potential cost,

The town at present has about
65 pensioners. The 40
requesting improved benefits
all retired prior to July 1, 1970,
when a new formula was im-
plemented.

The 40 are seeking annual
cost-of-living - adjustments,
minimum pension benefits of
§100 a month (several receive
less), and implementation of a
standard formula. Town pen-
sions are in addition to Social
Security payments.

The Pension Board received a
legal ruling from Assistant
Town Counsel Victor Moses —
relative to a request by Mrs.
Ruth Staum, since December
the town’s assistant treasurer
and between December 1962
and October 1972 secretary and
then acting executive director
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of the Manchester Redevelop-
ment Agency.

Moses ruled Mrs, Staum in-
eligible to buy time and vested
rights in the Manchester Pen-
sion Plan for the years 1962 to
1972 — on the basis she was not
on the town's payroll then but
on the Redevelopment Agen-
¢y's (with funds furnished by
the federal Department of
Housing and Urban Develop-
ment) (HUD). His ruling is
similar to one made several
years ago by Irving Aronson,
when he was town counsel.

Mrs. Staum requested and
received permission from the
Pension Board to appear before
it at its June meeling — to pre-
sent an opinion from HUD that
she was a town employe while
being employed by the
Redevelopment Agency.

The board approved early
retirement effective July 1 for
Edwin J. Lipp, for almost 20
years an employe of the
highway department; and
Joseph Frye, for over 18 years
an employe of the water depart-
ment.

The Sox, always known as a club and plod team, showed
again Tuesday night they have learned to bunt, take the
extra base and single the opposition to death in a 9-5 win
over the Minnesota Twins.

The victory was the ninth in 10 games for the American
League East leaders and typified Johnson's idea of good
baseball.

“I always like it when they hit like that,” said Johnson

of the 12-hit attack.
+ The hitting began when Juan Beniquez beat out an infield
hit after Bert Blyleven had mowed down the first nine
batters. Cecil Cooper and Dwight Evans singled, loading
the bases, and Carl Yastrzemski tied the game with a sacri-
fice fly.

Nettles Hero
In Yank Win

NEW YORK (UPI) — Graig Nettles, after fouling off an
attempted sacrifice hunt, doubled to right field with none
out in the 10th inning Tuesday night to give the New York
Yankees a 3-2 victory over the Chicago White Sox.

Bobby Murcer singled to start the 10th off reliever Terry
Forster and pinch-hitter Horace Clarke reached first base
safely when Forster threw his successful sacrifice bunt
into the dirt and second baseman Ron Santo failed to come
up with it.

Nettles, after swinging at the first pitch, then tried to
move the runers up with a bunt but fouled if off to the left
of home plate. He then drilled a 3-2 pitch on the line to
right field to score Murcer.

Sparky Lyle, who worked two innings in relief of Mel
Stottlemyre, got credit for the win, his second against no
losses while Forster, who took over for Stan Bahnsen in
the 10th inning was charged with his fourth loss in six
decisions.

The White Sox, who had been held to only one unearned
run and five hits over the first eight innings, tied the score
in the ninth on a double by light-hitting Eddie Leon which
scored Carlos May.

May had led off the ining with a single to knock out
Stottlemyre and reliever Sparky Lyle came in to strike out
Ken Henderson but walked Ron Santo on a 3-2 pitch. Lyle
bore down and struck out pinch-hitter Brian Downing but
Leon, batting just .107, swung late on a fastball and hit it
just inside first base down the right field line.

The Yankees got their first two runs in the first inning on
a leadoff walk to Elliott Maddox, a run-scoring double by
Murcer and a triple by Ron Blomberg. Murcer was
switched to right field for the game by manager Bill Vir-
don as a defensive maneuver after having spent the last
four seasons as the regular center fielder.

The White Sox' first run came in the seventh and was un-
earned as a result of an error by first baseman Chris
Chamblisg. May doubled with one out and scored when Ken
Henderson’s grounder went under the glove of Chambliss
into right field.

Stottlemyre pitched out of a bases-loaded jam in the
eighth inning by getting Bill Melton to rap into an inning-
ending double play.

Cooper beat a throw home on Bernie Carbo’s grounder
for the next run and Rico Petrocelli’s sacrifice fly gave
Boston a 3-1 lead after four innings,

The only extra base hit for Boston came in the five-run
fourth when Dick McAuliffe homered. Five more singles
and a hit batsman put Boston ahead, 8-1.

