Whereas it All Going to End?
Two announcements the past few 

days makes one wonder where it’s all 
going to end.

On F r i d a y ,  M a n c h e s t e r ’s 
purchasing agent d isclosed  he 
received only one bid for supplying 
the town with plastic bags for leaves 
— to be sold at cost to homeowners — 
and that the price for bags has tripled.

Saturday, in a radio speech on the 
economy. President Nixon told the 
American people the rate of inflation 
has slowed and prices are increasing 
less rapidly than they’ve been in­
creasing.

Neither the President nor his 
economic advisors have told the 
American people that prices are 
decreasing. What they’re saying is — 
prices are still increasing, but not as 
much.

Tell that to your wife, the next time 
she says she’s short on grocery 
money.

As for the plastic bags for leaves. 
What cost you $2.25 a box of 50 last 
week can cost you as much as $6.75 
from now on. That’s what it would 
cost the town — were it to accept the 
one bid it received (and that isn’t cer­
tain).

People are asking, “Where have all 
the bags gone? There isn’t a box to be 
bought at any of the town’s four 
firehouses — the distribution depots.

Yet, as early as two months ago, an 
unsold inventory of about ?,000 boxes 
of 50 existed. Last July, when the town 
bought its last supply of bags, it es­
timated they would last through 
(through, not to) the coming fall. 
Today, four months before fall, not a 
solitary bag remains unsold. This at a 
time when the state'and the town for­
bid burning of any kind — be it leaves 
or whatever.

It’s no secret among town personnel 
that several big buyers grabbed up the 
2,000 boxes available only two months 
ago and peddled them at a profit.

There’s nothing in town rules to 
prohibit such large purchases. 
However, it always was assumed the 
bags would be bought by homeowners 
for home use. Nobody ever thought 
the town would be ac t ing  as  
p u r c h a s i n g  a g e n t  for  to w n  
businessmen, selling them the bags at 
cost — a cost lower than any they 
could have negotiated for.

Perhaps, the next time the town gets 
a supply of bags for public sale, it will 
establish new rules — rules which pre­
vent three or four or five persons 
from grabbing up more than their 
share. '

And now for more pleasant subjects.

Town Manager Robert Weiss has 
been chosen for election to the nine- 
member council of the Connecticut 
Chapter of the American Society for 
Public Administration.

Bridgeport Mayor Nicholas Panuzio 
is so certain he will be the Republican 
n o m i n e e  fo r  g o v e r n o r  and  
Congresswoman Ella Grasso the 
Democratic nominee, he is inviting 
Mrs. Grasso to participate in a series 
of “head-to-head debates (with him) 
before any m utually acceptable  
forum”

He said Sunday, “While I am confi­
dent I will be my party’s nominee, 
nothing will have been lost if neither 
of us wins nomination.”

Diialing Continues 
Despite Peace Pact

Israeli and Syrian forces fought artillery 
duels on several sectors of the Golan 
Heights today in spite of the historic troop 
disen^gement a^eement the two nations 
will sign Friday in Geneva which will end 
months of fighting in the Middle East.

The ag reem en t, worked out by 
Secretary of State Henry A. Kissinger in 
more than a month of shuttle diplomacy 
between Damascus and Jerusalem, calls 
for an immediate cease-fire on the Golan 
Heights front.

A Syrian military communique also said 
“Units of our armored forces are clashing 
with enemy tanks, inflicting losses on 
them.” Israeli communiques made no 
mention of tank battles.

It was the 80th consecutive day of 
fighting along the Golan Heights front.

Damascus Radio said the regional com­
mand of Syria’s ruling Arab Socialist Par­
ty met in an special session early in the 
day to “discuss the troop disengagement 
agreement.”

Lebanese Premier Takieddin Solh hailed

the Israeli-Syrian agreement but said 
Lebanon expected Israel to continue its 
rep risa l raids against Palestin ian  
guerrillas. Speaking in Kuwait, Solh said 
the accord could pave the way for dealing 
with the substance of the Palestinian 
people’s right to self-determination.

Most Arab guerrilla leaders, however, 
have denounced Kissinger’s peace efforts 
as an “American-Zionist plot” and have 
threatened to step up strikes inside Israel

Alvord Dies; Planning Leader
Martin E. Alvord, 72, of Cummaquid, 

Mass., formerly of 3 Oakland St. and a 
member of Manchester planning and 
zoning agencies for 23 years, died 
Wednesday night at Massachusetts 
General Hospital, Boston, from a rare 
viral illness.

Mr. Alvord served from 1949 until 1966 
as a member of the Town Planning Com­
mission. He became its chairman in 1953 
and held the post for 10 years. Previously, 
he was a member of the Zoning Board of 
Appeals from 1943 until 1949, and the last 
three years he served as chairman of the 
board.

He also had been active on the state 
level in planning and zoning, serving as 
president and in lesser offices of the 
Connecticut Federation of Planning and 
Zoning Agencies.

He was born Nov. 9,1901 in Manchester, 
son of the late William E. and Elulia Mar­
tin Alvord, and g raduated  from  
Manchester High School in 1920.

His father was a member of the Board 
of Selectmen from 1904 to 1912. He 
followed in his father’s footsteps in public 
service not only in Manchester but on 
Cape Cod, where he was an active 
member of the Barnstable Civic Associa­
tion at the time of his death.

His entire business career was with the 
Connecticut Mutual Life Insurance Co. of 
Hartford. He joined the company in 1920 in 
its accounting division. He was appointed

to the official staff in 1952 as supervisor of 
accounts and was promoted to assistant 
secretary 1958. Two years later, he was 
named secretary of the company, a post 
he held until his retirement in March 1966.

Shootout Wounds 
Cleveland Policemen

\1 '
CLEVELAND (UPI) — Four policemen 

were wounded, one of them critically, ear­
ly today in a shootout between nearly 100 
policemen and three men who had been 
foiled in an apparent kidnap attempt.

C lev e lan d  P a tro lm a n  G e ra ld  
Schetterer, 31, originally reported as 
killed, was listed in critical condition at 
Huron Road Hospital in suburban East 
Cleveland. One other officer from the 
Cleveland Police Department and two 
East Cleveland patrolmen were listed in 
fair condition at the hospital.

Police said the sequence of events began 
Wednesday night when a man tenatively 
identified as Andrew Jackson, 39, East 
Cleveland, was kidnaped by hve black 
men on Fourth Avenue in Cleveland.

Jackson escaped, apparently while 
being taken to his home, police said.

East Cleveland Police Lt. Richard 
;,Hrovat said “a preliminary investigation . 
shows that this (the kidnaping) was> 
somewhat related to drugs.’! *

He said two of the men then fled the 
area, but the other three forced their way 
into the East Cleveland home of William 
J. O’Brien and held the family hostage. 
The two men who fled remain^ at large 
today.

Hrovat said police began searching the 
a rea  a f te r  Hnding an abandoned 
automobile apparently belonging to the 
suspects.

"A little boy came out of the house and 
yelled that someone was in there. Heavy 
gunfire began coming from the house.

Once the suspects were discovered and 
the shootout and tear gas barrage began, 
about 100 policemen from the two 
departments were called to the scene, he 
said.

“An armored vehicle arrived from the 
Cleveland Police Department and fired 
teargas into the house.

“During the seige, one of the suspects 
called the station — and I could hear the 
hostages in the background screaming 
hysterically — he wanted to make a deal, 
but then we poured more teargas into the 
house and they came running out.

“The hostages ran out after the second 
burst of tear gas and then the suspects ran 
out,” Hrovat said.

Hrovat said the shootout “lasted what 
seemed to be several hours, but probably ' 
lasted only about an hour.”

While with Connecticut Mutual, he was 
instrumental in extending the use of 
tabulating equipment to include premium 
billing and auditing of field accounts. He 
was largely responsible for the adoption of 
the stub accounting system in 1954, which 
greatly simplified agency accounting 
procedures and paved the way for the elec­
tronic data Processing system the com­
pany uses today.

He married the former Elizabeth 
Barnes of Bristol in 1934. She is a member 
of the Barnes family that publishes the 
Bristol Press. Mr. Alvord was a vice 
president and director of the Bristol Press 
Publishing Co.

The Alvords moved to Cummaquid on 
Cape Cod after his retirement, and he con­
sidered himself a gentleman farmer.

Mr. Alvord was a member of Center 
Congregational Church and served as 
chairman of its finance committee in 1945.

He enjoyed golf, and was a member of 
Manchester Country Club for about 38 
years before moving to the Cape.

Survivors are his widow; a son, Joel B. 
Alvord of Glastonbury; a daughter, Mrs. 
Raymond P. Groves of Burlington, Vt.; 
and four grandchildren.

The funeral service will be held Friday 
at 2 p.m. at Center Congregational 
Church, with private burial in East 
Cemetery. A memorial service will be 
held at 2 p.m. Friday, June 14, at the 
Unitarian Church in Barnstable, Mass., on 
Cape Cod.

\  The Board of Directors is being asked to 

approve a new firehouse for Manchester, 
to serve the northwest part of town (the 
Buckland area), and to move for its con­
struction “as quickly as possible.”

The request comes from Town Manager 
Robert Weiss, with backing by Fire Chief 
John Rivosa of the Manchester, Town Fire 
Department.

