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Nixon Outlines Foreign Poiicy
Takes Broad Swipe At Critics

ANNAPOLIS, MD. (UPI — President
Nl'xop. about to embark on diplomatic
missions to the Middle East and Soviet
Union, today outlined a broad strategy of
foreign policy which he said would con-
tribute to permanent peace in the world.

However, in remarks apparently
directed at Senate critics of his Soviet
policy, he warned that U S, policy cannot
transform the internal system of countries
whose philosophies differ from America’s.

“We cannot gear our foreign policy to
transformation of other societies," he said
in the text of a speech to the 124th

gradupting class at the U.S. Naval
Académy,

“In the nuclear age, our first respon-
sibility must be the prevention of a 'war
that could destroy all societies. Peate
between nations with totally different
systems is also a moral objective.”

Nixon's remarks, delivered in the Navy-
Marine Corps Memorial Stadium on a sun-
ny spring morning, apparently were
aimed at Senate crticis of his Soviet
policies such as Sen. Henry M. Jackson, D-
Wash..

Jackson and some others have
demanded that the administration try to
force the Soviet government to take a
more lenient attitude toward dissidents

Directors Vote

To ‘Buy’

The Manchester Board of Directors
Tuesday night, in an unexpected show of
unanimity and after only 10 minutes of dis-
cussion, voted its intent to take back con-
_ trol of the one-mile Downtown Main St.

strip.

The vote was 9 to 0 and, by its action the
board actually “‘bought time” to Sept. 1, to
negotiate with the state Department of
Transportation.

The directors voted to spend $3,000 to
realign traffic signals installed last fall by
the state. The realignment is a *‘show of
faith" by the town — a sign to the state it
is ready, willing and able to take back con-
trol of the strip, from Center St. to Hart-
ford Rd. A part of Rt. 83 (which runs from
the Massachusetts line on the north to Rt.
2 on the south), It has been controlled and
maintained by the state since 1962.

The impetus for town control came from

merchants, who are fighting
to change some angle-parking
stalls to parallel parking — thus
eliminating 30 to 40 stalls. The move to
rnuel parking is backed by the state
raffic Authority and the Town of
Manchester Traffic Authority (Police
CMT‘;:.- James Reardon),
state has said the parallel parking
must be installed — whoever controls
Downtown Main St., the state or the town,
It has sald also, the town, if it takes con-
trol, will be required to pay $25,000 toward
the cost of the new traffic lights the state
installed.

When the state installed the lights, it
was on the parallel-parking plan. The $3 -
000 for realignment is for placing the traf-

fic lights to conform with the existing
angle parking.

In addition to voting its intent to take
control and “‘buying time" for further
negotiations, the directors instructed
Town Manager Robert Weiss to enter into
those negotiations.

The board wants the state to waive its
request for the $25,000 payment (for the
traffic signals) and it wants the state to
pay a substantial part of the cost of
reconstrifcting or paving the roadway —
the latter on the basis the state was lax in
its maintenance program and, even at this
late date, has no plans for the "‘long over-
due’’ work,

The board action was the last item of
business Tuesday night. The board
adjourned (at 11:10) immediately after it.

Except for the vote, most of the 10
minutes spent on the action was by Mayor
John Thompson — in explaining the three
options the town had: Indicate “good
faith," by paying $3,000 for the ‘realign-
ment, thus '‘buying time'' for
negotiations; commit $25,000 for the traf-
fic signals, thus deciding for immediate
town control; let the state retain control
and reject proposals for town control.

Thompson indicated how the vote would

go when he said, “In my opinion, it would
be in the best interest of the town to take
control as of Sept. 1, 1974 — and I so
recommend."”

Thompson, conceding the state and
Manchester Traffic Authority will insist
on parallel parking, no matter who con-
trols the street, said Downtown Main St.
merchants plan to appeal the ruling.

within Russia as a price for better
relations with the United States.

The President, who begins his third
round of summit meetings with Soviet
leaders in Moscow June 27 after a trip to
the Middle East starting next Monday,
sald, the United States did not have the
capability to influence the internal con-
duct of the Soviet Union significantly
through its foreign policy.

“We would not welcome the interven-
tion of other countries in our domestic af-
fairs and we cannot expect them to be
cooperative when we seek to intervene
directly in theirs,” Nixon said.

Jackson and other senators are seeking
to block Nixon's efforts to grant trade con-
cessions to Moscow — a measure
necessary for the expanded trade he hopes
to promote — until the Soviet government
guarantees free immigration of Soviet
Jews.

“Our foreign policy must reflect our
ideals and purposes,'’ he'said. '‘We cannot
never acquiesce in the suppression of
human liberties. We must do all that we
reasonably can to promote peace,” he
said.

"But there are limits to what we can do,
and we must ask ourselves some hard
questions: -

""What is our capability to change the
domestic structure of other nations?
Would a slowdown or reversal of detente
help or hurt the positive evolution of other
social systems? What price — in terms of
renewed conflict — our we willing to pay
to bring pressure to bear for human
causes?"’

The President said that with the end of
Cold War rivalries and the end to
America's involvement in Vietnam, some
American leaders had counseled a return
to isolationism. Such advocates, he said,
were "blind to both the lessons of the past
and the perils of the future."

Isolationism, he said, is ‘‘one of the
greatest potential dangers facing our
country.”

Nixon told the graduating midshipmen
that American diplomacy is “‘totally com-
mitted"” to achieving lasting peace, and
"“it is a goal that can only be reached when
backed by American strength and
American resolve."

Three-Phase Fire Plan
Given Tentative Okay

Although the Board of Directors took no
action Tuesday night on proposals relating
to fire protection in all parts of
Manchester paying taxes to the
Manchester, Town Fire Department, it
did indicate it will back the substance of a
three-phase plan by Town Manager Robert
Weiss. The board is expected to vote its
backing next Tuesday.

The plan stems from original proposals
by Weiss and Town Fire Chief John Rivosa
for July 1 termination of a contract the
town has with the Manchester, Eighth
District Fire Department. For a $125 fee
per call, the district handles calls outside
its boundaries but to dwellings in outlying
areas taxed by the town department.

