Utilities Report 
On Big Storm
H A R T FO R D  (U P I )  -  

Connecticut’s wprst ice storm 
in 100 years was so devastating 
and widespread, utility com­
panies were unable to deter­
mine where to begin, a Public 
Utilities Commission report 
says.

The report said that 319,500 
customers were without elec­
trical power at the height of the 
week-long storm that began 
Dec. 16 with “extreme rainfall, 
prolonged icing and below 
freezing conditions unequalled 
in over 100 years of weather 
records.”

The storm and resulting 
damage was “far greater than 
anyone anticipated” and utility 
companys had difficulty in 
deciding where to begin repair 
efforts, according to the report 

, drafted by David C.. London, 
chief of the com m ission’s 
engineering staff.

After the first few days, with 
power still out in thousands of 
homes, customers and town of­
ficials began complaining to the

companies for failing to restore 
service when promised.

The report said in such an 
emergency, it was practically 
impossible to obtain fast and 
accurate information because 
of the jamming of telephone 
lines by inquiring customers. 
London said though the infor­
mation was inaccurate, it was 
“not necessarily intended to be 
misleading,” and utilities could 
not predict accurately when 
service would be restored.

As the enorm ity of the 
damage became apparent, the 
utilities called on out-of-state 
firms for manpower. Crews 
from New York, New Jersey, 
Pennsylvania and even the 
Midwest were brought in and 
the work force totaled about 
11,000 men, the report said.

The report recommended the 
establishment of a uniform 
emergency system and im­
proving communications with 
town officials and the public. 
’The report sdid the utilities are 
working out plans with towns

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Ford Vows He’s His ^Own Man
LOGAN, Utah (UPI) — Vice President 

'Verald R. Ford today defended his 
nationwide speechmaking trips and his on- 
and-off support of President Nixon ■ on 
Watergate — vowing to “remain my own 
man.”

Ford said his frips, which have taken 
him to 34 states in his six months as vice 
president, and his views on Watergate 
have brought warnings, from his friends 
and even his family.

In remarks prepared for commence­
ment exercises at Utah State University, 
where his son John is a student, Ford sum­
marized the advice:

■ “So long as I have the physical capabili­
ty and so long as I can contribute to the 
climate of reason and truth in this coun­
try, I will remain my own man, fly my 
own course, and speak my own convic­
tions.

“I like to listen to Americans — and 
hope to in every one of our 50 states. I 
categorically reject the demand that I 
listen only to the strident voices on the 
banks of the Potomac. I am not going to 
barricade myself in Washington just 
because I suddenly find myself bearing 
heavier burdens of official duties and 
potential responsibilities.”

Ford arrived at Hill Air. Force Base 
Friday night from North Carolina, where 
he told a news conference in Raleigh that 
the House Judiciary Committee should 
hold open hearings during its impeach­
ment inquiry.

He also said the committee should call 
as witnesses former White House aides 
Charles Colson, H.R. Haldeman, John 
Dean and John Erlichman.

“I think their contribution to a full 
hearing of the charges and allegations 
would be very proper, and the American 
people would like to hear their testimony

and I hope they’re done in open hearings, 
hopefully televised.”

Reaffirming his belief in Nixon’s, Ford 
said:

"The Constitution says the President, in 
an impeachable offense, should be brought 
before, or his case before, the House Com­
mittee on the Judiciary, and that’s where 
it is being tried and that’s where he has his 
day in court and I think he’ll be proven in­
nocent.”

Ford was staying in nearby Tremonton 
at the home of a family friend, James E . 
Brown.
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Nixon Position Irritates Judge
WASHINGTON (UPI) — A federal judge 

has accused President Nixon of a policy 
bordering on obstructon of justice in con­
nection with defense efforts of his former 
No. 2 aide who faces trial.

The dispute revolves around former 
White House chief domestic adviser John 
D. Ehrlichman, one of five defendants to 
be tried in June in connection with the 1971 
burglary at the office of Pentagon Papers 
figure Daniel Ellsberg’s psychiatrist.

Ehrlichman has been fighting in court 
for access to some of his old notes and 
files, still in the White House, which he 
says he needs for his defense. U.S. District 
Court Judge Gerhard A. Gesell has upheld

Ehrlichman’s right to the documents.
But it was revealed during a court 

hearing Friday that Nixon has declined to 
produce some of them. He has let 
Ehrlichman read others at the White 
House, but has barred him from taking 
notes on what he reads or from having his 
lawyer along.

“The position of the President of the 
United States not to allow Mr. Ehrlichman 
to be repr-esented by counsel as the 
Constitution requires is offensive,” Gesell 
exploded. “I think it borders on obstruc­
tion.

“Not to let Mr. Ehrlichman take a note

— I assume Mr. Frates (Ehrlichman’s 
lawyer, William Frates) sits in a car out­
side the White House while this man 
(Ehrlichman) has to run back and forth 
and try to recall what he has just seen. It’s 
absurd and I don’t see how I can tolerate 
it. I am astounded.”

Gesell asked presidential lawyer Jam es 
D. St. Clair w te^e had not produced some 
of th e  m a te r ia l  in re sp o n se  to 
Ehrlichman’s defense subpoena, which 
the judge had upheld.

“I do not produce. The President does,” 
St. Clair replied. “I have no authority to 
go beyond what a president directs.”

Guerrilla Team Wiped Out
U n ite d  P r e g s  I n t e r n a t i o n a l

An Israeli patrol wiped out a four-man 
team ofl’̂ Arab guerrilla infiltrators early 
today in a shootout near the Lebanese 
frontier, the military command in Tel 
Aviv said.

The gun battle came as Israeli units on 
the Golan Heights were in the process of 
turning over to Syrian control the first 
parcels of land captured from Syria during 
the October war.

The command said all four guerrillas — 
each of whom carried a Soviet-made 
Kalachnikov machine gun, hand grenades, 
and propaganda leaflets from Arsifah, the 
,rnlllt{iry arm of the A1 Fatah guerrilla 
organization based in Lebanon —were 
killed in fighting near the western Galilee 
town of Idmit.

It was the second attempt by guerrillas 
to infiltrate into Israel and attack civilian 
settlem ents within the week. Two 
guerrillas infiltrating from Lebanon were

captured last Monday near the western 
Galilee town of Maalot, where a guerrilla 
attack May 15 resu lteoi^ h e deaths of 31 
persons.

Military sources in Tel Aviv said the 
pullout from the southern sector of. the 
bulge captured last October would be com­
pleted today and the territory would be 
returned to Syrian civilian administration. 
The area would be transferred to U.N. 
troops who would return it to Syria two 
hours later, the sources said.

U.N. sources said the entire 1,240-man 
U.N. disengagement observer force has 
arrived in the heights and already has 
begun marking off the buffer zone-with 
white oil drums.

