Kissinger Threatens 
To Resign Position

SALZBURG, Austria (UPI) —Secretary 
of State Henry A. Kissinger threatened 
today to resign unless what he called a 
campaign of “leaks and innuendos” based 
on his involvement in national security 
wiretap cases was stopped immediately.

Kissinger, holding a news conference 
during President Nixon’s first stop on his 
trip to the Mideast, said a campaign 
against him appeared to be coming from 
the House Judiciary Committee, which is 
studying possible presidential impeach­
ment.

Speaking in a hoarse, cracked voice at 
an inn outside the Schloss Klesheim 
Palace in which he and the Nixons are 
staying, Kissinger described what he

called “the impugning of my honor” and 
added:

“If it is not cleared up, I will resign.”
“This is a question of my honor and I 

told the President what I was going to say 
and he agreed,” Kissinger said.

Kissinger suggested that his name could 
be cleared by an act of the Senate Foreign 
Relations Committee, which heard his 
original testimony on the background of 
wiretaps placed on telephones of some of 
Kissinger’s former aides at the White 
House before he became secretary of 
state.

The matter of wiretapping Kissinger’s 
aides while he was head of the National 
Security Council came up when the Senate

Adler Bid $2.2 Million 
For Bennet Renovations

A Ridgefield, Conn., contractor is the 

apparent low bidder for renovations and 
additions to Bennet Junior High School. 
Ray Adler Inc. submitted a price of 32,- 
215,310 Monday night, at bid openings in 
the Manchester Municipal Building.

Although bid forms had been obtained by 
seven contractors, only three submitted 
bids— Ray Adler Inc., the J.S. Nasin Co. 
of Willimantic and Jack R. Hunter Inc. of 
Manchester.

Nasin’s price is 32,312,360, and Hunter’s 
32,329,000. Prices submitted by all three 
contractors on 18 alternates may, if any of 
the alternates are required, raise the base 
prices. However, Ray Adler Inc. still 
would be the apparent low bidder.

All three prices are well within es­
timates. The Bennet work is part of a 35.6 
million appropriation approved in a 
townwide referendum last November — 
with 32,719,000 for Bennet and 32,881,000

for renovations and additions to Illing 
Junior High. /

Bids for the Illing work will be opened 
June 18 (next Tuesday) at 7 p.m. in the 
Municipal Building. Paul Phillips, chair­
man of the Town Building Committee, 
said today an award of a contract for the 
Bennet work will be made after the Illing 
bids are opened. Mankey Associates is the 
architect for the Bennet project and 
Lawrence Associates for the Illing 
project. Both are Manchester firms.

Phillips, commenting on the Adler 
price, called it “very favorable.”

He said, “Even with the addition of 
architects’ and engineering fees, furniture 
and equipment, some alternates and our 
recommended contingency fund, we still 
will be within the limits of our referendum 
estimate (32,719,000).

“I must commend Mankey Associates 
and the members of the Town Building 
Committee for their hard and untiring 
work in these plans.”

Mass T ransit Subsidy 
Session Under Study
HARTFORD (UPI) — A special session 

of the Connecticut Legislature may be 
convened this summer to consider com­
promise legislation granting some form of 
state subsidy to mass transit systems.

House Speaker Francis J. Collins, R- 
Brookfield, said Monday he plans to meet 
later this week with Senate Majority 
Leader Lewis B. Rome, R-Bloomfield, to 
discuss a number of mass transit subsidy 
proposals.

Collins said legislative leaders have 
already sought advice from local transit 

-district officials and the Connecticut 
Public Expenditures Council for com­
promises to the sweeping proposal that 
was acted on in the Senate but allowed to 
die in the House during the regular ses­
sion.

Collins said he envisioned a special ses­
sion in late June or early July “once we 
have all our ducks in a row and come up

with something acceptable to leaders 
from both parties.”

He said local transit district officials 
from all parts of Connecticut met Monday 
in Bridgeport to try and come up with 
possible compromises that might be 
generally acceptable.

The wrinkle in the bill considered during 
the regular legislative session was a for­
mula for two-thirds state funding with 
local transit districts absorbing the rest 
with a local gasoline tax.

'The tax would be up to a penny a gallon 
or would leave it to district towns to 
devise their own formulas. Local transit 
district officials objected strenously to the 
gasoline tax proposal.

Meantime, the legislature is set to meet 
next Monday in a “trailer session” to con­
sider overriding a number of bills vetoed 
by Republican Gov.

When the Board of Directors 
adopted Manchester’s 1974-75 
General Fund budget (on May 
7) it approved retaining nine of 
the 42 positions established and 
paid with EEA (Emeregency 
Employment Act) funds. Town 
Manager Robert Weiss had 
recommended retaining 25 of 
the positions.

One of the nine positions 
retained is that of a building 
maintenance mechanic.

Director of Public Works Jay 
Giles, with Weiss’ backing, now 
is proposing to hire, in adilition 
to the maintenance mechanic 
authorized, two maintenance 
mechanics and two mechanics 
helpers, with one maintenance 
m ech an ic  to work at the  
Manchester Recreation Center 
(the old Nike Site) and the 
other three in the sidewalks and 
curbs program.

The board approved 185,000 
for the Sidewalks, Curbs and 
Special Projects Account. Giles 
estimates an expenditure of 
about $30,000 in salaries for the 
three men, with the remaining 
$55,000 going for contractural 
services, materials and equip­
ment.

“I feel that in order to carry 
an effective sidewalk repair 
program , the town should 
employ a special crew for that

purpose,” he explains in a 
memo sent the Board of Direc­
tors.

In recom m ending an ad­
ditional building maintenance 
mechanic for the Nike Site, he 
sta tes , ‘‘Without the man­
power, we will probably utilize 
private contractors, and the 
work performed will be more 
costly.”

He proposes to pay the 
hnechanic from a $5,000 balance 
in the Recreation Center Ac­
count-added to $10,000 he said 
the directors indicate they will 
appropriate to it in the coming 
fiscal year. The money left over 
after the salary is paid would go 
for purchase of materials, he 
explained.

The directors received the 
proposals last week and have 
not indicated their positions on 
them. The 1974-75 fiscal year 
begins July 1.

Ladies, you have a unique op­
portunity to make your mark in 
consumer product safety! The 
Consumer Product Safety Com­
mission, according to Barbara 
Hackman Franklin, vice chair­
m an, need s your help  in 
developing mandatory safety 
standards for consumer 
products.

A sa fe ty  standard  is  a 
requirement or requirements 
governing the way a product 
must perform if it is to be safe. 
Commission safety standards 
generally pre-empt standards 
covering the sam e product 
issued by any state or local 
government. These standards 
can cover almost any consumer 
product used at hom e, at 
school, or in recreation — near­
ly everthing from TV to ovens 
to rubber ducks.

