Most of the complaints received in re-
cent years have been of the tenant-
landlord variety, Salcius said, Many com-
plaints from tenants were unfounded,
although some violations were found and
corrected.

Violations expected to be found in the
new inspection program could resugt in
legal action, but it's unlikely, Salcius said,

Instead, the department would suggest
or even require improyements, and retugn
for a follow-up inspection later.

'I’hfe town housing code, adopted in 1962,
provides for a penalty of up to $100 a day
or 30 days in jail, for convictions on
violations. Prosecutions, which were few
and far between, have been handled in the

But a recently enacted state law
changed the legal procedure from
criminal cases to civil lawsuits, and
Salcius wasn't sure how the new legisla-
tion would affect Manchester's housing
code. More information is expected soon,

Among the basic requirements in the
town's housing code, Salcius said, are
standards for electrical service, plumb-
ing, window space and ventilation, and
general up-keep and structural condition,

For example, the code requires each
dwelling unit to have a room or space for
storage, preparation and cooking of food,
with space for a stove, dry food storage,
refrigerated food storage, and a sink in
working condition connected to hot and
cold water as well as a sewer outlet.

Among other requirements are those
that each room in a dwelling unit have at
least one window and no less than two
electrical outlets.

Nixon Ends Peace Tre

AMMAN, Jordan (UPI) — President
Nixon ended his exhausting five-nation
“journey for peace” today with a promise
of economic and military aid to Jordan
and an agreement to meet again in
Washington with King Hussein in efforts
to reach a permanent Mideast settlement,

Nixon took off for a rest stop at the
Azores after signing a joint communique
with Hussein, long America's best friend
in the Arab world, that said the United
States would continue to “play a strong
role in maintaining Jordan's military
strength." s

The communique said Nixon invited
Hussein to visit Washington, where he has
been a frequent visitor in the past, *‘to
hold further talks on the strategy of future
efforts o achieve peace.” :

As in his previous stops in Egypt, Saudi
Arabia, Syria and Israel, Nixon stressed
that his mission was designed to do
whatever he could to bring a lasting peace
to the troubled area. When he left the
White House eight days ago, the President

On Pearl Property

The Manchester Zoning Board of
Appeals (ZBA) Monday night approved a
frontage variance at 171 Woodland St.,
allowing property owner E. Steve Pearl to
petition the Planning and Zoning Commis-
sion for permission to build apartments.

The unanimous ZBA vote, which
followed a 10-minute executive session
and another 10 minutes of open discussion,
allows Pearl to use his 1'z-acte parcel
even though it only has 40 feet of frontage
on Woodland St. Zoning regulations
require 75-foot frontage for Residence B
Zone lots,

The zoning variance was opposed by
several Woodland St. area residents at a
public hearing last month. A 81-signature
petition protesting the frontage variance
cited the existing narrow street, lack of
sidewalks, and heavy traffic as reasons to

The State Department of Transportation
(DOT) ‘has rejected the Town of
Manchester's plan for taking control of
downtown Main St. (state Rt. 83) and in-

Notice of the DOT's decision came this
morning in a telephone call from Deputy
Transportation Commissioner George
Koch to Assistant Town Manager Charles
McCarthy McCarthy said a formal, written
rejection of the town's offer is expected
s00n.

The “'offer” rejected by the DOT was
the June 4 vote by town directors to take
control of downtown Main St, by Sept. 1.
The directors' vote contained stipulations
that the DOT abandon its $25,000 asking
price for the recently installed traffic
signal system, and that the DOT restore the
one-mile roadway to the condition it was
in when the state took control of the street
in 1962,

Koch couldn’t be reached today for com-
ment of the DOT's decision, but a depart-
ment spokesman said DOT leadership has
definitely decided to retain Manchester's
Main St. as part of the state highway
system.

Tax Cut Hopes Dim

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The prospect of

immediate passage of a tax cut has been
dimmed by Sen. James B. Allen’s
filibuster.

Allen, an Alabama Democrat, said Mon-
day he was ‘“nol prepared to yield" the
Senate floor for any amendments to a pen-
ding debt ceiling bill that would provide a
tax reduction.

Sen. Edward M. Kennedy and other
liberals had hoped to attach tax reform
amendments to a bill to raise the national
debt to $495 billion through next March 31.
The present $475.7 billion limit expires
June 30 and without the pending legisla-
tion, the government could not pay its bills
or meet its payroll.

The Senate leadership apparently
decided not to force Allen to talk nonstop,
Assistant Democratic leader Robert C.
Byrd of West Virginia said the Senate
would operate on a ‘‘two-track’ system,
considering other legislation part of the
day with Allen retaining his right to the
floor.

The liberal reform package would lower
taxes for indivduals slightly, either in-
ereasing the personal exemption from $750
to $825 per individual or providing a $190
tax credit. The money would come from a
$2 billion tax increase for oil companies
which would lose their depletion
allowance and increasing the minimum
tax on preferential income along with
some technical changes.

