MIDDLETOWN (UPI) -  An 

environment-protection group 
says utility companies are 
bilking consumers by claiming 
that six New England nuclear 
power plants produce more 
than their actual output.

People’s Action for Clean 
Energy President Gerhard Bed­
ding said Wednesday figures 
provided by Northeast Utilities 
showed kilowatt hours in 1973 
from the six plants to be only 
49.5 per cent of their maximum 
capacity.

And based on conservative 
projections in a 1973 Arthur D. 
Little rejrort, the six plants last 
year delivered only 78.7 per 
cent of the power they should 
have. Bedding, a scien ce  
writer, said.

“It’s clear that consumers 
are paying much more for 
nuclear kilowatt-hours than is 
a c tu a lly  cla im ed  by the 
utilities,’’ Bedding said. “No 
wonder the utilities are asking 
for further rate increases.

“ By anyone’s standards, the

reliability of New England 
nuclear plants was dismal in 
1973,” he said. '"The utilities ap­
parently prefer to hide these 
basic facts behind slick public 

• relations smokescreens so that 
their heavy financial commit­
ment to nuclear power will not 
be threatened.”

Bedding said Louis H. Rod- 
dis, vice chairm an of Con 
Edison Co. of New York, has es­
timated that “deliverability” of 
n u c le a r  p o w er p la n ts  
nationwide is about 61 to 62 per 
cent of maximum capacity. 
Roddis said that of fossil fuel 
plants is 75 per cent. Bedding 
said.

‘ ‘Roddis is actu a lly  for 
nuclear power” Bedding said. 
“He’s just trying to keep people 
honest.”

’The Atomic Energy Commis­
sion and the power industry are 
able to report “availability” 
figures up to 85 per cent by not 
counting reductions in output 
required for nuclear safety 
reasons and other factors, he 
said.

“Those who proclaim high 
availability of nuclear power 
plants are inadvertently or 
deliberately misleading the 
p u b l i c ,”  B ed d in g  s a id . 
“Availability is a meaningless 
concept. It’s based on a plant’s 
operating tim e, not actual 
kilowatt-hours delivered.”

The first nuclear power plant 
in New England, Massachusetts 
Yankee, was built in Rowe, 
Mass., in 1963, Bedding said.

The other five are in Water­
ford and Haddam, Conn.; Ver­
non, Vt.; Plymouth, Mass., and 
Wiscasset, Maine. Northeast 
Utilities, a holding company, 
has financial investments in all 
six.

PACE was founded about a 
year ago. Bedding said, with 
the main concern that utility 
companies were ignoring alter­
native sources of power.

“Wind and solar power are 
utterly neglected, and there’s 
where the hope really lies,” he 
said.

He said the group’s con­
clu sio n s are  founded on 
Northeast Utility figures and 
“simple arithmetic that can be 
checked out by anyone.”

P A C E  o b ta in e d  fro m  
Northeast figures showing ac­
tual and capacity output last 
year from each plant and 
expected output in an indepen­
dent Arthur D. Little study 
commissioned by Northeast, he 
said.

The study made “ conser­
vative” expectations for new 
plants to be 50 per cent of 
maximum capacity in the first 
year of operation, 65 per cent in 
the second year and 75 per cent 
thereafter. Bedding said.
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WASHINGTON (UPI) -  The 
Supreme Court’s new prison 
discipline rules, requiring cer­
tain procedural rights for in­
mates charged with serious 
misconduct, were criticized 
today by the American Civil 
Liberties Union as not going far 
enough.

The court ruled on its fourth 
prison case this week before 
recessing until July 8 when it 
wiil hear oral arguments ou a 
major constitutional dispute in­
volving President Nixon’s 
claim of executive privilege for 
his Watergate tape recordings.

The justices made decisions 
nearly all of their pending 
op inions W ednesday but

deiayed a ruiing on whether 
northern states can be forced to 
bus students across'school dis­
trict lines to foster racial in­
tegration. The case, involving 
Detroit, may be decided on or 
after July 8 or may be set for 
reargument next term.

First Rules
Ju stice  Byron R. White, 

speaking for a six-man majori­
ty, laid down the first Supreme 
Court rules for disciplining in­
mates who face serious punish­
ment such as loss of “good 
time” or solitary confinement.

Prison officals will have to:
—Give a prisoner 24-hour 

written notice of the charges 
against him.

—Require a written report on

the evidence by an impartial 
fact-finding board.

—Let the prisoner call his 
own witnesses and present his 
own evidence if “permitting 
him to do so will not jeopardize 
institutional safety or correc­
tional goals.”

At the same time, the court 
refused to give prisoners the 
full rights of defendants such as 
cross-examination of accusers, 
presence of a lawyer, or the ab­
solute right to present his own 
witnesses.

Alvin J .  Bronstein, an at­
torney for the ACLU’s National 
Prison Project, called the deci­
sion “a giant step backward.” 
He said about two thirds of the 
states aiready have procedures

Sue For Freedom
Earlier in the week, the 

ju stices refused to perm it 
newsmen to interview specific 
prisoners by name and upheld 
laws barrin g  the vote to 
ex-felons. In another decision 
Wendesday the court ruled that 
prisoners have the right to a 
hearing in front of a judge in­
stead of a magistrate when they 
sue for freedom.

In other decisions Wednesday 
the court:

—Ruled 5-3 that banks have 
somewhat greater freedom 
from federal antitrust laws 
than other businesses because 
they are also burdened by 
national and state ' banking 
regulations.

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  The 
FBI says it has intercepted nine 
booby-trapped p o stcard s 
maiied to the justices of the 
Supreme Court last week but 
that preliminary tests indicate 
a substance purported to be 
nerve gas is not dangerous.

A group caiiing itself “Aliens 
for America” claimed credit 
for mailing the cards in an 
anonymous tape ca sse tte  
received by Unit^ Press Inter­
national Monday.

On the tape, a man speaking 
with a thick foreign accent said 
packets of a deadiy nerve gas 
cailed “AA4S” had been con­
cealed under the stamps on the 
cards and mailed to all nine 
ju stces as a prelude to a 
worldwide takeover.

An FBI spokesman confirmed 
that the post cards had actuaily 
been mailed to the justices 
from some point on the west 
coast. He said smail packets 
were found under each postage 
stamp, but that none of the 
cards reached the justices 
because the bulky stamps could

The tape, which was turned 
over to the FBI, said the post­
cards had been mailed June 16, 
and that “each postcard shows 
the Palm Springs home of 
entertainer Bob Hope and

reads: ‘It is justices of your 
greatness that made this nation 
so great. Respectfully, Bob 
Hope.’”

'The voice also said time cap­
sules containing the gas had 
been planted in large cities all 
over the world to back up the 
group’s ultimatum for the 
major nations to surrender to a 
new “world government.” He 
claimed that there would be a 
demonstration on July 5 to show 
the aliens “can exterminate 
mankind any time we please.”

State Bank Merger 
Ruling Overturned

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  The 
U.S. Supreme Court has over­
turned a lower court decision 
allowing the merger of the 
Connecticut National Bank of 
Bridgeport and the First New 
Haven National Bank.

T h e  c o u r t  W ed n esd ay  
asserted that a commercial 
bank such as CNB and a savings 
bank such as New Haven are 
not in the same line of business, 
as had been stated by U.S. 
Distrcit Court Judge Robert C. 
Zampano of New Haven.

Zampano’s finding of similar 
commercial activities by the 
banks had opened the way for 
the merger since a bank’s

merging with competition could 
have come under the scrutiny of 
antitrust authorities.

The Supreme Court also ruled 
that Zampano erred in stating 
the markets of the two banks 
was Connecticut as a whole, 
and that since there are other 
banks around the state, the 
merger would not have stiffled 
competition. The case was sent 
back to Zampano with instruc­
tions to determine whether the 
purchase of the New Haven 
bank by CNB would leave 
residents in either Bridgeport 
or New Haven without other 
available commercial banks.

Lottery States 
Join in Effort 
To Fight Tax
CONCORD, N.H. (UPI) -  

The executive director of the 
New Hampshire Sweepstakes 
C o m m issio n , E d w ard  J .  
Powers, said Wednesday night 
sta tes with lo tte r ie s  are 
working together to exempt 
state lotteries from federal 
taxes.

Powers is president of the 
National Association of State 
Lotteries.

Powers said under the pre­
sent code. New Hampshire 
would owe about $4 million in 
federal taxes.

He said the money would be 
owyd retroactive to 1971, when 
thq state went into a weekly 
lottery. Prior to then New 
H a m p sh ire  ra n  th e  
Sweepstakes based on a horse

race, which exempted the state 
from the tax.

Powers said there are several 
bills before Congress aimed at 
removing a tax provision im­
posing a retroactive 10 per cent 
excise tax on lottery revenues.

Powers said at a recent 
meeting with the IRS, officials 
agreed to take no action on 
collecting back taxes until 
Congress acts on on pending 
legislation.

