what a treal for those who
came! The wet grass and mud

Along with the corps other
units, such as the colorful
Knowlton Rangers and the
First Artillery Detachment,
fell to on the parage ground and
the routine of a soldiers day
then unfolded.

The story covered ail aspects
of camp life from sunup to sun-
down and the key to each and
every evenl and activily was
music. It appears that music
was lhe very existence of a
soldier’s life and ensured the
orderly running of the camp.
Musical calls were vital as
signals to designate duties and
to rally men. Music stirred the
blood and the beat of a familiar

drum comforting when con-

fronted in battle. It was music
which helped lo swing those
leadened legs at the end of long
marches. Above all, music was
pleasure, to while away the
many off-duty hours which is
the sorry lot of any soldier.
As authenticity is so impor-
tant lo this group, they are
most fortunate to have a very
talented music consultantin the
person of Kate Keller.

"Kitty'' Keller's interest in
musie is a lifelong one, which
was developed at Vassar
College<and Hartford Conser-
vatory and has since been put to
excellent use, professionally, in
the greater Hartford area, Her
interests in the musical field
are varied, but her daughter's
association with the fife and
drum corps caused her to focus
on the music of Revolutionary
days. It is her responsibility to
verify every note of music
played, and being the
dedicated, and thorough person
ghe is, this pursuil has led to
countless hours of research.

So those who heard the
military camp music on June 1
can be assured they were
experiencing the real thing.
This, in turn; has led to a most
fascinating individual project
that Kitty is doing for the
Bicentennial and one that will
ultimately by of benefit to
others.

During her research for
Revolutionary music, she came
across a manuscript “*His Book
for the Fife,” 1777, by Giles
Gibbs Jr. Believed to be the
only one in existence, it was
validated by Arthur Schrader of
0ld Sturbridge Village, an
authority on Colonial and
Revolutionary musie.

Sponsored by a grant from
the Connecticut Historical
Society, Kitty is preparing, ina
practical formal, Lhe
manuseript for publication so
that it may be used by
musicians and planners during
the Bicentennial clebration.

“Revolutionary Days" projects
which include, *‘Music in
Colonial Connecticut” 1635-
1790, (a pamphlet com-
missioned by the Connecticut
Bicentennial Commission), and
a volume of tunes from the
Revolutionary period, to be
published in June of 1975,

Kitty Keller is only one of the
many decidated people behind
the scenes of the Nathan Hale
Ancient Fife and unn Corps
and to share an experiénce with
them during the Bicentennial
period is @ must. The residents
of Coventry are most fortunate
to have this group in their
midst, but thére will be other
activities to contribute to, and
to take part in, and haying said
that, may I suggest you contact
Wesley F. Lewis, chairman of
the Bicentennial Commission of
Coventry

Independence Day

Tomorrow is the Fourth of July,

This 198th anniversary of the
American Declaration of
Independence will be observed in a.
quiet and sober manner by most of us
for those 198 years have placed a
burden on our nation which the
drafters of the Declaration of
Independence could hardly foresee.

Where the Declaration came about
as the ultimate action against the op-
pression of freedom by a distant and
indifferent king, there® is now, an
historic confrontation being staged in
the courts which could affect some of
the concepts embodied in the U.S.
Constitution which was drafted
following the American Revolution
that started with the Declaration of
Independence,

It could be said with some logic the
American Revolution was a struggle
between the rights of free men to re-
main free and the rights of the state,
The basic issues in the judicial,
legislative and executive struggles of
today are but a continuation of that
conflict.

The House Judiciary Committee is
condueting an inquiry which could
lead to the second attempt to impeach
a president in our history,

In the courts also are suits which
touch on the lives of all of us as these
actions seek to limit or broaden
governmental powers over our lives.

There are those who fear the coun-
try cannot endure an impeachment
proceeding. There are those who fear
the courts are assuming powers in
areas alien to it. There are those who
fear the system of checks and
balances has outlived its usefulness.

Humphrey,

What are the campaign managers
for Sen. Hubert H. Humphrey and
Rep. Wilbur D. Mills doing in the
Watergate investigation? Aides of
both -have invoked the Fifth Amend-
ment and declined to testify about the
recelipts of thousands of dollars in cor-
porate contributions in the 1972
primary campaign.

Jack Chestnut, who headed
Humphrey's unsuccessful race for the
Democratic presidential nomination,
and Joseph Johnson, former chairman
of the Mills for President
organizations, invoked the privilege
against self-incrimination when asked
to testify under oath.

