12, 1775, Their uniforms are
handmade copies of a farmer's
clothing from the
Revolutionary era, preserved in
the Concord Antiquarian Socie-
ty collections. Their ae-
coutrements and firearms are
custommade replicas of
cighteenth century originals,
The company has perfermed at
the Presidential Inaugural
Parade in 1973, the 350th an-
niversary parades in Plymouth,
and regularly participate in the
Concord Patriot's Day
celebrations.

The Sturbridge Martial Band
strives to re-create one of the
small civilian fife and drum
hands which existed in a few
New England villages during
the Federal and Jacksonian
times, about forty years after
the Revolution when there was
uncertainty about the role of
the militia. All able-bodied men
still were required to lurn out
properly equipped and, if possi-
ble, uniformed for training day,
Those who were enthusiastic
and could afford it reported in
elaborate homemade or tailor-
made uniforms, while others
turned out in their farmer’s
smock or in the civilian coats
and vests of apprentices and
clerks. The Sturbridge Martial
Band wears such a mixture of
civilian and fancy semi-
military dress of the 1820s, in-
cluding reproductions of ar-
ticles in the Old Sturbridge
Village collection.

Manchester Memorial
Hospital may join with ten
other hospitals in Central
Connecticut Lo participate in a
closed eircuit television
network. The Universily of
Connecticut Health Center has
proposed the network.

The network, for which the
hospitals would share es-
timated costs of $311,000 to set
up and $43.000 a year to run, ac-
cording Lo the university, would
be used for such inter-hospital
dctivities as training programs,
conferences, physician con-
sultations, diagnoses, and dis-
tribution of library audiovisual
materials for videotaping

It would avoid duplication of
many programs and cut time
and money now expended in
travel back and forth between
hospitals, said Louis G.
Audelte, head of the health
center's biomedical com-
munications unit.

Vote Expected by Nightfall

Committee Preparing
Impeachment Charges

WASHINGTON (UPI) — In a solemn
televised debate, the House Judiciary
Committee was framing charges today of
impeachable misconduct against Presi-
dent Nixon.

By nightfall or shortly thereafter, a vote
was to come and an overwhelming
recommendation of impeachment — by all
the committee's Democrats and nearly
half its Republicans — was anticipated.

That would be enough to submit Presi-
dent Nixon to impeachment proceedings
in the House next month.

Defeat Predicted

The fight had gone out of his defenders.
They predicted their own defeat.

Today’s vote was expected to recom-
mend that Nixon be impeached for
covering up the involvement of his closest
assoclates in Watergate — a charge of
obstruction of justice.

On Saturday, a second vote is to occur —
on abuse of power by turning government
agencies — the CIA, FBI and IRS — to
political purposes.

These lwo days promised to be the
bleakest yet in Nixon's long fight to finish
out the term he won in November, 1972, by
the greatest landslide in American
history.

effect of being on television. Messages of
support or opposition came from around
the country as each one spoke — but more
politically significant were the indications
that many House members were looking
in — and perhaps being influenced.

But Nixon already has rejected the com-
mittee's subpoenaes for the same tapes
and even if he changed his mind, weeks,
possibly months, would pass before the
tapes would be transcribed and become
available as potential evidence.

Even Rep. Charles E. Wiggins, R-Calif,,
said he had no stomach for further delay.
The mood of the committee was to end its
long work by the weekend.

Wiggins, Nixon's most influential
defender, and Rep, Delbert Latta, R-Ohio,
perhaps the President's most vocal
defender, both admitted defeat for now.

Latta said the vote against Nixon could
go as high as 27-11. That would mean that
eight of the 17 Republicans had gone for
impeachment.

GOP Convention Opens

HARTFORD (UPI) — Connecticut
Republicans opened their nominating con-
vention at noon today in the shadow of
Watergate with two candidates headed
toward a probable primary election for
the opportunity to succeed their party's
lame-duck goyernor.

The two leading candidates for gover-
nor, Rep. Robert H. Steele, R-Conn., and
Bridgeport Mayor Nicholas A. Panuzio,
both claim strong support among the 1,287
corvention delegates who meet al the
Bushnell Memorial.

The opening day of the convention will
mostly concern routine party matters with
a keynote address set for 8 p.m. by Sen,
Howard Baker, R-Tenn., co-chairman of
the disbanded Senate Watergate Com-
mittee. Nominations begin on Saturday.

Nixon Resolution

A group opposing impcachment of
President Nixon plans to ask convention
delegates lo approve a resolution support-
ing the beleagured President,

The resolution is opposed by state party
Chairman J. Brian Gaffney and Sen.
Lowell P. Weicker Jr., anoutspoken Nixon
critic who served on the Senate Watergate
Committee.

Steele, 36, a two-term Congressman who
has said he would not want Nixon to cam-
paign for him, laid claim Thursday Lo the
644 votes needed for nomination on the
first ballot.

Panuzio, 38, mayor of Connecticut's
largest city, disputes Steele and says he
can win nomination on a second or third
ballot.

Primary Possible
Both Panuzio and Steele said they would

launch a September primary if either lost
the convention nomination but got the

needed 20 per cent delegate support for the
pre-election primary.

The apparent closeness of the race puts
a third contender, House Speaker Francis
J. Collins of Brookfield, in a position to
make or break the two strongmen. Collins
claims more than 125 delegates, but others
estimate his strength at no more than 5
delegates, -

A fourth contender, Sen. George L.
Gunther of Stratford, withdrew from the
race Thursday and pledged what little
delegate support he had to Steele.
Agriculture Commissioner Fenton
Futtner is also a gubernatorial candidate.

Party Control

The present Republican governor,
Thomas J. Meskill, who {8 not seeking a
second term, has joined with Gaffney and
the GOP organization in support of
Panuzio.

Democrats meeting last weekend chose
Rep. Ella T. Grasso, D-Conn., as the first
female candidate for governor in Connec-
tict history.

The Democratic party, which until
Meskill's election in 1970 controlled the
executive mansion for 18 years, managed
to avoid the threat of a divisive primary
election now facing the GOP in the year of
Watergate,

Underlying the convention, which must
also nominate candidates for U.S. Senator
and lesser positions, is the struggle of the
Gaffnéy-Meskill organization to retain
control of the party.

Punuzio Favors Gaffney
Panuzio favors retention of Gafiney as
party chairman, but. if Steele wins —
either at the convention or at a Septémber
primary election — Gaffney would
probably be ousted.

Turkey landed more troops on Cyprus
today and acting Cypriot President
Glafkos Clerides warned in Nicosia that
war would break out again within a few
hours unless the Turks stopped violating
the cease-fire.

Almost immediately mortar and
machine gun fire broke out along the
Green Line separating Cyprus' Greek
Cypriot and Turkish Cypriot communities,
Witnesses said Greek-led National
guardsmen began piling into trucks to
move into position.

Hard Line at Geneva

The peace talks among Britain, Turkey
and Greece opened in Geneva but the two
antagonists developed a hard line and
there was no early progress. Both Greece
and Turkey accused each other of breaking
the cease-fire

The situation was darkened by political
developments in Athens where Premier
Constantine Karamanlis was reported
running into snags in the completion of his
cabinel. He has named some key
ministers but his cabinet list is not com-
plete,

Clerides delivered his warning at a news
conference in Nicosia.

“The responsibility of what might
happen in the next few hours will rest sole-
ly on the shoulders of the Turkish
government," Clerides said.

