Tests Fail to Show 
Why Children Died

HAUPPAUGE, N.Y. (U P I) -  
After performing hundreds of 
m icroscopic and chem ical 
tests, medical experts are still 
baffled by the sudden deaths of 
two Long Island sisters earlier 
this month.

Angelina Logue, 7, and her 
s is te r. Debora, 4, of Lake 
Grove, L.I., became ill within 
five minutes of each other on 
July 4 after attending a swim­
ming party in Dix Hills, L.I. 
Both lapsed into comas and 
later died.

Leo Dal Cortivo, Suffolk 
County’s chief toxicologist, said 
Wednesday county medical of­
ficials and outside specialists 
had conducted hundreds of tests 
in an effort to solve the mystery 
of the deaths, but had not come 
up with a single solid clue.

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“There is a definite possibili­
ty that we may never come up 
with a satisfactory answer to 
the cause of the deaths,’’ he 
said, adding that the investiga­
tion was the "most puzzling” in 
his 24 years as a toxicologist.

H ow ever, C ortivo  sa id , 
"We’re still exploring all kind? 
of tests and, hopefully, we’ll 
reach a solution.”

Moreover, he s ^ ,  extensive 
chem ical and^m icroscopic 
analysis of the girls’ tissues and 
body fluids has enabled him to 
rule out several possibilities.

’The deaths were not due, Cor­
tivo said, to natural causes, to 
commonly encountered drugs, 
to  in fe c t io n s  c a u se d  by 
bacteria, viruses, or amoebas, 
or to certain pesticides, in­
cluding chlordane, which had 
been sprinkled on a lawn near 
the girls’ home.

In addition to Suffolk County 
m ed ica l o ffic ia ls , ou tside 
specialists in virology, nerve 
pathology, and parasitology 
have performed the tests on the 
tissue and fluids, as well as on 
hundreds of materials to which 
the g irls  m ay have been 
exposed, the toxicologist said.

Prisoner Continues 
To Hold 11 Hostages

HUNTSVILLE, Tex. (U P I)-  
R e n e g a d e  F re d  G om ez 
Carrasco, barricaded inside a 
penitentiary classroom today 
with 11 handcuffed hostages he 
threatens to execute, says he 
would rather die than return to 
his prison cell.

“What’s the sense of living 
when you’re caged up like an 
animal,” he said. “I’m not the 
type of man who can pull life 
behind bars.”

Negotiations
Carrasco negotiated with 

prison officials throughout the 
day Thursday giving them 
several deadlines to meet his 
demands or risk the deaths of a 
prison guard, a priest, two male 
t e a c h e r s ,  fo u r  f e m a le  
librarians and three women in­
structors.

The deadlines passed without 
incident, artd the talks recessed 
until 11 a.m. EDT today.

“We’re doing fine,” Linda 
Woodman, 44, one of the 
hostages, said in a telephone 
conversation Thursday. “Other 
than being handcuffed, that is 
the only inconvenience.”

Other in Fortress
Six other convicts were with 

Carrasco inside his fortress, 
but only two of them were 
believed to be helping the Texas 
desperado who is believed 
responsible for 50 deaths in the 
United States and Mexico. 
Carrasco is serving a life term 
in the state prison for assault 
with intent to murder a San An­
tonio policeman.

A prison spokesman said of­
f ic ia ls  had g a th e re d  the 
weapons, and ammunition 
demanded by Carrasco, but had 
not turned them over to the 
desperado. ’They were unable to 
locate  bullet-proof vests , 
how ever, and prison  a d ­
ministrators talked to Army of­
ficials in an attempt to get the 
vests from either Ft. Hood or 
Ft. Sill.

Hostages First
“We have more time,” W.J.

Estelle, head of the Texas 
Department of Corrections, 
said. "T he safe ty  of the 
hostages is uppermost in the 
minds of the total staff and I’m 
somewhat convinced that their 
safety is also in the minds of the 
captors.”

Connie Everts of Houston, the 
daughter of Aline House, 61, one 
of the librarians being held 
h o stag e , sa id  she ta lk ed  
Thursday with both her mother 
and Carrasco.

“He seems to be a very in­
telligent person and said he was 
treating the women hostages as 
if they were his mother or his 
sister,” she said. “He said he 
would not harm anybody. He 
was very much a gentleman.”

C a rra sco , 34, took the 
hostages shortly after 1 p.m, 
Wednesday and said he would 
kill them if he was not set free. 
A pair of Army helicopters was 
dispatched to a field two miles 
from the prison, but officials 
refused to answer any quesions 
about them.

If Steele Gets Gubernatorial Nomination

Agostinelli Mentioned 
For No. 2 Position

State Comptroller Nathan Agostinelli of 
Manchester is likely to win the GOP 
nomination for lieutenant governor if U.S. 
Rep. Robert Steele of Vernon gets the 
gubernatorial ned, it was reveafed outside 
the Republican State Convention Friday.

Agostinelli — a former Manchester 
mayor who harbored gubernatorial hopes 
earlier this year — confirmed that his 
Marne has been mentioned for the No. 2 
spot, but he declined to comment on his 
chances for the post.

“ We have to get Steele nominated 
first,” Agostinelli said.

Agostinelli seemed certain of a first- 
ballot victory for Steele this morning. He 
pointed out that Steele was making in­
roads among delegates of the Fourth 
Congressional District which is Panuzio 
territory.

P an u z io  s u p p o r te r s ,  in c lu d in g  
Manchester GOP ’Town Chairman A. Paul 
Berte, discounted the few votes for Steele 
in early Fourth District balloting.

“ It’s no different from Manchester 
delegates — who are in Steele territory — 
to be backing Panuzio.”

Up until the state convention opened 
Friday at Hartford’s Bushnell Memorial, 
no candidates had surfaced in the contest 
for lieutenant governor. The only other 
name talked about Friday for that post 
was that of State Sen. John J. Zajac Jr. of 
Meriden.

Will Be on Ticket
Agostinelli was among the field of GOP 

gubernatorial candidates earlier this year, 
but he withdrew from the race and threw 
his support to Steele. At that time, it was 
expect^  he would seek re-election as 
comptroller.

If he doesn’t get the lieutenant governor 
nomination, Agostinelli is probably still 
assured a place on the state ticket — as 
comptroller. No other names were men­
tioned Friday for that slot.

Convention Notes
Manchester’s 20-member delegation to 

the GOP State Convention reportedly was 
still favoring Steele over Bridgeport 
Mayor Nicholas Panuzio in balloting for 
the gubernatorial nomination, which was 
slated to start this morning.

Going into the convention, preferences 
of the local delegates were still 11 for 
Steele and six for Panuzio. One preferred 
House S peaker F ra n c is  Collins of 
Brookfield and two were undecided.

The one delegate favoring Collins is 
State Rep. Donald Genovesi of the 12th 
Assembly District. Genovesi said he’d 
stay with Collins at least for the first 
ballot today,

Genovesi admitted that Collins doesn’t 
stand a chance for the gubernatorial 
nomination, but he said he backs the man 
because he’s worked with him for six 
years. “I know he can do a good job,” 
Genovesi said.