The Twins got three back in the sixth as Tony Oliva, who
went 4-for-5, hit a three-run homer. Oliva also singled in a
run in the eighth. Rod Carew upped his average to .405 with
3-for-5.

“The big break tonight was Beniquez' hit,” said
Petrocelli. "We were fortunate we got the runs then off
Blyleven or I don't think we would have won. He was
tough."

Petrocelli has hit safely in 16 of his last 17 games to
boost his average to .319 with 24 RBIs.

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Murcer to Rightfield

NEW YORK (UPI) — Manager Bill

Virdon of the New Ynrk Yankees,
whose  controversial = move

manager of the Pittsburgh Pirates™,

last year turned into a disaster, may
have struck gold this time with a
similar one.

Virdon's decision at Pittsburgh to
make catcher Manny Sanguillen into a
rightfielder to replace Roberto
Clemente was one of the most talked
about flops of 1973. Because
Sanguillen couldn't handle the posi-
tion, the Pirates stumbled badly early
in the season and never recovered,
even when Sanguillen was finally
given his old job back.

Tuesday night Virdon pulled
another controversial move when he
moved Bobby Murcer, the team's No.
1 centerfielder for the past four
seasons, to right and placed Elliott
Maddox, a talented outfielder, in
center. Virdon, an accomplished
centerfielder in his playing days,
wanted more defense in the outfield
and felt Maddox could do the job
better.

It was reported that Murcer's pride
was hurt by the move, but the first
results of the experiment were

favorable. Murcer collected two hits,’

including a run-scoring double in the
first, and also made two fine throws
from right to lead the Yankees to a 3-
2, 10-inning victory over the Chicago
White Sox.

“It didn’t look to me like he was out

“\of place in rightfield,"" said Virdon.

“He made an excellent play on
holding the go-ahead run from scoring
in the.ninth and he hit the ball well."”

Murcer, who also scored the win-
ning run in the 10th on Graig Nettles'
double, said*he knew he was going to
be the rightfielder when he looked at
the lineup card before the game, even
though Virdon said he had mentioned
it to him before the Yankees took the
field for batting J)ractiée_.\

“There's no adjustment.for me to
make,” said Murcer. “I've_played
rightlield before. I never. said
anything to Bill about it. What's there
to get upset about? I’'m happy we won

and I'm happy I had something to do™.

Cleveland Happy
Perry Still Around

NEW YORK (UPI) — There's an
old baseball axiom that the best
trades are sometimes the ones you
don't make.

The Cleveland Indians couldn't
agree more this season,

They spent most of the winter
trying to deal Gaylord Perry. He
slumped to 19-19 last season after his
Cy Young Award winning season of 24-
16 in 1972 and the Indians wanted to
trade the 35-year-old right-hander
while he still had some market value
left. They wanted some young players
to build for the future.

But none of the deals worked out
and Perry wound up back -in a
Cleveland uniform this year. The new
rule which allows the umpires to eject
a player for throwing the spitter was
supposed to hurt him, too.

It's hurt him so much that he
hoosted his record to 8-1 Tuesday
night with an 8-0 triumph over the
Texas Rangers on a five-hitter. He's
just the winningest pitcher in the
majors.

And he's doing it all without the
spitter. Sure...

When you mention the spitter to
Perry, he has the same look of in-
nocence on his face of a 3-year-old
who gets caught with his hand in the
cookie jar and says, '‘what cookie
jar?

He said with a straight face after
the game, “it's been so long since I
threw one that I can't remember
when it was.”

He added, *‘of course, I never threw
it that much anyway.” Of course. “‘I
went through all those motions to psy-
che the batters but I'm sorry the pitch
is gone. I enjoyed throwing it.”

Ranger Manager Billy Martin is one
of those managers who doesn't like to
complain about Perry's ‘'pitch”
because he agrees that it psyches
the hitters if they spend all their time
looking for it.

“The players say it's the same old
Perry,”” Martin said, “he still has his
‘stuff’ and he nibbles on the corners
the way he always did."”

Surprisingly enough, the 8-1 record
isn’t Perry's best start in the majors.
He was 20-2 in 1966 with San Francisco
before he slumped and wound up at 21-
8

In the other AL games, Kansas City
downed Baltimore 9-5 in 11 innings,
New York topped Chicago 3-2 in 10,
Boston beat Minnesota 9-5, Milwaukee
turned back California 6-2 and Detroit
nipped Oakland 3-1.

‘White Death’

Fine Snow Kills People
Half-Mile From Slide

Geneva — Sometimes people
trapped in snowslides are buried
alive but can breathe in air
pockets and survive till rescued.