It is part of a three-phased modified 
proposal by Weiss for servicing all areas 
of Manchester paying the town fire tax 
and for terminating the contract for fire 
service at a fee ($125 per call) the town 
has with the Manchester, Eighth District 
Fire Department.

The other two phases of the modified 
proposal are;

• Effective July 1,1974, town service in 
those areas north of Middle Tpke. (the 
northeast part of Manchester) that can be

, serviced conveniently from the Lawton 
Rd. firehouse.

• Effective one year later, July 1,1975, 
town service in the northwest area 
(Rivosa explained it could be serviced

from the McKee St. firehouse, until a new 
firhouse is completed).

Weiss’ original proposal, contained in 
notices to William Hankinson, Eighth 
District president; and Granville Lingard, 
its fire chief, was for termination of the 
contract and town takeover ,of service in 
both areas as of July 1, 1974.

Weiss’ new proposal followed a letter to 
the directors from Lingard — explaining, 
point by point, why the contract shouldn’t 
be terminated.

Weiss said in his report to the directors, 
“la m  convinced that the full-time Town 
Fire Department now has the capability of 
providing necessary fire protection to all 
areas of town that are paying the town fire 
tax.”

Rivosa, in backing the proposal, 
emphasized, “I would like to mention that 
by no means do I intend to insult or 
d eg rad e  the v o lu n tee rs  (of the 
M anchester, Eighth D istrict F ire 
Department). They are doing a good job 
and providing excellent service to the 
communities they service.”

Angle Parking Motion Fails

An attempt to put the Mayor’s Down­
town Action Committee “on record” 
favoring retention of angle parking on 
downtown Main St. failed this morning, 
when a majority of committee members 
expressed concern that the move might be 
futile.

The attempt was made by committee 
member Robert Weinberg, who moved 
that the committee support retention of 
angle parking until the Manchester section 
of 1-84 is connected to other highways. The 
motion failed, with only Weinberg and Ir­
ving Bayer voting in favor.

Weinberg’s move came this morning as 
downtown committee members were 
preparing to meet tonight with the town’s 
Board of Directors, to discuss proposed 
town takeover of downtown Main St. from 
the state.

Proposals for town acquisition of the 
street came as a result of downtown 
merchants' protests over state plans to 
revise on-street parking by eliminating 30 
angle-parking stalls and installing parallel 
parking.

In discussion preceding the vote on 
Weinberg’s motion, other committee 
members said parallel parking appeared 
inevitable, and a position statement by the 
downtown committee would probably be 
useless.

Chairman William Sleith, terming 
retention of angle parking a “futile objec­
tive,” called attention to Police Chief 
James Reardon’s position that angle 
parking is unsafe and the system must be 
changed.

Reardon, who is the town’s traffic 
authority, has reportedly indicated he’d 
order parallel parking if the town acquired 
the one-mile strip of Main St. from the 
state.

"The traffic authority (Reardon) has 
declared angle parking unsafe; regressive 
in terms of development of proper traffic 
flow; and it’s against all the expertise he’s 
been able to muster,” Sleith said.

“I tend to believe he’s right,” Sleith 
added.

In other discussion, Richard Clark said 
committee decisions should only have 
positive results in mind, and M. Adler 
Dobkin said Weinberg’s proposed position 
statement wouldn’t be effective.

Town Manager Robert Weiss defended 
Reardon's plans, saying the parallel 
parking plan is the best for public safty.

Weinberg indicated that the move to re­
tain angle parking on Main St. wouldn’t be 
defeated easily. He said he intends to hire 
a private traffic consultant to study the 
matter, and he suggested legal action to 
stop parallel parking.

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How to Impeach 
A President

The im peachm ent process for 
trying a President of the United 
States can stand some improvements. 
For example, the membership of the 
House Judiciary Committee — 21 
Democrats and 17 Republicans — is 
stacked against the President. The 
members are not at all like a grand 
jury, as others and ourselves have 
sa id .  Th ey  a re  p r o f e s s i o n a l  
politicians, whose professional and 
personal success depends on the sup­
port of their own political party.

Furthermore, next November each 
one of them, if he or she has not 
already resigned, will stand for elec­
tion to his seat. Can anyone in his 
right mind believe that out of 435 con­
gressmen, some of them are not going 
to be weighing the chances of their 
own re-election as much, or even 
more, than they weigh the evidence 
for or against the President?

The House, acting as a somewhat 
biased grand jury, should vote not 
before, but after the election. If the 
vote were scheduled after the elec­
tion, but before the newly elected 
Congress convenes — in short, by a 
“lame duck” House — the election 
would be over and more of the 
members might be free of any possi­

ble selfish prejudice. They might then 
weigh the evidence against the Presi­
dent without thought of personal 
benefit or loss.

And what about the Senate? Each 
senator is to act as a judge if the 
H o u s e  v o t e s  to i m p e a c h .  
Remembering that our entire system  
of justice is based on the rule that a 
man, every man, is innocent untih 
proved guilty, we suggest that those 
senators who have already declared 
or indicated their belief in the guilt or 
innocence of the President should dis­
qualify themselves to serve as judges.

A trial judge would rule himself off 
the bench if he had made up his mind 
before the evidence was presented to 
him. He would rule off the jury box 
any juryman who had also a fixed idea 
on the defendant's guilt or innocence. 
Or, if he didn't, the trial lawyers 
would ask for the juryman's dis­
missal. A senator should do no less.

If con gressm en  and sen ators  
cleansed themselves in this way, the 
American people, who are watching 
the proceedings closely, would be con­
vinced of their fairness. Otherwise, 
they would know that prejudice made 
the verdict of a rigged jury.

^Closing  ̂ of a Home
Buying a home involves a legal tran­

saction called the “closing.” It is the 
business of giving title to the new 
owner, having him make the initial 
payment ,  perhaps accept ing  a 
mortgage. It can be simple, but as 
many home owners know, it is often 
complex and costly.

Chief Justice Warren Burger of the 
Supreme Court came to the rescue of 
home owners when he asked the legal 
profession to dispense with archaic and 
outworn methods and give the buyers 
the simple services they need, without 
fancy, costly trimmings.

At the same time, the chief justice 
called for a Uniform Probate Code in 
which legal work involved in estate 
work be limited to the reasonable 
value of services rendered.

These are two major services which 
the ordinary man seeks in law offices, 
often his only contact with the law. It 
would be a big credit to the law 
profession if it would follow the chief 
justice's suggestions. They would sur­
ely benefit the consumer and inspire 
his respect for the law, instead of his 
resentment.

Winston Churchill, Charles de 
Gaulle, Konrad Adenauer, Jean 
Monnet, Alcide de Gasperi — 
would be hard to match in any 
era. I learned from that 
experience to be wary of 
writing off the phoenix conti­
nent of Europe that keeps being 
consumed in flames but rises 
from the ashes and rubble, an 
old bird in a new form.

Consider the French elec­
tions, the succession of Helmut 
Schmidt in Germany, the 
anguished but exciting ordeal of 
Portugal, the refusal to revive a 
dead past in the case of the 
Italian divorce referendum. 
What they show is that Europe 
is alive and tolerably well.

I t s t i l l  n eed s m ore  
meaningful change and un­
blocking of social obstructions, 
less fragmenting of parties, 
less polarizing of left-right 
ideologies, more practical 
idealism.

The French were lucky to 
have a Giscard d’Esting exactly 
when they needed him. For a 
time, after the first round, it 
looked as if the prize jewel of 
Europe — the presidential 
power in France for the next 
seven years — would fall into 
the hands of the Socialist- 
Communist alliance which had 
long panted for it.

It didn’t happen. It was 
another of those turning points 
in history which failed to turn. 
The French voter, stubborn and 
independent in the crunch, who 
had said a no that toppled de 
Gaulle, said no this time to the 
prospect of a Communist 
foothold in Paris under a 
Socialist president.

There is a canard about the 
French — that they vote only in 
response to their pocketbook 
nerve, not on larger world 
issues. Yet they vote within a 
surrounding European and 
w orld  c l im a te .  The 
reverberations of the far-left 
A rab t e r r o r i s t s  and of 
Secretary  of State Henry 
Kissinger’s moderate mediator 
role in the Mideast may have 
had some minor effect on the 
climate. But the big impact 
came from the what happened 
to Willy Brandt in the Com­
munist spy case in neighboring 
Germany. Giscard d’Estaing’s 
slogan was “Change Without

Risk,” and suddenly the risk 
e le m e n t took on added 
meaning.

Francois Mitterand may be a 
good and certainly is a clever 
man. His argument for uniting 
with the Communists was that 
the left could not win without 
them. But his assumption — 
that something called "the 
le f t" has to win at any cost — 
shows he was in thrall to 
language. Left-right is not a 
necessity of life for the 
Europeans: It is only in their 
heads. Europe suffers from 
ideology-in-the-head, just as 
America suffers from sex-in- 
the-head.

It was lime for the French to 
say no to this verbal thralldom, 
as they did in Mitterand’s turn­
about defeat, even by a razor- 
thin margin. The Germans had 
already done it, when the 
Socialists formed an alliance 
with the centrist group, the 
Free Democrats — an alliance 
whose stability has been con­
firmed in the chose of Helrhut 
Schmidt as prime minister. 
Brandt was right for his time 
and his Ostpolitik came when it 
was needed, but the Com­
munists betrayed the detente 
with Brandt by their cruel es­
pionage, and the clim ate 
changed.