Originally, Weiss recommended  ter-
mination of the contract in all outlying
areas — northeast and northwest —
explaining, “'I am convinced that the full-
time Town Fire Department now has the
capability of providing necessary fire
protection to all areas of town that are
paying the town fire tax."

After objections from District Fire
Chief Granville Lingard and district direc-

Armory Proposed as Site
For ‘Industrialized’ Medicine

“What is dead is not going to come
back,"sald Dr. Abraham Kurien Tuesday
night as he proposed to 75 Manchester
.Rotary Club members and their guests a
solution to the doctor crunch here.

““We need to industrialize,” the general
practitioner and beart specialist said,

He called his solution the ‘‘Armory"
method as it entailed the taking over a
building like the Armory on Main St. near
the Manchester Memorial Hospital. On
the Armory’s first floor would be 24-hour
medical service for everything but the
true emergencies which would go to the
emergency room at MMH,

On the Armory's second and third floors
would be the offices of Manchester's
physicians where they could keep regular
office hours and very easily consult.

On the top floor would be the town's
health office and such public agencies as
the visiting nurses,

‘“We need to get together Lo be more ef-
ficient. We could work from a solid, com-
bined base.

“We could bring in people who can act
as 'grandmothers,” some kind of
physician’s assistant, special nurse.

““Visiting nurses could be integrated into
the town's health care. They could make

- house calls."”

Sigus of Crisis

Dr. Kurien said his thoughts and
suggestions were his own but came after
much thought about Manchester, He was
associated with MMH since 1981 and

opened a now thriving private practice
four years ago.

He comes from India and won his
medical degrees from the University of
Edinburgh, Scotland.

He worked with the private practice
systems of India and America and the
public system in England. ‘

“"Delivery of health care in Manchester
is among the best in the world," he said
praising the hospital, the number of doc-

tors practicing sub-specialties, the visiting
nurses and Dr, Alice Tureck, town direc-
tor of health, and the town's health
program,

“‘But there are signs and symptoms of
crisis here," he warned.

One sign shows up most clearly among
new residents. If they are not wise enough
to find a family doctor when they come to
town, they may not get one when they are
sick. .

“I'm sorry but the doctor is not taking
any new patients" is the answer they get
when they call a doctor here, he said.

. ""Or the answer might be, ‘You can have
an appointment in three months’."

The new resident then turns to the
emergency room of MMH. Since 1969,
MMH began full-time doctor coverage at
the emergency room. The demands for

their services have gone up 15 per cent

each year since and MMH expects over
40,000 people to seek aid at the emergency
room in 1974, he said.

The patients come from nearby,
Glastonbury, Storrs, even West Hartford
“because our service is 30 good," he said.

Eight doctors left practice in
Manchester in the last four years and they
have been replaced with only six new ones.
Five doctors are nearing retirement age.

Only two of the 20 general practice doctors
are taking new patients now and Dr.
Kurien predicts they also will have to stop
within a year.

Each doctor gets steady requests from
other U.S. towns to practice there, They
need them,

Two of the doctors who left made it
clear they left due to the strain of their
highly demanding practices. Their high
earnings, at least $30,000 annually, could
not make the strain bearable, he said.

Some of the demand is unnecessary but
also hard to control by the general prac-
titioner , he said, using the following story
to illustrate:

One of Dr. Kurien's patient’s once
opened a can of mushrooms and poured
the juice into her spaghetti sauce, Then
she noticed a funny odor about the
mushrooms. She threw them out.

In doubt now about her spaghetti sauce,
the lady called Dr. Kurien for his advice.

“Let my doctor make the decisions I
ought to make," is the attitude of many
people here, he said. It is one of the
reasons doctors are so busy and one of the
reasons so many doctors go into
specialties, to escape from this kind of
common sense question of their patients,
he said.

The “wise old grandmother" who knew
the answers to simple ills and ordinary
health questions is no longer with the fast
moving Americans. So they turn to their
doctar,

The "Armory'' method of health care,
or something like it in the next few years,
will help Dr. Kurien and the other highly
trained Manchester physicians do the
work they were trained for at great
expense and as many as 15 plus years, It

will help him keep healthier hours than his .

present 70 plus weekly even though it
might mean giving up some of his $40,000
annual income, i

"I have over 3,000 patients. I accept no
more general patients, only cardiac
patients,'" he said.

‘Lingard conceded the northeast area
could be served efficiently from the Law-
ton Rd. firehouse and agreed a new
firehouse is needed in the Buckland area,

He praised all firefighters in
Manchester — paid and volunteer — as the
best in the state. He invited the directors
to the district firehouse — to view the
equipment, men and operation — and
recommended close cooperation between
-the two fire departments— for the good of
Manchester,

Rivosa, in recommending fire service to
the northeast from the Lawton Rd.
firehouse, said it now receives the least
amount of calls of the town's four
firehouses. He said he has received no
complaints and no requests for end of the
contract from Buckland area residents,
The requests for town service, he said,
have come from the northeasi/;ea
(Manchester Green, Forest Hills,
St., W. Vernon St., ete.).

Challenged

To Take Responsibility

Citing the acceptance of responsibility
as the key to success, Dr. Frederick W.
Lowe Jr., who will-leave the presidency of
Manchester Community College early
next year, challénged graduates to
become involyed in their careers and com-
munities.

The charge came at the 10th com:
mencement exercise Tuesday night at
Clarke Arena where more than 300 of the
college's 600 diploma candidates and their
faniilies and friends attended the exer-
cises.

In an unannounced portion of the
program, Gabriel L. Ducharme, outgoing
president of the MCC Student Council,
presented president Dr. Lowe with a
plaque paying tribute to his service as the
school's chief administrator and an-
nounced the council had created a $5,000
scholarship fund to bear his name, Mrs.
Lowe was presented with a bouquet of
roses.

Briefly reviewing the emphasis on civil
rights, women's rights and other rights
during the past decade, Dr. Lowe said:

‘“But in that exciting progress, not much
attention has been paid to the new respon-
sibilities that are always, by the very
nature of the universe, the other side of
the coin of rights and privileges. I would
like to address myself to the theme of
responsibility."