In Damascus, Syrian Foreign Minister 
Abdel Halim Khaddam warned Friday of 
Syria’s determ ination to fight for 
rem ain in g  Is ra e li-o c c u p ie d  A rab 
territory^

“Syria is prepared to resume the war if 
Israel fails to withdraw completely from 
occupied Arab lands,” he said.

In Cairo, the Palestine National Council 
Friday directed the guerrilla leadership to 
intensify military operations against 
Israel “ inside occupied lands by all ways 
and means.”

Only hours after the guerrilla shootout, 
Lebanon returned two Israeli pilots to 
Israeli officials at the frontier town of 
Rosh Hanikra. The two pilots had been 
shot down over Lebanon two months ago.

Arab press reports Friday said Israel 
returned to Lebanon 12 Lebanese eivilians 
captured by an Israeli reprisal raiding 
party April 12, one day after the Arab 
guerrilla attack on the northern Israeli 
town of Qiryat Shemona. Newsmen in 
Rosh Hanikra said a 74-year-old Lebanese 
civilian had been turned over two days 
earlier.

The Israeli high command declined to 
comment on the reports.

Tornado Toll 
(Bet at Four

FORREST CITY, Ark. (UPI) -  Law en­
forcement authorities were optimistic the 
death toll from a tornado that flattened 
much of this Mississippi Delta town 
Thursday will hold at four.

“We didn’t find any more bodies,” Steve 
Davis, a radio operator for the Forrest 
City police department, said Friday night. 
“We went through it (the wreckage) pret­
ty good today. There is a possibility that 
we’ll find more bodies, but I really doubt 
it. We have no reports whatsoever of 
anybody missing.’’

The tornado killed two persons in a Gib­
son’s Discount Center and two persons in 
their homes. More than 100 persons were 
injured and the number of homeless was 
placed at 2,500.

Arkansas State Police identified the 
dead as Louise Jean Smith, 17, and Inez 
Speers, 19, who were found in the discount 
store, and Johnny Davis, 72, and Harvey 
Hampton Sr., who were found dead in 
their homes. All four were Forrest City 
residenss.

—Sirica changed his mind and ordered 
that aYs-minute portion of a White House 
tape de^ng with use of the Internal 
Revenue ^ v i c e  against administration 
enemies be W ned over to a grand jury.

—An appeals\ourt rejected defense con­
tentions that ^ r ic a -  was prejudiced 
against Watergat\suspects and should 
disqualify himself f r ^  presiding over the 
September trial of fo m er aides , accused 
of conspiring to cover ^  th^ Watergate 
bugging.

That stop, in­
cluding meetings with President Anwar 
Shdat, is seen by some officals as poten­
tially the most important of Nixon’s eight- 
day trip.

Rumor Struggles 
To Save Regime

ROME (UPI) — Premier Mariano 
Rumor struggled to keep his feuding 
cabinet together today and prevent the 
collapse of Italy’s 35th government since 
World War II.

The premier and his key cabinet 
ministers conferred throughout the day 
Friday and said they would meet again 
today to try to formulate an economic 
policy acceptable to both Rumor’s Chris- 
ian Democrats and their Socialist coali­

tion partners.

Youth Job Market
WASHINGTON (UPI) — A sharp upturn 

in teen-age unemployment in May could 
signal some tough job competition, if not a 
workless summer, for many American 
youngsters, according to top government 
economists.

The teemage unemployment rate in May 
was 15.8 per cent, compared to a 13.8 per 
cent rate in April. The unemployment data 
for black youths for May showed a 33.5 per 
cent rate, more than twice the white teen­
ager rate.

Nationwide the unemployment rate in 
May was 5.2 per cent.

Looking farther ahead. Federal Reserve 
Board Gov. Andrew F. Brimmer recently 
told young prospective workers that the 
number of youths in the work force—those 
who are working or are looking for work— 
“will continue to increa^^^ the children 
born in the decade following World War II 
continue to flow into the labor market.”

“On the other hand,” he said, “with 
economic growth expected to be modest, 
employment opportunities may well be 
held down.”

The teen-age unemployment rate

always runs i^ ll above the national rate 
and has been much higher than it is now. 
In mid-1971 it exceeded 18 per cent.

But officials ar^forecasting a higher 
general unemploymmt rate in the months 
ahead. Brimmer sugg^ted 6 per cent.

The teen-age laborXforce in May 
numbered about 8.8 millioWouths 16 to 19 
years old. Of these 7.4 millira had jobs and 
1.39 million were unemployeilbut looking 
for jobs. Another 7.2 million\teenagers 
were not in the labor force.

Oil Price Control Oppose^
WASHINGTON (UPI) -  The federal 

government is not about to force domestic 
petroleum product prices down, says the 
new energy chief, John C. Sawhill.

Sawhill told the Senate Interior Com­
mittee Friday high prices help dampen de­
mand and spur production, and lower 
prices for domestic oil would not 
guarantee lower prices for Arab oil.

That policy, which Sawhilll concedes 
will not win him popularity prizes, brought 
some opposition to his nomination to head 
the Federal Energy Administration.

Sa>yhill became acting energy chief 
when William Simon became treasury 
secretary.

Sen. James Abourezk, D-S.D., said he 
would vote against Sawhill when the com­
mittee votes on the nomination Monday 
afternoon.

Consumer activist Ralph Nader con­
tends Sawhill supports a pricing policy 
that has been a “gouging of consumers” to 
the tune of $2.5 to $3 billion,

Abourezk asked Sawhill about that, and 
Sawhill said: "Prices act as signals to 
consumers to use less ... to producers to 
produce more.” Abourezk said he could 
not accept that reasoning, and said 
Sawhilll's feeling about high prices 
amounts to “a big giveaway” to oil com­
panies.

Nader, in a letter to committee chair­
man Henry M. Jackson, D-Wash., said 
that when the Cost of Living Council ap­
proved a $l-a-barrel increase in domestic 
oil prices last December, the CLC staff op­
posed the increase.

He contended the staff had com­
missioned a study by the Stanford 
Research Institute that said the prbblem 
with domestic oil production was availbili- 
ty of drilling supplies, and that this could 
not be changed by higher oil prices.

Still the CLC went ahead, Nader said, 
and “this arbitrary decision will transfer 
from $2.5 to $3 billion from consumers to 
oil producers in 1974.”

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Moral Dilemmas
One of the practical problems of a 

nation attempting to meet its moral 
obligations is that these actions, 
however well motivated, can present 
moral dilemmas too.

For example, there is a proposal to 
create a World Grain Bank. The idea 
is that tecjjnologically advanced coun­
tries, such as the United States, would 
set aside a portion of the grain harvest 
which would form a reserve to be use^' 
to feed the hungry in nations afflicted 
by drought or some other disaster.

The United States, for example, 
with its advanced agricultural skills, 
has 8 million persons engaged in 
growing grain and they grow 239 
million tons a year. India, on the other 
hand, has 365 million grain growers 
who produce only 105 million tons a 
year.