Until now, most safety stan­
dards for consumer products 
have been developed on a volun­
tary basis by industry groups, 
government safety personnel 
and university experts. Most of 
the people from these groups 
who wrote safety standards 
ty p ic a lly  ca m e from  the  
“ t e c h n i c a l ’ ’ w o r ld s  o f  
engineering and science.

Ms. Hackman thinks the safe­
ty of a product can best be 
judged by. the. way it performs 
when it is u s ^  in everyday life. 
More understanding is needed, 
she says, of the human side of 
products — how people use and 
misuse them.

Products users, especially  
women, she feels, are impor­
tant to the development of safe­
ty standards. She declares the 
CPSC needs women who know 
how a product is used at home 
and women to ask the questions 
th a t  t e c h n ic ia n s  in th e  
laboratories might overlook.

Women must help, according 
to Ms. Franklin, if. we are to 
successfully reduce the es­
timated 20 million annual ac­
cidents associated with or­
dinary household and recrea­
tion products.

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Mideast Trip Proper Step
The President’s Mideast visit 

comes at a very propitious time and 
must be regarded as a proper step in 
solidifying the vast well of amity 
which has been the result of Secretary 
Kissinger’s peace efforts.

There was great fear for a long time 
that the Arab countries would fall un­
der the sway of Russia Since they 
resented our determination to uphold 
the state of Israel.

And indeed much of the military 
material which armed the Arab coun­
tries in the 1967 war and the more re­
cent one came from the Soviets.

The Syrian offensive, which has 
hop efu lly  ju st concluded, w as 
mounted with the help of Red-made 
tanks and missiles.

And it takes only a short memory to 
recall Egypt’s affair with Russia un­
der the regime of the late President 
Nasser. Red money and technicians 
built the Asswan dam.

It is therefore most remarkable 
that in the negotiations leading to the 
cea se  fire  and d isen gagem en t  
between Syria and Israel that Russia 
took a very minimal part, even though 
Foreign Minister Gromyko had made 
a f ly in g  tr ip  to S yria  as the  
negotiations appeared to be coming to 
a successful conclusion.

The only Arab country obviously 
courting Russia today is Libya which 
has been rebuffed by both Egypt and 
Tunisia in its hope to merge into a 
strong Arab nation.

The Arab oil embargo solidarity 
seem s to have been broken with

Algeria’s announcement that it will 
start selling oil to the Netherlands, 
even though that country has made no 
important concessions in its attitude 
toward Israel.

Too, there is some differenced! opi­
nion in the oil producing nations over 
the question of pricing. Saudi Arabia, 
long a friend of ours, is favoring a 
decrease in prices. Algeria and others 
are still talking of new increases.

The Middle East seems to be in a 
state of changing attitudes.

With our new prestige there a 
presidential trip can do much to 
renew old friendships with Israel, Jor­
dan and Saudi Arabia.

An important stop is the one in 
Egypt where we have just initiated 
diplomatic relations after a lapse of 
seven years.

Egyptian President Anwar Sadat 
has shown a new spirit of friendliness 
towards this country, engendered in 
great part by the friendship with Dr. 
Kissinger which has sprung from 
their mutual efforts in the Israel- 
Egyptian cease-fire.

No doubt the President will be ac­
cused of using the trip as a means to 
appear in a better light because of the 
success of his foreign relations efforts 
which contrast so sharply with his 
domestic situation.

We feel, however, that there is a 
real opportunity in the visit and that 
the President would be derelict if he 
d^  not seize upon it as a chance to 
further foreign relations in an area 
where an improvement has been 
needed for 25 years.

Unleaded Gas Shortage
Four months before the 1975 model 

cars are due to come off the assembly 
lines with their requirement for un­
leaded gasoline, the question has been 
raised that there may be a shortage of 
this fiiel when it is needed by the 10 
million new cars.

'The shortage issue has been raised 
by an internal report of the American 
Automobile Association. It calls 
attention to the introduction, in the 
1975 model cars, of an air pollution 
control device called a catalytic con­
verter. The converter would be 
damaged by leaded gasoline, the En­
vironmental Protection Agency 
states.

The AAA report further ŝ ays that if 
the 10 million new car owners who 
must have unleaded gas can’t get it, 
and they turn to leaded gas, it will 
slowly destroy their converters, th is  
means a $150 bill to replace them.

It seems that one of the three com­
panies which manufacture the un­
leaded gas has been closed by a strike 
since April 1. The other two are 
working to capacity but have a four- 
month backlog. While 10 per bent will 
have to use nonleaded gas, nearly two

thirds of the cars on the road could 
use it. This raises the prospect of 
extra demands on the small supplies.

There may be enough unleaded gas­
oline but AAA says that the Federal 
Energy Administration’s distribution 
formula is not wide enough to serve 
all needs, especially in rural areas. An 
FEA official 'assures that there is 
enough gas — “the only question is 
whether enough stations will be ready 
for it, when needed.”

There is still another potential 
problem. A Chrysler scientist’s study 
seems to show that it is not lead but, 
the ethylene dibromide jn the un­
leaded gas which allegedly poisons the 
catalytic converters. The federal 
agencies involved are aware of this 
claim, but a great deal of previous 
research and tests by highly qualified 
automotive engineers and other scien­
tists had proved the opposite. Unless 
far more research and testing cor­
roborates the Chrysler man’s theory, 
FEA  w ould be u n ju st i f ie d  in 
switching.

The prospect of unleaded gas for all 
new cars — and less pollution on our 
highways — is wonderful.

Politician: 1974 Model
SAN DIEGO, Cali. -  The 

paradox of American politics 
today is that the voters are in­
creasingly Democrats but not 
liberals, increasingly conser­
vatives but not Republicans. 
The fact itself cannot be denied. 
Its implications for the coming 
elections vary with the guesser.

The simplest conclusion is 
that the candidates most likely 
to win will be Democrats with a 
conservative streak in them. 
The auguries don’t look well for 
Republicans of any stripe, least 
of all liberals, but not even con­
servatives. But neither do they 
look well for out-and-out 
liberals of either party, except 
in special constituencies.

I add three factors which the 
straw polls don’t measure well. 
They cut across the liberal- 
conservative and party labels. 
First, there is a new Populist 
streak in the voter, which takes 
the form of hostility to cor­
porations, to tax inequities and 
to any form of big power. 
Flowing from this there is a 
f ie rc e  in s is te n c e  on in ­
dependence, notably on the 
question of the size and source 
of campaign contributions: The 
candidate must be — or seem to 
be — his “own man.” Finally, 
as a byproduct of Watergate, 
there is an apathy about politics 
and a deep skepticism of all 
politicians. The voter has a sarp

eye out for hypocrisy, sham, 
old-line politics and overblown 
rhetoric. Which means that the 
candidates will do well to un­
derstate, to get across the im­
print of fresh, even nonpolitical 
personality, to rate on the “at­
tractive” but forthright side 
rather than try for full-scale 
charisma.