Even if the Senate passes a tax package,
it faces many more obstacles — including
a possible presidential veto — before it
could become law,
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The House Ways and Means Committee
is working on its own tax reform measure,
and has already approved an oil industry
tax bill. But both measures are becoming
bogged own, and the debt bill could
become this year’s tax reform vehicle.

Bomb Explosion‘

BELFAST (UPI) — A policeman
examining a suspicious package was killed
in a bomb blast today and twe other
highpowered bombs went off in cars
beside police stations in remote villages in
County Tyrone near the border with the
Irish Republic, police said.

A 900-pound bomb in Stewartstown, 50
miles southwest of Belfast, heavily
damaged a police station, and a 500-
pounder in nearby Coagh damaged
another after they went off in parked cars,
a police spokesman said,

The buildings were evacualed before the
blast, the spokesman said.

Meat Sales Pledged

WASHINGTON (UPI) — Administration
officials say supermarket officials have
promised them they will hold sales on beef
and pork to help the nation's ranchers.

Despite high retail prices for these
meats, cattle and hog producers are still
losing money.

In Salt Lake City Monday, cattlemen
from 11 Western states said the livestock
industry was facing its worst economic
crisis since the great depression.

“We can't afford to buy our own
steaks," said Bill Swan, president of the
Producers Livestock Marketing Associa-
tion,

Speaker Carl Albert, D-Okla. was
expected to lead off three days of hearings
by the House Agriculture Committee
today on complaints of cattle and hog
producers who say their stock was been
selling for less than production costs for
months and predict a wave of bankrupt-
cies. Chairman W.R. Poage, D-Tex,,
issued an opening statement that said
farmers' problems could spread to the
economy-at large and touch off a general
depression.
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Agriculture Secretary Earl L, Butz and
President Nixon's new economic adviser,
Kenneth Rush, called the supermarket in-
dustry to the White House Monday for a
“jawboning'' session. Rush had said retail
meat prices were ‘‘unduly high'* and while
he said the food store officials denied their
profit margins were unusual, he won a
promise of “aggressive promotion and
pricing’’ to step up meat sales.

Administration economists say con-
sumers must be persuaded to buy more
beef, and this will reduce the large
amounts of unsold cattle and hogs which
are keeping farmers from selling their
animals.

Butz also told newsmen he expected a
decision "'in a day or two" ona proposal to
expand government meat purchases for
donation to schools, Butz is currently win-
ding up a $45 million purchase of
premium-grade ground beef for schools
and hinted that he favors another $100
million in purchases of hamburger and
canned pork.

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" The Sugarbush Compaci

It is too early to fully assess the im-
plications- of the ‘‘Sugarbush Com-
pact” signed Friday by New England
governors and Canada's five eastern
provincial leaders.

In essence, the compact pledges
mutual efforts on the national ad-
ministrations of both nations to
“create a favorable climate for long
term, private and public contracts
governing the ready flow of energy,
and the full utilization of the most ef-
ficient forms of energy production
and transportation.”

This would appear to be a clash
between npational ideals aimed at
economic independence and the
economic realities that the two
neighboring regions are irreversably
linked together if they are to continue
to prosper.

In recent years, nationally, the
Canadians have been becoming more
and more concerned over the heavy
preponderance of American economic
investments and therefore control
over their economy. The United
States, on the other hand, has long
eyed the vast reservoir of Canadian
natural resources.

While it is apparent from the
meeting in Warren, Vt., and others
conducted recently by the leaders of
the two regions that these people feel
the issue is resolvable to the mutual
benefit of both regions; the fact
remains the Canadian national
government may not be as well dis-
posed to it and when it comes to
defining a “favorable climate” the
nitty-gritty of the issues will come to
the fore.

Obviously, American capital will
have to play a role in any regional
development of energy and/or
transportation between New England

and the eastern provinces. However,
will the capital be forthcoming if
national restrictions on management
of such investments are more severe
than those imposed elsewhere in the
world?

The governments of both nations
must, we feel, explore and be open to
the Sugarbush Compact desires. The
real test will come when specific
objectives are outlined.

The traditional good will between
the United States and Canada is a
solid framework for such
negotiations. The ideal embodied is
not without merit. The real question is
whether either nation can implement
policies tailored for these two
neighboring regions without setting
precedents for other regions along the
3,000 mile border which do not share
ambitions and desire for even mutual
efforts. The problem is not so much
how to enable New England and the
eastern provinces to make efficent
use of energy and fransportation
resources which both desire but doing
so without conflicting with thé in-
terests of our regions in both nations.
nations.