Powers also said he will ask 
the Federal Communications 
Commission for live television 
coverage of the next major 
drawing in New Hampshire. He 
noted the FCC th is week 
allowed coverage of drawings 
in Massachusetts, and last 
February allowed a telecast of 
a drawing in Maryland.

—Decided 5-4 that a jury trial 
is required to settle contempt 
convictions if the sentences on 
various counts add up to more 
than six months.

—Held 7-2 that a lawyer is en- 
titied to some reasonable notice 
of charges and a hearing before

he is convicted of contempt at 
the end of a trial.

—Unanimously required a 
judge to state that he does not 
think a youth would benefit 
from special juvenile treatment 
before sentencing them as an 
aduit.

MOSCOW (UPI) -  President Nixon 
reached agreement with the Kremlin 
leadership today on the first concrete, 
results of his summit meeting — joint 
U.S.-Soviet ventures aimed at fighting 
heart disease, finding new energy sources 
and developing safer housing.

Signing of the agreements followed a 
two hour, 10 minute meeting between 
Nixon and Soviet leaders which also in­
cluded a general discussion of nuclear

arms control, according to White House 
Press Secretary Ronald L. Ziegler.

Nixon sm iled  as he signed the 
documents and Communist party leader 
Leonid I. Brezhnev stood behind con­
tentedly puffing a cigarette in an at­
mosphere of friendship that has prevailed 
since the President’s arrival Thursday for 
his week-long summit.

“These final moments should not be 
dampened by the unfortunate incidents of 
Tuesday” stated graduate Nancy Parsing 
at last night’s 17th Commencement Exer­
cises at Rham High School.

The State Traffic Commission (STC) 
has no statutory authority to control 
parking or pavement marking on town- 
maintained roads. Town Director Hillery 
Gallagher said today.

Gallagher, pointing out that several 
other members of the Manchester Board 
of Directors “seem to have missed the 
boat on this point,” based his statement on 
a letter from William Stoeckert, the STC’s 
executive secretary.

Stoeckert’s letter, made public by 
Gallagher today, says the STC has 
statutory authority to approve speed 
lim its, installation of traffic control 
s ign als , and “ no through tru ck s ’ ’ 
regulations on town-maintained roads.

But “all other traffic regulations on 
town roads such as parking restrictions 
and prohibitions, one-way systems, pave­
ment markings, etc., may be implemented 
by the local traffic authority having 
jurisdiction,” Stoeckert wrote.

Gallagher’s statement and release of 
the STC letter come as the Town of 
Manchester is making plans for re­
entering negotiations for town control of 
downtown Main St., now a state highway 
(Rt. 83).

The impetus for town takeover of the 
one-mile segment of Main St. came when 
downtown merchants protested state and 
town plans to change on-street parking 
from angle to parallel parking, meaning
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Britain on Massive Alert
LONDON (UPI) — Britain mounted a 

massive alert against a possible Arab 
guerrilla attack today, with security 
sources predicting a ^ 5 0  chance of a 
terrorist raid during a visit by Israeli 
Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin.

Almost 1,000 troops and police backed by 
tanks and armored cars turned Heathrow 
airport into an armed camp for the third 
day in Britain’s biggest security operation 
since World War II.

Security sources said Thursday they es­
timated at 50-50 the chances of attack by a 
Palestine guerrilla commando in the next 
48 hours.

In advance of Rabin’s arrival today, 
authorities bolstered a guard of troops in 
camouflage battle dress to seal off the air­
port’s VIP lounges, airport sources said.

Troops manned roadblocks and checked 
the identification of everyone entering the 
airport. Customs searches also were in­
tensified, but arrivals and departures at 
Heathrow were not affected.

Rabin and more than 20 other world 
Socialist leaders were flying in for a 
weekend conference of the Socialist Inter­
national hosted by Prime Minister Harold 
Wilson at Chequers, his official country 
home outside London.

The government declined to discuss the 
reasons for the a lert that started 
Wednesday.

But the Daily Mail newspaper reported 
authorities ordered the alert to foil a 
Palestinian guerrilla attack.

The newspaper said a commando unit 
was formed to make an attack  in 
Frankfurt during the current Wdti(  ̂
Soccer championships, but switched to 
London because of heavy West German 
security at the games.

“Speaking for myself and Carl Zinsser 
(also a town director), we strongly sup­
port the reacquisition of Main St. because 
it presents an opportunity to reacquire 
control of what has traditionally been the 
core of our community.

“The parking problem is not only a 
problem for downtown shopkeepers. Main 
St. has the highest pedestrian traffic of 
any street in town, many times over. It is 
a community shopping center where an es­
timated 80 per cent of the patrons are 
local people. There are two elementary 
schools in close proximity to Main St. On 
the street itself there is a junior high 
school complex, through which ap­
proxim ately half our public school 
students pass. These, as well as the East 
Side Recreation Center, four houses of 
worship, the Mary Cheney Library, and 
our largest park go to make up Main St.'

“The new parking scheme has created a 
four-lane highway out of Main St. where 
cars move at speeds approaching 50 miles 
per hour. It is difficult to cross on foot, arid 
as one writer put it, you have time to run 
in for a cup of coffee while waiting for the 
side street lights to change, "nie new 
arragement caters to the interests of peo­
ple who are passing through our town 
while our own needs have been ignored.

“The opportunity to take control of Main 
St. is before us now and we should seize 
this opportunity,” Gallagher’s statement 
concluded.

Reforms May Mute Elections

HARTFORD (UPI) -  The 1974 election 
campaign in Connecticut may go down in 
the history books as the year of the great 
political silence under a campaign reform 
package designed to eliminate the blight 
of Watergate.

The reform package, drawn up to 
promote untarnished citizen involvement 
in the political process, may have the 
exact opposite effect by making it costly 
and awkward for the citizen to take part in 
the political process.

The law is so constructed. Secretary of 
the State Gloria Schaffer says, that the 
wealthy and the powerful will be in a posi­
tion to influence political events while the 

. average individual will be shut out.
Such groups as the League of Women 

Voters, the National Rifle Association, the 
Right to Life Committee and the Chamber 
of Commerce are prohibited from cam­
paigning on political issues, Mrs. Schaffer 
says.

Editorial writers may be unable to en­
dorse or oppose a candidate or ballot ques­
tion, Deputy Sectetary of the State Harry 
Hammer said, since a newspaper editorial 
could be considered “something of value” 
contributed by other than an individual 
and therefore be barred under the law.

“The ramifications of this law are so 
large that a political organization can not 
even educate its own membership to its

position,” said Mrs. Scaffer, whose office 
oversees elections.

A spokesman for Gov. Thomas J . 
Meskill said the governor signed the bill 
“because he thinks it is a good piece of 
legislation.”

“Arguments were raised prior to the 
signing of the bill about the section and it 
was taken into consideration by the gover­
nor,” Terry Mariani, the governor’s 
spokesman, said.

The section was designed to prevent un­
ion leadership from assessing their 
membership to endorse the candidate they 
choose rather than the candidate the rank 
and file choose, Mariani said.

A five-member State Elections Commis­
sion, which goes into effect next week, will 
have the task of sorting out the provisions 
of the campaign package.

But only one member had been named 
as of Thursday, Lester B. Snyder, a 
University of Connecticut Law School 
professor.

“ T here are  some constitu tional 
problems that will have to be resolved ul­
timately in the courts,” Snyder, who 
helped draft some of the original reform 
legislation, said.

“The controversial section may be an 
infringement on the right of fre^om  of 
association of the First Amendment,” he 
said.

The provision may have been directed at 
unions and at such public interest groups 
as Common Cause, the citizens lobby, and 
the League of Women Voters, he said.

“In fact, it has potential application 
against such groups as churches and the 
Boy Scouts — any group or organization 
which engages in political activities,” he 
said.

“I am not sure it is going to pass muster 
under the Constitution since a group would 
have to obtain a license before it could 
participate in a referendum or other elec­
toral matter,” Snyder said. “It would 
have a chilling effect on free speech and 
on public interest groups, especially at the 
local level.”

“It is going to make it extremely dif­
ficult for any existing group working on a 
ballot issue to take effective action,” Mrs. 
Mary Erlanger, president of the League of 
Women Voters, said.

“It will have a very inhibiting effect on 
citizen participation on some of the most 
important issues of the day,” she said.

'The broad restriction, authored by 
Senate Majority Leader Lewis B. Rome, 
R-Bloomfield, was inserted hurriedly in a 
Senate caucus during the closing hours of 
the 1974 legislative session, she said.

The provision was approved without a 
hearing or time for the lawmakers to con­
sider its merits, Mrs. Schaffer said.

An interpreter relayed his remarks in 
Russian to the crowd, but one one occa­
sion, Nixon himself spoke Russian: 
“Ochen khorosho” (very nice).