But those who fear for America
forget those words in our Constitution
which stated the purpose of our found-
ing fathers was the. creation of a
“‘more perfect union."

This phrase implies their humble
knowledge that the United States of
America was not born perfect; that
the precepts upon which it is based
were not inviolate; and that each
generation in the context of its own
experience * and needs must face
up to the responsibilities of self-
government.

The many problems that face us,
the possible impeachment and others,
are not products of our Revolutionary
concepts but our failure to live up to
the opportunities gained for us by the
Declaration of Independence and for-
malizéd in our Constitution.

We do not dispair for there must be

" something going for us. Despite the

issues that seem to divide at home,
and the Watergate mess in particular,
we are making great advances abroad
after so many years of frustration and
disappointment,

So as we pause to observe—-the
Fourth of July, let us do so confidently
that ultimately the ldeals and con-
cepts born of oppression, tempered in
the fires of battle, and so. heatedly
debated before being inscribed in our
Constitution, are of stern stuff. Just
as another president said in time of
great crisis, the Civil War, *‘that this
Nation, under God, shall have a new
birth of freedom — and that govern-
ment of the people, by the people; and
for the people, shall not perish fom
this earth.”

Lisa Minelli, Tony Curtis, Mia
Farrow, stage and screen stars; and
other notables, which included sofrie
big bankers. Hollings called the group

Tax shelters of this kind involve an
extremely high degree of risk, They
altract wealthy investors who have
ligle to lose and much to gain if the
adventure succeeds because they
must pay high taxes anyway.

For each tax shelter that returns
large rewards, dozens are un-
successful, particularly in oil and gas.
They appear to offer participants an
opportunity to pool their funds in an
oil venture managed by an
experienced oil company, Only this
time the venture flopped, as so many
do, and the bankruptecy court is left to
untangle the mess.

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The Food Shortage

WASHINGTON — Barbara
Ward, the economist, and Dr.
Jean Mayer, the nutritionist,
were not kidding the other day
when they tried to put the world
food shortage in terms the
average individual would un-
derstand.

Miss Ward wants the well-to-
do to pass up just one ham-
burger a week. Dr. Mayer
urges worldwide campaign to
popularize breast feeding. What
both are saying is that the shor-
tage of food around the globe is
a problem that some day will be
felt in every American home
unless everybody gets together
to help conserve what is
available,

Here in America we all tend
to see the food shortage as
something afflicting various
poverty-stricken foreign’ coun-
tries, such as those of black
Africa, But the report of the
Senate Select Committee on
Nutrition and Human Needs
was a shocker. It concluded
bluntly that even in affluent
America the needy are now
hungrier and poorer than they
were four years ago.

The report was not a partisan
production. A ‘“food action"
program proposed by Sen.
Hubert Humphrey, D-Minn.,
already had attracted support
on both sides of the
(Congessional aisles and it
was pul together with the con-
sultation assistance of
Secretary of State Henry
Kissinger. Basically, the
program urges a substantial in-

crease in assistance to needy
couniries, and when both
Democrats and Republicans
agree on legislation that would
increase the cost of foreign aid
that is news.

Agriculture Department
experts are optimistic about
U.S. food supplies this year.
They have estimated a harvest
of 2.1 billion bushels of wheat,
which would be ample for
domestic needs of 750 million
bushels and for the sale of a
billion bushels abroad, leaving
a carryover of 350 milllon
bushels for emergency aid
abroad,

But the experts' prophesies
are not Gogpel. They are depen-
dent on bountiful American
harvests, which could be
devastated by the weather, and
by the absence of any major
crop failures in other grain-
producing countries. Moreover,
it is not comforting to refiect
that would food stocks have
fallen to their lowest level in 20
years while the world's popula-
tion continues Lo grow at & rale
of 2 per cent a year.

Consider the report of the
Food and Agriculture Organiza-
tion, a United Nations division
with an impeccable reputation
for expertise and accuracy.
Says the FAO: “The world
situation in 1974 remains more
difficult and uncertain than at
any time since the years
following the devastation of the
Second World War."" That's
pretty bad, and it seems (o be

getting worse. For example, for
the first time in many years
there are reports of serious
malnutrition in Central
America.