“We are not prepared to continue to see
Greek villages being ruined and refugees

piling up while we stand still,”" he said.
Advances Alleged

Clerides, displaying a map showing
alleged ground advances by Turkish forces
to widen their corridor from Kyrenia to
Nicosia, said he had cabled the guarantors
of Cyprus’ independence meeting in
Geneva,'” explaining the siluation
clearly.”

When one goes nearly to the
top of Birch Mountain Rd. there
is a sharp turn over a ledge
along which the road had
paralleled. Instead of making
that turn the old *‘Cooper Saw-
mill Rd" went straight ahead,
There was only two houses on it
and the other end came onto the
old Hebron Road (now Rt. 94
after being called Goslee St.,
then Hebron Ave.). The
southern parl was submerged
in the bottom of Manchester's
Buckingham Reservoir. It was
necessary o build a new sec-
tion around the reservoir when
the dam was built. The small
house on the cast side of the
road not very far from the
Birch Mountain Rd. was Abby
Jane Wood's, an elderly woman
who lived alone except for
aboul a dozen mongrel dogs of
all sizes and colors. When going
that way 0.C. always carried a
long club besides his rifle. He
wouldn't want to shoot
anybody's dog, but they were
too threatening when they sur-
rounded him, to be without
some protection. Somelimes he
would avoid them by cutting
across from the south end of
Gardner St. (then a cart parth)
and come onto the ""Coop'’ road
farther south than Abby's,

The saw mill pond was on the
brook thal comes into
Manchester's reservoir from
the Albasi (Thompson) Pond.
The dam broke out so there is
no longer any pond there. The
road passed over a wooden
bridge just below the dam. Last
time O.C. tried todrive through
that road the bridge was out.
Probably still is because our
waler department does not en-
courage (respassers on the
watershed property through
which most of the road passes.
Just past the brook someone
had put a pipe onto a spring in
the bank and there was all ways
a good stream of fine water
running. We would walk a mile
for a c-c-c-upful.

Next to the brook was a house
and barn owned by John Shewry
who also owned a large part of
the land purchased by the Town
of Manchester for reseryoir
watershed, Another man (name
forgotten) rented and lived
there when 0.C.'s father
retired a black mare "'Peggy"
to the pasture south of the pond.
She had access to the barn in
extremely cold weather but
developed a beautiful long fur

" coat that would have made a

fine coat for a man.

Peggy’s first colt was ''Ben-
nie."" He was smaller than his
mother and never did develop
big enough for hard work. A
French Canadian broom maker
named Joe Desire trained
(“broke”’) Bennie. He was

never a very spirited horse,
friendly, easy to handle, willing
to be ridden but inclined to be
lazy,

Peggy was getting old and
should probably not have been
asked to be a mother again. Her
last baby was Daisy. She was
even smaller than Bennie but
entirely different in character.
When she had had a year of
freedom in the pasture and had
never had a rope or leather
strap tough her, 0.C.'s father
said the boy could have herif he
would go gel her and "'break”
or train her. Fair enough. A
wonderful pal-ship developed
between us.

There was nothing lazy about
Daisy. Always willing and real-
Iy fast. O.C. never touched her
with a whip, in fact was not in
the habit of having one with
him. She was really too small
for any but small children to
ride. But hitched to anything on
wheels or runners and she
didn’t need any urging. In fact
she had to be restrained for her
own good.

She was a real pal.
Everytime 0.C. came into her
stall to feed or do anything she
would press her lips against his
cheek and want to be petted.
She loved currying and
brushing, and when asked for it
she would hand up any foot that
was wanted. And she was
playful, She would give a
roguish push with her head or
shoulder and then look as if she
wanted to smile.

Once 0O.C. was wearing a
black bearskin overcoat. Daisy
carefully took a”hold of it
hetween the shoulders and gave
a little shake then pushed her
nose against her pal's cheek.
She loved petting.

‘Jdcques Brel’ Musical
Series of Situations
S

By JUNE TOMPKINS
Audiences are seeing a
kalaidescopic view of life — its
ups and downs, its tears and
laughter in  musical
cariacature, in Summer
Theatre III's current produc-
on of "Jacques Brel is Alive
and Well and Living in Paris,"
This is the second weekend
showing of the musical at the
Manchester Community
College auditorium, and the
final presentation of the season,
Not a show with a theme of
continuity, it is a series of
situations; or impressions com-
bined French farce which the
author Brel has singled out for
poetic and musical expression,
The show's music alone is
worthy of a concert, particular-
ly as it is presented by the
small combination of piano,
percussion, bass and guitar. It
should be noted that the pianist,
Don Charlamb, is 2 Manchester
High School graduate and is

| lrrently attending the Hartt
College of Music of the Univer-

sity of Hartford,

Although the program is
divided into two acts, each act
is merely a program of in-
dividual musical sketches. The
first number following the over-
ture is called “Marathon” and
is a marathon of rapid-fire
words and action denoting the
age of dancing marathons and
other similar crazes of the
period. The four members of
the cast who articulate the
tongue-twisting barrage of
adjectives is no less than adept,

Art Cloutier does several solo
slots, but two are particularly
noteworthy. A song called
‘“Mathilde" recalls the woman
who returns to his life and with
it, returns him to passionate
yearnings even though he may
have o pay a dear price with
his heart as he has before.

Another number entitled
“Next" is akind of recitative
on what it’s like to take one's
place in the line of life where
you take your turn “‘next'’ along
with everyone else — whether
it's in the Army, or wherever.

Katleen Roche-Zujko, who
has studied voice at the Hart-
ford Conservatory of Music,
puts a special kind of sparkle to
the haunting and lovely
"*"Marieke' sung partly in
English and partly in French,
Begun in a soft plaintive style,
the song continues to modulate
to higher pitches until the song
climaxes in dramatic intensity.
Brel uses this technique in
many of his songs which
achieves the final effect of a
number as an artist achieves
the bold finish on his canvas
with the cut of his knive in the
heavy paint,

Kathleen sings another
number, ‘“‘Carousel,” with
effective pantomime from the
other three cast members who
perfectly describe a ride on the
old fashioned merry-go-round
as though you can see it before
your eyes.

John Hutchinson, a musician
in his own right, sings several
songs, two of which deserve
particular mention, *‘Statue' is

an original expression that may
suggest sacrilege to some, but
its ‘originality of thought is
stimulating. In “‘Fanette," he
sings of an ‘unrequited love
which touches the heart.

Marcy Goldberg, a volce stu-
dent at Hartt College, sings a
poignant song ‘'Sons of'’
describing the sons of all
mothers, how they leave the
cradle and pass you by. Again,
Brel's technique of helghtening
the drama of the moment with
intensified music is nsed artful-
ly.
Marcy's mellow voice is
expressive in ‘‘No, Love,
You're Not Alone,” another
moving expression of Brel,

The “company," as the cast
is called on the program, con-
clude the show with a rousing
rendition that says love is what
really makes the world go
round, and if we all had it for
each other, what a wonderful
world this would be. Obviously,
the cast is caught up with the
emotion of the number which
climaxes all the expressions of
the show.

It's hard to draw out a par-
ticular theme of ‘‘Jacques
Brel'' for like an im-
pressionistic work of art, each
one sees something different in
it according to his own
experiences or situations. Its
appeal for everyone, however,
cannot miss, You might wish to
see it again, it's that kind of
show.

Directed by Bob Vater, it is a
production that would rival any
company's rendition of the
Jacques Brel favorite.

The musical plays tonight
through Sunday. Tickets are
available at the door. Curtain
time is 8:30.