Backs Panuzio
Vivian Ferguson, a town director, was 

the only Manchester delegate to speak 
from the podium to the State Convention 
Friday.

Mrs. Ferguson, a strong Panuzio sup­
porter, made one of the seconding 
speeches for Panuzio Friday night.

Her short speech was hastily prepared 
about ten minutes before she took the 
microphones.

Mrs. Ferguson was under consideration 
this morning for the secretary of state 
nomination, should Panuzio win.

The only successful amendment to the 
GOP’s 1974 platform, adopted at Fridays 
session, came from Agostinelli, who 
suggested revision of a plank on election 
reform.

Plank Changed
The original wording was: "We also 

pledge to study the feasibility of a shorter 
election ballot. Agostinelli’s amendment 
changed it to: “We pledge to study the 
feasibility of a longer election ballot, with 
specific reference to the Public Utilities 
Commission.”

The amendment won on a close voice 
vote — and reconsideration was rejected 
in another close voice vote — which 
suggested that Agostinelli’s proposal was 
controversial.

Agostinelli didn’t think so, though. He 
said the questions were probably raised 
because delegates didn’t understand his 
amendment.

Carrasco Repeats Threats 
To Kill 11 Hostages

HUNTSVILLE, Tex. (UPI) -  Convict 
Fred Gomez Carrasco repeated threats 
today to execute 11 persons he has held 
hostage for three days, saying, “ If I go, we 
all go down.”

The accused murderer and drug 
smuggler, making a desperate bid for es­
cape from the Texas State Penitentiary, 
warned prison officials not to un­
derestimate him.

Turkish
Troops
Advance
By United Press'International

Turkish troops pushed slowly across 
northern Cyprus today, defying warnings 
from the president of the island that 
renewed warfare could break out within 
hours.

Greek and Turkish foreign ministers 
called a private meeting in Geneva today 
in an attempt to rescue the Cyprus peace 
talks from collapse. “It will be a decisive 
meeting for the conference,” delegates 
said.

In Athens, Greece’s new civilian govern­
ment met for the first time since the 
m i l i ta r y  h an d e d  o v e r p o w er on 
Wednesday. The crisis cabinet session was 
called to discuss the apparent deadlock 
with Turkey over Cyprus.

Troops Advance
UPI correspondent Wilborn Hampton 

reported from Nicosia that Turkish troops 
continued to advance on the island 
republic, moving westward from the 
northern port of Kyrenia.

Pooled d ispa tches from  Ankara 
reported Turkish reinforcements and - 
supplies landing at Kyrenia Friday. Tanks 
and armored cars rumbled down the 
twisting, 18-mile road to Nicosia.

Turkish forces control a corridor of land 
through the mountainous countryside 
from the northern coast to the capital. 
Greek Cypriots charged the Turks were 
attempting to widen their control on the 
island.

Sporadic Fire
Sporadic mortar and machine gun fire 

broke the five-day-old cease-fire in the 
capital Friday, mainly along the so-called 
green line separating the majority Greek 
Cypriot community from the minority 
Turkish Cypriots.

Cypriot President Glafkos Clerides 
warned Friday that war could break out on 
the island if the Turkish advance was not 
halted.

In Geneva, Greek Foreign Minister 
George Mavros threatened to walk out of 
the two-day-old Cyprus peace conference 
Friday if 'Turkish violations of the cease­
fire did not stop. Turkey charged Greece 
had violated the truce.

Mavros and Turkish Foreign Minister 
Turhan Gunes adjourned the talks tem­
porarily pending the outcome of today’s 
private meeting. The m eeting was 
arranged late Friday night after a day of 
hectic mediation by British Foreign 
Secretary James Callaghan.

Officials at the talks said Turkey had 
proposed calling a conference in about two 
to three weeks to consider a new constitu­
tion for the island republic. Greece was 
reported to be considering the proposa.

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  House anti­
impeachment forces are demanding that 
the allegations against President Nixon be 
made more specific — and thus easier to 
challenge in a Senate trial.

Tape Release 
Starts Tuesday

WASHINGTON (UPI) -  The White 
House has agreed to begin turning over 
Tuesday the subpoeaned tapes of Presi­
dent Nixon’s White House conversations, 
apparently ensuring the Watergate cover- 
up trial will begin as scheduled Sept. 3 or 
9.

Deputy presidential press secretary 
Gerald L. Warren said Friday in San 
Clemente, Calif., there would be no 
problem turning over the first 20 tapes by 
Tuesday.

Theseirecord presidential conversations 
during March and April, 1973 —while the 
cover-up was starting to unravel. The 
W hite H ouse m ade pub lic  ed ited  
transcripts in April.

Timetable Set
Under pressure from U.S. District Court 

Judge John J. Sirica, the White House and 
prosecutors agreed earlier in the day on a 
timetable for surrender of Nixon’s tapes 
as ordered by the Supreme Court.

Sirica sent Special Prosecutor Leon 
Ja w o rsk i and ch ie f W hite House 
Watergate counsel James D. St. Clair to 
an empty jury room and told them if they 
did not reach agreement in 45 minutes he 
would set the timetable himself.

Jaworski and St. Clair emerged an hour 
and 15 minutes later with a plan —the 
White House will give Sirica the first 20 
tapes by Tuesday and as many as possible 
of the other 44 next Friday, with a status 
report at that time on any that remain.

Nixon Okay Needed
St. Clair said, however, the plan was 

subject to Nixon’s approval.
Jaworski had subpoenaed the 64 tapes 

for use in the September trial of six 
former Nixon associates accused of con­
spiring to cover up the Watergate break- 
in. Sirica will inspect the tapes to see if 
they are relevant.

But as the House Judiciary Committee 
was called to its fourth televised session 
today, members of the pro-impeachment 
majority refused to give in and said they 
would meet throughout the weekend, if 
need be, to wait and wear out the 
Republicans.

First Vole
The committee conducted its first vote 

on an actual impeachment issue Friday 
night, after a day and night of debate, and 
the impeachment advocates demonstrated 
their strength.

By a 27-11 vote, they defeated a 
Republican move to strike from the for­
mal articles of impeachment the charge 
that Nixon made “false or misleading 
statements to lawfully authorized in­
vestigative officers and employes of the 
United States.”

Six of the panel's 17 Republicans joined 
all 21 Democrats in voting to retain that 
charge. Eleven Republicans voted to drop 
it.

Passage Expected
Although some switches are expected, 

the article itself — a nine-count charge 
that Nixon obstructed the Watergate in­
vestigation — ultimately was expected to 
pass by about the same margin.