However, one type of ava-
lanche, called “white death,”
makes such escape impossible. It
consists of massea of very light,
powdery snow that fills the air,
sifting inte: the nose and throat
of anyone nearby. People half a
mile away from the path of such
a slide have choked to death.

The mystery of why some
whales and dolphins sud-
denly strand themselves on
beaches may soon be solved.
The Smithsonian Institution
has organized a program to
alert its scientists whenever
a beaching ocecurs along the
Atlantic coast thus allowing
immediate studies to be
made, The World Almanac
notes. One theory is that en-
vironmental conditions in the
water interfere with the
natural sonar navigation sys-
tem used by these mammals.

Connecticut law requires that
all bedding and upholstered fur-
niture be properly tagged.

“Bedding'" includes mat-
tresses, pillows, chusions,
quilts. comforters, bed pads,
hox springs, davenports, day
heds. bed springs or substan-
tially similar articles used or
intended for use while sleeping
or reclining

‘Uphostered furniture” in-
cludes articles whether wholly
or partly stuffed with a soft
filling material which are used
ot intended for use while sit-
ting, resting or reclining.

The law also requires that all
firms who sell, or offer for sale,
or manufacture for sale in this
state any article of bedding or
upholstered furniture or filling
material be licensed with the
Department of Consumer
Protection and that all
secondhand bedding and up-
holstered arlicles sold by firms
be sterilized using a process ap-
proved by the Commissioner.,

Tags affixed to bedding and
upholstered articles are either
white or vellow in color,

White tags appear on articles
containing all new material and
vellow tags on articles con-
taining some or all used
material. The tag. indicates

onsumer

whether the contents of the ar-
ticle are of new or used
material, what the article con-
tains, the manufacturer's
license number and other infor-
mation as required by law.

The vellow tag attached to
second-hand bedding or up-
holstered furniture must also
state that the article has been
sterilized, the name of the
licensee, the permit number of
the sterilizer and the date of
sterilization

Articles which have been
reupholstered must also have a
proper tag attached.

The requirements
enumerated above do not apply
to articles sold at public auction
from the home of the owner
direct to the purchaser, to the
sale of antique furniture or to a
private sale from the home of
the owner direct to the
purchaser

The Bedding and Upholstered
Furniture Law is designed to
protect you, the consumer,
from any misrepresentation
and let you know exactly what
you're buying. Look for the tag,
read it carefully and after you
have purchased the article and
are using it at home, feel free to
remove it

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
Deaths from auto accidents
dropped sharply in January and
February as lower speed limits
and gasoline shortages reduced
the carnage on the nation's
highways, the National Center
for Health Statistics reports.

The rate of auto, {ruck and
other vehicular aeaths was
lower during February than at
any time since the World War 11
years. the center said in a
prehmmarv statistical report.

In' a separate report, The
National Highway Traffic Ad-
ministration said traffic deaths
have decreased almost 25 per
cent this vear. They attributed
the dramatic decline to the
lower 55 mph speed limit and

urged drivers. o keep their |
speed down during the '

Memorial
weekend.

The vehicular death rate for
the first two months of 1974 was
28.6 per cent lower than in the
same months of 1973, the health
center said

While the center gave no
reasons for the sharp decline, it
reported that traffic deaths
declined nearly 900 in February
compared to February a year
ago. The dealh toll this
February was 2,570 persons
compared with 3,410 in
February 1973. Some 5,820 per-
sons lost their lives in the first
two months of this vear and 7.-
700 last year.

Annual (raffic death rates
have been running well above
50,000 in recenl years. About
54,620 persons were killed last
vear, but if the death rate con-
tinued at the February pace the
annual death total would be less
than 31,000

you are entitled to collect damages
from whoever is to blame.

But the court may have & hard
time deciding, ina particular situa-
tion, what matter is foréign and
what “is “natural,” Take three
actual cases:

A man bit on a turkey bons in
a dish of roast turkey that he had

ordered in a restaurant.
Another man encountered a

hard grain of com in a bowl of
corn finkes.

A woman was injured by a
chicken hone in chicken fricassee.

In cach case n damage claim
was filed by the victim. But each
time, the claim was turned down
because the item in question was
not considered foreign. As the
court in the turkey case put it:

“Bones which are natural to the
type of meat served cannot legiti-
mately be called a foreign sub-

stance, and a customer who eats
meat dishes ought to be on his
guard against the presence of
such bones.”