To an extent this is true in 
Italy where the left-right 
thralldom to words had gone 
fur t hes t .  The Chr i s t i an 
Democrats made the blunder of 
putting the divorce law to the 
test of a referendum for 
abolishing it. The vote align­
ment makes it look as if the 
retention of the divorce law was 
a victory for the left. Certainly 
it was a tactical setback for the 
Christian Democrats and for 
papal power in Italian politics.

But this was no real victory 
fo r the l ef t ,  when you 
remember how Puritan every 
Communist regime is, and how 
strongly it has rejected Eros. 
The vote was part of the 
women's revolution, whose 
seedb^ is in America, and 
which has swept through the 
world. Whatever the American 
blunders and stupidities — and 
they are ample — the wind 
blowing across Europe is 
blowing from the West again.

WASHINGTON (U P I) -  

Camping and hiking, particular­
ly backpacking; has been 
growing by leaps and bounds In 
many places, and by hops, skips 
and jumps in others.

That is nothing, however, 
compared to the growth of ad­
vice to campers and hikers.

You might think by this time 
that outdoorsy books and

magazines would have covered 
every conceivable aspect of 
backpacking which, after all, is 
a fairly simple pursuit. But no.

Here are some additional 
hints on gear, equipment and 
p rov ision s not p rev iously  
published:

Sleeping bags —the first deci­
sion a backpacker must make is 
whether to buy the tapered 
mummy type sleeping bag or

the rectangular pappy type.
Closed End 

Much depends on whether one 
sleeps with one’s head at the 
open end of the bag or at the 
closed end.

A camper who sleeps with his 
head at the open end will find 
the mummy bag quite comfor­
table, but most who sleep with 
the head at the closed end 
prefer the more spacious pap-

pybag
Pack fram es—It is important 

to adjust your pack frame so 
that most of the weight rqsts on 
your elbows.

During a long hike, your feet, 
legs, back, shoulders and 
eyebrows are apt to get pretty 
tired. But the elbow s are 

^ e ld o m  used ex cep t when 
crawling through lava beds or 
fe n d in g  o ff  b a n d ic o o ts .

Therefore, they are better able 
to bear the weight of the pack.

U t e n s i l s  —N e o p h y te  
backpackers tend to lug around 
a lot of cooking and eating uten­
sils they don’t need. Some even 
lug around unnecessary lugs. 
(See Clothing). Don’t make that 
mistake, (iet the dehydrated 
type.

A dehydrated knife, fork, and 
fondue pot takes up little space

in one’s pack. But when mixed 
with water, they are quite 
adequate for most meals that 
do not include sauerkraut.

Outdoor Courts 
Tents —In deciding whether 

to include a tent in your rigging, 
be guided by whether you enjoy 
indoor tennis.

A brisk tennis game can be 
wonderfully relaxing at the end 
of a hard day on the trail, but

there aren’t that many outdoor 
c o u r ts  a v a ila b le  in the  
wilderness.

A tent roughly 78 by 54 feet 
will enable you to play singles 
indoors. Other arrangements 
will be necessary for mixed 
doubles.

Clothing —Nothing is more 
vital in . the wilderness than 
being properly dressed.

Start with sturdy lugged-sole

shoes, making sure to take 
along spare lugs. (See utensils). 
Other items of apparel you’ll 
want in your pack include;

Camisoles, Cummerbunds, 
snoods, puttees, burnooses, 
tunics, togas, middy blouses, 
rompers, sarongs, doublets, 
tarbooshes and knickerbockers.

Food —Try to plan camping 
trips on days you are fasting.

MUSKEGON, Mich. (U P I ) -  
Dwain W. Cummings, an os­
teopathic surgeon known as the 
‘[buffalo doctor,” thinks it’s 
time that the government give 
some buffaloes back to the In­
dians.

”We've been working on the 
idea of getting the federal 
government to supply Indians 
with the 1,000 or so surplus buf­
faloes in our nation’s parks,” he

Buffalo Doctor Wants
said.

Cummings has a vested in­
terest in both buffaloes and In­
dians. He is part Sioux and is 
free on personal recognizance 
bond after being indicted on a 
charge of interferring with 
federal officials because he 
helped  airdrop  food and 
medicine to the Sioux during 
the 73-day occupation  of 
Wounded Knee, S.D., last year.
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Surplus to Indians
Have A Herd

He is known as the buffalo 
d o c to r  b e c a u s e  o f h is  
knowledge of bison and the fact 
he and his wife have a herd of 
about 30 of them on his farm,at 
Stanwood, Mich.

Cummings said buffalo would 
be an “ ex c e lle n t protein  
source” for Indians on reser­
vations, including many who 
now go hungry.

“They are still starving on 
reservations,” he said. “Little 
children suffer from lack of 
protein in their diet and the 
average life expectancy of an 
Indian is 40 years.

“The buffalo have a unique 
protein in their muscle. The 
m eat is higher in essential 
amino acids and lower in 
cholesterol and saturated fatty 
acids.”

He said in the last 10 years 
the government has learned 
how to breed buffafo, so the 
herds are growing.

“We do have a surplus, and 
the Indians should get it,” he 
said.

Gave Buffaloes 
“Two years ago, I gave 13 

buffaloes to the Chippewa In­
dians at the L’ance Reservation 
in the Upper Peninsula, but I

can't attord to give animals to 
all Indians from my small herd.

Cummings said he has had 
one success in eight years of 
experimentation in trying to 
cross breed a holstein cow with 
a bison.

“We call her ‘Barely Kicking 
Von Holstein,” ’ he said.

“These cross breeds are very 
i n t e r e s t i n g  b e c a u s e  the

offspring are bigger than the 
parents.

"They grow rapidly without 
estrogen or hormonal stimula­
tion and when they get to be 
about four years old, they can 
weigh 3.400 or 3,600 pounds.”

That's about 1,600 pounds 
more than a buffalo, and almost 
double a cow's weight.

NEW YORK (UPI) -  The 
woHd boom in art reflects 
elswhere in collectors gar- 

ering uncounted items from 
the past.

These days, they’re collecting 
everything from rare paintings 
and fine furniture right on up 
through depression glass and 
even, at an auction in New York 
la s t  w eek , W a te rg a te  
memorabilia.

Not new, but riding the wave, 
are collectors of music boxes, 
the mechanical wonders highly 
popular in homes of the late 
18th, the 19th and the early part 
of the 20th century.

“ P art of the new mania 
stems from the whole thing we 
have for nostalgia,” said Vicki 
Glasgow, music box authority 
and "collector. “You wouldn’t 
believe how much people tell 
me, T remember one from my 
grandmother’s house.’

“People are fascinated, aside 
from the music and sound, by 
the m echanical genius of 
craftsmen of another era.

“Some of the interest too is in 
the increasing scarcity of the 
boxes as they got into collec­
tors' homes and museums.

“I’ve heard of some boxes 
that have quadrupled in value in 
the last five years ... asking 
prices for rare ones are as high 
as $10,000.

“Owners thinning out and up­
grading their collections are 
selling to Europe, which is a 
real switch since European ar­
tisans started them. Japan is 
now a market; the Japanese 
have been buying throughout 
the art world.”

Collectors will have a chance 
to bid on some boxes as a 
special exhibit tha t Mrs. 
Glasgow is supervising. About 5 
boxes and other automata make 
up the exhibition which will run 
through May 30 at the New 
York Antiques Center, where 
Mrs. Glasgow also has a 
regular shop. She is moving her 
shop to White Plains, N.Y. May 
31, however. She and her hus­
band (who is a certified public 
accountant) began collecting 14 
years ago when they discovered 
an eight-inch Regina (a rare 
make) in an antique shop not 
too far from their suburban 
Scarsdale, N.Y. home.

Frbm Your

’s Kitchen
By Vivian F. Ferguson

Fish is one of man’s earliest 
foods. This highly nutritional 
food has been eaten for at least 
355 million years. Isn’t it sur­
prising that many people do not 
know how to cook fish?

All coastal peoples and those 
who lived near any bodies of 
water ate fish and learned how 
to cook it through necessity. 
There is a restored mural 
painted by Irfdians who in­
habited Arizona in the early 
1600’s showing bowls of squash, 
com and fish. The Mohegan In­
dians of Connecticut ate 
venison, raccoon, bear and fowl 
but they also ate fish from the 
rivers and from the sea.

Last week we spoke about 
frontiersm en who valued 
bacon. Many of these men were 
often extremely close to famine. 
If they were near water and 
there was no game, they ate 
fish. The first white man to 
cross the continent north of the 
Isthmus found that man who 
ate fish were healthier than 
those who survived on venison. 
This was despite the fact that 
they had no vegetables. One 
Frenchman, who lived on fish 
for years, wrote in his diary, 
“ Toujours le poisson!” — 
“Always fish!”

The greatest source of food in 
New England was fish. Fish 
had a major effect on ship­
building for the boats would 
venture forth, out to sea and up 
to Nova Scotia bringing back 
fish.

At one point, the small Maine 
herring was packaged commer­
cially and sold as French sar­
dines. The label was even 
printed in French. The federal 
Food and Drug Act of 1906 put a 
stop to this practice.