As an eduacted person, he said, the first
responsibilly is to yourself, and “‘You are
expected to be a reasonable person;
thoughful and objective on. matters of
differing opinion. You must not practice
diserimination or be intolerant, for those
are the marks of the uneducated. To the
degree of your education you must unders-
tand why world events move as they do,
why people behave as they do and the
nature of environmental balance and so
forth. And because you understand these
things, you are responsible for living with
them more effectively.”

Thus, Dr. Lowe said, the educated per-
son is obliged to protect, to help and to
assist those of lesser (education) rank.

“‘Society is now your responsibility,” he
continued, citing the need for active par-
ticipation in all that a better society
requires. He cited the need for people to
take on responsibility not with the thought
of immediate reward but recognizing that
those who willingly accept such respon-
sibilities eventually are rewarded.

“My experience has been that if there {s
any secret key to success, it lies simply in
accepling responsibility. Being responsi-
ble, in whatever roles you choose to play,
means to me that you make the functions
of that role your business; that you accept
the blame:if it doesn't work well and that
you try to fix it,"" he said.

He continued, “If you accept the respon-
sibility for a bigger job than you're paid or
given credit for, you're apt to be given the
rank, recognition and rewards of the role
for which you've become responsible.
Anyone can find a role in which he can
assume the responsibility for them, and
I'll wager that there are a dozen public
boards or organizations just in this town of
which any one of you could become a
leader in a few years if you Jjust went in
and assumed responsibility: for that
organization."'

Responsibility, he said, is not in
material rewards alone for there is the

greatest satisfaction of all to he had in
saying, "“This is my baby; I make it what
it is. It is alive and kicking because I
accepted the ultimate responsibility for
i."

Dr. Lowe's remarks were echoed by co-
valedictorian Henry Bourgeouis, who
cited the influence not only of classroom
discussion but college community involve-
ment as opening the avenues to broader
community participation by the MCC
graduates and students. His co-
valedictorian was Barrie Fogerty.

Greetings to the graduates were brought
from the Commission on Higher Educa-
tion by George Steinmetz; from the MCC
Regional Council by James Nakos, council
president.

posture until they ran across
this mention of Peters.
Specifically, requoting the
following paragraph from my
arlicle, with the emphasis
being theirs:

**Not withstanding that
Hebron's most famous Colonial
ancestor, the Rev. Samuel
Peters, was a Tory, he was also
a man of many parts, H would
not only have approved of the
communities planning thus far
for the Bicentennial, but had
he still been around would
most certainly been on the
commission.”

It is not my intention to start
a verbal duel, but it does afford
the opportunity to emphasis
that there were two sides to the
Revolution and one cannot un-
derstand a part without fully
comprehending the whole.
Whether it is palatable or not,
all evidence would indicate that
Peters was one of the better
known figures of the period in
Connecticut. No less a part of
the scene than either Nathan
Hale or Benedict Arnold.

That Peters was a hard nosed
Tory and Loyalist there can be
no doubt. His views were, and
still, not defensible in light of
the Declaration of
Independence. However,
responsible historians, today,
examine the motifs of both
sides of a question, and as a
result rarely publish a one-
sided account.

As the saying goes,
everything is displayed, warls
and all. And, as we well know,
any type of “"Civil War™' is more
damaging to all parties con-
cerned, in every aspect, than
any other type of confrontation.

But the point which concerns
our South Dakota friends most
is the suggestion that had he
been alive today, Peters would
have served on the commission,
He was born in this country and
had a great love for it and its
people.

One of the lesser known facts
concerning this man is that
without his efforts while in
England, many American
prisoners of war would not have
returned alive to the United
States. Several years after the
war he, himself, returned to
live in New York, adapting
himself to the new order.

Ironically, Peters was one of
the very first to warn, over 50
years in advance, of the impen-
ding Civil War between the
Northern and Southern States.

So it is the thought of many
peaple actively working on the
celebration that a healthy in-
terest in both points of view
does not compromise, or is in
any way contradictory, to their
fully subscribing to the ideals
on which this Republic was
founded. Public spirited Peters
could easily have served on the
commission had he been alive
today. And being the type of
man that he was he would work
hard to ensure that the
Bicentennial Celebration would
be the educational and
spiritually — renewing
experience that many are
seeking.

To say that honest men can-
not differ, or that people cannot
grow, is to question the under-

Weather
Kills
Many Birds
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United Press International

Thousands of insect-eating
birds have died in northern New
England because of a recent
seere front of cold, wet
weather,

Scarlet tanagers, swallows
and warblers were found dead
or dying from a broad belt
stretching from Vermont
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across New Hampshire and into
Acadia National Park on Mt,
Desert Island in east Penobscot
Bay in Maine,

The small, brightly-colored
birds fly into the Northeast
each spring from South
America,

Maine biologist Donald Mairs
said tests run on the brain
tissues of scarlet tanagers

found in southern Maine have
indicated pesticides were not a
factor in the death of the red
and black birds,

Mairs said the tissues showed
only trace amounts of pesticide
residue,

The New Hampshire Aud
Society recommended that per-
sons who find starving birds
should feed them such things as

dried egg yolk, canned dog food, -
liver, hamburger, grapes,
raisins soaked in water, or even
worms,

A spokesman for the
Massachusetts Audubon Society
said these natural disasters oc-
cur to animal populations often,
Birds have high reproductive
capacity and will bounce back,
she said,

Questioned

On Contract for Sidewalk

An opinion of Town Attorney
Abbot Schwebel that construc-
tion of the West Rd. sidewalk in
Vernon was handled in accor-
dance with the town charter
was disputed by some members
of the Town Council Monday
night.

Thomas Benoit, one of the
four Democrats on the 12-
member council, and who
originally questioned the way
the contract for the walk was
handled, said, “'I would like to
clear the air a little."

Benoit questioned ap-
propriating additional funds
needed to complete the
sidewalk construction. An
amount of $25,000 was budgeted
for the contract but a change
was made as the bid was adver-
tised for the walk to be installed
on West Rd. from South St. to
Peterson Rd. It was later
realized it should have been
from Regan Rd. to Peterson
Rd., which Atty. Schwebel said,
according to figures given him
meant an extension of about 25
per cent more walk than the
advertised bid.