Thus, logically, the know-how coun­
tries could morally be expected to 
support the Grain Bank. The moral 
dilemma is how long could they con­
tinue to do so. It is estimated that by 
1985 there will be an 85-million-ton an­
nual gap between what is grown and 
what is needed.

The obvious answer is that inef­
ficient grain growers need to learn 
how to become more productive. This 
m eans, in m ost instances, land 
reform and introduction of new 
agricultural techniques which these 
nations have either refused to adopt 
or for political and social reasons can­
not.

The jnoral dilemma is how far can 
we int^de into the internal affairs of

a nation to help them become self- 
sufficient, or more nearly so in food 
production, without being accused of 
attempting to dictate their policies?

This is the crux of what the Presi­
dent was talking about when he 
warned his foreign policy critics that 
the United States cannot dictate inter­
nal policies of nations it chooses to do 
business with. While he was referring 
to critics of the Soviet Union’s Jewish 
emigration policies, the same princi­
ple could apply to any non-Indian ef­
fort, for example, to reduce the 
number of grain-consuming sacred 
cows which roam throughout India.

As a n a t io n  d e d ic a t e d  to  
humanitarian causes we should give 
the World Grain Bank a try but we 
must redouble our efforts to get those 
nations who can improve their 
agricultural practices to do so, short 
of making such changes a condition 
for aid.

It will take longer but it can be 
done.

More important, it must be done 
because as advanced as agricultural 
technology is in the United States, 
Canada and some other nations, there 
is a point at which even these nations 
cannot feed the world.

The Grain Bank is at best a short­
term solution. The real challenge is 
not feeding starving humanity out of 
our abundances today but eliminating 
the need in the future by upgrading 
production through the availability of 
our agricultural knowledge and skills 
to any and all nations willing to accept 
it.

Inflation Speeds Surplus
The Brooking Insitution’s annual 

analysis of the federal budget, on the 
face of it, will gladden the hearts of 
the congressional free spenders. It 
predicts a surplus of more than $90 
billion in 1980 if inflation proceeds at 
an average rate of 5 per cent a y e s ^

The 269-page book, “ Setting  
National P riorities — the 1975 
Budget” did not predict what surplus 
would be available if inflation con­
tinued at the present rate of 10 per 
cent or more. Would it be twice as 
much, $180 billion of “usable” sur­
plus, for instance? The congressional 
spenders will certainly want to know 
so they can trot out their favorite 
ways to spend it.

. Prio'r Brookings analysis, like 
projections of the government iself, 
have tended to understate the future 
growth of spending. Thus the book’s 
forecast of a large usable surplus may 
not materialize.

For one thing, in inflation, goods

and services are higher priced. 
Expenditures rise with the inflation 
rate. The obvious tactic of good 
management during inflation is to 
spend less, not more, and cut the sur­
plus, not find ways of expanding it. In 
recent days, Arthur E. Burns, chair­
man of the Federal Reserve Board,*” 
joined President Nixon in urging that 
the new budget for the fiscal year 1975 
should, if anything, be reduced from 
its projected $305 billion.

If there is to be a $90 billion surplus, 
the thing that will benefit most people 
is to reduce the national debt by much 
of that amount. A few years of deficit 
cutting will eliminate the national 
debt in quick time, and with it the 
huge budget expenditure for interest. 
’The resulting budget saving would be 
found money, and then it could be 
“ usable” for social services and 
national security, the two largest 
items in every modern budget. Or 
can’t we expect such sound thinking 
and common sense from Congress?

Lifers Bright Spots

I've joined the ranks of those 
who daily pedal bicycles back 
and forth to work. My life will 
never be the same.

Behind the wheel of a car, the 
world is an impersonal noisy 
blur save for the muttered 
curses of fellow motorists as 
they cut in and out and your 
own responding epithets. Other 
drivers get in your way, upset 
your equanimity and threaten 
your fenders and your 30- 
minute timetable.

On a bicycle, it’s a new world. 
The boy fishing on the river 
waves. The bicyclists you meet 
nod with recognition of a shared 
experience. The homeowner 
carrying out the trash and the 
ja n ito r  dum ping rubbish 
remark on the weather. Pretty 
girls along the route smile or 
grin — depending on their age. 
You see trees, creeks and gar­
dens unnoticed in years of 
hurried driving. And you study 
the faces of men and women 
who have been no more than 
flickering blobs as your car 
sped by.

You see youngsters playing 
ball (and have time to notice 
whether it’s a strike or a hit) 
young couples s ittin g  on 
b ridges, de te rm ined  but 
paunchy middle-aged men run­
ning for their lives. You meet 
columns of teen-aged boys and 
girts" on 10-speeds racing to 
some objective. Almost all take 
time to acknowledge your 
presence in one friendly way or 
another. Bicyclists unlike 
motorists, move to the side to 
let fellow riders pass).

I am told by specialists that 
100 miles a week is very good 
for the heart, the liver and what 
else might ail you. This may or 
may not be; but it certainly 
makes you feel better all day 
long. And you sleep like a top.

T here’s a value in p er­
sistence. The first day out, 11

vigorously to make headway 
even when going down hill, or 
so it seemed.

Finally, as the night wore on 
and my bike light (and legs) 
failed, I finished ignominiously 
on foot and after bedtime to the 
worry of my children.

My second venture was even 
more discouraging.

My children are proud of dad.

I’ve discovered, too, 
that children talk more freely 
and give out with more of their 
tahinking on many things when 
we’re riding side by side on 
bikes. It’s much different from 
home, where we’re all more 
preoccupied.

Capital Fare
^Jaworski Not Stupid’

WASHINGTON -  “The thing 
to remember about the guilty 
plea copped by Chuck Colson is 
that Leon Jaworski is not 
stupid,” said the man over' at 
the Ju s tic e  D epartm en t. 
"Jaworski must be damned 
sure he’ll get his pound of 
flesh.”

Chuck Colson is a former 
special counsel and intimate of 
President Nixon. He had been 
indicted on three counts in the 
W atergate  case and the 
burglary of the office of Daniel 
(Pentagon Papers) Ellsberg’s 
psychiatrist. Those charges 
were dismissed when Colson 
pleaded guilty to obstructing 
justice by devising a White 
House scheme to defame 
Ellsberg and thus influence the 
outcom e of his t r ia l  for 
purlo in ing  the Pentagon 
Papers.

Now then. Had Colson been 
convicted of the three original 
charges, he could have been 
sentenced to a maximum of 20 
years in prison and fines 
totaling $20,000. The charge to 
which he pleaded guilty carries 
a maximum of only five years 
in the pen and a $5,000 fine.

Thus, the sense of the Justice 
officials’ comment is clear. In 
agreeing to cooperate with the 
prosecution, Colson must have 
spilled to Special Prosecutor 
Jaworski and his staff enough 
information tq/persuade them 
that his testimony will greatly 
further ^ i r  case against 
various l^ i te  House officials 
and pp^ibly implicate Presi­
dent i^ixon.