Put thse together and you get 
an attractive forthright, in­
dependent Democrat, with a 
streak at once of the conser­
vative and the populist. Ob­
viously, this is only a base-line 
model candidates. But the ones 
closest to this base line are like­
ly to be the winners in the 
primaries, the conventions and 
the elections.

The easy victory of Edmund 
G. Brown Jr. in the Democratic 
race for governor of California 
is consistent with this model. 
Brown has played it cannily, 
has overcome the disability of 
being his father’s son along 
with profiting from the recogni­
tion factor which goes with the 
territory. Given Gov. Ronald 
Reagan’s victory over Edmund 
Brown Sr., ttie son seems a 
symbol of the road not taken 
by Californians, just as a fresh 
tough-minded strain sets him 
off from his more tradionally 
liberal father. He has turned his 
inexperience in politics — as 
compared with the experience 
of Mayor Joseph Alioto and 
Assembly Speaker Bob Moretti 
— to advantage, translating it 
into an image of freshness. 
E ven h is  e a r l ie r  J e s u it  
seminary studies worked for 
him. A touch of the religious 
and ascetic doesn’t come amiss 
at a time when sinners are 
repenting, confessing and cop­
ping a plea, and when virtue 
needs every prop it can get.

Brown will probably win over 
Houston Flournoy in the elec­
tions, in a bad year lor the 
Republicans. Another Califor­
nian, Ronald Reagan, won’t do 
well in the 1976 presidential 
race. Curiously, California has 
never sent one of its governors 
to the White House, nor is the 
rule likely to be broken by 
Reagan. He has fudged the 
Watergate moral issue and has 
a stronger strain of conser­
vatism than the. country can 
take. Most of all, he suffers 
from having had Mr. Nixon 
pass him over to submit 
Gerald Ford’s name for Vice 
President.

If the people are to choose a 
conservative. Ford’s right-of- 
center brand is as far in that 
direction as they are likely to 
go. Whether Mr. Nixon leaves 
the Presidency or not before his 
term’s end, I don’t see how 
Ford’s Republican opponents — 
including Nelson Rockefeller, 
Sen. Charles Percy and Reagan 
— can head him off from the 
1976 nomination.

Of the three Democrats in the 
running. Sen. Edward Kennedy 
seems far out in front. Most of 
the pros agree that even Chap- 
paquiddick won’t hold him back 
because its single lapse of judg­
ment and character has been 
dwarfted by the monster night­
mare of Watergate. In a con­
ven tion  held  to m o rro w , 
Kennedy would be the choice.

But his two major com­
petitors — Sen. Henry M. 
(Scoop) Jackson and Gov. 
George Wallace — are likely to 
lay down their arms in the next 
two years. Jackson is more 
tough-minded than Kennedy on 
foreign policy and on energy 
resources. Wallace will be the 
rallying point for more conser­
vative Democrats, but he is 
also almost certain to wage a 
Populist campaign.

Don’t count either of them 
out in a year in which the 
Democratic nomination will be 
a choice prize to be fought for 
with every weapon.

> cease and desist orders issued 
against these lawbreakers and I 
do no t w an t a lo t of 
bureaucratic discussion and 
legal hair-splitting in court­
rooms, nor a pledge by the in­
dustry, honest Injun, that it will 
reform. As FTC Chairman 
Lewis A. Engman told the 
American Advertising Federa­
tion in Richmond, a 10-month 
“effort” by the industry to 
devise its own new code for 
ch ildren’s television had 
“yielded little, if anything.”

I like the way Engman talks. 
He is polite, but he gets his 
point across. He told the AAF 
he was prepared “to conclude 
as a matter of law that the in­
clusion of premium offers in 
children’s television adver­
tising has no place in American 
marketing and — as I read the 
law — is a vioiation of the 
Fedeal Trade Commission 
Act.’’

On the other hand, I can spare 
no sympathy for the cereal 
com pany spokesm an who 
w h im pered  th a t p u ttin g  
premiums in packages of Krazy 
Krunchies is the only way to 
persuade a child to select from 
among 60 essentially similar 
cereal products. Kids do too 
confounded much selecting 
these days, and it is time Mama 
started buying cereal for its 
nutritive content and not to get 
a “free” prize for Junior.

M o re o v e r, th e  c e r e a l  
manufacturer who produced a 
good, nutritious product at a 
relatively lovf price wouldn’t 
have to resort to premiums. 
Especially in this inflationary 
era. Mama just might be more 
interested in saving a few pen­
nies than in persuading kids not 
to run away from home and join 
the circus.

At any rate, the good news is 
that both FTC and the Federal 
Communication Commission 
are taking a hard line toward 
TV advertising directed at 
children.

FCC Chairman Richard E. 
Wiley belted a group of broad­
casters recently with the blunt 
statement that there was too

much advertising on children’s 
TV programs and that govern­
ment action might be necessary 
to reduce it.

The FTC’s Engman also took 
a whack at the content of adver­
tising on children’s TV shows. 
He reminded his audience that 
the advertiser aiming his 
message at kids “is subject not 
only to the standards of truthful 
advertising; he is...aiso bound 
to deal in complete fairness 
with his young viewers...adver­
tising directed to or seen by 
children which is calculated to, 
or in effect does, exploit their 
known anxieties or capitaiize on 
their propensity to confuse 
reality and fantasy is unfair 
within the meaning of Section 5 
of the Federal Trade Commis­
sion Act.”

In short, Engman was saying 
that his FTC has not been 
properly regulating such adver­
tising, since the section he 
referred to broadly outlaws all 
unfair or deceptive acts or 
p rac tice s  or m ethods of 
b u s in e ss  c o m p e tit io n . 
Presumably, Engman has now 
set some of his staffers to the 
job of reading the law — 
perhaps for the first time.

Indeed, children’̂  TV shows 
and their attendant commer­
cials are now virtually un­
regulated. As Engman noted, 
many shows sell vitamins and 
over-the-counter drugs to kids 
and advertises dangerous toys 
and assorted products hazar­
dous to health and safety. Ob­
viously, these practices simply 
are not controlled by what 
might loosely be called existing 
codes and guidelines.

Meanwhile, I trust the FCC 
will address itself with due 
speed to the glut of advertising 
on children’s programs. The 
National Association of Broad­
casters has adopted a rule 
reducing com m ercials on 
Saturday and Sunday morning 
from 16. to 12 minutes an 
hour, but imposed no rule on 
la te  afternoon and early 
evening shows. 'That’s not good 
enough, as any parent not 
afflicted with congenial idioiQy 
can testify.