Sugarbush is a good start because
despite the demands of nationalistic
pride of the moment historically, and
in the future, the reality of economic
interdependence between the two
nations is inescapable,

The differences in the aspirations of
the two nations are many and
legitimate but as Sugarbush points out
there are many mutual interests also.
Hopefully the compact can lead the
way toward solutions which will ce-
ment an already strong alliance of co-
equal partners, both desiring to im-
prove the economic and social well-
being of its citizens.

Setback For Irish

The fall of the Executive, Northern
Ireland's ‘cabinet which was com-
posed of both Protestant and Catholic
representatives, has set back that un-
happy land’s constructive step
towards the majority and minority
living together in peace.

The general strike launched by
Protestant militants was more effec-
tive and brought the country to a halt.

England has refused to take its
troops out of Ireland fearing a blood-
bath as the result of further warfare
between the IRA and the Protestant
majority.

Ulster, on the one hand, talks of
British withdrawal but does not want
to leave the protective umbrella of
being under English protection.

Northern Ireland dreads eventual
inclusion of its counties in the

southern Republic of Ireland with its
Catholic majority. This would make
the protestant majority in Ulster into
a minority in all of Ireland.

The moderate approach has failed,
however, and further strife is in-
evitable, lessened only by the
presence of British troops. England is
finding its attempt to maintain peace
a very costly venture,

Perhaps there is no other long-
range solution than complete
withdrawal of England from the
island. It is undoubtedly correct that
it would result in more civil war.

That may be the only way in which a
stable Ireland can eventually emerge.
Merger of the. two Ireland's
can come only after violence has
brought the people of both north and
south to their senses.

Public Health Dispute

The dispute between the staff and
the Board of Directors of the
Manchester Public Health Nursing
Assn. has attracted many letters to
the editor even though the public is
completely in the dark and so is the
press.

It isn't our aim to take part in labor-
management disputes or husband-
wife quarrels. However, in the case of
the Public Health Nursing Assn., we
are dealing with an agency that is sup-
ported by taxpayers and with funds
from the United Way. With that type
of support, the public has every right

e

to know what's going on inside that
agency.

On occasion, we have asked the
Board of Directors for a statement on
the dispute. The board, or its
representative, refuses to comment.

We think it is probably time for The
Herald to be invited to sit in on the
mediation sessions which are now un-
der way. That way, the public and us,
would have a clear picture- of the
agency when it comes time to spur
collections for United Way and draft
next year's town budget,

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NEW YORK — Who says that
democracies are dull? The dull
ones are the dictatorships,
where nothing interesting that
happens is ever revealed. A
democracy like the American,
which has a passion for publici-
ty and feeds on sensations,
reveals everything in time, as it
washes its laundry, its secrels
and its personalities in the
glare of TV cameras.

Take the Kissinger. case. It
stole the headlines for a few
days [rom President Nixon's
Mideast trip for which I doubt
the President will thank his
secrelary of state.

Certainly Henry Kissinger
was sorely pressed. First there
were serious leaks when he took
his job on the National Security
Council. Then there were the
wirelaps in which he had a
hand, not too wisely but un-
derstandably. Recently, the
House Judiciary Committee,
presumably preparing Mr.
Nixon's impeachment, began to
leak the Kissinger documents
to the press, which picked them
up avidly. Hence Kissinger's
response to the leaks-plus-taps-
plus-leaks in this letter to the
Senate Foreign Relations Com-
mitlee, which had cnce cleared
him, and his bomblike offer to
resign if the committee fails to
clear him again, .

One thinks of the remark long
ago by the mythical Mr.
Dooley, reminding us that the
American people build
triumphal arches for their
heroes out of bricks, the better
to have something to heave at
them when they turn against
them.

Did Kissinger overreact to
criticism? Some sanators and
commentators felt he was tired
and overwrought, and should
have cooled it. By the standards
of professional politicians, yes.

But Kissinger's
professionalism is not in active
politics but in foreign affairs
and in history. He is secretary

of state of the world's most
powerful nation; but he knows
that. while power resides in the
office, authority must reside in
the individuals, and authority is
more powerful than power.
Rightly or wrongly, he felt that
his personal authority was in
danger of being nibbled away
by a concerted committee and
press atlack. So he met it head

on.

1 think his press conference
timing was bad, coming at the
start of the Mideast trip which
had bee billed as Mr. Nixon's
show, not his, and coming also
when he was on foreign soil, not
in Washington.

But his larger strategy was
clear. The President and the
presidency had lost credibility
and authority because of
Walergate He felt it was im-
portant that he should retain
his. Whatever his mis-
judgments on the wiretaps,
whatever the inconsistencies in
his successive statements about
them — which the Senate com-
mittee will now probe again —
he was not part of the
Watergate operations. Every
faction of the Palace Guard
hated or feared him and he in
turn had little love for them.

His press conference made it
clear that he doesn’t have to
take the attrition of confidence
that goes along inevitably with
partial and repeated answers (o
partial and repeated charges.
By offering to resign, he took
the risk of dramatizing the
difference between his situation
and the President's, and thus
angering him, but there was a
plus side there, too.