Nixon Pleased
The Russian citizens’ attitude toward 

him obviously pleased Nixon. He 
remarked to newsmen, “They are happy, 
friendly people. They have a great desire 
to have friendship with America and they 
have asked me to return.”

The first agreements of the third Nixon- 
Brezhnev summit in little more than two 
years provide for:

—Joint research over three years on 
development of an artific ia l heart, 
development of instruments tO' detect 
heart disease in children and extension of 
the o p e ra t io n a l l i f e  of c a rd ia c  
pacemakers.

—Cooperation in exploration and 
research on oil, shale, natural gas and coal 
and on new methods of drilling to increase

the rate of extraction of oil and gas, a five- 
year pact also providing for swapping 
technology on solar and geothermal 
energy and synthetic fuels.

—Development over a five-year period 
of new techniques of home construction in 
earthquake-prone areas and in extremely 
cold and arid regions.

Arms Pact Unlikely 
There was still no agreement on nuclear 

arms limitation — and none was expected. 
U.S. officials have stressed that there 
probably won’t be any out of this meeting.

White House sources said today, 
however, a partial underground nuclear 
test ban pact was being worked on. These 
tests have been used extensively by both 
sides to perfect major weapons systems.

Nixon had planned to go nearby Star 
City Saturday to vievy training by U.S. ’ 
astronauts and Soviet cosmonauts for 
their joint 1975 space flight but Ziegler 
said it was canceled so that Nixon could 
continue his talks with Brezhnev, Premier 
Alexei N. Kosygin and President Nikolai 
V. Podgorny.

Through the T ass news agnecy, 
Brezhnev issued a statement saying the 
talks were “proceeding in an atmosphere 
of frankness and without any secret 
agreem ents w hatsoever.” The last 
remark was an apparent reference to 
claims by Sen. Henry M. Jackson, D- 
Wash., that nuclear discussions between 
the two superpowers had been conducted 
in secret.

Ehrlichman 
Trial Begins

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  A jury was em­
paneled at the conspiracy trial of John D. 
Ehrlichman and three others Thursday, 
and President Nixon’s chief impeachment 
lawyer pleaded Nixon’s innocence about 
the planning and cover-up of Watergate 
before the House impeachment com­
mittee.

In a closed-door session. White House 
lawyer James D. St. Clair answered 
charges that Nixon authorized the pay­
ment of $75,000 to convicted burglar E. 
Howard Hunt on March 21,1973, to buy his 
silence.

St. Clair continued his defense before 
the Judicary Committee today presenting 
Nixon’s side of the controversial $2 million 
campaign pledge from the dairy indust^, 
the break-in at the office of Daniel 
Ellsberg’s psychiatrist, for which his 
former domestic adviser is on trial, the 
alleged “ national security” wiretaps 
against newsmen and Nixon’s tax 
problems.

St. Clair said in a letter, to the com­

mittee that he believes testimony by 
former presidential aide John W. Dean III 
will exonorate Nixon in connection with 
the alleged payment of hush money.

A jury of six men and six women and six 
alternates was sworn in at the Ehrlichman 
trial after two days of jury selection which 
included 152 prospective jurors. Govern­
ment prosecutors were expected to begin 
presentation of their case today. The jury 
will remain sequestered for the duration 
of the trial to protect them from being in­
fluenced by news reports and prejudical 
publicity.

U.S. District Judge Gerhard A. Gesell 
refused to enforce Ehrlichman’s latest 
subpoena fo r m ore W hite House 
documents for use in his defense. Gesell, 
the presiding judge at the Ellsberg trial, 
said similar documents subpoenaed by 
Ehrlichman June 20 contained “many 
irrelevances,” and he would not permit 
the former \^ite House aide to introduce 
them at this time.

When O.C. was a kid some old 
t i m e r s  had m ade  h im 
acquainted with what they 
called “ moosehead” and 
“leatherwood”. It was not very 
common then and most people 
had not seen it or even heard of 
it. The tallest tree or bush of it 
O.C. ever found was not over 8 
feet tall. The wood itself is not 
strong but the bark is as flexi­
ble and tough as rawhide 
leather. A man cannot break a 
piece the size of a shoe string 
with his hands. It was not found 
in groups. Individuals were 
widely scattered and very 
selective in site. All specimens 
found were near flowing 
brooks. If two or three could be 
found in one valley it might be a 
mile or three to another valley 
where one or two could be 
found.

An article in a state forestry 
pamphlet about 40 years ago 
described "wicopy” as a plant 
with the same characteristics 
as our “leatherwood” . It was 
supposed to be rarer than it had 
been and might even be headed 
for extinction. The department 
would try to make a survey to 
d e t e r m i n e  i t s  need of 
assistance to continue and 
solicit help from anyone who 
knew where any could be found.

O.C. responded and George 
Cromie, a district forester, was 
sent .  He ident i f ied  the 
“moosewood” as "wicopy.” We 
went right to two places, one in 
Manchester and one in Glaston­
bury which O.C. remembered 
and the same specimens were 
still where O.C. the kid had 
seen them.

O.C. had a report after the 
survey was completed. All the 
“wicopy” that could be located 
in Connecticut  was very 
scattered in a narrow line 
diagonally across the state 
from northeast to southwest. 
That, by-the-way, was about the 
southern bounds of the original 
virgin white pine forests when 
the first colonists came to these 
pa r t s .  How th ings  have 
changed!

Minnechaug Mountain you 
can see to the south from the ^ 
center. O.C. was familiar with 
every acre of it as a boy. There 
were only a few cart paths on 
the mountain then. Now it is cut' 
up by black-top highways in ail 
directions and many, many fine 
houses. There was a lily pond 
right on top of the mountain 
with ledges all around it. Beside 
the pond was a large quarry 
from which came many of the 
granite curb stones used on 
Manchester streets. There 
were several smaller roads. It 
appears that the big quarry and 
pond have been filled and 
graded over so there’s nothing 
to indicate they ever existed. 
O.C. doesn’t care to ever see 
that place again. It's almost 
hard to believe things can 
change so much.

Here’s a hard one, but it’s 
true. When O.C. was a young 
lad recently arrived in New 
York he wanted to see the 
place. One Sunday morning he 
started from the Battery and 
walked the 13 mile length of 
Manhat tan Island to the 
Spuyten-Deyvil ship canal as 
close to the Hudson as streets 
and walks would allow.

Next Sunday he walked from 
where he quit before, around to 
the Queensboro bridge at E. 
59th St., following as close as 
possible to the Harlem and East 
Rivers. The third Sunday he 
completed the walk to the 
Battery along the East River. 
The hard part for my friends to 
believe was that I walked 
t hr ou gh  some of the  
neighborhoods and kept that 
foolish thing in place alwve my 
shoulders. No one interfered 
with me at any time.

Now here’s what you are 
asked to believe. At that time 
there were farms on the north 
end of Manhattan Island. Truck 
gardens, cows, pigs, chickens. 
Also one big space full of 
thousands of old railroad 
coaches, subway and elevated 
cars, trolleys and even horse 
cars. In fact, at that time, O.C. 
rode crosstown on a horse-car 
line not far from City Hail in 
New York City. Can’t blame 
anyone for doubting this today.

Im ita tion  Coins

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A Political Move
In assessing the confrontations and 

personality clashes which seem to be 
taking place with increasing frequen­
cy as the Nixon Administration is un­
der fire, one should take care to un­
derstand the motivations behind these 
headline-grabbing exchanges.

Sen. Henry Jackson, D-Wash., 
recently accused Secretary of State 
Henry Kissinger of being party to a 
secret negotiation which altered the 
publically announced details of the 
1972 nuclear arms agreement with 
Russia. While admitting that the 
changes he alleged do not materially 
alter* the U.S.-Soviet arms ratios, 
Jackson made a big point of the 
“secrecy” allegedly involved. After 
heated debate behind closed doors 
with Kissinger, the senator began 
backing down and the matter has been 
shoved to the back burner until the 
President’s current visit to Moscow is 
completed.

Since, the alleged agreem ent 
doesn’t materially affect our national 
security, why is the senator making 
such a fuss?

First, the senator is a hawk when it 
comes to national defense. It is more 
than a coincidence that his home 
state’s biggest single employer is 
Boeing Aircraft which is a major 
defense supplier.

Second, the senator has been in the 
forefront of Senate efforts to force the 
Soviet Union to ease its Jewish im­

migration policies by making such a 
concession essential to passage of a 
bill which would give the Soviet Union 
a “most favorable nation” status in 
trade with us.

And third. Sen. Jackson is running 
hard for the Democratic nomination 
for president in 1976.

If there were secret agreements 
made by the Nixon Administration 
with Russia, we agree these should be 
fully aired.

But the timing of Sen. Jackson’s 
allegations and his almost immediate 
back down leaves us with the feeling 
that the good senator’s motives were 
more political than a matter of basic 
principle.