In any case, the most tragic
victims are children. Henry R.
Laouisse, director of the United
Nations Children's Fund,
declared the other day that a
whopping 400 to 500 million
children were threatened by
“severe malnutrition.” That's
a lot of starving lots, and I for
one find no comfort in the
knowledge that so few of them
live in America,

Grow more food every-
where? Great, ‘but where
is the money coming from? Dr.
Norman E. Borlaug, the noted
developer of high-yield wgrains
and a Nobel Peace Prize winner
says it will take an estimated
annual investment of $7-billion
to $8-billion to meet increased
demands for the fertilizer that
causes seeds lo sprout and
florish.

In shorl, the food shortage
problem is not confined to some
dusty, rutty little villages -in
Africa and India. It is at the
least a financial problem for
Main Street, USA, because
that's where the money is.
Maybe Hubert Humphrey has
something he propoges that
Americans change their rich
diet habits to save grain, and
says we should send abroad the
three million tons of fertilizer
spread annually on lawns and
golf courses.

Why Does Jane Complain?

WASHINGTON — A woman's

place is in the home. Education
Is wasted upon women.
Working women don't need as
much money as working men,
there are no “qualified’’ women
for most executive and
academic Jobs. Just ask any
man.

That's why Jane complains.
Because for too long men,
armed with such sterotyped
arguments, have decided what
Jane needs. And since almost
every' institution in American-
society is male dominated, it is
easy to understand why what
Jane ‘'needs' is not necessarily
what Jane wants.

One glant institution,
however, has been shaken Lo its
foundations by Jane with the
announcement that federal
funds will be withheld from
schools which practice sex dis-
crimination in their admission,
student treatment and employ-
ment policies, At stake is the
nearly $10 billion dollar federal
share of the $96 billion dollars
the nation will spend on educa-
tion this year.

“The proposed regulation
would affect, among others,
virthally all public school
systems In the country, as well
as almost 2,500 institutions of
post-secondary education,
currently recelying federal
funds," sald Secretary Caspar
Weinberger of the Department
of Health, Education & Welfare
in announcing the decision.
“Congress was decreed that
sex discrimination In education
cannot be allowed to persist
where federal funds are in-
volved," he added. ''Exempted,
however, are all military
schools and many religious
schools,"

One of the driving forces
behind the women's movement
in academia s the W
based Project on the Status and
Education of Women, spon-
sored by the Association of

American Colleges and headed
by Dr. Bernice '‘Bunny’’
Sandler. In a paper prepared
for the association, she
challenged some of those
“myths’' about women and
educalion:

A woman’'s place is in the
home. “If women's place is in
the homer, then why are
women, In*rqpify increasing
numbers, leaving the home to
work? Women are nearly half
of the work force and half the
mothers of school age children
now work.”

Education is wasted on
women. “Another myth
Study...indidated that §1 per
cent of women with doctorates
were working. The more educa-
tion a woman has, the more
likely she is to work."

Working women don't need as
much money. "‘Is anyone
seriously suggesting that we
stop paying people on the basis
of merit but begin to pay them
on the basis of need?..Study
after study confirms that most
women work for the same com-
pelling economic reasons that
men do."

There are no ‘‘qualified"
women around to hire.
"'Somehow women are qualified

enough to obtain the doctorate

but not qualified enough to be
hired. Studies suggest that
some women doctorates are
somewhat better qualified than
men doctorates — not because
women are smarter bul, as a
result of the greater difficulty
they encounter, generally only
the exceptionally well qualified
women have been able to earn
the degree."

Another Indication of why
Jane — and Bunny Sandler —
complain is that during the
1962-63 school year, 19 per cent
of faculty members in four year
institutions of higher learning
were women. A full decade
later, in 1872-73, despite

' growing presgure {or action,
that figure had only increased

to 20.6 per cent.

‘“The real progress for
women in higher education
hasn't come in numbers, but
rather in the acknowledgement
that a problem exists," said Dr.
Sandler. “'Overt discrimination
policies that have been
historically practiced, such as
rules against nepotism, are
going by the boards.''

Also going by the boards are
separale wage scales for facul-
ty men and women, And,
although 'colleges and univer-
sities generally haven't been
required to award back pay,
mare and more of them have
been forced by law to give
women salary increases to
bring them up to par with their
male counterparts.