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No Robin Hood

If you thought this.country learned
anything from the Russian wheat
deal, you sadly underestimate the
generosity of Uncle Sam.

According to Rep. Henry S. Reuss,
D-Wis., a member of the House
Banking and Currency Committee and
chairman of the Joint International
Economics Subcommittee, at a time
of shortages and worsening inflation
in this country, a slew of government
agencies — ‘'like so many rogue
elephants crashing through the
canebrake' — are actively subsidizing
the export of scarce goods and equally
scarce credit,

The Commodity Credit Corp., for
example, unabashed by the Russian
wheat fiasco of 1972, continues to lend
American dollars to foreign countries
so that they can buy American wheat,
soybeans and other scarce com-
modities at discount prices.

In the fiscal year that ended on June
30, the C.C.C. issued $286 million in
new credits. Even more astounding,
he says, the Department of
Agriculture is now preparing a big
promotion campaign for the current
fiscal year for $415 million in new
credits. .

Who are the beneficiaries of this
largesse? One of them is oil-rich Iran,
which last year got a C.C.C.-
administered, $45-million, 15-year
loan to buy U.S. wheat.

“While the Iranians gouge the
Americans on oil,”" writes Reuss in
the New York Times magazine, ‘‘the
C.C.C. gouges the Americans on
wheat.!

"With our wheat dissipated, of
course, bread prices here rise. With
our credit diverted to Iran, of course,
housing here languishes. With our
grain reserves gone, hope of helping
the starving millions of the Sahara
margin and of the Indian subcontinent
dwindles. And, of course, the
taxpayers pay for the program."

Or take the Export-Import Bank. It
recently guaranteed a $48-million,

seven-to-10-year loan at 6 per cent to
West Germany's Lufthansa airline to
purchase wide-bodied jets. Since West
Germany is choking with reserves and
the mark is very sound, says the con-
gressman, Germany should obviously
have bought the planes for cash.

The Ex-Im Bank is also making cut-
rate, taxpayer-subsidized loans to
Japan for commercial aircraft, for
nuclear power plant fuel and for cot-
ton at a time when shortages are
causing the cost goods in this country
to soar.

Or take the Internal Revenue Ser-
vice's Domestic International Sales
Corp. (DISC), which was created
back in 1971 when we were still
laboring under fixed exchange rates.
DISC gives a tax deferment to
American companies to induce theém
to expand exports. But frequently
these exports are scarce items like
lumber, plywood or scrap, whose
domestic prices, again are driven up,

Not that free trade itself is not a
worthwhile goal, says Reuss, It
provides more goods for lower prices,
jobs for American workers and the
most efficient use of world resources.
But the current administration policy
of indiscriminately subsidizing
exports is, to put it mildly, misguided.

A final irony, he says, is that the
Federal Reserve is now so worried
about excessive exports that it wants
to intervene in the market to raise the
dollar’s exchange rate.

Would it not be more sensible, he
asks, to cut down on the excessive
exports in the first place by curtailing

“the agencies that are using taxpayers’

dollars to bring them about?

One might add another irony — the
fact that foreign aid programs to
countries that really need our help,
programs that now represent the
merest fraction of our Gross National
Product, are always among the first
things to get the ax by an “‘economy-
minded" Congress at the behest of an
outraged public.

A Burglar’s Bane

Burglary is still the No. ! erime in
America. Some 22 million burglaries
are committed every year — about
one every 13 seconds — for an es-
timated loss of more than $722
million

Only about one in every five
burglaries is solved. Of the relatively
small percentage of stolen goods that
police recover, a large share can't be
identified and is eventually put up for
public sale, This lack of positive iden-
tification of stolen property also
makes it difficult to obtain convic-
tions for breaking and entering.

"Operation Identification,” a
protection program sponsored by the
National Association of Insurance
Agents (NATA), is a plan to put the
thieves out of business. It simply in-
volves personalizing or branding por-
table belongings with the owner’s per-
sonal identification number. Electric
engraving pens are available at no
cost through the local offices of NAIA
members across the country.

After branding their property, par-

ticipants in Operation 1D put decals
on windows and doors reading, “All
items of value on these premises have

&

been marked for ready identification
by law enforcement agencies."

The idea is that, being forwarned,
burglars won't usually break in for
any good burglar knows that marked
items are not only hard to fence but
offer police hard evidence for a con-
viction and are therefore, an invita-
tion to jail.

The results, where the program has
been put into operation, have been
dramatic.

In the Cincinnati area, for example,
in one year's time there were 12,000
burglaries in 125,000 non-Operation
Identification homes. During the
same period there was only 10
burglaries in the 17,000 homes par-
ticipating in the program.

Wichita, Kans., reports 5,558
burglaries in 90,000 homes. But of the
20,000 homes involved in Operation
ID. only four were burglarized and of
these four, only six markéd items
were taken and three of them were
subsequently recovered.

Operation Identification thus has
three functions; it deters burglaries,
traces stolen property and helps
prosecute thieves, It also helps keep
down spiraling insurance costs.

Keep Your Fingers Crossed

WASHINGTON — “Nobody
really understands economic
statistics,”" the late President
Eisenhower once complained at
a press conference, "'But
everybody will know it if we go
into a depression, so I'm not
worried about those Gloomy
Guses over at the Commerce
Department and their bogey-
man figures,"

In fact, things were going
pretty well at the time — in the
early fifties — although even-
tually the economy suffered a
little from what was called by
some the '‘‘Eisenhower
recession.”” Now the economy
is so shaky that any piece of
news that isn't absolutely bad
sounds good.

Accordingly, the temptation
is strong to take comfort from
the latest Commerce
Department's figures showing
that the Gross National Product
(GNP) declined at a lower an-

nual rate in the second quarter
and the rate of inflation
diminished considerably.
Specifically, '‘real” output
dropped at an annual rate of
“only" 1.2 per cent, compared
to 4 big 7 per cent decline in the
first quarter. Inflation was
growing at an annual rate of 8.8
per cent, compared to the first
quarter's 12.3 per cent,

Now, there are respected
experts who insist that two con-
secutive quarlers of decline in
the GNP make a recession. But
Commerce Secretary
Frederick B. Denl seems to
have a point when he rejects
this premise. ““I consider the
term recession oo severe to
characterize an energy-related
spasm,” says Dent.

Eventually, something called
the National Bureau of
Economic Research, a private
organization, will decide
whether the economy has been

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NEW YORK CITY — How
much of a media event should
the impeachment proceedings
be? The House vote to open its
Judiciary Committee's im-
peachment debate to radio and
TV coverage may prove a
forerunner of later steps to
bring TV into the general House
debate and the Senale trial.

There are some good reasons
for going all the way. But it is
likely to prove a breakthrough
which won't be confined to im-
peachment debates. Once
Congress has tasted media
blood the smell of the battle
will'be in'its nostrils. Before the
end of the decade TV cameras
will, T suspect, be recording
debates in both houses, with
some resulls we may not yet
have measured,

On the warning side I quote
from a brief but weighty new
paperback called
“Impeachment: A Handbook"
(Yale), by Charles L. Black Jr.,

., 0of the Yale Law School.
% "Nothing solid is added to

public information," he says,
by making a continuing spec-
tacle of the trial."” Above all,
TV, radio and photography act
on that which they purport to
observe: Whal one sees and
hears is not what would have
occurred if they were not
there.”" He is writing primarily
about a Senate impeachment
trial, but his logic would apply
to the committee and the House
debate as well,

A case can be made out for
TV in both arenas. It is a case
for bringing the people into the

uncommitted -members on a
sizzling hot seat, smoking them
out of their hesitations and
bringing the full weight of a
popular majority sentiment to
bear on any wavering souls.