Chairman Peter W. Rodino Jr., D-N.J., 
raised the prospect of a Sunday session in 
an effort to wear down the opposition. But 
some of his colleagues thought little of the 
idea. „

Throughout the day, Nixon’s defenders 
argued that the charges against the Presi­
dent be redrafted to make them more 
specific. Some members believed the 
more specific the charges, the easier 
Nixon’s defense would be on the floor of 
the House.

Wauls Specifics
Rep. Charles W. Sandman, Jr., R-N.J., 

led the move. “Even a simple parking 
ticket has to be specific!” he shouted.

He wanted the charge that Nixon made 
false statements to investigators to list 
the statements, the time and place and the 
investigators who heard the falsehoods.

Rep. Wayne Owens, D-Utah, objecting 
to the Sandman proposal, said if the 
charge in every detail were not proved 
beyond a reasonable doubt in a Senate

trial, then the entire impeachment article 
would be jeopardized.

James D. St. Clair, Nixon's defense 
lawyer, used the same tactic before the 
committee at an earlier stage of its in­
quiry.

Limits Sought
He sought to limit the impeachment in­

vestigation  to W atergate, and the 
Watergate investigation to allegations 
Nixon sanctioned the paym ent of 
blackmail to E. Howard Hunt on March 21, 
1973.

He argued that if the Hunt charge could 
not be proved, Nixon -could not be im­
peached.

Sandman told a reporter his purpose 
was to debate on television the issue that 
the charges against Nixon were stated in 
loose language.

“This is no filibuster but the only way 
we could get across to the American peo­
ple the fact that due process was being ig­
nored here,” Sandman said.

Dcbule To Continue
He said other Republicans stood 

prepared to offer eight other motions to 
strike the remaining eight charges against 
Nixon in the first article of impeachment. 
“Eight motions — and three hours of 
debate on each one,” he said.
"There is no way humanly possible to stop 
a resolution of impeachment from coming 
from  this com m ittee. I know my 
arithmetic,” he said. "But from here it 
will go in what I hope is a little more 
responsible body in the full House and we 
will pursue this due process issue there.” 

D em ocrats dism issed Sandm an's 
charge that the allegations against Nixon 
were unfairly imprecise.

“The President, if he goes to trial, is 
going to know not only every charge, but 
every word, every iota, every 'i' and every 
't ',” said Rep. James R. Mann, D-S.C.

Rep. Joshua Eilberg, D-Pa., said 
making the charges specific would rule 
out the use of new evidence against Nixon 
arising -from his forced surrender of 64 
tapes to Special P rosecu tor Leon 
Jaworski.

“Almost every day we learn something 
more about the events in the White 
House,” he said.

Steele-Panuzio Battle in Limelight

GOP Delegates Balloting 
On State Candidates Today

HARTFORD (U PI) -  The 1,287 
delegates at the Connecticut Republican 
state convention were to vote to endorse 
candidate for their state ticket today. Rep. 
Robert H. Steele, R-Conn., expressed con­
fidence in a first-ballot victory for gover­
nor.

His leading opponent. Mayor Nicholas 
A. Panuzio of Bridgeport, however, 
predicted victory for himself on the se­
cond or third ballot.

Connecticut Republicans, faced with a 
potentially dangerous party split and 
shaded som ew hat by the cloud of 
Watergate, opened the party convention 
Friday under a Ijuicken^ schedule.

Party Unity Stressed 
Sen. Howard Baker, R-Tenn., vice chair­

man of the now defunct Senate Select 
Committee on Presidential Campaign Ac­
tivities, delivered the keynote address, 
stressing party unity and mentioning 
President Nixon only once.

Steele's name was placed in nomination 
for governor by Middletown Mayor 
Anthony Sbona, who called him “the 
champion of the people in all m atters,” to 
the applause of a sizable segment of the 
delegates. Steele was given the edge over 
Panuzio in delegate votes.

Panuzio’s name was placed in nomina­
tion by Rep/ Stewart B. McKinney, R- 
Conn,, who te rm ed  him one who 
“understands finance and cities” and “a 
working man's candidate.” Panuzio has 
the support of Gov. Thomas J. Meskill and 
J. Brian Gaffney, state party chairman.

Resolution Planned
A group of supporters of President 

Nixon planned to iqAoduce a resoluion 
backing the embattled President, but the 
party leadership sought to head off any 
conflict over endorsing or condemning 
Nixon.

F aced  with the th re a t of tim e- 
consuming roll calls, party  leaders 
decided to start the nominating process 
for governor and U.S. senator Friday 
la ther than adhering to the original 
^hedule of Saturday. The nominations 
must be completed by a statutory deadline 
Saturday midnight.

House Speaker Francis J. Collins, R- 
Brookfield, another candidate for gover­
nor, was nominated by House Majority 
Leader Gerald F. Stevens, R-Milford. 
Collins apparently held enough delegate 
votes to tip the balance for either Steele or 
Panuido.

\  Primary Looms 
A primary loomed as a strong possibility

after the convention since it appeared 
neither Steele nor Panuzio would win a 
decisive majority. Democrats chose Rep. 
Ella T. Grasso, D-Conn., a week ago as the 
first female candidate for governor in 
Connectict history.

The names of four candidates for 
senator, including a black airline pilot and 
a woman, were placed in nomination after 
Baker’s keynote speech to oppose second- 
term Sen. Abraham A. Ribicoff, D-Conn., 
a former governor.

They are Rep. James H. Brannen Iff, R- 
Colchester, the black; Norma Anderson 
Jorgensen of Newington; Rep. Herbert V. 
Camp Jr., R-Ridgefield, and former

Milford Mayor Edward J. Kozlowski, who 
resigned this year as motor vehicles com­
missioner.

House Judiciary Committee Chairman 
James F. Bingham of Stamford and 
former Rep. Gerard Spiegel, a Trumbull 
lawyer, were candidates for attorney 
general.

Mrs. Margaret V. Tedone, Republican 
member oWhe Hartford City Council, is 
the only declared candidate for secretary 
of the state.

Compfroller Nathan G. Agostinelli of 
Manchester is a candidate for re-election. 
GOP labor leader Gordon Jackson from 
Hartford is a candidate for treasurer.

Urges Party Unity
U.S. Sen. Howard H. Baker Jr., R-

Four new teachers were ap­
pointed to Porter School staff at 
a recent special board meeting.

D iane U cch Anderson of 
Hebron and William Reese 
Morgan of Coventry will share 
th e  re s p o n s ib ili ty  of th e  
kindergarten through eighth 
grade physical education  
assignment. Special effort will 
be made to achieve equality 
betw een g ir ls ’ and boys’ 
programs, Supt. Clarence Ed­
mondson said. Classes for the 
primary grades is a major con­
cern, he added.

The two teachers will also be 
responsible for the joint con­
s t r u c t io n  of a w r i t t e n  
curriculum guide, which can be 
referred to. in the future. The 
guide will explain the methods 
used in tlie physical education 
p ro g ra m  and  how th e s e  
methods meet the needs of the 
children.

Mrs. Anderson is a recent 
graduate of the University of 
Connecticut and obtained her 
B.S. degree in physical educa­
tion.