In recent years, however, courts
have been putting less emphasis

on what is natural and more-em-

phasis on what a consumer might
logically expect to find in his
food.

A. You might be eligible for
some retirement checks from
Social Security. For a self
employed person, like yourself,
it depends on your net earnings
and the number of hours you put
into your business each month.

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
Everyone quite naturally is
wondering how the Watergate
case will come out in the end,

I personally have no idea how
it will turnout in real life, But I
can Lell you how it ends in *"Top
Dog," the first feature length
movie based on the Watergate
case,

When I say ‘‘based" on the
Watergate case, 1 am perhaps
being imprecise. It might be
more accurate to say the film
pounces on the Watergate case
and splatters it all over the
audience.

The flick is billed as “‘the out-
rageous Watergate comedy that
goes beyond bad laste.' But
that is a typical Hollywood
overstatement.

Exact Leyel

Actually, it doesn't exceed
bad taste at all. It opens at the
exact level of bad taste and
remains there until the end.

The ending, as 1 was saying,
is surrealistic, In the climactic
scene, Martha Mitchell douses
President Nixon with a glass of
water and he, like the Wizard of
0z, dissolves.

I mention this because I
suspect that scene will appeal

strongly to those members of
Congress who have been urging
Nixon to resign in hopes of
avoiding a vote on impeach-
ment.

But such things only happen
in the movies.

As far as I know, there is no
provision in the Constitution un-
der which the President might
vaporize.

In this connection, it might be
advantageous to look southward
for a moment to Brazl. In
Brazil, politicians who fall from
favor sometimes are turned
into *‘Cassados,” or '‘annulled
ones.'' Meaning they must
refrain from all political activi-
ty for specified periods of time.

['m not necessarily
recommending that the United
States adopt this system. But
with resignation and impeach-
ment both rather drastic, and
with vaporization out of the
question, annulment might be a
good compromise,

As | envision Yankee-style
""Cassado,”" the impeachment
proceedings would be dropped
and Nixon would remain in of-
fice for the rest of his term —
but with the proviso that he
shun politics completely.

Tell that to your wife, the next time
she says she’s short on grocery
money.

As for the plastic bags for leaves.
What cost you $2.25 a box of 50 last
week can cost you as much as $6.75
from now on. That's what it would
cost the town — were it to accept the
one bid it received (and that isn’t cer-
tain).

People are asking, '‘Where have all
the bags gone? There isn’t a box to be
bought at any of the town’s four
firehouses — the distribution depots.

Yet, as early as two months ago, an
unsold inventory of about 2,000 boxes
of 50 existed. Last July, when the town
bought its last supply of bags, it es-
timated they would last through
(through, not to) the coming fall.
Today, four months before fall, not a
solitary bag remains unsold. This at a
time when the state and the town for-
bid burning of any kind — be it leaves
or whatever.

It's no secret among town personnel
that several big buyers grabbed up the
2,000 boxes available only two months
ago and peddled them at a profit.

There's nothing in town rules to

rohibit such large purchases.

owever, it always was assumed the
bags would be bought by homeowners
for home use. Nobody ever thought
the town would be acting as
purchasing agent for town
businessmen, selling them the bags at
cost — a cost lower than any they
could have negotiated for.

And now for more pleasant subjects,

Town Manager Robert Weiss has
been chosen for election to the nine-
member council of the Connecticut
Chapter of the American Society for
Public Administration.

Bridgeport Mayor Nicholas Panuzio
is so certain he will be the Republican
nominee for governor and
Congresswoman Ella Grasso the
Democratic nominee, he is inviting
Mrs. Grasso to participate in a series
of “‘head-to-head debates (with him)
before any mutually acceptable
forum."

He said Sunday, ‘‘While I am confi-
dent T will be my party’s nominee,
nothing will have been lost if neither
of us wins nomination,”

Dualing Continues
Despite Peace Pact

By United Press International

Israeli and Syrian forces fought artillery
duels on several sectors of the Golan
Heights today in spite of the historic troop
disengagement agreement the two nations
will sign Friday in Geneva which will end
months of fighting in the Middle East,

The agreement, worked out by
Secretary of State Henry A. Kissinger in
more than a month of shuttle diplomacy
between Damascus and Jerusalem, calls
for an immediate cease-fire on the Golan
Heights front.

A Syrian military communique also said
**Units of our armored forces are clashing
with enemy tanks, inflicting losses on
them." Israeli communiques made no
mention of tank battles.

It was the 80th consecutive day of
fighting along the Golan Heights front.