Getting back to the cooking of 
fish, I think cookbooks, at least 
the descriptive ones, frighten 
cooks about purchasing. They 
give descriptions of how the 
eyes of the fish should look, 
what condition the gills should 
be in, how the flesh should look, 
etc. One book says “Fish should 
always have a pleasant smell." 
Now, that latter comment may 
be questioned by some as I do 
not think it smells like roses 
most of the time.

If you are a fisherman, you 
already have made a study of 
what to do with your catch and 
how to take care of it, filet it 
and store it. Otherwise, your 
best bet is to buy from a 
reliable dealer. I never buy fish 
and, most especially, any 
shellfish from a truck parked 
alongside the road no matter 
how much they claim they have 
refrigerated their produce.

The number one rule is to 
cook fish as soon as possible 
after you have secured it, 
whether by catching it or 
bringing it home from the 
market. There is absolutely 
nothing like the flavor of a 
freshly caught fish. If you own a 
boat with cooking facilities, 
simply fry whole small fish in a 
frying pan.

Fish should always be cooked 
at a high temperature and as 
quickly as possible. Many cooks 
have a tendency to overcook 
fish, thereby drying it out. It 
only needs to become opaque. A 
go(^ test is to check with a 
fork. If the fish flakes off easi­
ly, it is done. Eating over­
cooked fish is like eating a well- 
done steak. You have lost the 
flavor.

Let us begin with some basic 
cooking methods. Almost 
everyone, including children, 
will eat fried fish. Fish with 
white flesh is best if you are 
beginning as, again, it is more 
popular. You can buy one of the 
com m ercial products for 
coating fish or you can simply 
dip the filets in beaten egg and 
bread crumbs. If you have trou­
ble holding the crumbs while 
frying, dip the fish in milk first, 
then flour, then the egg and 
bread crumbs.

Some people prefer a batter­
coating when frying. There are 
many recipes for batter. Here 
is a simple one. If you use beer, 
you will have the lightest 
batter.

Balter for Fried Fish Filets
In a bowl, mix one cup flour, 

one tablespoon oil, two egg 
yolks, salt and pepper, V4 pint 
water, milk, or beer. Allow to 
stand for one hour. Take the 
whites of the two eggs, beat un­
til just snowy and fold into 
batter after allowing to stand. 
Wipe fish with paper toweling, 
dip into batter, drain, cook in 
deep hot fat.

The fat for frying fish, as in 
any fried product, must be hot 
enough or you will have oil- 
soaked, sqggy food. When you 
see the TV ad where the bread 
is fried and it is still nice and 
soft, it really has nothing to do 
with the product. It is the 
temperature of the fat that is 
the reason.

If you have an electric fryer, 
the instructions will tell you the 
temperature setting. If you are 
using a skillet, fill the pan only 
half full with vegetable fat, 
peanut oil or whatever you 
prefer. The temperature of 
deep fat should be between 350- 
380 degrees. If you do not have a 
fat thermometer, drop in a one- 
inch cube of bread. Time it for 
one minute, or count slowly to 
60. The fat is ready if the bread 
is now browned.

In broiling fish, it should be 
cooked as close to the broiler as 
possible. Be sure you preheat 
the broiler before putting the 
fish in the oven. You may simp­
ly coat it with butter, salt and 
pepper. You can squeeze fresh 
lemon juice over it as well. Oil 
th« rack of the broiler, or 
smear it with butter so the fish 
doesn’t stick.

Once you have mastered the 
simple broiling, you can start 
adding other things. Sprinkle 
white wine over the fish or a 
savory butter.

Savory Butlers for 
Broiling Fish

Begin each recipe with cup 
of butter.

Deviled B utter: To the 
butter, add 1 tablespoon of very 
hot prepared mustard or 
teaspoon dry m u sta rd , 2 
teaspoons wine vinegar, a dash 
or two of Worchestershire, a 
dash of Tabasco sauce if you 
like added zest, salt and pepper.

Blend well.
Persillade: Chop 4-6 cloves of 

garlic, two tablespoons chopped 
parsley. Saute in the butter un­
til m ^ium  brown, then pour 
over fish after broiling. Try this 
just well blended and put on fish 
before broiling.

In the photo, you see a fresh 
mackerel. They are at their 
best in springtime. It is an oily 
type of fish and should be used 
quickly as oily fish spoils more 
rapidly. To bake it whole, wash 
the fish well and wipe it dry. 
Score the fish, so it does not 
split while cooking.

All the early New England 
recipes call for baking in cream 
or milk. Pour the seasoned 
liquid over the fish, about a cup 
for two medium-sized fish. 
Bake uncovered 20-25 minutes 
or until fork tender.

F ina,lly , w ith  ou tdoor 
cooking, when and if you get the 
right weather, you can put your 
fish on the charcoal or gas ^ ill. 
If you have thick fish, say at 
least % of an inch, you can do it 
without aluminum foil. Use oil 
or melted butter and lemon 
juice. A thick coating of mayon­
naise is good too.

Try wrapping fish filets ,in 
foil, pour over a little white 
wine, some onion slices if you 
like, add seasonings. You can 
add tomatoes or other 
vegetables. Have at least three 
inches from coals. Allow about 
10 m inutes depending on 
thickness of fish.

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Vernon Billed for Dues 
By Mass Transit District

Graduates

Although the Vernon Town 
Council, voted several months 
ago not to pay “dues^' to the 
G reater H artford Transit 
District, the town has received 
two bills from the district 
totaiing $3,351.

Mayor Frank McCoy said 
part of the amount, $385, is 
listed as the town’s contribution 
dl a fee for counsultant John A. 
Bailey, who made a study of the 
district. The remainder, $2,- 
966.07 is for annual dues to the 
district.

Last year the town was asked 
for some $3,000 as a “voluntary 
contribution,” but the mayor 
and the council voted against 
paying this amount.

At that time Mayor McCoy 
told the council he did not feel

the town was getting anything 
out of the district and he in­
dicated he feels the same is 
true now.

The council will meet Mon­
day and it is likeiy the mayor 
will suggest that the amount not 
be paid this year either. He said 
nothing has been budgeted, but 
if the council votes to pay the 
bills the money could come 
from the contingency account.

Mayor McCoy said he feels 
the district act^d too hastily in 
hiring Bailey as a consultant, 
figuring the report was going to 
provide a “panacea for mass 
transportation.”

There are just nine towns in 
the district at this time and 
Vernon was the only town of the 
nine that refused to pay the

“voluntary” fee last year.
Mayor McCoy said he feels 

the town would pay its share if 
the d i s t r i c t ^ a r t s  nioving 
toward an ovW-all mass transit 
porgram.

At this time the district does 
not have the power to demand 
payment from the towns, 
according to a legal opinion 
given last year.

The action taken against 
paying was not favored by the 
town’s two representatives to 
the district Richard Dempsey 
and James Ledbetter.

Dempsey said the study made 
by Bailey was an attempt to 
present mass transit in a 
manner which would influence 
legislative action.

Rhode Island Adopts

PROVIDENCE, R.I. (U P I)- 

Philip W. Noel signed 
Rhode Island’s first campaign 
finance disclosure law late 
Wednesday and left it up to the 
state Board of Elections to 
decide which of two different 
interpretations to enforce.

The legislature met in a one- 
day special session to enact a 
watered-down version of a bill 
which failed to c lear the 
regular session on May 4.

Bipartisan critics said the 
law will only require actual 
campaign spending reports by 
about 10 per cent of the office 
seekers.

In addition to setting dis­
closure requirements, the new 
law limits the amount can­
didates for the four statewide 
general offices can spend in 
their campaigns. Gubernatorial 
candidates would be limited to 
$400,000.

The Threat 
To Privacy

WASHINGTON -  'The elec­
tronic wizardry that made 
possible the recording of the • 
explosive White House tapes 
again raises the spectre of the 
threat to privacy that faces 
every citizen.

"Today many Americans are 
justifiably concerned about 
sa fe g u a rd in g  th e ir  con­
stitutional right to privacy. 
This has been brought about by 
the increased use of data banks, 
w iretapping, and sim ilar 
modern inventions,” said Sen. 
Mark Hatfield (R-Ore.) in a re­
cent thoughtful essay.

Sensing a growing public con­
cern over the implications of 
such technology and its poten­
tially devious uses, a federal 
advisory committee in August 
1973 recommended a series of 
safeguards to protect individual 
citizens. The committee, ap­
pointed by then Secretary of 
Health, Education & Welfare, 
E l l io t  R ic h a rd so n , 
recommended federal legislff^ 
tion to guarantee individuals 
the right to;

Know that no secret data 
system exists.

Find out what information is 
being maintained about them in 
computer systems.

Know how information about 
them is being used.

Contest the accuracy, per­
tinence and timeliness of any 
information about them.

"The frightening truth is that 
even though data banks in­
crease in use, none of these 
recommendations has been ful­
ly implemented,” said Hatfield. 
'The Oregonian has introduced 
legislation in the Senate to help 
close the privacy gap. Other 
senators, including Sam Ervin 
(D-N.C.) and Barry Goldwater 
(R-Ariz.) have introduced 
similar bills.

H a tf ie ld  n o ted  th a t  
recordkeeping of sensitive data 
on individuals is widespread 
and growing.