Alty. Schwebel explained that
the additional walk was in-
stalled at the original bid price
which he described as being
very reasonable;

The mayor explained that
many unexpected problems
developed during the course of
installation of the walk. These

Subversive
List Dropped

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
President Nixon Tuesday
abolished the attorney
general’s list of subversive
organizations — which was
started 27 years ago — and
issued orders forbidding
government agencies to use
copies of the list in the future,

Attorney General William B.
Saxbe announced the presiden-
tial order, saying Nixon had
acted on his recommendation.
Saxbe's recommendation was
based in turn on a study in-
itiated last year by then At-
torney General Elliot L.
Richardson.

President Harry S Truman in
1947 directed the Justice
Department to compile a list of
organizations that he con-
sidered subversive and through
later years the number of en-
tries had grown to about 300.

required more fill for washed
out areas from a severe storm
and several things ordered by
the state such as lowering of the
walks to allow street water to
run across and the installation
of a berm.

Benoit and Councilman
Thomas Wolff. questioned the
figures used by Atty. Schwebel.
They said there had been a mis-
take in the figures concerning
the amount of square feet for
the extended area. They said it
was more like a 12 per cent in-
crease and not 25 per cent.
Benoit said, “It seems like we
paid the contractor about 160
per cent too much."

Atly. Schwebel said the bill
for the walk was for the in-
stallation of 18,662 square feet
and the original bid was for 13,-
700 square feet and the
difference of 4,952 runs a little
over 25 per cent.

Wolff maintained that the ac-
tual measurements do not
check with these figures and
Benoit said, "'I'd like it to be
checked."

Atty. Schwebel answered,
“I'm not going to check it, this
is what 1 came up with on the
basis of the figures I was given
to work with."

Benoit and Wolff questioned
the use of funds from other ac-
counts toward the sidewalk
project and questioned the
transfer of $3,258 from general
maintenance,

Wolff said former Director of
Administration Richard
Borden, told him that installa-
tion of a sidewalk includes all
fill, groating and loam and
such, and the mayor and town
attorney disagreed saying he
had not told them that. They
said they will ask him as it is
not fair to quote him like that.

Some members questioned
Wollf and Benoit as to what
they were trying to achieve by
continuing on this same sub-
ject,

Wolif said, *We are not going
to have a repetition of this
situation.” He said, *‘We are at
a disadvantage as our only
source of \iaformation is right
here. The (0%n employes have
been directed Mot to talk to us."”

Benoit backed up this state-
ment saying, "'Two people that
are the heads of departments
were told by the mayor not to
give me any more infor-
mation." He said he would
name names if the council
would go into executive session.

Mayor McCoy then said he
questioned the tactics of Benoit

getting privileged information
and then giving it to the press.
He said he was referring
specifically to information con-
cerning a deputy building in-
spector, He said, to Benoit, “'1
question your tactics of using
subpoena power, which you
don’t have."

After the discussion went on
for some time Mayor McCoy
commented, ‘1 think we are
beating a dead horse, we have
lots more important things to
do.”

Benoit commented, ‘‘We are
talking aboul taxpayer's
money."

Wolff said he would have
voted to appropriate the money
to extend the sidewalk but he
repeated he  did not like the
mayor o do this on his own.

Mayor McCoy said he was on
vacation part of the time the
walk was being installed, He
said when he left he told Borden
to see that the work was done.
“It's necessary to put this in the
proper perspective,” he said.

He said the mayor and the
director of administration are
responsible for getting money
from the state for such
projects. “I don't expect to
have to be in on every decision
as long as we are within the
prescribed budget,” he said.

He added, ‘1 don't feel we
went over the sidewalk
budget."

A motion then proposed by
Wolff asking to bring to the next
meetin information as to where
the specific bill for the fill was
paid and from what account the
money was transferred to pay
for the fencing, was passed in a
54 vote of the nine members
present.

“The charter says you can't
take things in a sidewalk bid
and transfer them around, all
I'm asking is to enforce the
charter," he said.

Atty. Schwebel objected to
"strait-jacketing'" the director
of administration. He said,
““It's the director of ad-
ministration’s job to treat the
budget as an ordinance and to
get things done the taxpayers
want done,"

He told Wolff, 'You are being
a strict constructionist with the
charter and we'll never get
work done."”

Wolff then proposed another
motion which passed un-
animously. It read, '‘Can the
mayor have the power to utilize
funds as he sees fit, such as the
Sidewalk and the Capitol Non-
recurring Expense fund,
without authorization of the
council or a town meeting?"

Fulbright Loses
To Giant Killer

Sen. J.W. Fulbright's loss
overwhelmingly to Gov, Dale
Bumpers of Arkansas, in their
struggle for the Democratic nomina-
tion for U.S. senator, is of more than
national importance. As chairman of
the Senate Foreign Relations Com-
mittee, Fulbright was a world
character.

Bumpers, in three and a half years,
has gone from the obscurity of being a
small town lawyer to prominence as
one of the nation’s ablest governors.
On the way, he earned the soubriquet
of “‘giant killer," for his political ac-
complishments.

To launch his political career, he
had to beat, in the primary, Orval E.
Faubus, who had held the gover-
norship for 10 years, more than any
other man. In the general election, he
had to beat Winthrop Rockefeller, the
first Republican to be elected gover-
nor of Arkansas in more than a cen-
tury. And now, to reach the Senate, he
had to beat, Fulbright, who had held
the seat for 30 years, and built a
worldwide reputation.

Fulbright stressed the value of
experience and seniority in getting
federal benefits for Arkansas.
Bumpers urged new faces to restore
lagging confidence in Congress.

Watergate was a hidden issue.
Bumpers suggested that a senator
who had been in Washington 30 years
must somehow be “‘part of the mess."
Fulbright challenged anyone to
specify any way in which he had been
personally responsible for the scan-
dal. But undoubtedly, Fulbright’s left-
liberal voting record in the Senate
cost him many supporters.

It has become increasingly common
for Southern moderate governors to
be discussed for national advance-
ment. Bumpers is no exception, With
Reuben Askew of Florida, and Jimmy
Carter of Georgia, Bumpers was
tagged a rising star in the national
Demofratic party.

The Democratic nomination has
been equivalent to election in Arkan-
sas. Bumpers will face John Harris
Jones, a little known Republican
nominee, in the general election. It
should be a breeze for him.