Nixon’s only accuser so far is 
former White House Counsel 
John Dean. But Dean was never 
close to the President. He ser­
ved at the pleasure of John 
Ehrlichman, Nixon’s domestic 
affairs chief, and saw the Presi­
dent only through Ehrlichman.

But Colson met Nixon when 
the latter was Vice President, 
and had been a Nixon confidant 
since 1964 when he tried un­
successfully to persuade Nixon 
to run again for President. 
When Nixon did run again, in 
1968, Colson was counsel to his 
Key Issu es  C o m m ittee , 
and joined the White House 
staff in November 1%9 as 
special counsel.

Technically, Colson was sub­
ordinate to both Ehrlichman 
and H.R. Haldeman, Nixon’s 
chief of staff. Actually, he was 
a free-wheeling operative, who 
built up his own little barony, 
and specialized in cultivating 
special-interest groups, es­
pecially the so-called ethnic and 
hard-hat vote. He had a reputa­
tion as a willing practitioner of 
“dirty tricks.”

Colson also enjoyed special 
e n tre e  in to  th e  
President’s office. On 
one occasion, according to 
Dean, Colson was ordered by 
Elhrlichman not to raise the 
question  of P res id en tia l 
clemency for the Watergate 
conspirators but defied those 
orders and discussed the 
m atter with Nixon. Dean 
testified that Nixon “expressed 
annoyance” that Colson had 
brought up the clemMcy ques-clemeac

tion. “I was very foolish to talk 
to Colson about clemency, 
wasn’t I,” Dean quoted Nixon as 
saying on April 15, 1973.

If Dean was telling the truth, 
it helps to explain why the 
transcript of the White House 
tapes reveals Nixon’s preoc­
cupation with the subject of 
Chuck Colson. According to the 
transcript, Nixon told Dean on 
March 21, 1973, that Colson 
“talks too much” and that he 
“is a name-dropper.” Nixon 
repeatedly brought up Colson’s 
name in conversations with 
A sst. A tty . Gen. Henry 
Petersen, seeking to learn 
w h e th e r  the  W a te rg a te  
prosecutors had implicated 
Colson in any wrongdoing.

On another occasion, the 
transcripts have Haldeman 
telling Nixon that Colson had 
p ro m ise d  c le m en cy  to 
W atergate conspirator E. 
Howard Hunt. “See that, really, 
that is verbal evil,” Haldeman 
told Nixon. “Colson is — that is 
is your fatal flaw in Chuck. He 
is an operator in expediency.”

If Richard Nixon was ner­
vous, no wonder. He had been 
persuaded — or had persuaded 
himself — that Chuck Colson, 
who quit the White House staff 
early in 1973, no longer was to 
be trusted. Now that Colson has 
made his deal with the prosecu­
tion, Nixon’s distrust would 
seem amply justified.

Reading’, Writin’ ’n 
Constitutonal Law?

Time was when a kid who was 
given a spanking in school could 
count on receiving a second one 
when he got home.

Not any more. Today his 
parents ar. likely to sue the 
school.

While some may point to the 
erosion of school authority and 
the abrogation of parental 
responsibility as two reasons 
for what they see as a growing 
disrespect for the law in this 
country, the fact is that the 
courts are taking an increasing­
ly dim view these days of “sum­
mary punishment,” corporal or 
otherwise.

In what has been called a 
landmark decision in this field, 
a federal judge in Hanover 
County, Va., has ruled that a 
student must be given his con­
stitutional right of due process 
before he can be spanked in 
school.

U.S. District Court Judge 
Robert R. Merhige awarded 
$200 in damages of a fourth- 
grade student, holding that his 
constitutional rights had been 
violated because he was not 
told that he could appeal a 
"summary spanking sentence” 
or that he had the right to be 
represented by an attorney.

The decision was only a par­
tial victory for the American 
Civil Liberties Union, which 
has represented the student and 
had argued that spanking was 
“ c ru e l  and  u n u su a l 
p u n ish m e n t’’ and hence 
proh ib ited  by the eighth 
Amendment.

However, Judge Merhige’s

decision would seem to have 
implications that go beyond the 
question of whether or not 
spanking should be outlawed in 
the schools, as it probably 
should be.

How are teachers or prin­
cipals to be expected to dis­
cipline students if even for 
minor infractions they must 
first go through the process of 
advising them of their con­
stitutional rights, holding for­
mal hearings and getting in­
volved with attorneys?

The- answer is that they 
probably won’t bother.

Moreover, it is not just the 
absence or uncertainty of 
punishment but the lengthy 
time lapse that prevails today 
between the commission of an 
offense and the administering 
of punishment for the offense 
that may be another source of 
contempt for law or authority.

To punish a child, especially a 
small child, by spanking or 
some other means, days or 
weeks after he does something

naughty in school may be worse 
than not punishing them at all.

A bill sponsored by Rep. 

Charles A. Vanik, D-Ohio, 
would require that all oil sold 
over the counter be packaged in 
resealable, returnable con­
tainers carrying a 10-cent 
deposit. Dealers would also 
have to maintain used-oil 
collection points.

The idea is not only to protect 
the environment but to in­
vigorate the oil re-refining in­
dustry, which in the 1960s had 
about 150 comapnies reclaiming 
nearly 300 million gallons a 
year. Today, less than 40 com­
panies are processing about.lOO 
million gallons of used oil a 
year. ^

Not only does oil never wear 
out, thus constitu ting  a 
recyclable resource, but accor­
ding to engineers at Calspan 
Corp., the sludge left over after 
re-refining contains as much 
lead as low-grade ores now 
being mined commercially. (By 
a process not completely un­
derstood , lu b rica tin g  oil 
extracts some of the lead from 
additives in gasoline.)

By using a method it has 
developed, the company says 
that six to nine million pounds 
of lead could be recovered an­
n u a lly  from  re - re f in e d  
crankcase oil, with a market 
value of up to $1,7 million.

If all the oil that is currently 
being discarded were re- 
refin^, an additional 27 million 
pounds of lead worth more than 
M million could be recovered.

Roger Talbot, manager and 
part owner of Ambulance Ser­
vice of Manchester Inc., began 
his work over 30 years ago for 
the people who pioneered am­
bulance service in town, funeral 
homes.

Talbot, 50, worked when 
needed for the Burke Funeral 
Home which was on E. Center 
St. but has been closed now for 
many years. Talbot worked 
full-time since he was a youth 
at

The Halloran and Quish 
funeral homes also were in the 
ambulance business. Not only 
were these firms about the only 
ones equipped for rapid, corn- 
fortable and prone transport of 
accident victims to hospitals, 
they .’'.Iso hoped for the funerals 
of those who died.