I say to Messrs Engman and 
Wiley: Have at it gentlemen. 
The hucksters will reform and 
stop using our kids to hustle a 
fast buck only when they’re ad­
dressed in plain English. One 
word should do the job. It is 
spelled STOP.

HARTFORD (UPI) -  In 
George Orwell’s famous novel 
“ 1984,”  the o p p ressiv e  
governmental spies of “ Big 
B ro th e r”  seem ed to be 
everywhere. Ordinary citizens 
were constantly under observa­
tion, and any behavior deemed 
threatening to the centralized 
government brought severe 
punishment.

The Connecticut Civil Liber­
ties Union considers un­
constitutional the usp of elec­
tronic tracking devices which 
let police follow a suspect’s car 
unobserved, and 10 years shy of 
(JrwelTs deadline, the organiza­
tion is invoking this warning.

“Use of the devices brings us 
a step closer to 1984,” William 
S. Olds, CCLU executive direc­

tor, isaid over the weekend. “If 
the right, of pHvacy means 
anything, it means that persons 
have a right to be secure in 
their automobiles as well as in 
th e ir  homes ag a in st un­
reasonab le  sea rch es  and 
seizures.”

A $6,000 grant to buy the elec­
tronic devices for surveillance 
purposes was made to the 
Stamford police department 
from the Connecticut Planning 
Committee for Criminal Ad­
ministration.

The Stamford police take a 
different line from Olds and the 
civil libertarians.

'Time Wasted
According to the application 

Stamford filed to get the grant, 
use of the instruments is con­

sidered necessary to increase 
police efficiency in arresting 
lawbreakers and cut the time 
investigators now take before 
arresting them.

Stamford police say a signifi­
cant increase in surveillance in 
robbery and narcotics cases is 
requ iring  “ an abnorm al 
am ount of t im e ,”  which 
acquisition of the new devices 
could reduce.

Connecticut State Police 
bought similar devices several 
years ago but found them un­
reliable, Olds said.

The new ones, however, also 
used now by private detectives, 
are considered to be highly 
sophisticated and very reliable, 
and sta te  police recently  
applied for a federal grant to

purchase the devices, he said.
Legal Question 

United Press International 
disclosed state police use of the 
transistorized tracking devices 
s o m e t i m e s  known as  
“bloodhounds” and “bumper 
beepers,” which are attached 
tq an auto bumper by a magnet. 
■The devices and their use ap­
parently are legal simply 
because there is no law banning 
their use, authorities-say.

The CCILU state board last 
month adopted the position that 
use of the devices violates the 
Fourth Amendment to the U.S. 
Constitution, which guarantees 
the right of privacy.

Olds said the Fourth Amend­
ment protects the privacy of 
citizens against unreasonable

and unrestrained intrusion by 
the government.

“ This principle is a cor­
nerstone of a free society,” he 
said. “ Use of electronic 
‘bloodhounds’ clearly involves a 
government trespass.

“ I t’s incredible that this 
device is being used at a time 
when there appears to be 
greater public sensitivity to 
privacy issues as the result of 
Watergate,” Olds said.

McCoy Sees U.S. Funds 
Available foe Renovation

TownPicnic
Tomorrow

VERNON
BARBARA RICHMOND
It is pretty certain the federal 

Economics Development Ad­
ministration (EDA) will ap­
prove an amendment which will 
provide the town of Vernon with 
additional funds for renovation 
of the Memorial Building, 
Mayor Frank McCoy told a 
special meeting of the Town 
Council Monday night.

Mayor McCoy met with of­
ficials of EDA on Friday and 
they told him they were ready 
to prepare the amendment 
which would allot the town an 
additional $90,000 of federal 
money to bring the total federal 
grant to $390,000. The original 
$300,000 was granted some two 
years ago.

Originally the town had put in 
$75,000 as its share of the 
proposed project. Bids have 
been put out twice and both 
times they came in much too 
high for the amount alloted.

Monday night the council was 
asked by the mayor to pass two

resolutions appropriating an ad­
ditional $40,000 of town fund. 
Federal requirements call for 
the town to pay a certain share 
toward such projects.

One resolution passed will 
allow $30,000 of the town’s con­
tribution to come from the 
Capital Reserve Fund and the 
other $10,000 will come from 
the general fund surplus 
expected at the end of this 
fiscal year.

Mayor McCoy said while it is 
not 100 per cent certain that the 
federal agency will approve the 
proposed amendment, he has 
been told it is almost certain it 
will be. J

The available total would 
then be $505,000 and Mayor 
McCoy said EDA officials told 
him this would be sufficient to 
do the job as originally planned.

While no bid has actually 
been awarded, the mayor has 
been  c o n s u lt in g  w ith  
Tourtellote Construction Co. of 
Vernon, the low bidder the se­
cond time around.

Since the second bidding, con­

struction prices have gone 
higher and it was likely that the 
town would have to cut back 
considerably on its original 
plans to refurbish the Memorial 
Building which was constructed 
in 1889 as a monument to those 
men who died in the War of the 
Rebellion.

’The last time any alterations 
were made to the building was 
in 1952 when the then City of 
Rockville voters spent $7,000 to 
make some changes.

Plans are to remodel the 
building to make better use of 
wasted space including the. 
third-floor which is now con­
sidered unsafe for use.

A much needed elevator will 
be installed. Presently a very 
wide staircase leads to the se­
cond and third floors.

The first floor houses the of­
fice of the town clerk, the tax 
collector, assessors and the 
judge of probate. The second 
floor court room is used by Cir­
cuit Court 12. And other rooms 
on the second floor are used by 
the DAR.

When the renovatidn project 
is completed the town plans to 
move the offices of the mayor, 
town planner, and building in­
specto r to the M em orial 
Building to put all of the town’s 
administrative offices under 
one roof.

Mayor McCoy told the council 
that the project has been a very 
frustrating one for a long time 
due to the continuing rise in 
costs of construction. He 
expressed the hope that there 
will not be any lengthy 
procedures involved in ac­
complishing the passing of the 
proposed amendment.

When the contract bids came 
in much higher than expected, 
it was thought, by the mayor, 
that this may have been due to 
the fact that the work was being 
done on a very old building and 
that probably contractors built 
in larger profit and contingency 
margins due to the nature of the 
work and the fact that the of­
fices now located in the building 
would be operating while the 
work was ^oing on.

East School To Close
VERNON

The East School buildings A 

& B will end a career of long 
service to the town of Vernon 
the end of this month. Monday 
night the Board of Education 
voted to close the school and
will reassign the pupils and 

elemenstaff to other elementary 
schools.