Basically, he knew that the
best defense is to take the offen-
sive. This he did by appealing

from the underground leaks of
the House Judiciary Com-
mittee, which have angered
even Chairman Peter Rodino
(D-N.J.), to the deliberate
scrutiny by the Senate Foreign
Relations Committee, whose
members have as much stand-
ing and credibility as any
group in Congress. 1 am willing
to rely on their capacity to see
the entire picture — leaks,
bugs, freedom from sur-
veillance, charges of perjury
and the question of the effec-
tiveness of American
diplomacy.

Kissinger is thinner of skin
than is healthy for a major
figure in public life, but there
have been greater failings
among secretaries of state, We
were reminded the other day in
The New York Post series on
him that he used to offer his
resignation frequently when he
worked for Nelson Rockefeller.
But is is refreshing lo have a
public official who cares about
his personal honor, and uses the
word as if its meaning had not
been worn away, and risks his
high power and influence in its
cause,

We are all so hellbent on
tracking down the Watergate
culprits that we forget how cor-
rosive the heat of the chase can
become if there is no saving
sense of balance left in it. The
disease of a democracy is
excess. If there are some who
take pleasure in seeing the few
remaining credible figures in
the government tumbled and
humbled just for the sake of the
fall, I am not among them. I
would rather live with
Kissinger's excess sensibility
than with the excess zeal that is
bent on tumbling him.

26 Miles of Roadway
Need Paving: Giles

The Manchester highway
department has identified about
26 miles of roadway “‘urgently
needing a pavement overlay,”
but, for budget reasons, will
follow a program of 9.79 miles
of overlay this year,

Each spring, the department
inspects the town's 187 miles of
roadway, to determine how
best tp spend the funds
allocated the town by the state.

Director of Public Works Jay
Giles explained *'the funding
for this (maintenance)
program is dwindling."

He said the allocations are on
a population and roadway-
mileage basis and don't take
into account that ''the cost of
pavement overlay has in-
creased between 47 and 74 per
cent over last year and,

therefore, Manchester is falling
behind in its paving program."

Giles.recommends, 'In arder
to continve this program at an
acceptabie. level, the town
should make a commitment to
either match or_contribute a
specified percentge of state
funds recelved by the town."”

Giles said, also, the highway
department survey shows 16
miles of roadway needing curbs
but, again for budget reasons;
about 1.2 miles will be installed.
The 1.2 miles will be in addition
to 2.1 miles to be installed with
the sidewalk program.

The pavement program will
begin in late July and will be
performed by an outside con-
tractor. The curb-installation
program already has begun and
is being performed by town
forces.

Mrs. Grasso
Discloses

HARTFORD (UPI) — Rep.

Campaign outlays during the
same period amounted to $35,-
698, with $9,279 remaining in the
coffers of the statewide com-
mittee, she said.

—A measure exempting non-
profit housing organizations
from the state sales tax.

—An act giving equal weight
to a student’s "financial needs,
individual potential and
academic arhievement” in the
awarding of Connecticut stu-
dent loans and grants.

—An act establishing a un-
iform system of financial
reporting for all state
municipalities.

—A measure permitting a
West Hartford couple, Samuel
and Selma Glover, to try to
collect damages from the state
for alleged damage done to
their building by private con-
tractors commissioned by a
slate agency.

Another bill vetoed by the

HARTFORD (UPI) — A
legislative probe into the state
leasing system will get un-
derway soon with approval of
the $35,000 budget for the task. .

Butterfield Against Ambulance

Dr. Robert K. Butterfield, un-
til recently Bolton health of-
ficer, in a letter to the
selectmen has registered his
disapproval of an ambulance
service either on a voluntary
basis or sponsored by the fire
department for the town unless
it can supply service com-
parable to that provided by the
Manchester Ambulance Ser-
vice, Inc.

Butterfield said the
Manchester Ambulance Ser-
vice, Inc. can be anywhere in
Bolton in adequate time for any
emergency on a fee for service
basis and with the proper equip-
ment and personnel.

In order to duplicate that ser-
vice the town would need an am-
bulance, well-equipped at a cost
of $15,000 to $20,000, and seven
trained EMTA's (emergency
medical technicians for am-
bulances), seven with two on
duty at all times, at a minimum
cost of $100 per day, he said.

Butterfield said that at the
present time he does not think
Bolton can afford to enter into
the ambulance business and he
cannot foresee it in the near
future.

In response to those people
who may say that volunteers
will man the service Butterfield
said it should only be done when
paid professionals are not close
at hand, which is not the case in
Bolton.

The selectmen recently ap-

pointed a committee to study
the feasibility of the towns
owning its own ambulance ver-
sus present ambulance services
available.

The committee will have a
full report on an ambulance ser-
vice ready for presentation in
January.