His switch from a promise to 
release “ proof” to a deferral of 
further hearings on the subject until 
after the Moscow trip implies this 
confrontation was an attempt to grab 
headlines on the eve of President 
Nixon’s departure.

We are sure that as the presidential 
ambition of Sen. Jackson is pursued in 
the com ing months, we w ill be 
exposed to more such confrontations.

How and if the senator gets the 
Democratic nomination is of no con­
cern to us. This is for the delegates to 
the national convention to decide. Our 
only concern is that his actions be 
weighed in the light of his political 
ambitions and that he does not place 
personal ambition above the national 
interest.

Wheat Farmers Wait
Last year wheat farmers in the ear­

ly crop areas — Texas, Oklahoma and 
Kansas — sold much of their crop at 
under $2 per bushel. Later in the year, 
after the great sales to Russia, wheat 
sold at over $6 per bushel.

Naturally the farmers were upset 
over the lower prices which they 
received. ’They were much in the 
same position, however, as an in­
vestor in the stock market who sells 
his holdings and then sees the market 
take a great spurt, even though he 
chose to sell earlier.

’This year it is another story. Wheat 
in the early harvesting regions is not 
coming to market as in previous 
times. Elevator operators say that 
much of the early crop is being 
withheld waiting for higher prices.

Strangely enough the farmer is in a 
better position this year to hold up his 
sales than in the past. Last year was 
an overall very good one.

Farmers were able to pay off their 
bank loans for the first time in their 
lives, for many. Sales of agricultural 
equipment were way up testifying to 
farm prosperity.

’There is no marketing threat to 
them. ’The United States is not holding 
large stores of wheat, having depleted 
its stock over the past two years. 
Reserve supplies are low.

Another important factor is that the 
wheat grower is in no dire need for 
cash through sale of his crop. He can 
get a low interest loan of $1.37 per 
bushel through the Department of 
Agriculture. This will pay for his crop

cost and enable him to hold out 
without difficulty.

Of course he is taking a gamble as 
much of farming seems to be. If a 
bumper crop comes in he may 
wish that he had taken the $3.99 or so 
that is now being offered for wheat. 
Industry sources say that $4.50 is the 
magic figure at which he will sell.

Nevertheless it is estimated that 
the American farmer may be holding 
50 per cent of the world’s wheat this 
year and that he is in command of the 
situation.

The consumer must som etim es 
think that the cards are stacked 
against him no matter which way 
agricultural economics go.

It is recently we were told that the 
government would buy $1 million of 
wheat to bail out cattle raisers who 
were being hurt by low prices.

’This, in spite of the fact that retail 
prices remain at a very high level, 
albeit not quite as high as a year ago. 
’The government is bailing them out, 
with tax money to maintain high 
prices to the taxpaying public.

Public m oney in the form of 
agricultural loans will enable wheat 
farmers to hold their crops from 
market in an attempt to increase 
prices. The higher prices will be paid 
by the public in the form of more for 
bread and more for grain to feed 
stock.

Agricultural pressure groups are 
getting the attention of the govern­
ment at the expense of the consuming 
public.

NEW YORK -  When Presi­
dent Nixon sits down with 
Leonid Brezhnev at the start of 
their Moscow summit talks, the 
two most important matters on 
their agenda will be mutual 
arms limitation and trade. You 
will be reading or hearing a lot 
about both topics. But you may 
not fully understand them un­
less you grasp a few basic facts 
about the curious Russian 
economic system with which 
they are  inex tricab ly  in­
tertwined.

It is a fascinating subject, 
this alien economic system. 
Most people in our country 
don’t realize how different it is 
from ours and frankly don’t 
much care. But donH tune out. 
Let me tell you as a starter how 
an eye-opening personal 
experience first awakened my 
own interest.

The year was 1959, at the very 
end of one of our Hearst Task 
Force missions to Moscow. At 
the airport just before flying to 
Sweden, it became clear I had 
been sh o rt-c h a n g e d  the  
equivalent of about $50. After 
some rather unholy hell raising 
by me, a female functionary 
ordered a clerk to pay me off 
and he did — in domestic ruble 
notes claimed to the worth 
roughly $1.10 each.

I was feeling pretty good 
about it all and $50 richer, until 
we registered at our hotel in 
Sweden and I tried to cash the 
rubles into local currency. The 
desk man, smiling politely, 
suggested I try the bank next 
door. In there a banker, smiling 
sardonically, suggested I might 
find som et^y on Wall Street 
crazy enough to give me some 
real money for my wad of 
rubles.

Those rubles — outside of 
Russia — weren’t worth the 
paper they were printed on. In 
plain English they weren’t 
worth a damned cent.

They were the medium of 
exchange in Russia, printed as 
needed by the Kremlin, but of 
real value only inside the coun­
try. Ivan and Sonya would get 
nowhere in a hurry trying to use 
them to buy something from a 
foreign mail order house.

Russia’s domestic currency 
system, of course, is one way of 
keeping Ivan and Sonya isolated 
from the rest of the world and 
dependent on the all-powerful 
Communist government. But 
the government also uses it in a 
variety  of o ther ways to 
m an ipu la te  its  people — 
primarily by regulating wages 
and setting prices.

Keep in mind, in Communism 
the government owns and con­
trols everything and everybody 
— raw materials, the cost of 
manufacture, the workers’ 
wages, their cost of food and 
housing — everything. How 
their apparatus works was out­

lined to me recently by Donald 
I. Rogers, the former financial 
editor of the New York Herald- 
Tribune and now president of 
the prestig ious American 
Economic Foundation. He put it 
this way during a long luncheon 
meeting:

“ I call it ‘Rationing by 
Price.’ The Kremlin wants peo­
ple to have homes, so rents are 
cheap. It doesn’t want Russians 
to develop goiirment appetites, 
so food prices are high. It wants 
people to make their own 
clothes, so sewing machines 
cost less than a pair of shoes.

“Such frivolities as neckties 
are considered non-essential, so 
they are extremely costly. TTie 
government wants people to 
watch TV and listen to radio to 
get the party line, so these 
i te m s  a r e  in e x p e n s iv e . 
Everything is controlled. There 
is no such thing as ‘shopping 
a ro u n d ’ for the Russian 
customer. The price in one 
store is identical with that in 
another and there are no 
clearance sales, or markdowns, 
unless by government decree.”

So the basic cost of Com­
munism and its  dom estic 
economic system is paid for by 
the freedom denied to Ivan and 
Sonya. Every aspect of their 
iives is regulated by state 
decisions.

All this, for a variety of 
reasons, has a direct bearing on 
the Soviet positions relative to 
arms limitation and foreign 
trade. The most important con­
nection is that near total con­
trol of the Russian population 
by a non-competitive economy 
gives the Kremlin an un­
deniable edge in some com­
petitions with capitalism.

You may have wondered how 
the Communists have been able 
to catch up with us, and even 
surpass us, in some areas of 
military strength. While our 
Congress balks at ever more 
staggering national defense 
costs — predicted to reach $142 
billion a year by 1980 — the 
Russians with no seeming 
sweat go right on building 
bigger and better weapons, 
ships and submarines.

'The answer is in their rigged 
domestic economy. If the com- 
misars decide to build a new 
battleship, they simply order 
the necessary steel diverted to 
that purpose and»order the peo­
ple to build it. There is no com­
petitive bidding for the steel 
from auto manufacturers, for 
example, and you can bet the 
workers are not going on .strike 
for higher wages.

For this, inevitably, the com­
missars also have to pay a 
price. That cost is public 
pressure for more freedom — 
freedom to pick and choose 
among ideas and products now 
denied. The pressure is very 
real growing stronger all the 

time, and its denial means ever 
lower morale and absence of the 
competitive zeal which gives 
capitalism its advantages in

technology and so many other 
fields.

As Rogers pointed out, am­
bitious farmers in America will 
turn on their tractor headlights 
and work until midnight to get a 
better crop. That isn’t done in 
Russia. On the cooperative 
farm, where Ivan is paid for 
only eight hours of work, that’s 
all the work he does — if he 
does. That's one reason Russia 
is no longer a grain-exporting 
nation.

By contrast, under our com­
petitive enterprise system, the 
average American enjoys th.e 
highest standard of living and 
the greatest amount of freedom 
on earth.

Now hear this, it’s all impor­
tant in understanding the Soviet 
economic enigma. The Moscow 
Communists, who are more 
than fundamentally self- 
sufficient in natural resources, 
naturally are interested in 
e x c h a n g in g  u n n eed ed  
resources, for trade deals 
which provide them with the 
technological know-how they 
cannot adequately generate or 
maintain by themselves.

When they engage in such 
deals, normally, the ruble un­
dergoes a remarkable transfor­
mation. If they cannot wrangle 
credits, the Communists offer a 
ruble suddenly backed by their 
considerable supply of gold. Or 
payment in guaranteed sterling 
or Eurodollars.