The national average of
raises has been about $1,000.
One woman, however, received
a record $22,000, At the Univer-
sity of Arkansas, one woman
got a raise of $13,000 and
another $10,000. And the
University of Montana, under
pressure from HEW, has paid
$38,000 in back pay ahd salary
increases lo 38 women faculty
members, That's something
even Jane can't complain

In an efforl to protect Its
members and administrators,
the South Windsor Board of
Education has taken out a $1
milllion liability Insurance
policy, with no deductable cost
to the board, at a cost of §1,890
annually,

The move to insure the board
for liability comes afler more
and more suits have been filed
against individual officials,
nationwide, rather than entire
boards of cducation or town
councils.

In Connecticut, total immuni-
ty for municipalities and boards
and their agents no longer
exists. Thus, it is properly legal
to sue towns, board members
and administrators,

Representatives (rom the in-
surance firm of Burgess
Sheridan Co.cine., of South
Windsor told the school board,
“Litigation personally in-
volving members of school
boards and employes of school
boards or school districts is in-
creasing daily...legal doctrines

which once provided for

overnmental immunity have
Eeen overturned by the courts
in practically every state.

“In any event, immunity to a
school board or school board
member would not apply, if an
interpretation of school policy
led to a violation of an in-
dividual's rights as provided by
the 14th Amendment to the US,
Constitution and subsequent
U.S. Supreme Court decision
stemming from this and other
civil rights amendments,'" said
the representatives.

As an example of eXposures
which developed as a result of
claims filed against school
boards and school district
employes are busing plans,
desegregaltion, labor
negotiations; challenges to
school financing plans, decen-
tralization programs, dismigsal
of non-tenure teachers, dress
code violations, favoritism to
contractors, participation in
athletic evenls, school
curriculum, leachers' salary
and contract disputes, un-
derground newspapers,

School Superintendent Robert
Goldman told the school bpard,

“All hoard members and ad-
ministrators should be
protected in this age of litiga-
tion against the possibpe loss of
their private property and
assets,..in particular federal
sults covering the 14th Amend-
ment are specifically made
against individuals and not cor-
porate bodies such as boards of
education.”

The policy adopted by the
school board covers damages
because of certain offenses
identified as personal injury,
These items are false arrest,
detention, malicious prosecu-
tion, libel or slander, violation
of right of privacy, wrongful en-
try or eviction, invasion of the
right of privale occupancy.

The school board initially
considered a policy which
would include a $1,000 deduc-
table clause, which would have
had to be paid by the board each
time a suit was filed and won by
an individual,

In the end, the board opted
for the policy, minus the deduc-
table clause, and thus had to
pay approximately $130 more
for this privilege.

The policy covers all school
board members and ad-

ministralors. but not teac

From Your

Neighbor's Kitchen

“The housewile has a big
responsibility with the family
and with the food." So says
Trudy Wood, a young mother of
Dutch origin,

“I'ne native foods of Holland
are simple,. inexpensive and
nutritious. We make many one-
dish meals which are complete
in themselves, often with a
vegetable and a meat. Here,
vegetables are used as a side
digh."

“For example, we might take

" a little raw bacon, cook it with

chopped onion and chicory cut
into small pleces and have it
with mashed potatoes."

As a matter of fact, 1 met
Trudy in f{ront of & vegetable
counter, I had turned to my hus-
band to ask what a certain dark
green vegetable might be. A
young shopper with a slight ac-
cent responded, "“That is kale,"
she said.

Kale is a lealy vegetable. The
Europeans use it far more than
we do, It is an excellent souirce
of calcium plus several
vitamins as Trudy well knows.
The stalks should be discarded
as they are too fibrous. Trudy
washes the kale, then, holding a
stalk in oneé hand she easily
strips the lealy portion away
with the other hand.

Kale Is found in Holland
during the winter months and
into spring. It should not be
overcooked. Trudy feels the
same way abaut all other
vegetables. “Why leave all the
vitamins in the water?” she
comments.. In the following
recipe, boerenkool means cab-
bage. The word stamppot is
best translated as hodgepodge,

Stamppot Boerenkool
Met Worst

(Duteh Cahhage Hodgepodge
with Wurst)

1% lbs. kale

2% 1bs. potatoes

1 1b. kielbasa

Y cup milk

dash salt

2028, butter

Strip kale leaves from stalks.
Wash. Bring to quick boil in
small amount of lightly salted
water, When' kale has boiled
down, add peeled, halved
potatoes. Then, put whole
kielbasa on top of everything
and bring to boil; then let
simmer 30 minutes.