It is the case for a
majoritarian view of
democracy, -a Jeffersonian one
that emphasizes the will of the
majority rather than a Madiso-
nian one which emphasizes
limits andsafeguards.

The merits of it are clear. TV
gets the people more involved
and makes their represen-
tatives more accountable and
responsive to them. It means
there will be no hiding place for
any congressman or Senator
who may wish to maintain a low
profile, for whatever reason.
The Plyphemus eye of the cruel
camera will seek him out,

But here is exactly where the
danger will lie. Prof. Black
feels strongly that impeach-
ment is a solemn process, that
everyone involved — including
the citizen — must show respon-
sibility, and that “‘in this
process a snow of telegrams
ought to play no part.” Yet in
its very nature an impeachment
process Is political theater, and
it appeals, to the theatrical in
each of us.

4n the present instance one
can see why the House
Democratic majorily seems in-
clined toward it. For it
capitalizes present anti-Nixon
majority among the people, and
brings that majority into the
proceedings by bringing the
praceedings into every living
room, shop, office, bar. It
would imprint the image of the
debate and the debaters on the

public mind, long enough at
least to last through the 1976
elections

But remember also that TV
activizes whatever it touches.
It_makes the people conscious
of the scene, and it makes those
on the scene conscious of the
people walching them, so that
they end by staging the scene
for them. A deliberative
assembly could thus be
transformed into a media
event. We should then have
neither Jelfersonian nor
Madisonian democracy but a
kind of McLuhan democracy.

This has a special poignancy
for us today because the whole
impeachment procedure is in
part legal and in part political,
in a delicate balance between
the two. During an impeach-
ment the House acts asa grand
jury and the Senate as a trial
court. Inevitably the political
thrust will break through these
legal forms. Will TV heighten
the legal solemnity as well as
political passions, and keep the
balance straight? Or will it
produce a more polarized split
among the people, which will be
reflected in the impeachment
and trial?

These are not idle or
academic questions. They are
part of the living reality of the
Constitution. In general I have
not been fearful of technology.
But 1 feel we must learn (o be
its masters; nol its servants —
learn Lo use it, not let [t use us,
Depending on how the House
Judiclary Commitlee uses it,
we shall have some vardstick of
whether we have a chance lo
tame the tiger in the
techinology,

through a recession. Dent is
betting the bureau will say no
recession, based on the three
gauges it uses to make its
determination.

These gauges are the depth of
the decline, the duration of the
decline -and how many in-
dustries are affected. Dent con-
cedes the dip was “'serious,"
but points out that the duration
was “'limited"” and the in-
dustries affected were confined
to energy-related areas and
housing. At any rate, the
Bureau of Economic Research
has consistently insisted that
two quarters of GNP decline
are not enough, and that other
economic indicators have to be
taken into account.

Anyway, the price index for
the GNP offered some genuine-
ly happy tidings. When the rate
of inflation declines by almost 4
per cent in a single quarter, we
may be gelling somewhere in
the war against the high cost of

' living. It's hard to quarrel with

Dent's pronouncement that the
inflation improvement “is the
most important change in all
the GNP figures in the second
quarter."” He might be right,
too, in saying that the down-
trend in production is being
“arrested.” After all, the oil is
flowing again.

Of course, this is hardly a
time for dancing in the streets.
Gross private domestic invest-
ment slumped 5.9 per cent and
while this was a big improve-
ment over the first quarter's
whopping 30.1 per cent, the
figure is not a happy one. David
W. Ferrel, acting assistant
secretary of commerce for
economic affairs, was right in
calling the continuing invest-
ment slump “an area for con-
cern.”” Scary might be a better
word,

But taken all together, the
latest ligures are a lob better
than a belt in the mouth. They
suggest that the economy
doesn’t have {o collapse around
our ears, although not gquite
supportive of President Nixon's
State of the Union promise last
January that “there will be no
recession .in the United States
of America' this year. Enjoy,
but keep your fingers crossed,

Town Checking Pools

The Town Health Department
is going to check pools to make
sure they comply with section
19-13-B 33a of the Public Health
Code, according to John
Salcius, health inspector.

"We're talking about public
pools, apartment pools, con-
dominium pools — artificial
pools used by any considerable
number of persons other than
the immediaté family of the
owner or Lhe proprietor,"”
Salcius said.

Pools are required to have a
kit capable of measuring pH
and chlorine residual levels and
records of those tests must be
kept. Salcius said water clarity
will be checked and a sample
for bacteria will be taken.
Required equipment for pools
are:

* A ring buoy not more than
15 inches in diameter with a 50-
foot quarter-inch rope attached.

* Four pineapples (tightly
rolled balls of rope) composed
of quarter-inch line each 50-feet
long.

* A life pole or shepherd’s
crook with a blunt end and a
minimum of 20 feet long for
each 100 feet of pool perimeter
located on each side near the
deep end.

¢ A raised platform rear the
deep end for the lifeguard if

there is a diving board.

* A standard 24-unit first aid
kit,

Pool decks, shower areas and
bathrooms should be dis-
infected daily with a chlorine
solution.

These signs are required to be
posted at the pool and in public
dressing rooms:

* All persons shall bathe with
warm water and soap before
entering the swimming pool.

* Any person known or
suspected of having a com-
municable disease shall not use
the pool.

* Spitting or blowing the nose
in the swimming pool is
prohibited.

*'Running, boisterous, or
rough play (excepl supervised
water sports) is prohibited.

All pools should have these
signs posted at the entrance:

* Directions to nearest
telephone, first aid unit and
resuscitation equipment.

¢ Telephone numbers for
police, fire departments,
rescue squad, ambulance ser-
vice, hospital, and physician on
call in the immediate area.

Filtration equipment and
backwash procedures will also
be inspected for proper opera-
tion, Salcius said,

Residents Oppose
Bicycle Ordinance

South Windsor residents un-
animously opposed a detailed
bicycle ordinance which called
from among other things, fines
for those who consistently
violate the proposed ordiance.

The opposition was aired at a
public hearing this week, at
which the Town Council heard
at least a dozen residents ques-
tion the merits of the ordiance,
as opposed to school safety
courses on bicycling.

Also expressed by residents
was dissatisfaction with South
Windsor streets, which many
said were unable for a bicylist
to ride on. Residents felt this
consideration should come
first.

The council ook a straw vote
at the end of the 45-minute
hearing, and virtually no one

supported the ordinance, four
people supported a motion to
draw up a new ordinance with
less stringent regulations, and
four supported a motion to
draw up an ordinance that dealt
with bicycle safety, rather than
regulations and fines.

In effect the ordinance stated
bicyclists should follow all the
rules of the roads applicable to
motorists. The ordinance
allowed for written warnings,
impounding of bikes, and even
$25 fines for violators who con-
sistently violated the or-
dinance.

The council took no action on
the measure and opted to follow
the recommendation of Town
Manager Terry Sprenkel who,
speaking as the father of
bicyclists, opposed the or-
dinance and urged the council
to consider the ordinance in
September, at its next regular
meeting.