Morgan obtained his B.S. and 
M.S. in physical education from 
Southern Connecticut State 
College. He has taught physical 
education as a practice teacher 
and substitute since 1971.

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Cromwell was approved by the 
board for a half-time family 
life-sex education teacher. Mrs. 
Harbison obtained her B.A, 
d e g re e  in soc io logy  and 
philosophy in 1970. She obtained 
her M.S. degree in counseling 
psychology in 1971. She has 
worked as a guidance counselor 
at Farmington and Coventry 
schools.

The board also appointed 
Harriet Bialecki Baskette of 
Lebanon as half-time teacher 
for the gifted children program. 
She graduated this year from 
UConn, earning her B.A. in 
elementary education.

Building Committee
The board also elected Walter 

Schroder as chairman of the 
building committee which was 
recently  authorized by the 
town. Schroder is presently 
chairman of the building and 
grounds com mittee for the 
school.

A plan reassigning offices and 
responsibilities among Porter 
School administrative staff was 
presented by Edmondson.

The plan is expected to grant 
more privacy to the employes 
and to allow them ”to put out 
more work in less time.”

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New York’s Dutch Houses

VanValkenburgh, Van Heusen, 

Schoonmaker, Van Deusen, Ten Eyck, 
Elmendorf and Hardenberg—names 
that have a different ring than those of 
the English settlers of early New 
England are among those of the early 
settlers of the Hudson River valley 
region in New York State.

In stark contrast to the wooden slab 
sided early American colonial houses 
characteristic of New England, the 
early Dutch colonies in America 
abounded with bluestone houses. 'The 
prevalence of bluestone in the Hudson 
River area, combined with the bricks 
used as ship ballast, made sound 
secure homes which have survived the 
centuries.

Although the stone houses which 
closely resemble one another in out­
ward appearance are associated with 
the early Dutch, there were some 
which were built by the English and 
French, and even a combination of 
Dutch and English.

The bricks were used chiefly for the 
construction of the chimneys and 
fireplaces.

The houses illustrated here are in 
Hurley, N.Y., near Kingston.

One Saturday every year in July is 
set aside as Hurley Stone House Day 
so that people from near and far may 
visit the stone houses of yesteryear 
and get a glimpse of another people in 
another time.

Ladies in the community who act as 
hostesses dress in Dutch colonial style 
with starched white winged caps in 
organdy and lace.

Crowds of people line up on both 
sides of the main street in Hurley 
waiting their turn to go through the 
houses. They hear the stories of how 
the houses were built, of the trap 
doors used as entrances to secret 
hiding places, of new flooring laid 
over old flooring to hide the marks of 
bayonnets, and of the “Guard House” 
so called because it was there that the 
Lieutenant Daniel Taylor, first 
lieutenant in Capt. Stewart’s com­
pany, Ninth Regiment of British 
Troops, was held prior to his having 
been hanged as a spy from a nearby 
apple tree.

Originally known and settled in 1663 
as Niew Dorp, the village of 25 stone 
houses became Hurley because of an 
historical event. After the Dutch 
settlements on the Hudson passed into 
the possession of the English, various 
townships and villages were renamed 
to indicate the changes of government 
that had taken place. Hurley was 
named after the Irish estate of the 
then Governor Francis Lovelace.

At one time, the families living in 
the 25 stone houses of Hurley were all 
related.

Evidence of the stability of these 
houses is apparent in the_thickness of 
the walls, which in some instances are 
16 to 20 inches thick. From inside, the 
windows appear to be deep set with 
curtains hanging c\osely from the top 
and draperies hung from the inside of 
the wall itself over the window 
creating a sort of third dimensional 
look.

Some of the houses in Hurley are in­
habited by the direct descendents of 
their original occupants.

Solid wood shutters still adorn all 
the windows of these Dutch houses. 
Ornamental now, originally they were 
used as protection against Indian at­
tack.

A superstitious lot, the Dutch even 
contrived methods to protect their 
houses from w itch es. In som e  
chimneys, spikes have been found 
which were, supposedly, to have 
snagged the witches in their descent 
into a house. (How did Santa get in?)

The stone houses were built around 
a heavy wooden beam construction 
such as is found in the colonial homes 
of New England, beams that show the 
marks of axes which hewed them in 
those early days.

Although several of the houses have 
porches, most have a large bluestone 
step separating the front door from 
the street.

Although the houses have been, 
modernized with electricity and run­
ning water and modern plumbing, the 
Dutch atmosphere is maintained in 
the homes by various individual’s 
collections of things pertaining to 
earlier days.

A kitchen wall is faced with Dutch 
tiles; a broad sill above a kitchen sink 
is a showplace for a collection of blue 
Delft ware; primitive cooking uten­
sils are displayed in a brick fireplace; 
crude wooden cradles tell of the new 
generation which began on Amerifc^n 
soil.

Although oriental objects may seem  
out of place in a Dutch home, they are 
perfectly in order because the Dutch 
used to trade with the Orient. So an 
oriental rug, a Chinese embroidered 
hanging, or jade figurine is 
frequently found in an early Dutch 
home.

One house boasts two levels on its 
main floor because, originally, a 
blacksmith shop was operated in a 
shed-like building adjoined to the 
main house, but a few steps lower. 
The shop has since been refinished 
and decorated to blend with the house 
proper.

Nearly every stone house has its 
half door, commonly known as a 
Dutch door, where the lower half can 
be kept closed while the upper half 
can be opened — a very convenient 
means to keep the children in, or an 
unwanted visitor from getting his foot 
in the door.

Because the Hurley stone houses 
are nearly flush with the sidewalks on 
the main street, there is no room for 
trees. But the back yards boast trees 
t h a t  h a v e  s t o o d  for  m a n y  
years—towering locust trees rival 
neighboring elms, and thick foliage 
maples share to make shade.

Portraits of some of the early Dutch 
occupants hang in the homes where 
they livet^ and are still honored 
generationsMater.

The bluestone quarried for the 
living was also quarried for the dead. 
Secluded in a grove of trees a way 
behind some of the stone houses is a 
cemetery bearing record of the names 
of most of the village’s settlers. Some 
of the bluestone monuments are 
elaborately carved, and others are 
plain bluestone slabs with or without 
date or initials. Many of the inscrip­
tions on the stones are in “ low 
Dutch.”

Hurley was honored by a visit from 
Princess Beatrix, of The Netherlands 
in 1959 before it was designated a 
National Historic Site in 1962.

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A Historic Decision
The Supreme Court has spoken.
Its decision in ordering President 

Nixon to surrender certain subpoena 
m aterials to Federal Judge John 
Sirica is undoubtedly judicially sound.

In this case, because of Judge 
Sirica’s integrity, we are confident he 
will release only those portions of the 
m a te ria l which a re  re lev an t to 
Special Prosecutor Leon Jaworski’s 
criminal investigations.