Damascus Radio said the regional com-
mand of Syria’s ruling Arab Socialist Par-
ty met in an special session early in the
day to “discuss the troop disengagement
agreement.”’

Lebanese Premier Takieddin Solh hailed

the Israeli-Syrian agreement but said

Lebanon expected Israel to continue its '

reprisal raids against Palestinian
guertillas. Speaking in Kuwait, Solh said
the accord could pave the way for dealing
with the substance of the Palestinian
people’s right to self-determination.
Most Arab guerrilla leaders, however,
have denounced Kissinger's peace efforts
as an ‘‘American-Zionist plot” and have
threatened to step up strikes inside Israel

Alvord Dies; Planning Leader

Martin E. Alvord, 72, of Cummagquid,
Mass., formerly of 3 Oakland St. and a
member of Manchester planning and
zoning agencies for 23 years, died
Wednesday night at Massachugetts
General Hospital, Boston, from a rare
viral illness.

Mr. Alvord served from 1949 until 1966
as a member of the Town Planning Com-
mission. He became its chairman in 1953
and held the post for 10 years, Previously,
he was a member of the Zoning Board of
Appeals from 1943 until 1949, and the last
three years he served as chalrman of the
board.

He also had been active on the state
level in planning and zoning, serving as
president and in lesser offices of the
Connecticut Federation of Planning and
Zoning Agencies,

He was born Nov, 8, 1801 in Manchester,
son of the late William E. and Elulia Mar-
tin Alvord, and graduated from
Manchester High School in 1920.

His father was a member of the Board
of Selectmen from 1904 to 1912. He
followed in his father's footsteps ia public
service nol only in Manchester but on
Cape Cod, where he was an active
member of the Barnstable Civic Associa-
tion at the time of his death.

His entire business career was with the
Connecticut Mutual Life Insurance Co. of
Hartiord. He joined the company in 1920 in
its accounting division. He was appointed

to the official staff in 1952 as supervisor of
accounts and was promoted lo assistant
secretary 1968. Two years later, he was
named secretary of the company, a post
he held until his retirement in March 1966.

Shootout Wounds
Cleveland Policemen

CLEVELAND (UPI) — Four policemen
were wounded, one of them critically, ear-
ly today in a shootout between nearly 100
policemen and three men who had been
foiled in an apparent kidnap attempt.

Cleveland Patrolman . Gerald
Schetterer, 31, originally reported as
killed, was listed in critical condition at
Huron Road Hospital in suburban East
Cleveland. One other officer from the
Cleveland Police Department and two
East Cleveland patrolmen were listed in
fair condition at the hospital.

Police said the sequence of events began
Wednesday night when a man tenatively
identified as Andrew Jackson, 39, East
Cleveland, was kidnaped by five black
men on Fourth Avenue in Cleveland.

Jackson escaped, apparently. while
being taken to his home, police said,

East Cleveland Police Lt. Richard

. Hrovat said '‘a preliminary investigation

shows that this (the kidnaping) was!
somewhat related to drugs.” °

He said two of the men then fled the
area, but the other three forced their way
into the East Cleveland home of William
J. O'Brien and held the family hostage.
The two men who fled remained at large
today.

Hrovat said police began searching the
area after finding an abandoned
automobile apparently belonging to the
suspects.

“A little boy came out of the house and
yelled that someone was in there. Heavy
gunfire began coming from the house.

Once the suspects were discovered and
the shootout and tear gas barrage began,
about 100 policemen from the two
departments were called to the scene, he
said,

“An armored vehicle arrived from the
Cleveland Police Department and [ired
teargas into the house,

“During the seige, one of the suspects
called the station — and I could hear the
hostages in the background screaming
hysterically — he wanted to make a deal,
but then we poured more teargas into'the
house and they came running out,

““The hostages ran out after the second
burst of tear gas and then the suspects ran
out,”" Hroval said.

Hroval said the shootoul “lasted what

seemed to be several hours, but probably -

lasted only about an hour."

While with Connecticut Mutual, he was
instrumental in extending the use of
tabulating equipment to include premium
billing and auditing of field accounts. He
was largaly responsible for the adoption of
the stub accounting system in 1954, which
greatly simplified agency accounting
procedures and paved the way for the elec-
tronic data Processing system the com-
pany uses today.

She is a member
of the Barnes family that publishes the
Bristol Press, Mr. Alvord was a vice
president and director of the Bristol Press
Publishing Co.