The Social Security Ad­
m inistration  has ,#arnings 
records on nine out of ten 
workers in the United States, 
along with information on 28.9 
million persons drawing Social 
Security benefits and 21 million 
under Medicare. Details from 
tax returns of some 78 million 
individuals are stored in com­
puters of the Internal Revenue 
Service, with tapes available at 
cost to states. The Department 
of Transportation keeps tabs on 
3.8 million Americans who have 
been denied driver’s licenses, 
or whose permits have been 
suspended or revoked. The 
Veteran’s Administration has 
records on 15 million veterans 
and dependents who are now 
getting benefits or who have 
received them. And other 
federal agencies have similar 
records.

“In one or another of these 
files is information on just 
about every American,” said 
Hatfield. “Now there is in­
c re a s in g  f e a r  th a t  the 
automated controls, unless 
carefully controlled, could be 
merging into master files 
aff^ting individual privacy.”

The private sector also is well 
into the business of collecting 
data on individuals, especially 
for credit purposes. The biggest 
of the credit bureaus, the Retail 
Credit Corporation of Atlanta, 
for example, currently has in­
formation on 45 million per­
sons. It also has a mechanical 
capability — according to the 
Federal Trade Commission 
which has been investigating 
the company — to report on the 
personal lives of 98 per cent of 
all Americans.

Another potential develop­
ment opposed by officials 
pushing privacy legislation is 
that of using the Social Security 
number to centralize federal 
and private data files.

The Richardson committee in 
1973 noted the potential for in­
accuracy in such a system 
based on numbers. For exam­
ple, nearly 6,000 Americans 
once thought that 078-05-1120 
was their own Social Security 
number because it was used on 
sample cards sold in wallets in 
1938. ^

"If we abandon ourselves to 
the supposed'  marvels of the 
technological age, those forces 
will end up influencing the 
quality of our personal lives and 
our society,” said Hatfield. 
“The forces of centralization 
and computerization are in 
direct opposition to the develop­
ment of the uniqueness of the 
human personality."

PROVIDENCE, R.I. (U P I)-

(Chinese, Gov. Philip W. Noel 
said Wednesday.

While discussions of inter­
national im portance with

Chinese leaders were confiden­
tial, Noel said they were 
lengthy and candid.

“I think the Chinese have 
somewhat better understanding 
of the attitudes of this country, 
especially because it was a 
bipartisan delegation,” he said..

“It will be very very helpful

toward normalizing relations. I 
think we were very successful 
in convincing Chinese leaders 
that the relationship between 
the United Stages and China is 
not a partisan issue in this coun­
try. I think they knew this but 
we were able to emphasize it,” 
he said.

Noel told reporters that 
women’s rights advocates in 
the U.S. would not want 
women’s rights as found - in 
China.

‘‘When it comes to assigning 
work in China there is total 
equality between men and 
women,’’ Noel said. “ The

women appear to be as strong 
as the men, and are assigned to 
brutally, physical latwr.”

" I t ’s a sexless society, 
everybody works.”

The Republican governors 
who also went on the trip were 
Daniel J. Evans of Washington,

Arch Moore J r .  of W est 
Virginia and Robert D. Day of 
Iowa. The DemocraUc delega­
tion included in addition to 
Noel, M arvin M andel of 
Maryland and Calvin Rampton 
of Utah.

Even with a green light from Washington, 
Israel will be limited in hitting back at 
guerrilla attacks by virtue of the agree­
ment, it said.

Health Jnsurance Fades
WASHINGTON (UPI) -

of proponents, the chances that 
a nationai health insurance 
program will pass Congress 
this year appear to be fading.

President Nixon says national 
health insurance is an idea 
whose time has come and he 
wants a bill enacted this year.

Sen. Russell B. Long, D-La., 
chairman of the Senate Finance 
Committee, and Rep.

Mills, D-Ark., chairman of the 
House Ways and Means Com­
mittee.

But Long’s Finance Com­
mittee indefinitely has post­
poned hearings that were 
scheduled to continue this week 
on national health insurance in 
order to consider international 
trade.

The Ways and Means Com­
mittee, while continuing its 
one-a-week insurance hearings 
on health insurance Friday, is 
preocupied with tax reform.

Some elements of organized 
labor, including the United Auto

Workers, have decided not to. 
support any health insurance 
legislation this year. They hope 
the voters in the fall will elect a 
Congress more likely to favor 
their particular proposal, a 
cradle-to-grave package of 
compulsory health insurance 
benefits for all Americans.

Strange Regulations
The Conecticut Interscholastic Athletic Conference 

(CIAC), governing body of all high school athletics, has a 
conglomerate of strange regulations.
, Some of these oddities came to light before and after 
Tuesday’s qualifying round of the State Baseball Tourna- 
menti One CIAC regulation states that qualifying and first 
rouncf contests will be played at the home field of the 
higher ranking club. Fine. But, why have a coin flip to see 
who will be the home team?

What’s the good of playing on your home field if you’re 
not the “home” team? Manchester High, ranked ninth in 
the Class AA Division played ’Tuesday at Kelley Field, yet, 
it was the “visitors” . It’s nice to play on familiar terrain 
but what’s so friendly about it if you don’t have the last at 
bat?

Since that game, which the Indians won basically 
because Staples High pitchers didn’t know where the plate 
was, another oddity has surfaced.

It seems that if you’re ranked 25th with a 9-9 record, and 
you beat the eighth-ranked club which compiled a 13-5 
record, you become the eighth-ranked team in the tourna­
ment. Strange? Strange but true. ,

Central Connecticut Interscholastic League (CCIL) 
member Bristol Eastern compiled a 9-9 record, good for 
fourth place in the circuit. Manchester, meanwhile, logged 
a 13-5 regular season standard good for second place in the 
10-team league. Yet, because Eastern upset eighth-ranked 
Newington High in Tuesday’s qualifying round, the 
Lancers will enjoy the home field advantage.

To this corner, it’s another one of the senseless 
rules which governing bodies always somehow manage to 
have.

Manchester lost to Eastern at Kelley Field, 2-1, and 
topped the Lancers, 12-4, in Bristol during the campaign. 
Nevertheless, Manchester should be the home team in the 
first round, without having to endure a coin flip.

NEW YORK (UPI) — “Thou shall not throw at a 
batter...but if thou dost, be prepared to defend thyself.” 

That old cardinal rule of baseball was violated twice in 
the Am.erican League Wednesday night, causing two near 
riots and resulting in the loss of one player for at least 
three weeks.

The first incident occurred at Arlington, Tex., where 
• Len Randle of the Texas Rangers touched off a fight with 
relief pitches Milt Wilcox of the Cleveland Indians in the 
eighth inning that resulted in a fullscale fight between both 
clubs and end^  up with several of the Indians' players 
attempting to gp, after some Texas fans.

A second fight took place in Anaheim, Calif., when Bob­
by Valentine of California and pitcher Clyde Wright of 
Milwaukee tussled in the first inning, causing both benches 
to empty and resulting jn a dislocated shoulder for Valen­
tine which will sidelineHhe Angels’ left fielder for about 
three weeks.

Both incidents were triggered by close pitches which the 
batters interpreted as being nneant for their heads. In the 
Cleveland-Texas game, Wilebje started the trouble by 
throwing a pitch inside that bounced at Randle’s feet. Ran­
dle then laid down a bunt which Wilcox fielded and when 
the Indian pitcher tried to tag Randle out, the two became 
engaged in a fight.

Both benches cleared and it took the umpires almost 10 
minutes to- restore order. Then, some Indian players, 
angered over the debris thrown into their dugout by the 
fans, attempted to jump into the stands and settle the 
issue. Policemen finally had to be stationed behind and in­
side the dugout to prevent altercations.

“The pitcher threw behind Lenny and that’s a no-no in 
baseball,” said Rangers’ Manager Billy Martin, who as 
usual was the first one out of the dugout when the action 
started. “That makes a hitter mad. But he didn’t go out of 
the baseline. The pitcher was in his way and Lenny gave 
him a pretty good lick, didn’t he?.”

“I wasn’t trying to throw at him,” claimed Wilcox. “ I 
was just pitching them inside. I was just a little wild 
tonight. As soon as he bunted the ball and I got it, I was 
going to first base with it and then he hit me — bang. He

got me pretty good but it was at least 10 feet otit of the 
baseline. I wasn’t expecting anything dirty like that.” 

The Anaheim melee was started when Wright threw a 
pitch in the first inning that sailed over Valentine’s head. 
Valentine dropped his bat and took three steps toward the 
mound as Wright came down to meet him; Valentine threw 
the first punch and the pair then tumbled to the ground.

“The pitch was right at my head,” said Valentine, who 
had traded verbal swipes with Ŵ right during spring 
training. “ If I hadn’t managed t /g e t  out of the way, it 
would have hit me right in the face. I knew something was 
going to happen. I had it all planned.

“If he hits me, he hits me. If it were anywhere except 
right at my face, I was just going to take my base and say 
that’s the game.’ But when he misses me, I can’t go back 

in the box. I couldn’t givphim another chance to hit me in 
the head. He could ha^e killed me.”