Canada Limits Land

An American woman, from a small
town west of Cleveland, whose 5,400-
acre beachfront estate in Nova Scotia
was expropriated last month, is an
example of growing Canadian action
to limit the sale of their land to
foreigners, and especially Americans.

Ontario, the Province that attracts
most of the Americans, has just put a
heavy tax on land purchases by non-
residents, Several provinces are
drawing up legislation to make it
clear that foreigners are welcome as
tourists but not as property owners.

As a former assistant éo Prime
Minister Pierre Elliott Trudeau
explained, ‘A part of the heritage of
Canadian birth is accession tg
relatively plentiful land resources.
Certainly we are foolish if we allow
the wealth of the rest of the world to
bid up the prices of our recreational
areas to a level Canadians cannot af-
ford."”

Northern state residents have in-
vaded Canada in great numbers in re-
cent years to buy farms and summer
homes. Canada’'s reaction is
nationalistic but uftderstandable.

Byrne also is doing the little
things that save money. New
Jersey has 22 vacant
judgeships, but Byrne has put
off filling those vacancies until
September to save the
taxpayers a few bucks. He says
he figures judges now on the
bench can handle the existing
caseload for the next three
months without going into a
decline.

A ‘former Superior Court
judge in Essex County; Byrne is
not anti-judiciary, just penny-
pinching. He has said he'll sign
a bill to provide $9-million to
raise judges’ salaries.because it
is both economical and prac-
tical to give them a decent
day’'s pay. “‘We can get judges
for $20,000 a year,'" says Byrne,
“‘but that would be dis-
qualifying a high section of the
bar, because they can make
more money in law practice.”

These days, according to
Byrne, "it's like pulling teeth to
get qualified people to serve on
the bench," the pay is so low.
He thus agrees with Chief
Justice Warren Burger that the
way to improve the administra-
tion of justice is to improve the
judiciary,

Obviously, however, Byrne
expects to get part of the money
to up judges' salaries by
eliminating some of the
political flunkies who hang
around courtrooms, doing

he can chop away that
deadwood, don't bet against his

Currently we are paying $213 per ton for newsprint, the
commodity upon which your newspaper is printed. We
were informed a month or s0 ago that the price would
probably climb to $225.

However, the letter we just got from one of our
suppliers, was a real shocker. The price jumps to $234.65
July 1.

JWhen we recall that last October we were paying. $175
per ton for newsprint, the new price hike seems almost un-
believable. On top of newsprint, we have absorbed in-
creases of 30 to 40 per cent for ink and other supplies,

Adding to the problem is the fact that the quality of
newsprint has also gone downhill. This results in increased
press spoilage which is also costly.

We know other businesses and families are facing the
same problem, rising prices. A newspaper gets revenue
from only two sources, advertising and circulation.

We'll do our best to hold the line just as many a
breadwinner is doing.

“June is supposed to be the month for brides and accor-
ding to various trade sources the cost of getting married is
also up in price.

1t is estimated that a grand style wedding and reception
these days is between $30 to $40 per person. At any rate,
the cost is up 20 per cent over last year. Any parents who
have weddings planned this month don't need to be
reminded of the cost, especially the father of the bride.

While still on the subject of marriage and family, the
Newspaper Advertising Bureau points out that women are
the best wine customers in this country and wine on the
table is becoming the ‘‘American way."

There are 27% million wine drinkers in this country and
14 million of them are women. They also account for 51 per
cent of all wine purchases.

2 The irony of such warnings is
“that they come fully ten years
after a landmark report by U.S.
Surgeon General Luther L,
Terry, warning unequivocally
that cigarette smoking is hazar-
dous to life and health,
Although an estimated ten
million Americans have
stopped smoking since the
report was issued in January
1974, cigarette sales today are
at a record high and an es-
timated 52 million citizens are
addicted to the weed.

Terry, reflecting recently on
events since the report, said
smoking ‘“remains our single

most preventable cause of dis-

ability and death in this coun-
try."" He added that the
primary concern today is youth,
especially girls, who are begin-
ning to smoke at an earlier age,
and more heavily.

One notable achievement
since the report, said Terry, is
that the cigarette smoked today
is generally less potent than the
ones smoked 20 years ago. “In
1954,"" he explained in a
Philadelphia speech, “‘95 per
cent of cigarettes sold fell in a
range between 35 and 53 mg. of
tar per cigarette, whereas in
1072, some 90 per cent of all
cigarettes sold were ip a range
between 14 and 22 mg."”

Terry added that nicotine
content roughly parallels tar
content.

Despite lower nicotine and
tar levels, however, scientists
at the National Cancer Institute
in Bethesda, Md., who are
working to identify and hopeful-
ly reduce chemical components
of tobacco smoke that combine
to cause cancer, have stated
flatly that no cigarette will ever
be safe.

In the meantime, one bit of

ood smoking news came in
ﬁlay with the release of a
Gallup poll showing that,
although 37 per cent of all adult
Americans smoke, half of them
want to quit.

During the last eight years,
San Diego County, Calif., has
conducted a communitywide
anti-smoking education
program, funded by $1.5 million

government. The program
achieved a “‘quite rate' among
women smokers that was 50 per
cent above the national rate.
Helpful hints from the San
Diego experiment include:

Realize that as soon as you
stop smoking the body starts
repairing the damage; find

cigarettes; find someone to quit
with you; chose a quitting day
and make it as pleasant as
possible; stock up on sugarless
gum, and “remember, if at
first' you don't succeed, quit,
quit again.”

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NEW YORK (UPI) — Hank Aaron
didn't take long to welcome Eddie
Watt to a not-so-exclusive club
Tuesday night.

Aaron ripped the Philadelphia
reliever’s first pitch for his 16th grand
slam homer in the seventh inning to
lead the Braves to a 7-8 victory over
the Phils. The 32-year-old Watt spent
his first eight seasons in the majors
with Baltimore of the American
League before being traded to
Philadelphia last winter and was
facing Aaron for the first time.

“I only recall facing Watt in spring
training and he threw a lot of breaking
balls,” said the major league's all-

time home run leader, who also

revealed he was looking for a
breaking pitch and belted a slider.