Funeral homes first got into 
the ambulance business around 
World War I and before. Many 
towns in this state and the na­
tion still are served solely by a 
local funeral home.

Talbot became more and 
more proficient with his part- 
time ambulance work. In 1959 
when William P. Quish planned 
to phase out of the work, Talbot 
formed a partnership that 
bought it from him.

“I was the instigator,” Talbot 
says.

The original partners were 
Talbot, Stewart Johnston, 
David Petke and Thomas 
Carpenter. All four worked at 
Dillon Ford and had done some 
ambulance work. They kept the 
ambulance parked in Dillon’s in 
the early years and, except for 
night calls, responded promptly 
to area calls for service, 
quicker than in much larger 
cities at the time.

Petke left the partnership

early due to a new job out of 
town.

The partners bought the aban­
doned gas station at 134 E. 
Center St., corner of Foster St., 
eight years ago. About five 
years ago, they remodelled the 
one-story, two-bay station into 
the three-story, three-bay 
modern ambulance center 
there today,

“We were offered an award 
for beautifying Manchester,” 
Talbot notes. “But\we had to 
turn it down. We had enough 
attention already from the 
building inspector.”

The remodelling work was 
only supposed to cover a new 
bay and a second floor. But as 
work progressed, Talbot kept 
finding that it was easier to ex­
pand just a little farther here 
and that he needed more space 
for something new there.

“How it happened, I can’t 
honestly say,” Talbot tried to 
explain.

He spent a good deal of time 
working with the building in­
spector’s office to explain the 
changes. The resulting building 
today is, however, just about 
the best laid out for the scope 
and size operation Talbot runs.

Talbot is pleased that one of 
the major extensions on the 
original plans is now a state 
requirement. Instead of having 
just a flat roof over the second 
floor Talbot asked the builder to 
leave a peak.

The peak developed into a 
third story and this developed 
into full-fledged living quarters 
for the ambulance crews on 
duty at the time. State law now 
requires such live-in space.

Trained Staff
Talbot has tried through the

years to have only the most 
able men assisting him on calls. 
He no longer can be on the bulk 
of the calls himself and must 
have men capable of handling 
the worst of emergencies by 
themselves.

The state now requires all 
ambulance crew members to 
take an 81-hour course in 
emergency medical training for 
ambulances (EMTA). It is a 
difficult course now offered at 
M an ch este r   ̂C om m unity 
College.

Talbot took the course and is 
soon to take the mandatory, 
refresher.

All 14 men listed on the rota­
tion schedule to be ambulance 
crewmen here have passed the 
EMTA course^ although some 
just recently. Several, in­
cluding Kenneth Messier, 23, of 
71 Grandview St. passed at the 
top of their classes.

Five of the 14 only recently 
passed the test. Other men 
serve on a crew with an EMTA 
man, Talbot said. But even 
these men have had at least the 
basics in Red Cross training or 
Army medic training. All such 
men must begin the first 
available EMTA course, he 
noted.

Talbot is the only full-time 
crewman he employs. All the 
others are paid on a per-call 
basis. The men have the same 
pride and dedication as is often 
found on v o lu n te e r  fird  
departments.

“I would like to have full­
time men,” Talbot said, “but 
there just isn’t the volume to 
support them.

“High test scores are good,” 
Talbot said, “but on-the-job 
training is most important.

Well Equipped
Talbot has two Cadillac am­

bulances and a newer style van. 
They carry all the regulation 
equipment including oxygen, 
stomach pumps and splints.

Cost of each one is as high as 
$28,000.

They are kept in the three 
bays of the center. Each bay 
has powered doors that work by 
radio control.

Each vehicle is designed for 
two-man crews and can carry 
two victims on stretchers. 
More can fit if not prone.

Talbot recalled driving at top 
speed from Manchester to a 
Boston hospital with a patient 
without mishap. In the am­
bulance with him were Dr. C. 
Robert Butterfield who now is 
president of the medical staff at 
M a n c h e s te r  M em o ria l 
Hospital, a nurse, and members 
of the patient’s family — seven 
altogether.

The patient arrived in time 
for the treatment he needed 
although Talbot’s arms were 
sore. 1

Phone service for the am­
bulance center is maintained by 
a private answering service 24 
hours a day. Emergency calls 
are supposed to be answered 
within two rings. An ambulance 
and crew should be leaving the

building within minutes of the 
call, Talbot said.

The Metro Wheel Chair Ser­
vice is a separate business run 
by Talbot. It has its own 
specially designed vehicles.

Oxygen and medical supplies 
are also sold by Talbot from the 
building. He explained that he 
has to maintain good supplies of 
most of these things anyway, 
especially oxygen.

Service Area
The local service responds to 

calls mainly from Manchester. 
They also serve Bolton, a small 
portion of Glastonbury near 
Manchester, parts of East 
Hartford, and the Wapping area 
of South Windsor.

Private calls for emergency 
aid sometimes come from Ver­
non.

Both Vernon and Tolland 
have fine volunteer-run am­
bulance services, Talbot said.

Basic charge per call is $35 
compared to $38.50 in Hartford.

Local Critirism
Hartford area ambulance ser- 

vices cam e under sharp 
c r i t i c i s m  by TV and 
newspapers as well as state 
legislators in recent months.

After two incidents within re­
cen t w eeks, both on the 
same day, Talbot’s service 
came under suspicion.

The two incidents involved 
young men who got into the am- 
bulave but were dead at or soon 
after arriving at the MMH 
emergency room. '

Talbot says the hospital 
looked into both cases and did 
not find fault with his men. Dr. 
Ruben Fialkoff, chief of MMH 
emergency services, was in 
charge.

“I found nothing wrong with 
each case,” Dr. Fialkoff said.

But the criticism sparked a 
gift of $400 “for use in im­
proving ambulance service in 
M an ch este r’’ by M ichael 
Dworkin of Liggett Parkade 
Pharmacy and Robert Coleman 
of Coleman Shows. Dworkin 
and one of his pharmacists gave 
aid to one of the two young men 
who died, in this case from a 
heart attack.

While the hospital debated 
what to do with the $400, The 
Herald began its own study of 
the local ambulance service 
with a series of interviews. The 
result is a basically positive 
picture with, only a few areas 
needing improvement now.

Police Chief
James Reardon, Manchester 

police chief, told The Herald, “I 
do not want to run an am­
bulance service.”

He added, “the  ambulance 
service in Manchester, when 
called upon by the police 
department, has given only 
prompt service.”

Fire Chief
John Rivosa, chief of the 

town fire department, told The 
Herald, “I do not want to run an 
ambulance service.”

He added that six firemen un­
der his command recently took 
and passed with high grades the 
EMTA course. They are Peter 
Beckwith, Robert Bycholski, 
William Whitaker, Kenneth 
Cusson, Walter Scadden and 
Robert Barker.

Some of these firemen have 
been called on by the am­
bulance crews for aid recently 
and they stood by in case they 
were n ^ e d  in a recent bus ac­
cident.