The board m eeting was 
opened to discussion by parents 
and teachers. No one spoke 
against the plan but ^ome 
parents of students in the 
Tracey Dr. area who will be 
shifted from Skinner Road 
School to Center Road School 
wanted assurance that their 
children will not be switched 
again.

Students in that area original­
ly attend^ the Center Road 
sch o o l and th e n  w ere  
transferred to Skinner Road.

The plan to reassign the East 
School students calls for some 
200 to go to Skinner Road. There 
is extra classroom space at that 
school due to a dramatic drop in 
birthrates, school officials said.

In making the proposal to 
close the school. Dr. Raymond 
Ramsdell, superintendent of 
schools, assu r^  the board that 
he will be able to reassign all 
East School teachers in the 
system as several teachers are 
retiring this year.

The custodian at East School 
had planned to retire anyway 
and the librarian will hopefully

be used to complete a program 
of having all school libraries 
opera ting  full tim e. Dr. 
Ramsdell said this will be dis­
cussed at the next meeting of 
the board. •

He said the closing could 
mean a loss of job for one of the 
two cafeteria workers.

He said the move will be ad­
vantageous for the students as 
it will offer them an opportuni­
ty to work at more levels. 
Presently they only have two 
levels at East School.

Dr. Ramsdell said he did not 
receive any phone calls from 
parents when the announce­
ment was made that the school 
would probably be closed. 
However, Fred Ramsdell, prin­
cipal of the school, said he had 
had some calls from parents 
who had questions concerning 
the move.

Dr. Ramsdell said he would 
start today to implement his 
proposed plan as teachers and 
students have to know where 
they will be assigned next year. 
He feels the moving process 
can be accomplished with the 
regular staff helping.

While the saving of money is 
the last consideration in the 
proposal, the plan will result in 
an estimated savings of $70,918, 
to the town.

Dr. Ramsdell had originally 
prepared three alternatives 
concerning the closing of the 
school, they included the 
recommended plan of the im­
mediate closing; delaying the 
closing for one year; one year; 
or not closing the school at all.

Dr. Ramsdell’s proposal calls 
for making Principal Ramsdell 
principal of the Sykes School

which houses Grade 6 pupils on­
ly. This school has been 
operating as part of the Middle 
School and is under the jurisdic­
tion of that school’s principal. 
B oard  m e m b e r S teven  
Marcham said he feels there is 
a definite need to create a prin- 
cipalship at Sykes. “ That 
school deserves the autonomy a 
principalship would give it,” he 
said. He said, however, that he 
feels Sykes should be part of the 
Middle School in concept.

Michael Blake or Leonard 
Lucia, assistant principals at 
the Middle School, according to 
Dr. Ramsdell’s proposal, will 
be transferred to Rockville 
High School as a housemaster 
for the expanded school,

The sp e c ia l ed u ca tio n  
teachers will go to Skinner 
Road and Sykes; the corrective 
reading teacher will work at 
Skinner Road and Vernon 
Elementary; the East School 
secretary will go to Sykes and 
the Sykes secretary will go to 
Rockville High; the physical 
education teacher will go full 
time to Talcottville with the 
trainable mentally retarded 
students and will also work with 
the educable mentally retarded 
s tu d e n ts  th ro u g h o u t the  
system; service aides will be 
eliminated; and art and music 
teachers will be rescheduled to 
provide more time to elemen­
tary schools and Talcottville 
School.

When approving the motion to 
close East School, the board 
agreed it was doing so minus all 
of these details which it feels 
may need to be altered and will 
give the administration latitude 
in carrying out the plans.

Happy Father’s Day — Papa
“Oh my papa, to me he was (is) so wonderful,” are

Day nears. From an old Eddie Fisher recording, the words 
continue to be very meaningful.

The idea of Father’s Day was conceived by Mrs. John 
Bruce Dodd in 1910, after she heard a Mother’s Day ser­
mon in 1909. “ I like everything you said about 
motherhood,” she told the minister, “but don’t you think 
fathers deserve a place in the sun, too?”

Mrs. Dodd’s father, William Jackson Smart,” was a 
widower and served as father and mother to his six 
offsprings after his wife died.

Mrs. Dodd drew up a petition recommending adoption of 
a national Father’s Day, and after much struggle, June 19, 
1910 was nominated as the first Father’s Day. Unhappily, 
the petition never led to any official declaration.

Undaunted, Mrs. Dodd pushed on and Pres. Woodrow 
Wilson in 1916 gave the day national recognition and Pres. 
Calvin Coolidge added his support in 1924. In 1970, Cong. 
Roman L. Hruska introduced a joint resolution that the 
third Sunday in June be officially designated Father’s Day 
and it was signed into law by President Nixon in time for 
June 18,1972. Now the holiday doesn’t have to depend on a 
resolution being passed each year and this Sunday will be 
the 65th time it has been celebrated.

Walkway Issue Undecided

Whether to have one or two 
walkways beneath the proposed 
bridgeover the Hockanum 
River at Adams St. was the 
question the Conservation Com­
mission failed to resolve Mon­
day night.

Town E n g in eer W alter 
Senkow spoke to the commis­
sion about plans to build a new 
bridge with a span of 107 feet 
compared to the present 45 feet. 
It will have one walkway on top 
of the bridge running parallel 
with the road.

The commission and the 
Linear Park Committee have 
both asked that some kind of 
walkway be made under the 
new bridge to allow the linear 
park to pass.

D r. D ou glas S m ith , a 
member of the linear park com­
mittee, appeared at the com­
mission meeting to insist on 
two walkways under the bridge, 
one on either side of the river. 
He noted the long-range plans

to have the linear park pa^s on 
both sides of the Ho^anum 
River from Vernon to East 
Hartford. /

He noted the state puts in two 
walkways under/every new 
bridge and plans to continue 
this policy, despite expense, 
with new bridges including the 
proposed bridge over the 
Hockanum by W. Middle Tpke.

Senkow said one walkway un­
der the Adams St. bridge would 
cost $7,000 and two would cost 
$14,000. ’The town must pay for 
the full cost of the bridge now 
expected to run over $200,000 
without the walkways.

The commissioners asked 
Senkow for more figures, and 
tabled the matter.

Jay Stager, chairman of the ef­
fort, noted the need for more 
trash barrels and their regular 
pickup.

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After spending 30 years 
helping children with emotional 
problems, Mrs. Alice Yeomans 
Moe, chief psychiatric social 
worker at the Community CJiild 
Guidance Clinic, will retire at 
the end of June.

Mrs. Moe, w ho'has been 
associated with the clinic in her 
present post since February 
1969, will be honored at a recep­
tion June 21 from 3 to 6 p.m. at 
the clinic’s facilities on N. Main 
St.