Leon Rivers, in response to
Butterfield's letter and
referring to the fatal accident
in Bolton Sunday night, to
which four area towns
responded with their am-
bulances, three volunteers and
one paid, and two with their
emergency rescue vechicles,
said the volunteer ambulance
from Andover was the first on
the scene.

He said, in reference to the
Manchester Ambulance Ser-
vice, that when a patient was
put into the ambulance and ready
to be transported to the
hospital, the ambulance atten-
dants wanted to wait for
another patient before going to
the hospital. Rivers said they
had to be told to get moving to
the hospital.

He said the minute a patient
was ready for transportation in
one of the volunteer am-
bulances, that ambulance left
immediately for the hospital
and he felt that was the
difference between a volunteer
and a paid Service.,

In reference to the EMTA's
being non-professionals Rivers:
said ‘““they are qualified.”” He
said they voluntarily take an 80-
hour course consisting of
classroom and hospital
emergency room experience,

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Consultants Say Vernon
Can Support Ice Rink

BARBARA RICHMOND

“The population of Vernon is
more than adequate to support
an ice sports center and the
level of existing interest and ac-
tivity will accelerate the start-
up." This is the opinion of
Carlisle-Edwards, Inc., the
firm hired to do a preliminary
“feasibility study" for the
town,

The report of the firm is an
analysis of the area and of the
available statistical informa-
tion. The Town Council Monday
night, delayed further action on
the report until one of the con-
sultants, Geoffrey Walshe, can
appear at a council meeting to
answer questions and explain
the report further.

The firm believes that an in-
stallation containing either two
standard rinks or one standard
and one training rink could be
built and be an economic
success, but recommended the
construction of the two stan-
dard Yinks with full support
facilities,

The cost for the later would
run aboul §1.5 million and for
the other, about $1.2 million,
This does not, in either case, in-
clude the cost of land.

“The projected costs are
based upon commercial
development and must be
revised when design and finan-
cing methods are finalized,"”
the report states.

The costs, however, do take
in all of the equipment, con-
sulting fees and such.

A projection of operating
expenses for a four-year period
shows the first year costs to be
about $244 842: the second year,
$275,563; the third, $285,150;
and fourth, $314,087.

When the town first started to
consider an ice facility it was
emphasized that the facility
would be self-supporling.

‘The study shows income
projections for the first four
years. The first year
(modified) projection of in-
come is about 59 per cent or
$484,863. The report explains
that normally the first year in-
come would be anticipated at
about 47.5 per ceat or less, but
the existence of strong skating
interests and experienced
professionals will tend to
accelerate activities and in-
come.

The $484,863 is the figure for
skating income only. Other
revenues would come from
ballet and dance, gymnastics,
pro and skate shop, snack bar,
vending, locker rental and such,
making a total projected in-
come for the first year at soine
$551,772.

The projected figures in-
crease over the four-year
period with $588,380 projected
for the second year; $634,140,
the third; and $689,052, the
fourth.

Parents
accompanying their children,
as spectators, will not have to
pay. Parking will be free,

"“The feasibility study’s first
and prime purpose is to protect
the investor. The investment in
the facility must be justified by
the feasibility study or the
project should be cancelled,”
the report states.

The town’s Ice Facility Com-

mittee, headed by Mrs. Ruth
Ventura, was appointed by
Mayor Frank McCoy about two
years ago. In its report, after a
lengthy study, this local com-
mittee concluded, “An ice
facility in Vernon appears to be
feasible."

Noting that ‘‘lack of man-
datory use, competitive
facilities and bad weather are
three factors that make it very
difficult to project a
meaningful feasibility,"" the
committee, last February,
asked the Town Council to ap-
propriate the $3,000 for the
study just completed by
Carlisle-Edwards.

The local committee also
suggested that if the Carlisle-
Edwards report comes out
favorably for the facility, that
the Town Council form & Public
Authority which would be es-
tablished by ordinance. Such an
authority, by state statutes,
would have the right to issue its
revenue bonds, directly.

In its report the comrhittee
indicated it leaned toward the
revenue bond methor for financ-
ing the facility if it is feasible
to build it,

The council hopes to have
Walshe attend its July 15
meeling.

On Appropriations

Public hearings and special
town meetings were scheduled
Monday by the Town Council
for July 15 at 7:30 at the Ad-
ministration Building ‘on
several matters concerning
special appropriations for
projects.

One resolution to be aired at a
public hearing and a special
town meeting, asks for an ap-
propriation of $78,000 for tennis
courts at Rockville High
School.

Mayor Frank McCoy original-
ly set the cost at $65,000 which
would be for construction of six
additional courts. In a motion
made by Councilman Donald
Sadrozinski, the amount was
amended to $78,000.

The proposed courts will be
built in connection with the ap-
proved addition to the school
and the amount will be added to
the $5.2 million already ap-
proved at a special referendum
for the school addition.