Ivan and Sonya, in other 
words, are paid in paper which 
doesn't mean a thing outside of 
what the Kremlin decrees. But 
the K rem lin, when doing 
business outside, generally has 
to come up with something as 
good as gold.

It is a curious, complicated 
and — typically — two-faced 
system. But its basic weakness 
is ground for believing that the 
sum m it can well lead to 
m utually  ben efic ia l new 
agreements.

Defense costs have become 
an increasingly painful burden 
on our society. More intangible, 
but painfully rea l to the 
Kremlin, are the pressures of 
the Russian people whose op­
portunities for better living are 
being denied because steel is 
commandeered on warships in­
stead of being available for cars 
or refrigerators.

In this is the promise of 
detente. Both the United States 
and the Soviet Union would 
benefit by further agreements 
on limiting strategic arms. And 
both, despite their tremendous 
political d ifferences, can 
benefit from solidly back^ new 
trade ddals.

The Moscow summit is of 
historic importance. Far more 
important in the long run is the 
n e ^  for Americans to unders­
tand why the dollars they earn 
are honored all over the world, 
not just as a half-empty state- 
controlled corner grocery 
store.

WASHINGTON -  “ I non­
etheless came to believe that I 
had a moral responsibility for 
the chain of events that led to a 
violation of Dr. Fielding’s 
rights.”

It seems to me that this 
sentence in Charles Colson’s 
pre-sentencing statement is 
w h a t la w y e rs  c a l l  the  
gravemen of Colson’s crime in 
obstructing justice by dis­
seminating damaging informa­
tion about Daniel Ellsberg, of 
Pentagon Papers notoriety.

Whether or not one believes, 
as Colson asserts, that he was 
innocent of any involvement in 
the Watergate burglary, or the 
break-in at the office of 
Ellsberg’s psychiatrist, Dr. 
Lewis Fieldling, is irrelevant. 
The whole Watergate scandal is 
much more immoral than 
criminal. It was the work of 
men who would do anything to 
further their own ends and the 
devil take their consciences.

So Colson’s statement is im­
portant as a sermon preached 
to holders of public office 
everywhere. It is a long over­
due reminder to those public 
men and women that misuse of 
office is not only taking a bribe 
or obstructing justice, but also 
forgetting that their loyalty is 
due not to an individual or an of­
fice but to the Republic.

“I had one rule,” said Colson 
— “to get done that which the 
President wanted done. And 
while I thought I was serving 
him well and faithfully, I now 
recognize that I was not — at 
least in the sense that I never 
really questioned whether what 
he wanted done was right or 
proper. He had a right to expect 
more from me. I had an obliga­
tion to do more for him.”

To some, this might mean 
that Colson is still preoccupied 
with what he owed Richard 
Nixon. But it doesn’t. For had 
he “questioned whether what 
he (Nixon) wanted done was 
right or proper,” Colson would 
have served the people faithful­
ly — either by persuading the

President of the wrongness ot 
certain actions or, failing that, 
resigning and telling his story 
to the people.

Maybe what Colson said will 
bring a little humility to the 
politicians for he also reminded 
them that “Contrary to my 
view at the time, one who 
serves in public office is not 
doing anyone a favor. He or she 
is privileged to hold that office 
in public trust. One’s loyalty 
should go beyond the man he 
serves to the institutions and 
people that have reposed that 
trust in him.”

I don’t know about the rest of 
my fellow working stiffs, but I 
can't remember the last time 
any public official made a point 
of describing his obligations in 
ianguage like that. From 
mayors up to Presidents and 
down to trash collectors, we 
have created a government 
whose members too often do 
feel they are doing us a favor by 
accepting public office.

Colson is an example, all 
right, and he deserves to serve 
the minimum of a year in jail 
imposed by U.S. District Judge 
Gerhard A. Gesell. He was cor­
rupted by power that was not 
even absolute. He thought of 
himself as a “self-sacrificing” 
public servant, but his own 
words tell us what happened to 
him when he shared power.

“As a member of the White 
House ^taff,” he told Judge 
Gesell...“sensitivity gave way 
to expediency. I adopted all the 
political catch words that 
seemed to have appeal to the 
Middle America we viewed as 
our constituency...! now realize 
how easy it is for even strong 
arid well-disciplined men to lose 
th e ir  p e rsp e c tiv e  under 
pressure.”

Chuck Colson is a tragic 
figure and perhaps still an unat­
tractive one. Time will deter­
mine how we look upon Colson 
the man. But he is also an im- ; 
portant figure of our age. If he 
has not found God, as he so 
claims, he has at least dis- ' 
covered public morality.

Are Leaks Worse 
Than Deception?

This matter of “leaks” needs 
more thoughtful discussion than 
it has been getting.

Assume the worst: that 
anybody in government who 
leaks information to the press 
must have an ax to grind or 
enemy to get; that reporters 
are more eager for a scoop or 
editors more interested in get­
ting a jump on the competition 
than they are in exercising 
responsible judgment; that dis­
closure of governemnt secrets 
harms the United States.

Even assuming the worst — 
and it is assuming much more 
than is warranted by any 
existing body of evidence — the 
sad fact remains that neither 
the news m edia nor the 
American public could get 
along without leaks, the way 
the game of government has 
been played in this democracy 
the past few administrations.

The current controversy 
centers on what presidential 
sp eech w rite r P a tr ick  J. 
Bushanan has called systematic 
leaks from “weasels in the hen 
house” of the House Judiciary 
C om m ittee, co n stitu ting  
“nameless, faceless character 
assassination” of the Presi­
dent, the secretary of state and 
other officials.

The recent leaks naming the 
President have been variations 
on the old Watergate theme of 
“What did he know and when 
did he know it?” Those concern­
ing Secretary of State Henry 
Kissinger allege that in 1969 
when he was President Nixon’s 
chief national security advisor, 
he either initiated, or at least 
permitted if not approved, wire, 
taps on 13 members of his staff 
and four repo rte rs  in an 
attempt to trace the source of 
certain “national security” 
leaks.

K issinger, as everyone 
knows, stunn^ the nation by 
threatening to resign if his 
name was not cleared. His 
vociferous defense of himself.

against the background of his 
brilliant services to the nation, 
did more than anything in a 
long time to give leaks a bad 
name.

Senators quickly lined up in 
support of the secretary. The 
man in the street asked: Who is 
out to get Kissinger? Or is this 
a flank attack through him 
against Nixon?

Hardly anybody stopped to 
think about the original leak 
which had occasioned the wire 
tap surveillance — the secret 
bombing of Cambodia.

For a full year, without the 
knowledge or consent of the 
American people or Congress, 
the President sent American B- 
52s on thousands of bombing 
raids against Viet Cong or 
North Vietnamese targets in 
Cam bodia, a ll the while 
claiming to be respecting that 
country’s neutrality.

If this information had not 
been leaked by a person or per­
sons still unknown who had 
access to top-level government 
strategy, would the American 
people have ever learned about 
it? Would the administration 
ever have admitted the truth, 
as it finally did four years 
later?

Whether he initiated  or 
whether he reluctantly went 
along with the wire taps, Henry 
Kissinger was a part of this 
deception of the public. 
Americans have a right to know 
this about the man who is now 
their secretary of state — and 
they would not know it had 
someone not leaked it to them.

Of course, it may be that 
most people don’t really want 
to know as much about their 
government as the press thinks 
they ought to know. ’The utter 
absence of repercussions over 
the Cambodian bombing strong­
ly suggests that this is so.

In that case, if the saying is 
true that people get the kind of 
government they deserve, then 
Americans have got tbein.

HARTFORD (UPI) -  Hart­
ford am bulance operator 
Harvey L. Kagan has been 
ordered to show cause why his 
state ambulance license should 
not be suspended or revoked 
after he and two others were 
accused of defrauding the 
Welfare Department of an es­
timated $60,000.

Kagan, owner of Professional 
Ambulance Service Inc., was 
ordered to defend himself 
against 14 charges brought by 
the Connecticut Ambulance 
Commission following an in­
vestigation initiated by Rep. 
Edgar A. King, R-Farmington.

'The charges, many of which 
were aired by former Kagan 
employes during legislative 
hearings on ambulance ser­
vices, inciude use of unlicensed 
personnel, failure to report an 
automobile accident and accep­
ting emergency calls when no 
vehicles were available.

The hearing was set for July 
29, but will be conducted by a 
unit of the newly created 
satewide Emergency Medical 
Services Commission because 
the Ambulance Commission 
will cease to exist on July 1.

W itnesses during recent 
legislative hearings testified 
mostly against Kagan’s firm. 
They alleged that incompetents 
Were routinely hired to staff 
ambulances, health care ad­
ministrators and policemen 
were given gifts in return for 
d irecting  business to the 
Kagans, and emergency calls 
were delayed while ambulances 
were occupied.