When potatoes are done,
remove kielbasa. Drain off
liquid into a bowl. Mash
potatoes and kale together
thoroughly. Add milk and as
much drained liquid as is
necessary to get a tasty
mixture. Finally, season with
butter and salt. Serve with
kielbasa. You may also include
small onions if desired.

Since meat s so costly, Trudy
suggests lentils as a healthy
family meal. Copk the dried
lentils first. Then, in a frying
pan, saute onions in butter, add
the cooked lentils, season with
curry powder lo taste.

The Duteh make rice pudding
in @ most simple manner. Cook
the rice until dry, add milk.

In answer to criticism aimed
at him because he did not ap-
prove the “'‘Summer Challenge''
program, Vernon Mayor Feank
MeCay today explained his ac-
tion.

The eriticism was directed by
James Young, director of the
Tri-Town Youth Services
Bureau, at a press conference
on Monday.

Young said he was told by the
mayor's secretary that his
request that a local man be
hired as director of the
proposed Summer Challenge
program had been denied.

The program involves cam-
ping trips for a selected group
of boys from Vernon, Ellington
and Tolland, Young asked the
mayor to approve. the hiring of
Keith Cudworth on a contrac-
tual fee basis, $200 for each six-
day camping excursion.

In a memo to Young, loday,
Mayor McCoy said that in the
1973-74 grant application the
money for the program was
listed as a salary item.

“You have proposed a con-
tractual commitment which is
not in accordance with the
application or grant,” the
mayor told Young,

The mayor said he had
received a letler nolifying the
town that the granl for 1974-75
was forthcoming with an
explanation of why the funding
was reduced,

The funding comes from the
Law Enforcement Assistance
Administration (LEAA). The

letter was titled, ‘‘Reasons for
denial of funding for contrac-
tual services." It explained that
the application indicated con-
tractual funds were wanted to
hire a recreational program
director and that the funding in
question is designed to fund
youth service systems which
receive referrals from the
juvenile justice system and lo
divert them to local programs
which deal with troubled
youths,

“Funds are nol to be applied
to recreational or outreach
programs,” the letter stated.

It further said the request for
the contractual commitment
goes beyond the scope and in-
tent of the funding '‘and
therefore the applicant Is
denied contractual funds."*

“Mayor McCoy said that
after receiving this letter he
checked with the LEAA office
o make sure this prohibition
applied to programs of the
nature of ‘'‘Summer
Challenge,'” In either grant
period, and he was told it does.

In his memo to Young the

Seaver, who had been sidelined for 10 days with a
pinched nerve in his left hip, gave the Mets some hope over
the first seven innings that he might be returning to his old
form by allowing only two singles and one unearned run.
However, the Mets' mealticket was forced to leave the
game in the eighth inning when his hip injury acted up
again, thus clouding his future once more.

He is not expected to miss his next turn, but Seaver
readily admitted he experienced some pain on several of
his deliveries. :

. “'It was stiff all night,”" Seaver said, referring to his left
hip, “and it hurt on four or five pitches. Maybe it was

batting a healthy .300, cracked a low line drive. Baylor
appeared to have it but shielded his eyes at the last second
and let the ball fall in front of him as the Boston runners
scored.

Singles by catcher Bob Montgomery, who got three of
the 14 Boston hits, and Doug Griffin, plus another double
steal, accounted for the other Red Sox runs in their big in-
ning.

These four teams met today in two semifinals to decide
which pair goes into the July 7 World Cup final in Munich,

Holland and West Germany need only a draw to reach
Munich, Their opponents, Brazil and Poland, respectively,
must win.

Tuesday the teams exchanged compliments,

“I consider them (Holland) the best team in the world,”
said Brazilian managér Mario Zagalo. Butl he said Brazil
would meet West Germany in the final,

West German Manager Helmut Schoen said, “I'm glad
we are not meeting the Brazilians. Tome, they are like the
Sphinx.”

Johan Cruyff of Holland said, *“The Brazilians frighten
me a little, They are improving all the time."

Poland Manager Kazimierz Gorski was less talkative,
He would only say, "“We will go all out to win. We need the
goals."

According to the bookmakers, Holland has the best
chance of capturing the World Cup. West Germany is the
second choice, with Brazil quoted at 11-2 and Poland a 7-1
outsider.

Zagalo said, ‘"We will beat the Dutch even though I con-
sider them the best side in the world. After aso-so start we
have found our rhythm and T believe the final will be
between us and the West: Germans.”