Almond Poker Hash

1% to 2 Ihs. ground, lean pork
2 cups chopped onions
Y cup chopped green pepper
2 cups thinly sliced celery
1 can (1 1b. 140z.) tomatoes or
1 qt. home-canned tomatoes
6 to 8 oz. egg noodles
1 cup grated American cheese
3% cup sliced almonds
salt and pepper to taste

Cook pork in a large, heavy
frying pan until lightly
browned, Add onions, green
pepper and celery; continue
cooking until vegetables are
tender-crisp, adding a little oil
or margarine [ necessary.
Spoon off any excess fat; add
tomatoes. Meanwhile, cook
noodles until barely tender.

SAM Class Notes

Manchester residents taking
advantage of SAM classes at
the West Side Rec are finding
exciting new hobbles Lo occupy
the summer months.

Classes ranging from house
plant care to bicycle repair in-
struction are the latest addition
to the programs coordinated by
Summer Activities in
Manchester (SAM). Previously
such courses were offered by
the manchester Re¢ Depart-
ment to women during the
regular school term only. This
is the first year SAM Coor-
dinator Rick Gowen initiated a
summer extension of such
COUrses.

Judging from the number of
enthusiastic members, the
Monday afternoon ceramics
class is the mosl popular, with
an average of fifteen women

and teens attending each week.
Manchester Rec Women's
Director, Bea Sheftel, instructs
the course. She also offers
classes in quilting, multicrafts
and pottery.

During the eight-week
ceramics course students may
choose several . projects. Bea
Sheftel prepares all the plaster
of paris molds and fires them In
the kiln. At this stage the
produet is known as greenware
which Bea sells to her students
at a considerable discount.
Each student begins with a
piece of greenware and
proceeds to work on cleaning,
staining, and glazing the piece
during the two hour sessions.

The original fee for the
course covers all other
necessary materials such as
paints and glazes. All the
money received fillers back
into the program to purchase

!

more supplies.

After mastering the basics,
the women often experiment
with differenl ceramic
techniques. These include
glazing, wipe-off, antiquing,
crystal tones, and the drip
method. “Most of the women
advance right along,” notes
Bea, "some have been working
through the different levels for
almost two years,"

Generally all intermediates,
the women work at their own
pace. They are free to *'do their
own thing" according to Bea —
although she is always
available to offer any
assistance. .

A second ceramics class
offered on Tuesday afternoons
18 primarily for beginners.
Some openings still remain in

The staff at Crossroads s, of
course, not able Lo handle every
case that comes to them.
Therefore, they have a long list

Crossroads deals with people
for whom drugs and alcohol
have broken up their lives.
Crossroads tries to help people
put the pieces back together
again.

A couple of years ago, Bad
Company would have been
labeled a Supergroup — and
rightly so. With Paul
Rodgers, singer for Free until
that band's demise, former
Mott the Hoople guitarist
Mick Ralphs, ex-Free drum-
mer Simon Kirke and bassist
Boz Burrell of King Crimson,
Bad Company merits the
“super” lag.

But since nearly all the
Supergroups that were ever
formed were such big flops,
the term is no longer popu-
lar—so Bad Company will
have to make it on their
music instead of their reputa-
tions.

The music is straightfor-
ward hard rock, only a small
step from the late 60's; very
much what you'd expect in a
blend of the fire and ice Free
sound and the rough cut,
loose rock ‘n' roll of early
Mott.

Their first album, “Bad
Company” (Swan Song §S-
8410), is good but not
overwhelming. These are
four superb musicians; led by
one of the best singers in the
business, They have plenty of
good material and the pro-
duction is beyond criticism,
But—on this album, at
least—they have not jelled as
a band. Part of the problem is
that it was recorded last
November, after they had
only been together a month
or so and has been waiting
for release while they looked
for a record company.

The potential is there,
without a doubt. Bad Com-
pany is the first group signed
to Led Zeppelin's new record
company, Swan Song, Anx-
ious for a hit the first time
out, the company is expend-
ing large amounts of time,
effort and money Lo get the
band's name before the
public. There's a single
out—"Can't Get Enough"'
from the album—and if that
hits, it will help.

But most of all, Bad Com-
pany needs public exposure
in the U.S. Nothing makes the
pieces fall into place like an
audience.

There used to be a sign on
Spencer 8L, pointing down
Hillstown Rd. to the “waler lily
garden,” The sign Is gone but
many of the water lilies are still
there in a stream-fed pond at
the home of Mr. and Mrs, Leslie
Bugkland.

They are in bloom now and
haye been blossoming since
June, mostly white but some of
them a lovely pink, and Mr,
Buckland took us out in a row-
boat to see them at close range,
These are hybrid water lilies of
hardy strains that survive our
cold winters and the
depredations of muskrats that
very likely thifk the pond
belongs to them and the water
lilies were pul there for them to
eal,

Mr. Buckland plucked a part-
ly opened bud and showed us a
large bile taken oul of the
flower, which never would open
now. But the Bucklands are
thorough conservationists and
they share their water lilies
with the muskrats.

Our guide was proud to call
our attention to a mallard duck,
resting on shore, and tell us it
was one of a pair that built a
nest somewhere in the reeds
and hatched a family of
ducklings. A pair of wood
ducks, he said, raised a family
in one of the Bucklands' wood
duck nesting boxes and a pair of
flickers produced some bables
in another wood duck box.

There are fish in the pond,
perch, bass, bullheads, and
*punkin’ seeds,"" but the pond is
thoroughly posted with “‘no
fishing” signs.

Family Hobby

The water lilies began as a
family hobby during the years
that Mr. Buckland's father was
alive and still growing 50 acres
of tobacco on the farm. There
were many varieties, with
colors from white through
yellow and apricot (o red. All
were hybrids, and mainly fror
stock developed in France by
two brothers wich the surdame
Marliac,

The white stock has proved td—
be more rugged, at least in this
Manchester pond, than any of
the others. There are com-
paratively few of the pink
flowers.

At one time, Mr. Buckland
says, the entire surface of the
pond was covered with lily
pads, but he and Mrs, Buckland
decided this was too much of a
good thing. They preferred
some open water in the pond,
Consequently, as some of the
waler lilies died out they were
not replaced. The plants that
are blooming now have had no
care whatsoever, Mr. Buckland
says, except that he makes an
effort to keep the water level at
a desirable depth.

Back in the woods, where the
brook that supplies the pond
flows through the trees, he had
an earth dam constructed to act
as a reseryoir. Water flowed
through an opening in the dam
in a regulated quantity. The ice
storm last December, with the
warm rain that followed a few
days later, filled the reservoir
beyond its capacity and dam
washed out.

This year, the rainfall has
been sufficient to keep the
hrook flowing and the lower
pond well filled. Some day the
upper reservoir will be

restored.

Not Lilies

Water lilies, although known
to everyone: by this name, are
not lilies and not related to the
lily family, The proper name
for the water lily is Nymphaea
(pronounced nim-FEE-a). The
plants: grow from rhizomes,
about the size and general
shape of a banana, which are
sel in the soil at the bottom of
the pond, put down roots and
send up stout stems to the sur-
face, first with lily pads, and
then with buds.

Depending on the depth of the
water the stems may be only a
few inches long or up to about
six feet, At this depth so much
energy is needed for the stem to
reach the surface that pads only
are produced, no blossoms.
This pond is nowhere more than
six feel deep,

The blossoms rest on the sur-
face or stand a [ew inches
above the water on their stout
stems. Coming to the surface
we saw other fat, green buds,
which would open when they
reached the air and sunlight.
The pads have a reddish color
when they first reach the light,
but then turn green, The under-
side keeps its red color.