The court, we think, made it quite 
clear that executive privilege is a 
valid presidential prerogative except 
where crim inal m a tte rs  a re  con­
cerned. Obviously, the court too 
recogn ized  th a t  any p re s id e n t, 
regardless of guilt or innocence, is not 
the best person to judge what is or is 
not relevant to a criminal investiga­
tion. The president is a person and yet 
the embodiment of an office also. As a 
result there is a blur between the man 
and office and an independent and fair 
outside examination, such as the court 
has directed Judge Sirica to do, is a 
necessity. Quite simply, the Supreme 
Court has said, no man, not even a 
president with the highest of motives, 
can be both judge and jury.

While we accept the court’s opinion 
and feel that Judge Siriba will handle 
his task with integrity and honesty, 
we think once Watergate is truly 
behind us there should be a careful

assessment made by the executive, 
judiciary and the Congress to develop 
a system of safeguards that will pre­
vent any abuse of subpoena powers 
against a future president.

This will be particularly true should 
Congress decide to create a perm a­
nent special prosecutor’s office which 
could conceivably be used to personal 
or partisan advantage.

But of particular importance is the 
need to make as certain as is humanly 
possible th a t when p re s id en tia l 
records are subpoenaed legitimately, 
the judge who does the screening for 
relevancy is of the highest moral and 
judicial character. Today we are for­
tunate this judge is Judge Sirica but 
who knows next time, if there is one, 
the judge couid be a Judge Keener.

We hope that all those who are 
concerned for justice will begin now 
to work on the mechanics for im­
plementing the decision in the future 
so that it will be a tool of justice 
ra th e r than a potential political 
weapon for harassing presidents.

Our system is working, even if at 
times it appears to be agonizingly 
slow. The decision  has h is to ric  
ramifications and whether it is for 
good or evii will lie not in the decision 
but how we apply it in the fuuture.

Winding Down The Wind
Ever since the Wright Brothers 

built the first one to test airfoil 
shapes, the wind tunnel has been an 
indispensible tool of the a irc ra ft 
designer. Now architects and con­
struction engineers are putting entire 
buildings in wind tunnels — in 
miniature, of course.

As buildings reach greater heights, 
they deflect downward the faster 
winds encountered aloft. In some 
cases — most notably one involving a 
skyscraper in Boston-^ the high winds 
have torn off portions of the struc­
ture’s facade and broken windows. In 
high winds, ground-level doors may be 
difficult to open and wind paths are 
created around corners and along 
sidewalks that are uncomfortable or 
dangerous to pedestrians.

The wind effects on a 40-story office

tower and pedestrian plaza planned 
for downtown Seattle were recently 
d e te rm in e d  by C a lsp a n  C orp . 
engineers in a specialized wind tunnel 
simulating the earth ’s turbulent a t­
mosphere.

An area of downtown Seattle about 
one-half m ile  in d ia m e te r  was 
reproduced on an 88-inch-diameter 
turntable. Models of existing city 
structures surrounded the 16-inch- 
high tower in its center!' By rotating 
the turntable, the model city was sub­
jected to wind flow from 36 directions, 
from less than one mile an hour to 
more than 60 miles an hour.

By tracing the wind paths created 
and by making modifications on the 
model, the’ engineers were able to 
show architects how to improve their 
design.

A young mother recently 

complained to me that, “We 
are being surrounded by por­
nographic movie houses and no 
one is doing anything about it.”

No one can convince me, 
for example, that a magazine 
dealer must display at his cash 
r e g i s t e r  c o u n te r  th o se  
magazine covers that reveal 
the most. It is one thing for 
these magazines to be on dis­
play with a variety of news, 
sports and others and another 
thing to push .them on every 
customer.

Outright censorship in our 
society is untenable. Yet, 
there must be a continuing 
quest to in crease  m an’s 
humanity. Creativity in the arts 
is such a way. We can question, 
and should question, films and 
literature that deprave man. 
This questioning should be and 
must come within our present 
judicial system-.

At the same time, we should^ 
expand our commitment to the 
arts. A good beginning would be 
a dramatic increase of funding 
to the Connecticut Arts Com­
mission and to amend its grants 
formula to encourage new ven­
turers. Support of local theater 
groups, museums and galleries 
would be another. In short, en­
courage those who oppose the

President Wanted Tapes for History
WASHINGTON -  A White 

House aide close to President 
Nixon has “explained” why 
Nixon made those notorious 
tapes in the first place and then 
rejected advice that they be 
destroyed.

First, according to the staff 
member, Nixon “wanted to be 
in a position to confound 
historians with the recorded 
truth if they published a lot of 
lies about his tenure in the 
White House.” Second, the 
President sought to protect 
him s^f against disgruntled 
former White House employes 
“who misrepresented their 
association with him or accused 
him of misuse of his office.”

The source depicted Nixon as 
a President “with an almost 
fanatic determination to make 
certain he was accorded a 
proper place in the history 
books. Nixon didn’t — and 
doesn’t — trust most historians, 
regarding them mostly as 
liberal storytellers of the 
Kennedy persuasion.”

According to the aide, “Nixon 
secretly spoke disparagingly” 
of Arthur Schlesinger Jr., a 
noted historian and former aide 
to President John Kennedy. 
“Schlesinger will tear off my 
hide strip by strip when I leave 
office,” Nixon was quoted as 
telling a White House staff 
meeting.

Another source, high in the 
counsels of the Committee to 
Re-elect the President, added 
another reason for Nixon’s 
decision to tape conversations 
in his office. “It was a form of 
protection against those around 
him,” this source said. “He 
wanted to have something on 
(John) Ehrlichman and (H.R.) 
Haldeman and that lot in case 
they decided to go over to the 
enem y.” Ehrlichm an was 
Nixon’s chief domestic adviser; 
Haldeman was White House 
chief of staff.

Why, then, did Nixon reject 
advice that he destroy the tapes 
when the Watergate scandal 
broke?

The Amnesty Issue

WASHINGTON -  “I refuse 
to become a possible war 
criminal...! hope to begin a new. 
life, one that will not force me 
to make such chilling choices of 
life and death...it is also terri­
ble to know that I may never 
see you again. I am, in a real 
sense, a Vietnam war casualty, 
dead to America.”

David Minugh was 24 when he 
included that sentiment in a 
letter to his parents in New 
York in August 1970. “When you 
read this,” he added, “I’ll be in 
Stockholm.”

During the intervening four 
years, Minugh, a draftee who 
fled the United States following 
basic training and before being 
shipped to Vietnam, has taken 
up a new life in Uppsala, 
Sweden, where he is married to 
a Swedish student and has 
learned the language. But a 
longing for home persists and 
Minugh, now 28, wonders when 
and under what conditions he’ll 
be able to return to his native 
country.