The Alvords moved to Cummaquid on
Cape Cod after his retirement, and he con-
sidered himself a gentleman farmer,

Mr. Alvord was a member of Center
Congregational Church and served as
chairman of its finance committee in 1945.

He enjoyed golf, and was a member of
Manchester Country Club for about 38
years before moving to the Cape.

Survivors are his widow; a son, Joel B.
Alvord of Glastonbury; a daughter, Mrs,
Raymond P. Groves of Burlington, Vt.;
and four grandchildren,

The funeral service will be held Friday
at 2 p.m. at Center Congregational
Church, with private burial in East
Cemetery. A memorial service will be
held at 2 p.m. Friday, June 14, at the
Unitarian Church in Barnstable, Mass., on
Cape Cod.

Funeral arrangements are being made
by the Watkins Funeral Home, 142 E.
Center St.

The Board of Directors is being asked to
approve a new firehouse for Manchester,
to serve the northwest part of town (the
Buckland area), and to move for its con-
struction ‘‘as quickly as possible."

The request comes from Town Manager
Robert Weiss, with backing by Fire Chief
John Rivosa of the Manchester, Town Fire
Department.

It is part of a three-phased modified
proposal by Weiss for servicing all areas
of Manchester paying the town fire tax
and for terminating the contract for fire
service at a fee \($125 per call) the town
has with the Manchester, Eighth District
Fire Department.

The other two phases of the modified
proposal are:

* Effective July 1, 1974, town service in
those areas north of Middle Tpke. (the
northeast part of Manchester) that can be
serviced conveniently from the Lawton
Rd. firehouse.

* Effective one year later, July 1, 1975,
town service in the northwest area
(Rivosa explained it could be serviced

from the McKee St. firehouse, until a new
firhouse is completed).

Weiss'- original proposal, contained in
notices to William Hankinson, Eighth
District president; and Granville Lingard,
its fire chief, was for termination of the
contract and town takeover of service in
both areas as of July 1, 1974,

Weiss' new proposal followed a letter to
the directors from Lingard — explaining,
point by point, why the contract shouldn't
be terminated.

Weiss said in his report to the directors,
“1 am convinced that the full-time Town
Fire Department now has the capability of
providing necessary fire protection to all
areas of town that are paying the town fire
tax."

Rivosa, in backing the proposal,
emphasized, T would like to mention that
by no means do I intend to insult or
degrade the volunteers (of the
Manchester, Eighth Distriet Fire
Department). They are doing a good job
and providing excellent service lo the
communities they service."

In their debate the members revised and
somewhat softened a lefter proposed by
Rep.

Angle Parking Motion Fails

An attempt to put the Mayor's Down-
town Action Committee ‘‘on record”
favoring retention of angle parking on
downtown Main St. failed this morning,
when a majority of committee members
expressed concern thut the move might be
futile.

The attempt was made by committee
member Robert Weinberg, who moved
that the committee support retention of
angle parking until the Manchester section
of I-84 is connected to other highways. The
motion failed, with anly Weinberg and Ir-
ving Bayer voting in favor.

Weinberg's move came this morning as
downtown committee members were
preparing to meet tonight with the town's
Board of Directors, to discuss proposed
town takeover of downtown Main St. from
the state,

Proposals for town acquisition of the
street came as a result of downtown
merchants' protests over state plans to
revise on-street parking by eliminating 30
angle-parking stalls and installing parallel
parking.

In discussion preceding the vote on
Weinberg's motion, other committee
members said parallel parking appeared
inevitable, and a position statement by the
downtown committee would probably be
useless.

Chairman William Sleith, terming
retention of angle parking a “futile objec-
tive,” called attention to Police Chief
James Reardon’s position that angle
parking is unsafe and the system must be
changed.

Reardon, who is the town's traffic
authority, has reportedly indicated he'd
order parallel parking if the town acquired
the one-mile strip of Main St. from the
state.

“The traffic authority (Reardon) has
declared angle parking unsafe; regressive
in terms of development of proper traffic
flow; and it's against all the expertise he's
been able to muster,” Sleith said.

“I tend to believe he's right,” Sleith
added.

In other discussion, Richard Clark said
committee decisions should only have
positive results in mind, and M. Adler
Dobkin said Weinberg's proposed position
statement wouldn't be effective.

Town Manager Robert Weiss defended
Reardon’s plans, saying the parallel
parking plan is the best for public safty.

Weinberg indicated that the move to re-
tain angle parking on Main St. wouldn't be
defeated easily, He said he intends to hire
a private traffic consultant to study the
matter, and he suggested legal action to
stop parallel parking.