In between fights the four clubs managed to play two full 
nine-inning games, with the Rangers beating the Indians 3- 
0 and the Brewers, edging the Angels 7-5. \

Elsewhere in the AL, Minnesota nipped Boston 5-4 in the 
' 13 innings, Baltimore routed Kansas 10-3 and Oakland 
edged Detroit 4-1. Chicago at New York was rained out.

Must Learn to Adjust 
Just Like All the Greats Did
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By MILTON RICHMAN
NEW YORK (UPI) -  

Sparky A nderson  w as 
watching closely. He was 
concentrating on this one 
man particularly because he 
wanted to see for himself, 
find out personally how 
much there really was to all 
the stories he’d been 
hearing.

The man Sparky Andersoii^; 
was watching was Tom 
Seaver, and on the night in 
question, last Monday night, 
Oie Cincinnati Reds clipped 
him for three runs  ̂ in the 
first inning and eventually 
beat him and the New York 
Mets, 4-2.

That brought Seaver’s 
record to 2-5, not so good for 
the fellow supposed to be the 
best pitcher around. ’That also 
ballooned his earned run 
average to 3.90, not so slick 
for someone making $170,- 
000. Finally, it flushed all 
the vultures out of the trees 
again cackling...he doesn’t 
have it anymore!...he’s lost 
it! Not so surprising given 
the general mood of the 
times wherein the more you 
knock somebody who has 
achieved anythin^g, the more 
of an authority you become.

Grab Him
‘‘The biggest m istake 

anybody could possib ly  
make would be to think Tom 
Seaver isn’t the number one 
pitcher in baseball,” says 
Sparky Anderson. “He is for 
my money. You know what 
Yogi Berra says. Go talk to 
all the other managers and 
see if they’d take him. 
H ere’s tfne w ho’d grab  
him.”

What gives me a laugh is 
those who know the least 
about pitching are always 
Seaver’s loudest critics.

There are more theories 
on pitching than there are 
letters in the alphabet. 
Every pitching coach has his 
own ideas on the subject. 
Most agree on one point, 
however. Anytime a pitcher, 
especially one who relies as 
heavily on his fastball as 
Seaver does, loses a little off 
[t, he invariably does tjie 

ime thing. He tries 
th ro w in g  h a rd er . I t ’s 
perfectly natural, almost an 
involuntary action. They all 
do it.

’They try to throw harder 
than they can, and lose body 
control. It’s the same as 
when a hitter tries to swing 
too hard. He misses the ball. 
Or it’s like trying to run 
faster than you can. What 
happens? You fall.

With pitchers, when they 
try throwing harder than 
they are capable of doing, 
th e ir  b a ll fr e q u e n t ly  
straightens up. It may seem  
to them their ball is going 
toward the plate faster, but 
it isn’t. The worst thing that 
can happen to any pitcher is 
for his ball to come into the 
hitter straight as a string, 
without any spin or move­
ment on it.

On Occasion
What fools the hitters^ 

most is when a ball takes* 
off, rides, or moves, as they 
say in the dugouts. Not all 
pitchers can throw a fastball 
which moves all the time. 
Nolan Ryan can; Bert 
Blyleven can; Tom Seaver 
could and still can on occa­
sion.

Pitchers who lose a little 
o ff  th e ir  f a s t b a l l  try  
throwing harder for awhile, 
then they adjust. ’The smart 
ones do. Tom Seaver is one

$1.6 Million Claim

Butkus Sues Bears. 
Halas Bewildered

CHICAGO (UPI) — Dick Butkus, the perennial All-Pro 
middle linebacker of the National Football L eap e  until he 
was hobbled by a knee injury, is seeking $1.6 million from 
the Chicago Bears for breach of contract.

Butkus’ lawyer, James A. Dooley, filed the suit in Cook 
County Circuit Court Wednesday, asking $1 in punitive 
damages and $600,000 in compensatory damages.

The suit charged that the Bears broke a July, 1973, con­
tract by refusing all hospital and medical care pertaining 
to his injured knee and that they are not paying him for 
1974, the second of five single season contracts at $150,000 
per season.

The suit caught club owner George S. Halas by surprise. 
After a hurried meeting of the Bears’ brass, Halas issued a 
statement saying he was “puzzled by this latest action, 
particulary in light of my harmonious conversation with 
Dick Butkus last Thursday.”

Halas said Butkus assured him he was willing to undergo 
knee surgery and rehabilitation at Bears’ expense.

“It is eminently clear that all Dick is interested in is sit­
ting in Florida and collecting his pay checks for the next 
four years,” Halas said.

With a near capacity 
crowd of 15,621, the largest 
ever for an indoor pro track 
meet, cheering him on, 
Jipcho, once assuming com­
mand, lengthened his lead 
the rest of the way to win by 
about 60 yards over Keith 
Munson, who was timed in 
4:04. LaBenz eventually 
finished third while Ryun, 
the favorite of the crowd 
prior to the race, came in a 
disappointing fourth.

J ip c h o ’s t im e  a lso  
eclipsed the Garden record 
of 3:59.7 set earlier this year 
by Tony Waldrop, who also 
holds the world indoor best 
for the mile of 3:55.0.

Former Olympic cham­
pions Rod Milburn, Lee 
Evans and Randy Matson, 
plus Wyomia Tyus in the 
women’s 60-yard dash, also 
came through with im­
pressive victories.

“The difference between 
pros an(i am a teu rs  is

fun—the pros cut out some of 
the fun because it is a 
business,” said Milburn 
after winning the 60-yard 
high hurdles in 6.9 seconds 
to complete the year un­
beaten in hurdles competi­
tion.

“I have to be on my toes 
every week, the competition 
is tougher than being with 
the amateurs,” said Miss 
Tyus, who also remained un­
beaten on the pro tour this 
year by equaling her own 
world indoor best of 6.5 
seconds in taking the 
women’s 60.

Evans, the leading money 
winner on the pro tour last 
year and holder of the world 
outdoor record for 400 
meters, was hard pressed to 
hold off Larry James in win­
ning the 440-yard dash in 48.2 
while Matson, the first man 
to sh a tte r  the 70-foot 
barrier, captured the shot 
put with a throw of 70-feet, 1 
inch.

Working Youth May Becpme Basis of. Unrest
D A V ID  E. ANDERSON
WASHINGTON (UPI) -  

Sociologist and pollster Daniel 
.Yankelovich, in a major survey 
of the attitudes of American 
youth, has confirmed what a lot 
of c o m m e n ta to rs  have  
suspected: The college campus 
is greening.

At the same time, however, 
Yankelovich pointed toward a 
new and potentially more 
explosive gap — that between 
working youth who have not 
gone to college and the coun­
try’s social institutions.

During the late 1960s, when 
most of the media’s attention 
was focused on the college cam­
puses and student protests of an 
increasingly unpopular war, a 
small band of sociologists were 
looking at the American worker 
and discovered what they called 
the “blue collar blues.”

“ Greater Labor Unrest”
After a brief spate of atten­

tion — congressional hearings, 
media coverage — the crisis of 
“ worker a lienation’’ was

generally pronounced over and 
the commentators turned their 
attention elsewhere. 

Yankelovich says it isn’t so. 
According to his survey, 

funded by five large foun­
dations, noncollege youth “are 
just about where the college 
population was in 1969. ...” 

That means, he said, that the 
country can expect “greater 
labor unrest and reduced work 
m otivation  among young 
workers unless new incentives 
to match the new youth ralues 
are discovered.”

Nearly three years ago, 
researchers Harold L. Shep­
pard and Neal Q. Herrick con­
cluded in their study "Where 
Have All the Robots Gone?” 
that the 22 million young 
workers under the age of 30 
were “more dissatisfi^, more 
oriented toward change, and 
have higher expectations of 
work than their older counter­
parts.”

“ Nature of Jobs” 
Speaking generally of dis­

satisfied workers, the two 
researchers said worker dis­

content “has many roots, but 
one of these is intimately tied to 
the very nature of their, jobs. 
Employment experience, level 
of wages, and other working 
conditions naturally are critical 
elements. However, emphasis

here goes beyond job security 
and income adequacy, and 
deals with work itself.”

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Troop 47 — 50 Years of Scouting

Boy Scout Troop 47, spon­
sored by the Men’s Club of 
South United Methodist Church, 
will celebrate its golden an­
niversary Saturday starting at 6 
p.m. with an old-timers recep­
tion in the church reception 
hall.

Troop 47 has compiled a 
history of its 50 years at South 
Church, plus a scrap book of 
clippings from The Herald and 
other newspapers including the 
P ro v in c e to w n , M ass., 
Observer.

First Applied

National Boy Scout records 
show that the troop first applied 
for registration in 1922 as Troop 
6, but after one year, the 
registration was dropped due to 
lack of interest and the illness 
of the late Ralph Towle, scout­
master.

In January 1924, the troop 
was reregistered and has had 
unbroken tenure since that 
date. The unit was again 
numbered Troop 6 and was 
sponsored by South Methodist 
Episcopal Church under the 
Rev. Joseph Cooper.

*
Arthur Hall was the first 

scoutmaster. He was assisted 
by David Hutchinson and Ray­
mond Mercer and there were 
nine scouts in the troop in­
cluding Thomas Cordner and 
Albert and Howard Holman. 
The troop met on Friday nights 
in a two-horse stable at the rear 
of the church.