The homer was Aaron's 10th of the
seéason and 723rd of his career. It also
enabled him to pass Babe Ruth for the
second time this season. Aaron passed
Ruth when he hit his 715th homer two
months ago and, counting home runs
hit In All-Star and World Series com-
petition, Aaron now has a total of 731
compared to Ruth's 730,

The grand slam also moved Aaron
past Willie McCovey of San Diego for
first place in the National League in
that department. Lou Gehrig holds the
major league record with 23 grand
slams.

The homer was only Aaron's 29th hit
of the season but enabled him to raise
his RBI total to 29, making him the
most dangerous .248 batter in the
majors.

“I don't have quite as much concen-
tration as I should have,” said Aaron,
referring to his meager batting
average. “'I'm too worried about
speeches and celebrations with too

Evonne May Sue
French Net Group

SYDNEY (UPI) — Australian
tennis star Evonne Goolagong
and her manager, Vic Edwards,
will decide Thursday whether
to sue the French Tennis
Federation over the ban
preventing her from playing in
the French titles this week.

Miss Goolagong and Edwards
are also considering suing the
International Lawn Tennis
Federation (ITLF), Commer-
cial Union-Assurance and ten-
nis promoters Donald Dell and
Jack Kramer, according to
Sydney sports goods executive
Arthur Huxley.

Edwards called Huxley from
Pittsburgh Wednesday and told
him Miss Goolagong and
himselfl had been asked to join
an action with U S, player Jim-
my Connors. Edwards said he
had spent Tuesday discussing
the proposed action with his
U.S, lawyers in Pittsburgh,

Both Miss Goolagong and
Connors had their chances of
winning the Grand Slam of ten-
nis destroyed when French of-
ficials refused their entries in
the French championships
because of their participation in
the U.S.-based World Team
Tennis (WTT) competition.

Because of the ban Miss
Goolagong and Connors forfeit
the chance of winning a special
$125,000 prize for any player
taking out the big four of tennis
— the Australian, French,
Wimbledon and the U.S. titles.
Any player winning the four
would be assured of contracts
worth $250,000.

Connors and Miss Goolagong
are Lthe reigning Australian
champions.

Edwars told Huxley the ITLF
had let Miss Goolagong down
twice in the past 18 months.

The first time, Edwards said,
was when ITLF officials said it
would ban any women players
who competed on the Virginia
Slims circuit. Under that threat
Miss Goolagong played on the
official U.S. circuit.

Virginia Slims girls were
allowed to compete
everywhere, and by not joining
the group, Evonne lost a lot of
money," Edwards said. “‘Now
the ILTF has approved WTT on
the basis that WTT players will
be able to play in major
national championships and for
their own countries. ‘

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The Senate Tuesday voted to
prohibit the Army from testing poison gas on beagle pup-
pies and told the Pentagon not to spend any money that
was added to the defense budget just to prime the
economic pump.

In the second day of debate on the $21.8 billion 1975 arms
procurement bill, the Senate turned back proposals to
publish annually an overall figure on U.S. intelligence
opgrations overseas and to set up a fund to convert U.S.
war industries to peacetime production.

The Senate approved the beagles measure on a vote of 76
to 12 after its sponsor, Sen. Hubert Humphrey, D-Minn.,
argued that “there are plenty of other animals they can
use, such as rats or mice.”

Professional owner Harvey’.;':'s
Kagan said police risked the

Convicted Slayer
Given Freedom

NEW LONDON (UPI) —
Navy man Eugene J. Kearney,
convicted as a killer in 1967, has
been freed by a New London
court, still¥asserting his in-
nocence.

Kearney was freed in
Superior Court Tuesday and
said he plans to marry a former
nun who counseled him while he
was in prison.

Kearney was convicted of
strangling the wife of a ship-
mate in December, 1966. The
victim was Phyllis Manwaring,
wife of Douglas Manwaring, a
sailor aboard the submarine
tender Fulton.

Kearney, 32, was convicted in
1967 of second-degree murder
after a 12-week trial. He was
given a mandatory life sentence
at the Somers state prison,

But the state Supreme Court
ruled last year that Kearney
was entitled lo a new (rial
because of procedural
technicalities. He was released
on bond in August.

He subsequently pleaded guil-
ty to a reduced charge of
manslaughter and appeared in
court Tuesday for sentencing on
the charge.

On the recommendation of
prosecuting and defending at-
torneys, Judge William P.
Barber imposed a sentence of
from 8 to 11 years on the
charge.

Kearney has already served 6
years and 7 months and because
of good behavior was released
without probation.

"I believe this is over with,"

“Passing Through”

How many times have you heard it said,
‘Due to sharply increased costs of raw
material, labor and distribution, we regret
Wwe are forced 1o raise our prices?"

We hear it from everyone involved in
production and sales — be it the farmer,
the miner, the manufacturer, the dis-
tributor, the retailer.

Who we don't hear it from is the in-
dividual buyer and user — you and me,

Russell Baker, in an article Sunday in
the New York Times magazine section,
put his finger on what has to be an
economic phenomenon. He calls it
"'passing through."

Nobody in production, distribution and
sales even remotely seems to consider ab-
sorbing the “sharply increased costs.'
What they do is let them “pass through'' to
the consumer, :

And, that's where the buck (actually, .
It’s not even worth a buck) stops. The con-
sumer — you and me — can do nothing
about it. There's no place for the increase
to pass through, after it reaches us.

As Baker asked, ““Isn't anybody deeply
moved that we are all that's making it
possible for the greatest corporations in
the world to meet rising costs without
those costs costing them anything?"

What started us on the subject was the
electric bill we received several days ago.
Despite cutting back about 10 per cent in
our use of eléctricity, and despite removal
of the state sales tax, our bill for the past
two months went up, What did it was a
“‘fuel adjustment” charge equal to about
30 per cent of the base rate. All this in ad-
vance of the rate hike the company is
seeking.

Baker said he consulted with "*a brilliant
economist’ and got the response, 'As the
costs of doing business rise, those costs
are simply passed through, so that nobody
suffers any loss because of spiraling
costs."”

When Baker suggested, “We ought to
take it one step further (not let the buck
stop here) and develop the ‘pass back,'
sending the bills for the added costs back
lo the places where they originated in the
first place,” 'his economist told him,
"“Economic science isn't ready yet for the
‘pass back’.”