Hospital Head
Edward Kenney, MMH ad­

ministrator, told 'The Herald, 
“I do not want to run an am­
bulance service.”

He noted th a t Norwich 
Hospital is the only one in the 
state that runs an ambulance 
service.

“It’s expensive. It needs a 
subsidy for good service. Our 
patients should not have to un­
derwrite it.”

Over 40,000 people come to

the MMH emergency room 
each year for service, many by 
ambulance. He said of Talbot’s 
crews, “They’re the most help­
ful there. We’ve had good 
relations with Roger. He’s a 
reputable guy.”

More Cooperation
A prime cause of concern 

here appears caused by the 
young age of the ambulance 
crewmen and the suspicion of 
their abilities by police and 
firemen.

“ Somebody has to be in 
charge,” Dr. Butterfield said.

At an accident scene, if the 
person in charge should be the 
ambulance crew leader and he 
is in his twenties, the seasoned 
fireman or policeman will not 
listen to him. They appear to be 
college kids looking for a thrill 
and not the highly trained 
EMTA specialists they must be 
today.

More Communication
Despite an elaborate setup of 

radios and phones at Talbot’s 
center, communications is 
weak at a key time, when the 
ambulance is on its way from 
the accident scene to the 
hospital.

Dr. Fialkoff said each am­
bulance is equipped with a two- 
way radio, u s ^  largely for 
talking to police, firemen and 
its own center. But there is also 
a two-way radio hooked up at 
the hospital operator’s room. 
This helps a good deal but Dr. 
Fialkoff says it is very difficult 
for his staff to use due to its dis­
tance from their stations.

He suggested the $400 gift 
from Dworkin and Coleman 
could well be used to put a radio 
set where the doctors and 
nurses could stay in running 
contact with the ambulance 
crew as they minister to a vic­
tim and speed towards the 
hospital.

The crew might give more 
adequate care.

The hospital might be better 
prepared for the victim.

Phone 911
When sh o ck ed  by an 

emergency, most people do not 
know who to call. Dr. Fialkoff 
added.

Most call the police. If it’s an 
accident needing an am ­
bulance, the patrolman calls for 
one. Then the ambulance crew 
gets started.

Many call the fire depart­
ment and a fireman then calls 
for the ambulance.

Some call the operator. This 
can be the worst call as the 
operator may not know what 
town the caller is from. Often 
she merely alerts the police in, 
hopefully, the right town.

\

Few call the hospital. MMH 
refers callers to the different 
ambulance services as “We 
don’t play favorites.” In truly 
desperate cases, the hospital 
can instantly connect with 
Talbot’s center.

The best thing to do is to call 
911, Dr. Fialkoff said. The 911 
number was requested by the 
federal government of the Bell 
Telephone system in 1968. All 
emergency calls of any type are 
meant to go through this 
number which is to be con­
nected with a trained dis­
patcher. The dispatcher is sup­
posed to quickly size up each 
call and alert the various ser­
vices designed to meet the 
emergency best.

The dispatcher is also con­
nected by radio to each police 
cruiser, ambulance and fire 
truck. He can give instruction 
while they are moving to the 
scene.

If Manchester area readers 
look on the inside flap of their 
phone books, they will see that 
only the Town of Glastonbury 
has set up a 911 number. All 
other area towns have one of 
the other phone setups that Dr. 
Fialkoff says are inadequate 
and slow.

The Glastonbury 911 is con­
nected to a dispatcher located 
in a fire station.

To get a 911, all any town has 
to do is connect a phone and 
man it, he said. He estimates it 
would cost a total of about $62,- 
000 to man such a station in 
Manchester, most pf-the money 
going for salaries of full-time, 
trained dispatchers working 
shifts 24 hours a day.

Moat Important
“The most important thing is 

to take care of the patient and 
as fast as possible,” Talbot 
said.

Thought

Years ago, a  well-known 
novelist often quoted her grand­
father, an undertaker.

“Beauty in life,” he used to 
say, “may come from good 
dressing and whatnot, but for 
beauty in death you have to fall 
back on character. If I want to 
size a person up, I look at him 
and picture him dead. ‘Lovely 
in life, lovely in death,’ is what 
I always say. It is astonishing 
the beauty that death brings 
out.”

Yousuf Karsh of Ottawa, 
photographer of famous people, 
spoke in similar vein:

“ Within every man and 
woman a secret is hidden, and 
as a photographer it is my task 
to reveal it if I can. The revela­
tion, if it comes at all, will 
come in the fraction of a second 
with an unconscious gesture, a 
gleam of the eye, a brief lifting 
of the mask that all humans 
wear to conceal their innermost 
selves from the world. In that 
fleeting interval of opportunity 
the photographer must act or 
lose his prize.”

Karsh’s portrait of Winston 
Churchill was a battle bf 
patience. He worked hours with 
the prime minister before he 
caught the right moment to cap­
ture Churchiil’s personality.

James Boswell, biographer of 
Dr. Samuel Johnson, added still 
another note about character:

“Nor is it always in the most 
distinguished achievements 
that men’s virtues or vices may 
be best discerned; but very 
often an action of small note, a 
short saying, or a jest shall dis­
tinguish  a p e rso n ’s rea l 
ch arac ter more than the 
greatest sieges or the most im­
portant battles.”

It is the anecdote which can 
often best define an individual’s 
personality.

The man of character rarely 
complains. He usually keeps his 
troubles to himself, having dis­
covered that to tell one’s woes 
is to multiply them, and to lock 
them inside often helps to 
dirriinish and finally to end 
them. He knows that he is 

, master of his own distiny. He 
doesn’t bewail the treatment he 
has received from anothei-, for 
he knows that no one can do him 
lasting harm except himself.

The person of character 
keeps steady pace, bears his 
share of the load, tackles his 
work with a will and gets it 
done on time without any fuss.

The mature person does his 
job and graciously accepts 
some situations not altogether 
to his liking. He is content to 
get his way only part of the 
time and is graceful in defeat.

When he makes his last will, 
he suddenly realizes that he 
cannot take anything but his 
character with him.

In about a month, some 2,700 
Protestant evangelicals will 

^ o n v e r g e  on L a u sa n n e , 
Switzerland, to see if they can 

find a strategy for completing 
Jesus Christ’s “ great com­
mission”— the preaching of the 
Gospel to the entire world.

Participants at Lausanne, 
known o f f ic ia lly  as the 
Congress on World Evangelica- 
tion, will come from more than 
150 countries and will represent 
almost every Protestant church 
group in the world, according to 
the organizers of the event.

Billy Graham, the world’s 
most famous .-evangelist, is 
honorary chairman of the

Congress and the U.S- delega­
tion will be led by Dr. Oswald 
Hoffman, the famous radio 
preacher of “The Lutheran 
Hour.”