Looking forward to her 
. retirement, Mrs. Moe said she 

was trying not to make any 
commitments about anything; 
“because I ’ve worked a long 
time, and now I would like to 
have the time to do some of the 
things I think I will enjoy doing. 
I guess I just like the idea of not 
h a v in g  to  go to  w ork 
everyday.”

Her plans for this summer in­
clude a vacation in Maine and 
working around her home on 
Bunker Hill Rd. in Andover. In 
the fall, she will be busy 
working with the elections, she 
said. She is a member of the 
Andover D em ocratic Town 
Committee as was her husband, 
Lawrence, who died in June 
1969.

R e m iiijsc in g  about her 
career,,.^he said,. ‘T think I 
started in social work in 1933. 
When I was married, I didn’t 
work for a few years and went 
back to work when Lawrence 
went overseas. When he came 
back, I didn’t work for a couple 
of years, and then went back 
again. So I ’ve had in all more 
than 30 years, but I haven’t had 
a break since 1949.”

She was interested in the 
beginnings of the Community 
Child Guidance Clinic while she 
was still director of casework 
for Child ^ d  Family Services 
of Connecacut.

“ I didA’t have anything 
specificauy to do with it, but 
met witn their committee a 
couple of times to discuss 
needs,!’ she said. "Coming here 
wasn’t' such a change for me as 
I knew the area and I knew the 
people. Plus the fact that I 
worked at getting a Child and 
Family Services office opened 
in Manchester and its director, 
Margaret Parker, and I worked 
together for many years start­
ing back in 1947 or 48,” she 
said.

“ Social values and moral 
values are certainly different in 
terms of breaking up of the 
fam ily  and d ifferen t life  
styles,” Mrs. Moe said, as she 
discussed the changes she has 
seen during her 30 years as a 
social worker. She feels that 
people are a little bit more in­
clined to accept the need for 
help earlier.

“It used to be that you only 
went to a head shrinker if you 
were off your rocker. I think 
today more and more people 
feel T m  kind of troubled, or I 
feel depressed, or I wonder 
what’s wrong with me, maybe I 
ought to talk with somebody’,” 
she said.

The mobility of families these 
days is one of the many things 
that affect children and is hard 
on both the parents and the 
children, according to Mrs. 
Moe.

“ The other thing which I 
think we see reflected is the 
higher incidence of divorce, 
b ro k e n  f a m i l ie s  and 
remarriages. There are not 
only the problems of a mothec 
bringing up children alone, but 
the combining of families. I 
think there is not the security 
for the child as there used to be 
when there were more intact 
families,” she said.

Another thing she sees is 
young mothers who get feeling 
pretty overwhelmed with the 
responsibilities of bringing up 
children.

“ So many young parents 
today feel a great sense of in­
adequacy as parents and if 
something goes wrong with a 
child, they immediately feel 
guilty,” she said.

"FYessure is very great on 
young kids to keep up with their 
peers, aiW I think the problems 
we see or did see with the older 
teen-agers, we are now seeing 
in the very young teen-agers in 
the 12 to 15-year range,” Mrs. 
Moe aid.

The clinic, she said, trys to 
stress prevention and “I think 
we feel that as people are more 
k n o w led g ab le  ab o u t the 
emotional needs of children, 
they are more comfortable 
about coming to us,” she said.

The clinic has been doing 
quite a bit with parent educa­
tion particularily with mothers 
0̂  young children. This started 
several years ago with a group 
of mothers from the YWCA 
Nursery School, and this year 
the clinic opened the program 
to mothers with children in 
area nursery schools, she said. 
She also feels that if a child has 
a serious problem, the pre­
school age is a good time to pick 
it up.

“It’s much easier to help a 
child at an early age stage than 
a kid that goes on and on and 
gets to be 10 or 12,” she said.

“My interests,” she said,” 
“have been not only working 
with the family and children in­
dividually but also working with 
other resources within the com­
munity and working closely 
with the schools and nursery 
schools. I’ve been going out to 
the Hockanum Valley Day Care 
Center as a consultant and a 
consultant with schools and 
working closely with other 
agenices in the area looking for 
unmet needs,” she said.

“Once in a while, you feel you 
have made a little progress, 
like the Community Services 
Council. When I came here, 
there wasn’t any way the agen­
cies in the town officially got 
together. The council sort of 
started  with a few of us 
meeting for lunch,” Mrs. Moe 
said.

M rs. M oe’s friends and 
colleagues are planning to 
honor , her at a testimonial 
dinner June 30 at Dunfey’s 
Tavern in Windsor.

He can still throw a sizzling fast ball at times but prefers to throw 
batters off-stride with a variety of pitches which includes palm balls, 
sliders and knucklers thrown with different motions. It was once es­
timated that he has a total of 14 pitches when the different curves and 
motions are taken into account.

Tiant was at his best Monday night when he dazzled the Oakland A’s and 
a national TV audience in pitching the Red Sox to a 4-1 victory. The win 
was Tiant’s sixth in a row, all complete games, and raised his season 
record to 8-5. The Red Sox lead the American League East Division by one 
game.

“I’ve been throwing a lot of different pitches all year,” explained Tiant. 
“I’ve been throwing the palm ball and the slider in every game but I’ve 
only used the knuckler once in a while this season.

“I don’t always throw the pitch the catchers ask me for,” Tiant ad­
mitted. “Sometimes he calls the palm ball and I throw a change or a 
curve. But I never throw a fast ball when he calls for a curve.”

“He’s probably the most fun to catch of any pitcher on our team,” said 
Boston catcher Carlton Fisk. “Luis just breaks down the hitter. Really, 
he’s just great fun to catch and the fans love him, too.”

Even Oakland manager Alvin Dark enjoyed Tiant’s variety show.
“Tiant’s got some of the greatest moves around, that’s for sure,” said 

the first-year A’s boss who managed Tiant in Cleveland in the late sixties.

“If a guy’s got a good curve or a slider, it makes his fastball that much 
faster.” *

“If he had to throw the fastball 90 per cent of the time, he’d be in trou­
ble. Tiant doesn’t have that fastball like he had in Cleveland in 1968 when 
he could say, Tm  going to throw a fastball; try to hit it.’ But he has all 
those other pitches.”

Tiant, who walked two and struck out seven, yielded an unearned run in 
the sixth when Sal Bando beat out a single, continued to second on Mario 
Guerrero’s low throw and tallied on Reggie Jackson’s double. The loss 
was Blue’s sixth against five victories.

NHL Announces 
Speed Up Rule

MONTREAL (UPI) — The National Hockey League, 
moving to prevent any delays in the game, adopted a 
number of rule changes at the opening of its annual 
meeting Monday designed to speed up play.

In other items of business, the NHL executives* also 
modified the intra-league draft so that only six players 
changed teams and they named the 12 selections to the 
NHL’s two All-Star teams.

The league will announce the individual awards to 
players today.