The amount will be reim-
bursed 50 per cent if the project
is approved by the state and the
town will use revenue-sharing
funds for its portion.

It was explained that
revenue-sharing funds can be
used to match state-funded
projects but not for federally-
funded projects such as renova-
tion of the Memorial Building.

The architects for the high
school have estimated the cost
to be $12,000 per court but
Mayor McCoy said there is a
possibility the cost may be
lower by building in quantity.

Another resolution to be con-

sidered July 15 is one concern-
ing an appropriation of $80,000
In connection with the proposed
expansion of the Vo-Ag Building
at Rockville High School. This
would be in addition to the
amount of $120,000 already ap-
proved. This amount and the
$80,000 will be totally reim-
bursed by the state upon com-
pletion of the project.

The $80,000 will also come out
of revenue-sharing funds.

A public hearing will also be
held on July 15 on an ordinance
appropriating $3.5 million for
extension of sewer lines in the
Talcottville area and the Trout
Stream Dr. area off Rt. 30.

Donald Sadrozinski, chair-
man of the sewer subcom-
mittee said it is hoped the
request for the appropriation
can be put to a referendum vote
in November. He said when this
project is finished it will just
about complete the sewer in-
stallation program for the town
with the exception of a few un-
populated areas.

How to Appeal
Your Tax Audit

Internal Revenue Service

The IRS agent has gone over
your tax return thoroughly.
You have provided all the ree-
ords available to answer his
questions, Some matters have
been discussed and resolved,
but others still remain unre-
solved.

The agent now completing
his work papers before your
eyes talls you he hasn't found
justification in your records
or your comments to allow
some items claimed on your
return under the law. There-
fore, he will write up a pro-
posed. adjustment to the tax
due, and you will have 80 days
from the time you receive no-
tice of these proposed changes
to determine whether you want
to appeal and if you do, which
appeal route to take.

You may not realize it at
the moment, but if you choose
to appeal the agent’s findings
in the audit, the procedures
open to you have been simpli-
fied where the amount of tax
in dispute is $2,500 or less.
Both the IRS and the Tax
Court have made special pro-
visions for these smaller tax
cases to allow citizens to pre-
sent their position properly
without unnecessary difficulty.

In the administrative ap-
peals of the IRS, for example,
the taxpayer with $2,500 or
less in dispute may go through
two levels secking a mutual
agreement without having to
make a written protest,

The levels are a District con-
ference and a conference with
the regional IRS Appellate
Division,

If, at the end of your IRS
office nudit, you disagree with
the proposed adjustments of
the examining officer, you may
request an immediate confer-
ence with the examiner's super-

However, if an immediate
conference cannot be arranged,
you will receive a copy of the
examining officer’s report along
with a letter explaining the
appeals process.

If you wish, you may have
someone either represent or
accompany you at the District
or the Appellate ctnferences.
Such representation may come
from any attorney, certified
public accountant, or individual
enrolled to practice before the
IRS. These persons may repre-
sent you in your absence at any
or all of the meetings in the
appeals process,

Both levels of appeal within
the IRS offer the opportunity
for a resolution of the dis-
agreement to be reached. About
88 per cent of all cases taken
through this process are set-
tled by mutual agreement.

Taxpayers who do not re-
solve the dispute at the Appel-
late conference or who do not
request such a conference may
petition the U.S. Tax Court.
Here again provisions are
made for smaller tax amounts
in dispute, although the
amount must he £1,500 or less
for one to be eligible for this
special Tax Court procedure.

Additionally, at any point in
the appeals process you may
pay the tax proposed by the
examiner and then file a claim
for a refund, If that claim is
disallowed by the IRS or not
acted on within six months,
you will then have the oppor-
tunity to file a suit in &2 U.S.
District Court or in the Court
of Claims,

Perry and Cuellar
Continue Streaks

NEW YORK (UPI) — Barring in-
juries, pitchers Gaylord Perry and
Mike Cuellar seem certain®to be team-
mates on the American League team
in next month’s All-Star game in
Pittsburgh.

Two days later, they could be locked up
in one of the greatest pitching duels in 62
years,

The two veterans continued their win-
ning streaks Monday night, Perry pitching
Cleveland past Chicago 4-3 for his 12th win
in a row and Cuellar hurling Baltimore
over Minnesota 1-0 for his ninth con-
secutive triumph.

The AL record for consecutive wins in
one season is 16, shared by four pitchers,
including Washington's Walter Johnson
and Boston's ““Smoky"’ Joe Wood. Johnson
and Wood hooked up in a memorable bat-
tle on Sept. 6, 1912, with the Red Sox
edging the Senators, 10, snapping John-
son's record streak and giving Wood his
14th win in a row.