Kagan and two other local 
ambulance operators were 
arrested last winter for alleged­
ly defrauding the Welfare 
Department of an estimated 
$60,000 through false billings. 
The case has not yet come to 
trial

The c ita tio n  l is te d  14 
violations of laws regulating 
ambulance services licensed by 
the state.

Town Ends First Phase 
Of Property Revaluation
The preliminary stages of 

M anchester’s revaluation 
program are now complete and 
the assessor's office will start 
the second phase Monday, 
Town Assessor Ed Belleville 
said today.

Revaluation is a three-year 
program in Manchester, with 
re v a lu a te d  a sse s sm e n ts  
scheduled for release as of the 
Oct. 1,1976 Grand List. ’The new 
assessments will be reflected in 
the 1977-78 mill rate and taxes.

The program is being con­
ducted by the Associated 
Surveys Co. of Wayne, N.J., 
w ith  p a r t ic ip a t io n  by 
Manchester assessing per­
sonnel.

Recent system-wide testing 

in the school system showed 
that significant improvement 
had been made in test scores 
over last year in the two 
elementary schools.

D r. D onald  H a rd y , 
superintendent of schools, and 
Dr. Donald N icoletti, ad­
m inistrative assistant, in­
formed the board of education 
last night that the scores at the 
two schools showed Coventry 
youngsters to be above the 
national average.

’The board passed a resolution 
congratulating the administra­
tion and teachers on the vastly 
improved test scores.

"The test scores in Grades 6 
and 9 were the only scores that 
indicated weakness in some 
areas. The six graders showed 
to be weak in math and reading 
comprehension.

Dr. Hardy reminded the 
board that there were three 
new teachers out of seven in 
that grade level.

These same sixth graders 
when tested in the fourth grade 
didn’t score well either.

The ninth graders are func­
tioning below the national

average in all areas except for 
science and math.

The ninth graders were tested 
with a test that was designed 10 
years ago and the question was 
raised whether the test used 
was actually grading what the 
ninth graders were being 
taught.

Dr. Nicoletti recommended 
that complete testing in the 
future be done on Grades K 
through 5, and Grades 8 and 9, 
with testing for math and 
reading skills in Grades 6 and 7.

Sue Brainard, board member, 
in reporting for the Building 
and Ground Committee said 
that $48,039 had been en­
cumbered to date for the track 
soccer complex. This figure 
does not include the hauling of 
the fill and final grading which 
is estimated to cost $3,000, 
Rock Dust topping at $3,200, 
concrete for event circles at 
0400, and the seeding at $10,800.

Using these estimates plus 
the funds encumbered to date, 
the estimated cost of the com­
plex will be $66,639.

PZC Hears Protests 
On Daly Rd. Horses

The horse problem on Daly' 
Rd! was discussed before the 
Planning and Zoning Commis­
sion again this week. Neighbors 
of the horse owners appeared at 
the meeting to tell commission 
members that no charge has oc­
curred in the situation since the 
last meeting two weeks ago^

At the last regular meeting of 
the PZC June 11, the members 
voted unanimously to instruct 
the zoning enforcement officer, 
Richard Keefe, that the situa­
tion constituted a violation of 
zoing regulations.

The PZC ruled that the 
keeping of horses by the 
Kenneys adversely effected 
property values In the area, 
adversely effected the health 
and safety of the Town of 
Hebron, and unreasonably In­
terfered with the health and 
convenience of others.

However, after two weeks 
Keefe had taken no action on 
the PZC o rd e rs  and the 
Kenney’s neighbors are con­
cerned. Also, they told the com­
mission that since the last 
meeting a pony had been added 
to the Kenney bam yard.

Members of the Planning and 
Zoning Commission were un­
happy to learn that no action 
had been taken on this matter 
and voted to communicate 
further with Keefe. ’The con­
tents of this letter are not 
known at this time.

Loomis in the Valley
Lot 5 of the subdivision known 

as Loomis in the Valley was ap­
proved with the addition of two 
conditions. ’The PZC stipulated 
that the well be locat^  in a 
manner conforming with the 
State Health Code and that the 
well location be shown on the 
map.

Lot 68
Discussion of lot 68 Lon- 

donberrie was tabled. At the 
last meeting approval of this lot 
was denied because of insuf­
ficient information.

Protest
Richard McDonald was pre­

sent at the meeting to protest 
the length of the PZC’s summer 
vacation. The commission has 
canceled meetings for the 
months of July and August and 
McDonald claims that they can 
not legally do this because they 
had filed a meeting schedule 
with the town clerk’s office 
stating the intention to meet the 
second and fourth Tuesday of 
each month in 1974.

McDonald further stated his 
belief that the commission had 
too much business pending to 
suspend their meeting schedule 
for such a long period of time.

Commission Chairman Sal 
Mastandrea told McDonald that 
the commission would make 
note of his objection but that 
they would not comment on 
their plans for the summer.

More Criticism for Keefe

Residents of Jones St. were 
present in large numbers to 
again protest the building ac­
tivity on unapproved lots in the 
Hemlock Hills subdivision. At 
the May 14 meeting of the com­
mission Building Inspector 
Keefe was told to make certain 
that all lots conformed to 
recommendations set fourth by 
the State Health Department

following an inspection of the 
question lots.

Building activity has con­
tinued on lot 10 in Hemlock Hill 
and as yet the State Health 
Department has not received a 
plan for the septic system as 
required.

Donna Bunyan, speaking for 
the other residents of the area, 
asked the PZC to issue a stop 
work order for lot 10 until the 
requirements are met. The 
group told the PZC that Keefe 
had made the statement that all 
matters had been settled at lot 
10 however, since the state has 
not received a plan of the septic 
system Keefe’s accountability 
is questioned.

They called Keefe’s lack of 
action in the matter a “ flagrant 
avoidance of the regulations.”

The PZC decided to send a 
letter to Keefe asking for a full 
explanation of the situation, in 
writing, before July 8.

Developer Sessea
Anthony Sessa, a developer 

from Hamden came fore the 
commission to discuss the 
possibility of a 40-acre subdivi­
sion of the Ellenberg property 
on the Old Colchester Rd. and 
Rt. 85. Sessa is presently 
negotiating to buy 201 acres 
from Ellenberg.

Sessa told the commission 
that he’ was interested in 
hearing their ideas so that when 
he was ready to subdivide the 
land he would make a accep­
table to the town.

Drivers slow down or even 
stop their cars as they pass the 
home of M rs. Joseph ine . 
Diminico on E ldridge St. 
Somebody in the car has 
exclaimed “Oh! Just look at the 
roses,” and they are worth 
looking at.

Across the front of the house, 
all down a long wire-mesh fence 
on the west side of the lot, and, 
less conspicuous on the east 
side and behind the house, are 
brilliant red climbing roses. 
There is no spot from which you 
could see them all at once un­
less you were in a helicopter.

The roses are all the same 
kind, all the same bright red, 
with the exception of one plant 
that has blossoms of a darker 
red. Like many of us, Mrs. 
Diminico has lost the tags that 
identified the varieties when 
the plants were purchased' 
years ago, but when I suggested 
Paul’s Scarlet, she was pretty 
sure that is the name of the 
bright red rose. We can’t guess 
the name of the darker red 
rose.

I checked with some Paul’s 
Scarlet plants in Elizabeth 
Park and I am pretty sure, too, 
that it is a correct identifica­
tion. Mrs. Diminico bought her 
first plants about the time she 
moved to this house 14 years 
ago, and Paul’s Scarlet was a 
favorite red climber then. 
Newer kinds have pushed it out 
of some catalogues now, but I 
think none of the newer ones 
has a brighter color or more 
blossoms.

Three Grown Sons
Mrs. Diminico grew up near

Naples, Italy, was married 
after she came to this country, 
but lost her husband 22 years 
ago, and set out to earn a living 
for herself and her three sons. 
She is a cook now at a convales­
cent home In Windsor where 
she reports for work at 4:30 
a .m . to s t a r t '  p re p a r in g  
breakfast. She prepares lunch 
also for up to 200 patients and 
staff members, but then comes 
home in the mid-afternoon and 
can work in her garden.

She has a border of mixed 
perennials and annuals on the 
west side of the house where 
there are several hybrid tea 
roses. Sweet William in red, 
pink and white, and blue 
petunias, with other plants.

Starts Own New Plants
After Mrs. Diminico planted 

five red climbing roses in that 
first order and they were 
growing nicely, she produced 
more plants by cutting slips and 
rooting them. The cuttings are 
taken in August and she roots 
them by setting the stem ends 
several inches in the ground 
and making sure they have 
enough water.

After a cutting has stayed in 
the ground all winter and starts 
new green leaves in the spring, 
it can be transplanted to a new 
location. It will be covered with 
a peach basket for a while to 
protect it from the sun. Then it 
will be on its own as a new rose 
bush.