Some experts were skeptical. Holland has played
superbly, lodging itself as number two scoring team in the
competition despite the fact it has nevér met the World
Cup's most porous defenses — Zaire, Australia and Haiti.

Its defense has been called suspect, but Brazil's
forwards fall into the same category,

West Germany had been disappointing until its last vic-
tory over Sweden,

Poland remains a dangerous dark-horse, still thoroughly
averlooked despite being the only side to win all its games.

NEW YORK (UPI) — More and
more the success of the National
Football League appears to be linked
to the world champion Miami
Dolphins.

And the Dolphins —who are
scheduled to open the exhibition
season against the College All-Stars
on July 26—are anything but un-
animous  in, their support of the
Players Association list of demands.

Although all in attendance
expressed their concern with
the bombing, there appeared to
be (wo schools of thought —
those expressing dissatisfaction
with school, teachers, and ad-
ministration and those blaming
the aduits,

A. Pete Dallaire, selectman
from Hebron, last week in a
stalement made at the lown's
Board of Selectmen meeting,
questioned the dress "'code’’ for
teachers, the drug problem at
Rham and the poor disciplinary
actions of the school ad-
ministration.

He reiterated his ‘statement
Monday, citing one instance of
seeing a male teacher walking
the corridors barefooted and
another Incident of spotting &
“braless" female teacher,

The administration informed
him that there was no dress
code for either the teachers or
the students.

As for the drug problem,
which Dallaire stated he knew
aboul from rellable sources,
Dr. David Cattahach,
superintendent of schools,
reported that during the search
of the school following the bom-
bing the only drugs found was
one marijuana cigarette, accor-
ding to John Soderberg,
Hebron's resident trooper.

Dallaire also cited how many
parents are crying for dis-
cipling for their children but
are gelting nowhere.

Many of the questions asked
by Dallaire could not be

answered by the board or Dr.
Catlanach. Reasons given were
that the board had not yet had

When, in the course of human events, it becomes
necessary for one people to dissolve the political bands
which have connected them with another, and to assume,
among the powers of the earth, the separate and equal
station to which the laws of nature and nature’s God enti-
tle them, a decent respect to the opinions of mankind
requires that they should declare the causes which impel
them to the separation.

We hold these truths to be self-evident: That all men
are created equal; that they are endowed by their Creator
with certain unalienable rights; that among these are
life, liberty, and the pursuit of happiness. That, to secure
these rights, governments are instituted among men,
deriving their just powers from the consent of the
‘Roverned; that, whenever any form of government
becomes deslruchve of these ends it is the right of the
people to alter or to abolish it, and lo institute a new
government, laying its foundation on such principles and
organizing its powers in such form, as to them shall seem
most likely to effect their safety and happiness.
Prudence, indeed, will dictate that governments long es-
tablished should not be changed for light and transient
causes; and accordingly all experience hath shown that
mankind are -more disposed to suffer, while evils are suf-
ferable, than to right themselves by abolishing the forms
to which they are accustomed. Bul when a long train of
abuses and usurpations, pursuing invariably the same
object, evinces a design to reduce them under absolute
despotism, it is their right, it s their duty, to throw off
such government, and to provide new guards for their
future security. Such has been the patient sufferance of
these colonies; and such is now the necessity which con-
strdins them (o alter their former systems of govern-
ment. The history of the present King of Great Britain is
a history of repeated injuries and usurpations, all having
indirectobject the establishment of an absolute tyranny
over these states. To prove this, let facts be submitted to a
candid world.

He has forbidden his governors to pass laws of im-
mediate and pressing importance, unless suspended in

He has refused {o pass other laws for the accommoda-
tion of large districts of people, unless those people would
relinquish the right of representation in a legislature —a
right inestimable o them, and formidable to tyrants only.

He has called together legislative bodies at places un-
usual, uncomfortable, and distant from the depository of
their public records, for the sole purpose of [atiguing
them into compliance with his measure.

The increasing demand for
lumber and wood products and
the resulting competition for
standing timber among timber
buyers has promoted requests
for informalton from Connec-
ticut landowners who are
receiving offers for their
timber from several New York
and New England firms,

Department of Environmen-
tal Protéction State Forester
E.J. Vandermillen said,
“Higher lumber prices are
being reflected in higher prices
paid for Llrees on the stump.
This can provide an opportunity
for the landowner to practice
sound forestry on his property
and to recover part of his
ownership cost if judicious cut-
ting is used.”