Certified Tree Farm

The Buckland farm wasin the
news recently when the
Manchester Planning and
Zoning Commission granted
open space rating to 37 acres of
the property, virtually all the
land except the space occupied
by the house and two ancient
barns, Some of the farm had
been in woodland for many
years and Mr. Buckland has
been planting trees on what
used to be tobacco fields, The
property is a certified tree
farm and the only one in town

Early Chrysanthemums

Mrs. Frank Scalise of 181 E.
Middle Tpke. has a bed of
cushion chrysanthemums in full
bloom in a patch of flourishing
garden flowers near the door of

the family's apartment, close
to Iling Junior High School.

«They are bushy plants, with

many buds_and flowers in
yellow, white and lavender, and
lived over winter from small
plants set there last year, Mrs,
Scalise thought they were very
early and she is right. Most
“mums’’ bloom in the fall.

The cushion chrysanthemums
are a recognized early-
blooming type which my en-
cyclopedia says should blosséom
in August. They are also called
“azaleamums,"” and are known
in the nursery trade, but
strangely are not in great de-
mand.

Mrs. Scalise has a splendid
bed of medium-sized marigolds
that grew from seed she saved
from flowers grown there last
year, & Kennedy hybrid tea rose
and one gift plant of balsam
with deep pink flowers on
several leafy stems.

Shipyards
Kept Busy

WASHINGTON (UPI) —
Shipbuilding and repair in
private U.S, shipyards has hit a
post World War 11 high and U.S.
Commerce Department figures
indicate no early letup.

The Shipbuilders Council of
America reported that at the
end of March 148,900 workers
were employed by private
shipyards, the highest level
since World War II years. In
1950, private shipyard employ-
ment totaled only 72,000.

Quoting data from the Bureau
of Labor Statistics, the Ship-
builders Council reported that
shipyard workers had higher
hourly earnings and higher
weekly earnings than workers
in all other private, non-
agriculture work,

In March, a shipyard worker
wis making an average of $4.81
an_hour compared to an
average of $4.06 for the total
private nonagriculture sector.

Weekly earnings were $187.59
on the average for shipbuilding
and repair compared to an
average total private sector
level of $148.60,

The March level of employ-
ment in the private yards com-
pared to an average 1978 work
force level of 138,300,

According to the Maritime
Administration, 87 merchant
ships totaling more than 6
million tons were under con-
struction or on order from U.S.
private yards as of June 1.

These projects were valued
at a total of over $3.5 billion and
included 67 tankers.

The construction in yards—
more than 6 million lons— com-
pares with an active U.S.
merchant marine tonnage of
13.4 million tons and 567
oceangoing ships. Between July
1, 1973, and May 31, private U.S.
yards completed 25 vessels of a
total of 1,169,760 tons at a cost
of about $586.8 million, The
biggest and most costly of them
was the 225000 ton tanker
Brooklyn, built by Seatrain
Shipbuilding Corp. in Brooklyn
for Langfitt Shipping for about
$57.3 million, the Maritime Ad-
ministration said.

“It's a hard truggle making it
straight.”

“I'mnot living the way I used
to.

Police herded 20 picketing NFL
veterans into vans and took them off
to jail Thursday night just before the
start of a scrimmage between the
Chicago Bears and the Packers at
Green Bay. Nineteen striking Packers
and Bears and one Washington
Redskin player were taken into
custody when they refused to honor a
court injunction prohibiting their
picketing the grounds at Lambeau
Field.

They were booked on a charge of
failure to obey a lawful order but were
released on bond.

The Packers' move to bar picketing
players and the subsequent arrests
marked the first major clash between
owners and players. The picketing in
Green Bay was supposed to be low-
key, with the major effort expected
Saturday at Canton for the game
between St. Louis and Buffalo
following induction ceremonies,

“I'm stunned,’" said Mac Percival,
the Bears' player representative,
after he was arrested. "But I guess
these things happen."

Ken Bowmgm; the Packers' player
rep, under adygee from attorneys,
refused to comment after he and the
other players were arrested. Earlier
in the day Bowman said he felt the
Packers decided to play the game in
an “‘attempt to break the union.”

Arrested were 14 Packers and five
Chicago Bears along with Willie
Holman of the Redskins. The 14
Packer players were released on
signature bonds but the other six each
had to post $100 bond. A court hearing
is set for Aug. 7.

The injunction was served on
players about 6:15 p.m. Thursday and
officers gave the pickets 25 minutes to
leave the grounds.

to Push

School Busing Suit

HARTFORD (UPI) — Hart-
ford's corporation counsel has
vowed to continue a suit
charging school houndaries in
Connecticut cause racial dis-
crimination despite the U.S
Supreme Court decision dis-
allowing across-boundary
busing to achieve integration,

Alexander Goldfarb said
Thursday in fact he was "‘en-
couraged'” by the ruling
because it said regional busing
was improper only when it
could not be proved there was
overriding constitutional con-
cern a district was raclally
segregated,

Goldfarb said Detroit, which
brought the dispute to the
Supreme Court, had not
provided such evidence but that
Hartford could do so with infor-
mation gathered over the past
two years

The high court voted 54 that
busing pupils across county
lines from black inner cities to
white suburbs was improper un-
less some '‘interdistrict
violation"' could be proved.

The court maintained the
lang tradition of local control
over schools in the Detroit suit
in which the city of Hartford
joined filed as an interested
party.

The city of Hartford is a
defendant in one case and the
plaintiff in another suit against
the state of Connecticut now in
federal court.

Goldfarb said he would seek
to combine the two suits in light
of the high court decision and
was hopeful” arguments would
be held in U.S, District Court in
the fall.

Youth Waives
Extradition

BRIDGEPORT (UPI) — The
high school dropout accused of
setting the fire in which 24 per-
sons died at Gulliver's dis-
cotheque June 30, has waived
extradition to face murder
charges in New York.

Peter Leonard, 22, of
Greenwich, appeared Thursday
in Bridgeport Superior Court
before Judge Otto H, LaMachia
represented by his public
defender, Herbert J. Bundock,

Judge LaMachia ordered
Leonard placed in the custody
of the Fairfield County Sheriff
and returned to the Bridgeport
Correctional center to await the
arrival of Westchester County
N.Y. detectives.

Leonard was arrested July 11
ona warrant charging him with
first degree arson and third
degree larceny in a Connecticut
Superior Court warrant.

He was charged with setting
fire to a bowling alley adjacent
to the popular discotheque oc-
cupied by hundreds of young
people at the time,

The discotheque straddled the
line between Port Chester,
N.Y., and Greenwich.

It was determined later that
the fire was actually set in a
section of the bowling alley
located on the New York side
and Westchester County of-
ficlals took over full prosecu
tion of the case and lodged

murder charges against the
suspect. Officials said the acrid
smoke from the bowling alley
seeped Into the dance floor of
the dicotheque, touching off a
panicked run for the exits,
Medical officials said the 24 vie-
tims died of smoke inhalation.

"“There is a definite possibili-
ty that we may never come up
with a satisfactory answer to
the cause of the deaths,” he
said, adding that the investiga-
tion was the *‘most puzzling” in
his 24 years as a toxicologist,

However, Cortivo said
"We're still exploring all kindé
of tests and, hopefully, we'll
reach a solution."

Moreover, he sgid, extensive
chemical and” microscopic
analysis of the girls' tissues and
body fluids has enabled him to
rule out several possibilities.

The deaths were not due, Cor-
tivo said, to natural causes, to
commonly encountered drugs,
to infections caused by
bacteria, viruses, or amoebas,
or to certain pesticides, in-
cluding chlordane, which had
been sprinkled on a lawn near
the girls' home.