Exactly how many David’s 
there are who dodged the draft 
or deserted the military and are 
now living either underground 
in the United States or in volun­
tary exile is open to question. 
Although some pro-amnesty 
groups maintain the number is 
well over 100,000, official 
government figures place it 
considerably lower. According 
to the Departments of Justice 
and Defense, 8,000 men have 
been convicted of draft evasion 
since 1965 ; 5,600 — most of 
whom are in hiding — are under 
indictment; and another 10,000 
cases are under, investigation. 
In addition, nearly 30,000 
deserters are still at large.

Although questions of pardon 
and amnesty following wars 
historically have been the 
prerogative of the President,

increasing pressure is being 
exerted on Congress to take 
some form of action. Members 
of Congress, however, have 
treated amnesty as a taboo sub­
ject and have been more than 
pleased to leave the issue on the 
White House doorstep.

A recent Gallup poll explains 
the re lu c ta n c e  of m ost 
politicians to take sides on the 
explosive issu^ According to 
the poll, a narrow 58 per cent of 
Americans are opposed to un­
conditional amnesty while 34 
per cent believe draft dodgers 
or deserters should be allowed 
to return home unconditionally. 
Thus, a year and a half after 
American withdrawal from the 
war in Vietnam — a war many 
Americans would rather forget 
— the nation is substantially 
divided on amnesty, one of the 
few remaining U.S. issues of 
that long and divisive conflict.

“If the principle of the law is 
to be upheld, we cannot reward, 
by granting unconditional 
amnesty, people who took it 
upon themselves to evade the 
law,” said Sen. Edward Gurney 
(R-Fla.) in a Senate speech. “A 
system of law cannot long sur­
vive if those within it are per­
mitted to choose which laws 
they will or will not obey.” 
Gurney’s view represents the 
standard argument against un­
conditional amnesty.

The emotional argument 
against amnesty was expressed 
recently by the director of 
National Security & Foreign 
Affairs for the Veterans of 
Foreign Wars who noted that 
11,500 of the 56,000 Americans 
killed in V ie tn ^  were 
draftees. “In additiofT60,000 of 
those drafted were wounded, so 
the total casualties of our 
drafted soldiers in Vietnam was 
7 1 ^ , ” said Col. Phelps Jones 
in a radio interview with Philip

C. Clarke of the American 
Security Council.

“Surely,” he continued, “the 
composition of that role of 
honor would be very different if 
young men who had been called 
had served rather than deserted 
their comrades or Jpserted 
their country.” The VFW of­
ficial added that, “I totally and 
unapolegetically reject any no­
tion of amnesty” for these men, 
as well as for conscientious 
objectors who have been jailed 
and for veterans who received 
less than honorable discharges.

At the opposite end of the 
spectrum is the argument by 
various pro-amnesty groups 
that the war was illegal and im­
moral and those who refused to 
serve in it should be granted 
total and unconditional amnes­
ty . A m iddle  ground is 
represented by proposals that 
have been introduced in 
Congress that would allow them 
to serve two or three years of 
alternative government service 
in return for immunity to 
prosecution or broaden retroac­
tively the definition of conscien­
tious objector and allow draft 
evaders to apply for the’Statui,

If the laws of the UnitM” 
States are to continue to be 
meaningful, it is difficult to see 
how a blanket amnesty could be 
thrown over those who so 
flagrantly broke them. Such a 
move invariably would set a 
dangerous prec^ent that would 
haunt this country in times of 
future crisis.

Our system  of ju s tic e  
historically has been tempered 
with mercy. It is to this system 
that these men, individually, 
should now turn, willing to'pay 
the penalty it assesses for a 
ch an ce  to  re g a in  th e ir  
citizenship and spare their 
fam ilies and them selves 
further anguish.

House aide, “The President 
was absolutely confident that 
the tapes would prove his in­
nocence of any wrongdoing. 
He’s still confident that the 
American people, if not the 
Congress, will so interpret his 
words on the tapes.”

The aide said it was “perhaps 
unfortunate” that Nixon did not 
personally listen to all the tapes 
before they were released to 
the public. “He depended on 
m embers of his staff too 
much,” said the aide. “ He 
spent most of his time with 
(Secretary of State Henry) 
Kissinger on foreign policy. He 
was almost wholly preoccupied 
with his grand design for 
detente with the Soviet Union 
and (Communist) China.”

At any rate, according to this 
source, Nixon orig inally  
believed he would have time to 
go over the tapes at his leisure 
after he left the White House 
and separate the wheat from 
the chaff. “ The President 
wanted to write the definitive 
history of his administrations, 
and therefore, he wanted these 
tapes as evidence that his 
history was the truth,” the 
source said.

“In the President’s place. I’d 
have burned all those damn 
tapes,” said the White House 
aide. “But I wouldn’t have had 
Richard Nixon’s supreme con­
fidence that it is okay to hang 
them all out. Even now, you’d 
never know by talking with him 
that he was in any trouble. I’ve 
never seen a man so secure in 
the belief that he is right.”

One of the most amazing stories I ever heard was about a 
Roman Catholic archbishop in Paris who was addressing a con­
vocation of young people.

As their remarks became more insulting the worshippers 
hurried by to get out of earshot. Finally one of the three spoke to 
the leader; “Why not say these things to priest?”

“Why not? — Let’s go,” was the reply.
The three entered the church and, while the third made his 

challenges to the clergyman, the others watched.
With fire in his eyes the priest demanded; “Why do you say 

these words on Good Friday of all days?”
Jauntilly the youth answered; “My friends dared me to.” 
“Well, then, accept this dare. Go into the sanctuary, stand in 

front of the crucifix and say 'Christ died for me and I don’t give a 
damn’ ̂  >

“Wh^not?” he shrugged. He walked down the aisle, made the 
statement and started to saunter away.
“ Again!” came the command.
A little reluctantly he turned again to the crucifix, gazed at it 

for a few minutes, then blurted out, “Christ died for me and I 
don’t give a damn.”

Quickly he started for the door. “Stop!” shouted the priest, 
“Say it once more.” Very slowly the young man faced the cross, 
stood there for more than five minutes, then turned and said; 
“Father,4~aai-xeady to make^onfession.”

The archbishop whlMsas^elling this story paused, waited for 
the complete attention of the crowd, then dramatically an­
nounced; “I was that young man!”

Contrast his response with G.A. Student-Kennedy’s poem, “In­
difference.” "This poet was a popular minister, “the King’s 
Cleric.” I had the privilege of hearing him speak at more than 
one student conference. Here is the poem:

“When Jesus came to Golgotha they hanged him on a tree. 
They drave great nails through hands and feet, 

and made a Calvary ;
They crowned Him with a crown of thorns, 

red were his wounds and deep.
For those were crude and cruel days, 

and human flesh was cheap.

When Jesus came to Birmingham, 
they simply passed Him by.

They never hurt a hair of Him, 
they only let him die;

For men had grown more tender, 
and they would not give Him pain.

They only just passed down the street, 
and left Him in the rain.

Still Jesus cried, “Forgive them 
for they know not what they do,”

And still it rained the winter rain
that drenched Him through and through;

The crowds went home and left the streets 
without a soul to see.