William Keith, a lay preacher 
at South Church for many 
years, was the institutional 
representative, and the charter 
application listed the com­
m itte e m e n  as T hom as 
Humphries, shipping clerk; 
Albert Holman, telephone 
branch manager; and John 
Winterbottom, silk weaver.

Was Custodian

In 1925, Thomas Humphries 
was registered as scoutmaster, 
and Hutchinson and Mercer 
were joined by John Powers as 
a s s is ta n t  s c o u tm a s te rs . 
Mercer, who lived on Summit 
S t. a c ro s s  fro m  P a ts y  
O’Leary’s ice cream plant, was 
the active leader, but being only 
20 could not be registered as 
scoutm aster. Humphries, 
custodian of the church, con­
sented to sign as scoutmaster 
so that the troop could keep ac­
tive.

Membership had jumped to 
21, and the charter application 
that year indicated under Good 
Turns, “cleared farmer’s lot of 
stones while on weekend hike” 
and “distributed booklets for 
hospital drive.”

Mercer became scoutmaster 
in 1926 with 15 scouts in the 
troop. Good Turns that year in­
cluded “donating dinners to the 
poor and needy  on 
Thanksgiving, collecting tent 
caterpillars, and acting as 
messengers and guides at 
church conferences.”

By 1927, the  tro o p  
membership had grown to 33, 
and the charter application said 
that during the previous year, 
the troop had 30 weekend 
camps and overnight hikes, and 
six day hikes. Assistant scout­
masters included Hutchinson, 
Ronnie Hillman and Robert 
Burr, who later became a 
YMCA executive.

Mercer continued as scout­
master through 1930 and as a 
com m ittem an th e rea fte r, 
allowing some of his scouts to 
serve as scoutmasters. Often 
called the “Father” of Troop 
47, Mercer was still registered 
with the troop when he died in 
1966.

Some of his scouts during 1929 
and 1930 were Herb Maguire, 
Russ Stevenson, M errill 
Rubinow, Wes Warnock, Ed 
Atkinson, Jim Lewis, the Judd 
brothers, the Smith brothers, 
the Sheldon brothers. Spike 
Volkert, Ed Hanson, Vinnie 
Lennon, Dick Nichols, Lockhart 
Rogers, Herb McKinney, Fran

Burr and others who had a 
lifelong interest in the troop.

Francis Burr became the 
troop’s first Eagle Scout in 
1927, and Frank Sheldon the se­
cond in 1933, when the troop 
was registered as Troop 47.

Founded Camp

Troop 47 literally founded 
Camp Johnson, the district 
camp in Bolton. In 1948, the 
troop obtained a small camp­
site and cabin overlooking a 
pond. The district liked the 
location and obtained a dona­
tion of land from the Johnson 
family to build the larger camp.

Troop committee members 
spent many Saturdays clearing 
trees from the present camp­
site and pond. Later, a fireplace 
was built by the adults of the 
troop as a memorial to Arthur 
Lawrence, a Troop 47 scout who 
was killed “as a flyer” during 
World War II.

James Irvine, who had served 
as scoutmaster for three years, 
became advisor of the green un­
iformed Explorer Post 47, and 
older members of the troop had 
a choice of joining the post or 
staying with the troop.

For 14 years, starting in 1956, 
the troop had a period of 
growth, organization, camping 
and advancement, being one of 
the top troops in the district and 
council/ camporees and First 
Aid-O-rees.

that eight boys spent 14 days at 
a scout camp conducted by the 
Hartford Council, which was 
Camp Pioneer, now the Salva­
tion Army Camp in Coventry. 
In 1933, the troop hiked and 
camped at Gay City before it 
became a state park.

Summer camping has in- 
included a hike along the Ap­
palachian Trail, a submarine 
trip on Long Island Sound, and 
visits to Philmont National Boy 
Scout Camp in New Mexico.

Troop members spent two 
weeks in 1960 at Lake of Isles 
Camp in North Stonington 
working on conservation of two 
areas for planting the next 
spring and correcting soil ero­
sion where needed. For fun, 
they had a greased watermelon 
contest, a Morse code treasure 
hunt, boxing, a swim meet and 
a carnival.

six canoe trips involving week- 
long moving-camps over 150 
miles of paddling and por­
taging. Three of the trips were 
in the Fulton chain of lakes in 
the Adirondacks of New York 
and two along the Connecticut 
R iv e r  in V erm ont and 
Massachusetts. The sixth trip 
was in Maine at the Scout High 
Adventure Area, the Allagash 
Wilderness. Lem Miller has 
consented to take the senior 
scouts to the the Green Moun­
tain Trail this summer.

Money-Making

Money-making ac tiv ities 
began in the 1950s, when the 
sco u ts  m ade C h ris tm as  
wreaths in the garage at Bud 
Kelsey’s home. This later grew 
into Christmas tree sales con­
ducted in the church parking lot 
by Senior Scouts.

In the 1960s, the troop sold 
Christmas kits and trees and 
candy bars to support the large 
troop’s camping equipment. 
The yearly budget was from $1,- 
200 to $1,500.

In 1961, the troop, assisted by 
Troops 91 and and 133, collected

$1,700 in a townwide candy sale 
to help pay medical bills for a 
member of the troop, who was 
hospitalized for more than a 
year before his death.

The 1970s

The troop now has a total of 
65 boys and 17 committeemen 
and Christmas kit sales remain 
the principal source of support­
ing funds for the troop.

The women have become ac­
tive in support of the troop 
through a Mother’s Auxiliary 
formed in 1971. Mrs. Kitty 
Wicks and other mothers have 
played active roles in the 
troop's three yearly award 
meetings.

The seniors of 1971 became 
th^ first scouts to attend the 

5w Maine Matagaman Scout 
Wilderness Canoe Base. Jim 

and Dave Wicks attended Phil­
mont in 1970 as did Mike 
Donachie in 1973.

Ruel Wicks has been scout­
master and Paul Maloney the 
committee chairman since 
1969. Ed Mello continued as 
treasurer, a post he has held 
since 1959. Ambrose Diehl is 
still active in the troop and has 
been institutional represen­

tative for many years.
Red Madsen and Dick White 

were the “famous” cooks of the 
past five years, and Don 
’’Chinese’’ White has the 
cooking chores in 1974.

Based on a foundation of 50 
memorable years of scouting. 
Troop 47 is moving into its se­
cond half century of youth ac­
tivities with a strong troop and 
program.

Longer Trip

The troop made its first bike 
trip in 1962 along Rts. 47 and 7 
to the northwestern section of 
Co n n e c t i c u t  unde r  the 
leadership of Bob VonDeck and 
Ed Hadigian. The riders ran 
into trouble in Hartford, when 
the authorities wouidn’t let 
them pedal over Charter Oak 
Bridge.

In 1963, the troop made a 
much longer bicycle trip to 
Provincetown on Cape Cod, 
staying along the way at 
previously arranged hostels.

Tolland Has No Surplus, Says Mails

Tolland accountant Stanley Mails of 
Haskins & Sella Wednesday night told the 
Board of Selectmen he does not back 
Selectman Stewart Joslin’s claim of a 
three-mill surplus.
 ̂In a prepared statement. Mails said, 

“After a review, which is not be con­
sidered an audit, we have concluded that 
Mr. Joslin had a basis for certain of the 
adjustments he proposed. Mr. Joslin’s 
statement was prepared from information 
provided from various sources and did not 
take into account transactions which had 
transpired in the town’s Special Revenue 
Sharing Fund since June 30,1973, nor did 
he anticipate certain transactions which

subsequently occurred in the General 
Fund.

Mails said that “with more than a month 
until the end of the fiscal year, it is not 
possible to accurately determine a surplus 
figure.”

No audit was done at this time, and will 
not be conducted until the end of July, 
Mails said. The firm did not charge for the 
extra work done in checking Joslin’s claim 
of surplus.

With only six days left to file a referen­
dum to defeat the budget to allow for more 
funds in the education account, petitions 
are already in circulation in town. ’Die 
packed budget meeting approved the 
selectmen’s budget on the condition that 
the surplus which Joslin claimed was 
there would be used to replace cuts made 
in the education budget.

For the final presentation in a 
series of career seminars held 
Wednesday at Illing Junior 
High School and Bennet Junior 
High School, a team  of 
employes from Hamilton Stan­
dard Division of United Air­
craft Corporation, Windsor 
Locks, gave a description of a 
modern-day manufacturing in­
dustry.

Miss Christina Beer, an 
employe recruiter for Hamilton 
S tandard  in troduced  the 
speakers. They were: Dave 
Long, senior public relations 
representative; Eric Erlcson, 
ch ief d ra ftsm an ; R obert 
B ila n c h o n e , e l e c t r i c a l  
engineer; Francis Phillips, 
machine manager; and Rudy 
Luginbuhl, chief inspector.

’The audience of about 50 
eighth graders was introduced 
to the nature of Hamilton’s in­
dustry by a slide presentation 
described by Long. They saw 
examples of the environmental 
control systems, space items, 
industrial equipment, aircraft, 
and electronic items which is 
the fastest growing area at 
Hamilton, Long said.

Many of the young boys were 
interested in the “auto sense” 
which, by means of diagnostic 
sensors, not only identifies 
w h a t’s w rong  w ith  an 
automotive engine, but how to 
repair it.