Commented Baker, “There is a lot of
heroism and civic pride to be had for a
rich man able to boast, ‘The pass back
(and through) stops here'."

We don't have too much faith in it

happening but thanks anyway Russell

Baker, it's a good thought.

Conservation Commission
Drafts Wetland Regulations

The Bolton Conservation
Commission has drafted
regulations for protecting town
wetlands and water courses in
conjunction with recent legisla-
tion (PA 155 Wetland Protec-
tion Act) that requires local
communities to draft their own
regulations to protect wetlands,

Failure by any town to set ap-
propriate guidelines means that
there must be local enforce-
ment of regulations drawn by
the state.

The new state law goes into
effect June 30 and drastically
limits the use a town can make
of its wetlands.

The regulations drafted by
the commision follow:

Non-regulated uses are.
defined as uses not requiring
the issuance of a permit
provided that no disturbance to
the natural and indigenous
character of the land takes
place.

They follow: wildlife
preserves, preservalion of
scenic, historic, natural and
scientific areas and nature
study; forestry and wildlife
habitat management: outdoor
recreation inclduing parks,
hiking trails, golf courses,
playgrounds and hunting areas,

Also; -activities in existence
as long as carefully screened
for environmental problems
such as livestock pature, plant
nurseries, cropland and farm
ponds less than 3 acres; boat
anchorage or mooring; dams
and public water supplies or
private water control devices.

Regulated activities that will
require a permit are activities
that involve removal of
material; deposition ol
material; construction;
obstruction; alternation and
pollution.

Before becoming law the
proposed regulations must be
approved by the State Depart-
ment of Environmental Protec-
tion and must be acceptable to
townspeople,

The commission is also

having an inventory map of
Bolton wetlands and streams
prepared by the Tolland Soil
and Water Conservation
District. :

The letter to the mayor came
from Dr. Raymond Ramsdell,
superintendent of schools, who
said the board's computer com-
mittee had discussed the
request and agreed the
available time should be
analyzed before giving “the
council an answer.

He suggested that perhaps
the first step that should be
take, in developing an arrange-
ment between the board and the
town, should be for the mayor
or the council to develop long-
range plans for computeriza-
tion of certain town functions.

Dr. Ramsdell said this plan
should include an implementa-
tion schedule, estimates of the
amount of lime each system
would use, stalfing, hardware
requiremests, and required
financing.

He said the computer com-
mittee of the board has
authorized Leonard Chesney,
data processing manager, to
“assist -the town in offering
technical advlise for firming up
the town's needs.

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Economic
Report
Optimistic

HARTFORD (UPI) — Gov.
Thomas J. Meskill has received
an official report that despite a
murky economic picture ‘“‘the
Connecticut economy seems
well-situated to weather any
likely storm."

The report by the Governor's
Council of Economic Advisors
Tuesday struck a note of op-
timism despite what it termed
a “patchy” picture for both the
state and national economy, '

"The circumstances for the
economy are different than
those of the past, making
forecasting difficult.

*'But optimism seems to have
an edge over pessimism, and
the Connecticut economy
seems well situated to weather
any likely storm," the report
said.

The Council noted on the plus
side of the economic picture a
record high level of defense
contracts in the last quarter of
1973 and constant strength in
Connecticut’'s manufacturing
sector.

But, the report added,
“Connecticut is still plagued
with the inability of its industry
to hire the skilled labor it
needs.

“This is a problem today as
husiness finds it difficult to
meet production commitments.

“In the longer run, the ability
of Connecticut industry to ex-
pand output depends upen the
solution of this problem,” the
report said.

Landmark Ferry

GLASTONBURY (UPI) — A
ferry that has been plying the
Connecticut River for more
than 300 years has been
designated as a historical land-
mark. The Rocky Hill-
Glastonbury ferry has been
operating since 1655. Plagues
were unveiled Tuesday at both
the Rocky Hill and Glastonbury
docks by state and local of-
ficials. The ferry operates now
in all but the winter months.
The fare is a nickel for
pedestrians and 25 cenis for
vehicles.

Town Stays “Dry”

EASTFORD (UPI) —
Residents of Eastford have
voted overwhelmingly to keep
their town “dry."” In a referen-
dum Tuesday, the vote was 236-
163 to continue the prohibition
against liquor sales in the
northeast Connecticut com-
munity. Eighty-six voted to
allow all liquor sales and 77
voted for beer sales only, The
town allowed liquor sales until
1910, when residents voted to
close down the liquor stores.
The new referendum was
backed by Elliott Lawrence,
owner of the only store in East-
ford Center, who wanted to add
aleohol to his stock,

River Abuse

AVON (UPI) — The former
president of the Farmington
River Watershed Association
says 20 years of effort to clean
up the river are being
sabotaged. Hiram P. Maxim
wrote in the June newsletter of
the organization that people are
scattering litter along the river,
trampling vegetation along its
banks and abusing property
rights. "It is indeed unfor-
tunate,” Maxim said, ‘‘that a
vital natural resource, so
recently rescued from years of
abuse, is now experiencing a
whole new round of abuse.”

Island Purchase
NORWALK (UPI) —
Norwalk officials have en-
dorsed a proposal that the city
buy two of the largest Norwalk
Islands, Chimmons and Shef-
field. The recommendation was
made by the Long Isiand Sound
Regional Study, Conser-
vationists have been trying to

protect the two islands, which .

are for sale, as a nesting area
for shore birds. The sound study
said the federal government
should pay most of the $1.9
million cost of the islands, The
city Planning and Zoning Com-
mission and the City Council
have both said they favor the
idea.

Board Did Not Vote $3,000 for Lights

When the Manchester Board of Direc-
tors Tuesday night voted town intent to
take control of Downtown Main St as of
Sept, 1, it didn’t — as stated in
Wednesday's Herald — vote a $3,000
allocation for realigning the signal lights,
a review of the action indicates.

The signals, installed last fall by the
state and placed to conform with intended
changes (at some locations) to parallel
parking, will remain as they are. The
board conceded the State and Manchester
Traffic Authorities plan to procedé with
parallel parking — no matter who controls
the street,

Mayor John Thompson said Downtown
Main St. merchants plan to appeal the
ruling.