Graham, in an article he 
w rote for congress p a r­
ticipants, said he believes “now 
is the time for evangelicals to 
move ahead and provide a 
leadership that has been so 
sorely missed by Christians 
around the world.”

Wuleml-Down Theology
According to Graham, and 

other evangelical supporters of 
the Lausanne meeting, the “de 
facto leadership of too much of 
the missionary movement has 
been in the hands of those with 
diluted theological views.”

“ By the fiiiddle of the (20th) 
century,” Graham said, “the 
gospel of personal redemption 
had become diluted.”

That watered-down theology, 
according to supporters of the 
congress, is most evident in the 
World Council of Churches and 
they see the Lausanne meeting 
as a significant counterpoint to 
the WCC’s meeting last year on 
“Salvation Today.”

At Bangkok, the WCC af­
firmed a strong relationship 
between commitment to God 
and the social, political and 
economic struggles of people— 
especially those in the '"rhird 
World”—for liberation.

within the very nature of the 
Christian imperative, “Go 
make disciples of all nations 
(Matt. 28:19),” the seeds of 
religious prejudice, especially 
anti-Semitism.

It is 
also borne out by Luke’s ac­
count: “ Repentance and 
remission of sins should be 
preached” (24:47).

P e rv e rs io n  of J e s u s ’ 
methods was but an outgrowth 
of the corruption of his doc­
trines. Nothing inheres in a 
command to evangelh^ by 
education that would g|iVe î tse 
to the devilish ekbesses 
pertetuated “in the name of 
C hrist.”  These have in­
variably accompanied the 
merging of religion and state.

“ I had a little tea party

Does this describe anyone you know — perhaps you? 
Theologians tell us that self-centeredness is the taproot 
from which grow the other shoots of evil. It can lead to 
despair, to loneliness, to Ibride. Some say th a t, 
pride is the primary sin: “ Get rid of pride and you will be a 
long way on the Christian pilgrimage.”

In the mythical beginnings of our faith there is pride 
both in heaven and on earth. Lucifer was hurled from the 
celestial heights for wanting to take over and compete 
with God, while Adam was driven from the bliss of Eden 
because he too wanted to be divine. In the third chapter of 
Genesis we read:

“Then the Lord God said, ‘Behold, the man has become 
like one of us, knowing good and evil; and now, lest he put 
forth his hand and eat, and live together:’ Therefore the
Lord God sent him forth from the garden.....” (verses 22-
23)

When I was in seminary, training for the ministry, I was 
taught that pride is the m ajor sin. I must confess now, at 
the end of my ministry, that I have found a much greater 
devastater of the human soul is, self-hatred. I recall many 
hours of conversation with those whose main problem was 
a complete loss of self-respect; in fact, I should go much 
further and add that it was self-rejection. “ I am no good” ; 
“ No one cares whether I live or die, and certainly, I 
don’t ” ; “ Look what I have done — nothing can save me 
now.” Many seemed to feel that the song about “ down at 
Morey’s” was written especially for them: “ I’m lost, so 
lost, so doggone lost that even God can’t find m e.”

The theological professors may be right about pride, but 
alongside of their findings I want to lay my witness not on 
the side of pride, but on the loss of self-esteem, the 
downgrading of the ego. It is what we used to call “ the 
worm theology” blown up to excessiveness.

Let me give you an example; A woman came to my of­
fice who had expressed her rejection of self by stealing 
money, then by attempting suicide. We talked a t length of 
how Jesus showed God’s forgiving love in the way he 
treated sinners. This was a fam iliar idea to her for she had 
grown up in Sunday School singing from her kindergarten 
years, “ Jesus loves me, this I know, for the Bible tells me 
so.” Hesitatingly she agreed, “Yes, I know God can and 
will forgive m e” , then added, “ but I can never forgive 
myself.”

After a brief silence I was lead to say “ If God can 
forgive you and accept you, yet you cannot accept 
yourself, are  you not setting yourself above God? Surely 
you do not mean to do tha t.” She sat quietly fo^several 
minutes, then smiled and said, “Thank you. I’m all right 
now. I know God loves me, and in Hi's love I can forgive 
and accept myself.”

As she left I could see by the expression on her face and 
the confidence of her step that she was a very different 
person from thd defeated, discouraged woman who had 
entered. I rejoiced with her but thought wistfully of the 
many others who carry around a heavy burden of guilt and 
self-hate. Many of them are  brought up in the church and 
say the words but have not let the fact of (Jod’s ever pre­
sent love become a constant part of their experience.

There is a place for humor even in our deepest concerns. 
The difficult balance between humility and pride is shown 
in our “chuckle of the week” :

Two monks were sitting in the cellar, sipping their beer, 
discussing the different Orders of the Church. One 
remarked sadly, “ Now, take the Jesuits — they have us 
beat in logic and reasoning, and the Franciscans are way 
ahead of us in helping the poor, and we are nowhere near 
the Maryknolls in missionary zeal.” “ You are so right,” 
sighed the other, then brightening up he added, “ But, 
brother, we have them all beat in humility!”

This delicate balance between humility and self- 
confidence is both difficult to describe and to maintain in 
daily living. Jesus said “ Love thy neighbor as thyself” 
which indicates that the right kind of self-love is important 
if it is to be the pattern for one’s relationship with others. 
Perhaps George Elliot found a partial answer in his poem 
about Stradivarius:

“ When any m aster h()lds
‘Twixt chin and hand a violin of mine, ,
He will be glad that Stradivari lived, /
Made violins, and made them of the best.
....For while God gives them skill 
I give them instruments to play upon,
God choosing me to help Him...
....If my hand slacked
I should rob God — since He is fullest good — 
Leaving a blank instead of violins.
....He could not make 
Antonio Stradivari’s violins 
Without Antonio.” j

Kagawa once mentioned “The Sahara of love.” A pop­
ular lyric goes: “What the world need’s is luv, luv, luv.” If 
each of us would take this m atter of loving seriously, the 
world would be a different place. It is not always humanly 
possible, because those who are the most unlovable often 
need it most. Yet our faith assures us that God’s love can 
be tapped aqd we can become His channels,’God choosing 
us to help Him.

The thought for the Week comes from ’Thomas Merton:
“There is no way under the sun of making a man worthy of 
love except for loving him .”

Sewer Commission Recommended
TOLLAND

A sewer study committee for 

Tolland has recommended the 
creation of a sewer commis­
sion, to be prepared for the 
need for sewer and to avoid un­
economical crash programs.

The committee says;
“At the present, the town has 

no legal right to construct and 
operate a sewerage system, nor 
can it enter iiito any agreement 
or contract with any other 
m u n ic ip a lity  to p ro v id e  
sewerage system service for 
any sewage, lyithout the sewer 
authority the town cannot 
tranact any type of business 
related to public sanitary 
sewers.