‘yWe want to try and play all our games in two and a half 
hours,”- NHL referee-in-chief Scotty Morrison said Mon­
day after the rules committee introduced its changes in 
league regulations.

Under the changes, a player will have to go to the penal­
ty box directly or risk a two-minute bench minor against 
his team. In the past, a player who argued with a referee’s 
ruling got a 10-minute misconduct but the team was not 
penalized. Ny

Goaltenders who requie repairs to their equipment must 
leave the game and be replaced immediately by the back­
up goaltender, unlike in the past when play was halted.

The replacement netminder will no longer be permitted 
a warm-up, even if he is replacing an injured starting 
goaltender. The replacement will also have to stay in the 
nets until a stoppage of play.

Increased penalties, from a two-minute minor to a five- 
minute major, will be assessed on a  player found spearing, 
butt-ending or injuring his opponent with his equipment, 
tape or other foreign objects.

The committee also approved changes permitting a net- 
minder to increase the length of the shaft on his stick from 
24 to 26 inches.

Morrison announced also the league will consider a 
move to put the free faceoff into effect at its August 
meeting. This would be called against a team which delays 
the game by unnecessarily freezing the puck.

The selections to the NHL’s two All-Star teams marked 
the first time since 1942 the Montreal Canadians will not be 
represented. Boston and Philadelphia placed a total of 
seven players to the 12 positions.

Boston defenseman Bobby Orr, center Phil Esposito and 
right wing Ken Hodge were named to the first team while 
Bruins left winger Wayne Cashman was selected for the 
second squad.

Philadelphia’s Bernie Parent was the first All-Star team 
goaltender choice while teammates Bobby Clarke and 
Barry Ashbee, who announced his forced retirement 
earlier this month, were named to the second team.

Chicago’s Tony Esposito was-named netminder on the 
second squad and his teammate Bill White was selected 
for the second team’s defense.

Active for many years in 
Coventry’s civic affairs, he 
served as a selectman for 27 
years, for two sessions in the 
State Legislature and as a 
justice of the peace.

He organized the North 
Coventry V olunteer F ire  
Department and served as its 
chief for seven years. He was a 
charter member of the Cbnnec- 
ticut Fire Marshals’ Associa­
tion and a member of the 
C onnecticut F ire  C hiefs’ 
Association.

Mr. Vinton was chairman of 
the town’s 250th anniversary

celebration in 1962. He also was 
a m em ber of the School 
Building Committee at one 
time, and a former trustee of 
the Second Congregational 
Church of North Coventry.

Born May 1, 1892 in North 
Coventry, he, grauated from 
Rockville High School and 
Morse Business College and 
taught in the local school 
system for two years. He 
served with the Army overseas 
during World War I.

For many years, he operated 
a grocery store across from the 
North Coventry firehouse, and 
also operated several types of 
businesses in Coventry over the 
years.

Most A&P Stores 
Closed by Strike
I'nilecl Press Inlernational
Most A&P stores in western 

New England have been shut 
down by a strike of some 2,200 
union workers in a wage dis­
pute.

The chain Monday shut down 
67 of its 79 stores in the region.

A spokesman for Local 10 of 
the Amalgamated Meatcutters 
and Butcher Workmen of North 
America, AFL-CIO, termed the 
strike, voted on Sunday, 100 per 
cent succesful. j

The union represents not oniy 
meatcutters, but most of the 
store chain’s grocery clerks 
and part time help.

A&P decided to keep 12 
stores open with supervisory 
personnel, but shut down its 
other stores in Connecticut, 
western Massachusetts, Ver­
mont and New Hampshire Mon­
day.

The chain operates four dozen 
stores in Connecticut and is 
trying to keep eight of them 
open. P ick e t lines w ere 
reported up at the stores.

Although the chain has 
operated in the region since 
1859, this is the first strike it 
has experienced.

Pickets said many shoppers 
were honoring their lines.

A majority of union members 
voted Sunday at meetings in 
New Haven and Windsor Locks, 
Conn., to go on strike. The 
workers are now in the second 
year of a two year contract with 
a wage renegotiation clause for 
the second year.

The union and company are 
reportedly about $15 a week 
apart but the company wants to 
extend the present contract 
with the new wage levels to the 
fall of 1975.

CAIRO (UPI) — President Nixon, riding 
side-by-side with E g y p t i^  President 
Anwar Sadat, today began five nation 
“journey for peace” Mideast trip to the 
cheers of 2 million Arabs.

In a scene of friendship between the two 
leaders that would have seemed a dream 
six months ago, Sadat shook Nixon’s hand 
as he got off the Spirit of ’76 jet. The two 
men then climbed into an open car and 
rode into Cairo, waving to the vast throng.

Nixon’s first official action in Arab 
territory was a courtesy call on Sadat and 
his wife, followed by the first business 
conference between the two leaders.

In a speech from the balcony of Koubbeh 
Palace—the 400-room mansion that will be 
Nixon’s home during his visit— Sadat told 
his guest:

“I am fully aware that you share with 
me the belief that this is a unique moment, 
a major turning point which should not be 
lost—but rather grasped with vigilance, 
persistence and dedication—to build an en­
durable and honorable .peace.”

Nixon shook Sadat’s hand and after 
exchanging humorous remarks away from 
the microphone, he replied:

“You have spoken of the fact that we 
stend here at a moment of time and 
history which could well be remembered 
centuries from now as one of thosc/great 
turning points which affect mankind for 
the better. It has been too long between 
our c o u n tr ie s  a period  of m is- 
understandng.”

“Well, this is a great day,” Nixon told

Transit Subsidy Plan 
Announced by Meskill

Referendum for $1.4 Million 
Regional Center Approved

By SOL R. COHEN
The Board of Directors Tuesday night 

authorized a Nov. 5 townwide referendum 
on a proposed $1.4 million Regional Oc­
cupational Center for Manchester.

If approved, it would be financed by 
general obligation bonds, with the sum 100 
per cent reimbursable by the state on com­
pletion. The interest on the bonds, es­
timated at $50,000 to $60,000, would be paid 
by the town. '

The board’s action was unanimous and 
with no discussion. It followed an hour- 
long public hearing — with nobody 
speaking in opposition. Actually, except 
for a non-committal comment by Frai^ 
UtakiS) president of the Manchester 
Property Owners Association, all remarks 
favored the construction.

Utakis said the MPOA has not studied 
the proposal and not yet taken a position. 
He applauded the board's action in placing 
the proposal for referendum.

The "Trade School for the Han­
dicapped” would be placed on the 
northeast corner of Hillstown Rd. and 
Wetherell St., on the Manchester Com­
munity College campus. The parcel it 
would stand on has been deeded to the 
town by the State of ^nnecticut.