Cleveland and Baltimore don’t meet
again until July 25 and while it is still more
than a month off, the way Perry and
Cuellar are going it is not inconceivable
they both'could have their streaks still,jn-
tact.

“*As far as winning 16 in a row, I'm not
even thinking about that right now,” said
Perry after stopping the White Sox on five
hits, including Jorge Orta’s two-run
homer, for his eighth-straight complete
game and his 12th complete game effort in
15 starts this season.

Perry, who has not lost since opening
day, retired 16 batters in a row before Pat
Kelly singled with two out in the eighth
and Orta followed with his homer to give

Chicago a 3-2 lead. The Indians came back
with an unearned run in the bottom of the
eighth and won it in the ninth when Jack
Brohamer singled home Frank Duffy.

Cuellar, like Perry, also tossed a five
hitter in beating the Twins to run his
record to 9-3 as Bobby Grich supplied the
only run of the game with his eighth homer
in the sixth inning.

“You've got to be lucky in a streak like
this, but part of baseball is luck,” said
Cuellar. “Tknow I have a good club behind
me defensively, but there isstill a lot of
luck involved when you have a streak
going."

“Cuellar is like an angel from heaven
because he keeps you from those long
losing streaks,"" sald Oriole pitching coach
George Bamberger. "I know Cuellar
better than anybody, but even I never
know what he's going to throw. So if I
don’t know, how in hell are the hitters
going to know?"

In other AL games, Detroit defeated
Texas 6-4 in 10 innings, New York beat
California 5-1 and Oakland edged Boston 3-
2. Milwaukee and Kansas City were not
scheduled.

Tigers 6, Rangers 4

Al Kaline’s two-run homer in the 10th
gave Detroit its victory over Texas. The
Tigers held a 4-0 lead as starter Woodie
Fryman carried a five-hit shutout into the
bottom of the ninth, but a three-run home
run by Jim Fregosi led to his departure,
Reliever John Hiller was then tagged for a
solo homer by Lenny Randle. Bill Freehan
homered for Detroit off Ferguson Jenkins,
who went the distance only to lose his
eighth game in 15 decisions and fail to win
for the sixth time in a row.

Ahumada Toughest
Foster Ever Faced

ALBUQUERQUE, N. M. (UPI) —
Bob Foster says Argentinian Jorge
Ahumada is the best light-
heavyweight fighter he's faced in 15
years. Ahumada is also the only boxer
in that division that Foster hasn’t
been able to beat.

That combination almost cost Foster his
world’s light-heavyweight crown before a
hometown crowd Monday night as the two
battled to a draw in a title match,

“He Is the toughest light-heavyweight
I've-fought in 15 years," Foster said. But
Foster also sald Ahumada didn't hurt him
because '‘he can't punch. He's just not a
puncher."’

Foster, who was making his 14th title
defense since winning the litle six years
ago, felt he had the edge necessary for vic-
tory. Ahumada, the 28-year-old challenger
from Mendoza, Argentina, understandably
felt the decision should have been his.

“I knew it was a close fight, but I
thought I had it won," said the champion,
"I felt the 12th round was good enough to
turn it around for me."

Foster, who normally sports a ferocious
left jab, was sluggish in the early going
and appeared to be in trouble in the middle
rounds, before unleashing a fiery attack in
the 12th round.

In that round Foster peppered
Ahumada's face with left jabs and
followed with a series of right uppercuts
and crosses. That attack raised a welt on
Ahumada's left eye and sent blood
streaming from the challenger’s nose.

Ahumada, however, recovered in the
13th and 14th rounds, scoring well despite
taking more blows to the head. His face
remained a bloody mess, dripping blood on
his white trunks.

“I'm not sad,” said Ahumada, whose en-
tourage screamed ‘‘foul"" and said the
challenger was ‘‘robbed."

“I think a tie here is like a win,"" he said
in Spanish. ‘I think I won it, but that's the
way it goes.

*“My plan was to get inside and I thought
1 did a good job of it. Foster never hurt me
at all. Maybe it was a close fight, but I
thought I at least won it by a narrow
margin."

Foster, who recorded his first draw in a
pro career that shows 51 wins and six
losses, said he would take a week off
before beginning preparations for his next
title defense ‘‘which will probably be in
London in September against John Conteh.

“T'll give him (Ahumada) another
shot,” Foster said. "‘But first I've got to
give Conteh a shot and then I'll give
Ahumada another chance.

"T've got to fight them all— Galindez
(Ahumada’s countryman Victor
Galindez), Hutchins (No, 1 rated Len
Hutchins) and all the rest,” said the 35-
year-old Foster,

Ahumada, who sang along during the
playing of the Argentinian National
Anthem before the fight and paraded
around the ring with his country’s flag
while awaiting the decision, visited
Foster's dressing room after showering
and dressing.

“You're a very nice man and a classy
boxer,” Ahumada told Foster. "Let me
shake your hand and I wish you best of
luck.,”

Foster was surprised. As Ahumada left,
Foster said, “‘I thought he was going to
come in here and yell at me."