The roses need fertilizing in 
the spring and the older ones 
need pruning and tying. Climb­
ing roses have no tendrils to 
grasp a support. They simply 
have long canes which have to 
be tied to the supports, and 
there will be some scratched 
skin when the job is done.

Starts Spraying Early
They will need watering if 

there are spells of dry weather, 
and they must be protected 
from insects and diseases. Mrs. 
Diminico uses a mixture of 
malathion for insects and cap- 
tan for disease control and says 
the spraying must start early 
and be repeated regularly. The 
leaves on her roses show no 
holes where some hungry cater­
pillar has had a meal and show 
no tell-tale black spots where 
fungus spores have alighted.

Black spot shows up, as its 
name suggests, in black areas 
on the leaves. In a short time 
the entire leaf turns yellow and 
falls off. New spores are picked 
up by air currents and start new 
infections, although moisture 
must be present for them to 
grow. You are lucky if you can 
spray with fungicide before it 
rains.
Some Weedy Flower Beds

Friends who had visited the 
Elizabeth Park rose garden had 
given me woeful reports of 
flower beds filled with weeds, 
and indeed I found some rose 
beds that were in desperate 
need of weeding. Other beds 
were clean, recently cultivated, 
and ready for inspection. The 
story we hear at Elizabeth Park 
has been the same for several 
years, that the budget isn’t big 
enough to pay the number of 
men needed for good park 
maintenance.

It must be discouraging to 
those responsible because they 
never seem to catch up, but I 
found the beds of annual 
flowers across the road from 
the roses were admirably 
clean. Sometimes the annual 
flowers have been choked with 
weeds but they are in fine shape 
now.

The rambler roses on the 
famous arches are just coming 
into flower, with the red roses 
ahead of both the pink and 
white varieties. All three kinds 
had many buds still to open so 
they must have passed through 
the winter without serious 
damage.

Diets Cause Problems
• By Lawrence E. Lamb, M.D. ■

DEAR DR. LAMB—I am a 17- 
year-old girl and have a
weight proDlem. A year ago I 
weighed less than 100 pounds. 
Now I weigh 138 pounds. To
get under 100 pounds I went 
on a diet which my parents 
thought was a sensible diet 
lots of protein, no desserts, 
lots of vegetables and fruits, 
only the good things for me, I 
thought. Three months later I 
was slim, but had developed 
a foot drop. To make a long 
story short, I was in and out of 
doctor’s offices and hospitals 
several times before they 
decided it was caused by a 
sudden weight loss.

After that I  started eating 
normally, plus started taking 
vitamins to correct the foot 
drop. I also got a job after 
school. Right now my foot 
drop has been corrected, but 
I am overweight. My grand­
parents seem to think that mv 
job has something to do with 
th is  problem . The p lace  
where I work is a quick food 
take-out establishment and 
75 per cent of the food pre­
pared is fried. My grand­
parents claim  that being 
around all that cooking oU 
has caused it to penetrate my 
body, causing me to be over­
weight. I am trving to diet 
again and cut down on my 
eating, but have had no suc­
cess. Your help  w ill be 
greatly appreciated.

DEAR READER—No, you 
won’t get fat from cookin^oil 
penetrating the body. The 
only way calories penetrate 
the body is by way of the 
mouth on their way to the 
stomach. You can’t inhale 
calories either.

If your foot drop was be­
cause of weight loss it must 
have been associated with 
lack of thiamine (vitamin Bj) 
or from pressure on nerves to 
the leg m some mechanical 
w ay. The l a t t e r  seem s 
unlikely. Thiamine does help 
in such problems. A number

ot overly restricted diets are 
d e fic ien t in th iam ine . A 
young, active girl, often still 
grow ing and developing , 
should never be on a diet that 
causes her m ore th an  a 
steady weight loss of two 
pounds a week — and a loss 
of only one pound a week is 
much better. It’s slow but safe 
and trains you how to eat so it 
doesn’t come back.

Try again, but be sure you 
are still getting enough calo­
ries to lose weight only grad­
ually and that your diet con­
tains enough vitamins and 
minerals. For more informa­
tion on losing weight, write to 
me in care of this newspaper, 
P.O. Box 1551, Radio City Sta­
tion, New York, N.Y. 10019, 
and ask for the booklet on los­
ing weight. Send 50 cents to 
cover costs.

DEAR DR. LAM B-I have 
read that certain vitamins 
can make your hair return to 
its original color. Can you tell 
me what this vitamin is and 
how much to take to obtain 
the desired result, or even 
some improvement in the col­
or? I have also seen a doctor 
on T.V. wh& said that his 
brown hair was a result of his 
taking vitamins, otherwise, it 
would have been white.

DEAR R E A D E R -T h is  
idea is completely without 
scientific foundation. There 
is nothing in any vitamin that 
will return your hair to its 
natural color. About the only 
way the man on T.V. could 
have brown hair because of 
taking vitamins would be if 
he was wearing a wig after 
having lost all of his hair
from taking 
vitamin A.

Jim  Perry Gains 200th Victory, 
Stops RSox on Only Seven Hits

CLEVELAND (UPI) — Jim Perry couldn’t remember 
his first major league victory but a lot of fans here will 
remember his 200th triumph.

Perry, who won his first game in the big leagues as a 23- 
year-old rookie with the Indians in 1959, picked up his 200th 
career decision Thursday night as the Indians notched a 2-1 
triumph over the Boston Red Sox.

The 37-year-old righthander, making his third try to 
become the 69th major league hurler to win 200 games, 
held the Bosox to seven hits before being lifted in the ninth 
when Dick McAuliffe laced a one-out single to left cehter.

“No, I don’t remember my first victory, but I do 
remember I lost my first start,” Perry said. “I walked the 
winning run home in Baltimore.”

“This victory means a lot to me because it puts me in the 
category with some fine pitchers,” added Perry, who

picked up his sixth win of the season against seven losses.
After the Red Sox put together three singles to grab a 1-0 

lead in the second inning, the Indians scored twice in the 
fifth off Boston starter Roger Moret, who went all the way 
in losing a five-hitter.

Moret walked Frank Duffy with two out in the fifth and 
Buddy Bell chased the Cleveland shortstop home with the 
tying run by lining a triple to left center. Jack Brohamer 
hit Moret’s next pitch into right field to score Bell with the 
winning run.

“I had pretty good stuff,” Perry said. “Things were 
going my way tonight.”

He needed a great throw by centerfielder George Hen­
drick to pull him out of a jam in the seventh.

Carl Yastrzemski sliced a ground rule double to left and

Rico Petrocelli hit a two-out single to center. Hendrick 
picked up the ball and uncorked a perfect throw to catcher 
Dave Duncan that nipped Yastrzemski at the plate.

“This was the best defensive game that I have seen Hen­
drick play,” Indians’ Manager Ken Aspromonte said, 
‘"rhat throw in the seventh had to be right on the button.”

Perry put the game ball in his pocket and said it would 
join 24 others at home. The two dozen represent all of his 
1970 victories when he won the American League Cy Young 
award while hurling for the Minnesota Twins.

“After all, if I stay healthy, I may win 300 games,” 
smiled Perry.

Brother Gaylord will go after his 14th straight win 
tonight in the second game of the Indians’ current four- 
game series with Boston.

NEW YORK (UPI) — Even before Dick Williams 
accepted the job, he savored the idea of having Nolan Ryan 
on his side.

“It’s better to watch him pitch on your side than to be on 
the opposite side,” Williams said Thursday. “I know. I’ve 
been on the opposite side many times.”

Now Williams will be on his side.
Shortly before the Angels met the Texas Rangers 

Thursday night, Williams accepted the offer to replace 
Bobby Winkles, who was fired earlier in the day.

Williams won’t join the team until next week, but Ryan 
showed why Williams likes him by firing a one-hit shutout 
to give the Angels a 5-0 victory.

Ironically, Williams caused a controversy last year 
when he left Ryan off the American League All-Star team 
despite his no-hitter. When Ryan pitched a second no-hitter 
just before the game, the squads were increased so both 
Ryan and Willie Mays could be added.

It was the fourth one-hitter of Ryan’s career to go with 
two no-hitters last season. Ironically, in all four one- 
hitters, the only hit has come in the first inning. Alex John­
son got the hit this time.

After Johnson’s two-out single in the first inning, Ryan 
retired the next 13 Rangers before walking Toby Harrah to 
open the sixth. He then retired the final 12 batters to wrap 
up his 10th victory in 16 decisions.

“My fast ball wasn’t pop­
ping. It hurts my performance not to pitch every fourth 
day,” he said.

But it was good enough to make it a happy night for the

Frank Robinson, who had his problems with Winkles, is

“I rank Williams near the top as managers go. He’s a 
tough, no-nonsense type of guy who has a habit of turning 
things around. The highest tribute to a player or a 
manager is to call him a winner. Williams is a winner.”