“The landowner must be sure
he is dealing with a reputablé
buyer, and he should rot deal
with a company that is unknown
to him unless he first consutls a
forester."

One out-of-state firm recently
mailed letters lo Connecticut
landowners saying their
professional forester would
mark mature trees for the
owner, inferring this would be a
guarantee of satisfaction to the
landowner.

Vandermillen pointed out
that although a company may
claim to hire a “professional
forester’” this could be mis-
leading, since the first obliga-
tion of such a person is to his
employer.

Landowners wishing to begin
management on their woodlots
should begin by consulting
foresters to assist them In
making their management
decisions,

Three important procedures
{o guide the landowners are:

1. Determine how much wood
should be removed to improve
his forest and how much of this
wood is marketable.

2. Splicit bids from all local
reputable commercial logging
firm.s

3. When a suitable bid has
been received, draft a written
contract covering conditions of
sale and standards to be
observed by the logger. Include
method of payment and es-
tablish a time limit for'comple-
tion,

Found Money

Phyllis was having tea in an
open-air cafe when she spied a
wallet under & nearby table. A
look inside revealed $900 in cash
but no identification, Dutifully,
Phyllis left the wallet with the
proprietor of the cafe, to be held
for a possible claimant,

Months passed, and no claim-
ant appeared. Finally Phyllis de-
cided it was now hers to keep. But
the proprietor demurred.

“The wallet wus found on my
premises,” he pointed out in a
court hearing: “Therefore, unless
the original owner shows up, it
helonge to me,"

However, the court ordered him
to hand the wallet and the money
over to Phyllis. The court said
lost property found in a public
place, not traceable (o the original
owner, may be retained by the
finder.

Most courts endorse this rule.
Unclaimed money (or other val-
uables) found in public plnces,
like #he lobby of a hotel or the
nisle of a supermarket, are usually
awarded to the finder rather than
the management.

Does it matter if the finder was
a company employee? Generally,
1o,

Thus, & bank teller who found
a diamond ring near the entry
wiy was held entitled to keep it
us against the bank. So long as it
wis not part of his job to find lost
articles, said the court, he was
"on his own" in making this dis-
covery.

It may indeed matter, though,
il the item was not technically
lost but ‘only mislaid (that Is,
laid down on purpose, then left
behind by mistake),

Such & case arose when a cus-
tomer in a barber shop noticed n
wallet that had been forgotten on
i table, When no owner could be
located the customer and the
barber went to  court 1o setile the
right to the wallet,

This time, the court ruled in
favor of the barber, not the cus-
tomer. The court sid the fact
thut the owner of the wallet had
originally placed it on the table
meant that he had entrusted it to
the custody of the shop.

Road Toll
100 July 4

By United Press International

Less than 100 persons lost their lives on
the nation's highways during the first 24
hours of this Fourth of July weekend, but
the death rate climbed steadily as the
holiday moved into its second day.

A United Press International survey in-
dicated the National Safety Council may
have been right in predicting its low es-
timates of traffic deaths for the four-day
holiday period, The first day of the holiday
usually claims the most lives.

The council, which has estimated
between 450 and 500 persons will be killed
in traffic mishaps between 6 p.m. local
time Wednesday and midnight Sunday,
credited slower-driving motorists for the
reduced estimate

The record traffic death toll for a four-
day Fourth of July period was 760 in 1672,
when the council had estimated an all-
time high of 800 to 500 fatalities.

“The lifesaving trend in traffic ac-
cidents that appeared last winter at the
onset of the energy crisis still seems to be
with us,” council president Vincent
Tofany said. He estimated the trend could
save more than 200 lives during the
holiday period.

The council also urged motorists to
observe posted speed limits and use seat
belts, suggesting the belts could prevent
up to 125 projected [atalities.

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Britain Tells Ulster
To Devise Peace Plan

LONDON (UPI) — Britain has told
Northern Ireland to come up with its own
plan for ending the province's political un-
rest and finding a solution to nearly five
years of religious strife,

In an official white paper, the govern-
ment Thursday ordered elections for a
new Northern Ireland constitutional con-
vention. The paper said the 78-member

* convention should draw up a formula for
governing the violence-torn province.

“If the Northern Ireland community can
reach a broad consensus of agreement,
any one of a number of possible patlerns of
government might well be workable,' the
white paper said,

“But If agreement is nol reached; the
troubles in Northern Ireland will not only
*emain but could intensify. No one will be

able to turn this defeal intoa victory. That
Is reality."