In addition to Suffolk County
medical officials, outside
specialists in virology, nerve
pathology, and parasitology
have performed the tests on the
tissue and fluids, as well as on
hundreds of materials to which
the girls may have been
exposed, the toxicologist said.

Prisoner Continues
To Hold 11 Hostages

HUNTSVILLE, Tex. (UPI) —
Renegade Fred Gomez
Carrasco, barricaded inside a
penitentiary classroom today
with 11 handcuffed hostages he
threatens to execute; says he
would rather die than return to
his prison cell.

“Whal's the sense of living
when you're caged up like an
animal,"' he said. *‘I'm not the
type of man who can pull life
behind bars."

Negotiations

Carrasco negotiated with
prison officials throughout the
day Thursday giving them
several deadlines to meet his
demands or risk the deaths of a
prison guard, a priest, two male
four female
librarians and three women in-
structors.

The deadlines passed without
incident, and the talks recessed
until 11 a.m, EDT today.

“We're doing fine,"" Linda
Woodman, 44, one of the
hostages, said in a telephone
conversation Thursday. “Other
than being handcuffed, that is
the only inconyenience,"

Other in Fortress

Six other convicts were with
Carrasco Inside his fortress,
but only two of them were
believed to be helping the Texas
desperado who I8 believed
responsible for 50 deaths in the
United States and Mexico,
Carrasco s serving a life term
in the state prison for assault
with intent to murder a San An-
tonlo policeman.

A prison spokesman said of-
ficlals had gathered the
weapons, and ammunition
demanded by Carrasco, but had
not turned them over to the
desperado. They were unable to
locate bullet-proof vests,
however, and prison ad-
ministrators talked to Army of-
ficials In an attempt to get the
vests from either Ft. Hood or
Ft. Sill,

Hostages First
“We have more time," W.J.

Estelle, head of the Texas
Department of Corrections,
said, "'The safety of the
hostages is uppermost in the
minds df the total staff and I'm
somewhat convinced that thelr
safety is'also in the minds of the
captors."

Connie Everts of Houston, the
daughter of Aline House, 81, one
of the librarians being held
hostage, sald she talked
Thursday with both her mother
and Carrasco,

“He seems to be a very in-
telligent person and said he was
treating the women hostages as
if they were his mother or his
sister,” she said. “He said he -
would not harm anybody. He
was very much a gentleman.”

Carrasco, 34, took the
hostages shortly after 1 p.m.
Wednesday and said he would
kill them if he was not set free,
A pair of Army helicopters was
dispatehed to a field two miles
from the prison, but officials
refused to answer any quesions
about them.

Agostinelli

Mentioned

For No. 2 Position

State Comptroller Nathan Agostinelli of
Manchester is likely to win the GOP
nomination for lieutenant governor if U.S.
Rep, Robert Steele of Vernon gets the
gubernatorial ncd, it was revealed outside
the Republican State Convention Friday.

Agostinelli — a former Manchester
mayor who harbored gubernatorial hopes
earlier this year — confirmed that his
name has been mentioned for the No. 2
spot, but he declined to comment on his
chances for the post.

“We have lo get Steele nominated
first,” Agostinelll said.

Agostinelll seemed certain of a first-
ballot victory for Steele this'morning. He
pointed out that Steele was making in-
roads among delegates of the Fourth
Congressional District which is Panuzio
territory.

Panuzio supporters, including
Manchester GOP Town Chairman A. Paul
Berte, discounted the few votes for Steele
in early Fourth District balloting.

“It's no different from Manchester
delegates — who are in Steele territory —
to be backing Panuzio."

Up until the stale convention opened
Friday at Hartford's Bushnell Memorial,
no candidates had surfaced in the contest
for lieutepant governor. The only other
name lalked about Friday for that post
was that of State Sen, John J. Zajac Jr. of
Meriden.

Will Be on Ticket

Agostinelli was among the field of GOP
gubernatorial candidates earlier this year,
but he withdrew from the race and threw
his support to Steele. At that time, it was
expected he would seek re-election as
comptroller,

If he doesn’t get the lieutenant governor
nomination, Agostinelli is probably still
assured a place on the state ticket — as
comptroller. No other names were men-
tioned Friday for that slot.

Convention Notes
Manchester's 20-member delegation to
the GOP State Convention reportedly was
still favoring Steele over Bridgeport
Mayor Nicholas Panuzio in balloting for
the gubernatorial nomination, which was
slated to start this morning.

Carrasco Répeats Threats

To Kill 11

HUNTSVILLE, Tex. (UPI) — Convict
Fred Gomez Carrasco repeated threats
today to execute 11 persons he has held
hostage for three days, saying, “If I go, we
all go down."

The accused murderer and drug
smuggler, making a desperate bid for es-
cape from the Texas State Penitentiary,
warned prison officials not to un-
derestimate him.

Genovesi admitted that Colling doesn't

Backs Panuzio

Vivian Ferguson, a town director, was
the only Manchester delegate lo speak
from the podium to the State Convention
Friday.

Mrs. Ferguson, a strong Panuzio sup-
porter, made one of the seconding
speeches for Panuzio Friday night.

Her short speech was hastily prepared
about ten minutes before she took the
microphones.

Mrs. Ferguson was under consideration
this morning for the secretary of state
nomination, should Panuzio win.

The only successful amendment to the
GOP's 1974 platform, adopted at Fridays
session, came from Agostinelli, who
suggested revision of a plank on election
reform.

Plank Changed

The original wording was: “We also
pledge to study the feasibility of a shorter
election ballot. Agostinelli's amendment
changed it to: “We pledge to study the
feasibility of a longer election ballot, with
specific reference to the Public Utilities
Commission."

The amendment won on a close voice
vote — and reconsideration was rejected
in another close voice vole — which
suggested that Agostinelli's proposal was
controversial.

Agostinelli didn't think so, though. He
said the questions were probably raised
because delegates didn't understand his
amendment,

Hostages

“They can take the responsibility.
They're underestimating me and by doing
so they are putting many lives in jeopardy.
If they do provoke me, you'll know what
caused it,"”" the outlaw sald.

Friday night Carrasco, armed with
revolvers, opened fire, hitting no one, in a
display of anger, and rejected an offer of
transportation from the prison director,
W. J. Estelle Jr. The desperado insisted he
would dictate his own terms for escape.

“Carrasco has made this clear to us —
he will leave the way he wants to— at the
time he wants lo," a prison spokesman
said.

During Friday night negotiations,
Carrasco fired seven pol shols in the
prison classroom where he has held hig
hostages, who include seven women, since
Wednesday. No one was hit by the shots.

Carrasco, who successfully bargained
with prison officials for bullet-proof vests
and walkie-talkies, said he fired the shots
because he felt the qualily of the items
delivered was inferior.

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Turkish

Troops
Advance

By United Press ‘International

Turkish troops pushed slowly across
northern Cyprus today, defying warnings
from the president of the island that
renewed warfare could break out within
hours, '

Greek and Turkish foreign ministers
called a private meeting in Geneva today
in an attempt to rescue the Cyprus peace
talks from collapse. “It will be a decisive
meeting for the conference,’” delegates
said.

In Athens, Greece’s new civilian govern-
ment met for the first time since the
military handed over power on
Wednesday. The crisis cabinet session was
called to discuss the apparent deadlock
with Turkey over Cyprus.

Troops Advance

UPI correspondent Wilborn Hampton
reported from Nicosia that Turkish troops
continued to advance on the island
republic, moving westward from the
northern port of Kyrenia.