And Jesus crouched against a wall 
and cried for Calvary.”

“Birminghani” to make the impact more vivid.

Many of us have seen the “Christ of the Andes,” that huge 
statue given as a sign of international friendship in South 
America. Have you heard that Mexico intends to present the 
United States with a mammoth statue of Christ in 1976 for our 
200th Anniversary celebration? Some opposition to this plan has 
arisen so it may not develop but the intention is to place the 
monument in Corpus Christi bay which translated means “the 
Body of Christ.” Elevators would take tourists to the top of the 
statue where they could look out at the world through a crown of 
thorns.

It was a problem I had not considered before but suddenly the 
answer came to me and I said: “You are asking the wrong ques­
tion. It is not ‘what can I do?’ but ‘what can I be for God?’ Look at 
the Beatitudes. They are matters of being— meek, poor in spirit, 
merciful, pure in heart. All these you can be in your bed with your 
illness. Further, consider the last week of Jesus’ life on earth. 
"Through His trial and suffering He was able to be—forgiving, 
steadfast, prayerful, faithful, obedient.”

She leaned back on her pillow and a relaxed smile came over 
her face. I thanked God that toe right words had been given to me. it 
enabled me to understand better the saying of Jesus: “Do not be 
anxious how you are to speak or what you are to say; for what you 
are to say will be given to you...for it is not you who speak, but the 
Spirit of your Father speaking through you.” (Matt. 10:19-20) In 
this case I felt His help as I have many times since, and was 
grateful.

Prize winner; ..

“Present day haste leaves people no time to think before they 
act. They are proud of being ‘doer,’ little suspecting that they 
are the undoers of nature and themselves.”

The Yanks downed the Brewers 5-1 
to move within one game of the first 
place Red Sox and they go to Boston 
Saturday night to start a three-game 
series.

The third game Monday night will 
be televised nationally and the 
Yankees think all three of them are 
critical since they are 0-4 in Boston 
this year and 1-12 in Fenway Park 
over the last two years.

He walked seven, struck out 
five, but only gave up three hits.

His brazen approach looked great for the fist six innings. He only had 
one ball hit off him that looked anywhere near a hit and a doubleplay got 
him out of the fourth after he walked a pair. But Jim Nettles rapped a 
solid double with two out in the seventh to spoil Cleveland’s immortality 
thoughts. Aurelio Rodriguez beat out a hit to short leading off the 10th for 
the other Detroit hit.

Meanwhile, Coleman was getting in and out of trouble all night. Mickey 
Stanley vauled onto the fench and reached into the stands in the fourth to 
rob Rico Petrocelli of a home run. Nettles nailed Petrocelli at the plate 
trying to score from second with two out on Rick Burleson’s single to left 
in the seventh.

Aaron’s ‘Berries’ 
Right on Target

ATLANTA (UPI) — Although his 40-year-old legs have 
slowed in the final season of his unmatched 23-year career, 
the wrists and reflexes that made Hank Aaron baseball’s 
alltime home run champ are as quick as ever—as one 
strawberry soaked sports writer can attest.

“Hank made a great move with the strawberries,” said 
Atlanta Journal sports writer Frank Hyland, after Aaron 
rendered his opinion of a Hyland article by squashing a 
small carton of strawberries in Hyland’s face in the 
Braves’ dressing room friday night.

“ I still don’t know if he hit me right or ieft-handed,” said 
Hyland, “but it was flush in the face.”

In Friday afternoon’s Journal, Hyland had written that 
Aaron told the press he was not interested in succeeding 
the fired Eddie Mathews as Atlanta manager. ’Then, 
during the All-Star game in Pittsburgh, the television 
network ran a videotape of him saying he would take the 
job if it was offered, and that he expected the courtesy of 
an offer.

Hyland wrote that Aaron is “developing a habit which is 
getting downright irritating.

“Aaron will say one thing one time and another the 
next,” he wrote. “The difference is, this time, it caused a 
national furor.”

While waiting for Friday night’s game with San Diego to 
be called because of rain, Hyland went to the locker room 
to see another player. Someone told him that Aaron 
wanted to see him about the alleged “double-talking” of 
written and broadcast media.

The slugger and the scribe had words. Aaron, who has 
always had pleasant relations with the media, then for­
cibly shared his strawberries with Hyland.

“ All of a sudden, he shot out at me with those 
strawberries he was holding in his hand and it was pretty 
messy,” said Hyland. “Ron Reed and Paul Casanova 
separated us and that was about it.”

Pitcher Reed grabbed Aaron. “I think maybe he pushed 
Reed a time or two,” Hyland said.

Catcher Casanova stepped in front of Hyland and Said, 
“Frank, I think maybe you’d better go.”

After Hyland left, Aaron declined comment on the brief 
incident.

“You’ll have to ask him about it,” he said on the way to 
the showers. “ I don’t have anything to say.”

NFL Strike Roundup

Pickets Expected 
At Canton Game

NEW YORK (UPI) — At first glance, even close up, the 
striking National Football League players don’t exactly 
look like the Wobblies of labor legend and they don’t sing 
“Solidarity Forever” on the picket lines very much.

With their tanned and muscular bodies, the players hard­
ly resemble the image of the desperate worker striking for 
more meal money and better conditions.

But 21 NFL players, demanding more freedom, did 
manage to get arrested Thursday night in Green Bay, Wis., 
while picketing a scrimmage between the Packers and 
Chicago Bears, and if there are more arrests today on 
national television, the NFL Players Association may be 
carving a niche for itself in labor history.

Ed Garvey, executive director of the NFLPA, said his 
union was hoping for the most massive show of force in the 
four-week-old strike when at least 60 players picket the 
Hall-of-Fame game between the St. Louis Cardinals and 
Buffalo Bills at Canton, Ohio.

In Lordstown, Ohio, this week several players 
strengthened their alliance with the labor world by 
walking the lines of Local 1112, United Auto Workers. 
Friday, the local pledged its support to the players’ strike 
and was expected to have more than 200 members on hand 
today at Canton’s Fawcett Stadium.

Also expected to lend their support in the form of a 
boycott of the game were the Canton-based District 27, 
United Steelworkers, and members of the AFL-CIO in 
Cleveland.

But an injunction was issued Friday in Canton limiting 
the number of pickets at the gates for the game td six 
striking members of the NFLPA and two members of the 
UAW. When a similar injunction was enforced in Green 
Bay ’Thursday night, 21 players were arrested for “failure 
to comply with a court order.”

Thursday night’s clash was non-violent. The local 
players were released from jail on their own recognizance 
and out-oftowners on a $100 bail.

Negotiations will resume Monday in Washington, D.C., 
with the help of a federal mediator.

Garvey said the action taken against the players in 
Green Bay was a “more blatantly unfair labor practice 
than anytime in the history of sports,” and said the players 
“feel even more strongly now.