The original industry at 
Hamilton, m anufacturing 
propellers — although still in 
existence — has developed into 
such advanced industry as laser

drilling and electron beam 
welding equipment which are 
used in the automotive in­
dustry.

Ericson illustrated the steps 
involved and materials used in 
the necessary drafting and 
mechanical drawing which he 
explained is the means of com- 
m u n ica tio n  betw een  the 
designer and the manufacturer.

Although draftsm en are 
mostly college graduates, Eric-' 
son said a high school student 
who has taken drafting courses 
in high school may get a job as 
a draftsman’s helper and work 
up to more advanced work.

As an electrical engineer, 
Bilanchone said part of his job 
is to hire scientists and elec­
trical technicians. An electrical 
engineer must have a college 
education, he said, but a techni­
cian may receive his education 
in a technical school or college, 
or in the military service. He 
emphasized the importance of 
knowing physics, chemistry, 
and “a good foundation in 
arithmetic.”

The electrical engineers at 
Hamilton produce computers 
and computer parts and are 
g radually  going into the 
manufacture of integrated cir­
cuit, said Bilanchone.

P h i l l i p s ,  who p r a i s e d  
Hamilton as being the most 
modern facility in the world, in­
vited the class members to visjj 
H a m i l to n  and see for  
themselves the workings of a 
modern industrial plant. He 
said he was a graduate of

Howell Cheney Technical 
School and progressed from a 
machine operator at Hamilton 
to his present position.

The girls were encouraged by 
Phillips to step into industry. 
Like others before him in other 
seminars, Phillips reminded 
the students: “A job is what 
you want to make it.”

Luginbuhl, also a Cheney 
Tech graduate, gave the young 
audience another example of 
how one may progress in his 
job. He said, “The wonderful 
thing in our country is that if 
you don’t like your job, you can 
change.”

He said he saw the need of 
learning more to progress in hiS 
job. He has taken extra courses 
and education and is presently 
working for his master’s degree

in engineering. He is also 
teaching vocational industrial 
education at Central Connec­
ticut State College in New Bri­
tain.

Hamilton S tandard en­
courages its employes to 
further their training, he said. 
The company em phasizes 
“quality reliability” to build up 
one’s pride in one’s work, he 
said.

The series of career seminars 
which was arranged through 
the cotpbined efforts of the 
Greater Manchester Chamber 
of C o m m e r c e  and the  
Manchester Board of Education 
has given the town’s eighth 
grade students an opportunity 
to help mold their future 
through exposure to a variety of 
careers on a variety of levels.

GENEVA (UPI) — Israel and Syria 
signed a formal agreement today to 
separate their warring armies on the 
Golan Heights front. A Syrian spokesman 
in Damascus announced that a cease-fire 
went into effect at 7:3() a.m. EDT, 45 
minutes after the Geneva ceremony.

Signing of the agreement worked out in 
32 days of diplomatic endeavor by 
Secretary of State Henry A. Kissinger was 
delayed nearly half an hour when Syria 
balked at signing in the presence of 
newsmen. The ceremony took place at

11:45 a.m. (6:45 a.m. EDT) after the 
newsmen were ejected.

Diplomats throughout the" world hailed 
the signing as the first step toward perma­
nent peace in the Middle East. But dif­
ficult and dangerous negotiations lay 
ahead and Syria, as one of the most 
radical of Arab nations and heavily backed 
by the Soviet Union, was expected to take 
a hard line throughout.

Both Israel and Syria reported extreme­
ly heavy fighting on the Golan Heights at

An Irish exchange student, studying in 
the Hotel and Food Management Program 
at Manchester Community College, has 
captured the college's coveted valedic­
torian award.

“In Ireland, students are required to 
take a national exam upon completing two 
years of study equivalent to two years of 
high school in the United States.

He has been attending Shannon College, 
and under its study program in hotel and 
food management, students spend one 
year thel'e, the second year studying in 
Switzerland, the third year back at Shan­
non, and the fourth year they are given a 
choice of England or the United States.

Studying came first, and Barrie has not 
seen as much of the United States as he 
hoped he might.

“The plane on which I was arriving was 
diverted to New York,” he said, “and I did 
get to see New York City by night.

. Barrie, whose parents, Mr. and Mrs.

“Your lifestyle is so different from ours,
I don’t think I could really adjust to it, he 
said.

Will he come back someday?
“I may stop in on my way to Australia— 

but I want to see the world. When you’ve 
seen one place, you want to see the rest of 
the world before you return to that place.”

The new exchange student for the 1974- 
75 academic year is Niall McLaughlin 
from Clonmel, also a student at Shannon 
College.

Since consideration is being given to 
demolishing the building in which Barrie 
stayed to make room for a larger parking 
facility, MCC is looking for suitable 
housing accommodations for the new 
exchange student. Anyone having such ac­
commodations may contact the college.

As for Barrie, graduation is Tuesday, 
and Thursday he’ll be on his way home.

Sue’s impression was “We need to learn 
much on human services and the problems 
facing the elderly.”

Marjorie Taggart, who accompanied the 
town manager to the Department of En­
vironmental Protection, commented on 
the obvious difference in employe 
orderliness' between the DEP and the 
Municipal Building. She noted the 
employes in the Municipal Building, 
“everyone, even the secretaries,” all 
appeared to be busy and working. She saw 
more sociability at the DEP, she said.

Dave Edwards, who went with Building 
Inspector Frank Conti to inspect a recent­
ly installed swimming pool, said he never 
realized how many zoning laws there are 
and the impact they have on individuals 
and the area they live in. Edwards intends 
to pursue an administrative education in 
college.

Tom Latham went with Jay Giles, direc­
tor of public works, to a DEP meeting 
where he learned there were problems and 
deficiencies in the town’s sanitary landfill. 
He was impressed with the number of 
departments related to public works.

Jerry Bujaucius requested to accom­
pany Frank Jodaitis, water and sewer ad­
ministrator, because he felt the informa­
tion he learned would aid him on a 
research project involving a pack trip 
along the Connecticut River during which 
he will test water temperatures and make 
ecology studies involving chemical 
analyses.

He said he learned it will be much more 
difficult to accomplish his plans than he 
had originally thought.

spending $3,000 to realign traffic signals, 
and then study the matter further.

• Decide in favor of town ownership of 
the one-mile segment of Main St. (Rt.

A Syrian spokesman in D am a^us 
anounced the end of the fighting in th^e

“Fighting on the Syrian front stopped at 
2:30 p.m. (7:30 a.m. EDT). With this, 
Syria has abided by the Geneva 
agreement.”

He said a formal military communique 
would be announced later.

Israel said its troops stopped firing at 
7:15 a.m. EDT but that Syria kept up the 
firing for another 15 minutes.

' UPI Correspondent Thomas Cheatham, 
with Israeli forces in the Golan Heights, 
said what might be the last of the Middle 
East wars went out with a bang that the 
Syrians extended well past the cease-fire 
zero hour.

The Israeli order “hold your fire’’ 
crackled out over the Israeli com­
munications network promptly at noon (6 
a.m. EDT) and one of the soldiers said, “I 
hope it can last.” For 15 minutes the 
Israelis held their fire while the Syrians 
bombarded the southern sector of the 
Israeli bulge with a thunderous barrage 
that left the battlefield bathed in smoke.

The historic disengagement pact, 
worked out by Secretary of State Henry A. 
Kissinger in a month of gruelling talks, 
imposed an immediate cease-fire in the 
Golan region. Maj. Gen. Ensio Siilasvuoof 
the United Nations peace-keeping force 
opened the historic ceremony in the ornate 
Council Chamber of Geneva’s Palais des 
Nations at 11:15 a.m. with a two minute 
speech.

He praised Kissinger for an “excep­
tional feat of diplomacy” and then called 
on generals from the two nations to sign 
the eight-point pact. Israeli Maj. Gen. 
Herzl Shafir immmediately opened the 
blue folder and signed the document.

Downtown Refurbishing 
Goal of Mayor ŝ Group

Creation of a new development founda­

tion — which could raise money from 
private spurces, obtain “matching funds” 
from the Town of Manchester, and make 
low-interest loans for downtown refur­
bishing — appeared Thursday night to be 
the goal of the two-year-old Mayor’s 
Downtown Action Committee.

(Committee Chairman William Sleith, 
seeking a financial vote of confidence 
from the town’s Board of Directors, asked 
directors to consider formation of such an 
agency and possible writing of “commer­
cial guidelines” similar to the town’s In­
dustrial Guidelines which permit town 
assistance for industrial developments.

Sleith, mentioning that the Downtown 
Action Committee has “struggled long and 
hard” for two years “with precious little 
to show for it,” said the committee needs 
a definite commitment from town direc­
tors.

“There are many big dollar signs down 
there that can’t come from the Special 
Taxing District alone,” Sleith said. He 
added, though, that proposed expansion of 
the Special Taxing District would cover 
envisioned expenses for parking facilities 
for the next generation.

“This is the time for big decisions on 
Main St.,’’ Sleith said, calling for creation 
of the development foundation, which he 
and directors agreed would probably 
require state legislation.

Directors, who were meeting with the 
downtown committee in a “shirt-sleeve 
session” Thursday night, didn’t commit 
themselves, but Mayor John Thompson 
said he thought the board would welcome 
“some approach” in where the town could 
help business revitalization.