In addition to voting town intent to
assume control of the mile-long strip as of
Sept. 1, the board instructed Town
Manager Robert Weiss to negotiate new
terms for the take-over with the state
Department of Transportation.

The board wants the state to waive its
requirement that the town pay $25,000
toward the cost of the traffic signals. And
it wants the state to restore Downtown
Main St. (the pavement) to the condition it
was in when the state took control of it in
1962, At the very least, it wants the state
Lo contribute to the cost of reconstruction
and paving— on the basis the state was lax
in its maintenance program.

State Transportation Commissioner
Joseph Burns today took a dim view of the

board's action but said he'll be happy to sit
down with Town Manager Robert Weiss
and listen to any suggestions.

He said, "‘Frankly, I don't believe we
can go along with the rules set down by the
Manchester town council (Board of Direc-
tors)."” He said he heard of the action in a
telephone conversation with Weiss and is
waiting to receive an official notice.

Concerning plans to change the traffic

‘pattern to parallel parking, he said, *‘We

have the responsibility for the highway
and traffic pattern and our authorities
have proved the need for parallel parking.
The traffic signals have been aligned .on
the basis of parallel parking and we intend
to procede with the plan as soon as we're
ready&— much before September."

¢ KEENEY ST, — the west side, a sec-
tion in the vicinity of Leland and Linwood
Drs. The walks are completed. Loam,
seed and berms will be completad within a
month.

* N.SCHOOL ST, — the south side, from
Oakland St, to Buckland Alley. Surveying

renewed criticism of town officials in
regard to both state and town plans to in-
stall parallel parking on part of the street,
bringing the loss of about 30 parking
spaces.

Robert Weinberg, the most outspoken
foe of parallel parking, said, ‘‘Parking is
the number one problem facing downtown
and if the Mayor's Downtown Action Com-
mittee doesn't want to consider it, I'll
have to take some action on my own."

Is complete and sidewalk construction
should begin within two weeks.

* OAKLAND ST. —the east side, from
South St. to Rachel Rd, and the west side,
from Rachel Rd. to N. School St. The
original plans called for sidewalks on the
east side only, from South St. to Sheldon
Rd. However, the difficult grades and
utility pole locations prohibit walks from
Rachel Rd. to Sheldon Rd. without in-
curring a large expense.

Weinberg — who last week led an un-

OMAHA, Neb. (UPI)— A sniper killed a
young policeman and wounded 10 other
persons during a nearly five hour gun bat-
tle that ended early today when he was
gunned down by officers while fleeing a
burning home filled with tear gas.

Police Chief Richard Anderson said of-
ficers opened fire on Elza Carr Jr. 33,
after Carr came out of the home onto a
closed-in porch and fired a shotgun at the
officers couched outside, wounding one
policeman.

Carr's bullet-riddled body fell out of the
door onto the steps below. A Douglas coun-
ty sheriff's deputy recovered a shotgun on
the porch floor inside,

Angry young blacks, who had watched
the drama during a night filled with
sometimes heavy thunderstorms, surged
into the combat area objecting to the way
the police had gunned Carr down, literally
jerked his body off the steps and dropped
it on a sidewalk.

The crowd, estimated at more than 100
persons, dispersed but only after a woman
was shot. She was not believed to be
seriously wounded. Anderson said he was
uncertain who fired the shot.

Throughout the incident involving Carr
police were openly harassed by blacks,
several of whom flaunted police
barricades and walked within firing range
of the sniper, who was holded up in the up-
per story of a two-story near North Omaha
home where he had a room.

Patrolman Paul Nields, 29, a five-year
police veteran, was shot and killed by
Carr, who was standing on the stairway as
Nields attempted to enter the home while
officers fired tear gas into it.

Anderson said he authorized Lt. James
Perry and Sgt. Charles Parker to fire the
tear gas into the front of the home, but no
one was authorized to enter it.

Following Nields' shooting, Omaha
Mayor Edward Zorinsky, on the scene
with his public safety director, Richard

Roth, told Andersen, “I don’t want any

more patrolmen shot." .

Roth, former head of the Secret Service
in Omaha, added, “We can always wait
until morning. He's got to come out."

Andersen said authorities will
‘‘probably never know'" what prompted
Carr to open fire. Andersen said Carr was
convicted of two felonies, a burglary in
1967 and for auto theft in 1972.

Anti-Cancer Shrimps Hunted

SAN ANTONIO, Tex. (UPI) — Cancer
researchers are searching the lakes and
streams of the Texas hill country for rare
foot-long, freshwater shrimps that could
advance development of a cancer preven-
tative.

Dr. Frederick Rommel, assistant
professor of pediatrics and microbiology
at the University of Texas Health Science
Center, says the shrimp may contain a
possible anti-cancer mechanism similar to
the one he believes occurs naturally in
salt-water lobsters.

Found Alternative

Rommel began his experimentation
with lobsters, but very few could be ob-
tained uninjured from commercial
suppliers. He looked for an alternative and
now he thinks he's found it,

Last summer, an area fisherman
brought Rommel a species of shellfish
that neither could identify.

The creature, now preserved as a
laboratory curiosity, is about 18 inches
long claw to tail, and weighs about 20
ounces. It resembles a lobster, but the
researcher learned it was a species of
fresh-water prawn, or shrimp.

The shrimp was found in the Guadalupe

“Nearly every marina and bait house
from the hill country to the coast knows
about them, or has a preserved specimen
on display,” he said.

Rommel theorized that hill country
shrimp originally made their way to the
Gulf of Mexico to spawn’in bracish water.
Younger, smaller specimens are caught
along the coast.

But dams now on the fresh water
systems prevent shrimp that are far up-
stream from reaching the coast.

Rommel said he does not know Iif the
shrimp’s relatively enormous size is the

result of a long and unhampered life, or .

The fresh-water shrimp has
symmetrical claws like crayfish, while
New England saltwater lobsters have
asymmetrical claws. For that reason,
Rommel believes the Texas specimen
may be higher on the evolutionary scale,

He said he hopes the live river shrimp
will be trapped or caught by fishermen
and brought to his laboratory.