“A sewer commission, when 
created, is for the expressed 
purpose to provide public 
s a n ita ry  sew er s e rv ic e . 
Construstion and maintenance

of th e  s y s te m , b e n e f i t  
assessm ents, ordinances, 
policy m aking, financia l 
matters, and other types of 
business re la te d  to said 
systems is under the jurisdic­
tion of this commission.

“The sewer commission has 
not authority to compel any 
property owner, industrial 
firm, or business to receive 
such a service, nor is it an en­
forcement agency outside such 
service.

“The primary purpose for 
embarking on the sewer system 
is to prevent epidemics and 
health problems due to failing 
leaching fields, which may 
pollute our ponds, rivers and 
brooks, and many possibly con­
taminate our source of water 
supply causing further health 
hazards.

“Since sewers are related to 
health problems, the Health 
Department and/or Depart­
ment of Environemtnal Protec­
tion of the state are the regular-

tory agencies for determining 
the criteria in order to protect 
the environemtn. Usually when 
such health problems begins to 
surface, no one knows better 
than the people of such areas 
that the time has arrived to 
commence planning for the 
future. Therefore, to properly 
plan for the future, a sewer 
coomission should be es­
tablished.”

Pros and Cons
The study committee listed 

three advantages of a sewerage 
system: prevent epidemics a d 
health problems; attract new 
industry, broadening the tax 
base and stablizing property 
taxes; enhancement of land 
values.

Beside the initial high costs 
the committee cited a disad­
vantage of a possible tendency 
to create more congested living 
centers, resulting in a more 
rapid growth anticipated.

“When pro-rated through the 
years, the sewer service is the

least expensive utility,- but the 
initial costs for obtaining the 
service is the most expensive. 
One of the most critical func­
tions of the sewer emmission is 
evaluating and dealing with 
highly complicated financial 
matters so that it would result 
in a most econimical sewerage 
system.”

In the conmittee’s conclusion 
of its te-page report, it outlined 
additional duties of a sewer 
commission and recommen­
dations for its establishment.

Proposed wetland regulations 

for Coventry, which will be the 
subject ol a June 6 public 
hearing, were explained to 
about 15 residents who attended 
a meeting of the Planning and 
Zoning Commission Thursday 
night at Nathan Hale School

The explanation was given 
chiefly by Frank Connolly, town 
planner, who outlined two 
methods of applying to the PZC 
— the wetlands regulation agen­
cy — for a perm it to put 
wetlands to use.

One method is an informal 
preliminary application which 
can be made by a land owner 
without extensive preparation 
and under which the agency can 
grant the permit for use if it 
determines either that the 
proposed use is not a regulated 
one or that its impact on the 
wetland preserve is not signifi­
cant.

If the agency cannot justify 
issuing a a permit under that 
procedure the application sets 
in motion a more form al 
procedure — one requiring 
more preparation by the appli­
cant and a public hearing. 
Denial after that could be 
appealed to the courts.

No opposition was expressed 
to the regulations. Several pre­
sent supported them in princi­
p le  and  s e v e r a l  r a is e d  
questions.

Since approved subdivisions 
are exempt from the wetlands 
restrictions, Arnold Carlson 
asked, are lots of record also 
exempt?

No read y  an sw er was 
available.

C arlson  su g g ested  the 
regulations be chariged to make 
the point clear.

Carlson also wanted to know 
li how a land owner could deter­

mine if his land is restricted 
wetland from the small scale 
m ap s w hich  d e s ig n a te  
wetlands. Connolly answered

that in most cases field inspec­
tion would be necessary.

Any resident could institute a 
complaint about an apparent 
a b u se  of th e  w e tla n d  
regulations, Connolly said in 
answer to one question.

The regulations, following the 
pattern of state law, impose 
restrictions on what can be 
done with wetlands. Speaking in 
praise of the concept, one man 
at the meeting described it an 
an opportunity to “return to the 
o r ig in a l  id ea  of lan d  
stewardship” as opposed to the 
idea that any private owner 
should be able to do whatever 
he pleased with his land.

Incidents on Baseball Fields 
Not Cause for Alarm—Kuhn

CHARLESTON, W.Va. (UPI) — Baseball, not violence, 
is still the Great American Pastime, according to Com­
missioner Bowie Kuhn.

Kuhn said Friday crowdrelated incidents such' as the 
Cleveland Indians’ forfeiture and the persistant harrass- 
ment of Cincinnati outfielder Pete Rose are not cause for 
alarm.

In fact, he said. Rose may be a healthy thorn in the side 
of the baseball public.

Kuhn said the free-for-all between fans and players at 
Tuesday’s Cleveland-Texas game in Cleveland “could have 
been controlled better by increasing the police protection.

“The Indians had doubled their police force for the 
game. I don’t mean to say they didn’t prepare at all.”

Kuhn said as a result of the incident, his office and 
American League officials will draft “some fairly precise 
crowd control programs and list types of promotions: f’

Cleveland Municipal Stadium manager Dan Zerby 
blamed the incident on a “10-cent beer night” promotion.'

Kuhn, here for a Charleston Charlies’ promotion, said 
the harrassment of Rose may not be bad for baseball and 
“I think he loves it.”

Asked why Rose is cast as the National League’s villian 
instead of New York Mets shortstop Bud Harrelson,

Rose’s sparring partner in last year’s playoffs, Kuhn said:
“I can only say that Bud Harrelson is not one to be booed 

by fans. He is little and not feisty. But he is a hustler. Pete, 
on the other hand, is very aggressive. He likes to do things 
that irritate the local fansi

“He hits a home run and holds up his hand going around 
the bases. He gets booed and I think he loves it.”

Kuhn added. “And I wish I had 600 Roses.”
The commissioner said baseball’s real problem Is the 

economic situation. He expect greater emphasis on 
“Market activity.”

“We still have seats to sell,” Kuhn said. “I think you are 
going to see a very steady growth in attendance. Economic 
relief is most likely to be in the area of increased 
revenue.” ' '

Kuhn said he doesn’t foresee curtailment of minor 
league baseball operations, as a money-saving device nor 
is there a trend toward cutting down the schedule. 
However, he thinks “there will be continuing pressure by 
the union (players association) to reduce the length of the 
schedule.

“I expect nothing to come in this area until other sports 
reduce their schedules.”

Due to the fuel shortage, air and noise 
pollution, crowded highways and airports, 
mere is an increasing demand for mass 
transit by train. ^

Co^S’i’Gss set up a new business 
called Amtrak.” With the help of govern­
ment money, Amtrak manages a nation­
wide railway system available to 87% of 
the population. Private railroad companies, 
under contract to Amtrak, help run the 
trains. Most of the people who work on 
the train work for Amtrak, while others, 
such as the conductor and engineer, work 
for the railroad company who owns the 
tracks.

Amtrak is tryin^to improve the equip­
ment, routes, schedules and services on 
trains.

Some trains are offering entertainment, 
such as movies, TV and bingo to help the 
miles fly by.