State Sen. David Odegard, who guided a 
bill through the state legislature which 
authorized the transfer of “up to four 
acres,” was present at the publjc hearing 
Tue^ay night but didn’t speak.

Richard Lawrence of Lawrence 
Associates, architect for the facility, dis­
closed Tuesday night for the first time the 
Regional Center is planned for 2.2 acres— 
considered sufficient by MCC officials.

The center would be. under the supervi­
sion of the Manchester Board of Education 
-  with tuition paid for its students by the

15 area towns planning to participate. The 
annual operating cost is estimated at 
$125,000 — with $25,000 contributed by 
Manchester and $100,000 by the area 
towns. The town would own the facility 
after it is in operation five years.

Norman Fendell, coordinator of special 
education for the Manchester school 
system, explained the proposal Tuesday 
night and remarked, “It’s plans and pur­
pose and fulfillment could be a model for 
the entire nation.”

The proposed center is Fendell’s 
brainchild and its construction would 
culminate many years of planning, 
talking, explaining, pleading and cajoling. 
Fendell spoke to the Democratic Town 
Committee last month and received its en­
dorsement for the construction.

Speaking for the proposal Tuesday night 
was Mrs. John McElraevy, president of 
the Manchester Association for Retarded 
Citizens. At the end of her prepared state­
ment, she said, “It is the birthright of 
every child to be helped to reach his or her 
potential — however limited that might 
be. This Occupational Training Center 
would help them reach that potential.”

Barry Shaw, president of the PTA for 
Exceptional Children, said the assocaition 
endorses the proposal. He brought the en­
dorsement, also, of the Manchester 
Jaycees.

Also supporting the proposed center was 
Joseph Blett, chairman of the Manchester 
Organization of the Handicapped.

Harold May, executive secretary of the 
Governor’s Committee on the Han­
dicapped, congratulated the town on its 
purpose. He offered the cooperation of 
various state agencies, including the

Panel Members Disagree 
On Evidence Validity

WASHINGTON (U PI) -  House 
Judiciary Committee Democrats say 
evidence that President Nixon approved 
an in depth investigation into Dr. Daniel 
Ellsberg is “significant and damaging,” 
but Nixon’s Republican def^ders say the 
evidence is inconclusive.

Several Demociiats also pointed out 
testimony by former White House aide 
John D. Ehrlichman that Nixon “indicated 
after the fact approval” of the burglary of 
the office of Ellsberg’s psychiatrist.

But most members agreed Tuesday 
there is little evidence to back up the 
allegation Nixon tried to improperly in­
fluence Judge Matthew Byrne, who was 
presiding at Ellsberg’s trial in the Pen­
tagon Papers case. ’The allegation of im­
properly influencing Byrne is under in­
vestigation in the committee’s impeach­
ment probe.

The inquiry today turns to allegations 
that Nixon used government agencies, 
particulary the Internal Revenue Service, 
to retaliate against enemies of the ad­
ministration.

During Tuesday’s session, Nixon’s

Watergate lawyer James D. St. Clair 
attempted to give the committee a 
10,000 word brief disputing allegations of 
Nixon’s complicity in the Watergate 
cover-up. But chairman Peter W. Rodino 
rejected the,brief as premature.

Committee members agreed that the 
most important material they received 
during the session was testimony given by 
Ehrlichman to a grand jury in California 
concerning the Ellsberg break-in by the 
White House plumbers. • "*

Ehrlichman said he was present twice 
when Nixon discussed the break-in after it 
had taken place.

Newspapers Claim FBI Memos 
Tie Kissinger to Tapping
WASHINGTON (UPI) -  Secretary of 

State Henry A. Kissinger’s account of his 
role in wiretapping of government of­
ficials and newsmen is contradicted by a 
series of FBI memoranda stretching over 
four years, according to published reports 
today.

The Washington Post, The New York 
Times and the Boston Globe.said FBI 
documents had been examined by the' 
House Judiciary Committee as part of Its 
impeachment inquiry against- President 
Nixon.

Kissinger says he never d ir^ tly  
requested wiretaps on telephones of 13 
government officials and four newsmen as 
a result of leaks of sensitive information in 
1969-71.

The newspapers said FBI documents 
showed some of the taps were requested 
by Kissinger or by his top aide at the time 
on the National Security Council, Gen. 
Alexander M. Haig, now President 
Nixon’s chief of staff.

The Times and Post both quoted an FBI 
memorandum prepared for acting FBI 
Director William D. Ruckelshaus on May 
12, 1973, which said the bureau, "at the 
request of the White House, provided 
highly sensitive wiretap coverage in the 
interests of national security” from the 
spring of 1969 to earty summer, 1971.

The 15-page summary said the White 
House was extremely concerned over 
leaks about the Strategic Arms Limitation 
Talks (SALT), apparently emanating 
from the Security Council.

"The original request’’ for all the taps, 
the summary said, came from Kissinger 
or Haig. It added, “It appears that the 
project of placing electronic surveillance 
at the request of the White House had its 
beginning in a telephone call to Mr. J. 
Edgar Hoover on May 9, 1969,' from Dr. 
Henry A. Kissinger.”

The Post said it obtained a copy of a 
memorandum written by FBI chief 
Hoover to then Attorney General John N. 
Mitchell, dated May 9, 1969, saying 
Kissinger had called him that day to com- , 
plain of “an extraordinarily damaging” 
news leak.

The memo said Kissinger had asked 
Hoover to put “whatever resources I need 
to find out who did this.”

Kissinger testified before the Senate 
Foreign Relations Commiittee last year 
that the taps were originated by the Presi­
dent, Hoover and Mitchell and that he 
simply supplied names of his subordinates 
who had access to documents figuring in 
the news leaks.

The Globe and Post cited two Hoover 
memos dated May 13, 1970, to Mitchell 
saying Haig conveyed requests from 
Kissinger that “as soon as possible a 
telephone surveillance be instituted” on 
the home of two members of the National 
Security staff, designated only ps “L” and 
“K”.

Hoover wrote* according to a photostat 
of the memo, “a survey has l ^ n  con­
ducted and it has been determined that the 
installation of this telephone surveillance 
is feasible. If you approve, this installation 
will be placed by this bureau.”

The Post said the summary prepared for 
Ruckelshaus said the taps "are full of 
examples of careless a n d ^ s e  talk about 
matters being handled in thVwhite House” 
but that “nothing was found^ich  would 
indicate that a violation of f ^ r a l  law” 
had taken place. _

Fire Department will provide fire protec- 
^ tion to all are^s in the northeast part of 
\Manchester paying fire taxes to the town.

The Board of Directors Tuesday night 
voted unanimously for the fire coverage — 
to be provided from the Lawton Rd. 
firehouse, with assistance (and standby 
duty) from the Central Firehouse.