Agostinelli Drops
Bid for Governor

State Comptroller Nathan G. Agostinelli
today dropped out of the race for
Republican nominee for governor and
threw his support to Congressman Robert
H. Steele of Vernon,

With Steele at his side, the former
Manchester mayor made the announce-
ment at a press conference in his State
Capitol office — from the same podium he
used nine weeks ago to announce his can-
didacy.

“I'have reassessed my candidacy,'” said
Agostinelli, “‘and I believe it is in the best
interegt of the Republican party to
withdraw my candidacy for governor.”

Simultaneously, he announced he is a
candidate for re-election as state comp-
troller.

To cement his support, Agostinelli

presented Steele with a campaign check
for $100, the maximum contribution Steele
is accepting.

“'I'have chosen to actively support this
fine American," said Agostinelli, “not
only because he can win, but also because
his views on open and clean government
coojncide with my own. He has been a
leader in campaign reform and he agrees
with me that we cannot legislate
morality."

In announcing his canadidacy for re-
election as comptroller, he said he is
ruling out, at this time, the post of lieute-
nant governor. He said it's “highly im-
probable he will seek the GOP candidacy
for US. senator or First District con-
gressman.

Agostinelli and Steele were emphatic in

“However,"” he added, “Nate doesn't
need my support nor any other candidate's
support for the state comptroller nomina-
tion.

“This is no time for
politics as usual. I'd be tickled pink to get
those delegates; however, it's up to each
and everyone of them to make his or her
own_decision."”

Steele estimated, “We now have a
chance to win big on the first ballot,” and
predicted he will definitely be the
nominee.

He said he'd be happy to accept
Bridgeport Mayor Nicholas Panuzio (his
chief rival for the nomination) on the state
ticket, adding, ““Obviously, however, it's
not my decision but that of the state con-
vention delegates.”

Nate Gives Thanks
Agostinelli expressed his personal

. thanks to “members of the press, sup-

porters, contributors and all the people
who gave me encouragement."

He concluded, “I'll never forget it — the
consideration, courtesy, confidence, en-
couragement and support given me — not
alone as a candidate for governor, but for
any office I ever sought. I cherish, and will
always cherish, the memories.”

Anti-Tax Reform

Gaining Steam

WASHINGTON (UPI)— Senate Finance
chairman Russell Long says a Senate
filibuster against tax reform amendments
"is picking up steam."

Aided by Republicans, oil state senatars
and conservatives, Sen. James B, Allen,
D-Ala,, has successfully blocked con-
sideration of liberal-sponsored tax

“The President feels that the trip has

"‘During the trip the United States con-
solidated a foundation for a just and
lasting peace.”

Ziegler denied that the trip was under-
taken as an attempt to stave off impeach-
ment, but said he could not predict how
the President's diplomacy affected his
Watergate troubles.

“I can't judge,” he said. "I think the
American people will have to be the
judges."
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Big Business Fights
Consumer Agency

WASHINGTON (UPI) — Big industry is
putting home town business pressure on
senators from 15 states in an attempt to
kill legislation to create a consumer
protection agency independent of the ad-
ministration.

The strategy was revealed in a letter the
National Association of Manufacturers is
sending to its member companies in
states, whose senators' votes are con-
sidered crucial in the coming battle,
Forces backing the consumer proposal
gave a copy of the letter to UPL

Legislation to create an agency (o lobby
for the consumer with other government
agencies has passed the House. It is due on
the Senate floor in mid-July, and a
filibuster has been promised by opponents.

Big business opposes the idea as a cost-
ly, time-consuming Ralph Nader-inspired
plot. Consumer groups favor it as a chance
to give the average person the same
leverage enjoyed by companies which hire
high-paid lobbyists to speak for them,

The NAM letter states that ‘‘at least 34

D

senators are firmly opposed to the bill,
and that up to 22 of these will speak in sup-
port (filibuster) of Senator (Sam) Ervin,
D-N.C., who will lead the opposition,”

The Senate rules provide that a
filibuster can be ended only if two thirds of
those present and voting agree to it. Thus
if all 100 senators participate, 34 would be
sufficient to keep the filibuster alive.

Two years ago, the same legislation died
in a Senate filibuster.

The ‘manufacturers' group asked its
members to put pressure on senators from
Alaska, Arkansas, Colorado, Connecticut,
Delaware, . Hawaii, Kansas, Louisiana,
Michigan, New Mexico, North Dakota,
Tennessee, Maryland, South Carolina and
West Virginia. ]

“Your senators’ votes are critical to the
final outcome,” the letter states, ''As
many calls and contacts as possible should
be made, asking: 1, that they get in touch
with Sen. Ervin and offer support; 2, that
they either vote against cloture or 3, abs-
tain from such vote.”