When he was asked about his own managerial ambitions, 
Robinson said he wasn’t disappointed about being passed 
over. “To be disappointed, you hav^to know that you’re 
considered for the job. But it’s too pad about a black not 
getting a job yet. It seems like when a spot opens up, a 
black man isn’t considered. 'They give it to someone who’s 
already had two or three shots.

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NEW YORK (UPI) -  If Lynn 
McGlothen continues to pitch the way 
he has so far this season, National 
League batters may think there are 
two Bob Gibsons in tlie St. Louis Car­
dinals’ starting rotation.

The 6-foot 2, 195-pound McGlothen 
became the winningest pitcher in tlie 
National League Thursday night when 
he won his 11th game by four-hitting 
the New York Mets, 6-1.

A strong-ariried righthander who 
throws heat from the opening pitch to 
the last out, McGlothen’s pitching 
style and technique are noted as being 
strikingly similar to Gibson’s. In addi­
tion to being the same height and 
weight, both pitchers work rapidly on 
the mound.

“I work fast because I don’t want 
the hitters to get set,” McGlothen 
says, in words which sound much like 
the reason Gibson gives in explaining 
his rapid style.

“I don’t consciously imitate Gibson, 
and I have not patterned myself after 
him, but it isn’t a bad idea to pitch like 
him,” McGlothen says, referring to 
the winningest active major league 
pitcher.

The 24-year-old McGlothen, who has 
been instrumental in vaulting the Car­
dinals into the National League East 
lead, has the overpowering fastball, 
the big curve and the strong arm to 
throw both. He has undoubtedly 
profitted from being a teammate of 
Gibson’s this season. If he continues 
his winning ways, the Cardinals might 
be fortunate enough to have a top- 
notch righthander with all the tools 
ready to step in and fill the huge shoes 
the 38-year-old Gibson will hang up in 
a few years.

At least then, other teams will have 
only one Gibson to contend with.

McGlothen, whose success this 
season dispels any doubts about his 
recovery from knee surgery last year, 
came to the Cardinals from the 
Boston Red Sox in an inter-league 
trade during the off-season.

Ted Simmons and Joe Torre drove 
in two runs each to pace the Cards’ 
hitting attack off four Met pitchers. 
Starter and loser Ray Sadecki, now 4- 
3, was kayoed in the second inning on 
a four-run uprising triggered by con­
secutive doubles by another ex-Red 
Sox, Reggie Smith, Simmons, and 
Torre.

In other National League games, 
Cincinnati downed Atlanta 6-3, 
Chicago shaded Montreal 5-4, and San 
Francisco trimmed San Diego 4-2.

Reds 6 , Braves 3 
Shortstop Dave Concepcion pounded 

a three-run homer to lift the Cincin­
nati Reds to victory over the Atlanta 
Braves and knuckleball pitcher Phil 
Niekro, now 8-6. Clay Kirby won his 
sixth game of the season, against four 
losses. The victory pulled Cincinnati 
to within six games of idle Los 
Angeles in the National League West.

with a single and a double and rookie 
pitcher Oscar Zamora bailed out 
starter Bill Bonham to earn his first 
major league save as the Chicago 
Cubs defeated the Montreal Expos. 
Bonham raised his record to 6-10 as 
the Cubs snapped a three-game losing 
streak. Montreal starter and loser Er­
nie McAnally is now 5-7.

G iants 4, Padres 2 
Bobby Bonds hit a single, triple and 

three-run homer to pace San Fran­
cisco to victory over San Diego, 
breaking a sixgame Giants losing 
streak. John D’Acquisto, a San Diego 
high school product, evened his record 
at 6-6, while limiting the Padres to six 
hits. San Diego starter and loser Ran­
dy Jones, 4-12, was literally driven 
from the mound by a line drive off the 
bat of Chris Arnold which bounced off 
the lefthander’s pitching hand, forcing 
him from the game.

Williams Set 
For Challenge

ANAHEIM (UPI) — Dick Williams thinks Bobby 
Winkles is a good manager, but not as good as Dick 
Williams.

That’s not how Williams modestly put it, but that was 
the gist of his comments after succeeding Winkles as 
manager of the last place California Angels Thursday.

“No reflection on Bobby Winkles, who I think is a good 
manager, but the club is better than its record indicates,” 
Williams said.

Angels’ (general Manager Harry Dalton obviously con­
curs with that statement.

Williams will try to start proving it Monday night 
against his former ball club, the O^land A’s, who he 
guided to world championships the past two years.

The 45-year-old Williams not only has managed Oakland 
to consecutive world championships, but also lifted Boston 
to the American League pennant in his rookie managerial 
season in 1967after the Red Sox finished in ninth place the 
previous year.

Frank Robinson, who was embroiled in a personality 
clash with Winkles, said, “I rate Williams near the top as 
managers go. He’s a tough, no-nonsense type of guy who 
has a habit of turning things around.”

The financial terms of Williams’ contract were not an­
nounced, but it was estimated to be in the neighborhood of 
$100 ,000 .

Williams’ signing concluded a curious contractural cir­
cus which began aftqr last year’s World Series when he 
tried to break his Oakland contract in order to manage the 
New York Yankees. A’s owner Charles 0. Finley got a 
court injunction blocking the switch and then AL President 
JOE Cronin decided the issue by refusing to recognize the 
contract Williams had signed with the Yankees.

Winkles reacted bitterly to his dismissal, criticizing 
Dalton and Robinson.

Winkles said it was obvious to him he was going to be 
fired since June 15th, the player trading deadline.

“ ...I see no reason why they should have waited until 
now to do it. Before the traing deadline, I very strongly 
urged that we make some changes, and that urging, or 
plea, or whatever you want to call it, fell on deaf ears.” ,

‘"The ball club was never completely run by me,” 
Winkles said. “Dalton made all the decisions on players, 
and I think everybody knew I was uncomfortable with 
Frank Robinson around.

This week we have been 
writing here about the essential 
qualities in the great religious 
spirits. We have said that they 
are open and sensitive, speak 
simpiy and profoundiy, and that 
they are disciplined and power­
ful.

In this sense a fourth at­
tribute of these exemplars is 
that they are truly free and un­
afraid. They show noticiable 
lack of concern for how they 
are thought of by other men. It 
is a higher tribunal that calls 
them to judgment. They do 
w hat they  m ust do and 
frequently it ieads them to their 
death. But this is always the 
measure of freedom: to have an 
in n er conv ic tio n  of the 
rightness of one’s faith and 
meet the end, if necessary, by 
saying, “So, help me God, I can 
do no other!”

In all religious literature, the 
account of the last hours of 
Jesus’ life is the strongest in 
this respect. His triai and that 
of Socrates stand as etemai 
testaments to the true meaning 
of what it is to be unafraid and 
free.

Those of us who bend so 
quickly to public opinion, who 
cower at the least word said 
against us, do not even have the 
beginnings of such a spirit, 
“i^ a t  I must do is all that con­
cerns me!” said Emerson. And 
what a lesson it is to learn in an 
age when every contempiated 
noble a c t m ust f ir s t  be 
measured in terms of its public 
relations — its Gullup Poll — 
rating.

The Manchester Board of 
Education reports today that 
attorneys representing the 
board have negotiated a salary 
settlement in the amount of 
$17,500 for claims that might 
have amounted to $27,500.

The settlement involves back 
pay for six female school 
matrons.

The s e t t le m e n t  w as 
negotiated with the represen­
tatives of the U.S. Department 
of L ab o r c o n c e rn in g  a 
departmental law suit which 
had been filed against the board 
charging salary discrimination 
in the pay of female matrons as 
c o m p a re d  to th e  m ale  
custodians.

A review of board practices 
was held last summer by a field 
representative of the Depart­
ment of Labor and, as a result 
of this review, the board was in- 
fo rm ed  of th e  la b o r 
department's decision that a 
salary difference between 
matrons and custodians was 
discriminatory.

At about the same time, a 
great number of other Hartford 
County school systems were 
cited with similar complaints. 
The Manchester board took the 
position, at that time, that 
there was a difference in the 
assignm ents of these two 
groups of employees and that 
the salary difference was 
justified.

The U.S. Department of 
Labor filed suit in the court in 
New Haven to enjoin the board 
from continuing this practice of 
salary differences and the case 
was pending when a com­

prom ise  s e ttle m e n t was 
reached.

The law requires back pay­
ment for a two-year period and 
this would be from July 5,1971, 
through June 26, 1973, plus an 
adjustm ent for the 1973-74 
school year.

The board authorized School 
Superintendent Jam es P. 
Kennedy to accept this com­
promise and to submit the 
necessary payroll checks to the 
agent of the labor department 
who will disperse them to the 
employes.

The board and Dr. Kennedy 
felt that to continue the case in 
court would have caused the 
board to have incurred exten­
sive legal fees with no, or very 
little, chance of a successful 
judgment. They are of this opi­
nion because of some recent 
c a s e s  in v o lv in g  o th e r  
employers.