The British government reimposed
direct rule on Northern Ireland May 29
after the collapse of the province's
moderate governing “executive,” which
shared power between the majority
Protestants and minority Roman
Catholics.

The executive fell after militant
Protestants paralyzed the province with a
16-day general strike protesting plans to
establish a Council of Ireland between
leaders. in Bellast and the Irish Republic,

The white paper, a statement of policy,
said direct rule cannot last indefinitely
and the convention would give all Ulster's
political groups a chance to discuss possi-
ble alternatives.

Lawyers for Kissinger
Ask Lifting of Subpoena

WASHINGTON (UPI) — Attorneys
for Secretary of State Henry A.
Kissinger today asked a U.S, District
Couft to quash a subpoena that he
testify at the Ellsberg break-in con-
spiracy trial of Johin D. Ehrlichman.

Attorneys John J. Chester and Gene A.
Staudt said Kissinger could not appear
because he is holding “critical meetings"
in Europe with U.8. allies and NATO of-
ficlals.

Ehrlichman’s attorneys obtained the
subpoena on June 19 to require Kissinger's
testimony. Ehrlichman, President Nixdn's
former No. 2 aide, i8 on trial with three
other men on charges of conspiring to
arrange the break-in at the office of
Daniel Ellsberg's psychiatrist in
September 1971, Ehrlichman also is
charged with lying to the FBI and the
grand jury about his role.

Kissinger's lawyers submitted a
memorandum stating the secretary had no
informaion about the break-in which oc-

cured while Kissinger was Nixon's foreign
affairg ‘adviger, and knew nothing about
any conspiracy on the part of Ehrlichman
or the other defendants. The memoran-
dum was submited by Carlyle E. Maw and
bore the confirming initials "HK."

"“The instant subpoena Is both un-
reasonable and oppressive,” Kissinger's
lawyers argued In a brief filed with the
court.

They said that in the face of the
memorandum initlaled by Kissinger, he
should mot be required to testify unless his
appearance was critical to the case and
the information could be obtained only
from him,

"Even as the above criteria could be
met by the defendant it would
nevertheless be unduly oppressive and in-
Jurious to the public interest to require Dr. .
Kissinger to appear at this time,” the
briefl said.

“Such an order would require Dr.
Kissinger to abruptly terminate hig of-
ficial mission abroad...”

Twister Hits Southern

BRIDGTON, Maine (UPI) — High winds
and rain packing '‘the force of a tornado”
swept across southern Maine Thursday,
injuring at least 18 persons as it toppled
trees and tore down power lines in a four-
county area.

The state Civil Defense Office said
many of the injured were vacationing at
summer homes and campgrounds in the
popular Sebago Lake area, 10 miles
southeast of here.

“It's lucky more people weren't in-
jured,”” Bridgton Town Manager Ervin
Linscott said, "They're usually anywhere
from 500 to 800 people in those camping
areas."

He said the wind and rain was '‘more
like a severe thunderstorm than a twister,
but it had all the force of & tornado.” The
storm downed trees which blocked dozens /
of roads. /

Four of the injured were listed In
serfous condition and under intensive care
at hospitals in Bridgton and Portland.

In Raymond, Maine, Michael Davison
was knocked unconscious when lightning
struck the barn where he and one gf his
children took cover when the storm hit.

Train Derails,
15 Injured

MELVERN, Kan,' (UPI) — The last six
cars of an eastbound Amlirak train
derailed east of Melvern early today and
four of the cars slid down a 50-foot em-
bankment, injuring 15 to 20 persons.

Melvern Marshal Ron Logan said the in-
Jured were taken by ambulance to hospitals
in Topeka, Ottawa and Emporia from the
accident scene in eastern Kansas.

Logan said there were no fatalities at
the scene, bul “serious injuries' included
broken arms and legs and head injuries.

“The cars just rolled down the em-
bankment,” Logan said. “'The derailment

occurred right where the railroad went
over an overpass and the cars just slid
down the bank to the road, laying on their
side.”

Rescuers took cutting torches o the
scene, but Logan sald they weren't used.

"“They had to go through the tap
(through windows) and grope through to
find the people,”" he said

One of the two tracks on the Santa Fe
line was lorn up as the derailed cars slid
along on the sides belore slopping about a
quarter mile from where the derailment

occurred,