Pooled dispatches from Ankara
reported Turkigsh reinforcements and
supplies landing at Kyrenia Friday. Tanks
and armored cars rumbled down the
twisting, 18-mile road to Nicosia.

Turkish forces control a corridor of land
through the mountainous countryside
from the northern coast to the capital.
Greek Cypriots charged the Turks were
attempting to widen their control on the
island.

Sporadic Fire

Sporadic mortar and machine gun fire
broke the: five-day-old cease-fire in the
capital Friday, mainly along the so-called
green line separating the majority Greek
Cypriot community from the minority
Turkish Cypriots.

Cypriot President Glafkos Clerides
warned Friday that war could break out on
the island if the Turkish advance was not
halted,

In Geneva, Greek Forelgn Minister
George Mavros threatened to walk out of
the two-day-0ld Cyprus peace conference
Friday if Turkish violations of the cease-
fire did not stop. Turkey charged Greece
had violated the truce.

Mavros and Turkish Foreign Minister
Turhan Gunes adjourned the talks tem-
porarily pending the outcome of today's
private meeting. The meeting was
arranged late Friday night after a day of
hectic mediation by British Foreign
Secretary James Callaghan,

Officials at the talks said Turkey had
proposed calling a conference in about two
to three weeks to consider a new constitu-
tion for the island republic. Greece was
reported to be considering the proposa.

Specific Impeachment

Charges Sought by GOP

WASHINGTON (UPI} — House anti-
impeachment forces are demanding that
the allegations against President Nixon be
made more specific — and thus easier to
challenge in a Senate trial.

Tape Release
Starts Tuesday

WASHINGTON (UPI) — The White
House has agreed to begin turning over
Tuesday the subpoeaned tapes of Presi-
dent Nixon's White House conversations,
apparently ensuring the Watergate cover-
up trial will begin as scheduled Sept. 3 or
9,

Deputy presidential press secretary
Gerald L, Warren said Friday in San
Clemente, Calif., there would be no
problem turning over the first 20 tapes by
Tuesday.

Thesefrecord presidential conversations
during March and April, 19738 —while the
cover-up was starting to unravel. The
White House made public edited
transcripts in April.

Timetable Set

Under pressure from U.S. District Court
Judge John J. Sirica, the White House and
prosecutors agreed earlier in the day ona
timetable for surrender of Nixon's tapes
as ordered by the Supreme Court.

Sirica sent Special Prosecutor Leon
Jaworski and chief White House
Watergate counsel James D. St. Clair to
an emply jury room and told them if they
did not reach agreement in 45 minutes he
would sel the timetable himself,

Jaworski and St. Clair emerged an hour
and 15 minutes later with a plan —the
White House will give Sirica the first 20
tapes by Tuesday and as many as possible
of the other 44 next Friday, with a status
report at that time on any that remain.

Nixon Okay Needed

St. Clair said, however, the plan was
subject to Nixon's approval.

Jaworski had subpoenaed the 64 tapes
for use in the September trial of six
former Nixon associates accused of con-
spiring to cover up the Watergate break-
in. Sirica will inspect the tapes to see if
they are relevant,

. But as the House Judiclary Committee
was called to its fourth televised session
today, members of the pro-impeachment
majority refused to give in and said they
would meel throughout the weekend, if
need be, to wall and wear out the
Republicans.
First Vote

The committee conducted its first vote
on an actual impeachment issue Friday
night, after a day and night of debate, and
the impeachment advocates demonstrated
their strength,

By a 27-11 vote, they defeated a
Republican move to strike from the for-
mal articles of impeachment the charge
that Nixon made “false or mislegding
statements to lawfully authorized in-
vestigative officers and employes of the
United States.”

Six of the panel's 17 Republicans joined
all 21 Democrals in voting to retain that
charge. Eleven Republicans voted to drop
it,

Passage Expected

Although some switches are expected.
the article itsell — a nine-count charge
that Nixon obstructed the Watergate in-
vestigation — ultimately was expected to
pass by about the same margin.

Chairman Peter W. Rodino Jr., D-N.J.,
raised the prospect of a Sunday session in
an effort o wear down the opposition. But
some of his colleagues thought little of the
idea,

Throughout the day, Nixon's defenders
argued that the charges against the Presi-
dent be redrafted to make them more
specific. Some members believed the
more specific the charges, the easier
Nixon's defense would be on the floor of
the House,

Wants Specifies

Rep. Charles W. Sandman, Jr., R-N.J.,
led the move. “"Even a simple parking
ticket has to be specific!" he shouted.

He wanted the charge that Nixon made
false statements to investigators to list
the statements, the time and place and the
investigators who heard the falsehoods.

Rep. Wayne Owens, D-Utah, objecting
to the Sandman proposal. said if the
charge in every detail were not proved
beyond a reasonable doubt in a Senate

trial, then the entire impeachment artiole

James D. St Clair, Nixon's defense
lawyer, used the same tactic before the
commitiee at an earlier stage of its in-
quiry.

Limity Sought

He sought to limit the impeachment in-
vestigation to Watergate, and the

He argued that if the Hunt ¢harge could
not be proved, Nixon.could not be im-
peached -4

Sandmin told a reporter his purpose

"This is no filibuster but the only way
we could get across to the American peo-
ple the fact that due process was being ig-
nored here,” Sandman said.

Debate To Continue

He said other Republicans stood
prepared to offer eight other motlons to
strike the remaining eight charges against
Nixon in the first article of impeachment
“Eight motions — and three hours of
debate on each one,” he said.

‘t'," said Rep. James R. Mann, D-S.C,

Rep. Joshua Eilberg, D-Pa., said
making the charges specific would rule
out the use of new evidence against Nixon
arising from his forced surrender of 64
tapes to Special Prosecutor Leon
Jaworski.

“Almost every day we learn something
more about the events in the White
House,” he said.

Steele-Panuzio Battle in Limelight

GOP Delegates Balloting
On State Candidates Today

HARTFORD (UPI) — The 1,287
delegates at the Connecticut Republican
state convention were to'vole to endorse
candidate for their state ticket today. Rep.
Robert H. Steele, R-Conn., expressed con-
fidence in a first-ballot victory for gover-
nor.

His leading opponent, Mayor Nicholas
A, Panuzio of Bridgeport, however,
predicted victory for himself on the se-
cond or third ballot.

Connecticut Republicans, faced with a
potentially dangerous party split and
shaded somewhat by the cloud of
Watergate, opened the party convention
Friday under a quickened schedule.

Party Unity Stressed

Sen.Howard Baker, R-Tenn., vice chair-
man of the now defunct Senate Select
Committee on Presidential Campa2ign Ac-
tivities, delivered the keynote address,
stressing party unity and mentioning
President Nixon only once.

Steele's name was placed in nomination
for governor by Middletown Mayor
Anthony Sbona, who called him ‘‘the
champion of the people in all matters,” to
the applause of a sizable segment of the
delegates. Steele was given the edge over
Panuzio in delegate votes,

Panuzio's name was placed in nomina-
tion by Rep. Stewart B. McKinney, R-
Conn., who termed him one who
“understands finance and cities’” and “a
working man’s candidate.”” Panuzio has
the support of Goy. Thomas .J. Meskill and
J. Brian Gaffney, state parly chairman.

Resolution Planned

A group of supporters of President
Nixon planned to ingfoduce a resoluion
backing the embattled President, but the
party leadership sought to head off any
conflict over endorsing or condemning
Nixon.

Faced with the threat of time-