“They are ready to demonstrate their feelings by un­
dergoing arrest,” Garvey said. “We have 1,250 members 
on strike right now. The owners are being captured by 
their own propaganda. Because some regulars have 
crossed the picket lines they think serious erosion is taking 
place. That’s just nonsense.”

St. Louis took 48 players to Canton for the Hall of Fame 
game, but only six have played in a pro game before. Of 
the remaining 42, there ace 32 rookies. The only starters 
from last year’s squad are linebacker Larry Stallings and 
deferiliive tackle Bonnie Sloan.

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^Mother of Woman^s Suffrage^ 
Was A Man Historian Says

By E.T. McCLANAIIAN
LARAMIE, Wyo. (UPI) -  

The "mother of woman's suf­
frage” was a man, says a 
U n iv e rs ity  of W yom ing 
historian (male).

He calls "essentially a myth” 
the 1920 booklet by another UW 
historian (female) that credits 
Esther Hoart Morris as in­
spiring the first suffrage act in 
America, passed by Wyoming’s 
first territorial legislature in 
1869.

"The idea that a man could do 
this kind of thing didn't seem 
sensible to her, so she looked 
around to find out who did it,” 
professor T.A. Larson said. "If 
you had to find somebody to pin 
the credit on, it would have to 
be Mrs. Morris. She was the 
only woman who had any public 
record.”

Larson said former-Virginian 
Wiiiiam H. Bright is the "cen­
tral neglected figure” in the 
story of woman’s suffrage in 
Wyoming. Bright was the 
legislator who introduced th e ' 
measure.

"A letter I've uncovered here 
says Mrs. Morris didn’t even 
meet William Bright until after 
the bill was passed,” Larson 
said in an interview. “She 
probably had nothing to do with 
it, judging by this ietter. 1 do 
say she's a fine woman, but it’s 
just a little unfortunate that 
she's given credit for things she 
never did.” '

Mrs. Morris was Wyoming’s 
first female justice of the 
peace, serving in South Pass Ci­
ty. Larson gives her credit for 
courage for accepting the ap­
pointment, but said she se rv ^  
only eight and a half months 
and handled only 26 minor cases.

Not only does Larson dispute 
Mrs. Morris's reputation for 
promoting the first legislation 
giving woman the right to vote, 
but he says statues honoring her 
deliberately were carved to be 
flattering.

"When the bill passed, she 
was over SO, weighed 180 
pounds and had a rough face,” 
he said. “They hired a sculptor 
in Utah who wanted to make 
h e r  look  p r e t t y  so he 
streamlined her.”

Larson said Mrs. Morris’ suf­
fragette fame was largely the 
w ork of G race  R aym ond 
Hebard, a former UW history 
teacher and lib rarian . She 
called Mrs. Morris the “mother 
of woman’s suffrage,” and in

1920 published a pamphlet en­
titled “How Woman’s Suffrage 
Came to Wyoming.”

The booklet was read in 
Wyoming schools and shifted 
the spotlight from Bright, who 
left the territory in the lOTOs.

Mrs. Morris was named in 
1955 as Wyoming’s outstanding 
deceased citizen and bronze 
casts of her were placed in 
Washington and in front of the 
state Capitol in Cheyenne.

DECATUR, 111. (UPI) -  
When sirens wail in this central 
I llin o is  soybean  c a p ita l ,  
residents look nervously at one 
another and ask, "What now?” 

I t’s not hard to understand 
their concern.

Since late last December, 
Decatur’s 91,000 citizens have 
been afflicted with a paralyzing 
31-inch snowfall; a tornado and 
earthquake within three hours 
of each other; record rainfall; 
destructive flooding and then 
near drought, and finally, on 
July 19, a massive railroad 
explosion and fire which in­
jured more than 120 persons.

"The real problem is that we 
can’t get the city cleaned up 
after one disaster before the 
next one hits,” City Manager 
Leslie T. Allen said.

Seven persons have died in the 
series of tragedies — one each 
during the tornado and flooding 
and five in the explosion. 
Several other persons remain in 
critical condition as a result of 
burns suffered in the blast.

"Some people seem to think 
we’ve done something very 
wrong and that we’re being 
punished for it,” Charles W. 
Cherches, director of communi­
ty development, said. “Nobody 
can figure out what it might be 
that we did, though.”

The city and surrounding 
Macon County have sustained 
millions of dollars in damage to 
governm ent, business and 
private property.

“ It gets to be a hell of a wear 
and tear on people’s nerves,” 
said Allen. “ People get to 
wondering w hat’s going to 
happen next.”

His observation was borne 
out on the city’s tree-shaded 
downtown shopping mall just a 
few hours later. As three fire 
engines and a police car tore 
by, a half dozen people stopped, 
looked and said alm ost in 
chorus, “What now?”

“There are a lot of jokes 
going around,” said CTierches. 
“A lot of sick jokes. Everyone’s 
trying to anticipate the next dis­
aster.”

For the city, the disasters 
have brought nothing but 
headaches.

The snowfall, for instance, 
stayed on the ground an un­
usually long time during a cold 
snap, playing havoc with a 
street improvement program 
which had swung into high gear 
only months earlier.

And, as a resu lt of one 
cleanup effort after another, 
A lle n  s a id ,  so m e  c i ty  
departm ents already Itave 
exhausted overtime budgets 
which were to have lasted 
through next April.

As an index of now fast work 
has piled up, federal disaster 
clean-up money sent to the 
county a f te r  the tornado, 
arrived just in time to be put to 
use cleaning up from the floods. 
And now some of that money 
will be applied to help pick up 
debris left by the explosion, 
Cherches said.

The only silver lining Allen 
can see is that the disasters 
have rendered unnecessary an 
“emergency preparedness exer­
cise” the city was planning for 
March.

“There’s joking talk now,” he 
said, "that instead of holding a 
training exercise for ourselves, 
we ought to go into the con­
sulting business and teach other 
cities how to cope with dis­
asters.”

If South holds the 
queen he will finesse suc­
cessfully for tha t king; if 
South doesn't, he will take 
two finesses. He will lose the 
first to E ast’s queen, but will 
pick up West’s king on the 
next lead of the suit.

Then, West will lead his 
king of clubs right out and 
South won’t be able to do any­
thing better than to rise with 
dum m y’s ace and lead a 
trump. East will win that first 
trump lead; cash his queen of 
clubs and give West a ruff for 
the setting trick.

Largest U.S. Hailstone

The biggest U.S. hailstone on record was 44 centimet­
ers (17V2 inches) around and weighed 766 gram s (1.67 
pounds).

In September of 1970, a bad hail storm  
struck Coffeyville, Kansas, dropping hail­
stones as large as grapefruits. These hail­
stones crashed through buildings and put 
huge dents in automobiles. Fortunately, 
no one was killed. The people of Coffeyville 
collected the stones and put them in their 
refrigerator freezers until they could pack 
them into dry ice and shipped them to 
scientists for study:

Hailstones cause a lot of crop damage 
each year. Scientists at Boulder, Colorado 
are trying to find out more about them.
